ELCOME TO THE 81T EDITION OF THE NATIONAL HOCKEY LEAGUE OFFiciAL GUIDE & RECORD Book, the definitive statistical record of the NHL.

Published annually since 1932, the NHL Guide has seen it all, but, obligingly, National Hockey League play never fails to surprise as
demonstrated by the Los Angeles Kings' rise from eighth-place finisher and final playoff qualifier in the Western Conference to Stanley
Cup champion in 2012. The Kings were a team that made significant changes through the course of the season, got things right and
rolled in the playoffs, defeating four opponents that finished a combined 39 points above them in the standings. The Kings’ success as an
eighth seed contributed to our decision to add an additional category to each club’s Year-by-Year Record. Since 1993-94, it is a team’s
standing in its Conference rather than its Divisional finish that determines playoff qualification and seeding. We now list both Conference
and Divisional finishes since 1993-94 in each club’s Year-by-Year Record. (Each club has four pages of detailed statistics beginning with
Anaheim on page 15.) The New Jersey Devils provide an interesting case in point. In both 2011-12 and 2010-11, they finished fourth in the
Atlantic Division, but because of their Conference finishes, they qualified for the playoffs and reached the Stanley Cup Final in 2011-12,
but missed the playoffs in 2010-11. (New Jersey’s club section begins on page 79. The Kings' section begins on page 63. NHL final
standings for 2011-12 are found on page 157 and an in-depth stat pack for the 2012 Stanley Cup Playoffs begins on page 239.)

Other small-but-significant improvements found in this edition of the Guide include the addition of phonetic pronunciations to the
short bios provided for each first-round selection in the 2012 Entry Draft (page 217). We have also improved the Drafted players tables for
European leagues that begin on page 215. Russian teams are now labelled KHL/Russia/CIS/USSR to reflect that the Kontinental Hockey
League has teams based outside of Russia. In addition, this table previously included separate lines for clubs within the same sports
organization. To cite an example, “CSKA Moscow” and “CSKA Moscow 2" are now combined. The resulting table more clearly indicates
the number of players from each European hockey club selected in the NHL Entry Draft. (Entry Draft coverage begins on page 212. Player
counts from junior clubs are on page 213, from colleges and high schools on 214 and from European Leagues on 215.) And also note that
the Guide’s Free Agent Signing Register (page 658) has been reorganized alphabetically by player rather than by date and that 2012's
inductees to the IIHF Hall of Fame have been added to the new Hall of Famers photos found on page 609.

This edition of the Guide, like it predecessors, is the product of careful work by people who care about the game. Like any NHL club,
producing this book depends on teamwork. It starts with several thousand players in the NHL, minor pro, Europe, junior, college, high
school and youth hockey leagues. They create the raw material every night from October to June. Communications staffers of the NHL's
30 teams and their counterparts in league and club offices throughout the hockey world deliver information, meet deadlines and answer
questions large and small as blanks are filled in. NHL statistician Benny Ercolani, Communications Director Greg Inglis and their colleagues
update important components of the book. Igor Kuperman sources and edits statistics for European leagues, clubs and players. John
Pasternak and Alex Dubiel manage both page composition and the database that drives player panels and numerous other tables in the
book. Paul Bontje tracks trades and free agent signings and doublechecks that the thousands of pieces of the jigsaw puzzle find their way
to the right place. Eric Zweig sources photography, writes and updates coach and general manager biographies and researches high
school, tier-two junior and youth hockey statistics for newly drafted players. Ralph Dinger wrangles player panels and roster lists back and
forth to the 30 clubs and minor pro and junior leagues and serves as a capable managing editor, tracking the progress of the project from
season’s end to transmitting to the printer.

The missing line from everybody’s job description — and perhaps the reason the book comes out on time every year — is “plus
whatever else needs doing.” All share a dedication to making an NHL Guide & Record Book that is complete, accurate and useful. To this
end, this edition of the NHL Guide contains every one of the 7,000 players who have appeared in an NHL game, plus more than 1,000 prospects
who have yet to do so. (See the Prospect Register (page 275), Active Player Register (345), Goaltender Register (581), Retired Player Index (610),
Retired Goaltender Index (652), regular-season or playoff Record Books (166 and 242), Award Winners (204), All-Star Teams (227) or Hockey Hall
of Fame sections (235). Winners of the NHL's Player of the Week and Month Awards for 2011-12 are listed on page 579. In addition to the
register of free agent signings on page 658, a trade register is found on page 660.

A key to the abbreviations and symbols used in individual player and goaltender data panels, along with useful information on how to
use the Registers, is found on page 274. Late additions are found on page 608 and each NHL club’s minor-pro affiliates are found on page
14. A list of league abbreviations used in the Prospect, Player and Goaltender Registers is found on page 662 and a table on page 216 breaks
down U.S. and Canadian-born draftees by state or province of birth. Players from 17 states and 10 provinces/territories were drafted in 2012.

And please go to page 663 for a special bonus photograph of 2011-12's NHL Goal of the Year as selected by hockey fans.

Thanks to readers, correspondents, members of the media and hockey communications professionals throughout the game who make
good use of what we produce. Our mandate is simple and does not change; if it has happened in the NHL, or if it's about to happen, it's in
the Guide.

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NHL History

1917 — National Hockey League organized November
26 in Montreal following suspension of operations by
the National Hockey Association of Canada Limited
(NHA). Montreal Canadiens, Montreal Wanderers,
Ottawa Senators and Quebec Bulldogs attended
founding meeting. Delegates decided to use NHA rules.

Toronto Arenas were later admitted as fifth team;
Quebec decided not to operate during the first season.
Quebec players allocated to remaining four teams.

Frank Calder elected president and
secretary-treasurer.

First NHL games played December 19, with Toronto
only arena with artificial ice. Clubs played 22-game split
schedule.

1918 — Emergency meeting held January 3 due to
destruction by fire of Montreal Arena which was home
ice for both Canadiens and Wanderers.

Wanderers withdrew, reducing the NHL to three
teams; Canadiens played remaining home games at
3,250-seat Jubilee rink.

Quebec franchise sold to P.J. Quinn of Toronto on
October 18 on the condition that the team operate in
Quebec City for 1918-19 season. Quinn did not attend
the November League meeting and Quebec did not play
in 1918-19.

1919-20 — NHL reactivated Quebec Bulldogs franchise.
Former Quebec players returned to the club. New
Mount Royal Arena became home of Canadiens.
Toronto Arenas changed name to St. Patricks. Clubs
played 24-game split schedule.

1920-21 — H.P. Thompson of Hamilton, Ontario made
application for the purchase of an NHL franchise.
Quebec franchise shifted to Hamilton with other NHL
teams providing players to strengthen the club.

1921-22 — Split schedule abandoned. First and second
place teams at the end of full schedule to play for
championship.

1922-23 — Clubs agreed that players could not be sold
or traded to clubs in any other league without first
being offered to all other clubs in the NHL. Norman
Albert made the first broadcast of a hockey game on
February 8, 1923. The first NHL game was broadcast on
February 14, 1923. Foster Hewitt called his first game
on February 16, 1923. All games were broadcast on
Toronto radio station CFCA.

1923-24 — Ottawa’s new 10,000-seat arena opened.
First U.S. franchise granted to Boston for following
season.

Dr. Cecil Hart Trophy donated to NHL to be awarded
to the player judged most useful to his team.

1924-25 — New franchises granted to Boston and
Montreal (later named Maroons). NHL now six team
league with two clubs in Montreal. Inaugural game in
new Montreal Forum played November 29, 1924 as
Canadiens defeated Toronto 7-1. Hamilton finished first
in the standings, receiving a bye into the finals. But
Hamilton players, demanding $200 each for additional
games in the playoffs, went on strike. The NHL
suspended all players, fining them $200 each. Stanley
Cup finalist to be the winner of NHL semi-final between
Toronto and Canadiens.

Lady Byng Trophy donated to NHL.

Clubs played 30-game schedule.

1925-26 — Hamilton club dropped from NHL. Players
signed by new New York Americans franchise.
Pittsburgh Pirates granted franchise. Prince of Wales
Trophy donated to NHL.

Clubs played 36-game schedule.

1926-27 — New York Rangers granted franchise

May 15, 1926. Chicago Black Hawks and Detroit
Cougars granted franchises September 25, 1926. NHL
now ten-team league with an American and a Canadian
Division.

Stanley Cup came under the control of NHL. In
previous seasons, winners of the now-defunct Western
or Pacific Coast leagues would play NHL champion in
Cup finals.

Toronto franchise sold to a new company controlled
by Hugh Aird and Conn Smythe. Name changed from
St. Patricks to Maple Leafs.

Clubs played 44-game schedule.

The Montreal Canadiens donated the Vezina Trophy
to be awarded to the team allowing the fewest
goals-against in regular season play. The winning team
would, in turn, present the trophy to the goaltender
playing in the greatest number of games during the
season.

1930-31 — Detroit franchise changed name from
Cougars to Falcons. Pittsburgh transferred to
Philadelphia for one season. Pirates changed name to
Philadelphia Quakers. Trading deadline for teams set at
February 15 of each year. NHL approved operation of
farm teams by Rangers, Americans, Falcons and Bruins.
Four-sided electric arena clock first demonstrated.

1931-32 — Philadelphia dropped out. Ottawa withdrew
for one season. New Maple Leaf Gardens completed.
Clubs played 48-game schedule.

1932-33 — Detroit franchise changed name from
Falcons to Red Wings. Franchise application received
from St. Louis but refused because of additional travel
costs. Ottawa team resumed play.

1933-34 — First All-Star Game played as a benefit for
injured player Ace Bailey. Leafs defeated All-Stars 7-3 in
Toronto.

1934-35 — Ottawa franchise transferred to St. Louis.
Team called St. Louis Eagles and consisted largely of
Ottawa's players.

1935-36 — Ottawa-St. Louis franchise terminated.
Montreal Canadiens finished season with very poor
record. To strengthen the club, NHL gave Canadiens
first call on the services of all French-Canadian players
for three seasons.

1937-38 — Second benefit All-Star game staged
November 2 in Montreal in aid of the family of the late
Canadiens star Howie Morenz.

Montreal Maroons withdrew from the NHL on June
22,1938, leaving seven clubs in the League.

1938-39 — Expenses for each club regulated at $5 per
man per day for meals and $2.50 per man per day for
accommodation.

1939-40 — Benefit All-Star Game played October 29,
1939 in Montreal for the children of the late Albert
(Babe) Siebert.

1940-41 — Ross-Tyer puck adopted as the official puck
of the NHL. Early in the season it was apparent that this
pluck was too soft. The Spalding puck was adopted in its
place.

On May 16, 1941, Arthur Ross, NHL governor from
Boston, donated a perpetual trophy to be awarded
annually to the player voted outstanding in the league.
Due to wartime restrictions, the trophy was never
awarded.

1941-42 — New York Americans changed name to
Brooklyn Americans.

1942-43 — Brooklyn Americans withdrew from NHL,
leaving six teams: Boston, Chicago, Detroit, Montreal,
New York and Toronto. Playoff format saw first-place
team play third-place team and second play fourth.

Clubs played 50-game schedule.

Frank Calder, president of the NHL since its inception,
died in Montreal. Meryn ""Red’’ Dutton, former
manager of the New York Americans, became
president. The NHL commissioned the Calder Memorial
Trophy to be awarded to the League’s outstanding
rookie each year.

1945-46 — Philadelphia, Los Angeles and San Francisco
applied for NHL franchises.

The Philadelphia Arena Company of the American
Hockey League applied for an injunction to prevent the
possible operation of an NHL franchise in that city.

1946-47 — Mervyn Dutton retired as president of the
NHL prior to the start of the season. He was succeeded
by Clarence S. Campbell.

Individual trophy winners and all-star team members
to receive $1,000 awards.

Playoff guarantees for players introduced.

Clubs played 60-game schedule.

1947-48 — The first annual All-Star Game for the
benefit of the players’ pension fund was played when
the All-Stars defeated the Stanley Cup Champion
Toronto Maple Leafs 4-3 in Toronto on October 13,
1947.

Criteria for awarding Art Ross Trophy changed. Now
awarded to top scorer. EImer Lach was its first winner.

Philadelphia and Los Angeles franchise applications
refused.

National Hockey League Pension Society formed.

1949-50 — Clubs played 70-game schedule.

First intra-league draft held April 30, 1950. Clubs
allowed to protect 30 players. Remaining players
available for $25,000 each.

1951-52 — Referees included in the League’s pension
plan.

1952-53 — In May of 1952, City of Cleveland applied
for NHL franchise. Application denied. In March of
1953, the Cleveland Barons of the AHL challenged the
NHL champions for the Stanley Cup. The NHL governors
did not accept this challenge.

1953-54 — The James Norris Memorial Trophy
presented to the NHL for annual presentation to the
League’s best defenseman.

Intra-league draft rules amended to allow teams to
protect 18 skaters and two goaltenders, claiming price
reduced to $15,000.

1954-55 — Each arena to operate an “'out-of-town"
scoreboard.

1956-57 — Referees and linesmen to wear shirts of
black and white vertical stripes. Standardized signals for
referees and linesmen introduced.

1960-61 — Canadian National Exhibition, City of
Toronto and NHL reach agreement for the construction
of a Hockey Hall of Fame on the CNE grounds. Hall
opens on August 26, 1961.

1963-64 — Player development league established with
clubs operated by NHL franchises located in
Minneapolis, St. Paul, Indianapolis, Omaha and,
beginning in 1964-65, Tulsa. First universal amateur
draft took place. All players of qualifying age (17)
unaffected by sponsorship of junior teams available to
be drafted.

1964-65 — Conn Smrthe Trophy presented to the NHL
to be awarded annually to the outstanding player in the
Stanley Cup playoffs.

Minimum age of players subject to amateur draft
changed to 18.

1965-66 — NHL announced expansion plans for a
second six-team division to begin play in 1967-68.

1966-67 — Fourteen applications for NHL franchises
received.

Lester Patrick Trophy presented to the NHL to be
awarded annually for outstanding service to hockey in
the United States.

NHL sponsorship of junior teams ceased, making all
players of qualifying age not already on NHL-sponsored
lists eligible for the amateur draft.

1967-68 — Six new teams added: California Seals,

Los Angeles Kings, Minnesota North Stars, Philadelphia
Flyers, Pittsburgh Penguins, St. Louis Blues. New teams
to play in West Division. Remaining six teams to play in
East Division.

Minimum age of players subject to amateur draft
changed to 20.

Clubs played 74-game schedule.

Clarence S. Campbell Trophy awarded to team
finishing the regular season in first place in West
Division.

California Seals change name to Oakland Seals on
December 8, 1967.

1968-69 — Clubs played 76-game schedule.

Amateur draft expanded to cover any amateur player

of qualifying age throughout the world.

1970-71 — Two new teams added: Buffalo Sabres and
Vancouver Canucks. These teams joined East Division:
Chicago switched to West Division. Oakland Seals
change name to California Golden Seals prior to
season.

Clubs played 78-game schedule.

1971-72 — Playoff format amended. In each division,
first to play fourth; second to play third.

1972-73 — Soviet Nationals and Canadian NHL stars

play eight pre-season games. Canadians win 4-3-1.
Two new teams added. Atlanta Flames join West

Division; New York Islanders join East Division.

1974-75 — Two new teams added: Kansas City Scouts

and Washington Capitals. Teams realigned into two

nine-team conferences, the Prince of Wales made up of

the Norris and Adams Divisions, and the Clarence

Campbell made up of the Smythe and Patrick Divisions.
Clubs played 80-game schedule.

1976-77 — California franchise transferred to
Cleveland. Team named Cleveland Barons. Kansas City
franchise transferred to Denver. Team named Colorado
Rockies.

1977-78 — Clarence S. Campbell retires as NHL
president. Succeeded by John A. Ziegler, Jr.

1978-79 — Cleveland and Minnesota franchises merge,
leaving NHL with 17 teams. Merged team placed in
Adams Division, playing home games in Minnesota.

Minimum age of players subject to amateur draft
changed to 19.

1979-80 — Four new teams added: Edmonton Oilers,
Hartford Whalers, Quebec Nordiques and Winnipeg
Jets.

Minimum age of players subject to entry draft
changed to 18.
1980-81 — Atlanta franchise shifted to Calgary,
retaining "’Flames’’ name.
1981-82 — Teams realigned within existing divisions.
New groupings based on geographical areas.
Unbalanced schedule adopted.
1982-83 — Colorado Rockies franchise shifted to East
Rutherford, New Jersey. Team named New Jersey
Devils. Franchise moved to Patrick Division from
Smythe; Winnipeg moved to Smythe from Norris.
1991-92 — San Jose Sharks added, making the NHL a
22-team league. NHL celebrates 75th Anniversary
Season. The 1991-92 regular season suspended due to
a players’ strike on April 1, 1992. Play resumed April
12, 1992.
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NHL History — continued

1992-93 — Gil Stein named NHL president (October,
1992). Gary Bettman named first NHL Commissioner
(February, 1993). Ottawa Senators and Tampa Bay
Lightning added, making the NHL a 24-team league.
NHL celebrates Stanley Cup Centennial. Clubs played
84-game schedule.

1993-94 — Mighty Ducks of Anaheim and Florida
Panthers added, making the NHL a 26-team league.
Minnesota franchise shifted to Dallas, team named
Dallas Stars. Prince of Wales and Clarence Campbell
Conferences renamed Eastern and Western. Adams,
Patrick, Norris and Smythe Divisions renamed
Northeast, Atlantic, Central and Pacific. Winnipeg
moved to Central Division from Pacific; Tampa Bay
moved to Atlantic Division from Central; Pittsburgh
moved to Northeast Division from Atlantic.

1994-95 — A lockout resulted in the cancellation of
468 games from October 1, 1994 to January 19, 1995.
Clubs played a 48-game schedule that began January
20, 1995 and ended May 3, 1995. No inter-conference
games were played.

1995-96 — Quebec franchise transferred to Denver.
Team named Colorado Avalanche and placed in Pacific
Division of Western Conference. Clubs to play 82-game
schedule.

1996-97 — Winnipeg franchise transferred to Phoenix.
Team named Phoenix Coyotes and placed in Central
Division of Western Conference.

1997-98 — Hartford franchise transferred to Raleigh.
Team named Carolina Hurricanes and remains in
Northeast Division of Eastern Conference.

1998-99 — The addition of the Nashville Predators
made the NHL a 27-team league and brought about
the creation of two new divisions and a League-wide
realignment in preparation for further expansion to 30
teams by 2000-2001. Nashville was added to the
Central Division of the Western Conference, while
Toronto moved into the Northeast Division of the
Eastern Conference. Pittsburgh was shifted from the
Northeast to the Atlantic, while Carolina left the
Northeast for the newly created Southeast Division of
the Eastern Conference. Florida, Tampa Bay and
Washington also joined the Southeast. In the Western
Conference, Calgary, Colorado, Edmonton and
Vancouver make up the new Northwest Division. Dallas
and Phoenix moved from the Central to the Pacific
Division.

The NHL retired uniform number 99 in honor of all-time
scoring leader Wayne Gretzky who retired at the end of
the season.

1999-2000 — Atlanta Thrashers added, making the
NHL a 28-team league.

2000-01 — Columbus Blue Jackets and Minnesota Wild
added, making the NHL a 30-team league.

2003-04 — First outdoor NHL game. 57,167 attend
Heritage Classic at Edmonton’s Commonwealth
Stadium. Montreal defeated Edmonton 4-3,

November 22, 2003.

2004-05 — A lockout resulted in the cancellation of the
season.

2007-08 — NHL-record crowd of 71,217 fills Buffalo’s
Ralph Wilson Stadium on New Year's Day for the 2008
Winter Classic, the first NHL outdoor game in the
United States. Sidney Crosby’s shootout goal gives the
Pittsburgh Penguins a 2-1 win over the Buffalo Sabres.
2011-12 — Atlanta franchise transferred to Winnipeg.
Team named Winnipeg Jets.

Major Rule
Changes

1910-11 — Game changed from two 30-minute
periods to three 20-minute periods.

1911-12 — National Hockey Association (forerunner of
the NHL) originated six-man hockey, replacing
seven-man game.

1917-18 — Goalies permitted to fall to the ice to make
saves. Previously a goaltender was penalized for
dropping to the ice.

1918-19 — Penalty rules amended. For minor fouls,
substitutes not allowed until penalized player had
served three minutes. For major fouls, no substitutes for
five minutes. For match fouls, no substitutes allowed
for the remainder of the game.

With the addition of two lines painted on the ice
twenty feet from center, three playing zones were
created, producing a forty -foot neutral center ice area
in which forward passing was permitted. Kicking the
puck was permitted in this neutral zone.

Tabulation of assists began.

1921-22 — Goaltenders allowed to pass the puck
forward up to their own blue line.

Overtime limited to twenty minutes.

Minor penalties changed from three minutes to two
minutes.

1923-24 — Match foul defined as actions deliberately
injuring or disabling an opponent. For such actions, a
player was fined not less than $50 and ruled off the ice
for'the balance of the game. A player assessed a match
penalty may be replaced by a substitute at the end of
20 minutes. Match penalty recipients must meet with
the League president who can assess additional
punishment.

1925-26 — Delayed penalty rules introduced. Each
team must have a minimum of four players on the ice
at all times.

Two rules were amended to encourage offense: No
more than two defensemen permitted to remain inside
a team’s own blue line when the puck has left the
defensive zone. A faceoff to be called for ragging the
puck unless shorthanded.

Team captains only players allowed to talk to
referees.

Goaltender’s leg pads limited to 12-inch width.
Timekeeper’s gong to mark end of periods rather
than referee’s whistle. Teams to dress a maximum of
12 players for each game from a roster of no more

than 14 players.

1926-27 — Blue lines repositioned to sixty feet from
each goal-line, thereby enlarging the neutral zone and
standardizing distance from blue line to goal.

Uniform goal nets adopted throughout NHL with
goal posts securely fastened to the ice.

1927-28 — To further encourage offense, forward
passes allowed in defending and neutral zones and
goaltender’s pads reduced in width from 12 to 10
inches.

Game standardized at three twenty-minute periods
of stop-time separated by ten-minute intermissions.

Teams to change ends after each period.

Ten minutes of sudden-death overtime to be played
if the score is tied after regulation time.

Minor penalty to be assessed to any player other
than a goaltender for deliberately picking up the puck
while it'is in play. Minor penalty to be assessed for
deliberately shooting the puck out of play.

The Art Ross goal net adopted as the official net of
the NHL.

Maximum length of hockey sticks limited to 53
inches measured from heel of blade to end of handle.
No minimum length stipulated.

Home teams given choice of end to defend at start
of game.

1928-29 — Forward passing permitted in defensive and
neutral zones and into attacking zone if pass receiver is
in neutral zone when pass is made. No forward passing
allowed inside attacking zone.

Minor penalty to be assessed to any player who
delays the game by passing the puck back into his
defensive zone.

Ten-minute overtime without sudden-death provision
to be played in games tied after regulation time. Games
tied after this overtime period declared a draw.

Exclusive of goaltenders, team to dress at least 8 and
no more than 12 skaters.
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Major Rule Changes — continued

1929-30 — Forward passing permitted inside all three
zones but not permitted across either blue line.

Kicking the puck allowed, but a goal cannot be
scored by kicking the puck in.

No more than three players including the goaltender
may remain in their defensive zone when the puck has
gone up ice. Minor penalties to be assessed for the first
two violations of this rule in a game; major penalties
thereafter.

Goaltenders forbidden to hold the puck. Pucks
caught must be cleared immediately. For infringement
of this rule, a faceoff to be taken ten feet in front of the
goal with no player except the goaltender standing
between the faceoff spot and the goal-line.

Highsticking penalties introduced.

Maximum number of players in uniform increased
from 12 to 15.

December 21, 1929 — Forward passing rules instituted
at the beginning of the 1929-30 season more than
doubled number of goals scored. Partway through the
season, these rules were further amended to read, "No
attacking player allowed to precede the play when
entering the opposing defensive zone." This is similar to
modern offside rule.

1930-31 — A player without a complete stick ruled out
of play and forbidden from taking part in further action
until a new stick is obtained. A player who has broken
his stick must obtain a replacement at his bench.

A further refinement of the offside rule stated that
the puck must first be propelled into the attacking zone
before any player of the attacking side can enter that
zone; for infringement of this rule a faceoff to take
place at the spot where the infraction took place.

1931-32 — Though there is no record of a team
attempting to play with two goaltenders on the ice, a
rule was instituted which stated that each team was
allowed only one goaltender on the ice at one time.

Attacking players forbidden to impede the movement
or obstruct the vision of opposing goaltenders.

Defending players with the exception of the
goaltender forbidden from falling on the puck within 10
feet of the net.

1932-33 — Each team to have captain on the ice at all
times. Maximum number of players in uniform reduced
to 14 from 15.

If the goaltender is removed from the ice to serve a
penalty, the manager of the club to appoint a
substitute.

Match penalty with substitution after five minutes
instituted for kicking another player.

1933-34 — Number of players permitted to stand in
defensive zone restricted to three including goaltender.
Visible time clocks required in each rink.
Two referees replace one referee and one linesman.

1934-35 — Penalty shot awarded when a player is
tripped and thus prevented from having a clear shot on
goal, having no player to pass to other than the
offending player. Shot taken from inside a 10-foot circle
located 38 feet from the goal. The goaltender must not
advance more than one foot from his goal-line when
the shot is taken.

1937-38 — Rules introduced governing icing the puck.
Penalty shot awarded when a player other than a
goaltender falls on the puck within 10 feet of the goal.

1938-39 — Penalty shot modified to allow puck carrier
to skate in before shooting.

One referee and one linesman replace two referee
system.

Blue line widened to 12 inches.

Maximum number of players in uniform increased
from 14 to 15.

1939-40 — A substitute replacing a goaltender
removed from ice to serve a penalty may use a
goaltender’s stick and gloves but no other goaltending
equipment.
1940-41 — Flooding ice surface between periods made
obligatory.
1941-42 — Penalty shots classified as minor and major.
Minor shot to be taken from a line 28 feet from the
goal. Major shot, awarded when a player is tripped with
only the goaltender to beat, permits the player taking
the penalty shot to skate right into the goalkeeper and
shoot from point-blank range.

One referee and two linesmen employed to officiate
games.

For playoffs, standby minor league goaltenders
employed by NHL as emergency substitutes.

1942-43 — Because of wartime restrictions on train
scheduling, regular-season overtime was discontinued
on November 21, 1942.

Player limit reduced from 15 to 14. Minimum of 12
men in uniform abolished.

1943-44 — Red line at center ice introduced to speed
up the game and reduce offside calls. This rule is

considered to mark the beginning of the modern era in
the NHL.

1945-46 — Goal indicator lights synchronized with
official time clock required at all rinks.

1946-47 — System of signals by officials to indicate
infractions introduced.

Linesmen from neutral cities employed for all games.
1947-48 — Goal awarded when a player with the puck
has an open net to shoot at and a thrown stick prevents
the shot on goal. Major penalty to any player who
throws his stick in any zone other than defending zone.
If a stick is thrown by a player in his defending zone but
the thrown stick is not considered to have prevented a
goal, a penalty shot is awarded.

All playoff games played until a winner determined,
with 20-minute sudden-death overtime periods
separated by 10-minute intermissions.

1949-50 — Ice surface painted white.

Clubs allowed to dress 17 players exclusive of
goaltenders.

Major penalties incurred by goaltenders served by a
member of the goaltender’s team instead of resulting in
a penalty shot.

1950-51 — Each team required to provide an
emergency goaltender in attendance with full
equipment at each game for use by either team in the
event of illness or injury to a regular goaltender.

1951-52 — Home teams to wear basic white uniforms;
visiting teams basic colored uniforms.

Goal crease enlarged from 3 x 7 feet to 4 x 8 feet.

Number of players in uniform reduced to 15 plus
goaltenders.

Faceoff circles enlarged from 10-foot to 15-foot
radius.

1952-53 — Teams permitted to dress 15 skaters on the
road and 16 at home.

1953-54 — Number of players in uniform set at 16 plus
goaltenders.

1954-55 — Number of players in uniform set at 18 plus
goaltenders up to December 1 and 16 plus goaltenders
thereafter. Teams agree to wear colored uniforms at
home and white uniforms on the road.

1956-57 — Player serving a minor penalty allowed to
return to ice when a goal is scored by opposing team.

1959-60 — Players prevented from leaving their
benches to enter into an altercation. Substitutions
permitted providing substitutes do not enter into
altercation.

1960-61 — Number of players in uniform set at 16 plus
goaltenders.

1961-62 — Penalty shots to be taken by the player
against whom the foul was committed. In the event of a
penalty shot called in a situation where a particular
player hasn‘t been fouled, the penalty shot to be taken
by any player on the ice when the foul was committed.

1964-65 — No body contact on faceoffs.

In playoff games, each team to have its substitute
goaltender dressed in his regular uniform except for leg
pads and body protector. All previous rules governing
standby goaltenders terminated.

1965-66 — Teams required to dress two goaltenders
for each regular-season game. Maximum stick length
increased to 55 inches.

1966-67 — Substitution allowed on coincidental major
penalties.
Between-periods intermissions fixed at 15 minutes.

1967-68 — If a penalty incurred by a goaltender is a
co-incident major, the penalty to be served by a player
of the goaltender’s team on the ice at the time the
penalty was called. Limit of curvature of hockey stick
blade set at 11/, inches.

1969-70 — Limit of curvature of hockey stick blade set
at 1inch.

1970-71 — Home teams to wear basic white uniforms;
visiting teams to wear basic colored uniforms.

Limit of curvature of hockey stick blade set at '/, inch.

Minor penalty for deliberately shooting the puck out
of the playing area.
1971-72 — Number of players in uniform set at 17 plus
2 goaltenders.

Third man to enter an altercation assessed an
automatic game misconduct penalty.
1972-73 — Minimum width of stick blade reduced to 2
inches from 21/, inches.
1974-75 — Bench minor penalty imposed if a penalized
player does not proceed directly and immediately to the
penalty box.
1976-77 — Rule dealing with fighting amended to
provide a major and game misconduct penalty for any
player who is clearly the instigator of a fight.
1977-78 — Teams requesting a stick measurement to
be assessed a minor penalty in the event that the
measured stick does not violate the rules.

1979-80 — Wearing of helmets made mandatory for
players entering the NHL.

1980-81 — Maximum stick length increased to 58
inches.

1981-82 — If both of a team’s listed goaltenders are
incapacitated, the team can dress and play any eligible
goaltender who is available.

1982-83 — Number of players in uniform set at 18
plus 2 goaltenders.

1983-84 — Five-minute sudden-death overtime to be
played in regular-season games that are tied at the end
of regulation time.

1985-86 — Substitutions allowed in the event of
co-incidental minor penalties. Maximum stick length
increased to 60 inches.

1986-87 — Delayed off-side is no longer in effect once
the players of the offending team have cleared the
opponents’ defensive zone.

1990-91 — The goal lines, blue lines, defensive zone
face-off circles and markings all moved one foot out
from the end boards, creating 11 feet of room behind
]t(he nets and shrinking the neutral zone from 60 to 58
eet.

1991-92 — Video replays employed to assist referees
in goal/no goal situations. Size of goal crease
increased. Crease changed to semi-circular
configuration. Time clock to record tenths of a second
in last minute of each period and overtime. Major and
game misconduct penalty for checking from behind
into boards. Penalties added for crease infringement
and unnecessary contact with goaltender. Goal
disallowed if puck enters net while a player of the
attacking team is standing on the goal crease line, is in
the goal crease or places his stick in the goal crease.

1992-93 — No substitutions allowed in the event of
coincidental minor penalties called when both teams
are at full strength. Minor penalty for attempting to
draw a penalty (“diving”). Major and game misconduct
penalty for checking from behind into goal frame.
Game misconduct penalty for instigating a fight. High
sticking redefined to include any use of the stick above
waist-height. Previous rule stipulated shoulder-height.

1993-94 — High sticking redefined to allow goals
scored with a high stick below the height of the
crossbar of the goal frame.

1996-97 — Maximum stick length increased to

63 inches. All players must be clear of the attacking
zone prior to the puck being shot into that zone. The
opportunity to “tag-up” and return into the zone has
been removed.

1998-99 — The league instituted a two-referee system
with each team to play 20 regular-season games with
two referees and a pair of linesmen. Goal line moved
to 13 feet from end boards. Goal crease altered to
extend one foot beyond each goal post (eight feet
across in total. Sides of crease squared off, extending
4'6". Only the top of the crease remains rounded. Only
the top of the crease remains rounded.

1999-2000 — Each team to play 25 home and 25 road
games using the two-referee system. Crease rule
revised to implement a 'no harm, no foul, no video
review'’ standard. Teams to play with four skaters and
a goaltender in regular-season overtime. If a goal is
scored in regular-season overtime, the winner is
awarded two points and the loser one point. In no goal
is scored in overtime, both teams are awarded one
point.

2000-01 — All games to be played using the
two-referee system.

2002-03 — “Hurry-up” faceoff and line-change rules
implemented.

2003-04 — Home teams to wear basic colored
uniforms; visiting teams to wear basic white uniforms.
Maximum length of goaltender’s pads set at 38 inches.

2005-06 — The NHL adopted a comprehensive
package of rule changes that included the following:

Goal line moved to 11 feet from end boards; blue
lines moved to 75 feet from end boards, reducing
neutral zone from 54 feet to 50 feet. Center red line
eliminated for two-line passes. “Tag-up” off-side rule
reinstituted. Goaltender not permitted to play the puck
outside a designated trapezoid-shaped area behind the
net. A team that ices the puck is not permitted to
make any player substitutions prior to the ensuing
faceoff. A player who instigates a fight in the final five
minutes of regulation time or at any time of overtime
to receive a minor, a major, a misconduct and an
automatic one-game suspension. The size of
goaltender equipment reduced. If a game remains tied
after five minutes of overtime, winner determined by
shootout.

2011-12 — Rules and penalties modified to address
contact with the head.

Bruce Boudreau
Head Coach

Bruce Boudreau was named head coach in Anaheim on the night of November

30, 2011, replacing Randy Carlyle behind the Ducks bench. As head coach of the
Washington Capitals between 2007 and 2011, Boudreau won the 2007-08 Jack
Adams award (NHL Coach of the Year) and led his club to the 2009-10

Presidents’ Trophy as the NHL's top club in the regular season with a franchise
record 54 wins and 121 points. He compiled a record of 201-88-40 (.672

winning percentage) with the Capitals and won the Southeast Division four

times. He became the fastest coach in modern day NHL history to win 200 games
(in 326 games, Nov. 21, 2011 vs. Phoenix) and recorded more wins (184) in his first
300 NHL games than any NHL coach all-time.

Boudreau was named interim head coach of the Capitals on November 22, 2007.
On that date, Washington was 30th in the NHL standings. Boudreau led the club to
a 37-17-7 finish, as the Capitals won the Southeast Division. Boudreau, whose
interim tag was removed on December 26, 2007, became the first coach since Bill
Barber (2001) to win the Jack Adams Award after taking over a team midseason. In
2008-09, he led the Capitals to their first playoff series win since 1988.

Before joining the Capitals, Boudreau spent nine seasons as an AHL head coach,
including a Calder Cup championship with the Hershey Bears in 2006. Boudreau
began his coaching career in the Colonial Hockey League with Muskegon in
1992-93 and was named the International Hockey League Coach of the Year in
1993-94 with Fort Wayne. He also served as head coach and director of hockey
operations for Mississippi (ECHL), where he won the 1999 Kelly Cup championship.

Boudreau played parts of eight NHL seasons with the Toronto Maple Leafs and
Chicago Blackhawks between 1976 and 1986, recording 28 goals and 42 assists for
70 points in 141 career games. He was selected by the Maple Leafs in the third
round of the 1975 NHL Entry Draft. As a Canadian junior playing for the Toronto
Marlboros in 1974-75, he scored 68 goals and added 97 assists for 165 points, a
Canadian Hockey League record until Bobby Smith and Wayne Gretzky surpassed
the mark during the 1977-78 season. Boudreau also ranks 11th all-time in scoring in
AHL history with 316 goals and 799 points and led all AHL players in scoring during
the 1980s. He won the AHL scoring title in 1987-88 and was a member of the 1992
Calder Cup champion Adirondack Red Wings

Bob Murray

Executive Vice President and General Manager
Born: Kingston, Ont., November 26, 1954.

Bob Murray was named executive vice president and general manager of the
Anaheim Ducks on November 12, 2008 after 3 1/2 years as senior vice president of
hockey operations. He was named to that original position on July 14, 2005.
Murray’s astute judgment of hockey talent and player evaluation were instrumental
in several trades and acquisitions the Ducks made over his tenure, highlighted by a
Stanley Cup championship in 2007.

Murray’s responsibilities include overseeing all aspects of player development,
playing a key role in the club’s professional scouting efforts, contract negotiations
and all matters relating to the National Hockey League. He has been instrumental in
the organization’s success at both the NHL and AHL level. Both the Ducks and
American Hockey League’s Portland Pirates made Conference Final appearances in
2006, making Anaheim the only organization to have both their NHL and AHL
teams advance to their league’s respective Conference Finals.

Prior to joining the Ducks, Murray worked as a professional scout with the
Vancouver Canucks from 1999 to 2005 under then-general manager Brian Burke
(1998 to 2004). Murray'’s scouting expertise helped to build teams that recorded
100+ point season two years in a row (2002-03 and 2003-04) and advanced to the
Stanley Cup playoffs four seasons in a row (2001 to 2004). Before his stint in
Vancouver, he served as a scouting consultant for Anaheim during the 1998-99
season.

Murray was a member of the Chicago Blackhawks organization for 25 years, serving
as general manager from 1997 to 1999. He was promoted to the post after serving
as assistant general manager under Bob Pulford for two seasons. Before joining
upper management, Murray was named the director of player personnel’in 1991
and was largely responsible for the club’s entry draft selections over eight seasons.

Drafted by the Blackhawks in 1974, Murray spent his entire 1,008-game, 15-year
career in a Chicago uniform. He became just the fourth player in Blackhawks history
to reach the 1,000-game plateau. In addition, he became the first defenseman in
club history to appear in 100 postseason contests, reaching the mark during the
1990 Stanley Cup playoffs. In all, Murray had 132 goals and 382 assists for 514
points, and currently ranks second in all-time points among Blackhawk defensemen.
He was named to both the 1981 and 1983 NHL All-Star Games. Murray retired at
the conclusion of the 1989-90 season. Known for his work ethic, intelligence and
determination as a player, Murray remained with the organization as a professional
scout following his retirement in 1990.
