David Stern leads a league that is a model for professional sports in league opera-
tions, public service, global marketing and digital technology. 

Stern became the NBA's fourth commissioner on February 1, 1984. Prior to that,
he served as the league's outside counsel from 1966 to 1978; as inside general
counsel from 1978 to 1980; and as executive vice president of business and legal
affairs from 1980 to 1984. 

During Stern's tenure, the league has added seven franchises; enjoyed a twenty-
fold increase in revenues; expanded its national television exposure dramatically;
and launched the Women's National Basketball Association and the NBA Develop-
ment League. Interest generated by the league's growing international initiatives
has led to the televising of NBA games in 215 countries and territories in more than

40 languages. The NBA's games are nationally televised on TNT, ESPN, and ABC, as well as on NBA TV,
which is currently available in nearly 55 million homes in the United States. The leagues' websites attract more
than 55 million unique visitors per month. 

An intense commitment to social responsibility both in the United States and around the world has marked Mr.
Stern's tenure as commissioner. In 2005, the league launched NBA Cares, a program through which the NBA,
its players and teams have donated more than $160 million to charity, provided more than 1.7 million hours of
hands-on service to communities around the world, and created more than 605 places where children and
families can live, learn, or play. NBA Cares supports a host of community outreach initiatives, including NBA
FIT, NBA Green, Basketball without Borders, and a myriad of internationally recognized youth-serving pro-
grams that focus on education, youth and family development, and health and wellness. The NBA and its play-
ers have also supported, among other causes, volunteerism, child abuse prevention, drug abuse prevention,
hunger relief, HIV/AIDS awareness, and the Special olympics.

Stern is the chair emeritus of the Trustees of Columbia University and serves or has served on the boards of
Beth Israel Medical Center, the Rutgers University Foundation, the National Association for the Advancement
of Colored People, the Martin Luther King Jr. Federal Holiday Commission, the Thurgood Marshall College
Fund, the Paley Center for Media, Jazz at Lincoln Center, and the Global Business Coalition on HIV/AIDS, Tu-
berculosis and Malaria. He is also a member of the Council on Foreign Relations. A native of New York City, 

Stern is a graduate of Rutgers University and Columbia Law School. He is married to Dianne Bock Stern, and
they are the parents of two adult sons.

Through his business and leadership skills, Adam Silver has helped to establish the
NBA as one of the world's preeminent sports leagues, as a model for global sports
marketing organizations, and as one of the largest providers of sports programming
in the world.

Silver became NBA Deputy Commissioner and Chief operating officer in July 2006
after his appointment was unanimously approved by the NBA Board of Governors. He
assumed his role as the league's second-in-command following more than eight
years as President and Coo, NBA Entertainment. 

Silver has been instrumental in many league accomplishments, including playing a
key role in the negotiations of the league's last two television agreements, the last three collective bargaining
agreements with the NBA Players Association, the development of the WNBA and NBA Development League,
the partnership with Turner Broadcasting to jointly manage the NBA's digital assets, the formation of iHoops –
a partnership with the NCAA on a wide-ranging initiative aimed at enhancing youth basketball programs in the
U.S., and the creation of NBA China as a separately incorporated operating entity.

During Silver's tenure, the NBA has seen rapid expansion of its digital activities as NBA Entertainment
launched NBA TV – the league's 24-hour television channel – and developed the NBA.com network, which
consists of more than 60 unique Web sites, including NBA.com, WNBA.com, NBADLeague.com, team sites
for the three leagues, and 11 international sections of NBA.com. Silver also oversees the NBA's and WNBA's
game telecasts, which are carried in 215 countries and territories in more than 40 languages.

NBA Entertainment's Global Merchandising Group – responsible for the product development, merchandising,
licensing, sales development, e-commerce, retail, and direct-to-consumer initiatives of the NBA and WNBA –
has seen record growth during Silver's tenure, and sales of NBA and WNBA merchandise exceeded $3 billion
at retail last year. Also under Silver's supervision are the Global Media Properties and Marketing Partnerships
divisions, as well as the advertising sales of the league's extensive media inventory. 

Silver has consistently been named one of the 100 Most Influential People in Sports by BusinessWeek, the
Sporting News and the SportsBusiness Journal. He has also been recognized by Time Magazine and CNN on
their list of Global Business Influentials, which features 20 of the world's leading corporate executives. 

Silver joined the NBA in 1992 and previously served under Commissioner Stern as Special Assistant to the
Commissioner; NBA Chief of Staff; Senior Vice President and Coo, NBA Entertainment; and President and
Coo, NBA Entertainment. 

Prior to joining the NBA, Silver was a litigation associate at the New York law firm of Cravath, Swaine & Moore,
where he concentrated on media and antitrust cases. He also served as a law clerk to Federal District Court
Judge Kimba Wood in New York City.

In addition to serving on the boards of NBA China, iHoops, The Partnership at Drugfree.org, the Lustgarten
Foundation, and the Duke University Library, Mr. Silver was appointed by Mayor Michael Bloomberg to the
New York City Sports Development Corporation. He is also a member of the University of Chicago Law School
Visiting Committee. 

Silver graduated from Duke University and the University of Chicago Law School. He resides in New York City. 
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JOel m. litviN, esq.
pResiDeNt, league aND BasKetBall OpeRatiONs

As the NBA's President, League operations, Joel Litvin is responsible for the
league's basketball, legal, player development, and security operations, as well as
NBA Cares, the league's global outreach program. He is also the principal liaison be-
tween the Commissioner's office and the NBA Board of Governors on matters such
as collective bargaining, revenue sharing, franchise sales and relocations, and the
league's ownership policies. 

Litvin played a central role in the collective bargaining agreements the NBA reached
with the National Basketball Players Association in 1995, 1999 and 2005, including
the formulation of the first-ever escrow/tax system and various refinements of the
Salary Cap. He was also the principal architect of the NBA's Revenue Assistance
Plan, a subsidy program that provides assistance to low-revenue NBA teams.

Litvin oversaw relocation of the SuperSonics from Seattle to oklahoma City, the Hornets from Charlotte to
New orleans and the Grizzlies from Vancouver to Memphis. He was the League's point person in dealing with
the Hornets and public officials in both Louisiana and oklahoma to relocate the Hornets to oklahoma City fol-
lowing Hurricane Katrina. Litvin also manages the approval process for all team ownership transfers and bor-
rowings.

Recently, Litvin administered the restructuring of the league's referee and basketball operations functions and
established the NBA's new Referee operations Department under General Ronald Johnson.

Litvin, 52, was the league's Executive Vice President, Legal and Business Affairs, from 2000 to 2006, serving
as the League's chief legal officer and working with the Commissioner's office and team owners on a broad
range of league business and legal matters. He joined the NBA in 1988 as a staff attorney and held the titles of
Assistant General Counsel, Vice President and Deputy General Counsel, and Senior Vice President and Gen-
eral Counsel. Litvin began his professional career at the New York law firm of Willkie Farr & Gallagher, where
he worked on several matters for Major League Baseball. 

Litvin is a frequent lecturer on sports business and legal issues. A 1981 graduate of the Wharton School at the
University of Pennsylvania, Litvin received his law degree from New York University, where he was a member
of the Law Review. 

He currently resides in Hastings-on-Hudson, New York with his wife Lisa, son Jesse, and daughter Jane. 
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DaN ReeD
pResiDeNt, NBa DevelOpmeNt league

Currently in his fifth season as President of the NBA Development League, Dan Reed
is responsible for all of the league's day-to-day operations encompassing business,
basketball, and league operational matters.  Under Reed’s leadership, the NBA's offi-
cial minor league has achieved significant business growth, while producing an ever-
increasing number of NBA players, coaches and referees. 

During Reed’s tenure, team valuations have quadrupled, eight NBA teams have in-
vested directly in NBA D-League teams and league sponsorship revenues have
grown annually at double-digit rates. In 2010-11, more than 1 million fans attended
NBA D-League games for the second straight season, while league attendance has
grown an average of 6 percent each year. 

Additionally, the NBA D-League helped develop 104 NBA players on 2010-11 rosters
-- nearly doubling that number since 2007 -- representing 23 percent of all NBA play-

ers. The league has also produced 28 NBA coaches and half of all current NBA referees in its 10-year history.
During Reed’s tenure, 

Under Reed's direction, the league has undertaken several innovative initiatives to drive the league’s growth.
The Single Affiliation Partner program created the opportunity for NBA teams to partner financially with their
NBA D-League teams in exchange for control of basketball operations -- resulting in three NBA/NBA D-League
team partnerships thus far.  The league now has a strong and growing digital media portfolio, due to the cre-
ation of NBA Futurecast -- the league's pioneering digital game streaming platform -- and content deals with
VERSUS and Sporting News.  4.2 million people watched an NBA D-League game on either VERSUS or NBA
TV in the 2010-11 season.  New basketball rules, such as "Affiliate Player" rules allowing waived NBA players
to be claimed directly by their NBA D-League affiliate, have encouraged NBA teams to utilize the NBA D-
League at record-breaking levels -- an all-time high 39 NBA players were assigned to play in the NBA D-
League in 2010-11, and the league achieved a record 40 NBA player "call-ups" in 2009-10.  

In addition, Reed has overseen the successful expansion of the NBA D-League to 16 teams, attracting strong
ownership for new teams in Portland, ME; Springfield, MA; Erie, PA.; Reno, NV; Frisco, TX and Canton, oH.  4
NBA teams have purchased their own NBA D-League teams during his tenure -- the San Antonio Spurs, okla-
homa City Thunder, Golden State Warriors, and Cleveland Cavaliers.  In 2009, Reed was recognized as a “40
Under 40 Rising Star” by Crain’s New York Business.  

Prior to joining the NBA D-League in 2007, Reed was Senior Director of Team Marketing and Business opera-
tions with the NBA, where he was responsible for advising NBA teams on all aspects of their business opera-
tions, including ticket sales, sponsorship development, customer retention, and marketing.  Reed was
instrumental in the achievement of all-time records in overall attendance, ticket-sales revenue, season-ticket
retention rates, and sponsorship sales for NBA teams.  

Prior to joining the NBA in 2004, Reed worked as a management consultant with A.T. Kearney in San Fran-
cisco and Washington, D.C., where he advised Fortune 500 companies and start-ups in more than 10 different
industries on issues of corporate strategy, sales and marketing, and operations.  

A Michigan native, Reed received his M.B.A. from Harvard Business School, and his bachelor's degree in eco-
nomics and American studies from Northwestern University.  Dan and his wife, Afia, reside in Brooklyn, N.Y.  
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stu JacKsON
eXecutive vice pResiDeNt, BasKetBall OpeRatiONs

Stu Jackson, the NBA's Executive Vice President, Basketball operations, has been in
professional basketball for more than a decade as an assistant coach, head coach,
general manager, and league official.  Jackson is the NBA executive in charge of all
oncourt operations, including scheduling, game rules, conduct and discipline, as well
as NBA Basketball operations-International.  He is also the chair of the Competition
Committee, which recommends rules changes to the Board of Governors, and he
serves on FIBA’s Competition Commission, iHoops Board of Directors, and USAB’s
Board of Directors. 

Jackson was the first person hired by the Vancouver Grizzlies when the franchise
began operation in 1994, and he had a hand in shaping all aspects of the organiza-
tion.  Before joining the Grizzlies, Jackson coached at the University of Wisconsin,
where he led the Badgers to their first NCAA Tournament berth and victory in more
than 45 years.  In two seasons, Jackson posted a 32-25 record. 

Jackson previously worked in the league office as Director of Basketball operations during the 1990-91 and
1991-92 seasons. 

In 1989, at age 33, the New York Knicks named Jackson as the team’s head coach.  At the time, he was the
second youngest head coach in NBA history. Jackson enjoyed a 52-45 record with the Knicks, upsetting the
Boston Celtics in the first round of the 1990 Playoffs and leading the Knicks into the Eastern Conference semi-
finals, losing to the eventual NBA champion Detroit Pistons. Prior to becoming head coach, he worked for two
years with the Knicks as an assistant to coach Rick Pitino. 

Before joining the Knicks, Jackson was an associate coach and head recruiting coordinator under Pitino at
Providence College from 1985 to 1987. He also worked as an assistant coach at Washington State from 1983
to 1985 and at the University of oregon from 1981 through 1983. 

Jackson played collegiate basketball at the University of oregon for three years in the mid-1970s before trans-
ferring to Seattle University, where he graduated with a bachelor's degree in business administration and man-
agement in 1978. 

Born and raised in Reading, Pa., Jackson now resides in New York.

Chris Alpert enters his 11th season with the NBA Development League and seventh
as the Vice President of Basketball operations and Player Personnel. 

Alpert’s dual role includes not only the oversight of all on-court policy and procedures,
officiating and scheduling but also evaluating, recruiting and signing players for the
NBA D-League. Prior to being promoted to his current position in 2005, he served two
years as the NBA D-League’s director of basketball operations. Following a standout
basketball career at Davidson College where he was team captain as both a junior
and senior, Alpert began his NBA career as a scout for the New York Knicks where,
from 1997-2001, he scouted and evaluated prospective players across the United
States and internationally. He filled a similar role for the Milwaukee Bucks before join-
ing the NBA D-League staff in September of 2001. It was during these two stops that
Alpert began to develop his reputation as a top notch talent evaluator. 

Under his guidance, the NBA D-League has enjoyed tremendous on-the-court success, including an all-time
high number of GAToRADE Call-Ups during the 2009-10 season.  Alpert played an integral role in the imple-
mentation of the NBA Affiliation & Assignment System prior to the 2005-06 season, which culminated in the
2010-11 season with 56 assignments of 39 players by 25 NBA teams -- all record highs. The NBA D-League
has also recorded 209 in-season call-ups to the NBA during Alpert’s tenure. 

His profile as one of the best talent evaluators in the NBA has been solidified by having signed numerous play-
ers for the NBA D-League who are currently on NBA rosters including Jeff Adrien (Golden State Warriors),
Matt Carroll (Charlotte Bobcats), Zabian Dowdell (Phoenix Suns), Alonzo Gee (Cleveland Cavaliers), Chuck
Hayes (Houston Rockets), othyus Jeffers (Washington Wizards), Curtis Jerrells (San Antonio Spurs), Chris
Johnson (Portland Trail Blazers), Trey Johnson (Los Angeles Lakers), Jamario Moon (Los Angeles Clippers),
Larry owens (Washington Wizards), Mustafa Shakur (Washington Wizards), Garrett Temple (Charlotte Bob-
cats), Von Wafer (Boston Cetlics), C.J. Watson (Chicago Bulls) and Reggie Williams (Golden State Warriors).
