The Senior PGA TOUR, called by many the most successful professional sports 	R 
venture of the 1980s, sprang from 1979 discussions in which leading senior players 
expressed interest in playing several "senior' events, provided sponsors could be found and if the PGA 
TOUR would administer the tournaments. Prior to that time, only certain special events for tournament 
professionals over the age of 50 were held, most notably the Legends of Golf and the PGA Seniors' 
Championship. 

A landmark meeting on January 16, 1980 laid the formal groundwork for the Senior PGA TOUR. 
Attending that meeting were Sam Snead, Gardner Dickinson, Bob Goalby, Don January and the late 
Dan Sikes and Julius Soros—all leaders on the All-Time Money List. Sikes was named chairman of what 
became known as the Senior Advisory Council, and Snead was named honorary chairman. 

At that meeting, it was recognized that any senior tour would have to trade on the reputations and 
images made by PGA TOUR players over their long years of activity on that tournament circuit. Eligibility 
criteria therefore were centered around a player's position on the All-Time Money List and number of 
career victories. 

It also was determined that such a senior tour could succeed only with a format emphasizing pro- 
am play. So the format for play was set with a field of 50 players (later expanded to 52) so that two rounds 
of pro-am play could be held, and one of those pro-am rounds could be made an official round of the 
tournament. 

After approval of the new Senior PGA TOUR by the Tournament Policy Board of the PGA TOUR 
on January 22, 1980, work began on establishing events for Senior TOUR play. Two tournaments were 
conducted in 1980, one in Atlantic City, NJ (won by Don January) and the other in Melbourne, FL (won 
by Charlie Sifford). 

The Senior TOUR grew steadily over the next few years, with five events in 1981, 11 in 1982 and 
18 tournaments by 1983. Prize money offered for players on the 50-and-over circuit exceeded $3 million 
for the 1983 season. Fellow Texans Miller Barber and Don January emerged as the dominant players. 
Each won two money titles in the first four years of the Senior TOUR; between them, they have won 
a total of 41 events. Among the other notable performers on the new circuit during that stretch was a 
five-time winner, Arnold Palmer. 

Expansion and growth continued in 1984, with 24 tournaments worth more than $5 million in prize 
money. That prompted January to state publicly, "If you'd have told me back in 1980 that we'd have this 
many events and be playing for this much money, I'd have said you were crazy." 

By 1985, the Senior TOUR was large enough-27 events worth more than $6 million—to merit its 
establishment as a division of the PGA TOUR. It became a distinct and separate operating and financial 
entity, with Senior TOUR net revenue going to fund a newly created Senior Player Retirement Plan, To 
help guide this fast-growing circuit, a Senior PGA TOUR Division Board was formed consisting of three 
Independent Directors, three Player Directors and the immediate Past President of the PGA of America. 
The Division Board later was expanded from seven to nine with the addition of another Independent 
Director and Player Director. 

Of considerable note was the announcement prior to the 1985 season that a cable television 
package had been put together on ESPN, allowing seven events to enjoy national cable exposure. With 
the production costs partially funded by Mazda Motors of America, Mazda also helped create the Senior 
TOUR's first-ever, season-long bonus pool ($300,000) and sponsored a $1 million season-ending team 
event in conjunction with the LPGA. 

While 1985 also saw a separate Togo and licensing program developed for the Senior TOUR, on 
the playing front a different face dominated the scene. Australian Peter Thomson, a five-time British 
Open winner, won a record nine tournaments during the 1985 season and 10 events in a 12-month 
stretch. The last event of the year, however, was won by a new senior entry, Gary Player. 

The following year, two-time Vardon Trophy winner Bruce Crampton took lop honors, with seven 
Senior TOUR victories from the 28 tournaments on the schedule, while rookies Chi Chi Rodriguez and 
Date Douglass finished second and third, respectively, on the final money list. 

The start of the 1987 season marked the entry of another majorcorporate sponsor, as the Vantage 
brand of R.J. Reynolds Tobacco Company introduced its Vantage Program to the 35-event senior 
circuit. The Vantage involvement included a $1 million, season-long team points competition called the 
Vantage Cup; sponsorship of the first $1 million tournament on the Senior TOUR, called the Vantage 
Championship; sponsorship of a series of major Vantage tournaments; sponsorship of a Super Seniors 
competition for players 60 and older; and an advanced electronic scoreboard system. 

The size of Senior TOUR tournament fields was expanded to 72 players in 1987 and, for the first 
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time, the pro-am portion and tournament portion of events were separated. For standard 
 events, the two-day pro-am was held on Wednesday and Thursday, with pros only e+`~ 

competing Friday through Sunday. That format remains in effect today. 
The Senior TOUR grew to 37 events in 1988, and Vantage began sponsorship of the Senior 

TOUR's first-ever statistical program. Season-ending leaders in each of 10 stats categories received 
cash bonuses. Bob Charles, the most successful lefthander in golf history, enjoyed a record-setting 
year, establishing a single-season earnings mark on the Senior TOUR as he pocketed $533,929. 

Continued growth marked the 1989 season, as Senior TOUR tournament fields were increased 
to 78 players. R.J. Reynolds sponsored an expanded $1.5 million championship, offered an additional 
$750,000 in individual bonus money and yet another $750,000 in bonuses to other Senior TOUR 
tournaments. With the RJR bonus money counting as official prize money. Charles again set the 
earnings pace with a record $725,867. 

In 1990, golf's "Big Four" were reunited on the senior scene. The arrival of Lee Trevino and Jack 
Nicklaus, together again with Palmer and Player, lifted the popularity of the Senior TOUR to 
unprecedented levels at the start of the new decade. The year also marked the introduction of Cadillac 
Motor Car Division as the umbrella sponsor for Senior TOUR cable telecasts. 

Though five players surpassed the previous single-season earnings record, Trevino was the 
dominant 1990 performer, notching seven wins and finishing out of the top 10 only twice in 28 starts. 
His official earnings of $1,190,518 not only made him the Senior TOUR's first "million-dollar man," but 
also the year's leading money-winner in all of golf. 

The list of senior millionaires grew when Mike Hill became the second senior to top the magical 
seven-digit figure in 1991. Trevino did it again in 1992 and 1994. Dave Stockton and Bob Charles 
became the first two to earn more than $1 million in official money in the same season, accomplishing 
that feat in 1993. 

New faces became household names on the Senior TOUR in the early 1990s. Jim Albus, Larry 
Laoretti, Tom Wargo and Larry Gilbert, all former club professionals, proved they could compete with 
seasoned PGA TOUR veterans and pulled off surprising victories. 

In 1991, PGA TOUR Productions introduced "Inside the Senior PGA TOUR" as a weekly show on 
ESPN and aired new programs for 39 consecutive weeks during the season. 

Raymond Floyd added his own stories to the senior circuit in 1992, becoming the first player in golf 
history to claim a PGA TOUR and Senior TOUR event in the same season with victories in the Doral-
Ryder Open and GTE North Classic. 

When official prize money approached the $30-million figure in 1994. a record six Senior TOUR 
players found their way over the $1 million mark in single-season earnings. Trevino got there first, hitting 
the seven-figure level for an unprecedented third time in his career. Stockton followed, becoming the 
first to pocket more than $1 million in back-to-back seasons. After Albus became the first former club 
pro to join the millionaire's club, Floyd, Wargo and Jim Colbert followed him into the elite group at the 
season-ending Senior TOUR Championship. 

In 1995, a year that produced a record 25 different champions, Colbert earned his first Arnold 
Palmer Award with a single-season earnings mark of $1,444,386. His year-long performance, keyed 
by a win at the season-ending Energizer SENIOR TOUR Championship, helped propel Colbert to 
Senior PGA TOU R Player of the Year honors, something he repeated in 1996, when he lifted the single- 
season earnings record to $1,627,890. Colbert edged Hale Invin, who made his Senior TOUR debut 
in 1995, by $12,121 in becoming the first winner of consecutive Player of the Year awards. 

All told, the 1996 season produced a record nine millionaires, with Stockton becoming the first on 
either the PGA TOUR or Senior TOUR to go over $1 million four consecutive years. 

Trevino, who became the all-time Senior TOUR victory leader with his 25th career win at the 1995 
Northville Long Island Classic, increased his mark to 27 by winning the Emerald Coast Classic in 1996. 

MasterCard became a major player on the Senior PGA TOUR in 1996 through sponsorship of 
scoreboard signage and the MasterCard Champions competition. Jimmy Powell, the first to win a 
Senior TOUR tournament and a 60-and-over event at the 1995 First of America Classic, repeated that 
performance at the Brickyard Crossing Championship. Powell wasjoined in 1996 by a pairof 60-year-
old tournament winners, Dale Douglass at the Bell Atlantic Classic and Bob Charles, who successfully 
defended the title he won as a 59-year-old at the Hyatt Regency Maui Kaanapah Classic. 

MasterCard also is title sponsor of the MasterCard Championship, the former Senior Tournament 
of Champions held for the first time in January at Hualalai, the first PGA TOUR Resort on the Big Island 
of Hawaii.

The restructuring, 

along with the naming of a nine- 
person Senior PGA TOUR Division 

Board, gave the Senior TOUR great-

er ability to deal with its particular 

policies, opportunities and issues. 

The SeniorTOUR Division Board 

is composed of the following: 
• Four Player Directors elected by 

the Senior PGA TOUR member-
ship. 

• Four Independent Directors repre-

senting the public interest. One 

serves as Chairman of the Board. 
• One PGA Director who is the Past 

President of the PGA of America. 

A Player Advisory Council con-

sults with the Division Board. 
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An advisory board of the PGA TOUR Policy Board, the PGA TOUR Golf 
Course Properties Board makes reports and recommendations relating to the 
development and operational functions of the Tournament Players Club (TPC) 
Network, domestically and internationally. 

Directors of the Golf Course Properties Board are experts in the fields of 
development, finance, construction, law, international business and other 
specialties related to property development.

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Timothy W. Finchem

Timothy W. Finchem became the third Commis-
sioner in PGA TOUR history on June 1, 1994, 

Finchem, 49, succeeded Deane R. Beman, who had 
served as Commissioner for 20 years. The late Joseph C. 
Dey was the first Commissioner of the PGA TOUR, 

serving from 1969 until 1974. 
A 4-handicapper, Finchem combines a love of the 

game and a respect for its traditions with a vision that will 
carry the PGA TOUR successfully into the future. In 1995, 
he oversaw a restructuring designed to prepare the 
TOUR to move forward into the 21 st century and expand 
golf's international horizons. In 1996, he helped establish 
the PGA Tours International Federation, designed to create new international 
events. 

A graduate of the University of Virginia School of Law, Finchem began his 
career as an associate of the Norfolk, VA law firm of Babalas & Ermlich in 1973 and 
became a partner in the firm of Croshaw, Finchem and Williams in Virginia Beach, 
VA in 1976. 

Finchem served in the White House as the Deputy Advisor to the President for 
Economic Affairs in 1978 and 1979, then became National Staff Director of the 
Carter-Mondale Presidential Campaign in 1980. 

In 1981, Finchem became President of Beckel, Finchem, Torricelli and Asso-
ciates before becoming co-founder of National Strategies and Marketing Group, a 
Washington, DC consulting and marketing firm, in 1984. He was a consultant to the 

PGA TOUR while with NSMG. 
Finchem joined the TOUR staff as Vice President of Business Affairs in 1987 

and became Deputy Commissioner and Chief Operating Officer in 1989. 
Born in Ottawa, IL on April 19, 1947, Finchem was graduated from Princess 

Anne High School in Virginia Beach. He attended the University of Richmond on a 
debate scholarship and received his Bachelor of Arts degree from the school in 
1969. He received his degree from the University of Virginia Law School in 1973. 

A physical fitness devotee, Finchem is a member of the President's Council on 
Physical Fitness. 

Married to the former Holly Bachand, Finchem is the father of four. The 
Finchems live in Ponte Vedra Beach. FL. 
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In order to be eligible for an official Senior PGA TOUR event, a player must be at least 
50 years of age prior to the first tournament round. 

1. Eligibility for Exempt Status in 1997 (in order of priority): 
a. Top 31 available players from the 1996 Official Money List (Floor of 50). 
b. Top 31 available players from the All-Time Money List (not otherwise exempt; Floor 

of 70). 
c. Top eight p layersfrorn the 1996 Senior PGA TOUR National Qualifying Tournament, 

in order of finish. 

d. Special Medical Extension. 

e. Winners of Senior PGA TOUR events for one year from the date of their victory, if 
not otherwise exempt. 

I. Past Champions of official PGA TOUR events, excluding team events. Eligibility in 

this category is on a space-available basis only after the floors of all other exempt 
categories have been reached. 

[NOTE: Eligibility priority on the Senior TOUR guarantees that a minimum of eight 

players receive access into open, full-field, cosponsored events from the categories in 
the following priority: (1) top eight from National Qualifying Tournament, (2) Special 
Medical Extension and (3) additional national qualifiers Nos. 9-16.] 

2. Eligibility for Non-Exempt Players: 
a. Four spots in each tournament field from open qualifying. 
b. Four sponsor exemptions per tournament. 

NOTE: The above requirements apply to standard 78-player format for open Senior 
PGA TOUR events. Invitational tournaments may employ varying criteria. 

MASTERCARD CHAMPIONS ELIGIBILITY (SUPER SENIORS) 
The MasterCard Champions competition consists of all players within the starting field 

who are 60 years of age or older. The competition takes place over the first 36 holes of a 54- 
hole event or the first 54 holes of a 72-hole tournament. MasterCard Champions earnings 
are unofficial, but the participants earn official money for their position of finish in the overall 
tournament.

1996 SEASON: Experienced another typically steady season but played his best golf during a brief stretch from late April 
through mid-May... Was two shots back of the lead after the opening round of the Las Vegas Senior Classic thanks to a 
7-under 65, one stroke off his senior career best... Was tied with Bob Charles for the top spot at the TPC at Summerlin 
after 36 holes but slumped in the final round and wound up T5 ... Came back with his best finish of the year two weeks 
later at Upper Montclair CC, T3 at the Cadillac NFL Golf Classic... Ranked 15th in 1st round scoring average (70.96). 

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: Had the best financial year of his career in 1992($459,230), almost what he made In his first five 
years on the circuit, and enjoyed his highest finish on the Senior TOUR money list... Ended almost a 20-year victory 
draught by coming from three back to win the 1992 Kaanapalt Classic on the island of Maui... Final-round 64 included a 
birdie from 20 feet on the last hole to overtake Dave Stockton... Was the recipient of the 1992 Hilton Bounceback Award 
for his solid play that included six other top-five outings... Teamed with Lou Graham to finish second at the 1988 Liberty 
Mutual legends of Golf, falling to Orville Moody and Bruce Crampton in a six-hole playoff ... Both of his PGA TOUR victories 
came in his native Georgia... Captured the 1970 Atlanta Classic, but posted his biggest victory three years later in 
Augusta...ln the 1973 Masters, he fired a final-round 68 to rally from four strokes back and edge J.C. Snead by a 
shot...Never fell out of the tap 60 on the money list from 1961 to 1973...Bestyear on the PGA TOUR was 1972 when he 
collected $118.924, good for ninth place on the money list ..Also won the 1969 Canadian Open, an unofficial event at the 
time, defeating Sam Snead in an 18-hole playoff... Won the 1960 Western Amateur... Member of the 1959 Walker Cup 
team... Member of the 1969 and 1973 United States Ryder Cup teams. 

PERSONAL: Inducted into the Georgia Sports Hall of Fame in 1979...Recipient of the Golden Gator Award, presented by 
the University of Florida for his outstanding record as a member of the ?, off team ... Son and daughter work in New York 
City ... Tom is employed by Sony Music, while Lynn is a professional ballerina with the Feld Ballet Company.

1996 SEASON: One of a number of rookies who enjoyed success. _Finished 31 st on the final money list in 36 starts, most 
by a rookie... Did not post a win, but had six top 10s, including a third at the Royal Caribbean Classic... Hold a one-shot 
lead after 36 holes but slipped to a73 on Sunday and claimed a season-best $61,200...Also notched a T4 at the Brickyard 
Crossing Championship and had a trio of ties for sixthplace... Fired a 29 on the back nine during his season-best final 
round 64 at the FHP Health Care Classic, which tied Graham Marsh for the low nine-hole score of theyear ... Had a solid 
two-month stretch in August and September, finishing in the top 20 in eight of nine starts and winning close to $180,000. 

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: Earned a spot on the Senior TOUR by virtue of his fifth-place finish at the 1995 Senior TOUR 
National Oualifying Tournament... Corded rounds of 66 .73-67-68 to earn fully exempt status... Played several PGA 
TOUR events in the mid-to-late 70s, with his best season coming in 1976 when he won $7,969 and had a T10 at the Buick 
Open ...

The TPC of Tampa Bay was the second toughest course on the 

Senior TOUR last season, playing to an average of 3.130 strokes over par. 
The 78-player field averaged 77.3 on the par-71 layout, and for the first time 
since the 1984 Daytona Beach Seniors Golf Classic, no player broke par for 
an opening round. 

Jack Nicklaus recorded his first victory in a 54-hole Senior TOUR 
event at last year's tournament, rallying from five shots behind on the last 
day. His opening-round 76 was the highest start by a winner since Miller 
Barber recorded the same score at the 1985 Sunrise Senior Classic at the 
TPC of Monte Carlo in Ft. Pierce, FL. 

No player has won the GTE Classic without posting a round in the 
70s. However, four players have recorded three consecutive rounds in the 
60s and come up short. George Archer (2) and Bobby Nichols (3) did so 
in 1992, while Bob Charles (T2) and J.C. Snead (T2) did likewise in 1995. 

The TPC of Tampa Bay's 15th hole was the toughest on the Senior 
TOUR in 1996. The 425-yard, par-4 averaged 4.599 in the tournament, and 
the 78-man field made just 19 birdies there over 54 holes.

On the domestic side, a joint venture between Battle Enterprises and The Paradies 

Shops resulted in the creation of PGA TOUR Licensing. The goal of PGA TOUR 

Licensing is to further expand the American public's awareness of the PGATOUR and to 

establish the TOUR as a leading golf brand of consumer products. 

The 1996 season marked the introduction of merchandise from the PGATOUR fam-

ily of licensees, including the debut of PGA TOUR Apparel in conjunction with the 1996 

Presidents Cup. PGA TOUR Apparel, manufactured by Russell Corporation, was the 

official uniform supplier for the international competition. Other licensees to come on-line 

in 1996 included Fownes, Burton, Team Effort, Sun Mountain. Fort. Mark-It and on in 

two Publications. Additional licensees for 1997 include Solargenics, Kingport Lug-

gage and the launch of the PGA TOUR merchandise catalog.

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Twenty-four full-field Senior PGA TOUR events will hold MasterCard Champions competitions in 
1997. All players 60 and older in the fields of those events are eligible to compete in these "tournaments 
within the tournament." 

The MasterCard Champions competition concludes one round prior to the end of the overall 
tournament (i.e. after 36 holes in a typical 54-hole Senior TOUR event). And while Champions earnings 
are unofficial, the players collect prize money for their finish in the main tournament. 

A player can win both the Champions competition and the overall tournament in the same week. 
Jimmy Powell became the first player in Senior TOUR history to accomplish that feat when he won 

both titles at the 1995 First of America Classic. Powell repeated that performance at the Brickyard 
Crossing Championship last year, when he was joined by Dale Douglass (Bell Atlantic Classic) and Bob 
Charles (Hyatt Regency Maui Kaanapali Classic) as 60-and-over winners of the tournament and 
MasterCard Champions titles at the same event. 

Charles captured the second MasterCard Champions Championship and its accompanying $85.000 
paycheck at last year's Energizer SENIOR TOUR Championship. Gay Brewer won the first MasterCard 
Championship in 1995. 

The third MasterCard Champions Championship will be held Nov. 6-8 in conjunction with the 1997 
Energizer SENIOR TOUR Championship at the Dunes Golf and Beach Club in Myrtle Beach, SC.

Throughout its brief history, the TPC Network has 

maintained the high standards that set it apart from other golf facilities. Whether private, daily 
fee or resort, each Tournament Players Club embodies the traits that have been a trademark 
since the TPC at Sawgrass opened its world-renowned Stadium Course in the fall of 1980. 

As the flagship facility, the TPC at Sawgrass still is recognized as a creative landmark 
in both concept and design, offering the highest standards not only for tournament golf, but 
also member and guest services. 

The TPC at Sawgrass has remained a leader in operational and environmental 
achievement, evidenced by the number of awards it receives annually. The subsequent 
TPCs have followed that lead, regularly earning state and national recognition. 

This commitment to excellence serves as the foundation for the Network's overall 
success. It is reflected not only in the member clubs, which are owned and/or operated by 
PGA TOUR Golf Course Properties, but also in the three domestic licensed courses (TPC 
at PGA West, TPC at Las Colinas and TPC at The Woodlands) and licensed facilities 
overseas. Licensing arrangements provide TPC members with varying degrees of playing 
privileges, although PGA TOUR Golf Course Properties does not own or operate these 
facilities. 

It was all part of former Commissioner Deane Beman's vision to provide PGA TOUR 
players with quality golf courses that also would offer the ultimate in viewing pleasure with 
spectator mounds and grass "bleachers." 

Moreover, Boman reasoned, development of quality facilities would alleviate the 
TOUR's dependency on the television dollar while providing rent-free venues for tourna-
ments. The savings in rent, in turn, would generate greater charitable contributions by the 
tournaments held at TPCs. 

The TPC at Sawgrass became the first Tournament Players Club to hold a PGA TOUR 
event, becoming the permanent home of THE PLAYERS Championship in 1982. Others 
soon followed. 

Fifteen tournaments on either the PGA TOUR or Senior PGA TOUR were held on TPC 
courses in 1996. And history was made in November 1995, when the TPC at Mission Hills 
near Shenzhen became the first facility to play host to a major golf competition in the 
People's Republic of China, the 41st World Cup of Golf. 

Some of the top architects in the business have lent their talents to the design of these 
facilities, including Pete Dye, Arnold Palmer, Jack Nicklaus, Arthur Hills, Jay Morrish, Tom 
Weiskopf and Bob Von Hagge. And they continue to do so. Tom Fazio is designing the TPC 
at Myrtle Beach, future home for the Energizer SENIOR TOUR Championship, and Greg 
Norman's first solo signature course in the U.S. is the TPC at Sugarloaf, new home for the 
BellSouth Classic. 

Recognizing the importance of player input for tournament courses, TOUR members 
serve as consultants. Ben Crenshaw, Fuzzy Zoeller, Chi Chi Rodriguez, Ed Sneed, Hubert 
Green, Craig Stadler and Al Geiberger have contributed their insight. Most recently, 
Raymond Floyd served as design consultant for the TPC at The Canyons, new home for the 
Las Vegas Senior Classic. And Lanny Wadkins is teaming with Fazio at the TPC at Myrtle 
Beach. 

The success of the concept continues as more opportunities arise for Tournament 
Players Clubs.

The 
World Golf Hall of Fame represents the first time in the game's history 
that all major golf organizations from around the world have joined 
together to honor the game's great players and contributors. 

"The World Golf Village and Hall of Fame will bond the entire golf 
community through a shrine that appropriately reflects their common 
love and respectfor the game and its traditions," says World Golf Village 
Executive Director Ruffin Beckwith. 

At the heart of the complex will be the 75,000-square-foot World 
Golf Hall of Fame building, which will be the ultimate in sports museums 
and halls of fame. Designed by E. Verner Johnson and Associates of 
Boston, it will house more than 70 separate exhibits, utilizing the latest 
in technology for an exciting interactive experience. The exhibit design 
partner is Ralph Appelbaum Associates of New York, the world's premier 
exhibit design firm. 

The Hall of Fame building also will include a 300-seat IMAX theater 
and, of course, a tribute to all inductees. Individuals previously enshrined 
at the World Golf Hall of Fame in Pinehurst, NC will be grandfathered into 
the new facility. 

Three other avenues have been established by which professionals 
can be enshrined in the World Golf Hall of Fame: the LPGA Hall of Fame 
and the newly created PGA TOUR Hall of Fame and International Ballot, 
which will conduct annual elections. Johnny Miller became the first 
player elected through the PGA TOUR ballot last fall. 

In addition, a Special Distinction category has been established for 
amateurs and others making significant contributions to the game. 

Annual induction ceremonies will commence once the facility opens, 
promising to bring together dignitaries from throughout the golf world. 

Additional amenities at World Golf Village will include a major hotel 
and conference center, 54 holes of golf and PGA TOUR-licensed Golf 
Academy, corporate and vacation villas, an upscale shopping area, spa, 
the new headquarters for PGA TOUR Productions and a Mayo Clinic 
facility. 

But the World Golf Village is intended to be as much an educational 
experience as it is an attraction. This theme will be conveyed further once 
the World Golf Library and Resource Center opens in 1999. It also will be 
evident through the work of the World Golf Foundation, the charitable 
branch of World Golf Village, Inc., which will receive all proceeds, after 
operational expenses and reserves.

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General Regulations: 

The following regulations are to be followed by all members of the media: 
1. An armband is necessary to walk inside the gallery ropes. Remain not more 

than an arm's length from the ropes, so as to blend into the gallery and appear 
to be a part of the gallery at all times. 

2. Players are not to be distracted during play. Do not interview players or ask 
them to pose for photographs during their rounds. 

3. Do not interview players or ask them to pose for photographs during their 
practice sessions before a round, except by prior arrangement with the player. 

4. If an interview is to be conducted in the practice areas, either the range or the 
putting green, it must be done by prior arrangement with the player, up against 
the ropes and not in the middle of the areas where it could be distracting to other 
players. 

5. Do not disturb players at their 18th green and/orscoringtent until afterthey have 
checked, signed and returned their scorecards. Media are not allowed in the 
scoring tent. 

Working Press Regulations: 
To avoid embarrassment to you and distraction to the contestants: 
1. Do not walk or stand in playing areas. 
2. Follow directions of marshals and other officials. 
3. Do not interview during play. The leading players each day—and others 

requested—will be interviewed following their rounds in the Press Room 
interview area. 

Tape Recorder Regulations: 
1. All tape recorder work should be done in the proximity of the Press Room and/ 

or clubhouse. 
2. Tape recorders are not permitted in the locker room. 
3. Tape recorders are not permitted within the playing area of the golf course 

unless written permission has been granted from the Senior PGA TOUR. 

Weather Delay Guidelines: 

1 During weather delay situations, no one other than players and essential staff 
will be permitted in the locker room. This means the media are not permitted in 
the locker room in such situations. However, whenever possible, arrangements 
will be made to provide players for interviews during such situations. 

2. Fully accredited members of the news media will be welcome in the locker room 
at all other times to carry out their assigned duties. (Note: Cameras and tape 
recorders are not permitted in the locker room.) 
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Photo credentials will be issued only to personnel on assignment from recognized 
and accredited publications or news services. Requests for credentials must be 
made by the appropriate news agency, not by the photographer. PGA TOUR 
reserves the right to refuse photo credentials in its sole discretion. 

Photographic likenesses of PGA TOUR, Senior PGA TOUR and NIKE TOUR 
players and tournament courses may be used only by the news agency which the 
photographer represents. Any other use must be approved in advance in writing by 
PGA TOUR. 

Commercial exploitation of player or course photographs without written consent of 
the players or courses and PGA TOUR is prohibited. 

A limited number of photo armbands (or photo bibs), which permit the wearer 
access inside the gallery ropes, may be issued. Photographers who do not have 
armbands or bibs must stay outside the gallery ropes. Photographic assistants will 
not be issued armbands. 

Cameras may be used only by accredited media representatives who have been 
assigned photo credentials, and such use is subject to the following conditions: 

1. Photographers with photo armbands must stay within one arm's length of the 
ropes at all times. Photographers without armbands are not permitted inside the 
ropes at any time. 

2. The use of golf carts is prohibited at all times. 
3. Photographers must not position themselves in the line of play. If requested to 

move by a player, his caddie or an official, the photographer will do so without 
delay or discussion. 

4. No photograph shall be taken until a player has completed his stroke. 
5. Players should not be asked to pose during a round. 
6. Noise-free equipment must be used at all times. 
7. Cameras are not permitted in the scoring tent or in the locker rooms. 

The Photographer shall indemnify, defend and hold the Tournament and the Senior 
PGA TOUR and their respective officers, agents, representatives, successors and 
assigns harmless from and against any and all expenses, lawsuits, damages, costs 
and liabilities (including reasonable attorney's fees and expenses) incurred by, 
arising from, or in connection with (1) the unauthorized use of photographs taken 
by the Photographer, whether such unauthorized use is by the Photographer, the 
company designating the Photographer to use the credential on its behalf, or some 
third party to whom the photographs are distributed; (2) any injuries resulting from 
acts or omissions by the Photographer or some third party to whom the Photogra-
pher directly or indirectly distributed the material; (3) any cameras, wires, cables or 
other equipment brought to the premises by the Photographer, or (4) the use of any 
photographs of any matter other than coverage of the Tournament. 
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The PGA TOUR retains exclusive television rights (including but not limited to 
braodcast, cable, home video) to all events on the PGA TOUR, Senior PGA TOUR 
and NIKE TOUR. No live or tape-delayed broadcast of any portion of any PGA 
TOUR, Senior PGA TOUR or NIKE TOUR event is permitted without the prior 
written consent of PGA TOUR. 

In most cases, play-by-play television rights have been sold for network broadcast. 

Stations or networks that have not purchased the rights to originate play-by-play 
coverage of events from the PGA TOUR are permitted to broadcast highlights 
coverage of such events only under the following conditions: 

1. Televised coverage shall not be in excess of three minutes of highlights daily 
from each TOUR (and six minutes total forall three TOURs) and may not purport 
to be live, play-by-play coverage from the course. Requests for expanded 
coverage must be submitted in writing to PGA TOUR. 

2. All highlights coveragemust be part of regularly scheduled news and/or sports 
programs. 

3. Highlights from any day's play may not be braodcast or used for any other 
purpose after seven days from the conclusion of play each day. 

4. No action footage of any day's play may be broadcast until that day's live or 
tape-delayed coverage by the television network is concluded. 

5. No footage may be inserted into any commercial announcement or sold to any 
other broadcast entity or agency. 

6. As the exclusive rights holder, PGA TOUR is the absolute owner of all footage 
shot at the tournament site (golf action orotherfootage) and may request copies 
of any footage shot at PGA TOUR, Senior PGA TOUR and NIKE TOUR events. 
Such footage will be provided to the TOUR at cost upon request. 

7. The use of golf carts is prohibited at all times. 

8. Only personnel with appropriate credentials will be allowed inside the gallery 
ropes, and they must stay within one arm's length of the ropes at all times. All 
support personnel must remain outside the ropes. 
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The PGA TOUR retains exclusive national radio rights to all events on the PGA 
TOUR, Senior PGA TOUR and NIKE TOUR. 

No live or tape-delayed broadcast of any portion of any PGA TOUR, Senior PGA 
TOUR or NIKE TOUR event is permitted without the prior written consent of the PGA 
TOUR. 

In some cases, play-by-play radio rights have been sold for network broadcast. 

Stations or networks that have not purchased the rights to originate play-by-play 
coverage of events from the PGA TOUR are permitted to broadcast highlights 
coverage of such events only under the following conditions: 

1. Coverage shall not be in excess of three minutes of highlights and may not 
purport to be live, play-by-play coverage from the course. 

2. All highlights coverage must be part of regularly scheduled news and/or sports 
programs and may not be broadcast after seven days from the conclusion of 
play on that day. 

3. As the exclusive rightsholder. PGA TOUR may request copies of any coverage 
of PGA TOUR, Senior PGA TOUR and NIKE TOUR events. Such coverage will 
be provided to the TOUR at cost upon request. 

4. The use of golf carts is prohibited at all times. 

5. Only personnel with appropriate credentials will be permitted into the media 
center and locker room areas. 

6. Radio broadcasters are not permitted inside the gallery ropes at any time. 

7. Broadcasters are not permitted to talk to players during play or after the round 
until the player has signed his scorecard. 

8. Tape recorders are not permitted in the locker room. 
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Media credentials will only be issued to personnel on assignment from recognized 
golf internet sites, as determined by PGA TOUR in its sole discretion. Individuals 
representing multiple interests (such as a recognized golf magazine and an internet 
site) must be separately credentialed for each interest. If you are not specifically 
credentialed for an on-line service, you may not use any information obtained for 
that service. 

PGA TOUR retains exclusive broadcast rights (including but not limited to network, 
cable, internet, home video) to all events on the PGA TOUR, Senior PGA TOUR and 
NIKE TOUR. No live or tape-delayed delivery of any event is permitted without the 
prior written consent of PGA TOUR. Scores and statistics may be distributed only 
in accordance with these regulations. 

1. Coverage must be part of the news portion of the site and must not purport to 
be live, play-by-play, or real time coverage from the course. 

2. Scoring information appearing on a site may be provided no sooner than thirty 
minutes after the actual occurrence of the shots. 

3. Photographic images of PGA TOUR, Senior PGA TOUR and NIKE TOUR 
players may be used for legitimate news coverage only, and may only be used 
at the conclusion of the day's play. Commercial exploitation of these images 
without written consent of the players and PGA TOUR is prohibited.
