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HISTORICAL HIGHLIGHTS

OF THE SENIOR PGA TOUR

The SENIOR PGA TOUR, called by many the most successful professional sports venture of the 1980s,
sprang from discussions in late 1978 and 1979 in which leading senior players expressed interest in
playing several “senior” events, provided sponsors could be found and if the PGA TOUR would
administer the tournaments. Prior to that time, only certain special events for tournament professionals
over the age of 50 were held, most notably the Legends of Golf and the PGA Seniors’ Championship.

The SENIOR TOUR celebrates its 20th anniversary in 1999 and listed below are some significant
highlights that made it one of the most exciting, lucrative and fastest-growing sports enterprises in the
world.

1980

January 16 — A landmark meeting laid the formal groundwork for the SENIOR PGA TOUR. Attending
that meeting were Sam Snead, Bob Goalby, Don January and the late Julius Boros, Gardner Dickinson
and Dan Sikes. Sikes was named chairman of what became known as the Senior Advisory Council, and
Snead was named honorary chairman. January 22 — The new SENIOR PGA TOUR is formally
approved by the Tournament Policy Board of the PGA TOUR. The schedule calls for two sanctioned
events for a total of $250,000 in prize money. June 22 — Don January wins the first official SENIOR
TOUR event, the Atlantic City International in Atlantic City, NJ, defeating Mike Souchak by two strokes.
November 16 — Charles Sifford claims the second SENIOR TOUR event, the Suntree Classic in
Meibourne, FL, beating Don January by four strokes. December 7 — Arnold Palmer becomes the first
of only four players to win in his first SENIOR TOUR start, defeating Paul Harney in a playoff for the PGA
Seniors’ Championship.

1981

June 7— Don January becomes the first player to win back-to-back SENIOR TOUR events when he
triumphs at the Michelob-Egypt Temple Senior Classic in Tampa and then the Eureka Federal Savings
Classic at Harding Park GC in San Francisco. June 14 — Miller Barber wins the first of his 24 SENIOR
TOUR career titles at the Peter Jackson Champions in Vancouver, British Columbia, besting Gene
Littler in a playoff. Barber goes on to triumph twice more and is the circuit's leading money-winner with
$83,136. July 12 — Arnold Palmer wins an 18-hole playoff over Billy Casper and Bob Stone at Oakland
Hills CC for the U.S. Senior Open title. Palmer becomes the first player to win both a U.S. Open and
U.S. Senior Open crown in his career.

1982

The SENIOR TOUR doubles in si<e going from five to 11 tournaments and prize money increases from
$750,000 to $1.3 million. April 4 — Don January becomes the first player to successfully defend a
SENIOR TOUR title when he defeats Dow Finsterwald by three strokes for the Michelob Senior Classic
title near Tampa, FL. April 256 — Don January and Sam Snead cruise to a 12-stroke win at the Legends
of Golf at Onion Creek CC in Austin, TX, the largest margin of victory in the history of the event. The
victory is the last of Snead's illustrious career. June 27 — Al Balding records the first double-eagle in
SENIOR TOUR history in the second round of the Peter Jackson Champions in Winnipeg, Manitoba.
July 11 — Miller Barber wins the first of his three U.S. Senior Open titles at Portland GC in Oregon. He
goes on to win the Suntree Classic late in the year and is the circuit's leading money-winner for the
second straight season with $106,890.

1983
Prize money offered for players on the 50-and-over circuit exceeds $3 million and 18 tournaments are
on the schedule. Don January wins six tournaments and supplants fellow Texan Miller Barber as the
leading money-winner with $237,571. May 22 — The late Rod Funseth establishes the Ali-Time
SENIOR TOUR record for largest victory margin in a 54-hole event, breezing to a nine-shot triumph at
the Hall of Fame Tournament at Pinehurst, NC. July 25 — Billy Casper defeats Funseth in a playoff
forthe U.S. Senior Open title at Hazeltine National in Minnesota. Atthe time, Casper joins Arnold Palmer
asthe only other playertowinaU.S. Openand U.S. Senior Open title. October 15— Gene Littler birdies
his first seven holes and goes out in eight-under 28 in the third round of the Suntree Classic in
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Melbourne, FL. Littler's nine-hole score stands as an all-time SENIOR TOUR record for 15 years, until
it is broken by Jay Sigel's 27 during the 1998 Bell Atlantic Classic.

1984

Growth continues at a rapid rate when a slate of 24 events and total prize money well over $5 million
is announced. Don January and Miller Barber each win four tournaments and continue to be the leading
players on the SENIOR TOUR. January wins his fourth Byron Nelson Trophy for best scoring average
and also becomes the first player to go over $300,000 in single-season earnings ($328,597) en route
to his second consecutive money title. January 22 — Arnold Palmer wins his second PGA Seniors’
Championship in Palm Beach Gardens, FL by two strokes over Don January. Palmer's eight-stroke lead
after 36 holes establishes the all-time record for largest 36-hole lead. August 12 — Don January
blisters Royal Ottawa GC, winning the du Maurier Champions in Canada with the lowest 54-hole score
in the history of the circuit at the time. January's record 19-under 193 total stands for five years.

1985

With 27 events worth more than $6 million in total purses, the SENIOR TOUR is large enough to merit
its establishment as a division of the PGA TOUR and a separate logo is developed. The SENIOR TOUR
also becomes a distinct and separate operating and financial entity, with net revenue going to fund a
newly created Senior Player Retirement Plan. A cable television package with ESPN allows seven
events to enjoy national cable exposure. With the production costs partially funded by Mazda Motors
of America, Mazda helps create the SENIOR TOUR's first-ever, season-long bonus pool ($300,000)
and sponsors a $1 million season-ending team event in conjunction with the LPGA. March 17 —
Australian Peter Thomson, a five-time British Open winner, wins the first of a record nine tournaments
at The Vintage Invitational. June 23 — Arnold Palmer cruises to an easy 11-stroke win at the Senior
Tournament Players Championship at Canterbury GC near Cleveland. The margin is a record for 72
holes until 1997. June 30 — Miller Barber wins the last of his U.S. Senior Open titles at Edgewood
Tahoe, NV. He becomes the first senior player to win the same tournament three times. July 27 —Lee
Elder fires an 11-under 61 in opening round of the Merrill Lynch/Golf Digest Commemorative in
Newport, RI. Elder's round is the lowest score in SENIOR TOUR history until 1997. August 4 — Don
January becomes the first player to surpass the $1 million mark in SENIOR TOUR career money.
October 13 — On his 63rd birthday, Mike Fetchick wins the Hilton Head Seniors International. Fetchick
establishes the mark as the oldest SENIOR TOUR winner and is victorious for the first time in over 28
years (1956 Mayfair Inn Open), the longest time between a PGA TOUR and SENIOR TOUR title.
November 23 — South African Gary Player triumphs in his SENIOR TOUR debut at the Quadel Seniors
Classic in Boca Raton, FL. He becomes the second of only four senior players to claim the first
tournament he enters.

1986

Bruce Crampton, Bob Charles, Dale Douglass and Chi Chi Rodriguez are among the new faces on the
SENIOR TOUR and signify a changing of the guard on the circuit. One new tournament is added to the
schedule and prize money increases to $6.3 million. May 11 — Bruce Crampton wins the first of his
seven titles during the year, edging Bob Charles at the Benson & Hedges Invitational at The Dominion
in San Antonio, TX. June 22 — Chi Chi Rodriguez triumphs at the Senior Tournament Players
Championship in Cleveland, the first of his 22 SENIOR TOUR career titles. Rodriguez goes on to win
the Byron Nelson Award (69.65), breaking Don January's run of four straight scoring titles. November
23 — Bruce Crampton ends the year with a win at the Shearson-Lehman Brothers Seniors Classic in
Delray Beach, FL. He finishes atop the money list with $454,299 and becomes the first senior to cross
the $400,000 barrier in earnings.

1987
The Vantage brand of R.J. Reynolds Tobacco Company introduces its Vantage Cup Program to the 35-
event SENIOR TOUR. The Vantage involvement includes a $1 million, season-long team points
competition; sponsorship of the first $1 million tournament on the SENIOR TOUR, the Vantage
Championship; sponsorship of a "Super Seniors” competition for players 60 and older; and an
advanced electronic scoreboard system. The size of SENIOR TOUR tournament fields expands to 72
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players and, for the first time, the pro-am portion and tournament portion of events are separated.
March 15 — Billy Casper wins the Del E. Webb Arizona Classic and becomes the first SENIOR TOUR
member to play 54 holes without making a bogey. March 22 — Bob Charles notches the first of his 23
SENIOR TOUR titles at The Vintage Chrysler Invitational in Palm Desert, CA, the first of three victories
in a row. May 23 — Chi Chi Rodriguez sets the SENIOR TOUR standard with eight consecutive birdies
during the second round of the Silver Pages Classic in Oklahoma City. June 7 — Chi Chi Rodriguez
uses a 65 to come from three strokes back and win the Senior Players Reunion in Dallas. The victory
at Bent Tree CC is his fourth in a row and establishes the SENIOR TOUR record for most consecutive
wins. He goes on to claim a total of seven titles and becomes the first senior over the $500,000 mark
in earnings ($509,145).

1988

The SENIOR TOUR grows to 37 events and purses eclipse the $10 million mark. Vantage sponsors the
SENIOR TOUR's first-ever statistical program. Bob Charles and Gary Player each win five events and
Charles establishes a single-season earnings mark with $533,929. March 6 — Orville Moody closes
with a 63, setting a 72-hole SENIOR TOUR scoring record of 25-under 263 and tying Arnold Paimer’s
record for largest victory margin with his 11-stroke win at the Vintage Chrysler Invitational in Indian
Wells, CA. July 31 — Chi Chi Rodriguez's one-shot victory over Bob Charles at the Digital Seniors
Classic near Boston makes him the first player to win the same tournament three straight times. August
7 — Gary Player defeats Bob Charles in an 18-hole playoff at Medinah CC near Chicago to successfully
defend his U.S. Senior Open title. The victory is Player's second senior major championship of the
season. Earlier in the year, he won the PGA Seniors’ Championship. September 18 — Arnold Palmer
wins the last of his 10 SENIOR TOUR career titles at the Crestar Classic near Richmond, VA, defeating
Lee Elder, Larry Mowry and Jim Ferree by four strokes.

1989

SENIOR TOUR tournament fields are increased to 78 players and 21 tournaments air on national
television. R.J. Reynolds sponsored an expanded $1.5-million championship and offered an additional
$750,000 in individual bonus money and yet another $750,000 in bonuses to other SENIOR TOUR
tournaments. Bob Charles again wins five times and with the RJR bonus money counting as official
prize money, he sets the earnings pace with a record $725,887. January 8 — Miller Barber wins the
MONY Tournament of Champions at LaCosta and extends his streak of years winning at least one event
to nine, an all-time record. March 5 — Miller Barber wins the last of his 24 official SENIOR TOUR career
titles at The Vintage Chrysler Invitational in Palm Desert, CA. The victory also vaults him over the $2
million mark in SENIOR TOUR Career Earnings, the first player to do so. April 2— Don Bies goes wire-
to-wire in winning the Murata Seniors Reunion in Dallas. His eight-stroke lead after 36 holes matches
the SENIOR TOUR's all-time record for two rounds. April 16 — Bies beats Gary Player by a stroke to
win the inaugural Tradition at Desert Mountain, destined to become the SENIOR TOUR's fourth major
championship. May 21 — Bob Charles fires 17-under 193 in winning the NYNEX/Golf Digest
Commemorative outside New York City, the lowest 54-hole score in SENIOR TOUR history. June 11—
Orville Moody wins his first senior major at the Mazda Senior Tournament Players Championship in
Ponte Vedra, FL. July 2 — Orville Moody holds off Frank Beard at Laurel Valley GC for the U.S. Senior
Open title. The win makes him just the fourth player to claim both a U.S. Open and U.S. Senior Open
crown. September 22 — Hurricane Hugo wipes out the PaineWebber Invitational in Charlotte, the only
event cancelled by weather on the SENIOR TOUR. October 15 — George Archer defeats Orville
Moody and Jimmy Powell in a playoff for the Gatlin Brothers Southwest Classic title in Abilene, TX. The
start is Archer’s first on the SENIOR TOUR and comes just 14 days after he turns 50 making him, at
the time, the youngest senior winner . December 7 — Lee Trevino debuts on the SENIOR TOUR at the
GTE Kaanapali Classic and ties for seventh in the rain-shortened event.

1990
Cadillac Motor Car Division comes aboard as the umbrella sponsor for SENIOR TOUR cable telecasts.
Fourteen events are shown on ESPN cable television as part of the “Cadillac Series". Five players
surpass the previous single-season earnings record, but Lee Trevino is the dominant performer. The
Merry Mex easily snares both Rookie of the Year and Player of the Year honors after seven wins and
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official earnings of $1,190,518. He also earns his first Byron Nelson Trophy with a scoring average of
68.89, a record that stands for eight years on the SENIOR TOUR. February 4 — Lee Trevino makes
up seven shots in the final nine holes to overtake Jim Dent for the Royal Caribbean Classic title on Key
Biscayne, FL, his first victory on the SENIOR TOUR. April 1 — Jack Nicklaus captures The Tradition
crown in Scottsdale and becomes just the fourth player to win in his SENIOR TOUR debut. June 10—
Jack Nicklaus rips Dearborn (MI) CC apart and wins the Mazda Senior TPC by six strokes over Lee
Trevino. Nicklaus' 27-under 261 total sets a new standard for scoring in a 72-hole event on the SENIOR
TOUR. July 1 — Lee Trevino nips Jack Nicklaus at Ridgewood CC in New Jersey for the U.S. Senior
Open title. Trevino's win makes him the fifth player to claim a U.S. Open and U.S. Senior Open crown.
December 16 — Lee Trevino's runner-up performance at the season-ending New York Life Champions
in Puerto Rico puts him over the seven-figure mark and makes him the first single-season millionaire
in SENIOR TOUR history and the leading money-winner in all of golf.

1991

The list of senior millionaires grows when Mike Hill becomes the second senior to top $1 million in 1991,
Hill wins five times and shares Player of the Year honors with George Archer. His total of $1,065,657
is the largest amount in golif. PGA TOUR Productions introduces “Inside the SENIOR PGA TOUR," and
ESPN airs the new program for 39 consecutive weeks during the season. June 2 — Charles Coody
equals the 54-hole SENIOR TOUR scoring record, posting a 17-under 193 total in winning the NYNEX
Commemorative. June 9 — Jim Albus shocks the golf world by becoming the first former club
professional to win a senior major. Albus holds off three players at the TPC of Michigan to win the Mazda
Senior Players Championship by three strokes. July 28 — Jack Nicklaus becomes the first to complete
the Senior Slam when he defeats Chi Chi Rodriguez in an 18-hole playoff for the U.S. Senior Open title
at Oakland Hills CC. The victory is Nicklaus' third senior major of the season. Earlier in the campaign,
the Golden Bear successfully defends his Tradition title and waltzes to an easy triumph at the PGA
Seniors’ Championship. October 20 — Bob Charles becomes the first to cross the $3 million barrier
in SENIOR TOUR career money when he ties for 14th at The Transamerica Senior Golf Championship
in Napa, CA.

1992

LeeTrevino again was the leading money-winner on the SENIOR TOUR despite a hand injury in mid-
season. His $1,027,002 makes him the first player to surpass seven figures twice in a senior career and
five tournament wins propels The Merry Mex to a second Player of the Year honor. Raymond Floyd joins
the circuit in the fall and wastes little time in making an impact. May 22 — On the first day of the Bell
Atlantic Classic outside Philadelphia, Lee Trevino posts the last of 27 straight par-or-better rounds.
During his record run, Trevino also sets a SENIOR TOUR mark of 11 straight sub-70 scores. June 28—
Gibby Gilbert equals the SENIOR TOUR's 54-hole scoring record of 193 in winning the Southwestern
Bell Classic near Kansas City. His nine-stroke cushion also equals the widest 54-hole victory margin
in SENIOR TOUR history. July 5 — Gibby Gilbert wins for the second straight week, defeating J.C.
Snead in a playoff at the Kroger Senior Classic near Cincinnati. His 54-hole score of 198 makes him
the first player to win consecutive weeks with sub-200 totals. September 20 — One week after his
SENIOR TOUR debut, Doral Ryder Open champion Raymond Floyd outguns Mike Hill for the GTE
North Classic title in Indianapolis. The victory makes Floyd the only player to win both a PGA TOUR
and SENIOR TOUR event in the same season, September 27 — |sao Aoki, the 36-hole leader at the
Nationwide Championship near Atlanta, is declared the winner when the final round is rained out. He
becomes the first Japanese player to win on the SENIOR TOUR.

1993
Dave Stockton and Bob Charles become the first two players to earn more than $1 million in official
money in the same season. Stockton claimed five tournaments and received his first Arnold Palmer
Award as the leading money-winner. Charles wins his third Byron Nelson Trophy for lowest scoring
average and triumphs three times. March 21 — Raymond Floyd's 22-under 194 score in winning the
Gulfstream Aerospace Invitational in Palm Desert, CA is a SENIOR TOUR record in relation to par. May
23 — Bob Charles wins the Bell Atlantic Classic near Phiiladelphia and becomes just the fourth player
to collect 20 or more SENIOR TOUR titles in a career. His $97,500 first-place check also makes him
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the first senior over the $4 million mark in career earnings. August 15 — Dave Stockton ties the
SENIOR TOUR mark for victory margin in a 54-hole event, winning by a whopping nine strokes at the
Franklin Quest Championship in Utah.

1994
Official prize money approaches the $30-million figure and a record six SENIOR TOUR players find their
way over the $1 million mark. Trevino gets there first, earning $1 millon for an unprecedented third time
in his career. Stockton tops the earnings list with $1,402,519 and becomes the first to win more than
$1 million in back-to-back seasons. After Albus becomes the first former club professional to join the
millionaire’s club, Raymond Floyd, Tom Wargo and Jim Colbert follow him into the elite group at the
season-ending SENIOR TOUR Championship in Myrtle Beach, SC. March 6 — One day after Jim
Colbert establishes the SENIOR TOUR record for lowest 36-hole score, 14-under 126, Jay Sigel wins
his first professional title in the greatest comeback in SENIOR TOUR annals. Sigel's final-round 62
makes up 10 shots and he defeats Colbert in a sudden-death playoff for the GTE West Classic title in
Ojai, CA.June 19 — Bob Charles is the first to eclipse $5 million in SENIOR TOUR Career earnings
with his tie for 18th at the BeliSouth Senior Classic at Opryland. July 9 — Bob Brue has a SENIOR
TOUR record low of just 17 total putts in carding a 66 in the second round of the Kroger Senior Classic
near Cincinnati. Brue's seven putts on the back nine also establishes a mark for fewest over nine holes.
July 10 —78-year-old Jerry Barber cards a 69 on the last day of the Kroger Senior Classic and becomes
the oldest player to better his age. July 31 — Lee Trevino's seven-stroke victory at the Northville Long
Island Classic ties him with Miller Barber atop the SENIOR TOUR's all-time victory list with 24 titles.

1995

A record 25 different champions are produced and Jim Colbert earns his first Arnold Palmer Award with
a single-season earnings record of $1,444,386. His year-long performance, keyed by a win at the
season-ending Energizer SENIOR TOUR Championship in Myrtle Beach, SC, helps propel Colbert to
SENIOR PGA TOUR Player of the Year honors. June 9 — Hale Irwin debuts on the SENIOR TOUR
at the BellSouth Senior Classic at Opryland and finishes in a tie for fourth. July 23 — Jimmy Powell wins
the First of America Classic in Grand Rapids one day after claiming the Super Seniors portion of the
tournament. He is the first player to win both in the same week. July 29 — Playing in the Ameritech
Senior Open near Chicago, 69-year-old Joe Jimenez fires a course-record 62 at Stonebridge CC, the
lowest score ever on the SENIOR TOUR by a player over 60. July 30 — Hale Irwin claims his first
SENIOR TOUR event at the Ameritech Senior Open. He also wins the Vantage Championship in
Winston-Salem later in the season and is voted the circuit's Rookie of the Year. August 20 — Lee
Trevino becomes the SENIOR TOUR's all-time winningest player when he successfully defends his
Northville Long Island Classic title, his 25th on the circuit. September 10 — Dave Stockton finishes
second to Walter Morgan at the GTE Northwest Classic near Seattle, but his $52,800 check pushes him
over the $1 million plateau for an unprecedented third straight SENIOR TOUR season.

1996
Jim Colbert repeats by lifting the single-season earnings record to $1,627,890. He edges Hale Irwin by
$12,121 in becoming the first winner of consecutive Player of the Year awards. MasterCard becomes
a major player on the circuit through sponsorship of the electronic scoreboards and the MasterCard
Champions competition. January 21 — Lee Trevino becomes the first player to cross the $6 million
level in SENIOR TOUR career earnings when he ties for third at the Puerto Rico Senior Tournament
of Champions. March 24 — Lee Trevino and Mike Hill team to win an unprecedented fourth Liberty
Mutual Legends of Golf title in La Quinta, CA. April 7 — Jack Nicklaus successfully defends his
Tradition title and becomes the first SENIOR TOUR player to claim the same tournament four times.
The three-stroke victory over Hale Irwin is also his 100th professional title. September 22 — Jimmy
Powell "double dips" at the Brickyard Crossing Championship in Indianapolis, winning a MasterCard
GrandMasters competition and the overall event for the second time in his career. October 6 — One
week after debuting on the SENIOR TOUR, Gil Morgan becomes the circuit's youngest winner in Los
Angeles. He claims the Ralphs Senior Classic at Wilshire CC just 11 days after turning 50. October 20—
Dave Stockton’s runner-up check of $70,400 at the Raley's Gold Rush Classic in Sacramento pushes
him over seven figures in single-season earnings for an unprecedented fourth consecutive year.
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November 3 — Lee Trevino wins his 27th SENIOR TOUR event at the Emerald Coast Classic in
Pensacola in a five-man playoff, the most players ever involved in overtime in the history of the circuit.

1997

The year belongs almost exclusively to Hale Irwin. He wins nine times and becomes the first player on
any TOUR to surpass $2 million in a season, finishing the year with $2,343,364. Gil Morgan caps a
stellar campaign of his own by winning the season-ending Energizer SENIOR TOUR Championship,
his sixth victory of the year. His $328,000 check at Myrtle Beach also puts him over $2 million in single-
season earnings. April 6 — Gil Morgan wins his first senior major championship at The Tradition. His
72-hole total of 22-under 266 breaks the tournament record by three strokes. April 20 — Hale Irwin's
12-stroke romp at the PGA Seniors’ Championship is the widest margin in SENIOR TOUR history for
72 holes. May 18 — Lee Trevino goes over the $7 million mark in SENIOR TOUR Career earnings with
a fourth-place finish at the Cadillac NFL Golf Classic. July 27 — Bruce Summerhays ends his record
run of 96 straight SENIOR TOUR appearances at the Franklin Quest Championship. The streak started
at the 1995 Royal Caribbean Classic. September 27 — Isao Aoki sets a SENIOR TOUR record for
lowest 18-hole score with a 10-under 60 in the second round of the Emerald Coast Classic. September
28 — Isao Aoki's final-round 65 at the Emerald Coast Classic gives him a 15-under-par 125 total over
his final 36 holes, the best back-to-back rounds in SENIOR TOUR history. October 19 — Hale Irwin
claims his ninth title of the year at the Hyatt Regency Maui Kaanapali Classic. The three-stroke triumph
ties Peter Thomson's record (1985) for most victories in a season. October 24 — Gil Morgan's two-over
74 ends a streak of 26 consecutive sub-par scores, the longest run in SENIOR TOUR history.

1998

Hale Irwin and Gil Morgan continue to dominate the SENIOR TOUR. With 13 victories between them,
both players eclipse the $2 million level in single-season earnings. Despite winning two less events
than 1997, Irwin turns in an incredible year, finishing out of the top five only twice in 22 official
tournaments. He wins his second consecutive Jack Nicklaus Award as the SENIOR TOUR's Player of
the Year and earns a third consecutive Byron Nelson Award with a record scoring average of 68.59.
Arnold Palmer and Jim Colbert co-chair the SENIOR PGA TOUR FOR THE CURE campaign and help
raise $4.5 million for prostate cancer research over the course of the season. February 1 — David
Graham wins the Royal Caribbean Classic at Key Biscayne, FL in a 10-hole sudden-death playoff over
Dave Stockton, the longest overtime session in SENIOR TOUR history. March 29 — Lee Trevino wins
his record 28th SENIOR TOUR title at the Southwestern Bell Dominion, his third senior victory in San
Antonio. April 19 — Hale lrwin claims his third straight PGA Seniors’ Championship, a first since Eddie
Williams' trifecta from 1942-1946. May 17 — Larry Ziegler claims the Saint Luke's Classic near Kansas
City, his first SENIOR TOUR event since 1991. The victory comes six years, 10 months and three days
after his triumph at the Newport Cup, the longest span between SENIOR TOUR wins. May 23 — In the
second round of the Bell Atlantic Classic, Jay Sigel sets a SENIOR TOUR record for lowest nine-hole
score. His nine-under 27 on the front nine at Hartefeld National includes an eagle and seven birdies,
the SENIOR TOUR's all-time best eagle-birdie streak. July 26 — Despite opening with a six-over 77,
Hale lrwin rallies to win the U.S. Senior Open at Riviera CC near Los Angeles. He establishes an all-
time mark for the highest-ever start by a winner and becomes the seventh man to win both a U.S. Open
and U.S. Senior Open. October 11 — Jim Colbert caps a successful return to the circuit from prostate
cancer surgery with a victory at The Transamerica, his 19th on the SENIOR TOUR. His $150,000 check
makes him the first player over $8 million in SENIOR TOUR career money. November 8 — Hale Irwin
caps his official season with a win at the Energizer SENIOR TOUR Championship, his 20th career title
as a senior. lrwin finishes the year with $2,861,945, the most-ever by any player on any TOUR.
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THE SENIOR
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DIVISION BOARD

The SENIOR PGA TOUR, for-
merly a department within the overall
structure of the PGA TOUR, became
an operating division of the PGA
TOUR in October 1985. The restruc-
turing, along with the naming of a
nine-person SENIOR PGA TOUR Di-
vision Board, gave the SENIOR
TOUR greater ability to deal with its
particular policies, opportunities and
issues.

Timothy W. Finchem became only the third
Commissioner in PGA TOUR history on June 1,
1994.

Finchem, 51, succeeded Deane R. Beman,
who had served as Commissioner for 20 years.
The late Joseph C. Dey was the first Commissioner
of the PGA TOUR, serving from 1969 until 1974.

A 7-handicapper, Finchem has been the
architect of a restructuring dedicated to expanding
earnings opportunities and other benefits for PGA
TOUR members domestically and internationally.

He has taken a leadership role in the creation
of the World Golf Foundation and its “First Tee”
initiative, World Golf Village and World Golf Hall
of Fame. He also has spearheaded development

of the International Federation of PGA Tours and its World Golf Championships,

which begin this year.

Born in Ottawa, IL on April 19, 1947, Finchem was graduated from Princess =
Anne High School in Virginia Beach. He attended the University of Richmondona ™

debate scholarship and received his Bachelor of Arts degree from the school in .

1969. He was graduated from the University of Virginia Law School in 1973.
