About the Champions Tour
Collectively, the Champions Tour has the most recognizable and accomplished players in the game with many of its 30 members of the World Golf Hall of Fame
competing regularly in its events and numerous other major championship winners among its members. The Champions Tour is a membership organization of
professional golfers age 50 and older. Conceived in 1980 as the Senior PGA Tour, it started with just four events and purses totaling $475,000. Points earned in 23
official Charles Schwab Cup events in 2012 will determine the Charles Schwab Cup champion, the season-long competition designed to recognize the Champions
Tour’s leading player. The Champions Tour's primary purpose is to provide financial opportunities for its players, entertain and inspire its fans, deliver substantial value
to its partners, create outlets for volunteers to give back, protect the integrity of the game and generate significant charitable and economic impact in communities in
which it plays. In 2011, tournaments on all three Tours (PGA TOUR, Champions Tour and Nationwide Tour) generated more than $118 million for local charitable
organizations, bringing the TOUR’s all-time total of charitable contributions to more than $1.7 billion. The Commissioner of the PGA TOUR is Tim Finchem. Mike
Stevens is President of the Champions Tour. The PGA TOUR’s website is www.pgatour.com, the No. 1 site in golf, and the organization is headquartered in Ponte

History
1980 – 2011. The Tour enters its 33rd season in 2012.

Charity
The Champions Tour and its tournaments generate significant sums of money for charity. In 2011, tournaments on all three Tours (PGA TOUR, Champions Tour and
Nationwide Tour) generated more than $118 million for local charitable organizations, bringing the TOUR’s all-time total of charitable contributions to more than $1.7
billion. The Champions Tour’s charitable mission is an integral component of its value proposition and charitable donations have a significant impact in the
communities served by Champions Tour events.

2012 Schedule
Seven new tournament venues and several previously announced date changes for existing tournaments are the most significant developments for the 2012 season.

The official 2012 season begins on the Big Island of Hawaii at the Mitsubishi Electric Championship at Hualalai (Jan. 16-22), with the first full-field event coming three
weeks later at the Allianz Championship (Feb. 6-12), in Boca Raton, FL. 

The ACE Group Classic (Feb. 13-19) returns to The TwinEagles Club (Talon Course), which hosted the event from 2002-2006.

TPC Tampa Bay plays host to the Tampa Bay Pro-Am (Apr. 9-15) for the 21st consecutive year as the tournament celebrates its 25th anniversary in the Tampa area.

The Regions Tradition, played at Shoal Creek in Birmingham, AL, will move from the early May date it previously occupied to the week of June 4-10. The Insperity
Championship (Apr. 30-May 6), played at The Woodlands in Houston, TX, will depart its traditional October timeslot and take over the spot vacated by Regions
Tradition. 

La Vallee du Richelieu Golf Club (Vercheres Course) will host The Montreal Championship (June 18-24), after two years at Club de golf Le Fontainebleau.

The Constellation Senior Players Championship (June 25-July 1), played in the fall for the last five years, moves to the last week of June. Fox Chapel Golf Club in
Pittsburgh, PA will host the championship, being contested for the 30th time.

The Dick’s Sporting Goods Open (Aug. 13-19) moves from June to August to allow the En-Joie Golf Course more time to recover after sustaining major flooding
damage when Tropical Storm Lee caused the Susquehanna River to overflow at record levels earlier this year and almost completely cover the course. En-Joie Golf
Course, in Endicott, NY, has hosted the event since its inception in 2007 and had previously hosted the PGA TOUR’s B.C. Open from 1972 to 2006. 
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The season will conclude with the Charles Schwab Cup Championship (Oct. 29-Nov. 4,) which moves from TPC Harding Park in San Francisco to the Cochise
Course at Desert Mountain Club in Scottsdale, AZ. The Jack Nicklaus-designed course returns to the Champions Tour schedule having previously hosted the
Tradition from 1989-2001. 

The Champions Tour National Qualifying Tournament-Final (Nov. 12-18) will be conducted at TPC Eagle Trace in Coral Springs, FL.

Major Championships (5)
The Champions Tour’s major championships will feature an adjusted lineup this year. The Senior PGA Championship presented by KitchenAid (May 21-27) at The
Golf Club at Harbor Shores in Benton Harbor, Michigan will be the first of five majors. Two weeks later, the Regions Tradition (June 4-10) will continue at Shoal Creek
in Birmingham, Alabama. After five consecutive years in the fall, the Constellation Senior Players Championship (June 25-July 1) relocates to Fox Chapel Golf Club in
Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania in the summer. The United States Senior Open (July 9-15) heads to Indianwood Golf & Country Club just outside Detroit, Michigan. The
Senior British Open presented by Rolex (July 23-29) is set to return to Turnberry’s Ailsa Course in Scotland for the seventh time, and the first since 2006 when Loren
Roberts defeated Eduardo Romero to claim the title.

Charles Schwab Cup
The Charles Schwab Cup, now in its 12th season, designed to recognize the Champions Tour’s leading player, rewards both top finishes and week-in/week-out
consistency in all official events. Players receive points for top-10 finishes and ties based on each week’s money distribution, with $1,000 earned being the equivalent
of one Charles Schwab Cup point. Double points will again be awarded at the five major championships. Double points will also be awarded to the entire 30-player
field at the season-ending Charles Schwab Cup Championship. The season-long points competition kicks off in Hawaii at the Mitsubishi Electric Championship at
Hualalai (Jan. 16-22). The Road to the Charles Schwab Cup culminates at the Charles Schwab Cup Championship (Oct. 29-Nov. 4) in Scottsdale, Arizona at Desert
Mountain’s Cochise Course, with $2.1 million in payouts awarded to the season’s top five leading performers. The winner receives $1 million.

Size of Field
In 2012, the field size for Champions Tour events will be 81 players, except at those tournaments that have specific eligibility criteria.

Membership
Champions Tour members hail from around the globe. In 2012, 18 international players will have fully exempt status and on the Champions Tour. Eleven countries
besides the United States are represented; they include Argentina, Australia, Canada, Germany, Ireland, Japan, New Zealand, Scotland, South Africa, Taiwan, and
Zimbabwe.

World Golf Hall of Fame Members
Sandy Lyle will become the latest Champions Tour member to be inducted into the World Golf Hall of Fame in 2012, bringing the total number of Champions Tour
members in the Hall to 30, many of whom are regularly active on the Champions Tour: Isao Aoki, Deane Beman, Billy Casper, Bob Charles, Ben Crenshaw,
Roberto De Vicenzo, Nick Faldo, Raymond Floyd, Doug Ford, Hubert Green, Hale Irwin, Tony Jacklin, Tom Kite, Bernhard Langer, Gene Littler, Johnny
Miller, Larry Nelson, Jack Nicklaus, Greg Norman, Arnold Palmer, Gary Player, Nick Price, Chi Chi Rodriguez, Charlie Sifford, Curtis Strange, Peter
Thomson, Lee Trevino, Lanny Wadkins and Tom Watson. Other World Golf Hall of Fame members who played on the Champions Tour include Seve
Ballesteros, Tommy Bolt, Julius Boros, Jack Burke, Jr., Paul Runyan and Sam Snead.

Fan Features
The Champions Tour’s Fan Features are designed to give the Tour a distinct identity, complementing the high level of skill displayed by its members. The Champions
Tour strives to be the most approachable, accessible and fan-friendly arena in all of sports. The program has had significant impact as evidenced by the positive
feedback received weekly from tournament organizers, sponsors and fans, with players going out of their way to support the initiatives. Fan Features include live
television interviews during play, gallery in the fairway, honorary observers walking inside the ropes, caddie for a day, behind-the-scenes tours, junior clinics, a game-
improvement platform, and more.

TV
Each event will be televised nationally in the United States, with most receiving complete coverage on GOLF Channel, the Tour’s exclusive cable-television partner
that reaches some 83 million homes in the United States. Four events will have network coverage on the weekend (NBC: Senior PGA Championship, Senior U.S.
Open; CBS: Liberty Mutual Legends of Golf; ESPN: Senior British Open).

International TV
Champions Tour telecasts are distributed internationally in Canada, Europe, Africa, the Middle East, Asia, Australasia, and Latin America through various distribution
partners. The events air live, tape-delayed or in a highlights-package format in excess of 117 countries, reaching more than 133 million households.

The Champions Tour also recognizes its Player of the Month (January through October).

“Rookies”
For players to become eligible to compete in Champions Tour events they must attain age 50 on or before the day of their first tournament ‘obligation’, such as the
Wednesday pro-am, the date of pre-qualifying or the date of event qualifying. If a player plays less than six tournaments in his first season of eligibility he is
considered a rookie the following season.

Newcomers for 2012 who have multiple PGA TOUR victories include Kirk Triplett (March 29 – 3 wins), Andrew Magee (May 22 – 4 wins), Duffy Waldorf (August
20 – 4 wins), Gene Sauers (August 22 – 3 wins), Rick Fehr (August 28 – 2 wins) and Brian Henninger (October 19 – 2 wins).

Triplett, at age 49, became the Nationwide Tour’s oldest winner in August of 2011 with a victory at the News Sentinel Open in Knoxville, TN. It was his first win
anywhere since the 2006 Chrysler Classic of Tucson on the PGA TOUR.

Those rookies who successfully progressed through the Champions Tour National Qualifying Tournament to gain membership for 2012 include Jeff Freeman, who
was medalist. Freeman becomes eligible when he turns 50 on April 15. Jeff Hart (4th) and P.H. Horgan (5th) were the other rookies to gain fully-exempt status by
finishing in the top five. Jim Carter won a three-way playoff to finish 6th, which was significant as he will earn a spot as one of the five exempt players until Freeman
turns 50 in April. Sonny Skinner, who played two events in 2011 and three events in 2010, finished 7th and also gained conditional status for 2012. 

Stan Utley (January 16), Brandel Chamblee (July 2), Fred Wadsworth (July 17), Neal Lancaster (September 15) and Dennis Paulson (September 27) each
have a single PGA TOUR victory and will be eligible for the 2012 rookie class of the Champions Tour but will have limited status.

2011 Recap

The season-ending Charles Schwab Cup Championship at TPC Harding Park in San Francisco brought together the best of the Champions Tour, with the top-30 on
the 2010 money list earning their way to the Championship.

The $2.5 million tournament decided not only that week’s champion, but it was also the culmination of the season-long points race to determine the Charles Schwab
Cup.

Tom Lehman was the favorite heading into the tournament, having established a substantial lead in the points race, thanks to his consistent play during a season
that had already seen him win three times, including the first major championship of the year, the Regions Tradition at Shoal Creek.

Five players entered the week with a mathematical chance to win the Charles Schwab Cup – Lehman, Mark Calcavecchia, Peter Senior, John Cook and Russ
Cochran. However, most eyes turned to Calcavecchia during the final round of the year as he appeared to be the only player with an opportunity to claim the Cup
from Lehman. Calcavecchia won the Boeing Classic in late August for his maiden Champions Tour victory and had accumulated 14 top-10 finishes during the season
and trailed Lehman by 382 points entering the week. Calcavecchia had to win the Charles Schwab Cup Championship, or at worst finish in a two-way tie for second
and hope Lehman struggled at TPC Harding Park in San Francisco to have a shot at claiming the Cup. 

For the 10th time in the 11-year history of the Charles Schwab Cup, the champion was set to be determined at this tournament. 

The week got off to a fitting start, with 2011 U.S. Senior Open champion Olin Browne conducting the Charles Schwab Cup Junior Clinic for The First Tee of San
Francisco. Early discussion centered around Hale Irwin, at age 66 and making his 14th appearance, as the oldest player to qualify for the season-ending
championship, while four players were making their first starts in the event – Jay Don Blake, Kenny Perry, John Huston and Chip Beck.

It was Blake who made headlines at the end of the week when he claimed the tournament title by two strokes for his second victory of the year following his win at
the Songdo IBD Championship in Korea. Four players tied for second including local favorite Michael Allen, who finished second at last year’s event, and shared that
spot again in 2011 with Loren Roberts, Jay Haas and Calcavecchia, who finished just 74 points behind Tom Lehman in the race for the Charles Schwab Cup. 

In the final round, Lehman was out early and shot his third-consecutive 72 to finish at 2-over 286. When Calcavecchia finished and posted 6-under 278, both players
had to sit and wait for the last three pairings to finish and determine the outcome.

“I thought Calc had to finish second alone to win the Cup,” said Lehman. “Then I found out it could be a two-way or three-way tie. Every par on 18 was golden for me.
When Loren made the 2-putt from the back of the green, that was huge. I gave him a big hug and told him what a good friend he was.”
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With Calcavecchia and Roberts in at 6-under, Allen needed a final-hole birdie to extinguish Calcavecchia’s chance to claim the Cup. Allen’s chip came close and he
tapped in to make it three players tied at 6-under with just Blake (8-under) and Haas (6-under) remaining on the course with one hole to play. Lehman breathed a sigh
of relief when Haas made a solid par and Blake won the tournament with a spectacular par after a beautiful pitch from the rough below the green.

It was Blake’s second title of his Champions Tour career and he became the first player since Mark McNulty in 2004 to win the Charles Schwab Cup Championship
in his first appearance. 

“To have that win in Korea really helped me win here,” said Blake, who had close to 20 family members with him at TPC Harding Park. “I’ve played pretty well all year
but once I got that win it relieved a little bit of pressure. Coming here with the top 30 players, it’s pretty special to win with this kind of field here this week and it
means a lot to have my whole family here.” 

Lehman became the seventh different player to claim the Charles Schwab Cup in its 11-year history, earning the $1 million annuity. Lehman tied for 18th and earned
84 Schwab Cup points. He finished the season with 2,422 points and a 74-point margin over Calcavecchia, the fourth-closest margin in Schwab Cup history. 

“The ending was pretty tight, right down to the wire, but I’m thrilled to win the trophy,” said Lehman. “It’s been a long year. From the second week I’ve had that yellow
jersey and had a lot of times where guys were closing in and I had to play a good week and have a good tournament and I did.” 

Many players who have won the $1 million annuity that comes with winning the Charles Schwab Cup have contributed significant amounts to charities, and Lehman
is no different.

“We’re pretty involved with our community and with different organizations,” said Lehman, who resides in Scottsdale, AZ with his wife Melissa and four children. “I
don’t know exactly what we’ll do, but I’m sure some of it is going to find its way to some pretty worthwhile organizations.”

Lehman finished the year with three wins, 12 top-10s and $2,081,526 to earn the Arnold Palmer Award for finishing No. 1 on the money list.

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About the Commissioner

Finchem is the third commissioner of the PGA
TOUR, succeeding Deane Beman. Beman served for
20 years, replacing Joe Dey, who had been the
TOUR’s commissioner in its first five years, 1969-74.

Prior to becoming commissioner on June 1, 1994,
Finchem was deputy commissioner and chief
operating officer of the TOUR.

He joined the TOUR as vice president of business
affairs in 1987.

Tim Finchem began his 18th year as commissioner of the PGA TOUR in June 2011. From the time
Finchem joined the TOUR management team, he has played a key role in strengthening the PGA TOUR’s
position as one of the most successful, well-respected sports organizations in the world, and his
leadership has helped foster the growth of the game, both domestically and internationally.

During his tenure, Finchem has greatly expanded the earnings opportunities for PGA TOUR players. The
TOUR, through its tournaments and sponsors, has dramatically escalated tournament purses and grown
total revenues at an unprecedented rate. Since Finchem became commissioner in 1994, the PGA TOUR
and its tournaments have raised more than $1 billion for charitable organizations.

Under Finchem’s leadership, The Presidents Cup was created in 1994, bringing together the world’s best
non-European players in team match-play competition against their American counterparts. After nine
stagings, The Presidents Cup has grown to be one of the most highly anticipated events on golf’s
calendar. The 2013 event will be played at Muirfield Village Golf Club in Dublin, OH, while The Presidents
Cup 2015 will be contested in South Korea.

Finchem has also been instrumental in the formation of the International Federation of PGA Tours and the
World Golf Foundation. His personal dedication to the success of the The First Tee initiative has meant
that, since the youth development organization’s inception in 1997, The First Tee has grown to include
programming at more than 200 chapters, 4,300 elementary schools and 120 military installations,
reaching more than five million young people. Finchem currently serves as the co-chair of The First Tee
Campaign for 10 Million Young People and chairman of The First Tee Board of Directors.

An additional accomplishment during Finchem’s tenure has been the development and introduction of the
FedExCup, a season-long points competition that culminates with the PGA TOUR Playoffs for the
FedExCup. Since 2007, the FedExCup has brought an unparalleled level of late-season focus to and
interest in the TOUR, as indicated by significant increases in television and online audiences, tournament
attendance, sponsor activation and media coverage.

Born in Ottawa, IL, on April 19, 1947, Finchem graduated from Princess Anne High School in Virginia
Beach, VA. He attended the University of Richmond on a debate scholarship, receiving his Bachelor of Arts
degree in 1969. He graduated from the University of Virginia Law School in 1973. After practicing law in
Virginia Beach for three years, Finchem served in the White House as Deputy Advisor to the President in
the Office of Economic Affairs in 1978 and 1979. In the early 1980s, Finchem co-founded the National
Strategies and Marketing Group in Washington, D.C. 

Finchem is the recipient of the Golf Course Superintendents Association of America’s Old Tom Morris
Award for 2001, the PGA of America’s Distinguished Service Award for 2002, the Dick Schaap Lifetime
Achievement in Sports Award in 2005 and the 2010 Donald Ross Award from the American Society of Golf
Course Architects. 

Finchem and his wife, the former Holly Bachand, have four children and live in Ponte Vedra Beach, FL.

Turned a good year into an outstanding season with
a pair of wins in the last five of his 20 appear-
ances. Started the campaign as a conditionally-
exempt player (34th on prior-year earnings list) but
ended the season with a pair of victories, the last of
only four players with multiple wins on the year, and
over $1.5 million in earnings, more than twice what
he made in his first two Champions Tour years com-
bined...Broke through for his first title at the Songdo
IBD Championship in South Korea. Prevailed in a
five-hole playoff over John Cook, Peter Senior and
Mark O’Meara. Birdied the fifth extra hole to de-
feat Cook after Senior and O’Meara were eliminated

after three extra holes. South Korea victory made
him the fourth of six first-time winners on the 2011
Champions Tour and came in his 424th career start
on all three Tours since last winning on the PGA
TOUR at the 1991 Shearson Lehman Brothers Open
in San Diego.

Schwab Cup before coming up just 74 points shy
of Tom Lehman. Needed to win or finish in a two-
way T2 at the season-ending Charles Schwab Cup
Championship to have a chance to unseat Lehman
and made a valiant effort before ending in a four-way
tie for the runner-up spot to come up just short...Led
the Champions Tour in top-10 finishes, with 15 in
his 22 starts on the circuit and was among the top-
five in five events, including three majors. Finally
broke through for his first career victory in late Au-
gust at the Boeing Classic near Seattle.

Open and was tied for the lead with Russ Cochran
early in the final round before he four-putted the 9th
hole at Walton Heath and made double-bogey to
fall out of contention. Eventually closed to within
two strokes of Cochran late in the round and fin-
ished second...Continued his stellar play the follow-
ing week where he posted four straight rounds in
the 60s to claim a solo third-place finish at the U.S.

PGA TOUR season, tying Tom Lehman for most
Champions Tour victories, Also lost two other tour-
naments in playoffs...Picked up right where he left
off in 2010, winning the season-opening Mitsubishi
Electric Championship at Hualalai.

Took the Schwab Cup lead af-
ter the second event of the season (Allianz Champi-
onship) and never relinquished it...Was also the cir-
cuit’s only $2-million man, earning the Arnold Palmer
Award with a personal-best $2,081,526...Along with
John Cook, led the Champions Tour with three vic-
tories and claimed all three of his wins within the
first seven of his 21 starts last year. Highlight of
his year was when he won his second career ma-
jor championship on the Champions Tour and third
title of the season at the Regions Tradition. De-
feated Peter Senior in a two-hole playoff at Shoal
Creek after starting the day two strokes behind 54-
hole leader Mark Calcavecchia.

Did not have a three-putt at Shoal
Creek during the week...A month earlier, recorded
his second victory of the season at the Mississippi

Gulf Resort Classic, a four-stroke triumph over Jeff
Sluman, Nick Price and David Frost. Win near Biloxi
came 20 years after he claimed a title on the Na-
tionwide Tour at nearby Windance CC in Gulfport,
MS. Shot a Fallen Oak course-record 64 in the sec-
ond round to take the 36-hole lead and then used
three birdies on the front nine on Sunday to pull
away from the field. Final-round 69 at Fallen Oak
was his 12th consecutive sub-70 score, tying him for
second with Fred Couples for second on the all-time
list of consecutive sub-70 rounds, one short of Hale
Irwin’s record...Captured first win in 2011 when he
sank a six-foot birdie putt on the final hole to defeat
Jeff Sluman and Rod Spittle at the Allianz Champi-
onship in Boca Raton. Birdied two of the final three
holes to get into the overtime session...Started sea-
son with a runner-up finish to John Cook at the Mit-
subishi Electric Championship at Hualalai. Closed
with a final-round 64 that included a 6-under-par
30 on the back nine but still finished two strokes
back of Cook...In his first appearance in his native
Minnesota as a Champions Tour member, was T2
at the 3M Championship, one stroke back of Jay
Haas. Missed out on a playoff opportuity when
Haas birdied the final hole to win...Selected as the
Champions Tour’s Player of the Month for January-
February...Also teamed with Corey Pavin to finish T3
at the Liberty Mutual Legends of Golf...Had a nice
showing at the AT&T Championship in San Antonio
in October, posting three straight scores in the 60s
to finish T3...Hit 77.68 percent of greens in regula-
tion, the second-best percentage in Champions Tour
history, just short of Tom Kite’s record of 78 percent
in 2000...Played in five PGA TOUR events, making
the cut in four appearances. Finished T22 at the
British Open at Royal St. George’s, his fifth consec-
utive made cut in that event...Shot rounds of 66-69
on the weekend to finish T13 at the Mayakoba Golf
Classic...Also was T37 at the Waste Management
Phoenix Open and T46 at the Children’s Miracle Net-
work Classic.

The Byron Nelson Prize is
awarded to a person or organization in the golf world
who exemplifies the ideals of “giving back” that By-
ron Nelson personified. The Salesmanship Club of
Dallas awarded $100,000 to the McKenzie Monks
Foundation, an organization that helps kids cope
with cancer. Said Lehman about the honor, “I’ve
been inspired in my life by Byron Nelson. He’s in-
spired me to want to be a better golfer but more
importantly a better person."...Credits marriage with
giving him focus to do well on TOUR...Brother, Jim
Lehman, Jr., is his agent...His wife, Melissa, was
enlisted as his caddie at 1998 Nissan Open when
regular caddie Andy Martinez suffered two broken
ribs in a pickup basketball game the night before
the start of the event.

2011 CHAMPIONS TOUR HIGHLIGHTS:

Came tantalyzingly close to earning his first Cham-
pions Tour win, finishing second three times (twice
in playoffs) and third once, one stroke out of a play-
off. Along with Tom Lehman, finished second in
top-10s, with 12 in his 22 appearances. As a re-
sult, he made in excess of $600,000 more than
he made in his Champions Tour rookie year, fin-
ishing seventh on the final money list. Earnings of
$1,434,119 were the third highest money total in a

season without the benefit of a victory, and he be-
came the first player ever to register two bogey-free
events in the same season—Greater Hickory Clas-
sic at Rock Barn (T29) and the AT&T Championship
(fifth). Has been bogey-free in three events in his
Champions Tour career...Was also the only player
to finish among the top 10 in four of the Champi-
ons Tour’s five majors...Nearly claimed his first ma-
jor championship in May at the Regions Tradition.
Posted four consecutive sub-par rounds, including
a 4-under-par 68 Sunday at Shoal Creek which got
him into a playoff with eventual-winner Lehman. Saw
his 35-foot birdie opportunity for victory on the 72nd
hole catch the left edge of the hole before sliding
by. Eventually fell on the second extra hole when he
missed a five-foot putt for par to extend the over-
time...At the Songdo IBD Championship in South
Korea, matched the tournament course record with
a Champions Tour career-best, 8-under-par, 64 in
the final round. However, in a four-man playoff with
Mark O’Meara, John Cook and Jay Don Blake, was
eliminated on the third extra hole along with O’Meara
when each made a bogey...Was in the final group
Sunday and battled both Fred Couples and John
Cook down the stretch before registering a third-
place effort at the Constellation Energy Senior Play-
ers Championship...Turned in a strong effort at the
Senior PGA Championship at Valhalla, finishing T5
in Louisville...Also had a nice performance at the
U.S. Senior Open in July, claiming a sixth-place fin-
ish at the Inverness Club...On the PGA TOUR, fin-
ished T64 at the World Golf Championships-Cadillac
Championship and also qualified for the World Golf
Championships-Bridgestone Invitational, but elected
to play the Champions Tour’s 3M Championship in-
stead. Was the 36-hole co-leader at the Minnesota
event, but a final-round 70 at TPC Twin Cities left
him T2, one stroke back of Jay Haas...Tied Mark
Calcavecchia for most rounds in the 60s, with 43
and was one short of Calcavecchia for most sub-
par rounds (56) despite stringing together 16 straight
scores below par at one stretch, a season best on
the Champions Tour...Was T4 at the Australian Mas-
ters at Victoria GC in December.

2011 CHAMPIONS TOUR HIGHLIGHTS:

Made 12 appearances on the Champions Tour for
the third consecutive year but still managed to post
his highest standing on the final money list since
2007 thanks to a history-making performance at
the Senior PGA Championship at Valhalla in late
May...Won his 14th career title and sixth major
championship on the Champions Tour when he pre-
vailed in a one-hole playoff over David Eger at the
Senior PGA Championship in Kentucky. It was his
first major triumph since the 2007 Senior British
Open and the victory came 10 years, 2 days after
he won the same event in 2001 at Ridgewood CC
in New Jersey. At 61 years, 8 months, 25 days,
he became the oldest player to win a major cham-
pionship since the advent of the Champions Tour
in 1980 and he also became the third-oldest win-
ner of any Champions Tour event. Hale Irwin had
previously held that distinction of the oldest to win a
major when he won the 2004 Senior PGA Champi-
onship at Valhalla at age 59 years, 11 months, 28
days. His sixth major title also tied him with Gary
Player for third place on the all-time majors list, two
behind Jack Nicklaus and one behind Irwin. Du-
eled David Eger near the end of the event and, af-
ter missing an opportunity to win in regulation on
the final hole, made amends minutes later when he
drained a 3-foot birdie putt to defeat Eger...Had a
good chance to claim a second consecutive major
at the Senior British Open at Walton Heath. After
opening with 75, rallied with rounds of 68-69-67 for
a T3, three strokes back of Russ Cochran. Per-
formance was his best at this championship since
last winning in 2007...At the start of the year, made
a spirited run at defending his Mitsubishi Electric
Championship at Hualalai title but final-round 68 left
him third, three strokes back of John Cook. Per-
formance was his eighth top-10 on the Big Island,
the most by a player in event history...Completed
early Hawaii schedule by successfully defending his
Kaanapali Champions Skins Game title with Jack
Nicklaus. After a four-hole carryover, holed a key
12-foot birdie putt on the 17th hole that gave the
duo $250,000 and clinched the title. Duo finished
the competition with $310,000, edging out Bernhard
Langer-Mark O’Meara by $10,000. Win was his

fourth overall in Senior Skins and third with Nicklaus
as a partner...Made his 38th career start at the Mas-
ters (missed cut)...Also aced No. 6 in the second
round of the British Open at Royal St. George’s, his
fifth PGA TOUR hole-in-one, with all of them com-
ing at venues that have hosted major championships
(Riviera CC, Torrey Pines GC, Pebble Beach GL,
Baltusrol GC, Royal St. George’s). Eventually fin-
ished T22 in the event...Champions Tour Player of
the Month for May.

John Cook’s finishing kick on the back nine propelled him to a two-stroke victory
over Tom Lehman in the Champions Tour’s season-opening event at Hualalai.
Cook trailed 36-hole leader Russ Cochran by one stroke after his front nine
Sunday, but he reeled off five straight birdies beginning at the par-5 10th to take
command of the tournament. After making a nice up-an-down par save from left
of the green at No. 15, Cook holed a clutch 4-foot birdie at the 16th to put the
tournament away. Lehman trailed Cook by four strokes after his birdie at No. 13
but, despite playing his final five holes in 4-under par, Lehman still fell two shots
short.

With his victory, John Cook became the first player since Gil Morgan in 1997-
98 to claim the season-opening event after winning the last official tournament
the previous year.

John Cook’s final-round 64 allowed him to rally from three strokes back for vic-
tory. It was the first time since Loren Roberts in 2006 that a player made up
that large of a margin on the final day and, for the first time since 2005, the win-
ner of the Mitsubishi Electric Championship did not come from the final Sunday
pairing.

Corey Pavin played all 54 holes without making a bogey and finished sixth in
the tournament.

John Cook shot 22-under-par 194, his lowest 54-hole score ever in a three-
round Champions Tour event.

Tom Watson made a spirited run in defense of his Mitsubishi Electric Champi-
onship at Hualalai title and eventually tied for third. It was Watson’s eighth top-10
finish in the event.

Keys to Victory:

After not winning a skin since the 2nd hole on Saturday, Tom Watson made a
clutch 12-foot birdie putt on the par-3 17th hole to win five skins and $250,000
thus allowing the Jack Nicklaus-Watson team to clinch the competition with
$310,000 and successfully defend their Kaanapali Champions Skins Game title.
For Nicklaus, it was his fifth Kaanapali Champions Skins game victory (1991,
2005, 2007, 2010, 2011) and his third with Watson as his partner. The victory
was Watson’s fourth Skins title overall (2004, 2007, 2010, 2011). Nicklaus set
Watson up for the winning putt at No. 17 by rifling a 136-yard, 6-iron shot into a
howling left-to-right wind to 12 feet. After Bernhard Langer lipped out his birdie
putt from 15 feet, Watson stepped up and converted the winning putt. Langer

and Mark O’Meara made a two-putt par on the second playoff hole (18th) to
claim the final skin worth $100,000 and the duo finished second in the compe-
tition with $300,000. Both the Nicklaus-Watson team and the Langer-O’Meara
team earned seven total skins over the two-day event.

Notes:

For the first time in the last six events using the team, alternate-shot format, a
winning team didn’t have a double-digit skins total. Jack Nicklaus and Tom
Watson won with a winning total of $310,000, the lowest amount in the team,
alternate-shot format. Fuzzy Zoeller/Peter Jacobsen (2008) and Jack Nick-
laus/Tom Watson (2007) both won with $320,000, the previous lowest money
total.

Tom Watson’s birdie putt at No. 17 was worth $250,000 to the Jack Nicklaus-
Watson team, the most money earned on one hole since 2009 when Ben Cren-
shaw/Fuzzy Zoeller pocketed $300,000 for a birdie at the par-3 12th hole. For
the second consecutive year, there was a five-hole carry-over and as was the
case in 2010, Nicklaus-Watson claimed the money at a key time. In 2010, the
duo had a birdie-3 at No. 5 after the first four holes had been halved.

Jack Nicklaus owns 10 Kaanapali Champions Skins Game records, including
most career skins (121), most career money ($2,760,000). His 77 skins on the
front nine are more than every other competitor’s total skins. Raymond Floyd
is the next closest with a total of 69 skins. Nicklaus is second to Floyd (47 skins)
for most back-nine skins with 46. Tom Watson has 63 total skins in this event
and earnings of $1,475,000.

A combined total of 10 birdies were made in the competition compared to the 19
birdies made by the four teams in the 2010 Kaanapali Champions Skins Game
competition, but there were no eagles recorded. In the 24-year history of this
event, there have only been five eagles made and Jack Nicklaus has made four
of them. Tom Watson also recorded an eagle in 2004.

For the first time at Kaanapali, all four teams earned money in the competition.
All four teams earned money in the 2007 event at Wailea Golf Club on Maui.

The playoff in 2011 marked the 20th time in 24 events that extra holes were
needed to decide the title. The extra holes in 2011 ran the total number of play-
off holes to 43 in event history.

Tom Lehman sank a 6-foot birdie putt on the final hole to win the Allianz Cham-
pionship. Lehman drained his winning putt moments after Rod Spittle missed
a 6-foot birdie opportunity which would have given him a one-stroke lead. How-
ever, Spittle’s birdie attempt slid by the left side of the hole, leaving the door
open for Lehman. His putt earned him his third Champions Tour victory.

The win gave Tom Lehman a victory in each of the last three years. He teamed
with Bernhard Langer to win the Liberty Mutual Legends of Golf in 2009 and

then defeated Fred Couples and David Frost in a one-hole playoff at the 2010
Senior PGA Championship.

Olin Browne made an ace during the first round. Browne also had hole-in-ones
on both the Nationwide Tour and PGA TOUR, making him the fourth player to
do so. The others are Jim Thorpe, Chip Beck and Dave Barr.

Sunday’s scoring average was 71.900 and the average was 71.685, the highest
average in the five-year history of the tournament.

Bernhard Langer, the three-time Champions Tour Player of the Year, carded a
final-round 66 to easily win in Naples. Langer led Fred Funk by three strokes
after 10 holes Sunday, but his lead was trimmed to two for the only time in the
final round after he fluffed his third shot from a greenside bunker at the par-4
11th and needed to convert a 7-foot putt for a bogey. Funk was unable to apply
any pressure the rest of the way, making par on his last six holes. Langer iced
the tournament when he hit a wedge 3 feet from the par-5 14th hole and made
a short birdie putt after Funk missed his birdie effort from 10 feet.

Bernhard Langer’s 20-under-par 196 total was an ACE Group Classic tour-
nament record, one stroke better than the previous mark of 19-under 197 by
Jimmy Powell at The Vineyards in 1992.

Bernhard Langer picked up his 14th career title on the Champions Tour in his

71st start on the circuit. With his win, Langer moved into a tie for 15th on the
all-time victory list, with Raymond Floyd, Jay Haas, Dave Stockton and Tom
Watson. As a comparison, Hale Irwin won his 14th of 45 career Champions
Tour wins in his 62nd start, while Lee Trevino won his 14th of 29 career Cham-
pions Tour titles in his 66th career start.

The last group continues to be a good place to play the final round of The ACE
Group Classic. Bernhard Langer became the 11th consecutive player to win
from the final grouping Sunday at this event. The last winner of this event to not
play in the final grouping was Lanny Wadkins in 2000.

Bernhard Langer’s four-stroke margin of victory is the largest at The ACE Group
Classic since Allen Doyle won by a tournament-record five strokes in 1999.

Nick Price two-putted for par on the final hole and then watched Mark Wiebe’s
14-foot birdie putt slide by the hole giving him a one-stroke victory in Newport
Beach. It was Price’s fourth Champions Tour title and third in the last 11 months.
Price started the day with a two-stroke edge over Wiebe and pushed it to three
after a birdie at No. 10. Price’s bogey at No. 12 dropped it back to two strokes
and then Wiebe cut it to one with a birdie at No. 15. However, neither could
make a birdie over the final three holes and Price emerged with the win.

Nick Price matched the Champions Tour’s 18-hole scoring record in the opening
round, posting an 11-under-par 60 in the opening round. Isao Aoki set the mark
in 1997 at the Emerald Coast Classic, and it was later matched by five others
prior to this year’s tournament, including Tom Purtzer at this event in 2004.

Nick Price’s five-stroke margin on Friday tied the largest 18-hole lead in Cham-
pions Tour history and he became the first wire-to-wire winner of the event.

Lee Trevino bettered his age for the first time in his career when he fired a
1-under-par 70 Friday. Two days later Trevino matched his age with a final-
round, even-par 71. Trevino had matched his age in 2006 when he closed with
a second-round 66 at the AT&T Championship.

Nick Price’s 36-hole total of 128 was a 36-hole tournament record.

Joe Ozaki played in the final pairing on the final day for the first time in his
Champions Tour career, a span of 101 career starts. Ozaki tied for third.

Gil Morgan matched his age for the first time in his career when he fired a
7-under-par 64 in the second round.

Ian Baker-Finch finished tied for 78th in his Champions Tour debut.

Defending champion Fred Couples finished tied for fifth in his second Champi-
ons Tour start of the year.

Tom Lehman bogeyed his first hole to drop back into a tie at 12-under-par with
Jeff Sluman, but the former PGA TOUR Player of the Year put down the ac-
celerator and pulled away from the field for a four-stroke victory at Fallen Oak.
Lehman birdied Nos. 4, 6 and 8 to build a three-stroke margin at the turn and
never looked back. It was his second win of the season.

Tom Lehman shot a blistering, 7-under-par 29 on the back nine on his way to
a course-record 8-under-par 64 in the second round. His 64 matched his low
round on the Champions Tour. He shot a closing-round, 8-under-par 64 in the
Mitsubishi Electric Championship at Hualalai earlier in the year.

Tom Lehman’s win came 20 years after he won on the Nationwide Tour, at Win-
dance Country Club in Gulfport, MS, in a playoff with Tim Straub and John
Wilson. One of the other competitors in that event was Olin Browne, who tied
for fifth at Windance, the same position he finished at Fallen Oak in 2011.

Hale Irwin reached a milestone with his tie-for-seventh finish. It marked the
200th top-10 finish in his career.

Mark Brooks tied for 18th in his Champions Tour debut, and fellow “rookie” Jim
Gallagher, Jr., tied for 45th.

Jay Don Blake and Art Ensley (Houston, TX) teamed to capture the pro-am
portion of the Outback Steakhouse Pro-Am. The pair finished with a 54-hole

total of 25-under-par 188. It was Ensley’s fourth appearance in the tournament.
John Cook and his partner Todd Wagner finished two behind.

Tom Lehman fell short in his quest to equal Hale Irwin’s all-time record of 13
straight sub-70 rounds, shooting a 2-over 73 in the first round of the Outback
Steakhouse Pro-Am.

Two players who hadn’t played a Champions Tour event in more than a year
returned at the Outback Steakhouse Pro-Am.

Kenny Perry and Scott Hoch both missed short par putts on the second playoff
hole, handing the Legends Division title to Mark McNulty/David Eger. McNulty
and Eger teamed for a final-round, 11-under 61 to post a 27-under-par score,
but Perry almost holed a birdie putt on the final hole of regulation that would
have won the tournament outright, lipping out from 25 feet. After both teams
made par on the first extra hole, all four players missed the 18th green with their
approach shots on the second extra hole. McNulty first saved his par from just
left of the green, chipping to within 3 feet of the hole and converting the par save.
Hoch then missed his par bid from the same distance. Just when it looked as if
the playoff would be extended to a third extra hole, Perry pulled his putt from 3
feet, giving McNulty and Eger the win.

Notes:

The win was the eighth official title for Mark McNulty and his first Champions
Tour win since the 2009 Principal Charity Classic. For David Eger, it was his
fourth victory on the circuit and first since last year’s Mississippi Gulf Resort
Classic.

David Eger and Mark McNulty played together in 2008 (tied for 10th) and 2009
(tied for 16th) but did not play as a team in 2010 due to McNulty’s knee replace-
ment. In 2010, Eger teamed with Ronnie Black to tie for 17th.

For the third consecutive year, a team has come from off the pace to win. David
Eger and Mark McNulty rallied from four strokes back to win the Legends Di-
vision in a playoff, and it equaled the biggest come-from-behind win in the long
history of this event.

The playoff in 2011 was the third consecutive in the Legends Division at the
Westin Savannah Harbor Resort & Spa and all have gone two holes.

Defending champions Nick Price and Mark O’Meara tied for 12th.

Mark Wiebe/Russ Cochran combined to shoot a 12-under 60 in the final round,
equaling the low round of the tournament (Wayne Levi/Keith Fergus in the sec-
ond round).

With ideal scoring conditions during the week, 25 teams in the Legends Division
had 54-hole totals of 20-under-par or better, a record at this event. In 2008, 16
teams had three-round scores of 20-under or better.

Liberty Mutual donated $100 to the Chaplains’ Consolidated Tithes and Offering
Fund at Hunter Army Airfield Fund for every birdie made on the par 3s during
the Liberty Mutual Legends of Golf. Teams made a total of 139 birdies on the
par 3s during the three tournament rounds.

Tom Lehman won the 2011 Regions Tradition when Peter Senior lipped out a
5-foot par putt on the second playoff hole. It appeared as if Senior was in the
driver’s seat on the first playoff hole, but he missed a 15-foot birdie putt and
Lehman was able to get up and down from the collection area right of the 18th
green, making a 5-foot par putt of his own. On the second extra hole, Senior
missed the green to the right in the same collection area from where Lehman
had just played, he chipped 5 feet past the flag. Lehman’s 21-foot birdie putt
missed right, but he won the event after Senior’s par attempt to extend the over-
time session missed. Lehman played the last 27 holes without a bogey and
made two key par saves in regulation (10th hole from 15 feet, 17th hole after a
bad drive in the trees) that allowed him to get into the playoff.

Tom Lehman claimed his third victory of the 2011 season in his seventh event
of the year.

Tom Lehman has won a pair of Champions Tour major titles, with both victories
coming in playoffs. In 2010, Lehman won the Senior PGA Championship at Col-
orado Golf Club near Denver, defeating both Fred Couples and David Frost in
overtime.

Tom Lehman went over the $1-million mark in season earnings in just his sev-
enth event of 2011. A year earlier, Fred Couples set an all-time record for quick-

est to seven figures in earnings in a season, doing so in his sixth event, the
Liberty Mutual Legends of Golf.

The playoff between Peter Senior and Tom Lehman was the eighth in the 23-
year history of the Regions Tradition and second overtime session in the last
three years. Since 2008, the Champions Tour has had at least one playoff in a
major championship during the year.

Australian Peter Senior matched his career-best Champions Tour finish with a
runner-up performance at the Regions Tradition. Senior’s previous-best effort in
a Champions Tour event came in Birmingham in 2010 when he tied for second
at the old Regions Charity Classic at Ross Bridge.

Loren Roberts’ final-round 65 was the low round of the day and matched
the low round of the tournament (Mark Calcavecchia/second round, Kenny
Perry/second round). The final-round 65 also allowed Roberts to become the
only player to finish among the top five in the last two professional events at
Shoal Creek. Roberts tied for fifth in the 1990 PGA Championship.

Players made 14 eagles at Shoal Creek during the week, but only one came
on a par-4 (Jeff Sluman/No. 7 in the final round). Gil Morgan, the 1997 and
1998 Tradition champion, was the only player to make a pair of eagles during
the week.

Ten years and two days after winning his first Senior PGA Championship, Tom
Watson added a second to his resume when he made a 3-foot birdie putt on the
first extra hole to defeat David Eger and claim the title. Both Eger and Watson
missed short putts on the final hole in regulation which would have given them
the win. However, in the playoff, after Eger missed his birdie opportunity from 10
feet, Watson made his 3-footer for the win after blasting out from a bunker from
45 feet away.

Tom Watson became the third-oldest winner in Champions Tour history at 61
years, 8 months, 25 days. He was also the oldest winner of a major champi-
onship since the Champions Tour began in 1980. Hale Irwin previously held
that distinction when he won the 2004 Senior PGA Championship here at Val-
halla at age 59 years, 11 months, 28 days.

Tom Watson’s six Champions Tour major titles tied him with Gary Player. Jack
Nicklaus leads all players with eight major titles followed by Hale Irwin with
seven. Watson has won a combined 14 major titles, including eight on the PGA
TOUR.

Tom Watson eclipsed the $24-million mark in all time earnings with his win
($24,008,243).

Hale Irwin’s fourth-place finish was his best in a senior major championship
since he was second at the 2005 Ford Senior Players Championship. It was
Irwin’s best in a Senior PGA Championship since he won in 2004.

Defending champion Tom Lehman tied for 22nd after shooting a final-round 77.

Sonny Skinner had the best showing by one of the 12 club professionals who
made the cut. He tied for 45th.

Sunday’s playoff was the fourth consecutive on the Champions Tour in 2011.
The last time there were four straight playoffs was in 2005, the first of those
coming at the Senior PGA Championship at Laurel Valley Golf Club when Mike
Reid defeated Dana Quigley and Jerry Pate.

Steve Pate tied for eighth in his Champions Tour debut.

Bob Gilder’s downhill 30-foot birdie putt on the final hole, coupled with Mark
Brooks’ three-putt bogey from 25 feet gave the 2011 Principal Charity Classic
an improbable winner. Brooks led from the opening round until the last hole. He
clung to a one-stroke lead after salvaging a bogey with an eight-foot putt after
hitting his second shot on the par-4 17th into the water. Brooks appeared to be
in control after hitting his second shot on the green and appeared to need only
a two-putt to win. Gilder then holed his dramatic putt to temporarily tie Brooks
at 14-under. Brooks then ran his birdie putt five feet past the hole and missed
his comeback effort for par handing the event to Gilder. Gilder trailed Brooks by
four strokes heading to the 15th tee but inched to within two strokes after making
birdies at both the 15th and 16th holes.

With his win, Bob Gilder joined Jay Haas as the second multiple winner of The
Principal Charity Classic. He also won at Glen Oaks in 2002.

At 60 years, 6 months, 5 days, Bob Gilder became the oldest winner of The

Principal Charity Classic. It was just the 20th time in 943 official events on the
Champions Tour that a player over age 60 has won.

Bob Gilder’s victory, coupled with 61-year-old Tom Watson’s victory the previ-
ous week at the Senior PGA Championship, marked the first time in Champions
Tour history that players over 60 have won back-to-back events.

Keith Fergus carded an 8-under 63 to not only tie the tournament’s 18-hole
record, but he also posted his career-low Champions Tour score. Fergus joined
John Bland (second round, 2002), Massy Kuramoto (third round, 2007) and
Tommy Armour III (first round, 2010) with the fourth 63 in Principal Charity
Classic history.

John Huston, a seven-time winner on the PGA TOUR, shot a final-round 67
and tied for 16th in his Champions Tour debut. Damon Green, best known as
Zach Johnson’s caddie on the PGA TOUR, shot 3-under 68 and tied for 46th in
his first Champions Tour start.

Mark Wiebe won the Greater Hickory Classic at Rock Barn when, on the third
playoff hole, he two-putted from 40 feet for a par and then watched James Ma-
son three-putt from 25 feet for a bogey, missing a five-foot par effort that would
have extended the overtime session. In regulation, Mason two-putted the par-5
18th hole from 25 feet for a birdie to tie Wiebe at 19-under. Both players played
the 18th again and Wiebe hit a wedge to within 12 feet and made the birdie putt.
However, Mason answered with a seven-footer of his own and then play was im-
mediately suspended by lightning in the area for 1:05 before the 18th could be
played again. After Wiebe’s third shot stopped nine feet from the hole, Mason
pulled his third with a wedge into the back bunker, but he managed to get up
and down for par, holing a clutch 7-foot putt. Wiebe’s birdie putt for the win slid
just past the hole, forcing a deciding third extra hole at the par-3 17th.

This marked the second consecutive year that a player came from off the pace
to win this event. Prior to Gary Hallberg’s victory at Rock Barn in 2010, four
straight tournaments in Hickory were won by the 36-hole leader/co-leader.

The Champions Tour’s all-time record for most birdies made in a 54-hole tour-
nament was shattered as players made 1,147 birdies in regulation at this year’s
Greater Hickory Classic at Rock Barn. The old mark was set at the 2010 Allianz
Championship, when players made 1,012 birdies on the Old Course at Broken
Sound.

Loren Roberts (tied for fifth), Hal Sutton (tied for 15th) and Peter Senior (tied
for 31st) all turned in bogey-free tournaments, marking the first time in Cham-
pions Tour history that as many as three players were bogey-free in the same
event.

With 69 of the 81 players in the Greater Hickory Classic at Rock Barn field shoot-
ing sub-par rounds on Friday, it smashed the previous-best sub-par numbers for

any round on the Champions Tour in a 54-hole event (63 in the third round of the
2000 Gold Rush Classic).

There were seven eagles made during the Greater Hickory Classic at Rock Barn
and Tom Kite had three of them. Kite became the first player in Champions Tour
history to make a trio of eagles on the same nine (second round) and just the
sixth player overall to make three eagles in a round.

Tom Kite’s 8-under 28 on the back nine (his first nine) during the second round
tied Mike Goodes’ nine-hole record set the day before. It also bested the
previous-low back-nine score in tournament history–30 (Jim Thorpe, second
round in 2003, R.W. Eaks, first round in 2007 and Olin Browne, second round
in 2009).

Mark Wiebe and James Mason’s 19-under 197 total was a Greater Hickory
Classic at Rock Barn tournament record. The previous-best for 54 holes at this
event was 18-under 198 by Jay Haas in 2009 and Gary Hallberg in 2010. This
was the first time since 2005 that the winner shot in the 60s all three days.

The cumulative scoring average of 69.008 for the event was easily an all-time
Champions Tour record in relation to par since records were first kept in 1988.
Seventy-two of the 81 players in the field who started broke par.

Defending champion Gary Hallberg tied for 52nd after closing with 5-under 67
Sunday.

Wayne Levi disqualified himself from the tournament Sunday morning after he
discovered he had signed for a 3 at the ninth hole when he actually had made a
4 during the second round. Levi was at 6-under (tied for 38th) through 36 holes
before calling rules officials with the infraction.

John Huston closed with a 7-under-par 65 and had just one bogey on his card
as he cruised to a three-stroke victory. It was just his third Champions Tour
start. Huston started the day two strokes behind 36-hole leader Mark Wiebe,
but a three-hole stretch on the back nine led to Wiebe’s eventual downfall. After
birdies on Nos. 10 and 11, which allowed him to maintain his two-stroke advan-
tage, he made three consecutive bogeys, on Nos. 12-14, to relinquish the lead
for good.

John Huston’s win comes just 25 days after turning 50, making him the 11th-
youngest winner in Champions Tour history (tied with Dale Douglass) .

The win came in John Huston’s 156th start since his last victory, at the 2003
Southern Farm Bureau Classic.

One of the keys for John Huston in the tournament was his play on the back
nine. He did not make a bogey in any of his three rounds and was a combined
9-under-par.

Nick Price went over the $1-million mark in season earnings for the fourth
straight year with his second-place check ($154,000).

Mark Wiebe’s string of consecutive holes without a bogey ended at 75 when he
bogeyed No. 12 Sunday. The 36-hole leader finished third.

Hale Irwin’s tie for 10th was the 203rd of his illustrious career, tying him with
Bob Charles for the most top-10 finishes in Champions Tour history.

Local favorite Joey Sindelar tied for fourth, his highest finish since the Allianz
Championship in February, 2010 (tied for third). Sindelar was the only player in
the field to post three sub-70 rounds (68-69-68).

Peter Jacobsen posted his first top-10 finish since the Walmart First Tee Open
at Pebble Beach in 2007 (tied for 10th) when he tied for sixth this year at En-
Joie.

John Cook posted a bogey-free, 6-under-par 66 and claimed his second title in
Canada when he prevailed by three strokes over Chien Soon Lu. Cook started
the day one stroke behind Lu but grabbed the lead with two quick birdies on Nos.
1 and 2. He pushed his lead to three at the turn, and a birdie at No. 10 gave
him a four-stroke margin. Lu birdied Nos. 13 and 14 to close the gap, but Cook
made a clutch par putt at No. 15 from 12 feet and added a birdie at No. 17 to
lead by two going to the final hole. Cook had just one bogey over his final 51
holes.

With his victory, John Cook won for the third time in 2011, joining Tom Lehman
with a trio of titles. Cook also won the Mitsubishi Electric Championship at
Hualalai and the Outback Steakhouse Pro-Am.

John Cook’s win was also eighth of his Champions Tour career and his sec-
ond Tour win in Canada. He won the PGA TOUR’s 1983 Canadian Open in a

six-hole playoff with Johnny Miller at Glen Abbey.

John Cook has finished first and second in two starts at the Montreal Cham-
pionship. He was the 36-hole leader in 2010 before being passed in the final
round by Larry Mize.

Canada’s Rod Spittle (tied for seventh) broke the tournament scoring record
when he closed with a 10-under-par 62, two better than his career low on the
Champions Tour (two times).

Chien Soon Lu’s second-place finish was the second runner-up performance
of his career. He tied for second at the 2010 JELD-WEN Tradition in Oregon.

The field rolled up 1,059 birdies for the week along with 29 eagles. Overall, the
field scoring average was 69.219.

Jeff Sluman made it three wins in his last four starts at the Nature Valley First
Tee Open at Pebble Beach when he prevailed by two strokes at the famed North-
ern California venue. Sluman, who won the event in 2008 and 2009, started the
day three strokes behind 36-hole leader Jay Haas. However, Sluman was able
to avoid the pitfalls the others faced on Sunday on a course that became more
difficult as the week progressed. Sluman made birdies at Nos. 13 and 14 on
the back nine and despite a bogey at No. 15, he parred his final three holes,
including a great save from the bunker at No. 17. Haas was among three others
who led or shared the lead on Sunday. However, after a quick start with con-
secutive birdies on Nos. 1 and 2, he played his final 16 holes in five-over-par.
A disastrous three-hole stretch (Nos. 10-12) ended Mark Brooks’ chances and
two double bogeys and a bogey proved Bobby Clampett’s downfall.

The win was Jeff Sluman’s fourth on the Champions Tour. In addition to three
wins at Pebble Beach, his other victory came at the 2008 Bank of America
Championship.

Jeff Sluman’s 54-hole total of 10-under-par 206 matched his winning total from
2009, the highest winning score in tournament history. Sluman’s 2-under-par 70
matched the highest final round score by a winner (Ted Schulz in 2010).

Jeff Sluman credited part of his victory to his birdies on No. 14 on the week-
end. It ranked as the second most difficult hole on the course for the tournament.
Overall, Sluman had 17 birdies, the most by a winner since Hale Irwin in 2005.

In his first appearance on the Champions Tour since suffering a wrist injury at
the Liberty Mutual Legends of Golf in late April, Russ Cochran fired a bogey-
free 7-under-par 65 in the first round which included a run of six straight birdies
on his second nine (Nos. 3-8 at Pebble Beach), eclipsing the old tournament
record of five consecutive birdies by five different players. Cochran’s six straight
birdies also equaled the 2011 best streak on the Champions Tour–Tom Lehman
(Senior PGA Championship), Mike Goodes (Greater Hickory Classic at Rock
Barn).

With his tie for second, Jay Haas has recorded six top-10 finishes in seven starts
in this tournament. It was Haas’ third second-place finish here. He was second
in 2004 and tied for second in 2006.

Brad Bryant’s tie-for-second performance was his best showing since he tied
for second at the 2008 AT&T Champions Classic in California.

Russ Cochran broke away from a crowded leaderboard, making six birdies in
his first 10 holes, and then held off Mark Calcavecchia down the stretch to win
by two strokes. The turning point on Sunday came in a span of two minutes on
the front nine. Both players were tied for the lead until Cochran holed an 8-foot
birdie putt at No. 7 just moments after Calcavecchia four-putted the par-3 ninth
hole from 18 feet for a double bogey. With a three-stroke lead, Cochran added
a short birdie at No. 8 and his margin increased to five strokes after he made
another birdie at No. 10.

Russ Cochran’s win was his third career Champions Tour victory in his 50th
start.

Russ Cochran won his first major championship in his 11th attempt. His
previous-best finishes in majors were ties for third at the 2009 U.S. Senior Open
at Crooked Stick and at the 2010 Senior British Open at Carnoustie. This was
his third appearance in the event.

Russ Cochran became the first left-hander to win a major on the Champions
Tour since Bob Charles claimed his second Senior British Open in 1993 when
it was an unofficial event.

Russ Cochran’s win earned him a check for $315,600 and an exemption into
the 2012 British Open at Royal Lytham & St. Annes.

For the first time since 2002, the Senior British Open was decided by more than
one stroke or in a playoff. Japan’s Noboru Sugai defeated John Irwin by two
strokes that year at Royal County Down in Northern Ireland.

Fred Funk turned in Sunday’s low round. He used a run of five straight birdies to
post a 6-under 66. Funk’s score was one of only eight rounds in the 60s Sunday
and moved him up 14 spots into a tie for seventh in the final standings.

Defending champion Bernhard Langer tied for 12th. It was Langer’s first Cham-
pions Tour appearance since he recovered from thumb surgery in March.

England’s Barry Lane (fifth) and Mike Goodes (tied for seventh) were the only
players in the field with four straight sub-par scores at Walton Heath.

It was quite a week in London for Russ Cochran’s two sons. Reed, taking a
short break from law school, was on his father’s bag for his first major champi-
onship. Older son Ryan, a former collegiate golfer at Florida, caddied for Mike
Goodes at Walton Heath and Goodes tied for seventh.

Olin Browne’s first Champions Tour victory was a memorable one as he cap-
tured the first major championship of his career. Browne had started the day two
strokes better than Mark O’Meara, but O’Meara pulled even with a birdie at the
fourth hole. The two remained tied at 14-under from Nos. 8-12 before O’Meara’s
bogey at No. 13 dropped him out of a share of the lead. Browne would never
trail after that, building his margin to two strokes when O’Meara bogeyed No. 16.
Browne sealed the win with a 30-foot birdie putt on the final hole.

Olin Browne’s wire-to-wire victory earned him a check for $500,000, the largest
of his Champions Tour career. He was the first wire-to-wire winner of this cham-
pionship since Dale Douglass in 1986.

Olin Browne became the fifth player to post his first Champions Tour win in the
U.S. Senior Open. He joins Roberto De Vicenzo (1980), Larry Laoretti (1992),
Don Pooley (2002) and Peter Jacobsen (2004).

Olin Browne has won at least one event on the PGA TOUR, Champions Tour
and Nationwide Tour, joining Ron Streck, Keith Fergus, Tom Lehman and
Gary Hallberg.

Olin Browne’s opening-round 64 was the lowest score in the first round by a
winner in this tournament. The old mark was 65 by Peter Jacobsen in 2004.

Olin Browne set a U.S. Senior Open nine-hole scoring record, with a 5-under-
par 29 on the back nine in the third round. Browne’s 29 broke the nine-hole
scoring record of 30 set in 1983 by Richard King. It had been matched 15

times, most recently by Browne on the front nine in the 2010 final round at Sa-
halee CC.

Olin Browne’s 54-hole total of 198 was the best 54-hole total in tournament
history, breaking Simon Hobday’s 199 mark in 1994.

Hale Irwin became the Champions Tour’s all-time leader in top-10 finishes with
his tie for fourth. It was the 204th top-10 of his career, one more than Bob
Charles had in his career. Irwin also has 31 top-10 finishes in majors, one more
than Jack Nicklaus had in his career. Irwin also has eight top-five finishes in
this event to lead all players in that category.

Hale Irwin fired a 5-under-par 66 Saturday, matching his age for the second time
in his career. He posted a 65 at the 2010 AT&T Championship in San Antonio.

Mark Calcavecchia was the only player in the field who posted four consecutive
rounds in the 60s.

Defending champion Bernhard Langer tied for ninth.

Dale Douglass made his 600th career Champions Tour start, and it was also
his record 26th consecutive U.S. Open appearance. Douglass, the winner of the
1986 U.S. Senior Open, had been tied with Arnold Palmer at 25 consecutive
appearances before his record-setting start in 2011.

D. A. Weibring made the 18th ace in tournament history and the first since
2007 when he made a hole-in-one at No. 3 in the second round. Weibring used
a 6-iron on the 170-yard hole.

Haas shared the lead with Perry
and Lehman when he went to the 18th tee, but after hitting his second shot on
the green in two, all he needed was a two-putt birdie from 30 feet. He rolled his
third shot to within a foot and sank the putt for the win.

Jay Haas ended a winless streak of 41 events with his victory. Before triumph-
ing in Minnesota, the last title came at the 2009 Constellation Energy Senior
Players Championship in Maryland.

It was Jay Haas’ 15th career victory, moving him to 15th place on the all-time
Champions Tour victory list.

Jay Haas (first round) became the first player since Jeff Sluman to make an
ace and go on to win the event. Sluman did so at the 2009 Walmart First Tee
Open at Pebble Beach. Haas’ first hole-in-one of his Champions Tour career
came when he aced No. 4 with a 5-iron on the 180-yard hole. It was the ninth
ace in tournament history.

Hale Irwin matched his age for the second consecutive week and the third time
in his career when he fired a 6-under-par 66 on Sunday. Irwin also added an-
other top-10 finish (tied for eighth) to his record career total, increasing the num-
ber to 205.

Olin Browne posted his best score on the Champions Tour with a final-round,
9-under-par 63. The round helped him vault 40 places from a tie for 48th to a tie
for eighth at the finish. The tie-for-eighth performance moved him over the $1
million mark in season earnings for the first time.

Brad Faxon tied for 53rd in his first Champions Tour appearance. Fred Couples
tied for 26th in his first Tour start since May.

Perhaps the most bizarre stat of the event was the tournament scoring average.
The field averaged 70.333 for the three rounds, the exact average as in 2010.
In addition, there were 104 rounds in the 60s, the same number as the year
before.

Fred Couples made a 3-foot birdie putt on the third playoff hole to defeat John
Cook for his first senior major championship. Couples trailed Cook by one stroke
with three holes to play in regulation, but Cook opened the door for Couples at
the par-3 16th by making bogey after a poor pitch shot from short of the green.
Couples was over the green on the 225-yard hole, but he managed to save par
and force a tie by holing a 15-foot putt just after Cook missed his par effort from
25 feet. After both players made routine pars on the final two holes of regulation
and the first playoff hole, Couples appeared to have the advantage when he hit
the par-5, 18th hole in two. However, he squandered the opportunity to win by
three-putting for par from 70 feet. The duo went back to the par-4 17th hole.
Cook pulled his wedge shot from the fairway 18 feet left of the hole. Couples,
just barely in the right rough, launched a sand wedge shot that stopped a mere
3 feet from the hole. After Cook missed his birdie putt, Couples tapped in for the
victory.

The playoff was the fourth in the 29-year history of the Constellation Energy Se-
nior Players Championship and the second consecutive. In 2010, Mark O’Meara
defeated Michael Allen in overtime. All three of the other playoffs at this event
went only one hole.

Fred Couples claimed his first Champions Tour major championship in his fifth
appearance in a senior major and joined Jack Nicklaus and Raymond Floyd
as just the third player to claim both a PLAYERS Championship title and a Con-
stellation Energy Senior Players Championship crown.

Fred Couples ensured himself of an exemption into the season-opening Mit-
subishi Electric Championship at Hualalai for the next five years. He also earned
an exemption into the 2012 PLAYERS Championship.

John Cook’s playoff loss was the third time he’s lost an overtime session in a
Champions Tour major championship. Cook fell to Bruce Vaughan at the 2008
Senior British Open at Royal Troon and also lost to Mike Reid in a playoff at the
2009 JELD-WEN Tradition at Crosswater near Bend, OR.

Peter Senior’s third-place finish made him the only player to place among the
top 10 in four of the Champions Tour’s five majors in 2011. Senior lost in a play-
off at the Regions Tradition, tied for fifth at the Senior PGA Championship and
was sixth at the U.S. Senior Open.

Chip Beck’s final-round 65 was the low score Sunday and matched the low
round of the championship (Jeff Sluman/first round, Joe Ozaki/second round).

Mark Calcavecchia two-putted for birdie on the first playoff hole to defeat Russ
Cochran for his first victory on the Champions Tour. Calcavecchia appeared to
be in the driver’s seat on the final hole of regulation after two-putting for birdie
from 25 feet. However, Cochran forced overtime by holing a 12-foot eagle putt
after knocking his second shot on the green on the par-5 with a hybrid club
from 235 yards. Both players were locked in a duel on the back nine and Cal-
cavecchia broke the deadlock by chipping in for birdie at No. 16. After Cochran
appeared to answer back by rifling a 6-iron shot to within a foot of the hole at the
211-yard, par-3 17th hole, Calcavecchia responded by holing an 18-foot birdie
putt from the collar of the green to maintain a one-stroke advantage. Both play-
ers matched Jim Rutledge’s 65 posted earlier in the day as the low round of the
tournament. Earlier in the year, Cochran out-dueled Calcavecchia at the Senior
British Open at Walton Heath near London.

The playoff was the third in the seven-year history of the Boeing Classic. In
2006, Tom Kite beat Keith Fergus in overtime and in 2007, Denis Watson
won a seven-man playoff, the most players ever in overtime in a Champions
Tour event.

For the first time in five years, the winner of this event did not post three straight
rounds in the 60s. In 2006, Tom Kite shot 71 in the first round and eventually

won in a playoff.

The winner of the Boeing Classic has now come from the final grouping in each
of the last four years.

This year’s overall scoring average (72.911) was the highest in the history of the
Boeing Classic. The previous high stroke average for the field at this event was
72.485 last year. Mark Brooks (72 in the first round) and Gary Hallberg (66 in
the second round) recorded the only bogey-free rounds for the week.

Chip Beck, who recorded his first top-10 finish in a major on the Champions
Tour at the previous week’s Constellation Energy Senior Players Championship
(tied for sixth), birdied four of the last five holes to finish third at the Boeing Clas-
sic. It was the first time since 2006, his first year on the Champions Tour, that
Beck has recorded back-to-back top-10 finishes in a season.

Sixty-six year old Hale Irwin recorded the first ace of his Champions Tour career
in the first round. He made it at the par-3 ninth hole with a 6-iron shot from 185
yards.

During the tournament it was announced that Boeing will continue as the title
sponsor of the Boeing Classic and TPC Snoqualmie Ridge will remain as the
host venue through 2014.

Jay Don Blake birdied the fifth extra hole to defeat John Cook in a playoff that
started with two other players –Mark O’Meara and Peter Senior. O’Meara and
Senior were eliminated with bogeys on the third extra hole. Blake’s win earned
him a bit of revenge since Cook had beaten him in a playoff earlier this year at
the Outback Steakhouse Pro-Am.

Jay Don Blake’s victory on Sunday came in his 424th start since his last victory
on the PGA TOUR at the 1991 Shearson Lehman Brothers Open in San Diego.
In 2010, Russ Cochran ended a similar winless string when he defeated Fred
Funk on the first extra hole of a playoff. It was Cochran’s 405th start since his
last victory at the 1991 Centel Western Open.

Sunday’s playoff was the third in succession as well as the eighth of the season.
It was one shy of the all-time Champions Tour record of nine, in 2002. There

were also eight playoffs in 1994 and 2005. It was also first four-man playoff
since the 2008 ACE Group Classic.

Mark O’Meara’s tie for second allowed him to earn $225,800, which increased
his 2011 earnings to $1,150,094, the fourth time in five years he has reached
the $1-million mark.

Chien Soon Lu aced No. 17 during the second round of the Songdo IBD Cham-
pionship. He used an 8-iron from 156 yards. It was his first on the Champions
Tour and the fifth of his career.

Bob Gilder tied for 47th in what was his 300th career Champions Tour start.

Defending champion Russ Cochran tied for 14th.

Kenny Perry, playing with a heavy heart after the death of his 59-year-old sis-
ter Kay on Saturday night, rallied from a double-bogey at the par-5 12th hole
by making a 30-foot eagle putt on the par-5 17th hole to win his first event on
the Champions Tour by one stroke over Jeff Sluman and John Huston. Perry
had a two-stroke lead over Sluman early on the back nine, but there was a
three-stroke swing when Sluman made a short birdie putt just before Perry hit a
5-wood second shot fat in the water at No. 12. After three straight pars, Perry
temporarily moved back into a tie for the lead with Sluman with a 10-foot birdie
putt at the par-4 16th. His eagle at the 17th gave him a two-stroke cushion that
allowed him to bogey the final hole and still win by one shot. Perry’s sister died
at Vanderbilt University Medical Center after a long battle with breast cancer two
years to the day after his mother Mildred passed away at age 79.

Kenny Perry claimed his first Champions Tour title in his 11th career start on the
circuit. Previous-best finishes were: T2nd - 2011 3M Championship, P2-2011
Liberty Mutual Legends of Golf (with Scott Hoch).

Kenny Perry ended a TOUR victory drought of 2 years, 3 months, 3 days (2009
Travelers Championship).

Kenny Perry became the second consecutive Kentuckian to win the SAS Cham-

pionship following Russ Cochran last year.

Kenny Perry became the first SAS Championship winner to make two double-
bogeys in the event and still go on to victory. Perry’s winning total of 11-under
205 was the highest winning 54-hole score in tournament history.

After going three years without a champion making an eagle, each of the last
three SAS Championship winners has made an eagle en route to victory. Kenny
Perry became the first SAS Championship winner since Hale Irwin (2005) to
make two eagles in the event.

In eight of the 11 SAS Championships, the winner has carded at least one round
of 66.

There were only four rounds in the 60s on Sunday (Mark Calcavecchia/Scott
Simpson, 68; Morris Hatalsky/Joey Sindelar, 69) after 12 sub-70 rounds on
Saturday and 23 sub-70 rounds on Friday. The overall scoring average this year
(72.657) was the highest since the 2005 event.

Defending champion Russ Cochran made a respectable title defense, finishing
fourth at Prestonwood this year.

Mother Nature might have been the winner on Sunday but Brad Faxon was
the beneficiary of torrential rains in the Houston area and he’ll take it. Faxon
claimed his first Champions Tour event without ever having to hit a shot in the
final round when a heavy afternoon downpour made the Tournament Course at
The Woodlands Country Club unplayable. After a delay of 1:42 (10:03-11:45
p.m CT) due to lightning, play was eventually stopped for the day at 12:46 p.m.
and the event was reduced to 36 holes. Faxon’s birdie late in the Saturday round
at No. 17, coupled with a wayward drive on the same hole by Eduardo Romero,
the leader at the time, resulted in a three-stroke swing that was the difference.
Faxon also eased ahead of Tommy Armour III with the six-foot birdie putt after
a 7-iron shot.

Brad Faxon won his first career title on the Champions Tour in his sixth career
start on the circuit and joined Bernhard Langer (2007) as the second player to
make the Insperity Championship his first title on the circuit.

Brad Faxon became the sixth overall first-time winner on the Champions Tour
this year and the fourth consecutive (Mark Calcavecchia/Boeing Classic, Jay
Don Blake/Songdo IBD Championship, Kenny Perry/SAS Championship), a
first on the circuit Tour since 2001.

At 50 years, 2 months, 8 days, Brad Faxon became the second-youngest win-
ner on the Champions Tour this year and ended a victory drought of 111 (106
PGA TOUR/5 Champions Tour) tournaments since the last of his eight career
PGA TOUR titles at the 2005 Buick Championship (5 years, 1 month, 10 days).

Brad Faxon became the 19th different winner on the Champions Tour this year,
the most on the Champions Tour since there were 21 in 2007.

Brad Faxon’s win, coupled with Kenny Perry’s victory the week before at the
SAS Championship, gave the Champions Tour back-to-back rookie winners for
the first time since 2008 - Bernhard Langer (Administaff Small Business Clas-
sic) and John Cook (AT&T Championship).

Brad Faxon joined Jay Haas (2006) as only the second player to win a rain-
shortened Insperity Championship. It marked the first time since the 2010 Out-
back Steakhouse Pro-Am (won by Hale Irwin) that a 54-hole Champions Tour
event was reduced to 36 holes.

Even though he didn’t win, Tommy Armour III’s runner-up performance without
hitting a shot on Sunday earned him a check for $149,500 and vaulted him up
10 spots into the top-30 and earned him an eventual spot in the Charles Schwab
Cup Championship.

Fred Couples set a new tournament 54-hole scoring mark and used a solid
back-nine to pull away for a seven-stroke victory over Mark Calcavecchia in the
27th annual AT&T Championship. Couples 54-hole total of 23-under-par 193
shattered Mark McNulty’s record of 18-under-par 195 set in 2004. McNulty’s
mark was set on the par-71 Oak Hills C.C. After making just one birdie over his
first 10 holes, Couples’ lead over Calcavecchia had shrunk to four strokes, but
Couples answered with birdies on Nos. 11 and 12 and added three more birdies
on three of the final four holes for his sixth career victory on the Champions Tour.
He closed his day by chipping in from 20 feet from behind the green on No. 18
for a birdie.

Fred Couples became the third multiple winner on the Champions Tour this
year, joining Tom Lehman and John Cook. Couples won the Constellation
Energy Senior Players Championship in August.

Fred Couples seven-stroke victory was the largest on the Champions Tour in
2011.

Fred Couples finished the tournament with 26 birdies, nine more than John
Cook and Mark Calcavecchia.

In five appearances at the AT&T Championship, John Cook owns two wins, a
pair of T3s and a fifth-place finish. He has earned $792,900, an average of
$158,580 per start. During this span, Cook has posted 14 of his 15 rounds in
the 60s.

For the second time in 2011, Peter Senior completed a tournament without
recording a bogey (Greater Hickory Classic at Rock Barn). It is the third time in
his career he has accomplished the feat. He also went bogey-free at the 2009
Regions Charity Classic where he tied for 12th.

For the second-consecutive year, there were no changes in the top 30 on the
money list at the completion of the final tournament before the season-ending
Charles Schwab Cup Championship at TPC Harding Park in San Francisco.

Monday qualifier Jeff Hart tied for sixth, which earned him a berth in the 2012
Allianz Championship in February in Boca Raton, FL, as a top-10 finisher not
otherwise exempt.

Defending champion Rod Spittle tied for 54th in defense of his title.

Jay Don Blake became the first player to win the Champions Tour’s season fi-
nale in his first appearance since Mark McNulty in 2004. Blake took a two-shot
lead into the final round and never relinquished it, winning by two over Michael
Allen, Mark Calcavecchia, Jay Haas and Loren Roberts.

Tom Lehman tied for 18th in the tournament but did enough to capture the
season-long Charles Schwab Cup by 74 points over Mark Calcavecchia.

Jay Don Blake earned 880 Charles Schwab Cup points for the victory and
vaulted from 13th to finish fourth in the season-long competition, with 1,803 total
points and a $200,000 bonus along with $440,000 first-place check.

Jay Don Blake’s win at the Charles Schwab Cup Championship was his sec-
ond title in his last five appearances (Songdo IBD Championship in Korea) on
the Champions Tour.

Jay Don Blake (two) joined Tom Lehman (three), John Cook (three) and Fred
Couples (two) as the fourth multiple winner on the Champions Tour in 2011.

Jay Don Blake’s victory at the Charles Schwab Cup Championship marked the
fourth consecutive year the winner has come from the last group. Blake also
continued a trend on the Champions Tour. The tournament winner has come
from the last group in every event since the Senior British Open in mid-July, a

string of 10 straight events. In all 18 of 24 tournament winners played in the final
group during the season.

Mark Wiebe posted the sixth hole-in-one in tournament history when he aced
No.3 in the second round. It was also one of six aces on the Champions Tour in
2011.

Jay Don Blake’s 72-hole score of 8-under 276 is the highest numerical score
in the Charles Schwab Cup Championship since Mark McNulty shot a 277 in
2004. It was also the highest score in relation to par since Jim Colbert fin-
ished with a score of 6-under-par 282 at the 1995 Dunes Golf and Beach Club
in Myrtle Beach, SC.

Tom Lehman claimed the Arnold Palmer Award as the Champions Tour’s lead-
ing money winner with $2,081,526. Mark Calcavecchia finished second with
$1,867,991 and John Cook was third with $1,747,075.

None of the 30 players in the field posted four consecutive sub-par rounds. The
last time that happened was in 2004.

Of the six total eagles recorded during the week, only three came on par-5 holes.

Two-time defending champion John Cook tied for 20th in defense of his title.

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PGA TOUR Anti-Doping Program

The objective of the PGA TOUR’s Anti-Doping Program is to aggressively deter the use of any prohibited substance. The key elements of the program include player
outreach and education, prohibited substances and methods, therapeutic use exemptions, testing protocol and procedure, and guidelines governing sanctions and
program administration. A summary of each of these elements follows.

Player Outreach and Education

All PGA TOUR players receive an Anti-Doping Program Manual that is updated annually. The manual contains significant detail about all aspects of the Program.
Information about the Program is posted on player-access websites. Players also have 24-hour-a-day confidential access to medical and program advisors who can
respond to any questions relating to specific substances, medications or testing procedures. Anti-Doping staff and medical experts will be on site at several tour stops
during the 2011 FedExCup schedule to answer any questions players may have about the Program.

Prohibited Substances

The PGA TOUR Prohibited Substances and Methods includes:

Anabolic Agents (e.g., steroids)
Hormones and Related Substances (e.g., human growth hormone, testosterone, EPO)
Agents with Anti-Estrogenic Activity (to artificially increase testosterone level)
Diuretics and other masking Agents
Stimulants (e.g. Ritalin)
Narcotics
Cannabinoids
Beta Blockers
Enhancement of Oxygen Transfer (blood doping)
Chemical and Physical Manipulation (tampering with a sample)
Gene Doping

Therapeutic Use Exemptions

The TOUR’s Anti-Doping Program includes a process for players to apply to receive a Therapeutic Use Exemption (TUE) to use a banned substance if there is a legitimate
medical need as determined by the TOUR’s medical committee.

This TUE medical committee is chaired by the TOUR’s anti-doping Medical Advisor, Tom Hospel, M.D. Dr. Hospel is Board Certified in Sports Medicine, has served as the
team physician for The Ohio State University and practices medicine with the Medical Advisor for the NFL Anti-Doping Program. The TUE medical committee also includes
a number of other highly regarded physicians from various medical disciplines.

Testing Protocol

As with the overall Anti-Doping Program, the TOUR’s primary objective with its testing protocol is to have a credible process that will aggressively and effectively deter the
use of any prohibited substance. Under the terms of the program, the TOUR has the authority to test players at any time or place. All testing will be without prior notice.
Testing done at tournament sites may be conducted both on practice/pro-am days and before or after competitive rounds. There is not a stated minimum or maximum
number of times a year that an individual player may be tested.

The TOUR takes significant steps to ensure that the confidentiality, security and integrity of the entire process is preserved for the membership. To implement the testing
process, the TOUR has engaged the National Center for Drug Free Sport (Drug Free Sport). Individuals employed by Drug Free Sport are specifically trained to ensure a
confidential and professional testing experience.

Drug Free Sport assists in the player education program in addition to conducting the actual testing. Drug Free Sport also provides drug testing or education services for
the national Football League (NFL), Major League Baseball (MLB), National Basketball Association (NBA), National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA) and hundreds of
colleges and universities.

Sanctions

Players who have been tested will be notified of the results by the TOUR Program Administrator. If it is determined that a player committed a violation of the Anti-Doping
Program, the player will be notified of the violation and the sanction. Players will have an opportunity to appeal a sanction which will be administered by a panel of
independent arbitrators.

Under the program, the TOUR has the authority to impose a variety of sanctions, which may include: disqualification, ineligibility for up to one year for a first violation, up to
five years for a second violation, and up to a lifetime ban for multiple violations, and fines up to $500,000.

In addition, for drugs of abuse (marijuana, certain narcotics, cocaine), the Commissioner will have the discretion to require treatment and rehabilitation in lieu of or in
addition to other sanctions.

For any player who fails a test and is issued sanctions, the TOUR will disclose that the player violated the TOUR’s Anti-Doping Program and will report the penalty.

Program Administration

Andy Levinson, Executive Director, Anti-Doping Program, is the Program Administrator. The TOUR engages outside policy and medical experts to assist in the
administration of the program, including player education programs and the testing process. The TOUR has worked closely with Richard Young, one of the world’s
foremost anti-doping experts and the principal draftsman of the World Anti-Doping Agency (WADA ) Code. Young has served on the WADA Board since 2004.
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Regulations

1. PGA TOUR Holds Exclusive Media Rights. PGA TOUR retains exclusive media rights (including, but not limited to, television (network, cable, IPTV, and

any other form of television), video, internet, mobile and radio) to all tournament competition on the PGA TOUR , Champions Tour and Nationwide Tour (each,

a “Tournament”) and all events surrounding such tournament competition (such as Pro-Ams, hospitality areas, draw parties, etc.).

2. Access. Each credential issued pursuant to these Media Regulations operates as temporary and conditional PGA TOUR authorization allowing only the

holder of such credential (the “Bearer”) representing an “Authorized Outlet” to access a tournament site during Tournament Week” and to gather information

and other content strictly in accordance with these Media Regulations. For purposes hereof, “Authorized Outlet” shall mean those media outlets recognized

and approved by PGA TOUR in its sole discretion and Tournament Week” shall mean Monday prior to the Tournament through the final day of the Tournament.

3. Use by Authorized Outlet Only. Unless separately authorized in writing by PGA TOUR , Bearers and Authorized Outlets may only use information and other

content collected in accordance with these Media Regulations as part of the Authorized Outlet’s editorial product delivered to end users. Such information and

other content may not otherwise be sold to third parties or used in any commercial manner (e.g., apparel, posters, memorabilia, etc); provided, however, to the

extent permitted by the relevant section of these Media Regulations, Authorized Outlets that are recognized by PGA TOUR as established wire and news

distribution services (e.g., AP ) may distribute the gathered information and other content (written stories, photos, audio and/or video comprised solely of an

Authorized Outlet employee/contractor providing commentary or analysis) to third party media organizations, who may use the information and other content

for editorial product as though generated by such third party media organizations themselves; provided, however, such third party media organizations will be

subject to these Media Regulations as though they had signed them.

4. Use of TOUR Marks. Each credential authorizes the Authorized Outlet(s) represented by the Bearer to use the trademark of the PGA TOUR , Champions

Tour or Nationwide Tour (as applicable) in the news and editorial coverage of such Tour and the applicable Tournament. It does not authorize the Authorized

Outlet (or the Bearer) to use such TOUR or Tournament trademarks in non-editorial contexts as any such use requires a separate written license from the

PGA TOUR and/or the applicable Tournament.

5. Television. Television broadcasters have the following limited right to use video highlights of Tournament competition on television (“Video Highlights”): a.

Video Highlights: (a) may not be broadcast in any geographic market until the exclusive broadcaster(s) of the Tournament in such geographic market has

concluded its telecast of that day’s live or initial air coverage, (b) shall not be in excess of three minutes per day from each Tour (up to a maximum of six

minutes total across all three Tours), (c) may not purport to be live, play-by-play coverage from the Tournament course, (d) must be part of a regularly

scheduled news program, (e) may not be distributed on any non-television platform unless approved pursuant to a PGA TOUR license agreement, (f) may not

be sold, distributed, syndicated or provided in any other manner to any other entity, (g) may not be broadcast or used for any other purpose after forty-eight

hours from the conclusion of the applicable Tournament, and (h) may not be used in any direct or indirect commercial manner. b. Live reporting in excess of

three minutes per day from the Tournament site, including without limitation, the Tournament course, Media Center, press room and designated interview area,

all as determined by the PGA TOUR in its sole discretion, is prohibited without the prior written approval of PGA TOUR. Further, no live Tournament

competition may be visible in the background during any live reporting. c. PGA TOUR is the absolute owner of any and all Video Highlights or other video

coverage (golf competition or otherwise) shot at the Tournament site during the Tournament Week and may request copies thereof. Such Video Highlights or

other video coverage will be provided to PGA TOUR upon request (PGA TOUR will pay industry standard copying and shipping costs). 

6. Radio. Radio broadcasters have the following limited right to use audio highlights of Tournament competition on radio (“Audio Highlights”): a. Audio Highlights:

(a) may not be broadcast in any geographic market until the exclusive broadcaster(s) of the Tournament in such geographic market has concluded its telecast

of that day’s live or initial air coverage, (b) shall not be in excess of three minutes per day from each Tour (up to a maximum of six minutes total across all

three Tours), (c) may not purport to be live, play-by-play coverage from the Tournament course, (d) must be part of a regularly scheduled news program, (e)

may not be distributed on any non-radio platform unless approved pursuant to a PGA TOUR license agreement, (f) may not be sold, distributed, syndicated or

provided in any other manner to any other entity, (g) may not be broadcast or used for any other purpose after forty-eight hours from the conclusion of the

applicable Tournament, and (h) may not be used in any direct or indirect commercial manner. b. Live reporting in excess of three minutes per day from the

Tournament site, including without limitation, the course, Media Center, press room and designated interview area, all as determined by the PGA TOUR in its

sole discretion, is prohibited without the prior written approval of PGA TOUR . c. PGA TOUR is the absolute owner of any and all Audio Highlights or other

audio coverage (golf action or otherwise) recorded at the Tournament site during Tournament Week and may request copies thereof. Such coverage will be

provided to PGA TOUR upon request (PGA TOUR will pay industry standard copying and shipping costs). d. PGA TOUR may authorize a local sports station

to broadcast from the Tournament site; provided, however, such coverage shall be subject to these Media Regulations unless otherwise specifically approved

by PGA TOUR in writing.
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7. Internet. a. Audio and Video. The distribution of audio and video coverage on internet sites shall be limited to coverage obtained in the Media Center and

designated interview areas, all as determined by the PGA TOUR in its sole discretion. Coverage on the internet shall not include video footage or an audio

description (e.g., play-byplay) of Tournament competition. Such audio and video coverage shall be referred to hereinafter as “Internet Coverage”. i. Internet

Coverage (a) may not be broadcast in any geographic market until the exclusive broadcaster(s) of the Tournament in such geographic market has concluded

its telecast of that day’s live or initial air coverage, (b) may not, under any circumstances be distributed live to any platform, (c) may not be in excess of two

minutes per day from each T our (up to a maximum of four minutes total across all three Tours), (d) may not purport to be live, play-by-play coverage from the

Tournament course, (e) may not be sold, distributed, syndicated or provided in any other manner to any other entity (this prohibition applies equally to wire or

news distribution services), (f) may not be used for any purpose after twenty-four hours from the conclusion of the round of competition at the applicable

Tournament, (g) must be accompanied by a link back to PGATOUR com, and (h) may not be used in any direct or indirect commercial manner. ii. PGA TOUR

is the absolute owner of any and all Internet Coverage (golf action or otherwise) collected at the Tournament site during Tournament Week and may request

copies thereof. Such coverage will be provided to PGA TOUR electronically upon request. b. Data. Scoring and statistical information may only appear in the

editorial news portion of the Authorized Outlet and may be posted/published no sooner than thirty minutes after the actual occurrence of the relevant shots or

after the time such information is legally available as public domain information if sooner than thirty minutes after the actual occurrence of relevant the shots.

Scoring and statistical data may not be archived on the Authorized Outlet and may not be used for any purpose after twenty-four hours following the

conclusion of the applicable Tournament round, unless such information is legally sooner available as public domain information. c. Text. Coverage must not

purport to be live, play-by-play, hole-by-hole or real-time coverage.

8. Photography. Photographic images of PGA TOUR, Champions Tour and Nationwide Tour players may be used by the Authorized Outlet for legitimate news

coverage only, and may be used together with news stories during a Tournament round, so long as such photographs are not used with other real-time or near-

real-time information or sequenced to create a “shot by shot” or “hole by hole” account of the day’s play, nor may photos be sequenced in such a way as to

approximate video. Photo galleries must be limited to a reasonable number of PGA TOUR photos. Photos may not be used for any non-editorial, direct or

indirect commercial use without the permission of the PGA TOUR and any player appearing in the photo. No sponsorship or advertising may be used in

connection with a photo to create an implied association between the sponsor/advertiser and the PGA TOUR and/or the applicable player. Where appropriate,

the Authorized Outlet shall use reasonable efforts to use photographic likenesses of players and Tournament courses containing current sponsors and

endorsers.

9. Other Media. Other media platforms not specifically addressed in these Media Regulations (e.g., mobile phones (other than internet sites accessed via

mobile phones)) are not Authorized Outlets under these Media Regulations. Outlets of such platforms must contact PGA TOUR for a separate written

authorization to distribute Tournament information and content, which authorization may be withheld in TOUR’s sole discretion.

Terms and Conditions of Media Regulations
1. THESE TERMS AND CONDITIONS ARE INCORPORATED INTO PGA TOUR’S MEDIA REGULATIONS. COMPLIANCE WITH THESE TERMS AND

CONDITIONS IS A CONDITION OF EACH CREDENTIAL.

2. PGA TOUR MAY REVOKE CREDENTIALS AT ANY TIME FOR ANY REASON INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO , VIOLATION OF ANY OF THE
FOREGOING REGULATIONS OR ANY OF THE FOLLOWING TERMS AND CONDITIONS.

3. Authorized Outlet. Every person applying for and receiving credentials to access a PGA TOUR, Champions Tour and/or Nationwide Tour Tournament must

identify every Authorized Outlet which that person will represent during the applicable Tournament. PGA TOUR, in its sole discretion, will determine whether

an entity or person will be approved as an Authorized Outlet or Bearer, as applicable.

4. Working Press Regulations. a. A daily decal is necessary to walk inside the gallery ropes. All members of the media with such decal must remain not more

than an arm’s length from the ropes, so as to blend into the gallery and appear to be part of the gallery at all times. b. Players are not to be distracted during

play. Interviews may only be conducted after the conclusion of the player’s round (i.e., after the player has signed his scorecard). Media are not allowed in the

scoring area. Every effort will be made to make the leading players available in the Media Center interview area each day. c. Do not interview or ask players to

pose for photographs during practice sessions before a round, except by prior arrangement with the player. d. If an interview is to be conducted in the practice

areas, either the range or the putting green, it must be done by prior arrangement with the player, up against the ropes and not in the middle of the areas

where it could be distracting to other players. e. All media must follow the directions of marshals and other Tournament officials at all times. f. The use of

carts is prohibited at all times.
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5. Locker Room/Media Center Access. Only media with the appropriate credential shall be allowed in locker room(s) and Media Center.

6. Recorder Guidelines. a. All audio recording device and/or video recorder work should be done in the proximity of the Media Center and/or designated

interview area. b. Video recorders are not permitted in the locker room. Audio recording devices are permitted in the locker room, subject to the following

regulations: i. Audio recorded interviews are intended to be one on one and not group interviews. ii. Audio recorded interviews are for reference only and the

audio may not be used for any other purpose. iii. The reporter must clearly ask a player, and a player must clearly grant permission, for an audio recording

device to be used. iv. The reporter is responsible for making other players in the vicinity aware that an interview is being recorded. v. PGA TOUR staff may

designate, depending upon need and availability, an area within the locker room for the purpose of conducting interviews that are recorded. vi. Use of audio

recorded interviews must be limited to the person being interviewed. c. Audio recording devices and/or video recorders are not permitted within the playing area

of the Tournament course unless express written permission has been granted by PGA TOUR . 

7. Weather Delay Guidelines. During weather delay situations, media are not permitted in the locker room. If possible, PGA TOUR will make players available

for interviews during weather delays in the designated interview area or other area(s) designated by PGA TOUR.

8. Photographer Conduct Guidelines. Having a media credential does not guarantee photo access. a. At PGA TOUR’s discretion, credentialed photographers

may receive one of two types of photo credentials: i. A limited number of “inside-the-ropes” photo credentials will be issued daily as determined by the PGA

TOUR Media Official on site for practice and competition rounds and will permit the wearer access inside the ropes. Note that being issued an “inside the

ropes” photo credential during practice rounds provides no guarantee of being issued a photo credential (inside or outside the ropes) during competition days.

ii. Photographers who do not have an inside the ropes photo credential must stay outside the gallery ropes but are still required to check in with the PGA

TOUR Media Official and may receive an outside the ropes photo credential for competition rounds. Photographic assistants will not be issued photo

credentials of any type. b. Professional grade cameras and lenses and noise free equipment must be used at all times. c. Photographers with inside-the-

ropes credentials must stay within one arm’s length of the ropes at all times. Photographers with outside the ropes credentials are not permitted inside the

ropes at any time. d. Photographers are not permitted on the teeing ground, unless expressed written permission has been granted by the PGA TOUR . e.

Photographers must not position themselves in the line of play. If requested to move by a player, his caddie or an official, the photographer will do so without

delay or discussion. f. No photograph shall be taken until a player completes his swing/stroke. g. Players should not be asked to pose during a round. h.

Cameras are not permitted in the scoring tent or in the locker room. 

9. Assumption of Risk. By entering onto the grounds of a Tournament, Bearer and Authorized Outlet assume all risk and danger incidental to the game of golf

and release the Tournament and its host site, sponsors, host organization, PGA TOUR, Inc., participating players, and all agents thereof from any and all

liabilities resulting from such cases to the full extent such release is permitted under applicable law. 

10. Indemnification. Bearer and Authorized Outlet shall indemnify, defend and hold each Tournament and its host site, sponsors, host organization, PGA TOUR

, Inc., participating players, and all agents thereof harmless from and against any and all liabilities, damages, injuries, claims, suits, judgments, causes of

action, and expenses (including reasonable attorneys’ fees, court costs and out-of-pocket expenses) suffered or incurred as a result of any breach of any

obligation, negligence or misconduct of Bearer or Authorized Outlet hereunder and/or Bearer and Authorized Outlet's access to the Tournament.

11. Use of Likeness. The Bearer grants permission to PGA TOUR , Inc. to utilize the Bearer’s image or likeness incidental to any live or recorded television or

other transmission or reproduction in whole or in part of any Tournament attended by Bearer.

12. Credit. All uses of footage hereunder shall be made with a courtesy credit to PGA TOUR .

13. Commercial Use. Photographic images and footage of Tournaments may be available for use outside the scope of these Media Regulations (e.g.,

commercial, promotional, etc.) by contacting PGA TOUR .

THE TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THESE MEDIA REGULATIONS ARE LIMITED TO THOSE CONTAINED ABOVE. ANY ADDITIONAL OR DIFFERENT TERMS
OR CONDITIONS IN ANY FORM DELIVERED BY THE BEARER OR AUTHORIZED OUTLET ARE HEREBY DEEMED TO BE MATERIAL ALTERATIONS AND
NOTICE OF OBJECTION TO AND REJECTION OF THEM IS HEREBY GIVEN.
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
