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It is not always easy to discover the exact beginning of something. So it is with the PGA 
TOUR. Certainly there were professionals who competed against each other from the earliest 
days of the game. 

In 1895, 10 professional golfers and one amateur played in the first U.S. Open in 
Newport, RI. Shortly thereafter, tournaments began to pop up across the country. There was 
the Western Open in 1899. But this was not "tour golf. The events lacked continuity. 

Interest in the game, however, continued to grow. American professionals were rapidly 
improving. And when John McDermott became the first American-born player to win the U.S. 
Open, enthusiasm for the game blossomed. 

Adding to thisgrowth was a commercially backed exhibition by Englishmen Harry Vardon 
and Ted Ray. The duo travelled across the country and attracted good crowds wherever they 
stopped during the warmer months of 1913.A 20-year-old, Francis Ounmet, defeated the pair 
in a playoff for the United States Open Championship at Brookline, MA. Suddenly golf became 
front page news and a game for everyone. 

In the early'20s, the PGA TOUR saw its first development. Tournaments were held on 
the West Coast, Texas and Florida. These events were held in the winter, and the golfers 
played their way east and up to Pinehurst in the spring. By the middle of the decade, the TOU R 
was Joing relatively well--offering $77.000 in total prize money. 

The TOUR became more structured following World War II and exploded in the late 
1950s and early'60s. Flip through the Facts and Figures section of this book and look at such 
areas as leading money winners and rising tournament purses to witness the continuing 
growth. 

When television became a player in the game, the eyes of the world were on golf. This 
exposure inspired millions to try the game and, at the same time, TV rights fees sent purses 
soaring. The bulk of these rights fees, which are distributed by the PGA TOUR to all co-
sponsors, have gone back into the purses, accounting forthe tripling of prize money in the last 
decade. 

The touring professionals began to gain control of the TOUR in late 1968. Joseph C. Dey 
was the first Commissioner of what was then called the Tournament Players Division. He 
served from early 1969 through February 28, 1974, and was succeeded by Deane R. Beman, 
who took office March 1, 1974. 

During Boman's administration, the value of tournament purses escalated at an 
unprecedented rate: PGA TOUR assets grew from $730,000 in 1974 to over $200 million, and 
total revenues increased from $3.9 million to $229 million in 1993. 

Timothy W . Finchem, previously the TOU R's Deputy Commissioner and Chief Operating 
Officer, became third Commissioner on June 1, 1994. 

Since 1938, PGA TOUR events have donated more than $250 million dollars to charity. 
Of thattotal, $109 million has been raised in the 1990s.The 1994 season produced a one-year 
record $24,701,631 for charity. 

The competitive scope of the PGA TOUR also is much broader today. The Senior PGA 
TOUR is considered by many the sports success story of the 1980s. In 1995, the NIKE TOUR 
will enjoy its sixth season as a proving ground for professionals, taking golf to 30 additional 
markets. 

Also continuing to grow is the Tournament Players Club Network. When the PGA TOUR 
opened the Tournament Players Club at Sawgrass in 1980, it introduced the era of Stadium 
Golf and record-breaking attendance. Owned and operated by the TOUR, the concept means 
these courses are the only major league sports arenas owned by the players themselves. The 
TPC Network now includes facilities in Japan, Thailand and China as well as the United States.

Currently Co-chairman and Chief Executive Officer of the 
Doubletree Corporation, Ferris previously served as Chairman and 
Chief Executive Officer of UAL Corporation, which owned United 
Airlines, Hilton International Hotels, Westin Hotels and Hertz 

Ferris, 58, had served two terms on the Senior PGA TOUR 
Division Advisory Board, including a stint as Chairman, prior to 
becoming an Independent Director of the PGA TOUR's Tournament 
Policy Board in 1992. 
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The Tournament Policy Board establishes goals and policies for the operation of the PGA TOUR. 

The nine-member Board is composed of the following: 

Four Player Directors elected by the PGA TOUR membership. A Player Director also serves as 

Vice President of the PGA of America. 

Four Independent Directors. representing the public interest. One serves as Chairman of the 

Board. 

One PGA of America Director, who is a national officer of the PGA of America. 

A Players Advisory Council consults with the Policy Board. 

The Policy Board appoints the Commissioner as chief executive and administrative officer of the 

PGA TOUR. The tournament staff, serving under the Commissioner, conducts tournament play. 

An advisory board of the PGA TOUR Tournament Policy Board, the Golf 

Course Properties Board makes reports and recommendations relating to the 

development and operational functions of the Tournament Players Clubs 

(TPCs) and International Tournament Players Clubs (ITPCs). 

Directors of the Golf Course Properties Board are experts in the fields of 

development, finance. construction, law, international business and other 

specialties related to property development.

Timothy W. Finchem 
Commissioner 

Timothy W. Finchem became the third 
Commissioner in the 25-year history of the 
PGA TOUR on June 1, 1994. 

Finchem, 47, succeeded Deane R. Beman, 
who had served as Commissioner for 20 years. 
The late Joseph C. Dey was the first Commis-
sioner of the PGA TOUR, serving from 1969 
until 1974.  

A 4-handicapper, Finchem combines a 
love of the game and a respect for its traditions 
with a vision that will carry the PGA TOUR successfully into the future. 

A graduate of the University of Virginia School of Law. Finchem began his career 
as an associate of the Norfolk. VA., law firm of Babalas & Frmlich in 1973 and 
became a partner in the firm of Croshaw, Finchem and Williams in Virginia Beach, 

VA., in 1976. 
Finchem served in the White House as the Deputy Advisor to the President for 

Economic Affairs in 1978 and 1979, then became National Staff Director of the 
Carter-Mondale Presidential Campaign in 1980. 

In 1981. Finchem became President of Beckel, Finchem, Torricelli and Assock 
ates before becoming co-founder of National Strategies and Marketing Group, a 
Washington. DC., consulting and marketing firm in 1984. He was a consultant to the 
PGA TOUR while with NSMG. 

Finchem joined the TOUR staff as Vice President of Business Affairs in 1987 
and became Deputy Commissioner and Chief Operating Officer in 1989. 

Born in Ottawa, IL., on April 19, 1947. Finchem was graduated from Pr ncess 
Anne High School in Virginia Beach. He attended the University of Richmond on a 
debate scholarship and received his Bachelorof Arts degree from the school in 1969. 
He received his degree from the University of Virginia Law School in 1973. 

Married to the former Holly Bachand, Finchem is the father of fou-. The 

Finchems live in Ponte Vedra Beach, FL.

b. Not less than two of the top 50 finishers from the last Qualifying Tournament, if not al of them 
can otherwise be accommodated (Note: PGA TOUR members may receive unlimitec number 
of sponsor invitations, Non-TOUR members may receive maximum of five per year) 

11. Two foreign players designated by the Commissioner. 

12. The current PGA Club Professional Champion for a maximum of three open events, in 
addition to any sponsor selections.

14. Four members of the PGA Section in which the tournament is played, who qualify through Sectional 
qualifying competitions.

TOUR and the same tournament sponsor (except for Team events), as follows: 

Winners prior to July 28, 1970--unlimited exemptions for such events.

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The Presidents Cup Match, conceived as a means of giving some of the world's best (non- 

European) players an opportunity to compete in international team match play competition, is a 

biennial event played in non-Ryder Cup years. 

The first Presidents Cup Match was contested September 16-18,1994 at Robert Trent Jones 

Golf Club on Lake Manassas in Prince William County, VA. The United States Team, captained 

by Hale Irwin, defeated the International side of David Graham, 20-12. Irwin, who qualified as a 

player for his own squad, had as his non-playing co-captain Paul Azinger, who at that time was 

continuing his recovery from lymphoma. 

Members of the U.S. team for the inaugural Presidents Cup were selected from rankings 

based on official money won from the end of the 1993 NEC World Series of Golf through the 1994 

NEC World Series of Golf. International Team players were chosen on the basis of Sony World 

Rankings at the conclusion of the 1994 NEC World Series of Golf. International Teams will not 

Include any players eligible for the European Ryder Cup team. 

The rankings were used for selection of 10 members of each squad. Two captain's choices 
apiece rounded out the 12-man teams. 

The Presidents Cup competition consists of 10 matches (five foursomes and five four-ball 

matches) each of the first two days. Each member of the two 12-man squads must play each day. 

There are 12 singles matches involving all players on the final Sunday, all of which are to be 

played to conclusion. No singles matches will be halved, or tied. All matches are worth one point 
each, for a total of 32 points. 

If, at any time, a Presidents Cup Match is deadlocked at the end of singles play, there is to 

be a sudden-death playoff between two players designated in advance by the respective captains. 

As is the case with virtually all activity involving the PGA TOUR, charity is the ultimate winner 

at the Presidents Cup. 

There is no purse for the players. Net  revenues from the inaugural match were divided into 
26 equal shares, which the players and captains designated for charities or golf-related projects of 

their choice. Contributions in their names were made through PGA TOUR Charities, Inc. 

Former President Gerald R. Ford presided over the first Presidents Cup Match as Honorary 

Chairman. Members of the Presidents Cup Committee include, among others, representatives of 

the PGA Tour of Australasia, PGA of South Africa, Asia-Pacific Golf Confederation and the Royal 
and Ancient Golf Club of St. Andrews. 

The next Presidents Cup competition will be staged in 1996, also at Robert Trent Jones GC.

the competition was comprised of four foursome matches one day and 	 ~~ 
eight singles matches the other day, each at 36 holes. 

In 1961, the format was changed to provide for four 18-hole foursomes the morning of the first 
day and four more that afternoon, then for eight 18-hole singles the morning of the second day and 
eight more that afternoon. As in the past, one point was at stake in each match, so the total number of 
points was doubled. 

In 1963, for the first time. a day of four-ball matches augmented the program to add new interest 
to the overall competition. This brought the total number of points to 32. 

In 1977. the format was altered once again. This time there were five foursomes on the opening 
day, five four-ball matches on the second day, and ten singles matches on the final day. This reduced 
the total number of points to 20. 

For 1979, eligibility for the Great Britain-Ireland side was expanded to include all British PGA/ 
European TPD members who are residents of European nations. 

The 1995 Ryder Cup Matches will be played September 21-24. 1995, at Oak Hill CC. Rochester, NY

Points are awarded tothefirstten positions in each PGATOUR event on the following basiswith points being weighted towards 
the 1995 season: 

PGA Championship, U.S. Open, Masters Tournament and the British Open (1994/1995): 1st-225/300; 2nd-135/180:

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On October 19, 1994, plans were announced for an international match-play compe-
tition designed to determine "the best professional golfer in the world," the Andersen 
Consulting World Championship of Golf. The competition will be conducted on courses in 
the United States, Japan, England and Spain throughout 1995, with the champion to be 
crowned Dec. 31 at Grayhawk Golf Club in Scottsdale, AZ. 

The event is sanctioned by all five of the world's major tou rs -- the PGA TOU R, the PGA 
European Tour, the Japan PGA Tour, the PGA Tour of Australasia and the FNB Tour in 
South Africa. 

Eight players from each of four regions -- the United States, Europe, Japan and "the 
Rest of the World" -- comprise the 32-man field, Seven players from each region were invited 
based on the Sony World Rankings as of December 31, 1994. The eighth competitor from 
each region is a sponsor's invitation. 

The four regional champions will compete in 18-hole semifinals on Dec. 30 at 
Grayhawk. The highest ranked semifinalist, based on the Sony World Rankings, will face 
the lowest ranked semifinalist in this round. No. 2 will meet No. 3. 

A 36-hole final on Dec. 31 will determine the "World Champion," who will earn $1 million 
from a total purse of $3.65 million. The runner-up will receive $500,000. The semifinal losers 
will compete in an 18-hole third-place match on Dec. 31, with the winner earning $350,000 
and the loser $300,000.

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The Vardon Trophy is awarded each year by the PGA of America to the PGA TOU R player who posts 
the season's best scoring average. The system was amended in 1986 to allow all TOUR members to 
compete for the prestigious award provided they have played in 60 rounds. The new system also uses 
an "adjusted" score for purposes of computing the scoring average. The adjusted score is computed 
based upon the average score of the field at each tournament. As a result, a player's adjusted score may 
be higher or lower than his actual score. For example, a player shoots 70 each day at a tournament while 
the field average was 73. His 280 total would then be adjusted to 268 since he actually played 12 shots 
better than the field did during the tournament. The Vardon Trophy is a bronze-colored plaque measuring 
39" by 27".

Lewis Yocum, his associate and orthopedic consultant to the California Angels. 

The CHFC has made its impact with many players finding the center and available technicians an 
invaluable aid to their success on the TOUR. In fact, many players have commented that they would have 
been unable to compete in some tournaments without the facility. 

"If they had this setup several years ago," Fuzzy Zoeller said, "It might have saved me from having 
]ack surgery." 

"If it wasn't for Centinela Hospital's Fitness Center," said Curtis Strange, "I wouldn't be here" 
Centinela Hospital's Biomechanics Laboratory has done research and testing on professional 

golfers' swings and, based on the results, developed scientific exercise programs which are available 
through books and videotapes. These programs, designed by Dr. Jobe and Dr. Yocum, have helped 
countless golfers stretch their potential while minimizing their risk of injury. For more information, contact 
Centinela Hospital.

An original concept of the PGA TOUR, Tournament Players Clubs have gone from a dream to 
a network that now encompasses 14 courses in 10 states and, with the addition of International 
TPCs, three foreign countries. 

It was the TOUR's view that the spectator had been left out in golf course design throughout the 
years. When it came time for the PGA TOUR to build its own course, the opportunity presented itself 
tD design a course that not only challenged the players but also allowed spectators to see the action 
as never before. 

It's called "Stadium Golf"-- and once you've viewed a tournament on a Stadium Golf Course, 
you'll understand why the network has grown in such a short period of time. 

Spectator mounds abound that afford fans unrestricted views, whether on tee shots, fairway 
shots or on the greens. In fact, the 18th hole at the original TPC at Sawgrass can accommodate 
crowds of some 30,000 people--all with a clear view of the action. You won't see any periscopes 
at an event on a Tournament Players Club golf course. 

The network began in 1980 with the TPC at Sawgrass, which annually is host to THE PLAYERS 
Championship, and quickly grew into the present number of 14. All TPCs are designed to play host 
PGA TOUR or Senior PGA TOUR events, and to date the clubs have been designed by some of 
the top architects in the business--Pete Dye, Arnold Palmer, Arthur Hills, Jay Morrish, Bob Von 
Hagge and Jack Nicklaus, to name just a few. 

In addition, one of the things that adds a bit of spice to all TPCs is that a PGA TOUR player (or, 
in some cases, two) is assigned to serve as consultant to the designer. To date, Ed Sneed, Tom 
'Neiskopf. Fuzzy Zoeller, Hubert Green, Craig Stadler, Ben Crenshaw, Al Geiberger and Chi Chi 
Rodriguez have been among those lending their expertise to the TPC Network. 

In reality a nationwide country club, a premium membership at one TPC affords the member a 
chance to play at any of the other clubs across the country and an opportunity to view the greatest 
players in the world in action on his own course once a year. 

Since the Tournament Players Club at Sawgrass opened, the TPC Network has now truly 
become "th p  host set of clubs in America."

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GENERAL REGULATIONS

I . An armband is necessary to walk inside the gallery ropes. Remain not more 

than an arm's length from the ropes, so as to blend into the gallery and appear 
to be a part of the gallery at all times. 

2. Players are not to be distracted during play. Do not interview players or ask 
them to pose for photographs during their rounds. 

3. Do not interview players or ask them to pose for photographs durirg their 
practice sessions before a round, except by prior arrangement with the player. 

4. If an interview is to be conducted in the practice areas, either the range or the 
putting green, it must be done by prior arrangement with the player, up against 
the ropes and not in the middle of the areas where it could be distracting to other 
players. 

5. Donotdisturb players attheirl8th green and/or scoring tent until afterthey have 
checked, signed and returned their scorecards. Media are not allowed in the 
scoring tent. 

WORKING PRESS REGULATIONS 
To avoid embarrassment to you and distraction to the contestants: 
1. 	Do not walk or stand in playing areas. 
2, 	Follow directions of marshals and other officials. 
3. Do not interview during play. The leading players each day -- and others 

requested -- will be interviewed following their rounds in the Press Room 
interview area. 

TAPE RECORDER REGULATIONS 
1. All tape recorder work should be done in the proximity of the Press Room and, 

or clubhouse. 
2. Tape recorders are not permitted in the locker room. 
3. Tape recorders are not permitted within the playing area of the golf cour8 

unless written permission has been granted from PGA TOUR. 

WEATHER DELAY GUIDELINES 
1. During weather delay situations, no one other than players and essen-ial stat 

will be permitted in the locker room. This means the media are not permitted n 
the locker room in such situations. However, whenever possible, arrangement. 
will be made to provide players for interviews during such situations. 

2. Fully accredited members of the news media will be welcome in the locker roor 
at all other times to carry out their assigned duties. (Note: Cameras and tap 
recorders are not permitted in the locker room.) 
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Photo credentials will be issued only to personnel on assignment from recognized 
and accredited publications or news services. Requests for credentials must be 
made by the appropriate news agency, not by the photographer. 

Photographic likenesses of PGA TOUR, Senior PGA TOUR and NIKE TOUR 
players may be used only for legitimate newspaper and magazine coverage of the 
events in which they are competing. 

Commercial exploitation of these likenesses without written consent of the players 
and PGA TOUR is prohibited. 

A limited number of photo armbands (or photo bibs), which permit the wearer access 
inside the gallery ropes, may be issued. Photographers and photographic assistants 
who do not have arm bands or bibs must stay outside the gallery ropes. Photographic 
assistants will not be issued armbands. 

Cameras may be used only by accredited media representatives who have been 
assigned photo credentials, and such use is subject to the following conditions: 

1. Photographers with photo armbands must stay within one arm's length of the 
ropes at all times. Photographers without armbands are not permitted inside the 
ropes at any time. 

2. The use of golf carts is prohibited at all times. 
3. Photographers must not position themselves in the line of play. If requested to 

move by a player, his caddie or an official, the photographer will do so without 
delay or discussion. 

4. No photograph shall be taken until a player has completed his stroke. 
5. Players should not be asked to pose during a round. 
6. Noise-free equipment must be used at all times. 
7. Cameras are not permitted in the scoring tent or in the locker rooms. 

Photographer shall indemnify, defend and hold the Tournament and the PGA 
)R and their respective officers, agents, representatives, successors and 
gns harmless from and against any and all expenses, lawsuits, damages, costs 
liabilities (including reasonable attorney's fees and expenses) incurred by, 
ng from, or in connection with (1) the unauthorized use of photographs taken by 
Photographer, whether such unauthorized use is by the Photographer, the 
pany designating the Photographer to use the credential on its behalf, or some 
party to whom the photographs are distributed: (2) any injuries resulting from 
or omissions by the Photographer orsome third partyto whom the Photographer 
-tly or indirectly distributed the material: (3) any cameras, wires, cables or other 
pment brought to the premises by the Photographer, or (4) the use of any 
:ographs of any matter other than coverage of the Tournament.

Originally formulated in 1986, and approved by the PGA TOUR's Tournament Policy Board 
since 1990, the Sony Ranking is a computerized system which provides a reference source to the 
relative performances of the world's leading professional golfers. 

The Sony Ranking is issued every Monday, following the completion of the previous week's 
tournaments from around the world. The official events from all the world's golf tours are taken into 
account. Points are awarded according to the players' finishing positions and the number and 
ranking of the players in the respective tournament fields. 

The Masters Tournament, United States Open. British Open, PGA Championship and THE 
PLAYERS Championship are rated separately to reflect the higher quality of the events and the 
stronger fields participating. 

The Sony Ranking is based on a three-year "rolling" period weighted in favor of the more recent 
results. Points accumulated in the most recent 52-week period are multiplied by four, points earned 
cver the previous 52-week period are doubled and points from the first 52-week period are simply 
added to the total. 

Each player is then ranked according to his average points per tournament, which is determined 
ty dividing his total number of points by the number of tournaments he has played over that three- 
year period. There is a minimum requirement of 20 tournaments for each 52-week period. 

For example, if a player were in 32 tournaments in the most recent 52 weeks, 15 tournaments 
in the previous 52 weeks, and eight tournaments in the first 52 weeks, his divisor would be 72 (32 
plus 20 plus 20). A player who was in 32 tournaments in each of the three 52-week periods would 
Pave a divisor of 96 (32 plus 32 plus 32). 

The winners of the Masters, U.S. Open, British Open and PGA Championship are awarded 50 
points (x4) and the winner of THE PLAYERS Championship is awarded 40 points (x4), which also 
is the most points possible to be earned from winning any other tournament in the world. The winner 
cf a tournament with a strong field probably would receive approximately 25-30 points (x4). 

Minimum points for the winners of official tour events have been set at six points for Asia and 
South Africa, eight points for Australia/New Zealand and Japan, and 10 points for Europe and the 
PGA TOUR. In addition, the PGA Championship in Europe has a minimum of 32 points (x4) for the 
winner, and the Open Championships of Australia and Japan have a minimum of 16 points (x4) for 
the winner. 

Points are reduced proportionately for tournaments curtailed for 36 or 54 holes because of 
inclement weather or other reasons. 

The Sony Ranking Advisory Committee, and an international panel which includes a represen-
tative from the PGA TOUR, meets periodically to review and monitor the Sony Ranking system in 
crder to recommend refinements or modifications for the consideration of the Championship 
Committee of the Royal and Ancient Golf Club of St. Andrews, the sanctioning body of the Sony 
Ranking. 

The Sony Ranking is available each week at PGA TOUR sites. The top 20 as of Dec. 5, 1994, 
follows.
