The name of our organization is the PGATOUR, a tax
exempt membership group of professional golfers that
plays approximately 100 official-money tournaments on
three Tours—the PGATOUR, Champions Tour and
Nationwide Tour. Our headquarters are located in Ponte
\kdra Beach, FL, southeast of Jacksonville.

We should be referred to as the PGATOUR or TOUR
(on second reference), but not the PGA as we are a
different organization than the PGAof America.

The PGAis the Professional Golfers’ Association of
America, a membership organization for the nation’s
club professionals. The PGAruns the PGA
Championship, Senior PGAChampionship and Ryder
Cup Matches, among other championships. The PGA
headquarters are located in Palm Beach Gardens, FL.

The PGATOUR and PGAof America were affiliated until
1968, when the tournament players, a small subset of
the total PGAmembership, broke away to form the
Tournament Players Division and gain more control of
their finances and tournament schedule. The
Tournament Players Division was renamed the PGA
TOUR in 1975.

Two other American golf organizations are involved in
men’s professional tournament play, independent of
the TOUR but with their marquee events included on the
TOUR schedule as non-TOUR co-sponsored
tournaments. The United States Golf Association, with
headquarters in Far Hills, NJ, oversees the national
championships (U.S. Open, U.S. Senior Open, U.S.
Amateur, U.S. Women’s Amateur, etc.) and administers
the Rules of Golf, among other duties. The Augusta
(GA) National Golf Club plays host to the Masters
Tournament. The Royal and Ancient Golf Club of St.
Andrews in Scotland oversees the British Open and
administers the world’s golf rules jointly with the USGA

AFew Facts You May Not Know

The Nationwide Tour is owned and operated by the PGA TOUR.

Twenty-five PGA TOUR cards for 2013 will be awarded at the end of the 2012 season.

As the official proving ground of the PGA TOUR, two out of three PGA TOUR members played on the Nationwide Tour.

There are 59 intemational members from 16 countries outside the U.S. on Tour in 2012.

Kyle Stanley's win at the 2012 Waste Management Phoenix Open was the 325th PGA TOUR title by a former Nationwide Tour player.

There were a record 32 alumni winners in 45 official events on the PGA TOUR in 2011 (vs. record 28 the year before).

Nationwide Tour players have won 14 major championships, and each of the four at least once, most recently Keegan Bradley at the 2011 PGA
Championship...and four PLAYERS Championships (David Duval, Craig Perks, Stephen Ames, Tim Clark).

Six players who competed on the Nationwide Tour in 2010 won a total of seven titles on the PGA TOUR in 2011 - Keegan Bradley (two wins), Chris Kirk, Scott
Stallings, Brendan Steele, Jhonattan Vegas and Gary Woodland - more than any other group in the Tour's 22-year history.

A record 87 of the 125 players who qualified for the 2011 PGA TOUR Playoffs for the FedExCup are former Nationwide Tour members.

Arecord 91 of the 145 contestants in the 2011 PLAYERS Championship also played the Nationwide Tour.

Eleven Nationwide Tour alums competed in the 2011 Presidents Cup for either the U.S. or Intemational teams (vs. nine in 2009).

Seven members of the 2010 U.S. Ryder Cup team formerly played on the Nationwide Tour (vs. five in 2008).

The total prize money in 2012 is $16,600,000 over 27 toumaments in the U.S. and four countries in Latin America; the average purse is $614,814.

The Tour plays one $1 million event in 2012 - the season-ending Nationwide Tour Championship at TPC Craig Ranch in McKinney (Dallas area), Texas.
Golf Channel will air 11 Nationwide Tour events in 2012.

Nationwide Insurance has an umbrella sponsorship agreement with the TOUR through 2012.

Even the most optimistic person couldn’t have foreseen the success the Nationwide Tour would have when it kicked off its
inaugural season on Thursday, Feb. 2, 1990 at 7:30 a.m. PST at Bakersfield Country Club in Bakersfield, CA.

The Nationwide Tour began under corporate sponsorship of the Ben Hogan Company as the Ben Hogan Tour. The idea of
former PGA TOUR Commissioner Deane R. Beman, the Nationwide Tour was designed as a proving ground for up-and coming
golfers, as well as a place for PGA TOUR weterans to hone their skills as they prepared for the Champions Tour. It has become
so much more than that.

For the first two years of the Tour, the top-five money winners were awarded PGA TOUR membership. Beginning in 1992, the
PGA TOUR Policy Board woted that, due to the success graduating players were having on the PGA TOUR, the number of
cards available would be increased to 10; and in 1997 the number was increased to 15. In 2003, 20 players eamed their 2004
TOUR cards, and that number increased to 25 in 2007.

That first event in 1990 was won by Mike Springer, who went on to win two more times that year and finish fourth on the
money list. He was joined in the first graduating class by Jim McGowemn, Dick Mast, Ed Humenik and Jeff Maggert, who was
leading money winner and Player of the Year.

Howe\er, the player who made the biggest impact on the PGA TOUR from the 1990 Tour was John Daly, winner of the only Ben Hogan Tour Qualifying Toumament.
Daly won the 1991 PGA Championship as a rookie and went on to finish 17th on the PGA TOUR money list. Since then, he has added four more \ictories, including
another major championship, the 1995 British Open.

Tom Lehman first established himself as a top-flight player on the Tour in 1991. After two nondescript years on the PGA TOUR in the early 1980s, Lehman won a
toumament on Tour in 1990. But 1991 was the breakthrough season in his comeback. He won three times and was the circuit’s leading money-winner.

Califomian John Flannery was the Player of the Year in 1992, winning three times and leading the Tour in eamings with $164,114.

On August 26, 1992 Nike, Inc., took over sponsorship of the Tour, beginning with the 1993 season. Sean Murphy was the star that year, setting records for wins in a
season with four, career victories with five, and single-season eamings with $166,293. He added a sixth title in 1995.

While Murphy was busy setting records, his fellow Tour alumni were busy making names for themselves on the PGA TOUR. Daly collected his second career win in
the 1992 B.C. Open, and others were beginning to eam their own hardware. McGovermn, Mike Standly and Maggert all collected PGA TOUR titles in 1993, while
Springer and Greg Kraft grabbed unofficial wins. The Tour Championship also was established in 1993 as a climax to the season. Rookie David Duval won the first
Tour Championship, which featured only the year's top-50 money winners.

In 1994, Chris Perry showed that consistency has its own rewards. Although six players collected multiple victories that year, Perry’s lone title in the Utah Classic,
10 top-10 finishes and no missed cuts eamed him Player of the Year honors. He set a single-season eamings record with $167,148.

There were a number of firsts in 1994. In June, Tommy Armour Il became the first player to win back-to-back tournaments—the Miami Valley Open and Cleweland
Open. During the second round of the 1994 Shreveport Open, Omar Uresti set a record with nine consecutive birdies, setting a standard not only for the Nationwide
Tour but the PGA TOUR, Champions Tour and European Tour.

In May, Vic Wilk became the first left-hander to win an event, the Knoxville Open. Jerry Kelly continued the trend of the leading money-winner setting an eamings
record in 1995 when he collected $188,878 to better Pery’s year-old mark. Besides winning twice, Kelly posted 15 top-10 finishes.

Stewart Cink was the top story in 1996. The 1995 College Player of the Year became the first player in Nationwide Tour history to eam more than $200,000 in a
single season with $251,699. He won three times, including the season-ending Tour Championship, and collected 14 top-10 finishes in only 21 events.

The 1997 season marked the first year of the three-win promotion, which grants immediate PGA TOUR access to any player who wins three Nationwide Tour events
in a season. Chris Smith was the first to do so winning that year's Upstate Classic as well as the Dakota Dunes Open and Omaha Classic in back-to-back weeks.

In October, Stewve Flesch joined Wilk as the only left-handed champions. Flesch won the season-ending Tour Championship. That victory vaulted him from 24th on the
money list to fourth, eaming him 1998 PGA TOUR membership.

The 1998 season saw more of the kind of action for which the Nationwide Tour has become known. During a three-week period late in the spring, Notah Begay Il and
Doug Dunakey caught the attention of the golf world when each posted 59. Begay’s 13-under-par 59 came in the second round of the Dominion Open. Dunakey
could have had the record all to himself were it not for a three-putt bogey on his final hole.

Bob Bums was named 1998 Player of the Year after leading in eamings with $178,664 and winning the Dominion Open and Tour Championship.

The 1999 season saw Carl Paulson establish a new record for consecutive starts with 83. The 83rd was particularly significant as Paulson recorded his first-ever
Nationwide Tour victory at the Utah Classic. That win, and another two weeks later in Boise, ID, vaulted Paulson to the top of the money list. His peers would later

wote him Player of the Year. Seven players won twice on the Tour in 1999, and a record 22 eamed more than $100,000.

The season-ending Tour Championship featured a thrilling finale at the Robert Trent Jones Trail Highland Oaks Golf Club in Dothan, AL. Bob Heintz won his second
event of the season defeating Marco Dawson in a playoff to take home the largest check in Tour history—$72,000.
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In late October, intemet superstore Buy.com was announced as the new umbrella sponsor of the Tour. With Buy.com’s financial commitment, purses rose to a
record $13.1 million in 2000, with the minimum purse jumping from $225,000 to $400,000. On the course, the 2000 season saw Spike McRoy eam Player of the
Year honors after winning twice and eaming a record $300,638. He was one of 53 players to eam $100,000 or more.

Tim Clark made history of his own in 2000 when he collected the first $100,000 payday on Tour by winning the Boise Open. The 2000 season was also notable for
the emergence of intemational players who captured nine titles and claimed four of the top-15 spots on the money list.

The 2001 season was memorable when, for the second time, three players eamed three-win promotions in one season. Heath Slocum was the first to do so, followed
by Chad Campbell and Pat Bates, who won back-to-back toumaments to end the year. Todd Barranger tied the scoring mark by winning the Dayton Open with a 26-
under-par effort, while Campbell set a single-season eamings record with $394,552 to capture Player of the Year. He also finished second at the PGA TOUR ’s
season-ending Southem Farm Bureau Classic.

In 2002, the Tour added tournaments in Australia and New Zealand for the first time. In addition, tournaments were allowed to sell individual title sponsorships for the
first time. Patrick Moore won three times and was named Player of the Year. A record 12 players eamed $200,000 or more, and alums continued to excel winning a
single season record 21 times on the PGA TOUR .

The season ended on a high note with the announcement of a new umbrella sponsor in Nationwide Insurance. The five-year agreement would start with the 2003
season and coincided with an increase in PGA TOUR cards awarded to 20.

Carter became only the sixth player to eam a three-win promotion to the PGA TOUR, yet did not win Player of the Year. That honor went to Zach Johnson, who set a
Tour record for eamings with $494,882. He had two wins and nine top-three finishes in 20 starts while setting a new Tour scoring record of 68.97.

Jimmy Walker was the 2004 Player of the Year and leading money winner, as well as one of five multiple winners during the season. Alums continued to excel,
winning a record 22 PGA TOUR titles, while the Class of 2003 made history with five members winning on TOUR , with seven eaming at least $1 million and eight
finishing in the top 125.

In May, Daniel Chopra set a Tour record when he shot 30-under at the Henrico County Open. Tyler Williamson and Chris Nallen each fired 60s during the year, one
shot off the Tour record.

Jason Gore was the lead story in 2005 when he captured the hearts of golf fans everywhere at the U.S. Open. He followed that performance with a record-setting
three straight wins on the Nationwide Tour and shot 59 in capturing the last one. He completed his season with a September victory on the PGA TOUR and was
named Nationwide Tour Player of the Year. Any other year, Troy Matteson would have walked off with that honor as he won twice, finished in the top 10 a dozen
times and set a new single-season eamings record of $495,009.

The 2006 season featured a slate of 31 toumaments and $17 million. Ken Duke and Johnson Wagner battled throughout the year for top honors, with Duke emerging
as the leading money winner and Player of the Year.

Five players won twice—\Wagner, Tripp Isenhour, Craig Kanada, Brandt Snedeker and Kevin Stadle—with a record 10 players eaming more than $300,000 and 22
collecting $200,000 or more.

The Class of 2005 made its mark on the PGA TOUR in 2006 with 12 of the 21 graduates finishing among the top 125 on the money list. Chris Couch, Eric Axley and
Troy Matteson each won on TOUR . They were among eight 2005 graduates whose eamings exceeded $1 million.

On-course success was exceeded only by the good news that Nationwide and the PGA TOUR had reached a new five-year extension of Nationwide’s umbrella
sponsorship of the Tour through 2012.

In 2007, the Tour played for a record $18 million in prize money and a record 25 PGA TOUR cards were awarded at season’s end. Australia’s Nick Flanagan eamed a
three-win promotion to the PGA TOUR in August and later eamed Player of the Year honors. Richard Johnson won the season-ending Nationwide Tour Championship
at Barona Creek to capture the money title. Another Aussie, Jason Day, 19, became the youngest winner in Nationwide Tour history when he won in Cleveland in
July. Five of the top-seven money winners were intemational members, and eight players surpassed $300,000 in eamings. Brandt Snedeker, a 2006 graduate, was
woted PGA TOUR Rookie of the Year. Zach Johnson, the 2003 Player of the Year, won the Masters.

The 2008 season featured record prize money of nearly $19 million. Brendon de Jonge of Zimbabwe eamed Player of the Year honors. Matt Bettencourt finished the
year with a flumry to capture the money title. Bettencourt and three other players, Jarrod Lyle, Scott Piercy and Colt Knost, won two events. The Tour added an event
in Mexico and one in Canada featuring hockey legend Wayne Gretzky, and played its first two $1-million events, the Nationwide Tour Players Cup in West Virginia
and the Nationwide Tour Championship.

The Nationwide Tour celebrated its 20th year in 2009. Four cities, which have hosted toumaments every year since 1990 (Boise, Knoxuville, Springfield and Wichita),
were highlighted. Despite facing the most challenging economic time in decades, the Nationwide Tour maintained a strong foundation, playing 29 toumaments—in
the U.S. and in five countries abroad. Australian Michael Sim was the year's headliner as he rewrote the Tour’s record book, eaming a battlefield promotion to the
PGA TOUR by August and pocketing $644,142. Alumni on the PGA TOUR racked up a record 23 titles, including majors by Lucas Glover (U.S. Open) and Cink
(British Open), upping the TOUR alumni win total to 260 at season’s end since the Tour's inception.

An array of young talent led the charge in 2010, highlighted by 22-year-old Jamie Lovemark, who became the youngest player in Tour history to capture the money
title. Thirteen of “The 25” graduates were age 27 or younger when they received their cards in October. The Tour visited a record six countries outside the U.S. over
29 events, making new stops in Bogota, Colombia, Cincinnati, Pittsburgh and the PGA TOUR's home base of Ponte Vedra Beach, FL. The year also featured
toumament celebrity hosts in Camilo Villegas, Jerry Rice, Wayne Gretzky, Anthony Munoz, Amold Palmer, Chip Beck, Gary Williams and Jim Furyk. On the PGA
TOUR, alumni added a record 28 TOUR titles in 2010, raising the total win count to 288. Furyk became the second Nationwide Tour alumnus to be voted PGA TOUR
Player of the Year by his peers.

In 2011, four players—J.J. Killeen, Ted Potter, Jr., Mathew Goggin and Jason Kokrak—won two times and finished 1-4, respectively, on the money list, with Killeen

capturing Player of the Year honors. Two of the most memorable wins came when Steve Wheatcroft set a 72-hole scoring record (255/29-under) and won by a record
12 shots at the Melwood Prince George's County Open and two-time heart transplant recipient Erik Compton won his first Tour event, at the Mexico Open. The
Midwest Classic near Kansas City joined the schedule of 26 events. On the PGA TOUR, a record 32 of 45 official events were won by Tour alumni, raising the total
to 320 wins since 1990. The 32 wins included seven by six players who competed on the Nationwide Tourin 2010, highlighted by two Keegan Bradley wins, which
included the PGA Championship. Bill Haas became the second alumni in a row (Jim Furyk) to capture the FedExCup.

Mathew Goggin earned his third career win by two strokes at the season-
opening Panama Claro Championship. Goggin was three back after making
the turn in the final round and flawless on the back with a pair of birdies while
the other contenders stumbled down the stretch.

Mathew Goggin’s win in Panama was his first since the 1999 Omaha Classic,
a span of 11 years, 6 months and 19 days and is the third-longest in Nationwide
Tour history.

Mathew Goggin played in the final group Sunday, the first time he’d been in that
position since playing with Tom Watson in the final pairing at the 2009 British
Open.

Tournament Results

Mathew Goggin’s win was the 45th Nationwide Tour title by an Australian player.

Tommy Biershenk tied for fourth, his best finish on Tour since a third-place
effort at the 2002 Samsung Canadian PGA Championship.

The scoring average for the par-70 Panama Golf Club was above par for all
four rounds. In its eight-year history, there have been only two rounds that had
scoring averages below par.

The 2011 tournament was plagued by several delays, preventing the first three
rounds from being completed on time. It was the first time in tournament history
that play had been suspended for any length of time.

Brett Wetterich earned his third career Nationwide Tour title with his victory
in Louisiana. It was his first title since capturing the 2006 EDS Byron Nelson
Championship on the PGA TOUR.

Prior to his victory, Brett Wetterich had not played in a Nationwide Tour event
since missing the cut in this event in 2006.

Brett Wetterich became the first player to win the Chitimacha Louisiana Open
twice (2003 and 2011) and became the ninth player in Nationwide Tour history
to win the same event two times.

Brett Wetterich is now three for three when holding the third-round lead on the
Nationwide Tour. He had a two-stroke advantage after 54 holes in each of his
career wins on Tour.

Monday qualifier John Kimbell posted the low score of the week with his 10-
under 61 in Sunday’s final round. Kimbell's 61 was a career best and one off the
tournament record of 60 set by Brenden Pappas in 2007.

John Kimbell's 61 Sunday was the best final-round score in tournament history.

With his runner-up effort, University of Florida senior Andres Echavarria be-
came the fourth amateur to finish second in a Nationwide Tour event since 1990.
He joined Jamie Lovemark, Rickie Fowler and Charles Howell lll in that cat-
egory.

Carl Paulson, who missed the better part of five seasons (2006-10) due to back
problems, shot a 4-under 67 and tied for fourth. It was his first top-10 since he
tied for fifth at the 2002 Greater Greensboro Chrysler Classic.

Tournament Results

Veteran Mike Heinen of nearby Lake Charles, LA, missed the cut in his 16th
career start in the event. Heinen teed it up in the inaugural event in 1992 and
has made the cut 13 times. Both his 16 starts and 13 cuts made are tournament
bests.

Carl Paulson opened his first round with a birdie-birdie-eagle (hole-in-one) and
was 4-under par after three holes.

The 485-yard, 14th hole played downwind during Thursday’s opening round and
yielded a single-day record of 15 birdies. The hole, the second-toughest par-4
on the Nationwide Tour in 2010, had given up only 16 birdies over four rounds
the previous year.

The 36-hole cut came at even-par 142, the first time in the tournament’s 20-year
history it came at that score. The cut was the fifth-highest in tournament history.

Brett Wetterich and Darron Stiles each ran off a string of five consecutive
birdies in the second round. The tournament record is six in a row, by Tripp
Isenhour in 2003.

Andrew Svoboda had a pair of eagles on the front nine during Friday’s second
round but neither came on a par-5. Svoboda eagled the par-4, second hole and
then had a hole-in-one at the 199-yard eighth hole.

Carl Paulson shot rounds of 66-72 and made a cut for the first time since the
2005 B.C. Open on the PGA TOUR. Paulson injured his back the week after his
play in Endicott, NY, and did not play competitively for more than five years. He
missed the cut in three Nationwide Tour starts late in the 2010 season and at
two PGA TOUR events earlier in 2011.

University of Georgia senior Russell Henley posted a 3-under 68 in the final
round on his home course to win the Stadion Classic at UGA, becoming only
the second amateur in Nationwide Tour history to win a tournament. Henley
finished at 12-under 272 and beat Troy Kelly by two strokes.

Russell Henley joined former Brigham Young University standout Daniel Sum-
merhays as the only amateurs to win since the Nationwide Tour began in 1990.
Summerhays was in between his junior and senior seasons at BYU when he
captured the 2007 Nationwide Children’s Hospital Invitational in Columbus, OH.

As an amateur, Russell Henley was not able to collect the $99,000 first-place
money. Instead, runner-up Troy Kelly was the beneficiary of Henley's amateur
status. Kelly moved from No. 78 to No. 5 on the money list as a result.

Another UGA senior, Harris English, also had a solid week in Athens. English
improved his scores each day and closed with a 3-under 68 that left him tied for
18th.

With his win at the age of 22 years, 26 days, Russell Henley also became the
seventh-youngest winner in Nationwide Tour history.

Travis Bertoni aced the 191-yard, 16th hole during Sunday’s fourth round.

Russell Henley became the first amateur to hold/share a lead in a Nationwide
Tour event since Oklahoma State’s Rickie Fowler shared the second-round lead
at the 2009 Nationwide Children’s Hospital Invitational in Columbus, OH. Hen-
ley’s 5-under 66 Saturday earned him a share of the 54-hole lead with Troy

Kelly. Fowler eventually went on to lose a playoff to Derek Lamely that week.

Bubba Dickerson celebrated his 30th birthday during Friday’s second round
and went on to hold a one-stroke lead after 36 holes. Dickerson’s even-par 71
was highlighted by holing a sand wedge from 110 yards for an eagle-2 at the
par-4 fifth hole.

Australian Matthew Giles recorded his first competitive hole-in-one during Fri-
day’s second round. Giles aced the 186-yard, 13th hole. It was the seventh ace
in tournament history.

Woody Austin made his first Nationwide Tour start in more than 12 years.
Austin hadn’t teed it up on the Nationwide Tour since the 1999 Chitimacha
Louisiana Open. In between, he made 362 PGA TOUR starts, won twice and
was a member of United States Presidents Cup Team in 2007. He tied for 39th
in Athens.

Steve Pate, winner of the 2010 Pacific Rubiales Bogota Open, made his final
Nationwide Tour start. The six-time PGA TOUR winner turned 50 on May 26 and
joined the Champions Tour. Pate birdied his final hole on Sunday and posted
scores of 73-69-72-71-287 and tied for 63rd.

Two amateurs—University of Georgia seniors Russell Henley and Harris En-
glish—-made the cut, which allowed an additional 15 pros to play on the week-
end. There were 61 players, including the amateurs, at 1-over-par 143. The
36-hole cut is the low 60 professionals and ties, so the cut moved to 2-over-par
144,

South Africa’s Garth Mulroy earned his second career title with a playoff win
over South Korea’s Sunghoon Kang. Mulroy collected the victory when Kang
missed a short putt for par on the first extra hole. The two had completed reg-
ulation play tied at 18-under par and returned to play the 491-yard, 18th hole.
Mulroy two-putted for par from 18 feet and then watched Kang, who had blasted
out of a front bunker to within a couple feet, miss his putt.

Sunghoon Kang was playing in his first career Nationwide Tour event. Kang,
a conditional member on the PGA TOUR, was attempting to become the 13th
player in Tour history to win in his initial start and the first since Miguel Carballo
won the 2007 Movistar Panama Championship.

Danny Lee chalked up his third straight top-10 finish with a tie for third in
Greenville. The 20-year old former U.S. Amateur champion tied for seventh at
the Chitimacha Louisiana Open and tied for fifth at the Stadion Classic at UGA
in his previous two Tour starts. He also tied for second at the European Tour’s
Volvo China Open, giving him four top-10s in his last five worldwide starts.

Jay Haas, who turned professional in 1977, made his second career Nation-
wide Tour start. Haas had made 798 PGA TOUR starts and 134 Champions
Tour starts prior to teeing it up in his hometown. Haas posted scores of 69-71-
70 but missed the cut by two strokes. He also missed the cut in Greenville in
2001.

Tournament Results

Jay Haas, 57, was trying to become one of the oldest players in Tour history to
make a cut. Jack Nicklaus was 63 years, 3 months, 19 days when he made the
cut in this event in 2003. He went on to tie for 45th that week.

Travis Hampshire grabbed a five-stroke lead Thursday, thanks to his course-
record, 12-under-par 60 at The Carolina Country Club. Hampshire had an eagle
and 10 birdies on the day. He rolled in a 25-foot birdie putt at No. 18 to tie the
lowest opening-round score in Nationwide Tour history. Hampshire was the sixth
player to post a 60 on the first day.

Travis Hampshire’s five-stroke lead after the first round matched the second-
largest lead in Tour history and was the biggest since David LeBeck led by five
after the first day at the 2001 Chitimacha Louisiana Open.

Travis Hampshire’s round of 60 broke The Carolina Country Club course record
by two strokes. Scott Parel set the mark with a 62 in the first round in 2009 (on
his 40th birthday), and Tommy Biershenk matched that in the third round in
2010.

Will MacKenzie had back-to-back eagles during his opening round at Thorn-
blade Club. MacKenzie eagled the par-5 15th and 16th holes and became the
first player to register consecutive eagles on Tour in 2011.

Steve Wheatcroft polished off a record-setting week with an eagle on the final
hole to earn his first career title. Wheatcroft blitzed the field with a 7-under 64 in
the last round to finish with a 29-under-par 255 total, a dozen strokes ahead of
his nearest challenger. His 72-hole score bettered the Nationwide Tour record of
258 set by Chris Smith at the 1997 Omaha Classic and later matched by Daniel
Chopra at the 2004 Henrico County Open.

Steve Wheatcroft’s winning margin of 12 strokes was the largest in Tour his-
tory. The record of 11 strokes was first set by Chris Smith at the 1997 Omaha
Classic and later matched by Marc Leishmann at the 2008 WNB Golf Classic.

Steve Wheatcroft tied the Tour record for most birdies in a tournament, with 31.
Craig Lile set the mark with 31 at the 2003 Cox Classic.

Steve Wheatcroft finished the week with 96 total putts, one shy of the Tour’s
all-time record of 95 set by Grant Waite at the 2003 Miccosukee Championship.

Steve Wheatcroft’s winning score of 29-under par is second-best in Tour his-
tory. Daniel Chopra was 30-under par when he won the 2004 Henrico County
Open.

Steve Wheatcroft picked up a check for $108,000 and moved from No. 32 to
No. 2 on the money list.

Ryan Armour matched his career-best finish with a T2 effort. It was his best
finish since he tied for second at the 2005 Jacob’s Creek Open Championship
in Australia. Armour made a big jump on the money list, moving from No. 42 to
No. 13.

Steve Wheatcroft fired a 6-under 65 in the third round to get to 22-under par
and an eight-stroke lead over Nicholas Thompson. Wheatcroft's advantage
set a Nationwide Tour record for the largest 54-hole lead in Tour history. The
old mark of seven strokes was held by Greg Kraft/2005 Northeast Pennsylva-
nia Classic and Parker McLachlin/2007 National Mining Association Pete Dye
Classic.

Tournament Results

Steve Wheatcroft’s 191 total matched the second-best opening 54-hole score
in Tour history. David Branshaw posted scores of 65-61-64 for a 190 total at
the 2002 Gila River Golf Classic/23-under. Scott Piercy’s 64-62-65 registered
a 191 total at the 2008 Preferred Health Systems Wichita Open/22-under.

Steve Wheatcroft’s 22-under score of 191 eclipsed the tournament 54-hole
record by eight strokes.

Steve Wheatcroft’s total of 125 in the second and third rounds (60-65) matched
the second-lowest 36-hole score for consecutive rounds in Tour history. Kevin
Chappell’s 124 total (61-63) in the first two rounds at the 2010 Ford Wayne
Gretzky Classic is the best all-time.

Gary Christian fired a career-low, 9-under 62 in Saturday’s third round to move
into contention. Christian needed birdies on two of his final three holes Friday
just to make the 36-hole cut on the number. His 62 bettered a pair of 63s, one of
which came during the third round of the 2009 Northeast Pennsylvania Classic,
his only Tour win.

Steve Wheatcroft set a Nationwide Tour record when he held a seven-stroke
lead after the first 36 holes. Wheatcroft was 16-under par after he posted scores
of 66-60 to distance himself from the field. Greg Owen was alone in second
place heading into the weekend. The previous record for the largest 36-hole
lead was six strokes, held by four players, the most recent being Kevin Na at
the 2006 Mark Christopher Charity Classic.

Steve Wheatcroft became the 16th player in Nationwide Tour history to post
a score of 60 when he blitzed the University of Maryland Golf Course with 11
birdies during the second round. The former Indiana University standout missed
a 22-foot eagle putt on the final hole that would have given him a 59. He wound
up closing his round with five consecutive birdies.

Steve Wheatcroft needed only 19 official putts during his second round, tying
the third-lowest total in Tour history. Two players - Mike Brisky/2003 Preferred
Health Systems Wichita Open and Steven Bowditch/2010 Soboba Golf Classic
- hold the record for fewest putts in a single round with 18.

Kyle Thompson birdied the final hole and broke up a packed leaderboard to win
The Rex Hospital Open for the second time in five years. Thompson’s seven-
foot putt pushed him to 14-under par, one better than Scott Brown, Troy Kelly
and Martin Flores. Late in Sunday’s final round, with only nine players on the
course, six were tied for the lead at 13-under par.

Kyle Thompson became the first two-time winner of The Rex Hospital Open,
adding the 2011 trophy to the one he captured in 2007, which was his first career
title.

Kyle Thompson became the second player in 2011 and the 10th overall to be-
come a two-time winner of the same event. Earlier in the year Brett Wetterich
won the Chitimacha Louisiana Open for the second time.

Scott Brown fired an 8-under 63 in the second round to take a one-stroke lead
at the halfway point. Brown carded a 9-under 62 in the third round in 2010 but
eventually tied for sixth when officials canceled the final round due to heavy
rains.

Troy Kelly’s runner-up finish helped him move up six spots, to No. 2 on the

money list.

Ty Tryon posted a career-low score of 64 in the second round. Tryon vaulted
from a tie for the 135th spot after an opening 75 to a tie-for-36th position with
his effort. His previous career low on the Nationwide Tour was 67 (twice) and on
the PGA TOUR was 65 (twice).

Brian Stuard tied the tournament record with six consecutive birdies during
the second round. Stuard shot a 7-under 65 while matching the mark set by
Canada’s Chris Baryla on the same set of holes (Nos. 8-13) during the third
round in 2009.

Carter Jenkins, who recently completed his sophomore year at nearby
Leesville Road High School, became the third-youngest to play in a Nationwide
Tour event when he teed off in the first round. Jenkins was 15 years, 11 months,
24 days when he joined the professionals. The youngest person to play on the
Nationwide Tour was Michelle Wie, who was just shy of her 14th birthday when
she played at the 2003 Albertsons Boise Open. Jenkins shot scores of 76-80
and missed the cut.

Mathew Goggin collected his second win of the 2011 season, and his fourth
overall, at the Preferred Health Systems Wichita Open. Goggin, the 54-hole
leader, needed a six-foot birdie putt on the 72nd hole to edge Kyle Thompson
by a single stroke. Goggin carded a 2-under 69 in the final round at Crestview
Country Club for an 18-under total, one better than his playing partner Thomp-
son, who birdied the hole to put the pressure on Goggin’s winning putt.

Sunday’s final round featured temperatures in the mid-90s and winds gusting to
25 mph.

Mathew Goggin, in only his ninth start of the year, became the first two-time
winner on the Nationwide Tour in 2011 and the first candidate to position himself
for a battlefield promotion to the PGA TOUR.

The final leaderboard had a familiarity to it. Kyle Thompson finished second to
Mathew Goggin, with Scott Brown and Troy Kelly tying for third place. One

week earlier at The Rex Hospital Open in Raleigh, NC, Thompson was the win-
ner and Brown and Kelly both tied for second. Martin Flores, who also tied for
second in Raleigh, tied for seventh in Wichita.

Mathew Goggin’s first-place check of $108,000 pushed his season total over
the $300,000 mark and gave him a substantial lead on the money list over No.
2 Kyle Thompson.

Billy Hurley’s 5-under 66 was the low score of the final round and moved the for-
mer U.S. Naval Academy graduate up to fifth place in the standings, his career-
best finish on Tour.

Scott Gardiner reeled off six consecutive birdies during the third round. Gar-
diner matched the Tour’s best streak of the season to that point when he made
six in a row, starting at No. 9.

Russell Knox collected a first-place check for $99,000 and jumped from No.
27 to No. 5 on the money list. Knox began his year as a Monday qualifier at
the Fresh Express Classic, where he finished second in the weather-shortened
event.

Former Navy Lieutenant Billy Hurley il closed with six birdies on the back nine
for an 8-under 64 and solo second place, his career best.

Tournament winner Russell Knox did nearly everything right in collecting his

first title. The former Jacksonville University product was third in Fairways Hit,
first in Greens in Regulation and tied for first in Putting. He also tied for first with

the most birdies (28) and had the fewest bogeys (three) for the week.
England’s Greg Owen led the field with four eagles, one in each round.

Drew Weaver, 2007 British Amateur champion and a 2009 graduate of Vir-
ginia Tech, fired a 6-under 66 in the final round. Weaver’s score included an
8-under birdie-eagle streak, which matched the third best in Nationwide Tour
history. Weaver was 1-over through eight holes but then ran off an eagle and
six consecutive birdies. He tied for 33rd. Kyle Reifers holds the Tour record at
10-under at the 2009 Ford Wayne Gretzky Classic.

Corey Nagy registered the first hole-in-one in the tournament’s two-year history.
Nagy aced the 146-yard seventh hole using a pitching wedge in the third round.

Californian Jeff Brehaut put together a strange score of 70 during Friday’s sec-
ond round. Brehaut started his day on the back nine and opened bogey, double
bogey. He made the turn at 5-over 41. His back nine included a pair of eagles
en route to a 7-under 29. “I's a crazy game,” he said.

Georgia’s Harris English rolled in a 10-foot birdie putt on the final hole to be-
come only the third amateur ever to win on the Nationwide Tour. English and
college rival John Peterson of LSU were locked in a weekend battle that saw
them flip-flop the lead on several occasions. The last flip came at the 72nd
hole, where Peterson made bogey to drop to 13-under par and English made
his birdie to get to 14-under 270.

Harris English became the second amateur to win in Columbus at the famed
Ohio State University Scarlet Course. Daniel Summerhays had just completed
his junior year at Brigham Young University when he won the title in 2007 to
become the first non-professional to win on Tour.

Harris English joined former Bulldog teammate Russell Henley as amateur
winners in 2011. Henley entered the winner’s circle on his home course at the
Stadion Classic at UGA in May.

Harris English made it two wins in two weeks with his victory in Columbus.
English, who turned 22 on Saturday, won the prestigious Southern Amateur the
previous week in Tampa, FL.

John Peterson held the outright lead after each of the first three rounds. Pe-
terson, winner of the 2011 NCAA Championship individual title, had a one-shot
lead standing on the tee at the 72nd hole. His tee shot wound up in a difficult lie
in the rough and he was forced to lay up with his second shot. He missed a putt

for par, setting the stage for English to roll in the winning birdie putt.

John Peterson caddied in this event in 2010 for Jonathan Randolph of the
University of Mississippi. Randolph shot scores of 77-74 and missed the cut.

John Peterson was attempting to become the 13th player to win on Tour in his
first career start. The last to do it was Miguel Carballo at the 2007 Movistar
Panama Championship.

Columbus native Kyle Reifers rolled in a 15-foot birdie putt at the final hole to
reach 13-under par. Reifers tied for second place. Since winner Harris En-
glish and co-runner-up John Peterson were both amateurs, Reifers collected
the Tour’s second-biggest paycheck in 2011, $144,000, and moved from No. 52
to No. 5 on the money list.

Two-time Nationwide Tour champion Jason Enloe hung up his competitive
spikes following Sunday’s final round. Enloe, a resident of Dallas, had earlier
accepted a job as the assistant men’s golf coach at Southern Methodist Univer-
sity, his alma mater.

Roberto Castro played the final two rounds without a bogey. Castro had scores
of 68-68 on the weekend and tied for 14th.

Another amateur, Peter Uihlein of Oklahoma State, also finished in the top-10.
A final-round 68 helped the former Cowboy to tie for ninth.

At the Utah Championship, he finished
third. He tied for ninth at the Mexico Open, tied for 33rd at the Chiquita Classic
near Cincinnati and was 13th at the Nationwide Children’s Hospital Invitational
in Columbus, OH.

In his 14th event of the season, James Hahn easily had his best finish of the
year. Prior to his tie for fourth at the Utah Championship, Hahn’s top perfor-
mance was a tie for 19th at the Fresh Express Classic in California and a tie for
20th at the Preferred Health Systems Wichita Classic.

There were 10 eagles Sunday, and Jason Allred had two of them, while Jeff
Gove had his third of the tournament and second on No. 3. Allred’s came on
Nos. 1 and 17. The other eagles came from Mark Anderson (No. 17), Miguel
Angel Carballo (No. 12), Ken Duke (No. 17), James Hahn (No. 12), Cliff
Kresge (No. 1), Kyle Reifers (No. 12) and Brian Vranesh (No. 12). There
were 45 eagles this week, with No. 12 yielding four Sunday and 12 overall.

For the first time since 2002, there were no holes-in-one at the Utah Champi-
onship.

Texan J.J. Killeen collected his second title in as many weeks with a victory
at the Cox Classic. Killeen took a four-shot lead into Sunday’s final round and
shot a 2-under 69 for a one-stroke victory over four others. Killeen birdied Nos.
14, 16 and 17 before he two-putted from 90 feet on the final hole to prevent a
five-man playoff. The 29-year old TCU grad had collected his first title a week
earlier at the Utah Championship.

A total of 68 players made the 36-hole cut and winner J.dJ. Killeen finished 68th
in Fairways Hit (27 of 56/48.2 percent). Jonas Blixt, one of four players to
share second place, finished 67th in that category. Blixt hit 28 of 56 for an even
50 percent success rate.

J.J. Killeen became the sixth player in Tour history to win in consecutive weeks.
The last to do it was Jason Gore at the 2005 National Mining Association Pete
Dye Classic and the Scholarship America Showdown.

J.J. Killeen became the 12th player in Tour history to win in consecutive starts.
The last to do it was Nick Flanagan, who won the 2007 Henrico County Open
and BMW Charity Pro-Am.

Tournament Results

Former U.S. Amateur champion Danny Lee had only one bogey during the
week, and it came on his third hole Thursday morning. Lee played the final
69 holes bogey-free and eventually tied for second, his fifth top-10 of the 2011
season.

Lift, clean and place conditions were in effect for rounds two and four.

Russell Knox, who tied for seventh, led the field in both Fairways Hit (85.7 per-
cent) and Greens in Regulation (91.7 percent).

J.J. Killeen’s four-stroke lead after three rounds was the second-largest 54-hole
lead in tournament history. Chris Smith had a five-shot advantage in 1997.

Scott Gardiner ran off a string of seven consecutive birdies during the second
round. Jason Gore holds the tournament record with eight in a row during the
fourth round in 2005.

Thursday’s scoring average of 68.654 was the lowest first-round average in tour-
nament history.

Nebraska native Steve Friesen shot an 8-under 64 on the final day and pulled
away for a five-shot win, his first Nationwide Tour title. Friesen birdied four of
the last five holes, including the final three, to pick up a check for $112,500 and
vault to No. 23 on the money list.

Winner Steve Friesen nearly went wire-to-wire in winning in Springfield. The
34-year old from Omaha posted a 10-under 62 in the opening round and led
by two strokes. His lead was one stroke over Josh Broadaway at the halfway
point and he wound up sharing the 54-hole lead with Travis Hampshire. The
last player to win in wire-to-wire fashion was Colt Knost in 2008 at this event.

Steve Friesen became the 13th player in the tournament’s 22-year history to
record his first career win at this event. Doug LaBelle Il was the last to do it in
2006.

Josh Broadaway’s tie-for-third effort matched the best finish of his career. He
rolled in a 6-foot par putt on the final hole after dunking his second shot into the
water at the par-5. The putt helped him earn enough money to move from No.
26 to No. 12 on the money list.

Tournament Results

Australian Gavin Coles, who finished second, eagled the par-5, 18th hole three
times in four days. He rolled in a 12-foot eagle putt in Thursday’s opener, an
18-footer in round two and a 4-footer in round four. He birdied the 542-yard hole
Saturday by two-putting from 12 feet.

Saturday’s third-round scoring average was nearly three full strokes under par
(69.203). Sixty of the 64 players who made the cut shot par-or-better scores for
the day.

Sweden’s Jonas Blixt birdied nine of his first 11 holes in Friday’s second round.
The former Florida State All-American played the final seven holes in two-over,
including bogeys at his last two holes, and settled for a 7-under 65.

J.J. Killeen was going for his third straight win in as many starts but wound
up missing the cut. Killeen rebounded from his opening 74 with a 5-under 67
but missed the cut by three shots. His first-round 74 also ended a streak of 16
consecutive rounds below par.

Steve Friesen’s 10-under 62 on Thursday was four strokes better than his pre-
vious career-best score on the Nationwide Tour.

Australian James Nitties pulled away from the field late in the day and earned
his first Nationwide Tour title. Nitties fired a 6-under 65 to finish at 26-under and
win by five strokes over Jonas Blixt and Nick Flanagan.

James Nitties’ winning score of 258 matched the second-best winning score
in Tour history. Steve Wheatcroft set the mark of 255 (29-under) earlier in the
2011 season when he captured the Melwood Prince George’s County Open.
Chris Smith (1997 Omaha Classic) and Daniel Chopra (2004 Henrico County
Open) also posted 258 totals en route to victories at their respective events.

James Nitties was clinging to a small lead, but birdies at Nos. 16 and 18, cou-
pled with some late stumbles by his closest challengers, resulted in a five-stroke
win. Nitties finished the week with 30 birdies and four bogeys.

Third-year pro Jonas Blixt finished runner-up for the second time in three
weeks. Blixt, who fired a 9-under 62 in the third round, also tied for second
at the Cox Classic in Omaha. His performance in Kansas City moved him up
from No. 30 to No. 11 on the money list.

Nick Flanagan’s tie for second was his best on Tour since he earned a battle-

field promotion to the PGA TOUR with his third victory of the 2007 season, at
the Xerox Classic. Flanagan had made only six cuts in 13 starts in 2011 and
had not finished better than a tie for 38th in any week prior to Kansas City.

Lift, clean and place conditions were in effect for the final three rounds.

Jonas Blixt opened the third round with six consecutive birdies, one shy of the
Tour’s all-time record for most birdies to begin a round. Rocky Walcher had
seven in a row to start the third round of the 2000 Preferred Health Systems
Wichita Open.

Veteran Scott Dunlap set the course record in Friday’s second round with an
11-under 60. Dunlap reeled off five consecutive birdies on both the front nine
and the back nine and concluded his day with a 25-foot birdie on the final hole.

First-round co-leader Nicholas Thompson shot a 5-over 76 in the second round
and missed the cut by two strokes after opening with an 8-under 63.

Kevin Tway, son of former PGA Championship winner Bob Tway, made his
professional debut in Kansas City. Tway got into the field as a Monday qualifier.
He posted four sub-70 scores for a 9-under total. He tied for 62nd.

Three-time PGA TOUR winner Kirk Triplett earned his first Nationwide Tour title
with a two-stroke win in Knoxville. Triplett, the 54-hole leader, fired a 4-under 68
to finish at 21-under par, two better than veteran Marco Dawson.

Kirk Triplett's win was his first since capturing the 2006 Chrysler Classic of
Tucson.

Kirk Triplett became the oldest winner in Nationwide Tour history. Triplett—49
years, 4 months, 29 days—displaced Steve Pate as the oldest player to win on
Tour.

Kirk Triplett finished the week tied for first in Greens in Regulation and tied for

second in Fairways Hit.

Kirk Triplett had only two bogeys during the week, and both came during the
first round. Triplett played the final 60 holes bogey-free.

Two-time PGA TOUR winner Boo Weekley made his first Nationwide Tour start
since the end of the 2006 season. Playing on a sponsor exemption, Weekley
tied for 32nd.

The 36-hole cut came at 5-under 139, matching the lowest in tournament history.

England’s Gary Christian earned his second career title with a one-stroke vic-
tory over John Mallinger. Christian, one of three co-leaders after 54 holes,
held steady during the final day and posted a 4-under 67 to win. His first-place
check of $108,000 moved him from No. 27 to No. 4 on the money list and all but
assured the 40-year old his first trip to the PGA TOUR, in 2012.

Gary Christian’s win was the second of his career and the second in the state
of Pennsylvania. His first came at the 2009 Northeast Pennsylvania Classic
near Scranton. In that event, Christian prevailed in a nine-hole playoff against
Mathias Gronberg.

Champion Gary Christian did everything well during his week near Pittsburgh.
The 40-year old Auburn grad tied for 11th in Fairways Hit, tied for sixth in Greens
in Regulation and tied for eighth in Putts Per Round.

India’s Rahil Gangjee became the third player in Tour history to make a hole-in-
one on a par-4 when he used a driver to ace the 316-yard, 15th hole in Sunday’s
final round. Gangjee joined Chip Beck (2003 Omaha Classic) and Richard
Johnson (2009 Michael Hill New Zealand Open) as the only players to accom-
plish the rare feat.

Tournament Results

Kevin Kisner came close to doing something no player has ever done in Tour
history—successfully defend a title. Kisner won the inaugural Mylan Classic in
2010 and shared the 54-hole lead in 2011. Trailing leader Gary Christian by
two strokes with only one to go, Kisner’s chances were dashed when his second
shot at the par-4, 18th found a greenside creek, a shot that forced him to settle
for a double bogey, which dropped him into a tie for fifth.

Bob May had a hole-in-one on the 140-yard, fifth hole during the second round.
Aaron Watkins also made an ace at the 156-yard, 14th hole Friday.

Brad Adamonis set the Southpointe Golf Club course record with a 9-under
62 in the second round. A short time later, defending champion Kevin Kisner
matched the 62. New Zealand’s Danny Lee also posted a 62 in Sunday’s final
round.

Local favorite Rocco Mediate tied for 32nd in just his second career Nationwide
Tour start. His first career start came in this event in 2010 when he also tied for
32nd.

Fifty-seven players did not complete the first round on time. Thursday'’s play was
halted in the late morning for 2:20 due to lightning and thunderstorms.

Jason Kokrak fired a bogey-free, 4-under 67 in the final round to earn his first
Nationwide Tour win. Kokrak, the third-round co-leader with India’s Rahil Gang-
jee, two-putted a trio of par-5s on the last day and held off a host of challengers.
Nineteen players were within three strokes of the lead heading into Sunday’s
finale.

Jason Kokrak finished second in Driving Distance for the week (343.6 yards)
behind only national long-drive champion Jamie Sadlowski (349.8 yards).

Jason Kokrak played the final 59 holes without a bogey. Runner-up John
Mallinger was bogey-free for the weekend.

Jason Kokrak was the last player to get into the tournament. He was one of
only two alternates to make it into the final field. The victory was worth $130,500
and moved Kokrak from No. 70 to No. 13 on the money list.

John Mallinger moved to No. 12 on the money list with his second-place finish.
Mallinger, a PGA TOUR member who failed to qualify for the FedExCup Play-

offs, also tied for third and second, respectively, in his previous two Nationwide
Tour starts.

Jason Kokrak began Saturday’s third round with six consecutive birdies. The
Tour record for birdies to begin a round is seven, set by Rocky Walcher in 2000.

Ted Tryba had an eagle in each of the first two rounds, but neither came on
a par-5. Tryba made a hole-in-one at the par-3, 13th Thursday and holed his
second shot from the fairway at the par-4, sixth hole Friday.

Thursday’s opening round was delayed for nearly two hours because of storms,
marking the first time in the tournament’s 22-year history that play was sus-
pended during a round. Four times previously play was delayed, but those were
all prior to the start of play because of frost.

Camilo Benedetti made a double eagle at the 561-yard, third hole Thursday.
Benedetti hit driver, 4-iron (247 yards) into the cup for a two at the par-5. He is
the fourth player in tournament history to record a double eagle.

Lefty Ted Potter, Jr., birdied the second playoff hole to become the third two-
time winner on Tour in 2011. Potter knocked his second shot to within 15 feet
at the par-5, 18th hole and two-putted for birdie to defeat PGA TOUR rookie
Andres Gonzales. A par on the first playoff hole eliminated Argentina’s Miguel
Carballo.

Ted Potter’s victory was worth $135,000 and increased his season total to
$362,452. Potter moved to No. 3 on the money list and locked up a spot on
the PGA TOUR in 2012.

Ted Potter and Andres Gonzales both birdied the final two holes in regulation
to get to 14-under par. Miguel Carballo, playing in the final group, birdied the
par-5 18th to join them in the playoff.

Ted Potter’s win continued an interesting pattern of finishes for the 27-year old
Floridian. With the win, Potter has tied for sixth, missed the cut, tied for third,
missed the cut, tied for third, missed the cut and won in seven starts.

The playoff was the first in the tournament’s three-year history and only the sec-
ond on Tour in 2011.

Third-round leader Jonas Blixt was tied for the lead on the back nine Sunday

but stumbled with a bogey and double bogey on Nos. 14 and 15 to fall out of
contention. The third-year pro from Florida State birdied the final hole to tie for
fourth.

Leading money winner J.J. Killeen, a native of the San Diego area, shot a final-
round 69 to tie for 10th. Killeen pushed his season earning total to $407,554 to
become the 14th player in Tour history to top the $400,000 mark in a year.

John Mallinger celebrated his 32nd birthday Sunday with a 4-under 67 and a
tie for sixth, his fifth straight top-10. The Tour record for consecutive top-10s is
six by Doug Martin, in 1993 and Tom Gillis in 2009.

Lefty Tim Wilkinson had only 96 putts in four rounds, one shy of the Tour’s all-
time record for fewest putts in 72 holes. Grant Waite had 95 putts at the 2003
Miccosukee Championship. Of those who made the cut, Wilkinson finished 63rd
out of 64 players in Greens in Regulation (35 of 72/48.6 percent).

Former University of Georgia All-Americans Russell Henley and Harris En-
glish made their professional debuts at Soboba. Henley and English both won
Nationwide Tour events earlier in the year while still amateurs. Both players
made the cut in their first pro starts. Henley tied for 31st and English tied for
49th.

Argentina’s Miguel Carballo earned his second career win with a two-stroke
victory in Chattanooga. Carballo shot an 8-under 64 in the final round to finish
at 24-under par and beat Monday qualifier Brice Garnett.

Miguel Carballo’s run to victory was keyed by three eagles in the final round at
Black Creek Mountain, including back-to-back eagles on the back nine.

Miguel Carballo, a playoff runner-up two weeks earlier at the Soboba Golf Clas-
sic, picked up the winner’s check for $90,000 and moved to No. 5 on the money
list.

Miguel Carballo’s first win on Tour came in his very first start - the 2007 Movis-
tar Panama Championship - a span of 122 starts, and 4 years, 8 months and 11
days.

Runner-up Brice Garnett was attempting to become the 21st Monday qualifier
to win on the Nationwide Tour. Earlier in the year, Ted Potter, Jr. won the
South Georgia Classic as a Monday qualifier. Kyle Reifers was also a Monday
qualifier when he won in Chattanooga in 2006.

Third-round leader John Mallinger saw his chances for victory dashed on the
front nine of the final round. Holding a four-shot lead after a pair of early birdies,
Mallinger stumbled with three double-bogeys and a bogey in a five-hole stretch
and was five shots back at the turn.

John Mallinger tied a Nationwide Tour record with his sixth consecutive top-

10 finish. Mallinger birdied the final hole for a 3-over 75 and tied for sixth place.
Mallinger matched the record set by Doug Martin in 1993 and tied by Tom Gillis
in 2009. Neither Martin, Gillis or Mallinger did it in consecutive weeks, nor did
any of them win during their streaks.

Monday qualifier Brice Garnett set a Nationwide Tour single-tournament record
by hitting 69 of 72 greens in regulation. Garnett was perfect the first two days
and then hit 16 on Saturday and 17 in Sunday’s finale. He broke the mark of
68/72 set by Boo Weekley on the same course in 2006.

LSU’s John Peterson, winner of the 2011 NCAA Individual Championship,
made his professional debut in Chattanooga after earning a spot in the field
through Monday qualifying. Peterson shot a 10-under 62 in the third round and
finished T24. Peterson was runner-up to Harris English at the Nationwide Chil-
dren’s Hospital Invitational in July. He was the outright leader after each of the
first three rounds and was ahead by one after 71 holes in but wound up making
a bogey at the final hole while English rolled in a birdie putt to flip-flop positions.

Both Luke List and Harris English attended the same high school in Chat-
tanooga, Baylor School.

Monday qualifier Andrew Black of Chattanooga shot an even-par 72 in the
opening round. The odd part was that he made six birdies, which were off-
set by an 11 at the par-5, 6th hole. Black hit three balls out of bounds on the
hole.

Jason Kokrak collected his second win in five weeks with his victory in Miami.
Kokrak fired a 5-under 66 in Sunday’s rain-delayed, final round to win by seven
strokes over Mark Anderson. The 26-year old from Ohio started the day with
a three-shot lead and was never seriously challenged. Kokrak put the hammer
down on the back nine, shooting a 4-under 32 to distance himself from the field
and finish 20-under par.

Jason Kokrak’s win was worth $108,000 and it propelled him from No. 15 to
No. 4 on the season money list, assuring him a spot among THE-25 leading
money winners at the end of the year and a spot on the PGA TOUR in 2012.

Jason Kokrak’s winning margin of seven strokes matched the fifth-biggest mar-
gin in Tour history. It was also the largest in tournament history, eclipsing the
mark of four strokes set by Jason Gore in 2010.

Jason Kokrak winning score of 20-under 264 broke the tournament record by
four shots. D.J. Trahan (2004) and Jason Gore (2010) shared the old mark of
16-under 268.

Sunday’s final round was suspended from 2:17 to 3:40 p.m. due to heavy rains
in South Florida. A total of 40 players had completed their rounds when play
was halted.

Mark Anderson’s birdie at the 17th hole on the final day broke a four-way tie
and propelled him to a solo second place finish. The result was a big enough
check to vault him from No. 53 to No. 25 on the money list.

Harris English, playing in just his fourth event as a professional, earned
$31,200 for his T3 finish and moved up to No. 61 on the money list. English
won the Nationwide Children’s Hospital Invitational in July as an amateur. Two

weeks earlier the former University of Georgia All-American lost a playoff to
Danny Lee at the WNB Golf Classic in Midland, TX. English headed into the
final full-field event trailing No. 60 Andrew Buckle by $1,900.

Bubba Dickerson was in last place after a third-round 78 and was the first
man off the tee in the final round. He played as a single and raced around the
course, literally, in 1:48. Dickerson was seen jogging down the fairway several
times, along with his caddie and walking scorer. He had seven birdies on the
day and shot a 4-under 67. “I keep telling people | play better when | play fast,”
he quipped.

Jason Kokrak’s three-stroke lead matched the largest 54-hole lead in tourna-
ment history. Craig Bowden was up by three in 2003, the first year of the event.
Bowden needed only an even-par 71 in the final round to win by one.

Jason Kokrak’s 13-under 129 total was the best start in tournament history.
Marc Turnesa was 12-under in 2007 and went on to win by one stroke.

Englishmen Greg Owen and Gary Christian each had a pair of eagles in the
second round. They are only the fifth and sixth players in tournament history to
do that.

The 36-hole cut of 3-under par matched the lowest in tournament history (2003).

23 of the top-25 money winners teed it up in Miami. The only two who weren’t
there were No. 4 Danny Lee and No. 9 John Mallinger.

Jamie Lovemark, the 2010 Nationwide Tour Player of the Year, made his first
start in several months. Lovemark had been plagued by back problems and
hadn’t played since he was forced to withdraw from the Shell Houston Open in
early April. He posted scores of 72-69 but missed the cut by two strokes.

Australian Gavin Coles carded a 1-over-par 71 in the final round to win the last
full-field event of the year by one stroke over Jonas Blixt. After failing to record
a birdie through the first 15 holes of the final round, Coles was tied with Blixt
standing on the tee at the par-5, 16th hole. The two matched birdies at No. 16
before Coles took control on the difficult par-4, 17th, rolling in a 30-foot birdie
effort. Coupled with a Blixt bogey, Coles took a two-shot advantage to the last
and won despite a three-putt bogey.

Gavin Coles’ victory was worth $108,000 and moved him from No. 45 to No.
15 on the money list and put him in good position to earn his PGA TOUR card
for 2012.

Gavin Coles’ victory was the fifth of his career on the Nationwide Tour, moving
him into a tie with Chris Couch and Chris Perry for third-most all-time.

Gavin Coles’ winning score of 6-under-par 274 was the highest of the season
on the Nationwide Tour and highest in relation to par since Bill Lunde won the
2008 Nationwide Children’s Hospital Invitational at 5-under-par 279.

B.J. Staten (tied for 18th) fired the low round of the day Sunday with a 6-under-
par 64, equaling the low round of the tournament. Gavin Coles (won), Brian
Stuard (sixth), Scott Gardiner (tied for seventh) and Jerod Turner (tied for 41st)
all carded 64s in the second round. The course record at Dye’s Valley Course
at TPC Sawgrass is a 63, shot by 2010 champion David Mathis in the second
round.

David Lingmerth (third) and John Kimbell (tied for seventh) were the only

players to play ther way inside the top 60 on the money list and advance to the
Nationwide Tour Championship at Daniel Island. Lingmerth moved from No. 75
to No. 50 on the money list, while Kimbell moved from No. 67 to No. 57. Con-
versely, Charles Warren (No. 59 to No. 62) and Andrew Buckle (No. 60 to No.
64) fell out after missing the cut.

Tim Wilkinson (No. 63) and Brian Stuard (No. 66) barely missed making the
field for the Nationwide Tour Championship at Daniel Island despite solid weeks
at the Winn-Dixie Jacksonville Open. They tied for 11th and seventh, respec-
tively.

University of Florida graduate Camilo Benedetti recorded a hole-in-one on the
123-yard par-3, fifth hole in the first round with a 9-iron. The hole-in-one was the
first in Winn-Dixie Jacksonville Open history and the third of Benedetti’s career.
Earlier this season, Benedetti made a rare double eagle during the first round
of the Albertson’s Boise Open, holing a 4-iron from 247 yards at the par-5, third
hole. He became the first player since Peter Tomasulo in 2008 to record a
hole-in-one on a par-3 and a double eagle in the same year on the Nationwide
Tour.

Seventeen-year old Gavin Hall, competing on a sponsor exemption after win-
ning the AJGA’s Junior PLAYERS at TPC Sawgrass in September and staying
at the home of Fred Funk, carded rounds of 75-73 and missed the cut.

The 36-hole cut fell at 3-over-par 143, the highest on the Nationwide Tour in
2011.

Ken Duke fired a 4-under-par 68 in the final round to win the season-ending
Tour Championship by two strokes over Scott Brown. Duke assumed control
on the front nine Sunday with an eagle at the par-5, 6th hole and followed up with
a birdie at the next to open a four-stroke advantage. He never relinquished the
lead while playing the final 11 holes in even par to finish the week at 10-under
278.

Ken Duke’s victory was worth $180,000 and vaulted him from No. 36 to No. 7
on the final money list, giving him a return trip to the PGA TOUR in 2012.

Ken Duke’s success at the Daniel Island Club wasn’t a big shock. Back in 2006,
when the course hosted the inaugural Palmetto Pride Classic, Duke wound up
losing a playoff to Michael Sim in a rare Monday finish. Duke, though, went
on to be named the 2006 Nationwide Tour Player of the Year and was leading
money winner.

Ken Duke, at the age of 42 years, 9 months and one day, became the second-
oldest player to win the Nationwide Tour Championship. Allen Doyle won the
event in 1995 at the age of 47.

Ken Duke became only the third player in 18 years to win the Tour Champi-
onship by coming from behind on the final day. Duke started the final day one
shot back of leader Jason Kokrak. David Duval came from three strokes down
to win in 1993, while Craig Kanada was six back when he rallied to win in 2006.

Tournament Results

Scott Brown birdied two of his final four holes Sunday to claim solo second
place in Charleston, two shots back of winner Ken Duke. Brown collected
$108,000 - his career biggest payday - and moved from No. 21 to No. 8 on
the money list and earn a spot on the PGA TOUR for the first time.

Despite all of the potential changes to the top-25 money list, only one player
moved into the final rankings at Daniel Island. Ken Duke’s win pushed him to
No. 7 on the final list and displaced Australian James Nitties, who tied for 35th
and dropped from No. 23 to No. 26. Nitties, winner of the Midwest Classic in
Kansas City, missed out on his card by $5,341.

Former Navy Lieutenant Billy Hurley Il began the final week of the year as the
&lsquo;bubble boy’ at No. 25 on the money list. Hurley finished at even-par 288
and tied for 18th place, and earned enough money to hang onto the No. 25 spot
and earn the last of the 2012 PGA TOUR cards.

J.J. Killeen’s third-round 79 nearly cost him the money title, but a T38 finish,
coupled with a T12 from No. 2 Ted Potter Jr. left Killeen atop the money stand-
ings. The former TCU product ended the year with $414,273 to hold off Potter
by $11,803.

By hanging onto the No. 1 spot on the money list, J.J. Killeen earned fully-
exempt status on the PGA TOUR in 2012. Killeen also earned an exemption
into THE PLAYERS Championship.
