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Indianapolis Colts Owner & CEO Jim Irsay em-
barks on his 50th season with the organization. 
His affiliation with the Colts dates back to 1972 
when his father, Robert Irsay, acquired the team. 
His passion for winning and emphasis on sus-
tained success has molded Indianapolis into one 
of the NFL’s most successful and historic franchis-
es. In addition to his commitment to winning on 
the field, Irsay and his family are recognized as 
leaders in the community, spearheading many 
philanthropic endeavors throughout Indiana.

Irsay took the helm of the franchise in 1995, be-
coming sole owner in 1997. Going into his 27th 
season as the leader of the Colts, Indianapolis 
has earned 10 division championships, two Super 
Bowl appearances and the team’s fourth world 
championship with a victory in Super Bowl XLI. 
The team’s 208-128 regular season record dating 
back to 2000 ranks fourth in the NFL. From 2000-
09, the Colts produced 115 regular season wins, 
which at the time, was the most in a decade for 
any NFL club. Indianapolis also set an NFL record 
with 23 consecutive wins from 2008-09. Over the 
span of four seasons from 2012-15, the Colts won 
16 consecutive games within the AFC South Divi-
sion, also an NFL record.

Irsay grew up with the Colts and talks sentimen-
tally about his years living with the team during 
summer camp, riding the team bus and watch-
ing every game. After graduating from Southern 
Methodist University with a degree in broadcast 
journalism, he joined the franchise and worked in 
virtually every department, from ticket sales to 
public relations to football operations. When the 
Colts arrived in Indianapolis in 1984, Irsay was 
named general manager at age 24, the youngest 
to ever hold that job.

Over his many years with the organization, win-
ning always has been a priority for Irsay.  In 2017, 
he hired Chris Ballard as general manager, who 
in his first four seasons utilized both the NFL 
Draft and free agency to rebuild the Colts roster.  
In 2018, Irsay and Ballard hired former Philadel-
phia Eagles Offensive Coordinator Frank Reich 
as head coach, bringing back a familiar face to 
the Colts family. Reich began his coaching career 
in Indianapolis under Hall of Fame Head Coach 
Tony Dungy and served on the Colts staff for six 
years (2006-2011). Under their collective leader-
ship, the Colts are building a strong team that is 
primed for success.

In 2018, Reich’s first year as head 
coach, the Colts became just the 
second team in NFL history to start 
1-5, yet still reach the playoffs and 
win a playoff game. In Reich’s first 
three years, the Colts produced 
10 Associated Press All-Pro se-
lections, 10 Pro Bowl selections, 
the 2018 Defensive Rookie of the 
Year and the 2018 Comeback Play-
er of the Year. Linebacker Darius 
Leonard and guard Quenton Nel-
son each have earned AP All-Pro 
honors in each of the last three 
seasons (2018-2020), and in 2018, 
they became the first pair of rookie 
teammates to earn the honor since 
Hall of Famers Gale Sayers and 
Dick Butkus did so with the 1965 
Chicago Bears. What’s more, Reich

was named the NFL 101 AFC Coach of the Year 
following his first season at the helm.

A hallmark of Irsay’s stewardship was the 2006 
season, when the Colts won Super Bowl XLI 
with a 29-17 victory over Chicago. Following its 
triumphant return to Indianapolis, the team was 
welcomed by a raucous crowd lining downtown 
streets in below-freezing temperatures and filling 
the old RCA Dome. Irsay responded by sending 
the Lombardi Trophy on a 50-stop, 3,130-mile tour 
throughout Indiana, giving fans an opportunity to 
see, touch and take pictures with the iconic tro-
phy. That fall, he also created a once-in-a-life-
time opportunity for fans to compete for one of 
five authentic Super Bowl rings. The effort raised 
more than $225,000 for charity and entertained 
thousands who witnessed 10 finalists take their 
chance to pick one-of-five treasure chests that 
contained a ring inscribed with “Colts Fan.”

All eyes were focused on Indianapolis in 2012 
when Super Bowl XLVI came to town, and Irsay 
and the Colts were instrumental in leading the 
Super Bowl effort for the city. Largely regarded as 
one of the most successful Super Bowls ever, the 
event generated hundreds of millions of dollars in 
economic impact, as well as worldwide exposure, 
for the city and state. 

A strong advocate of the NFL’s history, tradition 
and principles, Irsay is an active team owner. In 
the 1980s, he was one of four NFL executives (in-
cluding Hall of Famers George Young and Bill Po-
lian) appointed by Commissioner Pete Rozelle to 
design the league’s modern day salary cap, which 
still governs player earnings in the NFL today.  Ir-
say has served on the Executive Committee of the 
Management Council, the Pro-College Relations 
Committee, the Super Bowl Advisory Committee, 
the Realignment Working Group and the Working 
Club Executive Committee that 
authored the NFL’s collective 
bargaining agreement in 1993.  
He currently chairs the league’s 
Legislative Committee and is a 
member of the Finance Com-
mittee.  

Irsay also oversees the team’s 
extensive community and phil-
anthropic efforts. Under his 
leadership, the Colts have been 
committed to improving the 
lives of people in their home 
city and state by helping build 
a healthy, inclusive and com-
passionate community through 
meaningful outreach, projects 
and partnerships. 

At the outset the COVID-19 pandemic in 2020, 
Irsay immediately jumped into action and per-
sonally led a community fundraising drive, rais-
ing more than $1.3 million in less than 48 hours 
to provide emergency meals to people in need. 
Irsay also helped fund e-learning materials and 
resources for Indianapolis students, led a fund-
raising drive for Indianapolis’ community centers, 
and purchased thousands of protective masks 
for use by frontline workers.  Also in 2020, Irsay 
reemphasized the franchise’s commitment to di-
versity, equity and inclusion in the way the club 
operates internally and in the community. The 
team actively works with players, coaches, staff 
and community stakeholders on efforts to battle 
racism, provide more access to educational and 
economic opportunity and bring people from all 
backgrounds and walks of life together in sup-
port of dialogue and positive change.  Irsay and 
his family also last year launched Kicking The 
Stigma, an initiative to raise awareness about 
mental health disorders and remove the shame 
and stigma often associated with these illness-
es. The effort kicked off with a series of national 
PSAs followed by a one-week virtual fundraiser 
in May during Mental Health Awareness Month 
that raised $4.5 million to support nonprofits in 
their efforts to expand treatment services and 
raise awareness.

The team also supports current and former play-
ers by engaging with them in charitable efforts, 
helping them leave a legacy of service to the 
community. The Irsays have been honored to give 
back through projects such as the Irsay Family 
YMCA, the downtown Colts Canal Playspace, Ri-
ley Hospital for Children, Wheeler Mission Center 
for Women & Children and dozens of other im-
portant community initiatives.  
Although football has been the focus of Irsay’s 
professional life, he has a personal passion for

rock music, American history and pop culture, 
which led him to assemble a robust collection of 
historic and culturally-significant artifacts over 
several decades that together make up The Jim 
Irsay Collection. The collection is highlighted by 
musical instruments and items owned and used 
by some of the greatest artists in music history, 
including Bob Dylan, The Beatles, Prince, Eric 
Clapton, The Grateful Dead’s Jerry Garcia, Pink 
Floyd’s David Gilmour, The Doors’ Jim Morrison 
and other music icons. Outside music, the collec-
tion includes the original manuscript for Alcohol-
ics Anonymous’ Big Book, the founding document 
for the organization, Jack Kerouac’s On the Road 
scroll, Muhammad Ali’s boxing shoes from the 
1975 “Thrilla’ in Manilla,” President Abraham 
Lincoln’s walking cane, and signed documents 
from various U.S. Presidents. An active philan-
thropist, Irsay regularly loans items from the col-
lection to museums, nonprofits and other organi-
zations for display and research. Items have been 
displayed at the U.S.’s Rock & Roll Hall of Fame, 
The Metropolitan Museum of Art (The Met) and 
the Indiana State Museum; as well as at The Cen-

tre Pompidou (Paris), the British Library (London), 
Auditorium Parco della Musica (Rome) and other 
locations around the world.

Irsay has three daughters, Carlie Irsay-Gordon, 
Casey Foyt and Kalen Jackson, as well as 10 
grandchildren. All three daughters were promot-
ed to the position of vice chair and owner in 2012 
and represent the next generation of Colts own-
ership in Indianapolis.

In reflecting on the organization, Irsay says, “One 
of the reasons I’m honored to be a steward of 
the Horseshoe is that we are able to use the 
enormous platform of pro football to bring joy 
into people’s lives. Whether it’s on the field on 
gamedays, serving our friends and neighbors off 
the field or other times throughout the year, our 
goal is to entertain, inspire and unite this com-
munity and Colts fans everywhere by not just 
winning, but winning the right way.”



CARLIE IRSAY-GORDON
VICE CHAIR/OWNER
Carlie Irsay-Gordon is in her 10th season as vice chair/owner. She joined the 
Colts as vice president in July of 2008 and, along with sisters Casey Foyt and 
Kalen Jackson, represents the next generation of ownership of the club. Raised 
in and around the organization, Irsay-Gordon interned with the Colts football 
operations and marketing departments while pursuing her undergraduate 
degree in religious studies from Skidmore College. She also has represented 
the team at NFL Owners’ Meetings since 2004. Irsay-Gordon is involved in all 
aspects of the organization and specifically helps direct the team’s growing 
digital, social media, content and production operations. She is a member 
of the NFL’s Media Owned & Operated Committee, which oversees the NFL 
Network, NFL.com, NFL Mobile and other league-owned media properties.  As 
the only active female member of the committee, she is responsible for setting 

strategies and policies related to traditional and digital media initiatives across the NFL and its clubs. Irsay-
Gordon also is involved in the Indianapolis community, serving on the boards of Visit Indy, the city’s convention 
and tourism bureau, and Park Tudor School.  She also is co-chair of the Indy Championships Fund, which has 
raised money to host and support the 2021 NCAA Men’s Basketball Tournament, the 2022 College Football 
Playoffs Championship game and the 2024 NBA All-Star Game.  Irsay-Gordon resides in Indianapolis with her 
husband, Zach Gordon, and three children.

CASEY FOYT
VICE CHAIR/OWNER
Entering her 10th season as vice chair/owner, Casey Foyt represents the next 
generation of ownership of the Indianapolis Colts, along with her sisters Carlie 
Irsay-Gordon and Kalen Jackson. After graduating from Indiana University with 
a degree in sports marketing, Foyt worked for the NFL in London, England, 
planning the first regular season NFL game played outside North America, as 
well as special events associated with the game. The contest was played in 
October 2007, featuring the New York Giants and Miami Dolphins playing in 
Wembley Stadium. Foyt joined the Colts in 2007 and focuses her energy on 
marketing and community relations. She helped revitalize the Indianapolis 
Colts Women’s Organization and planned the group’s first major fundraiser in 
2007. Foyt also helps represent the club at NFL Owners’ Meetings and other 

league events.  Born in Indianapolis, Foyt resides in Carmel, Ind. with her husband, Anthony J. Foyt, IV, and 
five children.

KALEN JACKSON
VICE CHAIR/OWNER
Kalen Jackson is entering her 10th season as vice chair/owner. Jackson joined 
the team in 2010 as vice president and, along with sisters Carlie Irsay-Gordon 
and Casey Foyt, represents the next generation of Colts ownership. Like her 
sisters, she grew up with the Colts organization as a significant part of her 
life since birth. On a daily basis, Jackson is involved in corporate sales and 
coordinates the Irsay family’s community and philanthropic efforts, including 
Kicking The Stigma, the family’s initiative to raise awareness about mental 
health disorders and remove the shame and stigma often associated with 
these illnesses. Jackson currently serves on the national board of Project 
Healthy Minds and locally on the 
board of the United Way of Central 
Indiana. She also is president of 

the Indianapolis Colts Women’s Organization. In addition to 
representing the Colts at NFL Owners’ Meetings, she serves on 
the league’s Employee Benefits Committee. As the committee’s 
youngest member, Jackson is responsible for administering club 
and league benefit plans, including plan design and amendment, 
benefit and administrative expense payments and employee 
eligibility issues. She graduated with honors in 2010 from Indiana 
University’s School of Health, Physical Education and Recreation 
with a bachelor’s degree in sports management and marketing. 
Jackson was born and resides in Indianapolis with her husband, 
Boyd Jackson, and their two daughters.

CHRIS BALLARD

Chris Ballard was hired as the general manager 
of the Indianapolis Colts on January 29, 2017. 
He is entering his 21st NFL season and his fifth 
in his current role where he oversees all football 
operations.

The Colts have reached the NFL postseason in 
two of the last three seasons, including an AFC 
Wild Card appearance in 2020 following an 
11-5 regular season record. The 11 wins were 
the most for the team dating back to 2014. Last 
year, Indianapolis was one of just four teams to 
finish in the top 10 in overall defense (eighth) and 
offense (10th). The Colts also tied for the most 
Associated Press All-Pro selections (six) and First-
Team All-Pro choices (four), which included 2018 
draft picks linebacker Darius Leonard and guard 
Quenton Nelson and 2020 trade acquisition, de-
fensive tackle DeForest Buckner.

Ballard and his staff have methodically worked 
to enhance the roster continuing the team’s 
momentum and success from last year’s playoff 
appearance. Following the retirement of quarter-

back Philip Rivers and offensive tackle Anthony 
Castonzo, Ballard’s first move of the offseason 
was a trade with the Philadelphia Eagles to ac-
quire veteran quarterback Carson Wentz who 
played a prominent role in the Eagles’ 2017 Su-
per Bowl season. Wentz is reunited with Head 
Coach Frank Reich who served as his offensive 
coordinator in Philadelphia for two seasons. In 
2017, Wentz led the Eagles to an 11-2 record and 
was in the running for the league’s MVP award 
prior to suffering a knee injury in Week 14. From 
2017-19, Wentz became the sixth quarterback in 
NFL history to throw for 20-plus touchdowns and 
10-or-fewer interceptions in three consecutive 
seasons.

In addition to the trade for Wentz, Ballard signed 
free agents - eight-year veteran, offensive tackle 
Eric Fisher (Chiefs), defensive end Isaac Rochell 
(Chargers), defensive tackle Antwaun Woods 
(Cowboys) and linebacker Malik Jefferson (Char-
gers). Fisher has started in 113 career games at 
tackle and was a starter on Kansas City’s Super 
Bowl LIV championship team. Ballard also signed 

unrestricted free agents, offensive 
tackle Sam Tevi (Chargers), offen-
sive tackle Julien Davenport (Dol-
phins), safety Sean Davis (Steelers) 
and guard Chris Reed (Panthers). 

The Colts also welcome back sever-
al veterans who have played a sig-
nificant role in the team’s success 
with the re-signings of wide receiv-
er T.Y. Hilton, running back Marlon 
Mack, cornerback Xavier Rhodes, 
defensive end Al-Quadin Muham-
mad, cornerback T.J. Carrie and cen-
ter Joey Hunt. Hilton, a four-time 



Pro Bowler, ranks third in team history 
in career receiving yards (9,360) behind 
Marvin Harrison and Reggie Wayne.

In the 2021 NFL Draft, Ballard focused 
on the defensive line early with the se-
lections of defensive ends Kwity Paye 
(first round) and Dayo Odeyingbo (second 
round). Both possess unique talent, char-
acter and upside that fits the demanding 
defensive scheme developed by Reich 
and defensive coordinator Matt Eberflus. 
Shawn Davis (fifth round), an aggressive 
safety with good ball skills was also 
added on the defense side of the ball. 
Offensively, the Colts added an athletic 
and speedy tight end in Kylen Granson 
(fourth round), a proven leader in quar-
terback Sam Ehlinger (sixth round), a 
big target with a unique skillset in wide 
receiver Mike Strachan (seventh round) 
and a versatile lineman in guard/tackle 
Will Fries (seventh round).

During 2020’s COVID-19 season, the Colts won 
six of their last eight games to clinch the final 
playoff spot in the AFC. Veteran quarterback Phil-
ip Rivers, who was signed by Ballard as a free 
agent in the offseason, completed 369-of-543 
passes for 4,169 yards and 24 touchdowns. His 
completion percentage (68.0) ranked eighth in the 
NFL and was the second-best single-season mark 
in franchise history. Running back Jonathan Tay-
lor (second round draft pick), ranked third in the 
NFL in rushing and became just the fifth rookie in 
franchise history to register a 1,000-yard season. 
Defensively, Buckner established a single-season 
franchise record for the most sacks by a defen-
sive tackle (9.5) while Leonard ranked eighth 
in the NFL in total tackles despite missing two 
games. On special teams, safety George Odum 
led the NFL with 20 special teams stops while 
kicker Rodrigo Blankenship set a new franchise 
rookie record for points scored (139), field goals 
made (32) and extra points made (43). In total Bal-
lard’s nine draft selections combined to play in 85 
contests with 36 starts.

Since his arrival in Indianapolis, Ballard has 
stressed the importance of winning the battle in 

the trenches. His theory held true in 2019 as the 
Colts finished with a top-10 rushing offense for 
the first time since 2001. Running back Marlon 
Mack also became the team’s first 1,000-yard 
rusher since 2016. That same year, Indianapolis’ 
offensive line was the only unit in the NFL to start 
the same five linemen in all 16 regular season 
games while tying for the ninth-fewest sacks al-
lowed. On the defensive side of the ball, Ballard 
signed free agent defensive end Justin Houston 
following eight seasons in Kansas City. Houston 
led the Colts with 11.0 sacks, which marked his 
fourth career double-digit sack season and his 
first since 2014. Houston also produced a streak 
of six consecutive games with a sack, the sec-
ond-longest streak of his career. The team’s 2019 
draft class combined to play in 93 games as cor-
nerback Rock Ya-Sin, linebacker Bobby Okereke 
and safety Khari Willis emerged as starters at 
their respective positions.

In 2018, the Colts started the season with a 1-5 
record, but won nine of their last 10 games to 
clinch a postseason berth. Indianapolis became 
the third team in NFL history to start the season 
with a 1-5 mark and reach the playoffs. The Colts 
then defeated the Houston Texans in a Wild Card 
contest and became the second team in league

history to start 1-5 and win a playoff 
game. The team’s success, due in part to 
Ballard’s construction of the roster, earned 
him the Pro Football Writers of America 
Executive of the Year award.

Pivotal in the team’s 2018 achievement 
was the 11-man NFL Draft class, which 
combined to play in 133 games (67 starts). 
The group was spearheaded by Nelson 
and Leonard who joined Pro Football Hall 
of Famers Dick Butkus and Gale Sayers 
(Chicago Bears, 1965) as the second pair 
of rookie teammates to be selected First 
Team All-Pro since The Associated Press 
started selecting All-Pro teams in 1940. Nelson 
was also selected to the Pro Bowl and Leonard 
was named the NFL’s Defensive Rookie of the 
Year. The duo also earned All-Pro and Pro Bowl 
honors following the 2019 season. Ballard made 
a trade with the New York Jets in March of 2018 
to acquire the sixth overall pick (Nelson), in addi-
tion to two second round selections and a second 
round pick in 2019. Starting right tackle Braden 
Smith was selected with the acquired 37th over-
all selection and, following another trade during 
the draft, second round defensive end Kemoko 
Turay and fifth round running back Jordan Wilkins 
completed the Colts’ picks in the trade.

Ballard navigated the organization through a 
challenging 2017 campaign. Through myriad in-
juries, the Colts witnessed the emergence of sev-
eral free agents and draft selections. The team’s 
53-man roster for the regular season opener fea-
tured 30 new players compared to 2016’s Week 1 
roster. Ballard focused primarily on the defensive 
side of the ball in his first draft as six of the eight 
players selected competed on defense. In total, 
seven of Ballard’s picks reached the active ros-
ter and combined to play in 82 games (17 starts). 
One of Ballard’s first roster moves in Indianapolis 
came in early March, 2017 when he signed tight 
end Jack Doyle to a contract extension. Doyle 
went on to have a career year as he finished with 
80 receptions for 690 yards and four touchdowns 
en route to his first career Pro Bowl. His reception 
total finished as the second-most in the league 
among tight ends and ranked as the second-most 
in franchise single-season history among players 

at his position. Doyle again made the Pro Bowl 
following the 2019 campaign. Ballard made one 
of his best roster moves eight days prior to the 
regular season opener when he acquired quar-
terback Jacoby Brissett in a trade with the New 
England Patriots. Brissett started 15 games and 
threw for 3,098 yards and 13 touchdowns. He 
ranked second in the league in passing touch-
downs of 60-plus yards and was part of an of-
fense that tied for the fourth-fewest giveaways 
in the NFL in 2017. 

Under Ballard, the Colts have witnessed six play-
ers earn 10 All-Pro honors and six players garner 
10 Pro Bowl selections. Draft picks Leonard and 
Nelson have been named to the All-Pro team on 
three separate occasions while Buckner, center 
Ryan Kelly, Odum and long snapper Luke Rhodes 
all earned All-Pro accolades in 2020. Leonard and 
Nelson have combined for five Pro Bowls since 
2018 while Hilton (2017), tight end Eric Ebron 
(2018), quarterback Andrew Luck (2018), Doyle 
(2019) and Kelly (2018-19) have all made trips to 
the Pro Bowl.

Following his first year as general manager, Bal-
lard was nominated for the Pro Football Writers 
of America Jack Horrigan Award, which is given 
to the league or club official for his or her quali-
ties and professional style in helping the pro foot-
ball writers do their job. He was nominated again 
following the 2018 campaign before winning the 
award following the 2019 season.

Ballard came to the Colts after a four-year stint 
with Kansas City, most recently as the director

of football operations from 2015-16. He was pro-
moted to the position after serving two seasons 
(2013-14) as the Chiefs director of player person-
nel. Ballard oversaw the college and pro scouting 
departments and worked directly with then-Gen-
eral Manager John Dorsey on player acquisition. 

From 2013-16, the Chiefs won 43 games (fourth-
most in the NFL), made three playoff appearanc-
es, won one AFC West Division title (2016) and 
had 15 players named to the Pro Bowl, including 
at least four in each season. Inheriting a team 
that went 2-14 in 2012, Ballard assisted in an 
overhaul of Kansas City’s roster in 2013. By the 
end of the season, there were a total of 30 new 
players on the 53-man squad that went 11-5 and 
reached the playoffs as a Wild Card contender 
after finishing second in the AFC West. Ballard 
helped the Chiefs draft four Pro Bowl players in 
addition to acquiring three-time Pro Bowl (2013, 
2016-17) quarterback Alex Smith in free agency 
in 2013. 

Prior to Kansas City, Ballard began his NFL career 
with the Chicago Bears. In 12 seasons with the 
Bears personnel department, under the tutelage 
of general manager Jerry Angelo, he served as 
the director of pro scouting (2012) and was the 
southwest area scout (2001-2011). 

During Ballard’s tenure in Chicago, the Bears 
reached the playoffs four times, winning four 
NFC North titles (2001, 2005, 2006 and 2010) and 
appeared in two NFC Championship games (2006 
and 2010). The Bears won the NFC Championship 
in 2006 and faced the Colts in Super Bowl XLI in 
Miami.

With the Bears, Ballard helped draft numerous 
Pro Bowl players, including running back Matt 
Forte (2008), wide receiver Johnny Knox (2009), 
cornerback Charles Tillman (2003), defensive 

tackle Tommie Harris (2004), cornerback Nathan 
Vasher (2004) and defensive tackle Henry Melton 
(2009). He also assisted in many notable acquisi-
tions and trades, including the signings of wide 
receiver Brandon Marshall, guard Jermon Bush-
rod, tight end Martellus Bennett, linebacker D.J. 
Williams and linebacker James Anderson. 

Before entering player personnel, Ballard spent 
seven seasons (1994-2000) on the coaching 
staff at Texas A&M-Kingsville under Head Coach 
and College Football Hall of Famer Ron Harms. 
In 2000, he served as defensive coordinator af-
ter stints as the secondary coach (1995-99) and 
wide receivers coach (1994). During his time 
with the Javelinas, Ballard helped mentor future 
NFL players running back Richard Jones, wide 
receiver Karl Williams, cornerback Floyd Young 
and cornerback Al Harris. Texas A&M-Kingsville 
also produced 1996 first-round draft pick, guard 
Jermane Mayberry. 

Ballard played four years of collegiate football at 
the University of Wisconsin, part of which was 
under former head coach and Badgers Athletics 
Director Barry Alvarez. He served as a student 
assistant his senior year after suffering multiple 
knee injuries prior to graduating with a Bachelor 
of Arts degree in 1993.
 
Ballard is a native of Texas City, Texas. He and 
his wife, Kristin, reside with their five children in 
Westfield, Ind. The Ballard family is active in the 
community and have worked with many organiza-
tions, including Books for Youth, Hands of Hope, 
Habitat for Humanity, Make-A-Wish and Glean-
ers Food Bank. In addition, the Ballards also host 
the “Huddle For Hope” community ticket block at 
Colts home games.



PETE WARD
CHIEF OPERATING OFFICER
Pete Ward is entering his 41st season with the Indianapolis Colts in 2021. 
Ward was promoted to chief operating officer in 2010 after serving as the 
club’s senior executive vice president since 2001. His duties and experiences 
have been wide-ranging and diverse and touch all areas of the organization. 
Ward began his affiliation with the Colts in 1981 as a summer and seasonal 
intern in the team’s public relations department. Following his graduation 
from the University of Virginia, he was hired as the club’s administrative 
assistant. Ward was promoted to director of operations shortly after the team’s 
arrival in Indianapolis in March 1984. He then was named vice president of 
administration in 1997. In addition to general administrative management, 

Ward served as the point person for the team on the design and construction of Lucas Oil Stadium. In 2012, 
he was named the chairman of the Indiana University Melvin and Bren Simon Cancer Center development 
board, a 42-person panel charged with raising money for one of the nation’s leading cancer centers. In 
addition, he serves on the boards of USA Football and the Indianapolis Zoo. Ward also served as the team’s 
liaison with the City of Indianapolis as it hosted its first ever Super Bowl (XLVI). Ward and his wife, Lena, 
have a daughter, Mady, and a son, Sam. Ward was born in New Orleans and was raised in Carmel, Calif.

DAN EMERSON
CHIEF LEGAL OFFICER
Dan Emerson has represented the Colts since March 1984, when the club moved 
to Indianapolis. He enters his sixth season as the team’s chief legal officer after 
being named to the position in 2016. Prior to that, he served four years as vice 
president and general counsel and nine years as general counsel. For nearly 
35 years, Emerson practiced law with the Indianapolis firm Bose McKinney & 
Evans, where he chaired the Employment Law and Sports and Entertainment 
Law groups, and served on the firm’s executive committee. After graduating 
from Macalester College, where he played football and baseball, Emerson 
attended law school at Indiana University in Bloomington. He is a member of 
the Sports Lawyers Association, as well as the Indianapolis, Indiana, American, 

Federal, and Seventh Circuit bar associations, and is a past Chairman of both the Indiana and Indianapolis

He was 
also named the Best Lawyers’ Chicago Sports Law “Lawyer of the Year” in 
both 2018 and 2020. Luther graduated magna cum laude from Georgetown 
University with a bachelor’s degree in government and economics and a 
subsequent law degree.

Roger VanDerSnick enters his fifth season as the Colts’ chief sales and 
marketing officer. VanDerSnick, an Indiana native and graduate of Rose-
Hulman Institute of Technology, came to the Colts with more than 30 years 
of experience in the sales and marketing field. Before joining the Colts, 
he was with global sports marketing agency International Management 
Group (IMG), where he was the chief sales and marketing officer of 
IMG College for six years. In addition to driving significant annual sales 
growth, VanDerSnick developed and implemented IMG College’s national 
sales platform, designed a regional sales management structure for 65 
universities and implemented a CRM sales management system for the 

325+ person sales and marketing organization. Before IMG, he spent five years at International Speedway 
Corporation in a variety of roles, including executive vice president and chief operating officer, senior vice 
president of marketing and business operations, and vice president and chief marketing officer. VanDerSnick 
was with NASCAR from 2000 to 2006, last serving as vice president of marketing. He participated in all 
strategic NASCAR initiatives, sponsorship sales, marketing plans, media rights negotiations, licensing and 
strategic new business initiatives. VanDerSnick also played an integral part in the sponsorship transition 
from the NASCAR Winston Cup Series to the NASCAR Sprint Cup Series. He began his career at Procter 
& Gamble in 1985 and held a number of manufacturing roles before transitioning into marketing.  He 
earned all-conference honors as a football player at Rose-Hulman. VanDerSnick graduated cum laude with 
a degree in mechanical engineering. A board member of the Indy Chamber of Commerce, VanDerSnick has 
two daughters, Megan and Nicole, and resides in Indianapolis with his wife, Dawn.  
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Frank Reich enters his fourth season as head 
coach of the Indianapolis Colts, having been 
named to the post on February 11, 2018. He has 
29 years of NFL experience both as a player (1985-
1998) and a coach (2006-present) and rejoined 
the Colts after spending six years on the team’s 
coaching staff from 2006-2011. Reich has led the 
Colts to the playoffs in two of his first three sea-
sons at the helm and ranks tied for fourth in win-
ning percentage among NFL head coaches who 
were hired since 2018. He has led the Colts to 28 
wins over the last three seasons, which includes 
two years with 10-plus wins (2018-10, 2020-11). 

The 2020 NFL season brought uncertainty amid a 
global pandemic. As teams adjusted to a virtual 
offseason and a vastly different look to training 
camp and the regular season, which included 
safety protocols implemented in team facilities 
and reduced fan capacity (or no fans in some cas-
es) at games, Reich did not waver and led one 
of the league’s youngest teams to an 11-5 record 
and a playoff berth. Indianapolis fell just short of 
advancing past the Wild Card round following a 
three-point loss on the road against Buffalo.

The Colts were just one of four teams to finish 
in the top 10 in overall defense (eighth) and of-
fense (10th) in 2020. Indianapolis registered its 
third consecutive top-10 run defense (2018-20), 
marking the first time the team had accom-
plished that feat since 1975-77. The offensive 
line tied for the second-fewest sacks al-
lowed and paved the way for rookie running 
back Jonathan Taylor to rank third in the 
NFL in rushing yards with 1,169. The Colts 
registered back-to-back seasons with a 
1,000-yard rusher for the first time since 
2003-05. Quarterback Philip Rivers ranked 
10th in the league in passing yards (4,169) 
and passed Dan Marino (420) for the fifth-
most touchdown passes in NFL history in 
the regular season finale against Jackson-
ville. The Colts also tied for the most Associ-

ated Press All-Pro selections (six) and First-Team 
All-Pro choices (four).

In 2019, the Colts finished with a 7-9 mark and 
registered a top-10 rushing attack for the first time 
since 2001 as Indianapolis boasted the league’s 
seventh-ranked rushing offense (133.1 yards per 
game). Running back Marlon Mack finished the 
season with 1,091 yards on the ground to become 
the first Colts player to register a 1,000-yard rush-
ing season since 2016. Continuity along the of-
fensive line was key as Indianapolis was the only 
team in the NFL to start the same five offensive 
linemen in all 16 regular season games. The unit 
tied for the ninth-fewest sacks allowed in 2019.

In 
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In his first season at the helm, Reich 
led the Colts to the playoffs for the 
first time since 2014 after finishing 
with a 10-6 record. After starting the 
season with a 1-5 mark, the Colts won 
nine of their last 10 games and be-
came just the third team in NFL history 
to start a season 1-5 and make it to 
the playoffs. What’s more, Indianapo-
lis was the second team in NFL history 
to start a season 1-5 and win a playoff game.

Reich became just the third head coach in team 
history to win a playoff game in his first year. 
He was named AFC Coach of the Year for the 
2018 season by the NFL 101 Awards. The Colts 
finished the regular season ranked in the top 10 
in offensive points per game (27.1) and defensive 
points allowed per game (21.5). They were just 
one of four teams to rank in the top 10 in both 
categories. Indianapolis also ranked seventh in 
the NFL in net offense (386.2 ypg.) and sixth in 
passing (278.8 ypg.). Defensively, the Colts were 
just one of three teams not to allow a 100-yard 
rusher in the regular season. The unit also forced 
at least one turnover in a league-high 15 regular 
season games. Linebacker Darius Leonard was 
named the 2018 Defensive Rookie of the Year, 
quarterback Andrew Luck was selected as the 
2018 Comeback Player of the Year and Leonard 
and guard Quenton Nelson became the first pair 
of rookie teammates to earn Associated Press 
All-Pro honors since Gale Sayers and Dick Butkus 
did so with the 1965 Chicago Bears.

Reich spent the 2016-17 seasons as offensive 
coordinator of the Philadelphia Eagles and was 
instrumental in the team’s Super Bowl LII cham-
pionship following the 2017 season. Reich assist-
ed with the development of quarterback Carson 
Wentz, whom the team selected in the first round 
(second overall) of the 2016 NFL Draft and is now 
reunited with him in Indianapolis.

The Eagles started the 2017 season in dominant 
fashion under the direction of Reich and his of-
fense. Wentz started the first 13 games of the 
season, led the team to an 11-2 record and was in 
the running for NFL MVP after completing 265-of-
440 passes for 3,296 yards with 33 touchdowns 
and only seven interceptions for a 101.9 passer 
rating. Philadelphia would face extreme adversity 
in a Week 14 contest at the Los Angeles Rams 
as Wentz suffered a season-ending knee injury 
toward the end of the third quarter.

Thrust into the spotlight for Wentz, who was 

leading the NFL in touchdown passes at the time 
of his injury, was veteran quarterback Nick Foles. 
Foles would start the final three contests of the 
regular season and guided the Eagles to a 2-1 re-
cord and a first round bye in the playoffs.

In postseason play, Foles led Philadelphia to un-
derdog wins over the Atlanta Falcons in the NFC 
Divisional round, the Minnesota Vikings in the 
NFC Championship and the New England Patriots 
in Super Bowl LII for the team’s first-ever Super 
Bowl championship. He was named Super Bowl 
MVP after completing 28-of-43 passes for 373 
yards with three touchdowns and one intercep-
tion for a 106.1 passer rating. Foles also caught 
a one-yard touchdown pass late in the second 
quarter and became the first quarterback in NFL 
history to throw for and catch a touchdown in a 
Super Bowl.

The Eagles boasted one of the NFL’s best offens-
es in 2017. Philadelphia ranked in the top 10 in 
numerous categories, including yards per game 
(365.8 – seventh), rushing yards per game (132.2 
– third), interception rate (1.60 – sixth), first 
downs per game (21.1 – fourth), third down per-
centage (41.74 – eight), fourth down percentage 
(65.38 – third), red zone percentage (65.45 – first), 
goal to go percentage (83.33 – third), average 
time of possession (32:41 – first) and points per 
game (28.6 – third). 

In 2016, Reich helped then rookie Wentz make 
the transition from FCS-level North Dakota State 
to the pros. Wentz started all 16 games and com-
pleted 379-of-607 passes for 3,782 yards with 
16 touchdowns and 14 interceptions for a 79.3 
passer rating. He set a franchise and then-NFL 
rookie record for completions. Wentz also estab-
lished Eagles rookie records in pass attempts, 
passing yards, completion percentage (62.4 per-
cent), passing touchdowns and passer rating. He 
attempted 134 consecutive passes without an 
interception, marking the third-longest streak to 
begin a career in NFL history. Wentz registered 
the fifth-most passing yards in Eagles single-sea-
son history and NFL rookie history.

The 2018 Indianapolis Colts became just 
the third team in NFL history to reach the 
postseason after starting the year with a 
1-5 record. The Colts also became the sec-
ond team in league history to win a playoff 
game after starting 1-5.



Prior to Philadelphia, Reich spent 
three seasons (2013-15) with the San 
Diego Chargers, serving the last two 
as offensive coordinator. He worked 
closely with Rivers who hit the 4,000-
yard passing plateau in three-straight 
seasons for a total of 13,556 yards, 
marking the third-most passing yards 
by an NFL quarterback during that span. Also 
during that span, Rivers threw 92 touchdowns, 
the fourth-highest total in the NFL, while com-
piling the third-most completions in the league 
(1,194) and recording the second-highest comple-
tion percentage (67.3).

During Reich’s two seasons as San Diego’s of-
fensive coordinator, the Chargers ranked third in 
completions (822), fourth in completion percent-
age (66.2) and fifth in the NFL in net passing yards 
(8,869).

In 2015, Rivers led the league with a career-high 
and franchise-record 437 completions, while fin-
ishing second in the NFL with a career-high 4,792 
passing yards. Reich’s impact was immediately 
evident in his first season as the team’s offensive 
coordinator in 2014, as Rivers became the first 
quarterback since 1960 to record a quarterback 
rating of at least 120.0 in five-consecutive games, 
all of which were Chargers wins.

Reich served as quarterbacks coach with the 
Chargers in 2013. In Rivers’ first year working 
with Reich, he led the NFL with a career-high 
69.5 completion percentage, while also matching 
his career-high 105.5 quarterback rating, which 

ranked fourth in the league that season. Rivers 
completed 378-of-544 passes for 4,478 yards 
with 32 touchdowns and 11 interceptions.

Before his tenure in San Diego, Reich coached 
wide receivers for the Arizona Cardinals in 2012, 
where he worked with wide receiver Larry Fitz-
gerald. Fitzgerald caught 71 passes for 798 yards 
and four touchdowns en route to his seventh ca-
reer Pro Bowl selection.

Reich spent the first six seasons (2006-2011) of 
his coaching career with the Colts as wide re-
ceivers coach (2011), quarterbacks coach (2009-
2010), offensive assistant (2008) and coaching in-
tern (2006-07). In Indianapolis, he was a member 
of teams that earned five playoff appearances, 
four AFC South Division titles, two AFC Champi-
onships, two Super Bowl appearances and one 
Super Bowl title. 

In 2011, Reich led a wide receivers group that 
worked without Hall of Fame quarterback Peyton 
Manning, who missed the entire season due to 
injury. Despite playing with three different start-
ing quarterbacks, Reich’s two top wideouts, Pro 
Bowler Reggie Wayne and Pierre Garcon, were 
just one of two wide receiver duos in the NFL to 
each record 70-plus receptions and 900-plus re-
ceiving yards. Wayne caught 75 passes for 960 
yards and four touchdowns while Garcon com-
piled 70 receptions for 947 yards and six touch-
downs.

From 2009-2010, Reich was the position coach 
for Manning. Under Reich’s guidance, he com-
pleted 843-of-1,250 passes for 9,200 yards with 
66 touchdowns and 33 interceptions for a 95.6 
passer rating. Manning was named to Pro Bowls 
in both seasons. In 2009, Reich’s first season as 
quarterbacks coach, Manning was named NFL 
MVP after completing 393-of-571 passes for 
4,500 yards with 33 touchdowns and 16 intercep-
tions for a 99.9 passer rating. His 68.8 comple-
tion percentage was the best of his 18-year NFL 
career.

Reich began his NFL coaching career in 2006 as a 
coaching intern with the Colts. After two seasons 
in that role, he was promoted to offensive assis-

tant in 2008.

Reich enjoyed a 14-year playing career with the 
Buffalo Bills, Carolina Panthers, New York Jets 
and Detroit Lions after being selected by the Bills 
in the third round (57th overall) of the 1985 NFL 
Draft. Including postseason play, he played in 129 
career games (22 starts) and completed 575-of-
1,036 passes for 6,858 yards and 47 touchdowns.

He spent the first 10 years of his NFL career with 
the Bills, where he served as a backup to Hall of 
Fame quarterback Jim Kelly. During his time in 
Buffalo, Reich was a part of Bills teams that went 
to four-straight Super Bowls from 1990-1993, ap-
peared in five AFC Championships and captured 
five division titles.

While Reich was rarely pressed into action during 
his nine years backing up Kelly, the former sig-
nal caller was called upon in the 1992 playoffs 
after Kelly sprained his right knee in the regular 
season finale and was forced to sit out the first 
two rounds. Despite having only attempted one 
pass in a postseason game prior to the 1992 sea-
son, Reich made his first postseason start in the 
1992 Wild Card round and engineered the great-
est comeback in NFL history. With the Bills trail-
ing the Houston Oilers by 32 points early in the 
third quarter, Reich orchestrated five second half 

touchdown drives, four of which were capped by 
touchdown passes, and led a game-winning field 
goal drive in overtime to defeat Houston, 41-38. 
Reich started the next week in a Divisional round 
win at Pittsburgh, and the Bills went on to make 
an appearance in Super Bowl XXVII.

A native of Freeport, N.Y., Reich attended Cedar 
Crest High School in Lebanon, Pa. He played 
collegiately at the University of Maryland from 
1981-84 where he backed up Boomer Esiason be-
fore earning the starting job as a senior in 1984. 
As a senior, Reich rallied the Terrapins from a 
31-0 deficit to defeat the Miami Hurricanes, 42-
40. At the time, Maryland’s victory over Miami 
marked the greatest comeback win in college 
football history and is now only second to Michi-
gan State’s 2006 35-point comeback over North-
western.

Reich graduated from Maryland in 1984 with a 
business degree and earned Academic All-ACC 
honors as a senior.

After his 14-year playing career in the NFL, Reich 
retired in 1998 and decided to spend time with 
his family and join Reformed Theological Semi-
nary in Charlotte, N.C. He graduated and led RTS 
for three years and then pastored a local church 
prior to his coaching career.



In 2019, Frank and Linda Reich launched their 
nonprofit organization, kNOT TODAY with a mis-
sion to generate awareness, initiate prevention 
strategies, and assist in the development of in-
novative healing programs for sexually abused 
and exploited children.

As parents of three daughters and two granddaughters, they consider themselves 
blessed that they have not directly experienced the impact of child exploitation. 
However, in missionary and community service work, as well as helping friends 
and family cope with the trauma of this issue, they understand the significance 
of the problem.

In November of 2020, the Reich’s opened their national headquarters located on 
the far eastside of Indianapolis. The 17,000 sq. ft. building will also be used as 
office and program space for a local service provider that works directly with teen 
survivors of sexual abuse, exploitation and trafficking.

“The start of the organization evolved when we first came to Indianapolis (in 
2018),” said Linda Reich. “After speaking to community leaders and others in the 
community, we realized there was fragmentation, not enough support and not 
enough help. That’s how kNOT TODAY got started. We’re privileged to be able to 
develop something on a grand scale and do big things to be able to help children 
in our country.”

“We have an opportunity to create massive awareness even though it’s uncom-
fortable to talk about,” said Frank Reich. “It must be brought to the attention of 
the public. Children being exploited in this way have long ripped our hearts. I 
really believe we have an opportunity to be a light. Our desire is to fight for every 
last child. They are hard discussions to have, but they need to be had. As the head 
coach of the Indianapolis Colts, 
I want to win championships 
and rebuild the lives of these 
children, but it’s all about having 
the right team of people. And if 
everyone does their part, we can 
make a change.”

Frank Reich was named the AFC Coach of the Year by the NFL 101 Awards for 
the 2018 season. He was honored at the 49th annual awards dinner on March 
9, 2019, in Kansas City. The honor marked the fifth time a Colts coach won the 
award as Reich joined Ron Meyer (1987), Jim Mora (1999), Tony Dungy (2005) and 
Chuck Pagano/Bruce Arians (2012).

The nation’s longest-running salute to professional football, the 101 Awards an-
nually honor the outstanding achievements in the NFL based on votes by a se-
lection committee comprised of 101 members of the national media. Founded in 
1969, the 101 Awards has recognized many of the greatest players and coaches 
ever to take the field throughout NFL history.

NFL 101 AFC COACH OF THE YEAR

As a quarterback with the Buffalo Bills, Frank Reich manufactured the greatest 
comeback in NFL history when he rallied the Bills from 32 points down to defeat 
the Houston Oilers in an AFC first round playoff game on January 3, 1993. Trailing 
35-3 with 13:19 remaining in the third quarter, Reich led Buffalo to five consecu-
tive touchdowns to take a 38-35 lead. Houston 
converted a 26-yard field goal with 12 seconds 
remaining to bring the game into overtime. Af-
ter Buffalo intercepted Houston quarterback 
Warren Moon, Reich and the Bills set up Steve 
Christie for his 32-yard game-winning field goal. 
Reich completed 21-of-34 passes for 289 yards, 
four touchdowns and one interception and fin-
ished with a 123.2 passer rating in the second 
half.

GETTING TO KNOW FRANK REICH

After a 14-year career in the NFL, Frank Reich 
retired in 1998 and decided to spend time with 
his family and join the Reformed Theological 
Seminary in Charlotte, N.C., eventually becoming 
a pastor. Reich always believed he wanted to be 
an NFL head coach and reflects on a coversation 
with Bill Polian following his 1985 rookie season 
in which Polian said, “Frank, I want you to play as 
many years as you can. Then when you’re finished 
playing, I want you to come coach with me be-
cause you’re going to be a head coach in the NFL 
one day.” Reich’s father was a football coach, his 
mom was a coach and his brother, Joe Reich, is 
the head coach of the Wingate football program. 
Joining his family in the coaching ranks, Frank 
started his career as an intern with the Colts in 
2006. He took his first full-time position in 2008 
as the team’s offensive assistant and eventually 
evolved into Indianapolis’ quarterbacks coach 
(2009-2010) and wide receivers coach (2011). Re-
ich spent a year (2012) in Arizona before joining 
the San Diego Chargers from 2013-15, the last 
two years spent as the team’s offensive coordi-
nator. He was hired by the Philadelphia Eagles as 
the offensive coordinator in 2016 and in just his 
second season at the helm, assisted the Eagles to 
their first Super Bowl championship in franchise 
history.

FROM SEMINARY TO SUPER BOWL

Frank Reich was honored by Lebanon County (Pa.) 
Commissioners proclaiming Sunday, February 18, 
2018, as “Frank Reich Jr. Day” in the County of 
Lebanon. Although Reich was born in Freeport, 
N.Y., he graduated from Cedar Crest High School 
in Lebanon. The proclamation was in honor of his 
collegiate and professional playing career and 
his coaching career, which includes a Super Bowl 
championship with Philadelphia in 2017 and be-
ing named head coach of the Colts.

The Colts improved to 2-1 after defeating the New York Jets, 36-7, at Lucas Oil Stadium.
Indianapolis opened the game with an interception return for a touchdown by Xavier
Rhodes. It was one of two interceptions Rhodes had in the game. Following a Jets
touchdown to tie the contest in the first quarter, the Colts scored 29 unanswered points,
including a Philip Rivers touchdown pass to Mo-Alie Cox, a Jonathan Taylor touchdown
run, an interception returned for a touchdown by T.J. Carrie, two field goals from Rodrigo
Blankenship and a Justin Houston safety.

The Colts improved to 3-1 on the season after defeating the Chicago Bears, 19-11, at
Soldier Field.

The roots of the franchise go back to December 28, 1946, when 
the bankrupt Miami Seahawks of the All-America Football 
Conference were purchased and relocated to Baltimore by a 
group headed by Bob Rodenberg. As the result of a contest in 
Baltimore, won by Charles Evans of Middle River, Md., the team 
was renamed the “Colts.”  

On September 7, 1947, wearing green and silver uniforms, the 
Colts, under Head Coach Cecil Isbell, won their initial AAFC game, 
16-7, over the Brooklyn Dodgers. The team concluded its inaugural 
season before a record Baltimore crowd of 51,583 by losing to the 
New York Yankees, 21-7. The Colts finished with a 2-11-1 record, 
good for a fourth-place finish in the Eastern Division.  

The Colts completed the 1948 season with a 7-8 record, tying 
the Buffalo Bills for the division title.  

The Colts compiled a 1-11 mark in 1949.  

The AAFC and NFL merged in 1950, and the Colts joined the NFL. 

After posting a 1-11 record for the second consecutive year, the 
franchise was dissolved by the league on January 18, 1951, 
because of its failing financial condition.  

After two seasons without professional football, NFL 
Commissioner Bert Bell challenged the franchise in December 
of 1952 to sell 15,000 season tickets within six weeks in order 
to re-enter the NFL. That 15,000-ticket quota was reached in 
four weeks and three days.  

On January 23, 1953, under the principal ownership of Carroll 
Rosenbloom, the NFL’s Dallas Texans franchise was moved to 
Baltimore where, keeping the “Colts” nickname, the Texans 
team colors of blue and white were inherited.  

Before their first NFL season, the “new” Baltimore Colts 
engineered one of the biggest trades in sports history. In a 
deal with Cleveland involving 15 players, Baltimore received 10 
Browns in exchange for five Colts. Among the players traded to 
Baltimore were Don Shula, Bert Rechichar, Carl Taseff and Art 
Spinney. These players helped the Colts open 1953 with a 13-9 
upset of Chicago in a game where Rechichar booted a then-NFL 
record 56-yard field goal.  

In 1954, the Colts hired Weeb Ewbank as head coach. Ewbank 
guided the Colts for nine seasons (the longest tenure of 
any Colts head coach) and won two conference and NFL 
championships.  

On November 30, 1958, the Colts clinched their first Western 
Conference title with a 35-27 win over San Francisco before a 
record home sellout crowd of 57,557. Four weeks later, Baltimore 
won its first NFL title, downing the New York Giants, 23-17, in 
the fabled “sudden-death” overtime contest at Yankee Stadium.  

The Colts repeated as champion in 1959, clinching their 
second conference crown after  defeating the Giants, 31-16, in 
Baltimore for the NFL Championship.  

In 1963, Shula replaced Ewbank as the team’s third head coach 
since 1953. During 1963, QB-John Unitas led the Colts offense 
to eight team records and set a then-NFL seasonal mark of 
237 completions. 

The Colts won a then-club record 11 consecutive games in 
1964, en route to clinching their third conference title. That 
season, WR-Raymond Berry caught his 506th career pass and 
RB-Lenny Moore scored 20 touchdowns, then both NFL records.

In 1965, Baltimore tied Green Bay for the conference title. With 
HB-Tom Matte quarterbacking the club because of injuries to 
Unitas and Gary Cuozzo, the Colts lost a controversial 13-10 
“sudden-death” playoff contest to the Packers.  

Under Shula, Baltimore made its first Super Bowl 
appearance in 1968. The club won the Coastal 
Division with a 13-1 mark, then defeated 
Minnesota, 24-14, in the Western 
Conference Championship game and 
blanked Cleveland, 34-0, for the NFL 
Championship. The team faced 
the American Football League 
Champion New York Jets in 
Super Bowl III, losing a 16-7 
upset.  

In May of 1969, the NFL 
merged with the AFL and 
Baltimore, Pittsburgh 
and Cleveland joined the 
old AFL teams to form 
the American Football 
Conference of the NFL. 

As members of the AFC Eastern Division, the Colts 
won their first AFC game, 16-14, over San Diego on 
September 20, 1970. After clinching the division 
title, the Colts topped Cincinnati, 17-0, and Oakland, 
27-17, to win the AFC Championship. On January 17, 
1971, the Colts defeated Dallas in Super Bowl V, 16-13, 
on K-Jim O’Brien’s 32-yard field goal with five seconds 
remaining in the game.

In July of 1972, the Colts came under new ownership as Robert 
Irsay acquired the club from Rosenbloom in exchange for the Los 
Angeles Rams.  

In 1974, two Colts set NFL records as RB-Lydell Mitchell rushed 
40 times at the New York Jets and QB-Bert Jones completed 
17 consecutive passes versus the Jets. Mitchell led the NFL 
with 72 receptions. In 1975, Mitchell became the first Colts 
player with a 1,000-plus yard season, gaining 1,193 yards on 
289 rushes. 

After a 2-12 record in 1974, Baltimore’s fortunes changed with 
the hiring of Ted Marchibroda as head coach in February of 
1975. Marchibroda led the Colts to three consecutive division 
titles before posting consecutive 5-11 seasons in 1978 and 1979. 

Mike McCormack replaced Marchibroda as head coach in 
January of 1980. The Colts improved to 7-9 in 1980 before 
recording a 2-14 mark in 1981. 

On December 21, 1981, Frank Kush succeeded McCormack as 
head coach. 

After two weeks of action in 1982, a players’ strike resulted in 
the cancellation of seven games, and the NFL played a nine-

game schedule. The Colts finished with a record 
of 0-8-1. Baltimore received the first pick of 

the 1983 NFL Draft and selected QB-John 
Elway. Six days later, the Colts traded 

Elway to Denver for OT-Chris Hinton, 
QB-Mark Herrmann and its first-

round pick in 1984.  

In 1983, the Colts finished 
7-9, forging the biggest 

turnaround in NFL 
history for a team 

that had gone 
winless in the 
previous season. 
Hinton started 
at right guard 

in the Pro 
Bowl. RBs-Curtis 

Dickey and Randy 
McMillan combined for nearly 2,000 

rushing yards as the club led the 
AFC and ranked second in 
the NFL.  

Professional football came 
to Indianapolis on March 
28, 1984, when Robert Irsay 
moved the historic NFL 
franchise from Baltimore to 
Indianapolis.

Following the 1984 season, 
Robert Irsay and General 
Manager Jim Irsay appointed 
Rod Dowhower as head 
coach on January 28, 1985. 

Indianapolis earned a

5-11 mark with a club that rushed for a conference-leading 
2,439 yards, fifth-best in the NFL. The team’s 5.0 yards per carry 
rushing average marked the first time in a decade an AFC team 
achieved that feat.  

On December 1, 1986, Ron Meyer succeeded Dowhower as head 
coach. Meyer led the club to the division title in 1987, before 
falling in the divisional round at Cleveland, 38-21.  

RB-Eric Dickerson, acquired in a blockbuster trade on October 
31, 1987, won the NFL rushing title in 1988 with 1,659 yards.

Indianapolis earned a 9-7 record in 1988 and an 8-8 mark in 
1989, but lost playoff positions on the last weekend of each 
season.   

The Colts were 7-9 in 1990. Meyer earned a 36-35 regular 
season record before being succeeded by Rick Venturi on 
October 1, 1991.  

Marchibroda returned as head coach on January 28, 1992. 
He led the Colts to a 9-7 record in 1992, the second time he 
guided the team to a then NFL-best eight-game one-season 
turnaround.  

The Colts posted a 4-12 record in 1993 and an 8-8 mark in 1994. 

The 1995 Colts earned a 9-7 record and gained playoff wins at 
San Diego and Kansas City before falling, 20-16, at Pittsburgh 
in the AFC Championship Game.  

Marchibroda’s tenure ended on February 9, 1996. His 73 career 
victories tied Shula for the most in Colts history. Lindy Infante 
became head coach on February 15, 1996. The Colts were 9-7 
in 1996, reaching the playoffs in consecutive seasons for the 
first time since 1975-77.  

Jim Irsay became Owner and Chief Executive Officer in 1997, 
and Bill Polian was named president on December 22, 1997, 
one day after the club finished a 3-13 season.  

Jim Mora succeeded Infante as head coach on January 12, 
1998. The Colts were 3-13 in 1998. RB-Marshall Faulk’s 
2,227 scrimmage yards set a club seasonal mark, while 
QB-Peyton Manning (326-of-575 passes for 3,739 yards and 26 
touchdowns) set NFL rookie records in every passing category.  

At 13-3 in 1999, the Colts produced a then-NFL record 10-game 
one-season turnaround. The club won 11 straight games, 
tying then the franchise record achieved in 1964 and 1975-76. 
Manning, RB-Edgerrin James and WR-Marvin Harrison earned 
Pro Bowl honors, while K-Mike Vanderjagt won the NFL scoring 
title. The club earned its first playoff game in Indianapolis, but 
fell to Tennessee, 19-16.  

The Colts were 10-6 in 2000, but lost in overtime at Miami, 
23-17, in the Wild Card round. The back-to-back 10-plus-victory 
seasons were a first for the club since 1976-77. Manning 
(4,413) and James (1,709, 2,303) won the NFL passing, rushing 
and scrimmage yards titles.  

The Colts were 6-10 in 2001, but Manning (4,131) and Harrison 
(109) had outstanding yardage and reception seasons. Tony 
Dungy succeeded Mora as head coach on January 22, 2002.  

In 2002, Dungy led the Colts to a 10-6 record before losing 
in the Wild Card round at the New York Jets, 41-0. Manning 
became the first NFL player with four consecutive 4,000-plus 
passing yard seasons, while Harrison set a then-NFL seasonal 
record with 143 receptions and became the only NFL player 
with 100-plus receptions in four consecutive seasons.  

In 2003, the Colts were 12-4, won the AFC South and advanced 
to the AFC Championship Game, falling at New England, 24-14. 
K-Mike Vanderjagt set a then NFL record with 41 consecutive 
field goals made, including all 37 attempts in 2003. 

Dungy led the Colts to a 12-4 mark and the AFC South title in

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2004. Manning set NFL seasonal records with 49 touchdown 
passes (since broken) and a 121.1 rating, while the club set 
seasonal-bests with 522 points and 6,475 net yards (since 
broken). The Colts topped Denver, 49-24, in the Wild Card 
Playoffs before losing at New England, 20-3. 

In 2005, Dungy directed the Colts to a 14-2 record, which set the 
franchise record for seasonal wins. The club became then only 
the fourth in NFL history to earn a 13-0 start. The Colts fell in 
the Divisional Playoffs to Pittsburgh, 21-18. Dungy topped 100 
career victories, while the Colts passed 400 wins in franchise 
history.  

In 2006, the Colts were 12-4 and captured the fourth 
world championship in franchise history with a 29-17 
win over Chicago in Super Bowl XLI in Miami 
Gardens, Fla. The club defeated Chicago after 
besting three prior playoffs foes, Kansas City 
(23-8), Baltimore (15-6) and New England 
(38-34).  

In 2007, the Colts were 13-3, won a 
club-record fifth straight division 
title and became the first NFL 
team with five consecutive 
seasons with 12-plus 
victories. The club fell in 
the Divisional Playoffs to 
San Diego, 28-24.  

In 2008, the Colts 
were 12-4, extending 
their league mark with 
six consecutive 12-plus-
victory seasons. The club 
became the first in NFL history to win 
at least seven consecutive games in 
five consecutive seasons. Manning 
won his third AP NFL MVP award. 
Indianapolis fell in the Wild Card 
Playoffs in overtime at San Diego, 
23-17.  

Jim Caldwell succeeded Dungy as 
head coach on January 12, 2009. Dungy 
finished as the only coach in Colts history to 
post 10-plus wins and earn playoff appearances 
in seven straight seasons. In 2009, the club was 
14-2 and became only the third team to start a season 
14-0. The club extended its records to seven consecutive 
seasons with 12-plus victories and six years with a winning 
streak exceeding seven games. Caldwell tied the rookie mark 
for seasonal victories by an NFL head coach, and he earned 
the most consecutive wins to open a season and a career 

by a first-year head coach. Manning won an unprecedented 
fourth AP NFL MVP honor. The club set league marks for 
most consecutive regular season wins (23, 2008-09) and 
most regular season decade wins (115, 2000-09). Indianapolis 
defeated Baltimore, 20-3, and the New York Jets, 30-17, before 
falling to New Orleans, 31-17, in Super Bowl XLIV in Miami 
Gardens, Fla.  

The Colts were 10-6 in 2010, won the AFC South and tied the 
NFL mark with a ninth consecutive playoff appearance (Dallas, 
1975-83). It was the club’s ninth straight season with 10-plus 
victories. The club fell in the Wild Card Playoffs to the New 
York Jets, 17-16.     

Following a 2-14 campaign in 2011, Vice Chairman 
Bill Polian, Vice President & General Manager 
Chris Polian and Head Coach Jim Caldwell were 
all relieved of their duties. Jim Irsay and the 
organization hired Ryan Grigson to serve as the 

team’s new general manager and Chuck 
Pagano as the team’s new head coach. 

The 2012 Colts faced one of the most 
unique years in franchise history. 
The team quickly experienced 
adversity when their head coach, 
Chuck Pagano, was diagnosed with a 
curable form of leukemia four weeks 
into the season. The Colts rallied 

around their ailing head coach and 
the “CHUCKSTRONG” campaign 
en route to accomplishing one 
of their main goals – extending 

the season for Pagano’s return. 
Offensive Coordinator/Interim 
Head Coach Bruce Arians guided 

the team to a 9-3 record in Pagano’s 
absence and clinched a playoff 

berth with the team’s 20-13 
victory at Kansas City. In 

the regular season finale, 
Pagano returned for 

the first time since 
his absence and 

capitalized on

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Indianapolis fell short in an AFC Wild Card Playoff meeting at 
Baltimore, who won the ensuing Super Bowl. Although it was a 
difficult end to the season, the year was filled with highlights. 
The Colts finished with an 11-5 regular season record and tied 
the third-largest one-year turnaround in NFL history. Pagano 
and Arians earned dual Coach of the Year honors from several 
media outlets while Grigson was named the Executive of the 
Year from PFW/PFWA and The Sporting News. Three players 
represented the Colts in the Pro Bowl, including Luck, Mathis 
and Wayne. In his rookie season, Luck led the Colts to the most 
wins by a No. 1 overall draft pick in NFL history while setting 
records for the most passing yards (4,374), attempts (627) and 
300-yard passing games (six) by a rookie in NFL history.

Indianapolis concluded the 2013 campaign with an 11-5 regular 
season record, while earning its first AFC South Division title 
since 2010. The team also won its first playoff game since 2009 
after defeating the Kansas City Chiefs in an AFC Wild Card 
meeting, 45-44, which was the second-largest comeback in 
NFL postseason history. The Colts tallied a perfect 6-0 division 
record and became the first NFL team to finish a season with 
the least amount of turnovers (14) and penalties (66) since 
2002. Three players including Mathis, Luck and LS-Matt 
Overton were named to the Pro Bowl. Mathis led the NFL 
and set a career-high with 19.5 sacks, earning the inaugural 
Deacon Jones Award. He also became the franchise all-time 
sack leader (111.0) en route to Associated Press First Team 
NFL All-Pro honors.

The Colts finished the 2014 campaign with an 11-5 regular 
season record, while earning their second consecutive 
AFC South Division title. The team also won two postseason 
contests and made it back to the AFC Championship game 
for the first time since 2009. Indianapolis notched its third 
consecutive 11-win season in 2014, which made Pagano only 
the second head coach in NFL history to earn 11 wins in each

of his first three seasons with a team. The Colts recorded a 
perfect 6-0 division record for the second straight year, marking 
the first time in franchise history they’ve accomplished the 
feat in back-to-back seasons. They also claimed their ninth 
AFC South title since 2002, which is the second-most division 
titles of any NFL team during that span. Seven Colts players 
earned Pro Bowl honors in 2014, including S-Mike Adams, 
CB-Vontae Davis, Hilton, ILB-D’Qwell Jackson, Luck, P-Pat 
McAfee and Vinatieri. McAfee and Vinatieri also earned 
Associated Press First Team NFL All-Pro accolades.

In 2015, the Colts finished with an 8-8 record and a winning 
record in the AFC South Division for the fourth consecutive 
year. Following a Week 5 victory against the Houston Texans, 
Indianapolis set an NFL record for the most consecutive wins 
against a division opponent with 16. QB-Matt Hasselbeck 
finished with a 5-3 record as a starter, filling in for an injured 
Andrew Luck. RB-Frank Gore logged the team’s highest rushing 
total dating back to 2007 with 967 yards and Indianapolis’ 
defense finished with five touchdowns, which tied the 
franchise record for the most in a season (1975 and 1994). The 
team featured three Pro Bowlers, including Adams, Davis and 
Hilton who all made their second consecutive appearances. The 
season was highlighted with a victory against the undefeated 
and eventual Super Bowl Champion Denver Broncos in a 
Week 9 contest at Lucas Oil Stadium. Indianapolis’ defense 
limited the Broncos to 35 rushing yards while the Colts offense 
compiled one of its most impressive offensive performances of 
the year with 365 net yards. 

The Colts finished with an 8-8 record in 2016 and missed the 
playoffs in back-to-back years for the first time since 1997-98. 
Hilton led the NFL in receiving yards (1,448) and Gore recorded 
the team’s first 1,000-yard rushing season dating back to 2007 
(1,025). Gore also posted two 100-yard rushing contests, which

were the first for the Colts since 2012. OLB Erik Walden ranked 
tied for eighth in the league with a career-high 8.0 sacks. On 
special teams, Vinatieri set a new NFL record for consecutive 
field goals made with 44 dating back to the 2015 season and 
McAfee led the league in punting average (49.3). Mathis 
concluded his 14-year career for Indianapolis. He finished 
first in franchise history in sacks (123.0) and sacks in a season 
(19.5 in 2013) and holds the NFL record for career sack-forced 
fumbles (47). Hilton and McAfee were both selected to the 
Pro Bowl. Gore was the recipient of the 2016 Art Rooney 
Sportsmanship Award. Following the season, the Colts hired 
Chris Ballard as the team’s new general manager.

In 2017, the Colts finished 4-12 and battled injuries throughout 
the season as 27 players were placed on the team’s Injured 
Reserve List. With Andrew Luck missing the season due to 
injury, the team turned to second-year QB-Jacoby Brissett, 
who was acquired via trade with the New England Patriots. 
Brissett threw for 3,098 yards with 13 touchdowns and seven 
interceptions. Gore finished with 1,206 yards from scrimmage 
to extend his NFL record to 12 consecutive seasons with at 
least 1,200-plus scrimmage yards. Gore also became the 
fifth all-time leading rusher in NFL history. TE-Jack Doyle 
had a career year with 80 receptions for 690 yards and four 
touchdowns en route to his first career Pro Bowl. His reception 
total ranked as the second-most in franchise single-season 
history among tight ends. Hilton compiled 966 yards and four 
touchdowns as he was selected to his fourth consecutive Pro 
Bowl. Defensively, second-year ILB-Antonio Morrison led the 
team with 108 tackles while OLB-Jabaal Sheard 
paced the team with 5.5 sacks. On special 
teams, Vinatieri finished with 109 points. It 
marked the 20th time 
he eclipsed 100-
plus points in a 
season which 
extended his 
league record. 
P - R i g o b e r t o 
S a n c h e z 
ranked fourth 
in net punting

(42.6) and 
was named 
to 

the PFWA All-Rookie Team. Following the season, the team 
parted ways with Pagano and hired Frank Reich to serve as the 
team’s new head coach.

In 2018, the Colts became the third team in NFL history to start 
a season 1-5 and make the playoffs, finishing the year 10-6. 
Indianapolis defeated the Houston Texans in an AFC Wild Card 
Playoff contest before falling to the Kansas City Chiefs in an 
AFC Divisional Playoff matchup the following week. It was the 
team’s first appearance in the playoffs dating back to 2014. 
Luck started all 16 games after missing the 2017 season and 
threw for 4,593 yards and 39 touchdowns. He was voted the 
NFL’s Comeback Player of the Year and was named to the Pro 
Bowl. Hilton logged his fifth career 1,000-yard receiving season 
and TE-Eric Ebron caught 13 touchdowns which led all tight 
ends in the league. Ebron was named to his first career Pro 
Bowl. RB-Marlon Mack led the team in rushing with 908 yards 
while adding 10 total touchdowns. The Colts offensive line 
ranked first in the NFL with the fewest sacks allowed. The unit 
was led by rookie G/C-Quenton Nelson who was selected to 
the Pro Bowl and was named a First Team All-Pro. Defensively, 
rookie LB-Darius Leonard led the league in tackles with 163 
while contributing with 7.0 sacks, 12.0 tackles for loss, four 
forced fumbles, two fumble recoveries, two interceptions and 
eight passes defensed. He was named a First Team All-Pro 
and was voted as the NFL’s Defensive Rookie of the Year. DT/
DE-Denico Autry led the team with 9.0 sacks and CB-Kenny 
Moore II led the Colts with three interceptions. Vinatieri totaled 
113 points and became the NFL’s all-time leading point scorer. 
Reich was named the AFC Coach of the Year by the NFL 101 

Committee and Ballard was named the 
Executive of the Year by the PFWA.

In 2019, the Colts finished with a 7-9 
record. For the second consecutive 

year, G/C-Quenton Nelson (first team) and 
LB-Darius Leonard (second team) were selected 
to the Associated Press NFL All-Pro Team. Nelson, 
Leonard, TE-Jack Doyle and C-Ryan Kelly were all 

selected to the Pro Bowl as well. Following Andrew 
Luck’s retirement in August, QB-Jacoby Brissett 
started 15 games and threw for 2,942 yards and 18 
touchdowns for an 88.0 passer rating. RB-Marlon 

Mack contributed with his first 1,000-yard rushing 
season and WRs-T.Y. Hilton and Zach Pascal each recorded five 
touchdown receptions. Defensively, LB-Anthony Walker led the 
team in tackles with 123 while free agent signee DE-Justin 
Houston paced the team in sacks with 11.0.

The Colts finished the 2020 season with an 11-5 record (4-2 in 
the AFC South) and clinched their second playoff appearance 
under Head Coach Frank Reich. Indianapolis was one of four

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teams to finish in the top 10 in overall defense (eighth) and 
offense (10th). The Colts tied for the most Associated Press 
All-Pro selections (six) and the most First Team All-Pro choices 
(four) as defensive tackle DeForest Buckner (First Team), 
center Ryan Kelly (Second Team), linebacker Darius Leonard 
(First Team), guard/center Quenton Nelson (First Team), safety 
George Odum (First Team) and long snapper Luke Rhodes 
(Second Team) all earned honors. Additionally, Kelly, Leonard 
and Nelson were each named to the Pro Bowl. Offensively, the 
Colts ranked in the top-10 in the NFL in points per game (ninth) 
as the offensive line tied for the second-fewest sacks allowed. 
Quarterback Philip Rivers completed 369-of-543 passes for 
4,169 yards with 24 touchdowns and 11 interceptions for a 97.0 
passer rating. His completion percentage was the second-best 
mark in single-season franchise history and ranked eighth in 
the league. Rookie running back Jonathan Taylor compiled 232 
carries for 1,169 yards and 11 touchdowns. He became just 
the fifth rookie in franchise history to register 1,000 rushing 
yards. Taylor finished third in the NFL in rushing yards and sixth 
in scrimmage yards (1,468), while leading all rookies in each 
category. Wide recevier T.Y. Hilton caught 56 passes for a team-
high 762 yards and five touchdowns. He became the fourth 
player in franchise history to hit 9,000 career receiving yards 
(9,360) and the sixth player to reach 9,000 career scrimmage 
yards (9,415). Defensively, the Colts ranked eighth in the NFL in 
yards per game, second in rushing yards per game and tied for 
10th in points per game. In 2020, Indianapolis tied for fifth in 
the league with 25 takeaways. Buckner compiled 58 tackles (37 
solo), 10.0 tackles for loss, 9.5 sacks, three passes defensed, 
two forced fumbles and one fumble recovery. He established 
a single-season franchise record for the most sacks (9.5) by a 
defensive tackle. Leonard compiled 132 tackles (86 solo), 7.0 
tackles for loss, 3.0 sacks, seven passes defensed, three forced 
fumbles and two fumble recoveries. Since 2000, he became just 
the fourth player in team history to register 100 tackles in each 
of their first three seasons in the league. Since 1987, Leonard is 
just the 10th player in NFL history to reach 400 career tackles in 
their first three seasons and tied for the second-fastest player 
to do it (41 games). On special teams, Odum led the NFL with 
20 special teams tackles. He tied for the fifth-most special 
teams tackles by a Colts player in a single season since 1994. 
Rookie kicker Rodrigo Blankenship converted 32-of-37 field

goals and 43-of-45 extra points for 139 points. He established 
the franchise rookie record for points scored, field goals made 
and extra points made. Blankenship finished fifth in the NFL in 
field goals made and total points.

In 66 years of National Football League competition, the 
Colts have achieved a 557-497-7 record, including four world 
championships and 21 conference or division titles.

In 2020, the communities across Indiana faced many challenges. At the outset of the COVID-19 pandemic, the Colts 
shifted our community efforts to providing emergency assistance to Hoosiers in need, including emergency meals, masks 
and other PPE, distance learning resources and much more.

The Colts distributed 75,000 masks throughout the year, held drive-thru rallies, and gave away more than 10,000 items 
over 20 hours at various fan events. The organization also utilized Ohmni Robots, which helped the team bring joy and 
encouragement to patients, families and frontline workers during the season. The robots traveled the state for surprise 
deliveries to our Crucial Catch Warriors and gave patients the full sideline pre-game experience from the safety of their 
own home. The team also hosted eight meal distributions that served more than 41,000 Hoosiers in need.

The Jim Irsay Family and the Indianapolis Colts launched Kicking the Stigma, a comprehensive initiative to raise 
awareness about mental health disorders and to remove the shame and stigma too often associated with these illnesses.

Kicking The Stigma’s focus is two-fold: raising awareness about the prevalence of mental health disorders in our 
communities through our anti-stigma PSA campaign, and raising and distributing funding to nonprofits and other 
organizations for direct treatment services. 

The Colts kicked off the month of May, also national Mental Health Awareness Month, with a four-day virtual fundraiser 
that included:

•	A roundtable hosted by Carson Daly of NBC’s The Today Show  and The Voice, with NFL players Darius Leonard (Colts),  
	 Hayden Hurst (Atlanta Falcons), Solomon Thomas (Las Vegas Raiders) and Darren Waller (Raiders) sharing their  
	 personal experiences with mental health.

•	An online auction with unique experiences with or signed memorabilia from actor and comedian Jim Gaffigan; former  
	 Colts Peyton Manning, Tony Dungy, Edgerrin James, Reggie Wayne and Jeff Saturday; Colts general manager  
	 Chris Ballard and head coach Frank Reich; and current Colts Carson Wentz and Leonard.

•	Unique digital and social content and story sharing, featuring testimonials and messages from Oscar-winning writer 	
	 and director Cameron Crowe; actor Rob Lowe; actor and comedian Mike Epps; as well as Frank & Linda Reich,  
	 Manning, Dungy, Daly and others.

The virtual fundraiser raised more than $4.5 million to fund the cause. Money raised will support the Kicking The 
Stigma Action Fund, which will support expanded programming by Mental Health America Indiana, the National 
Alliance on Mental Illness of Greater Indianapolis, Bring Change to Mind and Project Healthy Minds, as well 
as grants to other Indiana-based nonprofits working in education, support and advocacy of mental health.

#BreakingBarriers is the Colts’ effort launched in 2018 to support efforts that battle racism, reduce barriers to opportunity, 
and promote educational and economic mobility for all. 

In 2020, these issues came to the forefront of the nation and world and resulted in numerous initiatives to eradicate 
racism and the social ills that result from it. Colts players, coaches and staff spent much of 2020 making their voices 
heard, sharing their own personal stories, and rallying together to take action. 

This year the players focused their #BreakingBarriers efforts on voter registration and education, community-police 
relations, food access and education and took part in numerous community events addressing all four areas. 

The club also took several significant steps to advance the cause, including hiring a Director of Diversity, Equity & 
Inclusion, creating the Irsay Family Impact Scholarship, formally recognizing “Juneteenth” as a company holiday and 
others.

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After celebrating 35 seasons in Indianapolis, the 
Colts Cheerleaders launched The Next Chapter 
initiative. Through a renewed focus on highlighting 
the athleticism, talent and character of our athlete-
performers, The Next Chapter includes a professional 
development program, expanded community service 
experiences, a new uniform and an expanded Junior 
Cheer program. This approach is designed to elevate 
the Colts Cheerleaders as one of the top cheer and 
dance squads in the NFL by redefining what it means to 
be a cheerleader and an athlete-performer.

Besides performing for more than 63,000 fans in 
Lucas Oil Stadium at every home game, these athlete 
performers serve the community in numerous ways.
