ON THE COVER:

The 2022 Houston Astros, the reigning American League Champions, are led by Manager Dusty Baker,
who's guided the club to two postseason berths in his two years at the helm. Overall, the Astros have
made the postseason in a club record five consecutive seasons and are just the third team in Major League
history to advance to five straight League Championship Series.

Baker, who enters the season ranking 12th all-time in Major League history in managerial wins, is just one
of nine managers in MLB history to win the pennant in both leagues (also the 2002 Giants). He's also the
only manager in MLB history to win division titles with five different clubs (Astros, Nationals, Reds, Cubs,
Giants). A steadying presence for the Astros since his arrival, Baker becomes the first manager featured on
the club’s Media Guide cover since Phil Garner in 2005.

Second baseman Jose Altuve, returns to the Astros Media Guide cover for the eighth time in his career
(also, 2013, 2015-19, 2020-21) and the second consecutive. Altuve is coming off an All-Star season in which
he led all American League leadoff hitters in runs scored, home runs and RBI.

First Baseman Yuli Gurriel and starting pitcher Lance McCullers Jr. are both making their firstappearance
S on the cover. Gurriel won the American League batting title in 2021 and picked up a Gold Glove for his
defensive work. McCullers is coming off the best season of his career, in which he ranked first among AL

pitchers in opponent batting average and opponent OPS, while ranking second in ERA.

Outfielder Kyle Tucker is making his second consecutive appearance on the Media Guide cover. In 2021,
Tucker put together an MVP-caliber season, as he ranked third in slugging and third in OPS in the AL.

OVERVIEW

in 2014 and consists primarily of Astros fans and volunteers from outside the organization, gives the Astros a constant
presence in the Houston community.

A cornerstone of the Astros Foundation is the Astros Youth Academy, which offers local youth an opportunity to learn
about and experience the game of baseball and softball. In 2019, the Astros Youth Academy softball team won its second-
consecutive MLB Reviving Baseball in Inner Cities World Series Championship.

Each year, the Astros Foundation continues to grow the Community Leaders program, which provides young baseball and
softball players with the environment and resources they need to develop mentally and physically.

Through fundraising and volunteer efforts, the Astros Foundation supports many local non-profits, dedicating thousands
of volunteer hours each year.

In 2017, the Astros Foundation was awarded the Allan H. Selig Award for Philanthropic Excellence, Major League Baseball’s
highest recognition of the charitable efforts of its clubs, for the Astros Community Leaders program.

Developed by Astros Owner and Chairman Jim Crane, the Community Leaders program seeks to provide the next
generation of young athletes with the environment and resources they need to develop physically and mentally.
Baseball and softball teach young players the importance of teamwork, perseverance and commitment, principles
that will serve them not only on the field, but throughout their lives.

The Community Leaders program has grown significantly since its inception in 2013. Through the help of its
generous corporate partners, the program now impacts thousands of children and their youth baseball and
softball leagues throughout the city, providing additional resources, instructional player and coaching clinics,
infrastructure enhancements, uniforms and equipment. The Community Leaders program has expanded its
footprint and scope to include established community centers and youth programs throughout Greater Houston,
and provides tens of thousands of uniforms and equipment to children at no cost.

Forits efforts, the Community Leaders program received the 2017 Allan H. Selig Award for Philanthropic Excellence,
Major League Baseball’s highest honor for the charitable efforts of its clubs.
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ASTROS YOUTH ACADEMY

A cornerstone of the Astros youth baseball and softball initiative is the Houston Astros Youth Academy, which
provides free baseball and softball instruction, life-skills training and academic support to young athletes in the
Greater Houston Area. The Academy'’s experienced staff members serve over 14,000 participants, year-round.

The Academy is also home to the Houston Astros RBI program, JrRBI program, summer camps and year-round
clinics. Astros RBI, in it's sixth year as an Astros Foundation-run program, has already established a legacy of
success, particularly the Astros RBI Softball Team, which has won consecutive national titles (2018-19). Additionally,
the Astros RBI Senior Boys (2014-17) and Junior Boys (2015-18) each have four appearances in the RBI World Series.

Since 2014, over 200 RBI members have received baseball or softball opportunities to continue playing at the
collegiate level, with 32 AYA members receiving baseball/softball college softball scholarships in 2021. Since 2015,
seven RBI members have been drafted by Major League Baseball teams.
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ASTROS FOUNDATION IN 2021

The COVID-19 pandemic presented the city of Houston with challenges that have not been seen in over a century.
With thousands of people struggling, the Astros Foundation and its Volunteer Corps. stepped up to help when the
community needed it most.

In 2021 alone, the Astros Foundation Volunteer Corps., inclusive of over 4,900 volunteers, logged 20,000 volunteer
hours in the Houston community at nearly 400 different events for over 80 different community partners/organiza-
tions.

In February 2021, the Astros Foundation and Crane Worldwide stepped up immediately to proide over 42,000 pounds
of water to three locations at Texas Children’s Hospitals to ensure heathcare workers could maintain critical care for
those most in need after the freeze caused by Winter Storm Uri. The Astros Foundation also teamed up with All-Star
third baseman Alex Bregman to distribute 18,000 cases of water to Houstonians in need.

Later in the year, the Astros Foundation hosted the Louisiana Relief Supply Drive at Minute Maid Park, filling more
than four 54-foot trailers with emergency supplies that were transported by Crane Worldwide directly to the commu-
nities in Louisiana impacted by Hurricane Ida.

The Astros Foundation utilized the Bob Watson Education Center located at the Astros Youth Academy provided free,
socially-distanced support sessions for at-home technology to help adults and parents assist their children with the
“new normal” of student learning during the pandemic. These sessions helped support participants from eight school
districts in Houston. In 2021 the Youth Academy hosted a virtual College Readiness Day, a Black History Month Virtual
Legends and Legacy Series with guest speakers and discussions. Over 90 youth participated in a Jackie Robinson
Educational Event. Community outreach efforts from the Astros Youth Academy throughout the year involved food
distribution to over 400 families per week from January to May and a partnership with Harris County Sheriff Office to
provide volunteer coaches for Astros Jr. RBI Program.

Orbit's contributions don’t stop on the field. In the
community, Orbit makes nearly 300 appearances a year!
These include everything from public appearances such as
community festivals and parades, to private events such as
corporate events and birthday parties. Orbit also has been
known to participate in a number of promotional stunts throughout the year, including taking on the BP MS 150 bike
ride from Houston to Austin, rappelling down the side of the Four Seasons hotel, and tag-teaming events such as the
Houston Marathon and the Cypress Triathlon with other Houston-area mascots. Additionally, Orbit offers a series of
educational assembly shows, both in-person and virtually via Zoom video, geared toward elementary schools that
cover topics such as literacy, anti-bullying, saying no to drugs, STEM and preparing for the STARR test.

In 2019, Orbit joined the team on their trip to Monterrey, Mexico, as they played the Los Angeles Angels as a part of
MLB’s International Series. This was Orbit’s fourth international trip, including a trip to Japan (2014) and Mexico (2016)
and Taiwan (2018).

In 2017, Orbit released his very first children’s book, Orbit’s First Day of School! The book covers topics such as making
new friends, how to handle bullies, embracing differences, celebrating strengths and practicing respect. They are
available for purchase exclusively at the Astros Team Store at Minute Maid Park.

On Nov. 17,2011, Major League Baseball
unanimously approved the purchase of
the Houston Astros by a group headed by
Houston businessman Jim Crane, marking
the beginning of a new era of Astros base-
ball.

As Owner and Chairman, Jim Crane hit
the ground running upon taking control
of the Astros in 2011 by immediately put-
ting his plan to rebuild the franchise into
action. As a highly successful businessman
in Houston and former standout college
pitcher, Jim's credentials made him the per-
fect choice to build a winning team both on
and off the field in Houston.

From the start, Jim was clear about his
goals: to make the Astros a ballclub that can
have sustained success at the Major League
level by building a top-notch farm system and to provide Astros fans with an outstanding experience at Minute Maid
Park.

Injust six years, Jim Crane took the Astros from worst to first in spectacular fashion. Houston’s farm system, which was
ranked as one of the worst in baseball in 2011, recovered in a three-year span to be ranked as the best in baseball in 2014.
Since then, that same farm system has produced multiple Major Leaguers and everyday players and has given the Astros
the ability to pull off multiple trades, all signed off on by Crane, including the acquisitions of Justin Verlander in 2017,
Gerrit Cole in 2018 and Zack Greinke in 2019.

Buoyed by promotions and acquisitions, the Major League club went from a 111-loss season in 2013 to ultimately
winning its first World Series Championship in 2017. The club has continued to produce at the highest level, as the Astros
posted 100-plus win seasons in four of the last five years (did not reach the mark in 2020 due to a shortened season
because of the COVID-19 pandemic). Not only have the Astros reached the postseason each of the last five seasons, but
they have advanced to the ALCS in all five of those years, becoming just the third team in MLB history to advance to
five-straight LCS. In 2019, the Astros set a franchise record with 107 regular season wins and won the American League
pennant. Last season in 2021, the Astros won their fourth American League West Division title and third American League
pennantin five seasons. Overall, three of the club’s four World Series trips, including the 2017 World Series Championship,
have come under Crane’s ownership.

In order to make the experience at Minute Maid Park one of the best in baseball, the Astros have made several large-
scale renovations to the ballpark under Jim’s leadership. The multi-million-dollar investment in center field, the addition
of the Astros Hall of Fame Alley and the renovations and enhancements to the ballpark’s suites were the most recent
innovative updates that showcase Jim’s commitment to making Minute Maid Park a great destination for fans of all ages.

Jimrecognized the need for a new Astros Spring Training facility and successfully moved the team to West Palm Beach
in 2017, where players and fans now enjoy a first-class, state-of-the-art facility, Ballpark of the Palm Beaches. Through a
partnership, Jim also purchased an office building five miles from the Spring Training facility and had it redeveloped into
a Hilton Garden Inn branded hotel which serves the public as well as Astros players, staff and families.

He also successfully brokered the purchase of the Double A Corpus Christi Hooks in 2015 and was closely involved with
the acquisition of a Class A Advanced affiliate in the Carolina League in 2017. In 2019, that team had a new stadium built
in Fayetteville, N.C., and a new nickname, Fayetteville Woodpeckers. Ballpark Digest recognized the Woodpeckers’ brand
with the Logo/Branding of the Year Award in 2019. Additionally, Jim continued to add to the Astros minor league system
acquiring the Sugar Land Skeeters franchise to serve as the Astros Triple A affiliate prior to the 2021 season. In January of
2022, the Skeeters underwent a successful re-brand to the Sugar Land Space Cowboys.

Under Jim’s leadership, the Astros have supported several of MLB's diversity initiatives, including MLB’s eighth annual
Civil Rights Game and ancillary activities as well as MLB’s Diversity Summit, a sports employment and business oppor-
tunity career and trade fair. Houston has twice hosted the Urban Invitational, a nationally-televised collegiate baseball
tournament designed to give HBCUs and their baseball programs national exposure, as well as the Breakthrough Series,
a collegiate and professional scouting showcase featuring a diverse group of top high school players in the country.

Passion for the Game
Jim hails from St. Louis, Mo. where he became a loyal, spirited fan of the St. Louis Cardinals. As a teenager, he caddied
for members of the Cardinals team at local golf clubs and parked cars for patrons at Cardinals games. Jim was impressed

by the Cardinals’ caring, family atmosphere and the team’s close
ties with the local community. He has carried these values forward
throughout his life in business, philanthropic and personal rela-
tionships.

As a young man, Jim put his innate passion for baseball into
action at Central Missouri State University (now the University of
Central Missouri), where he was a standout pitcher for the Mules
from 1973-76 under the late, revered coach, Robert Tompkins. Jim
still holds the Mules’ single-game strikeout record with 18, and in
1997, was inducted into the Central Missouri State University Ath-
letic Hall of Fame.

Jim was the primary underwriter of a $1.2 million renovation in
1998 of the old Mules Field on the University of Central Missouri
campus. On Jan. 21, 1998, the facility was renamed the James R.
Crane Stadium/Robert N. Tompkins Field in honor of Jim and his
beloved coach. Jim continues to contribute to the college annually to provide athletic scholarships for Mules baseball. On
Jan. 29, 2017, Jim was enshrined in the Missouri Sports Hall of Fame for his outstanding pitching career at the University
of Central Missouri, his generous donations to UCM baseball and his successful efforts in rebuilding the Houston Astros
franchise.

Jim earned a Bachelor of Science degree in industrial safety from Central Missouri State University in 1976. This led to
a loss-control job evaluating commercial risks for an insurance company and then a move to Houston in 1982, where he
entered the freight forwarding business.
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Success in the Business World

In March of 1984, at the age of 30 and with $10,000 borrowed from his sister, Jim founded Eagle USA Airfreight (EGL,
Inc.). In his first office located in Houston with a sole employee, Jim handled the loading and trucking himself. The com-
pany made money in its first month, and Jim ultimately built it into an organization of more than 10,000 employees with
400-plus facilities in 139 countries. EGL was named one of Houston'’s “Best Places to Work,” and reached No. 599 on the
Fortune 1000 list during Jim's tenure. Jim has been the recipient of a long list of awards and honors for his entrepreneurial
activities and business successes. The company was acquired in an LBO transaction in August 2007.

In August of 2008, Crane formed Crane Worldwide Logistics (CWL), a premier global provider of customized transpor-
tation and logistics services. CWL continues to grow rapidly with experienced members of Crane’s management team
and sales force at the helm.

Jim’s love of baseball is unabated, and he has added the game
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of golf to his athletic endeavors. He acquired the Floridian, a pri- o E
vate golf resort in Palm City, Fla., in 2010. In 2017, Jim ventured into H §
the restaurant business and opened Osso & Kristalla and Potente a ; ¢ s
named after his children.

As Astros Owner and Chairman, Jim has embraced the oppor- 2 Z
tunity to give back to the City of Houston and beyond. Since he took ownership of the club, the Astros Foundation has ﬁ g
donated and invested over $50 million into the Houston community and beyond. "

In 2021, the Astros Foundation led the way in the fight against COVID-19, partnering with the City of Houston to use
Minute Maid Park as both a COVID-19 testing site and as a vaccination site.

In April of 2020, during the early stages of the pandemic, Jim stepped up to connect the Astros Foundation with
Crane Worldwide Logistics, which resulted in millions of medical supplies being delivered to Houston hospitals within &
the Texas Medical Center. The goal of the partnership was to provide funding, logistics and transportation support for £ 'g
much-needed medical supplies and Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) being used by healthcare professionals to treat ¥ §

Y4

COVID-19 patients.

In 2020, Jim also connected the Astros Foundation and Crane Worldwide with Astros players Carlos Correa and Martin
Maldonado plus other MLB players from Puerto Rico to assist with delivering medical supplies to the island during the
COVID-19 pandemic. In that endeavor, the Astros Foundation and Crane Worldwide covered 100% of the freight and
transportation costs and also coordinated the logistics to get those much-needed medical supplies to Puerto Rico.

Crane and the Astros Foundation are the first to jump to action after natural disasters in the area, holding supply
drives at Minute Maid Park to support relief efforts for communities impacted by storms. Most recently, drives were held
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to collect supplies for communities in Louisiana impacted by Hur-
ricane Laura in 2020 and Hurricane Ida in 2021. In 2021, the Astros
Foundation and Alex Bregman held a water distribution drive to
support local Houstonians during recovery from Winter Storm Uri.

In the immediate aftermath of Hurricane Harvey in 2017, Jim
and the Astros ownership group were among the first to pledge
$4 million to relief efforts. Jim also facilitated the shipment of
more than 240,000 pounds of disaster relief supplies to Puerto
Rico, where he was instrumental in transporting families of Astros
and other MLB players, as well as hospitalized patients in critical
condition, to safety.

In 2018, when the City of Houston was in danger of losing the
Houston Open golf tournament, Jim helped establish the Astros [
Golf Foundation to ensure that the historic, PGA Tour tournament
would remain in Houston. As a result, since 2019, the Houston Open has been presented by the Astros Golf Foundation
and has had a tremendous impact on the Houston community, becoming the single-biggest fundraiser for the Astros
Foundation. The Astros Golf Foundation spearheaded a $34 million renovation to Memorial Park Golf Course, which now
plays host to the Houston Open. One of the key goals of the Astros Golf Foundation is to provide much-needed resources
and funds to the citizens and community of Houston through park improvements, charitable fundraising and investing
in youth programs.

Jim is committed to providing local children the opportunities he feels baseball afforded him in his youth. One of
his first initiatives after purchasing the Astros was the creation of the Astros Community Leaders program, which won
MLB’s prestigious Allan H. Selig Award for Philanthropic Excellence in 2017. As part of the program, a multi-million-dollar
partnership was formed with the City of Houston'’s Parks and Recreation Department and included participation from
several corporate partners, whose financial donations supported the field refurbishments, year-round maintenance,
league programming and uniforms. Now, tens of thousands of young athletes receive free uniforms, equipment, tickets
to Astros games and professional instruction through the Community Leaders program. The parents, coaches and league
participants also benefit from different types of clinics through the Community Leaders program, attending clinics on
coaching, groundskeeping, nutrition, education, and much more.

“Baseball was very important to my development,” Jim said. “Playing baseball made me a lot more confident and
comfortable in my ability to achieve things. I'd like to be able to help more kids get the opportunities that | had through
baseball.”

Jim has been the recipient of a long list of awards and honors for his entrepreneurial activities and business successes.
In 2019, Jim was recognized as the MD Anderson “Living Legend” and was also presented with the Ben Taub Humanitar-
ian Award at their Jubilee of Caring event. He also won the 2019 Houston Sports Award Executive of the Year award. In
May of 2018, he received the Public Service Award from the American Leadership Forum and was also inducted into the
St. Louis Sports Hall of Fame where he received the August A. Busch, Jr. Award. On November 1, 2018, Jim was inducted
into the Texas Business Hall of Fame and in December 2018 received the Jack Buck Award from the Missouri Athletic Club
in St. Louis, Missouri.

James Click was named the 13th
General Manager in Astros franchise i
history on Feb. 3, 2020. In his role, he [JREEGIES : ietholist
oversees all aspects of the baseball pe
operations department.

In 2021, Click’s second season as /
General Manager, the Astros won the [} R A
American League West to advance to the [%
playoffs for the fifth-straight season, a
franchise record. The Astros became just
the third team in MLB history to play in the
LCS in all five of those seasons, and they
broke through to win their third American
League pennantin 2021, advancing to the
World Series for the first time under Click &
and fourth time in franchise history.

A big reason for the Astros run to the
World Series in 2021 was the shoring up
of the team’s bullpen with three trades
leading up to the trade deadline by Click, acquiring three back-end relievers, including two pitchers who were serving
as their club’s closer. Click and the Astros acquired right-handed pitchers Kendall Graveman and Rafael Montero
from Seattle. Graveman, who was the Mariners’ closer at the time, had a solid regular season with the Astros before
excelling to a 1-0 record and a 1.64 ERA in nine postseason appearances. Click also acquired right-handed pitcher
Yimi Garcia from Miami, who was the Marlins’ closer at the time, and was key for the Astros down the stretch, making
25 regular season appearances and another 10 in the postseason. The third acquisition made at the deadline was for
RHP Phil Maton, who went 4-0 in 27 regular season appearances with the club, but really starred in the postseason
with a 0.73 ERA in 12 appearances.

The 2020 season was a memorable one for the first-year general manager. Despite many challenges, the Astros
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success on the field continued under him as the club advanced to within one win of a return to the World Series. The E
2020 Astros became just the third AL team ever to appear in four consecutive League Championship Series. 84
In addition to joining the organization late in the offseason, Click navigated through several other challenges * E
in his first season in Houston, including dealing with a rash of injuries to key players as well as the unprecedented ~ ©
responsibility of running baseball operations during a pandemic.
Shuffling the roster became a daily occurrence for Click and his staff as the club was forced to place 20 different
players on the Injured List to due injuries or COVID-related issues. As a result, the Astros used a club-record and MLB-
high 15 rookie pitchers during the season, 10 of whom made their Major League debuts in 2020. Despite the roster §
obstacles, the Astros persevered, qualifying for the postseason and earning series victories in the Wild Card round vs. % §
Minnesota and the ALDS vs. Oakland before falling to the Rays, Click’s former club, in a dramatic, seven-game ALCS. & &
Prior to being named Astros General Manager, Click, 44, was with the Tampa Bay Rays, where he most recently * g
served as the club’s Vice President of Baseball Operations for three seasons (2017-19). Overall, Click’s career with
Tampa Bay spanned 14 years, originally joining the club as a Coordinator of Baseball Operations in 2006. He would
later serve as the Rays Director of Baseball Research and Development and then as Director of Baseball Operations.
In his role as the Rays VP of Baseball Operations, Click was involved in guiding and overseeing all aspects of
the baseball operations department. His areas of focus were research and development, strategic planning, and ¢ :
innovation, with particular attention on the Rays’ efforts to create and maintain department-wide initiatives on £
player evaluation, player assessment, roster configuration, trade and contract negotiation, league relations, and staff “ F
management.
In his 14 years with the Rays, Click worked alongside several current decision-makers across the baseball landscape,
including Dodgers President of Baseball Operations Andrew Freidman, Red Sox Chief Baseball Officer Chaim Bloom
and current Rays Senior Vice President of Baseball Operations and General Manager Erik Neander. 2
A Durham, N.C. native and graduate of Yale University (B.A., History), Click wrote for Baseball Prospectus for several 2
years before joining the Rays.

Pete Putila (pronounced puh-TELL-uh) enters his 12th season with the Astros and his third as assistant general
manager. In his role, Pete is involved with all aspects of baseball operations with a focus on player development,
player evaluation and sports medicine and performance.

Pete joined the Astros organization in 2011 as a baseball operations intern. His responsibilities included
assisting with administration across baseball operations, amateur scouting, pro scouting and player development.
He was hired full-time to the position of baseball operations assistant in September of 2011 where his duties were
expanded to include Major League advance scouting support.

In 2013, he was promoted to baseball operations coordinator where he began working in conjunction with
decision sciences to integrate data, research and technology into player development processes across the Major
and minor league levels. He also traveled with the Major League team in 2014 and 2015, conducting replay review.

In 2015, he was promoted to assistant director of minor league operations where he assisted in all aspects of
Major and minor league player development and minor league operations. A year later in 2016 he was promoted
to director of player development where he oversaw Major and minor league player development while assisting
with the integration of scouting technology.

During the 2017 season, he
joined the Dodgers as a senior analyst in Research & Development, and he served as the director of Quantitative
Analysis starting with the 2019 season.

Scott earned a PhD in statistics from Stanford University, and he earlier graduated from the University of North
Carolina at Chapel Hill with a bachelor’s degree in mathematics and mathematical decision sciences.

CRAIG BIGGIO

Hall of Famer and longtime Astros icon Craig Biggio is in his 15th season as a special assistant to the General Manager.
In this role, Craig works in several areas, including with the baseball operations staff in its Major and minor league player
development programs with special emphasis on instruction, the amateur draft and scouting, and Major and minor league
talent evaluation. Additionally, Craig participates in the club’s community development program.

On Jan. 6, 2015, Craig Biggio became the first player in Astros history to be voted into the National Baseball Hall of Fame
after receiving 82.7 percent of the total votes from the Baseball Writers' Association of America. He was officially inducted into
the HOF during the annual ceremony in Cooperstown on July 26, 2015. Craig was also inducted to the Astros Hall of Fame on
August 3,2019, as a part of the inaugural class.

The franchise career leader in hits, games played, runs scored, and at-bats, Craig retired at the end of the 2007 season
following a stellar, 20-year career, all with the Astros. His No. 7 was retired by the ballclub on Aug. 17, 2008.

He finished his career with 3,060 hits, 668 doubles, 291 homers, 1,175 RBI, and a .281 career average in 2,850 games. He
remains the franchise leader in several categories, including hits, doubles, games played and runs (1844).

A first-round selection by Houston in the June 1987 draft, Craig became the first Astro to reach the 3,000-hit plateau
with a seventh-inning single against Colorado’s Aaron Cook on June 28, 2007 at Minute Maid Park. His 3,060 hits rank 25th all-
time, and his 668 career doubles are the 2nd-most of any right-handed hitter in Major League history (sixth all-time overall).

Craig’s 20 seasons with Houston are a franchise record, and he also made a club-best 19 consecutive Opening Day starts.
He is also the only player in Major League history to reach all of the following milestones: 600 doubles (668), 250 home runs
(291), 2,700 hits (3,060), and 400 stolen bases (414). Craig and Cal Ripken Jr. are the only middle infielders (only 13 players
all-time) to collect 3,000 hits and 1,000 extra-base hits.

Craig was named to a franchise-record seven National League All-Star teams, received five Silver Slugger Awards, four
Rawlings Gold Glove Awards and was a member of six Astros playoff teams. Craig holds National League records for leadoff
home runs with 53 (ranks second all-time) and for hits in interleague play with 201. He also led all players during the 2005
postseason with 18 hits.

Additionally, Craig was the 2007 recipient of the Roberto Clemente Award, a prestigious honor bestowed upon one
Major League player each season by Major League Baseball and the Clemente family recognizing community service. Craig
has been actively involved with the Sunshine Kids throughout his career, a support organization for children with cancer and
their families.

Craig and wife Patty reside in Houston and have two sons, Conor and Cavan, and one daughter, Quinn. In 2010, Craig
coached his sons’St. Thomas High School baseball team to the Texas Class 5A state championship. Both Conor (graduate '15)
and Cavan (drafted ‘16) played baseball for the University of Notre Dame. Cavan was drafted by the Blue Jays and made his
Major League debut for Toronto in 2019. On Sept. 17, 2019 in Baltimore, Cavan hit for the cycle, making he and his father just
the second father-son duo to each hit for the cycle in an MLB game; Quinn is a member of the Notre Dame softball team.

‘SPECIAL ADVISOR TO BASEBALL OPERATIONS

Will Sharp is entering his tenth season with the Houston Astros and was promoted to Special Advisor to Baseball
Operations in November 2021. Sharp is focused on management of the Astros’ Major League and 40-man rosters, in-
game strategy, and facilitating communication within and outside of Baseball Operations.

Prior to this role, Sharp worked as an Analyst, Pro Scouting and Manager, Major League Strategy while based in
Houston, beginning in December 2017. Sharp was originally hired by the Astros in December 2012 as a professional
scout based out of Athens, Ga., a role in which he was responsible for evaluations of Major and minor league players
and contributed work to arbitration and other roster management decisions in the offseason.

Sharp began his career as a Baseball Operations intern with the Los Angeles Dodgers during his sophomore
year of college in January 2007. He then worked for the Dodgers as a Baseball Operations Assistant with a focus on
pro scouting, serving as a liaison between the club’s professional scouts and its front office decision makers, from
November 2009 to November 2012.

A Los Angeles native and 2009 graduate of the University of Southern California with a major in Economics and a
minor in Religion, Sharp resides in Houston, TX with his wife, Tatiana, and their two dogs, Pooch and Penny.

Prior to joining the Astros, Bill's work in the healthcare field included nearly three years in healthcare investment
banking with Piper Jaffray and nearly four years in marketing and strategy with Medtronic, the largest medical device
manufacturer in the world.

Bill received his bachelor’s degree in finance from the University of Wisconsin, Madison and his MBA from the
University of California, Berkeley. He resides in Houston.

Charles Cook enters his seventh year with the Astros, sixth in a full-time capacity. Elevated to Senior Director of
Player Evaluation following the 2021 season, Charles previously held the roles of Baseball Operations Coordinator,
Manager of Amateur Scouting Analysis and Director of Player Evaluation for the Astros.

Jeff Bagwell, who was inducted into the National Baseball Hall of Fame in 2017 and the Astros Hall of Fame in 2019, was
one of the greatest sluggers of all-time. In his current role as a community outreach executive, Jeff is an active member of
the Houston Community, making public appearances and acting as an ambassador for the organization.

Over his 15 years with the Astros, Bagwell hit .297 with 488 doubles, 32 triples, 449 home runs, 1,529 RBI with a .948
OPS (408 OBP/.540 SLG) in 2,150 games. The four-time All-Star and three-time Silver Slugger Award winner was the first
player in Astros history to be named the MVP of his league (1994), as well as the first player to receive a Rookie of the Year
Award (1991). The franchise leader in homers, walks and RBI, Bagwell was also known for his elite defense at first base,
winning a Rawlings Gold Glove Award in 1994. He is the only first baseman in MLB history to record a 30-homer, 30-stolen
base season, which he accomplished twice (1997, 1999). Under Bagwell’s leadership, the Astros won four division titles
and made the playoffs six times, reaching the National League Championship Series in 2004 and the World Series in 2005.

Bagwell serves as a guest TV and radio commentator for select Astros games and will join the AT&T SportsNet
broadcast crew and flagship radio crew periodically throughout the 2022 season.

ENOS CABELL

Enos Cabell is in his 18th season as a special assistant to the General Manager after being named to the post
on Nov. 17, 2004. He had been serving as a consultant since joining the Astros front office on July 29, 2004. Enos
assists General Manager Jeff Luhnow and the Astros scouting department in evaluating the Astros Major and minor
league players, along with other projects and assignments within the scouting area.

During his 15-year Major League playing career, Enos played for the Astros from 1975-80 and 1984-85 and is
in the top 10 in franchise history in several categories. In 1978, he was named the team’s MVP after setting club
records in at-bats (660) and games (162) and tallying a then-record 195 hits, which ranked third in the National
League. He currently ranks tied for eighth on the club’s all-time list in stolen bases (191) and tied for sixth in career
batting average (.281).

Enos stole more than 30 bases for four straight seasons (1976-1979) while with Houston. In 1,688 career big
league games from 1972-86, he hit .277 (1647x5952) with 60 home runs and 596 RBI. He started 149 games at third
base for the 1980 National League West Champion Astros and played on two other division-winning clubs, the 1974
Baltimore Orioles and the 1985 Los Angeles Dodgers.

From 1991-94, Enos was an analyst on Home Sports Entertainment telecasts of Astros home games and from
1991-96, he hosted the weekly call-in show, Astros Report, on KCOH Radio. He was a member of the Texas Southern
University’s Board of Regents from 1995-2001 and served as interim athletic director for the school in 2000.

Enosisagraduate of L.A. Harbor Junior College in San Pedro, Calif., where he was an all-conference selection in
baseball. He is a cousin of former Major Leaguers Dick Davis and Ken Landreaux. He and his wife, Ruby, make their
home in Missouri City, Texas. Enos has three sons, Marcus, Stephen and Cordell.
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JOSE CRUZ

COMMUNITY OUTREACH EXECUTIVE

The 2022 season is the 39th with the Houston Astros organization for Jose Cruz, who is one of the most popular
figures in franchise history.

Jose has served in several roles with the Astros during his long, distinguished tenure. In his current role as
community outreach executive, Jose makes public appearances on behalf of the club and serves as an ambassador
for the organization.

Prior to his current role, he spent five seasons as a special assistant to the general manager (2010-14). Prior to
that, he was a Major League coach for 13 seasons (1997-2009).

On the field, Jose spent 13 of his outstanding 18-year Major League playing career as an outfielder with the
Astros (1975-87). In that span, he developed into an All-Star and one of the most popular players ever to wear the
Astros uniform. Nicknamed “Cheo’, Jose held franchise records in games, at-bats, hits, total bases and triples at the
time of his retirement. His 80 career triples remain the franchise record. In addition to his Astros career, Jose also
played for the St. Louis Cardinals (1970-74) and the New York Yankees (1988).

Jose holds the distinction of being involved with the first nine of the Astros postseason appearances, three as a
player (1980,'81 and ‘86) and six as a coach (1997-99,01,'04-05). He was the Astros Team MVP four times and hit .300
six times in his career while stealing 317 bases.

Jose's uniform No. 25 was retired by the Astros on Oct. 3, 1992, along with former teammate Mike Scott’s No. 33.
They were the third and fourth numbers retired by the team. In 1999, Jose was selected by a panel of experts as one
of the three outfielders on the franchise’s All-Astrodome team. In 2003, he was inducted into the Texas Baseball Hall of
Fame. On August 3, 2019, Jose was inducted into the Astros Hall of Fame as a part of the inaugural class.

Jose and his wife, Zoraida, make their home in Houston and have four children: Jose Javier, Jose Cheito, Shakira
and Jose Enrique. His son, Jose Jr., was the first-round selection (third player overall) of the Seattle Mariners in the 1995
June free agent draft. Jose Jr. graduated from Bellaire (TX) High School and attended Rice University. He led Bellaire
to the number one national ranking by USA Today and was a finalist for the Golden Spikes Award while at Rice. Jose
Enrique also excelled on the baseball diamond, helping to lead Rice University to a national championship in 2003
before being drafted by the New York Yankees in the 13th round of the 2003 June Draft.

Dusty Baker was named the Astros 19th field manager in franchise history on Jan. 29, 2020.

The 2021 season included multiple highlights and historical milestones for Baker. Most importantly, he led the
Astros to another American League pennant, marking the club’s fourth trip to the Fall Classic in franchise history. It
also marked the second time that Baker had led his club to the World Series.

Along the way, the Astros captured the AL West Division title, making Baker the first manager in Major League
history to win division titles with five different clubs. In the postseason, the Astros defeated the White Sox in the
ALDS in four games and then the Red Sox in the ALCS, rallying from 2-1 deficit to capture the pennant in six games.
For his efforts, Baseball America named Baker as their 2021 Manager of the Year.

In Baker’s first two years at the helm, the Astros have gone 17-12 (.586) in the postseason, giving them more
playoff wins than any other club in that span. Baker’s win percentage (.586) in the postseason is the best in club
history.

Baker also reached milestones in the regular season, passing both Gene Mauch and Casey Stengel to move
into 12th place on the MLB manager’s all-time wins list with 1,987. He enters the 2022 season just 13 wins shy of
becoming the 12th manager to reach 2,000 career wins.

Baker’s first season in Houston, 2020, was a memorable one, as his Astros had an outstanding postseason run,
falling just one win shy of a return to the World Series. The Astros were 8-5 in the postseason with series wins in the
Wild Card round at Minnesota and the ALDS vs. Oakland. Making the club’s performance even more impressive was
that the club had to overcome a great deal of injuries to key players. The Astros were forced to use a club-record
and MLB-high 15 rookie pitchers, including 10 that made their MLB debuts in 2020.

When the Astros qualified for the playoffs, Baker once again made history, becoming the first manager in
MLB history to take five different teams to the postseason. Baker also managed the Giants (1997, 2000, 2002), Cubs
(2003), Reds (2010, 2012-13) and Nationals (2016-17) into the playoffs.

A three-time BBWAA NL Manager of the Year (1993, 1997, 2000), Houston is Baker’s fifth managerial stop. His

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last four were with San Francisco (1993-2002), Chicago (2003-06), Cincinnati (2008-13) and Washington (2016-17).

An All-Star, Gold Glove, Silver Slugger, and World Series winner during his 19-year playing career, Baker has
produced 11 postseason teams during his 24-year managerial career, including eight division championships (San
Francisco, 1997 & 2000; Chicago, 2003; Cincinnati, 2010 & 2012; Washington, 2016 & 2017), Houston 2021), and three
wild card appearances (San Francisco, 2002; Cincinnati, 2013; Houston, 2020).

Baker has World Series experience as a player, coach and manager, having played in the Fall Classic in 1977,
1978 and 1981 with the Dodgers. As a manager, Baker guided both the 2002 Giants and 2021 Astros to the World
Series and was a coach on the 1989 NL Champion Giants club.

Notably, Baker also managed the Giants to a 103-win season in 1993, falling one game shy of the postseason in
what was MLB's final full season without a Wild Card.

Baker finished his Giants managerial career with 840 victories in San Francisco, which ranks third in club
history. Following his stint with the Giants, Baker served as Cubs manager for four seasons (2003-06), where he
enjoyed early success as well. Despite inheriting a club that had finished with a 67-95 record the previous season,
Baker guided the Cubs to the NL Central Division title in 2003 with an 88-74 mark. That club would ultimately fall
just one win shy of reaching the World Series, falling to the Marlins in the NLCS in seven games. His 2003-04 Cubs
teams were the first to post back-to-back winning records in Chicago since 1971-72.

A successful six-year stint in Cincinnati would follow, as he guided the Reds to three playoff appearances,
including two NL Central Division titles. In his last stint as a manager with the Nationals (2016-17), Baker won back-
to-back NL East titles.

Baker is also one of only two in MLB history to produce at least 1,800 hits as a player and win at least 1,800
games as a manager, joining Joe Torre on that list. A six-time All-Star (twice as a player: 1981 & 1982; three times
as a member of the coaching staff: 1994, 1997 & 2001; once as manager: 2003), Baker has had success at every
managerial stop in his career. His teams have finished first or second 15 times in his 23 years, and Baker is just the
12th manager in MLB history to win 90-plus games on 11-or-more occasions (Elias).

As a player, Baker tallied 242 home runs and 1,031 RBI in his 19-year career (2,039 games) that included stops
with the Atlanta Braves (1968-1975), Los Angeles Dodgers (1976-1983), San Francisco Giants (1984) and Oakland
Athletics (1985-1986). Baker finished in the top 10 in MVP voting twice (1980 & 1981), and won two Silver Slugger
Awards, a Gold Glove, and earned two All-Star selections.

Early in his career, as an everyday player with the Braves in the 1970s, Baker found himself hitting fifth, behind
Hank Aaron, during the historic 1973 and 1974 seasons as Aaron closed in on the the all-time HR record.

Baker played in four postseasons (1977, 1978, 1981 & 1983), which included three World Series (1977, 1978,
1981). He earned the NLCS MVP award with the Dodgers in 1977, hitting .357 with a .438 on-base percentage an .837
slugging percentage, two home runs and eight RBI in four games against Philadelphia), and a World Series ring,
playing left field for the 1981 Dodgers.

Born Johnnie B. Baker Jr.on June 15, 1949 in Riverside, CA, “Dusty” Baker currently resides in California with his
wife, Melissa, and has two children, Natosha and Darren. A 1967 graduate of Del Campo High School in Carmichael,
Calif., Baker attended American River College in Sacramento, Calif. Baker's son, Darren, was selected by the
Washington Nationals in the 2021 MLB Amateur Draft from the University of California (Berkley).

Joe Espada was named the Astros bench coach on Nov. 6, 2017.

The 2022 season is his fifth with the Astros and his 12th overall on a Major League coaching staff. In addition
to his bench coach responsibilities, Joe also serves as infield coach and has mentored some of the game’s biggest
stars, including Jose Altuve, Alex Bregman, Carlos Correa and Yuli Gurriel. In 2021, both Correa and Gurriel earned
Rawlings Gold Glove Awards, while the Astros earned the Rawlings AL Team Gold Glove Award.

Additionally, under Espada’s tutelage, the Astros have utilized more defensive shifts than any other Major
League club. In 2020, the Astros .991 team fielding pct. was tops in the Majors.

Prior to joining the Astros, Espada spent four seasons (2014-17) in the New York Yankees organization, first, as
a professional scout in 2014, and then as third base coach from 2015-17. During his Yankees coaching tenure, the
Yankees earned two playoff berths (2015 & 2017), advancing to the ALCS in 2017.

A native of Santurce, Puerto Rico, Espada attended the University of Mobile (Ala.), where he still owns the
school’s top two single-season batting averages (.468 in 1995 and .446 in 1996) and top overall career batting
average of .442. Drafted in the second round in the 1996 MLB Amateur Draft by the Oakland Athletics, Espada
enjoyed a 10-year playing career, playing in the Oakland (1996-2000), Florida (2001), Colorado (2001), Kansas City
(2002), St. Louis (2003), Texas (2003), and Tampa Bay (2004) organizations.

After retiring as a player, Espada started his coaching career, which began with the Marlins in 2006. There,
he coached from 2006-13, serving first as a hitting coach for Class A Greensboro (2006) and Class A Jupiter (2007).
Next, he was the Marlins infield coordinator (2008-09) before joining the Major League club as third base coach
from 2010-2013.

Espada is married to Dr. Pamela Espada and the couple has two daughters, Eliana Marie and Viviana Elena.
During his off-seasons, Joe has given back to Puerto Rico both on and off the field. He managed in the Puerto Rican
Winter League for Carolina (2014-15) and Manati (2012-13) and coached third base for Team Puerto Rico in the 2013
and 2017 World Baseball Classics. Active in the community both in Puerto Rico and in Houston, Espada has given
countless clinics to youth baseball groups, including at the Astros Youth Academy. Espada has also been involved
in various Houston charities, and enjoys spending time with his family.

In 2021, the Astros were once again one of baseball’s top offensive clubs, leading the Majors in runs scored (863)
and batting average (.267) while ranking second in OPS (.783) and third in slugging (.444) while finishing with the
second-fewest strikeouts. Over the past three seasons combined (2019-21), the Astros lead the AL in runs scored while
striking out the fewest times.

The 2022 season will be Snitker’s fourth season on the Major League coaching staff, but his seventh with the
Astros organization overall. Prior to joining the Astros big club, he spent his 2018 season as the hitting coach at
Double A Corpus Christi, where he was named the Texas League’s Inaugural Mike Coolbaugh Memorial Coach of
the Year, which is given to a Texas League figure who has shown an outstanding baseball work ethic, knowledge of
the game, and skill in mentoring young players on the field.

Snitker originally joined the Astros in 2016 as the organization’s rehab hitting coordinator and a coach for the
GCL Astros. In 2017, he was the hitting coach at Class A Advanced Buies Creek and the next season, he was promot-
ed to Corpus Christi.

In 2022, Omar Lopez will return to his role as the Astros first base coach after filling in for Gary Pettis as the club’s
third base coach since September of 2020 while Pettis recovered from multiple myeloma.

The 2022 season is Lopez' third on the Astros Major League staff, but his 24th season in the Astros organization.
He joined the Astros Major League staff in 2020 after a successful two-year stint as manager of the Double-A Corpus
Christi Hooks (2018-19). In 2018, Lépez was named the Texas League Manager of the Year after guiding the Hooks to
an 82-56 record and a spot in the postseason.

Overall, he spent 12 seasons managing in the Astros farm system. Prior to managing the Hooks, Omar had stints
at Buies Creek (2017), Quad Cities (2013-14,2016), Lancaster (2015), Greeneville (2011-12), the Gulf Coast League (2009-
10) and the Venezuelan Summer League (2008). In 2013, Lépez led Quad Cities to a Midwest League Championship
title after an 81-57 finish in the regular season. That team featured 16 future Major Leaguers, including two future All
Stars in shortstop Carlos Correa and right-handed pitcher Lance McCullers Jr.

Additionally, Lopez was named the Manager of the Year in the Venezuelan Professional Baseball League for the
2014-15 season after guiding the Caribes de Anzoategui to a league-best 39-24 regular season record and an LVBP
Championship title in what was his first year as the club’s manager. As a 38-year-old, Lopez was the youngest manager
in the league and became the third manager in the history of the Caribes club to win the prestigious award.

In 2010, Lopez earned the Astros Player Development Man of the Year award, as he was credited with guiding
the organization’s Spanish-speaking prospects through their first year of professional baseball in the United States.
Prior to starting his managerial career in 2008, Lépez served as a hitting and infield instructor in the Astros Venezuelan
program and was a full-time scout from 1999-2007. While in Venezuela, Ldpez was one of the scouts who recommended
that the Astros sign Jose Altuve, who was a little-known, 16-year-old free agent at the time.

A native of Valencia, Venezuela, Lopez played three seasons of minor league baseball with the Chicago White Sox
(1996-97) and Arizona Diamondbacks (1998). He played his first professional season with Rookie Level Bristol in 1996,
leading the club in walks over 55 games. In 1997 at Bristol, the third baseman hit.276 with 23 RBI while setting career
highs in almost every category. He finished his career in 1998 with Arizona’s Class A affiliate at South Bend.

Gary Pettis is scheduled to return to his familiar third base coaching box in 2022 after missing time while recover-
ing from multiple myeloma. In 2021, Pettis was away from the club at the start of the season before returning in July,
resuming his duties as the club’s outfield and baserunning instructor.

Pettis was named the Astros third base coach on Oct. 17, 2014. In addition to his third base coach responsibilities,
Pettis is the club’s outfield and baserunning instructor. Under Pettis’ guidance, Astros outfielders have combined to
post the highest fielding percentage in the Majors from 2017-21 with a .991 mark.

Prior to joining the Astros, Pettis spent eight seasons (2007-14) on the Major League coaching staff of the Texas
Rangers, spending his last two seasons (2013-14) as their third base coach after spending six seasons (2007-12) as
the club’s first base coach. Over those eight years, Pettis also served as the club’s outfield and baserunning instructor.

Pettis also served on the Major League staffs of the New York Mets (2003-04) and Chicago White Sox (2001-02)
as first base and outfield coach. Pettis began his coaching career as a roving minor league instructor for the Angels
(1995) and White Sox (1997-2000), and later had a two-year stint as Milwaukee's Triple A hitting instructor (2005-06).

The former outfielder was a five-time Gold Glove winner during his 14-year Major League career with the Cal-
ifornia Angels (1982-87), Detroit Tigers (1988-89, 1992), Texas Rangers (1990-91) and San Diego Padres (1992). He
amassed 354 career steals and stole at least 40 bases five times during his career, which included a pair of 50-steal
seasons. His Gold Gloves came in 1985, 1986, 1988, 1989 and 1990, which made him the fifth player in Major League
history to win a Gold Glove with three different teams. Pettis hit .346 (9x26) for the Angels in the 1986 ALCS vs. Boston.

Dan Firova was named Astros Quality Assurance Coach on Jan. 28, 2021. However, in 2021, he served as the Astros
first base coach when Omar Lopez took over as third base coach to fill in for Gary Pettis. Pettis is scheduled to resume
his third base coaching duties in 2022.

Prior to being named to the Astros staff, Firova’s previous Major League coaching stint was for two seasons (2016-
17) as the Washington Nationals bullpen coach, under Dusty Baker, who was the club’s manager at that time. The
Nationals won the NL East in both 2016-17.In 2016, the Nats pen posted an MLB-best 3.35 ERA.

Prior to his stint with the Nationals, Firova enjoyed a long run of success as a manager for 19 seasons in the
Mexican League, where he won three championships as skipper of the Mexico City Tigres (1997, 2000-01). His last
managerial stop in the Mexican League was for two seasons with the Piratas de Campeche (2014-15). For his career,
Firova won more games as a manager in league history than any other non-native of Mexico. He is fourth all-time in
victories among all managers in the Mexican League.

A native Texan, Firova was born in Refugio and played several seasons of professional baseball as a catcher after
being drafted by the Seattle Mariners in the second round of the 1980 January Draft (secondary phase).

Michael Collins is in his fifth season with the Astros, and his third as a Major League coach. He spent his first two
seasons as the Astros catching coach and bullpen catcher.

Collins joined the Astros in 2018 after a seven-year stint (2011-17) in the San Diego Padres organization, including
a six-year run (2012-17) as a minor league manager. He last served as the manager in the Arizona Rookie League, hold-
ing that post for three seasons overall (2013, 2016-17). He also managed in the Dominican Summer League (2012), at
Class A Fort Wayne (2014) and at Class A Lake Elsinore (2015). While with Fort Wayne, Michael led his club to a division
championship and earned the Padres 2014 Jack Krol Award for his contributions to player development.

A native of Australia, Collins managed his hometown Canberra Cavalry team of the Australian Baseball League for
six offseasons from 2012-18. In his six years on the job, he led Canberra to one Australian Baseball League Champion-
ship (2012-13) and two second place finishes (2013-14, 2017-18).

Collins is a former player, having played 10 years in minor league baseball with the Los Angeles-AL (2001-08) and
San Diego (2009-10) organizations. He topped out at the Triple A level in 2009 and 2010, but had his best minor league
season in 2005 at Class A Advanced Cedar Rapids. That season, Collins appeared in 100 games, hitting .320 (116x363)
with 32 doubles, seven home runs and 64 RBI with an .894 OPS.

Following his minor league career, Collins played two seasons (2010-11, 2011-12) for Canberra before taking the
reigns as the club’s manager in for the 2012-13 campaign.

Jason Kanzler joins the Astros coaching staff as Major League Coach in 2022.

This season is Kanzler’s fourth in the Astros organization. In 2021, he served as minor league hitting coordinator.
In 2020, he was to serve as hitting coach at Corpus Christi (AA), but when the minor league season was cancelled,
he ended up being one of the coaches assigned to the Astros alternate training sites (Univ. of Houston and Corpus
Christi), which were formed as a result of the pandemic.

In 2019, which was his first in the Astros system, Kanzler was the hitting coach at Fayetteville (A).

Before becoming a coach, Kanzler spent three seasons (2013-15) as an outfielder in the Minnesta Twins farm
system. He was selected by the Twins in the 20th round of the 2013 MLB amateur draft after starring at the University
of Buffalo. His best minor league season came in 2014, when he hit a combined .282 in 111 games at Fort Myers (A)
and Cedar Rapids (A) with nine triples, 12 home runs and 27 stolen bases.

Kanzler enjoyed an oustanding career at the University of Buffalo, shining both offensively and defensively. In
2013, he hit .330 in 57 games with six triples, 12 home runs and 53 RBI with a 1.008 OPS, earning Mid-American
Conference Player of the Year honors. He was also named University of Buffalo Male Athlete of the Year that season as
well. As a centerfielder, he became the first player in NCAA history to win two Rawlings Gold Glove Awards (2012-13).

Kanzler earned a degree in psychology from Buffalo and is also a certified strength and conditioning specialist.

HEAD ATHLETIC TRAINER

Jeremiah Randall was named the Astros Major League head athletic trainer on Nov. 9, 2015. The 2022 season will
be his seventh atop the Astros athletic training staff.

Randall and his staff have proved to be invaluable in 2020 and 2021 as they oversaw much of the Astros COVID-19
safety protocols as the club navigated through two challenging seasons. Randall oversaw the testing of players and
staff, which became a daily occurrence in 2020 during the Astros extended playoff run.

Randall and his staff are recognized as one of the best in baseball, as the group was named the Major League
Baseball Athletic Training Staff of the Year in 2017, an award that’s given out by PBATS (Professional Baseball Athletic
Trainers Society) and voted on by training staffs from throughout the league.

Prior to joining the Astros, he spent the previous three seasons with the Pittsburgh Pirates serving as the club’s
Major League rehab coordinator and physical therapist/assistant athletic trainer.

Prior to joining the Pirates, Randall worked two seasons with the Los Angeles Dodgers, serving as their minor
league rehab coordinator in 2010 and as their Major League physical therapist for the 2011 season. In addition to his
time in Major League Baseball, Randall spent time as an intern in the NFL with the Seattle Seahawks and New England
Patriots. He has also presented at several national sports medicine conferences and has contributed as an author to
various sports medicine and rehabilitation textbooks.

Currently, he is the principal investigator for the testing of several functional upper extremity assessment tools
for use in the overhead throwing athlete. In addition to his clinical research, he has co-authored several case studies
that are under peer review for publication in the American Journal of Sports Medicine.

Randall received his Doctor of Physical Therapy Degree in 2009 from the University of Miami (FL). While there, he
conducted research involving active military members and aided in the development of the Comprehensive High-level
Activity Mobility Predictor (CHAMP).

He received his undergraduate degree in biology from Tabor College in Hillsboro, Kan., and went on to the Uni-
versity of Kansas to obtain his athletic training degree. During his time at Tabor College, he was a three-year letterman
in basketball and track and received all-conference honors in both sports.

Lisa oversees organization of home and travel nutrition and catering, assists
the Astros Head Dietitian with the development of the department’s policies and procedures, and supervises the
Triple A Minor League Dietitian.

Prior to her position as the Major League Dietitian, she served as the Triple A Minor League Dietitian Apprentice
for the 2021 season and assisted the Major League club in the 2021 Postseason. In this position she oversaw the
Triple A Minor League athletes’ nutritional needs and individual performance fueling plans, as well as organized
home and travel nutrition and catering.

Aformer shortstop and second baseman, Bracamonte played at the New York Yankees Venezuelan Academy from
1988-90, which made him just the third Venezuelan to sign a professional contract after serving as a bat boy in the Ven-
ezuelan Winter League. He would join the Astros organization in 2001 after five years of giving private baseball lessons.

Born in Caracas, Venezuela, he now resides in Houston, Texas, with his wife, Katie, and his daughters, Jaelyn and
Jade. His son Gustavo,currently works in the Miami Marlins organization.

CLUBHOUSE MANAGER

Carl Schneider, who has been with the Astros organization since 1989, became the Astros clubhouse manager
in 2011. While with the Astros, Carl has worked 12 Astros playoff runs, four All-Star Games (1998, 2003-04, 2018) and
four World Series (2005, 2017, 2019, 2021).

In 2020, Carl was named the winner of the Fred Hartman Long and Meritorious Service to Baseball Award, named
by the Houston Chapter of the Baseball Writers Association of America.

Additionally, in 2017, Carl was named the winner the Pete Sheehy Clubhouse Award (Clubhouse Manager of
the Year), which is given out annually to a home and visiting clubhouse manager, and voted on by the MLB Clubhouse
Manager’s Association.

Carl, who is one of the longest-tenured employees in the organization, originally joined the Astros in 1989 as a
bat boy and also handled clubhouse duties during the baseball season. He joined the home clubhouse staff full time
in 1995 and would work in that role until assuming the clubhouse manager duties in 2011.

A Texas native, Carl currently resides in Houston where he has enjoyed raising his sons Zachry and Max and
daughters Amie and Madyson. Schneider’s oldest son, Zach, is currently a left-handed pitcher at Truman State University
in Missouri.

Steve Perry has worked for the Astros organization since 1979 and has served as the visiting clubhouse manager
since 1989.

Over the years, Steve has developed a fine reputation in Major League Baseball for his work. He is a three-time
winner (2000, 2008-09) of the Pete Sheehy Clubhouse Award (Clubhouse Manager of the Year), which is given out
annually to a home and visiting clubhouse manager. The award is voted on by his peers within the MLB Clubhouse
Manager’s Association.

He also earned the Fred Hartman Long and Meritorious Service to Baseball Award in 2013, named by the Houston
Chapter of the Baseball Writers Association of America.

Steve joined the Astros as a bat boy at the start of the 1979 season, but by the All-Star Break was promoted to an
assistant in the visiting clubhouse. He was named visiting clubhouse manager in 1989, and has filled that role since.
During his Astros tenure, Steve has worked five All-Star games and 11 postseason runs.

Hit a two-run walkoff homer off Aroldis Chapman in
the bottom of the 9th inning in Game 6 of the ALCS
vs. NYY to send the Astros to the World Series.

Was the fifth series-clinching walkoff homer in
League Championship Series history, joining Travis
Ishikawa’s walkoff HR for SF in Game 5 of the 2014
NLCS vs. STL, Magglio Ordonez’ walkoff HR for DET
in Game 4 of the 2006 ALCS vs. OAK, Aaron Boone’s
walkoff HR for NYY in Game 7 of the 2003 ALCS and
Chris Chambliss’ walkoff HR for NYY in Game 5 of the
1976 ALCS vs. KC.

Had his sixth-career All-Star season, ranking third in
the AL in average (.316) and sixth in OBP (.386).
Served his first-career stint on the Disabled List from
July 26-Aug. 21 (right knee soreness)...prior to his DL
placement, was leading the Majors in hits.

Led the Majors in road batting average with his
349 (94x269) mark..marked the third-consecutive
season that he led the Majors in road batting.

Led the Majors in batting average in the 7th inning-
or-later with a .380 average (57x150), a franchise
record for a single season (previously Lance
Berkman, .371 in 2004).

Led the Majors in All-Star fan votes, becoming the
first player in franchise history to do so..was his
fourth-consecutive fan-elected start at second base.

2022 HOUST

Became the second player in club history to start
four All-Star Games, joining Craig Biggio (1995-98).
OPENING DAY: Made his seventh-career Opening
Day roster, and seventh Opening Day start at second
base on March 29 at TEX.

Played in his 1,000th career game on April 10 at MIN.

Recorded 1,272 career hits within his first 1,000
career games, the second-most by a foreign-born
player in MLB history behind only Ichiro Suzuki and
his 1,414 hits.

Played in his 500th career game at Minute Maid Park
on April 27 vs. OAK.

Posted 41 hits prior to May, the second-most in club

history prior to May of a single season behind Derek
Bell and his 45 hits in 1998.




On May 6 at ARI, became the seventh player in club
history to hit a triple on his birthday.

Logged his 1,000th career game at second base on
May 22 vs. SF..became the third player in Astros
history to play 1,000 games at the position, joining
Craig Biggio (1,990) and Bill Doran (1,138).
Recorded a hit in 10 consecutive at-bats spanning
three games (May 25-27), topping his previous
franchise record of hits in eight straight at-bats that
he set in 2017..became the first Major Leaguer to
get a hit in 10 straight at-bats since Dustin Pedroia
(11 straight AB’s) in 2016 (Elias Sports Bureau).
Combined for back-to-back-to-back homers with
George Springer and Alex Bregman on June 20 vs.
TB (Springer-Bregman-Altuve)..was the sixth time
in club history that the Astros hit three consecutive
homers in an inning, and the first since May 2, 2008
vs. MIL (Miguel Tejada-Lance Berkman-Carlos Lee).
Recorded 129 hits prior to the All-Star Break, the
second-most in franchise history for a single season
and one shy of his club record of 130 set in 2014.
Hit safely in 22 consecutive starts at home from June
2-July 14, the longest streak by an Astro in Minute
Maid Park history..was the second-longest home
streak in franchise history, behind Rusty Staub’s 25-
game streak at the Astrodome in 1967.

2017 SEASON:

ALL-STAR GAME: Went 1x3 as the starting second
baseman in the 2018 All-Star Game at Nationals
Park...his single was his first-career hit in an All-Star
Game.

Became the ninth second baseman in AL history to
start four All-Star Games, joining Roberto Alomar (9),
Rod Carew (8), Nellie Fox (8), Charlie Gehringer (6),
Joe Gordon (5), Bobby Doerr (5), Robinson Cano (5)
and Willie Randolph (4).

POSTSEASON: Batted .265 (9x34) with two doubles,
one homer and four RBI in eight postseason games...
reached base in all eight games.

ALDS VS. CLE: Homered off Corey Kluber in Game 1
of the ALDS vs. CLE, going back-to-back with George
Springer..was the fourth set of back-to-back home
runs by the Astros in postseason history (first since
Altuve and Carlos Correa in Game 2 of the 2017
World Series at LAD)

Underwent successful surgery on his right knee on
Oct. 19.

Was named the 2017 AL MVP in what was his fifth
All-Star season, joining Jeff Bagwell (1994) as the
only players in Astros history to win an MVP Award
Won the 2017 Hank Aaron Award, his fourth
consecutive Silver Slugger award, his second
consecutive Sporting News Player of the Year nod,
the Sports lllustrated Sportsperson of the Year award,
the Esurance Best Major Leaguer award, and the
MLB Player of the Year and the AL Most Outstanding
Player at the Player Choice Awards..also received
the Lou Gehrig Memorial Award.

Received an AL Player of the Month award (July) and
an AL Player of the Week award (July 3-9).

Won his third-career and second consecutive
batting title as he led the AL with a career-high .346
batting average...led the Majors in batting average
by 15 points, topping Charlie Blackmon (.331).
Joined Ty Cobb (11), Rod Carew (7), Ted Williams (6),
Wade Boggs (5), Nap Lajoi (5), Miguel Cabrera (4),
Harry Heilman (4), George Brett (3), Tony Oliva (3),
Carl Yastrzemski (3) and Joe Mauer (3) as the only AL
players to win three-or-more batting titles.

Led the AL in hits (204), becoming the first player in
MLB history to be the outright leader in hits in his
league in four consecutive seasons.

Was his fourth-career (and fourth consecutive) 200-
hit season..became the 11th player in MLB history
to record 200 hits in four consecutive years.

Became the fourth right-handed hitter in MLB
history to reach 200 hits in four straight seasons,
joining Simmons, Puckett and Young.

Led the AL in multi-hit games (59) and the Majors in
games with at least three hits (23).

2022 HOUsS

Led the Majors in WAR (8.4, Baseball-Reference).

Led the AL in infield hits (35), ranked tied for second
in runs (112), third in OBP (.410), third in steals (32),
third in OPS (.957), fifth in total bases (323), sixth in
SLG (.547) and tied for ninth in doubles (39).

Posted his sixth consecutive 30-steal season, the
only MLB player to do so in that six-season span...
joined Cesar Cedefio (1972-77) as the only Astros
with six consecutive 30-steal seasons.

Posted a batting average above .290 and an OPS
above .850 in every month.

Posted a .441 (26x59) batting average in close and
late situations, which led all Major League hitters.

Hit.381 (112x294) on the road, which led the Majors
and was the highest mark by a Major Leaguer since
Ichiro Suzuki hit .405 on the road in 2004.

Led MLB hitters in batting average against right-
handed pitchers with a .344 (155x451) mark.

Made his sixth consecutive OPENING DAY roster.
Stole the 200th base of his career on April 9 vs. KC.

Reached base safely in 11 consecutive plate
appearances from April 11-14, going 8x11 (.727)
with four walks and three doubles over a three-
game span...became the first Astros player to reach
in 11 straight plate appearances since Bill Spiers set
a franchise record by reaching in 13 straight plate
appearances in 1997.

Became the second player in club history to start
three straight All-Star Games, joining Craig Biggio

Named the AL Player of the Month for July after
leading the Majors in batting (.485), hits (48), OBP
(.523), OPS (1.251) and total bases (72)..was the
highest batting average by an Astros player in any
month in club history.

Was named the AL Player of the Week for the week of
July 3-9..was his third career weekly award...during
the week, he hit .625 (15x24) with two doubles, two
homers, 10 RBI, two steals and a 1.625 OPS in five
games, leading the AL in batting, OBP and OPS.
Recorded three hits in five consecutive games from
July 4-9, setting a club record for consecutive three-
hit games...oecame the ninth player in Major League
history to record at least three hits in five straight
games, and the first since George Brett, who tied the
Major League record with a six-game run in 1976.
Recorded consecutive four-hit games from July 23-
24, tying a franchise record for most consecutive
four-hit games.

POSTSEASON: Batted .310 (22x71) with two
doubles, seven HR, 14 RBI, two steals and a 1.021
OPS (.388 OBP/.634 SLG) in 18 postseason games.
Set a franchise record for hits in a single postseason
with 22, surpassing Carlos Beltran’s record of 20 set
in 2004..marked the second-most hits by a second
baseman in a single postseason in MLB history,
behind only Marty Barrett (1986).

Set an MLB record for RBI as a second baseman in a
single postseason with 14.

2016 SEASON:

His seven HR tied for the most by a second baseman
in a single postseason with Daniel Murphy (2015).
Tied the fourth-most homers in a single postseason
in MLB history, regardless of position.

Hit six of his homers at Minute Maid Park, tying a
MLB record for the most home runs at home in a
single postseason (also Jayson Werth in 2009).

Tied a Major record for most three-hit games in a
single postseason with four, joining Albert Pujols
(2004), Edgar Martinez (1995) and Jay Buhner (1995).
ALDS VS. BOS: Hit three home runs in Game 1,
hitting two off LHP Chris Sale..became the first
player in club history with a three-homer game in
the postseason, and the ninth player in MLB history
to do so (first since Pablo Sandoval in 2012 World
Series Game 1).

LAD: Hit a go-ahead solo
homer to lead off the 10th inning of Game 2 of the
World Series, homering off his former teammate
RHP Josh Fields...was the 18th extra-innings homer
in World Series history, and the first since David
Freese’s walkoff homer for the Cardinals in Game 6
of the 2011 World Series vs. TEX.

Became the 13th player in MLB history to post a
game with three hits, four RBI and three runs scored
in the World Series when he did so in Game 5..hit
a game-tying, three run homer off Kenta Maeda in
that game.

Was tabbed as an All-Star for the fourth time in his
career...received the Sporting News Player of the Year,
MLBPA Player’s Choice Player of the Year, MLBPA
Player’s Choice AL Most Outstanding Player and his
third-consecutive Silver Slugger Award.

Won the AL batting title and led the AL in hits for
the second time in his career with a.338 average and
216 hits.

Became the first second baseman in Major League
history to reach 100 runs, 200 hits, 40 doubles, 20
HR, 95 RBI and 30 stolen bases in one season, and
the sixth player regardless of position in history with
this distinction (source: Elias).

Ranked in the top-five in the AL in several categories:
batting average (1st, .338), hits (1st, 216), four-hit
games (1st, 8), three-hit games (T-1st, 23), steals
(T-2nd, 30), WAR (3rd, 7.7), doubles (T-3rd, 42), total
bases (4th, 340), OBP (4th, .396) and OPS (5th, .928)

Was the Astros MVP as voted by the Houston
Chapter of the BBWAA and was the Astros nominee
for the 2016 Hank Aaron Award.

Batted .376 on the road, tops in the Majors.

2022 HOUST

Named AL Player of the Month in June after hitting
420 (42x100) with six doubles, 4 HR, 15 RBI, six steals
and a 1.112 OPS (.492 OBP/.620 SLG) in 26 games...
led all AL players in batting average, establishing a
franchise record for the month of June (min. 75PA).
Started his second consecutive All-Star Game.

Reached 200 hits for the third straight season, the
first player to do so since Ichiro Suzuki (2001-10).

He and shortstop Carlos Correa each had 96 RBI,
becoming the first AL middle infield combo to reach
95 or more RBI in the same season since 1950, when
Red Sox SS Bobby Doerr (120) and 2B Vern Stephens
(144) turned the trick.

His eight games with four-or-more hits were the
most in franchise history for a single season...the last
Major Leaguer with at least eight games with four-
or-more hits was Ichiro Suzuki in 2004.

Became the first Astros player with 20 homers and
20 stolen bases in the same season since Carlos
Beltran in 2004 (23 HR, 28 SB).

Became the second Astro to record 40 doubles in
three straight years (Craig Biggio, 2003-05).




Became one of three second basemen in MLB
history to have a year with 40 doubles, 100 runs, 24
HR and 27 steals: also Alfonso Soriano (2002, 2005)
and Roberto Alomar (1999).

Reached 1,000 hits for his career in his 786th career
game..became the quickest player in franchise
history to reach 1,000 career hits, surpassing Cesar
Cedeno (889 games).

OPENING DAY: Made his fifth consecutive Opening
Day roster and start.

Named the AL Co-Player of the Week on April
8, along with Baltimore’s Mark Trumbo..was his
second-career Player of the Week award...hit .407
(11x27) with eight runs, three doubles, three HR,
seven RBI, two steals and a 1.336 OPS (.484 OBP/.852
SLG) in seven games...led the AL in OPS in that span.

Became the first player in MLB history to reach 11
doubles and nine steals in April in a single season.
Became the first Astros player to record at least three
leadoff home runs in April of a single season.

Became the second player in MLB history with six
leadoff HR before June of a single season, joining
Brady Anderson (7 in 1996 for BAL).

On June 9, made his first-career appearance at a
position on the field other than second base, as
he moved to shortstop when Correa left the game
with a left ankle sprain..received two chances at
shortstop and recorded two assists.

Posted a career-high six RBI in what was his second
career multi-HR game on July 24 vs. LAA...per Elias,
the only other second baseman in club history
to record two HR and six RBI in a single game was
Craig Biggio on Aug. 23, 1998 vs. CHC...became the
first Astros player with six RBI in a game since Chris
Johnson on May 2, 2012 vs. NYM.

Reached 200 career doubles on Aug. 5 at CLE in what
was his 804th career game...reached the 200-double
mark in the fewest amount of games in club history
(previously Lance Berkman, 811 games).

Was named to his third career All-Star team (his first
start) won his second consecutive Silver Slugger,
earned his first career Gold Glove Award and was
given the inaugural Majestic Always Game Award, a
Players Choice Award voted on by the MLBPA.

Led the AL in hits (200) and steals (38) for the second
straight season, joining Snuffy Stirnweiss (1944-45)
as the only players in Major League history to lead
the AL in hits and steals in back-to-back seasons.

Became the first player in club history to reach 200
hits in consecutive seasons.

Was the only Major Leaguer to reach 40 doubles, 15
HR and 35 steals, and the first to do so since Jacoby
Ellsbury in 2011...became the second player in club
history to do this, joining Craig Biggio in 1998.
Became the seventh player in club history to earn
a fan-elected start to the All-Star Game (10th time
overall), and the first to do so since Lance Berkman
in 2008..joined 2015 Hall of Fame inductee Craig
Biggio (1995-98) and Jeff Kent (2004) as the only
Houston second basemen to earn a fan elected start.
Led the AL in three-hit games (21), and ranked third
in batting average.

Led all Major League second basemen in fielding
percentage (.993, 5E/669TC), closing out his season
with 51 consecutive errorless games.

Became the fourth player in MLB history with 800
hits, 150 doubles and 150 steals through his first
five seasons..joined Ray Durham (1995-99), Ben

80), Cesar Cedeno (1972-77) and Enos Cabell (1976~
79) as the only players in club history with 30-or-
more steals in four consecutive seasons.

Hit .372 vs. LHP, becoming the first player since 1974
to lead MLB in batting vs. lefties in consecutive years.
OPENING DAY: Made his fourth consecutive
Opening Day roster and start.

Tied a club record by recording 39 hits through the
team’s first 25 games (also Billy Hatcher in 1987).
Recorded multiple hits in nine straight games from
April 22-May 1, which tied a franchise record set by
Jesus Alou (1969) and Billy Hatcher (1987).

Was named the AL Co-Player of the Week along with
Josh Reddick for the week ending May 3..hit .467
(14x30) with seven runs, five doubles, one homer,
eight RBI, two steals and a 1.233 OPS in the week.

per Elias, became the third Astros player in club
history to start a game in the leadoff spot and then
hit a walk-off home run, joining Craig Biggio (1998
and 2001) and Jimmy Wynn (1973).

Hit in 18 consecutive games at Minute Maid Park
from June 4-July 29, marking the longest hitting
streak recorded at the venue by an Astro all-time...
was the longest home-hitting streak by an Astro
since Derek Bell (21 straight games in 1998).
Recorded 26 consecutive singles from July 29-Aug.
18..marked the longest streak by an Astro since Roy
Oswalt recorded 31 consecutive singles without an
extra-base hit from 2007-10.

Reached base safely in every game in August while
leading the Majors with 45 hits...tied the club record
for most hits in a single August (Jesus Alou, 1970).
POSTSEASON: Made his first career postseason
appearance, starting at second base and batting
leadoff in all six of Houston'’s playoff games.

Tied a club record for most hits within a player’s first
two postseason games (4), joining Kevin Bass.
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2014 SEASON:

Was named the Astros MVP by the Houston Chapter
of the BBWAA.

Was the Astros nominee for Major League
Baseball’s Hank Aaron Award...also named the
Astros recipient of the Heart and Hustle Award,
presented by the MLB Players Alumni Association.
Was named one of three finalists as the AL's Most
Outstanding Player in the Players Choice Awards.
Set a club record with 225 hits while leading the
Majors in hits and batting average...surpassed Craig
Biggio (210 hits in 1998) for the Astros single season
hits record, while joining Biggio as the only players
in club history to reach 200 hits in a single season.
Posted single-season franchise records with 69
multi-hit games, 24 three-hit games and 168
singles (all tops in MLB in 2014).

Won a Louisville Silver Slugger Award as the
American League’s top offensive second baseman...
joined Biggio as the the only second basemen in
Astros history to win the award.

Became just the second player in Major League
history to compile 225 hits, 47 doubles and 56
steals in a single season, joining OF Ty Cobb, who
did so in 1911 (248 hits, 47 doubles, 83 steals).
Became the first player in franchise history to win a
batting title.

His 225 hits were the most by a second baseman in
a single season since Charlie Gehringer posted 227
hits in 1936 for Detroit...marked the most hits by a
right-handed hitter since Paul Molitor also had 225
hits in 1996.

Received his second-career All-Star nomination after
getting voted to the American League All-Star team
via the player vote.

Set the single-season record for hits by a
Venezuelan-born player, passing Magglio Ordonez,
who set the previous record with 216 hits in 2007.
Led the AL in batting average, hits and steals,
becoming the first player to lead his league in those
categories since Ichiro Suzuki in 2001.

Became the first Astros player to lead his league in
stolen bases (56) since Michael Bourn in 2010 (52).
Led the Majors with a .414 (63x152) average vs. left-
handed pitchers.

His strikeout rate of 7.5% (5350/707PA) ranked as
the second-lowest in MLB behind Victor Martinez
(6.6%).

Tallied 130 hits prior to the All-Star Break, which
marked a new Astros record, besting Bob Watson
and his 123 hits prior to the 1973 All-Star Break...
Altuve set the club record in 88 first half games,
while Watson did so in 102 games.

2013 SEASON:

Per Elias, set a franchise record by going errorless in
88 straight games from Aug. 17,2013-May 27, 2014...
the previous record was held by Rafael Landestoy
(789 in 1980).

Became the first Major League player in 97 years to
have four straight multi-steal games (June 26-29,
2014)...became just the third player in baseball’s
modern era (since 1900) to do this: also Ray
Chapman (1917) and Bill Dahlen (1904).

Tied a club record with 28 consecutive successful
stolen base attempts from May 17-July 19, 2014...
tied the record set by Carlos Beltran in 2004.

On June 18 at WSH, recorded his 500th career hit
with a 9th-inning single...marked his 426th career
game, making him the fastest player to reach 500
career hits with the Astros franchise..OF Cesar
Cedeno set the previous record in 1973 (427g).

Set a club record by recording a steal in seven
straight games from June 24-30, 2014.

Went 3x5 with two stolen bases on June 30 vs. DET,
making him the first player in the modern era with
a four-game streak with multiple hits and stolen
bases.

Became the first player in the All-Star era (since
1933) to record 130 hits and 40 steals before the
All-Star Break.

ALL-STAR GAME: Entered the All-Star Game in the
5th inning at second base and ultimately drove in
Alexei Ramirez on a sacrifice fly to deep left field in
his only plate appearance...oecame the fifth Astros
player to record an RBI in an All-Star Game...also
Lance Berkman (2002, 2006, 2008), Craig Biggio
(1995-96), Cesar Cedeno (1973, 1976) and Lee May
(1972).

Tied a career high with four hits and hit his first
career grand slam on Aug. 18 at BOS.

Entering the final game of the season (Sept. 28 at
NYM), held a .003 point advantage over the Victor
Martinez for the AL batting title..went 2x4 on
the day to secure the title with a .341 (225x660)
average, directly ahead of Martinez’ .335 (188x561)
mark.

Following the season, traveled to Japan as part of
the 2014 Japan All-Star Series...was a member of the
MLB All-Star Team that faced off against “Samurai
Japan” (Japan’s National Team) for five games.

Led the Astros in hits and steals, and ranked tied for
firstin runs (64) and games played (152).

Ranked sixth in the American League with 35 stolen
bases and fourth in multi-steal games (5).

Was the Astros Roberto Clemente Award nominee.

2022 HOUST

Led all Major League second basemen in stolen
bases and double plays turned (114)..among
American League second basemen, finished third
in hits and fifth in both batting average and fielding
percentage (.987).




Became the fifth player in Astros history to record
30+ doubles and 30+ stolen bases in back-to-back
years, joining Craig Biggio (1997-98, 1994-95), Enos

His 51 multi-hit games ranked tied for ninth in the
NL.

2011 SEASON:

Among NL second basemen, ranked first in stolen
bases, second in hits and third in batting average...
OPENING DAY: Made his first-career Opening Day
start.

Stole home and homered on June 10 at CWS,
becoming the first Astros player to accomplish this
in the same game since Jeff Bagwell on June 22,
1993 at LAD.

Became the only player in Astros history to begin
his career by posting 40+ doubles and 40+ stolen
bases within his first 200 Major League games.

Played for Navegantes del Magallanes in the
Venezuelan Winter League during the 2012
offseason...hit .336 (48x143) with 10 doubles, 16
walks, eight steals and an .847 OPS (.406 OBP/.441
SLG) in 35 games with the club.

Had 200 hits combined between the Majors (61) and
minors (139) in 578 combined at-bats.

His 51 starts at second base ranked fifth all-time in
Astros history by a rookie and were the most since
Bill Doran in 1983 (151 starts).

Named the Astros 2011 Minor League Player of the
Year after leading the minors with a .389 (139x357)
average between Double A Corpus Christi (.361 in
35g) and Class A Advanced Lancaster (408 in 52g).
Started at 2B for the World Team and went 2x3 with
adouble in the 2011 SiriusXM All-Star Futures Game.
Selected to the Major League roster from Double A
on July 19..made his MLB debut on July 20 in a start
at second base...singled in his fifth career at-bat.

His first career home run was a leadoff, inside-the-
park homer on Aug. 20 vs. SF (Bumgarner), making
him the first player to record his first career homer

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS

Veteran backstop and 2013 AL ALL-STAR has batted
.230 (669x2903) with 164 doubles, nine triples, 96
homers, 322 RBl and a .707 OPS (.315 OBP/.392 SLG)
in 918 Major League games across 11 seasons with
the Astros (2010, 2012-16, 2021), Twins (2017-19),
Angels (2020) and Padres (2020)...ranks 10th among
active MLB catchers in games caught (8559).

Has played in 624 games behind the dish as a
member of the Astros, which ranks third in franchise
history in games caught behind only Brad Ausmus
(1,243g) and Alan Ashby (900g).

Was a finalist for a Rawlings Gold Glove Award in
2015 after committing just one error all season...
also ranked sixth in the Majors that season in pitch
framing, per Statcast..caught the first no-hitter in
Minute Maid Park history on Aug. 21, 2015 vs. LAD,
guiding RHP Mike Fiers through 9.0 no-hit innings.

Was an AL All-Star and was named the Astros Team
MVP by the Houston Chapter of the BBWAA in
2013...set single-season Astros records by a catcher
in doubles (35), HR (18), runs scored (63), extra-base
hits (54), SLG (.485), multi-hit games (33) and OPS
(.835)...became the second catcher in club history
to be named an All-Star (also Craig Biggio in 1990).

In 2013, was a two-time AL Player of the Week,
becoming the third player in franchise history to
earn multiple Player of the Week awards in the same
season, joining Lance Berkman in 2008 and Jeff
Bagwell in 1994.

Was ranked by Baseball America as the No. 1
prospect and the ‘Best Defensive Catcher’ in the
Houston system following the 2008 and 2009
seasons...tabbed by the publication as the No. 53
prospect in baseball after the 2008 season, and the
No. 41 prospect in baseball after the 2009 season.

2021 SEASON:

Born: 6/18/87 in Castro Valley, CA

Finished the season batting .235 (35x149) with a
.799 OPS (443 SLG/.356 OBP) in 66 games.

Made his 10th career OPENING DAY roster, but
did not start...snapped a string of nine consecutive
Opening Day starts from 2012-20.

Reached base safely in 12 of his 23 PAs as a PH (seven
hits, five walks)...led all MLB players in average as a
PH with a.389 (7x18) mark (min. 20 PAs as a PH).
Batted .288 (19x66) with an .928 OPS in the 7th
inning or later this season..in close and late
situations, hit .375 (15x40).

Contract Status: Signed through 2022
Acquired: Signed as a free agent on Jan. 22, 2021.

NOTES

« After graduating from Castro Valley High School in
California in 2005, was selected by Boston in the
43rd round of the 2005 draft...did not sign and
opted to attend Stanford.

In 2008, his junior year at Stanford, hit a team-
leading .376 with 14 home runs and 73 RBI en route
to being named to the All Pac-10 team...helped
Stanford to the College World Series in 2008 and
was named his team’s MVP.

Was selected by Houston with the 10th overall pick
in the first round of the 2008 MLB draft...signed by
Astros scout Joe Graham.

Would later officially graduate from Stanford in the
fall of 2013, after taking classes in consecutive
offseasons...received a degree in sociology with a
concentration in business organizations.

Was an active member of the Astros organization in
his first stint with the club, serving as the Astros
player rep for the MLB Players Association from

2012-16...a strong interview, was named the Astros
2012 Darryl Kile “Good Guy” Award as voted on by
the Houston Chapter of the BBWAA...also named
the Astros nominee for the 2014 Roberto Clemente
Award, which recognizes a Major League player
who best represents the game of baseball through
positive contributions on and off the field, including
sportsmanship and community involvement.

Jason and his wife Maris
have been active in supporting Friends for Life, a
no kill animal shelter based in Houston, and the
Astros Foundation’s cornerstone programs - the
Community Leaders program, the Astros Urban
Youth Academy and the Astros RBI program...during
his first stint in Houston, began the charity program
Castro’s Kids in 2013, which donated more than
60,000 books to the Houston Independent School
District (HISD) over a four-year span from 2013-16:
Played for the Astros from 2010-16 before departing
via free agency...returned to the-club in 2021 after
signing a two-year contract on Jan. 22, 2021...is
eligible for free agency-following this season.

Inthe POSTSEASON, hit 286 (2x7) with a home run,
two RBI, two walks and a 1.159 OPS (.444 OBP /.714
SLG) in six games (zero starts)...missed Games 4-6 of
the World Series due to health & safety protocols.

2020 SEASON:

Began the season with the Angels before getting
traded to the Padres prior to the trade deadline.

Played in 27 games, batting .188 (15x80) with nine
doubles, two homers and nine RBI.

Threw out three-of-11 (27.3%) runners attempting
to steal in his 27 games.

Saw upward trends in a number of his advanced
hitting metrics...posted his highest average exit
velocity of the Statcast era (since 2015) with a 92.7
mph mark..his hard-hit ball rate (55.3%), launch
angle (19.7), and sweet spot rate (42.6%) were all
career-best marks (since 2015).

Posted a career-high 13% walk rate, as he drew 12
walks in 92 plate appearances.

2019 SEASON:

OPENING DAY: Started on Opening Day (July 24
at OAK) for the ninth-consecutive season..joined
Yadier Molina as the only MLB catchers to start on
Opening Day in every season from 2012-20...was his
ninth appearance on an Opening Day roster.

Hit a game-tying 9th-inning homer on Opening
Day, becoming the 32nd player in Angels history to
homer in his debut with the club.

Was traded to the Padres in exchange for RHP
Gerardo Reyes prior to the trade deadline on Aug.
31.

Started nine games for the Padres, with the club
going 7-2 in those contests.

POSTSEASON: Started Game 3 of the NLDS vs. LAD.

Connected for 13 homers and hit .232 over 79
games in his final season with the Twins.

Posted a .999 fielding percentage.

OPENING DAY: Started on Opening Day for the
Twins for the third-consecutive season.

Tied a career-high with four RBI on May 2 vs. HOU.

Posted his fifth-career multi-homer game on July 2
at OAK.

2018 SEASON:

Recorded his 600th career hit on July 19 vs. OAK.
Played in his 800th career game on Aug. 2 v.s KC

Hit the Twins' 225th hoOmer of the season on Aug. 9
vs. CLE, which tied hte clubs single-season home run
record reached in 1963.

Hit a solo homer on Sept. 29 at KC, the 44th by a
Twins catcher in 2019, setting a new MLB record for
homers by catchers on one team.

Was limited to just 19 games as he suffered a torn
right meniscus that ended his season in May.

Hit .143 with one home run and three RBI over his
19 games.

2017 SEASON:

OPENING DAY: Started on Opening Day for the
Twins for the second-consecutive season.

Had surgery performed on his right knee on May 15
in Vail, Colo.

Joined the Twins prior to the season on a three-year
free agent contract.

Hit .242 with 22 doubles, 10 homers, 47 RBI and a
.333 OBP in 110 games with Minnesota.

Caught 108 games (104 starts), the fourth-most in
the AL...also ranked fourth in innings caught (908.1).
OPENING DAY: Started on Opening Day for the
Twins on April 3 vs KC.

Posted a career-long 11-game hitting streak from
May 22-June 9.

2016 SEASON:

Tied single-game career-highs with four hits and
four RBI on June 13 vs. SEA...his fourth hit was the
26th of the game for the Twins, which surpassed
the single-game club record of 25 set in 2002 (club
finished with 28 hits).

Hit his 10th home run on the final day of season
Oct. 1, reaching double digits in homers for the fifth
consecutive season.

POSTSEASON: Started the AL Wild Card Game at
NYY (0x3).

Hit .210 with 16 doubles, 11 homers and 32 RBI in
113 games with Houston..led all AL catchers in
triples (3) and ranked second in walks (43), fifth
in on-base percentage (.309) and tied for fifth in
doubles (16)...stole two bases, tying a career-high.
OPENING DAY: Made fifth consecutive Opening
Day roster, and his fifth consecutive Opening Day
start on April 5 at NYY.

2022 HOUsS

Made his first career appearance at first base on July
26 vs. NYY, his first career appearance at any position
other than catcher.

Reached 100 career catcher caught stealings in his
final game on Sept. 30 at LAA...became one of just
four catchers in Astros franchise history to reach the
mark, joining Alan Ashby (251), Brad Ausmus (209)
and Craig Biggio (104).
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2015 SEASON:

Was named one of three finalists for the 2015 AL
Gold Glove Award.

Made 102 starts behind the dish with Houston
going 60-42 (.588) in his starts.

Threw out 24-of-66 runners attempting to
steal (32.3%)..marked the best caught stealing
percentage by a Houston catcher since Brad Ausmus
threw out 40% of runners attempting to steal (30-
for-75) in 2001.

Ranked fifth among AL catchers in caught stealing
percentage, and second in fielding percentage (.999,
1E/840TC).

Per Baseball Prospectus, was the ALs second-best
pitch framer, behind only Tyler Flowers of the White
Sox..added 12.6 runs with his framing, behind
Flowers’mark of 17.5.

Became the first catcher in club history to post
three career double-digit home run seasons...
joined Salvador Perez and Yan Gomes as the only
AL catchers to post double-digit homers in every
season from 2012-15.

Hit two dramatic, walk-off homers (Aug. 23 vs. LAD;
July 30 vs. LAA), giving him three for his career...his
three career walk-off homers are the most in club
history by a catcher.

OPENING DAY: Made his fourth consecutive
Opening Day start for Houston.

2014 SEASON:

Caught a career-high three runners attempting to
steal on June 10 at CWS (J.B. Shuck, Avisail Garcia
twice)...this tied a franchise record, last achieved by
Brad Ausmus on April 19, 2003 at MIL.

Hit his second career walk-off homer on July 30 vs.
LAA, a three-run shot off RHP Fernando Salas...per
Elias, became the fourth player in club history to hit
a walk-off homer with the score tied at 0-0, joining
Glenn Davis (July 22, 1986), Jimmy Wynn (June 16,
1972) and Denis Menke (Sept. 5, 1969).

Hit a grand slam on Aug. 3 at TEX..was his 50th
career home run, and the third grand slam of his
career.

Joined Brad Ausmus as the only catchers in club
history with three career grand slams.

Caught the first no-hitter of his career on Aug. 21
vs. LAD (Fiers)..became the ninth catcher in club
history to catch a no-hitter.

POSTSEASON: Started at catcher in all six of
Houston’s postseason games (1x16, .063)..was his
first career trip to the postseason.

WC GAME AT NYY: Became the first Houston
backstop to catch a shutout in the postseason since
Brad Ausmus in Game 5 of the 2004 NLCS vs. STL.
ALDS VS. KC: Recorded his first career postseason
hit and RBI in Game 3, giving Houston the lead with
a two-run single in the 5th inning.

Played in a career-high 126 games, making a career-
high 121 starts (110 at catcher, 11 at DH).

Named the Astros nominee for the 2014 Roberto
Clemente Award.

Among AL catchers, ranked tied for sixth in homers
(14) and tied for fifth in doubles (21).

Became the first catcher in club history with double-
digit homers in back-to-back seasons.

Threw out a career-high 21 attempting base stealers.

2013 SEASON:

Per StatCorner.com, saved nine runs above an
average MLB catcher with his pitch framing...ranked
11th in pitch framing among all MLB catchers per
Baseball Prospectus.

OPENING DAY: Made his third consecutive Opening
Day roster and start.

Hit first career walk-off homer on June 27 vs. DET.
Hit the only grand slam by an Astro at Minute Maid
Park with his homer on Aug. 28 vs. TEX.

Was an American League ALL-STAR, a two-time AL
Player of the Week and was named the Astros Team
MVP by the Houston Chapter of the BBWAA.

Had one of the greatest offensive seasons by a
catcher in Astros history, setting single-season club
records by a catcher in doubles (35), homers (18),
runs scored (63), extra-base hits (54), SLG (.485),
multi-hit games (33) and OPS (.835).

Joined Craig Biggio as the only catchers in club
history to be named an All-Star.

Became the first Astro since Lance Berkman in 2008
to win two Player of the Week awards in the same
year.

Ranked tied for seventh in the AL in doubles through
Sept. 7, before missing the rest of the season with a
right knee injury.

2022 HOUST

Finished tied for first in the AL with seven multi-
double games.

Led AL catchers in slugging (min. 450 PAs) and
finished second in OPS, third in runs and OBP, tied
for third in doubles, fourth in homers and tied for
sixth in hits.

Finished second among AL catchers in WAR (4.5,
Baseball Reference) behind C Joe Mauer (5.4).
became the first Astro to receive AL Player of the
Week honors (May 20-26).

Had a career-long, 12-game hitting streak from July
31-Aug. 14..marked the longest hitting streak by an
Astros catcher since C Tony Eusebio (24g in 2000).
Named AL Player of the Week on Aug. 26.

From July 31 through the end of the season, led the
Majors with a 1.053 OPS over that span (min. 100 PA).




2012 SEASON:

Received the Astros 2012 Darryl Kile “Good Guy”
Award as voted on by the Houston Chapter of the
BBWAA.

After beginning the season with a .209 (18x86)
average through his first 26 games, rebounded to
post a.281 (48x171) batting average with a .362 on-
base percentage, six home runs and 21 RBI in his last
61 games (starting May 21).

Led the club’s catching corps with a 4.34 catcher’s
ERA (312ER/646.2IP) in his 79 games (73 starts).

2011 SEASON:

Against right-handed pitching, hit .286 (58x203)
with 13 doubles, six homers and an .831 OPS (373
OBP/.458 SLG).

OPENING DAY: Made his first career Opening Day
start on April 6 vs. COL, going 0x2 with two walks.
Had his first career multi-homer game on Sept. 28 at
MIL, the first multi-homer game by an Astros catcher
since C J.R. Towles hit two homers on Sept. 29, 2009,
at PHI.

Missed the entire season while recovering from a
right knee injury.

Sustained the injury while trying to avoid a tag at
first base on March 2 at DET (Lakeland), in the club’s
third game of Spring Training.

Underwent surgery on March 4 at Houston
Methodist Hospital, which repaired a large tear of
the medial meniscus and reconstructed his anterior
cruciate ligament (ACL).

2010 SEASON:

Spent his season rehabbing before returning to
baseball activities in September.

Participated in the Astros Instructional League in
October before joining the Arizona Fall League...
played in 12 games for the league-champion Salt
River Rafters, hitting .289 (11x38) with one double,
four RBl and a .404 on-base percentage.

Caught two-to-three times a week in the AFL...
finished his year hitting safely in five of his last six
games (400, 8x20).

Made his MLB debut and hit .205 (40x195) with eight
doubles, one triple, two homers and eight RBI in 67
games with Houston.

Started 57 games at catcher for Houston and
committed only two errors.

Threw out 17-0f-48 attempted base stealers (35.4%).
His 67 games at catcher were the most by an Astros
rookie since C Mitch Meluskey caught 103 in 2000.
Collected his first Major League hit in his first Major
League plate appearance on June 22 with his third-
inning single off RHP Tim Lincecum.

MINOR LEAGUE CAREER:

Became the first Astro to record his first MLB hitin his
first MLB plate appearance since Tommy Manzella
did so on Sept. 11, 2009, vs. PIT as a pinch-hitter.
Threw out two base stealers in his MLB debut.

Had his contract purchased from Triple A on June
22..hit .265 (36x211) with four homers, 26 RBl and a
.365 OBP in 57 games at Triple A.

Reached base safely via hit or walk in 32 consecutive
games at Triple A from May 6-June 13.

Was a non-roster invitee at Astros Major League
Spring Training camp..was the youngest player
invited to Astros camp.

Combined to hit .300 (134x446) with 10 home runs
and 73 RBI in 109 games between Class A Advanced
Lancaster and Double A Corpus Christi in 2009 .
Earned the JetHawks Defensive Player of the Month
honors for April and May of 2009.

Hit a three-run home run in the 5th inning of the
2009 XM All-Star Futures Game...also threw out a
runner attempting to steal in the top half of that
inning.

Was one of two catchers selected to represent the
United States in the 2009 IBAF World Cup, where the
US captured the gold medal after going 14-1 in pool
play.

PERSONAL:

Played for the Peoria Saguaros of the Arizona Fall
League in 2009...played his final game of the season
on Nov. 5, as the starting catcher of the West squad
in the Rising Stars Game of the AFL.

In his first professional season with Class A Short
Season Tri-City in 2008, was ranked by Baseball
America as the top prospect in the New York-Penn
League.

Earned Tri-City’s Defensive Player of the Month for
August of 2008.

Played in the Hawaiian Winter League in 2008,
earning Postseason All-Star honors after hitting .333
(36x78) with two homers and 13 RBI in 23 games.

Jason and his wife, Maris, reside in Houston, Texas,
with their sons, Brady and Reid, and daughter,
Rowan.

On July 2 at COL, went 3x5 with two home runs, a
double and four RBI...hit a go-ahead two-run homerin
the 7th inning..was his second-career multi-HR game
(also Sept. 21,2018 vs. LAA).

Homered in five consecutive games from July 2-7,
becoming the fifth Astros player in club history to
homer in five straight games, joining Jose Altuve
(2019), Morgan Ensberg (2006), Carlos Beltran (2004),
and Cliff Johnson (1975).

Recorded an RBI in seven straight games from June
28-July 7, the longest streak by an Astros player since
Marwin Gonzalez (eight games from July 2-14, 2017).
Had an 11-game hitting streak from June 23-July 7,
in which he hit .400 (18x45) with three doubles, nine
home runs and 15 RBI...per the Elias Sports Bureau...
became the third player in club history to hit nine
homers in an 11-game span, joining Jeff Bagwell
(2000) and Glenn Davis (1990).

Hit 11 homers in a 15-game span from June 23-July 14,
joining Richard Hidalgo(Sept. 2000) as the only players
in club history to accomplish this (Elias Sports).

Posted an extra-base hit in 10 straight home games
from June 28-July 23, which marked a franchise
record, previously held by Carlos Lee (9 games in 2011).
Was named the AL Player of the Month for July, his
first-career monthly award...during the month, ranked
tied for first among AL players in hits (39), second
inbbatting (.398), second in HR (12), second in RBI (31),
second in SLG (.837), and second in OPS (.1.264).

Was named the AL Player of the Week for the week
of July 1-7..was his second-career weekly award (also
Sept. 17-23, 2018)...hit .429 (9x21) with six homers and
13 RBIin five games during the week.

2018 SEASON:

Homered in five-straight games at Minute Maid Park
from July 5-20, which tied the longest streak in the
venue’s history with Morgan Ensberg (April 10-21,
2005).

Set a club record for homers in a single July with 12...
fell one shy of the record for homers in any single
month, which was set by Jeff Bagwell in June of 1994.
Posted 31 RBI in July, tied for the second-most in
franchise history for a single July with Bagwell and
Derek Bell, who both reached 31 in July of 1995.
Posted a career-long 18-game hitting streak from July
12-31.

On Aug. 8 vs. COL went 2x4 with a three-run double,
three-run homer and a career-high 8 RBI..tied the
Astros franchise record for RBI in a single game, set by
J.R. Towles on Sept. 20, 2007...set a Minute Maid Park
record for RBI in a game, topping Gurriel’s previous
record of seven RBI that he set on Sept. 21, 2018 vs.
LAA..tied a Major League record for RBI by a Cuban-
born player in a single game, joining Yasmani Grandal
(May 7, 2015 at MIL) and Jose Canseco (June 13, 1994
vs. SEA).

Joined Jeff Bagwell as the only Astros players ever to
have multiple games with at least seven RBI.

Tied a Major League record for RBI during a two-game
series (11) during the Colorado series (Aug. 7-8), also
reached by Vladimir Guerrero (June 2004 vs. BOS),
Travis Hafner (July 2004 at ANA) and Cal Ripken Jr.
(May 1996 at SEA).

Tied the franchise record for RBI in a single series of
any length, matching Jeff Bagwell’s record of 11 RBI
set during a 3-game series at KC in July of 2001.

On Aug. 8, had his fifth-straight game with a homer
against the Rockies...hit seven total homers across
those five games, which was the longest streak by a
Major Leaguer vs. Colorado since Giancarlo Stanton’s
five-game streak with a homer from 2016-17.
POSTSEASON: Batted .250 (18x72) with a team-best
13 RBI and five strikeouts in the postseason...marked
the fifth-most RBI by an Astro in a single postseason.

WORLD SERIES VS. WSH: Posted his 12th-career
postseason double in Game 2, giving him the second-
most doubles in Astros franchise history behind
George Springer’s 14.

Homered in Game 7, his eighth-career extra-base hit
in the Fall Classic, the most in MLB history by a Cuban-
born player.

In his second full MLB season, played in 109 games
at first base (99 starts), 21 games at third base (13
starts), 15 games at second base (11 starts) and two
games at short (1 start).

Batted .403 (56x139) with RISP, the second-best
mark in the Majors behind Joe Mauer (.407, 22x81)...
set a new club record for batting average w/RISP
in a single season, besting Jose Cruz and his .389
(49x126) mark set in the 1986 season.

Underwent successful left hand surgery to remove
the hook of the hamate bone on March 28...the
procedure was performed by Dr. Thomas Mehlhoff.

2022 HOUST

Began the season on the Restricted List and served
a five-game suspension...placed on the 10-day DL
on April 3...activated from the DL on April 13.

Hit his second-career grand slam on June 24 vs.
KC...led off the 2nd inning with a double before
hitting a grand slam later in the inning.

Recorded his first-career walkoff hit on July 5 vs.
CWS, an RBI-single in the bottom of the 9th inning.
Hit his 80th career double on Sept. 17 vs. SEA in
what was his 300th career game...the 80 doubles
marked the most by a Cuban-born player within his
first 300 career games in the Majors.




Went 3x4 with two HR and seven RBl on Sept. 21 vs.
LAA, his first-career multi-HR game...set a career-
high in RBI, which were also a new MMP record.
His seven RBl on Sept. 21 marked the most RBl by an
Astro since J.R. Towles recorded a club-record eight
RBI on Sept. 20, 2007 at STL.

Also tied a club record for RBI by a first baseman in
a single game, a mark Jeff Bagwell reached twice
(July 7,2001 at KC, Aug. 13, 2000 at PHI).

On Sept. 21, he and his brother Lourdes Gurriel
Jr. became the first set of brothers in MLB history
to record multiple homers on the same day (Elias
Sports Bureau)...oecame the fourth pair of brothers
ever to combine for four homers on the same day
(STATS, Inc.)...also Cal Ripken Jr. (3HR) and Billy
Ripken (1HR) on May 28, 1996, Dom DiMaggio (1HR)
and Joe DiMaggio (3HR) on June 20, 1948, and Bob
Meusel (THR) and Irish Meusel (3HR) on July 1, 1925.

2017 SEASON:

Was named AL Player of the Week for the week of
Sept. 16-23...during the week, hit .433 (13x30) with
three doubles, three homers, 10 RBI and a 1.267
OPS (433 OBP/.833 SLG) in seven games, five of
which were Astros victories..among AL players
during the week, ranked first in RBI, tied for first in
hits and tied for second in both runs scored (8) and
total bases (25)...was his first-career weekly award.
Finished the three-game series against the Angels
from Sept. 21-23 with 10 RBI, falling one RBI short of
the club record for RBI in a three-game series.
POSTSEASON: Hit .226 (7x31) with two doubles,
one homer and three RBI in eight games.

ALCS VS. BOS: Hit a three-run homer in Game 1.
Doubled in Game 5 forhis 13th-career extra-base
hit in the postseason, surpassing Hall of Famer
Tony Perez for the most by a Cuban-born player in
MLB history.

33-year-old was still considered a rookie because
he recorded 130 at-bats in 2016, falling one at-bat
shy of exceeding the MLB rookie threshold.

Set franchise rookie records for doubles (43), total
bases (257), extra-base hits (62) and slugging
(.485)...broke the record for extra-base hits and
doubles set by Hunter Pence (56 XBH, 30 doubles)
in 2007, the record for total bases set by Joe
Morgan (251) in 1965 and the record for slugging
percentage set by Jeff Bagwell (.437) in 1991.

Led the Astros and all MLB rookies with 43 doubles,
which also ranked tied for seventh in the AL.

Led all MLB rookies in batting average, ranking
second among AL rookies in extra-base hits (62)
and hits (158), and third in runs (69) and OPS (.817).

Finished seven RBI shy of the franchise rookie
record set by Jeff Bagwell (82) in 1991...marked the
second-most RBI ever hit by a rookie in club history.
His .817 OPS was the second-best mark by a rookie
in club history behind Bagwell’s 1991 season (.824).

Struck out just 62 times in 564 plate appearances,
giving him the fifth-lowest strikeout rate in the
Majors (11%), and the third-lowest in the AL..was
the lowest strikeout rate by an Astros rookie since
Bill Doran posted a 10.7% mark in 1983.

Saw just 3.42 pitches per plate appearance, the
lowest mark in the Major Leagues.

Hit above .300 in five months...hit .329 in April, .309
in June, .304 in July, .323 in Aug. and .319in Sept.
Hit 39 doubles as a first baseman, the fourth-
highest single season total by a first baseman
in club history..marked the most since Lance
Berkman hit 46 doubles as a first baseman in 2008.
OPENING DAY: Made his first career Opening Day
roster and start...started at first base on April 3 vs.
SEA...at 32 years, 298 days old, became the oldest
Astros rookie to start on Opening Day.

Recorded 24 doubles prior to the All-Star Break, the
most in club history by a rookie...the last rookies to
record 24 doubles prior to the All-Star Break were
Geovany Soto and Daniel Murphy in 2008.

2022 HOUsS

Recorded multiple extra-base hits and multiple RBI
in three straight games from July 1-4, becoming
the first player in club history with a three-game
streak of multiple extra-base hits and multiple RBI.
Set a career-high for hits on July 21 at BAL, going
4x5 with a homer and two RBI...per Elias, became
the oldest player to record his first four-hit game in
the Majors since John Jaso hit for the cycle on Sept.
28,2016 at 33 years old.

Named the AL Rookie of the Month for July after
batting .304 with nine doubles, five HR, 20 RBl and
an .899 OPS..led AL rookies in hits (28), doubles,
RBI, slugging (.565) and OPS...tied Lance Berkman
(2000) for the club record for doubles in a single
month of July by a rookie.

POSTSEASON:Hit.304 (21x69) with seven doubles,
one triple, two homers, eight RBI and an .864 OPS
in 18 postseason games.

His 21 hits marked the second-most in MLB history
for a rookie in a single postseason...fell one hit shy
of the MLB record set by Derek Jeter in 1996.

Set a Major League record for extra-base hits by a
rookie in a single postseason with 10...surpassed
Evan Longoria, who posted nine extra-base hits in
2008.

Setan MLB record for doubles by arookie in asingle
postseason with seven, topping Dustin Pedroia
(2007)...was a club record for doubles in a single
postseason...only three players in MLB history
recorded more doubles in a single postseason:
David Freese (8in 2011), Albert Pujols (8in 2011) and
Ben Zobrist (8 in 2015).

His 21 hits marked the most in Major League history
by a Cuban-born player in a single postseason.
Became the first player in Astros franchise history
to record a hit in each of his first six postseason
games.

ALDS VS. BOS: Batted .529 (9x17) in the ALDS vs.
the Red Sox, while his nine hits marked the second-
most hits by a rookie in a single Division Series in
MLB history, behind only Ichiro Suzuki (12 hits in
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the 2001 ALDS).

Went 4x4 in Game 3 tying a franchise record for hits
in a postseason game.

Recorded a hit in six consecutive at-bats over
Games 3-4, setting a MLB rookie record (Elias).
Became the second player in club history to record
at least three hits in consecutive postseason
games, joining Craig Biggio (2004).

Became the first player in club history with a double
and atriplein a postseason game when he did soin
Game 4..became the fifth player in MLB history to
record a double and a triple in a postseason game
where his team clinched a series victory, joining
A.J. Pollock (2017), Andre Ethier (2009), Frankie
Crosetti (1938) and Lou Gehrig (1937).

2016 SEASON:

WORLD SERIES VS. LAD: Homered in Game
3, becoming the first rookie in club history to
homer in a World Series game...was his first career
postseason homer..became the second rookie in
MLB history to hit a homer and a double in a World
Series game, joining Tom Tresh (1962 WS Game 5).
Received a five-game suspension from MLB
following Game 3 of the World Series to be served
at the start of the 2018 season.

Hit a game-tying, three-run homer off Clayton
Kershaw in Game 5 of the World Series...joined
Tony Perez (1975) as the only Cuban-born players
to have multiple homers in a single World Series.
Became the eighth rookie in MLB history to hit
multiple homers in a single World Series, joining
Charlie Keller (1939), Michael Conforto (2015),
Andruw Jones (1996), Willie McGee (1982), Reggie
Smith (1967), Tony Kubek (1957) and Jim Gilliam
(1953).

Made his MLB debut, recording 34 hits in 36 games
with seven doubles, three homers and 15 RBI.

Made 20 starts at third base, seven starts at
designated hitter, four starts at first base and one
startin left field.

After signing with the Astros on July 16, made
four stops in the Astros minor league system: Gulf
Coast League (R), Lancaster (A), Corpus Christi (AA),
Fresno (AAA).

Made his MLB debut on Aug. 21 at BAL, going 1x2
with a walk as DH...at 32 years and 73 days, became
the third-oldest position player to make his Major
League debut with the Astros, behind Pidge
Browne (33.023) and Alan Zinter (34.030).

Joined Dae-ho Lee as the only players in the Majors
to debut at 32-or-older (Lee was 33.288 years old
with Seattle) in 2016.

FOREIGN LEAGUES:

Went 2x3 with two doubles and two RBI on Aug. 27
vs. TB...were his first career extra-base hits and RBI.

Became the first Astros player to record at least two
doubles and two RBI in a game within his first five
Major League games.

Hit his first career homer on Sept. 7 at CLE...also
homered the following day on Sept. 8 at CLE.

Was batting .344 over his first 19 games in the
Majors (through Sept. 12)..was the highest by an
Astro over his first 19 games in the Majors (with an
AB) since Hunter Pence hit .356 (26x73) in 2007.

In 15 overall games during his minor league stint
(all four levels combined), hit .250 (14x56) with
four doubles, two HR and 14 RBI with starts at third
base, left field, and designated hitter.

Recorded an incredible .500 (87x174) batting
average with 20 doubles, 15 homers, 51 RBI and
a 1.463 OPS (.589 OBP/.874 SLG) in 49 games for
Industriales in Cuba’s Serie Nacional in 2015...led
the league in batting, OBP and SLG.

Was given permission by Cuban authorities to
play abroad in 2014 and joined the Yokohama
DeNA BayStars in Japan’s Central League...hit .305
(73x239) with 22 doubles and 11 HR in 62 games for
Yokohama but after one season in Japan, returned
to Cuba to recuperate from an injury...ranked fifth
in the Central League in slugging (.536)...joined
Industriales in Cuba for 49 games in 2014 following
his stint with Yokohama and hit .343 (60x175) with
18 doubles, seven home runs and 35 RBI.

After playing 12 seasons for Sancti Spiritus, joined
Industriales in 2013, playing 81 games, while
hitting .313 (93x297) with 21 doubles, 16 home
runs and 69 RBI...led the league in home runs and
slugging (.566), while ranking tied for first in RBI,
second in runs (63), third in OPS (.991), seventh in
doubles and eighth in hits and walks (54).

2022 HOUST

Played his final season with Sancti Spiritus in 2012.

Ranked sixth in the league in slugging (.586) and
seventh in OPS (1.020) in 2011...two of the five
players that finished ahead of him in slugging
became Major Leaguers in Jose Abreu (.837) and
Hector Olivera (.626).

Finished tied for sixth in the Serie Nacional in RBIin
2010, trailing future big leaguers Yoenis Cespedes
(99) and Jose Abreu (93).

Rotated between second base and third base in the
2009 World Baseball Classic, when Cuba failed to
make the finals in a global baseball event for the
first time in 58 years...hit.333 with two homers, five
runs and six RBI in a solid six games.

In regular season play in 2009, led Sancti Spiritus to
a division title and had one of his best professional
seasons, hitting .363 (125x344) with career highs in
home runs (30) and RBI (105)...led the league in RBI
and finished tied for second in homers.

Hit .229 in the 2008 Olympics as Cuba won the
Silver medal.




In regular season play in 2008, hit .399 with 22
home runs, 90 RBI and 77 runs in 84 games...was
named the League’s All-Star third baseman and
shared Gold Glove honors.

Hit .278 as Cuba’s No. 3 hitter and third baseman
in the 2007 Pan-American Games...hit one of the
three homers for the Gold Medal winners.

Ranked tied for fourth in the AL with four double-
digit strikeout games...marked the most games with
10+ strikeouts by an Astro since LHP Dallas Keuchel
had five such games in 2015.

Led the AL in ERA at home (2.40 min. 60IP).

Finished second in the Majors in curveball
percentage (49.6%), trailing LHP Rich Hill (49.7%).
Began the season on the 15-day Disabled List
with right shoulder soreness, which plagued him
throughout Spring Training...was activated from the
DL on May 13.

2022 HOUST

Was placed on the DL with right elbow discomfort
on Aug. 3..remained on the DL through the end of
the season.

In his start on May 26 vs. BAL, struck out 10 and
allowed just one run in 5.0 innings in a 4-2 Astros
win...became the fourth Major Leaguer since 1913
to record 10+ strikeouts while allowing one hit or
fewer in less than 6.0 innings pitched, joining RHP
Felix Hernandez (2013), RHP Jake Peavy (2003) and
RHP Bobby Witt (1986).

Joined RHP Smoky Joe Wood as the only pitchers
in Major League history to record 10+ strikeouts in
each of their first two career starts against Baltimore.

Fanned 10 batters and allowed just one run in 7.0
innings on July 4 vs. SEA...per ESPN.com, induced a
career-high 18 swing-and-misses on his curveball,
the second-most by any pitcher with that pitch in
an eight-season span behind RHP A.J. Burnett (23
in 2013).

Struck out 10 in a season-high 8.0 innings on July
22 vs. LAA..allowed one run and four hits in the
victory...became the fourth pitcher to get Mike Trout
to strike out swinging three times in a single game,
joining RHP Chris Archer, LHP Jon Lester and LHP
Tommy Milone.

Made his first career start against the Yankees on
July 27 and got the win, striking out 10 batters and
allowing one run in 6.0 innings...per the Elias Sports
Bureau, became the fourth-youngest pitcher over a
40-season span (22 years, 299 days old) to defeat the
Yankees while recording 10+ strikeouts, behind only
RHP Moose Haas (21.355 in 1978), LHP Matt Moore
(22.096 in 2011) and RHP Mark Prior (22.274 in 2003).

Finished June with a 2.11 ERA (9ER/38.1IP), which
marked the lowest ERA posted by an Astros rookie
during the month since RHP Darryl Kile put up a
1.80 ERA in June of 1991...his .164 opponent batting
average (22x134) in June was the lowest produced
by an Astros pitcher since RHP Mike Scott in June of
1987 (.164, 26x159), and the lowest ever produced
by an Astros rookie during the month.

Among AL rookies in June, ranked first in strikeouts
(40), tied for first in wins (3) and third in ERA...

ended up being awarded to teammate Carlos
Correa.

POSTSEASON: Started one postseason game

issues and didn't want to take a chance on him
because of his age.
Originally a position player, Valdez began pitching
at the age of 16 and had interest from scouts within
a couple years of his conversion...by the age of 21,
Valdez was finally seen by the Astros at a workout
staged by an independent trainer in Guayacanes,
DR, a small town just west of San Pedro de Macaris...

Game held at Comerica Park prior to Major League
Baseball’s 2005 All-Star Game...tossed a scoreless
inning as he started for the U.S. Team.

Missed the entire season while recovering from
Tommy John surgery, performed on Sept. 30, 2020.

2020 SEASON:

Made one start for the Astros, earning the win on
Opening Day, July 24 vs. SEA (2ER/6IP)...placed on
the 10-day IL on July 27 with a right forearm strain...
rehabbed the injury in an attempt to comeback in
September but ultimately underwent Tommy John
surgery on Sept. 30.

Marked just his second appearance on the Major
League injured list in his 15-year career.

2019 SEASON:

His start on OPENING DAY was his eighth
consecutive and his third straight for the Astros...
he is now one of 10 pitchers in MLB history to make
12 career Opening Day starts, with eight of the
other nine being Hall of Famers...in his Opening
Day starts, Verlander has gone 5-1 with a 3.67
ERA (29ER/71IP), which includes victories in four
straight Opening Days (three with Houston).

Won his second Cy Young Award, threw his third
no-hitter, started the All-Star Game, reached 3,000
career strikeouts and had his first 300-strikeout
season...led MLBin wins, opponent batting average
(.172), WHIP (0.80) and innings (223), ranked tied for
first in quality starts (26) and second in strikeouts...
ranked second in the AL in ERA.

Posted a career-best WHIP (0.80), the third-best
WHIP in a single season in the modern era (since
1900), behind Pedro Martinez (0.74 in 2000) and
Walter Johnson (0.77 in 1913).

Posted a .172 opponent average, which was the
seventh-best mark in MLB’s modern era...was best
mark since Pedro Martinez in 2000 (.167).

Won at least 20 games for the second time in his
career (also 24 wins in in 2011)...his 21 wins ranked
tied for second in a season in Astros history with
Jose Lima (21 in 1999) and Joe Niekro (21 in 1979),
behind Mike Hampton (22 in 1999).

Threw his third career no-hitter on Sept. 1 at TOR,
striking out 14 batters in 9.0 innings...became the
sixth pitcher in MLB history with at least three
career no-hitters, joining Nolan Ryan (7), Sandy
Koufax (4), Bob Feller (3), Cy Young (3) and Larry
Corcoran (3)...was the 13th no-hitter in club history
and the 11th individual no-hitter in club history.
The no-hitter also was Verlander’s second no-hitter
at Rogers Centre (also May 7, 2011)...became the
first pitcher in MLB history with multiple no-hitters
atasingle road venue.

2022 HOUsS

Became the third pitcher all-time with multiple no-
hitters against a single team, joining Addie Joss vs.
CWS (1908, 1910) and Tim Lincecum vs. SD (2013-
14)...became the eighth pitcher in MLB history to
throw a no-hitter with multiple teams, joining Mike
Fiers, Randy Johnson, Hideo Nomo, Jim Bunning,
Nolan Ryan, Theodore Breitenstein and Cy Young.
Became the 18th pitcher in Major League history
to record 3,000 career strikeouts when he reached
that total in his final start of the season on Sept.
28 at LAA...his 3,000th strikeout was his sixth on
the night, a swinging strikeout of Angels RF Kole
Calhoun, who reached first on what was ruled a
wild pitch...recorded 12 strikeouts on the night,
which was the exact number he needed to reach
300 strikeouts for the season for the first time in
his career..became the second pitcher in MLB
history to reach 300 strikeouts for a season and
3,000 strikeouts for a career within the same game,
joining LHP Randy Johnson, who did so on Sept. 10,
2000 at FLA, while pitching for the Diamondbacks...
reached strikeout number 3,000 on inning number
2,979.2, and in his 453rd game...per Elias Sports,
became the fourth-quickest to 3,000 strikeouts by
innings and the fifth-quickest in terms of games.
Climbed MLB’s all-time strikeout leaderboard,
surpassing Frank Tanana (2,773), Cy Young (2,806),
Mike Mussina (2,813), Mickey Lolich (2,832) and Jim
Bunning (2,855)...moved into 18th all-time (3,006).
Was named to the 2019 AL ALL-STAR Team via the
player vote, his eighth-career All-Star nomination.

ROS
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Received 267 player votes, the most among all
pitchers...became the 22nd pitcher in MLB history
to be named to eight All-Star Teams (19 are Hall
of Famers)...became the 33rd pitcher in history to
make multiple ASG starts, and the 12th to do so for
different teams, joining HOFers Randy Johnson,
Jack Morris, Steve Carlton and Roy Halladay.

Went 13-2 against the AL West, posting a 2.91 ERA
(38ER/117.2IP) with 158 strikeouts in 19 starts...the
13 wins marked the most by any pitcher against the
AL West since divisional realignment in 1994.
Started for the Astros on OPENING DAY on March
28 at TB..marked his 11th career Opening Day
start...earned the win with his 7.0 innings of one-
run ball and nine strikeouts...his nine strikeouts
tied Mike Scott (1988) for the second-most on an
Opening Day in Astros history.

Over a four-start stretch from April 13-29, posted
a 1.33 ERA (4ER/27) with 37 strikeouts...allowed
just one earned run in each start, all via solo home
runs..became just the second pitcher in MLB
history to allow one run in four straight starts, all
via solo homers, joining Greg Harris in 1991.

Struck out a career-high 15 batters while issuing no
walks over 7.0 innings on June 12 vs. MIL...became
the second pitcher in Astros history to post 15+
strikeouts and no walks in a game, joining Randy
Johnson on Aug. 28, 1998 vs. PIT...at 36 years, 112
days old, became the fourth-oldest MLB pitcher to
post 15+ strikeouts and no walks in a game, behind
a 43-year-old Nolan Ryan (15 SO on 8/17/90), a
37-year-old Randy Johnson (20 SO on 5/8/01) and
a 37-year-old John Smoltz (37 on 4/10/05)...became
the second pitcher in MLB history to strike out 15
batters in 100 total pitches or less, joining Félix
Hernéndez (June 8, 2014 at TB).

2018 SEASON:

Posted 10+ strikeouts in seven consecutive games
from July 19-Aug. 21, a franchise record that was
later broken by Gerrit Cole (9 straight starts)...struck
out 79 batters over 46.0 innings pitched during
the run, which was good for a 15.46 strikeouts per
9.0 innings ratio...struck out nearly half of the 175
batters he faced (45.1% strikeout rate).

Was named the AL Player of the Week for the week
ending Sept. 1..in two starts during the week
(including his no-hitter on Sept. 1 at TOR), went 2-0
while throwing 14.1 scoreless innings, striking out
18 batters with one walk and four hits allowed (.085
opponent average)..was his ninth-career Player of
the Week award, and first since Sept. of 2018.

Was dominant in September, posting a 2.08 ERA
(9ER/39IP) with 57 strikeouts in six starts..in 16
September starts since 2017, has gone 13-1 with a
1.44 ERA (17ER/1061P), 18 walks and 150 strikeouts.
Started six games for the Astros in the
POSTSEASON, the most ever by an Astros pitcher
inasingle postseasonin club history..went 1-4 with
a 4.33 ERA (17ER/35.1IP) and 38 strikeouts in the
postseason...threw 7.0 scoreless innings, allowing
one hit, while striking out eight batters in Game 1
of the ALDS vs. TB...became the 14th pitcher in MLB
postseason history to toss 7.0 scoreless innings of
one-hit ball..marked his fifth scoreless outing in
his postseason career...notched his eighth career
Division Series victory, a Major League record,
surpassing John Smoltz and Andy Pettitte...threw

Led the AL in strikeouts (290), quality starts
(26), WAR (6.8, Fangraphs), opponent on-base
percentage (.242) strikeout to walk ratio (7.84) and
WHIP (0.90) while ranking tied for first in starts
(34), second in innings pitched (214), second in
strikeouts per 9.0 innings (12.20) and second in
walks per 9.0 innings (1.56).

Led the Majors in road wins (12) and ranked third
in road ERA (2.14)...tied the second-most road wins

in a season in club history with Jose Lima (1999),
behind Joe Niekro (13 in 1979).

Surpassed 19 pitchers to move up to 23rd all-time
in MLB history in strikeouts (2,706).

2022 HOUST

Struck out 38.9% of all left-handed hitters he faced,
the second-best mark among MLB starters behind
Gerrit Cole (41.1%).

Started for the Astros on OPENING DAY on March
29 at TEX in what was his 10th-career Opening
Day start...pitched Houston to a 4-1 win..marked
the sixth-consecutive Opening Day game that he
pitched his club to a victory.

Tabbed the AL POTW from April 9-15..went 1-0
with an 0.60 ERA (1ER/15IP) and 20 strikeouts in his
two starts, allowing just five hits and two walks for
an opponent batting average of .100 (5x50).
Dominated the Rangers on April 15 in Houston,
tossing 8.0 innings while allowing one run on
one hit with 11 strikeouts...did not factor into the
decision in the Astros 3-1 loss in 10 innings...per
STATS Inc., Verlander (11K, 1H) and Rangers starter
Bartolo Colon (7K, 1H) became the first opposing
starters in the live-ball era to combine for atleast 18
strikeouts and two-or-fewer hits allowed.

Posted an 11-game regular season winning streak
that spanned from Aug. 20, 2017-April 25, 2018...
joined Roger Clemens (2004) as the only pitchers to
start their careers with the Astros on a nine-game
regular season winning streak.




On May 1 vs. NYY, struck out 14 hitters over 8.0
scoreless innings, allowing just three hits...became
the fourth pitcher in MLB history to strike out 14+
Yankees hitters without a walk in a single game...
also Pedro Martinez (17 on Sept. 10, 1999), Curt
Schilling (16 on Sept. 1, 1997) and Urban Shocker
(14 on July 13, 1920).

Tossed a five-hit complete game shutout on May
16 at LAA...struck out seven batters on 118 pitches,
reaching 2,500 career strikeouts...struck out Shohei
Ohtani for his 2,500th career strikeout...was his first
shutout since Aug. 26, 2015 vs. LAA.

Posted a 1.08 ERA through his first 11 starts of
the season..marked the lowest ERA by a pitcher
through his first 11 starts of a season since 2010.
Was named the AL Pitcher of the Month for May...
marked his fifth career monthly award (also July
2016, Sept. 2012, June 2011, May 2009)...joined
Corey Kluber as the only active pitchers with five
career Pitcher of the Month Awards...posted the
third-lowest ERA (0.86) in a single month of May in
team history, behind Nolan Ryan (0.20 ERA in 1984)
and Mike Cuellar (0.86 ERA in 1968).

Allowed one earned run or less in six straight starts
from May 1-28, the second-longest streak of his
career (7-game run during his 2011 MVP season)...
became the first AL pitcher since Tom Candiotti
(1991) to allow one earned run or less in each of his
first six road starts of a season.

Allowed three earned runs or fewer in each of his
first 21 career starts with Houston, a club record
(previously 14 starts by Darryl Kile in 1991)...was the
second-longest streak in club history, behind Larry
Dierker’s 22-start streak set from 1972-74.

Had the best first-half to a season of his career...
his 160 strikeouts, 2.05 ERA, .180 opponent batting
average and .544 opponent OPS were all career-
best marks in a single season prior to the ASG...
his 2.05 ERA ranked fourth in franchise history for
a single season prior to the All-Star Break (min.
100IP), behind Roger Clemens (1.48 in 2005), Mike
Cuellar (1.78 in 1966) and J.R. Richard (1.96 in 1980).

2017 SEASON:

Recorded his 200th-career win on Aug. 19 at
OAK...joined a group of 19 pitchers who reached
200 wins within 412 games or fewer...that group
includes 13 Hall of Famers: Pete Alexander (HOF,
350g), Juan Marichal (HOF, 355g), Walter Johnson
(HOF, 370g), Tom Seaver (HOF, 384g), Mike Mussina
(389g), Roger Clemens (392g), Whitey Ford (HOF,
395g), Greg Maddux (HOF, 396g), Jim Palmer (HOF,
397qg), Bob Feller (HOF, 400g), Randy Johnson (HOF,
401g), Andy Pettitte (401g), CC Sabathia (401g), Carl
Hubbell (HOF, 402g), Bob Gibson (HOF, 404g), Roy
Halladay (406g), Warren Spahn (HOF, 409g), Stan
Coveleski (HOF, 409g) and Tim Hudson (412g).
Posted 26.0 consecutive scoreless innings at
Angel Stadium from Sept. 12, 2017-Aug. 25,
2018, the fourth-longest streak at the venue by a
visiting player all-time and the longest since Mel
Stottlemyre’s 31-inning streak from 1971-73.

Made three starts in the POSTSEASON, going
2-1 with a 4.15 ERA (8ER/17.1IP) and 17 strikeouts...
became the club’s all-time leader in postseason
wins (6) and strikeouts (55).

Earned his 12th-career postseason victory in Game
1 of the ALDS vs. CLE, pitching Houston to a 7-2
win over the Indians at Minute Maid Park...gave up
2 runs on 2 hits over 5.1 innings pitched, striking
out 7 with 2 walks...improved to 7-0 with a 2.38
ERA (17ER/64.1IP) in 11 career games in the Division
Series, tying John Smoltz and Andy Pettitte for the
most Division Series wins in MLB history.

Pitched Houston to a 7-2 win at Fenway Park in

Had a dominant POSTSEASON, going 4-1 with
a 2.21 ERA (9ER/36.2IP) across five starts and one
reliefappearance...earned the Esurance MLB Award
for “Best Major Leaguer, Postseason,” which he split
with teammate Jose Altuve..was named the ALCS
MVP after going 2-0 with a 0.56 ERA (1ER/16IP) in
two starts, striking out 21...pitched an epic Game 2,
tossing a complete game, allowing just one run on
five hits with 13 strikeouts.
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Made his ninth career OPENING DAY start with the
Tigers on April 4 against CWS...nine Opening Day
starts ranked third in Tigers history behind RHP
Jack Morris (11) and RHP George Mullin (10)...struck
out 10 batters, which tied for the most by a Tigers
pitcher on Opening Day since 1913, equaling the
mark set by RHP Jean Dubucin 1914 vs. the St. Louis
Browns and LHP Mickey Lolich in 1966 at the New
York Yankees and 1970 at the Washington Senators.

Made his first-ever relief appearance in the Majors
in Game 4 of the ALDS at BOS...got the win after
throwing 2.2 innings of relief in Houston’s 5-4
win to clinch the ALDS and advance to the ALCS...
entered the game with one on and no outs in the
5thinning and gave up a two-run homer to the first
batter he faced (Benintendi)...did not allow another
hit over the rest of his outing, as he recorded eight
outs to bridge the game over to RHP Ken Giles.
Threw a complete game in Game 2 of the ALCS vs.
NYY...set a new personal postseason single game-
high with 13 strikeouts...was his fifth game of 11-or-
more strikeouts in his postseason career, breaking
a tie with LHP Randy Johnson for the most such
games in postseason history.

Started 34 games with the Tigers and led the
American League with 254 strikeouts...also led
the AL with a 1.00 WHIP...ranked second in the AL
with a 3.04 ERA, 227.2 innings pitched and a .207
(171x827) opponent batting average.

Finished second in voting conducted by the
BBWAA for the 2016 AL Cy Young Award...named
Tiger of the Year by the Detroit chapter of the
BBWAA...selected the Tigers nominee for the
2016 Marvin Miller Man of the Year award, which
goes to the player whose on-field performance
and contributions to his community most inspire
others to higher levels of achievement.

Picked up the third hit of his Major League career
with asingleinthe secondinning on April 5at MIA...
marked the first time a Tigers pitcher recorded a hit
on OPENING DAY since LHP Mickey Lolich on April
6, 1971 vs. CLE...became the first AL pitcher to have
a hit on Opening Day since LHP Ken Holtzman and
RHP Bill Parsons in 1972.

2022 HOUST

Struck out 10 batters on May 18 vs. MIN to reach
the 2,000 career strikeout mark...struck out Eddie
Rosario to end the 4th inning for his 2,000th
strikeout, becoming the second pitcher in Tigers
history to reach 2,000 strikeouts, joining LHP
Mickey Lolich, and the 76th in MLB history.

Named the Tigers Pitcher of the Month for May
after starting six games during the month and
posting a 2-3 record with a 3.16 ERA (15ER/ 42.2IP)
and 46 strikeouts...finished the month tied for the
AL lead with 46 strikeouts, while he was second
with 42.2 innings pitched and fourth with a .185
opponent batting average.

Named the AL Player of the Month for July after
compiling a 4-0 record with a 1.69 ERA (42.2IP/8ER)
and 48 strikeouts...led the AL with 48 strikeouts
in July, while he was tied for the AL lead with 42.2
innings pitched, second with a .171 opponent
batting average, tied for second with a 0.89 WHIP,
and third with a 1.69 ERA.




Picked up his 15th win of the season in the second
game of the doubleheader on Sept. 22 at MIN,
throwing 6.0 innings and allowing two runs on four
hits with two walks and 11 strikeouts...marked his
eighth 15-win season as a member of the Tigers...

Selected Tigers Pitcher for the month of
September after posting a 2-1 record with a 1.93
ERA (7ER/32.2IP), 24 hits allowed, 10 walks and
48 strikeouts in five starts..led the AL with 48
strikeouts in September, while he was third with
a 1.93 ERA, sixth with a .203 (24x118) opponent
batting average and eighth with a 1.04 WHIP.

2015 SEASON:

Finished the season by allowing three runs-or-
fewerin 17 of his last 18 starts dating back to July 1...
over the 18-start stretch, posted a 9-3 record with
a 1.98 ERA (27ER/123IP), 81 hits allowed, 29 walks
and 147 strikeouts...led the AL with a 1.98 ERA, 147
strikeouts, a .184 opponent batting average and a
0.89 WHIP during the stretch, while he was tied for
the AL lead with 123.0 innings pitched.

Named Tigers Pitcher of the Month for August after
posting a 1-3 record with a 1.50 ERA (6ER/36IP) and
36 strikeouts in five starts...ranked third in the AL
in ERA during August, while he was fifth with a .177
opponent batting average.

Carried a no-hitter into the ninth inning on Aug.
26 vs. LAA and finished the game with a one-hit
shutout, allowing two walks and nine strikeouts.

2014 SEASON:

Allowed just one earned run over four starts
from Aug. 9-26, compiling a 0.31 ERA (1ER/29IP)...

Selected the Tigers Pitcher of the Month for
September after going 3-2 with a 3.27 ERA

NOVEMBER BASEBALL: The Astros played on
the latest date in franchise history on Nov. 2, 2021,
losing Game 6 to the Braves on that date...the pre-
vious record was Nov 1, 2017, the date the Astros
won their first World Series in franchise history with
a Game 7 win over the Dodgers in Los Angeles.

ON THE OFFENSIVE: The Astros offense
scored five or more runs in 11 of their 16 contests
this postseason...according to MLB Network, they
matched the Major League record for five-run
games in a single postseason, which was also
reached by the World Series Champion Royals
in 2015.

THE FOUR HORSEMAN: According to The
Athletic, 2B Jose Altuve, 3B Alex Bregman, SS
Carlos Correa and 1B Yuli Gurriel have started
more postseason games together than any four
teammates in MLB history (73 games)...in Game
2 of the World Series, the Astros group surpassed
the quintet of Derek Jeter, Bernie Williams,
Tino Martinez and Paul O’Neill, which started 68
postseason games for the Yankees (1996-2001).

TWO-OUT MAGIC: The Astros scored 87 runs
this postseason, 50 of those coming with two outs
in the inning, which is the second-most in a single
postseason in MLB history...according to MLB
Network, only last year's Dodgers (59) scored
more two-out runs in a single postseason than this
year’s Astros.

CAPTAIN CLUTCH: With nine RBI this postsea-
son, SS Carlos Correa has upped his postseason
RBI total to 59, which ranks sixth in MLB history.

M-V-PINA: 1B Yuli Gurriel, the 2021 AL batting
champ, hit .311 (19x61) this postseason with a
double, ahomerand 10 RBI...he now has 70 career
postseason hits, which ranks fourth in MLB history
by a first baseman, trailing only Albert Pujols
(87), Tino Martinez (83) and Steve Garvey (75)...
Gurriel also leads all Cuban-born players in career
postseason hits, RBI and games.

COMING UP BIG: 2B Jose Altuve hit five home
runs this postseason and now has 23 career post-
season homers, which ranks second all time in MLB
history...Altuve also ranks third in MLB postseason
history in runs (70), tied for fifth in extra-base hits
(38) and eighth in RBI (49).

2021 CLUB NOTES

LEADING SCORER: 2B Jose Altuve tied a
Major League record with 21 runs scored in a single
postseason, matching CF Carlos Beltran, who also
scored 21 runs for the Astros in 2004...Altuve scored
those 21 runs while reaching base safely 23 times
on 14 hits, eight walks and a hit by pitch.

LIKE MIKE: LF Michael Brantley led the Astros
in hitting this postseason with a .319 (22x69) aver-
age, while hitting four doubles and picking up nine
RBI...he hit .333 (8x24) in the 2021 World Series
and is a career .327 (17x52) hitter in 13 career
World Series games...Brantley hit safely in the
club’s first five postseason games, extending his
postseason hitting streak to 16 games, a franchise
record.

KYLE DRIVER: RF Kyle Tucker led all players
in RBI this postseason with 15...his RBI total ranks
second in club history for a single postseason,
trailing only SS Carlos Correa, who posted 17 RBI
in 13 postseason games in 2020...this postseason,
Tucker became the second player in MLB history
to post eight extra-base hits, five steals and 15 RBI
in a single postseason, joining OF Melvin Upton
Jr. (2008 Rays).

BULL MARKET: The Astros bullpen posted
a 3.07 ERA (28ER/82IP) and a .212 opponent
batting average this postseason...the group was
very effective in their last nine games, beginning
in Game 4 of the ALCS, allowing nine earned runs
in 44.0 innings (1.84 ERA).

BOUT THE ROSTERS: The Astros used 29
different players to fill out their rosters for the
ALDS, ALCS and World Series...a veteran team,
the Astros had only five players with no postseason
playing experience entering this postseason: RHP
Kendall Graveman, OF Chas McCormick, OF
Jake Meyers, OF Jose Siri and C Garrett Stubbs.

ABOUT THE WORLD SERIES: The Astros
fell to the Braves in six games in the 117th World
Series...the Astros won Games 2 and 5, but could
not solve the Braves pitching staff in the other four
contests...overall, the Astros scored 20 runs in the
six-game series, hit 224 as a team and hit only two
homers, both solo shots by 2B Jose Altuve...the
Astros relief corps had an incredible series, tossing
a combined 32.0 innings at a 2.53 ERA, compared
to the starters that tossed only 20.0 innings, com-
piling a 7.20 ERA...RHP Jose Urquidy picked up
both wins in the series, including a spectacular
Game 2 start (2ER/5IP).

LEGEND OF THE FALL: RHP José Urquidy
earned both of the Astros wins in the World Series
and is now 3-0 with a 1.54 ERA (2ER/11.2IP) in four
career World Series apps. (two starts)...according
to MLB Stats, Urquidy has the most World Series
wins by a foreign-born player in MLB history...he’s
also the only Mexican-born pitcher with multiple
wins in the Fall Classic.

ABOUT THE COMEBACK: Facing elimination
in Game 5, the Astros trailed 4-0 in the 1st and 5-4
in the 3rd, but still came back to win 9-5...per Elias,
the Astros became the first road team to come back
from multiple deficits to win a World Series game
when facing elimination...STATS also added that the
Astros are the first team all-time to trail by four-plus
runs on the road in the World Series and yet win
by four-plus runs.

IN THE PINCH: IF Marwin Gonzalez, who's
had his fair share of October moments, added
to his history in Game 5 of the World Series with
a go-ahead, two-run, pinch-hit single in the 5th
inning...he became the second player in franchise
history to have a go-ahead hit as a pinch-hitter in
the postseason, joining PH Denny Walling, who
hit a walkoff single in the pinch in the 11th inning of
Game 2 of the 1981 NLDS vs. the Dodgers.

BABE GREINKE: RHP Zack Greinke had a
memorable two-game span in Games 4-5 of the
World Series...highlights from those contests:

+ Greinke tossed 4.0 scoreless in a start in Game 4,
his longest appearance in over a month...at the dish,
he went 1x2, picking up his first hit in over two years.
Grenke went 2x3 in Games 4-5, becoming the first
pitcher in club history to record a hit in the World
Series.

+ Greinke batted 8th in Game 4 and according to MLB’s
Sarah Langs, he became the second pitcher in World
Series history to start a game batting anywhere other
than 9th, joining Babe Ruth, who hit 6th in Game 4
of the 1918 World Series.

in Game 5, Greinke singled as a pinch hitter,
becoming the 5th pitcher in MLB history to record
a hit as a pinch hitter, most recently done by LHP
Jack Bentley, who singled as a pinch hitter for the
Giants in Games 1 and 4 of the 1923 WS against
the Yankees.

ROOF OPEN WIN: The Astros won Game 2 of
the World Series while playing with the roof open
at Minute Maid Park...this marked the first time for
Minute Maid Park to have its roof open in the post-
season since Games 3-4 of the 2005 World Series.

DOUBLE TRIPLES: DH Yordan Alvarez tripled
in Game 6 of the ALCS and again in Game 1 of
the World Series...Alvarez had one triple in his first
260 career games (including postseason) before
recording two triples in those two games...he is the
16th player in MLB postseason history to register
consecutive games with a triple and the first DH
to accomplish the feat...he’s also the first Astro
to record multiple triples in the same postseason.

JAKE'S NIGHT: RHP Jake Odorizzi had a mem-
orable World Series debutin Game 1 becoming the
first pitcher since Tim Lincecum (2012) to record
five-plus strikeouts with no walks and allow one-
or-fewer hits in a World Series relief effort...his five
strikeouts were the most in a relief outing in Astros
World Series history.

ABOUT THE ALCS: The Astros won the ALCS in
six, rolling the Red Sox in the final three games of
the series by a combined score of 23-3...DH Yordan
Alvarez was named the ALCS MVP after hitting
522 (12x23) with five extra-base hits and six RBI
in the series, including a 7x9 performance in Games
5-6...1B Yuli Gurriel also had a strong series, hitting
455 (10x22) with six RBI...LHP Framber Valdez
made two starts in the series, including one 8.0-in-
ning performance...RHP Cristian Javier chipped in
with 5.0 scoreless innings across two apps.

ABOUT THE MVP: DH Yordan Alvarez putona
spectacular performance to earn ALCS MVP...notes
from MLB Network on his series below:

+ Alvarez became the fourth Cuban-born player in
MLB history to be named an LCS MVP, joining OF
Randy Arozarena in the 2020 ALCS, RHP Orlan-
do Hernandez in the 1999 ALCS and RHP Livéan
Hernandez in the 1997 NLCS.

+ Alvarez became the fifth Astros player with a four-hit
game in a potential series-clinching game in postsea-
son history, also Yuli Gurriel in Game 3 of the 2017
ALDS, Carlos Correa in Game 4 of the 2015ALDS,
Carlos Beltran in Game 5 of the 2004 NLDS and
Terry Puhl in Game 5 of the 1980 NLCS.

+ Alvarez's .522 avg. in the series is the sixth-highest
in a single postseason series in history (min. 25 PA).

GAME 6 CLINCHER: The Astros punched their
ticket to the World Series with a 5-0 win over the
Red Sox in Game 6 of the ALCS...the win marked
just the seventh combined shutout by the Astros in
their postseason history and their first since Game
7 of the 2017 ALCS vs. NYY (4-0 win)...RHP Luis
Garcia (0ER/5.2IP) was the hero, taking a no-hit-
ter into the 6th inning en route to the victory...DH
Yordan Avarez proved himself the MVP with a 4x4
performance in the clincher.

ONE FOR THE AGES: In Game 5 of the ALCS,
LHP Framber Valdez (1ER/8IP) became just the
fourth Astros pitcher since 2000 to toss 8.0-plus
innings in a postseason game, joining RHP Gerrit
Cole (8IP, 2019 ALDS Game 5), RHP Justin
Verlander (9IP, 2017 ALCS Game 2) and RHP
Brandon Backe (8IP, 2004 NLCS Game 5).

THRILLER: In Game 4 of the ALCS, the Astros
evened up the seven-game series with a 9-2 come-
back victory...tied 2-2 in the 9th, the Astros rallied
for an incredible seven runs, all coming with two
outs, which included the game-winning RBI single
by C Jason Castro...Houston’s seven runs were
the most in a postseason frame in franchise histo-
ry...additionally, the seven-run inning matched the
postseason record in the 9th inning, most recently
accomplished by the Marlins in Game 3 of the 1997
World Series.

ABOUT THE ALDS: The Astros topped the White
Sox in four games in the ALDS behind a strong
offensive, which produced 31 runs in the series...the
Astros got contributions from throughout the lineup,
with 2B Jose Altuve leading the club in runs (9), LF
Michael Brantley leading the club in hits (7), SS
Carlos Correa leading the club in batting average
(.385) and RF Kyle Tucker leading the club in RBI
(7)...RHP Lance McCullers Jr. (1-0, 0.84 ERA)
was the Astros best pitcher, as he started twice,
both Astros wins.

ASTROS LOSE MCCULLERS: The Astros lost
RHP Lance McCullers Jr. for the ALCS and World
Series after the club’s leading starter suffered a
flexor pronator strain in his final start in the ALDS...
McCullers is expected to be fully healthy for Spring
Training 2022.

AT THE HELM: Astros Manager Dusty Baker is
the ninth manager in MLB history to win the pennant
in both leagues (also the 2002 Giants)...at 72 years
old, he’s also the second-oldest manager to win a
pennant in MLB history, trailing only Jack McKeon
in 2003 (also 72)...Baker ranks tied for seventh
all-time in postseason managerial wins with 40,
including a 17-12 record in the postseason with
the Astros...by virtue of the Astros AL West title this
season, Baker is the only manager in MLB history
to win division titles with five different clubs (Astros,
Nationals, Reds, Cubs, Giants)...in his career,
this was Baker’s eighth division title and his 11th
postseason berth.

DUSTY’S NEW DEAL: The Houston Astros and
manager Dusty Baker agreed to a new, one-year
contract for the 2022 season, announced on Nov.
5...Baker, who was originally hired by the Astros
on Jan. 29, 2020, is one of the most successful
managers in Major League history having amassed
1,987 wins in his 24 seasons as a skipper, which
ranks 12th all-time...in April, he passed Hall of Fame
manager Casey Stengel with his 1,906th career
win to move into 12th place...notably, 10 of the 11
managers ranking higher than Baker in career wins
are in the Hall of Fame...Bruce Bochy, who ranks
11th in all-time wins with 2,003, is not yet eligible
for the Hall of Fame...in 2022, Baker will have the
chance to surpass Bochy (2,003), Leo Durocher
(2,008) and Walter Alston (2,040) in career wins.

STROM ANNOUNCES DEPARTURE: After
the season, Astros longtime pitching coach Brent
Strom announced that he was departing the
organization after an incredible run that last eight
seasons (2014-21)...Strom, who'’s from Arizona,
was named the Diamondbacks pitching coach for
the 2022 season.

ASTROS FREE AGENTS: Following the sea-
son, the Astros had seven players declared free
agents: SS Carlos Correa, RHP Yimi Garcia,
IF Marwin Gonzalez, RHP Kendall Graveman,
RHP Zack Greinke, LHP Brooks Raley and RHP
Justin Verlander.

ASTROS EXTEND QUALIFYING OFFERS:
The Astros extended qualifying offers to free agent
SS Carlos Correa and free agent RHP Justin
Verlander on Nov. 7...the deadline for players to
accept or decline the qualifying offer is Nov. 17.

OFFSEASON SURGERIES: On Nov. 8, 3B
Alex Bregman underwent surgery on his right wrist
in Houston...he is expected to resume baseball
activities in January of 2022 and should be ready
for the start of Spring Training...on Nov. 10, Astros
OF Jake Meyers underwent surgery to repair a
labral tear in his left shoulder...he is not expected
to return to game competition before Opening Day.

RETURNING IN 2022: Following the season,
the Astros exercised their club option for 2022 on
1B Yuli Gurriel...additionally, the Astros announced
that the 2022 contract option for RHP Ryan Pressly
officially vested.

BBWAA AWARD FINALISTS: Astros Manager
Dusty Baker and RHP Luis Garcia were both
named finalists for 2021 BBWAAAwards with Baker
finishing third in the voting and Garcia finishing sec-
ond...Baker finished behind the winner Kevin Cash
and second-place Scott Servais...Garcia finished
only behind the winner OF Randy Arozarena.

The Astros were named the winner of the 2021
Rawlings Gold Glove AL Team Award after lead-
ing the AL in fielding percentage (.988) and total
chances (5,835), while recording the fewest errors
(69) in the Majors...Houston also ranked second in
putouts (4,335) and third in assists (1,431) in the
AL...this marks the second year of The Rawlings
Gold Glove Team Award with Cleveland winning
the award in 2020.

THE MEN WITH THE GOLDEN GLOVES:
SS Carlos Correa and 1B Yuli Gurriel both won
AL Rawlings Gold Glove Awards for their respec-
tive positions...additionally, RHP Zack Greinke,
C Martin Maldonado and RF Kyle Tucker were
also finalists for the award...Correa becomes the
second shortstop in franchise history to win a Gold
Glove, joining Roger Metzger in 1973...Gurriel,
the 2021 AL batting champ, became the second
Astros first basemen to win a Gold Glove, joining
Jeff Bagwell in 1994

CORREA NAMED PLATINUM GLOVE
AWARD WINNER: SS Carlos Correa won the
AL Platinum Glove Award, which goes to the top
defender in each league regardless of position...
Correa becomes the first player in franchise history
to win the Platinum Glove Award after leading all
Major League players in Defensive WAR (Wins
Above Replacement) at 2.9 and Defensive Runs
Saved (21)...amongst AL shortstops, he ranked
third in fielding percentage (.981), third in assists
(384), third in total chances (579) and third in zone

rating (.794).

SILVER SLUGGER FINALISTS: The Astros
did not have a Silver Slugger winner this season,
but did had five finalists for the award at their posi-
tions: 1B Yuli Gurriel, 2B Jose Altuve, SS Carlos
Correa, OF Kyle Tucker and DH Yordan Alvarez.

ALL MLB FINALISTS: These seven Astros
were named finalists for the 2021 All-MLB Team:
2B Jose Altuve, OF Yordan Alvarez, SS Carlos
Correa, 1B Yuli Gurriel, RHP Lance McCullers
Jr., RHP Ryan Pressly and RF Kyle Tucker...fan
voting will conclude on Nov. 19 with the winners
being announced on Nov. 23.

IN THE STANDINGS: At 95-67, the Astros
finished the regular season with the second-best
record in the AL and finished tied for fourth in the
Majors in winning percentage...the Astros won the

AL West by 5.0 games.

WORKING NINE TO FIVE: This season marked
the seventh time in club history for the Astros to win
95+ games in a season, also (1986, 1998-99, 2017-
19)...the Astros have won 435 games over the last
five seasons (2017-21), the second-highest total in
MLB, trailing only the Dodgers (451).

TEAM SPLITS: The Astros went an MLB-best
45-32 against teams that finished with .500-plus
records...the Astros also dominated their division,
going 49-27 vs. the AL West, including winning
records against all four divisional foes, the Rangers
(14-5), Angels (13-6), M’s (11-8) and A's (11-8).

STREAKERS: The Astros longest winning streak
of the season topped out at 11 games, from June
13-24...their 11-game win streak finished one win
shy of their club record of 12, accomplished three
times (1999, 2004, 2018).

TEAM RANKINGS: The Astros led the AL in runs
(863), hits (1496), OBP (.339) and average (.267),
and ranked second in OPS (.783)...the pitching staff
allowed the third-fewest runs (658) in the AL and
ranked fourth in ERA (3.76)...defensively, the Astros
had the best fielding percentage (.988) in MLB.

LEADING MAN: 2B Jose Altuve led all Amer-
ican League leadoff hitters in runs (117), homers
(31) and RBI (83), while ranking second in walks
(65) and third in hits (167) and doubles (32)...he
set career highs in runs and walks, while tying his
career high in homers.

THIS IS WAR: Per Baseball Reference, SS
Carlos Correa led all MLB position players in WAR
(7.2), immediately ahead of 2B Marcus Semien
(7.1) and OF Juan Soto (7.0)...he picked up a Major
League-best 2.9 WAR on defense, also the top
defensive WAR in the Majors, edging out IF Ryan
McMahon (2.5) and OF Michael A. Taylor (2.3).

THE BRANTLEY LINE: LF Michael Brantley
hit .311 this season, marking his fourth consecutive
season to hit over .300 (2018-21), the only player
to do so in the Majors...this year marked Brantley’s
fifth season to finish in the top five in the AL batting
race, also 2014 (3rd, .327), 2015 (4th, .307), 2018
(5th, .309) and 2019 (4th, .311).

THE CHAMP IS HERE: 1B Yuli Gurriel (.319)
and LF Michael Brantley (.311) finished first and
second in the American League batting race, with
Brantley edging out 1B Vladimir Guerrero Jr. (.311)
by percentage points...by winning the batting title,
Gurriel became:
+ just the second player in club history to win a batting
title, joining 2B Jose Altuve (2014, 2016-17).
+ just the second Cuban-born player to win a batting
title, joining Tony Oliva (1964-65, 1971).
+ the eighth-oldest player in MLB history to win a
batting title, with only Barry Bonds (2002, 2004),
Ted Williams (1957-58), Honus Wagner (1911),
Tony Gwynn (1997) and George Brett (1990)

accomplishing the feat at an older age than Gurriel.

KING TUCK: RF Kyle Tucker put up an MVP-cal-
iber season, ranking third in slugging (.917) and
third in OPS (.917) in the AL, trailing only MVP
front-runners 1B Vladimir Guerrero Jr. and P
Shohei Ohtani in both categories...Tucker had a
slow start to the season, but from May 2 thru the end
of the year, he led all AL players in batting average
(.324), OBP (.390), SLG (.605) and OPS (.996).

TUCKER DOWN THE STRETCH: OF Kyle
Tucker was named the American League Player
of the Month for September-October, marking the
first career monthly award for the 24-year-old Astros
outfielder...for the combined months, Tucker led the
AL in OPS (1.130) while hitting .346 with 10 doubles,
one triple, eight home runs and 19 RBI...his .438
on-base pct. and .692 slugging pct. both ranked

second in the AL in that span.

AIR YORDAN: At 24 years old, DH Yordan Al-
varez led the club in homers (33) and RBI (104)...
in Astros history, he became the youngest player to
hit 30 homers in a season and the youngest player
to record 104 RBI in a single campaign.
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POWER IN THE FIELD: DH/OF Yordan Alva-
rez hit .349 (51x146) with 15 homers and a 1.161
OPS in 41 games as the Astros left fielder this
season...in 98 games as the Astros DH, Avarez hit
.252 (97x3855) with 18 homers.

A LOT OF LANCE: RHP Lance McCullers
Jr. had his best season as a pro, reaching career
highs in wins (13), starts (28), innings (162.1) and
strikeouts (185), while also posting the best ERA
(3.16) and opponent batting average (.205) of his
six-year career...among qualifying AL pitchers,
McCullers finished his season ranking first in oppo-
nent batting average (.205), first in opponent OPS
(.628) and second in ERA (3.16)...he also posted
the lowest home runs per 9.0 (0.72) ratio and the
highest ground ball perc. (56.9) in the AL.

FOOTLOOSE: The Astros best rookie this season
was RHP Luis Garcia, who two-stepped his way
to an 11-8 record and a 3.30 ERAin 30 games (28
starts)...he led all AL rookie pitchers in WAR (3.0),
wins (11), innings (155.1) and strikeouts (167)...his
strikeout total was the second-highest by a rookie in
club history, trailing RHP Tom Griffin (200) in 1969.

THE FRAMCHISE: LHP Framber Valdez had
the best season of his career despite missing the
first 49 games of the season (fractured finger)...he
returned to make 22 starts from May 28 thru the end
of the year, a time frame in which he ranked tied
for first in the AL in wins (11), while ranking third in
innings (134.2) and fourth in ERA (3.14)...Valdez
also posted the highest ground ball perc. (70.3%) in
the Majors by a wide margin and ranked third in the
AL in home runs per 9.0 ratio (0.80) (min. 130 IP).

ZACK’S ATTACK: A veteran of 18 Major League
season, RHP Zack Greinke was a steady starter for
the Astros all season before running into injury is-
sues in September...he finished the season ranking
second in the AL in walks per 9.0 (1.89) and tied for
sixth in quality starts (15), while also going another
year without committing an error...Greinke struck
out 120 hitters this season to give him 2,809 career
strikeouts, which ranks 23rd all-time...he passed
RHP Cy Young (2,806) in MLB history in his final
outing of the regular season, on Oct. 3 vs. OAK.

THE CLOSER: Astros closer RHP Ryan Pressly
had the best season of his career, posting a 2.25
ERA (16ER/641P) with 81 strikeouts, a 0.97 WHIP,
and a.208 opponent average...among AL relievers,
he ranked second in save perc. (92.9%), fourth in
saves (26), eighth in WHIP (0.97) and ninth in ERA
(2.25)...his 92.9% save pct.(26 SV, 28 opp.) ranked
tied for third all-time in club history for a single year.

TRADE WINDS: The Astros made three trades
leading up to the trade deadline, acquiring three
back-end relievers, including two pitchers who were
serving as their club’s closer.

+ On July 27, the Astros acquired RHP Kendall
Graveman and RHP Rafael Montero from Seattle
in exchange for RHP Joe Smith and IF Abraham
Toro...Graveman, who was the Mariners closer at
the time, had a solid regular season with the Astros
before excelling to a 1-0 record and a 1.64 ERA

OPS down the stretch, appearing
in 49 regular season games...he had his Major
League moment on Aug. 14 at LAA, his seventh
MLB games, hitting two homers and driving in five
in an Astros 8-2 win.

THE COMEBACK: The Astros posted their
largest comeback win of the season on July 11
vs. NYY in their final game of the first half...trailing
7-2 entering the 9th, the Astros staged a furious

BILL HARTMAN: The Longtime
Fort Bend Herald publisher,
owner Bill Hartman passed
away on May 3, 2021 at the age
of 79. Hartman purchased The
Herald-Coaster in 1974 from
Carmage Walls and Southern
Newspapers, Inc. The newspa-
per was renamed the Fort Bend Herald in 2007.
The Herald was part of Hartman Newspapers,
Inc., which he founded in 1974 . At one point, the
company had 17 community newspapers in Texas
and Oklahoma. Today, the family-owned business
operates nine Texas newspapers. Hartman relocat-
ed the company to Rosenbergin 1977,and he and
his family moved from Beaumont to Richmond.

MIKE MARSHALL: A member of
the 1970 Astros, Mlke Marshall
| passed away on May 31, 2021
| at the age of 78. Marshall had
a 14-year Major League career,
| spending time with the Tigers
(1967), Pilots (1969), Astros
(1979), Expos (1970-73), Dodg-
ers (1974-76), Braves (1976-77), Rangers (1977),
Twins (1978-1980) and Mets (1981). Marshall was
a two-time All-Star with the Dodgers but he’s most
known for being the first pitcher to win the Cy
Young Award as a reliever, which he did in 1974.
Marshall made 4 appearances with the Astros in
1970 before he went on to play for the Expos.

A TIM TOLMAN: The Houston
Astros 12th round pick of the
1978 June MLB draft, Tim Tol-
man passed award on June 3,
2021 at the age of 64. Tolman
had a seven-year Major League
career with the Astros (1981-
1985) and Tigers (1986-1987)
appearing mainly as a reserve outfielder. Tolman
appeared in 107 games with Houston recording
a perfect 1.000 fielding percentage in his career.
After his playing career ended, Tolman managed
from 1991-1996 in the Astros minor league system.
He was also a scout from 1997-1999 and the Scout-
ing Supervisor from 2000-2002 with the Astros.
Tolman would go on to coach with the Cleveland
Indians as the Minor League Field Coordinator
from 2003-2006. He made it to the Majors as a
third base coach with the Washington Nationals
in 2008. During the 2009 season, Tolman was the
bench coach for the Cleveland Indians.

J.R. RICHARD: Astros Hall of
Fame pitcher J.R. Richard
passed away at the age of 71
on August 4,2021. He was one
of the greatest players to wear
an Astros uniform. After being
selected by the Astros with the
second overall pick in the 1969
Draft, Richard would make his Major League debut
just two years later and it was a memorable one. In
his first Major League start on September 5, 1971,
Richard struck out a record 15 batters en route
to a complete-game win over the Giants. In 10
seasons with Houston (1971-80), he went 107-71
with a 3.15 ERA, 76 complete games, 19 shutouts
and 1,493 strikeouts in 238 games. Richard became
the first player in club history to lead the Majors in
strikeoutsin 1978. He won the NL ERA title in 1979
and was a 1980 National League All-Star. On the
Astros all-time lists, Richard ranks tied for second in
career ERA (3.15), third in strikeouts (1,493), fourth
in complete games (76) and fifth in wins (107) and
shutouts (19).

JULIO LUGO: The Houston
Astros 43rd round selection
of the 1994 June MLB draft,
Julio Lugo passed away on
November 15, 2021 at the age
of 45. Lugo made his Major
League debut with Houston in
the 2000, where he played in
116 games, batted .286 with 119 hits, 22 doubles
and 22 stolen bases. Lugo spent 4 seasons with the
Astros, he hit .268 with a .723 OPS and 45 stolen
bases. Lugo played for the Tampa Bay (2003-06),
Los Angeles-NL (2006), Boston (2007-09), St. Louis
(2009), Baltimore (2010) and Atlanta (2011). He
was a part of the Boston Red Sox World Series
championship team in 2007.

DOUG JONES: The Lebanon,
Indiana native, Doug Jones
passed away on November 22,
2021 at the age of 64. Jones
had a 16-year Major League ca-
reer, making appearances with
Milwaukee (1982, 1996-98)
Cleveland (1986-91, 98), Hous-
ton (1992-1993), Philadelphia
(1994), Baltimore (1995), Chicago-NL (1995-96)
and Oakland (1999-2000). He was a five-time All-
Star selection including the 1992 season with the
Astros. In 1992, he went 11-8 with a 1.85 ERA with
93 strikeouts. For his career in Houston, Jones had
a 15-18 record with a 3.02 ERA with 159 strikeouts
and a 130 games finished.

THE ASTROS REMEMBER

BILL VIRDON: The Astros win-
ningest manager in franchise
history passed away on No-
vember 23, 2021 at the age
of 90. Virdon took over the as
the Astros manager on August
20, 1975, and would remain
at the until August of 1982. In
that span, he compiled a 544-522 (.510) won-loss
record. In 1980, Virdon led the Astros to their first
postseason appearance in dramatic fashion, de-
feating the Los Angeles Dodgers in a one-game
playoff to secure the National League West title.
In the National League Championship Series that
season, the Astros would fall to the Phillies in five
games in what is considered one of the most ex-
citing playoff series’in MLB history. For his efforts,
Virdon was named NL Manager of the Year in 1980.
Virdon would also lead the Astros to the postsea-
son in 1981. In addition to his time in Houston,
Virdon had a long managerial career thatincluded
stops in Pittsburgh, New York (AL) and Montreal.
In 1974, he was named Sporting News Manager
of the Year while with the Yankees. His overall
career record as a manager was 995-921. Prior to
managing, Virdon enjoyed a long Major League
playing career as a center fielder that spanned from
1955-68. He spent the majority of his career with
the Pirates (1956-68), where he was a member of
their 1960 World Series Championship club.

JIM CORSI: A member of the
1991 Astros, Jim Corsi passed
away on Jan. 4, 2022 at the
age of 60. Corsi was drafted by
the New York Yankess in 25th
round of the 1982 June MLB

League career with Oakland
(1988-89, 1992, 1995-96), Houston (1991), Florida
(1993), Boston (1997-99) and Baltimore (1999). In
his lone season in Houston, Corsi recorded a 3.71
ERA in 47 games with 15 games finished. Corsi had
his best season of his career the following season
with Oakland tallying a 1.43 ERA in 32 games.
