Paul Thomas (1958-1963)
The Matadors’ first ever head coach, 
Paul Thomas led CSUN, then known 
as San Fernando Valley State College, 
for five seasons. Thomas coached the 
Matadors to their first ever victory on 
December 13, 1958 against LaVerne. 
He won his most games with the 
Matadors in 1959-60, as he picked up 
14 victories including 12 away from 
home.  

Jerry Ball (1963-1971)
In eight years as head coach, Jerry 
Ball led CSUN to four winning seasons. 
He coached the Matadors to their first 
ever winning season as SFVSC went 
18-8 for a second-place finish in the 
CCAA. Ball also led CSUN to its first 
ever conference championship in his 
final season at the helm in 1970-71. 

Pete Cassidy (1971-1996)
A Matador Hall of Famer, Pete Cassidy 
is the longest tenured and winningest 
CSUN head coach in history. Cassi-
dy guided CSUN to four conference 
championships as well as 10 winning 
seasons. The Matadors advanced to 
the NCAA Division II Tournament three 
times under Cassidy. He also coached 
the Matadors in their transition to the 
Division I level in 1990-91. Cassidy was 
named CCAA and District-8 Coach of 
the Year twice.

COACHING HISTORY
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Bobby Braswell (1996-2013)
Bobby Braswell coached CSUN for 17 
seasons and helped the Matadors win 
three conference titles including back-
to-back championships in 2007-08 
and 2008-09. Under Braswell, CSUN 
advanced to the NCAA Division I Tour-
nament for the first time in history in 
2001, and again in 2009. In 2000-01, 
CSUN won a program-best 22 games. 
Braswell was named back-to-back Big 
West Coach of the Year in ‘08 and ‘09.

Reggie Theus (2013-2018)
A fomer NBA great, Reggie Theus led 
the Matadors for five seasons. In his 
first season with the program, the 
Matadors advanced to the Big West 
Tournament finals for the first time in 
five years, coming up just short of a 
berth to the NCAA Tournament. Theus 
went on to guide the Matadors to 
the Big West Tournament twice more 
during his time on the sidelines. 

Mark Gottfried (2018-21)
An 11-time NCAA Tournament coach, 
Mark Gottfried led the Matadors to 37 
wins over three seasons. His second 
season saw the Matadors post their 
highest-finish in the Big West in 11 
seasons as CSUN secured a No. 2 seed 
in the conference tournament. His 
players earned five All-Big West First 
team accolades while Lamine Diane 
was named an All-American and two-
time Big West Player of the Year

ALL-TIME ASSISTANT COACHES

Trent Johnson (2021-Present)
Trent Johnson led the Matadors on an 
interim basis in 2021-22, taking over 
the program less then four months 
before the start of the season. 

He would coach the Matadors to a No. 
8 seed in the 2022 Big West Tourna-
ment. Under Johnson, Atin Wright be-
came the team’s top scorer and earned 
all-conference accolades.

2007	 Terrell Jones
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OLLIE CARTER, G, 1965
Ollie Carter led the Matadors in scoring 
during his All-American junior season in 
1964-65. Carter averaged 21.8 points per 
game along with 7.5 rebounds as he received 
All-CCAA First Team honors. He also knocked 
down 182 free throws on the season, the 
most in team history. 

Carter still owns one of the oldest Mata-
dor records with 47 points scored against 
Westmont College in 1966. His career scoring 
average of 21.8 points is the second-highest 
in CSUN history. He finished with 1,003 career 
points in just two seasons with CSUN. 

PAUL MCCRACKEN, F, 1972
A two-time All-CCAA First Team selection, 
Paul McCracken led CSUN with 18.0 points 
per game and 12.0 rebounds per game in 
1971-72. He pulled down 300 rebounds for 
the season as he was named CCAA Player of 
the Year. McCracken also helped the Mata-
dors win a share of the CCAA title in 1972. 

A Matador Hall of Famer, McCracken is the 
school’s all-time leader in career rebounds 
per game (12.4) while he is second in re-
bounds in a season (330, 1970-71). He played 
three seasons in the NBA including two with 
the Houston Rockets from 1972-74. 

GEORGE ROBNETT, F, 1974
George Robnett set a Matador record for 
single-season scoring average at 24.9 points 
in 1973-74, which stood for 46 years. Robnett 
also made the second-most field goals (267)
and scored the fifth-most points (623) in a 
season in team history. He received All-CCAA 
First Team accolades as well as a Honorable 
Mention from the United Press International 
All-Pacific Coast. 

A Matador Hall of Fame inductee, Robnett 
pulled down the most rebounds in a game 
in CSUN history with 24 versus UC Irvine in 
1971. 

JACK DYCK, G, 1975
Jack Dyck led the Matadors in scoring (16.4) 
in his final season in 1974-75. He also aver-
aged 8.0 rebounds per game and shot 49.2 
percent. Dyck was named to the All-CCAA 
First Team following his All-American cam-
paign. 

Dyck collected 996 career points with the 
Matadors in three seasons. He left as the 
all-time school leader in assists (214). After 
his days at CSUN, Dyck played professionally 
in Europe. He was inducted into the Matador 
Hall of Fame in 1992. 

TERRY MILLER, G, 1978
Terry Miller earned an All-American nod in 
his only season with the Matadors in 1977-
78. Miller led the team in assists (112), and 
scored 11.8 points per game. From the floor, 
he shot 53.4 percent. He earned a host of 
awards following the season including CCAA 
Player of the Year, all-district honors and 
Southern California Division II Player of the 
Year. 

Miller helped CSUN win the CCAA and 
advance to the NCAA Division II Western 
Regionals. The Matadors earned as high as a 
No. 7 ranking during the year. 

LARRY SINGLETON, F, 1978
Larry Singleton led CSUN in scoring (15.9) 
and rebounding (7.0) in 1977-78. A two-time 
All-CCAA honoree, Singleton earned all-con-
ference and all-district accolades as he 
helped the Matadors advance to the postsea-
son for the first time in team history. 

Singleton played two seasons with the 
Matadors and averaged 14.1 points per game 
in his career. He shot 55.8 percent from the 
field, which ranks third-best in CSUN history. 

CHUCK EVANS, G, 1979
Chuck Evans averaged a team-best 11.2 
points per game on 52.1 percent shooting in 
1978-79. Along with his All-American honors, 
Evans received CCAA Player of the Year and 
all-district honors. The Matadors earned a 
share of the CCAA title in 1979 and advanced 
to the NCAA Division II Western Regional for 
the second-straight season. 

Evans played two seasons for the Matadors, 
averaging 10.3 points per game. 

WILLY SONSMA, G, 1980
Willy Sonsma led the Matadors in points per 
game (15.9) and field goal percentage (56.7). 
He also shot 86.0 percent from the free throw 
line. Sonsma received All-CCAA First Team 
and all-district honors in 1979-80. 

In two years at CSUN, Sonsma averaged 11.7 
points per game on 54.5 percent shooting. 
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CLIFF HIGGINS, F, 1984
Cliff Higgins earned All-American honors 
after posting team highs in points per game 
(19.2), rebounds per game (9.4) and steals 
(46). He was named CCAA Player of the Year 
in 1983-84 and earned an all-district nod. 
Higgins was drafted in the eighth round 
of the 1984 NBA Draft by the Golden State 
Warriors. 

In team history, Higgins is ranked eighth 
in points per game (16.1) and rebounds per 
game (8.8) and 12th in total points (1,221). 
He was inducted in the Matador Hall of Fame 
in 1990. 

MIKE ALMEIDO, G, 1985
Mike Almeido earned All-American honors in 
his only season with the Matadors. Almeido 
led the Matadors in points per game (13.3) 
and assists (94) as he was named CCAA 
Player of the Year. He also shot 56.8 percent 
from the field and 86.1 percent from the free 
throw line. 

An all-district honoree, Almeido helped CSUN 
win the CCAA title and advance to the NCAA 
Division II Western Regional for the third 
time in team history. 

BRIAN HEINLE, C, 2001
Brian Heinle earned the distinction of being 
the first CSUN Division I All-American in 
2001. Heinle scored 646 points for the year, 
setting a single-season scoring record which 
would stand for 18 seasons. He averaged 
20.2 points on 50.0 percent shooting and 9.2 
rebounds. A three-time All-Big Sky Confer-
ence honoree, Heinle led CSUN to a Big Sky 
Championship and to the program’s first 
NCAA Division I Tournament berth in 2001. 

A 2009 Matador Hall of Famer, Heinle is third 
in team history in career points (1,641) and 
fourth in career rebounds (785). He played 14 
seasons professionally in Europe after CSUN. 

LAMINE DIANE, F, 2019
Lamine Diane completed one of the most im-
pressive seasons in team history in 2018-19, 
earning All-American honors as a freshman. 
Diane broke the school’s single-season points 
(818), rebounds (368), field goals made (340), 
blocks (72) and double-double (20) records. 
He led the nation in field goals made while 
finishing sixth in points per game (24.8) and 
rebounds per game (11.2). 

Diane also became the first ever Big West 
player to win the conference’s Player of the 
Year, Freshman of the Year and Newcomer of 

the Year awards in the same season. In addi-
tion, he collected all-district honors.
