Old Glory DC is a professional rugby team based in the District of Columbia and officially joined Major
League Rugby (MLR) in 2018 and entered its first season in 2020. Playing its home games at Segra
Field in Leesburg Virginia, Old Glory will compete in MLR’s Eastern Conference against teams from
Atlanta, New England, New Orleans, New York, and Toronto, as well as play games against Western

Conference teams Austin, Dallas, Houston, San Diego, Seattle, and Utah.

The Old Glory ownership team is led by DC natives and life-long rugby players Paul Sheehy and Chris
Dunlavey and includes the Scottish Rugby Union, represented on Old Glory’s board by the SRU's COO
Dominic McKay. The organization seeks to grow the sport of rugby in the region through community
engagement, by promoting an alternative path for personal development through sport, embracing
the unique values of rugby: respect, determination, diligence, teamwork, and commitment.

WHY OLD GLORY DC?

Old Glory is a nickname for the flag of the United States. The original "Old Glory" was a flag owned by
the 19th-century American sea captain William Driver (March 17,1803 — March 3, 1886), who flew the
flag during his career at sea and later brought it to Nashville, Tennessee, where he settled. Driver
greatly prized the flag and ensured its safety from the Confederates, who attempted to seize the flag
during the American Civil War. In 1922, Driver's daughter and niece claimed to own the original "Old
Glory," which became part of the collection of the Smithsonian Institution, where it remains at the
National Museum of American History.

After considering hundreds of options proposed by our fans and advisors, we have selected a name
and logo that speak to our region’s patriotism and the unique role of our home city as the nation's
capital. Old Glory DC will be known for valuing the traditions of rugby, but also for our appreciation of
the strong connections between the Mid-Atlantic rugby community and our military personnel and
their families. Beyond that, our name is a nod of respect to so many of our corporate partners, whose

missions are to serve the people and agencies who serve all Americans.

“The response to our Name the Team challenge was incredible, with close to 1,000 fans participating,”
Co-owner Paul Sheehy said. "We had so many great names to choose from, but in the end, we felt we
had to choose a name that could only really work in Washington, and that is inclusive of all of the

diverse members of our community.”

‘And we think our fans will see the deeper meaning,” Co-owner Chris Dunlavey added. *Yes, it's a flag,
but Old Glory has been places. It's battle-scarred. It's weather-beaten. But still it flies proud. It
symbolizes all the strength, resilience, commitment, and substance over style that are the hallmarks of
rugby and, for that matter, the American character.”

Bean Scene

Coffee’s too good to confine to a cup. Celebrate
buzzworthy beans from across the globe with
these coffee-centric sous vide recipes.

Wine experts wow us with their ability to discern
passion fruit or wet concrete after getting nose-
deep in a glass of Sauvignon Blanc. But what
about coffee experts? Just like grapes, coffee
varieties have incredibly nuanced flavor profiles
that beg to be analyzed and explained, and when
they are, environment comes up a lot. That’s
because “terroir,” as it’s called by wine and coffee
professionals, can make a bean harvest taste
acidic or floral, bright or earthy. It’s the reason
coffee grown in Brazil can seem nutty while coffee
from Indonesia often boasts smoky undertones.

Here, we've outlined the essence of several coffee
varieties, and crafted a few sous vide recipes to
showcase global flavors that'll fit perfectly on your
holiday table.

COLOMBIAN

You wouldn’t expect roasted beans to taste like ripe
fruit, but Colombian coffee varieties do. Colombia
has two four-month coffee harvest seasons due to its
proximity to the Equator, which may account for its
coffee’s fresh and juicy taste year-round.

HONDURAN

Most Honduran coffee is nutty and mild—the right
profile for blending with other varieties. Recently
though, specific “microlots,” or small harvests, have
affirmed Honduras as a standout among Central
American coffee growers. Some varieties have a syrupy
body, and flavors can range from apricot to green tea.

INDONESIAN

Indonesia’s coffee is resoundingly earthy—Sumatran
coffee especially. Experts have called coffee from the
island of Sumatra “meaty,” “stouty,” and “smoky.”

Flavor profiles are also shaped by the harvest’s climate

zone, which can be either above or below the Equator
in Sumatra.

ETHIOPIAN

Ethiopia is Arabica coffee’s hub. It grows naturally
there, so coffee varieties are diverse and easier to
cultivate. While biodiversity results in sprawling
flavor differences between varieties, processing can
impart either a dense, fruity flavor or dry, floral flavor
in a single variety.

GUATEMALAN

Like lots of Central American coffee, Guatemalan
coffee is both acidic and fruity. Its flavor echos the
tart-sweet taste of apple and coexists with a chocolatey
smoothness—inspiring many coffee connoisseurs to
describe it as “balanced.”

KENYAN

Kenya’s coffee is highland-grown and is often touted as
a favorite of coffee aficionados. Two popular varieties,
SL-34 and SL-28, were developed by Scott Labs for

the Kenyan government to resist drought and other
environmental factors. They deliver the most gob-
smacking combination of tang and sweet—similar to
black currant or tomato.

BRAZILIAN

It’s all about the process with Brazilian beans. Coffee
from Brazil is either “natural” (dried with the coffee
cherry attached to the seed) or “pulped natural”
(dried with some of the inner mucilage caramelizing
around the bean). As a result, the coffee boasts a
warm sweetness—delicious in espresso blends.

Nezxt, place the frozen contents in afine strainer over amixing
bowl to capture the liquidextract.

Leave the frozen coffee at room temperature for 2 hours
to extract. The ice should remain in the strainer while
the extraction isin the bowl.

For the Cryo Coffee Martini:
Mizx the cryo coffee concentration from the bowl, Kahlua,
andvodka in cocktail shaker with ice.

To Serve:
Strain into martini glass and garnish with a sprig of mint,

Needing a Win, Old Glory A

NOLA for a Saturday Test

In the aftermath of Sunday’s loss
to Rugby ATL, Old Glory has
taken a long, hard look inward
and plans to concentrate on
playing as a team and not as
individuals.

“I don’t think it’'s the coaches. It’s
the players,” lock Stan South said.
“We’re the ones on the field, and
we’re the ones making mistakes.
Our systems work. If you look at
the first half in the Atlanta game,
we spent 37 minutes defending
our own end line. We didn’t have
a lot of possession in the first half,
but when we did get down inside
their 22, we came away with
points. We spent the rest of the
half back inside our 40 meters.”

“Our defense was good when
we stuck to our systems, but
people started getting bored and
tried to solve problems by
themselves,” South continued.

“Discipline came in, and we
started to get marched back. |
think the coaches are doing
everything they can and more,

but | think it’s the players.”

There will be changes in the
starting lineup as the coaching
staff looks to jumpstart the
offense against NOLA. After
adding some pop to the backline
in the second half versus Atlanta,
Mike Dabulas will take over at
flyhalf, replacing Rohan Saifoloi.
In the forwards, Tevita Naqali
returns from injury and will
immediately slot in at flanker
opposite of Felix Kalapu, who
had an impressive debut last
weekend.

Old Glory will also welcome
Facundo Gattas to the MLR this
Saturday. The 26-year-old has
37 caps with the Uruguayan
National team at hooker and
played most recently for Hindu
in Argentina.

While only being in the USA for
a few days, Gattas will provide a
refreshing punch as a
replacement.

Along with the return of Naqgali at
flanker, Jack Carroll replaces
Kyle Stewart in the front row. The
Gonzaga product joins Jake
lInicki and Rob Irimescu as the
starters. Stan South and Api
Naikitini are back at lock, and
Luke Campbell returns at #8
following a solid match against
Atlanta. Dom Bailey, Cory Daniel,
Will Vakalahi, Stewart, and Gattas
will come off the bench in the
forwards.

In the backline, captain Danny
Tusitala will team with Dabulas in
the halfbacks, while Junior Sa’u
and William Talataina are in the
midfield. Peni Lasaga, Doug
Fraser, and Renata Roberts-Te
Nana return in the back three.
Solfoloi, John Lefevre, and Owen
Sheehy are the impact subs in
the backs.




Despite its 2-4 record, NOLA has
played its best on the road this
season. The Gold struggled out
of the gate, losing its first three
games in New Orleans, but
rebounded with a two-game
winning streak against Seattle
and Dallas on the road. In the six
games played, NOLA has only
led at halftime twice, but it ended
up winning both games.

The Gold will look to dominate
early with their forwards and set-
piece led by Cam Dolan. Their
weapons are plentiful in the
backline with Robbie Coleman,
Nick Feakes, JP du Plessis, and
Juan Cappiello.

Add in the boot of Carl Meyer,
NOLA has shown it can compete
with anyone as four of its games
this year have been decided by
less than a try.

“INOLA] has a good kicking game
in Robbie Coleman and the big
boy [Carl] Meyer at fullback,”
head coach Andrew Douglas
said. “They have long kicks that
turn you around and play in your
part of the field.

They have a big midfield that
likes to dent your line. They are a
good team that can certainly do
damage. Cam Dolan has been
their leader for a long time, and
their lineout is pretty efficient.”

After watching the film from the
loss against New York last
weekend, Douglas reflected,
“You have to pressure their set-
piece, and New York did that
pretty well. Our set-piece wasn’t
great against Atlanta, so they will
expect a big reaction for our
boys around that area. If we
dominate the set-piece and the
territory battle, we’ll be in a good
spot.”

Old Glory’s defense has stepped
up in recent weeks, but it’'s now
time for the offense to find its
rhythm and wake up.

“We got to hold onto the ball,”
South said. “Simple things like
that. Ball presentation and ball
security weren’t there, which is a
basic thing.

game right towards the end. We
need to give him the ball more
and have more runs as he did.

The need and want for the
team’s first win are extremely
palpable. “lIt will be like a
weight’s lifted,” South insisted.
“Everyone goes through these
rough patches in sport. It’'s not
like we’re not trying. We're
working our asses off. Once we
get that win and we get that win,
you will be able to see how much
it means to us. We're all
desperate for it. We want it, and
we need it.”

“The best thing about rugby is
there is always another week,”
South said. “Another week to
rectify your mistakes, another
week to go out and prove to
people that you can be better.”
