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ATLANTA FALCONS YOUTH FOUNDATION

Established in 1985, The Atlanta Falcons Youth
Foundation (AFYF) serves as the philanthropicarm
of the Atlanta Falcons. Since Arthur Blank acquired
the clubin 2002, AFYF has grown to be the largest
owner-funded foundation in the National Football
League, providing more than $16 million in grants
to nonprofit organizations across Georgia.

AFYF is taking the issue of childhood obesity
head on by investing in non-profit organizations
statewide that are moving school-age kids to
spend more time every day in organized physical
activity. Its signature program, Falcons Fitness
Zones, worksin partnership with the Metro Atlanta
YMCA, Boys & Girls Clubs of Metro Atlanta, the
YWCA of Greater Atlanta, the Boys & Girls Clubs
of Hall County and other select organizations
to expand existing physical fitness programs for
youth and to create new opportunities that move
kids from sedentary to active. Presently there are
more than 40 program sites operating across five
Fitness Zones, reaching more than 12,000 youth
year-round. Falcons players and cheerleaders
make regular visits to the Fitness Zones, where
they engage kids in physical activities and
emphasize the benefits of exercise and proper
diet. As role models for many of the children in the
Zones, Falcons players and cheerleaders can have
a strong influence in changing the behaviors that
lead to childhood obesity. There are four Fitness

Zones in the City of Atlanta and one in Hall County,
home to the Atlanta Falcons.

AFYF also provides grants to non-profit
organizations that are focused on improving
the physical development of Georgia's youth
and increasing the amount of time kids spend in
organized physical activity year-round. These
grants support youth football and cheerleading
programs, other sports and fitness activities and
healthy lifestyle programs. Key investments in
2008 include a $152,500 grant to The Women's
Sports Foundation's GoGirlGo! Atlanta to get girls
active. The AFYF also contributed over $235,000
in new Fitness Zone investments to reach a
broader age of kids and to offer non-traditional
fitness activities through organizations such as
Atlanta Track Club, Moving in the Spirit, After-
School All-Stars, KIPP Metro Atlanta Collaborative,
Vine City Health & Housing and Visions Unlimited
Community Development Systems. In partnership
with The Arthur M. Blank Family Foundation,
Safeplay Systems and Nike, AFYF also created the
Falcons Fit & Green initiative, which supported
the development of a green playground in Metro
Atlanta. Through this partnership, a $51,000
collaborative grant was awarded to Freedom
Park Conservancy / Poncey Highland Playground
Initiative for the construction of an EcoPlay®
playground and the installation of a Nike Grind
play surface.

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FALCONS FIRST DOWN FOR FITNESS

In its third year, the Falcons First Down for Fitness
program is designed to challenge students in
grades three through seven to participate in
fitness activities and lead a healthy lifestyle. In
collaboration withthe American Heart Association
and the NFL's “Play 60" campaign, this incentive-
based program rewards participants for being
active at least 60 minutes a day, three days a week
for two months. In 2008, over 15,000 students
and 250 teachers across the state participated in
the program.

FALCONS FITNESS FLAG CREW
PRESENTED BY FLAGSTAR BANK

During each Atlanta Falcons home game, 60
participants are selected to assist in unfurling an
oversized 40 yard by 40 yard Falcons flag as a part
of the Falcons game day experience right before
kickoff. These participants are made up of schools,
military bases, youth football teams, and civic/
non-profit organizations. The Falcons Fitness Flag
Crew offers individuals the opportunity to partake
in pre-game aerobic activities led by the Atlanta
Falcons Cheerleaders, an on-field rehearsal and
the opportunity to visit Falcons Landing. By the
conclusion of each experience, participants log
nearly two miles of walking.

TRAINING CAMP YOUTH WEEK

An estimated 1,500 young fans participated
in Atlanta Falcons Training Camp Youth Week
during the first week of camp. Activities were
open to children ages 17 and under and held one
hour before each open practice. In 2008, Youth
Week activities included: daily autograph sessions
with Atlanta Falcons Cheerleaders, “Look Like
A Pro" where children had the chance to try on
authentic Falcons equipment, “Show Your Spirit
Day" offered children wearing a football jersey or
cheerleading uniform a mini-football or pom-pom,
"“Jersey Frenzy" allowed young fans the chance to
win an autographed jersey and the annual “Back
to School Jam" allowed children the chance to
party with Freddie Falcon and the Atlanta Falcons
Cheerleaders.

YOUTH FOOTBALL

During the 2008 offseason, the Atlanta Falcons
hosted its annual High School Player Development
Program and 7 on 7 Tournament. The three-day
extravaganza consisted of sessions including
personal/professional development, life-skills,
college-prep, and a 24-team competitive passing
competition. Over 400 student-athletes from the
State of Georgia were in attendance.

The Atlanta Falcons also conduct Gatorade
Junior Falcons Training Camps in schools and
parks across Georgia with a special emphasis
on introducing youth to the fundamentals of
football through basic drills as well as exposure
to hydration maintenance. Nearly 30 camps were
conducted across the state and an estimated
3,500 children had the opportunity to participate.

EXTRA YARD PARTNERSHIP

Dating back to 2003, the Extra Yard Partnership
Program provides an opportunity for Atlanta
Falcons players to connect directly with military
groups, youth groups and non-profit organizations
throughout the State of Georgia. Through the
Extra Yard Partnership program, a player or
player's foundation purchases 30 season tickets
and T-shirts for a group. In 2008, 29 Falcons
players participated.

HOMETOWN HUDDLE

This season marked the 10th year of the NFL's
and United Way's partnership and celebration
of Hometown Huddle. On this day, all 32
teams around the league participate in several
community and volunteer activities. The entire
Falcons roster and several Atlanta Falcons
Cheerleaders made surprise appearances at 12
stops around downtown and the metro Atlanta
area. Six stops included schools where players and
cheerleaders delivered new sports equipment and
promoted physical fitness and the other six stops
included local landmarks around the city.

PLAYER APPEARANCES

The Atlanta Falcons players made over 600
community appearances around the State of
Georgia during the past year. A few of the most
unforgettable visits included a fishing excursion off
of Lake Lanier Islands with Purple Heart recipients,
a Black Hawk helicopter ride to Fort Gordon Army
Base to thank the military for their service and
serving as “teacher-for-a-day” in local schools
for Teach for America week. Additional visits
throughout the community included: neighboring
elementary and middle schools, Atlanta area
hospitals, numerous homeless shelters, and local
libraries.
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FALCAN FOOD DRIVE

As a standing tradition, each year the Atlanta
Falcons partner with the Atlanta Community Food
Bank for the annual FalCan Food Drive. In 2008,
the Falcons extended its partnership by hosting the
first FalCan Food Drive Kick-off event at a local mall.
In total, nearly 5,000 pounds of food and just over
$3,000 were collected to help provide groceries to
those in need during the holiday season.

In its seventh year, the Ball Boy program has
provided opportunities for teenage boys from
the Boys and Girls Clubs of Hall County to assist
Falcons equipment staff and interact with players
during training camp and throughout the season.

The holiday season is filled with various
opportunities for Falcons players to get involved
and give back to the less fortunate. During the
2008 holiday season, members of the Falcons
roster visited the Atlanta Community Food Bank
and helped sort canned goods, as well as, help
serve a special Thanksgiving meal for the less

fortunate at Crossroads Community Ministries.

Ten Falcons players also participated in the annual

“Shop with a Jock” event where a special group
of kids from the Boys and Girls Clubs of Metro
Atlanta were treated to a holiday shopping spree.

FALCONS JUNIOR CHEERLADERS
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During a March event in which his general
manager, head coach and rookie quarterback
picked up national awards from the oldest sports
magazine in America, Atlanta Falcons Owner &
CEO Arthur Blank sat at the head table reflecting
for amoment on the success of the 2008 season.

Blank, a passionate driving force behind what
was arguably the most dramatic turnaround in
the history of professional sports, smiled from
his seat and then his mind raced forward to
the possibilities the 2009 season holds for his
football team.

“That was a special day for our football team,
our city and our fans,” Blank said. “l remember
sitting at that breakfast thinking that we had a
remarkable season filled with a lot of exciting
plays and dramatic moments. But my personality
is not one to look back for too long. It's the
prospects that excite me.”

Before this March morning was complete, Blank
would watch his hand-picked general manager,
Thomas Dimitroff walk off the stage with the 2008
Sporting News Executive of the Year Award. He'd
also see first-year Head Coach Mike Smith leave
the ballroom with the 2008 Sporting News Coach
of the Year Award, while his rookie QB Matt Ryan
loaded the 2008 Sporting News Rookie of the Year
Award in his car.

Individually, these awards are significant in their
own right. But winning the tri-fecta in 2008 was
historical. No professional sports team in the
illustrious 123-year history of Sporting News had
ever swept the magazine's three most prestigious
awards in the same season.

“The foundation we laid and the progress we made
in 2008 was beyond most people's expectations,”
Blank said. “Awards, recognition and accolades
aside, | feel we put in place several building

blocks that will make our football team a strong
competitive force in the National Football League
for years to come. That fires up our fans. It fires
up our sponsors and season ticket holders. And it
fires me up, as well.”

Blank, who begins his eighth season as owner
of the Falcons, scored touchdowns with the
acquisitions of Dimitroff and Smith.

Though several national media outlets openly
questioned the hiring of both a rookie general
manager and a rookie head coach, Blank held firm
to the core business principles that guided him
earlier in his career as he built Home Depot into
a retail powerhouse. “We looked beyond the skill
set to the whole person. Character, integrity and
trust were priorities,” he noted.

Dimitroff, who came to the Falcons in January
2008 from the New England Patriots, hired Smith
10 days after his arrival. A former defensive
coordinator with the Jacksonville Jaguars, Smith
was a well-regarded defensive specialist with 26
years of collegiate and NFL coaching experience.
Both men quickly set about the business of
recalibrating the Falcons team.

"We all felt good about the chemistry between
Coach and Thomas starting with their first
interview together,” Blank said.
Thomas' office late in the evening and invariably
he and Smitty would be together watching tape
or evaluating players. Having your head coach
and general manager working together - not
always in lockstep but working together - brings
tremendous value to building a team.”

“I'd often call

Dimitroff was selective but aggressive in free
agency, signing running back Michael Turner,
kicker Jason Elam, free safety Erik Coleman and
tight end Ben Hartsock.

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All four players were starters on opening day in
2008, with Turner enjoying a breakout season
that included finishing second in MVP voting
(Associated Press) en route to rushing for a
career-best 1,699 yards and a franchise-record 17
rushing touchdowns. Turner's standout season
also earned him his first selection to the NFC Pro
Bowl team.

Through the 2008 NFL Draft, Dimitroff cemented
the quick turnaround for the franchise by selecting
1 players, 10 of which earned a spot on the roster.
The rookie class combined to participate in 98
games (38 starts), while Ryan, tackle Sam Baker
and middle linebacker Curtis Lofton (Sporting
News All-Rookie team) all earned starting roles at
their respective positions.

The building blocks in place, Smith guided the
Falcons to an 11-5 regular season record. The
seven-win improvement from 2007 ties for the
sixth-highest turnaround by a first-year head
coach in league history (since the 1970 merger).
Smith also became only the fourth Falcons coach
in franchise history to reach 11 regular season
wins in a season, and was also named 2008
Associated Press NFL Coach of the Year.

Ryan, who earned the respect and admiration of
his teammates during OTAs and training camp,
pieced together a remarkable rookie season after
completing 265 of 434 passes for 3,440 yards
and 16 touchdowns en route to being named
Associated Press NFL Rookie of the Year.

Ryan and Indianapolis Colts quarterback Peyton
Manning are the only rookie quarterbacks in
league history to throw for more than 3,000
yards in their first season. Along with Baltimore
Ravens quarterback Joe Flacco, Ryan became the
first rookie in the NFL to start all 16 regular season
games and lead his team to the playoffs. Ryan's 11
wins are the most for a rookie in franchise history,
aided by throwing nine consecutive 200-yard
passing outings. He also was named NFC Rookie
of the Month (October) and NFC Offensive Player
of the Week (Week 9).

All of these franchise-altering events took place
because Blank did what he has always done when
things get tough. He rose to the challenge and
devoted all of his energies to repairing the on-field
and public image of his football team.

“It's my nature to roll up my sleeves and get to
work,” Blank said. “We had a lot of work to do, and
everyone in our organization - our coaches, our
players and our staff - stepped up in a big way.”

COMMITMENT TO THE FANS

Whether it's the Home Depot - the company
Blank co-founded and led until his retirement
as co-chairman in 2001 - or the Atlanta Falcons,
Blank has always subscribed to one simple theory:
Listening is what matters most. Customers, fans,
players, coaches or associates - Blank listens,
understands and responds to all of them and
expects his associates to do the same.

“You have to subordinate your thinking to that of
the fans,” said Blank two months after the sale of
the team was approved in 2002. “We've got to
think about everything they need from the time
they leave their driveway to the time they arrive
inours.”

While undergoing significant changes in
management and the roster, Blank ensured the
club’s three-point commitment to fans remained
intact. Those three commitments, established
on his first day of ownership, are to produce a
winning team on the field; provide a great game
day experience; and have a winning team off the
field and in the community.

Following the challenges - on and off the field
in 2007 - Blank's commitment to Falcons fans
gained even more strength and resolve.

“You don't do less when things get tough,” Blank
said. “You do more. You do more research, more
analysis, more reaching out to your fans. We
needed to find out what more we could do to

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make our team, our stadium and the entire game
day experience better for our fans.”

Following a three-year, $53 million investment
in enhancements inside and outside the Georgia
Dome, which was funded by the Falcons and
Georgia World Congress Center Authority, fans
this season will enjoy new high-definition video
boards double the size of the old boards. Located
at each end of the field, the new boards will offer
sharper images, and enhanced graphics, game
viewing options and replay capabilities. From
suite and club seat renovations, to the addition
of super suites and LED ribbon boards, to exterior
paint and interior seating in red and black, the
Georgia Dome now has the look and feel of the
“home of the Falcons.”

“It's important to maintain the Georgia Dome to

NFL standards for our fans,” Blank said. “The new
video boards are just one more way we can add
value to their overall game day experience this
season.”

Another way the team is adding value to the
game day experience is through new ticket sales
programs and discounted pricing. The price of
more than two-thirds of season ticket seats in
the Dome (approximately 43,000) remained
flat or were lowered for the 2009 season. In
addition, season ticket holders were offered a
new flexible payment plan, and customer service
representatives were added to respond to
individual season ticket holder needs.

"We are extremely sensitive to the economy
and its impact on how families spend their
entertainment dollars,” Blank said. “We want our
Dome filled with Falcons fans, so we have to be
mindful of how we price our product. | think we've
done a pretty good job in this area.”

COMMITMENT TO COMMUNITY

One of the hallmarks of Blank's philosophy is
giving back to the community. During his tenure
with The Home Depot, the company donated
more than $113 million to the communities it
served. In addition, associates provided hundreds
of thousands of hours of personal volunteer time.

Given his philanthropic history, it came as no
surprise that the final phase of Blank's three-
point plan for the Falcons was a program that
would see the Falcons’ organization lending its

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support all over the state of Georgia. One vehicle
of the Falcons' community outreach efforts is the
Atlanta Falcons Youth Foundation (AFYF), the
largest team-funded foundation in the NFL. The
AFYF gives back to the community by promoting
the healthy development of youth. It does so
by supporting physical fitness and sports in
communities across Georgia through grant-
making, strategic partnerships and signature
programs.

Since 2002, the foundation has awarded more
than $16 million in grants to more than 700
non-profit organizations. The centerpiece of the
foundation’s work is the Falcons Fitness Zones
signature program, in which Blank has invested
nearly $8 million since the program'’s inception
in 2005, in a focused effort to shape the lives
of Georgia youth through outdoor activities and
fitness.

Through a matching gift fund initiated by Blank,
Falcons players, coaches and staff are also
involved in the community at unprecedented
levels. Together, they have raised more than $3.1
million for 550 charitable organizations during
the last seven years.

In addition, Atlanta Falcons players, coaches,
cheerleaders and associates remain among
the most active community citizens in the NFL,
contributing an average of 3,000 hours of their
collective personal time each season. Much of
this time is spent participating in Atlanta Falcons
community relations programs and initiatives,
which address a variety of issues including
health and fitness, breast cancer awareness,
combating hunger, supporting the development
of youth football, and outreach in underserved
communities.

Blank is also dedicated to his personal giving back.
In addition to serving as Owner and CEO of the
Falcons, Blank is Chairman, President & CEO of
AMB Group, LLC and Chairman of The Arthur M.
Blank Family Foundation. Both organizations are
part of The Arthur M. Blank Family Office, with
the common purpose of giving back to society
through financial contributions and personal
involvement. Through his generosity, The Arthur
M. Blank Family Foundation, along with his and his
wife Stephanie’s personal giving, has granted and
committed more than $260 million to numerous
non-profit organizations.

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HOW IT ALL STARTED

A native of Flushing, N.Y., Blank attended
Stuyvesant High School in Manhattan, where
he competed on the football, baseball and track
teams. He received a B.S. Degree in Business
Administration with Distinction from Babson
College, where he was active in a wide variety
of extracurricular activities. He co-founded
The Home Depot in 1978 and retired from the
company as Co-Chairman in 2001. At the
time of his retirement, The Home Depot was a
component of the Dow Jones Industrial Average
and one of Fortune magazine's “Global Most
Admired Companies.” During Blank's last year
as CEO of the company, The Home Depot ranked
first in social responsibility in an annual survey
conducted by Harris Interactive, Inc.

Blank is recognized throughout the country for
his personal and professional achievements. In
2008, Blank received an honorary Doctorate
of Humane Letters from the University of South
Carolina-Bluffton. In 2006, he was named a
Distinguished American by the Walter Camp
Football Foundation, which every year recognizes
an individual who has utilized his or her talents to
attain great success in business, private life, or
public service. Alsoin 2006, Blank was inducted
into the Junior Achievement U.S. Business Hall of
Fame, and was awarded an honorary degree of
Doctor of Humanities from Furman University. In
2005, he was named National Entrepreneur of the
Year by Ernst & Young.

In 2003, for the second time in three years, Blank
was named Georgia's Most Respected CEO by
Georgia Trend magazine, and in 2002 he was
inducted into Georgia State University's Business
Hall of Fame. Among other previous honors,
Babson College inducted Blank into its Academy
of Distinguished Entrepreneurs in 1995 and
conferred on him an honorary degree of Doctor of
Laws in 1998.

Blank serves on a number of boards including:
Outward Bound USA; the Board of Trustees of The
Carter Center, Inc.; the Board of Trustees of Emory
University; the Board of Trustees of The Cooper
Institute; and the boards of Cox Enterprises, Inc.,
and Staples, Inc.

In September 2001, Blank joined the faculty of
Emory University's Goizueta Business School as
its first Distinguished Executive in Residence. He
now serves as a Goizueta Executive Fellow. Blank
also served as the 2003 Chairman of the Metro
Atlanta Chamber of Commerce.

Blank has six children and two grandchildren. He
and Stephanie, and their three youngest children
live in Atlanta. A strong believer in work-life
balance, Blank still makes time daily for working
out and spending time with his family.

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The Atlanta Falcons will continue to rely heavily on
the valued experience and expertise of Rich McKay
as he enters his sixth season with the Falcons as the
team President, handling all business operations of
the club including Community Relations, Human
Resources, Retail, Marketing, Finance, Ticket
Sales, and Football Communications.

Rich remains heavily involved with Falcons
General Manager Thomas Dimitroff in running
the club’'s salary cap and contract negotiation
areas. Additionally, Rich will continue to work
with Falcons Owner & CEO Arthur M. Blank on
the pursuit of a new stadium as the club nears the
expiration of its lease term at the Georgia Dome.

McKay will also continue to be Atlanta’s liaison
with the NFL office in New York City regarding
all football and business-related matters. His
esteemed and  well-documented  football
background will also serve the Falcons well as
he continues to be an instrumental member of
the NFL's prestigious and powerful Competition
Committee as its Co-Chairman.

Last season, McKay's leadership helped contribute
to the team’s smooth transition to a new Head Coach
(Mike Smith) and a new General Manager (Thomas
Dimitroff). The Falcons posted an 11-5 record and
garnered their first postseason berth since 2004.

Rich has overseen the completion of the Georgia
Dome renovations, which, in partnership with the
Georgia World Congress Center was a three-year,
$53 million project.

The renovations, which catered specifically to
Falcons fans included: a new exterior with Falcons
colors and themes, a renovation of the mezzanine,
lower and upper level concourses, a renovation of
the gate entrance areas and the installation of red
and black-colored seats throughout the building.
The improvements will be capped off this year with
the installation of two new state-of-the art, high-
definition video score boards which are double the
size of the old score boards.

“Our goal from the very outset of this project
was to ensure that our stadium kept up with NFL
standards and for our fans to continue to have a
first class experience,” McKay said. “We now play
in a building that has the look and feel of the home
of the Falcons.”

Prior to embarking on his new role as team
President, McKay served in a dual role as Falcons
President & General Manager from 2004-07. One
of the many proud moments during his successful
tenure in Atlanta includes helping the Falcons lay
claim to an NFC South Division title in 2004, only
the club’s third Division crown in franchise history,
and a NFC Championship Game appearance
(2004) for only the second time in team history.
He recorded his 100th career regular season
victory as an NFL General Manager in 2005 when
the Falcons defeated the Detroit Lions 27-7 on
Thanksgiving Day before a nationally televised
audience at Ford Field. The 2004 Falcons rolled to
a 4-0 start en route to an 11-5 record and earned
the conference's second seed in the playoffs, a
first-round bye, and a nationally televised home
game against the St. Louis Rams and their high-
octane offense.

The Falcons used the fourth-highest team rushing
total in NFL postseason history and a staunch
defensive effort to defeat the Rams 47-17 to
advance to only their second NFC Championship
Game in franchise history. Atlanta rushed for
a postseason franchise-record 327 yards and
sacked Rams QB Marc Bulger four times en route
to pitching a second-half defensive shutout.

Before joining the Falcons organization in
2004, McKay recorded a nine-year run as chief
architect of football operations for the Tampa Bay
Buccaneers. He constructed Buccaneer teams that
won better than 60 percent of their games during
his tenure and was the chief football executive
of the franchise altering 1995 draft which ESPN
has named one of the Top 10 draft classes in NFL
history. Headlining that class was DT Warren
Sapp, now an in-studio analyst for NFL Network
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and LB Derrick Brooks. Sapp and Brooks combined
to make 18 Pro Bowl appearances during their
tenures with Tampa Bay.

To further place into perspective the success
McKay has enjoyed during what has been a
sparkling NFL career, one only needs to review
the 10-year record the Buccaneers had before he
took over as General Manager. From 1985 to 1994,
Tampa Bay compiled a record of 43-116, a paltry
.270 winning percentage, including 10 consecutive
double-digit losing seasons.

“Rich balances caring about his team'’s fortunes
with caring about the league's fortunes as well
as any front office man in the NFL has done since
George Young lorded over the New York Giants,”
said national NFL writer Peter King, who writes
for Sports lIllustrated and is a studio analyst for
NBC's Sunday Night in America NFL show. “He's
intensely competitive, but he also sees the big
picture of what's good for the NFL as a sport and
as a business.”

The apex of McKay's distinguished NFL career to
date took place in sunny San Diego, California on
January 26, 2003 when he completed the overhaul
of the Buccaneers, long considered one of the
worst franchises in professional sports. Tampa
Bay's 48-21 victory over the Oakland Raiders in
Super Bowl XXXVII vaulted the Buccaneers from
the basement of professional sports to the top of
the NFL universe thanks to McKay's handiwork.

In his 13 seasons as an NFL General Manager,
McKay directed six teams that reached the NFC
playoffs, three thatreached the NFC Championship
Game and one team that won a Super Bowl title.
McKay also worked with three different coaches
who guided their respective teams to the NFC
Championship Game (Tony Dungy 1999; Jon
Gruden 2002; and Jim Mora 2004). His overall
record was 112-96 with a playoff mark of 6-5.

McKay's formula for success has been a
championship elixir that has produced an
impeccable reputation and a total of 56 players
who have gone on to play in the Pro Bowl. Between
the draft and free agency, McKay constructed
a roster that featured 12 Pro Bowl performers in
2002 with the Bucs. In addition, Tampa Bay's 41
Pro Bowl selections between 1997 through 2002
were the mostinthe NFL. To put it into perspective,
the Buccaneers had only 19 Pro Bowl selections in
the first 21 years of their history leading up to 1997.
While many of the players McKay drafted have
developed into NFL stars on the field, several have
also been Pro Bowl performers from a charitable
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standpoint, as well. Former Falcon Warrick Dunn
was the recipient of the 2004 Walter Payton/
NFL Man of the Year award which is presented
annually to the NFL's most philanthropic player
as was Derrick Brooks, who was a co-recipient of
the award in 2000 as a member of the Tampa Bay
Buccaneers.

McKay was the 2005 recipient of the Jack
Horrigan Award, which is presented annually by
the Pro Football Writers of America to the club
or league office executive who is the most helpful
and cooperative with the local and national news
media that cover the NFL.

McKay and his family have substantially deep
roots in collegiate and professional football,
dating back more than 30 years to when McKay's
late father, John, led the University of Southern
California Trojans to four national championships
and later was named the first Head Coach of the
Buccaneers in 1975.

McKay has served on numerous League
committees during his NFL career. Former NFL
Commissioner Paul Tagliabue named McKay
co-chairman of the NFL's Competition Committee
in 1998, replacing the late New York Giants
General Manager George Young and he has held
that position since. McKay will continue to serve in
the same capacity in 2009 along with Tennessee
Titans Head Coach Jeff Fisher. Since 1994, McKay
has served on this committee of NFL coaches and
executives who study the game and recommend
rules modifications to ensure player safety while
promoting competitiveness in the league. In
December of 2002, Tagliabue named McKay to a
working group of five senior club executives as part
of the newly-created NFL owners’ committee on
diversity in the workplace. For the past five years,
McKay has also served on the NFL Management
Council working group of league executives that
helps advise on collective bargaining issues.

McKay, who also taught a course in sports/
entertainment law at Stetson University's College
of Law, earned his Bachelor's degree in 1981 from
Princeton University. He graduated from Stetson's
College of Law in 1984 and clerked for two years for
Tampa U.S. District Judge William Terrell Hodges.

Born March 16, 1959 in Eugene, Oregon, McKay
grew up in Los Angeles and Tampa, graduating
from Tampa's Jesuit High School. An avid long
distance runner, he has participated in and finished
two New York City marathons and one recent
Atlanta marathon. McKay and his wife, Terrin,
have two sons, Hunter and John.
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During Thomas Dimitroff's initial news conference
to introduce him as the club's new General
Manager, he dismissed a notion that the job at
hand was a “daunting task.” Dimitroff proved to
the rest of the NFL landscape in 2008 that he was
correct in that early assessment in a very big way.

Dimitroff's first duty was hiring a head coach
that fit with the culture change he wanted in
the building and who would provide stability,
leadership and direction for a growing team.
He chose the impressive Mike Smith for the
challenge and Smith produced an 11-5 record with
the team's first postseason berth since 2004 to
become Associated Press’ NFL “Coach of the Year."
Atlanta’s seven-win swing under Smith’'s guidance
going from 4-12 in 2007 to 11-5 is tied for the
fourth-best mark (at +7 wins) in the League for a
rookie head coach since 1978. Smith's 11 victories
are also tied for the top mark with five other head
coaches for the best record by a rookie head coach
taking over a team that finished below .500 the
previous season.

Next in line for Dimitroff was signing a key free
agent running back to feature in a brand new
offense. Michael Turner was inked from San
Diego and he ended up second in the League in
rushing with 1,699 yards with a franchise-best 17
rushing touchdowns en route to finishing second
in the MVP voting and earning his first Pro Bowl
invite along with a first-team All-Pro nomination.
Dimitroff also added via free agency starters in
safety Erik Coleman (second on team with career-
high 127 tackles), tight end Ben Hartsock (11 starts
before injury) and kicker Jason Elam (29-31 field
goals, 129 points scored).

Dimitroff then focused his efforts on the all-
important 2008 draft and leaned heavily on his
20 years of NFL scouting experience to choose
building blocks to construct the team's burgeoning
foundation. The 43 year-old personnel executive
would score multiple touchdowns by selecting
franchise quarterback Matt Ryan, starting left

tackle Sam Baker, starting middle linebacker Curtis
Lofton, nickel corner Chevis Jackson, slot receiver
Harry Douglas and contributors in safety Thomas
DeCoud and defensive end Kroy Biermann.

Ryan was named the consensus Offensive Rookie
of the Year by Associated Press and Sporting News
magazine, becoming only the second rookie
quarterback in NFL history (with Peyton Manning
in1998) to throw for 3,000 yards in his first season.
Lofton garnered All-NFL rookie first-team honors
by AP and Pro Football Weekly with 108 tackles, the
second most among all rookies. Baker began the
season as a starter at left tackle, protecting Ryan's
blindside, and showed immense promise before
a back/hip injury slowed his season. Jackson
(33 tackles, 95-yard interception touchdown),
Douglas (23 catches for 320 yards, 1 touchdown,
69-yard punt return score), Biermann (2 sacks,
14 tackles), and DeCoud (5 special teams tackles
in 10 games played), proved to be solid additions
and provided Dimitroff's first draft class with high
marks.

Because all of the major moves that he
orchestrated paid off so handsomely in turning
around a franchise so drastically in one season,
Dimitroff earned the prestigious 2008 Sporting
News NFL Executive of the Year award from his
peers. The coveted EQY award was voted on by
a combination of 40 General Managers, coaches,
and personnel people from around the League and
is recognized as the premiere award for front office
executives each season.
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But the team successes and accolades garnered
from a solid first season in the General Manager's
seat would not blur Dimitroff's focus on his plan.
After re-signing key players in wide receiver
Michael Jenkins and defensive tackle Jonathan
Babineaux atthe end of the '08 campaign, Dimitroff
was just getting started. His aggressive mentality
laid the groundwork for a trade on the eve of the
2009 NFL draft weekend for 10-time Pro Bowler
Tony Gonzalez, the most accomplished tight end
in NFL history, from Kansas City for a future draft
pick in 2010. The right trade particulars were
imperative for the Falcons because Dimitroff's
goal was to use the draft as a vehicle to re-tool the
roster and stockpile talent in his first two years on
the job. Those objectives were still intact after the
trade (by not giving up a pick in 2009).

Dimitroff also stuck to his plan on keeping core
veterans during the ‘09 free agency period when he
re-signed dependable defensive end Chauncey Davis.

The 2009 draft for Dimitroff was calculating in
nature and promises to be as successful as the
2008 Falcons draft haul. With the 24th selection
in the first round, the Falcons selected defensive
tackle and AII-SEC performer Peria (Pur-ray)
Jerry from Ole Miss to continue to beef up the
line. Highly-regarded, hard hitting safety William
Moore from Missouri was chosen in the second
round and speedy corner Chris Owens of San
Jose State was the Falcons’ third round choice.
Rounding out the draft were defensive end
Lawrence Sidbury of Richmond (fourth round),
cornerback William Middleton from Furman (fifth
round), tackle Garrett Reynolds of North Carolina
(fifth round), linebacker Spencer Adkins from
Miami (sixth round), and local product defensive
tackle Vance Walker from Georgia Tech (seventh
round). All of this year's draft class will battle
for jobs and competition at all spots is always
paramount in Dimitroff's thought process.

Dimitroff directs all aspects of football operations
with the Falcons and working with Head Coach
Mike Smith has final authority over all personnel
decisions related to the signing of free agents,
the selection of players in the draft, trades, and
related decisions. He will also handle coordinating
other football-related activities with Coach Smith.

Dimitroff has earned this climb up the NFL
mountain to General Manager by working his
way up through the scouting trails as a combine/
BLESTO Scout, an Area Scout, National Scout, and
College Director of Scouting.

His father was a big influence on his life. Tom

Dimitroff was a high school, college, and pro coach
turned NFL scout (and a former NFL quarterback
for the old Boston Patriots). Notable other key
influences that have also helped shape Dimitroff's
philosophy today and aided in his rise to his current
post include new Kansas City Chiefs General
Manager Scott Pioli and New England Patriots
Head Coach Bill Belichick.

The younger Dimitroff took a genuine desire
for scouting players to the ultimate level early
in his life. He became the Canadian Scouting
Coordinator for the Saskatchewan Roughriders of
the CFL in 1990 as his first foray in the world of
scouting. In1992, he moved on to World League of
American Football, where he scouted all NFL, CFL
and World League rosters while tracking player
transactions for the NFL's developmental league.

Dimitroff's career aspirations brought him to the
NFL and the Detroit Lions where he became a
College Scout in 1994. It was in his years as Scout
for the Lions that he was introduced to Atlanta
for the first time (living in the Virginia Highlands
area) while evaluating the Southeastern part of
the country. From there, Dimitroff made his way
back to Cleveland in 1998 as a College Scout for
the Browns for four years before landing in New
England in 2002.

During his five years as the Director of College
Scouting in New England (2003-07), he was
responsible for overseeing area scouts who
evaluate all of the nation's college prospects

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while scouting and tracking the development and
availability of drafted players. The Patriots had a
77-17 overall record in Dimitroff's tenure and they
won the Super Bowl in the 2003 (XXXVIII) and
2004 (XXXIX) seasons while making a historic
march on a perfect 2007 regular season. Many
of the players responsible for New England’s
history-making NFL-best 16-0 regular season
record in 2007 were scouted, evaluated, and
later drafted during Dimitroff's tenure. Some of
those players include: CB Ellis Hobbs Ill, C Dan
Koppen, G Logan Mankins, RB Laurence Maroney,
S Brandon Merriweather, CB Asante Samuel, DE
Ty Warren, TE Ben Watson, NT Vince Wilfork and
CB Eugene Wilson

“I think there are two ingredients in being a talent

evaluator,” said long-time NFL personnel executive
Ernie Accorsi. “You have to learn under top
people, which Thomas has done from his father

to a championship organization in New England.

But you also need that indefinable instinct to see
talent. That can't be taught. You can be a good
evaluator without it, but not a great one. Thomas
has that instinct.”

Dimitroff played football throughout college and
captained his team as a defensive back at the

University of Guelph (Canada) from 1987-1989.

He was born in Barberton, Ohio, in 1966. Thomas
and his wife, Angeline, have one son, Mason (born
May 25, 2007) and reside in Atlanta.

Shreckengost joined AMB Group in 2001. Prior to

He serves
as one of the team’s primary liaisons with the
stadium authority and oversaw the Georgia Dome
renovation projects the team recently completed.
He also serves as President of Atlanta Falcons
Physical Therapy Centers, which he helped to
launch in 2007.

Beadles began his career in the NFL with the
Falcons in 1995 with a 10-week internship in the
finance department. He later served as Controller
of the Falcon Inn & Conference Center until 1998.

& CEO Arthur Blank promoted Beadles to Vice

A Georgia product, Danny earned his associate
degree in Mathematics from Abraham Baldwin
Junior College (Tifton, GA.). He received his
Bachelors of Science degree in Computer Science
from the University of Georgia and completed an
advanced leadership development program at the
Babson School of Executive Education (Babson
Park, Mass.). Branch is a member of the NFL's
Technical Advisory Committee and is also active in
the community and currently serves on the board
of the Atlanta Habitat for Humanity.

Danny and his wife, Claire, live in Senoia, Georgia
with their daughter, Chloe (15) and son, Alex (12).
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Dave Cohen embarks on his eighth year with the
Falcons and fifth as the team'’s Vice President of
Sales. In his capacity, Cohen is responsible for
the sale and service of all Falcons tickets, which
include season tickets, group tickets, hospitality
programs and the ticket operations department.
This past season, the team created it's first-ever
Customer Service department, which is designed
to provide 365 day access to its season ticket
holders and fan base.

Cohen and his staff are also responsible for the
sale of all premium seat inventories in the Georgia
Dome, which include suites, club seats, super
suites and the “Owner’s Club”. In addition to the
sales and service efforts, Cohenis also responsible
for the team's fan services and research &
development areas.

Last year, catapulting off the on-field success, the
Falcons sold out all regular season home games.
During his time with the team, the Falcons have
sold out 68 of 71 games in the Georgia Dome,
which at one time included a team-high 55 games
in a row. At the height of the team’s success, the
organization had a season ticket waiting list over
90,000, which was one of the longest in the NFL.
In 2002, in his first season, Cohen and his team set
an 83-year old NFL record by selling over 21,000
new season tickets and then followed that up in
2003 by selling another 20,000.

Over a two-year period beginning in 2007, the
Falcons financed and led an entire renovation of
the Georgia Dome which included the renovation
of the Premium and general seating areas. Cohen
was heavily involved in this renovation, which
cost over $50 million and included a complete
remodel and redesign of the suites, club levels
and introduced the new Super Suite concept. It
also included replacing the general seats in the
seating bowl and a renovation of the entry gates
and concourses.

Prior to coming to the Falcons, Cohen was the
Director of Ticket Sales for the Portland Trail
Blazers in the NBA. During his tenure with the
Blazers, the team sold out 104 consecutive home
games and had the highest season ticket base in
team history. Before Portland, Cohen worked with
the Edmonton OQilers of the NHL. In Edmonton,
his main responsibility was overseeing the ticket
sales efforts. These efforts included doubling the
season ticket base to over 13,000, which ultimately
helped save the team from relocating from Canada.

His first job in sports was working in minor league
baseball and hockey, in Spokane, Washington
where he sold tickets for the Spokane Indians and
Spokane Chiefs.

Cohen is a 1992 graduate of the University of
Portland. He and his wife, Kathy, reside in Duluth,
Georgia with their son, Casey (11), and daughter,
Kamryn (9). In his spare time, Cohen enjoys
coaching both his son's and daughter’s little league
baseball, softball and basketball teams.
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Reggie Roberts enters his 18" season in the
National Football League and his sixth as the
team'’s Vice President of Football Communications.
He serves as the day-to-day spokesman for the
Falcons on all football and non-football matters,
and is responsible for coordinating all media
and football communications coverage for the
team. Additionally, Roberts is the club’s liaison
between local, national and international print and
electronic media, and the main club contact with
the television and radio networks that broadcast
Falcons games.

Roberts, who joined the Falcons in September of
2004, comes to Atlanta with a long history in the
NFL at both the league and club levels. The veteran
football communications specialist, who is also
a former award-winning sports journalist, spent
seven seasons at League headquarters in New
York City where he was Director of Information
for the National Football Conference from 1990 to
1996. Following his stint at the NFL, Roberts joined
the Tampa Bay Buccaneers in 1997 as Director of
Communications.

Following the 1997 season, Roberts and his
communications staff received the coveted
Rozelle Award from the Pro Football Writers of
America. The award is presented annually by
the PFWA to the NFL's top public relations/foot-
ball communications staff. It marked the first
time in franchise history the Buccaneers football
communications staff had ever received the award.

During seven seasons with the NFL office, Roberts
was the Public Relations Director and primary
league office contact for the 15 NFC teams.
Additionally, he coordinated media operations at
seven NFC Championship Games, seven Super
Bowls (XXV-XXXI), and three Tokyo American
Bowl Games in Tokyo, Japan. Roberts has also
been selected as a member of the NFL's Football
Communications Staff for 14 Super Bowls (XXV-
to-XXXVI, XL, XLD).

In 2006, Roberts completed the prestigious NFL
Managers Training Program located at Stanford
University's Executive Education Graduate School
of Business in Palo Alto, California.

Smith came to Atlanta following five seasons as
General Manager and then President/General
Manager of Major League Soccer’s Columbus Crew
based in Columbus, Ohio.

Smith's Falcons responsibilities include maximizing
local and national revenue opportunities as he
manages all brand affinity inventory, including
stadium assets, broadcast rights, team marketing
rights, new media, and event marketing. Smith and
his partnership sales teams have increased the
Falcons local sponsorship and broadcast revenues
by more than 300% since 2003. Smith'’s creative
marketing acumen was on full display during the
2008 season. Under his direction, the Falcons
marketing team successfully executed a crisp, new
advertising campaign, rolled out a new game day
experience for Falcons fans at the Georgia Dome,
and created a unique interactive new media strategy
that was specifically tailored for Falcons fans.

Smith's sparkling advertising campaign, which
began in earnest in April of 2008, supported
the largest new season ticket sales campaign in
NFL history while the club’s game day experience
showcased a season ticket holder recognition
ceremony prior to each Falcons home game. Other
aspects of the Falcons game day experience
include the extremely popular Falcons Drum Line,
enhanced in-game entertainment, along with some
of the music industry’s biggest stars (Robin Thicke,
Ne-Yo) who have performed live at halftime of
Falcons home games.

Smith’'s new media team continued to create unique
ways to connect with Falcons fans by creating a
nationally recognized viral media campaign entitled

In 2007, Smith’s marketing strategies led to a team

Additionally, Verizon Wireless purchased the
naming rights to the renovated Club Level at the
Dome while the new media team launched an award
winning re-design of Atlantafalcons.com, featuring
an innovative design and a robust area dedicated
specifically for fans called FalconsLife.

During his successful stint with the The Crew, Smith
captured 2001 MLS Executive of the Year honors by
his peers and followed-up that award by overseeing
the organization's first-ever championship the
following season when the Black & Gold claimed
the 2002 U.S. Open Cup title. Smith was also
instrumental in overseeing the administration of
three of the most prestigious American soccer
events of 2001 — the U.S.- Mexico World Cup
qualifying match, the MLS Cup 2001, and the 2001
NCAA Men's College Cup.

Priortojoining The Crew, Smith was amember of the
athletic department at one of his alma maters, The
Ohio State University, serving as Associate Athletic
Director for Marketing and Communications. At
OSU, Smith was responsible for the direction
and coordination of eight department heads in
the areas of marketing, athletic communications,
publications, external relations, merchandise
sales, premium seat services, video services, and
concessions.

Prior to arriving at OSU, Smith was the Director
of Live Event Marketing for the World Wrestling
Federation from November 1994 to December
1995. He also worked as the Coliseum Director at
Sam Houston State University in Huntsville, Texas,
from May 1991 to November 1994.

Born Dec. 5,1965, the Milford, Conn., native earned
a Bachelor's of Science degree in Radio, TV, and
Film at Northwestern University and a Masters of
Arts in Sports Management at Ohio State. He and
his wife, Polly, live in Suwanee, Georgia with their
three daughters, Rachel, Courtney, and Emily, and
son, Daniel.
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As the winds of change swept through the Atlanta
Falcons facility on a winter's day in January of
2008 after a dismal 4-12 season, a new head
coach with a powerful game plan stepped to the
forefront to face the challenge. The resurgence of
a wounded franchise was dependant on this plan
and its proper execution. That day signaled not
only a new chapter in Falcons football, but also a
drastic change in philosophy.

Mike Smith's insistence on not looking back
on the past and instead focusing on a positive
present moving forward was a theme that he
delivered early to his players at his first team
meeting. It was there that the affable, passionate
and communicative coach began the process of
changing the culture.

“If you change the culture, you change behaviors. If you
change behaviors, you change habits.” - Mike Smith

Smith would plot a course that day for a reversal of
fortunes that would see the Falcons meteoric rise
to an 11-5 record and postseason berth for the first
time since 2004.

Under Smith’s determined leadership in 2008, the
Falcons enjoyed one of the biggest turnarounds
that the NFL has ever witnessed. The seven win
swing going from 4-12 to 11-5 is tied for the fourth-
best mark (at +7 wins) in the League for a rookie
head coach since 1978. Smith's 11 victories is tied
for the top mark with five other head coaches for
the best record for a rookie head coach taking
over a team that finished below .500 the previous
season. And only three rookie head coaches in NFL
history had more wins in their first campaign on
the sidelines than Smith.

Smith’s firm guidance at the helm allowed the
Falcons to make several improvements from the
previous season which included points per game
average, rushing yards per game average, passing

touchdowns to interception ratio and fewest
sacks allowed. He had his team ready to play in
every game in 2008 as the Falcons were tops
in the League in first quarter points scored and
registered a streak of holding opponents in 12 of
15 games to under 20 yards rushing in the opening
quarter of games.

The shrewd drafting of quarterback Matt Ryan
and astute free agent signing of running Michael
Turner were two aggressive moves that paid
immediate dividends and laid a solid foundation
under Smith’s direction in his first season. Ryan
became the consensus NFL Rookie of the Year
playing beyond his years with almost 3,500 yards
passing and Turner finished second in MVP voting
with 1,699 rushing yards and a franchise-best 17
rushing touchdowns en route to his first Pro Bowl
while collecting All-Pro accolades.

For his coaching efforts, Smith earned the
prestigious Associated Press and Sporting News
2008 Coach of the Year honors, as well as NFC
Coach of the Year by the respected KC 101 Club.

Smith boasts a strong coaching background that
includes 10 NFL seasons and 27 total years in
football. His defensive track record has witnessed
a remarkable amount of success as he helped

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guide the Baltimore Ravens to a Super Bowl XXXV
Championship in 2000 and led the Jacksonville
Jaguars defense to top 10 rankings in several
categories (overall defense, points allowed and
rushing defense) during his tenure. With Smith’s
help, the Jaguars had the sixth-most wins in the
NFL (from 2004-07) with 40 victories.

From 2003-2007, Smith served as the Defensive
Coordinator for the Jaguars and led a defensive
unitwhich ranked fourthin overall defense (296.6),
third in offensive points allowed (16.1) and fifth in
rushing defense (99.3) from 2003-2006. In his
last season in Jacksonville in 2007, the Jaguars
rushing defense continued that trend as the unit
ranked sixth in the AFC, holding opponents to
100.3 yards per game. The Jaguars defense under
Smith’s direction also finished 12th in the NFL in
total defense in '07.

In 2006, Jacksonville ranked second in the League
in total defense (283.6), which was the highest
mark for the franchise in its history. The Jaguars
defense also contributed to a team-record 20
interceptions and allowed an NFL-low 11 points per
game on their home turf.

During Smith's five seasons in Jacksonville, three
defensive players garnered six Pro Bowl selections,
which included defensive tackle Marcus Stroud
(2003-2005), defensive tackle John Henderson
(2004, 2006) and cornerback Rashean Mathis
(2006). Smith also coached the likes of defensive
end Bobby McCray, who became just the fourth
Jaguar to record at least 10 sacks in 2005.
Smith contributed to three winning seasons in
Jacksonville (2004-2005, 2007) as the Jags
reached the playoffs for the sixth occasion in
franchise history in 2007 and defeated the
Pittsburgh Steelers in an AFC Divisional Playoff
game on the road at Heinz Field.

Prior to joining the Jaguars, Smith spent four
seasons with the Baltimore Ravens and was the
Defensive Assistant/Defensive Line Coach from
1999-2001, which included the team’s 2000 Super
Bowl winning season. The Ravens defense set an
NFL 16-game record by allowing only 165 points en
route to the team’s first NFL championship.

In 2002, Smith served as the Linebackers
Coach. That season, the Ravens featured All-Pro
linebacker Ray Lewis and Pro Bowl linebacker
Peter Boulware, who recorded 57 tackles, seven
sacks for a loss of 51 yards, one interception and
four passes defensed in his finest NFL season
under Smith's tutelage.

Before joining the NFL ranks, Smith spent 12
seasons at Tennessee Tech from 1987-1998. He
was the Golden Eagles’ Defensive Coordinator
for the last three seasons as the team finished
in the top 10 in the nation in total defense (1997
and 1998). He joined the Tennessee Tech staff as
the Defensive Line Coach and then served as the
Special Team Coordinator from 1988 to 1995. Prior
to his last season with the Golden Eagles, Smith
was promoted to Assistant Head Coach on top of
his Defensive Coordinator duties.

As the son of a middle school coach and as the
oldest in a family of eight children (four sisters and
three brothers), Smith learned early the values and
virtues of a strong work ethic from parents Carol
and Sam Smith. Growing up with educators as
influential parents can have a lasting effect on a
person. Mike Smith is no different. Teaching is in
his blood. It's what he loves to do.

When Smith broke his right arm playing linebacker
in the second game during his senior season at
Father Lopez High School (in Daytona Beach,
Fla.) he asked the head coach if he could help the
team and become an assistant coach. This would
mark the humble beginnings for a man that some
30 years later would reach the pinnacle of his
coaching profession and be named head coach
in the National Football League of the Atlanta
Falcons.

“Mike was with me in Baltimore (Ravens) and |
know he's honest, fair and he's a good teacher,”
said longtime former NFL player turned NFL
Network analyst Rod Woodson. “I think teaching
is a lost art in the National Football League. There
are alot of coaches who can put X's and O's on the
board, but they can't teach a guy why they did it.
But Mike can do that. He will be a good teacher.”

Smith played college football at East Tennessee
(1977-1981) and was named defensive MVP twice
at his position. He led the team with a school
record 186 tackles as a senior.

A native of Daytona Beach, Florida, Smith was
born on June 13, 1959 in Chicago, Illinois. He and
his wife, Julie, have one daughter, Logan, and
reside in Suwanee, Ga.

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One of Head Coach Mike Smith’s first decisions
when he was hired in Atlanta was to retain the
experienced services of Emmitt Thomas and
promote him to Assistant Head Coach/Secondary.
The 2009 season marks the 42nd year in the NFL
for Thomas as a player (13 years) and longtime
coach (29 years).

The culmination of Thomas' playing career as a
stellar cornerback for the Kansas City Chiefs was
realized in August, 2008 when he was inducted
into the Pro Football Hall of Fame. He was joined
by wide receiver Art Monk, cornerback Darrell
Green, defensive end Fred Dean, linebacker Andre
Tippett and tackle Gary Zimmerman as enshrinees
into the “Class of 2008".

The Falcons defense under Thomas' watchful eye
in 2008 finished 11th in the NFL in fewest points
allowed at just an average of 20.3 per contest.

In 2007, Thomas started his second season as
the Defensive Backs Coach for the Falcons before
being named Interim Head Coach for the last three
games of the season. In the season finale against
playoff-bound Seattle, the Falcons recorded a
44-47 victory to earn Thomas his first win as a
NFL Head Coach. Atlanta’'s 44 points against
Seattle was the most in a game since 1998 and the
combined score was the highest since 1982. The
Falcons' 24 points in the fourth quarter were also
the most in a game since 1981.

During the 2006 season, the Falcons were forced
to innovate with personnel as cornerbacks battled
through injuries throughout the year. Atlanta’s
secondary still contributed to a defense which
ranked tied for fifth in the NFC in opponents points
per game (20.5).

In 2005 under Thomas' guidance, the team's

passing defense finished 14th in the NFL and
improved in key areas from the year before. The

defense led the League by allowing a NFL-best low
30.2 percent (58 of 192) of opponents third down
conversions. The passing yards per game average
and completion percentage were both down from
2004. The Falcons defense was also among the NFL
leaders in preventing big pass plays, allowing only
28 passes of 20-plus yards, to rank in the top three.
The nickel and third down defensive packages were
very stingy when opponents attempted to move
the chains in 2005. When Atlanta’s defense forced

its opponents into a third and long situation of six-

plus yards, the team only allowed 14 conversions
out of 101 attempts (13.9%), which was the
League's best mark.

The Falcons secondary accounted for three
of the five defensive touchdowns scored with
interception returns in 2004, which tied for the
second-highest total of defensive touchdowns in
team history. In 2002, Thomas' first year guiding
the Falcons defensive backs, the defense finished
tied for third in the NFL with 24 interceptions. Also,
Atlanta's pass defense improved from 30th in
2001 to 16th in 2002.
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Prior to landing in Atlanta, Thomas, a holder of
three Super Bowl rings (with two titles coming
as an assistant coach and one as a player) served
as the Defensive Coordinator for the Minnesota
Vikings from 2000-2001. In his first season
in Minnesota, Thomas helped the Vikings win
the NFC Central crown and advance to the
NFC Championship Game. Under his direction,
Minnesota’s defense finished sixth in the NFC in
rushing defense in 2000.

Thomas joined the Philadelphia Eagles as a
Defensive Coordinator for four seasons (1995-
98) before taking a similar post with the Green
Bay Packers (1999). The Eagles’ 1998 defense
was ranked No. 1 against the pass and was third in
the NFL in sack percentage. His 1996 unit finished
fifth in the league overall and his 1995 defense was
fourth overall in yards surrendered as the Eagles
posted back-to-back 10-6 records and a pair of
playoff berths.

Thomas' extensive coaching career began at
Central Missouri State University, where he
coached the secondary from 1979-80, and his
NFL coaching career started with the-then St.
Louis Cardinals in 1981. This product of Angleton,
Texas, moved on to the Washington Redskins for
nine seasons from 1986-94 as a Wide Receivers
Coach and then as a Defensive Backs Coach
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(where he coached both Hall of Famers Art Monk
and Darrell Green). His time with the Redskins
was marked with five trips to the playoffs, two NFC
Championships and victories in Super Bowls XXII
and XXVI.

Thomas was a standout defensive back for 13
years with the Chiefs (1966-78). He played in 181
NFL games, including Super Bowls | and IV, and
was selected to play in five Pro Bowls. Thomas
finished his career with 58 interceptions, which
ranks ninth in League history, as he led the NFL
twice in interceptions in a single-season. He is a
member of the Chiefs Hall of Fame as Arrowhead
Stadium bears his name on the stadiums walls.
A quarterback and receiver at Bishop College in
Dallas, he was converted to defensive back as an
undrafted rookie free agent with the Chiefs.

Thomas was born June 3, 1943 in Angleton, Texas.
He hastwo grown children, ason, Derek, anassistant
basketball coach at the University of Detroit, and
a daughter, Dedra, a LVN in Marshall, Texas.

He and his wife, Jacqui, reside in Suwanee, Ga.

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Mike Mularkey's successful impact on the
Falcons offensive attack was clearly evident and
far reaching in 2008. Under Mularkey's direction,
Atlanta’s diverse offense finished second in the
NFL with an average of 152.7 rushing yards per
game, sixth in total offense with an average of
361.2 yards a game, 14th in passing yards with
a 208.5 average per contest, and 10th in points
scored at 24.4. The Falcons broke a 27-year old
team record by totaling 5,779 net yards gained
last season and also established a new club mark
by only surrendering 17 total sacks overall in '08.
The 391 points scored and 61.1 passing completion
percentage were both the fifth-best marks in a
seasonin club history. Mularkey's efficient offense
helped the Falcons finish with an 11-5 record - only
the fifth double-digit win total in a season in team
history - and earn a Wild Card playoff berth.

Besides the team success, Mularkey's innovative
offense showcased the individual talents of
veterans like running back Michael Turner and
wide receiver Roddy White while developing the
emerging skills of rookie quarterback Matt Ryan.

Turner posted 1,699 rushing yards (third most ever
by a Falcons runner) in his first season in Atlanta
to trail only Adrian Peterson of the Vikings for
the NFL rushing crown and also pounded his way
to a team record 17 rushing touchdowns. Led by
Turner the Falcons rushing game finished with
2,443 yards on the ground, the fifth-most ever in
club annals, as the sixth-year runner earned his
first Pro Bowl nod, was voted a first-team All-Pro,
and finished second in the NFL in MVP balloting.
White flourished in Mularkey's offense turning in
a Pro Bowl year for the first time in his career with
personal-bests in receptions (88), yards (1,382),
touchdowns (seven) and 100-yard games (seven).
The 1,382 yards represented a new team-high and
coupled with his 1,202 yards in ‘07 made him the
first receiver in Falcons history to total consecutive

1,200 yardage seasons. Ryan benefited immensely
from the experience of Mularkey at the offensive
helm to win the prestigious Associated Press and
Sporting News Rookie of the Year honors. Ryan's
numerous rookie accolades included winning
11 games (a Falcons record) in 16 starts to guide
his team to the playoffs (which is an NFL mark
shared with Joe Flacco of Ravens). He and Peyton
Manning became the only rookie quarterbacks
ever in League history to throw for 3,000 yards in
their first season.

In 2007, Mularkey served as the Tight Ends Coach
for the Dolphins and guided seven-year veteran
David Martin, who finished fourth on the team in
receptions (34). Before joining Miami's staff in
2006 as Offensive Coordinator, Mularkey spent
two seasons as the Head Coach of the Buffalo Bills
(14-18 overall record). In his first season in 2004,
he led the Bills to their first winning campaign in
five years with a 9-7 record as the club tallied wins
in nine of their final 12 games.

From 1996-2003, Mularkey spent eight seasons
on the successful coaching staff of the Pittsburgh
Steelers under Head Coach Bill Cowher and served
as the Offensive Coordinator in his final three years.
As Offensive Coordinator, Mularkey's offense in
Pittsburgh finished third and fifth, respectively, in
the NFL in total offense in his first two years. The
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Steelers also averaged 173.4 rushing yards per
game, which led the League in 2001. Mularkey
helped the Steelers register a 13-3 record in
2001 on the way to an AFC Central Division
championship and an AFC Championship Game
appearance. Under Mularkey's creative tutelage,
QB Kordell Stewart passed for 3,109 yards en
route to be chosen to the AFC Pro Bowl squad. The
following season in 2002 Mularkey’s coaching
prowess was witnessed again as he helped
resurrect QB Tommy Maddox's career. After not
playing in the NFL in five years, Maddox threw for
2,836 yards (234-377) with 20 touchdowns and
set a single-season franchise record with a 62.1
completion percentage to earn NFL Comeback
Player of the Year honors.

Mularkey spent his first five years in Pittsburgh
as the club’s Tight Ends Coach. He helped mold
Mark Bruener into one of the best run-blocking
tight ends in the League during his tenure. The
solid tight end play from Mularkey's crew enabled
RB Jerome Bettis to eclipse the 1,000-yard rushing
plateau for five straight seasons. The Steelers as a
team also were among the top 10 in the League in
the rushing department every season and led the
NFLin 1997, as well as finishing second in 1996.

Mularkey began his coaching journey in the
League as a Quality Control Coach for the Tampa
Bay Buccaneers in 1994 and was then promoted
to Tight Ends Coach the following season. In his
only season working with the Bucs tight ends,
Jackie Harris hauled in a team-best 62 passes for
751 yards to become one of just three tight ends in
the team'’s history to stand atop the club’s yearly
receiving chart.

His first coaching venture came at Concordia
College where he spent the 1993 season as the
Offensive Line Coach.

A ninth-round draft selection by the San Francisco
49ers in 1983, Mularkey was released by the
Niners at the end of training camp but was picked
up by the Vikings. He spent the next six seasons
in Minnesota before being signed away as a
Plan B free agent in 1989 by the Steelers, where
he performed for three years. For his career, he
totaled 102 catches for 1,222 yards with nine
touchdowns in 114 games played.

A native of Ft. Lauderdale, Florida, Mularkey, 47,
captured three letters at the University of Florida
(1980-82). He and his wife, Betsy, have two sons,
Patrick and Shane.

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Brian VanGorder settles into his second season as
the Falcons Defensive Coordinator after ascending
to his current post following a successful campaign
as the club's Linebackers Coach in 2007.

In 2008, VanGorder started the retooling process
of transforming the Falcons defense into a unit
that plays with intensity, passion, aggression and
toughness. VanGorder's first season as Defensive
Coordinator was spent finding, teaching and
molding his players into carrying that mindset into
each practice and consequently every game. His
troops responded by making steady improvements
along the way and proved downright stingy when
it came to surrendering points. The Falcons under
VanGorder's leadership finished 11th in the NFL
in points allowed at just an average of 20.3 per
contest.

With VanGorder's guidance, young players, such
as MLB Curtis Lofton and CB Chevis Jackson,
played pivotal roles for a developing defense.
Lofton earned a starting spot in the middle of the
defense as a rookie, garnering NFL All-Rookie
accolades by Sporting News and Pro Football
Weekly, finishing fourth on the team in tackles
and second in the entire League among all rookies
(according to Stats, Inc.) with 108 stops. Jackson's
rookie season saw him grow into an important
nickel back, which was highlighted by a 95-yard
interception return for a touchdown against New
Orleans in Week 10 to seal the win in high fashion
and keep the playoff push alive.

VanGorder's defense also witnessed some key
veterans making strong contributions in the form
of DE John Abraham, DT Jonathan Babineaux, and
S Erik Coleman. Abraham broke the team record
for sacks in a season with 16.5 and personified
VanGorder's idea of passionate play on every
single down. Babineaux emerged as a disruptive
force in the Falcons interior, making tackles behind
the line, and consistently forcing double-teams.

Coleman, a key free agent acquisition, fit in nicely,
galvanizing the secondary on his way to a career-
high 127 tackles, second-best on the team, with
three interceptions and two forced fumbles.

VanGordertook over control of the Falcons defense
with an extensive coaching background that
boasts over 26 years in the profession, including
three seasons in the NFL trenches and four years
as a highly successful Defensive Coordinator at
arguably the toughest conference in the nation in
the Southeastern Conference at the University of
Georgia.

Prior to serving as the Head Coach of the Georgia
Southern Eagles in 2006, VanGorder spent the
2005 season coaching the linebackers for the
Jacksonville Jaguars under Falcons Head Coach
Mike Smith. Jacksonville ranked sixth in the NFL in
total defense that season with VanGorder's help.

From 2001-2004, VanGorder was in charge of the
defense as Defensive Coordinator and Linebackers
Coach at Georgia. The Bulldogs posted a 42-10
record over his four seasons at UGA, won one
SEC title, two SEC East Division championships,
captured three Bowl games and ended up with
three straight top 10 finishes in the final national
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polls, In 2003, VanGorder received the Frank
Boyles “Assistant Coach of the Year” award by the
NCAA, which honors the nation’s top assistant
coach, and also the Southern Sports Tonight's
assistant of the year in 2002 by the media.

In his last season in Athens (Ga.) in 2004, the
10-2 Bulldogs and seventh ranked team in the
nation garnered a defense that ranked eighth
overall and ninth in scoring defense. VanGorder's
2003 defensive unit finished third nationally in
scoring defense, fourth in total defense, and sixth
in passing defense. In 2002, UGA's stout defense
allowed only 31 points during the final seven
games, propelling the Bulldogs to a Sugar Bowl
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win over Florida State (26-13) and a number three
ranking overall in the polls. His strong defense also
led the SEC in scoring defense and finished fourth
nationally.

VanGorder also had coaching stints at Western
Illinois (2000), Central Michigan (1998-99), the
University of Central Florida (1995-1997), Wayne
State (1992-1994) and Grand Valley State (1989-
9.

VanGorder, 50, was born in Jackson, Michigan.
He and his wife, Pollie, have five children: Molloy,
Morgan, Mack, Montgomery and Malone.

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Keith Armstrong'’s special teams units established
a new NFL record by holding opponents to just a
mere 43 punt return yards all season, besting the
Buffalo Bills" old record of 49 yards in 1991.

But it is the sum of Armstrong's parts that make
his units so special. Armstrong’s troops finished
10th in the League in overall special teams
play, according to the Dallas Morning News' Rick
Gosselin, who compiles a comprehensive and
well-respected list of each club’'s special teams
rankings each season. According to the rankings,
Armstrong's units excelled in area's such as
opponents starting points on a new possession
(second), kickoff returns (10th), kickoff coverage
(eighth), punts inside the 20 (ninth), field goals
made (eighth), and points allowed on returns
(first).

Explosive kickoff returner Jerious Norwood
notched 1,311 yards on 51 attempts for a 25.7
average that was good enough for the fourth-
highest mark in the NFC. Norwood's five returns
for 192 yards against St. Louis in Week 17 marked
the seventh-highest total in a single-game in
team history. The electrifying Norwood provides
Armstrong with a “home run threat” every time
he touches the ball and that was evidenced by
his long returns of 92 (vs. St. Louis) and 85 yards
(vs. Chicago) in '08. Norwood's career average of
25.4 yards currently ranks second all-time in team
annals.

Punt returner Harry Douglas ranked fifth in the
NFC in punt return yards with 226 for an 11.9
average after taking over the full-time duties in
Week 6. Douglas garnered NFC Special Teams
Player of the Week honors for his performance
against the Carolina Panthers in a Week 12 victory
when he recorded his first career punt return
touchdown of 61yards in the fourth quarter to seal
the win for the Falcons. He finished the game with
three run-backs for 93 that yards.

Keith Armstrong’s successful resume was a strong
reason that Falcons Head Coach Mike Smith chose
the 45-year-old Levittown, Pa. native when he was
searching for a coach to lead his special teams in
Atlanta.

Armstrong joined the Falcons following seven
seasons in the same capacity for the Miami
Dolphins. The 15-year NFL coaching veteran was
instrumental in 2007 in helping punt returner Ted
Ginn, Jr. finish fourth in the AFC with a 9.6 return
average. The 9.6 average was also the 10th best
mark in the entire NFL among all punt returners.
Ginn also returned 63 kickoffs for 1,433 yards and
a 22.7 yard per return average. With Armstrong's
coaching, K Jay Feeley connected on 21 of 23
field goals for a 91.3 percent success rate, which
was ranked second in the League just behind
Pittsburgh's 92.0 percentage mark.

From 2001-2006, the Dolphins finished in the
top eight in the NFL in punt return defense all but
one season under Armstrong's positive direction.
During that same time frame, Miami opponents
averaged 6.1yards per punt return, including a 4.5-
yard mark in 2001 when they led the League in the
category, and a 4.9-yard average (third in NFL) in
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2005.1n 2003, the Dolphins ranked first in the NFL
in opponents’ average starting field position with
a 25.0-yard line mark and finished second in the
same category in 2006 with a 24.9 figure. Over
that same time period, the Dolphins special teams
under Armstrong'’s leadership only surrendered
just one punt or kickoff return for a touchdown,
which was tied with Dallas for the fewest number
in the League.

Prior to landing in Miami, Armstrong served in the
same role with the Chicago Bears from 1997-2000.
In 2000, Chicago's special teams unit ranked
fourth in the NFL in punt return defense, allowing
an average of just 7.0 yards per return. In his
four seasons in Chicago, the Bears special teams
ranked in the top 10 in the League in punt return
average, punt coverage and kickoff coverage twice
in each category.

Armstrong earned his start in the NFL with the
Falcons in 1994 as the safeties coach. In 1996, he
was promoted to run the entire secondary. Before
his full-time positions in the NFL, he was part of
the NFL's Minority Coaching Fellowship Program
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during training camps with the New York Jets
(1991), Dallas Cowboys (1992) and Chicago Bears
(1993).

Armstrong coached his way through the collegiate
ranks before joining the NFL. He garnered four
letters as a running back and defensive back
at Temple University from 1983-1986 before
joining the school as a Graduate Assistant in
1987. Armstrong then joined the University of
Miami as the Defensive Backs and Special Teams
Coach for one season (1988) before coaching the
wide receivers at the University of Akron (1989).
His last two stops in college before joining the
Falcons came at Oklahoma State as the Secondary
Coach from 1990-1992 and Notre Dame as the
Linebackers and Special Teams Coach in 1993.

Keith and his wife, Kathleen, have two daughters,
Kaitlin and Kristen.

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Paul Boudreau is entering his 23rd year in the NFL
as a coach and his second with the Atlanta Falcons
as the team’s Offensive Line Coach. Boudreau's
offensive lines have helped pave the way for four
running backs to top the 10,000-yard career
rushing plateau including Barry Sanders, Curtis
Martin, Thurman Thomas and Fred Taylor.

In his first season as the Falcons Offensive Line
Coach, Boudreau's offensive line unit cleared
rushing lanes for the NFL's second ranked rushing
offense (152.7 yards per game) and Pro Bowl
running back Michael Turner. Turner ranked
second in the NFL in rushing (1,699 yards) in 2008,
marking the third highest rushing total in Falcons
history. Under the guidance of Boudreau the
offensive line also assisted in Turner crossing the
goal line a franchise-high 17 times and passing the
200-yard plateau on two occasions. Boudreau's
offensive line also protected NFL Rookie of the
Year QB Matt Ryan so that he could throw for
3,440 yards (on 265 of 434 passing) with 16
touchdowns. Ryan's production could be credited
to the fact that Boudreau's offensive line allowed a
franchise-low of 17 sacks, surpassing the previous
mark of 25 (1982). The 17 sacks on 434 pass
attempts were equivalent to allowing one sack per
every 25.5 plays, which also set a new franchise
mark, surpassing the previous bests of one sack
per every 17.1 plays (1997, 1994). With the help of
Boudreau, the Falcons recorded a franchise-high
5,779 total net yards and the fifth highest rushing
total in club history (2,443 yards).

From 2006-07, Boudreau served as the Offensive
Line Coach for the St. Louis Rams. In 2007, Rams
running back Steven Jackson tallied his second
consecutive 1,000-yard season behind Boudreau's
offensive line. In 2006, Jackson gained a career-
high 1,528 rushing yards while nine different
players started on the offensive line.

Prior to joining the Rams, Boudreau was the
Offensive Line Coach for three seasons with the

Jacksonville Jaguars (2003-05). In 2003, the
Jacksonville offensive line set a franchise record
by allowing only 28 sacks (tied for ninth in the
NFL). Running back Fred Taylor also rushed for a
team-record 1,572 yards.

Boudreau coached the Carolina Panthers
offensive line from 2001-02 and saw the team set
aclubrecord by allowing only 31sacks in'O1. From
1999-2000, he served in the same capacity for the
Miami Dolphins.

From 1997-98, Boudreau coached the offensive
line for the New England Patriots following a
three-year stint with the Detroit Lions guiding the
same unit. His first position in the NFL came with
the New Orleans Saints from 1987-93. In his seven
seasons in New Orleans, Boudreau's offensive line
placed in the top three in fewest sacks allowed
on four occasions. In 1992, the Saints allowed a
League-low 15 sacks.

Boudreau and his wife, Joan, have one son, Paul,
and one daughter, Jill. His son Paul is also a coach
and Jillis the mother of three children, Kalyn, Zach,
and Olivia.
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Gerald Brown's first season in charge of the Falcons
running backs drew immediate dividends as he
helped Michael Turner explode onto the NFL scene
in high fashion as a full-time starter for the first
time in his career. Turner finished second in the
League behind Vikings runner Adrian Peterson (by
just 61 yards) with 1,699 rushing yards and set a
franchise record with 17 rushing touchdowns. The
1,699 yards marked the third-best season total all-
time in Falcons annals.

Under Brown's leadership, Turner's breakout year
also included eight, 100-yard rushing games with
a pair of impressive 200-plus-yard contests. In his
first game in a Falcon uniform Turner shattered the
team record for rushing yards in a game with 220 in
a victory over the Detroit Lions. Turner then ended
the regular season in similar fashion with a 208-
yard outing against St. Louis. The 5-9, 244 pound
human wrecking ball was second in the NFL in MVP
voting, earned a Pro Bowl nod for the first time in
his career, and captured NFC Offensive Player of
the Week honors three times.

But Brown's guidance was also witnessed in his
dealings with dangerous fleet-footed runner,
Jerious Norwood. The second part of the backfield's
noted - one-two punch - Norwood proved to be a
perfect compliment to the bruising style of Turner.
Norwood averaged 5.1 yards per carry with his 489
yards on 95 carries and four touchdowns while
also ending up third on the team in receptions with
36 for 338 more yards with two scores. Norwood
and Turner also combined to register 62 rushes of
10-plus-yards with Turner's 45 leading the NFL.

Before coming to Atlanta, Brown's coaching career
spanned 22 vyears, including the previous six
seasons at Indiana University.

Brown's coaching performance at Indiana in his

first five seasons earned him the Assistant Head
Coach title on top of his duties as Special Teams

Co-Coordinator and Running Backs Coach in 2007.
The Hooisers ranked third in the Big Ten in scoring
offense in 2007 (31.7 points per game) while the
team logged 157.4 rushing yards per game. With
an assist from Brown, Indiana kicker Austin Starr
led the conference in field goal percentage with a
91.3 mark (21 of 23). In 2006, Marcus Thigpen led
the nation in kickoff return average (30.1) while the
university led the nation in the category in 2004.

In Brown's first five seasons at U, Hoosier running
backs averaged 1,549 rushing yards per season. In
his first year (2002), Indiana gained 1,398 yards
despite not having a running back with more than
90 career carries entering the '02 campaign. In
2003, BenlJarvus Green-Ellis became the seventh
true freshman in Indiana history to rush for 100
yards in a game and just the third freshman to
eclipse the 200-yard plateau in a single-game.

Prior to his stint at Indiana, Brown served as the
Running Backs Coach for the Memphis Maniax
of the XFL. His feature running back was former
Heisman Trophy award winner Rashaan Salaam
who held the league rushing lead before suffering
an injury halfway through the season. Under
Brown, the Maniax led the XFL in total offense,
finishing second in rushing offense while averaging
over 100 yards per game.

Brown calls the state of Tennessee home as the
Sweetwater native spent his first 17 years of

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coaching in the state following his graduation
from Memphis State University in 1982. For 10
seasons (1989-98), he was an Assistant Coach at
Tennessee Tech University, serving in a capacity
of roles including: Wide Receivers Coach, Special
Teams Coach and Quarterbacks Coach with the
Golden Eagles.

Tennessee Tech pieced together two of its best

seasons while Brown was a member of the staff.

From 1992-1993, the Golden Eagles posted a 15-7
overall record and a 13-3 mark in the Ohio Valley
Conference. Brown also received two minority
coaching fellowships with the New York Jets
(1990) and the Miami Dolphins (1996). During
those internships, he worked with some of the
NFL's best receivers including Al Toon, Rob Moore

and Terence Mathis of the Jets and Fred Barnett,

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Paul Dunn returns for his second season as the
Falcons Assistant Offensive Line Coach after
spending 25 years coaching in the collegiate ranks,
including 22 years of coaching the offensive line.

In his first season as the Falcons Assistant
Offensive Line Coach, the offensive line unit paved
the way for the NFL's second ranked rushing offense
(152.7 yards per game) and Pro Bowl running back
Michael Turner. Turner ranked second in the NFLin
rushing (1,699 yards) in 2008, marking the third
highest rushing total in Falcons history. Under the
guidance of Dunn, the offensive line also assisted
in Turner crossing the goal line a franchise-high 17
times and passing the 200-yard plateau on two
occasions. The Falcons’ offensive line also provided
time for NFL Rookie of the Year QB Matt Ryan as
he threw for 3,440 yards (on 265 of 434 passing)
with 16 touchdowns. Ryan's production could be
credited to the fact that the Falcons’ offensive line
allowed a franchise-low of 17 sacks, surpassing the
previous mark of 25 (1982). The 17 sacks on 434
pass attempts were equivalent to allowing one sack
perevery 25.5 plays, which also set a new franchise
mark, surpassing the previous bests of one sack per
every 17.1 plays (1997,1994).

Prior to joining the Falcons, Dunn served as the
Offensive Line Coach (2005-2007) for the Pittsburgh
Panthers, his alma mater. In 2007, Pitt's offensive line
paved the way for freshman running back LeSean
McCoy to rush for 1,328 yards while breaking
freshman records in touchdowns (14) and points (90),
which were previously held by Tony Dorsett.

The Panthers ranked 16th nationally in 2006 in
fewest tackles for loss allowed (4.5 per game)
under the guidance of Dunn.

Before returning to Pittsburgh, Dunn was the

Running Game Coordinator and Offensive Line
Coach for the Kentucky Wildcats from 2003-04.

Dunn has also registered a five-year coaching stint
at Kansas State University as the Running Game
Coordinator and Offensive Line Coach. During
Dunn’s tenure, the Wildcats ranked among the
nation’s top five in scoring four times, including a
national-best 48 points per game in 1998. Dunn
coached four Kansas State players who earned
All-America honors, including first-team honoree
Nick Leckey. Additionally, Ryan Lijia earned All-Big
12 honors and was a starting guard for the Super
Bowl Champion Indianapolis Colts during the
2006 season.

He earned his coaching start at Pittsburgh as a
Graduate Assistant in 1983, prior to joining the
Penn State Nittany Lions as a Graduate Assistant
under head coach Joe Paterno (1984-1985).

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Ray Hamilton enters his second season as
Defensive Line Coach for the Atlanta Falcons, after
spending five seasons (2003-07) in the same
position with the Jacksonville Jaguars. Hamilton
worked closely with Head Coach Mike Smith who
served as Defensive Coordinator for Jacksonville
from 2003-07. Hamilton is a longtime NFL
coaching veteran who is entering his 23rd year in
the coaching ranks in addition to his nine seasons
as a player.

Last year, Hamilton's work with DE John Abraham
enabled Abraham to tally a franchise record and
career-best 16.5 sacks. Abraham also led all Falcons
defensive linemen with 42 tackles in addition to four
forced fumbles and one pass defensed. Defensive
tackle Jonathan Babineaux emerged as a force in the
interior of the defensive front in '08 with Hamilton's
assistance. Babineaux collared a career-high 3.5
sacks and ranked fourth in the NFLin tackles for loss
(9.5) according to STATS, Inc. Under the tutelage
of Hamilton, the defensive line recorded 31 of the
team's 34 sacks.

The Jaguars defense ranked fourth in the NFL from
2003-2007 in yards per game (300.1) and fourth
in scoring defense (18.2). The defensive line also
posted 180 sacks in that same time frame led by Pro
Bowlers Marcus Stroud and John Henderson.

During the 2007 campaign, Jacksonville's defense
ranked sixth in the AFC in points allowed per game
(19.0) while ranking fifth in the conference in rushing
defense (100.3). The Jaguars also held opponents
to 17 points or less in 10 of 16 games, which tied for
the most in the NFL with three other teams.

In 2006, Hamilton guided defensive end Bobby
McCray who developed into one of the AFC's top
pass rushers as he led Jacksonville with a career-
high 10 sacks. The defensive line combined for 29.5
sacks, ranking fourth in the NFL in rushing yards
allowed per game.

Prior to joining Jacksonville, Hamilton spent two
seasons as the Defensive Line Coach for the
Cleveland Browns from 2001-02. In his first season
with Cleveland, the Browns tied for fourth in the
AFC with 43 sacks.

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The Falcons will lean heavily on Bill Musgrave's
17 years of experience as a NFL player and coach
to guide the team’s quarterbacks again in 2008.
Under Musgrave's tutelage, quarterback Matt
Ryan played like a seasoned veteran last year,
earning NFL Offensive Rookie of the Year honors
by the Associated Press and Sporting News en route
to leading the Falcons to the playoffs.

Ryan's accomplishments included a 61.1 season
completion percentage (sixth-best ever by a
Falcons QB in a single-season), 12.98 yards per
completion (second in NFL), nine consecutive
games with 200-plus yards passing, nine games
with zero interceptions, and nine contests with
a passer rating of 94.1 or higher. In addition, he
became only the second rookie signal-caller to
ever throw for over 3,000 yards in a single-season
(Peyton Manning in 1998). To top off his excellent
rookie campaign, Ryan established a NFL rookie
postseason record with 26 completions along with
a pair of scoring passes versus the eventual NFC
Champion Arizona Cardinals.

Before coming to Atlanta four years ago, Musgrave
helped QB Mark Brunell and the 2005 Washington
Redskins reach the playoffs and defeat the NFC
South Champion Buccaneers in Tampa. That
season, Brunell passed for a career-high 23
touchdowns, the most by a Redskins signal-caller
since 1999.

Musgrave's own six-year pro career as a
quarterback began as a fourth round draft choice
by the Dallas Cowboys in 1991. He played for the
San Francisco 49ers from 1991-94, serving as a
back-up to Joe Montana and Steve Young, while
also learning his craft from the likes of coaches
Mike Holmgren and Mike Shanahan. He was a
member of the 49ers’ Super Bowl XXIX winning
team in 1994.

Musgrave was a four-year starting quarterback
and three-year captain at Oregon from 1987-90.
In addition to taking the Ducks to their first bowl
games in 26 years in 1989 and 1990, he finished
his collegiate career as Oregon's all-time leader
in passing and total offense, while establishing
15 school records. His 60 passing touchdowns
ranked second only to Elway in PAC-10 history.

A member of both the University of Oregon
and state of Colorado Hall of Fames, Musgrave
was born November 11, 1967 in Grand Junction,
Colorado. He received the prestigious Denver
Post's Gold Helmet Award for 1985, as well as
being named the Colorado High School Athlete
of the Year after a stellar three-year career in
basketball, track, baseball and football at Grand
Junction High School.

In his first season at the helm of the Falcons
linebacker corps, Pires assisted rookie middle
linebacker Curtis Lofton in getting acclimated
to the NFL.

His 108
stops ranked second among all first year players
according to STATS, Inc. Pire's leadership enabled
Lofton to earn All-Rookie honors from Sporting
News and Pro Football Weekly. Pires also received
contributions from Coy Wire and Stephen Nicholas
in his first season with the Falcons. Wire started
four games at outside linebacker and logged 24
tackles and one pass defensed. Nicholas posted
nine tackles, two passes defensed and one sack in
16 games and will be asked to take on a bigger role
in the defense in 2009. Recently acquired LB Mike
Peterson will add a veteran presence to the Falcons
linebacking corps this season. Peterson has logged

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Alvin Reynolds begins his second season as
Defensive Backs Coach with the Atlanta Falcons
after spending the previous five seasons (2003-

07) in the same role with the Jacksonville Jaguars
and Falcons Head Coach Mike Smith.

In his first season with the Falcons, the secondary
recorded 76 passes defensed and 10 interceptions.
The team's 76 passes defensed rank eighth
all-time in Falcons history and were the most
since 2004 (80). Second-year cornerback Chris
Houston recorded a career and team-high 16
passes defensed, while newcomer S Erik Coleman
logged a team-high three interceptions and
posted a career-best 127 tackles with Reynolds
help. Rookie cornerback Chevis Jackson also
contributed with 33 tackles, five passes defensed
and one interception.

During his tenure with the Jaguars, Reynolds
guided a secondary that ranked fourth in the AFC
aftertotaling 20 interceptions (tyingateamrecord)
in 2007, led by rookie safety Reggie Nelson's five
picks. In 2006, cornerback Rashean Mathis led
the club with a team-record eight interceptions
en route to a Pro Bowl bid as Jacksonville set a
franchise high with 20 INTs.

Jacksonville's defensive unit ranked fourth in
overall defense from 2003-07 allowing an average
of only 296.6 yards per game. The unit also ranked
third in opponents points allowed (16.1) and fifth
in rushing defense (99.3) from 2003-06. Working
under the direction of Jaguars Head Coach Jack
Del Rio and Defensive Coordinator Mike Smith,
Reynolds and the secondary were part of a defense
that allowed 283.6 yards per game in 2006, which
ranked second in the NFL and set a franchise
record.

to joining the Jaguars, he served as a Defensive
Assistant for the Carolina Panthers for four
seasons (1999-2002).

COACH ALVIN REYNOLDS
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Terry Robiskie's commanding presence and
impressive coaching techniques were on full
display in his first year in Atlanta. This 28-year
coaching veteran had a profound influence on the
Falcons wide receiving core in 2008.

Robiskie's receivers helped the offense set a team
record for net yards gained with 5,779 on the heels
of their 3,336 net yards passing output. But his
group also aided the ground game with their solid
blocking down the field for Falcons runners (2,443
yards rushing, 152.7 average per game) as Michael
Turner earned his first Pro Bowl nod with 1,699
yards rushing.

With Robiskie's help, Roddy White emerged as
one of the NFL's most dangerous receivers while
fellow partner Michael Jenkins improved his
game exponentially each week. White earned his
first Pro Bowl invitation by breaking the Falcons
single-season receiving yardage record that stood
since 1981 (Alfred Jenkins) with 1,382 yards. In
the process, he became the first receiver in team
history to post back-to-back 1,200-plus yard
seasons. White also set career-bests in receptions
with 88 and 100-yard games with seven while
adding seven touchdowns under the persistent
tutelage of Robiskie. He also led the NFL in the all-
important category of third down receiving yards
(516) while finishing second in the League in third
down catches (29).

Jenkins turned into more of a reliable target for
rookie quarterback Matt Ryan in his fifth season
in Atlanta. “Jenks" averaged a career-high 15.5
yards per catch on a personal-best 777 receiving
yards with 50 catches (second-highest total in a
season). Robiskie's coaching also improved the
play of rookie Harry Douglas, who chipped in with
23 receptions for 320 yards.

In 2004, he
was promoted to Offensive Coordinator and went
on to serve as Cleveland's Interim Head Coach
for the final five games of the season. He earned
a victory in a 22-14 decision in the season finale
on January 2, 2005 against the Houston Texans.
Robiskie oversaw Browns wide receivers in his final
two seasons with the team from 2005-06. Wide
receiver Antonio Bryant logged 1,009 yards and
four touchdowns on 69 receptions in 2005 which
was his most productive season in his career. In
2006, second-year wide receiver Braylon Edwards
nearly doubled his receiving totals from his rookie
season as he caught 61 passes for 884 yards. His
six touchdowns also doubled his total from 2005.

Chris Scelfo returns for his second season as
Tight Ends Coach with the Falcons and his second
season in the NFL. The 22-year coaching veteran
came to Atlanta after spending eight seasons
as one of the most successful Head Coaches at
Tulane University.

Scelfo led the Falcons tight end unit to a highly
productive season in both the passing game
and the ground attack. Justin Peelle hauled in

15 receptions for 159 yards and two touchdown.

Coupled with Ben Hartsock, the two blocked for
the League's second-best rusher in Michael Turner
(1,699 yards).

In 2006, Scelfo became Tulane's career leader for
games coached with 94 and ranks second among
coaches in victories with 37. He is the only Green
Wave Head Coach in the school’s history with two
bowl victories after guiding the university to wins

inthe 1998 Liberty Bowl and the 2002 Hawaii Bowl.

Less than a month after he was hired to lead Tulane
(1998), the Green Wave's victory over BYU in the
Liberty Bowl capped a perfect 12-0 campaign.

During his tenure at Tulane, Scelfo sent nine
players to the NFL, including first round draft
picks quarterbacks Patrick Ramsey (2002) and
J.P. Losman (2004). His teams performed well in
the classroom too, as the Head Coach logged an
average graduation rate of 75 percent (2003-06).

coached three offensive linemen who were first
or second round NFL draft picks, including first-
round selection Matt Stinchcomb and second-
rounders Adam Meadows and Chris Terry.

The Indians won the I-AA
national title in 1987, which came on the heels of
his playing career at the school then known as
Northeast Louisiana. From 1988-98, Scelfo was a
Graduate Assistant at Oklahoma.

AtNLU, Scelfo was athree-year letterman at center
who served as a captain his senior season.

Scelfo and his wife, Nancy, have one daughter,
Sarah Beth, and one son, Joseph. He is the co-
author of Fourth And New Orleans, the story of
the Tulane Green Wave during and after Hurricane
Katrina and is a also a member of the lItalian-
American Hall of Fame.
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Eric Sutulovich comes to the Falcons in his first
season as Assistant Special Teams Coach and will
work closely with Special Teams Coordinator Keith
Armstrong.

Sutulovich has logged five previous seasons in
the NFL including a one-year stint as Offensive
Assistant with the Detroit Lions last year. He
originally entered the League with the Houston
Texans in its inaugural season as the Assistant
Special Teams Coach and stayed for four total
seasons (2002-05).
