In the beginning, the 49ers were members of the All-America Football Con­
ference.

Tony Morabito passed away during the 1957 season, to be succeeded by 
Vic Morabito as the club's chi ef executive officer. Upon Vic's death, in 1964, 
Louis G. Spadia, then general manager, became the club 's top working exec­
utive. He was named president prior to the 1967 season .

Bruce Gossett begins his 12th season, and both Safety Mel 
Phillips and Offensive Lineman Randy Beisler are entering 
their 10th year. 

FORTY NINER PROSPECTUS :._ 1975 
A variety of avai lable weapo nry, a solid cadre of good veterans and a sign ificant addition 

of young talent to the roste r all make it apparent that the San Francisco 49ers could become, 
rather rapidly as a matter of fact, one of the more interesting teams in the NFL's 1975 title 
chase. 

Not the least of a number of causes for a positive 49er view of 1975 is last year's strong 
fi nish in which the club pulled itself free of a seven-game losing streak to win four of its 
fi nal five games and climb to second place in the NFC's Western 
Divis ion final sta ndings. 

During that turn-around, Sa n Francisco scored 14 touchdowns, 
with rookie quarterbacl1 Tom Owen at the controls, while a resur­
rected defense allowed 0nly four TDs and accomplished back-to· 
back shutouts over Chicago and Atlanta along the way. 

At season's end the 49ers ranl>ed sixth in the NFC in total ot­
fense, fourth in rushing offense (highest since their 5th-place fin ish 
in 1971 when they won their second Western Division title), and 
10th in pass offense. 

Defensively, San Francisco ranked eighth totally, 11th against 
the rush and third against the pass.

The rise to fourth in rushing offense (1,981 yards) accomplished a jump from 13th in that 
category in 1973 and Wilbur Jackson (eighth-ranked among individual runners in the NFC) 
became the fi rst rook ie to lead 49er ground gainers since 1965. 

Both Owen (88 completions in 184 attempts, 1,327 ya rds and 10 TDs) and Jackson (705 
yards on 174 carries) were named to the NFL All-Rookie team and Jacl1son was NFC "Rookie 
of the Year" on the majority of selections. 

Owen, a strong-a rmed, tough and determined youngster from Wichita who surfaced from 
being a 13th-round dra ft choice, is currently the leadi ng cand idate to establish stability 
at qua rterbacl1, stabil ity that was disrupted when Steve Spurrier was injured (shoulder sep­
aration followed by surgery) in the fina l pre-season game of 1974. 

Sa n Francisco used five quarterbacks, including veteran Norm Snead, acquired in trade 
from the New York Giants, last year before Owen claimed the job in the final stages of the 
season. 

Spurrier, who threw only three passes all year, and Snead , w)lo performed well in spot sit­
uations (he played in only six quarters, completed 30 of 48 passes for 368 yards and two 
TDs whi le lir:1ited by a sore knee) are the only other quarterbacks on the veteran roster. 

Jackson, Sa n Francisco's No. 1 draft choice from Alabama, heads 
up a potentially brilliant set of young running backs with last 
yea r's co-sta rter Larry Schre:ber, the greybeard of the lot going 
into his fifth year, and Del Williams, Sammy Johnson and Manfred 
Moore, all of whom were rool • ~ es last year. 

In add ition, Sa n Francisco draaed powerback Wayne Bullock 
(5th), from Notre Dame, and has signed high-rated Kerm it John· 
son, UCLA's all-time ground gaining All-American, whose rights 
they obtained in the 1974 draft. 

WILBUR JACKSON 

Williams, who backed up J<i ckson last year, averaged 5.6 yards 
a carry and had the club's longest run from scrimmage, a 71 -yard 
TD romp against Oakland. Sammy Johnson was Schreiber's re lief 

and averaged 5.4 yards per try in the role. 
Each of the returning backs is also considered a good receiver and the 49ers like to th row 

in thei r direction. 

Traditionally, San Francisco quarterbacks have always had good receivers to throw to and

with brilliant Gene Washington and emerging star Terry Beasley, both at wide receiver, and 
Tom Mitchell at tight end, the situation still exists. 

Obviously, the unsettled quarterback situation in 1974 kept their totals down, but as a 
group they caught 9 of the team's 15 TD passes and averaged 16.8 yards per reception. 

Washington, going into his seventh year, caught 17 of his final season total of 29 in the 
second half of the season, wound up with a 21.2-yds. per catch average and six touchdowns. 

A potentially bri lliant addition comes in the swift form of former 
Air Force Academy All -American Ernie Jennings. The 49ers drafted 
Jennings in 1971 taking a chance that he might want to play after 
his military commitment. He did and will bring, somewhat matured, 
the talent that enabled him to catch 74 passes for 1,289 yards and 
17 TDs as an Air Force senior. 

Backing up Mitchell at tight end will be 3rd-year man Al Chandler, 
acqu ired fro m Cincinnati in the off-season, and '9th-round choice 
Dan 'Natale, of 'Penn State. 

For the past three seasons San Francisco's offensive line has 
had to survive a siege of injury, but that hasn't been all bad be- GENE WASHINGTON 
cause survive it has and, in many ways, like Pollyanna, has become 
" better and better." 

In 1974, for example, the coaching staff was forced to do an almost weekly patch up job 
across the offensive front. At one time both starting guards, Woody Peoples and John Watson , 
were out of action, center Forrest Blue missed two games (but still made the Pro Bowl) and 
tackle Gas Banaszek played hurt most of the year. Big Randy Beisler filled in everywhere, 
though he, too, w.as hurt some. 

Only veteran tackle Len Rohde, in his 15th year, remaine<! fairly well intact, but he had to 
shrug off infirmity in order to establish his team record of 208 consecutive ga mes played in 
his career. 

What good has come from all this adversity is that now, because they have had to play 
under pressure, young men such as Watson, going into only his fifth year, Jean Barrett, into 
his third season, Bob Penchion, into his fourth, and last year's rookie standout, second-round 
choice Keith Fahnhorst, can be counted upon to perform reliably as th eir learning process 
continues. 

The 49ers hope to furnish further depth to this unit with the add it ion of giant Jeff Hart, 
6-5, 266, a third-round choice from Oregon State. 

In the 1975 draft San Francisco selected with a concentration on 
defense, particularly in the line, by making Mississippi State's big 
Jimmy Webb, 6-5, 248, their No. 1 choice, Wayne Baker, 6-6, 260, 
of Brigham Young, a third-round selection and Cleve'and Elam, 
Grambling's 6-3, 260 -pound defensive end , a fourth-round pick. 

Both Webb and Baker are tackles which means there will be a 
trio of large young men challenging incumbents Bob Hoskins and 
Bill Belk, the third candidate being UCLA's Bill Sandifer, 6-6, 278, 
himself a first-round choice from the 1974 draft. 

Sandifer was hurt in a college all-star ga me before ever report­
ing to the 49ers last year, had knee surgery and did not play at all 

JOHN WATSON until late in the year. When he did begin w,ork, however, he made a 
strong impression. 

At the defensive end positions the high-quality tandem of Cedrick Hardman and Tommy 
Hart still prevail , healthy and moving into what shou ld be the prime years of their careers. 
Hardman is entering year six and Hart year eight. Belk and Half Krueger are veteran backups 
and the aforementioned Elam could mount a strong cha ll enge.

Vanderbundt, entering his 7th sea­
son, played the position in re lief of the ail ing Wilcox las t year and did what his coaches felt 
to be an outstanding job. 

Wilcox's retireme nt and Vand erbundt's subsequent ascension to the job focuses attention 
on the backup positions to be battled for by veterans Bil ly McKoy and Ceaser Belser and 
rookie draftees Preston Kendrick (8th) and Dale Mitchell (13th). 

McKoy saw action in all 14 games last year. 
You ng Willie Harper, whose first two cam paigns havz been out­

standing, may ma ke a move tow,ard All-Pro status this yea r. He wil l 
return as the right side starter. 

In the middle, nine -year veteran Frank Nunley reclaimed his 
starting job in 1974, performed well in directing a defensive climb 
from lOth -ranlrnd in 1973 to e'ghth last year in the NFC. 

Behind Nunley will be Penn State's Tom Hull, back for his second 
year, and there wi ll probably be a challenge from Greg Collins, 6-3 , 
228-pound second-round choi ce from Notre Dam e. 

There was further good news fo r th e 49er defense with the ex­
pected return of Jimmy Johnson, an inst itution as the club's start­
ing left corn erback. 

SK IP VANDERBUNDT 

Despite the fact that he had one of his best seasons in the past three years and was 
selected to the post-season Pro Bowl, the 37 -year-old Johnson had consi dered reti rement, 
but ind ications now are that he wi ll return fo r year No. 15 as one of the best cornerbacks 
ever to play in the NFL. 

On the right side, Bruce Taylor, as is the way with quality athl etes, has improved steadily 
and 1974 w,as genera lly conceded by his coaches to have been his best year. The cha llenges 
don't come his way as often as they used to and his strong performance was a key factor in 
Sa n Francisco's third-place fini sh on pass defense last year. 

Nobody has suffered more misfortune in recent seasons than San Francisco's wel l-regarded 
strong safety Mel Ph ill ips. Mel broke an arm in 1972, the same arm again in 1973 and, last 
year, broke both arms and played in only six games. 

But he' ll be back, cast-free, for his 10th season . Last year young Wind lan Hall , originally 
scheduled to be the starting free safety, moved in for Phillips and did a fine job. while third ­
year man Ralph McGill and rookie Mike Holmes handled the free safety chores. Holm es made 
some All-Rooki e team se lections on the basis of his work. McGill was the club's interception 

leader with five for the year. He also played some corner. 
And , this year, San Francisco rec laimed former No. 1 draft choice 

Tim Anderson, a hard -hitter from Ohio State who was the club's 
first cho ice in 1971. Anderson has had four good years in Canadian 
football and is expected to offer some immediate help to the 49ers . 
At the moment, he is projected at strong safety, but will probably 
also get a look at co rner. 

From th is year's draft, fourth-round choice Frank Oliver, from 
- ; Kentucky State , was the first defensive bacli selected by San 

Francisco. 
In th e area of specialty teams th e 49ers have veteran Bruce J IMMY JOHNSON 

Gossett as their inc u mb~nt field goa l man. Gossett, like virtually 
everY other kicker in the league, had a little problem adjusting to th e new kicking rules last 
year, but still Jed the team in scoring (58 points), now, ranks as one of the few men ever to 
score more than 1,000 points in a career. Bruce has 1,021 in 11 seasons.

Pun ter Tom Wittum enhanced his position in his second season after leading the NFC as a 

rookie. Wittum, also a place kicker who handled kickoff chores last year, averaged 41.2-yds. 
per punt, finished second in the NFC and was the conference punter in the Pro Bowl for the 
second time. 

The 49ers dra fted for kicking depth when they selected the nation's top kick scorer from th e 
co lleges last year, Maryland's Steve Mike-Mayer, in the third round. Mike-Mayer, a soccer­
style kicker who had 79 points and was the kickoff man for the Terrapins as well, is the 
brother of Atlanta kicker Nick Mike-Mayer. r· 

Kick return men abound with Holmes, Manfred Moore and Jack­
son all having done kickoff return duty last year and having aver­
aged 24.5, 22.1 and 20.6 yards a try, respectively. 

Moore, Ralph McGill , 'Holmes and Bruce Taylor are all better 
than adequate punt returners, with McGill and Taylor each having 
led the NFC in the department at one time or another in their 
careers. 

Moore impressed last year when he returned one 88 yards for a 
touchdown against Atlanta to record the second-longest punt return 
in the clu b's hi story.

At strong safety, out­
standing Mel Phillips, who goes into his 10th season this year, broke both arms and played 
in only six games. Tough Windlan Hall, originally scheduled as starting free safety moved 
into the strong position and did a good job, wh ile McGill and 
Holmes shared the free position with McGill at the starter most of 
the t ime. McGill led the club in intercepts with five. Holmes was 
named to a number of All-Rookie teams.

Holmes averaged 24.5 yds. to lead 49er kickoff return men, while Moore, who had an 88-yd. 
TD return, topped punt returners with a 29.8 average. Among the rookies only defensive back 
Frank Oliver has had much kick return experience. 

Tom Wittum, in his second season, was the NFC Pro Bowl punter for the second time. He 
was the conference's top punter as a rookie, second last year with a 41.2 average . Wittum 
is also a place l<icker and handled 49er l<ickoffs last year. Field goal specialist Bruce Gossett, 
who led the club with 58 points last year to become one of the few men to have scored more 
than 1,000 points (1 ,021) in their career, returns for his 12th year, and San Francisco drafted 
(3rd round) Maryland's Steve Mike-Mayer, a strong-legged soccer styler, who led the nation's 
collegiate kick scorers in '74 with 79 points.

THE FORTY NINER STORY 1946-1973 

From a modest beginning in 1946, the San Francisco 49ers have grown into one of the 
most flourish ing franchises in professional sports. 

A major league football franchi se in the C ity by the Golden Gate had long been the cher­
ished dream of Anthony J. (Tony) 1'1orabito, a nat ive son and 1931 graduate of the Univers it y 
of Santa Clara. Failing t 0 win recognition fro m the Na ti on a l League , Tony turned to t he All· 
America Cc'lfl feren ce, which began operations in 1946 wi th the late Arch \:\1ard , sport s editor 
of th e Chicago Tribune, as t he guiding genius. 

A lthough the AAC went under after four years of intense competition with the NF L , it 
proved 1v1orabito's point that San Francisco was a m ajor league city. Sports fans of the entire 
Bay Area took the 49ers to their hearts and attendance grew b y the proverbial leaps and bounds. 

The club's success was predicated on T on y's oft-repeated s log-an of "Go fi rst class or not at 
all," and his ea rly organi zati on was built around su ch honored names as L awrence T. (Buck) 
Shaw. head coach; a nd Frankie Albert, Norm Standlee, A lyn Beals , J oh nn y S trzykalski and 
Len E shrnont-all of whom were already t op drawing cards in collegiate and pro footba ll. 

The 49ers were the perennial runners-up to the mighty Cleveland Rrowns throu g-hout the 
h istory of the AAC and, masterminded by Shaw on th e bench and Albert on the fi eld. became 
noted nationa ll y for darin g, colorful football. T he AAC ended its short hu t exciting life when 
th e Browns defeated the 49ers, 21 -7, in the championship ga me of 1949, San Fra ncisco, Cleve­
land a nd flaltimore became mem ber s of the NFL. 

I n recent vears the 49crs have crowned the reali zati on of T ony l\'forabito ' s chearn by win­
n ing th ree divi si011 titles and. with the move to Cand lestick Park, becoming one of the most 
success ful franchis es in the NFL. 

In th e years of their g1·eatest accomplishments, t he 49ers ha\·e remai ned what they have al· 
ways be~n. an exciting. colorfu l footba11 tea m man n ed by m any of th e game's greatest players. 

Here are the high lights, beginning with the first year in t he 1\FL : 
1950-The 49ers fell fiat on their faces in their NFL debut. winning nnly three games. A 

riY<1 1 coach described them cis 44 n0t big enough or tough en ou gh. " 
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49ER STORY (Con 1 t) 

1951-ln an amazing reversal of form sparked by a great rookie group , the 49ers were in 
\he race to the fina l day an d fin ished only a half game off the top. Led by Hardy Brown an d 
h is famed "shoulder t ackle," the c lub had one of t he toughest defensive un its in the league. 
Y. A. Tittle and Billy W ilson began their great careers. 

1952- After a blazing s tart, the 49ers slumped in midseason . It can't be written off as un­
successful for Hugh (The K ing) McElhenny came off the University of Washingto!! campus 
to become "Player of the Year" and the most feared runner in football. 

1953- The 49ers had their best NFL showing, 9-3, normally good enough for a champ ion­
ship. Ilut Detroit was 10-2. T wo of the San Francisco losses came with Tittle benched because 
of a severe facia l injury. The three defeats were by a t ot a l of nine points. J oe (Jet) Perry be· 
came one of the few players in pro history to gain more than 1,000 yards in a s in gle season. 
Gordy So ltau was the league's top scorer for the second straigh t year. 

1954-Early momentum was broken by injuries to key players such as Titt1e , McE1henny, 
,and Joe Perry. Perry gained more than 1,000 yards again , the first ma n evet to achieve this 
di s tinct ion. 

1955- \Vith McElhenny hobbled by a foot injury, the 49ers had th eir second worst season 
in history under Norman P. Strader who succeeded Shaw as h ead coach . 

1956- ln Albert ' s firs t year at the helm, the 49ers were bogged in last place a t midseason 
with a 1-6 record. They won four and tied one of their last five games for a bri11iant stretch 
drive. 

1957- This undoubtedly was the most emotional and drama tic season in 49er his tory. Every 
g a me was a HC!iffhanger" and t he "Alley -Cop" pass from Tittle to rookie R. C Owens be­
came a household byword. Emotions reached a peak when th e beloved Tony Morabito collapsed 
and died of a heart attack at the Chicago Bears game on Oct. 27 . '!'railing. 17-7 , the 49ers 
fought back for their g reatest victory of all time, 21-17. '!'he magnificent Wilson caught a 
pass from Tittle for the winning touchdown in the fourth quarter. Tied with Detroit at 8-4 
when the season ended, the 49ers lost the pla yoff game, 31-27, a lthough t hey held a 27-7 lead 
in the t hird quarter. 

1958- An up-and-down season wh ich finished on a high note when Green Bay and Baltimore 
were defeated in the last two games. T he 6-6 record, however, was blackened by the 33-3 and 
56-7 lacings a t the hands of L os Angeles and Albert resigned at the end of t he year. 

19 59- W ith H ickey in charge, the 49ers were in contention all t he way and John Brodk 
came into his own at quarterback when he led the team to a 21-20 upset of Cleveland. J . D. 
Smith, converted from a defensive back, became the second 49er to accumulate more than 
1,000 yards rushing. 

1960- Hickey saved a seemingly hopeless season when he inst alled his Shotg un attack and 
the club captured four of the last five games t o finish in a tie for second place. Third-st ring 
quarterback Bobby Waters threw the passes that upset Baltimore, 30-22, in the final two 
minutes. 

1961- The success of Hickey's Shotgun amazed the footba!J world , especia lly th e 49-0 
\· ictory over Detroit. Quarterback B ill Kilmer, a passing-running rookie from UCLA, was 
made to order for the new offense. When the Shotgun was stopped, Brodie took over again in 
the 'l' and had the finest season in 49er q.b. annals. I ndicating the evenness of NFL competi­
tion, the 49ers were playing for a second -place tie , plus a t rip to t he Runner-up Bowl at 
1\l iami, or a fifth-place position on the last day of t he season. The Colts again won by three 
point s , but 1961 must remain as one of the most exciting and interesting years in 49e r history. 

1962- For the first time since 1956, the 49ers fini shed t he frustrat ing season with more 
defeats t han victories. In so doing, the honored adage of "it's easier to win at home than on 
the road, " proved false-the 49ers won only one of seven at home, but captured fiv e of seven 
road contest s. 

1963- Injuries in multitude to key personnel started the 49ers off to a disappointing 2-12 
league season. One of t he victories, however, was a smashing 20·14 upset of ultimate World 
Champion Chicago , the on1y league defeat suffered b y the Bears a ll season. 

1964- Club chi ef execu tive Victor P. Morabito died of a heart attack in May. Injury to key 
personnel prevented the 49ers from gaining enough offensive momentum to forge a winning 
:-cason, a lt hough th ey pro ved to be one of the t ough es t defen sive clubs in the league. Outstand­
ing rookie perform ances by end Dave P a rk s, qu ar terback George }1'i1·a and linebacker Dave 
\\"ilcox a lso took some of the sting from the 4·10 overa ll record. 

1965- 0utstanding offensive performances ena b led the 49ers to jump from the bottom t o 
fou rth place in the Western Division as the team led the NFL in both scoring and total 
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offense. John Brodie was the most productive passer in the NFL, Dave Parks Jed the league 
in receiving and rookie Ken Willard and veteran John David Crow, acquired in an off-season 
trade, led a strong ground game. The over-all record was 7-6·1 and the season-opening 52-24 
beating of the Chicago Bears marked the largest number of points ever scored by the 49ers in 
'.'/FL play. 

1966- After a somewhat s low start, the 49ers got in gear just before midway in the season 
and became one of only two teams to beat the eventual VVorld Champion Green Day Ptickers. 
After that, they rolled to a respectable 6-6-2 record and were in the battle for second place in 
the Western Division until the final league game. Guard John Thomas and end Dave Parks 
were All Pro, and they joined guard Howard Mudd, center Bruce Bosley, fullback Ken Willard 
and linebacker Dave Wilcox in the Pro Bowl. 

1967-An auspicious start (they were 5-1) disintegrated into disappointment for the 49ers 
as injuries took a heavy toll and a six -game losing streak took them out of the running. 
Q uarterback George l'vlira came off the bench to lead the sq uad to two season-ending victories 
and salvage a 7-7 record . There were bright spots, however, as, with J ohn Brodie in fine form, 
the 49ers were the on ly team t o beat the power-laden Rams in a league game, g uard Howard 
~\'lucld and linebacker Dave \.Vi lcox were named to All-Pro teams, and :Mudd and center 
Cruce Bosley playecl in the Pro Bowl for the second straight time. 

1968- Under n ew coach Dick Nolan the 49ers posted a 7-6-1 record as the season turned on 
key wins over New York, 26-10, and Green Ilay, 27-20. Brilliant performances by QB John 
Broclte, receiver C1if ~lc:\'"ei J ancl running back Ken Willard led a prolific offense, while tackle 
Charlie Krueger. linebackt:r Dave V\iilcox and defensive back Kermit A lexander, sparked a 
revitalized defense. Mc:\'eil and guard Howard Mudd were chosen All-NFL, and joined by 
Wilcox, Willard and Alexander in the Pro Bowl. 

1969-Ilesct by injuries that ne:trly decimated the defensive unit, the 49ers struggled th rough 
the early part of the season, we11t five games before beating Baltimore, the first time they had 
done that in 1 J previous games. It got a little better after that (final record was 4·8-2) and 
five players-Jim Johnson, Dave Wilcox. Elmer Collett. Ken vVillard and rookie Gene Wash · 
ington-were selected for the Pro How1. Johnson was also All-Pro and winner of the Eshmont 
Award. 

1970- This was the greatest year since the club became a member of the NFL in 1950. The 
10-3-1 record was the best as an NFL club, the Western D ivision (NFC) champion ship was 
the first in the NF L . In a season ?f superlatives , John Brodie was the NFL's "Player of the 
Year," Ilrucc Taylor was NFC "Rookie of the Year," Coach Dick Nolan was :t near-unani­
mous choice as NFC "Coach of the Year." Brodie, receiver Gene Washington, linebacker 
Dave Wilcox and cornerback Jimmy J ohnson were All-Pro and joined by tackle Len Hohde 
in being selected for the Pro Bowl. 

1971-The 49ers forged a 9-5·0 record and won their second consecutive NFC Western 
Division title, cin ch ing the crown on the final day by beating Detrc it, 31 -27, the identical 
score by which the Lions had knocked the 49ers out of championship play in the bitterly­
rcmembered 1957 game. The season was also the club's first in its plush n ew home, Candle ­
stick Park. Center Forrest Blue, l111ebacker Dave Wilcox and cornerback Jimmy Johnson 
were All -Pro and joined in t he Pro Howl by Ted Kwalick, Gene W ashington , Vic \V;-tshing­
ton, Cedrick H ardman and Bruce Taylor. 

1972-Early-season inconsistency compounded by an injury to John Brodie in the fifth 
game of the season cast a pall on 49er prospects for a third-straight NFC West title, but 
Steve Spurrier stepped in for Brodie and turned things around> with a brilliant, poised per· 
forma nce. In the final quarter of th e final game the recovered Brodie relieved Steve, threw 
two TD passes for 20 -1 7 win over Minnesota that cl inched NFC West title No. 3, but Spur­
rier's nine-game contribution was th e key. Center Forrest Blue, defensive back Jimmy J ohn­
son, tight end T ed Kwa lick, wide receiver Gene Washington and linebacker Dave Wilcox 
were All-Pro selections. 

1973- - In what was both a disappointing and s ignificant yea r, the 49ers \\"ere 5-9 after 
tack ling- the NFL's toughest sched ule and falling victim to a rash of key injuries and an un­
settled quarterback situation . It :tlso marked the end of the brilliant careers of quarterback 
John Brodie and defensive tackle Charlie Krueger, both of whom retired at year's end . Center 
Forrest Blue and nave \Vilcox \\"Crc All-Pro and joined in the Pro Bow l by Ted Kwa lick, 
\Voody Peoples and Tom Wittum. 

1974-The 49ers used five di fferent qua1·terbacks after ;:in injury to stader Steve SpuITier a 
week before the season opened sidelin ed him fo r m ost of th e year. After winning the first two 
ga mes, the club lost a team record1 seven straight and t hen c losed w ith a rush. winn in g four of 
the last five games to finish the season at 6-8. Runnin g back \Vilbur J ackson was named 
SPO RTING NEW S "Rookie of the Year" and was named to the NFL All-Rookie team a long 
w ith quarterback Tom Owen and defensive back Mike H olmes. Center Forrest Blue and 
punter Tom \Vittum were A ll -NFC and selected for the Pro Bowl along with Jimmy Johnson. 
A knee injury forcecl perennial All ·Pro lin ebacker DaYe \.Vilcox to retire after a brilliant 11 -year 
career with the 49ers.

Western Union and Sportscom services w.ill both be available in the press box and each will 
provide runners for copy. 

All credential requests should be made to George McFadden in the 49er office no later than 
Wednesday prior to the game to be covered, if possible. No individual game credentials will be 
mailed. There is a special press "will call" booth at Gate A at Candlestick Park. 

There is a limited amount of photo deck space available, so all requests for camera positions 
should be made as early as possible. When the space is all allocated, additional requests must 
be refused. Photo positions are on the second level of the press box and on the balcony areas 
on either end of the first level outside. 

The press box is accessible only from the elevator from ground level. The elevator makes 
only one stop-at the press box. 

With two minutes remaining in each game a member of the 49er public relations staff will 
guide writers to the team dressing rooms. From the elevator the group will walk the main 
concourse to the dressing room elevator.
