The Chicago Bears fight song, Bear Down, Chicago Bears, was introduced in 1941. Though 

Jerry Downs is lis ted as the composer , it actua lly is a pseudonym for Al Hoffman (who also 
wrote the words a nd music for th e song If I Knew You Were Coming, I'd Have Baked a Cake). 

HofTman's words for the Bears' fight song: 
Bear down, Chicago Bears, make every play clear the way to victory; 
Bear down, Chicago Bears, put up a jighl with a might so f earlessly. 
We'll never forget the way you thrilled the nation with your T-fonnation.

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By the Decade 

One of the world's mos t storied professional s ports franchises, the Chicago Bears were established 
in 1920 as George Halas founded profession al football with represe111a1ives from 12 other clubs in 
Canton, Ohio. Halas wa s not only the team's founder but served as h ead coach for 40 years, and 
was active wi th the Bears until his death in 1983. The fra nch ise has won nine world c hampionships, 
six of those coming between 1932-46, and in 1997 became the first club in NFL annals to notch its ~ 

600th victory. The tea m has participated in the playoffs 23 times, and sent 26 players, one coach, 
and one genera l manager to the Pro Football Ha ll of Fame, the most of any tea m. 

A native Chicagoa n, Ha las was a three-sport lellcnnan a t the University of Illi nois. He joined the 
Navy after graduat ion before playing right fi e ld for the New York Yankees. A hip injury ended his 
baseball ca reer and Halas moved to Decatur to work for a corn products firm owned by A.E. Staley, 
who sponsored a semi-pro baseball team and later commissioned Ha las to organize an indcpcndem 
football team. One year later , Staley gave Halas the club and Halas made Dutch Stcrnaman his part- ~ 
ner. Halas was a player-coach from 1920-29 and was named to the NFL all-pro squad of the 1920s. 
He holds three NFL coa ching records and four Bears coaching records. Halas' 324 coaching victo-
ries was broken in 1994 by Don Shula of the Miami Dolphins. Halas led the Bea rs to six world cham­
pionships - his fi rs t and last separated by 42 yea rs ( 1921 and 1963). (Sec page 204 for more 011

1920s: George Ha las founded pro football and the Decatur Staleys in 1920 and set membership 
a t $I 00 per club. The Staleys posted a I 0 - 1-2 record in that inaugural season as each player earned I'"\ 
$ 1,900 for the season. The Bears won their firs t title the next season (1921) with a 9 - 1- 1 mark and 
went on to post winni ng records in a ll bu t one season in the en tire decade ( 1929: 4 -9 -2). The fi rst 
major signing took place in 1925 when the Bea rs signed Red Gra nge to a con t ract. Halas then took 
Grange a nd the Bears on a coast-lo-coast barnstorming tour in which the c lub played 16 games in 
n ine weeks. The firs t game of that stretch was played before 36,000 at the team's home s ite, Wrigley 
Field . 

1930s: Halas left the coaching ra nks in 1930 a nd Ralph Jones led the club to a 24 - 10-7 record ,,-., 
from 1930-32. The Bears won the 1932 championship before 11 , 198 fans a t Chicago Stadium. The 
franchise los t $ 18,000 that season a nd Sternaman sold his half of the club to I !alas. The 1933 sea-
son marked Halas' re turn to coaching a nd the beginning of the "modern" National Football League. ~ 
The Bears beat the Giants 23-21 in thl! NFL's firs t championship game tha t year. The Bears 
advanced to the NFL ti tle game twice more in the 30's, but fell lo the Giants in 1934 a nd the 
Red skins in 1937. 

1940s: The decade began with another NFL title as the Bears buried the Washington Redskins, ~ 
73-0 , a s ten diffe rent players scored while Chicago unveiled the T-format1on. I !alas left for wa r duties 
in the middle of the 1942 season . The team continued winning, but lost the ti tle game in 
Washington, 14-6. Luke John sos a nd Hu nk Anderson co-coached the wartime Bea rs the next three 
seasons . In 1943, the Bears beat Wash ington 4 1-2 1 a t Wrigley Field in the NFL tit le game. Halas 
returned in 1946 and the Bears won the title again - defeating the Giants, 24 - 14, before a NFL-
record crowd of 58,346 in the Polo Grounds. 

1950s: The Bears began the decade with a title n111, but lost 10 the Rams in the 1950 Western ~ 
Divis ion title game, 24- 14. Paddy Driscoll replaced Ha las as coach in 1956 and the Bears lost to the 
Giants in the NF'L Championship game at Yankee Stadium. Halas returned for his final s tint as head 
coach in 1958 . f"""',,, 

NAMING THE BEARS 
George Halas originally named the team the Decatur Staleys after A.E. Staley, a s tar ch 

manufacturer and enthusiastic sports fan who sponsored a semi-pro team and commissioned 
Ha las 10 organize the new squad. 

One year later, trying to match the profitability of Ch icago's baseball games, Staley asked 
Halas if he would lake the learn off Staley's hands and move it to Chicago for $5,000, while 
keeping the name Staleys for another year. With the he lp of legendary baseball pioneer Bill 
Veeck a nd William Wrigley, Halas soon acquired a lease to play at Wrigley Field. 

When Halas' obligation to Staley terminated in 1922, he con s idered re-naming the team the 
Ch icago Cubs out of respect for Veeck and Wrigley who, according to Halas in his biography, 
"had been such a great help." 

But, as Halas continued, "I noted football players are much bigger players than baseball 
players, so if baseball players are cubs, the n football players must be bears!" 

On J a nuary 28, 1922, the franchise was re-named the Chicago Bears. 
The team colors have always been blue a nd orange after those of Halas' alma mater, the 

University of lllinois. Halas lettered in football, basketball, a nd baseball for the Fighting lllini, 
and is hon ored as one of U of l's most distinguished alumni in the lllin i Union in Champaign­
Urban a.

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1960s: The Bears won their final title under Halas in 1963, beating the NY Giants, 14-10, at 
Wrigley Field . A new era was signaled in 1965 when the club drafted Dick Butkus and Gale Sayers 
in the firs t round of the college draft. Sayers set a NFL record with 22 TDs a s a rookie, including six 
in a s ingle game against the 49ers. Prior to the 1968 season, Halas retired from coaching after 40 
seasons and a 324- 15 1-3 I record . 

Ed Mccaskey was named team's vice-pres ident and treasurer in 1967, a posit ion he held fo r 17 
years before being named Chairman of the Board in 1983 a nd eventually Chaiman Emeritu s in 
1999. Ed spearheaded the club's civic activities for many years and a ttends NFL meetings. Among 
his many civic con tr ibutions on beha lf of the Bears was guiding the Brian Piccolo Fund from its 
inception in 1970 to 1987, rais ing millions of dollars for cancer research . 

1970s: The Bears played their final sea son in Wrigley Field in 19 70 before moving to Soldier Field. 
In the same year, Halas was elected presid ent of the NFC as the NFL and AFL merged. In 1974, Jim 
Finks joined the Bears as General Manager . Finks named Jack Pardee, the fi rs t non-Bear in such a 
position, a s head coach replacing Abe Gibron. In 1975, the Bears moved their training camp to Lake 
Forest after s pending 3 1 years in Rensselaer. India na ; and Walter Payton was the club's first-round 
draft choice. After a 14-year hia tus the Bea rs returned to the playoffs in 1977, winning their final 
s ix games to finish 9-5. The Bears again made the playoffs in 1979 under head coach Neill 
Armstrong. Chicago lost in the opening round in both 1977 and 1979. The organization suffered a 
major loss at end of the decade when team president George "Mugs" Ha las, Jr. died at 54. Mugs 
joined the Bears front office in 1950, was na med treasurer in 1953, and beca me president of the 
cl ub in 1963. (See page 205 for more on "Mugs• Halas.) 

1980s: Armstrong's tenure ended in 1982 and he was replaced by Dallas Cowboys' assistant Mike 
Ditka, 3 Bears tight end from 1961 -66. In 1983, Jim Finks resigned a nd George Halas died at age 
88. Michael McCaskey, the oldest son of Eel a nd Virginia Mccaskey and the grand son of George 
Halas, became the third president in club history. 

Mcca skey was a bu s iness school professor and operated a consulting company in Boston before 
joining the Bears. In his 15 seasons as club p resident, the Bea rs posted nine winning seasons, made 
three trips to the NFC title ga me and won Super Bowl XX. Mccaskey has served s tints on the 
Finance, Long Range Planning. Stadium, and NFL Properties Execut ive committees during his 
tenure. 

The Bears returned to the NFL elite in 1984. They advanced to the NFC Championship game (los­
ing to San Fra ncisco) and Walter Payton broke Jim Brown's all-time NFL rushing record . The loss in 
the '84 title game set the s tage for the 1985 season in which the Bears posted shutouts in both play­
off games before r ipping the Pa triots, 46- 10, in Super Bowl XX. The Bears won the NFC Central d ivi­
s ion each of the next three seasons, but could never get past the NFC title game. Payton's je rsey was 
re tired following the '87 season. 

1990s: The Bears made playoff a ppeara nces in 1990 a nd 199 1. The 1992 season was marked by 
the retirement of Mike Singletary, the end of the Mike Ditka era and Kevin Butler becoming the 
club's :ill-time scoring leader. Dave Wa nnstedt was na med the I I th coach in team history in 1993 
and led the Bears to back-to-back winning sea sons in 1994 and 1995. The u n iform numbers of Dick 
Butkus (SI ) and Gale Sayers (40) were retired in 1994. The tea m moved into its new headquarters, 
Ha las Hall at Conway Park, on March 3, 1997. The Bears became the first franchise in NFL his tory 
to win 600 games; number 600 was a 13 -7 win over Tampa Bay a t Soldier Field (I 1-23-97). On 
August I , 1998, Mike Singletary became the 25th Bear inducted into the NFL Hall-of-Fame, the most 
of any franchise. Dick Jauron became the 12th he:id coach in Bears history on J:inuary 24, 1999. 
Two weeks later the Bears rcshufned the front office by naming Ted Phillips President a nd CEO, 
Michael Mccaskey Chairman of the Board, and Ed Mccaskey Chairma n Emeritus. Chicago mourned 
the passing of legendary running back Walter Payton on November 1, 1999 as he los t his battle with 
a rore liver disease. The Bears named their indoor practice facility the "Walter Payton Center" in his 
honor I he following spring. 

2000s: The Bears won the NFC Central in 200 I , the final year of the division , and a lso a ccom­
plis hed one of their greatest off-field a chievements with the approval of the lakcfront improvement 
pla n which ended the Bears 44-year s tadium effort on Jan. 5, 200 I, with a new stadium set to open 
in 2003 built within the historic colonnades a t Soldier Field. Demolition of the old Soldier Field 
beg:in following a playoff loss to Philadelphia on Jan. 19, 2002. With expansion of the League to 32 
teams in 2002 with the addition of the Houston Texans, the AFC a nd NFC each a ligned to four divi­
sions of four teams with Tampa Bay moving into the newly created NFC South leaving t raditional 
rivals Chic:igo, Green Bay, Det roit and Minnesota in the NFC North. 2002 also marked a year of 
cha nge as the Bears moved their training camp home from Pla tteville , Wis .. which had hosted the 
summer t ra ining camp for 18 yc:irs, to Olive t Nazarene Un ivers ity in Bourbonnais, j u s t 60 miles 
south of Chicago. The Bears a lso played all of their home games during the 2002 se:ison at Memorial 
Stadium in Champaign while the new s tadium at Soldier Field was being cons tructed. Defen s ive 
encl/ tackle Dan Ha mpton was the 26th Bear to be inducted into the Pro Footba ll H:ill of Fame on 
Aug. 3, 200 2. e

Chicago Bears fans hnvc wnitcd over 40 years for a stnclium built 
for football. When Bears President and CEO Ted Phillips assumed 
his current post in 1999 he envisioned a new stadium with the 

amenities and a tmosphere the NFL's best fa ns craved. Trndition wou ld 
not be sacrificed in the process. The s tadium would cont inue to be opcn ­
air to ensure Bear \Vcathcr remained a home field ndvantngl.'. It would 
stay on the lakefront where over 30 years of Bears legends have left their 
mark on Chicago. And it would continue to be called Soldier Field. In 
2003, the vision becomes a reulity as the doors to new Soldier Field open 
for the next cm of Bears football. 

Bears team founder George Halas began the search for a new striclium 
and Phillips ended the hunt playing a lead role in the City of Chicago's 
l.akefront Redevelopment Plan. fea t uring 17 acres of new parkland. an 
underground parking structure and a new stadium within the historic 

confines of Soldier Field. Phillips helped negotiate a public/private partnership winning approvnl from the 
State and City in November of 2000 and March of 200 I. Dcmolit1011 started immediately following the team's 
final game in January of2002. beginning an aggressi\•e 20-month construction schedule. In order to ensure 
the great traditions of Chicago football continue at the n ew stndium . the design includes tailgating areas. 
retaining the historic south wall, renewed public access to the colonnades and plenty of surrounding park­
land for enhanced pre- and post-game activities. 

Und er Ph illips' leade rs hip, the Bears completed an agreement with t he Un iversity of Ill inois to play a ll 
2002 home gnmcs and 2003 prcscnson home ga mes at Memoria l Studium during the construction of Soldier 
Field . The mov" returned th e team to the si te where Papa 13l'ar lla las at tended college a nd played football 
in addition to b ringing Bears football to thousands of fans across c<·nt ral and southern Illinois. Th<" ream 
averaged over 60,000 fans a game over the 10-game home schedule in 2002, a llowing many to experience 
Bears football in person for the first time. 

Phillips mark on the Bears organi7..ation extends far beyond 1lw new stadium. He has revived the 1cam's 
proud tradition nnd in four years has given Bears fans reasons for excitement both on and off the field . I !is 
highlights include hiring the team's first general manager in o,·er 14 years. returning the Bears training 
camp to Illinois and presiding over Chicago's first di\'ision championship in over a decade. 

Over the 2001 ofTscnson , Phillips gave the team n ew direction by restructuring the football operations 
with the hiring of Jerry Angelo. the Bears first General Manager since Jerry Vainisi's d eparture after the 
1986 season. Phill ips' d ecision to hire Angelo gives the team a veteran talent evaluator with 22 years of NFL 
experience includin g 15 within the former NFC Cent ral Division . 

In 2002, lhc Bears returned their training camp to Ill inois for the first time since 1983, moving to Olivet 
Nazaren e Universi ty in Bourbonnais. The move fit into Phill ips' goals of making Bears football more acces­
sible to those who have supported the organization for decades. Fons responded favorably, turning out in 
record numbers over the three-week train ing period with some practice crowds exceedin g 10,000 111 ~llten­

dance. 
Phillips cont inues to emphasize the importance of fan relations and customer service, working 10 improve 

the 1cam's website, cxp~u1ding the club's special cvcnl s ::ind community relations efforts and cnhnncing the 
Bears gamt· day experience. He expanded the team's marketing and sulcs departments to help increase rev 
cnucs, whilt.: delivering better service, more creativity and value to local and national business partners. 

A key member of the Bears front office since 1983, Phillips was named President and Ch ief EX<'Cut ivc 
Officer on Fcbruury 10, 1999. lie is t he fourth person to servl' ns president in the organi1,at ion's storied 84 -
year history following Michael Mccaskey. George -Mugs- llalas, Jr .. u11d George S. Halas. 

Phillips served os the Bears vice president of opcrntions for six seasons starting in 1993. llis primary 
duties included n egotiatin g player contracts and serving as t h<' BC'ars salary eapologist, as well as handling 
lengue-relnted marketing, financial and legal issues. lie was also responsible ror overseeing all dqx1rtnll'nts 
within the organization, other than coaching a nd player personn el. and served as the club's clucf financial 
officer. Phillips also has been the Bears mam liaison with the NFL office and the NFL l\lnnagement Council. 

Before becoming ,·ice president of operations, Phillips served as the chrcctor of finance from 1987 to 1993, 
handling nil player contract negotiations and overseeing the club's business operations. Phillips JOinccl the 
Bears stnfT on September 28. 1983. as the team's controller. a pos111on he held for four years. 

Prior to joining the Bears, Phillips was employed as an auditor nnd tax accountant with 1hc:.• inh.·rna1ion­
al accounting firm of Ernst & Whinney !now Ernst & Young) , from 1979-83. He graduated from the 
Univcrsily of Notre Dame in 1979 with n degree in business and nt.:counting. Phillips earned u master of m:ir­
ket ing a nd manngement degree from the Kellogg Graduate Sehool ut Nort hwestern Universi ty in 1989. 

Phillips wHs born June 27, 1957, in Oneida, N.Y .. nnd gn·w up in Nushun, N.H. lie and his wifo. Kat ie, 
have thrcc sons: Matthew (8), Max (6) and Fronk (4).

S
ince joining Chicago prior to the 200 I season, general manag­
er Jerry Angelo has brought a clear vision to Bears football. 
Rewarding core players, building through the draft a nd man­

aging the salary cap a re the corners tones of Angelo's d irection. His 
plan has allowed Ch icago to build upon a strong nucleu s of young 
talent leading to continuity within the Bears football operations. 

Angelo has been proactive with the team's key players over the 
past two years, extending contracts of nine current s tarters includ­
ing Pro Bowlers Brian Urlache r, Marty Booker a nd Olin Kreutz (Rex 
Tucker, Brya n Robinson, Warrick Holdman, J e rry Azunrnh, R.W. 
McQua rters and Pau l Edinger). Fifteen of the Bears projected 22 
starters in 2003 a rc signed th rough the next two seasons. 

The draft has been the primary means to bringing new talent to 
the football team. Du ring the 2003 offseason, Angelo orchest rated 
the League's most significant d raft trade sending th e fourth overall 
pick to the New York J e ts in exchange for two firs t round selections (Mic hael Haynes and Rex 
Grossman). By the encl of the draft weekend , Chicago had selected 12 players, the most of any team 
in the NFL. In addition to the young crop of drafted talent, Angelo and his staff also upgraded the 
team's offense by s igning free agent quarterback Kordell Stewart and tight end Desmond Clark. 

In his firs t season lead ing the Bears football operations, General Manager J er ry Angelo helped 
guide the team to its first d ivis ion t itle in 11 years. He rewarded head coach Dick Jau ron the follow­
ing offseason with a new three-year contra ct a nd extended the rest of the coaching s ta ff th rough 
2004. 

Angelo was handed the reins of the Chicago Bears football operations on June 12, 2 00 I as the 
team 's firs t gen eral manager s ince 1986 (Jerry Vain isi). Angelo brings 34 years of footba ll experience 
to Chicago, including 20 as a NFL scout and 16 in the NFC North Divis ion (includes 15 years in for­
mer NFC Central Divis ion). He oversees the Bears ent ire football s taff including footba ll operations, 
personnel and coaching along with all decisions regarding the d raft, free agency, trades and the 
salary cap. 

Angelo accepted his cu rrent post after spending 14 years overseeing Tampa Bay's scouting depart­
ment as the Buccaneer's Director of Player Personnel. In Tampa, Angelo helped turn a team that 
averaged under five wins a season in its first 2 1 yea rs of exis tence into a perennial playoff contender , 
as the Buccaneers averaged a lmos t I 0 wins over his las t fou r years with th ree playoff berths a nd 
one NFC Championsh ip appearance ( 1999). The You ngstown, Ohio, na t ive was a key member in car­
rying out th e philosophy of Tampa's rebuilding process. He cont ributed to drafting Pro Bowlers Tony 
Mayberry ( 1990), John Lynch (I 993), Trent Dilfer ( 1994). Warren Sapp ( 1995), Derrick Brooks 
( 1995), Mike Alstott ( 1996), Donnie Abraham ( 1996), Warrick Dunn ( 1997) a nd Marti n Gramatica 
( 1999). He a lso was a pivotal player in recruiting free agents Hardy Nickerson ( 1993), Jeff Christy 
(2000) and Randa ll McDaniel (2000), a ll of whom made t rips to Hawaii donning a Bucs uniform. 
Overall, Angelo had a hand in Tampa's 32 Pro Bowl appearances by 14 different players from 1989 
to 2000. 

Prior to joining Tampa Bay in 1987, Angelo s pent five seasons ( 1982-86) as a regiona l scout for 
the New York Giants, including their Super Bowl XXI cam paign . He spen t 198 1 in the Canadian 
Football League as the Calgary Sta mpeders linebackers coach. Angelo broke into the NFL as a scout 
for the Dallas Cowboys in 1980. After playing d efensive tackle fo r three years ( 1968 -70) at Miami of 
Ohio for coaches Bo Schembcchlcr and Bill Ma llory, Angelo gra duated with a bachelor's degree in 
socia l sciences a nd a master 's in secondary adminis t ration while working as a grad u ate assis tant a t 
t he Univers ity in 197 1. He went on to coa ch eigh t more yea rs in the collegiate ra nks beginning a t 
Colorado State as a port-time defensive line coach {1 972) a nd e nding with a five-year s tint as the d­
line conch at Syracuse (I 975-79). In 1973 a nd 1974, he served as the defen s ive line coach and 
recruiting coordinator for the Un iversity of Tam pa before the Spartans cu t the football program. 

J erry and his wife, Bernie, have two daughters, Leisa. who is married to Brad Rice, and Sutton.

Head Coach 

D
ick Jau ron e nters his fi fth year as the Bears head coach and 
leads a rejuvenated team into the 2003 season. After win­
ning the NFC Centrnl Division Championship in 2001, 

Jauron faced a challenging 2002 marred by injuries and a tempo- I""\ 
rnry home in Champaign, Ill. The result was a disappointtng four-
win season. Despite the record, the team fought through a difficult 
year, tallying home and road wins versus two playoff-bound oppo- ,,,,..., 
nents (Atlanta and NY Jets), and fielded three pro bowlers (Many 
Booker, Olin Kreutz and Brian Urlacher). 

J auron led the Bears to their biggest two-season turnaround in 
team history by improving eigh t games in 200 I from the previous 
season, culminating in a 13-3 record and Chicago's first NFC 
Cent ral Division Championship since 1990. The Bears swept three 

of its four division rivals and the resurgence under Jauron's direction earned him Coach of the Year 
honors from multiple publications and organizations. Jauron also joined George Halas and Mike 
Ditka as the only Bears coaches to lead a team to 13 or more wins in one year and became one of 
only six Chica go coaches to guide h is team on a s ix-game win s t reak. 

Following the lea d of their head coach , Chicago main tained a rare poise in clutch situations 
throughout 200 I resulting in five second-half come-from-behind victories, including two in overtime, 
and an 8-0 record in games decided by seven points or less. In addition. Chicago did not suffer con­
secutive losses for the first time since 1988. 

Jau ron navigated his young team through the NFL's toughest schedule in 2000 ending the sea­
son with five wins and a 4-4 mark over the final eight games. The Bears proved to be a dangerous 
foe over the second half of the year. beating two playoff-bound opponents (Indianapolis and Tampa 
Bay) and knocking a third out of the playoffs in the season finale (Detroit). Q,•er Jauron's first two 
seasons in Chicago, the Bears defeated all of their divisional opponents at least once and the Bears' 
consecutive victories at Green Bay made Jauron the first coach in team history to win his first two 
road contests against the Packers. 

Jauron led the club to six wins in 1999 against a schedule which was the eigh th most difficult in ~ 
th e NFL and included 14 games versus teams that finished .500 or belier. Eleven of the Bears first 
12 games were decided on the final drive including two overtime contests. Jauron's first edition also 
won road games at Green Bay and Minnesota - a feat last accomplished by the 1985 Bears.

Jau ron was named the 12th head coach in Chicago Bears history on January 24, 1999, follow­
ing four seasons as defens ive coordinator of the Jacksonville Jaguars. 

Jauron is a 27-year veteran of the NFL a s a player a nd coach, including 18 yea rs in the NFC 
North (formerly Central) Division , a nd played a major role in J a cksonville's rise from expansion team 
to d ivision cha mpion and Supe r Bowl contend er. In his four season s in J ackson ville, the J agua rs 
won 35 games and reached the playoffs three times including a trip to the AFC C hampionship game 
in 1996 . 

In their fi rs t -ever season, the 1995 expa ns ion J aguars finis h ed 2 1s t in the NFL in total defen se, 
including 24t h against the rus h a nd 17th agains t the pass. J auron's 1996 Jaguars defense fin ished 
15th in total defense (19th and 16th versus the rush and pass, respectively). In 1997. the Jags were 
23rd overall, 13th against the rush and 24th agains t the pass. J acksonville was 25th overall in 
1998; 22nd agains t the rush , 23rd against the pass. They fi nished tied for second in the AFC a nd 
tied for fi fth in the lea gu e with a + 10 turnover different ial that season. The J ags were seventh in the 
confe rence and 13 th in the NFL with 30 takeaways (third a nd fifth with 17 fumble recoveries) and 
linished sixth in the AFC a nd 11th in the NFL in third down defe nse, a llowing a 36.5% conversion 
rate. In 1998, the Jaguars' red zone defense was among the league's leaders as well , with a 46.0% 
TD percentage, ranking lifth in the AFC and ninth in the league. They were tied for 12th in the NFL 
(lifth in the AFC) with 32 tou chdowns allowed by the defense. 

Pr ior to joining the Jagu a rs, J a uron s pent nine seasons in Green Bay as the Packers' defens ive 
backs coach . He worked under Forrest Gregg ( 1986 -87), Lindy Infa nte ( 1988-9 1) a nd Mike 
Holmgren ( 1992-94). J auron was on Green Bay's staff with Jacksonville Head Coach Tom Cough lin 
in 1986-87 and he is the fift h member of Holmgren's original s taff to earn a NFL head coaching posi­
tion . The others a rc Ray Rhodes (defen s ive coordinator, fou r years a t Philadelphia, one year at Green 
Bay), J on Gruden (wide receivers, Tampa Bay, four years a t Oakla nd), Steve Mariucci (qu a rterbacks, 
San Francisco), a nd Andy Reid (Light end s / qua rterbacks, Philadelphia). J auron's NFL coaching 
career began in 1985 with the Buffalo Bills, where he served one season as Hank Bullough's sec­
ondary coach. 

NFL Player 
Jauron was selected by the Detroit Lions in th e fourt h round of the 1973 NFL draft. He played in 

Detroit from 1973-77 a nd was a 1974 Pro Bowl select ion. The Lions waived J auron in early 78, but 
he signed wi th Cincin nati six days later and was a Bengal until 1980, wh en he suffered a career­
ending k nee injury. He end ed his playing career with 26 inte rception s a nd two touchdowns, includ­
ing seven thefts a nd one TD retu rn a gains t Chicago. 

As a Lions' rookie, J auron s ta rted a t free safety in a game agains t the Bears (11 - 18 -73). He inter­
cepted three Gary Hu ff passes on the a fternoon. t ied for the Bears opponents' ind i\'idual record, 
including a 95-yard return for a touchdown , the fourt h longest ever ngainst Chicago. His 167 inter­
ception return yard s a re still a record for a Bears' opponent. Jauron had four more career intercep­
tions against Chicago, including returns of 4 1, 26 a nd 28 ya rds, plus two fumble recoveries. His 
103 punt re turn yards (three returns on 11 -24 -74) is the fifth -best Bears opponen ts ind ividua l total 
in team a nna ls. He played n ine games aga inst Chicago, a ll as a Lion. 

P e r s o nal 
After retir ing from the playing lield, Jauron and a former teammate Jimmy Corbett opened a 

health a nd fitness center in Cincin na ti. He left the busin ess in 1983 a nd spen t two years working 
fo r Nautilus before begin ning his coaching career. 

Richa rd Ma nual Jauron was born on October 7 , 1950, in Peoria, 111 . Jauron lived two years in 
Peoria where h is fathe r , Bob, was head football coach at Manual High School. Dick 's middle name 
comes as a result of his father's association with the school. He spent h is childhood years in 
Rensselaer, Ind., where his father was head coach at St. J oseph's College, former s ite of the Bears 
summer train ing camp. J au ron a tte nded Swa mpscott I ligh School in suburba n Boston a nd s ta r red 
in football, basketball a nd baseball. He was drafted by the St. Louis Card in a ls as a shortstop and 
was an a ll-American in footbal l, a run ning back/sa fe ty who led his team to two consecut ive state 
championships. The Boston Globe named J auron one of the top I 0 prep a thletes of the 20th centu­
ry in the state of Massachusetts.

J auron was a running back at Yale, where he earned a degree in history. He holds several school 
rushing records including consecutive 100-yard rushing games (16). 

Dick and his wife, GaH, have two daughters, Kacy (1 81 and Amy (1 6).

G reg Blache, a highly regarded 15-year NFL coaching veteran, begins his 
fifth season as defensive coordinator for the Bears. 

On the heels of a record-selling performance in 200 I and with nine defen­
s ive starters returning in 2002, early injuries on the defensive line (Ted 
Wash ington and Phillip Daniels). linebacking corps (Wa rrick Holdman) and 
defen sive backfield (R.W. McQuancrs) forced 11 different starting lineups in 
16 games for the Bears last season. While some of 1hc faces were forced 10 
change, the auacking, aggressive philosophy remained the same. The Bears 
recorded 64 tackles behind the line of scrimmage in 2002, the most since 
Blache s1arting directing 1he defense (50 in 200 I , 40 in 2000 and 58 in 1999). The Bears a lso forced 
at leas t one turnover in 33 consecutive games which was 1he second longes t active s t reak in the 
League. In the past four seasons, Blache's defenses have forced I 18 turnovers, including 37 in 200 I, 
the most by a Bears defense since 1990, and has accounted for 12 touc hdowns (2 in 1999, 4 in 
2000, 5 in 2001, 1 in 2002). 

In 200 1, Blache molded his young crew into one of the top defens ive unil s in the NFL, producing 
the top-ranked scoring defense in the League, a llowing only 203 points in 16 games ( 12. 7 points per 
game) which ranks third in Bears history for a 16 -gamc schedule behind only 1he 1985 and 1986 
Bears. The rushing defense ranked second in the NFL and firs1 in the NFC allowing just 82. I yards 
per contest while allowing only three rushes of 20 or more yards all season a nd only six rushing TDs, 
the fewesl s ince 1998 (5). 

Blache incorporated seven new s tarters into his lineup in 2000. The uni1 took root over the final 
eight games of the season , moving 11 spots 10 finish I 61h overall in the NFL a f1er allowing 49 fewer 
points a nd 400 less net yards then in the previous eight games. His success as a defensive coordi­
nator has earned him NFL head coaching considerations after the 1998, 2001 and 2002 seasons. 

Prior 10 joining the Bears, Blache served as the Indianapolis Colts' defensive line coach for five 
seasons (1994 -98) and held the same posit ion for I he Green Bay Packers for s ix years ( 1988-93) 
where he served on 1he s1aff wi1h Dick Jauron. At Indianapolis, Blac he served under Ted 
Marchibroda , Lindy Infante a nd Jim Mora and he lped 1he Colts advance 10 1he AFC title game in 
1996. He coached several top pass rushers at Indianapolis including double-digit sackers Dan 
Footman and Tony Bennett along with tackle Ellis Joh n son. 

Blachc's coaching career began in 1968 as a defen s ive assistant at Notre Dame, where he had suf­
fered a leg injury as a freshman that ended his playing career. Upon graduation in 1971, Blache 
s1ayed al Notre Dame for fi ve seasons, one year as a grad assistant and four years as a full-time 
assislanl. Blache then joined the Tulane s taff in 1976, where he coached lhe offensive line (1976-
77). ouls ide linebackers ( 1978-79) a nd defensive backs ( 1980). He returned 10 Noire Dame 10 coa ch 
ru nning backs ( 198 1) and the defens ive line a nd ou tside linebackers (I 982-83). Blache then served 
one year as defensive coordinator with the USFL's Jacksonville Bulls in 1984, and had one-year 
exper iences at Southern Univcrsily ( 1986, d efensive coordinator) and Kansas ('87, special teams 
coordinator) before landing in Green Bay starting in 1988. 

Blache was a defensive back at Noire Dame before his injury, where he earned a bachelor's degree 
in sociology and a master's in secondary education. Born March 9 , 1949. in New Orleans, La .. 
Blache is married 10 Lynn a nd has six children: Greg J r ., Jennifer, Christopher, Sarah. Corinne and 
Mall hew.

The Bea rs won 17 
of t he first 21 regula r-season games under his offensive direct ion. Afte r jump­
ing to a fas t s ta rt 111 2002 , key injuries a long the offensive line and at quar­
terback s ta lled the improving unit. Despite the setbacks, Ch icago's offen se 
under Shoop's direction sent two players to the Pro Bowl for the second con­
secutive season for the first time s ince 1990-9 1 and the firs t wide receiver to 
make the squad since 1971 (Marty Booker). Booker is only the fourth receiv­

e r in franchise his tory (Dick Gordon, Harla n Hill and Johnny Morris) to ea rn the recognition a nd he 
helped the Bears rank a mong the leaders in pass plays over 20 yards during the 2002 season. 

In 200 I , the Bears ba ll-control offense tied a tea m record los ing on ly e ight fumbles , tying the pre­
vious low for a 16-game schedule set in 1978. In addition to taki ng care of the ball the offensive line 
proved to be the best in the NFL at preventing sacks allowing a league-low 17 sacks, more than 2 1 
below the NFL average (38.6) and 17 fewer than the team permitted in 2000 (34). Chicago's rushing 
:it tack finished 17th in the NFL in 200 I (I 08.9 ypg) a nd fealllred the Offens ive Rookie of the Year, 
Anthony Thomas, who became the firs t Bea rs running back to ea rn the honor s ince Ga le Sayers in 
1965. Thomas establis hed a Bears rookie rus hing record with I , 183 yard s on 278 carries, surpass­
ing Ras haan Salaam's 1995 record of 1,074 yards. 

S hoop was promoted a s the Bears' offensive coordina tor on Jan. 22, 200 I a fter joining the Bears' 
coaching staff on Feb. 5, 1999 as the squad's quarterbacks coach. Shoop will continue to work with 
the quarterbacks in addition to his game-planning duties. He joined Chicago a fter servi ng four sea­
sons with the Carolina Panthers. 

As quarterbacks coach, Shoop was ins trumental in the Bears potent passing al!ack of 1999 and 
coached three different passers who threw fo r over 1,000 yards (Cade McNown , Shane Matthews and 
J im Mille r), a feat accomplished only one ot he r time in NFL his tory (Miami Dolphins, 1993). 

S hoop became jus t the second coach hired exclusively to tutor Bears QBs, following Sid 
Luckma n .(Luckman wa s a Bears' assis tant in 1954 and 1956-70). 

A member of the Carolina Panthers for four seasons ( 1995-98). Shoop served the las t two as quar­
terbacks coach fo r head coach Dom Capers. I le spent his firs t two years in Charlotte as the Pa nthers' 
offe ns ive qualicy control coach . The Panthers reached the NFC Championship game in 1996, los ing 
to eventua l Super Bowl champion Green Bay. 

Shoop's coaching career began in 199 1 when he was a volunteer QBs coach at Dartmouth College. 
He then spent three se::isons a s a gradu::it e assistant a t V::inderbilt ( 1992-94) before arriving in 
Cha rlotte to work with the expansion Panthers. 

Shoop graduated from the Univers ity of the South in 1991 where he played qua rte rback for the 
Tigers for four years. He then earned a mastcr·s degree in education from Peabody College at 

Vanderbilt Univers ity.

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Vance Bedford enters his fifth season with the Bears after coaching 13 
years at the collegiate level. He was named defensive backs coach on 

February 8, 1999 after spending the previous four seasons in the same capac­
ity with the Michigan Wolverines (1995-98). 

Bedford worked two new star1ers into the lineup in 2002 along with the 
steady Mike Brown, an All-Pro performer in 2001, and veteran R.W. 
McQuarters. Mike Green led the defensive backfield in s tops with 138 in his 
first season as a starter. Green was the only player besides Pro Bowler Brian 
Urlacher to lead the team in tackles during the course of the season , record­
ing double-digit tackle tota ls in eight games. Bedford a lso oversaw the continued development of cor­
nerback Jerry Azumah, another first-time starter, who made the trans ition from running back in 
college where he was na med the Walter Payton Award winner as the lop player in Division 1-AA 
where he rushed for a then -national career record of 6, 193 yards. Bedford's defensive backfield has 
returned interceptions for seven scores in the past three seasons, equalling the Bears total from the 
previous nine seasons combined, dating back to 1991. 200 I Brown accounted for two scores off 
interceptions in 200 l, capping ovenime victories in back-to-back games with scores against San 
Francisco and Cleveland , and a fumble return for a score against Buffalo in 2002. 

At Michigan, Bedford's pass defense was among the nation 's best, including ranking No. l in the 
nation in 1997 (133.8 yards-per-game and a n NCAA record 8.8 yards-per-completion), and the 
NCAA's third best INT total of 22. Bedford was Charles Woodson's position coach when Woodson 
won the lie isman Trophy after the ·97 season. 

Bedford's coaching career began at Forestbrook High in Houston in 1985. He coached defensive 
backs for Oklahoma S tate (1993-94), Colorado State (1987-92), and Navarro Junior College (1986). 
His 1990 Rams secondary led the nation with 25 picks against WAC foes. 

A native of Beaumont, Texas, Bedford played cornerback at Texas for four years (1977-79, '81). 
He set the Longhorn single-season pass break-up record as a senior (22). Bedford was Defensive 
MVP of the 1982 Senior Bowl before being selected in the fifth round of the 1982 NFL Draft by St. 
Louis. He played one season each for the Cardinals ('82) and the USFL's Oklahoma Outlaws ('84) 
before beginning his coaching career. 

Bedford was born August 20, 1958 in Beaumont, Texas. He is married to Margaret.

Brooks, one of the NFL's top defensive tackles during a n I I -year playi ng 
career with the Rams (I 972-1982), was named to the Pro Bowl fo r five con­
secut ive season s (1976-80) a nd was an All-Pro select ion in 1977, 1978 and 

1979. Drafted in the 14th round by the Rams in 1972 (355th overall), he became a starter midway 
th rou gh his rookie season a nd played a n int regal role with linemates Jack You ngblood, Cody J ones 
a nd Fred Dryer as the !~ams won seven consecutive NFC Western Divis ion cha mpionships ( 1973-
1979), played in fou r NFC Champions hip games (1974 , 1975, 1976, 1979) and one Super Bowl 
(I /20/80 vs. Pittsbu rgh). 

He began his coaching career with the Los Angeles Rams in 1983 as a n assistant defensive line 
coach. He spent eight seasons with Rams a nd was ou t of football in 1991 before returning lo h is 
a lma mater in 1992 where he served as Virginia State's assistant a thletic director and assistant foo t­
ball coach. He was named VSU's athletic director in 1993 before joining Holmgrcn's Packers staff in 
1994. 

A native of Prince George, Va., Brooks (defensive line) a nd Jauron (defensive backs) were pan of 
the same defensive staff in 1994 , guiding the Packers 10 a playoff win over the Lions before falling to 
Dallas in the Divisional Playoff. 

Brooks was named to the Associated Press Liule All-America team while playing for Virginia State. 
He also earned all-conference honors a nd was recognized as the Virginia Small College Lineman of 
the Year in 1971. Brooks. who was inducted into the Virginia Hall of Fame in 2000, is married. 
Colleen, a nd has one son , Larry J r.

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Pete Carmichael joined the Bears on March 5, 200 I as an offensive assis­
tant after serving as offensive coordinator for the Cleveland Browns for 

one season. He is an nine-year NFL veteran and previously worked in 
Jacksonville as wide receivers coach. 

As the Browns offensive coordinator, the team jumped out 10 a 2-1 record 
and firs t place in the AFC Central before QB Tim Couch, ranked second in the 
AFC in comple tion percentage, broke h is th umb and spent t he remainder of 
the season on JR. In 1999. Carmichael's wide receiving corps helped the 
Jaguars' offense ra nk among the lop NFL units in several categories. 

Jacksonville receiver Jimmy Smith led the League in receivi ng in 1999 with I ,636 yards and he and 
teammate Keenan McCarclell ranked first a nd sevent h , respectively, in total receiving yards from 
1996-99.

He finished his career with 137.5 sacks ( 124.5 with Chicago) which ranks fifth 
all-time in NFL history behind only Reggie White ( 198.0), Bruce Smith ( 195.0) , 
Kevin Greene (1 60 .0) and Chris Doleman (150. 5). During his 12 years in Chicago, he led the team 
in sacks eight times, including eight seasons with double-d igit sack totals. 

The four-time Pro Bowler out of Tennessee State was selected by the Bears in the eighth round of 
the 1983 draft and quickly became one of the anchors of a historic defense which played in three 
NFC Championship games and won Super Bowl XX. 

Dent played for San Francisco in 1994 and returned to the Bears for one season in 1995, playing 
in jus t five games during those two seasons. He played in 16 games for Indianapolis in 1996, record­
ing 6.5 sacks, and finished his career in 1997 in Philadelphia where he had 4 .5 sacks in 15 games. 

During his 15-year NFL career, Dent played in 203 games with 151 starts, recording 675 total 
tackles (410 solo), e ight interceptions, 38 forced fumbles, 13 fumble recoveries and one touchdown.

Flaherty helped develop two t ight ends (Dustin Lyman and John Gilmore) 
when a n injury forced starter John Davis to miss six games. Bears tight ends 
s till accounted for 49 receptions for 495 yard s and five scores, increasing 
their production by 16 receptions and 279 yards from 200 I . Aclclecl to those 

returners this season is free agent Desmond Cla rk out of Miami. 
In 200 I , the group wa s instrumental in he lping pave the way for NFL Offensive Rookie of the Year 

Anthony Thomas' Bears rookie record l , 183 yards rushing in 200 I. 
Flaherty spent the 2000 season in charge of the Washington Reclskms tight ends and special 

teams and oversaw the development of Pro Bowl tight encl Stephen Alexander, who ranked third on 
Washington's receiving list with 47 receptions. Alexa nder averaged 10.9 yn rcls per reception a nd 
scored two touchdowns.

Urlacher, ,.-.,, 
the 2000 Defen s ive Roolcie of the Year, was also named NFC Defensive Rookie of the Month in 
October of that same season. 

EDINGER NAMED NFC SPECIAL TEAMS PLAYER OF THE MONTH: Bears kicker Paul 
Edinger was named the NFC's Special Teams Player of the Month for November. During the 
month he connected on 10 of 11 field goal attempts, including an end of regulation game-tying 
22 yarder agains t Detroit a nd a 40 -yard game win ner in overtime. The third-year pro out of 
Michigan State ma de eigh t straigh t field goals to start the month, increasi ng his career-long con­
secutive attempts made streak to 13 which dated back to Week Four a t Buffa lo (9 /22). 
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f"f'Odd Haley begins his third season with the Bears and sixth in the NFL. He 
1 was named Bears wide receivers coach on J a n . 30, 200 I . 

In 2002, Ha ley continued to assis t Marty Booker make strides following a 
break-out 2001 season, culminating in the Bears' firs t Pro Bowl selection al 
wide receiver s ince 1971 and only the fourth receiver in franchise history lo 
earn the recognition (Dick Gordon, Harlon Hill and Johnny Morris). Booker 
became just the second Bears receiver to record back-to-back I ,000-ya rd sea­
son with a career bes t 1, 189 yards while just missing h is second consecutive 
season of JOO or more catches (97). Dez White also took advanta ge of Haley 's 
mentorship, recording his firs t I 00-yard receiving game and eswblishing career bes ts with 51 recep­
tions for 656 yards a nd four touchdowns. Second-year pro Dnvid Terre ll hnd three scores after play­
ing in only five gnmes before being placed on Injured Reserve. The receiving corp averages just 2.7 
seasons of NFL experience with veterans Booker (5 years) a nd White (4 years) lead ing the way . 

In Ha ley's firs t sea son with the Bears he guided a young group which featured a b reak-out sea­
son from Booker who became the first Bears receiver in team history to catch 100 passes in a sea­
son . Booker became the e igh th receiver in Bea rs his tory to surpass 1,000 yards receivi ng in a sea­
son with I ,07 1 yards on 100 receptions. 

Ha ley joins the Bears after spending s ix seasons with the New York Jets ( 1995-2000). He men­
tored the Jets receivers for two seasons after serving as the team's o!Te ns ivc assistant / quality con­
trol from 1997-98. He was a member of the Jets scouting department for two years. 

In 2000, the Jets had the s ixth-best passing ofTense in the NFL. The aerial auack featured 
receivers Wayne Chrebel and Dedric Ward and rookie Laveranues Coles. During his tenure with the 
Jets, Haley coached Keyshawn Johnson to his second straigh t Pro Bowl appearance. Johnson fin­
ished 1999 with 89 catches for I I 70 yards a nd eight touchdowns. 

A competitive golfer, Ha ley played for the University of Florida and Univers ity of Miami golf 
teams. He received his bachelor's degree from the University of North Florida in communications.

Freel Taylor, J acksonville, 1998, 2000) while Pritchell is a threat out of the backfield with 19 recep­
tions for 165 yards in 2002. 

In 200 I, NFL Offensive Rookie of the Year Anthony Thomas established a Bears rookie record, 
collecting 1.183 yards on 278 carries, s u pass ing Rashaan Salaam's 1995 record of 1,074 . Thomas 
became Chicago's first Offensive Rookie of the Year s ince Gale Sayers earned the honor in 1965. As 
a team , the Bears rushed for 1,742 yards on 475 carries for an average of 3.7 yards per carry and 
ach ivcd the team 's third-h igh est rushing tota l in the past nine seasons. 

Under Mosley's Lutelege, the Bears had back-to-back 1,000-yard rushers (Ja mes Allen, I , 120 in 
2000) for the first time s ince 1989-90 and Thomas' I , 183 yards were the mos t by a Chicago back 
s ince 1989. 

Mosley spent four seasons (1984-87) at Northwestern and a lso coa ched for five years (1992-96) 
at Notre Dame under Lou Holtz. Before joining the Bears, Mosley s pent two seasons as the running 
backs coach at Stanford University. Prior to that, he was the running backs coach in South Be nd, 
where h e coached three running backs who gained over 1,000 yards in a season: Reggie Brooks ('92), 
Lee Becton ('93), a nd Autry Denson ('96). He a lso coached future NFL s tar Jerome Bellis. 

From 1988-91, Mosley tutored the defensive line a l Temple. Prior to overseeing the Owl line men 
in Phila delphia , he coached defens ive backs a nd outs ide linebackers at Northwestern ('84- '87, 
includ ing two u nder Den nis Green) and handled the defen s ive backs at Rutgers ( 1980-83, where he 
coached future NFL star DB Deron Cherry). 

Mosley began his college coaching career at his alma mater West Chester S tate in 1979, where 
he had been a captain a nd fi rst-team a ll conference defens ive back. He was a teacher and coach at 
Ches ter High (Pa. ) from 1973-79. 

In 1973, Mosley earned a bachelor's of science degree in hea lth and physical education at West 
C hester State.

Running back Anthony Th omas led the Bears rushers for the second consecutive season in 2002, 
gain ing 72 l yards on 2 14 carries while tying for the team-lead in tou chdowns with six despite 
missing the final four games of the season with a finger inj u ry. Thomas has gained 1,904 yards 
rus hing in just two seasons, moving past Beattie Feathers' four-year total of I ,846 yards fo r 17th 
place in Chicago rushing h istory. The Michigan product recorded his fifth career 100-yard rush­
in g effort with I I I yards against New Orlean s on Sept. 22, tying him for 7th most in team h isto­
ry (with Feathers). 

e 
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G reg Olson is in his first season as the Bears quanerback coach. Olson 
joined 1he squad Feb. 14, 2003 and becomes just lhe third quarterbacks 

coach in 1he 83-year his tory of the Bears franchise, joining S id Luckman 
( 1954, 1956-70) and John Shoop ( 1999-2000) as the only previous coaches to 
hold the position. 

Olson, who has coached quarterbacks Drew Brees, Jeff Garcia and Jon 
Kitna during his 16-year coaching career , joins the Bears after his second 
stint as an assistant coach at Purdue University. In 2002, Olson rejoined the 
Boilermakers as the tight end coach/recrui1 ing coordina tor when his wife, 

Lissa, was named head coach of the Purdue men's and women's track teams. The year prior, Olson 
was quarte rbacks coach of the San Francisco 49ers, assisling in the development of Jeff Garcia who 
earned his second st raight Pro Bowl appearance after completing 62. 7 percent of his passes in 200 I 
for 3,538 yards and 32 1ouchdowns. San Francisco finished the season 12-5 after losing to Green 
Bay in a Wild Card playoff game. 

During his first s linl at Purdue as a quarterbacks coach (1997-2000), Olson tutored two-lime 
Heisman Trophy finalist Drew Brees ( 1999 and 2000). while the Boilermakers ranked 13th in the 
nation in passing offense in 1997, seventh in 1998, fourth in 1999 and s ixlh in 2000. Brees was 
named the Big Ten Offensive Player of the Year in 1998 and 2000 and he left Purdue as the Big Ten's 
and school's all-time career leader in six offensive categories. Brees was named an All-American after 
he led the nation in total offense in 2000 (349.1 yards per game) and was a 1hree-1ime Big Ten all­
conference performer (1998-2000). In 1997, quanerback Billy Dicken (Chicago Rush) was named 
first team all-Big Ten. In four out of Olson's five years at Purdue 1he Boilermakers finished first in 
1he Big Ten in total offense. 

Prior to joining the Purdue staff in 1997. Olson coached the quarterbacks at Idaho from 1994 to 
1996. He tutored Ryan Fien, Division I-A's second-ranked quarterback in 1996, while the Vandals 
ranked fourth in the nation in passing offense, fifth in total offense a nd 15th in scoring. In 1994, 
Idaho was second nationally in total offense a nd scoring and seventh in passing offense. 

From 1990 to 1993, Olson was offen sive coordinator a l Central Washington , his a lma maier. The 
Wildcats topped NAIA schools in total offense in 1991 and 1993 while he helped developed quaner­
back Jon Kitna, who went on to become the World Bowl Most Valuable Playe r with 1hc Ba rcelona 
Dragons in 1997 and now starts for the Cincinnati Bengals a flcr four season s with 1he Seat1lc 
Sea hawks. 

A native of Richland, Wash., Olson was the starting quarterback at Central Washington in 1983 
a nd 1984 and earned a bachelor's degree in education in 1986. He began his coach ing coreer as a 
graduate assistant the following season at Washington State (1987-89) and was on 1he same 
Cougars conching stoff with Purdue head coach Joe Tiller in 1989.

The defending World Champs squared off against the College All-Stars on August 22, 194 7, 
at Soldier Field, in front of 105,840-the third-hlghest total in NFL history, and the highest in 
a game played with in U.S. borders. The 1942 College All-Star game at Soldier Field drew 
101 ,100 fans-10 th all-time. 

The Cowboys and Oilers played in front of I 12,376 paying customers in a pre-season game in 
Mexico City (August 15, 1994) for the NFL a ttendance ma rk.

B eginning his 20th season in the NFL, special teams coach Mike Sweatman 
enters his third season in Chicago, signing with the Bears Jan. 22, 200 I , 

following a fou r-year stint working with the New York Jets special teams 
(1997-2000) . 

The Bears special teams units have excelled under Sweatman's guida nce in 
the past two seasons. Punter Brad Maynard has landed 62 punts ins ide the 
20 against just I 0 touehbacks while placekicker Paul Edinger tied a franchise 
record in 2002 by converting live attempts from 50 yards or longer and con­
tinues as the team's career leader in field goal percentage 18 1.0). His punt and 
field goal units have also p layed a key role offensively for the Bears during his tenure converting fake 
field goals for scores in both 200 1 and 2002 and a fake punt for a 20-yard run a nd first down th is 
past season. Following the 2001 season, Larry Whigham was named to the Pro Bowl as a special 
teams member ma rking the second time in th ree seasons a member of the Bears' special teams was 
honored (Glyn Milburn, 2000). 

A veteran of three Super Bowl games (nvo championships), Sweatman served as special teams 
coach for four seasons with the New England Patriots. Prior to joining the Patriots, he spent eight 
seasons (1985-92) with the Giants. 

Sweatman joined the NFL coaching circles in 1984 as an OLB/special teams coach with the 
Minnesota Vikings. He broke into the coaching ranks as a graduate assis tant at his alma mater, 
Kansas, where, in 1968, he worked for current Washington Redskins executive Pepper Rogers. 
Collegiate stops included Coffeyville Community College, the Univers ity of Kansas, Tulsa University 
and the University of Tennessee . Sweatman also coach for the Quantico Marines, the Okinawa Devil 
Dogs and served as a guest coach with the Edmonton Eskimos. 

Sweatman was a nvo-time all-conference linebacker and three-year letterwinner ( 1965-67) at 
Kansas and also co-captained the wrestling team (1965). In 1967, he was selected team captain , 
earned academic all-America honors and was selected to participate in the East-West Shrine game 
and the Hula Bowl. He earned his bachelor's degree in physical education and later earned his mas­
ter's degree in education at Kansas. After college, Sweatman joined the Marine Corps and served four 
years of active duly as an infantry officer. Upon release from act ive duty he joined the Marine Corps 
Reserve and completed 26 years of commissioned service retiring as a Lieutenant Colonel. Sweatman 
has remained act ive in service related activities and currently serves on the Scarlet and Gold advi­
sory board of the Marine Corps Scholarship Foundation - Chicago. 

This past year Sweatman and h is wife Teri served as co-chairs of the U.S. Naval Academy 
Foundation's 2002 Brigade Parent's Fund drive. Sweatman and his wife have three sons (Tom, Chris 
and Dan) who are currently serving in the United States military (Tom, Captain-USMC; Chris, LT­
JG-US Navy; Dan, Midshipman-US Naval Academy, Class of 2003).

Heading into the 2003 season, Chicago's roster age averaged to 26 years. The team's senior mem­
ber is quarterback Chris Chandler at 38 and Ian Scott, a Bears fourth-round draft pick out of 
Florida, is the youngest of six players who are 22. The Bears have 58 players who are under 25 
and another nine who are 30 years of age or older.

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E ntering his 13th NFL season as a coach, Bob Wylie was named the Bears' 
olTensive line coach on February 2, 1999. Wylie oversaw a line which pro­

duced its first back-to-back Pro Bowl selection since 1990-91 when Hawaii 
native Olin Kreutz earned his second consecutive selection . He also developed 
veterans Mike Gandy and Bernard Robertson to compliment veterans Chris 
Villarrial and Rex Tucker. First-round draft pick Marc Colombo stepped into 
the s tarting lineup in Week 7 and enjoyed success prior to suffering a n injury, 
missing the final six games of the season. The Bears offens ive line will return 
live players who h ave s ta rt ed on the li ne d u r ing the pas t th ree years, includ ­

ing veteran s Krcutz, Tucker a nd Villarr ial who s tarted every game fo r the Bears two seasons ago. 
ln 2001 , the offensive line led the NFL in sacks allowed, surrendering a league-low 17, more than 

2 1 below the NFL a verage (38.6) and 17 fewer than the team permitted in 2000 (34). The olTen sive 
line also ass isted the emergence of NFL Offensive Rookie of th e Yea r Ant hony Thomas who became 
the firs t Bears running back to earn the honor s ince Gale Sayers in 1965 and in the process pro­
duced back-to-back 1,000-yard rushers (Thomas and James Allen). Thomas' 1000-yard season 
ma rks the sixth time a Wylie-led offensive line has blocked for a 1000-yard back. 

Wylie came to Ch icago from Cincinnati, where he coached Bengal tight end s in I 997 and 1998, 
helping Cory Dillon to consecutive 1000-yard seasons. Wylie s pent sLx seasons in the NFL prior to 
joining the Bengals. He was the Tampa Bay Buccaneers· olTensive line coach in 1992-95 (helping 
Errict Rhett to consecutive 1,000 -yard seasons), a nd coached t ight ends for the New York Jets in 
1990-91. Wylie s pent a year away from the NFL in 1996, as the Un iversity of Cincinnati's olTensivc 
line tutor; they led Conference USA in rushing ( I 8 1.4 yards per game). Four Bearcat linemen earned 
post -season honors. after just six linemen with a ny experience and three who had started a single 
game entered camp that fall. 

Wylie played at Colorado for three years before transferring to Roger Williams (Rl) College in 1972. 
whe re he earned a degree in American s tudies. He a lso earned a master's degree in economics from 
the University of Rhode Is land. He began his coaching career in 1980 as offensive line coach a t 
Brown (1980-82). cont inued in that role at Holy Cross in 1983-84 a nd was Ohio Univers ity's offen­
sive coordina tor from 1985-87. Wylie was Colorado State's 0-line instructor in 1988-89 before head­
ing for the NFL. 

The West Wa rwick. R.I. , native was a teacher and a dminis trator in his hometown's school system 
from 1973-80. Wylie was born on February 16, 195 1 and has a da u ghter. Jennifer.

HALAS HALL 
The Chicago Bears moved Into Halas Holl at Conway Park on March 3 . 1997. The 38-ncrc complex is locat­

ed in Lake Forest on Route 60 just cost of the Tri-State Tollway, approximately four miles from the former Halas 
Holl. The building is dedicated to Bears' founder, President and Coach George Hnlns. The original Halas Hall, 

on the Lake Forest College campus, was dedicated by Coach Halas in the name of his son, Mugs, in 1979. 
The modem complex includes a I 00,000 square fool office building, indoor practice facility, and 2 1 /2 out­

door practice fields, surrounded by a jogging path. The remwning land will be unused, allowing the learn flex­
ibility for future expansion. One of the two 100-yard outdoor fields is equipped with 14 miles of underground 
heating tubes, enabling the grass to remain soft and growing into early winter, as well ns five miles of drain f'8\. 
tubing that can capture ond disperse nine inches of rainfall per hour, ond 2.5 miles of cooling pipes for the 
grass roots. The Wnltcr Pnyton Center, nn indoor facility, is a rigid structure, ns opposed to the inOated "bub-
ble" the team used from 1990-96, nnd includes a full 100-yard field, on nil-purpose noor fo r basketball, and a ,.-. 
racquetball court. The structure is 85 feet high. 200 feet wide, and 400 feet long-20 feet higher and 140 feel 
longer than the Bubble. Remote controlled video cameras film the action below for coaches' use. 

The building sits on a wetlands site: the architect chose an open-feeling design with fea tures reminiscent of 
Frank Lloyd Wright's work. Hains Hall itself covers just three acres of the property, while wetlands cover six. 
The cast side clodding of the building is 83,000 linear feel of cedar, while the west side Is constructed of prc­

cast panels. The panels were made by an architectural precasling firm that laid rough sawn cedar in the cast­
ing beds. When the panels dried, the cedar was stripped from the concrete. giving the panels their board­

formed or wooden look. 
The mwn building is almost two football fields long and 100 feet 'vide. The old Hnlas Hall hnd 32,000 square 

feet of space, while the new building has 100,000. In fact. the entire former Holns Hall would fit into the base­
ment of the new building. F'urthermorc, the old lockerroom was 1,400 square feet, while the new one is about 
3,000, hos 62 lockers with room to quickly expand to 100, and 4 naturnl light wells (ollo,ving full lighting 'vith-
out electricity on sunny days). The weight room-perhaps the most spcclaculor aesthetic areu of the complex- "'"' 

is 7,000 squ are feet, a lmos t four times the size of the 1,800 square foot workout area ot the old building. The 
glass wall Oil the cast s ide of the weight room is 28 feet high, perfect for viewing the white-tailed deer Oil their 
evening romps across the complex grounds. A two-Jane lap pool is behind lhe weight room, and its sixty foot 
lanes have built- In resistance currents. The training room is five times the size of hs predecessor, and boasts 
a doctors' o ffice, x-ray focilily, medical records storeroom, casting room, whirlpool, cold-dip plunge, steam 
room, and sauna. The footbnll needs arc met with eight classrooms, t\vo lo.rge meeting room/clussroom, and a 
150-scat auditorium capllblc of hosting seminarsJ television productions nnd footbnll players.

INSTANT REPLAY'S PLAYERS 
The new instant replay system reinstated in 1999 uses digitnl computer technology, not video tape 

as was employed from 1986-91. The new system affords quicker access to replays. The system is initi­
a ted by challenges from the head coaches (two per game) in all but the final two minu tes of each half, 
and by the replay o rlic ial in the booth in the fin a l two minutes a nd overtime. The booth will operate 
under a •two·minutc"' mode the entire game, lining up replays of every piny in case a challenge Is issued. 

The system begins with a .. live feed· from the network television control truck covering the gnme. The 
1cchnjcian controls the monitor, cuing the live play and replay screens during action . His monitor can 
accommodate s ix replay angles of n single play. The replay assjs tant decides which replays will be 
relayed to the field monitor and whether an official's time out be called for a revic\v in the final two min· 
utes of a half or overtime. Replay assistants will have an NFL or college football officiating bnckground 
and is the only direct link to the referee on the field. The yjdeo operator, nt the instruction of the replay 
assistant, controls which replays that the on-field referee will view. He can control the speed of the dig­
ital video playback. The communkotor will advise the replay assistant- who is busy viewing the moni­
tor-before the next play has s tarted , negating the possibility of a replay. Me will a lso report to the 
replay assistant if an official ruling (e.g., holding, illegal procedure, e tc.) has been made on the field, 
eliminating the need for a replay.

Historical Bias 

Leading the Chicago Bears for more than a hall-century, George S. Halas, the 
team's rounder and head coach for 40 years. was one or lhe most enduring per­
sonali ties in sports history. Halas was aclive with the Bears starling in 1920 when 
he rounded the team. 

Halas was born and raised on Chicago's west side and prepped at Crane Tech 
High School belore allending the University of Illinois. In Champaign. he earned a 
B.S. degree while lettering in football. basketball and baseball. Alter graduation in 

1918, Halas joined the Navy for the first of two tours or duty. He was named Player or the Game in 
lhe 191 9 Rose Bowl, playing end on the Grea t Lakes learn lhal beat the Marines 17-0. A command­
er when he left active duly in 1946, Halas retired as a captain in the Nava l Reserve. He was also 
awarded the Distinguished Citizens Award- the highest honor the Navy can bestow on a civi lian. 

Alter leaving the Navy, Halas played right lield for the New York Yankees. but a hip injury short­
ened his baseball career. Halas went to work lor a Deca tur (IL) corn products lirm owned by an enthu­
siastic sports Ian. Mr. A.E. Staley, who sponsored a semi-pro baseball learn, and later commissioned 
Halas lo organize an independent football learn. 

PRO CAREER: As a player, Halas set an NFL record (which stood 49 years until 1972) when 
he look a Jim Thorpe rumble 98 yards lor a TD in a 26-0 win over the Oorang Indians al Wrigley 
Field (11 /4/23). He played end for the Bears from 1920-29 and was named lo the NFL all-pro squad 
of the 20s. 

PRO COACH ING CAREER: Four limes Halas interrupted his coaching activities by his own 
voli tion. He lirsl turned over the leadership to Ralph Jones lrom 1930 through 1932. In 1942 when he 
left for the Navy. Luke Johnsos and -Hunk" Anderson shared head coaching responsibilities until '45. 
John "Paddy" Driscoll coached in 1956-57. Coincidentally. in ·33 and again in '46 when Halas 
resumed coaching , his Bears won world championships . 

During the 1940s. his teams reached the height of their power with lour straight Western 
Conference lilies; three world championships; a lantaslic lour-season record (including pre-season 
games) of 62-7-1 (.899); scored 2, 164 poinls and allowed just 842. The 1940 learn. which defeated 
th e Washington Redskins 73-0 for the World Championship, was voled th e greatest professional team 
of all-time by the National Academy or Sports Editors in 1963 . 

Resuming coaching in 1958, Halas needed live years lo develop another championship , but in 
1963 lhe Bears won their eighth championship. The Sporting News. AP. and UPI named him Coach 
or lhe Year alter the 1963 and 1965 seasons. Halas retired lrom coaching on May 27. 1968. with a 
career record or 324-151-3 1. His win lolal was the best in NFL history until Don Shula broke the mark 
on 11 / 14/93. Halas is a charter member or the Pro Football Hall of Fame.

"Mugs· Halas was an integral parl of the Chicago Bears before his untimely 
death in 1979. The son of pro football founder George S. Halas , Mugs spent 30 
years in pro football. He joined the Bears' front office in 1950. was named treas­
urer in 1953. and became president of the club in 1963. In his first season as pres­
ident, the Bears were NFL champions. Mugs was the second of just four presi­
dents in the fra nchise's 80-year history. He succeeded his father, George S. 
Halas, and was fol lowed by Michael Mccaskey and current president Ted Ph illips . 
His numerous contributions on a league-level included membersh ip on the execu tive committee of the 
NFL Management Council. 

"Mugs" learned football at a young age, serving as a ball boy while growing up. He earned a busi­
ness degree from Loyola in 1949, before entering pro footba ll on a full-time basis . "Mugs" is remem­
bered for his love and devotion to the game.

40 RUSHES vs . 40 PASSES 
Over the past 20 seasons when the Bears have rushed 40 or more times in a single game 

they have a 57-2 record. Chicago has won 41 straight 40-rush games dating back to 1984 
but failed to record one game of 40+ rushes in 2002. The last time the Bears rushed 40 or 
more times in a game was during the 2001 season, defeating Tampa Bay 27-3 running for 
207 yards on 40 carries and in the season finale against Jacksonville when the Bears rushed 
40 times for 169 yards in a 33-13 win. 

During the same 20-season period, the Bears are 11-33 when throwing 40 or more passes 
in one game. Last season, the Bears threw 40 or more passes in three games, pos ting a 1-2 
record, dropping a 29-23 decision to New Orleans (40 attempts) and a 34-21 setback to Green 
Bay (50) while defeating Detroit 20-17 in overtime (51). The Bears cracked the 40-attempt 
barrier in three games in 2000 with an 0-3 record and 10 of 16 games in 1999, going 3-7 in 
the process. The team fin ished with an 0-2 record in 1998 when throwing 40 times, had a 1-
4 record in 1997 and was 0-4 in '96.

The Chicago Bears, originally called the Decatur Staleys when founded in 1920, wore blue jerseys with 
tan colored vertical striping in their inaugural season. The vertical stripes were actually strips of leather 
sewn onto the uniform to help the bnll carrier secure the ball. 

In J 935 the Bears introduced an ora nge jersey with black arm stripes a nd black helmet and by 1958 
were wearing the familiar navy blue with burnt orange. The Bears unique "rounded" nu mber s tyle on the 
uniforms a nd numbers on the s ides of the sleeves o f the jerseys date back to the 50's. 

The Bears trademark 'C' logo appeared on helmets in 1962 and its use continues through present day 
although the mark has changed from white to orange and the shape has changed slightly. After 11 years, 
lhe white 'C' logo is colored orange with white trim in 1973 and s till has the same look today. 

The in itia ls GSH were added to the lefl sleeve in 1985 in honor of the late 
'Papa Bear' George S . Ho.las, who passed away Oct. 3 1, 1983. The uniform has 
had a very consistent look from the I 970's with the exception of blue pants 
with the white jersey introduced in 1984 as a •road" uniform. On Oct. 7, 2002 
on a Monday Night Football game against Green Bay, the Bears wore their tra­
ditiona l "home" blue jerseys with the blue pants for the first time.

WRIGLEY RECORD 
The Bears' all-time record a t Wrigley Field stands at 221-89-22, a total of 332 games, 330 as 

the home t enm. (1\vo of those victories came with the Bears as tJ1e "road" team: twice in 1920 
against the Chicago Tigers). The 330 Bears' home games a t Wrigley Field a ppears to be a National 
Football League record, though unofficial. The Bears-Wrigley connection edges out Cleveland's 
Municipal Stadium as host for 324 home games of the Cleveland Browns, from 1950 through 
1995. As the reincarnation of the Cleveland Browns play in a new stadium since their return in 
1999, the Bears-Wrigley "record" a ppears safe. 

In fact, Wrigley Field has hosted a total of 3 42 NFL gam es: 330 Bears home games, five home 
games of the Chicago Tigers in 1920, and seven home games of the Chicago Cardinals in 1931 
and 1932. Besides the Brown s' 324 home games at Cleveland's Municipal Stadium, the Cleveland 
Indians played two home games there in 193 1, and the Cleveland Rams played sixteen home con­
tes ts in 1937 a nd 1939- 1941. Municipal Stadium appears to have hosted a total of 342 total NFL 
games-same as Wrigley Field.

TIED UP 
The Bears have had 42 ties in their 83-year h istory. However, their last knotted game was a 13-

13 final against the Rams on September 24, 1972 - 4 75 games ago. The Bears' streak is the fifth­
longest current tieless streak, as well as the fifth longest in NFL history. New England (525 games) 
has the longest current streak and longest in league annals, followed by Cincinnati (492), Dallas 
(491) and Tennessee (47 1). 

Since 1974, when sudden death overtime was introduced, there have been just 16 ties in the 
entire NFL -none by the Bears. The Bears hold the distinction of having played in the most over­
time games (29) without a tie. 

Before the '97 season, the last tie in the NFL was a 10- 10 con test between Kansas Ci ty and 
Cleveland on Nov. 19, 1989. The league played 1,836 games after the Ch iefs-Browns clash, 
(including 109 advancing to overtime), wi th out another tie ... until Nov. 16, 1997, when the Ravens 
and Eagles finished a game knotted 10- 10. The NFL didn't have to wait long before getting tied up 
again: the Redskins and Giants ended in a 7-7 deadlock the following week (November 23, 1997). 
There was one tie last season, Pittsburgh and Atlanta 34-34 on Nov. 10, 2002.

The Chicago Bears' decision to play at Memorial 
Stadium in 2002 was the second-biggest story of 
2001 in the Champaign-Urbana area (behind only 
9/11) according to the Champaign News-Gazette 
newsroom's estimation. Twenty-three of 24 
staffers inc luded that story on their top 10 lists. 

Memorial Stadium in Champaign, Ill., was built in 
1923 as a memorial to Illinois men and women 

who gave their lives for their country during World 
War I. Their names appear on 200 columns that sup­
port the east and west sides of the stadium. 

Donations of approximately $1.7 million by more 
than 200,000 students, alumni and other friends of 
the University made the construction possible. The 
Athletic Association (now known as the 
Division of Intercollegiate Athletics) later allocated 
$509,805 to the project for the construction of the 
south stands and other stadium additions. The drive 
was needed to add spaces for the over 30,000 fans 
who were turned away from games. 

The stadium opened Nov. 3, 1923, when Illinois 
defeated Chicago, 7-0. in a Homecoming victory. The 1 

stadium was officially dedicated Oct. 18, 1924, a day 
future Chicago Bears halfback Harold "Red" Grange 
accounted for six touchdowns in a 39-14 victory over 
Michigan in what remains as the single greatest per­
formance in Memorial Stadium history. 

Installation of the first artificial turf and a new light­

ing system was made possible through a 1974 
Golden Anniversary campaign drive. Even though 
the fie ld is lit only from the towers on the four corners 
of Memorial Stadium, the light intensity is easily suf­
ficient for major network telecasts of night games.

Other stadium improvements include the 1967 instal­
lation of a press box, located at the top of the west 
balcony; construction of the Ray Eliot Varsity Room, 
a training table and trophy display area at the south­
east corner of the stadium that was built with funds 
donated by friends of the Athletic Association; a mil­
lion-dollar stadium renovation project in 1972, which 
included the addition of aluminum seating and other 
improvements; and a 1977 renovation of the varsity 
locker rooms and training facilities. 

In April 1985, $7 million worth of improvements 
began. Out of this project came installation of new 
artificial turf and expansion of the football headquar­
ters in the northeast corner of the stadium. Memorial 
Stadium underwent renovations between November 
1991 and August 1992. The $18 million project 
included the replacement of the concrete bleachers 
in both upper decks, as well as the top 25 rows of the 
main stands. The stadium's electrical and drainage 
systems were also brought up to code and new rest­
room facilities, for both men and women, were 
installed in the corner towers and great halls. The 
project was financed through the issuance of rev­
enue bonds by the UI Auxiliary Facilities System. 

Memorial Stadium has undergone several renova­
tions in recent years and more were made with the 
Bears' arrival in 2002. The first phase was the 
replacement of the field's Astroturf with AstroPlay, an 
artificial surface with the look and feel of natural 
grass. The Illini played on the new surface for the first 
time during the 2001 season. Upgrades for 2002 
included replacing the 23x24 foot color matrix board 
with a video display screen capable of showing 
replays and other live features in Memorial Stadium 
as well as a new redesigned home locker room facil­
ity including new training and equipment rooms.

NEW SOLDIER FIELD SET TO OPEN IN 2 003 

The Ch icago Bears accomplished one of their greatest off-field achievements in team h istory with 
the construction of the lakefront improvement pla n includi ng a new football s ta dium within the 

confines of historic Soldier Field. Governor George Ryan ended the Bears 44-year stadium effort on 
Jan. 5, 200 l, by signing House Bill 1284, designed not only to help fund a new stadium but to 
enh ance Chicago's lakcfront. 

The City of Chicago's Lakefront Improvement Pla n was announced publicly by Mayor Richard M. 
Daley on Nov. 15, 2000. The project replaced parking lots with 17 acres of new parkland, built a n 
underground parking structure to serve the r.tuseum Campus and Soldier Field, c reated easier 
access to the Museum Campus and added other amenit ies giving Chicagoans and tou rists the abil­
ity to enjoy the lakefront year-round. Bears President and CEO Ted Phillips and his team of experts 
brought the proposal to the State Capital during the November veto session and answered the ques­
tions and concerns of the Illinois General Assembly. After three days of gathering support, the 
lllinois House and Senate passed Bill 1284 on Nov. 30, 2000, authorizing the lllinois Sports 
Facilities Au thority to issue approximately $400 million in bonds to help finance the $606 million 
project. The debt service on the bonds will be paid from the surplus and projected growth of the 
existing two percent Chicago local hotel ta.~ plus a local d istributive tax and state hotel tax subsidy. 
The remain ing $200 million will be con tributed by the Chicago Bears, includ ing n $ 100 million loan 
from the National Football League. 

Demolition and construction began following the fi nal home game of the 2001 season and the 
Bears a rc scheduled to open new Sold ier Field on Monday, Sept. 29 in a prime-t ime game again s t 
Green Bay. 

The following is a number of facts concerning different elements of the new Soldier Field project and 
the Lakefront Initiative: 

LA.KEFRONTIMPROVEMENTS 

17 Acre s of New Lnkefron t Parkland. The project creates approximately 17 acres of additional 
waterfront parkland for public enjoyment. This green space will be programmed for year-round pub­
lic uses such as a sledding hill, winter garden, a terraced park. an area for outdoor museum exhibits 
and other features. A playground for hard-surface sports will be built on surface parking lots near 
McCormick Place. The addi tional recreation space for Chicago a nd its vis itors will result in the 
largest lakefront play/education neighborhood in Chicago. 

Gr eatly Expanded Public Parking. The year-round parking facility will create: 
• 2,500 new u nderground parking spaces immediately adjacen t lo the Field Museu m and Shedd 

Aquarium. ~ 
• 3, 100 outdoor spaces between the s tadium and McCormick Place to ensure Chicago's great 

ta ilgati ng tradit ion continues.

The Chicago Bears made a $200 million contribution to this project, one of the la rgest ever for 
a NF'L team to a publicly owned stad iu m. The team pays annual rent of $5.7 million, in 
addition to a ccepting the cost overrun risks on the project. 
Unlike many of the other s tadium proposals recently passed in the NF'L (such as Arizona, 
Cincinna ti and Green Bay), the entire cost of the Lakefront Project ($60 6 million) is being raised 
without asking for taxpayers' money. The plan is supported through a local City of C hicago 
hotel tax which is a lready in exis tence. There is no extension or increase of any taxes a nd the 
hotel tax is principally paid by vis itors and tourists. 

PRESERVING HISTORY 
The his toric colonnades and historic South Wall remained untouched as the new stadium 
was built within the existing exterior of Soldier F'ield. 
The historic landmark Soldier Field will be open to the public, much like the memorials in 
Washington, DC, to offer beautiful views of the City of Chicago and the Lakefront for citizens 
and tourists year-round. The new stadium des ign allows vis itors a ccess to the colonnades 
365 days a yea r unlocking a piece of Soldier Field's origi nal tribute that had been unfinished 
for 80 yea rs. 
The Memorial Water Wall honors all soldiers who have served in the United States Armed 
F'orces. The Wa ll will serve as a n educational piece for families and vis itors of the museum 
campus. 
/\ Dough boy s tatue will be erected at the entrance of Gate 0 and the south concourse will 

feature a Medal of Honor tribute. <S

Soldier Field History .--

After playing 31 years along the lakefront a brief one-year hiatus from Soldier Field while the new sta­
dium was being cons tructed within its his toric colonnades, the Bears are poised to return to their sta­
dium by the Lake. The Bears first season a t Soldier Field was in 197 1 after spending 50 seasons at 
Wrigley Field. Soldier Field was opened in 1924 as a 45,000-seat Municipal Grant Pru·k Stadium. The 
first football game played on its field was November 22, 1924, as a capacity crowd watched Notre Dame 
edge Northwestern, 13-6. 

It hosted the firs t boxing event which drew a gate of over $2.5 million (Dempsey-Tunney, 1927). the 
first ski meet held in a s tadium, and the all-time largest football c rowd ( 123,000). The largest crowd for 
any event in Soldier Field was 260,000 on Sept. 8, 1954, for the Catholic church's Maria n Year Tribute. 

The 100,000-seat stadium was dedicated November 27, 1926, with Army battling Navy to a 21-2 1 tie. 
The all-time collegiate attendance record of 123,000 plus was established Nov. 26, 1927 as Notre Dame 
beat Southern Cal 7-6. In the first professional game at the t11en-mammot11 s tadium, the Bears defeat­
ed the Chicago Cardinals 10-0 on November 11, 1926. 

Plans for the stadium started in 1919 as a memorial to the soldiers of WWI. Soldier Field stood on 
I 0,000 pile foundations driving an average depth of 62.5 feet through fill that replaced the lake wa ters. 
The new stadium will continue to be owned, maintained and operated by the Chicago Park Distric t. 

Other stadium notes since the Bears moved to Soldier Field: 

1971 - September 19th, Chicago defeats the Pittsburgh Steelers 17- 15 before capacity 
crowd of 55,70 1 in the Bears' first game since moving from Wrigley. 

1979 - The s tadium undergoes major reconstruction and renovation prior to the season 
including new lighting, playing surface , and locker rooms; rebuilding of seating 
a rea (new chairbacks, armrests, scats); ru1d improvement of s ightlines. 

1982 - Additional rebuilding of seating areas was completed as well as new concourses 
with more restrooms =d concession areas. A new press box, 60 deluxe skyboxes, 
and a new scoreboard were also built. Capacity is increased to 66,030. 

1988 - Surface was changed from artificial turf to natural grass, and 56 skyboxcs were 
added along south rim (increasing t11e total to 116). Capacity is increased to 66,946. 

1992 - Four scats a re added increasing the capacity to 66,950. 

1994 - The Park District spends millions to refurbish the s tadium for the World Cup 
soccer tournament. Capacity is reduced by s ix to the current figure of 66,944. 

2000 - Mayor Daley announces Lakefront Redevelopment Project (I I / 15/2000). 

2001 - Project receives s tate and city approval. 

2002 - Demolition begins on stadium immediately following playoff game (l / 19/02) . 

2003 - Bears return to Soldier Field with Monday night re-opening on September 29 
again st Green Bay.

Arkush also serves as the founder and co-host of the syndicated radio and television shows with the same 

name. Arkush worked as a pre-game and post-game analyst in 1985 before starting a long career on the Bears 

radio team.

One of the team's strongest players, Thayer earned his start­

ing role al right guard four games into the 1985 season and eventually compiled consecutive game and con­
secutive start streaks that led the Bears during the late 1980s. Before joining the Bears radio team in 1997, 

Thayer worked for two years as a Bears analyst on WFLD-TV's pro football programming. A former all-state 

lineman at Joliet Catholic High. Thayer resides in Chicago.
