T:1c Chicago Bears accomplished one of their greates.1 off-field a chievements In team history \\i th the 
eglslatlve approval of n lakcfrom Improvement proJeCt lnclucllng a uew too t ball stadium with in the 
1lstorlc connncs of Soldier Field. 

The City of Chicago's Lakcfrom Improvement Plan was a nnounced publlcly by Mayor Richard M. Daley 
on November 15. 2000. The proposal replaces parking lots with I 7 acres of new parkland and Includes 
a n llndcrground parking structure. a Veteran's Memorial Wall. easter access to the museum campus and 
ma ny more amenities g1v1ng Chicagoans and tourists the abtllty to e njoy the lakefront year round. 

Bears President and CEO Ted Phillips and his team of experts brought the 1eam·s ·1·1-year stadium 
search to a close with State and City approval. On January 5 . 200 I . Governor George Ryan signed House 
Biii 1284. designed to help fund a new s tadium and enhance Chtcago·s lukefront. Chtcago·s Planning 
Commission a pproved the project on March 20. 2001. 

Demolition and construction Is scheduled to begin follo\\1ng the final home game of the 2001 season 
(either regular season or playoffs) and the Bears will open a new stadium In 2003. Chicago \\111 ha\'e a 
temporary home for the 2002 season during the ongotng construction process at Soldier Field. At U1e time 
of prim. the University of llll1101s· Memorial Stadium In Champaign. llllnols . was the leading candidate to 
house the Bears In 2002. 

• TI1e projecl will create approximately 17 acres of a ddit ional waterfront parkland programmed for 
year-round public uses s uch as a sledding hill. winier garde n. a terraced park and other features. 
TI1e a dditiona l recreation space for Chicago and Its vis itors wil l resul t In the largest lal<efront 
play/ education neighborhood in Chicago. 

• The year-round parking faclllty will create: 2.500 new undcrg rouud parl1lng s paces and 3.100 
outdoor s paces (to ens ure Chicago's great taUgatlng tradition). 

• New Stadium A111cnlUcs Include: 
- Increased sideline scaling from 40% to over 60% and Improved s igh t lines. 
- A capacity of a pproximately 60.000 - 62.000 seats. Including 8 .600 cushioned club seats. which 
will be 21 • wide. Genera l seats \~111 be 19" - 20" \\ide. 
- An Increased number of new and Improved restrooms (over 1.000 res troom fixtures) plus more 
variety and access at over 350 concession points of sale and \\icier aisle ways to relieve congestion 
ln the concourses . 
- Two state-of-the-an super-sized \'tdeo boards and sound system. 
- A south courtyard Inside current Gate ·o· prov1dlng outdoor concessions. 

• Above a nd beyond Bears games. the new stadium will host an t11crc;1s111g number of athletic events. 
prime concer1s. nnd large civic. cuhural and educational gatherings. The unique design wtll allow for 
easy stage setup and take clown. along with a field that can accommodate both professional and 
International soccer events. 

• Paying for the; Lakcfronl Initiative 
-111e Chicago 13c:irs a rc contr1butlng $200 million dollars to the projel'I. one of the largest ever for 
a NFL team to n pul.illcly owned stadium. The team will pay annu fll ren t In addition to accepting 
cost overrun rcspons tblllt lcs for the enUre lakefronl project. 
- The cnllrc cost of lhc La kcfront Project is betng raised without Involving local or s tate Income. r-"I, 
property or sales taxes. The llltnols Sports Facll!Ues Authority wll l Issue bonds to be repaid from 
annual collec tions of lhc exis ting 2% downtown Chicago hotel tax . There ls no e.~·t enslon or Increase 
of a ny taxes. Current hotel tax s urplus and p roj cctecl growth will s upport lhe financing.

• The Bears [ ), 
On e of the world's most storied professlo11al spor ts franc hises. th e Chicago Bears were 

establish ed in 1920 as George Halas fou nded professional football wlU1 represen talivcs from l '.l 
other clubs In Canton . Ohio. Halas was not only the team's foun der bul served as head coach for 
40 years. a nd was active w!U1 lhe Bears until his death In 1983. The franchise has won n l11c world 
ch a mpionships. siX of those coming between 1932·46. and In 1997 bcrame lhc flrnt club In NFL 
annals to notch Its 600th vl<; tory. The team h as parllctpatcd In the playoffs 22 times. and sent '.lil 
players. on e coach. and one general manager to Uic Pro Football Hall of Fame. the most of any team. 

A native Chicagoan . Halas was a lhree·sport letterman at the University of llilnols. He joined 
U1e Navy after graduation before p laying rtgln field for U1c New York Yankees. A hip Injury ended h is 
baseball career and Halas moved to Decatur to work for a corn products firm owned by A.E. S taley. 
who sponsored a semi·pro baseball learn and later commissioned Halas lo organize a n Independent 
football lemn. One year later. Staley gave Halas U1e club a nd Halas rnaclc Dutch S ternaman his 
partner. Halas was a p layer-coach from 1920-29 and was named to the NFL all-pro squad of the 
1920s. He holds three NFL coaching records ;rnd four Bears coaching records. I !alas· 324 coa1:h tng 
victories was b roken in 1994 by Don Shula of the Miami Dolphins. Ha las led the Bears to s ix world 
championships - h is first and last separated by 42 years ( 1921 and 1963). (See page 188for more 
on George S. Halas.) 

1920s: George Halas founded pro football a11d lhe Decatur Staleys In 1920 ancl set mcmbcrshtp 
at$ I 00 per club. The Staleys posted a IO· l · 2 record In lhal Inaugural season as each player earned 
$1.900 for U1e season. Th e Bears won the ir first title the next season ( 1921) wtth a !) . I · I mar]( and 
wen t on to post wtnntng records in all but one season In the enllrc decade ( 1929: il-9-'.l}. Tht nrst 
major signing took place in 1925 when lhe Bears signed Red Grange lo a contract. Halas then took 
Grange and the Bears on a coast-to-coast barnstorming tour In which th e club played 16 games 111 
nin e weeks. The first game of that stretch was p layed before 36.000 at U1c tcam·s home site. \Vrl>(lcy 
Field. 

1930s: Halas left U1e coaching ranks In 1930 and Ralph Jones led the club to a 24 - 10-7 n·cord 
from 1930·32. The Bears won the 19:32 championship before 11.198 fans al Chicago Stadium. The 
franchise lost S 18.000 that season a nd Sternaman sold his half or the c lub to Halas. The 1933 
season marked Halas· return to coaching and lhc beginning of lhe ·modern" N'1tlonal Football 
League. The Bears beat U1e Giants 23-21 In lhe NFL's first championship game that year. The Bears 
advanced to the NFL title game twice more In lhe 30's. but fell lo the Giants In 19:14 and the 
Redskins In 1937. 

1940s : TI1e decade began with another NFL title as the Bears burled the Wash1ngto11 Redskins. 
73·0. as len different players scored while Chicago unveiled the T-formatlon . Halas lcfl for war 
duties In the middle of the 1942 season. The team conllnucd winning. but lost the Litle game 111 
Washington. 14·6. Lu.ke Johnsos and Hunk Anderson co-coached the wartime l:lcars the next three 
seasons. ln 1943. lhe Bears beat Washington 4 1 ·21 at Wrigley ~·1cld tn the NFL title game. Halas 
returned in 1946 and the Bears won the title again - clcfcall11g the Giants. 24·14. before a Nl~L­
record crowd of 58.346 bl lhe Polo Grounds. 

1950s : The Bears began the decade w1U1 a title run. but lost 10 the Hams In the 1950 Wes tern 
Division UUe game. 24· I 4. Paddy Driscoll replaced Halas as coach In 1956 and lhe Bears lost to lhc 
Giants in the NFL Championship game at Yankee Stadium. Halas returned for his final s tint a s head 
coach In 1958.

NAMING THE BEARS 
George Halas originally named the team the Decatur Staleys after A.E. Staley. a starch 

manufacturer and enU1uslastlc sports fan who sponsored a semi-pro te-.im and commissioned 
Halas to organize lhe new squad. 

One year later. trying to match lhe proOtabUJty or Chlcago·s baseball games. Slaley asked 
Halas If he would take the team off Staley's hands and move It lo Chicago for SS.000. while 
keeping the name Staleys for anolhcr year. Wilh lhe help of legendary baseball pioneer Bill 
Veeck and William Wrigley. Halas soon acquired a lease to play at Wrigley Field. 

When Halas' obligation to Staley terminated In 1922. he considered re· namlng lhe team the 
Chicago Cubs out or respect for Veeck and Wrigley who. according to Halas In his biography. 
"had been such a great help.· 

But. as Halas continued. ·1 noted football players are much bigger players than baseball 
players. so if baseball players are cubs. lhen football players must be bears!" 

On January 28. 1922. the franchise was re-named the Chicago Bears. 
The team colors have always been blue and orange after U1osc of Halas ' alma mater. the 

Univcrslly of Ul1nols. Halas lettered In football. basketball. and baseball for the Flghtlng llllnl. 
and is honored as one of U of rs most distinguis hed alumnJ In the llllnl Union In Cha mpaign ­
Urbana.

1960s: 111c Bears won thelr furn! Utie under Halas In 1963, beating the NY Giants. 14 · 10. at 

Wrigley Flcld. A new era was signaled In 1965 when the club drafted Dick Butkus and Gale Sayers 
in the nrst round of the college draft. Sayers set a NFL record with 22 TDs as a rookie. Including 
sLx In a single game against the 49ers. Prior 10 the 1968 season. Halas retired from coaching after 
40 seasons and a :324 · 151-3 I record. 

Ed Mccaskey was named team·s vice-president a nd treasurer In 1967. a position he held for 17 
years before being named Chairman of U1e Board 111 1983 and eventually Chatman Emerltw; In 
1999. Ed s pearheaded the club's civic activities for many years and a ttends NFL meeungs. Among 
his many civic contributions on behalf of the nears was guiding the Brian Piccolo Fund frotn lls 
1necpllo11 In 1970 to 1987. raising mlllions of dollars for cancer research. 

1970s: Thi; Bears played the ir flnal season In Wrigley Field tn 1970 before moving to Soldier 
Field. In the same year. Ha las was e lected president of th e NFC as the NFL and AFL merged. ln 
1974. J im Finks joined the Bears as General Manager. Flu ks named Jack Pardee. the first non· Bear 
In :mch a position. as head coach replacing Abe Glbron. In 1975. the Bears moved their training 
camp to 1.akc Forest after spending 31 years In Rensselaer. Indiana: and Walter Payton was the 
club"s flrst · rouud draft choice. After a 14-year hiatus the Bears returned to the playoffs In 1977. 
\\1nnlng their final six games to nntsh 9-5. The Bears again made the p layoffs in 1979 under head 
coach Neill Arms trong. Chicago lost In U1e opening round In both I 977 and 1979. The organtzallon 
suffered a major loss at end of lhe decade when team prcsldcm George "Mugs· Halas. Jr. died at 54. 
Mugs joined the Bears from office in 1950. was 11a111cd treasurer In 1 95~1. and became president of 
U1e club In 1963. (See page I 89 .for more on "Mugs· Jf(i/as.J 

1980s: Armstrong"s tenure ended In 1982 and he was replaced by Dallas Cowboys· assl s talll 
Mike Dltka. a Bears ught end from 1961-66. In 1983. Jim F'lnks resigned and George Halas died a l. 
age 88. Michael Mccaskey. lhe oldest son of Ed a nd Virginia Mccaskey and the g randson of George 
Halas. bcc;imc the third president in club his tory. 

Mccaskey was a business school professor and operated a consul!lng company In Boston before 
joining the 13cars. In h is 15 seasons as club president. the Bears posted nine winning seasons. made 
three trips to the NFC title game and won Super Bowl XX. McCaskey has served stints 011 the 
Finance. Long Range Pla1rntng. Stadium. and NFL Properties Executive commlltees during his 
tenure. 

The Bears returned to the NFL elite In 1984. They advanced Lo the NFC Championship g<rn1 c 
(los tng to San F'ranclsco) and Walter Payton broke J im Brown's all · llme NFL rushing record. The 
loss In the '84 !Ille game se l the stage for the 1985 season In which the Bears posted shutouts In 
both playoff games before ripping the Patriots. 46-10. 111 Super f.lowl XX. The nears won the NFC 
Central division each of the next three seasons. but could never get past the NFC title game. 
Payton's jersey was retired following the '87 season. 

1990s: Tin· Bears made playoff appearances In 1990 and 1991 . The 1992 season was marked 
by the retirement of Mike Singletary. the end of the Mike Ollka era and Ke\·ln Butler becomtng the 
club's all-lime sc-orlng leader. Dave Wannstedt was named the I I th coach in team history In I 99cl 
and led the Bears to back-to-back winning seasons In 1994 and 1995. The uniform numbers of Dick 
Butkus (51) ;ind Cale Sayers (40) were retired In 1994. ·me team moved Into Us new headquarters. 
Halas llnll al Co11way Park. on March 3. 1997. The Bears became the nrst franchise In NFL history 
to win 600 games: number 600 was a 13-7 win over Tampa Bay at Soldier Field (I l-23·97). On 
August I. 1998. Mike Singletary became the 24 th Bear Inducted Into the NFL Hall -of-Fame. the mos t 
of any franchise. Dick Jauron became the 12th head coach 111 Bears history on January 24. l 9!J9. 
1\vo wccl<s later the Bears reshufned the front office by naming Teel Phtlllps President a nd CEO. 
Michael McCaslley Chairman of the Board. and Eel McCaskcy Chai rman Emeritus. Chlcaj.(o 
mourned the passt11g of legendary running back Walter Payton on November I. 1999 as h e los t his 
batlle with a rare liver disease. The Bears named U1clr Indoor practice facility the ·waiter P;iy ton 
Center" In hi s honor the following spring.

n:plays. The system Is lnlllatcd by ch allenges from the head coaches (two per game) tn 
a ll but the final two minu tes of each ha lf. and by the replay offic ia l In t he booth In the 
final two minutes and overtime. The booth will operate unde r a " two-minu te" mode the 
entire game. lining up replays of every play In case a challenge Is Issued. 

The fou r individuals In the replay booth will be the "replay assistant." "tcch11iclan.· 
"video operator.· and ·communicator.· The replay assistant Is the direct and only link to 
the referee on the field. In the final two minutes of each half and overtime. he will make 
the decision on whe ther a play should be reviewed. The replay assistant and video opcr­
a 1or wll l be asstgued ns a ieam lo a different game location each week. 

The system begins wl!h a "live feed" from the network te lcvts lon control truck covering 
the game. 

The technician controls the monllor. cuing the live play and replay screens during 
action. His monllor can accommodate six replay angles of a single play. 

The reolav asstsrnni decides which replays will be relayed to the field monitor and 
whether an official's lime out be called for a review In the final two minutes of a half or 
overtime. Replay assistants will have an NF'I, or college footba ll officia ting background. 

The video operator. at the Instruction of ihe replay assisllrn t. controls which rep lays 
that the on-field referee wlll view. He cm1 control the speed of 1hc digital video p layback. 

The comrnu11icalor Is the replay booth's ·eyes Lo the field ." While lhe technician. replay 
assis tant. and video operator are doing their jobs. the communicator IS stationed in back 
of the other three. watching Lhe field. He \\'Ill advise the rer>lay assistant-who Is busy 
\'lewtng the mon1lor-1ha1 "they're In the huddle.· "they're a t the line.· "the ball Is 
snapped" so the replay assist.ant wlll know ihat lhe next play has started. negating the 
possibility of a replay. He will a lso report 10 lhe replay assistant If an official rullug (e.g .. 
ho ld ing. Illegal p t occdute. elc. ) has been made on the fie ld. cllm lnallng the need for a 
replay. He Is a lso the timer of the 90 seconds a llocated lo the referee lo make a decision 
on a replay. Once 90 seconds are rearhcd. the communicator wlll push a uulton that 
shuts down Lhe on-field monitor. stgnallng to the ref lhal 90 seconds are expired and the 
referee's decision mus1 be announced.

GEORGES. HALAS -
February 2, 1895 - October 31, 1983 -

Leading the Chicago Boars lor more than a hall-century, George S. Halas. ,..., 
the team's founder and hoed coach for 40 years. was ona of the most 
enduring personalities In sports history. Halas was active with the Bears -
starting in 1920 when he founded the team. 

Halas was born and raised on Chicago's west side and prepped at Crane -
Tech High School before attending the University of Illinois. In Champl1gn. 
he earned a B.S. degree while tottering 1n football. basketball, and baseball. -

Aller graduation in 19 t 8, Halas joined the Navy for the first of two tours of duty. He was named P ayer 
of the Game m tho t919 Rose Bowl. playing end on the Great Lakes team that beat the Marines 17- -
0 . A commander when he left active duty m t 946, Halas retired as a captain in the Naval Reserve. 
He was also awarded the D1st1nguished Citizens Award- the highest honor the Navy can bestoN on -
a civilian 

After leaving the Navy. Halas played right field for the New York Yankees, bui a hip 1n1ury shortened -
his baseball career. Halas went to work for a Decatur (IL} corn products firm owned bv an 
enthusiastic sport s Ian, Mr. A.E. Staley. who sponsored a semi-pro baseball team, and la ter -
commisslonod Halas to organize an independent foo tball team. 

PRO CAREER: As a player. Halas se t an NFL record (which stood 49 years until t 972) when 
he took a Jun Thorpe fumble 98 yards for a TD m a 26·0 win over the Oorang Indians at Wr gley 
Field (11/4/23). Ho played end for the Bears from t920·29 and was named to the NFL all-pro squad 
of the 20s. 

PRO COACHING CAREER : Four times Halas 1n1errup1ed his coaching ac11v111es by his own 
vohhon He first turned over the leadership to Ralph Jones from 1930 through 1932. In 1942 when he 
lefl for iho Navy, Luke Johnsos and "Hunk· Anderson shared head coaching respons1b1h11es un111 '45. 
John · Paddy" Driscoll coached in 1956·57 Coinc1den1ally. in '33 and again in '46 when Halas 
resumed coaching, his Bears won world championships 

During the 1940s, his teams reached lhe height of their power with four straight Wei.tern 
Conference titles: three world championships, a fantasuc four-season record (Including pre-season 
games) of 62·7· 1 (.899): scored 2.164 points and allowed jusl 842. The 1940 team. which defeated 
the Washington Redskins 73-0 for the World Championship, was vo1ed 1he greatest professional team 
of all-time by the National Academy of Sports Editors In 1963. 

Resuming coaching in 1958. Halas needed five years to develop anolher championship, but in 1963 
the Bears won their elghlh championship. The Sporting News. AP, and UPI named him Coach o f the 
Year after the 1963 and 1965 seasons. Halas rehred lrom coaching on May 27. 1968, with a career 
record of 321\· 151·31. His win 1otal was the best 1n NFL history until Don Shula broke tho mar< on 
11114/93 Halas 1s e charter member of the Pro Football Hall of Fame.

"Mugs· Halas was an integral part of the Chicago Bears before his untimely 
dea th in 1979. The son of pro football founder George S. Halas. Mugs spent 30 
years In pro football . He joined the Bears' front office in 1950, was named 
treasurer in 1953, and became president of the c lub in 1963. In his first season as 
president , lhe Bears were NFL champions. Mugs was the second of jus t four 
presidents in the franchise's 80-year history. He succeeded his father, George S. 
Halas. and was followed by Michael Mccaskey and current president Ted Phillips. His numerous 
contributions on a league-level included membership on the executive committee of the NFL 
Management Council. 

"Mugs· learned football at a young age, serving as a ball boy while growing up. He earned a 
business degree from Loyola in 1949, before entering pro football on a full-time basis. "Mugs· is 
remembered for his love and devotion to the game.

The Chicago Bears enter their 31st year at Soldier Field after playing their first 50 seasons in 
Chicago at Wrigley Field. Soldier Field was opened in 1924 as a 45,000-seat Municipal Grant Park 
Stadium. The first football game played on its field was November 22, 1924, as a capacity crowd 
watched Notre Dame edge Northwestern. 13·6. 

It hosted the first boxing event which drew a gate of over $2.5 million (Dempsey-Tunney, 1927). the 
first ski meet held in a stadium, and the all-time largest football crowd (123,000). The largest crowd for 
any event in Soldier Field was 260,000 on Sept. 8, 1954, for the religious Marian Year Tribute. 

The 100,000·seat stadium was dedicated November 27, 1926, with Army battl ing Navy to a 21-21 
tie. The all-time collegiate attendance record of 123,000 plus was established Nov. 26, 1927 as Notre 
Dame beat Southern Cal 7-6. In the fi rst professional game at the then-mammoth stadium, the Bears 
defeated the Chicago Cardinals 10-0 on November 11 , 1926. 

Plans for the stadium started in 1919 as a memorial to the soldiers of WWI. Soldier Field stands 
on 10,000 pile foundations driving an average depth of 62.5 feet through fill that replaced the lake 
waters. The stadium is maintained and operated by the Chicago Park District. 

Other stadium notes since the Bears moved to Soldier Field: 
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1971 - September 19th, Chicago defeats the Pittsburgh Steelers 17-15 before capacity 
crowd of 55,701 in the Bears' first game since moving from Wrigley. 

1979 - The stadium undergoes major reconstruction and renovation prior to the 
season including new lighting, playing surface, and locker rooms: rebuilding of 
seating area (new chairbacks, armrests, seats): and improvement of sightlines.
