Under the effective leadership o f President and Chief Executive 

Officer, Michael Mccaskey, the Chicago Bear> have reached a con­
sistent and stable level of performance both on the 1001ball field and 
in 1hc fronl office. The 1eam"s stability has beC'n molded because 
of sound decision making and a de1ermina1ion 10 creale and signal 
a new era. 

In just four and a half years since being named only the third Presi­
dent in Bear history, November 11, 1983, the NFL's oldest franchise 
has captured 50 of its last 63 regular season games, a Super Bowl 
crown in 1985, an NFC Championship and four consecutive NFC 
Central Division Titles. For his and the team's accompl ishments, McCaskey received the highest honor 
given to any football front office member following the 1985 season: "The Sporting News Executive 
of the Year Award.'" 

Succeeding his grandiather. George S. Halas, and his uncle George S. Halas, Jr., McCaskcy has initiated 
changes, restructured and clari fied lines of org,mizational authority whi le placing qualified front office 
personnel in important administrative roles. In 1986, M cCaskey named Bill Tobin Vice President for 
Player Personnel in recognition of his contribu1ion to the club's development. In addition, he promoted 
veteran NFL administrator Bill McGrane, a Be.ir employee since 1975, to the role of Director of 
Administration. Ted Phillips, the club's controller since 1983, was named D irector of Finance and is 
responsible for negotiating player contracts. McCaskey also signed Mike Ditka to a thr~i-ear extension 
of his coaching contract last season. D itka begins his 7th season as the Bears head coach with the 
best winning percentage in club history. He leads Ralph Jones (.6781 and George I lalas (.6761 in that 
category and trails just Halas (40 years) in tenure. 

With an eye toward establishing financing for a new stadium in the Chicago arc,1 and improving 
the Be.irs current stadium si1ua1ion, McCask~'Y ' l:>earheaded an effort to get 56 new skyboxes built 
at Soldier Field this pas1 offseason. Additional ly, he was instrumental in getting Soldier Field's artificial 
turf replaced wi th natural grass. 

McCaskcy's management background led him to add in-house computer capabilities in his fi rst year 
and lhal ha~ been instrumental in enhancing the cca111's operation in the areas of coj1ching analysis, 
ticketing, public relations, accounting and word processing. Other significant change~ in the McCaskey 
tenure include the return to \<\IGN as the radio flagship station and moving training camp to the University 
of Wisconsin, Planeville. McCaskey and the UWP officials signed a recent extension of their agree­
ment tha1 wi ll keep the Bears training in Pla1wville for years 10 come. 

On the league le-.-el, Commissioner Pete Rozelle named Michael McCaskev to the NFL's Long Range 
Planning Committee. That committee surveys long range opportunities and rrends for the NFL. The 
ideas ior compil ing three-year financial projections and hosting an NFL game in London "-ere proposed 
by this group for league consideration. 

McCaskey was born December II, 1943 and grew up in Des Plaines, lllino1s. He gr.1dua1ed from 
Notre Dame H igh School in suburban Niles. Following graduation from Yale in 1965, M cCaskey served 
as a Peace Corps volunteer in Ethiopia. A fterwards he earned a doctorate in busines~ at Case Western 
Reserve University and then taught at UCLA (1972-75) and the Harvard Business School (1972-821. He 
also authored a book, The Executive Challenge: Managing Change and Ambiguiry.

Bc,ides the high choices, Tobin and 
hi' '1aff haV<' also procured starters through 1he middle rounds (Richard Deni, Mark Bonz), lace round'

Tobin was given the 1i1le of Vice President followrng the 1986 ,c,i<on by Club President Mich,1cl 
M cCa,kt'Y rn recognition of his departmenl's significanl con1robu11on 10 1he leam's recent rise 10 1he 
el11e of 1he NFL. In his current role, Tobin is 1he team's primary con1ac1 regarding all personnel mauers; 
conduc1s 1he annual college drafl; and monilors 1he NFL "aiver wires 1n hopes of upgrading 1he 1e,1m 
through lhe free agent route. Tobin is aided by a s1afi 1ha1 cons1s1s of three regional college scoui., 
a pro -;coul and a l3les10 area scout who con1rrbu1e 10 1he evaul,11ion of over 1000 pro prospects every 1ear.

INSTANT REPLAY APPROVED FOR 1988 

For the third consecutive year. NFL clubs 
have approved a limited system of Instant Re· 
play on a one-year basis. 

The system basically stays the same as in 
1987 with the exception that the Replay Offi · 
cial will now be assigned to a regular official· 
ing crew and will attend crew meetings the 
day before each game. League office person· 
nel will no longer be used as Replay Officials. 
In 1987. there were 490 plays closely review· 
ed (defined as a contact to the field, but not 
necessarily stoppage of play). There were 57 
reversals in 210 games for an average of one 
reversal in each four games. In 1986. there 
were 374 plays closely reviewed resulting in 
38 reversals in 224 games. 

In 1986. the system was approved by a 23· 
4· 1 vote. In 1987, the vote was 21-7. In 1988, 
replay was cleared by a 23·5 margin. 

The NFL has discussed Instant Replay in 
some degree or other since the early 1970s. 
The League experimented in 1976 and 1978 
using two basic frameworks- an independ· 
ent system using cameras. replay machines, 
and technicians separate from the network 
covering the game, and a "no frills" approach 
using existing television coverage. 

tn 1985, the NFL used the network feed of 
nine nationally televised preseason games to 
experiment with the basic system that later 
was adopted for 1986 and 1987. A total of 28 
plays were examined closely 1n 1985 ( 17 con· 
firmed call, 4 were inconclusive. 1 was re· 
versed, and 6 had no replay shown). 

What is the objective of this system? 
The clubs feel that on certain plays the tele· 

cast viewed by the general public should be 
used to correct an indisputable error. The sys· 
tern wilt be used to reverse an on-field dec1· 
s1on only when the Replay Olf1c1al has 
indisputable visual evidence available to him 
Iha! warrants lhe change. 

Is the television network carrying t11e game 
part of the review process? 

No. Allhough the Replay Off icial will be 
viewing the live network feed. there is no com­
munication to television personnel as to what 

plays to show or not to show. 
What is the step-by-step procedure of play 

review? 
The Replay Official wilt view game action 

and a play wilt be replayed immediately on 
one of the two monitors, white the other moni­
tor continues to record the live feed. 

The Replay Official makes a determination 
if further study of the play 1s needed. ff not. 
there is no contact with the field and play con­
tinues without interruption. 

If the Replay Official believes an error may 
have been made, !he Umpire wilt be contacted 
via a headset. 

The Replay Off icial will watch replay(s) on 
one or bolh monitors and complete his review 
within a reasonable period after the play is 
over. 

The Replay Official will inform the Umpire of 
his decision. and the Referee wilt make the 
appropriate announcement on the wireless 
microphone. 

The limited Instant Replay system concen· 
!rates on plays of possession or !ouching 
(e.g ., fumbles, receptions, interceptions. 
muffs) and most plays governed by the side· 
lines. goal lines. end lines. and line of scrim­
mage (e.g .. receiver or runner in or out of 
bounds. forward or backward passes. break· 
ing the plane ol the goal line). 

However. the Instant Replay system wilt not 
include the following fouls : clipping: en· 
croachment and offsides: grasp of facemask: 
false start : defensive pass interference: offen· 
sive pass interference: offensive holding and 
illegal use of hands: illegal batting or punching 
ball: illegal block on free kick or scrimmage 
kick: illegal crackback: illegal motion: illegal 
use of forearm or elbow: illegal use of hands 
by defense: illegally kicking the ball: illegally 
snapping the ball : 1ntent1onal grounding: 
member of the punting team downfield early. 
illegal formation: palpably unfair act: piling on : 
roughing the passer: running into or roughing 
the kicker: striking. kicking. or kneeing: un· 
necessary roughness: unsportsmanlike con· 
duct; and use of the helmet as a weapon.

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GEORGE S. HALAS 
February 2, 1895 - October 31, 1983 

Leading 1he Chicago Bears for more than a hal f-century, George S. Halas. the team's founder and 
head coach for 40 years, was one of the most endur ing personalities in sports history. Halas was active 
in the Bears since 1920 when he founded the team and 1988 represents the 69th year since the Bears 
came in to being as the Decatur Staleys. No other football coach, professional or college. has equalled 
his personal winning record. 

Halas was born and raised on Chicago's west side, prepped al Crane Tech High School before anend­
ing 1he University of Ill inois where he earned a B.S. degree and lettered in football, basketball and 
baseball. After graduation in 1918, he wem into the N.wy for the firs1 o f his two tou rs of du1y. He was 
named player of the game in 1he 1919 Rose Bow l as an end on that Great Lakes learn thal beat 1he 
Marines 17-0. A commander when he left act ive duty in 1946, Halas retired as a captain in the Nava l 
Reserve. He was also awarded the Dislinguished Citizens Award, lhc highest honor the Navy can bestow 
on a civil ian. 

Aller leaving the Navy, Halas played right field for 1he New York Yankees. A hip injury shortened 
his baseball career. Halas went to work for a Decacur, Illinois corn products firm owned by an en­
thusiastic sports fan. M r. A. E. Staley. Mr. Staley, who sponsored a semi-pro baseball team and lacer 
thal summer. commissioned Halas to organize an independent football team. 
PRO CAREER: As a player, Halas sel an N FL record tha1 stood for 49 years. He ran 98 yards for a TD 
with a Jim Thorpe fumble in a 26-0 win over 1he Oorang Ind ians at W rigley Field November 4, 1923. 
He played end for the Bears from 1920-29; he was named to the NFL All-Pro squad of 1he 1920's. 
PRO COACHIN G CAREER : Four times, Halas interrupted his coaching activi ties of h is own volition. 
He turned over the leadership to Ralph Jones from 1930 th rough 1932. When he left for the U.S. avy 
on November 1, 1942, Luke Johnsos and " Hunk" Anderson shared head coaching responsibi l ities through 
'45. John "Paddy" Driscoll coached in 1956-57. Coincidentally, in '33 and again in '46 when Halas 
resumed duties after having been away, his Bears' won world championships immediately. During 1he 
1940's, Halas' 1eams reached 1he height of its power wich four straight Western Conference 1i1les; 1hree 
world championships; a fontascic four-season record (including prescason games) of 62 wins, 7 losses, 
1 tie for a winn ing percentage of .899; 2,164 points against 842. The 1940 team, w hich dcfealed 1he 
Washinglon Redskins 73-0 for 1he world championship, was voted the grea1es1 professional team of 
all l ime by !he Nalional Academy of Sports Edicors in 1963. Resuming coaching in 1958, Hal.i s needed 
a linle more time to develop another championship and in 1963, 1he Bears won their eigh1h cham­
pionship. The Associated Press. The Sporting News. and 1he United Press International named him 
Coach-of-the-Year aher 1he 1963 and 1965 seasons. He is a chartN member of 1he Pro Foo1bal l Hall 
oi Fame. He recired from coaching May 27. 1968.

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SOLDIER FIELD 
The Chicago Bears enler !heir 181h season al Soldier Field in 1988 - a facility which ha~ two prominenl 

addi1ions since last year. After having anificial turf for 17 years, Soldier Field's surface will be replaced 
wi1h natural grass, a move tha1 was comple1ed this past summer. The Bears also added 56 skyboxes 
at the south end of the s1adium, boosting the t01al number of skyboxes 10 116. Following are 01her 
stadium noles since the Bears move to Soldier Field in 1971. 

1971 - Bears firs! game was a 17-15 win over the Pittsburgh S1eelers on Sep1embcr 19, 1971. 
Stadium capacity was 57,000. 

1979 - The stadium underwent ma1or reconstruction and renovation prior to the season which 
included new lighting, new playing surface, lockerrooms and rebuilding of the s1ad1um's 
seating area - new chaorback. arm rest seats and new sigh1lines. 

1982 - Prior to season, more rebu ilding of seating areas was completed in addition 10 new 
concourses with new restrooms and concession areas. A new press box, 60 deluxe 
skyboxes and a new scoreboard were also built. Capaci1y is increased to 66,030 - i1s 
current capacity. 

Soldier Field was opened for use in 1924 as 45,000-seat Municipal Gran! Park Stadium. 
The first foo1ball game played on i1s field was Nov. 22. 1924 as a capacity crowd watched olre 

Dame edge Northwestern 13-6. It hosted the first boxing event which drew a gale of over $2.5 million 
(1927; Dempsey-Tunney), 1he first ski meel held in a stadium and the all-lime largest football crowd 
(123,000). The largest crowd for any event in the his1ory of Soldier Field was 260,000 on Sept. 8 1954 
for the religious Marian Year Tribute. 

The new 100,000-seat stadium was dedicated November 27, 1926. with Army batt ling Navy to a 21-21 
tie. The all-time collegiate attendance record of 123,000 plus was established Nov. 26, 1927 as otre 
Dame beat Southern Cal 7-6. 

In the first professional game at 1he then mammoth stadium. the Bears defeated the Chicago Cardinals 
10-0 in 1926. 

Plans for the stadium were begun in 1919 as a memorial 10 the soldiers of WWI. Soldier Field stands 
on 10,000 pile foundations driving an average depth of 62 !h feel through fill that replaced the lake wa1ers. 

Soldier Field is operated by 1he Chicago Park District. See page 174 for directions. 

HALAS HALL 
Located on the picturesque campus of Lake Forest College, Halas Hall is 1he Bears year-round home. 
Named to honor the la1e George S. Halas. 1he Bears founder and one of 1he pioneers of the present 

day NFL, the bu ilding is dedicated to the memory of George Halas. Jr .. who died Dec. 16, 1979. 
Halas Hall was opened to the players in September of '79. Coaches and 01her staff members moved 

into the !Op of the three-level complex in November. Finishing touches were completed in May of 
1980. In 1he spring or 1985, the Bears corporate offices were moved to Halas Hall from downlown. 
Today, only the team's ticket opera1ions are housed a1 55 E. Jackson Blvd. 

A regulation-sized grass football field and one field 70 yards long are loca1ed behind 1he building. 
The bui ld ing was designed by Allan M . Pickus Archi1ccts and built by P1ckus Conslruction or 

Waukegan, Ill. 
The lower floor or !he building houses 1eam mee1ing rooms. a player lounge. racquetball coun. rookie 

lockers and sh°'ver areas. storage and utility rooms. The cen1ral floor features the lockerroom. shO\vers. 
sauna, training and weigh! rooms. coaches' lockerroom. equipment room~. laundry, pho10 lab, and 
media workrooms. 

The top floor holds 1he reccp1ion areas, staff offices along wi1h work rooms including duplicating 
room and computer department.
