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George Stanley Halas
Chairman of the Board

“ .. never go to bed a loser . .

A plague hanging in the Pro Football Hall of Fame
reads in part:

**. . . Heading the Chicago Bears for more than a
half-century, George S. Halas, 83, the team's
founder and for 40 of 59 years its head coach, is one
of the most enduring personalities in any sports
endeavor. He is also the only survivor of the little
band of enthusiasts who met in a Canton automobile
agency to organize the American Professional Foot-
ball Association on September 17, 1920. The Bears
are one of two surviving charter franchises of the
APFA, which was the direct forerunner of the NFL

“The Bears' success on the playing field has been
legendary. . . . More Bears have been enshrined in
the Pro Football Hall of Fame than from any other
club—16 long-term Bears, including Halas, to be
exact . . .

That quote doesn't tell you a lot about one George
S. Halas. But then, Halas the man, Halas the coach,
the Chicago Bears and, in some aspects, profes-
sional football are one in the same. Inseparable.
Each of the four has a separate birthdate, yet they
are one in the same.

The biography of one would spill into the life of
the others. Halas feels he is just about the most
fortunate man in all professional sports . . . his
version of a great American dream has come true.
He is the home town boy who didn't have to travel
far away to make good but rather pyramided one
success upon another right in Chicago.

Halas is a man of unique stature and distin-
quished status, active in the operation of the Chi-
cago Bears since 1920 when he founded the team.
This year, 1978, is the 59th since the Bears came
into being as the Decatur Staleys.

No other football coach, professional or college,
has equalled his personal winning record. The 40
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years he coached the Bears break down into four
separate 10-year tenures: 1920-'29, 1933-'42,
1946-'55, and 1958-'67.

In those years, the Bears won 326 games,
including playoft wins.

Halas, born February 2, 1895, and raised on
Chicago's West Side, prepped at Crane Tech High
School, went on to the University of lllinois lettering
in football, basketball, and baseball. After gradua-
tionin 1918, he went into the Navy for the first of his
two tours of duty.

Halas was Player of the Game in the 1919 Rose
Bowl as an end on the Great Lakes team that beat
the Marines 17-0.

An ensign in World War |, Halas enlisted again in
World War 11, becoming welfare and recreation
officer of the Navy's Pacific Fleet under Admiral
Nimitz. He was decorated with the Bronze Star. A
commander when he left active duty in 1946, Halas
retired as a captain in the Naval Reserve. He has
also been awarded the Distinguished Citizens
Award—highest honor the Navy can bestow on a
civilian.

After leaving the Navy for the first time, Halas
played right field briefly for the New York Yankees,
who optioned him to St. Paul in the American
Association. A hip injury shortened his baseball
career. In 1920, he turned a course that became a
highway to success for him.

Halas went to work for a Decatur, Ill., corn
products firm owned by a rabid sports fan, A. E.
Staley. Staley sponsored a semipro baseball team
managed by the famous ex-New York Giants pitcher
“Iron-Man Joe" McGinnity. Halas played shortstop,
captained the team.

Late that summer, Staley commissioned him to
organize an independent football team.



Those Decatur Staleys were forerunners of the
Bears. He also adopted the nickname in 1922, the
year after moving the team to Chicago. In 1921,
they were known as the Chicago Staleys under an
agreement with the corn products firm.

As a player, Halas set an NFL record that stood
for 49 years. He ran 98 yards for a touchdown with a
Jim Thorpe fumble in a 26-0 win over the Oorang
Indians at Wrigley Field November 4, 1923. The
record stood until Qakland’s Jack Tatum returned a

Green Bay fumble 104 yards in 1972. After he.

played end for the Bears from 1920-'29, he was
named to the NFL Afl Pro Squad of the 1920's.

Halas’ intensity and competitive drive gave the
Bears colorful, dramatic flair. He seeks to add
dignity to the sport he loves so deeply. Halas and
the Bears are responsible for these inmovations,
some unorthodox at the time they were intro-
duced:

First pro team to practice daily; to take game
movies for study and strategical purposes; to hire its
own band whose repertcire featured its awn team
song “Bear Down, Chicago Bears™; to publish and
distribute a club newspaper to fans; to encourage
radio broadcasts of games; to have a homecoming
game every season with an evening banguet for all
ex-Bears; to agree to a Sudden Death plan for
playat! games (in 1941 with Green Bay—six years
before NFL adoption).

When Halas signed Red Grange in 1925 and
arranged a coast-to-coast tour, the Bears brought
N.F.L. football to cities that had hardly heard of it.

“'What we had going for us was the great,
bursting enthusiasm of the players; their genuine
liking for the game and the bruising contact. That
hasn't changed. The players of the present are just
as intense. And that is why the game has come as
far as it has: fans in the early days respended to the
all-gut effort of the players. Fans now respond just
the same, but in greater numbers.”

Perhaps the most powerful influence on Halas a
year or two before he dedicated himself to pro
football was Coach Bob Zuppke's farewell talk to the
1918 llinois team. Halas never forgot Zuppke's

words:

*'Gegdby makes no sense whatever. Just when all
of you begin to krow soemething about football after
three years, | lose you. Football is the cnly sport that
ends a man's career just when it should be begin-
ning."

Halas, of course, had much to do with changing
Zuppke's appraisal. Professional football is an ex-
tension of a player's competitive life but Halas has
always cautioned veterans and rookies alike:

**Don’t regard pro football as a complete career in
itself. Don't see it as the beginning and the end of

your earning power. Plan for the years beyond. Use
the glamor of the game to attract attention to
yourself by playing well. That will develop first, an
off-season cccupation, and then assurance of a
substantial future.”

Four times, Halas has interrupted his ceaching
activities of his own volition.

Caincidentally, in 1933 and again in 1946 when
Halas resumed head coaching duties after having
been away, his Bears’ team won world champion-
ships immediately. Taking aver for Driscoll in 1958,
Halas needed a little more time to develop the *'big"
winner, but that did happen in 1963 when the Bears
won their eighth championship.

{Halas" Bears actually won nine championship
games but only eight are recognized by the NFL at
this time. Number nine was in 1924 when the Bears
whipped the Cleveland Bulldogs 23-0 in Wrigley
Figid Dec. 7. In those days, championships were
awarded at post-season League meelings. Halas
says with a grin . . . | left the meeting rgom 10 go
to the washroom and when | got back they had
awarded the champignship to Cleveland.")

The Associated Press, The Sporting News, and
The United Press International named him Coach of
the Year after the 1963 and 1965 seasons.

He retired from coaching May 27, 1968.

The team rather than the individual has always
been the philosophy of the Bears. The Bears are tied
with the old Canton Bulldegs for most consecutive
tegular season games without defeats—24. Canton
did it in 1922-23, (21 wins, three ties) while the
Bears turned the trick from 1941 through 43 (23
wins, one tie). The Bears scored most straight
victories, all games, 18 in a row (1933-'34 and
again in 1941-'42). The Miami Dolphis tied this
record (1972-'73). Their 17 straight regular season
victories (1933-'34) were another record—and they
share second place in this category with 16 in a row:
Bears (1941-'42) and Miami (1971-73).

The Bears also went an incredible 30 games
without a defeat from 1932 to 1933. That span
includes regular season, championship, and pre-
season tilts.

During the early 1940's, the team probably
reached the height of its power with faur straight
Western Conference titles; three world champion-
ships; a fantastic four season record {including
pre-season games) of 62 victories, 7 losses, 1 tie
for an astronomical winning percentage of .899;
2,164 points against 842. The 1940 team, which
destroyed the Washington Redskins with an all-time
high scoring mark of 73-0 for the world champion-
ship, was voted the greatest professional team of all

Peace in the NFL between the owners and the players in 1977 after three years was especially satisfying to
George (Mugs) Halas. president of the Chicago Bears.

Halas is a member of the executive committee of the NFL Management Council.

Other members of the committee are Wellington Mara of the New York Giants, Rankin Smith of Atlanta, Art
Modell of Cleveland, Ralph Wilson of Buffalo and Joe Robbie of Miami.

President of the Club since 1963, Mugs (nicknamed by his father George S. Halas) started his football
career on a full-time basis in 1950. Three years later, he took over its treasurer’s responsibilities.

A Business Administration graduate of Loyola University in 1949, Halas is a life-long resident of Chicago
who attended Loyola Academy.

He learned football the hard way. As a youngster, he hung helmets in the locker room before the game and
carried the water on the sideline during the game.

Halas was the club's general manager for 14 years.

Mugs served with the U.S. Navy Reserve during World War Il prior to completing his college educa-
tion.

Halas serves on the board of directors of the Park National Bank, the Chicago Association of Retarded
Children, and United Cerebral Palsy.

He is a trustee of the Pop Warner Football League.

Born September 4, 1925, Halas has two children,

ED McCASKEY Vice President

Community involvement programs are a natural for the Chicago Bears Vice President and Treasurer Ed
McCaskey, who once was a professional night club singer

An executive with the Bears since 1967. McCaskey has been the spearhead for the Club's civic proj-
ects.

A close friend of the late Brian Piccolo whom he considered as a son, McCaskey worked closely with
Screen Gems in the production of the movie “Brian’s Song.” He represents the NFL owners on the Brian
Piccolo Golf Tournament Committee that has donated over $240,000 to the Memorial Sloan-Kettering Cancer
Center in New York, as a memarial to Brian Piccolo.

Entering the business world after World War 11, McCaskey was in the music publishing business in New
York and associated with the late Jimmy Dorsey.

Since coming to Chicago in '49, he has been merchandising manager for the National Retail Tea and Cotfee
Association, executive vice president of Merchandise Service, Inc., and an account executive for E. F,
MacDonald Co.

Born April 27, 1919, in Philadelphia, McCaskey sang with dance bands before enrolling at the University of
Pennsylvania in 1940. He continued a singing career during his collegiate days and was elected a class
president at Penn. After graduation in absentia in 43, McCaskey served with the BOth Infantry in
France—enlisting as a private and leaving the Army with Captain’s rank.

He serves on the board of trustees of Rosary College.

McCaskey and his wife Virginia have 11 children, ten grandchildren and reside in Des Plaines.
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JAMES E. FINKS

Vice President, General Manager,

Chief Operating Officer

As Chicago was reveling in the Bears six-game
winning streak that carried the team into its first NFL
playoff in 14 years last December, Jim Finks was
putting the accomplishment in perspective:

""The only thing that counts is winning the Super
Bowl. Of course, getting into the playoffs is the first
step. Once you're in anything can happen. But when
it's all pver, there is only one winner . . . 27 losers.
We're not in the class of Dallas, Oakland, Denver,
Baltimore or New England. In fact, there were nine
or ten teams in the League better then we were last
year, so we have a ways to go yet."

Under new field leadership this year with Neill
Armstrong as head coach, the Bears are entering
year four of the Finks new deal this September. As
executive vice-president, general manager and chief
operating officer, Finks joined the NFL’s charter
franchise Sept. 12, 1974,

Throughout that season, he studied the Club's
operation and personnel before launching a massive
reconstruction project that touched all aspects of the
operation. Working his basic philosophy, *‘be sound
from top to bottom, let the system work, neither
overreact, panic or play to the media”, only five
staffers and 10 players remain from the pre-Finks
era,

On the field, the changes have produced a natural
progression that has taken the team from 4-10 in
1975, to 7-7 and then 9-5 and the playoffs last year.
That progress permitted Finks to take his first
vacation in four years last March.

Finks, who will be 51 Aug. 31 (1927), broke into
the NFL in 1949 as a rookie quarterback with the
Pittsburgh Steelers from Tulsa University.

Since that time, he has been an NFL regular at
both defensive back and quarterback, a college
(Motre Dame) coach, a Canadian Football League
(CFL) scout and general manager, Club Vice Presi-
dent and General Manager, and League Executive—
all with distinction.

He has down played his role as advisor to the NFL

Management Gouncil during the three-year negotia-
tions with the Players' Association.

Finks joined the Bears after serving full time with
the Management Council through the turbulent
summer of ‘74 and its player strike. Previously his
10-year association with Minnesota brought the
Vikings to the top of the professional game. Finks
joined Minnesota in 1964 as its general manager
and six seasons later saw the Purple Gang in their
first Super Bow! (Jan. 11, 1970).

That same season (1969) Finks was named Vice
President of the Minnesota Club—retaining his
general manager's duties.

As Viking fortunes increased to include 47 vic-
tories in his last four seasons (1970-'73). Finks
resigned his post in Minnesota. He was the Club’s
Executive Vice-President when he tendered his res-
ignation following the Vikings' second Super

Bowl.
Finks was a T-formation collegiate quarterback at

Tulsa before he entered the NFL with the Steelers.

Pittsburgh still employed a single wing offense,
however, and the 5-10, 175-pound passer found
himself defending passes. From 1949-'51, Finks
was a regular in the Steeler secondary.

In 1952, the Steelers converted to the T-forma-
tion and Finks switched back to quarterback. In 53,
he joined Otto Graham as the Eastern Conference
quarterbacks in the Pro Bowl.

Finks left the pro game to coach Notre Dame's
1956 backfield under Terry Brennan.

He scouted for Calgary in the Canadian League
the following season and took over as general
manager of the Stampeders in late 1957. He re-
mained with the Stampeders until moving to Minne-
sota in '64.

In 1968, he was on the first NFL negotiating
committee that met with the Players Association.

Finks and his wife Maxine have four sons—Jim,
David, Dan and Tom. He is a native of Salem in
south central lllinois about 70 miles east of St
Louis.

JERRY EREl:cosicanmmnnassuman: ...... OFFENSIVE LINE

Foreman of the Chicago steamroller set, Jerry Frei (pron: fry) begins his
seventh season as a NFL offensive line coach and first year with the Bears this
fall.

A coach for 26 years, the 53-year-old Frei has tutored the blocking corps at
Denver and Tampa Bay before joining Neill Armstrong's first Bear staff.

Charged with the critical responsibility of bringing along a promising group
of linemen whose average age is 24, Frei was an offensive lineman as a collegian
on the standout Wisconsin teams of 1942, 1946-47. Among his Badger
teammates who would later star in the NFL were Elroy Hirsch and Pat Harder

A native midwesterner who was born June 3, 1942 at Brooklyn, Wisc., Frel
began his pro coaching career with the Broncos in 1972, He joined John
McKay's first Buccaneer staff in 1976,

A 1948 graduate of Wisconsin, Frei spent 12 as a collegiate assistant coach
at the University of Oregon from 1955 through 1966.

He succeeded Len Casanova as the Ducks’ head coach in 1967. Although Oregon compiled a 22-29-2
record during his five years as head coach, the Ducks™ 1370 record of 6-4-1 was good for second place in the
Pac-8. That finish remains Oregon's highest ever Pac-8 standing.

Twice during that 1970 season Frei was named ""Coach of the Week'" after the Ducks upset Southern Cal
and Air Farce. His first collegiate coaching experience came from 1952 to 1954 at Willamette University,

DALEHAUPT ovwevmesimmmamsmiag .DEFENSIVE LINE COACH

Twenty years after he last played competitive football in the Army at Fort
Benning, Dale Haupt finds himself an NFL rookie again starting his first season of
professional football coaching tutoring the Bears’' defensive line

At Duke last season, Haupt has spent the last 17 years coaching major
college foothall. After six of those seasons, he has taught in bowl games.

Born April 12, 1929 at Manitowoc, Wis., the three-time University of
Wyoming letterman has spent the last six years tutoring linemen in the Atlantic
Coast Conference. His one year at Duke was preceded by a five-year stint at
North Carolina State (1972-76).

Wyoming's most valuable player as junior guard-iinebacker in 1952, Haupt
was the Cowboys’ captain as a senior. A two-time all-conference pick, he played =
with the 1954 Green Bay Packers before entering the Army.

Discharged with the rank 1st Lt, in 1957, Haupt coached high school football
(Apopka, Fla., Casper, Wy., and Dayton Beach, Fla.) for three years before teaching the college game.

Haupt began his college coaching career at Tennessee where he was head freshman coach from
1960-63. He joined the varsity staff at lowa State (1964 & '65) for two seasons before a six-year tour at the
University of Richmond (1966-71).

He has coached in the 1968 and 1971 Tangerine Bowls, the 1972 and 1975 Peach Bowls, the 1973
Liberty Bowl, and the 1974 Astro-Bluebonnet Bowl.

Haupt holds a B.5. in education from Wyoming and a masters degree in education from East Caro-
lina.
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HANK KUHLMANN . .. RUNNING BACKS & SPECIAL TEAMS

After three years helping shake down Notre Dame thunder on collegiate
opponents, Hank Kuhimann (pron: kool-men) returns to National Football
Conference Central Division warfare this season as the Chicago Bears coach of
running backs and special teams.

Bears fans hope Kuhlmann will continue a personal streak of titles won this
season noting the Fighting Irish national collegiate championship of 1977.

Kuhlmann, 40, guided the Notre Dame running backs and special teammers
last year—his third on Dan Devine's Fighting lIrish staff.

Bomn Oct. 6, 1937 at St. Louis, Kuhlmann got his first exposure to the
National Football League from 1972 to 1974 as tutor of the Green Bay Packers
special teams.

A two sport all-Big Eight athlete as a running back and baseball catcher at the
University of Missouri, Kuhimann began his coaching career at his aima mater in
1963, For six of his nine seasons, he was offensive backfield coach.

As a catcher, Kuhlmann played on Missouri's 1958 baseball team that advanced to the NCAA finals.

Following his 1959 graduation, he played four seasons in the St. Louis baseball Cardinals farm system.

JIMLARUE..........coiiieaaaant DEFENSIVE BACKFIELD

A coaches’ coach with 10 of his former quarterbacks in business, Jim LaRue
begins his second tour of professional football duty this season as the Bears
defensive backfield coach.

A coach for more than two decades, LaRue joins the Bears after two seasons
on the offensive staff of the Buffalo Bills. Prior to entering the NFL in 1975, he
was an assistant coach at six major colleges and a successful head coach at the
University of Arizona.

Leader of the Wildcats for eight seasons from 1959 to 1966, the LaRue
coached Arizona team posted a 41-37-2 record, compiled an 8-1-1 mark as an
independent in 1961, and won a share of the WAC title in 1964. That 8-1-1 mark
is the best one-year record in Arizona football history.

A two-way halfback in college at Carson-Newman, Duke and Maryland
during the WWII years, LaRue is a Duke mathematics graduate who holds a
master's degree in education from Maryland. He played in three bowl games as a collegian including the
classic 1945 Duke-Alabama Sugar Bowl. Drafted by the professionals twice, LaRue opted for coaching and
teaching.

LaRue, born August 11, 1925 in Clinton, Okla., was athletic director and head coach at Bainbridge Naval
Training Center in 1952 and 1953,

KEN MEYER ................. .. OFFENSIVE COORDINATOR

Combine the likes of the Joe Namath-Jet aerial circus, the diversification of
the Alabama offense guarterbacked by Ken Stabler, and the precision the Rams
have used to march to annual NFC West titles and you get a peek into the high
octane football world of the Bears new offensive coordinator Ken Meyer.

Head coach of the San Francisco 49ers last season and a pro coach for the
past 11 years, Meyer directed the potent Los Angeles offense from 1973 to 1976
as the Rams racked up four successive division championships.

A coach since 1950 when he started his career in the Ohio high school
system, Meyer was head offensive coach under Paul (Bear) Bryant at Alabama
from 1963 through 1967. There, led by quarterbacks Joe Namath, Steve Sloan
and Ken Stabler, the Crimson Tide played in five successive bowl games.

He has also had college coaching stints as an assistant at Florida State
(1960-62), Wake Forest (1958-59), and his alma mater Denison (1952-57). He
was a standout quarterback at Denison from 1947 to 1950.

Meyer began his pro coaching career as Dick Nolan's backfield coach at San Francisco in 1968. He joined
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Weeb Ewban'.'s New York Jet staff the following year as top offensive assistant and was with the Jets for four
Seasons.

Last season, the 49ers finished with wins in five of their last mine games but could not overcome a 0-5
start.

Meyer, who holds a masters degree from Ohio State, was born July 14, 1926 at Erie, Pa. He attended
high school in Ashtabula Harbor, Ohio.

JAMES (BUDDY) RYAN ......... DEFENSIVE COORDINATOR

One of the few coaches who have been to Super Bowls with two different
teams, James (Buddy) Ryan would like to make it with three-with-three as he
begins his first season as the Bears defensive coordinator.

Ryan, 44, a 10-year veteran NFL defensive coach, was the Minnesota
Vikings line coach the past two seasons. The first assistant hired by Neill
Armstrong, Ryan will also work with the Bear linebackers.

Ryan, like Armstrong, is a graduate of Oklahoma State. From 1968 through
1975, he was on the defensive staff of the New York Jets under Hall of Fame
coach, Weeb Ewbank.

He has been to the Super Bow! as an assistant coach twice—winning with
the Jets in 1969 and losing with the Vikings in the 1977 game.

A four-year letterman offensive guard at Oklahoma State from 1952-55,
Ryan served in the U.S. Army in Korea and was discharged with the rank of
master sergeant. While in service, Ryan played on the Fourth Army championship team in Japan.

As a senior at Oklahoma State, one of Ryan's coaches was Armstrong—in his first teaching position, The
pipe smoking Ryan was a collegiate defensive coordinator for seven seasons before trying the professional
game.

Scovil was head coach at the College of San Mateo from 1958 to 1962 when his team won three titles and
posted a 35-7-6 record. A quarterback and basketball letterman at UOP during his undergraduate days, Scovil
guided San Francisco Sacred Heart High School to a State championship during his four (1954-57) seasons
there as head coach.

Born July 1, 1927 at Anacortes, Wash., he served in the Army for two years before being graduated from
Pacific in 1952. Scovil holds a master's degree (1960) from San Jose State.
