Kate Caithness

Scotland’s Kate Caithness

is the first female president

of the World Curling
Federation and the first female
president of any Olympic
winter sports federation.

First elected president of the WCF in April
2010 and re-elected without opposition in 2012,
2014 and 2018, Caithness has been involved
with the sport of curling since the 1980s. As a
member of Scotland’s Royal Caledonian Curling
Club, she went from playing the game to putting
something back into the sport in the late 1990s.
She served as president of the RCCC Ladies’
Branch in 1997-98, then became an RCCC
representative to the World Curling Federation.

Since 2000, Caithness has been the driving
force behind the WCF’s development of wheelchair
curling. She was on the team that created the first
World Wheelchair Curling Championship and
was instrumental in the sport’s inclusion at the
2006 Paralympic Winter Games in Turin, Italy.

From 2005 to *09 Caithness was an elected
member of the International Paralympic
Committee’s five-person Sports Council
Management Committee and she served on the
Paralympic Games Committee from 2006 to *09.

Caithness was elected vice-president of
the WCF in 2006 and served two two-year
terms under former president Les Harrison.

In March 2011, Caithness was appointed
to the Olympic Program Commission,
responsible for reviewing and analyzing the
sports, disciplines and events program, as
well as the number of athletes in each sport,
for the Summer and Winter Olympics.

Married and the mother of two sons,
Caithness became a grandmother in 2008. She
spends her free time with family and, when
she has a chance, curling and playing golf at
her home club in Edzell, Angus, where she
was the Lady Captain from 2002 to ’04.

THE WORLD
CURLING FEDERATION

The World Curling Federation is the recognized
governing body of curling in the world.

The WCF’s first formal constitution was
approved in 1967 under the original charter of
the International Curling Federation in Perth,
Scotland. The constitution was significantly
adjusted in 1982, when the federation was
declared independent from Scotland’s Royal
Caledonian Curling Club, to which its original
constitution had been tied. In 1990, the
official name was changed to World Curling
Federation. Further significant changes were
made in 1994.

The WCF has a four-part mandate:

* To represent curling internationally and to
facilitate the growth of the sport through a
network of member associations

* To formulate rules of the sport of curling for
world competition and all other competitions
approved by the WCF and to further the
interests of world curling

* To conduct world curling competitions

* To provide co-operation and mutual
understanding among member associations
and to unite curlers throughout the world

RAY KINGSMITH EXECUTIVE OF THE YEAR
Calgary’s Ray Kingsmith was a tireless worker
for the sport of curling and the same can be said
of Mike Carson of Vaudreuil-Dorion, Quebec, the
winner of the 2018 Ray Kingsmith Executive of
the Year Award.

The award is presented annually to the
volunteer who best exemplifies the dedication
to curling and benevolence demonstrated by
Kingsmith throughout his life.

Kingsmith was a super volunteer, the kind
who doesn’t come around very often. He gave
freely of himself, his time and his resources
to the sport of curling, which he so loved and
believed in. He never asked for nor expected
anything in return. Kingsmith passed away
in 1988.

Carson’s passion for curling lies at the
heart of his involvement — giving back at the
club, community, provincial, national and
international levels.

A member of the Governor General’s Curling
Club, Carson has served curling clubs in a
variety of capacities and was an instrumental
figure on the Quebec scene, helping to organize
many championships. He was an early advocate
of the Page playoff system, and had it in use in
Quebec championships as early as 1983.

Not long after, he was assigned the task
of heading the organizing committee for the
1988 Brier in Chicoutimi, an event that proved
popular with fans and curlers alike, thanks
to the warm hospitality of the region and the
host committee.

Carson took his organizing skills to the
Canadian Masters Curling Championships for
players 60 years of age and over. He played
in the event in 2007 and was soon part of
the organizing committee. He served as event
president from 2010 through 2017 and helped
it grow significantly during that time.

Roger Smith of La Péche, Quebec, is the winner
of the 2016-17 Curling Canada Volunteer of

the Year Award in recognition of his significant
contribution to the success of Curling

des Collines.

Getting a new curling centre built is no easy
task, but it’s one Smith attacked with fervour as
he saw the need for a facility in Chelsea, Quebec.

Curling des Collines, a club with some 90
members, had been around since 2005 but never
had a home to call its own. It began in a hockey
arena and then moved into an Ottawa curling
rink in 2014.

Curling des Collines’ dream of having its own
facility came true in February 2016, when the
Quebec government announced it was granting
$1.7 million toward the construction of a new
four-sheet curling centre.

It was Smith who had drafted the grant
applications and business plan that persuaded
the provincial government to grant the funds.
Smith twisted arms to the tune of more than
$400,000 in a fundraising campaign and was
the point man in talks with financial institutions
to secure additional financing.

Money was only half the battle; he also had
to find the land for the new curling centre. He
finally found a willing host in Chelsea.

With room for more than 600 members, the
Curling des Collines’ doors are now open.

FORD HOT SHOTS

The Ford Hot Shots celebrated its 24th season at
the 2018 Scotties Tournament of Hearts and Tim
Hortons Brier.

When the Ford Motor Co. of Canada
became part of international curling in 1995
as title sponsor of the Ford World Curling
Championships, it introduced an opportunity
for Hearts and Brier curlers to participate in
individual skills competitions known as the Ford
Hot Shots.

Last year, instead of an individual contest
as in the previous 23 years, Ford Hot Shots
was converted to a team event in which all four
members contributed points.

The top scorers used to be awarded a lease on
a new Ford vehicle, but last season, in an exciting

new twist, curling fans entered a contest for the
opportunity to win a two-year lease on a 2018
Ford Escape. Four lucky fans were chosen and,
before the final round of Hearts and Brier Hot
Shots competition, were matched with the final
four teams on the ice.

While lucky fans won vehicles, the players didn’t
go away empty-handed. The winning teams each
pocketed a cheque for $15,000, while the fans
paired with the other three finalists each received
$500 to donate to the local charity of their choice.

Players in the main pool-play fields of both
the Hearts and Brier were tested in four different
shots, including one that replicated the famous
shot made by Northern Ontario’s Al Hackner in the
1985 Brier final.

DAVID BEESLEY
Builder
David Beesley’s work
behind the scenes on
behalf of Curling Canada
took the sport to
previously undreamed-of
levels as a marketing
powerhouse. Beesley,
who passed away on January 6, spent a
quarter-century working on behalf of Curling
Canada as national sponsorship sales director.
He was instrumental in negotiating
sponsorship and television deals that gave
Canadian curlers far bigger and more widely
exposed stages on which to perform. His vision
led us to the Season of Champions series of
events, and even in his final days, he continued
working hard to continue raising curling’s profile
in this country.

ﬂ PETER INCH
: Executive Honour Roll
A native of London,
Ontario, Peter Inch
served as chair of Curling
Canada’s board of
governors — a role he’d
prepared for over the
years through countless
volunteer hours devoted to the sport of curling
—in2016-17.

Before being elected to the board at the
2013 National Curling Congress in Ottawa,
Inch worked tirelessly on behalf of the sport,
helping to organize numerous championships in
his hometown.

He was the host committee chair for the
2006 Scott Tournament of Hearts and the 2011
Tim Hortons Brier. He also served as chair of
the 2002 Canadian Senior Men’s and Women’s
Curling Championships host committee in
nearby St. Thomas.

CHRISTINE JURGENSON
Curler

Christine Jurgenson

of Osoyoos, British
Columbia, is a four-time
world champion.

She won her first gold
medal in 1986, soon
after winning the Scotties
Tournament of Hearts in London, Ontario,
playing second for her sister and fellow
Hall-of-Famer Marilyn Bodogh.

Jurgenson played in six editions of the
Canadian women’s championship, for three
different provinces — Ontario in 1980 and ’86;
Alberta in 1983; and British Columbia in 1995
and ’97 — in addition to one Hearts appearance
as a member of Team Canada with Bodogh
in 1987.

Her success carried over to seniors, where
she won two Canadian senior women’s
championships in three years, adding world
titles in both years and another as an alternate
with Team Canada, then represented by
Alberta’s Cathy King.

In 2008, in Prince Albert, Saskatchewan,
Jurgenson threw lead rocks for Pat Sanders’
gold-medal B.C. team, which went on to win gold
at the world seniors a year later in Dunedin, New
Zealand. In 2010, Jurgenson skipped the B.C.
team that won the Canadian championship in
Ottawa and followed up with a gold medal at the
2011 world seniors in Saint Paul, Minnesota.

In 2013, Jurgenson teamed up with King and
her squad, which posted a perfect 8-0 record en
route to winning the gold medal in Fredericton.

provincial title in 1986. Three years later

she skipped Manitoba to victory at the 1989
Canadian juniors, then won a bronze medal at
the 1990 world juniors in Portage la Prairie,
Manitoba, a year later.

She transitioned her success at the junior level
into a brilliant career in women’s curling, winning
five Scotties Tournament of Hearts; only former
teammates Jennifer Jones and Jill Officer and
Hall-of-Famer Colleen Jones, with six, have
won more.

Overton-Clapham won her first women’s
provincial championship playing third for Kathie
Allardyce in 1991 at the age of 21, and her first
Canadian title in 1995 while playing third for
Connie Laliberte. She went on to win four more
national championships playing third for Jones

—1in 2005, ’08, 09 and ’10. Overton-Clapham,
who's still active — she’s playing third for Laura
Walker this season — has played in 13 Scotties
Tournament of Hearts.

The perennial vice won a silver medal with
Laliberte at the 1995 world championship, and
gold in 2008 and bronze in 2010 while playing
with Jones.

CURLING CANADA HAS CREATED A
provincial/territorial ranking system to
measure member association performances
at all of the national curling championships
it operates and sanctions.

The system was implemented in 2010-11
by Curling Canada, which is made up of 14
member associations representing Canada’s 10
provinces, Northern Ontario and the territories
of Yukon, Northwest Territories and Nunavut.

Member associations are ranked based on
their final positions in 14 annual national
championships — the men's and women's
Travelers Curling Club Championship,
the Canadian mixed, the New Holland
Canadian junior men’s and women’s,
Scotties Tournament of Hearts, Tim Hortons
Brier, Canadian under-18 boys and girls,
Canadian Masters men's and womens,

Everest Canadian senior men’s and women’s
and Canadian wheelchair.

The program was created to generate
greater interest among curling fans across the
country. For years, curling enthusiasts have
enjoyed regional rivalries, debating whether
their province or territory was better than
another. The new system adds legitimacy to
a basic ranking system, which tracks how
member associations perform.

Under the new system, points totals
and results are tracked and updated after
each applicable Canadian championship
throughout the curling season.

The 2017-18 winners were announced
in September at Curling Canada's Annual
General Meeting in Ottawa. Based on
the highest average points, the Member
Association Cup, presented by TSN, was

To be eligible for consideration, an
applicant has to be enrolled full-time for at
least two semesters at a Canadian university
or college, in addition to being registered to
compete for Canadian Team Ranking System
points during the 2018-19 curling season.

The selection committee consisted of
Coutts; Katherine Henderson, Curling
Canada’s chief executive officer; Fran Todd,
former Curling Canada chair; Benoit Forget,
an accomplished Quebec junior curling coach,
and former scholarship recipients Karsten
Sturmay, Karlee Burgess and Sarah Daniels.

The Curling Canada Foundation
philanthropic program was introduced
during the 2013-14 season to help junior
curling and to support curling centres
in Canada. Last season, donors invested
$568,925 to support youth programs across
Canada. The Egg Farmers Rocks & Rings
program, presented by Curling Canada,
Curling 101-Try Curling, Hit Draw Tap, For
the Love of Curling scholarships and grants
to curling centres are made possible only
because of the generous support of Canada’s
curling community.

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Junior championships expanded, revamped

2018 Curling

urling Canada will give more young
C curlers the opportunity to compete

for national championships when
it expands the fields for the New Holland
Canadian Juniors and Canadian Under-18
Boys and Girls Curling Championships
beginning in the 2020-21 season.

That was one of the outcomes of the
2018 National Curling Congress, which
took place in Ottawa at Curling Canada’s
Annual General Meeting.

In addition to expanding the fields for
both events — currently one team from
each of Canada’s 14 member associations
competes in those championships — dates
for the New Holland Canadian Juniors will
be moved to later in the season. The event
is now staged in January; beginning in
2021, it will move to March.

That means that the 2021 Canadian
junior champions won’t compete at the
world junior championships until the
following season (2021-22). As a result,
the 2021 New Holland Canadian Juniors
will change its age eligibility rules so
that players are eligible to compete the
following season at the under-21 world
juniors. Players at the 2021 New Holland
Canadian Juniors will need to be 20 years
old or younger as of June 30, 2021.

Details on how the 2021 world junior
Canadian teams will be determined, and
the size of, and format for, the expanded
fields for the 2021 New Holland Canadian
Juniors and the Canadian under-18
championships will be announced at a
later date.
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“This has been under discussion for
some time as part of our Long-Term Athlete
Development plans,” said Helen Radford,
Curling Canada’s manager of youth curling
and Next Gen program. “The idea is to
give more youth curlers the chance to
compete at the national level, in addition
to extending their seasons.

“Under the current system, many
under-21 curlers have nothing to play
for after their provincial championships
are concluded in late December. As well,
we will send our teams to the world
championships far more prepared for that
level of competition.

“As much as these Canadian
championship events are high-performance
events, they’re also developmental events
as we work towards building our Tim
Hortons Brier, Scotties Tournament of
Hearts and Olympic champions 10 years
from now.”

Curling Canada also unveiled a
revamped Curling Assistance Program that
will see Canadian curling centres offered
low-interest loans by Curling Canada to
help them remain sustainable over the
long term and provide capital for such
items as roofing, chillers, compressors,
lighting, warm-area renovations and
curling stones.

“We’ve known for a long time that
Canada’s curling centres need our support
to remain healthy and viable, and we’re
extremely happy to be in a position to offer
this assistance,” said Katherine Henderson,
Curling Canada’s chief executive officer.

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Curling Canada also welcomed the
Canadian Deaf Sports Association as an
affiliate organization. The CDSA takes the
place of the formerly affiliated Canadian
Deaf Curling Association, which has been
incorporated into the Canadian Deaf
Sports Association.

A new, albeit familiar, board chair
and four members of the Curling Canada
board of governors are in place for the
2018-19 season.

Maureen Miller of Yellowknife was
elected to her second term as chair of
the 10-member board of governors; she
previously chaired the board in 2002-03.

Elected to the board were 2006
Olympic bronze-medallist Amy Nixon of
Calgary, Donna Krotz of London, Ontario,
Paul Addison of Saanichton, British
Columbia, and Sam Antila of Thompson,
Manitoba. They replace outgoing
governors Catherine Hughes, Peter Inch,
Lena West and Scott Comfort.

Three annual awards were presented
and three new Canadian Curling Hall of
Fame members were inducted at the 2018
Curling Canada Celebration Dinner.

The Nova Scotia Curling Association
was a double winner, taking home both
the Governors’ Cup, for posting the best
average improvement from the previous
season, and the new Curling Canada
Foundation Cup, for the highest average
points in the four championships devoted
to youth curling — the Canadian junior
men’s and women’s and the Canadian
under-18 boys and girls.

Meanwhile, CurlON claimed the
Member Association Cup, presented
by TSN, for the second straight year for
posting the highest average points.

Former Curling Canada chair Peter Inch
and builders Patricia Ray and the late
David Beesley were formally inducted into
the Canadian Curling Hall of Fame.
