     The Owls’ first season as defending champions featured a number of notable 
moments which will live long in the minds of fans. 
 
      The annual Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup competition was back in operation for the 
first time since the pandemic, giving Omaha its first-ever shot at playing knockout 
soccer. A season-opening win at Creighton’s Morrison Stadium against Des Moines 
Menace was followed by a monumental win against Chicago Fire FC of Major League 
Soccer. It was the first triumph in history by a USL League One team over MLS opposi-
tion, garnering national attention after Omaha equalized in extra time and advanced 
on penalty kicks. Little more than a month later, the Owls brought more magic to 
the cup as they ousted Minnesota United FC, also of Major League Soccer. Omaha 
ultimately reached the quarterfinal round of the cup, becoming the first third-division 
pro team to do so since 2013 before falling to Sporting Kansas City in front of hun-
dreds of away fans who made the trip to support their team.  

      Other highlights included the club’s third playoff appearance in as many seasons, 
the second-highest average attendance in USL League One attending home match-
es at Werner Park, an amazing goal scored by goalkeeper Kevin Piedrahita from his 
own penalty area which went viral on social media, two players making the 2022 USL 
League One All-League First Team and goalkeeper Rashid Nuhu winning the league’s 
Golden Glove Award.

The team tallied three or more goals in 

five of its last nine matches, including two playoff wins by a combined total of eight goals as the team rolled 

over FC Tucson (6-1) and Greenville Triumph SC (3-0) to cap off a memorable season with a championship.
