WHO WE ARE

The FireWolves’ brand identity reflects the organization’s deep roots in the National Lacrosse
League, pays tribute to lacrosse’s Native American heritage, and represents the team’s
commitment to serving the community throughout the Albany area.

Lacrosse’s history goes back 1,000s of years on the lands of the Six Nations of the
Haudenosaunee Confederacy, which spanned from the Hudson River and the Mohawk Valley
north into Quebec and Ontario in the Great Lakes region. The Albany area was originally
inhabited by both Mohawk (Iroquois) and Mohican (Algonquin) tribes, and the roots of lacrosse
began in what is now New York State and Canada as early as TTOOAD. The Haudenosaunee
(Iroquois for “People of the Longhouse”) believe lacrosse, which they call Dehoritjihngwa'és
(translation: “they bump hips”), was a gift from The Creator. Also known as “The Medicine
Game”, lacrosse is believed to have healing powers and remains a central part of Native
American communities throughout the Northeast.

The FireWolves are proud to call the Capital Region home and continue our lineage in the
area that dates back to the National Lacrosse League runner-up Albany Attack in 2002. A
through line beginning in the early 2000s, the wolf was part of the Attack’s logo, while also
being part of the logo and name of the New England Black Wolves that played in Connecticut
from 2015 to 2020 before the franchise moved to Albany before the 2021-22 season. Native
to the Adirondacks and also one of only three repeating clans throughout the Haudenosaunee
Confederacy, the wolf embodies many of our organization’s key values: courage, strength,
loyalty and leadership. On and off the field.

While the “FireWolf” is a mystical creature, the use of fire in the name represents the symbolism
of community and gathering for ceremony. The Mohican tribes who originally inhabited the
Capital Region called it Pempotowwuthut-Muhhcanneuw, meaning “the fireplace of the
Mohican nation”. We believe strongly in the power of sports as a common-ground meeting
place for the community, and the entire FireWolves organization is excited to celebrate
competition at the highest level and honor lacrosse’s deep roots in the Capital Region.

In summary, the FireWolves are fierce competitors, hunt together and are loyal to the pack.

The Albany FireWolves organization holds the values of teamwork, competitive desire and

community focus in the highest regard as we honor the heritage of lacrosse and the National

Lacrosse League teams that came before us, while working to create a positive impact
throughout the Capital Region.

The Albany FireWolves (1-O) will make their home debut for the 2022-23 season
this Saturday, December 17, at 7:00 p.m. against the Rochester Knighthawks
(2-0). Albany opened the season with a one-goal win on the road against last

year's top-seeded Buffalo Bandits. Looking to build on the early momentum, the

FireWolves will face a Knighthawks team who has begun the season winning their

first two games. Despite their 4-14 record last season, Rochester had Albany’s
number, defeating the FireWolves in both matchups between the two clubs. This
weekend'’s game can be watched on My4 Albany or ESPN Plus.

FireWolves Players to Watch:

Tanner Thomson showed that he is more than capable of heading the FireWolves’ new
look offense in the team’s road victory over the Bandits. The second year forward led
the team with seven total points on two goals and five assists. With Albany’s top five
scorers from a season ago departing in the offseason, Thomson has already answered all
the questions surrounding the offense early on in the new year. Rochester has allowed
just 18 goals in their first two games, but look out for Thomson to add to his early season
totals as Albany looks to take a 2-O record into the holiday break.

ConnorKelly, a new addition to the FireWolves this offseason, finished just one point shy
of Thomson for the team lead in the team'’s win two weeks ago. The Forward tallied six
points in his FireWolves debut on two goals and four assists. Albany brought him in for
his offense and he did not disappoint in the team'’s opening game. Look out for Thomson
and Kelly to continue to be a one-two punch as they both find the back of the net and
set up open teammates in this one.

Hiana Thompson, another new member of the FireWolves this season, put together a
solid all-around performance in his first game with his new club. In the win over the
Bandits, Thompson filled the stat sheet with two points on one goal and one assist,
recovered six loose balls, and blocked one shot. His goal came late in the third quarter
which sparked a three-score run for Albany on their way to victory. Expect much of the
same from Thompson this weekend as the FireWolves will depend on him to stuff the
stat book again trying to win for the second time in as many games on the young season.

Connor Fields is a familiar name to Capital Region lacrosse fans. The former UAlbany
standout is off to a hot start with his new team, logging 17 points on eight goals and nine
assists in Rochester’s opening two games. The FireWolves' stout defense did a good job
keeping the reigning MVP Dhane Smith out of the net in the team'’s opening weekend
win over Buffalo, but Smith still managed to assist on five of the Bandits’ 10 goals. Albany
will have their hands full again this weekend trying to slow down one of the game's best
offensive players. Fields will certainly try to put on a show in front of his old college fans
and the FireWolves must find a way to limit him if they want to start off the new season
2-0.

Thomas Hoggarth, like Fields, is also off to a strong start on the new season. Second
on the team in points through the first two games, Hoggarth has recorded nine points
on six goals and three assists. In last weekend's win over the Toronto Rock, the forward
netted four goals for the Knighthawks and will look to carry that momentum with him to
Albany. Of his six goals, Fields has assisted on all but one of them so far. The FireWolves
defense will once again be challenged and will have to figure out how to prevent Fields
and Hoggarth from lighting up the scoreboard in this one.

Goaltender Rylan Hartley certainly entertained Albany fans in the home opener last
season, dropping the gloves and pads and meeting the FireWolves' backup goaltender in
the center of the floor. He has had himself a fantastic first two games in net, securing wins
in each while saving a whopping 97 opposing shots on goal. The FireWolves managed
to best one of the best goalies to ever do it in Week 1 and will face another brick wall
netminder just two weeks after. Albany’s new look offense answered a lot of questions
in Buffalo and will again need to continue to find its identity to get shots past Hartley.

Glenn Clark
General Manager / Head Coach

Head Coach Glenn Clark brings over two decades
of NLL experience as both a player and a coach with
him to the Capital Region. He began his professional
box lacrosse career in 1998 when he was drafted by
the Ontario Raiders. One year later, the team moved
to Toronto and became the Toronto Rock. Clark
spent the majority of his playing career in Toronto,
helping lead the Rock to five NLL championships.
After the 2005 season, Clark signed with the
Philadelphia Wings where he was named to the All-
Star team for the third time in his career.

Clark wasted no time transitioning into coaching
as he was named head coach of the Toronto Rock
following the 2006 season. The Rock reached the
playoffs before being defeated by the eventual
champion, Rochester Knighthawks. Clark was at
the helm of the Rock until the team’s 2009 season.

Following his coaching stint in Toronto, Clark

prior, and won a playoff game. During his five seasons as head coach of the Black Wolves, the
team successfully made the playoffs in each of them. The team found itself in first place in
2020 before the season came to a halt due to COVID-19.
