WHO WE ARE
The FireWolves’ brand identity reflects the organization’s deep roots in the National Lacrosse 
League, pays tribute to lacrosse’s Native American heritage, and represents the team’s 

commitment to serving the community throughout the Albany area.

Lacrosse’s history goes back 1,000s of years on the lands of the Six Nations of the 
Haudenosaunee Confederacy, which spanned from the Hudson River and the Mohawk Valley 
north into Quebec and Ontario in the Great Lakes region. The Albany area was originally 
inhabited by both Mohawk (Iroquois) and Mohican (Algonquin) tribes, and the roots of lacrosse 
began in what is now New York State and Canada as early as 1100AD. The Haudenosaunee 
(Iroquois for “People of the Longhouse”) believe lacrosse, which they call Dehoñtjihgwa’és 
(translation: “they bump hips”), was a gift from The Creator. Also known as “The Medicine 
Game”, lacrosse is believed to have healing powers and remains a central part of Native 

American communities throughout the Northeast.

The FireWolves are proud to call the Capital Region home and continue our lineage in the 
area that dates back to the National Lacrosse League runner-up Albany Attack in 2002. A 
through line beginning in the early 2000s, the wolf was part of the Attack’s logo, while also 
being part of the logo and name of the New England Black Wolves that played in Connecticut 
from 2015 to 2020 before the franchise moved to Albany before the 2021-22 season. Native 
to the Adirondacks and also one of only three repeating clans throughout the Haudenosaunee 
Confederacy, the wolf embodies many of our organization’s key values: courage, strength, 

loyalty and leadership. On and off the field.

While the “FireWolf” is a mystical creature, the use of fire in the name represents the symbolism 
of community and gathering for ceremony. The Mohican tribes who originally inhabited the 
Capital Region called it Pempotowwuthut-Muhhcanneuw, meaning “the fireplace of the 
Mohican nation”. We believe strongly in the power of sports as a common-ground meeting 
place for the community, and the entire FireWolves organization is excited to celebrate 

competition at the highest level and honor lacrosse’s deep roots in the Capital Region.

In summary, the FireWolves are fierce competitors, hunt together and are loyal to the pack.  
The Albany FireWolves organization holds the values of teamwork, competitive desire and 
community focus in the highest regard as we honor the heritage of lacrosse and the National 
Lacrosse League teams that came before us, while working to create a positive impact 

throughout the Capital Region.

Kieran McArdle has been a key part of the FireWolves’ new look offense in his first 
season with the club.  He leads the team with 32 total points and 20 assists, and ranks 
second on the team with 12 goals.  Though the team fell short of what would have been 
an incredible comeback last weekend, McArdle posted seven points on two goals and 
five assists. His second goal of the contest sparked a seven-goal run for Albany as they 
willed their way back into the game.  As the offense continues to gel, McArdle will be 
heavily leaned on to continue to provide firepower.  Don’t be surprised to see another 
impressive stat line out of the team’s top scorer this weekend.

Zac Tucci filled a huge void at the faceoff dot in his first career game last weekend.  
Signed just the day before the game, Tucci won 13 faceoffs in his debut.  Those 13 wins 
were the team’s most since Week 1. Since Joe Nardella suffered a season-ending injury, 
Albany has been struggling in the faceoff department, but as Tucci continues to learn 
the box game, he could be the answer the team needed.  Tucci’s addition to the club will 
create extra possessions for the offense, hopefully translating to more goals.

Nick Chaykowsky has played a pivotal role on the defensive unit for the FireWolves this 
season.  Statistically, the defender tops the team with nine caused turnovers and ranks 
second with 40 loose ball recoveries.  Chaykowsky can do a little bit of everything, and 
last weekend, he even scooped up a ball after a Tucci faceoff win and turned it into a 
quick goal for Albany.  Chaykowsky and the FireWolves defense will need to keep up the 
strong play and limit the amount of open looks on net the Desert Dogs see in order to 
snap a three-game skid.

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Opposing Players to Watch:  

Rob Hellyer is a guy the FireWolves saw multiple times last season.   The forward was 
a member of the Toronto Rock since 2011 before being traded to Las Vegas over the 
summer.  The veteran has been a staple in the Desert Dog offense, leading the team with 
40 total points on nine goals and 31 assists this year.  Hellyer has proven throughout his 
career that he can put up big numbers, and is entering the game fresh off a five-point 
performance when the Desert Dogs took down the defending champs.  He has a knack 
for setting up teammates with scoring opportunities and Albany must find a way to limit 
that ability and shut down passing lanes.  

Jack Hannah may only be a rookie in the NLL, but he has made an immediate impact 
for the league’s newest franchise.  Entering this weekend, Hannah leads the team with 
16 goals, and is second on the team in total points with 28.  Hannah played his best game 
to date last weekend, compiling nine points on six goals and three assists.  Despite the 
two-win record for Albany, the defense has been pretty stout.  That defensive unit has to 
keep an eye on the young forward and try to limit how many he puts into the back of the 
net in this one to come away with a much needed home win.

While both Las Vegas goaltenders have seen time in all seven games this season, Landon 
Kells has been the team’s primary netminder.  Like Hannah, Kells is coming off his best 
game as a pro last weekend.  He recorded 41 saves and allowed a season-low eight goals.  
The FireWolves offense started out slow last weekend against the Riptide, but then the 
flood gates opened as the team scored seven unanswered.  Albany will look to get ahead 
early on the young goalie and then rely on their tough defense to close out a victory to 
get back on a winning track.

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Glenn Clark 
General Manager / Head Coach
Head Coach Glenn Clark brings over two decades 
of NLL experience as both a player and a coach with 
him to the Capital Region.  He began his professional 
box lacrosse career in 1998 when he was drafted by 
the Ontario Raiders. One year later, the team moved 
to Toronto and became the Toronto Rock. Clark 
spent the majority of his playing career in Toronto, 
helping lead the Rock to five NLL championships. 
After the 2005 season, Clark signed with the 
Philadelphia Wings where he was named to the All-
Star team for the third time in his career.

Clark wasted no time transitioning into coaching 
as he was named head coach of the Toronto Rock 
following the 2006 season. The Rock reached the 
playoffs before being defeated by the eventual 
champion, Rochester Knighthawks.  Clark was at 
the helm of the Rock until the team’s 2009 season.

Following his coaching stint in Toronto, Clark 
spent the next five years coaching at various levels

Greg Downing is another mainstay of the NLL and returns 
to the FireWolves for his second season.  Originally from not 
far away Auburn, NY, Downing played collegiately at Fairfield 
University where he was a three-time All-American.  He was 
named to the Tewaaraton Trophy watch list ahead of both his 
junior and senior season, while finishing his career with 141 
total points on 101 goals and 40 assists. 

Downing broke into the professional ranks after being drafted by the Los Angeles 
Riptide of the MLL in 2007.  During his time in the MLL, Downing was a two-time 
All-Star and two-time Champion.  Downing was also drafted into NLL by the Boston 
Blazers in the 2007 Expansion Draft.  After stops in Minnesota and Colorado, 
Downing joined the organization in 2019 and has been a key piece of Coach Clark’s 
defense ever since.  Last year, Downing played in 14 regular season games for the 
FireWolves and recovered 77 loose balls, caused 18 turnovers, and added nine assists.

TWO FIREWOLVES SURPASS CAREER MILESTONES IN 
LOSS TO WINGS

Philadelphia Defeated Albany, 13-5

The Albany FireWolves (2-4) were defeated by the Philadelphia Wings (3-4), 13-5, 
at the Wells Fargo Center in Philadelphia on Saturday evening.  Despite the loss 
on the road, two FireWolves players reached career milestones.  Goaltender Doug 
Jamieson surpassed 2,000 career saves and Greg Downing played in his 200th 
career game.

Philadelphia took the game’s opening faceoff, but both teams had empty possessions 
to start.  Despite an early Wings penalty, Albany was unable to capitalize on the man 
advantage as the game remained scoreless five minutes in.  After nearly half of the 
first period without a goal, Joe Resetarits found Ben McIntosh coming around a 
pick who then opened the scoring as he bounced one in for the Wings.  Wasting 
no time answering, a cutting Connor Kelly was found by Kieran McArdle to tie the 
game at one.  With five minutes to play in the period, Albany was guilty of their first 
penalty.  Just seconds later, Blaze Riorden scooped a rebound up in front of the net 
and beat Jamieson to regain the lead for the Wings.  On the ensuing Philadelphia 
possession, Albany was tacked with another penalty.  After numerous shots on net, 
Jamieson remained stout as the FireWolves killed off the penalty.  With just seconds 
to go in the quarter, Resetarits found space on the left side and buried one low to 
give the Wings a 3-1 lead.

Philadelphia kept the momentum early in the second half as newly acquired Wing 
Mitch Jones collected his own rebound and scored from just outside the crease.  
Coming out of the bench, Resetarits was hit in stride before rifling in his second of 
the night.  After an Albany defensive stop, Mitch Jones intercepted the outlet pass 
and found Resetarits across the turf who completed his hat trick to put the Wings 
up 6-1 halfway through the second.  Philadelphia kept their foot on the pedal as 
Sam LeClair fired one past Jamieson from deep to extend their lead with under two 
minutes to play in the half.  With an empty net, the FireWolves were unable to score, 
as the Wings took a 7-1 lead into the halftime break.

Philadelphia made it 10 unanswered goals as Matt Rambo tossed 
a pass across the floor to McIntosh who notched his second of the night.  Albany 
finally broke the drought as Colton Watkinson not only blocked a pass, but scooped 
the ball up and ran the length of the floor for a short-handed goal in transition.  
Still a man down, John LaFontaine went low on Higgins to cut the deficit to eight.  
Philadelphia quickly got one back as Resetarits buried his fourth of the night on the 
Wings power play.  The lead quickly grew back to 10 as Rambo hesitated and fired 
one in from deep.  Albany turned the Wings over and swiftly scored as LaFontaine 
rifled one over Higgins’ left shoulder.
