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WHO WE ARE

The FireWolves’ brand identity reflects the organization’s deep roots in the National Lacrosse
League, pays tribute to lacrosse’s Native American heritage, and represents the team’s
commitment to serving the community throughout the Albany area.

Lacrosse’s history goes back 1,000s of years on the lands of the Six Nations of the
Haudenosaunee Confederacy, which spanned from the Hudson River and the Mohawk Valley
north into Quebec and Ontario in the Great Lakes region. The Albany area was originally
inhabited by both Mohawk (Iroquois) and Mohican (Algonquin) tribes, and the roots of lacrosse
began in what is now New York State and Canada as early as TTOOAD. The Haudenosaunee
(Iroquois for “People of the Longhouse”) believe lacrosse, which they call Dehofitjihngwa'és
(translation: “they bump hips”), was a gift from The Creator. Also known as “The Medicine
Game”, lacrosse is believed to have healing powers and remains a central part of Native
American communities throughout the Northeast.

The FireWolves are proud to call the Capital Region home and continue our lineage in the
area that dates back to the National Lacrosse League runner-up Albany Attack in 2002. A
through line beginning in the early 2000s, the wolf was part of the Attack’s logo, while also
being part of the logo and name of the New England Black Wolves that played in Connecticut
from 2015 to 2020 before the franchise moved to Albany before the 2021-22 season. Native
to the Adirondacks and also one of only three repeating clans throughout the Haudenosaunee
Confederacy, the wolf embodies many of our organization’s key values: courage, strength,
loyalty and leadership. On and off the field.

While the “FireWolf” is a mystical creature, the use of fire in the name represents the symbolism
of community and gathering for ceremony. The Mohican tribes who originally inhabited the
Capital Region called it Pempotowwuthut-Muhhcanneuw, meaning “the fireplace of the
Mohican nation”. We believe strongly in the power of sports as a common-ground meeting
place for the community, and the entire FireWolves organization is excited to celebrate
competition at the highest level and honor lacrosse’s deep roots in the Capital Region.

In summary, the FireWolves are fierce competitors, hunt together and are loyal to the pack.

The Albany FireWolves organization holds the values of teamwork, competitive desire and

community focus in the highest regard as we honor the heritage of lacrosse and the National

Lacrosse League teams that came before us, while working to create a positive impact
throughout the Capital Region.

Currently, Toronto is tied with Buffalo for
the most wins in the NLL with 10 and sits in second place in the East due to having one more loss
than the Bandits.

FireWolves Players to Watch:

Ethan Walker is coming off his best game of the season and will surely look to carry that
momentum into this weekend’s game as he gets another shot at the Rock who held him
scoreless last time out. Last weekend against the New York Riptide, Walker led the team with
six total points on four goals and two assists. Goals have been hard to come by against Toronto
all season as the team has surrendered the second-fewest goals in the league thus far. Albany
has the weapons to score, the offense just needs to figure out ways to create opportunities. If
Walker and Co. can strike early in this one, it will be a huge boost and potentially propel the
team to a much-needed victory.

Marshall Powless joined the team last week and wasted no time assimilating to the offense.
He finished his FireWolves debut with a goal and four assists, tying John Piatelli for second
most points on the club in the game. Simply put, the man is a scorer, proven by his 32 total
points in just 17 career games. Powless could be a difference maker for the FireWolves offense
and is another young weapon for fans to be excited about in future seasons. A player with
Powless’ scoring ability is exactly what the doctor ordered to help the FireWolves iron out their
offensive kinks.

Zac Tucci missed the game when these two teams last met, and it was obvious on the stat
sheet. The Rock absolutely dominated faceoffs all night, winning 17 of 22. Tucci has been
a solid fill-in since the FireWolves lost Joe Nardella to a season-ending injury and struggled
mightily from the dot for a few weeks. The faceoff specialist returned to action last weekend
against the Riptide, and as a result, the team came out on top in the faceoff department as he
won 18 of 25.

GAME PREVIEW

Opposing Players to Watch:

Stephen Keogh had a career game against Albany two weekends ago, scoring a team-high
seven points on four goals and three assists. The forward is just eight goals shy of his career
best in a season and currently has the fourth-most on the Rock. His hat trick goal in the
game two weeks ago gave the Rock a third quarter lead and sparked a six-goal run that lasted
until the final horn went off. Albany knows they will have their hands full with guys like Tom
Schreiber, Corey Small, and Dan Craig, but they cannot afford to lose sight of the savvy vet if
they want to pull of an upset this weekend.

TD lerlan simply dominated faceoffs two weeks ago against Albany. Granted, the FireWolves
were without their faceoff guy (see above), but Irelan has quickly become one of the better
faceoff guys in the league. On the year, he is currently third with 235 faceoff wins at a 64% clip.
Capital Region fans might remember his name as he played his freshman and sophomore years
with the UAlbany Great Danes and set single-season NCAA records in faceoff percentage
(7915), faceoff wins (359), and ground balls (254). Last time out against the FireWolves, his
dominant efforts from the dot played a large part in the Rock getting 62 shots on goal, but that
only translated to 12 goals. Tucci will give him more of a challenge this weekend, which should
limit the Rock possessions.

Nick Rose has had an incredible season to this point, and the team can certainly thank him
for playing a pivotal role in their 10 wins. Through the team'’s 14 games, Toronto has only
given up 130 goals - the second fewest across the league. While the defense has been stout,
Rose has been a wall, boasting an 80% save percentage, ranking just one percent behind the
league lead. He is also one of just four goalies in the NLL to have a GAA under 10, proving that
goals will be hard to come by for Albany this weekend. The FireWolves managed to get six
goals on him through two and a half quarters the last time they met, but were shutout for the
remainder of the game. Albany’s offense may have a tough time scoring again this weekend,
but a few early ones could get the momentum on their side.

Glenn Clark
General Manager / Head Coach

Head Coach Glenn Clark brings over two decades
of NLL experience as both a player and a coach with
him to the Capital Region.

One year later, the team moved
to Toronto and became the Toronto Rock. Clark
spent the majority of his playing career in Toronto,
helping lead the Rock to five NLL championships.
