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WHO WE ARE

The FireWolves’ brand identity reflects the organization’s deep roots in the National Lacrosse
League, pays tribute to lacrosse’s Native American heritage, and represents the team’s
commitment to serving the community throughout the Albany area.

Lacrosse’s history goes back 1,000s of years on the lands of the Six Nations of the
Haudenosaunee Confederacy, which spanned from the Hudson River and the Mohawk Valley
north into Quebec and Ontario in the Great Lakes region. The Albany area was originally
inhabited by both Mohawk (Iroquois) and Mohican (Algonquin) tribes, and the roots of lacrosse
began in what is now New York State and Canada as early as TTOOAD. The Haudenosaunee
(Iroquois for “People of the Longhouse”) believe lacrosse, which they call Dehofitjihngwa'és
(translation: “they bump hips”), was a gift from The Creator. Also known as “The Medicine
Game”, lacrosse is believed to have healing powers and remains a central part of Native
American communities throughout the Northeast.

The FireWolves are proud to call the Capital Region home and continue our lineage in the
area that dates back to the National Lacrosse League runner-up Albany Attack in 2002. A
through line beginning in the early 2000s, the wolf was part of the Attack’s logo, while also
being part of the logo and name of the New England Black Wolves that played in Connecticut
from 2015 to 2020 before the franchise moved to Albany before the 2021-22 season. Native
to the Adirondacks and also one of only three repeating clans throughout the Haudenosaunee
Confederacy, the wolf embodies many of our organization’s key values: courage, strength,
loyalty and leadership. On and off the field.

While the “FireWolf” is a mystical creature, the use of fire in the name represents the symbolism
of community and gathering for ceremony. The Mohican tribes who originally inhabited the
Capital Region called it Pempotowwuthut-Muhhcanneuw, meaning “the fireplace of the
Mohican nation”. We believe strongly in the power of sports as a common-ground meeting
place for the community, and the entire FireWolves organization is excited to celebrate
competition at the highest level and honor lacrosse’s deep roots in the Capital Region.

In summary, the FireWolves are fierce competitors, hunt together and are loyal to the pack.

The Albany FireWolves organization holds the values of teamwork, competitive desire and

community focus in the highest regard as we honor the heritage of lacrosse and the National

Lacrosse League teams that came before us, while working to create a positive impact
throughout the Capital Region.

He finished with seven
total points on five goals and two assists. He was efficient too, scoring his five goals on just six shots on net.
The FireWolves acquired Kelly to be a scorer, and he's done just that in his debut season with the club. He
leads the team with 28 goals and is one point shy of the team lead with 54. While Georgia got the better of
Albany in the first two matchups, Kelly still compiled seven points. The FireWolves will continue to rely on
Kelly's offensive ability to keep up with the high-powered Swarm offense.

Jackson Reid had his coming out party last weekend in the Albany victory. The young forward recorded three
points, including his first and second goals of his career. Both of his goals came in transition as he showcased
his speed and ability to score before the opposing defense got set. FireWolves fans should be able to get a
good look at Reid with the final three games of the season all being at home. While Albany may be eliminated
from playoff contention, the team has a ton of young talent to look forward to for years to come, and Reid is
one of those players.

Tanner Thomson has quietly had himself a nice season and has been one of the top scorers on the team.
Playing in all but one game this season, Thomson ranks second on the team with 31 assists, and is also third on
the team in goals and total points. He enjoyed a solid outing last weekend, scoring a hat trick and adding two
assists to boot. He got the party started last weekend by scoring the first goal. After that, the FireWolves never
gave up the lead en route to snapping a 10-game skid. Like Kelly, Thomson is a guy that the team will rely on to
come up with clutch goals and Albany will certainly need him to continue his solid play this weekend. And
remember what we said about Albany having a bunch of young talent?

Opposing Players to Watch:

Lyle Thompson doesn't need a write-up to show any fan just how good he is. In the two games against Albany
this season, he torched the FireWolves, scoring 19 total points on 8 goals and 11 assists. What makes matters
worse is that his 19th point came on a game-winning goal in overtime the last time Georgia traveled to the
Capital Region. He is having another Lyle Thompson-like season as he leads the Swarm and is sixth in the NLL
with 41 goals. The former UAlbany standout enters the weekend coming off an eight-point performance on an
even four goals and four assists. The Swarm have been scorching hot over the past eight games and
Thompson has played a huge role in their recent success. While the team is still fighting for a playoff spot,
expect Thompson to come out firing in this one — something the FireWolves defense will need to figure out
how to slow down.

Brendan Bomberry might have flown under the radar in the previous two matchups against the FireWolves,
but he still managed to score eight total points in the contests. He's another weapon in Georgia’s high-
powered arsenal and has put together a respectable 5O-point season so far. He currently ranks fourth across
the board on the Swarm in total points, goals, and assists. He is coming off a six-point outing in which he
scored three goals and three assists. What's scary is that three other Swarm players scored more than him last
weekend. Albany will certainly have their hands full with the likes of Thompson, Andrew Kew, and Shayne
Jackson, but the defensive unit can't afford to take their eyes off Bomberry.

As easy as it is to look at the offense during Georgia's hot stretch, goaltender Brett Dobson has been a key
factor in the Swarm’s run. Over the team'’s last eight games, opponents have only exceeded double digits
twice. The netminder was lights out in both matchups against Albany this season, allowing just 12 combined
goals and racking up 72 saves. On the year, Dobson has an impressive 10.60 GAA and 78% save percentage.
Albany’s offense looked in-sync last weekend against Rochester and will need that momentum to carry over to
this one to score early and often while looking to win two in a row.

Glenn Clark
General Manager / Head Coach

Head Coach Glenn Clark brings over two decades
of NLL experience as both a player and a coach with
him to the Capital Region. He began his professional
box lacrosse career in 1998 when he was drafted by
the Ontario Raiders. One year later, the team moved
to Toronto and became the Toronto Rock. Clark
spent the majority of his playing career in Toronto,
helping lead the Rock to five NLL championships.
