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RULES OF COMPETITION

The following competition guidelines will be in effect for the entirety of the 2012 MLS Cup Playoffs.

ALL PLAYOFF MATCHES
e Unlike the Regular Season, all playoff matches will be played in their entirety. If a match is
cancelled prior to its completion, regardless of the score, the match will be resumed from the
moment it was stopped.

e Complete details related to match delays and cancellations is attached.

KNOCKOUT ROUND MATCHES (4 v 5)
e Ifthe score is tied at the end of regulation (90 minutes), then an additional 30 minutes (consisting of two
15-minute halves) will be played in its entirety.

o0 Ifthe score is still tied at the end of the additional 30 minutes, then the match will be decided by
kicks from the penalty mark (in accordance with FIFA regulations).

CONFERENCE SEMI-FINALS (HOME and AWAY SERIES)
o If the score of the first match is tied at the end of regulation (90 minutes), then the match will end in a
tie with no overtime being played.

e Should there be a split in the results of the two matches at the end of regulation of the second match
(i.e., each team records one win and one loss apiece), then the team that has scored the most goals
over the course of the two matches will advance to the Conference Championship.

0 There is no away goals weighted advantage.

e Should there be a split in the results of the two matches (i.e., each team records one win and one loss
apiece or there are two draws) AND an equal number of aggregate goals is scored by each team at the
end of regulation of the second match, then an additional 30 minutes (consisting of two 15-minute
halves) will be played in its entirety.

o If the score is still tied at the end of the additional 30 minutes, then the match will be decided by
kicks from the penalty mark (in accordance with FIFA regulations).

CONFERENCE CHAMPIONSHIP (HOME and AWAY SERIES)

e SAME RULES AS SEMI-FINALS; SEE SECTION ABOVE
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MLS CUP

If the score of MLS Cup is tied at the end of regulation (90 minutes), then an additional 30 minutes
(consisting of two 15-minute halves) will be played in its entirety.

o0 Ifthe score is still tied at the end of the additional 30 minutes, then the match will be decided by
kicks from the penalty mark (in accordance with FIFA regulations).

MLS Cup will be hosted by the participant that amassed the most points in the Regular Season. The
hosting Club will be accorded all normal advantages associated with home field including locker room,
bench position and uniform priority. However, the match will be operated by League Office staff and its
designees.

o If both participating Clubs amassed the same point total in the Regular Season, then normal
playoff tie-breakers will be used to determine the host.

All matters related to the playing surface will remain consistent with how they were managed in the
Regular Season. That is, items such as field size, grass cut, grass length and grass watering will all be
done as was verified by the League Office prior to the start of the season.

EXTRA TIME (ADDITIONAL 30 MINUTES)

Throughout the Playoffs and MLS Cup, all extra time periods will be played in two equal halves with
change of ends at intermission. Extra time will begin approximately three (3) minutes after regulation.
Teams will have approximately one minute to switch ends at intermission.

A toss of the coin will occur at the end of regulation and the team that wins the toss decides which goal
it will attack in the first 15-minute interval.

SUBSTITUTIONS and PENALTY KICKS

Substitutions will be conducted according to the same rules employed during the Regular Season. No
additional substitutions over and above the regular three (3) substitutes per match will be permitted in
any 30-minute series tiebreaker or kicks from the penalty mark. Once a player leaves the field having
been substituted, he will not be permitted to re-enter throughout the duration of the match including any
applicable 30-minute series tiebreaker or kicks from the penalty mark. In the case of a goalkeeper injury
during kicks from the penalty mark, please note the following:

0 A goalkeeper who is injured while kicks are being taken from the penalty mark and is unable to
continue as a goalkeeper may be replaced by a named substitute provided his team has not
used the maximum number of substitutes permitted under the competition rules. With the
exception of the foregoing case, only players who are on the field of play at the end of the
match, which includes extra time where appropriate, are eligible to take kicks from the penalty
mark.

An equal number of players from each team is required only at the start of kicks from the penalty mark.
If a team ends the match having fewer number of players due to a sendoff or injury after all allotted
substitutions have been made, the team with the greater number must “reduce to equate”. The captain
of the team with the greater number must identify the player(s) to be excluded from participating in
kicks from the penalty mark as a means of making equal the number of eligible players on each team.
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Suspensions for Caution Accumulation
e Yellow Card accumulation thresholds are re-set entering MLS Cup Playoffs

o A player who exceeds an accumulation threshold in the last Regular Season game (e.g., 5",
8" etc.) IS ELIGIBLE for the Playoffs and IS ELIGIBLE for the first Regular Season Match
of 2012

0 A player who receives a Red Card in his last Regular Season game IS SUSPENDED for the
next match for which he is eligible including a Playoff Match or the first Regular Season
Match of 2012

0 A player sanctioned by the Disciplinary Committee will have any corresponding suspension
applied to the next match(es) for which he is eligible including a Playoff Match(es)

e Once the Playoffs begin and up until MLS Cup (when Yellow Card accumulation for P layoffs will be
re-set again), a player accumulating TWO (2) Yellow Cards will be suspended for the next match for
which he is eligible (with one exception noted below)

o0 A player who earns TWO (2) Yellow Cards in any of the following matches IS SUSPENDED
for his next match: Wild Card, Conference Semi-Final Leg #1, Conference Semi-Final Leg
#2
0 EXCEPTION: A player who earns his second Yellow Card in the Conference Final 1S
ELIGIBLE to play in MLS Cup.
» |n other words, Playoff Yellow Card accumulation re-sets entering MLS Cup (or after
the Conference Finals).

o A player who earns TWO (2) Yellow Cards in the same match IS SUSPENDED for the next match
for which he is eligible including MLS Cup
0 Also, in an instance where a player earns TWO (2) Yellow Cards in the same match, his first
Yellow Card WILL NOT COUNT against his Playoff Yellow Card accumulation (as it
normally does in the Regular Season).
= |n other words, if a player earns a Yellow Card in the Wild Card Match and then two
Yellow Cards in his Conference Semi-Final #1, that player would be suspended for
Conference Semi-Final #2 (due to the Red Card) but he would remain on ONE (1)
Yellow Card for his accumulation total. (If his club does not advance, the Red Card
suspension would carry to the 2012 Regular Season.)

o A player who earns a STRAIGHT RED CARD in the same game in which he previously has earned
his second cumulative Yellow Card MAY be suspended for his next TWO (2) Playoff Matches
o0 For example, a player earns a Yellow Card in the Wild Card Match. He then earns a Yellow
Card (his 2" cumulatively) in Conference Semi-Final #1 AND a STRAIGHT RED CARD
(different from earning a second Yellow Card) in the same match. The player IS
SUSPENDED for Conference Semi-Final #2 (due to the Red Card) AND IS SUSPENDED
for the Conference Final (due to Playoff Yellow Card accumulation).

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MLS-CUP PLAYOFFS: 16-YEAR HISTORY

While the MLS Cup championship game itself has remained a constant throughout the first 16 seasons of Major League Soccer — a dramatic one-match
finale at a venue announced well in advance of the postseason — the road to MLS Cup has varied slightly over the years:

1996

Who Qualified: The top four teams from both the Eastern and Western Conferences were seeded to start the conference semifinals, with the 1 seeds
playing the number 4’s and the No. 2’s vs. No. 3's.

Format: Both the Conference Semifinals (first round) and Conference Finals (second round) were designed on a Best-of-Three format with the first
game hosted by the lower-seeded team and the final two games (Game Three if necessary) at the home of the higher seeded team. The first team to
win two games in regulation or via the shootout advanced to the next playoff round (since the shootout was in place from 1996-1999 no games ended in
ties).

1997 - 1999

Who Qualified: As in 1996, the top four teams in each conference advanced to the MLS Cup Playoffs.

Format: As in 1996, a Best-of-Three format was utilized in the Conference Semifinals and Conference Finals (no games ended in ties due to the
shootout). However, a change to the format allowed the higher seeded teams to host Game One and Game Three, unlike in 1996 when the higher seed
played Games Two and Three (if necessary) at home.

2000 - 2002
Who Qualified: With the introduction of a new three-division alignment in 2000, a single playoff table was established to determine postseason berths
and seeds.

Although a two-conference alignment was re-introduced in 2002 following the contraction of Miami and Tampa Bay, the system based on the
single playoff table remained. The single playoff table ensured that only the League’s eight best teams during the regular season qualified for
postseason play, eliminating situations like what occurred in 1999, when the San Jose Clash failed to qualify for the playoffs despite finishing with more
points (37) than the No. 3 and No. 4 seeds in the Eastern Conference.

The three division winners (2000-01) or two conference champions (2002) were given automatic top seeds entering the postseason. The rest
of the field was seeded according to final regular season point totals regardless of conference affiliation.

Format: During the first round, the seeding placed seed No. 1 vs. No. 8, No. 2 vs. No. 7, No. 3 vs. No. 6 and No. 4 vs. No. 5 in the MLS Cup Playoff
Quarterfinals. In the semifinal round, the winner of the 1 vs. 8 series advanced to face the winner of the 4 vs. 5 series, while the victors of the 3 vs. 6 and
2 vs. 7 series played for the right to compete in MLS Cup.

The team that advanced was based on a “first-to-five-points” format with a win earning three points and a tie one point (ties were first
introduced in MLS in the 2000 regular season in conjunction with the elimination of the shootout). The first team to compile five points or more in three
games advanced to the following round. If the series was tied in points after a Game Three, a 20-minute golden-goal Series Tiebreaker was played,
followed by penalty kicks if necessary. As was the case from 1997-1999, the higher seed hosted Game One and Game Three in each series.

2003-2006

Who Qualified: As was the case between 1996 and 1999, the top four teams in each conference advance to the Conference Semifinals.

Format: Conference Semifinal series are conducted under a home-and-home, aggregate-goal format. The aggregate goal format follows the lead of
various international competitions, including Europe’'s UEFA Champions League and South America’s Copa Libertadores club tournament.

In the case that teams are tied on aggregate goals following the conclusion of Game 2 of the Conference Semifinal series, a 30-minute extra time period
is played followed by penalty kicks if necessary. The two teams left standing in each conference after the Conference Semifinals will meet in the single-
game Conference Championship to be hosted by the higher seed. The winners of each Conference Championship advances to MLS Cup.

2007-10

Who Qualified: In 2007, 2009 and 2010, the top two teams in each conference qualified and were seeded 1 & 2 in their respective four-team playoff
conference brackets. The four MLS teams with the next most points, regardless of conference, received “wild card” berths. The four wildcard teams were
seeded according to conference first. If more than four teams qualified from one conference, those finishing lower than fourth in their conference shifted
over to the other conference bracket. A team switching conference brackets was seeded below all other teams in its new conference playoff bracket. For
2008, the top three teams in each conference qualified, with the next four teams with the most points, regardless of conference, receiving “wildcard”
berths.

Format: Same as from 2003-2006.

2011

Who Qualified: Beginning in 2011, 10 teams qualified for the playoffs. The top three finishers in each conference, based on regular season points, were
given automatic berths. The next best four clubs based on regular season points, irrespective of conference, received wild cards.

Format: The four wild cards played single elimination games against each other, with higher seeds hosting (1 vs. 4; 2 vs. 3). These play-in games are
part of the MLS Cup Playoffs. After the two play-in games, the lowest remaining seed faced the Supporters’ Shield winner in the Conference Semifinals;
the other faced the No. 1 seed in the opposite conference from the Supporters’ Shield winner. The No. 2 and No. 3 placed teams in each conference
met in the semifinals, with the higher seed holding homefield advantage for the second leg. The winners of the Conference Semifinal Series metin a
one-game Conference Championship, hosted by the highest seeds, with the winners advancing to MLS Cup.
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2012 MAJOR LEAGUE SOCCER SEASON NOTES

A NEW GOALSCORING KING
With his penalty kick goal in a 1-1 draw with Portland on
Oct. 27, San Jose Earthquakes striker Chris Wondolowski
tied the MLS all-time single-season goalscoring record that
had stood since the league’s inaugural season, when Roy
Lassiter scored 27 times for the Tampa Bay Mutiny.

Wondolowski scored 27 goals in 34 games, winning his
second MLS Golden Boot. He became the first player in
league history to lead MLS in goals scored for three
consecutive seasons.

For the third time in the last four years, multiple teams
allowed less than a goal per game, as Seattle Sounders
FC allowed 0.97 goals per game. Three of the four best
defensive seasons in league history have occurred in the
last four seasons.

OFF TO A GREAT START

Kansas City Wizards and 2010 LA Galaxy (both 10-0-2).

It was the third-most wins to open a season. The LA
Galaxy went 12-0 in 1996, winning the first eight in
regulation time (two in all in a shootout), and the 1998 LA
Galaxy started 9-0, winning the first game in a shootout.
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EXPANSION TEAM HISTORY
The Montréal Impact completed their inaugural season
with the third-most points for a first-year team in MLS
history, matching the total of the Portland Timbers a year
ago.

NOT GETTING OFF THE BLOCKS
Toronto FC opened the 2012 season with nine
consecutive losses, the most in league history to start a
season and tied for fourth-longest in MLS annals.

The 1999 Kansas City Wizards previously had the worst
start of a season in league history at 0-7-0. The MLS
record for a losing streak is 12 in a row, set in 1999 by the
MetroStars. The first nine of those losses were in
regulation time. The MLS record for consecutive losses in
regulation time is 10, set in 2005 by Real Salt Lake.

LONG TIME WITHOUT AW
Both Chivas USA and Toronto FC concluded the season
with 14-game winless streaks, equaling the third-longest in
Major League Soccer history.

TRAVELING WOES

When Sal Zizzo scored Aug. 15 at Toronto FC, the goal
ended the Portland Timbers MLS-record road goalless
streak at 717 minutes. Shut out in seven consecutive road
games, the Timbers had last scored away from home on
April 14 when Kris Boyd scored against the LA Galaxy at
The Home Depot Center. The mark surpassed the 683
minutes the New York Red Bulls went without a goal on
their travels from March 19-June 13, 2009.

With a victory in their final game of their road campaign, a
1-0 win against Cascadia Cup rival Vancouver at BC
Place, the Portland Timbers avoided becoming the fifth
team in MLS history to go an entire season without a
victory away. It was the 12th time in MLS history a team
had won just once on their travels for the whole season.
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ATTENDANCE RECORDS
For the first time in Major League Soccer history,
attendance surpassed the 6 million mark for the season.
The 323 games for the league campaign averaged 18,807
per match, also the highest for a single season in league
history.

Seattle Sounders FC attracted 733,441 for their 17 home
league games, an average of 43,144 per match, also a
single-season MLS record, surpassing their record of a
year ago. Sounders FC have the four highest yearly
average attendances in MLS history.

In addition, six matches during the MLS season drew
better than 50,000. The 66,492 for the Seattle-Portland
game on Oct. 7 at CenturyLink Field was the seventh-
highest in MLS history, and second-most for a standalone

league game.

ENDING A DROUGHT
When D.C. United booked their place in the MLS Cup
Playoffs in the season’s penultimate week, it ended a four-
year postseason drought for the league’s most decorated
club.

The playoff absence was the longest in club history, and
the second-longest in MLS history. Toronto FC have yet to
reach the postseason after six seasons in the league.

THE LATE, LATE SHOW
When Steven Lenhart scored a late equalizer for a 3-3
draw vs. FC Dallas, it marked the eighth time the San Jose
Earthquakes tied or won a game with a goal in second-half
stoppage time. It was by far an MLS single-season record
-- three times previously a team had scored four goals in
time added on to grab a win or draw, the last Philadelphia
Union in 2010.

The Quakes scored 22 goals in the final 15 minutes plus
added time during the season, and 40 of their 72 goals
from the 60th minute onward.

GOALS-AGAINST STANDOUTS
Despite allowing a goal in the season finale at the LA
Galaxy, Seattle Sounders FC goalkeeper Michael
Gspurning recorded the fourth-lowest single-season goals
against average (minimum 1000 minutes played) in league
history.

For the second time in three seasons, two goalkeepers put
up two of the top five single-season performances of all-
time in MLS, as Sporting KC goalkeeper Jimmy Nielsen
recorded a goals against average of 0.79

GREAT STARTS, ROCKY STARTS

Sporting Kansas City opened the 2012 MLS season with seven consecutive victories,
the third-longest in MLS history. The LA Galaxy went 12-0 in 1996, winning the first
eight in regulation time (two in all in a shootout), and the 1998 LA Galaxy started 9-0,
winning the first game in a shootout.

Toronto FC lost their first nine games, the most ever by an MLS club to start the
season, surpassing the then-Kansas City Wizards’ 0-7 start to the 1999 campaign.

THIERRY HENRY, OUT OF THE GATE
New York Red Bulls striker Thierry Henry became the first player in MLS history to be
named MLS Player of the Week for three consecutive weeks when he took the
honors for Weeks 3-5.
e Henry became only the third player in MLS history, and the first in 11 years,
with multiple goals and at least one assist in each of 3 straight games. The
others were Ante Razov (1999) and Diego Serna (2001).
e Over those three games (March 25-April 7), the Red Bulls scored 13 goals —
tied for the fourth-most goals over a three-game span in MLS history (LA
Galaxy had 15, June 4-18, 1998).
e Henry had seven goals after five games, the second-most in MLS history at
that point, behind Landon Donovan'’s eight in 2008 for the LA Galaxy. (The
Galaxy’s Edson Buddle also had seven in 2010).

LAST MAN STANDING

Starting in the First Kick match on March 10, Ramiro Corrales of the San Jose
Earthquakes became the final player from the league’s inaugural campaign to play in
an MLS game.

e On Sept. 18, 1996, Corrales became the first teenager ever to score a goal
in Major League Soccer. Corrales is one of only two players to score a goal
in MLS in their teens, their 20s, and their 30s. The other is Edson Buddle.

e The referee in Corrales’s MLS debut was Kevin Stott (April 28, 1996, San
Jose vs. Los Angeles at the Rose Bowl). It was the second of Stott's 216
regular-season referee assignments in MLS.

QUICK KICKS

e The Montréal Impact began their home history when they attracted a crowd
of 58,912 to Olympic Stadium for a 1-1 draw with the Chicago Fire. Davy
Arnaud became the first player to score a goal for the expansion club.

e  Starting their season-long trend, the San Jose Earthquakes scored the
game-winning goal in second-half stoppage-time in back-to-back games
April 21-28. It was the third time in MLS history that occurred (Los Angeles,
Sept. 14-21, 2002; D.C. United, July 27—Aug. 9, 2003)

Henry contributed five goals and three assists across four games in March,
including three goals and an assist in the Red Bulls’ 5-2 win March 31 over the
Montreal Impact, lifting the Red Bulls to second place in the Eastern Conference.

Wondolowski recorded four goals and two assists over four matches in April,
leading the Quakes to a record of 3-0-1 in April. Wondolowski scored in the opening
six of eight matches this year.

ANOTHER NEW STADIUM OPENS

A 67th-minute goal from Brad Davis was all the Houston Dynamo would need as they
inaugurated their new BBVA Compass Stadium with a victory against D.C. United on
May 12. The Dynamo’s win was a seventh for clubs making their debut in stadiums
specifically built or renovated with soccer in mind since the start of MLS.

QUICK KICKS

e  When the Montréal Impact played to a 1-1 draw with the LA Galaxy on May
12 at Olympic Stadium, the game drew a crowd of 60,860, the largest crowd
in the history of Canadian professional soccer.

e Toronto FC finally put an end to their nine-game losing streak with a 1-0 win
against Philadelphia Union on May 26 at BMO Field. The streak was three
losses shy of the MLS record, set in 1999 by the MetroStars. The first nine of
those losses were in regulation time. The MLS record for consecutive losses
in regulation time is 10, set in 2005 by Real Salt Lake.

e Butin the midst of that stretch, Toronto FC went undefeated in winning the
Canadian Championship for a third consecutive season. They defeated
Vancouver Whitecaps FC 2-1 on aggregate in the final, winning the second
leg 1-0 at BMO Field on May 23.

PLAYER OF THE MONTH
Dwayne De Rosario, D.C. United

De Rosario recorded four goals and two assists over six matches in May, guiding
D.C. United to a 4-2-0 record in that span and first place in the Eastern Conference.
The reigning league MVP was leading the league with eight assists at the end of the
month, to go with five goals.

STADE SAPUTO OPENS FOR MLS

The second soccer-specific stadium to open in the league this season saw its first
MLS game on June 16 when the Montréal Impact inaugurated Stade Saputo with a 4-
1 win against Seattle Sounders FC. The Impact had an unprecedented opening to a
new MLS stadium when they scored four games in each of their first two games in
their new home, after a 4-2 triumph vs. Houston on June 23.

QUICK KICKS

e Two teams made coaching changes within days of each other when Paul
Mariner took over Toronto FC on June 7 following the dismissal of Aron
Winter, and John Hackworth took over as manager of Philadelphia Union on
June 13 after the departure of Peter Nowak.

e Sporting KC’s Konrad Warzycha became the second son of a former MLS
player (current Crew head coach Robert) when he came on as a substitute
in a 2-0 win vs. Toronto FC on June 16. The first was SKC teammate Teal
Bunbury (son of Alex).

e Seattle Sounders FC saw their 10-game road unbeaten streak — the second-
longest in MLS history — put to an end in their 4-1 loss in Montréal on June
16. Their last loss away from CenturyLink Field had come last July 30 at
Houston.

PLAYER OF THE MONTH
Chris Wondolowski, San Jose Earthquakes

In three games in June, Wondolowski scored three times, including a game-winner
against the LA Galaxy, a back heel off of a corner kick, to cap a two-goal comeback in
the club’s 4-3 victory. Wondolowski became the fifth player to win MLS Player of the
Month twice in one season, the first since Juan Pablo Angel, then of the New York
Red Bulls, received the accolades in consecutive months in May and June 2007.

(D.C. United) netted the equalizer in the 73rd minute, then he started the play that led
to the match-winner from Seattle Sounders FC striker Eddie Johnson in stoppage
time.

THE 400 CLUB

With his start July 4 vs. Toronto FC, FC Dallas goalkeeper Kevin Hartman became
the first player in MLS history to reach 400 league appearances for his career.
Hartman made his MLS debut in 1997 with the Los Angeles Galaxy.

e FC Dallas put an end to their 13-game winless streak in the 2-1 win at
Colorado on July 14, their first victory since April 14. It was tied for the
fourth-longest winless run in MLS history.

e Seattle Sounders FC’s 2-1 win July 15 vs. Colorado was their first victory
since May 9. They went 0-4-5 in their club-record nine-game league winless
run.

e The San Jose Earthquakes pulled off a dramatic 1-1 draw with the Chicago
Fire on July 28. The 98th-minute equalizer from Steven Lenhart was the
third-latest ever scored in MLS, and the second-latest scored to secure a
result (an own goal was scored nine minutes into stoppage time in a 1-1
Dallas-Columbus draw in 2002).

e When World Cup winner Alessandro Nesta made his MLS debut for the
Montréal Impact on July 28, he became the fourth World Cup winner to play
in Major League Soccer, joining Branco (Brazil; MetroStars), Denilson
(Brazil; FC Dallas) and Lothar Matthaus (Germany; MetroStars),

PLAYER OF THE MONTH
Robbie Keane, LA Galaxy

Through six MLS matches in July, Keane netted five goals — including back-to-back
braces on July 8 and July 14 — and added four assists to lead the Galaxy to a 4-1-1
record, the club’s best month of the 2012 campaign. Keane combined with fellow LA
Designated Players David Beckham and Landon Donovan to tally 11 goals and 11
assists for the team in July.

SPORTING MAKE OPEN CUP HISTORY

Sporting Kansas City won the second U.S. Open Cup in club history and ended the
historic bid by Seattle Sounders FC, winning in a penalty shootout after a 1-1 draw
over 120 minutes on Aug. 8 at Livestrong Sporting Park.

Known then as the Kansas City Wizards, they won the 2004 Open Cup. Sounders FC
had won the previous three Open Cup titles and were looking for an unprecedented
fourth consecutive title.

DONOVAN’S FOUR-ASSIST NIGHT

Landon Donovan became the fourth player in MLS league history to record four
assists in a game, setting up each one of the Galaxy’s goals in their 4-0 victory
Sunday vs. Chivas USA. The last player to record four assists in a game was Dwayne
De Rosario, then with Houston, in the Dynamo’s first-ever game (April 2, 2006).

QUICK KICKS

e When Patrice Bernier converted a penalty kick in the Montréal Impact’'s 3-0
win vs. D.C. United on Aug. 25, it was the ninth penalty kick scored by the
Impact this season, matching the MLS record for penalty kick goals in a
season set by D.C. United in 2005.

e Federico Higuain scored two stunning goals from free kicks in the Columbus
Crew’s 4-3 win against New England on Aug. 25, the first player to score
twice directly from free kicks in the same game since Dwayne De Rosario
did it for Toronto FC on Sept. 18, 2010 vs. Houston.

e Following their 3-0 victory against D.C. United on Aug. 25, the Impact
extended their winning streak to five consecutive games, the longest winning
streak for an expansion team since the end of the shootout era. The Chicago
Fire won 11 consecutive games in their expansion season of 1998 (the final
seven in regulation time).

e When Sal Zizzo scored Aug. 15 at Toronto FC, the goal ended the Portland
Timbers MLS-record road goalless streak at 717 minutes. Shut out in seven
consecutive road games, the Timbers had last scored away from home on
April 14 when Kris Boyd scored against the LA Galaxy at The Home Depot
Center. The mark surpassed the 683 minutes the New York Red Bulls went
without a goal on their travels from March 19-June 13, 2009.

o Eddie Gaven of the Columbus Crew became the youngest player in league
history to play in 250 games when he appeared Aug. 25 vs. New England.
At age 25 years, 257 days, Gaven was nearly four years younger than the
previous record-holder, Real Salt Lake’s Kyle Beckerman (29 years, 42 days
at game 250).

e At the Olympic Football Tournament in England, Honduras striker Jerry
Bengtson of the New England Revolution scored three goals, tying him for
third among all goalscorers in the event.

PLAYER OF THE MONTH
Patrice Bernier, Montréal Impact

Bernier led the Impact to a 4-0-0 mark in August, contributing three goals and three
assists. Bernier collected a goal and an assist as the Impact knocked off the MLS
overall leader San Jose Earthquakes 3-1 on Aug. 18, then followed it up with a pair of
goals and an assist in Montréal’s crucial 3-0 Eastern Conference win vs. D.C. United
a week later.

PILING UP THE GOALS

When Steven Lenhart scored a late equalizer for a 3-3 draw vs. FC Dallas on Sept.
29, it was his 10th goal of the season. With the goal, the San Jose Earthquakes
became the eighth team in MLS history to have a trio of goalscorers with double-digits
in goals (Chris Wondolowski 22, Alan Gordon 13, Steven Lenhart 10) — the first in a
decade, since Colorado had three in 2002. Of the eight, San Jose has had one twice
(1996: Paul Bravo 13, Missael Espinoza 10, Eric Wynalda 10; 1997: Ronald Cerritos
12, Jeff Baicher 10, Lawrence Lozzano 10).

LATE HEROICS

That Lenhart goal vs. FC Dallas was also marked the eighth time the Earthquakes
tied or won a game with a goal in second-half stoppage time, by far an MLS single-
season record. Three times previously a team had scored four goals in time added on
to grab a win or draw, the last Philadelphia Union in 2010.

The Quakes scored 22 goals in the final 15 minutes plus added time during the
season, and 40 of their 72 goals from the 60th minute onward.

QUICK KICKS

e  Scoring his first goals since July 28, the Red Bulls’ Thierry Henry netted
twice and added an assist in the 3-1 win Sept. 15 vs. Columbus. His second
goal was one of the rarest in all of soccer — a “gol olimpico”, directly from a
corner kick.

e Landon Donovan recorded his 14th assist of the season Sept. 22 vs.
Toronto FC, leaving him fourth on the all-time MLS assist leaderboard, with
108 assists in his league career. The next up: Preki, who had 112 assists in
his MLS career.

e Following a scoreless draw vs. Philadelphia on Sept. 1, the New England
Revolution saw their winless streak extended to 10 games, the longest in the
club’s 17-year history. They had gone winless over nine games on four
separate occasions. The streak came to an end with a 2-0 win vs. Columbus
on Sept. 5.

e Real Salt Lake remained winless all-time in the state of Texas after a 1-0
loss at Houston on Sept. 6. All-time combined vs. Houston and Dallas, over
all competitions, Real are 0-17-3 in the Lone Star State.

e  After Joel Lindpere scored in stoppage time, the New York Red Bulls
seemed to have ended their New England hex. But Darrius Barnes scored
later in added time, the equalizer for a 1-1 draw. New York has not won in
New England since 2002. The Revolution have won 13 of 17 meetings in
league and MLS Cup play since that last New York win.

e Following a 2-0 loss to the LA Galaxy at The Home Depot Center, the
Colorado Rapids saw their losing streak on the road extended to nine
games, a club record.

PLAYER OF THE MONTH
Chris Wondolowski, San Jose Earthquakes

Through five MLS matches in September, Wondolowski registered four goals and two
assists, including a brace as a substitute in San Jose’s 2-2 draw with the Portland
Timbers on Sept. 19. At the end of the month, Wondolowski was leading the 2012
Budweiser Golden Boot race with 22 goals. Wondolowski became the first player in
MLS history to earn three MLS Player of the Month awards in a single season.

WONDOLOWSKI JOINS PANTHEON OF LEGENDS

With a 24th-minute penalty kick in a 1-1 draw with Portland in the season finale on
Oct. 27, San Jose Earthquakes striker Chris Wondolowski tied the MLS all-time
single-season goalscoring record that had stood since the league’s inaugural season,
when Roy Lassiter scored 27 times for the Tampa Bay Mutiny.

Wondolowski won the MLS Golden Boot for the second time in three seasons (also
2010), and became the first player in MLS history to lead the league in goals scored
for three consecutive years.

AN IRRESISTABLE ATTACK

The San Jose Earthquakes had the most dynamic attack in more than a decade in
Major League Soccer, ending the season with 72 goals scored in 34 games. The total
was the third-highest in MLS history — behind only the marks set in 1998 by both the
LA Galaxy (85) and D.C. United (74). At 2.12 goals per game, their average output
was tied for fourth-best in MLS annals, the first team since the 2001 Miami Fusion to
average better than two goals per game.

DYNAMO HOME DOMINANCE

Played their first season in their new BBVA Compass Stadium, the Houston Dynamo
became the fourth team in MLS history to go undefeated at home over the course of a
single season, and the third in as many years, joining San Jose (2005), Real Salt
Lake (2010) and LA Galaxy (2011).

The Dynamo also extended their home undefeated to 25 games in league play, the
second-longest in MLS history, now just four games behind Real Salt Lake’s all-time
mark set 2009-11.

QUICK KICKS

e  Sporting KC goalkeeper Jimmy Nielsen recorded his 15th shutout of the
season in a scoreless draw Oct. 20 vs. New York, the second-highest single
season total in MLS history (KC’s Tony Meola had 16 in 2000).

e  Sporting Kansas City recorded the third-best defensive record in MLS history
in 2012, conceding 27 goals in 34 games, an average of 0.79 goals per
games. For the third time in the last four years, multiple teams allowed less
than a goal per game, as Seattle Sounders FC allowed 0.97 goals per game.
Three of the four best defensive seasons in league history have occurred in
the last four seasons.

e Chivas USA and Toronto FC each ended the season with 14-game winless
streak, matching the third-longest winless runs in MLS history. The record is
18 games without a win, set in 2006 by Real Salt Lake.

e Chivas USA also went more than 10 hours — 601 minutes in all — without a
scoring a goal, between Sept. 15 and Oct. 3. It was the second-longest
goalless drought in MLS history, behind the mark of 824 minutes set by
Toronto FC in 2007.

e Seattle Sounders FC drew a crowd of 66,492 to CenturyLink Field for their
Oct. 7 match with the Portland Timbers, the seventh-highest crowd in MLS
history and second-biggest for a standalone league game. In all, there were
five games with crowds of 50,000 or better during the season, a new MLS
record. The league ended with total attendance above the 6 million mark for
the first time ever.
