The long step forward taken by the Cleveland Browns last
year foretells even greater success in the near future, con
fidently states owner Art Modell.

“We’ll be better in 1981 because of
the maturity gained last year,” says
Modell. “Also because of the success
we tasted.
‘Tm grateful for an outstanding year.

It was the most exciting year, from a
dramatic point of view, of the 20 I’ve
been in football. It is amazing when you
consider 25 of our 33 games the last two
seasons were determined in the final 60
seconds of play. That statistic defies
comprehension.
“We went further than expected,

which bodes well forthe future.” In assembling an 11-5 record,
Cleveland won its first AFC Central Division championship
since 1971.

“I believe in building brick by brick on a solid foundation,”
says Modell. “We all know it’s tougher to stay on top than it is
to get there. And once we get there, I want to stay on top for a
while.”

Although football remains his primary concern, Modell
still devotes ample time to fulfilling civic and business pro
jects, including heading the Cleveland Stadium Corp., and
playing a large role in saving and refurbishing the former Cleve
land Sheraton Hotel into a downtown showpiece under the
name Stouffer’s Inn on the Square.

League affairs also have figured importantly in Modell’s
career. Among his many contributions were serving as NFL
president from May, 1967, to March, 1970, along with playing
an important part in formulating the current contract between
club owners and the Players Assn., a natural follow-up to his
committee work on television and in other areas.

Making bold moves is traditional with Modell, one of the
most far-reaching being the moving of the Browns, along with
Pittsburgh and Baltimore, to what had been the American
Football League in the spring of 1969. That major and dramatic
step cleared ud a sizeable roadblock in the merging of the NFL
and AFL, and returning peace to pro football.

It was at age 15 that Modell first entered the work field
as an electrician’s helper in a Brooklyn, N.'Y. shipyard to help
his struggling parents throughout the Depression. That neces
sitated attending night classes to finish high school.

Sports interested Model l from his early youth, with his
strongest suit being a baseball catcher, but financial condi
tions at home forced him to set athletics aside. Later, he joined
the Air Force in 1943 and enrolled in a New York City television
school following World War II.

The same foresight and imagination that have served him
so well in pro football also helped Model l formulate and direct
the first regular daytime television show in New York City,
and probably the entire nation. He moved into the advertising
business in 1954 with the L. H. Hartman Co. in New York, one
of the country’s most successful agencies.

Finally, on March 21, 1961, Modell returned to his first
love, sports, with the purchase of the Browns. And he lakes
pride in the fact the club remained at or near the top longer
than most other teams in pro football.

The rewards included an NFL championship in 1964 and
appearances in post-season playoffs or title games in 1967,
1968,1969,1971,1972 and last season against Oakland. Home
attendance records rose accordingly with season ticket sales
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climbing from 15,000 in 1961 to more than 50,000 at the
rent peak.

Among many innovations developed by Model l was the
pre-season doubleheader concept that proved extremely
popular for a decade. Although economics eventually led to a
return to single games, he continues to direct a portion of the
proceeds to charities sponsored by The Cleveland Press and
The Plain Dealer.

Honors accorded him for his services and accomplish
ments in sports include an award by the New York Football
Writers Assn, and the Sports Media Assn, of Cleveland and
Ohio in recent years.

Modell also has been a fund raiser for St. Vincent Charity
Hospital, is a trustee of the Cleveland Clinic Foundation and
serves on the executive committee of the Greater Cleveland
Growth Association. He is a trustee of University School and
has been chosen by Hiram College to be a member of its pres
tigious Garfield Society. John Carroll University awarded him
an honorary LL.D. degree in 1979.

Modell is a member of the board of directors of the Nat
ional City Bank of Cleveland, Higbee Co., Ohio Bell Telephone
Co., and Lake Erie Radio Co., operator of radio station WJW.

Wilberforce University honored him several years ago for
Outstanding Citizenship. Modell has served as foreman of the
Cuyahoga County Grand Jury, and almost since the time he
came to Cleveland he has been chief sponsor of the Muny
Football Assn.

Sharing Modell’s many humanitarian interests that bene
fit the Cleveland community is his wife, the former movie
and television actress Pat Breslin. They have two sons, John,
21 and David, 19 and reside in suburban Waite Hill.

PAUL WARFIELD, Assistant
to the President

Two years ago, former star receiver Paul Warfield chose
to give up a career in television sports for a position with the
Browns as assistant director of pro personnel.

This past winter owner Art Modell
elevated Warfield to the newly created
post of assistant to the president, a Job
that Modell believes Warfield will handle
very well.

In his new capacity, Warfield will act
as liaison person for the Browns with the
NFL office in regard to matters relating
to the mechanics of acquisition and re
lease of players and the total waiver
system. While this will constitute his
major responsibility at the start, other

duties will be added.
A certain future selection for the Pro Football Hall of

Fame in Canton, Warfield played for Cleveland from 1964
through 1969 and returned in 1976 and 1977. He performed for
Miami from 1970 through 1974 during which period he ap
peared in three Super Bowls.

A fluid, graceful receiver, Warfield was recognized
of the premier players in the NFL during his career. He had a
lifetime average of just over 20 yards per reception and
voted All-Pro and to the Pro-Bowl teams on
casions.

After one season in the World Football League in 1975,
Warfield returned to Cleveland for two seasons before retir
ing. He joined the NBC television station in Cleveland in 1977
in its sports department.

A three sport star in high school in
Wilmington, Bailey then went on to
Florida State University and received his
law degree from the University of Michi
gan Law School.

He was admitted to the bar in Cleve
land in 1971 and joined Guren, Merritt, Sogg and Cohen as a
full time associate and was designated a partner in 1976. An
expert in real estate and corporate law, Bailey represented
Cleveland Stadium Corp. in its formation.

Tommy Prothro has acquired a fine reputation for evaluat
ing football talent in more than three and a half decades of
college and professional coaching and has directed his third

Almost a dozen members of the cur

rent club have joined the roster as draf
tees since 1979 including players of the
caliber of Cody Risien, Charles White,
Lawrence Johnson, Clinton Burrell,
Willis Adams and Paul McDonald, some
of whom have already played key roles
for the club or who figure to be import
ant in the future. He coached the L.A,
Rams in 1971 and 1972 and took over
as head coach at San Diego in 1974.

in each situation the club he left was far better than the one
he took over.

His college years were equally productive with a 104-55
record in 16 years as head coach at Oregon State (1955-1964)
and UCLA (1965-1970).

Prothro was a star blocking back in the single wing for
Wallace Wade at Duke, and a fifth-round draft choice of the
New York Giants in 1942.

Chose to go immediately into college coaching at Western
Kentucky instead of playing pro football. Served as an of
ficer in the U.S. Navy from 1943 to 1945, then resumed assis
tant coaching at Vanderbilt and UCLA.

In May of this year, Prothro chose to relinquish his title of
executive vice-president in charge of player personnel to con
centrate solely on the draft. While he has not decided where
his permanent residence will be, he will return to Cleveland
for the winter months to direct the draft.

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SAM RUTIGLIANO, Head Coach
4th Season with the Browns, 28th in Coaching

"What we accomplished last year leaves us more deter
mined to do even better in 1981.”

With that said, Sam Rutigliano embarks on the next phase
in his burgeoning program to elevate
the Cleveland Browns to the top level
of the National Football League.

Considering what has been accom
plished in Rutigliano’s first three years
as head coach, the realization of the
next objective appears within reach. The
progress is detailed in the record: From
8-8 in 1978 to 9-7 in 1979 to 11-5 and the
club’s first AFC Central Division title in
nine years last season.

"On a scale of 1 to 10, 1 would say we
were probably a seven going into last season and now we are
an eight ora nine," says Rutigliano.

“When we first came to Cleveland, we were somewhere in
the category of a three or a four. We were hoping just to be a
.500 team, which we were that first year.

"The most important thing we have achieved was to close
the gap between ourselves and Pittsburgh and Houston. And
now, the most important thing is to stay where we are, ahead of
everybody in the Central Division.”

Recognition of the Browns’ revitalization resulted in Rutig
liano being named AFC Coach of the Year by United Press
International a second straight time, and third place in ballot
ing by the Associated Press.

Rutigliano, in his 15th year of NFL coaching, has brought
stability and direction to the team, along with an ever-stronger
foundation. A prime motivator, he is highly-regarded for his
ability to handle players.

Brian Sipe, whose quarterbacking has been so instru
mental in the Browns’ growing success, says, "There are so
many people around here who deserve credit for what we’ve
been able to accomplish, but without a doubt the guy who’s
got to be mentioned first is Sam, He is a miracle worker."

Veteran wide receiver Reggie Rucker comments, "Sam is
unique in that he is like a father, friend, another player, as well
as coach.” And longtime running back Calvin Hill says, "One
thing that’s exciting to me is that if Sam sees something better
than what he’s got, a philosophy or system or play, he’ll
change and utilize it. A lot of coaches will reach a level of
success and never change, but not Sam."

Rutigliano’s bright, humorous approach to football in parti
cular and life in general is easily recognized and appreciated.
But beneath it all is a determination, a drive, for his team and
himself to be successful.

An offshoot of last season’s success was the naming of
Rutigliano and his staff to coach the AFC squad in the Pro
Bowl game in Hawaii.

Erasmus Hall High School in Brooklyn, N.Y., was Rutig
liano’s propping ground, culminating as an all-scholastic end
on the New York City championship team in 1949. His col
legiate career included junior college All-America honors at
East Central Junior College in Decatur, Miss., then as a mem
ber of General Bob Neyland’s national championship Tennes
see team in 1951. After that, Rutigliano transferred to Tulsa
and lettered under Coach Bobby Dobbs, another former West
Pointer.

Rutigliano began his coaching career on the high school
level in the New York and Connecticut areas — Lafayette High

In 1964 he was invited by Rick Forzano to join his University
of Connecticut staff as offensive coordinator and the UConns
promptly whipped Yale for the first time that season.

Joining Lou Saban as Maryland’s freshman coach in 1966,
Rutigliano was promoted to offensive coordinator after spring
practice. When Saban accepted the general manager-head
coach posts with Denver of the AFL in 1967, Rutigliano accom
panied him to the pro ranks as pass offense coordinator.

In 1971, he went to New England and was the lone staff
member retained by Chuck Fairbanks when he assumed the
Patriots’ helm in 1973.

Rutigliano accepted the opportunity to return to the New
York area in 1974 as defensive backfield coach of the Jets
under newly-appointed head coach Charley Winner. Two years
later he joined Hank Stram when the latter became New Or
leans’ head coach.

It was off the Saints’ staff in December 1977 that Browns’
owner Art Modell hired Rutigliano to become the fifth head
coach in the club’s then 32-year history.

Rutigliano is an accomplished lecturer and after-dinner
speaker and has addressed such prestigious groups as the
Fellowship of Christian Athletes, the U.S. Military Academy’s
Letlermen’s Club, the Montreal Ad and Sales Club, and others.

In addition, he has a growing reputation as a television
consultant at post-season games. He worked the 1977 and
1979 Super Bowl games and the 1979 AFC championship
game, all for the National Broadcasting Company,

Rutigliano is married to the former Barbara Abe and is the
father of three children — Paul 24, Alison 16 and Kerry 14.
The family resides in Waite Hill in Lake County, about 22 miles
from Cleveland Stadium.

In a short coaching career that spans 11 seasons, Hackett
has acquired a reputation as a brilliant offensive teacher
several of whose proteges at California and Southern Calif
ornia now perform in the National Football Leaoue.

Paul McDonald of the Browns, who set 17 NCAA, Pac-10
and use passing records and who is regarded as a bright
prospect for future duty with the Browns, was developed by
Hackett.

Hackett’s prize pupil to date has been Atlanta’s Steve
Bartkowski, the nation’s leading college passer in 1974.
Bartkowski is regarded as one of the NFL’s premier passers
largely responsible for Atlanta’s rise as an NFL power. In
1975, Hackett taught Joe Roth who appeared headed for pro
stardom until his untimely death.

In his first year at USC, Hackett helped with the rapid
development of Vince Evans, now the Chicago Bears’ No. 1
quarterback, and also taught Rob Hertel, currently the Phil
adelphia Eagles backup passer.

A master at teaching and adjusting personnel, Humenuik
last year effected the transferring of positions by young Cody
Risien to right tackle and veteran Henry Sheppard back to left
guard, plus the installation of All-Pro Joe DeLamielleure at
right guard without missing a beat.

The combination of superb pass protection and continued
fine run blocking resulted in the Browns’ average gain per
play increasing to 5.5 yards.

Humenuik starred at guard for USC from 1956 through
1958, then played three seasons under Bud Grant at Winni
peg in the Canadian Football League. Entered coaching as
an assistant at Fullerton Junior College In 1964, and joined
the staff of John McKay at USC in 1966. Trojans appeared
in four consecutive Rose Bowl games during Humenuik’s
five years there.

Went to Cal State-Northridge in 1971, then coached the
Toronto Argonauts’ line under John Rauch for two seasons
before coming to Cleveland. Humenuik was the only Browns’
assistant held over when Sam Rutigliano became head coach
in 1978.

When Sam Rutigliano was asked to evaluate his aggressive,
all-out defensive end, he said, “Lyle’s presence is hard to
measure. On a scale of 1 to 10, i'd have to give him a 9.”
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Veteran strong safety Clarence Scott put it another way:
“Words could never express what he means to our defense.
He means everything. He makes a world of difference in all
aspects of our defense.

"Because of him, the other linemen are more aggressive
and more people are hustling. He’s a 100 percent hustling guy
who excites other people.”

Having overcome a strained knee that seriously hampered
his effectiveness in 1979, his first year with the Browns, Lyie
flashed back to his previous pro form and was the corner
stone of the Cleveland defense last season.

Led the team in sacks with nine, and tied for second in
total tackles with 104. It was vintage Alzado and his effort
which played a strong part in the Browns’ most successful
season In a decade.

In the end, he was chosen All-Pro for the third time by
Associated Press, named All-AFC by United Press Internat
ional and selected as Cleveland’s defensive player of the year
by the city’s Touchdown Club.

Even prior to the season, however, he was named the
team’s defensive captain in a vote by his peers. Says Lyle,
“Being captain indicates you have earned their respect.”

Was returned to his familiar right side post for 1980 after
volunteering to fill in at left end and even tackle during injury
emergencies in the months following the trade that brought
him to Cleveland from Denver.

It was one of the more important and rewarding trades in
the Browns’ history. Cleveland sent two draft choices to the
Broncos in return—a No. 2 in 1980 and a No. 3 in 1981.

Came out of little-known Yankton College in South Dakota
as a fourth-round draft choice by Denver in 1971 and moved in
as a starter his rookie year. Remained a regular throughout
his stay with the Broncos except for 1976 when a knee injury
on the season’s first play sidelined him for the season.

Won the coveted Byron (Whizzer) White Award in 1977
as the NFL Players Assn.’s Man of the Year. The association
also named him AFC Defensive Player of the Year in 1978
when he led the Broncos with nine sacks and recorded 77
first hits on tackles.

Dick's motto is “it’s better to give than receive” and last
year he dealt out a total of 120 tackles to lead the Browns by
a comfortable margin.

The previous year the figure was 137, but a move to the 3-4
defense and the presence of another hard hitter, Robert L.
Jackson, as the accompanying inside linebacker changed
things somewhat. Jackson himself had a hand in 104 tackles.

“I like contact as long as I’m not the one being punished,”
says Dick.

Sam Rutigliano describes him as "a very productive ball
player. In my mind he is the most underrated middle line
backer in the league."

Dick has been a full time middle man every year but one
since being drafted as a longshot 12th-round pick out of
Virginia in 1975. A severe ankle injury kept him out most of
his second season.

"I worked as hard as I couid right from the start, but I
would have done that as an early-round pick, too,” he says.
“To me, it’s the easiest way to approach something. My out
look was positive from the beginning."

Was first paired up with Jackson late in the 1979 season
and the results were so Impressive that the Browns decided
to revamp the alignment for good.

“Ron is playing better now than at any time in his entire
career,” says Sam Rutigliano. “He’s part of the glue holding
together the defensive backfield.”

Some of that glue apparently was on Ron’s fingers, too,
last year. He led the Browns with six interceptions during the
regular season and added two more in the divisional playoff
game with Oakland.

Career total, including the post-season effort, now stands
at 35, with a combined return yardage of 324. Considering his
first theft in 1980 didn’t come until the eighth game, he ob
viously was in top form in pressure games down the stretch.
'Tm playing more soundly, technique-wise, and more con

sistently,” Ron admits. “I’m relying more on help from the
linebackers and the other defensive backs now and this
allows me to play more up to my ability.”

His 42-yard return for a touchdown against the Raiders
was Cleveland’s first by that method in 29 games. It also was
the longest by a Browns' defender since Thom Darden went
46 yards against Atlanta in the third game of the 1978 season.

A fine tackier despite his slender but muscular build, Ron
participated in 69 tackles last year to tie for sixth highest on
the club.

“I involve myself emotionally in the game, and in certain
instances receivers notice the aggressive play of the corner-
back,” he says. “They think about it and sometimes don’t
get as much out of a play as they would otherwise. It can take
away from the offensive performance.”

Drafted in the fifth round by New England in 1972, he led
the Patriots in interceptions the following three years, in
cluding a career-high 56-yard runback against Philadelphia in
1973.

Came to Cleveland the spring of 1976 in exchange for
offensive tackle Bob McKay and stepped in as the right cor-
nerback his first season. A back problem forced him to give
way to Oliver Davis a year later, but came back to become a
valuable special teams’ man with his speed and hitting ability.

Will be switched from cornerback to bid for free safety
post this year.

'‘What pleases me particularly is his desire to learn,” says
defensive backfield coach Len Fontes.

Was drafted in the sixth round out of Louisiana State in
1979 and duties as a rookie included being the fifth back in
the ‘nickel’ defense and playing on special teams.

Also played flanker in high school, but was recruited as a
defensive back by LSU and now says, “I know wide receivers
get more acclaim and people come to see points on the
board, but not everyone can be a cornerback.”

Was an outstanding college player at LSU and probably
would have been a first-round draft pick, until set back by
knee damage in 1976 that required two operations and kept
him inactive for most of 1977 and 1978. Intercepted nine
passes in three seasons and also returned punts for LSU.

Father is a police officer in Franklin, La. where Clint was
born. Made his offseason residence in Berea, Ohio. Married
Jacqueline Richardson of St. Francisville, La. last June.

The Browns' leading scorer for 12 consecutive seasons
hopes 1981 will be a better one for him personally than last
year when a cartilage problem in his left knee and sciatic
nerve pain in his left leg hampered his production. Surgery
repaired the knee after the season.

Don still accounted for 87 points to lift his career total to
1,080 and bring him within 269 of the figure posted by the
famed Lou (The Toe) Groza with the Browns in the 1950s and
’60s.

Within striking distance this year, however, is Groza’s
total of 234 field goals in the National Football League. Don
goes into this season with 216.

Typically, his kicks accounted for the margin of victory
in five games last year after being the difference in six games
the previous campaign. Coming through in the clutch long
has been a trademark in his 13-year pro career.
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“I’m stronger now than I’ve ever been,’’ stated Don at a
somewhat troublesome point in 1980, “Which is why what’s
happening is so frustrating, i’ve got the desire and dedication
that are needed.”

Described by Sam Rutigliano as ‘a kickahoiic,’ Don admits
to being a perfectionist. “I feel like I am kicking better than
ever,” he said. “I have more pop in the baii. I’m getting good
height and there’s a iot of snap in my leg.”

Returning to full health should enable him to put those
pluses to full use again this season.

Has played in 188 consecutive games with the Browns and
climaxed last season’s work with a pressure field goal against
Cincinnati that clinched the division title with 1:25 left. Kicked
three against Denver, including a 45-yarder, his longest of the
year. Career average is a lofty .658 (216 of 328 attempts).

Drafted in the third round out of Adams State in Colorado
in 1967, Don became only the third placekicker in the Browns’
history a year later after Groza retired. Sam Baker had the
assignment for a short time in 1961 while Groza was injured.

Don’s best year was 1974 when his 87.5 percentage was
second-highest in accuracy ever recorded in NFL Groza had
88.5 in 1953.

Became the Browns’ all-time leading interceptor on Oct
ober 19th last year when he picked off a 62-yard pass from
Green Bay quarterback Lynn Dickey intended for James Lofton
late in the first quarter.

It marked the 41st time Thom had done what defensive
backs love best to do and pulled him out of a deadlock with the
late Warren Lahr in that department. Added another one in the
final game at Cincinnati to help nail down the AFC Central
title for the Browns.

Among the qualifications assistant coach Rod Humenuik
seeks in offensive linemen are size, quickness, agility, feisti
ness, intelligence, alertness and instant recall. The man they
call Joe D. has them all and was a ready-made prime addition
when the Browns obtained him from Buffalo last year.

It was the week before the season opener that fans were
pleasantly surprised to learn Joe had been acquired for draft
choices No. 2 in 1981 and No. 3 in 1982. Four games into the
season he made his first start for Cleveland following an injury
to Robert E. Jackson and played regularly the remainder of the
campaign.

“Each week I felt better and better because I knew I was
contributing more and more,” says Joe. “I never knew any
right guards who won football games, but I know they can
help.”

Joe has been a major help on offensive lines ever since the
Bills drafted him in the first round out of Michigan State in
1973. Played in 103 consecutive games for the Bills.

Fitted in so smoothly with the Browns last season that he
wound up being named to the AFC Pro Bowl squad for sixth
straight year.

Patience, hard work, and total dedication have combined
with native ability to bring Tom to the point where he is recog
nized as one of the fine centers in pro football today.

“Charlie is a very solid player. He's steady, game-in, game-
out. and very tough against the run.”

“Calvin is an amazing guy,” marvels Sam Rutigliano after
watching the veteran's latest series of outstanding contri
butions, including a team-high six touchdown catches last
season.

“He has super hands, is a big target and he’s good at
finding a hoie in the zone. It’s lough to measure by statistics
just what he has meant to us.”

Longest reception was a 50-yarder against Green Bay to
spark a two-touchdown rally in the closing minutes for a 26-
21 victory. Caught five for 94 yards for the day. Also had a 43-

Beyond cold statistics, however, was the importance of
Robert’s emotional leadership. His inspired play did much to
pull together a new and generally young 3-4 defense.

“I play with emotion for myself, and I want to keep every
one else fired up,” says Robert. “When they see one guy up
like that, it gets them up, too. That’s the way we did it in high
school and college.”

“Practice is the only way to have the last word,” says
Dave. He catches a minimum of 35 passes each day in prac
tice and the work has translated into a parade of last words
at the expense of many of the best defensive backs in the
NFL

Among his more notable feats last season were eight
catches for a Browns’ season-high 131 yards against Pitts
burgh, six catches for 87 yards against the New York Jets
and five catches for 85 yards against Baltimore.

He gathered in a 65-yarder, longest of the year by a Cleve
land receiver, in the season finale at Cincinnati and scored
on a 46-yarder to overcome Green Bay, 26-21, with only 16
seconds left.

Dave's 822 yards led all Cleveland pass catchers, and his
16.1-yard average was highest among the regulars. The yard
age total placed him 10th in the AFC, despite injuring an ankle
in the season opener and missing more than half of the final
game after spraining an ankle and knee.

Was named honorable mention All-AFC by United Press
International.

The Browns’ third-round draft pick out of Colorado in 1976
now has pro totals reading 171 receptions for 2,777 yards and
16 TDs. His 65-yard catch was the longest of his career.

Often called “a Gary Collins with'speed,” Dave blends in
perfectly with fellow wide receiver Reggie Rucker and tight
end Ozzie Newsome to make one of the most formidable
trios in pro football.

Established a club record of 36 straight games in which
he caught at least one pass before being stopped by Houston
in the Astrodome. Rucker set the previous mark of 32 in the
1975-77 period.

Helped set the tempo for the season in 1979 by grabbing
a 37-yard pass from Brian Sipe with 14 seconds left in regu
lation time to set up a tying field goal against the Jets, then
pulled down a 22-yard toss with 24 seconds left in overtime
to position the ball for a winning field goal.
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Also scored two TD’s only 1:53 apart against Pittsburgh
that year.

“My philosophy is to become a little better player each
day of practice and improve on a different thing each week,”
says Clay.

Closely following those convictions, the Browns’ regular
rightside linebacker made tremendous strides last season.

Switching from the inside, where he had played most of
his college career at the University of Southern California,
to the outside posed some problems for Clay as a rookie and
into his second pro season.

“I didn't play much my first season here, so 1979 really
was my rookie season and at an unfamiliar position,” he
says. “It was a whole re-learning process. All of  a sudden I
was going up aginst some of the best athletes in the world
and while I wasn't spectacular, I don’t think 1 was hurting us.”

Actually showed so much promise the summer of ’79 (hat
veteran Gerald Irons was released. Blossomed last season to
rank fifth on the team in tackles with 83, and second in sacks
with five.

Had his third pro Interception in the first game against
Cincinnati and next time Bengals got the ball Clay stripped a
receiver of the ball and recovered his third fumble. Missed
two early season games after suffering strained knee liga
ments against Houston.

Although used primarily for his blocking ability last year,
Cleo reminded everyone he still can be quite a rusher as well
with 28 carries for 139 yards and both Cleveland touchdowns
in a 17-14 triumph over the Houston Oilers in the Astrodome.

“It’s nice to have people like Cleo around,” says Sam
Rutigliano. “Among other things, he’s the best blocker we
have.”
One of the veteran running back's runs against the Oilers

covered 50 yards and was the second-longest against Hous
ton all season. It also was the longest of Cleo's seven-year
pro career, topping a 47-yarder he had as a rookie with Kansas
City in 1974.

Chiefs signed him as a free agent out of Arkansas A&M,
then released him a year later.

If Cleveland’s trade for Terry Miller with Buffalo last May
proves to be as good as the one consummated with the Bills
just prior to the opening of the 1980 season for guard Joe
DeLamielleure, then the club will be most fortunate. In each
Instance the Browns gave up two draft choices.

No one, including Miller himself, has any explanation as
to his performances in 1979 and 1980 after an outstanding
freshman year in 1978. He was the Bills’ No. 1 selection, fifth
player taken in the 1978 NFL draft.

He ran for 1,060 yards, sixth highest rushing total ever
by a first year back, in 1978 and was among only 11 NFL
backs who rushed for more than 1,000 yards that season.
Miller was the lone NFL back to have a 200 yard rushing game
in 1978 when he ran for 208 yards on 21 carries against the
New York Giants.
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He alternated with Roland Hooks in 1979, carried 99 fewer
times than in 1978, and gained only 484 yards. Last year he
carried the ball but 12 times for 35 yards when rookie Joe
Cribbs emerged as Buffalo’s prime rusher.

It is interesting that Miller and second year man Charles
White will be seeking to unseat the Browns’ current starting
running back, Greg Pruitt because Pruitt once tried to recruit
Miller for Oklahoma until he decided to cast his lot at Okla
homa State.

“A preacher once told me, ‘Whatever you do, be the best
at it,”' says Ozzie, and the former first-round draft choice from
the University of Alabama is well on the way to accomplishing
just that.

Pulled down 51 catches for 594 yards last season to bring
his three-year pro totals to 144 for 1,964. Typically, all three
of his scoring receptions came in tense, tight games. Ozzie
has been a clutch player from the very beginning.

His 19-yard score against Green Bay triggered a dramatic
rally in the last seven minutes. A week later, he gathered in
an 18-yarder to complete another fourth-quarter come-from-
behind-effort against Pittsburgh. Scored again in  a rematch
with the Steelers to help give Cleveland a lead it held until
the game's final seconds.

“Greg's catching hasn’t surprised us," says offensive
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backfield coach Jim Garrett. “He has the most remarkable
hands of anybody I’ve ever seen. He has fantastic hands, like
he’s catching a tennis ball.’’

With his repaired knee still not quite fully recovered, Greg
turned to receiving as his primary contribution to the Browns’
division title drive last season. This year, he hopes to regain
his full effectiveness as a ball carrier, as well.

Pulled down a career-high 50 passes in 1980, good for 444
yards and five TDs. Bulk of the catches came during the
critical stretch drive.

On the ground, Greg’s work was limitea to 40 carries for
117 yards, lowest production in his eight-year pro career.

“Greg wasn’t ready as a regular runner last year,” says
Garrett. “He hadn’t played as a regular since October, 1979,
so he wasn't in the groove. He couldn’t run full blast in prac
tice, so he couldn’t get his timing down — and timing is what
he had. He makes so many remarkable cuts. He’s the greatest
athlete in knowing where the soft spots of the defense are."

The return of those skills would be a tremendous asset
to the Browns' attack this season. Greg has darted and scam
pered for 5,372 yards since being a second-round draft pick
out of Oklahoma in 1973 and has 25 TDs on the ground.

As a receiver, he has accounted for 2,386 yards and 13
TDs. Add to that another 1,441 yards returning kickoffs and
659 running back punts and the grand total of overall yardage
climbs to an impressive 9,858. Beyond that, he has completed
eight of 18 passes for an additional 182 yards.

“Greg is as tough a guy as there is in the league,” says
Garrett. "If he’s healthy enough to be a regular again, we’ll
have a remarkable tandem with the two Pruitts." Mike has
topped 1,000 yards each of the last two seasons at fullback.

Greg’s most productive day last year resulted in 10 catches
for 75 yards and a TD against the New York Jets. Also had six
for 67 against Cincinnati, and scored twice on tosses in a
27-26 triumph over Pittsburgh. Longest reception was a 43-
yarder against the Packers.

Had the Browns’ longest run of the campaign with  a 56-
yard touchdown against Chicago for the deciding points in
a 27-21 victory.

Led the Browns in total catches throughout the season
and broke Mac Speedie's 28-year-old club record by one with
63 receptions for the year. Gathered in at ieast one pass in
each of the 16 regular season games.

"Mike obviously is our most solid starter,” says offensive
backfield coach Jim Garrett. “He has good fluidness and
awareness, biocks well and is catching the ball better than
ever.”

Finished third in the AFC and eighth in the league with
1,034 rushing yards. Reception totai was fifth-highest in the
conference and 12th in the NFL.

Rewarded by being named to the Pro Bowl for the second
straight time aiong with second-team All-AFC by UPl, and the
Browns’ Offensive Player of the Year by the Cleveland Touch
down Club.

Regarding his power running, augmented by surprising
speed for a man his size once he shakes free, Mike says,
“i’d like to run the ball 18 to 20 times a game, minimum.”

Has worked hard to improve his pass catching skills,
which were largely untapped until two years ago.

"In high school, we didn’t throw more than two passes a
game,” says Mike. "We ran on third down and sometimes
even on fourth down. A pass was used just to throw the other
team off.

“In the Big Ten (at Purdue), we didn’t pass much, either.
I caught maybe 25 my whole college career after only five in
high school, all short ones.”

Contrast that with 104 receptions his last two seasons
with the Browns.

Rushing yardage of 1,294 two years ago was the highest
for a Cleveland player since Jim Brown’s 1,544 in 1965. Career
figure since being named the club's No. 1 draft choice in 1976
now stands at 3,231.

Named Purdue’s Most Valuable Player in 1975 after rush
ing for 899 yards and three touchdowns. Three-year totals
were 1,588 yards in 351 carries for a 4.5-yard average and six
TDs. Gained All-Big Ten honorable mention.

Selected as “Man of Year” by Browns' fans for his contri-
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butions to community and charities.
Owns home in the Cleveland suburb of Westlake. Married

Karen Boulware of Gary, Ind., July 10, 1976. Son Aaron Mich
ael born last March 2.

The Browns’ “find of ’79” as a rookie starting guard, did
it all over again last year as the regular right tackle and the
youngest starter on the offensive line.

“I was sort of shocked when the coaches told me 1 was
moving to tackle,” Cody admits. “I had prepared myself for
guard again and even though I had played a lot of tackle be
fore, It still required an adjustment. I’m comfortable again
over there now, though.”

Was drafted in the seventh round as a tackle out of Texas
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A&M, but was switched to guard in training camp and made
such rapid progress he stepped in for veteran George Buehler
in the seventh game. At season’s end, was named to DPI All-
Rookie team.

‘‘It probably was just as well I broke In at guard,” says
Cody. ‘‘I felt secure there with the center and tackle on either
side and it was a good way to start out. As a tackle, you're
isolated and usually one-on-one with the defensive end.”

Most difficult time for Cody at the outset of his pro career
came in the early days of training camp when he had to rush
back to Texas to be at the bedside of his terminally ill father.
Overcoming the emotional impact was an important personal
victory for the young athlete.

Received honorable mention on All-America squads of
Sporting News, Associated Press and College and Pro Foot
ball Weekly. AP and UPl both selected him on All-Southwest
Conference first team. Played in 1979 Hula Bowl and Senior
Bowl games.

‘‘I’d like to think that I’m getting better each year,” says
Reggie. ‘‘I don’t have the same straightaway speed i used to
-have, but I make up for it by being smarter, knowing how to
get open and hanging on to the ball.”

Reggie did it all once again in 1980, finishing second on
the club in catches with 52, second in yardage with 768 and
second in average per catch at 14.8.

Biggest game came in a crucial 17-14 victory over the Jets
on the 14th weekend when Reggie caught five passes for
108 yards, including a season-high 45 yarder to launch the
Browns’ drive to a winning TD late in the game.

Also gathered in seven for 81 yards and four for 74 in two
meetings with Cincinnati, four for 79 against Tampa Bay, and
three for 83 yards against Denver. Included were  a 42-yard
catch against the Buccaneers and a 40-yarder against Denver.

Eleven-year pro totals now read 420 receptions for 6,533
yards, and 43 TDs. Since coming to the Browns from New
England in 1975 in exchange for a fourth-round draft choice,
Reggie has caught 283 passes for 4,418 yards and 31 TDs.

Those 283 catches have moved him two ahead of Ray Ren
fro’s total and into second place on Cleveland’s all-time list.
Gary Collins leads with 331.

Caught at least one pass in 59 consecutive games for New
England and Cleveland until the streak ended against Hous
ton on the fifth week of the 1977 season.

Originally signed by Dallas as a free agent in 1968, Reg
gie’s all-time season highs are 60 catches in 1975, 893 yards
in 1978, and eight TDs in 1976 and ’78.

Accepts injuries and pain as part of the game after over
coming a broken shoulder, fractured wrist and surgery on
both knees and a foot during his career.

Started in place of injured Lance Rentzel when the Cow
boys played Baltimore in Super Bowl V, but didn’t strike it big
until reaching New England in 1972 after being released by
Dallas and the New York Giants the previous season.

Clarence's 30th career interception was one he and all
Browns’ fans will remember for a long time. It came deep in
Cleveland territory with little more than a minute left and
Houston threatening a 17-14 lead in a vital game for both
teams on the 13th weekend last season at the Astrodome.

The 10-year veteran has carved a new niche for himself
at strong safety the last two seasons after holding down the
left cornerback post from the time of his arrival as a first-
round draft choice out of Kansas State in 1971.

Also had an interception against Pittsburgh, and finished
season with 64 tackles. Total return yardage on thefts stands
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at 332.

Was given first taste of strong safety work in 1978, but
injuries to cornerbacks Ron Bolton and Oliver Davis that sea
son resulted in Clarence returning to his old position.

Despite his quiet, polite nature off the field, Clarence
long ago gained the reputation of being a hitter. Two-year
totals at safety are 99 solo tackles and 37 assists. Has filled
the role of defensive captain at times in his career.

almost cost Sherk his leg and even his life. He spent six
weeks in a hospital and then followed many more months of
rest and recuperation before starting the long rehabilitation
program to rebuild his knee and regain the 35 pounds he lost.

Sherk licked knee surgery in 1978 when he rebounded to
a fine year after missing all of pre-season. He was close to his
best form through the first 10 weeks of 1979 when he had 12
quarterback sacks.

Named the Browns’ Defensive Player of the Year by the
Cleveland Touchdown Club in 1972 and 1974. Awarded the
Third Down Trophy by Newspaper Enterprise Assn, in 1974
as the Browns’ Most Valuable Player.

A cascade of richly-deserved honors culminated Brian’s
remarkable 1980 campaign in which he led all NFL quarter
backs with a rating of 91.9.

As the engineer of the Browns’ famed “Kardiac Kids,”
Brian sparked a succession of come-from-behind efforts that
helped carry Cleveland to its first division title since 1971.

Biggest games were 391 aerial yards against Green Bay,
second in club annals only to Graham’s 401 against Pitts
burgh in 1952. Completed 28 passes and four TDs in a 27-26
defeat of Pittsburgh, and had another four-TD day against
Cincinnati.

Passed over 300 yards six times (391 vs. Green Bay, 349 vs.
Pittsburgh here, 340 vs. New York Jets, 318 vs. Tampa Bay and
310 here and 308 away vs. Cincinnati.

Lifted his career TDs to 107, second only to Ryan’s 134,
and finished with a season completion percentage of 60.8,
second-highest in team annals.

“Without question, Brian has all the qualities,” says Sam
Rutigliano. “He exceeds our expectations every week,

'if you put Brian next to a guy like Terry Bradshaw or
Bert Jones in pre-game warmups, he suffers in comparison.
But he’s extremely bright and he has great mental toughness.
It’s the same kind of toughness the Johnny Unitases and Bart
Starrs and Otto Grahams had.

“Brian proves his leadership every week. He might be the
best ever at standing in there and concentrating in the face of
a rush. The only guy I ever saw who came close was Joe
Namath. Brian just doesn't feel the pressure.”

Wrapped up his seventh full season, but only fifth as a
starter, by being the most productive AFC quarterback in the
Pro Bowl. Threw a nine-yard scoring pass to New England’s
Stanley Morgan in a 21-7 loss.

Success was a long time coming for the 13th-round draft
choice out of San Diego State in 1972, however. Two years
were spent on the taxi squad, then two more understudying
Mike Phipps. It wasn’t until Phipps suffered a serious should-
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er injury in the 1976 opener that Brian finally was given his
first major opportunity.
Has steadily progressed ever since with the only serious

interruption coming when a shoulder blade was fractured
against Pittsburgh well into the 1977 season. Missed the last
five games.

“I don’t have the strongest arm in the world, but you really
don’t need a tremendous arm,” says Brian. “You need to be
able to get the ball to your receivers. You need to be able to
probe a defense.”

A master at probing, Brian made use of every receiver at
his command in completing 63 aerials to Mike Pruitt, 52 to
Reggie Rucker, 51 apiece to Dave Logan and Ozzie Newsome,
50 to Greg Pruitt, and lesser numbers to Calvin Hill, Charles
White, Ricky Feacher and four others.

Threw first pro pass in 1974, and two years later set two
club records with an 82.1 percent passing efficiency against
San Diego and 26 completions against Cincinnati. Twice com
pleted a club record 12 passes in a row in 1976 (vs. San Diego
and Miami), but topped that last year with 13 straight against
Tampa Bay.

Can scramble for yardage, too, on occasion and last year
ran 20 times for 55 yards, including a TD against Minnesota.

Was named the Browns’ Offensive Player of the Year for
the second time by the Cleveland Touchdown Club in 1979 in
addition to third in UPl voting on AFC Player of the Year, and
second-team All-Pro by AP, but all that paled In comparison to
last year’s rewards, (continued on page 67)

With his transitional rookie year behind him, Charies
figures to become increasingly valuable to the Browns as his
young pro career continues to unfold.

Filled an important role the first haif of last season while
Greg Pruitt concentrated on strengthening his surgically-
repaired knee, and finished as the Browns’ second-leading
rusher with 279 yards. Saw only limited duty once Pruitt was
ready for more active duty by the eighth game, however.

'The reason he didn’t play more was
that he’s young and inexperienced and Greg finally was heal
thy again.”

Says Charles, “I’ve just got to be patient. Last year de
finitely was a learning experience.

Tied for the team lead with six touchdowns, five on runs
and the other on a 31-yard reception against Kansas City. En
joyed his finest day at the Chiefs' expense with seven catches
for 100 yards, another 59 yards rushing, and two TDs, Scored
twice on five-yard runs in a 28-27 victory over Baltimore.

The Browns’ first-round draft choice in 1980 was the first
Heisman Trophy winner ever selected by the club.  A unani
mous All-America with career totals of 6,245 yards rushing on
1,147 carries and 49 TDs at Southern California, his ground-
gaining accomplishments were second on the NCAA books
only to Tony Dorsett’s.
Surpassed the work of such other talented Trojan backs as

Sparked a USC victory over Notre Dame with 261 yards
and four TDs in a 1979 42-23 game, and carried 39 times for
247 yards in a Rose Bowl victory over Ohio State in 1980. Was
named the game’s most valuable player.

Surgery to repair ligaments on his left knee for the third
time last May makes it improbable that Wright will be ready to
play in the early part of the 1981 season.

Led the Browns in punt returns last season and was fourth
in the AFC in kickoff returns. “Keith has an innate knack on
returns,” says Sam Rutigliano. “He makes a great surge as he
picks up those blocks.”

Needs only seven more kickoff returns to surpass the 76
set by Leroy Kelly (1964*73), the club record until Dino Hall
soared to 82 last year, and is 10 shy of Kelly's punt return
standard of 94. Also is only 14 yards from Kelly’s club mark
of 1,781 for kickoff returns.

Caught three passes last season and scored a touchdown
on each one, starting with an 11-yarder in the opener against
New England, continuing with a 12-yarder against Kansas City
and climaxing with a 39-yarder against Seattle.

The Browns dropped their first opener in five seasons as
New Engiand pulied away to a 34-3 advantage before Brian
Sipe connected on scoring passes of 10 yards to Dave Logan
and 11 yards to Keith Wright in the fourth quarter.

Defensive tackie Jerry Sherk was iost for the season when
he encountered more probiems with his rehabilitated left knee
in the first half, and Logan reinjured his left ankle when he ran
into a wall after making his scoring catch.

Monday Night, Sept. 15

Ball control by Houston spelled the difference after the
Browns led 7-3 at halftime on a three-yard flare pass from
Brian Sipe to Calvin Hill.

Cleveland had possession for only three minutes and 47
seconds in the last two quarters as Earl Campbell finished
with 106 yards rushing and Ken Stabler completed 23 of 28
passes. Browns lost right cornerback Lawrence Johnson for
the season with a fractured shoulder.

at Cleve.Oilers 16, BROWNS 7 (80,243)

at Cleve.BROWNS 20, Chiefs 13 (63,614)Sunday, Sept. 21

Top draftee Charles White helped the Cleveland offense
get untracked with seven catches for 100 yards, 59 more
rushing and touchdown catches of two and 31 yards. White's
first score was set up by Keith Wright’s 50-yard kickoff return
and gave the Browns a 7-6 halftime lead.

Brian Sipe completed six straight passes in a 79-yard
drive at the start of the third quarter, capped by a 12-yard TD
throw to Wright.

With the score tied 13-all late in the third quarter, Sipe
whipped the Browns 66 yards in only four plays with his
second TD aerial to White providing the winning margin.

at TampaBROWNS 34, Bugs 27 (65,540)Sunday, Sept. 28

Brian Sipe broke his own club record by completing 13
consecutive passes in a 318-yard performance, including TDs
of 43 and three yards to Calvin Hill and 13 yards to Ricky
Feacher. It marked the first time Tampa Bay ever gave up 300
aerial yards.

Hill’s 43-yarder and Don Cockroft's second field goal of
the game were just enough fourth-quarter points to stave off a
desperate comeback by Tampa Bay in the last 10 minutes.
The Bugs completed a final pass to the Cleveland 20 as time
expired.

Browns' defense faced an aerial blitz by quarterback Doug
Williams, who hit on 30 of 56 for 343 yards.

Broncos 19, BROWNS 16 (81,065) at Cleve.Sunday, Oct. 5

The Browns had numerous touchdown opportunities, but
reached the end zone only on a 40-yard pass from Brian Sipe
to Reggie Rucker to help gain a 10-10 halftime standoff.

Turning point came when Cleveland again threatened
shortly after Rucker’s score only to have linebacker Randy
Gradishar pick up a tipped pass and return it 93 yards for Den
ver’s only TD. Fred Steinfort’s fourth field goal broke a 16-16
tie with 5:50 left.

at SeattleBROWNS 27, Seahawks 3 (61,366)Sunday, Oct. 12

This decisive victory, first ever by the Browns in the King-
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dome, launched a five-game winning streak and a division
title drive of eight victories in nine weeks.

Mike Pruitt spearheaded the attack with 116 yards on 24
carries, including TDs of two and 22 yards. Charles White also
scored on a three-yarder, and Keith Wright caught his third TD
pass on a 39-yard throw from Brian Sipe.

Lyle Alzado led an outstanding Browns defensive effort by
recording three of the team’s five sacks at the expense of
quarterback Jim Zorn.

Sunday, Oct. 19

Another of the Kardiac Kids’ patented photo finishes with
two TDs in the last 7:23, including the clincher on a 46-yard
pass from Brian Sipe to Dave Logan with only 16 seconds re
maining. Sipe finished with 391 aerial yards, a career high.

Thom Darden’s club record 41st career interception help
ed Cleveland gain a 10-0 halftime lead. Don Cockroft’s second
field goal of the day from 42 yards out boosted the advantage
to 13-0 before Green Bay came alive and moved ahead 21-13
midway through the fourth quarter.

Two passes by Sipe covering 50 yards to Calvin Hill and 19
to Ozzie Newsome brought the Browns within a point only 28
seconds later, and a winning 87-yard drive in the last two
minutes completed the comeback.

Mike Pruitt carried 18 times for 103 yards, bringing his
two-game total to 232, and Logan caught five for 85 yards.
