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Each year the Cleveland Browns donate a portion of the proceeds from the sale of the media guide to the Nate Wallack/Cleveland Browns Education
Fund at Cleveland State University. In 1981, the Cleveland Browns established a scholarship fund in honor of the Northeast Ohio media. Through annual
gifts of $4,000 beginning in 1984, the Browns supported scholarships for CSU students interested in sports media relations. Nate Wallack, a former PR
director of the Browns, was widely viewed as a pioneer in the field of NFL media relations and genuinely revered by his NFL PR colleagues as well as the
working sports media. Following Wallack's passing on January 16, 1984, the Browns asked that the CSU fund be named in honor of Nate Wallack. Today,
the fund provides annual scholarship support for student interns in CSU's Sports Information Department.
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BROWNS IN THE COMMUNITY

The Cleveland Browns strive to make a difference in the community through the Cleveland Browns Foundation and community outreach
efforts focused on citizenship, education, health & wellness and youth foothall. Through these outreach programs and initiatives, the Browns
give back to the community through volunteerism, funding and creating awareness for causes that reflect the Browns’ community focus areas.

As we look toward the future, it is our promise that the team’s players, alumni, coaches, executives and staff members will continue to
donate a significant amount of time and funding to support charitable causes, non-profit organizations, schools, hospitals and civic groups.

CITIZENSHIP

In 2010, more than 1,500 tickets were donated to the men and
women who serve our country.

Browns President Mike Holmgren, along with several Marines,

led the charge during the inaugural Cleveland Browns Motor-
cycle Rally.

Honoring and recognizing the commitment and sacrifices of the men
and women who serve our country and community is valued by the
Cleveland Browns and most exemplified through the “Hats Off to Our
Heroes” program. The “Hats Off to Our Heroes” program was created
to recognize individuals throughout Northeast Ohio who are commit-
ted to making our country and neighborhoods safe. During regular
season home games, the Browns invite those who serve our local
communities and members of the United States Armed Forces to join
us in the “Hats Off to Our Heroes” Honor Row. The 2010 Veterans
Day salute on gameday proudly honored the Tuskegee Airmen in the
Honor Row, while the servicemen and women were our exclusive
guests as they formed a gauntlet for player introductions or presented
the American flag. Prior to the start of the season, the 2010 rookie
class not only visited a local USO Care Package facility to send items
to the troops, but the Browns also followed up by making a $10,000
donation to ensure those packages and more could be sent over-
seas. For the first time, the Browns hosted a Pro vs. Gl Joe event at
Cleveland Browns Stadium in which players had the chance connect
and interact with those serving overseas in six locations including
Kuwait, Iraq and Afghanistan while playing video games.

To help support families during the holidays, donations are made to
the Cleveland Foodbank and fans loyally support the United States
Marines Corps “Touchdown for Tots” campaign through gate collec-
tions hosted during designated home games.

Browns President Mike Holmgren hopped on his Harley-Davidson
and led the charge for the inaugural Cleveland Browns Motorcycle
Rally this past July. Holmgren was joined by local Marines to help
raise funds for both the Cleveland Browns Foundation, as well as the
Three-Deuce-Five Foundation. The Three-Deuce-Five Foundation is
directly connected with the 3rd Battalion, 25th Marines, headquar-
tered in Brook Park, Ohio.

The “Hats Off to Our Heroes” program was created following the tragedy of 9/11 to recognize individuals throughout Northeast Ohio

who are committed to making our country safe. During each regular season home game, individuals who serve our local communities

and members of the United States Armed Forces are honored.
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EDUCATION

Every day, students in our community struggle with the lack of necessi-
ties they need to attain higher learning. The Cleveland Browns Founda-
tion is committed to playing a role in the achievement of students in the
classroom and has created core programming to help students excel.

Through the Cleveland Browns Foundation, the annual “Back to School
Campaign” to benefit Shoes & Clothes for Kids, coupled with reading
and classroom initiatives, help provide the basic fundamentals, while
instilling a sense of pride for local students.

When Heritage Hall was unveiled in 2010, high schools had the op-
portunity to take a private educational tour, followed by lunch at the
stadium. The Browns also launched the “Touchdown for Reading”
program in the Cuyahoga County and Stark County public libraries to
encourage young children to engage in the love of reading. More than
2,700 children participated in the Browns 2010 “Touchdown for Read-
ing” program and tracked 738,000 minutes of reading.

Since the creation of the Cleveland Browns Marion Motley Scholarship
Fund six years ago, the Cleveland Browns Foundation has awarded
more than $120,000 in scholarships to students from Northeast Ohio.
The opportunity has been made possible through a partnership with
College Now Greater Cleveland and is designed to honor the legacy of
Browns Hall of Famer Marion Motley, who broke down barriers in foot-
ball to create opportunities for others. This past year, Breanna Aponte
from James Ford Rhodes High School and DaVaughn DuBose from
Shaker Heights High School were recognized as the Browns Marion
Motley Scholarship recipients.

The Browns support the Cleveland Metropolitan School District
(CMSD) through player involvement and endorsements. The support
is reflected in an inspirational public service announcement featuring
the three R’s: Rights, Responsibilities & Realities initiative which was
shown district-wide to students during the 2010-11 school year. Contin-
uously dedicated to the community, Browns players and alumni logged
more than 1,000 hours of community service through player outreach
efforts in 2010.

Through Vision First, Cleveland Clinic's Cole Eye Institute and the
Cleveland Browns Foundation collaborated to ensure kids attending
school are not limited in achievement because of vision difficulties. To
elevate the problem of poor eyesight for kids in inner-city schools, the
Vision First eye mobile vehicle visited schools in the Cleveland Metro-
politan School District during the 2010-11 school year to provide free
eye exams and prescription eye glasses for nearly 5,000 students.

The Browns partnered with the City of Berea to transform the
play space at Lou and Jackie Groza Park into a Cleveland

Browns Play 60 Fitness Zone. Browns volunteers, including
Head Coach Pat Shurmur, helped install a kids play space and
an eight-station fitness circuit for community use.

Annually the Cleveland Browns Foundation offers the Cleveland
Browns Marion Motley Scholarship in partnership with College

Now Greater Cleveland for high school students seeking further
education.

Parma Park Elementary School was recognized as the first Play 60 Super School for showing school spirit and incorporating healthy

activities through the NFL “Back to Football” campaign.
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HEALTH & WELLNESS

During each 2010 home game, the Browns provided a select
group of special needs organizations a unique opportunity to
invite children and their families to be special guests.

The Vision First eye mobile vehicle traveled to local inner-city
schools last year, equipped with instruments that provided
free eye exams and free prescription glasses to kids with poor
eyesight.

Health & wellness has been at the forefront of the Browns’ out-
reach efforts and continues to grow as the Browns bring inno-
vative programs to our neighborhoods, while supporting other
localized initiatives.

Knowing the importance of healthy lifestyles, the Cleveland
Browns Play 60 movement continuously encourages kids to be
active and offers exciting opportunities for schools and local com-
munities to get 60 minutes of activity per day. Through the Play
60 Challenge, in partnership with the American Heart Association,
local schools are challenged to log the most minutes of activity
during the six-week program. Offered in the fall and spring, the
challenge brings out the best in students who enter the friendly
competition to win elite prizes including the chance to lead the
Browns out of the team tunnel during a home game or a field day
at Cleveland Browns Stadium in the spring.

The Browns help create awareness for health related causes
throughout the year. In recognition of Autism Awareness Month,
Cleveland Browns Stadium was lit blue in April as part of the “Light
it Up Blue” campaign. During the season, a home game is dedi-
cated to breast cancer awareness in which the Browns honor and
recognize breast cancer survivors, while the team wears symbolic
pink apparel. In 2011, the Browns opened Cleveland Browns Sta-
dium for the first time in history to host the local American Cancer
Society Making Strides Walk to further support the cause.

In 2011, the Browns proudly developed more programming to
heighten their commitment with the community. Earlier this year,
an adapted football league was launched with funding sup-
port from the Cleveland Browns Foundation to pave the way for
Achievement Centers for Children to implement a football program
for those with special needs. The Cleveland Browns Foundation
also provided funding to Flying Horse Farms, which celebrated its
grand opening in the spring. Flying Horse Farms located in Mt.
Gilead, Ohio is a 200 acre camp for kids with serious illness. The
kids camp offers wide open spaces, five lakes, woods with walking
trails and wetlands. Activities for children include swimming, boat-
ing, fishing, horseback riding, arts & crafts, ropes course, music
& drama and archery. The camp program is specifically designed
to meet campers’ medical, physical, social, and emotional needs.

The Cleveland Browns Adapted Football League, a program offered to the physically and developmentally challenged through the

Achievement Centers for Children, began its inaugural season this spring. The league is for children ages seven and up, who have
physical and developmental disabilities. The league, which consists of 16 teams, is the first of its kind in the state of Ohio.
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YOUTH FOOTBALL

The 2011 Cleveland Browns Youth Football Camp provided
200 youth, ages 8-14, the opportunity to participate in a week-

long camp at Cleveland Browns Stadium. Browns Head Coach
Pat Shurmur made a guest appearance and interacted with
the campers.

In 2011 the Browns hosted the inaugural Girls Jamboree, a
7-on-7 flag football tournament for female high school athletes.

More than 100 athletes took part in the event, with the Nor-
mandy Invaders winning the tournament.

With youth football providing year-round programming for players,
coaches and officials, the Browns continue to evolve as a devel-
opment leader for the game of football. Over the last year 3,000
athletes took part in the Cleveland Browns High School Player
Development program, which concluded with the Browns hosting
more than 300 athletes and coaches who represented 24 teams
from across the country for the 2011 NFL HSPD National 7-on-7
Tournament.

Gaining the most popularity this past year was the High School
Game of the Week program, which allowed fans to vote on the
game of the week from four nominations. The selected Game of
the Week was covered by Browns reporters with highlights ap-
pearing on ClevelandBrowns.com as well as recognition at a
Browns home game. In its inaugural year, more than one million
votes were cast.

The inaugural Future Stars Camp was held for our youngest as-
piring athletes and took place on the first day of the 2011 NFL
Draft. Boys and girls ages 6-7 learned the basic skills of football,
including throwing, catching and kicking on the field at Cleveland
Browns Stadium. In addition, the Girls Jamboree offered a com-
petitive tournament for local female high school athletes.

Through a partnership with the Achievement Centers for Children,
nearly 100 special needs athletes participated in the inaugural
season of the Cleveland Browns Adapted Football League this
summer, giving youth of all skill sets the chance to play the game
of football. This program is the first of its kind in the State of Ohio.

In total, nearly 5,000 foothall players, ages 6-18, participated in
Cleveland Browns Youth Football programming throughout the
past year and the Browns look forward to developing these and
other new initiatives intended to support and grow youth football
throughout our region.

For the first time in team history, the Cleveland Browns hosted the NFL High School Player Development (HSPD) National 7-on-7
Tournament. Twenty-four teams representing their respective NFL club participated in the annual tournament, including the Browns

team. The tournament took place at both the Browns training facility in Berea as well as Cleveland Browns Stadium. The Browns
squad finished with a 6-2 record.
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HONORING THE STORIED PAST

To pay tribute to the club’s storied past, the Browns, under the guidance og President Mike Holmgren, created a Ring of Honor, partnered with the Pro
Football Hall of Fame to create Heritage Hall and reestablished the Browns Legends program in 2010.

CLEVELAND BROWNS RING OF HONOR

To pay homage to their great history - one of the richest in the NFL - the Browns unveiled the Cleveland Browns Ring of Honor during a special ceremony at
halftime of the 2010 regular season home opener, against Kansas City on September 19. The initial group of inductees consisted of the 16 former Browns
enshrined in the Pro Football Hall of Fame. The names of these 16 greats are prominently displayed on the facade of the upper deck of the stadium.

HERITAGE HALL

In 2010, the Browns partnered with the Pro Football Hall of Fame to create a special exhibit known as Heritage Hall. This 4,600-square foot exhibition
space is located in Browns Town at Cleveland Browns Stadium and serves as a tribute to the club’s storied past. This area consists of displays from the
16 Ring of Honor inductees, including their busts, as well as memorabilia and photography from the team’s history.

CLEVELAND BROWNS LEGENDS

The Cleveland Browns organization honors the team’s all-time greats through the Cleveland Browns Legends Program. This program honors the men
who have contributed to the success of the Browns organization. The Legends Program started in 2001 with the automatic induction of the Browns’ then
Hall of Famers into the Cleveland Browns Legends.

YEAR IN NFL:

Mike Holmgren signed a contract to become President of the Cleveland
Browns on January 5, 2010 after agreeing to assume the position on
December 21, 2009.

In his first year as President of the Cleveland Browns, Holmgren made
the successful transition from the NFL sidelines to a full-time role in the
front office. He laid a foundation for the organization’s commitment to the
Team, Fans, Community and Heritage. Perhaps the most visible project
completed under Holmgren in his first year with the club was the institu-
tion of the Cleveland Browns Ring of Honor. The initial class of Browns
greats was unveiled on September 19, 2010, as the team’s 16 members
of the Hall of Fame became the first group to have their names perma-
nently displayed on the facade of the stadium’s upper deck. In addition,
the organization continued to maintain its position as a vital member of
the community, whose impact can be felt by many. The Browns contrib-
ute to causes which focus on citizenship, education, health & wellness
and youth football, while also partnering with others who share the same
desire. Holmgren also is leading the Browns’ charge as the club serves
as the catalyst for the development of Cleveland’s Lakefront District.

Holmgren came to the Browns with a remarkable résumé as an NFL head
coach, one which included 14 winning seasons in 17 overall campaigns,
12 playoff berths, eight division championships, three Super Bowl ap-
pearances and one Super Bowl title. His 174 combined victories in the
regular season and playoffs rank as the 11th-most in NFL history.

Most recently, Holmgren was the head coach of the Seattle Seahawks
from 1999-2008. He guided the club to a 10-year regular season record
of 86-74 (.538), giving him the most victories of any coach in that fran-
chise’s history. His crowning achievement in Seattle occurred in 2005,
when the Seahawks posted a regular season record of 13-3, captured the
NFC West title and went on to play in Super Bowl XL before falling to
Pittsburgh, 21-10.

In Holmgren's 10 seasons at the helm of the Seahawks, the club advanced
to the playoffs on six occasions, two more times than they did in the pre-
vious 23 years of existence. In fact, Holmgren’s first year with the club
resulted in a 9-7 record and the AFC West title, marking the team’s first
winning record since 1990, and its initial playoff appearance and divisional
crown since 1988.

Holmgren originally came to the Seahawks as Executive Vice President/
General Manager & Head Coach on January 9, 1999. Following the 2002
season, he decided to focus solely on coaching, relinquishing his duties
as general manager.

Before joining Seattle, Holmgren experienced a tremendous seven-year
run as head coach of the Green Bay Packers from 1992-98. His first
season saw the Packers post a 9-7 record, a five-game improvement from
the year prior to his arrival. Just twice in the previous 19 years before
Holmgren'’s tenure had the Packers produced winning records. By year
two of Holmgren’s stint, Green Bay found itself not only in the playoffs,
but winners of an NFC Wild Card game over Detroit. During his tenure in
Green Bay, the Packers compiled a regular season record of 75-37 (.670),
tying them with Dallas for the second-most victories in the NFL over this
seven-year stretch (San Francisco, 85). Including the playoffs, Holmgren’s
teams compiled a record of 84-42 (.667), giving him the third-most wins
of any coach in the Packers’ storied history, trailing only Hall of Famers
Curly Lambeau (212-106-21) and Vince Lombardi (98-30-4). Holmgren's
winning percentage of .667 is second-best, trailing only the mark of .758
by Lombardi.

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Holmgren’s postseason success in Green Bay was equally as impres-
sive. He led the Packers to the playoffs in each of his final six seasons,
as they advanced to at least the Divisional round on five occasions,
including three trips to the NFC Championship Game. The 1996 sea-
son marked the return of the Lombardi Trophy to Green Bay, as the
Packers posted a 13-3 regular season record and marched through the
playoffs, culminating in a 35-21 win over New England in Super Bowl
XXXI. Green Bay also reached the Super Bowl the following year before
falling to Denver, 31-24.  Holmgren’s 1996 club led the league in both
points scored (team-record 456) and points allowed (210), one of only
12 teams in NFL history to accomplish the feat and the first since the
1972 Miami Dolphins.

By winning at least one postseason game in five consecutive seasons
(1993-97), Holmgren is one of only three coaches in NFL history to have
achieved the feat, along with John Madden (Oakland, 1973-77) and Bill
Belichick (New England, 2003-07). In addition, Holmgren is one of only
five head coaches in NFL history to lead two different franchises to the
Super Bowl, joining Don Shula (Baltimore, Miami), Bill Parcells (N.Y. Gi-
ants, New England), Dan Reeves (Denver, Atlanta) and Dick Vermeil
(Philadelphia, St. Louis).

Holmgren joined the NFL head coaching fraternity with pedigree on his
side, having tutored under Hall of Famer Bill Walsh with the San Fran-
cisco 49ers, while Holmgren was an assistant from 1986-91 (1986-88
under Walsh). Holmgren's first three years by the Bay were spent as
quarterbacks coach, while he served as offensive coordinator/quarter-
backs coach over the final three seasons. In those six years, the 49ers
boasted five NFC West titles and a pair of Super Bowl championships.

Overall in 23 seasons as both an assistant and head coach in the NFL,
Holmgren has been a part of teams that have put together a composite
regular season record of 232-134-1 (.634), reached double-digit win
totals on 13 occasions, earned 17 postseason trips and made five Super
Bowl appearances, winning three.

Holmgren got his startin the coaching profession in 1971 as an assistant
at his alma mater, Lincoln High School in San Francisco, where he also
taught history. He then spent the next nine years (1972-80) as a teacher
and assistant coach at the prep level (Sacred Heart HS-San Francisco,
1972-74; Oak Grove HS-San Jose, 1975-80) before breaking into the
collegiate ranks, as offensive coordinator/quarterbacks coach at San

Francisco State in 1981. He then moved on to BYU in 1982, and spent
the next four years as the Cougars’ quarterbacks coach.

In his coaching career, Holmgren has worked with a pair of Hall of Fame
quarterbacks in Joe Montana (49rs, 1986-91) and Steve Young (BYU,
1982-83; 49ers, 1987-91), as well as a future Hall of Famer in Brett Favre
(Green Bay, 1992-98). In addition, two other quarterbacks who went on to
eam Pro Bow! status tutored under Holmgren, including Mark Brunell (Green
Bay, 1993-94) and Matt Hasselbeck (Green Bay, 1998; Seattle, 2001-08).

In addition to Holmgren's tutelage of players, nine of his former assistant
coaches - either in Green Bay or Seattle — have gone on to become an
NFL head coach.

Holmgren’s football acumen is highly regarded in league circles as he
served on the NFL's prestigious Competition Committee from 1996-98
and 2002-2005. He co-chaired the Committee during his first stint. He
is currently a member of the Competition Committee’s sub-committee.

A San Francisco native, Holmgren played quarterback at Lincoln High
School, where he was named the “Prep Athlete of the Year” in 1965. He
went on to play at USC from 1966-69 before being selected by the St.
Louis Cardinals in the eighth round of the 1970 NFL Draft. He went to
training camp with both the Cardinals and Jets in 1970 and earned his
Bachelor of Science Degree from USC.

Mike and his wife, Kathy, have been extremely involved in community
endeavors in each of their NFL cities. Among the list of organizations
they have supported are Medical Teams International and Salvation Army.
In the short time they have been in Cleveland, they have helped create
awareness for local hunger relief needs as well as creating awareness
for Haiti Relief efforts, as Mike personally delivered items and donations
to reach those in need thousands of miles away. Earlier this year, he was
selected to the Board of Directors of the United Way of Greater Cleveland.
As a breast cancer survivor, Kathy Holmgren can be found actively sup-
porting the cause with Mike by her side. Together with his leadership and
their combined passion for community service, the Holmgren's commit-
ment to others creates pride amongst us all.

Mike and Kathy have four daughters-twins Calla and Jenny, Emily and
Gretchen, four granddaughters, Emma, Emerson, Mary and Isabell and
three grandsons, Luke, Michael and Samuel.

Tom Heckert was named the Browns’ general manager on January 11,
2010. He joined the club after spending the previous nine seasons with
the Philadelphia Eagles (2001-09), including the final four as General
Manager (2006-09).

In Heckert's first year running Cleveland's draft, three of the team’s
top four draft choices finished the season as starters. Cornerback Joe
Haden (1st round) and safety T.J. Ward (2a) were consensus all-rookie
selections. In addition, three other rookies - including a pair of draft
choices - were on the 53-man squad at season’s end.

Heckert first went to the Eagles as Director of Player Personnel in 2001
before being promoted to Vice President of Player Personnel in 2003.
He joined the Eagles following a 10-year stint with the Miami Dolphins
(1991-2000), spending his first nine seasons there as both a pro and
college scout. Heckert also served as the Dolphins’ Assistant Director of
Pro Personnel/College Scout in 1999 before being promoted to Director
of Pro Personnel in 2000.

During Heckert's tenure with the Eagles, the team drafted or acquired 10
players who would go on to earn Pro Bow status, including kicker David
Akers, defensive lineman Trent Cole, wide receiver DeSean Jackson,
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offensive lineman Jason Peters, cornerback Asante Samuel and fullback
Leonard Weaver, all of whom were selected to the Pro Bowl in Heckert's
final season in Philadelphia. Of the 22 Eagles starters at the end of the
2009 season, 13 were draft choices of the team during Heckert's tenure
while two more were signed as undrafted free agents. In fact, three players
from the club’s 2009 draft class were among the 13.

Over the course of Heckert's 20-year NFL career, the teams with which
he has been associated have experienced 14 winning seasons, won
eight division titles and made 14 postseason trips, including six Confer-
ence Championship game appearances (1992, 2001-04, 2008 seasons),
in addition to representing the NFC at Super Bowl XXXIX following the
2004 season.

In his career, Heckert has had the opportunity to work for three of the
most successful head coaches in NFL history, including Hall of Famer Don
Shula, Jimmy Johnson and Andy Reid.

Heckert was appointed by the NFL to the College Advisory Committee
in 2003, which advises college football juniors on their draft status. He
was named to the General Managers Advisory Committee in 2008, which
consults Commissioner Roger Goodell and the NFL foothall operations
department on key issues regarding player development, scouting and
technology.

A native of Adrian, Michigan, Heckert spent two seasons as an assistant
coach at his alma mater, Hillsdale (Mich.) College, where he also played
defensive back. A second generation NFL executive, his father, Tom, spent
26 years in the NFL player personnel ranks, with his final 19 seasons as
part of the Dolphins’ personnel department before retiring following the
2007 season. His father also spent five seasons as the Midwest scout for
the Cleveland Browns from 1982-86.

Tom has a son, Griffin, and a daughter, Madison.

Bryan Wiedmeier s in his second season with the Browns after joining the
organization on January 11, 2010. He came to the club following a 29-year
tenure with the Miami Dolphins. Having worked in virtually all aspects of
an organization during his 30 years in the NFL, Wiedmeier is one of the
most experienced and respected executives in league circles. He works
closely with team President Mike Holmgren and oversees business opera-
tions, football administration and League affairs for the Browns.

Wiedmeier's NFL career began in 1981 when he was hired by Dolphins
Founder Joe Robbie. Wiedmeier was later named Assistant General
Manager by Robbie in December 1989. Under owner H. Wayne Huiz-
enga, Wiedmeier served in ascending executive capacities and was re-
sponsible for club business operations, labor and football administration.
He was named President & COO by Huizenga in January 2006.

Gil Haskell is in his second season with the Browns, having been named
Senior Advisor to the President on February 10, 2010.

Haskell owns a wealth of football knowledge, having coached on hoth the
collegiate and professional levels for more than 30 years. Prior to joining
the Browns, he spent nine seasons with the Seattle Seahawks (2000-08),
with his first seven campaigns as offensive coordinator (2000-06) and
the final two as assistant head coach/offensive coordinator (2007-08). In
2005, the Seahawks finished the season ranked second in total offense
as they advanced to Super Bowl XL. During Haskell's tenure in Seattle,
the Seahawks captured four NFC West titles (2004-07) and advanced to
the postseason five consecutive times (2003-07). In addition, quarter-
back Matt Hasselbeck was selected to the Pro Bowl on three occasions
as he posted a record of 58-45 as a starter.

Before joining the Seahawks, Haskell was the offensive coordinator of
the Carolina Panthers for two seasons (1998-99), where his offense fin-
ished the 1999 season ranked sixth overall in the NFL. That year, the
Panthers produced two 1,000-yard receivers while quarterback Steve
Beuerlein earned the only Pro Bowl selection of his 14-year career as
he threw for 4,436 yards and 36 touchdowns, and put together a passer
rating of 94.6

Wiedmeier has been active in League affairs for nearly two decades,
representing his club in National Football League matters and serving
on NFL committees and working groups. He is an original member of the
NFL Management Council's Working Club Executive Committee and NFL
Player Insurance Trust.

During Wiedmeier's time with the Dolphins, the team recorded 20 winning
seasons and qualified for the playoffs on 14 occasions, including eight
division titles, four AFC Championship games and a pair of Super Bowl
appearances.

Inhis NFL career, Wiedmeier has had the unique opportunity to work for
or with five men who have led teams to championships as a head coach
either at the NFL or collegiate level. This group includes Hall of Famer
Don Shula, Jimmy Johnson, Nick Saban, Bill Parcells and Mike Holmgren.

Wiedmeier earned his J.D. from the University of Miami School of Law
and is a member of the Florida Bar. He played center for Carroll College
in Montana, where he earned his business degree and served as team
captain his senior year. He was a sophomore starter on the undefeated
1978 Hall of Fame team.

Bryan and his wife, Mary K., have five children, Lauren, Victoria, John,
Danielle and Matthew.

Haskell also spent six years with the Green Bay Packers, coaching both
running backs (1992-94) and wide receivers (1995-97). During Haskell's
time in Green Bay, the Packers won three NFC Central titles (1995-97),
made five postseason trips (1993-97), and appeared in two Super Bowls
(1996-97) with one Super Bow title (1996). Tutoring the team’s wide re-
ceivers for his final three years with the Packers, Haskell helped develop
a pair of young receivers in Robert Brooks and Antonio Freeman, who
combined for three 1,000-yard receiving seasons during this time, as both
surpassed the plateau in 1997.

Haskell entered the NFL coaching ranks in 1983, spending nine seasons
with the Los Angeles Rams (1983-91), leading the special teams (1983-
86), running backs (1987-90) and tight ends/special teams units (1991). As
a member of the Rams’ coaching staff, the team won the NFC West title
in 1985 and made two NFC Championship game appearances, in 1985
and 1989. With Haskell as special teams coach, punt retuner Henry El-
lard compiled a 12.9-yard average and scored four touchdowns following
his first four years (1983-86), making him the NFL's all-time leading punt
returner after the ‘86 campaign.

Before joining the Rams, Haskell spent five seasons at the University of
Southern California (1978-82) coaching wide receivers and special teams.
In his first season at USC, the Trojans posted a 12-1 record and captured
the 1978 NCAA National Championship, based on the UPI Coaches Poll.
He joined the Trojans’ staff following a nine-year stint at St. Ignatius High
School (1969-77) in San Francisco, Calif., where he spent his final five
seasons as the team’s head coach. As a youth, Haskell spent 22 years
working in a variety of roles within the San Francisco 49ers organization,
as his late uncle, Dr. William O'Grady, was part owner of the team. A native
of San Francisco, Haskell and his wife, Nancy, have four grown daugh-
ters, Paula, Patty, Jenny and Julie and four granddaughters, Avery, Ryan,
Kelsey and Isabella.

Fred Nance was named to the Browns' staff on December 8, 2009.

In addition to representing the Browns and handling other client respon-
sibilities, Nance remains as the Regional Managing Partner for the in-
ternational law firm, Squire, Sanders & Dempsey (US) LLP, where he
recently completed his second four-year term on the firm's seven person
Management Committee and has practiced for more than 30 years. He
spearheads the firm's sports and entertainment practice and is highly
regarded as an outstanding trial lawyer.

Nance has had a longstanding involvement with the National Football
League, including leading the negotiation of a series of agreements with

the NFL guaranteeing the return of the Browns to Cleveland. In 2006,
Nance was selected from among several hundred candidates as one of
five finalists for the position of Commissioner of the National Football
League, becoming the first minority candidate in history to reach the final
round of competition for Commissioner of a major league sport.

Born and raised in Cleveland, Nance recently completed a term as Chair-
man of the Greater Cleveland Partnership, the nation’s largest Chamber
of Commerce, and holds trustee positions with the Cleveland Clinic, the 50
Club of Cleveland and the Cleveland Foundation, among others.

He is a National Advisory Board Member of the National Association of
Black Sports Professionals (NABSP) and is a member of the Black En-
tertainment & Sports Lawyers Association (BESLA). In 2008, Nance was
awarded the Distinguished American of the Year Award by the National
Football Foundation, Northeastern Ohio Chapter.

Nance has been with Squire, Sanders & Dempsey L.L.P. since his gradu-
ation from the University of Michigan law school. He attended Harvard
University as an undergraduate. He resides in Cleveland with his wife,
Jakki, daughter, Melanie and son, Ricky.

Pat Shurmur was named the 13th full-time head coach in Browns history
on January 13, 2011.

Shurmur’s résumé includes 23 years of coaching experience, including
12 in the NFL. In those 12 seasons, he has been a part of teams that
have qualified for the playoffs seven times, won five division crowns and
posted one Super Bowl appearance.

Prior coming to the Browns, Shurmur spent the previous two seasons
(2009-10) as the offensive coordinator with the St. Louis Rams. He
helped the Rams improve to a 7-9 record following a 1-15 season in
2009, the second-higgest turnaround in the league last year. In 2010, he
guided St. Louis’ offense to improvements in nearly every category in-
cluding total yards, time of possession and third-down percentage, while
they also scored 114 more points than the previous year. In addition,
the Rams committed just 21 turnovers in 2010, tied for the ninth-lowest
total in the NFL.

Shurmur helped mold quarterback Sam Bradford, the top pick in the 2010
draft, as Bradford set NFL rookie records for completions (354) and at-
tempts (590), while his 3,512 passing yards were the second-most by a
rookie in league history, trailing only Peyton Manning's 3,739 in 1998.
Bradford's 18 touchdown passes tied for fifth-most among rookies in NFL
history. During a midseason stretch, he set an NFL rookie record with 174
consecutive attempts without an interception.

Along with starting a rookie quarterback, the team'’s second-round pick,
Rodger Saffold, was the only NFL rookie to start all 16 games at left
tackle in 2010. The Rams allowed just 34 sacks despite attempting the
fifth-most passing plays in the NFL last season, which placed the team
12th in the league in sacks per pass play.

In addition, Rams running back Steven Jackson was selected to the NFC
Pro Bowl squad hoth years under Shurmur. Jackson claimed the NFC
rushing title in 2009 with 1,416 yards, and his rushing totals each of the
past two seasons (1,241 in 2010) represent two of the three highest rush-
ing figures of his seven-year NFL career.

Before joining the Rams, Shurmur spent 10 seasons with the Philadel-
phia Eagles (1999-2008). He served as the team’s quarterbacks coach
from 2002-08 and helped Donovan McNabb to three Pro Bowl selections

during his tenure. In 2008, McNabb set Eagles single-season records with
345 completions and 3,916 passing yards.

In 2004, Shurmur guided McNabb to the most productive season of his
career, as he set franchise records in passer rating (104.7) and completion
percentage (64.0). McNabb also became the first quarterback in NFL his-
tory with 30-plus touchdown passes (31) and fewer than 10 interceptions
(8) in a single season.

During his first season as quarterbacks coach, Shurmur turned to third-
string quarterback A.J. Feeley following injuries to McNabb and Koy Det-
mer. Despite not having started a game in three years, since his junior
season at Oregon, Feeley helped the Eagles post a 4-1 record, as they
won the NFC East and advanced to the NFC title game. Shurmur faced
another quarterback injury in 2006 and turned to backup Jeff Garcia, who
helped the club to a 5-1 record and led Philadelphia into the Divisional
round of the playoffs.

Shurmur’s first three seasons in Philadelphia (1999-2001) were spent as
tight ends coach, where he developed three-time Pro Bowler Chad Lewis.
From 2000-01, Lewis combined for 110 receptions, 1,157 receiving yards
and nine touchdowns. His reception total ranked fourth among all NFL tight
ends during that two-year span, while he was tied for fourth in touchdowns
and fifth in receiving yards.

Before joining the Eagles, Shurmur spent the 1998 season at Stanford
University as offensive line coach. That year, the Cardinal offensive line
allowed the fewest sacks per pass attempt in the Pac-10 and helped first-
year quarterback Todd Husak become only the third quarterback in school
history to throw for more than 3,000 yards.

Prior to Stanford, Shurmur instructed the tight ends, special teams and of-
fensive line at Michigan State University from 1990-97. The Spartans sent
three tight ends (Ty Hallock, Duane Young and Mitch Lyons) to the NFL
under Shurmur’s guidance, and kick returner Derrick Mason set a school
career record with 2,575 return yards.

Afour-year letterman at Michigan State, Shurmur earned All-Big Ten con-
ference honors and All-America honorable mention accolades as a senior
in 1987. He played guard and linebacker as a freshman and started at
center the next three seasons. He served as co-captain as a senior when
the Spartans defeated USC in the Rose Bowl. He eamed a master’s de-
gree in financial administration and was the first graduate student football
player at the University.

Anative of Dearborn, Mich., who attended Divine Child High School, Shur-
mur comes from a football background. His uncle, the late Fritz Shurmur,
coached in the NFL for 24 years and served as the Green Bay Packers’
defensive coordinator from 1994-98, helping that club win two NFC Cham-
pionships and Super Bowl XXXI.

Shurmur and his wife, Jennifer, have four children, daughters Allyson,
Erica and Claire, and a son, Kyle.

Dick Jauron was named the Browns’ defensive coordinator on January
21, 2011. He brings 26 years of NFL coaching experience, including 10
as a head coach.

Jauron spent 2010 with the Philadelphia Eagles as senior assistant/de-
fensive backs coach. He guided the Eagles secondary as Philadelphia
finished third in the NFL with 23 interceptions, including an NFC-high
seven hy cornerback Asante Samuel, who earned a Pro Bowl selection.

Prior to Philadelphia, Jauron spent four seasons (2006-09) as the head
coach of the Buffalo Bills, which followed a two-year stint with the Detroit
Lions. He joined the Detroit Lions’ staff in 2004 as defensive coordinator
before serving as the interim head coach for the final five games of the
2005 season. Under Jauron’s tutelage, defensive lineman Shaun Rogers
earned the first two Pro Bowl selections of his career and defensive back
Dre’ Bly was tabbed as a Pro Bowler in 2004.

Jauron was head coach of the Chicago Bears from 1999-2003 and was
named the 2001 Associated Press NFL Coach of the Year. That season,
the Bears’ defense ranked first in the NFL in points allowed (203) and

second in rushing yards allowed (82.1 pg) en route to a 13-3 record and
their first NFC Central Division Championship since 1990.

Prior to his stintin Chicago, Jauron served as the defensive coordinator for
the expansion Jacksonville Jaguars from 1995-98, helping lead the team to
three playoff appearances in four years, including the AFC Championship
game in 1996 and the AFC Central Division title in 1998.

Jauron began his coaching career with Buffalo, where he served as a
defensive assistant in 1985 before coaching the defensive backs for the
Green Bay Packers from 1986-94. In Green Bay, he helped mentor Pro
Bowlers Chuck Cecil (1992) and LeRoy Butler (1993).

Jauron was a fourth-round selection of the Detroit Lions in the 1973 NFL
Draft, and was also selected by the St. Louis Cardinals in the 1973 Ma-
jor League Baseball Draft. As a safety, he spent five seasons with Detroit
(1973-77) and four with Cincinnati (1978-81). He was selected to the Pro
Bowl in 1974 as a punt returner after leading the NFC in punt return aver-
age (16.8). He appeared in 100 career regular season games and finished
with 26 interceptions, including two returns for touchdowns.

A two-sport star at Yale University where he eamed a bachelor's degree
in history, Jauron set several school records, including most consecutive
100-yard rushing games (16). He attended Swampscott (Mass.) High
School, where he was named one of the top-10 prep athletes of the 20th
century in the state of Massachusetts by the Boston Globe. He also spent
some of his childhood in Rensselaer, Ind., where his father was the head
coach at St. Joseph's College.

Chris Tabor was named the Browns’ special teams coordinator on Janu-
ary 25, 2011. He brings 18 years of coaching experience between the
high school, college and professional levels, including the last three as
the Chicago Bears’ assistant special teams coach.
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During Tabor's three years working with the Bears’ special teams units,
Chicago consistently ranked among the league leaders in numerous de-
partments. The Bears ranked in the top-five in no less than nine different
special teams categories combined over that three-year period. Chicago
led the NFL in total return yards (6,570) and kickoff return yards (5,415),
posted the second-best kickoff return average (25.1), ranked third in punt
return defense (7.1) and produced the fifth-best punt return average (10.4).
The Bears registered six total kick returns for touchdowns in that time, tied
for the second-most in the league.

Also during Tabor's tenure, the Bears tied for fifth in the league in punts
inside the 20-yard line (90) and tied for seventh in field goal percentage
(86.2). Since 2008, Chicago was one of only six teams in the NFL to allow
one or fewer kick return touchdowns as that total is tied for second in the
league over this span.



Tabor also has helped shape some of the NFL's top return specialists. In
2008, Danieal Manning led the NFL in kickoff retum average (29.7). In
2009, Johnny Knox finished second in the league in kickoff return aver-
age (29.0) and earned a Pro Bowl selection as a kick returner. In 2010,
Devin Hester led the NFL in punt retum average (17.1) and punt retum
touchdowns (3) en route to earning a Pro Bowl nod as a kick returner.

In 2010, the Bears ranked first in the league in punt return average (17.1),
second in kickoff return average (25.4), second in average drive start
after kickoffs (31.5) and ninth in punt retum defense (7.8). The Bears’
special teams unit also ranked fourth in the NFL, based on a composite
formula devised by the Dallas Morning News.

Prior to Chicago, Tabor spent two seasons at Western Michigan Univer-
sity (2006-07) as the running backs and special teams coach. He spent
four seasons at Utah State University, where he was the running backs
and special teams coach in 2005 after being the Aggies’ assistant head
coach in charge of wide receivers from 2002-04.

Tabor coached at Central Methodist College (1995-96) in Fayette, Mo., be-
fore spending four seasons at the University of Missouri. He spent his first
three years with the Tigers as an offensive graduate assistant (1997-99)
before moving into the role of running backs and special teams coach in
2000. He was also the head coach at Culver-Stockton College in Canton,
Mo. in 2001.

From 1993-1994, Tabor built experience at the community college and
high school levels, coaching at Hutchinson (Kansas) Community College
(1994) and Benton High School (1993) in St. Joseph, Mo.

Tabor graduated from Benedictine College in Atchison, Kansas, where he
played four seasons as quarterback. He eamed a master’s degree in edu-
cation from Columbia (Mo.) College.

Dwaine Board was named the Browns’ defensive line coach on January
31,2011,

Board most recently spent the 2009 season as the defensive line coach
of the Oakland Raiders. That season, defensive ends Greg Ellis and
Trevor Scott each led the team with seven sacks, which tied for 13th
in the AFC.

Before joining the Raiders, Board spent six seasons (2003-08) as the
defensive line coach of the Seattle Seahawks. In his first season there,
the team’s run defense rose to 19th in the NFL after finishing last in the
league the previous season. The club also ranked fourth in the NFC and
tied for seventh in the NFL with 41 sacks. The defensive line posted 36
sacks in 2004, and was responsible for 32.5 of the team’s NFL-leading 50
sacks in 2005. That season also saw the Seahawks' defense allow only
one 100-yard rusher and set a franchise-low average by allowing 94.4
rushing yards per game, which ranked fifth in the NFL. The team also
placed second in the NFL by allowing only five rushing touchdowns on
the season. In fact, over a four-year period from 2005-08, the Seahawks
defense ranked second in the NFL with 136 sacks.

Board joined the NFL coaching ranks in 1990 as the defensive line as-
sistant with the San Francisco 49ers after a successful 10-year playing ca-
reer. He was promoted to defensive line coach in 1994. In 1998, the 49ers’
defense ranked second in the NFL with 51 sacks, led by defensive end
Chris Doleman’s team-leading 15, which were third-most in the league.
During his 20 seasons as a coach, Board has tutored 10 Pro Bowlers,
including Dana Stubblefield, who was named 1997 NFL Defensive Player
of the Year when he posted a career-high 15 sacks, and Bryant Young,
who was selected to four Pro Bowls and was named 1999 NFL Comeback
Player of the Year under Board's direction.

Afifth-round (137th overall) draft choice of the Pittsburgh Steelers in the
1979 NFL Draft, Board was released by the Steelers and joined the 49ers
as a rookie, where he registered a team-leading seven sacks. He played
with San Francisco from 1979-88, and retired in 1988 after joining the
New Orleans Saints for the final four games of that season. Board tallied
double-digit sack totals each year from 1983-85, including a career-high 13
in 1983.

Gary Brown enters his third season as the Browns’ running backs coach,
after being named to the post on February 17, 2009.

In 2010, Brown oversaw a backfield led by Peyton Hillis. Hillis joined
Hall of Famers Jim Brown and Leroy Kelly as the only Browns to record
11 or more rushing touchdowns in a single-season. Hillis ranked among
the league leaders in points scored (tied for third), total touchdowns (tied
for third), receptions by a running back (fourth) first downs (fifth), yards
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from scrimmage (sixth), rushing touchdowns (tied for sixth) and rushing
yards (11th). Hillis became the only player in Browns history to rush for
1,000 yards, record 50 receptions and score 10 total touchdowns in the
same season and he eclipsed the 100-yard rushing mark in five contests.

In Brown’s first season tutoring the team’s running backs, Jerome Harrison
led the club with 862 yards rushing, after he had amassed 448 yards in his
first three NFL seasons combined. He rushed for 570 yards and five touch-
downs on 113 carries (5.0) over the final four games, the second-highest
total in the NFL over the final quarter of the season. His total included a
Browns single-game record 286 yards at Kansas City on December 20, as
he snapped Jim Brown’s previous club mark.

As a team, the Browns averaged 4.2-yards per rush attempt in 2009 and
4.0 last season, the first time the club has averaged 4.0 or better in con-
secutive seasons since 2002-03.

Brown owned six years of collegiate coaching experience upon joining
Cleveland, having coached running backs and served as an offensive
coordinator at that level. Brown spent the 2008 season as the running



backs coach at Rutgers University, where he helped the Scarlet Knights
to an 8-5 mark and a victory in the Papajohns.com Bowl. Under Brown’s
tutelage, the trio of Kordell Young, Jourdan Brooks and Joe Martinek
combined for 1,474 rushing yards, a 4.9-yard average per attempt and
15 rushing touchdowns in 2008.

Prior to joining the Rutgers staff, Brown spent the previous two seasons
(2006-07) as offensive coordinator at Susquehanna University. In 2007,
while under the guidance of Brown, Crusaders sophomore running back
Dave Paveletz produced the second-highest single-season rushing total
in program history and was named first-team All-Liberty League.

Brown got his start in the coaching profession immediately following an
eight-year NFL career as a player when he served as the offensive co-
ordinator at Williamsport (Pa.) Area High School from 2000-02. He then
broke into the college ranks as the running backs coach at Lycoming
College (2003-05).

In addition to his collegiate positions, Brown also helped coach the run-
ning backs at New York Giants training camp in 2005, then worked with

the Green Bay Packers in 2006 and Carolina Panthers in 2007 as part of
the NFL's Minority Coaching Fellowship program.

Brown enjoyed a solid four-year career at Penn State (1987-90), and as
a sophomore in 1988, he led the Nittany Lions in rushing yards with 689
yards and six touchdowns on 136 carries (5.1 avg.)

A native of Williamsport, Pa., Brown played eight seasons in the NFL
(1991-95, 1997-99) after being selected in the eighth round of the 1991
Draft by the Houston Oilers. In his career, he played for the Oilers (1991-
95), Chargers (1997) and Giants (1998-99). During that time he ran for
4,300 yards and 21 touchdowns on 1,023 carries and caught 84 passes
for 631 yards and three scores in 99 games. He rushed for 1,000 yards
twice, including 1,002 in 1993 and 1,063 yards in 1998. His feat in 1993
was accomplished while playing in just eight games.

Brown went on to earn his degree in sports administration from Lock Ha-
ven University in 2005. He and his wife, Kim, have two daughters, Malena
and Dorianna, and a son, Tre.

Chuck Bullough was named the Browns’ defensive assistant coach on
February 14, 2011.

Bullough most recently spent the previous five years at UCLA as the
linebackers coach (2006-08) and defensive coordinator (2009-10). He
helped guide three true freshman to the All-Pac 10 Conference All-Fresh-
man team in 2010. In 2009, he coached three first team All-Americans,
four first team All-Pac 10 honorees and the league player of the year.
That same year, the Bruins’ defense led the Pac-10 Conference in take-
aways (30), tackles for loss (8.15 pg) and red zone points allowed.

Before joining the Bruins’ staff, Bullough spent one season at Westem
Michigan University (2005) as the Broncos’ linebackers coach. That sea-
son, he tutored linebacker Ameer Ismail, who eamed first team All-Mid-
American Conference honors by recording 20 tackles for loss, which tied
for sixth nationally, and notching eight sacks. Bullough spent the 2004
season coaching linebackers and special teams at Lake Forest College.

Bullough'’s first stop in the NFL coaching ranks came with the Chicago
Bears, where he spent the 1999-2003 seasons. During his time with

the Bears, he was the assistant linebackers coach (1999-01), assistant
defensive line coach (2002) and assistant secondary coach (2003), while
also assisting with special teams all five seasons. Under his tutelage, Jerry
Azumah, Glyn Milburn, Larry Whigham and Brian Urlacher each eamed

Drafted by Philadelphia in the eighth round (214th
overall) of the 1992 NFL Draft, he spent three seasons with the Miami
Dolphins (1993-95) and attended training camp with the Eagles (1992) and
Indianapolis Colts (1996). Bullough began his coaching career at his alma
mater in 1997, spending one season assisting the defensive backs (1997)
and another assisting the offensive line (1998).

A second generation NFL player and coach, Bullough's father, Hank, was
amember of Michigan State’s 1952 National Championship team and was
later a fifth-round draft choice of the Green Bay Packers in 1955.

Bill Davis was named the Browns’ linebackers coach on January 31,
2011. He re-joins the Browns' staff after previously serving as defensive
quality control coach during the 1999 season.

Most recently, he spent the last four seasons with the Arizona Cardinals,
first as linebackers coach from 2007-08 and then as defensive coordi-
nator from 2009-10. He helped guide safety Adrian Wilson to Pro Bow
selections in 2009 and 2010 and defensive tackle Damell Dockett, Antrel
Rolle and Dominique Rodgers-Cromartie to the honor in 2009. In Davis'
first year as defensive coordinator, his unit allowed 325 points, the fifth-
lowest total for the franchise since the NFL went to a 16-game schedule
in 1978. The Cardinals also tallied 21 interceptions, the team’s highest
figure since 1994.

Steve Hagen is going into his seventh season on the Browns' staff and
his third as part of his second tour of duty with the club. Before re-joining
the team in 2009 as tight ends coach, he was a member of the staff
from 2001-04.

Under Hagen’s guidance, Benjamin Watson led the Browns with 68
catches for 763 yards and three touchdowns last season. His reception
total was 10th in the AFC, led all AFC tight ends and was fifth among NFL
tight ends. In addition, it was the sixth-highest total ever by a Browns tight
end. Watson's yardage figure was second-most among AFC tight ends,
fifth among NFL tight ends and was eighth-highest figure by a tight end in
Browns annals. He was the first tight end to lead the Browns in receiving
yards since 1985, when Hall of Famer Ozzie Newsome accomplished the
feat with 711 yards.

Hagen returned to the Browns in 2009 with 20 years of experience as
a coach at the collegiate level, most recently at the University of North
Carolina, where he tutored the tight ends for the previous two seasons. In
2008, the Tar Heels secured a record of 8-5 as they went on to play in the
Meineke Car Care Bowl, the schools first bowl appearance in four years.
Prior to that, he was the offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach at
Fresno State University for one season (2006).
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In his first stint with Cleveland, Hagen spent time as both the tight ends
coach (2001-03) and quarterbacks coach (2004).

Prior to his work in the NFL, Hagen was the offensive coordinator and
quarterbacks coach at the University of California from 1999-2000. He
spent two seasons at San Jose State University as offensive coordinator,
quarterbacks coach and recruiting coordinator (1997-98). He previously
served as the head coach at Wartburg (lowa) College in 1996, guiding
the team to a 7-3 record, as the school ranked eighth in Division IIl in
total offense.

Jerome Henderson enters his third season as the Browns' defensive
backs coach after being named to the post on January 22, 2009.

In 2010, Henderson was instrumental in the development of corner-
back Joe Haden and safety T.J. Ward, both of whom were consensus
all-rookie selections. Despite starting just seven games, Haden led the
team with six interceptions, a figure that tied for fourth in the AFC and fifth
inthe NFL. It also was the second-highest figure among NFL rookies in
2010. Haden's total also tied for the fourth-highest single-season figure
by a Browns rookie and were the most since 2001. Ward started all
16 games, becoming the first Browns rookie defensive back to do that
since Antonio Langham in 1994. In addition, Ward led the team with

105 tackles on defense, a figure that ranked first among all NFL rookies
last year. He became the first rookie to lead the Browns in defensive
tackles since 1999.

Prior to joining the Browns, Henderson spent the previous two seasons as
amember of the New York Jets' staff. Under Henderson’s guidance as de-
fensive backs coach in 2008, cornerback Darrelle Revis earned a Pro Bow!
berth after leading the team with five interceptions. In 2007, Henderson
split duties as an assistant defensive backs coach and director of player
development. He first joined the Jets in 2006 as the director of player de-
velopment after serving as vice president of HomeBanc Mortgage Corp. in
Raleigh, N.C. from 2002-05.

Henderson played eight seasons as a defensive back in the NFL after New
England made him a second-round draft choice in 1991.

Kent Johnston was named the Browns'’ strength and conditioning coach
on January 27, 2010.

Ray Rhodes was named the Browns’ senior assistant - defense on Feb-
ruary 14, 2011. He comes to the club with 30 years of experience coach-
ing in the NFL, including five seasons as a head coach.

He spent the past three seasons with the Houston Texans, serving first
as assistant defensive backs coach in 2008 before spending the last two
seasons as senior defensive assistant. Rhodes had on emphasis on the
safety position and helped Bernard Pollard (2009) and Troy Nolan (2010)
each tie for the team lead in interceptions.
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Prior to Houston, Rhodes spent five seasons with the Seattle Seahawks as
defensive coordinator (2003-05) and special projects/defense (2006-07).
In 2005, his role was limited due to illness, but he maintained his involve-
ment with the defense as the group led the NFL in sacks (50), finished sec-
ond in red zone defense (40.4%), ranked second in rushing touchdowns
allowed (5), yielded just one 100-yard rusher and saw rookie linebacker
Lofa Tatupu earn a trip to the Pro Bowl.

Rhodes also served as the defensive coordinator in Washington (2000)
and Denver (2001-02). In his lone season with the Redskins, the team
ranked in the top ten in the NFL in numerous categories including net pass-
ing yards (2nd, 163.6 ypg), total net yards (4th, 279.6 ypg), points allowed
(7th, 16.8 pg) and sacks (8th, 45). In addition, Champ Bailey and Marco
Coleman earn Pro Bowl nods. In his first season with the Broncos, he
guided Deltha O'Neal, Trevor Pryce and Al Wilson to Pro Bowl selections
as the team finished in the top ten in the NFL in turnovers forced (5t,
37), net rushing yards (6th, 93.3 ypg) and total net yards (8th, 298.4 ypg).

Before leading the Redskins’ defense, Rhodes spent the previous four
seasons as a head coach in the NFL. From 1995-98 he served in this



capacity with the Philadelphia Eagles. In his first year there, he earned
NFL Coach of Year honors after guiding the Eagles to a 10-6 mark and
an appearance in the NFC Divisional Round of the playoffs. The team
sported an identical 10-6 mark the following year (1996) as they qualified
for an NFC Wild Card berth. Rhodes is the only head coach in Eagles
history to lead the team to playoff appearances in his first two years with
the team. Following his four-year stint in Philadelphia, Rhodes was the
head coach in Green Bay in 1999, as he led the Packers to an 8-8 record.

Rhodes got his start in the NFL with the 49ers as assistant secondary
coach from 1981-82 before coaching defensive backs from 1983-91.
He spent two seasons as defensive coordinator in Green Bay (1992-93)
before returning to San Francisco as defensive coordinator in 1994. In
1993, the Packers ranked seventh in the NFL in pass defense (181.3
ypg), eighth in rush defense (98.9 ypg) and tied for third in sacks (46).
In 1994, he helped the 49ers capture Super Bowl XXIX as they were

second in the league in rush defense (83.6 ypg), sixth in points allowed
(18.5 pg) and tied for fifth in turnovers forced (35). Merton Hanks, Tim
McDonald, Deion Sanders and Dana Stubblefield all eamed Pro Bowl
honors that year.

Rhodes spent two seasons as a running back at Texas Christian University
(1969-70) before transferring to the University of Tulsa (1972-73). He was
a 10th round draft selection by the New York Giants in 1974 and played
wide receiver for his first three NFL seasons (1974-76), before switching
to defensive back for the final four years of his career (1977-80). Overall,
Rhodes appeared in 97 regular season contests and in 1975, he led the
NFC with an average of 20.7 yards per reception.

George Warhop is entering his third year of service as the offensive line
coach with the Browns and his 16th overall in the NFL.

Browns organization. He also manages Shurmur’s off-the-field activity, in-
cluding various foothall operations, practice administration, player and staff
communication, scheduling and personal requests. In addition to his duties
for Shurmur, Steckel works with the defensive staff by assisting with the
playbook composition, scouting reports, film breakdown and practice drills.

Steckel was a three-year letterman as a linebacker at Princeton University
(2004-06) where he eamed a Bachelor’s degree in Political Economy with a
concentration in American Politics. As a senior, he served as team captain
and aided the Tigers to a 9-1 record and the Ivy League Championship.

Born in Boston, Mass., Steckel attended Brentwood (Tenn.) High School,
where he helped the team to the 5A State Championship as team captain
during his senior season. His father, Les, was a coach for 32 years with
23 of them in the NFL, including the 1984 season as the head coach of
the Minnesota Vikings.

In Warhop's two years with the team, left tackle Joe Thomas has been vot-
ed to the AFC Pro Bowl squad both times, while he also has been chosen
to numerous All-Pro teams each year. Center Alex Mack was a consensus
all-rookie selection in 2009 and was selected to the AFC Pro Bowl roster
and Sports lllustrated's All-Pro team last year. It marked the first time since
the 1981 Pro Bowl that at least two Browns offensive linemen were chosen
to the Pro Bowl. Mack has started each of the first 32 games of his career,
and when he opened all 16 games at center in 2009, he became the first
Browns rookie to do that since Steve Everitt in 1993, and just the fifth
NFL rookie to accomplish the feat since 1998. In 2010, the offensive line
helped pave the way for running back Peyton Hillis, who rushed for 1,177
yards, the seventh-highest figure in the AFC last year.
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Prior to joining the Browns in 2009, Warhop spent the previous four sea-
sons with the 49ers. In San Francisco, Warhop shaped an offensive
line which paved the way for running back Frank Gore to become the
first player in franchise history with three consecutive 1,000-yard rush-
ing seasons (2006-08). This included a franchise-record 1,695 yards in
2006, a figure which led the NFC that year. In 2007, Warhop oversaw
the development of rookie tackle Joe Staley, who opened all 16 games at
right tackle and became the first rookie offensive lineman in 49ers history
to start all 16 contests. In addition, guard Larry Allen was selected to the
NFC Pro Bowl squad that year.

Warhop joined San Francisco after spending the previous two seasons
(2003-04) with the Dallas Cowboys. In Warhop's two years with the Cow-
boys, tackle Flozell Adams and guard Larry Allen were selected to the
NFC Pro Bowl squad both times.

Warhop got his start in the NFL as an offensive line assistant with the
St. Louis Rams from 1996-97. That catapulted him into the position of

offensive line coach with the Arizona Cardinals in 1998, a spot he held for
the next five years. During his tenure with the Cardinals, Warhop tutored
the group through a steady decline in quarterback sacks allowed from the
78 surrendered in 1997 - the year prior to his arrival - to 50 in 1998, 45 in

Mark Whipple was named the Browns’ quarterbacks coach on January
31,2011,

During his career, he has spent 24 years as a collegiate coach, winning
the 1998 NCAA Division 1-AA National Championship as the head coach
at the University of Massachusetts. In his four seasons as an NFL as-
sistant coach, he has been a member of teams that have made three
playoff appearances, claimed one division title and won a Super Bow.

Whipple most recently spent the 2009-10 seasons as the assistant head
coach/offensive coordinator/quarterbacks coach at the University of Mi-
ami. In 2010, the Hurricanes’ offense totaled 5,493 yards and produced
5,199 yards in 2009, becoming only the eighth and ninth teams in school
history to amass 5,000 yards. During the 2009 season, quarterback
Jacory Harris completed the second-most passes (249), compiled the
fourth-most passing yards (3,352) and posted the sixth-most total touch-
downs (24) in a single-season in school history.
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Prior to joining the Hurricanes staff, Whipple spent the 2008 season as an
offensive assistant with the Philadelphia Eagles. That season, quarterback
Donovan McNabb set single-season franchise records for passing yards
(3,916), completions (345) and attempts (571) en route to leading the club
to an appearance in the NFC Championship game.

Whipple entered the NFL coaching ranks in 2004 with the Pittsburgh Steel-
ers, spending three seasons (2004-06) as the team’s quarterbacks coach.
Under Whipple’s tutelage, in 2004 quarterback Ben Roethlisberger set an
NFL rookie record for completion percentage (66.4%) and passer rating
(98.1%), while becoming the first rookie quarterback in league history to
win his first 13 regular season starts. The following year, he became the
youngest starting quarterback to win a Super Bowl. By leading the Steelers
to an AFC Championship game appearance as a rookie in 2004 and then
winning the Super Bow! following the 2005 season, he became the first
quarterback in NFL history to guide his club to a conference championship
game in each of his first two seasons.

Before joining the Steelers’ staff, Whipple spent six seasons as the head
coach at the University of Massachusetts (1998-2003). As head coach of
the Minutemen, his teams posted an overall record of 49-25 (.662), won
the 1998 NCAA Division 1-AA National Championship and captured two
Atlantic 10 Conference titles. He was named the National Coach of the
Year in 1998 and the Atlantic 10 Coach of the Year in 2003.

Whipple also spent four seasons as the head coach at his alma mater,
Brown University (1994-97), where he led the Bears to a four-year compos-
ite record of 24-16 (.600). He also served six seasons as the head coach



atthe University of New Haven (1988-93), where he guided the Chargers
to a mark of 48-17 (.738).

Whipple began his coaching career in 1980 as a graduate assistant at
St. Lawrence University in Canton, N.Y. He subsequently held collegiate
assistant coaching positions at Union College (1981-82), Brown (1983)
and New Hampshire (1986-87). He held his first professional coaching
position with the Arizona Wranglers of the USFL in 1984.

A three-year letterman at Brown University (1976-78), Whipple was the
Bears' starting quarterback for two seasons (1977-78), leading the team to
a 13-5 record as a starter. In 1976, he was a member of the school's first-
ever lvy League championship team. He was also a four-year letterman on
the Bears’ baseball team. He was inducted into the Brown Athletic Hall of
Fame in 1996. A native of Tarrytown, N.Y., Whipple and his wife, Brenda,
have two sons, Spencer and Austin. Spencer is in his senior season as a
quarterback on the University of Miami football team.

Mike Wilson was named the Browns’ wide receivers coach on January
31,2011,

Wilson spent the 2009-10 seasons as the wide receivers coach of the
Las Vegas Locomotives as the team claimed the UFL championship both
years.

Prior to his stint with the UFL, Wilson spent three seasons with the
Arizona Cardinals, coaching both tight ends (2004) and wide receivers
(2005-06). Wilson oversaw the development of wide receivers Anquan
Boldin and Larry Fitzgerald, both of whom eamed Pro Bowl selections
under his tutelage. In 2005, Fitzgerald set a career-high and tied for the
league lead with 103 receptions, while adding 1,409 receiving yards and
10 touchdowns. Boldin recorded career-bests with 102 receptions and
1,402 receiving yards in 2005, as the duo became only the third pair of
teammates in NFL history to each catch more than 100 passes and top
1,400 receiving yards in the same season. From 2005-06, both players
ranked among the NFL leaders during that span as Boldin recorded 185
receptions (third) and 2,606 receiving yards (third), while Fitzgerald to-
taled 172 receptions (seventh) and 2,355 receiving yards (eighth).

In 2003, Wilson worked with the Washington Redskins’ wide receivers in
training camp through the NFL's Minority Coaching Fellowship program.

Wilson served as the wide receivers coach at the University of Southern
California from 1997-99 before spending four years in private business.
During his time with the Trojans, he helped shape wide receivers Windrell
Hayes, Billy Miller, Larry Parker and R. Jay Soward, all of whom were
NFL draft picks.

Prior to his stint at USC, Wilson spent two seasons with the Oakland Raid-
ers (1995-96) as the wide receivers coach, where he tutored Tim Brown.
During that two-year span, Brown ranked eighth in the NFL with 179 recep-
tions, eighth with 2,446 yards and tied for eighth with 19 touchdowns while
earning Pro Bowl selections both years.

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TEAM HISTORY

The Cleveland Browns have one of the richest traditions
in all of professional football, boasting eight league fitles,
including four in the NFL. In addition, 16 former Browns
have been inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in
Canton, the sixth-most of any NFL franchise.

THE AAFC

The Browns were founded in 1945 as a charter member
of the All-America Foothall Conference (AAFC), under
businessman Arthur B. “Mickey" McBride, who would name
Paul Brown as the team’s general manager and head
coach. The franchise conducted a team naming contest,
and the No. 1 choice was “Browns,” highlighting Paul
Brown's popularity in the area. In addition to Brown, that
first team consisted of future Hall of Famers in center Frank
Gatski, quarterback Otto Graham, offensive tackle/kicker
Lou Groza, receiver Dante Lavelli, fullback Marion Motley
and lineman Bill Willis.

In its first season in the AAFC (1946), the Browns
posted a 12-2 record and went on to defeat the New York
Yankees in the league’s inaugural championship game,
14-9. They were as equally successful off the field, averag-
ing more than 57,000 fans to their home games at Municipal
Stadium. The Browns would go on to claim the AAFC title
in all four years of the league’s existence, including a 15-0
record in 1948.

JOINING THE NFL

In 1950, the Browns were one of only three AAFC teams to
merge with the National Football League, along with the San
Francisco 49ers and Baltimore Colts. Despite joining a more
established league, Cleveland continued its success as they
marched through the 1950 regular season with a 10-2 record
before defeating the New York Giants in the playoffs and the
Los Angeles Rams in the championship game. In fact, the
Browns, appeared in the NFL Championship game in each
of their first seven years in the league (1950-56), coming
away with three titles during that time (1950, 1954-55).

Quarterback Otto Graham guided the Browns to the
championship game in all 10 of his professional seasons,
helping the team capture seven titles (four AAFC and three
NFL). Graham led the AAFC in passing all four years and
led the NFL in passing twice (1953 and 1955), while totaling
23,584 passing yards combined in both leagues.

In 1957, the Browns selected Syracuse running back Jim
Brown with the sixth overall pick of the NFL Draft. Brown
would go on to lead the league in rushing that year with 942
yards in just 12 games as he was named NFL Rookie of
the Year. He helped the Browns back to the NFL title game
that season, although they dropped a 59-14 decision to the
Detroit Lions. The following year, Brown again led the league
in rushing, with 1,527 yards and 27 touchdowns. It marked
one of seven times over the next eight years in which he
rushed for more than 1,100 yards.
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COLLIER TAKES THE HELM

After going consecutive seasons without making the play-
offs for the first time in franchise history (1961-62), Blanton
Collier took over for Paul Brown as head coach in 1963, and
guided the team to a regular season record of 10-4 as they
returned to the postseason, led by Jim Brown’s career-high
1,863 rushing yards. The following year saw the Browns put
together a record of 10-3-1, capped by a 27-0 victory over
Baltimore in the NFL Championship game. The 1964 season
marked the first of three NFL title game appearances for the
Browns over the next five years.

Following the 1965 season, Brown unexpectedly
announced his retirement to pursue an acting career. In his
final year, Brown rushed for 1,544 yards, the third straight
year and eighth time in his nine NFL seasons that he topped
the league’s rushing chart.

Following Brown's retirement, Cleveland could not be
derailed as they qualified for the postseason in three of the
next four years, including two NFL Championship game
appearances (1968-69). Future Hall of Fame running back
Leroy Kelly, an eighth-round draft choice of the team in 1964,
rushed for more than 1,000 yards in three of those seasons
(1966-68).

On September 21, 1970, the Browns became part of his-
tory as they had the distinction of hosting the New York Jets
in the first-ever Monday Night Foothall game, emerging with
a 31-21 victory.

Collier wrapped up his coaching career following the 1970
season. He registered a 76-34-2 (.688) regular season
record and guided the Browns to four NFL Championship
games.

THE “KARDIAC KIDS”

The decade of the 1970s started with the Browns making
two trips to the playoffs in the first three years. Then came a
stretch in which the Browns missed the postseason seven
straight seasons (1973-79). In the final year of that span,
however, the Browns, under the guidance of second-year
Head Coach Sam Rutigliano, put together a record of 9-7
and affectionately earned the nickname of the “Kardiac Kids.”
Of the team’s nine victories that year, seven came by seven
points or less. Two of those wins occurred in overtime while
three others were decided within the final two minutes of
regulation.

This excitement continued into the following season of
1980. After starting the year 2-3, the Browns reeled off five
straight wins and victories in eight of their next nine. Of those
eight triumphs, six came by six points or less. On the final
week of the season, Don Cockroft's 22-yard field goal with
less than two minutes to play lifted the Browns to a 27-24
victory over the Bengals at Cincinnati's Riverfront Stadium,
as Cleveland captured its first AFC Central crown since 1971
and its first playoff berth since 1972.



BERNIE KOSAR ERA

In 1985, the franchise underwent a makeover as Marty
Schottenheimer was named the team’s sixth full-time head
coach and the club selected University of Miami quarter-
back Berie Kosar — a Youngstown native who grew up
in Boardman, Ohio — in the NFL Supplemental Draft. By
midseason of his rookie year, Kosar had cracked the start-
ing lineup, leading the Browns to wins in four of his first six
starts. Cleveland went on to post an 8-8 record that year,
which was good for first place in the AFC Central division.
That season, running backs Eamest Byner and Kevin Mack
both topped the 1,000-yard rushing mark, a feat that would
not be accomplished again by a pair of running backs on the
same team in the same season until 2008.

The Browns seemed poised for their first playoff win
since 1969 as they held a 21-3 third-quarter lead over
the Dolphins at the Orange Bowl before Miami reeled off
21 unanswered points to come away with a 24-21 victory.
With Kosar at the helm, the Browns would win three AFC
Central division titles over the next four years (1986-87,
1989) and qualify for the playoffs on each occasion. Three
of those four appearances resulted in a spot in the AFC
Championship game, only to be stopped short of their
ultimate destination by the Denver Broncos each time.

In August of 1991, the Browns moved into a new admin-
istrative complex in Berea and began holding training camp
there in July of the following year.

THE MOVE

On November 6, 1995, it was announced that the Browns
had signed a deal to relocate to Baltimore for the following
season. In February 1996, the NFL announced that the
Browns would be “deactivated” for three years and that
a new stadium would be built for a new Browns team -
either as an expansion team or one that would move from
another city — that would begin play in 1999. Cleveland
NFL Football (Cleveland Browns Trust) was formed by the
NFL with Bill Futterer as President and NFL Commissioner
Paul Tagliabue as Trustee. The Trust represented the NFL
in the stadium design and construction, managed the sale

of suites and club seats, and sold Permanent Seat Licenses
and season tickets. In March 1998, at the owners meeting in
Orlando, Tagliabue announced that the Browns would be an
expansion team rather than a relocated team. On September
8, 1998, the NFL awarded the new Cleveland Browns fran-
chise to a group led by Alfred Lerner, while the NFL formally
transferred ownership on October 23, 1998.

THE RETURN OF THE BROWNS

The new Cleveland Browns franchise played their first game
on August 9, 1999 when they edged the Dallas Cowboys,
20-17 in overtime, in the annual Hall of Fame Game at Fawcett
Stadium in Canton to open the preseason. They played their
first regular season game on September 12 against their long-
time rival Pittsburgh Steelers at Cleveland Browns Stadium.
Their initial regular season victory occurred in dramatic fashion
as a 56-yard Hail Mary from quarterback Tim Couch to wide
receiver Kevin Johnson as time expired lifted the Browns to a
21-16 decision over the Saints at the Superdome, in what would
be the first of two wins in that first season back for Cleveland.

On October 23, 2002 owner Alfred Lerner passed away
and his son, Randy, took over control of the team. Later that
year, the Browns won their final two regular season games
to finish with a record of 9-7, earning them their first playoff
berth since returning just four years earlier.

HOLMGREN IN AS PRESIDENT

Mike Holmgren was introduced as team President on
January 5, 2010. Less than a week later, he named Tom
Heckert as General Manager and Bryan Wiedmeier as
Executive Vice President - Business Operations.

On September 19, 2010, the team unveiled a Ring of
Honor at Cleveland Browns Stadium at halftime of their
game against the Kansas City Chiefs. The inaugural class
consisted of the franchise’s 16 Hall of Famers, as the name
of each man was permanently displayed on the stadium's
upper deck facade.

Pat Shurmur, whose uncle Fritz Shurmur served as
Holmgren's defensive coordinator with the Packers for five
seasons, was named as the 13th full-time head coach in
franchise history on January 13, 2011.

HOW THE BROWNS WERE NAMED

Just how did the Cleveland Browns get their name?

One myth is that the team was named after the popular boxing champion, Joe Louis, “The Brown Bomber.” The truth, according
to several published reports, is this:

When owner Arthur McBride brought an AAFC team to Cleveland in 1945, he held a newspaper contest to name the team and
offered a $1,000 war hond to the winner. Most of the entries submitted wanted the name Browns, because the extremely popular
Paul Brown was the team’s head coach.

Coach Brown thought it wouldn't be proper to name the team after him, and the entry “Panthers” was selected. A few weeks later,
a man approached McBride and said he owned a semi-pro team in the 1920s called the Cleveland Panthers and he still owned
the rights to the name.

McBride could have bought the man off, but Brown vetoed the idea. The coach didn't want the new team to be associated with
a losing franchise. Instead of holding a new contest, Brown reluctantly agreed to name the team Browns. But, in sticking with his
original ideals, Brown suggested publicly that since Louis was “The Brown Bomber”, that was how the team got its name. Not a
single entry in the contest listed Louis or his nickname as a reason for choosing “Browns.”
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RETIRED UNIFORM NUMBERS

#14 OTTO GRAHAM

From 1946-1955, Otto Graham guided the Browns to 10 league crowns and NFL Championships in 1950, 1954 and
1955. He led the NFL in passing for two seasons and recorded 23,584 career passing yards. In 1953, Graham
finished the season with a 64.73 completion percentage, the highest in club history. He was an All-League selec-
tion from 1951-55. Graham was inducted in the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1965.

of the Year in 1957. He participated in nine consecutive Pro Bowls from 1958-66 and was voted NFL most valuable
player in 1958 and 1965. Brown was inducted in the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1971.

#45 ERNIE DAVIS

After being selected first in the 1961 NFL draft, the Browns acquired Ernie Davis in a trade with the Washington
Redskins. Tragically, Davis passed away two years later from leukemia and never played a professional game.
A star running back from Syracuse, Davis was the first African-American to win the Heisman Trophy in 1961 and
guided the Orangemen to their only national championship the same year.

#32 JIM BROWN
Brown was the NFL's leading rusher in eight seasons and holds the Browns franchise record for career rushing
yards, attempts and touchdowns. An All-America selection from Syracuse in 1956, Brown was named NFL Rookie

#46 DON FLEMING

sadly electrocuted working a construction job. His passing came a few weeks after Emie Davis' death.

PRESEASON AND REGULAR SEASON - SUDDEN DEATH

The sudden death system of determining the winner shall prevail when the score is tied at the end of the regulation playing time of
preseason and regular-season NFL games.

The team scoring first during overtime play shall be the winner and the game automatically ends upon any score (by safety, field goal,
or touchdown) or when a score is awarded by Referee for a palpably unfair act.

+ At the end of regulation time the Referee will immediately toss coin at center of field in accordance with rules pertaining to the usual
pregame toss. The captain of the visiting team will call the toss prior to the coin being flipped.

+ Following a three-minute intermission after the end of the regulation game, play will continue for one 15-minute period or until there
is a score. Each team has two time outs. General timing provisions that apply for the fourth quarter will prevail. Try is not attempted
if touchdown scored. Disqualified players are not allowed to return.

« Instant Replay: No challenges. Reviews to be initiated by the replay assistant.

POSTSEASON — MODIFIED SUDDEN DEATH

The system guarantees each team a possession or the opportunity to possess, unless the team that receives the opening kickoff
scores a touchdown on its initial possession.

+ At the end of regulation time the Referee will immediately toss coin at center of field in accordance with rules pertaining to the usual
pregame toss. The captain of the visiting team will call the toss prior to the coin being flipped.

+ Following a three-minute intermission after the end of the regulation game, play will be continued in 15-minute periods until a
winner is declared. Each team must possess or have the opportunity to possess the ball unless the team that has the ball first scores
a touchdown on its initial possession.

Play continues in sudden death until a winner is determined, and the game automatically ends upon any score (by safety, field goal,
or touchdown) or when a score is awarded by Referee for a palpably unfair act. Each team has three time outs per half and all
gﬁnere:jl timing provisions apply as during a regular game. Try is not attempted if touchdown scored. Disqualified players are not
allowed to return.

Dec. 14, 2003 — Denver 23, Cleveland 20, at Denver; Browns won toss. Cleveland overcame an early 10-0 deficit in the 1st quarter as
Browns' QB Tim Couch threw for 2 TDs in regulation. Denver stopped Cleveland in OT and orchestrated an 8-play, 46-yard drive as Broncos K Jason
Elam connected on a 25-yard field goal.

Oct. 24, 2004 - Philadelphia 34, Cleveland 31, at Cleveland; Eagles won toss. QB Jeff Garcia sent the game to overtime with a 4-yard run
with :30 left in the fourth quarter. The Browns forced a punt on the Eagles first possession of overtime but couldn’t cross mid-field and gave the ball
back to Philadelphia. Eagles K David Akers made a 50-yard field goal with 5:02 left in overtime.

Dec. 3, 2006 — Cleveland 31, Kansas City 28, at Cleveland; Kansas City won toss. The Browns scored two touchdowns in the final nine
minutes of regulation to bring the game into overtime. Clevelands defense held the Chiefs to a punt on their first overtime possession. The Browns
drove 63 yards on their ensuing drive, which included a 33-yard run by quarterback Derek Anderson to set up Phil Dawson's game-winning 33-yard
field goal at the 5:38 mark.

Nov. 4, 2007 — Cleveland 33, Seattle 30, at Cleveland; Seattle won toss. The Browns stopped Seahawks RB Maurice Morris for no gain on
a fourth and one play from the Cleveland 44-yard line. After taking possession, the Browns moved the ball 49 yards in five plays and K Phil Dawson
nailed a 25-yard game-winning field goal at the 9:19 mark.

LARGEST COMEBACKS BY BROWNS AND OPPONENTS

The largest comeback in Cleveland Browns history was completed on Sunday, December 4, 1966 at Cleveland Municipal Stadium.
Hosting the New York Giants, the Browns overcame a 20-point deficit and outscored the Giants 35-9 in the second half en route to a
49-40 victory. Browns quarterback Frank Ryan led the offense by completing 16-0f-27 passes for 326 yards with three touchdowns, while
running back Leroy Kelly recorded 126 rushing yards on 13 carries and three rushing touchdowns. Wide receiver Gary Collins posted five

receptions for 120 yards and one touchdown to lead all receivers.

CLEVELAND BROWNS STADIUM

Cleveland Browns Stadium is home not only to a storied foothall franchise but also to a dedicated, ardent, passionate group of people - the only group
that can lay claim to the title of “World's Greatest Fans.” At Cleveland Browns Stadium, fans take pride in supporting their team in a safe, enthusiastic
and family-oriented atmosphere. This special combination of sportsmanship and exhilaration makes Sunday afternoons with the Browns a memorable
and momentous experience.

Cleveland Browns Stadium was built on the hallowed ground of the old Municipal Stadium. There’s no better place than on the lakefront for the home of the
Cleveland Browns than where legendary Coach Paul Brown established Cleveland's first football dynasty in the 1940s. No other site could have been as
appropriate as the location where 16 Cleveland Browns - Jim Brown, Paul Brown, Joe DeLamielleure, Len Ford, Frank Gatski, Otto Graham, Lou Groza,
Gene Hickerson, Leroy Kelly, Dante Lavelli, Mike McCormack, Bobby Mitchell, Marion Motley, Ozzie Newsome, Paul Warfield and Bill Willis - established
their credentials for induction into the Professional Football Hall of Fame in Canton. In 2010, these Hall of Fame members were further honored by the
unveiling of their names in the Ring of Honor, which recognizes their contributions to the Cleveland Browns organization.

While the location of the Stadium honors the glorious history of athletic achievements in Cleveland, Cleveland Browns Stadium is a celebration of the city's
renaissance, drawing people to the lakefront every day. The crown jewel of the Northcoast Harhor, Cleveland Browns Stadium is located next to the Rock
and Roll Hall of Fame and Museum and the Great Lakes Science Center. When visiting the Stadium, it is impossible to miss the distinctive architectural
design of the columns, beams and notches in the seating bowl. These spacious gaps allow visitors to get an inside perspective of the Stadium and field
when the Browns are away and allow ticket holders to see the downtown skyline during the game. While on the south side of the Stadium, Browns fans
can catch a game and a bite to eat at The Gridiron Grille, and grab a personalized Browns jersey at the Team Shop.

At night, Cleveland Browns Stadium lights up the lakefront. Beams and columns are highlighted by a halo of light that can be seen from downtown and
the Northcoast Harbor. Day or night, whether the team is playing home or away, Cleveland Browns Stadium brings a new excitement to Cleveland.

The Stadium is a concrete and glass structure. Pre-cast concrete and cast in-place was used for the upper concourse.
Natural stone accents were used at the base of the Stadium.

The concrete superstructure used more than 600 truckloads of concrete, which is equivalent to 60,000 yards or
1,620,000 cubic feet, with a weight of approximately 235,000,000 pounds.

Superstructure contains 5,300 tons, or 10,600,000 pounds, of reinforced steel.

There are over 771,400 square feet of masonry walls.

More than 829,100 construction masonry units and over 50,500 ground face units were laid.
The base course of the Stadium is made of over 14,500 square feet of granite.

1,200 tons of coolant using air chillers and glycol chilled water.

11.65 miles of plumbing pipe includes storm, sanitary, vent, water and gas piping.

Plumbing system contains two 2,500-gallon storage tanks.

Almost 700 pieces of heating, ventilation and air conditioning equipment includes 100 electric baseboard heaters, 167 electric cabinet
heaters, 233 electric unit heaters and 194 fan cooling units.
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CLEVELAND BROWNS TRAINING AND ADMINISTRATIVE COMPLEX

The Cleveland Browns Training and Administrative Complex is located in
Berea, Ohio, on 13 acres of land. The building, which originally opened
in August 1991, was renovated in the spring of 1999, while further
renovations and expansion commenced during the 2009 offseason. The
most recent improvements include an expanded locker room, a lobby
restoration that pays tribute to Browns’ Hall of Famers and a complete
renovation of the cafeteria, video and meeting rooms, including a new
2,300 sq. ft. auditorium featuring 120 theater seats.

Existing features in the state-of-the-art facility include a field house of
60,000 sq. ft. with a 70-yard field, a 3,100 sq. ft. athletic training room
and a restaurant-style kitchen for meal preparation. The complex also
hosts four regulation-size natural grass practice fields ideal for year-round
football operations, including the team’s training camps.

THE DINO LUCARELLI MEDIA CENTER

The Dino Lucarelli Media Center, which opened in December of 2002 at the Browns Training and Administrative Complex in Berea, features an expansive
media work room, one radio/television interview room and a kitchen for media members.

Lucarelli, 76, worked with Cleveland media for more than 50 years and has been affiliated with the Cleveland Browns organization since 1975 with
responsibilities in player relations, media services and alumni relations. Lucarelli called the naming of the media center “one of the biggest thrills of my life.”

The Cleveland Chapter of the Professional Football Writers of America (PFWA) has named its “Good Guy Award” for Lucarelli. The Good Guy Award is
given annually for cooperation with the media and for the way a player carries himself in the community and with his teammates. The National Foothall
Foundation (Northeast Ohio Chapter) Lifetime Achievement Award is also named for Lucarelli.

CLEVELAND BROWNS TRAINING CAMP HISTORY

The training and administrative complex is host to the Browns 2011 training camp, which marks the 17th time (1992-95, 1999-2011) the Browns
have conducted training camp at the facility.

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NFL TIE-BREAKING PROCEDURES

The following procedures will be used to break standings ties for
postseason playoffs and to determine regular-season schedules.
Note: Tie games count as one-half win and one-half loss for both clubs.

TO BREAK ATIE WITHIN ADIVISION

If, at the end of the regular season, two or more clubs in the same
division finish with the best won-lost-tied percentage, the following steps
will be taken until a champion is determined:

TWO CLUBS

1. Head-to-head (best won-lost-tied percentage in games between the
clubs.)

2. Best won-lost-tied percentage in games played within the division.

3. Best won-lost-tied percentage in common games.

4. Best won-lost-tied percentage in games played within the conference.
5. Strength of victory in all games.

6. Strength of schedule in all games.

7. Best combined ranking among conference teams in points scored and
points allowed in all games.

8. Best combined ranking among all teams in points scored and points
allowed in all games.

9. Best net points in common games.

10. Best net points in all games.

11. Best net touchdowns in all games.

12. Coin toss.

THREE OR MORE CLUBS

(Note: If two clubs remain tied after one or more clubs are eliminated
during any step, tie-breaker re-starts at Step One of two-club format. If
three clubs remain tied after a fourth club is eliminated during any step,
tie-breaker re-starts at Step One of three-club format.)

1. Head-to-head (best won-lost-tied percentage in games among the
clubs.)

2. Best won-lost-tied percentage in games played within the division.

3. Best won-lost-tied percentage in common games.

4. Best won-lost-tied percentage in games played within the conference.
5. Strength of victory in all games.

6. Strength of schedule in all games.

7. Best combined ranking among conference teams in points scored and
points allowed in all games.

8. Best combined ranking among all teams in points scored and points
allowed in all games.

9. Best net points in common games.

10. Best net points in all games.

11. Best net touchdowns in all games.

12. Coin toss.

TO BREAK A TIE FOR THE WILD-CARD TEAM

If necessary to break ties to determine the two Wild Card clubs from
each conference, the following steps will be taken:

A. If all the tied clubs are from the same division, apply division
tie-breaker.

B. If the tied clubs are from different divisions, apply the following steps:

TWO CLUBS

1. Head-to-head, if applicable.

2. Best won-lost-tied percentage in the games played within the
conference.

3. Best won-lost-tied percentage in common games, minimum of four.
4. Strength of victory in all games.

5. Strength of schedule in all games.

6. Best comhined ranking among conference teams in points scored and
points allowed in all games.

7. Best combined ranking among all teams in points scored and points
allowed in all games.

8. Best net points in conference games.

9. Best net points in all games.

10. Best net touchdowns in all games.

11. Coin toss.
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THREE OR MORE CLUBS

1. Apply division tie-breaker to eliminate all but highest ranked club in
each division prior to proceeding to step two. The original seeding within a
division upon application of the division tie-breaker remains the same for all
subsequent applications of the procedure that are necessary to identify the
two Wild Card participants.

2. Head-to-head sweep (apply only if one has defeated each of the others or
one club has lost to each of the others.)

3. Best won-lost-tied percentage in games played within the conference.

4. Best won-lost-tied percentage in common games, minimum of four.

5. Strength of victory in all games.

6. Strength of schedule in all games.

7. Best combined ranking among conference teams in points scored and
points allowed in all games.

8. Best combined ranking among all teams in points scored and points
allowed in all games.

9. Best net points in conference games.

10. Best net points in all games.

11. Best net touchdowns in all games.

12. Coin toss.

When the first Wild Card Team has been identified, the procedure is
repeated to name the second Wild Card (i.e., eliminate all but the
highest ranked club in each division prior to proceeding to step two). In
situations where three teams from the same division are involved in the
procedure, the original seeding of the teams remains the same for subsequent
applications of the tie-breaker if the top-ranked team in that division
qualifies for a Wild Card berth.

OTHER TIE-BREAKING PROCEDURES

1. Only one club advances to the playoffs in any tie-breaking step.
Remaining tied clubs revert to the first step of the applicable division or Wild
Card tie-hreakers. As an example, if two clubs remain tied in any tie-breaker
step after all other clubs have been eliminated, the procedure reverts to Step
1 of the two-club format to determine the winner. When one club wins the
tie-breaker, all other clubs revert to Step 1 of the applicable two-club or three-
club format.

2. In comparing records against common opponents among tied teams, the
best won-lost-tied percentage is the deciding factor since teams may have
played an unequal number of games.

3. To determine home-field priority among division-titlists, apply Wild Card
tie-breakers.

4. To determine home-field priority for Wild Card qualifiers, apply division tie-
breakers (if teams are from the same division) or Wild Card tie-breakers (if
teams are from different divisions).

5. To determine the best combined ranking among conference teams
in points scored and points allowed, add a team's position in the two
categories, and the lowest score wins. For example, if Team A s first in points
scored and second in points allowed, its combined ranking is ‘3. If Team
B is third in points scored and first in points allowed, its combined ranking
is “4." Team A then wins the tiebreaker. If two teams are tied for a position,
both teams are awarded the ranking as if they held it solely. For example, if
Team Aand Team B are tied for first in points scored, each team is assigned a
ranking of “1” in that category, and if Team C is third, its ranking will still be “3.”

TIE-BREAKING PROCEDURE FOR SELECTION MEETING

1. Clubs not participating in the playoffs shall select in the first through 20th
positions in reverse standings order.

2. The Super Bowl winner is last and Super Bowl loser is next-to-last.

3. The losers of the Conference Championship games shall select 29th and
30th based on won-lost-tied percentage.

4. The losers of the Divisional playoff games shall select 25th through 28th
based on won-lost-tied percentage.

5. The losers of the Wild Card games shall select 21st through 24th based
on won-lost-tied percentage.

If ties exist in any grouping except (2) above, such ties shall be broken by
strength-of-schedule. If any ties cannot be broken by strength-of-schedule,
the divisional or conference tie-breakers, if applicable, shall be applied. Any
ties that still exist shall be broken by a coin flip.



NFL INSTANT REPLAY

The NFL uses a system of Referee Replay Review to aid officiating.

Prior to the two-minute warning of each half, a Coaches’ Challenge
System will be in effect, except for plays when the on-field ruling results
ina score for either team. After the two-minute warning, throughout any
overtime period, and after all scoring plays, a Referee Review will be
initiated by a Replay Official from a Replay Booth.

The following procedures will be used:

Reviews by Referee: All Replay Reviews will be conducted by the
Referee on a field-level monitor after consultation with the other
covering official(s), prior to review. A decision will be reversed only
when the Referee has indisputable visual evidence available to him that
warrants the change.

Coaches’ Challenge: In each game, a team will be permitted two
challenges that will initiate Referee Replay reviews, except for
scoring plays, after the two-minute waming of each half, and
throughout any overtime period. Each challenge will require the use of a
teamtime out. If a challenge is upheld, the time out will be restored to the
challenging team. If both challenges are upheld, a third challenge will
be awarded to the challenging team. No challenges will be recognized
from a team that has exhausted its time outs.

Replay Official’s Request for Review: After the two-minute
warning of each half, throughout any overtime period, and after all
scoring plays, any review will be initiated by a Replay Official. There is no
limittothenumberofreviewsthatmaybeinitiatedby the Replay Official. His
ability to initiate a review will be unrelated to the number of time outs
that either team has remaining, and no time out will be charged for any
review initiated by the Replay Official.

Time Limit: Each review will be a maximum of 60 seconds in length,
timed from when the Referee begins his review of the replay at the
field-level monitor.

Reviewable Plays: The Replay System will cover the following play
situations only:

A) Plays Governed by Sideline, Goal Line, End Zone, End Line,
and Goal Posts:

1. Scoring plays, including a runner breaking the plane of the goal line.
2. Pass completefincompletefintercepted at sideline, goal line, end
zone, and end line.

3. Runnerfreceiver in or out of bounds.

4. Recovery of loose ball in or out of bounds.

B) Passing Plays:

1. Pass ruled complete/incomplete/intercepted in the field of play.

2. Touching of a forward pass by an ineligible receiver.

3. Touching of a forward pass by a defensive player.

4. Quarterback (Passer) forward pass or fumble.

5. lllegal forward pass beyond line of scrimmage.

6. lllegal forward pass after change of possession.

7. Forward or backward pass thrown from behind line of scrimmage.

C) Other Reviewable Plays:

1. Runner ruled not down by defensive contact.

2. Runner ruled down by defensive contact and there is a recovery by
defense.

3. Forward progress with respect to first down.

4. Touching of a kick.

5. Number of players on the field.

6. Recovery of loose ball in the field of play, including those ruled to have
hit sideline.

7. Afield goal or try attempt when it is lower than the top of the uprights.
8. lllegal forward handoff.

INSTANT REPLAY HISTORY

From 1986-1991, a limited system of Instant Replay was used on a year-
by-year basis. Replay also was experimented with during the 1996 and
1998 preseasons. For the 1999 season, the NFL introduced a system of
Referee Replay Review to aid officiating. That system was extended on a
one-year basis for the 2000 season and then approved for the next three
years through 2003. The system was extended on a five-year basis in
March 2004 and was later installed permanently in March 2007.

With 95 more, he would overtake Eric Metcalf
(9,266) for ninth, with 103 he would surpass Dave Meggett (9,274)
for eighth and with 433 he would move past Kevin Williams (9,604)
for seventh.

. Kicker Phil Dawson, who ranks third on the Browns' all-time list with
1,063 career points, needs 18 to pass Don Cockroft and move into
second. If he leads the club in scoring in 2011, it would mark the 11th
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straight season that he has done so.

. Defensive back Joe Haden led the Browns with six interceptions in
2010. If he leads the club in this category again this season, he would
become the first Brown to lead the team in consecutive seasons since
Earl Little accomplished the feat in 2002 and 2003.

. If running back Peyton Hillis rushes for 1,000 yards this season,
he would become the sixth Brown to reach this mark in consecutive
seasons, joining Jim Brown, Leroy Kelly, Greg Pruitt, Mike Pruitt and
Jamal Lewis. If Hillis records 10 or more rushing touchdowns this
year, he would become just the third Brown to compile two or more
seasons with at least 10 rushing scores, joining Jim Brown (5) and
Leroy Kelly (4).

. Offensive lineman Joe Thomas enters the 2011 campaign having
played and started in each of the first 64 games of his career. Having
been selected to the Pro Bowl in each of his first four seasons, if he
garners the honor this year, he would become the 11th Brown to eam
the honor five or more times and the sixth offensive lineman.
