From dropping out of high school at the age of 15 to help his financially-strapped family after the
death of his father, to ownership of NFL championship teams, to his generous contributions to com

munity services, Art Modell embodies a true American success story. He’s been described as bold,
competitive, tough and imaginative. Caring, kind and humorous are also words associated with the
78-year-old NFL patriarch.

This is Art’s 43rd year in the NFL. Perhaps no one knows more about the realities of competing in
the league than Modell. one of 15 finalists for the league’s Hall of Fame in 2001. He has lived much
of the NFL’s history. He doesn't just know about Vince Lombardi. He worked alongside the legendary
coach to complete the league's first collective bargaining agreement. He doesn't just appreciate the

powerful blending of the NFL and television, he negotiated, along with Pete Rozelle, the first stan
dard-setting network TV contracts.

For Modell. the years and seasons have been dramatic and traumatic, exhilarating and disappointing,
full of joy and heart-wrenching. He vacationed with George Halas, stood up for a falsely-accused Ray
Lewis, and used every resource he could muster to help the dying Ernie Davis (Syracuse). His close
friends include Wellington Mara and Jim Brown, the standout on Art’s 1964 NFL title team. Shannon

Sharpe, who was on the Ravens’ Super Bowl XXXV championship squad, says: “Art talked with me
every day. He knew everything about what was going on in my life. He showed real concern. But, it
wasn't just me. He knew the practice squad players’ names. He treated them the same. He was out at
practice when it was 100 degrees and when the December snows came. I loved playing for him.”

Art expects the highest level of effort from his associates, but he always applies his noted sense of
humor. “Art wants to know everything we’re doing, and he directs us every day. He’s demanding, but

he makes me laugh and smile at the same time. The tougher the situation, the better his humor,” Ozzie
Newsome. Ravens general manager and executive vice president, says. “One of the main reasons 1
came to Baltimore was to work for an icon like Art," Ravens head coach Brian Billick offers.

"Certainly all of the selfish reasons you win a Super Bowl were there for us. But, 1 can assure you
that all of us at the Ravens wanted to win that trophy for Art, too.”

In his previous 42 seasons of NFL ownership,
Modell won two NFL championships (1964 and
2000), and three other teams ('65, '68 and '69)

played in NFL title games. Three more teams
('86, ’87 and ’89) lost memorable AFC

Championship battles against John Elway and
the Broncos. Nine other teams earned playoff
berths, while six more entered the season’s final

week with a chance to make the postseason.

With his 27 winning seasons in 42 years, Modell has earned respect and recognition, but he might be
more noted for his efforts on behalf of the league. In fact, his fellow owners surprised him with a

salute at a league meeting in 1990 with this proclamation: “The league has always had its share of
special people. They have been the founders, owners, officials and coaches who have stayed the
course over long periods of years, and who have made special contributions to the welfare of
the league and its members. Art, you are one of those special people.”

Modell is the only elected NFL president in league history, serving in that capacity from 1967
through 1969. He chaired the negotiations for the first collective bargaining agreement with the play
ers in 1968, leading a committee that included Lombardi and Jim Finks, another NFL Hall of Famer.

“I certainly believe Art belongs in
the Hall of Fame. I don’t know a per
son who has done more for the

league than Modell, especially
through television.”

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Modell might be most noted for his tenure as tlie NFL’s broadcast chairman. The contracts he nego
tiated over a 31-year period (1962-93) set the standard for sports TV. “The money generated from our
TV contracts made our league strong, and it helped convince our ownership of the importance of all
teams competing from the same financial base,” Modell says. “These contracts leveled the playing
field. It gave us competitive balance that is our hallmark today. It meant that a small community like
Green Bay could compete with a New York.”

Modell. who purchased the Cleveland Browns for what was then an unprecedented price ($4 million
in 1961). is the person who brought the NFL back to Baltimore on February 9. 1996. It was not an
easy move to make for the proud Modell. "1 didn't get into this business to go bankrupt. I'm in it to
win. and 1 couldn’t continue to make the best
effort to win in Cleveland with the stadium situa

tion we had. After I left, the politicians found the
funds for a new stadium. 1 don’t believe I could

have gotten that done,” Modell says.

Modell did not leave the fans of Cleveland empty
handed. He left the name "Browns,” the team col

ors and the great Browns’ history. “That didn’t
happen in Baltimore with the Colts, in Brooklyn
with the Dodgers, or in other cities that have lost
sports teams,” Modell explains. “I had to do
something for the fans who had supported us for
so long.”

Art and his wife, Pat, (see page 8) are the parents
of John and David. John, who coordinated the
installation and use of the innovative scoreboards

at M&T Bank Stadium, is a composer/producer
and president of Modular Entertainment, a music

and multimedia production company. John also
coordinates the Ravens’ home game entertain
ment schedule as the vice president of special projects. He and his wife, Tracy, an artist, live in Los
Angeles with their son. Dylan Scot (3/21/92), and daughter, Isabella Sophia (4/28/98).

David, the Ravens’ president and chief operating officer, lives in Baltimore and has four children:
daughters, Breslin Ebright (2/5/90) and Collier Honora (10/6/93) and sons, Arthur Edward (1 1/23/91)
and David Orrick Jr. (9/25/96).

“Art Modell has been a solid

ambassador for the league. He has
an exemplary track record for com
munity service. And he’s demon
strated great compassion for his
players, including the estabiish-
ment of the ‘The Inner Circle’ in
Cleveiand. Modeli has aiso been

proactive in minority hiring: two of

Everything the Baltimore Ravens accomplished since the franchise began in 1996 includes David
Modell’s fingerprints. From the selection of the team name and colors, to the move to M&T Bank
Stadium in 1998. to the hiring of Brian Billick, to the Super Bowl XXXV championship, to the dra
matic roster transition of the last two seasons, David coordinated the efforts as team president.

Modell’s efforts point to a clearly defined bottom line. “Our number one goal is to win. This over
simplification cannot be re-stated often enough. It shapes every decision and action this organization
takes," Modell says. “I don't want us just to be the best football team. We aspire to be the best busi
ness organization. As our mission statement proclaims: ‘Here, the extraordinary must be common
place.’ We want to set the standard on and off the field.”

With consent and advice from his father, Modell set and organized the structure for the franchise after
the team arrived in Baltimore in 1996. “You have to have a vision and set realistic goals. Like a coach

has to get the players in the right position to make plays, we aim to get the rest of our associates in
the right spots to make us efficient and winning,” Modell says. “You have to communicate effective
ly internally, as well as externally, and hold everyone accountable. Plus, we continue to embody my
father’s philosophy of being first-class in every way and to have compassion in all we do. And, we
try to have fun doing all of this.”

David spearheaded the search for a new head coach after the ’98 season and the subsequent hiring of
Brian Billick. Modell organized a group of Ravens executives and detailed a profile of what the ideal
head coach should be. The group then discussed and thoroughly researched approximately 50 possi
ble candidates before focusing on Billick. “I was very impressed with David’s approach, and he led
the Ravens and me to Brian.” Art Modell recalls.

David almost predicted the Ravens’ Super Bowl XXXV victory. In an interview with NFL Films in
the spring of 1999. Modell said: “How cool will it be to wake up in my house with the Super Bowl
trophy next to my bed for a night? How cool will it be for others within the Ravens to do the same?
How cool will it be for our fans to have that trophy in Baltimore?”

And the younger Modell was not selfish with the championship. The Ravens’ Super Bowl trophy was
touched by over 100,000 hands of fans before being placed in a trophy case. “We made sure that our
fans knew that we understood that they are very much a part of our championship. Their support, their
stadium and their investment in us are major factors to our winning. Sharing the trophy with them

symbolized that union,” Modell says.

Hang around David for a short time, and you’re likely to hear the word “inclusive,” “We try and make
everyone in the organization understand that what they do is important to our success,” Modell says.
“At the same time, anything that involves the fans, we try to include the fans in the decision. Before
we built the stadium, we asked our season ticket holders what was important to them at the new facil

ity. We asked, listened, and then made sure we gave them what they wanted.”

David coordinated the opening of M&T Bank Stadium in 1998, which included a 3-day football fes
tival in downtown Baltimore that attracted over 100,000 fans. Modell then coached his associates at

the Ravens to create an atmosphere at the first home games that would give fans the impression “that
we’ve been in the stadium for years.” He hired J.D. Powers to survey the fans at the first few home

games to test the results. “We received high marks in everything from video boards, to ticket takers,
to ingress and egress. It said a lot about our associates and the good people who work with us on game
days.” It also said a lot about Modell’s ability to organize and motivate.

Both Baltimore Magazine and the Baltimore Business Journal have saluted Modell. Baltimore
Magazine picked him as one of “40 Leaders Under 40” in May of 2001, and he was picked by tlie
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Baltimore Business Journal (January of 2000) as one of “40 Under 40” leaders who help Baltimore
industry and the community in general. He received the Better Business Bureau of Greater
Maryland’s “Outstanding Achievement Award” in the fall of 2001.

When the team arrived in Baltimore in 1996, David coordinated a fan vote through The Baltimore
Sun to select the team nickname — the Ravens. Working with staff, NFL Properties and Baltimore
area focus groups, he directed the process to select the team colors and uniform design. “It was a col
laborative effort. The fans got involved, my family, obviously Art, plus many members of the organ
ization.” In 1999, David once again involved the fans in the vote for a new Ravens’ logo.

No person in the Ravens' organization has more hands-on experience in as many different areas
of the company as David Modell. Starting in Cleveland Stadium and game-day operations when

he was 14, the 42-year
old has worked in every
phase of the team except
playing and coaching.
He worked in the team’s

ticket office, public rela
tions department, and
started the marketing
division in 1985.

As the Ravens’ president
and chief operating offi
cer, he runs the club’s
daily activities. He coor
dinated the many organi
zational details that came
with the Ravens’ run

through the 2000 playoffs
and eventual Super Bowl

title. David also serves on the NFL’s Stadium and Expansion Committees.

David made his first mark with the franchise and in league circles with the work he did marketing the
Browns. The younger Modell developed a series of programs that enhanced the team’s image and
provided needed revenues. Other teams have copied some of David’s innovations, including team tel
evision productions (weekly shows and preseason games produced by the team rather than selling
those rights), an elaborate training camp magazine that is distributed to fans, and advertising
moments of exclusivity at home games. The team’s original television ventures were both produced
and sold by Modell.

Modell, who received the Ed Block Courage Award for Courage, Compassion, Commitment and
Community in 2002, is an active member of 5 Baltimore boards of directors: the United Way of
Central Maryland, the Port Discovery Children’s Museum, Father Martin’s Ashley, the University of
Maryland Medical System’s Shock Trauma and the Maryland Public Television Foundation. David is
also the chairman of the Ravens Foundation for Families. “Community involvement has always been
a hallmark of Art Modell’s franchise. My father and mother (Patricia) set the example. They not only
recognize where they can help, they get things done. I’m fortunate to be able to follow their lead,”
David says.

In Cleveland, Modell was president of the Diabetes Association of Greater Cleveland, and he head
ed its development fundraising. He was a member of the Board of Trustees for the Cleveland Urban
League and the Convention and 'Visitors Bureau. Modell also worked with the Lake County Boy
Scouts Association and served on the "Visiting Committee of the Athletic Department at Case Western
Reserve University.

As a junior high school student, David worked Browns games as a member of the grounds crew. In
the next few years, he spent time as a front office aide and training camp intern. He graduated from
The Gunnery School (Washington, CT), where he delivered a stirring commencement address in May
of 2001, and attended Wittenberg University.

Modell joined the Browns in a full-time capacity in the team’s ticket office in 1981. He then worked
2 years as the front office manager for the Fernwood Inn, a resort in the Pocono Mountains (1982-
84), before returning to Cleveland in October of 1984.

David is the father of daughters, Breslin Ebright (2/5/90) and Collier Honora (10/6/93), and sons,
Arthur Edward (11/23/91) and David Orrick Jr. (9/25/96).

When newcomers visit M&T Bank Stadium for a Ravens’ home game for the fi rst time, they often
marvel at the spectacle that goes on beyond the game being played. From the dynamics of the giant
SMARTVISION video screens, to the pageantry of pre-game introductions, to the sounds and fun of
Baltiinore’s Marching Ravens, fans get a lot more than a football game. John Modell is responsible
for all ot this game-day orchestration that makes each Ravens home game a spectacular and
table event.

Modell. who was named the Ravens’ vice president of special projects in February of 1999, spear
heads the Ravens’ mission to provide the best game-day entertaimiient in professional sports. Modell.
43, is the eldest son of owner Art and Pat Modell and is president of Modular Entertainment,
and multimedia production company in Los Angeles.

John was involved in the design and realization of the SMARTVISION video screens at M&T Bank
Stadium. The two high-resolution displays are made up of over 9 million LEDs and measure 100-
feet wide by 24-teet high—the largest screens in any sports venue. The visuals are used to combine
graphics, scoring, stats and cutting-edge video into one multi-functional format that is brighter and
more visually dynamic than anything previously experienced by fans.

We try to set the standard in everything we do.”

Steve Bisciotti is the minority owner of the Baltimore Ravens and plans to purchase the entire fran
chise from Art Modell in early 2004. Bisciotti is  a lifelong Baltimore-area resident and a self-
described avid Ravens fan. “I have the utmost respect for Art Modell. and I'm thrilled to be associ
ated with the Ravens. I enjoy being involved with  a team that is one of the NFL’s top franchises,”
Bisciotti says. ‘Tm looking forward to owning the team. The way the Modells have allowed me to
be involved over the last three years is the absolute optimal way to enter (he NFL. I believe I’m ready,
and they’re delivering a quality team to me. Being part of a professional team in my hometown is
very special to me, and I understand how impor
tant the Ravens are to the community.”

Modell. who has owned the majority of his NFL
franchise since he purchased it (as the
Cleveland Browns) in 1961, is impressed with
Bisciotti. “As we’ve become more familiar with

Steve, it is apparent why he has enjoyed such
business success. He is a quick study, bright,
plus he’s a pleasure to be around. He’ll be passionate about the Ravens winning. The respect he’s
shown toward me, my family and to the NFL is impressive and appreciated. He’s a winner,” Modell
says.

Bisciotti and Modell have become friends. “Art is  a great resource for me, and I want to keep him
involved with the team. I’ll need his advice and direction over the next few years. In many ways. Art
is the NFL.

Ozzie Newsome, promoted to general manager and executive vice president in the fall of 2002. is a
man who prefers to be in the background, but his credentials put him in the spotlight. He is the archi
tect of the Ravens Super Bowl XXXV championship team, and he is the mastermind behind a dra
matic roster change that rid the team of salary cap headaches while continuing to compete at a high
level. Ozzie is legendary in his home state of Alabatna, where he earned college Hall of Fame hon
ors. Plus, he’s counted among the elite players in NFL history, capped by his induction into the NFL
Hall of Fame (1999).

Yet for all of his success and notoriety, Newsome’s style is notable. Humble is his way. Gentle is his
manner. Hard work is his mantra. As a player, he was about production without ttamboyance. As one
of the NFL’s top executives, he credits those around him for the Ravens’ success.

“We have the support of ownership to assemble the best rosters. We have a head coach who is an out
standing teacher and motivator, plus he has a year-round program for the players that works,’’
Newsome says. “And one of our real strengths is that most of the personnel department has been
together since the franchise started. We know each other well. We know how to evaluate what each
of us reports as we go through the scouting process of bringing in new Ravens, either through the
draft or free agency,” Newsome says.

Newsome and his staff assembled the yoimgest team in NFL history in 2002, and most observers pre
dicted the Ravens would win 2-to-4 games. Instead, Baltimore entered game 15 with a 7-7 mark and
a chance to be the AFC’s top Wild Card playoff
team. Two last-minute losses to Cleveland (14-

13) and at Pittsburgh (34-31) gave the Ravens a
7-9 mark a year ago. “When we started our ros
ter change, I was worried that we wouldn’t have
53 NFL-quality players. But, thanks to Ozzie
and his group, we did. Every one of those rook
ies last season deserved to be in the NFL,” head

coach Brian Billick says.

Newsome is trying to win more titles and
believes the heart of a Super Bowl champion
comes from the draft. “You can’t make many
mistakes drafting, especially in the first rounds,
and expect to win a title,” Newsome says. “You
then supplement your drafted players with
selective use of free agency...the right veteran
at the right price.” If you spend any time with
Newsome during the free agency period, you hear that mantra.

“Drafts are exciting,” Newsome explains. “They remind me of getting ready for a big game, like the
Steelers or a playoff game. We feel pretty good about the players we acquired over our 8 Ravens
drafts. We have a certain type of player we want. Our scouts do a good job of finding ‘Raven-type’
players.”

The first draft (1996) under Newsome’s direction produced 2 perennial Pro Bowlers in LT Jonathan
Ogden and ILB Ray Lewis, who was the MVP in Super Bowl XXXV and the NFL’s Most Valuable
Defensive player in 2000. Also making the Pro Bowl (twice) as a return specialist was Jemaaine
Lewis, a 5th-round pick in that draft. In his 2nd draft (1997), Newsome picked

In 1998, Newsome coordinated
the selections of CB Duane Starks and WR Patrick Johnson with the team’s first 2 pieks. Starks tied
for the NFL’s TNT lead among rookies that year (equaling Charles Woodson’s 5 thefts). Starks added
5 more thefts in his 2nd season, led the Ravens with 6 in 2000, and thrilled Ravens fans with a 49-

yard INT for a TD against the Giants in the Super Bowl. Johnson caught the game-winning TD in the
final minute of the Ravens’ first win at Tennessee in 2000, allowing Baltimore to be the first visiting
team to win at the Titans’ new home.

Newsome continued his hot hand in 1999, when he tabbed Arizona CB Chris McAlister with the 10th

pick in the I st round. Most experts believe McAlister will be the next member of the Ravens’ defense
to earn Pro Bowl honors. Newsome and his staff also picked 2 starters, LG Edwin Mulitalo and WR
Brandon Stokley, in the 4th-round of the ’99 draft. Stokley opened the scoring in SB XXXV with a
38-yard TD grab.

Newsome and his staff hit the mark again with the 2000 draft, picking RB Jamal Lewis (the team’s
all-time leading rusher) with the 1 st of 2 first-round choices. Lewis set a Ravens’ team record with
1,364 rushing yards as a rookie, and added 1,327 rushing yards in 2002, his second active season with
the Ravens. WR Travis Taylor was also selected in the first round of 2000, and he was the team’s lead-

ing wide receiver until a fractured clavicle
placed him on injured reserve after 9 games in
his rookie season. Taylor came back with 42
catches for 560 yards in 2001, and led the
Ravens with 869 receiving yards in 2002 when
he caught 61 passes. Standout DE Adalius
Thomas was a 6th-round selection in that draft.

The first 4 selections from the 2001 draft are

standouts: TE Todd Heap (1) went to the Pro
Bowl in 2002 after leading the Ravens with 68
catches; LB Ed Hartwell (4) and CB Gary
Baxter (2) were Baltimore’s top 2 tacklers last
season; and G/C Casey Rabach (3) might be the
NFL’s top offensive line backup, and he started
5 games in 2002.

The 2002 draft, which produced 2 immediate starters, the punter and return specialist, might not top
the Ogden/Ray Lewis/Jermaine Lewis draft, but it is notable already. First-round choice Ed Reed led
the Ravens with 5 INTs and made every NFL all-rookie team. DE Tony Weaver (2), who started every
game, was called the “best rookie defensive lineman I’ve seen,” by defensive coordinator Mike
Nolan. P Dave Zastudil (4) tied for second in the NFL with 31 punts inside the 20. Return specialist
Lamont Brightful (6) set a team record with a 95-yard punt return while averaging 16.1 and 20.6
yards on punt and kickoff returns, respectively. Two other 6th rounders, RB Chester Taylor and S

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Chad Williams, made important contributions as rookies and are expected to be productive NFL play
ers for a long time.

Not only have Ozzie’s drafts been productive, but free agent signings have proven fruitful, too. One
of the game’s all-time great play
ers, former CB Rod Woodson,

made the Pro Bowl as a safety for
3 seasons, his 8th, 9th and 10th

trips to Hawaii. DE Michael
McCrary made the Pro Bowl
twice and was a 1st alternate in

2000. Along with adding TE
Shannon Sharpe (pictured below
with Ozzie in 2001), Newsome

recruited and signed DT Sam
Adams, who produced his first 2
Pro Bowl seasons as a Raven

(2000-01). "We’ve been able to
recruit and sign veterans who
helped us win a Super Bowl and
kept us competitive in other sea
sons,” Newsome says.

Newsome’s influence is not only on the Ravens’ franchise, but in the NFL. Ozzie is a member of the
NFL’s Competitioji Committee, and he was one of the first persons selected by Commissioner Paul
Tagliabue to serve on the NFL’s Diversity Committee that was established in 2002.

One of the first things Art Modell did when he moved his franchise to Baltimore was invite Newsome
to join him as the Ravens’ vice president of player personnel. “I’ve known Ozzie for over 25 years.”
Modell says, "I knew him as a great player, a Hall of Fame-type athlete. He had tremendous abilities
as an athlete, but he worked hard to be the best.”

When Newsome retired following the 1990 season, his 13th with the Cleveland Browns, Modell
asked him to join the front office as a special assignment scout. Two years later, “the Wizard” was

promoted to assistant to the head
coach/offense-pro personnel. “I had to find out
what direction my career would
Newsome explains. “Art gave me the opportu
nity to work with the coaches, and I enjoyed
that. At the same time. 1 increased my experi
ence with the personnel department and decid
ed that’s where 1 wanted my career to head.”

In 1994. Newsome was named the team’s

director of pro personnel. While he continued
to help on the field, Newsome provided
detailed studies on other NFL players and rec
ommended players the team should try to
acquire. “I’ve seen some former players who
can’t make the transition to the front office.
That has not been the case with Ozzie. He

attacks his job the same way he became a great
player—by working harder than those around
him and learning everything he needs to know
to be successful.” Modell adds.

Newsome has gained induction into 4 halls of
fame—the NFL’s Pro Football HOF in

Canton. OH (1999), the National Football Foundation’s College Hall of Fame (1994), the NCAA Hall
of Fame (1994) and the State of Alabama (1995). Placed prominently on the wall of Newsome’s
office is a sideline portrait of Paul “Bear” Bryant. “Coach helped me grow up. He pushed me further
than I thought 1 could go, both on and off the field,” Newsome says.

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Until Sharpe broke his records in 2001, Newsome’s pro career was the best of any tight end in NFL
history. His 662 receptions (for 7,980 yards) are the 2nd most ever caught by a TE, and the most in
Browns history. Ozzie ended his career as the 4th-leading NFL receiver of all time. He earned three
Pro Bowls (1981, 1984-85) and was a four-time winner of the Cleveland Touchdown Club's

Offensive Player of the Year award (1978, 1981, 1983 and 1984). His consecutive game reception
streak of 150 is the second longest in NFL history.

Newsome, who was named to the All-NFL team of the 1980’s (2nd team), consistently received All-
AFC and All-NFL honors throughout his career. Ozzie was a 1978 number one draft choice, along
with Clay Matthews, and the 2 are among an elite group of Browns to play in 3 decades. The others
are Gene Hickerson (1958-60, 62-73), Dick Schafrath (1959-71) and Don Cockrol't (1968-80).

Winner of the 1990 Byron “Whizzer” White Award as the NFL’s top community volunteer, Newsome
is widely known for his willingness to help those in need. Ozzie, who works out every day, his wife,
Gloria, and their son, Michael Ryan, live in Cockeysville, MD.

Brian Billick, now in his 5lh year as the head coach of the Ravens, embraces challenges in an enthu
siastic and bold manner. In his 1st year as head coach of the Ravens in 1999, he took the team to its
1st ever winning season (8-8). Year two resulted in a 12-4 regular season mark and a sweep through
the playoffs to the Super Bowl XXXV championship. In 2001, with a spate of injuries to important
contributors, his team battled to a 10-6 mark and advaneed to the Divisional Playoff round.

Despite the success in his first 3 seasons in Baltimore, Billick’s coaching Job a year ago may have
been his best. After an unprecedented salary cap cleansing and equipped with the youngest team in
NFL history (19 Ist-year players on the opening day roster), the 2002 Ravens finished 7-9. Without
LB Ray Lewis (5 games played) and starting QB Chris Redman, who missed the final 10 games of
the season with a back injury, Baltimore scratched and clawed its way to a 7-7 mark and legitimate
playoff aspirations, but lost heartbreaking games to Cleveland (14-13) and at Pittsburgh (34-31) in
the final 2 games.

Billick has clearly demonstrated an ability to
take NFL players to the highest levels of
achievement. There’s the Super Bowl victory
following the 2000 season (see chart, pg.21),
along with other successes in his 4 seasons as
head coach. And there are the numbers, offen

sively and defensively: In 1998, Billick coordi
nated a Vikings’ offense that scored the most
points in NFL history (556); and the 2000
Ravens’ defense set the NFL’s 16-game stan
dard for fewest points (165). Prior to Billick’s arrival in Baltimore in 1999, the Ravens’ defense had
been ranked no higher than 22nd in the league over the team’s first 3 seasons. In each of Coach
Billick’s first 3 years as the Ravens’ head coach, Baltimore’s defense ranked 2nd in the league.

‘'Success in any sport at any level is based, on  a large part, on talent. Usually, the teams with the most
talent win,” Billick says. “But. I do believe coaching makes a difference. If I didn’t, Fd find another
challenge. I believe coaching and teaching are synonymous. We are teachers. We have a staff of good
teachers, and I do think we make a difference.” Already, two of Brian’s former assistants have
become NFL head coaches - Cincinnati’s Marvin Lewis (Ravens defensive coordinator, 1996-2001)
and Jacksonville’s Jack Del Rio (Ravens linebackers coach, 1999-2001).

Spend enough time with Coach Billick. and you’re going to hear two words often: passion and
accountability. They are cornerstones to his foundation of coaching and leadership. These are ingre
dients some players and staff lacked when he took over as head coach of the Ravens in 1999. You
want passion? Watch the Ravens play games or practice. You want accountability? The team’s per
formance under Billick speaks for itself,

“You have to have passion for the work you do to succeed. If a player doesn’t like to study, practice
or train, doesn't like the physicality of the game, he’s going to have a very difficult time succeeding.
Passion is a lubricant for success.” Billick explains. “Accountability is obvious. You have to perform.
Accountability is also a sign of respect for your team. It is a reflection of a team’s integrity when indi
viduals take responsibility for their actions.”

In his 2nd year at any level of being a head coach, Billick directed the 2000 Ravens to the ultimate
prize with a 34-7 Super Bowl victory over the New York Giants. Baltimore finished with a 16-4
record, blowing by opponents in the playoffs: 21-3 over Denver, 24-10 at Tennessee, and 16-3 at
Oakland in the AFC (dhampionship game.

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The Super Bowl champion Ravens finished 1st in 5 important league-wide defensive categories,
including shutouts (4), points allowed per game (10.3), rushing yards allowed per game (60.6), rush
ing yards allowed per attempt (2.7), takeaways (49) and fumble recoveries (26), The team’s turnover
ratio of-i-23 was also the NFL’s best. Baltimore, with then-rookie RB Jamal Lewis gaining 1,364
yards, was the league’s .3th-best rushing team and was 2nd in time of possession. K Matt Stover led
the NFL with 35 field goals: RS Jermaine Lewis was first in punt returns (16.1-yard average) and P
Kyle Richardson was first in the NFL
with 35 punts inside-the-20.

The Ravens became the 4th Wild Card

team to win the Super Bowl, following
the ’97 Broncos, the ’80 Raiders and the

'69 Chiefs. Brian’s ability to keep the
team unified and focused that October
when the Ravens did not score a touch

down (5 straight games) and suffered a 3-
game losing streak is notable.

The 2001 Ravens defended their title

with passion, but fell short of the goal of
winning consecutive titles when they
dropped a 27-10 decision at Pittsburgh,
one game short of the AFC
Championship. “Fm proud of what our
players accomplished that season. Every
time we had a setback, they responded.
They could have curled up in the fetal
position and cried for help, but they kept
fighting until the end,” Billick says.

The list of injuries started early. Billick’s hope to combine a power running game with the accurate
passing of Elvis Grbac never happened. RB Jamal Lewis and RT Leon Searcy, the team’s significant
offseason free agent addition, suffered season-ending injuries in the 1st week of training camp. TE
Todd Heap, the team’s 2001 number one draft choice, who was expected to team with Shannon
Sharpe in 2-tight end sets, sustained a high ankle sprain in week 2 and never fully recovered. There
were games when none of the team’s season-opening defensive front 4 could play. In all. Ravens
starters missed a total of 54 regular-season games due to injuries, tops among the NFL’s 12 playoff
teams. Despite these obstacles, the Ravens finished the regular season at 10-6, and humbled the
Dolphins in Miami, 20-3, in a Wild Card showdown.

There were clear signs in Brian’s 1st year (1999) as the Ravens’ head coach that he had special lead
ership abilities. The 8-8 Ravens produced the most victories in the franchise’s 4 years, won the most
consecutive games (4), the most road games (4), including the 1st victory at Pittsburgh, won 4 of the
season’s final 5 games, and finished with the best-ever Ravens’ defense (2nd in the NFL).

"Brian knows how get a team ready to compete,” says former Raven and future Hall of Famer Rod
Woodson. “I joke that his training camps are ‘Club Med’ in comparison to others I’ve done. But, he
knows how to condition a team and, at the same time, keep players fresh. He treats us like men. and
he expects accountability in return.”

In Billick’s first 3 seasons. Baltimore had the best November/December record in the league (18-5),
and the 2nd-best December mark (9-2). (With last season’s youthful Ravens, Baltimore was 4-5 in
November/December, including 2-3 in December). Brian is second to Joe Gibbs for consecutive play
off wins at the start of a career (5 to Gibbs’ 6). Billick’s 4-year record is 42-28 (.600), 8th best in the
NFL over that time.

Billick became the 2nd head coach in Ravens history when he accepted a 6-year contract from owner
Art Modell on January 19, 1999. Brian received a new contract in 2002 that extends through 2005.
Before arriving in Baltimore, Billick was the highly successful offensive coordinator for the
Minnesota Vikings from 1994-98. Fie directed a Vikings’ attack that set a variety of NFL and team
records in the NFL-best 15-1 1998 season.“When we began our search, we couldn’t talk with Brian
because his team was in the playoffs,” Modell says. “Instead, we talked with 28 people who had some
direct association with Brian.”

“Everything we heard about Coach Billick told us to wait for him,” explains David Modell, the

Ravens’ president. The younger Modell and Ozzie Newsome, the Ravens’ general manager and exec
utive vice president, helped Art during the head-coaching search. “We talked with everybody from
the person who introduced Brian to his wife, Kim, to Dennis Green, to Tony Dungy, to Bill Walsh.
All of these people painted a picture of a person and a coach ready to take the next step up in the
NFL. Brian fit the profile of a coach with a set of skills and characteristics we wanted, and he’s
proven our assessment correct.”

“1 was very fortunate,” Billick says. “Usually there is one ‘hot’ coordinator and one job available. 1
had other opportunities, but 1 picked Baltimore.”

Billick, 49, was the architect of a Minnesota offense that in 1998 eclipsed the NFL record for most

points scored in a season (556), breaking the old mark (541) set by the 1983 Washington Redskins.
The '98 Vikings scored 53 of 56 times they were inside the 20. Minnesota tied for the NFL lead with
41 TD passes, shattering a team mark, and
scored over 100 points in each quarter for the
1st lime in team history. Minnesota ranked 2nd
in the NFL (behind San Francisco) with a team-

record 6,262 net yards, and 1st in the league
with 4,328 yards passing. Over his 5 full sea
sons as coordinator. Billick guided the Vikings
into the top five in the NFL in yards per game,
passing yards per game, completions and 3rd-
down conversions. Under Billick’s guidance,
the Vikings recorded their top 3 offensive sea
sons (1998, 1995 and 1994), and 5 of the top 10

olTensive campaigns in team history. Most
importantly, the Vikings advanced to the play
offs all but 1 season (1995) during Billick’s

tenure. Minnesota played postseason games in
1993-94 and 1996-98. Billick, of course, has

followed a similar pattern with the Ravens,
earning the playoffs 2 of his first 4 seasons.

Billick was hired in 1992 by Dennis Green as
the Vikings’ TEs coach. Brian was named offen
sive coordinator 3 games into the 1993 season, and Minnesota’s production increased dramatically.
The Vikings went from 264,8 yards per game over the first 6 weeks of the season to a 323.3-yard
average over the final 10 games. In Billick’s 1st full season as offensive coordinator in 1994, the
Vikings won the NFC Central, while finishing 2nd in the NFL in passing yards (4,324) - now the 3rd-
most in team annals.

In 1995, the Vikings failed to qualify for the postseason, but the offense scored a then-team record
412 points and gained 5,938 yards. WR Cris Carter set a Vikings’ record with 17 TD receptions (later
tied by rookie WR Randy Moss in '98). QB Warren Moon set a then-team mark with 33 TD passes
(topped by Randall Cunningham’s 34 in ‘98). The 1996 Minnesota team qualified for a Wild Card
berth with a 9-7 mark, as Carter grabbed 96 passes, and Jake Reed placed 2nd in the NFL with 1,320
receiving yards.

Before his appointment with the Vikings, Brian was a Stanford assistant from 1989-91 under Coach
Green. Prior to Stanford, Billick spent 3 seasons as offensive coordinator at Utah State (1986-88).
When he arrived at Utah State, the team was ranked I07lh out of 108 NCAA Division I-A teams

offensively. In his final 2 seasons as coordinator, the Aggies ranked in the top 10 in total offense.

Brian coached receivers, TEs and QBs at San Diego State from 1981-85, and held the added respon

sibility of recruiting coordinator. Aztec QB Todd Santos set all-time NCAA passing records during
Billick’s tenure. “San Diego State gave me a great chance to learn from a good offensive mind like
Doug Scovil (head coach), to learn what it meant to coach, to be a professional,” Billick says. “Doug
wasn’t particularly interested in doing a lot of administrative things, so 1 absorbed a lot of those and
continued to learn what an organization needs to do to function,”

Brian began his coaching career as an assistant at the University of the Redlands in 1977, while help
ing coach a local high school team and working at  a health club at the same time. He spent the fol
lowing year (1978) as a graduate assistant at Brigham Young University. At BYU. he worked with
tight ends and the offensive line. Following that season, Brian was assistant director of public rela
tions for the San Francisco 49ers in 1979-80. Two years earlier (1977), Billick had been drafted by

“Brian really helped my development as
a coach. I learned so much by being part
of his staff—the way he treats the play
ers, his organizational skills, his focus on
everyone being accountable and bring
ing passion to what you do.

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the 49ers in the 1 1th round, was released and had  a brief stint with the Dallas Cowboys. Brian earned
All-Western Athletic Conference honors and honorable mention All-America in 1976 as a TE at

Brigham Young University. In 1976, he caught 20 passes for 338 yards and a TD. Brian played LB at
Air Force as a freshman before transferring to BYU.

Since coming to Baltimore in January of 1999, Billick has enthusiastically helped improve the com
munity, Billick gives extra time to the United Way of Central Maryland and to the Living Classrooms
Foundation, where he serves on the board of directors. Brian has hosted significant fundraisers for
the Living Classrooms, and has had a number of Raven players volunteer at this important educa
tional facility. Brian has personally donated and raised over $1 million dollars for the Living
Classrooms. In April of 2002, Billick was the honorary chair for the American Lung Association’
Breath of Life Celebration. Billick was picked as the Maryland Chapter of Multiple Sclerosis 2001
“Champion of the Year.” Brian’s wife, Kim, joins him in many of these community works, especial
ly at the Living Classrooms. Brian also hosts an annual clinic for Maryland and southern
Pennsylvania high school football coaches.

Billick has co-authored two books: Competitive Leadership: Twelve Principles for Success (with Dr.
James A. Peterson) and Finding the Winning Edge with NFL Hall of Fame coach Bill Walsh and Dr.
Peterson. This last book is a blueprint for developing an NFL team, covering everything from prac
tice schedules to front office structure.

Billick was born in Fairborne, OH on Feb. 28, 1954, but grew up in Redlands, CA. He is the 4th of
5 children. Billick earned 3 letters in both football and basketball at Redlands H.S. At Redlands.
Billick played quarterback and safety. He still holds the California prep record for career INTs with
21. Redlands retired his jersey number 17 in March, 2001, and Brian has helped the school raise
funds for the athletic department. He was a Helms Scholar-Athlete as a senior. Brian earned a B.A.
in communications from BYU, where he also pursued  a master’s in communications.

Billick endows a scholarship at the communications college at BYU. He and Kim (who at one lime
was an assistant to NFL Hall of Famer Tex Schramm of the Dallas Cowboys) have 2 daughters:
Aubree (3/5/84), a sophomore at Northwestern University, and Keegan (6/26/89).

Matt Caviiniiugh calls the offensive plays and enters his 5th Ravens season in that capacity. Matt owns the
title to three Super Bowl rings, which he earned in his 25 years in the NFL—one as the offensive coordi
nator for the Baltimore Ravens and two as a player for two different teams (San Francisco 49ers and New
York Giants). He served as an offensive coordinator with Chicago for 2 seasons (1997-98) prior to com

ing to Baltimore.

“We’ve successfully developed a chemistry with the guys on offense that is contagious. Our veterans don’t
hesitate to give these younger guys some guidance,” says Cavanaugh.“1 definitely see it begin to develop
at our early camps between the players who have been here and the newcomers. They’re all eager.”

In 2002. Chris Redman’s (182-97-1,034-53.3%-7TD.s-3 INTs) back injury kept him out of action follow

ing the 6th game of the season. In his 4th game of 2002 at Cleveland, Redman did not throw an INT, nor
ho sacked, leading to a career-high 106.0 QB rating. QB Jeff Blake (295-165-2,084-55.9%-13TDs-11

INTs) took over for Chris after the injury, starting 10 games. RB Jamal Lewis returned after missing the
2001 season with a knee injury and surprised critics with 1,327 rushing yards (6 TDs), finishing 6th in the
AFC. TE Todd Heap (68-836) and LT Jonathan Ogden were voted to the Pro Bowl. Both WR Travis Taylor
and Heap caught 6 TDs each, while younger receivers continued to develop.

“It’s our job to find good players and develop them,” says head coach Brian Billick. "Matt is particularly
solid at teaching. He knows how to play the game, as well as coach it. He’ll tell us if what we’re asking a
quarterback to do is possible. I've got tremendous confidence that Matt will get our young guys ready to
play and learn how to execute what we teach.”

A 14-year NFL veteran quarterback. Matt is in his  1 Ith season coaching, his 7th as coordinator. Since his
arrival in 1999, Cavanaugh has worked with a total of seven starting quarterbacks (Scott Mitchell, Stoney
Case, Tony Banks, Trent Dllfer, Elvis Grbac, Chris Redman and Jeff Blake). Dilfer finished I l-l as a
starter in 2000, including the Ravens’ 34-7 Super Bowl XXXV victory over the Giants. The Ravens set a
new team rushing record that season with 2,199 yards, 5th in the NFL. The powerful ground game, led by
rookie Jamal Lewis (1,364 yards), enabled the offense to rank 2nd in the NFL in average time of posses
sion (33:19). The Ravens scored 333 points, 2nd-most in team history, despite a 5-game TD drought in
October.

Cavanaugh spent the 1996 season as QB coach of the 49ers, where he initially coached former Ravens QB
Elvis Grbac. Matt tutored quarterbacks for the Arizona Cardinals from 1994-95. He launched his coach
ing career in 1993 as tight ends coach at the University of Pittsburgh.

Matt was selected in the 2nd round of the 1978 draft by the New England Patriots. He spent 5 seasons with
the Patriots before being traded to San Francisco in 1983, where he backed up Joe Montana. (The 49ers
defeated Miami, 38-16, in Super Bowl XIX following the 1984 season). In 1986, Matt was traded to the
Philadelphia Eagles, where he played 4 seasons. He played for the Giants in 1990-91, where he earned his
2nd Super Bowl ring as a player. In 112 career games, Cavanaugh completed 305 of 579 passes for 4,332
yards with 28 TOs."

Cavanaugh was named MVP of the 1976 Sugar Bowl in which the Pittsburgh Panthers won the National
Champion,ship. He has three children: Amy (a junior at Miami of Ohio), Andrew and Mollie. Matt lives in
Baltimore, MD.

Mike Nolan enters his second year as defensive coordinator of the Ravens, a position he held for 8 years
with 3 other teams: New York Jets (2000), Washington Redskins (1997-99) and the New York Giants
(1993-96). Mike, a Baltimore native, returned to Maryland in 2001 and spent that season coaching Ravens
wide receivers. Nolan had been part of head coach Brian Billick’s vision for the future.

●■When we originally recruited Mike to join us, it was with the thought that Marvin Lewis would leave for
a position as an NFL head coach, and Jack (Del Rio) would follow.” Brian was right. Following Lewis’
1-year stint at Washington, Marvin was named the Cincinnati Bengals’ head coach, and Del Rio became
the head coach of the Jacksonville Jaguars after  1 year as defensive coordinator with Carolina.

In 2002, the Ravens’ young newcomers outnumbered the starting veterans on defense, and 8 rookies com
prised the defensive roster by the end of the season. And despite the loss of LB Ray Lewis, who played
in 5 games after suffering a shoulder injury in October, Baltimore finished 1st in the AFC with a team-
record 25 INTs, 2nd in the NFL in yards per rush (3.7), 3rd in the NFL in fewest yards allowed on 1st
down (4.87 yards—best in the AFC) and 3rd in the AFC with 31 take-aways. LB Peter Boulware was
double-and triple-teamed with LB Ray Lewis (shoulder) and DE Michael McCrary (knee) out. He posted
a career/team-high of 59 sacks, 7 on the season.

Nolan will continue to use some elements of a 3-4 defense this season, but the Ravens still plan to
number of different defensive looks as well, including the 4-3, “We’re going to use the best alignments
for whatever given situation we’re in during a game,” says Nolan. “There are a lot of factors that come
into play in a game situation. It’s important to be both versatile and aggressive and to use the talent you
have in the best possible way.”

During his 1-year stint with the Jets (2000) as defensive coordinator, the defense rebounded to 10th (tied
with Philadelphia) in the league—11 spots better than the previous year (21st). Prior to the Jets, Nolan
spent 3 years as defensive coordinator for the Washington Redskins (1997-99). While Nolan was with
Washington, the Redskins captured the NFC East title (1999) and advanced to a Divisional Playoff game
following a Wild Card victory over Detroit. The Redskins have not returned to the playoffs since. In ’97,
Nolan’s defense allowed the 8th-fewest points in the NFL and finished 3rd overall in pass defense.
Nolan spent 4 seasons (1993-96) as the defensive coordinator for the Giants under then-head coach Dan
Reeves. In his 1st season, the Giants’ defense allowed the fewest points in the NFL (205). Prior to that,
Nolan joined the Denver Broncos (1987-88) as a special teams coach/defensive assistant and then moved
to linebackers coach (1989-92).
He coached linebackers atLSU in 1986 and at Stanford in 1983, after a 1-year stint as The Cardinal defen
sive backs coach (1982). In 1984-85, he coached DBs at Rice. In 1981, Nolan made his coaching debut
as a graduate assistant at Oregon, where he was a 3-year letterman at free safety. Nolan participated in the
1981 Broncos’ training camp as a DB under Dan Reeves. Eventually, Reeves hired him as Denver’s spe
cial teams coach in 1987.

Mike, one of six children and the son of former NFL head coach Dick Nolan (San Francisco and New
Orleans), graduated from Woodside (CA) H.S. He and his wife, Kathy, have four children: sons, Michael
and Christopher, and daughters, Laura and Jennifer.

Gary Zauner was named the Ravens' 1st special teams coordinator in 2002. After 8 years of setting or
breaking NFL records with the Minnesota Vikings as their special teams coach, it’s no fluke that the
Ravens produced 4 special teams TDs last season. Anchored by Matt Stover, one of the most consis
tent kickers in NFL history, special teams energizxd M&T Bank Stadium.

Matt was 21 of 25 in FGAs and did not miss an extra point. Chris McAlister stunned Denver, as well
as Ravens fans and a national television audience after grabbing a Jason Elam missed FG, then rac-

spectacLilar 107 yards for a TD, when he set the record for the longest play in NFL history.mg a

Rookies dominated these units, but produced big plays and made their own history. RS Lamont

Brightful. a 6th-round draft pick last season, had the longest PR in the NFL (95 yards for a TD against
Cincinnati, also a Ravens’ team record). In 2002, Ed Reed blocked the first two punts in team histo

ry, and Chad Williams added a third (2 of the 3 were returned for TDs). David Zastudil was 2nd in
the NFL with 31 punts inside the 20. LB Bart Scott and Williams led the special teams in tackles with
17 each.

Zauner’s Vikings career spanned 8 years (1994-2001) coaching special teams. Fie was named their
special teams coordinator prior to the 2001 season. During his Vikings tenure, Zauner’s special teams
players set several NFL records, led the league in a number of categories, and Viking Mitch Berger
became the 1st punter in their 39-year history to make the Pro Bowl (1999).

“Gary Zauner is one of that rare breed of special teams coach,” says head coach Brian Billick.“He is
unusual in that he has proven his expertise in not only special teams play, but in the specifics of kick
ing, punting and long snapping, which are such a huge part of this game. I know he’s a tremendous
resource to us.”

In 2001. Gary Anderson added to his NFL scoring record by kicking 15 of 18 FGs and 29 of 30 PATs,
and now has 2,133 career points scored. P Mitch Berger finished 7th among punters in the NFL and
tied for 2nd in the NFC with a 43.5 yard punt average. Berger led the NFC in punting for the 2nd con
secutive season (44.7). Anderson missed only one FG in 2000, finishing the season as the NFL’s

leader in FG percentage (.957, 22-23). Against Buffalo on 10/22/00, he surpassed George Blanda to
become the NFL’s all-time leading scorer.

Minnesota set a team record (1999) for returns for TDs in a season with 3 (KORs by Robert Tate and

Moe Williams and a punt by Randy Moss). The Vikings also led the NFL in average opponents drive
start on KOs (23.5-yard line).

Zauner guided Anderson to the 1st perfect kicking season in NFL history in 1998 (35 of 35 on FGAs
and 59-of-59 on PATs). Also in ’98, Anderson set the NFL record for most kicking points with 164.

Berger led the NFL with 40 touchbacks in ’98, an NFL record since the kickoff was moved to the 30-
yard line in 1993. He was named NFC Special Teams Player of the Week twice and NFC Special
Teams Player of the Month for November. Berger set Vikings single-game records for punting aver
age (55.8) and net punting average (48.2) vs. Cincinnati (11/15).

In 1997, K Eddie Murray surpassed the then-NFL record for consecutive extra points of 234, en route
to 250 at season’s end. Flarold Morrow, who signed with the Ravens this offseason, set a team record

with 32 special teams tackles and punt returner David Palmer led the NFC in PR average (13.1) for
the 2nd time in his career. Zauner coached kicker Scott Sisson and P/KO specialist Berger in 1996,
both in their 1st season with the Vikings.

In 1995, K Fuad Reveiz set then-league records of consecutive FGs (31) and consecutive FGs of 45-

or-less yards (39). Zauner’s special teams placed  a player among the top 2 in the NFC in PR average
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(Palmer, 13.2) and KOR average (Qadry Ismail, 24.7) for the 1st time in the same .season in team his
tory. In his 1st season in Minnesota in 1994, Zaimer guided Mike Saxon, who he tutored at San Diego
State, to a team season record for punts inside the 20-yard line with 28. All-Pro Reveiz scored 132
points en route to his 1st Pro Bowl appearance.

Zauner was hired by George Allen at Long Beach State in 1990. He spent 2 seasons working with the
49ers’ special teams program. From 1987-88, Zauner coached special teams at the University of New
Mexico and guided former Falcons WR Terance Mathis, who tied a NCAA season record (1988)
for TDs (3) on KORs for the Lobos. From 1981-85, he was with San Diego State and guided the
Aztecs to become one of the best special teams units in the country. Zatiner’s coaching experience

began at Brigham Young in 1979, where in his 2 years, he recruited P/PK Lee Johnson, a 5th-round
draft choice by Houston in ’85. From 1992-93 he worked as a consultant with many NFL teams and
players on kicking and special teams.

Zauner spent time as a punter at training camps of the Vikings (’73) and the Houston Oilers (’74).
He lettered in football and baseball at the University of Wisconsin-La Crosse where he received his

bachelor’s degree in health and physical education (double major) and master’s degree in physical
education. Gary graduated from Hamilton (Milwaukee, Wl) H.S.

Jim Colletto marks his 37lli year in coaching and his 5th year as offensive line coach for the
Baltimore Ravens in 2003. The highly-regtuded Ravens offensive line experienced some adjustments
at right tackle, center and left guard in 2002, but still effectively opened holes for a 1,000+ yard rush
er and paved the way for 20 touchdowns by receivers. LT Jonathan Ogden, considered one of the best
offensive linemen in the league, was voted to his 6th consecutive Pro Bowl.

“Jim brings to us a wealth of teaching that he’s gained at big college football programs,” says head
coach Brian Billick.“He’s such a great motivator, and Jim has fun with it. He communicates well
with all the players.”

Injuries to the Ravens’ offensive line in the 2001 training camp forced numerous substitutions
throughout the regular season. The Ravens’ offense still managed a 14th overall NFL ranking, gain
ing a total of 1,810 yards (3.7 avg.), 2nd highest in team history, without top power rusher Jamal
Lewis. Lewis sustained a left ACL tear in training camp and missed the entire season.

In 2000, the Ravens set a new team rushing mark with 2,199 yards and a 4.3-yard avg. Then-rookie
RB Jamal Lewis set a new franchise mark by rushing for 1,364 yards. In spite of a sputtering start,
the Ravens recovered after a 5-game TD drought and launched a November/December series that
would take them into the playoffs and, ultimately, a victory in Super Bowl XXXV.

Colletto came to the Ravens in 1999 from

Notre Dame, where he spent 2 seasons (1997-
98) as offensive coordinator. In 1998, Jim

coached TEs in addition to coordinating the
offense.

Colletto has 11 seasons of head coaching expe
rience, including 5 years (1975-79) at Cal State
Fullerton and 6 years at Purdue (1991-96). He
also spent 3 seasons (1982-84) as Purdue’s offensive coordinator and OL coach. The 1984 Purdue
team is the only Boilermakers’ squad to beat Notre Dame, Michigan and Ohio State in the same sea-
●son.

Prior to being named Purdue’s head coach, Jim was the assistant head coach and offensive coordi
nator at Ohio State from 1988-90, where he also worked with OTs and TEs. From 1985-87, Colletto
was offensive coordinator at Arizona State. The Sun Devils defeated Michigan in the 1987 Rose
Bowl. Colletto joined head coach John Cooper at Ohio State in the winter of 1988.
Colletto entered the coaching ranks at his alma mater of UCLA as a graduate assistant in 1966. He
coached the Bruins’ OL (1967-68; 1980-81), Brown (1969), Xavier of Ohio (1970-71) and Pacific
(1972-74).

Pro fessional Strength and Conditioning Coach of the Year by a vote of his peers in the Professional
Football Strength and Conditioning Coaches Society,

■'Jeff is the one who keeps players in excellent condition,” says head coach Brian Billick, “We start
the program in March and it runs through June. Players follow Jeff’s regimen and his signature is all
over our strength and conditioning program. We’ve gone 12-6 in December over the last 4 seasons
[two regular-season games played in January]. Jeff knows how to motivate the players and get the
most out of their bodies over the long season.”

Friday spent 3 seasons (1996-98) with the Minnesota Vikings as assistant strength and conditioning
coach after 4 years in the same capacity at Northwestern University. While with the Wildcats, Jeff
worked primarily with the men's and women’s basketball teams, although he helped develop the
football squad that won the Big Ten title in 1995.

Wade Hannan enters his 5th year coaching tight ends and assists in tutoring the offensive line. Wade’s
special group of receivers may be the best TEs group in the NFL, and it includes Pro Bowler Todd
Heap.“Todd is the whole package: pass protection, run blocking, catching the ball—and he can han
dle pressure,” says Harman. The remaining TEs in the crew include Terry Jones. Jr.. John Jones and
Trent Smith (D7b-’03). In 2 of the past 3 seasons, a TE has led the Ravens in receptions.

"Wade is an inspiration, teacher and motivator to his players,” says head coach Brian Billick. "He has
been familiar with our offensive system since his introduction to the program when we were both at
Utah State. His experience coaching the offensive line
is also a plus. I can’t think of a better coach for our
young players.”

Last season, the Ravens were the only team in the
league to have a TE (Heap) lead his team in receptions
(68-836 yards); Heap also tied for the team-lead with 6
TDs (WR Travis Taylor). He posted two 2-TD games
(vs. Jax. and Den.) and 2 go-ahead TDs (at Pit. and at ̂
Cin.). Heap’s 6 points at Paul Brown Stadium were the
game-winners (27-23) with only minutes remaining.
John Jones started 4 of 15 games (when the Ravens
employed 2-tight end sets). Rookie Terry Jones, Jr.
emerged, starting 6 of 14 games and catching 11 pass
es for 106 yards and I TD.

In 2001, future Hall of Earner Shannon Sharpe (who re
signed with Denver in 2002 after 2 seasons with the
Ravens) became the NFL’s all-time pa.ss-catching TE 2002 Phow: Ufi w right. TEs Terr. Jones. Jr..
(on 1 1/18 vs. Cle.), eclipsing Ozzie Newsome's NFL John Jones. TEs coach Wade Hannan and Todd
marks (662 rec. for 7.980 yards). Sharpe had posted Heap.
690 career receptions for 8.553 yards, both all-time
NFL records for a TE. Sharpe caught a dazzling game-winning TD pass at Jacksonville (I 1/25) with
9 seconds remaining. In 2000. the Ravens signed Sharpe, and he led the team with 67 catches for 810
yards and 5 TDs. plus added huge plays in the postseason, catching 6 passes for 230 yards and 2 TDs.

Harman .spent 2 seasons (1997-98) with the Vikings as a coaching assistant, helping tutor their offen
sive line under OL coach Mike Tice. He assisted the coaching staff with playbook development, prac
tice plans and schedules, game plans, opponents scouting reports and also assisted the pro personnel
department. Harman went to the Vikings in April of 1997 after serving as offensive coordinator and OL
coach at Morningside College in Sioux City, lA. He coached a variety of offensive positions at the
University of the Pacific from 1992-95. and monitored administrative affairs for the football program.

He entered the coaching ranks in 1987 at Utah State, where he was a graduate assistant and worked
under then-offensive coordinator Brian Billick. Harman was an LB at Utah State after transferring
from Drake. He earned a master’s degree in health, physical education and recreation from Utah State
in 1988.

Donnie Henderson enters his 4th season as secondary coach for the Ravens and 21st year of coach

ing in 2003. He joined the Ravens in 1999 as assistant defensive backs coach. Henderson’s second
ary posted 17 interceptions last season, more than half of the 25 INTs grabbed by the Baltimore
Ravens' defense. The defense ranked 1st in the AFC in INTs, also posting a team record.

Last season. CB Chris McAlister, who is developing into one of the NFL’s elite corners, was the only vet
eran starter in the secondary. Chris led the DBs with 24 defensed passes. 67 tackles and one INT, despite
missing 3 games with an ankle injury. Rookie S Ed Reed (DI-'02, 24th overall) led the team with 5 INTs
and was 4th on the team in tackles (86, 1 sack) and I st-time starter CB Gary Baxter posted 90 tackles, one

INT and 20 defensed passes. S Anthony Mitchell had 3 INTs.

"Donnie is great at teaching technique to young players," says head coach Brian Billick. “The
younger guys have no problem relating to Donnie. His 16 years in the college ranks gives him an
edge to communicate to younger players. His passion and accountability works to his advantage,
both on and off the field. Donnie lets them know they are accountable, too.”

In 2001, the Ravens finished 2nd in the NFL in overall defense and 8th against the pass. The sec

ondary intercepted 12 passes (plus 2 more in the postseason), forced 6 fumbles and recovered 6.

In 2000. the World Champion Ravens' defense set 16-game NFL records including fewest points
allowed (165) and fewest rushing yards allowed (970). The secondary, led by S Rod Woodson, who
was named to his 9th Pro Bowl, helped set a team mark with 23 INTs, making the Ravens the NFL
leader with 49 take-aways. Baltimore allowed only 1  1 TD passes in 20 games (tops in the NFL).

Before joining Baltimore, Donnie spent the 1998 season coaching DBs at the University of Houston,
While at Houston, he was promoted to assistant head coach. Donnie spent 6 seasons (1992-97) on
the Arizona State coaching staff, coaching safeties from 1992-94 and DBs from 1995-97.

Henderson spent 2 years (1990-91) coaching LBs at California. Prior to that. Donnie was recruiting
coordinator and DBs coach at Idaho in 1989. He started his collegiate coaching career at his alma
mater, Utah State, in 1983 as a graduate assistant, then took over the Aggies’ linebackers in 1986.

Henderson played 2 seasons at Santa Monica Junior College before transferring to Utah State. He
earned first-team All-PCAA honors as a senior cornerback. Henderson was selected by the Detroit
Lions in the 1980 NFL Draft. Donnie lives in Owings Mills, MD.

Rex Ryan, who enters his 5th year coaching the Ravens' defensive line, has a distinctive NFL blood
line when it comes to coaching defenses. The Ryan family has coached in 5 Super Bowls with .5 dif
ferent NFL teams. Rex’s father is the legendary Buddy Ryan; his brother is Rob Ryan, the lineback
ers coach of the New England Patriots.

Billick says: “Rex is considered one of the best young defensive minds in the game today, and he has
a great rapport with his players. His enthusiasm is infectious. He gets a lot out of his guys, and they
love to play for him.”

Baltimore's defense held opponents to an AFC-best 3.7 yards per carry last season. In 2002, Ravens line
men averaged 2 years of experience and 24 years of age. Rookie DE Tony Weaver proved to be a new fix
ture on the line (65 tackles, 3.5 sacks), and versatile LB/DE Adalius Thomas logged 68 tackles, 3 sacks, a
fumble recovery and 2 INTs, including 1 for a TD. Despite being dotible-and-triple-teamed, sometinie-DE
Peter Boulware was voted to the 2002 Pro Bowl as an LB (his 3rd) and produced a team-high 7 sacks. In
the Ravens’ rotation were DLs Kelly Gregg. Maake Kemoeatu, Riddick Parker and Dave Nugent.

In 2001. Baltimore finished 2nd in the NFL in defense, 4th against the run and 8th against the pass.
The Ravens’ defense finished in the NFL’s Top 4 in several important categories, ineluding I st in total
yards allowed per play (4.4), 2nd in total yards allowed per game (277.9). and 3rd in rushing average
allowed per play (3.4). Baltimore was 4th in the NFL in fewest points allowed with 265.

Baltimore’s record-setting defense did not permit  a 100-yard rusher in 50-straight games, including
the playoffs, until the Bengals’ Corey Dillon gained 127 yards on 24 carries (12/23/01). Baltimore’s
streak was the longest since the 1993-95 Chargers had a string of 34 games without allowing a 100-
yard rusher. Prior to the Chargers, the Eagles’ 53-game streak occurred from 1989-92. The Ravens set
a  16-game NFL record in 2000 by allowing only 970 yards rushing and 2.68 yards per rushing
attempt. In 2002. Ryan helped defensive coordinator Mike Nolan implement the 3-4 defense, and this
season, the Ravens will continue to use a number of different defensive looks, including the 4-3.

Rex joined Brian Billick’s staff in 1999 after spending the 1998 season as Oklahoma’s defensive
coordinator. Oklahoma’s defense ranked 6th in the nation in total defense. Rex coached the Sooners’

defense after spending 2 seasons as defensive coordinator at the University of Cincinnati.While at
Cincinnati (1996-97), the defense ranked 5th and 13th, respectively, in his 2 seasons.

Ryan spent 2 seasons (1994-95) with the Arizona Cardinals under his father, then-head coach Buddy
Ryan. In his 1st season, he coached the defensive line, and in his 2nd season, the linebackers. In 1994,
the Cardinals ranked in the NFL’s Top 5 in every major defensive statistical category, including 3rd
in overall defense. Before entering the NFL, Ryan was defensive coordinator at Morehead (KY) State
from 1990-93. In 1989. Rex was assistant head coach and defensive coordinator at New Mexico

Highlands. He started his collegiate coaching career as DE coach at Eastern Kentucky in 1987.

David Shaw joined the Baltimore Ravens in 2002, and replaced newly-promoted receivers coach
Mike Nolan, who was named defensive coordinator in 2002. David’s combined duties include coach

ing both receivers and quarterbacks, both very young groups, averaging 24-to-27 years of age and 2-
to-6 years of experience.

“David’s dual role with the Ravens makes sense,” says head coach Brian Billick. “He’s familiar with
both positions, and I like the idea of combining receivers and quarterbacks. 1 feel comfortable with
David, I’ve known him for a long time, and I know how capable he is.”

David spent 4 seasons with the Oakland Raiders (1998-2001) prior to his move to Baltimore. In
Shaw’s first 3 years with the Raiders, he was a quality control assistant for the offense, then secured
a promotion to quarterbacks coach in 2001. The Raiders won the AFC West that year and gained a
playoff berth, but lost the Divisional Playoff contest at New England, 16-13, that season.

In 2002, QB Chris Redman started the first 6 games of the season (3-3), but his back injury gave Jeff
Blake (295-l65-2,084-55.9%-l3TDs) the nod to start the final 10 games. Travis Taylor had a break
out season, leading wide receivers with 61 catches for 869 yards and 6 TDs, while an ankle injury to
former Raven starter Brandon Stokley gave several rookies the opportunity to see action at the
receivers position last season.

In 2001. Shaw helped coach Raiders QB Rich Gannon, who ranked 1st in the AFC and 2nd in the
NFL (behind the Rams’ Kurt Warner), with a 95.5 QB rating. Gannon completed 361 passes in 549
attempts (3,828 yards), and recorded 27 TDs and only 9 INTs. Oakland was 4th in the league in pass
ing and 7th overall in offense. Gannon won consecutive Pro Bowl MVP honors (2000-01), and the
2002 NFL MVP award.

In 1997, Shaw jumped to the NFL ranks by joining the Philadelphia Eagles as an offensive assistant.
He worked closely with then-offensive coordinator Jon Gruden (Bucs’ head coach) and the other
offensive coaches, studying tapes of opponents for game-planning, and assuming various on-field
responsibilities.

Shaw earned a sociology degree at Stanford. As a Cardinal, he recorded 57 receptions and 6 TDs at
the flanker position and was a 4-year letter winner. A multi-talented athlete, Shaw became only the
3rd man in Stanford history to participate in 3 varsity sports (football, 1990-94; track, 1993; and bas
ketball, 1994). Billick coached him in his first  2 seasons at Stanford. Shaw, a San Diego native, was

Matt Simon is in his 5th season as the Ravens' running backs coach, and the strong rushing attack led
by Jamal Lewis has showed steady improvement. Last season, the Ravens' ground attack included a
healthy Lewis, who broke 1,000+ rushing yards for  a 2nd season, finishing 6th in the AFC and post
ing a team recoid us the 1st player in team history to have two 1,000-yard seasons.

"Matt is the kind of coach who won't be satisfied with pa.st success,” says head coach Brian Billick.
"He wants to go out and do it again and again. He has certain expectations, and he won’t rest on the
kind of success we had when we went to Super Bowl XXXV. His backs are hungry for the yards, and
Jamal has said he won’t be happy until he gets 2,000 yards in one season.”

Despite missing Lewis in 2001 with his injury, the Ravens still earned rushing respectability in the
NFL. As a team. Baltimore carried the ball 483 times for a total of 1.810 yards (3.7 average) and 11
TDs. The Ravens' rushing attack was 1 Ith overall in the league, with a total offense that ranked 14th.

In 2000, Jamal Lewis broke the Ravens’ single-sea.son rushing mark with 1,364 yards. Counting the
postseason, Lewis combined for an amazing 2,038 yards, rushing and receiving. Baltimore set a new
team rushing record with 2,199 yards. 5th in the NFL. In 1999, Ravens running backs did not fum
ble once in 431 carries.

Mike Singletary, an NFL Hall of Famer and 12-year middle linebacker for the Chicago Bears, enters
both the coaching ranks and the Baltimore Ravens for the first time in 2003. Since 2001. Singletary
is co-founder/ CEO of Leadership Zone, a company that provides leadership training to businesses,
ministries and youth development. Singletary will coach one of the best LB corps in the NFL, includ
ing Ray Lewis, Peter Boulware. Ed Hartwell, Cornell Brown and Terrell Suggs (Dla-'03).

“Mike Singletary’s proven passion and commitment to the game are well-documented. He will bring
that same level of passion to the coaching profession and to this team, and he'll prove to be a huge
asset for us.” .says head coach Brian Billick.

Singletary’s career boasted 1.488 tackles (885 solo) during his career, finishing as the Bears’ Ist-or-
2nd-leading tackier each of his last I I seasons. After being drafted out of Baylor (2nd round. 1981),
Mike started a defensive team record 172 games for the Bears, trailing only RB Walter Payton’s 184
career starts for the all-time team lead.

In 1985, Singletary led Buddy Ryan’s Bears 46-defense to a 46-10 victory over the Patriots in Super
Bowl XX. The Bears’ defense allowed fewer than 1 1 points per game during the regular season and
held New England to a Super Bowl record-low 7 yards rushing.

Singletary was named 1990 NFL Man of the Year for playing excellence and olT-the-field communi
ty contributions and the recipient of the 1991 “Athletes in Action” Bart Starr Award, the Byron
“Whizzer” White Award (1989), and the Dapper Dan Farewell to Sports Award (1993), all recogniz
ing quality achievements and high moral character (off the field) by players who excel on the field.
In 2001, Mike won Walter Camp’s “Man of the Year,” based on his reputation for integrity and lead
ership within his profession and contributions benefiting his community, country and fellow man.

Singletary earned a management degree with a minor in broadcasting. He produced an award-win
ning training video, A Team of Eagles, and authored 4 books: Calling the Shots. Singletary on
Singletary and Daddy's Home at Last, stressing the importance of father/children responsibilities and
making family a priority. Mike’s 4th book was published in May of 2003: On the Subject of
Leadership. He is an international motivational speaker and business consultant on
Diversity/Teamwork/Work and Life Balancing/Communication. Singletary was named “Father of the
Year” by the National Fatherhood Initiative in 1998.

Phil Savage, one of the NFL’s top football personnel experts, was named the team’s director of play
er personnel last February and is in his 13th year with Art Modell's franchise. As player personnel
director. Savage works with GM Ozzie Newsome to oversee both the college and pro scouting
departments.

Continuing to scout collegiate players around the country, Phil is now more involved in the day-to-
day operations of the team. In the last few years. Savage has negotiated later-round draft pick con
tracts, working with Pat Moriarty and the players’ agents.

Last April. Baltimore received outstanding grades across the board for its 2003 NFL Draft. Savage
and the scouting department, under the direction of Ozzie Newsome, selected 1 1 players in the NFL
Draft. LB Terrell Suggs (Arizona State) was the 10th overall selection and QB Kyle Boiler
(California) was the 19th overall pick. Savage and the Ravens made a draft-day trade with New
England for Baltimore’s second-round pick this year (2003) and its Ist-round pick in 2004 for Boiler.

In the third round, Baltimore selected RB

Musa Smith (Georgia) at 77th overall, who the
Ravens had as one of their top-rated backs.
Smith was followed by DE Jarret Johnson
(Alabama) and FB Ovie Mughelli (Wake
Forest), both in the fourth round. DT Aubrayo
Franklin (Tennessee) and OT Tony Pashos
(Illinois) were Baltimore’s two 5th-round

picks and S Gerome Sapp (Notre Dame) was
selected in the sixth round. The Ravens drafted their final 3 in the 7th round: TE Trent Smith

(Oklahoma), C/G Mike Mabry (Central Florida) and  S Antwoine Sanders (Utah).

Since 1996, the Ravens have drafted Pro Bowlers OT Jonathan Ogden (Dla, 1996), LB Ray Lewis
(Dlb, 1996), WR/PR Jermaine Lewis (D5, 1996), LB Peter Boulware (Dl, 1997), and TE Todd Heap

(D1,2001). Other major contributors include LB Jamie Sharper (D2a, 1997), CB Duane Starks (DI,
1998), CB Chris McAlister (Dl, 1999), OL Edwin Mulitalo (D4b, 1999), RB Jamal Lewis (Dla,
2000), WR Travis Taylor (Dlb, 2000), QB Chris Redman (D3, 2000), LB Adalius Thomas (D6,
2000). LB Edgerton Hartwell (D4, 2001), S Ed Reed (D1.2002), and DE Tony Weaver (D2, 2002).

In a survey conducted by The Dallas Morning News in 2000, the Ravens’ drafts over the 4-year span
from 1996-1999 produced more Pro Bowlers (4) and  a higher percentage of starters (38.5%) than
any other NFL team. The survey also concluded that the Ravens had the highest percentage of draft
ed players still on the team at the time (69.2%). The survey included the years 1996-99. a period of
time that Phil served as director of college scouting,

Phil joined the Cleveland Browns in ’91, after a month-long stint as tight ends/running backs coach
for the San Antonio Riders of the World League (coached by former Chargers head coach and cur

rent Oregon State head coach Mike Riley). His first 3 years with the Browns’ coaching staff were
spent as an assistant to former defensive coordinator Nick Saban (now head coach at LSU). The fol
lowing year, Phil took on added duties in the personnel area when he began scouting college play
ers. while continuing to break down coaching film and compiling scouting reports on upcoming
opponents.

Savage, 38, launched his coaching career at the age of 21, when he served as a graduate assistant at
Alabama under Bill Curry (current ESPN analyst) in 1987. From 1988-89, he coached the tight ends.

Ericsson Stadium

An INT with less than 2 minutes left in regulation foiled the Ravens’ comeback hopes, as Baltimore
lost to the Carolina Panthers at Ericsson Stadium in the first game of the 2002 season. Down 3 points,
the Ravens had the ball on their own 40, but on third-and-3, Carolina’s DE Julius Peppers hit QB
Chris Redman while he was throwing, causing an INT by LB Dan Morgan that sealed the game. It
was a hard way for Redman to finish a strong debut. He connected on 20 of 34 passes for 218 yards
and a TD in his first NFL start. Redman worked his way into a comfort zone during the Ravens’ sec
ond drive, connecting three times with TE Todd Heap and once with WR Brandon Stokley, who set
career highs in receptions (6) and yards (83). Redman then fired a perfect deep ball to WR Travis
Taylor for 36 yards, taking it down to the Carolina 11-yard line. Two plays later, Redman connected
with rookie WR Ron Johnson for an 8-yard touchdown strike - a first for both players - giving the
Ravens a 7-0 lead. On the possession, Redman showed poise under pressure, connecting on all 6 pass
es for 77 yards. The Panthers scored on the ensuing possession, as QB Rodney Peete - who was 12
of 19 for 136 yards in his first start since 1998  - completed passes of 9 and 33 yards before connect
ing with TE Wesley Walls on a 20-yard TD score to tie the game, A 27-yard FG by John Kasay in the
second quarter completed the scoring.

Later in the quarter, the Buccaneers’ WR Karl Williams
returned Dave Zastudil’s punt 54 yards for a TD. Gramatica hit a 30-yard FG in the second quarter
that gave Tampa Bay a 13-0 lead. After halftime, both defenses clamped down. On the Ravens’ first
play from scrimmage in the third quarter, the handoff from Redman to Lewis was fumbled. Neither
team could gel possession of the ball until it went out of bounds in the Ravens’ end zone, giving the
Bucs a safely. On the ensuing possession, Tampa Bay drove from its own 40-yard line to inside the
Ravens’ 10. but a pair of false start penalties ended the drive. Gramatica booted another 30-yard FG,
putting Tampa up 18-0. With less than 5 minutes left in the fourth quarter, the Ravens faced third-and-
3 from their own 4-yard line when LB Derrick Brooks picked Redman off at the 3 and ran 97 yards
for a TD. It was the longest INT return ever against Baltimore.

A late pass interference call in the game’s final seconds set up a game-winning 38-yard FG by
Indianapolis K Mike Vanderjagt, as the Colts eked out a 22-20 win over the Ravens at the RCA Dome.

The Colts faced a 4th-and-10 from their own 36-yard line late in the fourth quarter when LB Peter
Boulware pressured QB Peyton Manning into throwing the ball up for grabs. CB Gary Baxter was
called for a controversial interference after a pass to WR Qadry Ismail fell incomplete. Playing with
out LB Ray Lewis and DE Michael McCrary, the Ravens held the Colts to just I TD and 60 yards
rushing. The Colts scored on their first possession, an 11-yard TD pass from QB Peyton Manning to
TE Marcus Pollard, but Baltimore clamped down after that. Baltimore K Matt Stover connected
FGs of 41 and 51 yards - the latter tied his own team record - in the first quarter, to pull the Ravens
to within 7-6. Later in the half, Vanderjagt connected on a 39-yard FG, his 1st of 5, to extend the
Colts' lead to 10-6. The kicker added a 50-yard FG late in the half to give the Colts a TD advantage
(13-6) at the half In the third quarter, the Ravens reached the end zone when Jamal Lewis ran in

untouched from 5 yards out. Stover’s extra point tied the game. Lewis rushed for a game-high 75
yards on 21 carries and caught a career-high 7 passes for 51 yards. But Indianapolis quickly regained
the lead.

Playing without defensive starters LB Ray Lewis, CB Chris
McAlister and DE Michael McCrary, the Ravens held Tennessee to 4 FGs, snapping its 5-game win
ning streak and holding QB Steve McNair without a TD pass for the 1st time in 27 games. A minute
into the game, Reed blocked Tennessee P Craig Hentrich’s kick, scooped it up and ran 11 yards to the
end zone.

Blake completed 19 of 26 passes for 336 yards and  2 TDs to lead the team to a season-high 422 total yards,
although he did throw 2 INTs. The Steelers got off to a quick start, as QB Tommy Maddox completed a 23-yard
TD pass to WR Hines Waid for a 7-0 lead. The Ravens .stormed fight back. On Ist-and-goal from the 6. RB Jamal
Lewis ran up the middle, but fumbled the ball forward into the end zone. FB Alan Ricard fell on it for  a TD, tying
the game at 7-7. In the second, K Jeff Reed hit a 23-yaid FG, then RB Amos Zereoue scored on a I-yar d TD mn
to give the Steelers a 17-7 advantage. Ricard later scored on his own, baireling in fi'om 6 yards out to make the
.score 17-14. The Ravens had a chance to get closer late in the half but Blake fumbled after a hit by LB Ja.son
Gildon. Reed connected on a 48-yai'd FG as the half ended to give the Steelers a 20-14 lead. Baltimore K Matt
Stover naiTowed tlie lead when he drilled a 43-yard FG. On the Ravens’ next possession, Blake connected with TE

Vie Baltimore Ravens began the 2000 NFL season talk
ing playoffs and ending it as champions, thanks to one
of the most dominant defenses in pro football history.

The Super Journey began with an ominous regular season
schedule that included five road games in seven weeks. In the
middle of it all was a 5-game streak without a touchdown, but

this magnificent dream. There the drought never divided the team.

The race toward the Lombardi trophy was not without its
hurdles: Ray Lewis rebounding from a trying offseason;
Trent Dilfer returning to Tampa Bay for the Super Bowl; an
emotional Jermaine Lewis dedicating a superb performance
to the memory of his stillborn son. Still, the team rallied the

embracing, shoving. You knew season, and it made the hard-fought victory that much
sweeter.

The Journey was about coming of age. It belonged to tough
veterans like Rod

Woodson, Ray Lewis,
Rob Burnett, Shannon
Sharpe, Matt Stover,
Michael

Jonathan Ogden, and tal
ented kids like Jamal
Lewis, Chris McAlister,
and Duane Starks.

The Journey belonged to
every citizen in the State of Maryland and the City of Baltimore.
The fans numbered in the thousands at the sendoff at Harbor Place

in January. Banners, words and promises hung in the air and were
not broken.

While the fans celebrated in Baltimore, the team went to Tampa
and beat the New York Giants, 34-7, on January 28, 2001. After the
Ravens came home on that sky-blue Monday following the Super
Bowl victory, the team learned the city had scheduled a parade the
next day. On a cold and rainy Tuesday, fans numbered in the hun
dreds of thousands and lined the city streets to welcome the team home.

Ray Lewis earned Super Bowl XXXV MVP honors, as well as Defensive Player of the Year. The
Ravens broke or tied a number of records in the game, including tying a Super Bowl record with 4
INTs. They were the third team in NFL history to not commit a turnover in a Super Bowl, and most
exciting of all—3 scores on 3 successive plays set a Super Bowl record. The back-to-back kickoff
returns for TDs were also a new record.

After receiving the Vince Lombardi trophy, which was designed by Tiffany’s, Art Modell lifted the
silver prize in the air, and said:

“To the people of Baltimore City, Baltimore County and the State of Maryland, this belongs to you.
From the bottom of my heart. Thank You.”

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BALTIMORE'S HISTORY OF FOOTBALL

December 28, 1946 Baltimore was awarded the bankrupt Miami Seahawks franchise of the All-
America Football Conference. The team was renamed Colts via a fan contest. Bob Rodenberg headed
the purchasing group.

September 7, 1947 The Colts won their first-ever AAFC game over the Brooklyn Dodgers, 16-7, in
front of 27,418 fans at Baltimore Stadium with Cecil Isbell as head coach. The Colts finished 2-1 1-
I, drawing just under 200,000 fans.

April 28,1948 The Colts reorganized, with over 200 stockholders. Jake Embry was named president
and Walt Driskill was named general manager.

December 12, 1948 The Colts lose their first-ever playoff game, 28-17, again.st vi.siting Buffalo in a
game marked by near riots after both teams finished tied for the Eastern Division title with 7-7 marks.
Attendance totaled 244,502.

February 24, 1949 Walt Driskill was named president and general manager, while Robert C. Embry
became vice-chairman of the board.

Fall, 1949 Isbell fired after four games and Driskill was named head coach. Colls finished 1-1 1.

December 8, 1949 AAFC and NFL reached merger agreement. The Colts entered the NFL for 1950
season.

December 18, 1949 Abraham Watner was named Colts president.

December 19, 1950 Linder head coach Clem Crowe, the Colts finished 1-1 1 in their first NFL sea
son with a 15-14 loss to the New York Yanks at Yankee Stadium. The Yanks later became the
Baltimore Colts.

.January 18, 1951 Watner withdrew the franchise due to financial distress and received $50,000 for
his players by the NFL.

1951 and 1952 No Colts team existed.

December 3, 1952 Commissioner Bert Bell challenged Baltimore to sell 15,000 tickets in six weeks
to re-enter NFL. The ticket drive reached its quota in four weeks, three days.

Januaiw, 1953 Carroll Rosenbloom headed an ownership group and Baltimore was awarded the
Dallas Texan franchise. Don Kellett was named president and Keith Molesworth head coach.

March 25,1953 Baltimore and Cleveland put together one of the largest trades in sports history, with
the Browns trading 10 players to the Colts for five players.

September 27, 1953 The Colts upset the Chicago Bears, 13-9, in the NFL opener at Memorial
Stadium.

Spring, 1954 Weeb Ewbank was named head coach.

December 28, 1958 The Colts defeated the New York Giants, 23-17, in Yankee Stadium in “sudden
death” for the World Championship. This game sparked the emergence of the NFL as a televised
sports giant.

December 27,1959 The Colts won their second straight World Championship, again over the Giants,
in Baltimore, 31-16.

December 11, 1960 The Rams snapped an NFL-record 47-game consecutive TD pass streak by
Johnny Unitas.

.January 8, 1963 Don Simla replaced Weeb Ewbank as head coach. Gino Marchetti and Bill
Pellington were named player-coaches.

January 20, 1964 Carroll Rosenbloom purchased the remaining shares of the club to gain 100%
ownership.

December 13, 1964 Raymond Berry caught his 506th career pass and Lenny Moore scored his 20th
touchdown of the season against Washington, both NFL records at the time.

December 27, 1964 The Browns defeated the Colts. 27-0, in Cleveland for the NFL title. Art Modell
wins his first NFL title, with Blanton Collier as head coach.

December 26, 1965 The Packers beat the Colts, 13-10, in "sudden death” playoff for the Western
Conference title. Tom Matte quarterbacked the club with plays written on his wristband, subbing for
injured QBs Johnny Unitas and Gary Cuozzo.

June 8, 1966 The NFL and the AFL announced plans to merge in 1970. The
Steelers would later join the AFC in the NFL’s realignment.

March 17,1967 Harry Hulmes. Colts publicity director, was named general manager, succeeding Joe
Campanella, who passed away on February 15, after only 23 days in the GM capacity.

November 5, 1967 The Colts defeated the Packers. 13-10, snapping a 5-game losing streak.

Colts, Browns and
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August 3, 1968 Art Donovan became the first Colt inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame.

December 29, 1968 The Colts shut out the Browns, 34-0. for the NFL Championship. Earlier, the
Colts had defeated Green Bay. 16-3, and Minnesota, 24-14, for the Western Conference crown.

January 12, 1969 The Jets defeated the Colts, 16-7, in Super Bowl III at the Orange Bowl after Joe
Namath “guarantees” a New York victory.

April 3, 1970 Don Shula resigned to become head coach of the Miami Dolphins and was succeeded
by Don McCafferty. In January, Don Klosternian was named GM.

September 20, 1970 The Colts beat San Diego, 16-14, to win their first AFC game in the newly
realigned NFL.

December 13, 1970 The Colts clinched their first AFC Eastern Division title with a 20-14 win at
Buffalo.

December 26,1970 The Colts beat Cincinnati, 17-0, in divisional playoff game.

January 3, 1971 The Colts beat the Oakland Raiders, 27-17, to win the AFC championship.

January 17,1971 Jim O’Brien kicked a 32-yard field goal with five seconds to play as the Colts won
Super Bowl V over Dallas, 16-13, in the first-ever AFC-NFC Super Bowl.

January 2, 1972 Miami beat Baltimore, 21-0, in the AFC title game. The Colts had defeated
Cleveland. 20-3. in the AFC playoffs to advance to the conference championship.

July 26, 1972 Robert Irsay acquired the Colts from Carroll Rosenbloom in exchange for the Los
Angeles Rams. Joe Thomas was named GM.

July 29, 1972 Gino Marchetti was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame.

October 16, 1972 John Sandusky replaced Don McCafferty as head coach after the fifth game of the
season.

February 14, 1973 Howard Schnellenberger was named head coach.

July 28, 1973 Raymond Berry and Jim Parker were inducted into the Pro Football Flail of Fame.

September 29, 1974 Joe Thomas replaced Howard Schnellenberger as head coach.

January 15, 1975 Ted Marchibroda was named head coach.

August 2, 1975 Lenny Moore was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame.

December 21, 1975 Colts won the first of 3 straight AFC East Division crowns by defeating New
England, 34-21, at Memorial Stadium. The season capped the greatest turnaround in NFL history
that time), as Marchibroda led the Colts to a 10-4 mark after the team was 2-12 in 1974.

December 12, 1976 The Colts won their 2nd straight AFC East crown by defeating Buffalo, 58-20,
in la.st home game of regular season.

January 25, 1977 Dick Szymanski was named GM and Ernie Accorsi assistant GM.

December 18, 1977 The Colts won their 3rd straight AFC East title with a 30-24 win over New
England that featured a 99-yard game-winning TD drive, longest in team history.

July 28, 1979 Johnny Unitas was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame, a year after Weeb
Ewbank.

January 16, 1980 Mike McCormack was named head coach, replacing Ted Marchibroda.

December 21, 1981 Frank Kush was named head coach.

May 16, 1982 Ernie Accorsi was named GM.

April 26,1983 The Colts selected John Elway with the first pick in the NFL draft, but traded him on
5/2 to Denver for OT Chris Hinton, QB Mark Herrmann and Denver’s top pick in 1984.

December 18, 1983 In the last NFL regular season game in Memorial Stadium—until 1996—the
Colts beat the Houston Oilers, 20-10. TE Pat Beach scored the lastTD of the game on a 12-yard pass
from Mike Pagel.

March 28, 1984 The Colts’ franchise relocated to Indianapolis.

November 6, 1995 The Cleveland Browns announced their intention to move to Baltimore for the
1996 season.

February 9, 1996 NFL approved franchise move.

February 15, 1996 Ted Marchibroda was named Baltimore Ravens head coach exactly 21 years
after he was hired by the then-Baltimore Colts.

March 29, 1996 Baltimore’s NFL franchise was officially named the Ravens after a Baltimore Sun
telephone poll received a record number of calls supporting the name Ravens.
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April 1, 1996 The Ravens opened operations at the Owings Milis training facility with the start of
the offseason program.

April 20, 1996 The Ravens selected OT Jonathan Ogden (UCLA) with their first-ever draft choice
4th overall). University of Miami LB Ray Lewis was selected with the second pick in the first round
(26th overall).

May 16,1996 The Ravens announced season ticket and personal seat license policies in a press con
ference at Memorial Stadium.

June 5, 1996 The Ravens unveiled their new logo, colors and uniforms in a fashion show at
Harborplace.

June 14, 1996 The Ravens sold over 50,000 season tickets in 14 days.

September 1, 1996 The Ravens first-ever regular season game is played before 64,124 fans at
Memorial Stadium, the largest crowd in Baltimore professional sports history. QB Vinny Testaverde
scored the first TD on a 9-yard run to propel the Ravens to a 19-14 win over the Oakland Raiders.

December 22,1996 The Ravens concluded their inaugural season with a 4-12 record following a 24-
21 loss to the Houston Oilers. The Ravens were 4-4 at home, but 0-8 on the road. The team sold out
all 10 home games, including the 2 preseason games. Baltimore held a second-half lead in 10 of its
11 final games, but won only 2. QB Vinny Testaverde was voted to the Pro Bowl after throwing for
4,177 yards and 33 TDs. WRs Michael Jackson and Derrick Alexander both eclipsed the 1,000-yard
receiving mark and combined for 23 TD receptions.

March 18, 1997 The Ravens and Western Maryland College entered into a 5-year agreement to hold
training camp at the Westminster, MD campus.

April 19, 1997 The Ravens selected LB Peter Boulware with their first pick in the 1997 draft (4th
overall). Boulware went on to win NFL Defensive Rookie of the Year honors and finished with 11.5
QB sacks, the 4th-best sack total by a rookie in NFL history.

September 21,1997 The Ravens defeated the Tennessee Oilers, 36-10, to start the season 3-1.

December 14, 1997 Baltimore defeated Tennessee, 21-19, in the final game at Memorial Stadium.
Ceremonies included a salute to former Colts, generations of season ticket holders and the Armed
Forces.Thirteen of the 16 games played by the Ravens at Memorial Stadium were sold out.

December 21, 1997 Baltimore drops a 16-14 game at Cincinnati to fini.sh the sea.son 6-9-1. OT
Jonathan Ogden is named consensus All-Pro and is voted as a starter to the Pro Bowl. LB Ray Lewis
led the NFL in tackles with 210, was voted first alternate to the Pro Bowl, and then was selected as
a “needs” player by coach Bill Cowher.

September 5, 1998 The new NFL Stadium at Camden Yards was the backdrop for an opening gala
that included fireworks, a Stevie Wonder/Baltimore Symphony Orchestra concert and a spectacular
laser show.

September 6, 1998 The Ravens opened their new NFL Stadium before a host of dignitaries, a
packed house and the Pittsburgh Steelers. The Ravens lost, 20-13.

November 29,1998 The Colts returned to Baltimore for the first time since 1983. The Ravens over
came two 14-point deficits and scored 25 second-half points to win a 38-31 thriller.

December 13, 1998 The Ravens and Minnesota Vikings set an NFL record with 3 kickoff returns for
TDs, all in the first quarter. Ravens Corey Harris and Patrick Johnson and Minnesota’s David Palmer all
scored TDs on returns in the Vikings’ 38-28 win. Gary Anderson set an NFL record when he kicked his
34th straight successful field goal, 1 of 6 three-pointers for Minnesota.

December 28, 1998 After a 6-10 finish, the Ravens did not renew Ted Marchibroda’s contract. Six
Ravens represented the AFC in the Pro Bowl: LB Peter Boulware, WR Jermaine Lewis, LB Ray
Lewis, DE Michael McCrary, T Jonathan Ogden and S Bennie Thompson.

January 19, 1999 Brian Billick became the second head coach in Baltimore Ravens history when
he accepted a 6-year contract from owner Art Modell. Billick, the highly
dinator for Minnesota, directed a Vikings’ attack that set a variety of NFL
ing the league’s all-time scoring mark of 556 points in 1998.

January 26, 1999 PSINet Inc., the first and largest independent commercial Internet Service
Provider (ISP), announced an innovative partnership with the Ravens to develop a global Internet-
based network for the Ravens. Under the 20-year agreement, the NFL’s new downtown stadium at
Camden Yards was named PSINet Stadium.

January 30, 1999 Ravens Vice President of Player Personnel Ozzie Newsome was selected for
induction into the Pro Football’s Hall of Fame, along with Lawrence Taylor, Eric Dickerson, Tom
Mack and Billy Shaw. Newsome was the NFL’s all-time leading TE in pass receptions (until
Shannon Sharpe eclipsed Ozzie in 2001).

February 4, 1999 Art Modell, Owner and CEO of the Baltimore Ravens, named David Modell as
the Ravens’ President and Chief Operating Officer and John Modell as Vice President of Special
Projects.

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April 17, 1999 The Ravens selected Arizona CB Chris McAlister with their first round pick (10th
overall) and traded their second round choice for Atlanta’s first pick in 2000. Baltimore also acquired
veterans QB Tony Banks, OL Everett Lindsay and TE Lovett Purnell in trades involving ‘99 picks.

September 12, 1999 Brian Billick’s debut as head coach was spoiled in the regular season opener, as
the St. Louis Rams defeated the Ravens, 27-10, in the TransWorld Dome. QB Kurt Warner had his
first NFL start.

September 26, 1999 Billick notched his first win, 17-10, over the expansion Cleveland Browns.
Stoney Case started at QB replacing Scott Mitchell.

October 31, 1999 Tony Banks took over as the team’s starting QB against Buffalo in a 13-10 loss.
Banks went 6-4 as a starter, including 4-0 in December. He threw a career-high 17 TDs and a career-
low 8 INTs.

December 26, 1999 The Ravens recorded their first-ever shutout, a 22-0 win over Cincinnati. The
victory completed a perfect December and gave the Ravens a franchise-high 8 victories. Five players
(LB Peter Botilware, LB Ray Lewis, DE Michael McCrary, T Jonathan Ogden and S Rod Woodson)

named to the Pro Bowl. The Ravens’ defense finished ranked second in the NFL, and in the
team’s 6-3 finish, Baltimore outscored opponents, 229-142.

February 18, 2000 The Ravens signed 7-time Pro Bowl TE Shannon Sharpe, an unrestricted free
agent who starred for 10 years with the Denver Broncos. Sharpe caught 552 passes for 6,983 yards
and 44 TDs for Denver.

March 27, 2000 NFL owners approved the sale of 49% of the Ravens for $275 million to Anne
Arundel County business executive Steve Bisciotti. Bisciotti has an option to purchase the remaining
51% for $325 million in 2004.

April 15, 2000 The Ravens went for offense in the 2000 NFL Draft, selecting Tennessee RB Jamal
Lewis (5th overall), Florida WR Travis Taylor (lOth overall) and Louisville QB Chris Redman (75th
overall) with their first 3 picks.

September, 2000 The Ravens opened the 2001 season with a 16-0 win at Pittsburgh in their last visit
Three Rivera Stadium on September 3. They won 3 of their first 4 games, including a dramatic 39-

36 win over Jacksonville (their first win over the Jaguars) and a 37-0 shutout over Cincinnati.

October, 2000 Baltimore finished October, 2-3, and did not score a TD during the month, Trent
Dilfer replaced Tony Banks at QB on October 29 vs. Pittsburgh.

November/December, 2000 The Ravens won their final 7 regular season games by a combined score
of 193-63. On November 26, Earnest Byner was the first person named to the Ravens’ Ring of Honor
during halftime of the 44-7 win over the Cleveland Browns. On December 10, owner Art Modell was
honored in pregame ceremonies for his 40 years of ownership, and later that day was rewarded with
the Ravens’ first playoff berth after defeating San Diego, 24-3.

December 24, 2000 The Ravens’ defense set a 16-game record by allowing only 165 total points.
Baltimore also set an NFL record by allowing only 970 yards rushing. The Ravens finished 12-4 after
beating the New York Jets, 34-20, on Christmas Eve. Rookie RB Jamal Lewis rushed for a team-
record 1,364 yards,

December 31, 2000 The Ravens defeated the Denver Broncos, 21-3, in an AFC Wild Card Playoff
Game at PSINet Stadium, the first home playoff game in Baltimore since 1977. Jamal Lewis rushed
for 110 yards on 30 carries and scored twice, while the defense allowed Denver’s rushing attack only
42 yards on the ground.

January 2, 2001 LB Ray Lewis won NFL Defensive MVP honors from the Associated Press.

January 7, 2001 The Ravens scored 14 fourth quarter points to defeat the Tennessee Titans, 24-10,
at Adelphia Coliseum to advance to the AFC Championship game. The go-ahead TD was a 90-yard
return of a blocked FG by Anthony Mitchell, then Ray Lewis scored on a 50-yard INT return to seal
the win.

January 14, 2001 The Ravens traveled to Oakland and defeated the Raiders, 16-3, in the AFC
Championship game to advance to Super Bowl XXXV, Shannon Sharpe scored on an NFL postsea
son record 96-yard pass from Trent Dilfer to give the Ravens all the points they would need. The
Ravens limited the Raiders to 24 rushing yards.

January 28, 2001 The Ravens defeated the New York Giants, 34-7, to capture their first World
Championship in Super Bowl XXXV played at Raymond James Stadium in Tampa, FL. Ray Lewis
was named Super Bowl MVP and only Ron Dixon’s 97-yard KOR for a TD averted a shutout for the
Giants. A Super Bowl record was set when 3 TDs were scored in a span of 36 seconds, including
Duane Starks’ 49-yard INT return and Jermaine Lewis’ 84-yard KOR.

January 30, 2001 Over 200,000 people turned out on a cold, rainy day to attend the Baltimore
Ravens’ Victory Parade. “This is the thrill of my life,” exclaimed owner Art Modell.

March 6, 2001 The Ravens reached an agreement in principle on a 5-year contract with QB Elvis
Grbac. Grbac threw for a career-high 4,169 yards and 28 TDs for the Kansas City Chiefs in 2000 and
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April 21, 2001 The Ravens selected Arizona State TE Todd Heap with their first choice (31st over
all) in the 2001 draft, and Baylor S Gary Baxter in the second round (62nd overall). The Ravens held
all of their own choices in each of the 7 rounds.

July/August, 2001 The Ravens opened training camp as defending World Champions under the
scrutiny of the entire nation, as HBO's “Hard Knocks: Training Camp With the Baltimore Ravens”
debuted with the Ravens as the featured team. RB Jamal Lewis and RT Leon Searcy suffered season
ending injuries in the first week of camp.

August 13, 2001 The Ravens first preseason game vs. the Eagles was cancelled by NFL
Commissioner Paul Tagliabue at Philadelphia’s Veterans Sttidium because of hazardous field condi
tions.

September 9, 2001 The Ravens won their 12th consecutive game and 2nd consecutive opener with
a 17-6 win over the Chicago Bears at PSI Net Stadium. Two days later, on Sept. 11, the World Trade
Center collapsed following a terrorist attack. The Sept. 17 game was postponed.

October 21, 2001 Matt Stover broke the NFL record for most consecutive games with a field goal,
snapping Fred Cox’s old mark of 31 games, when he booted 2 three-pointers in a 24-14 loss to the
Cleveland Browns in Cleveland Browns Stadium. Stover’s streak ended at 38 games with a field goal
on December 16 vs. Pittsburgh.

November 18, 2001 TE Shannon Sharpe became the NFL’s all-time leading pass-catching TE (sur
passing Ravens executive v.p. and general manager Ozzie Newsome’s mark of 662), when Sharpe
caught a 29-yard pass on the 5th play of the game vs. the Cleveland Browns. Sharpe finished the
2001 season with 692 career receptions for 8,604 yards—both all-time NFL highs for a TE.

December 2, 2001 S Rod Woodson set an NFL record by returning a Peyton Manning INT 47 yards
for a TD, his NFL-best 10th career TD on an INT return in a 39-27 win over the visiting Indianapolis
Colts. Woodson’s TD snapped a tie with Ken Houston, who had 9 career INTs for TDs.

December 23, 2001 Corey Dillon of the Cincinnati Bengals rushed for 127 yards, snapping the
Ravens’ streak of 50 games (including playoffs) of not allowing a 100-yard rusher, the longest streak
since the 1989-92 Philadelphia Eagles had a 53-game streak. The Ravens scored their 3rd consecu
tive home shutout win over the Bengals (16-0), the first time in 24 years—(1975-77, Oakland over
San Diego) that a team had 3 straight home shutouts over the same opponent.

January 2, 21MI2 Six Ravens were selected to play in the Pro Bowl, tying the team mark set in 1998.
Selected were LB Ray Lewis, T Jonathan Ogden, DT Sam Adams, RS Jermaine Lewis, TE Shannon
Sharpe and S Rod Woodson.

January 7, 2002 The Ravens played a postponed regular season game against Minnesota at Ravens
Stadium and defeated the Vikings, 19-3, allowing Baltimore to advance to the playoffs. The game
was originally scheduled for Monday, Sept. 17, but was re-scheduled because of the Sept. I 1 terror
ist attack on the United States. The victory gave the Ravens a 10-6 record and clinched a Wild Card
spot as the AFC’s 5th seed. LB Peter Boulware set  a team record with 4 QB sacks vs. the Vikings to
finish as the AFC’s leading sacker with 15.

January 13, 2002 The Ravens traveled to Miami and defeated the Dolphins, 20-3, in the AFC Wild
Card Playoff game. Baltimore set a playoff team record with 226 rushing yards on 50 carries. The
Ravens became the 1st team in NFL history to win its first 5 playoff games. Only Joe
won his first 6 playoff games surpassed Brian Billick’s mark of 5 (tied with Torn Flores

January 20, 2002 After 5 eonsecutive playoff wins (including the Super Bowl run in 2000), the
Ravens were stopped at Heinz Field with a 27-10 loss to the Pittsburgh Steelers in the AFC Divisional
Playoff game. The Steelers jumped to a 20-0 first-half lead and stifled Baltimore’s offense.
Baltimore’s only TD came when RS Jermaine Lewis set an NFL playoff record with an 88-yard punt
return for a score in the third quarter.

April 20, 2002 In the 66th Annual NFL Selection Meeting, the Ravens chose 10
whom made an immediate impact. Baltimore picked S Ed Reed (24th overall)
its first pick and DE Tony Weaver (Notre Dame) with its second (52nd overall). The Ravens had a
total of 10 picks, three compensatory. Four days later, the Ravens signed UFA QB Jeff Blake, who
would replace QB Chris Redman (back) following the 6th game of the season.

May 15, 2002 The Ravens and McDaniel College (formerly Western Maryland College) announced
a 3-year contract extension to keep Ravens training camp in Westminster, MD through the 2004 sea
son. The team has trained at the Westminster campus since the 1996 inaugural season.

September 8, 2002 With the youngest team in NFL history (19 first-year players), the Ravens
dropped their first 2 games of the 2002 season, at Carolina (10-7) and at home on September 15 vs.
the Buccaneers (25-0). A moving tribute was paid to Hall of Fame QB Johnny Unitas prior to the
game, and QB Chris Redman, a close friend and admirer, wore black high tops in honor of his hero.
Johnny Unitas passed away on September 11, 2002.

September 30, 2002 Chris McAlister ran into the NFL record books against Denver. With one sec
ond remaining in the first half. Broncos K Jason Elam’s FG attempt was short. McAlister caught it
in the end zone and returned it 107 yards for a TD—the longest play of any kind in league history.

Baltimore
won 34-23. S Ed Reed blocked the 1st punt in Ravens history, leading to the Ravens’ 2nd TD of the
second quarter against the Broncos.

October 20, 2002 Johnny Unitas and 7 of his Hall of Fame teammates were enshrined by the Ravens
into the Ring of Honor at Ravens Stadium in front of a sellout crowd of 69,173. A bronze statue of
Unitas’ likeness was sculpted by local Baltimore artist Frederick Kail and dedicated at Gate A, newly
named Unitas Plaza. In a joint effort, the Baltimore Ravens, Art Modell, the Steve Bisciotti family,
and others commissioned the statue. Enshrined with Unitas were: WR Raymond Berry, RB Lenny
Moore, DT Art Donovan, DE Gino Marchetti, TE John Mackey, OT Jim Parker and LB Ted
Hendricks.

November, 2002 RS Lamont Brightful’s 95-yard punt return was the longest punt return in the NFL
For the 2002 season; S Ed Reed recorded a second blocked punt, which he returned for a TD in the
victory vs. Tennessee, 13-12. The Ravens were 4-0 when scoring a TD on special teams in 2002.

December 29, 2002 The Ravens lost their final game of the season at Pittsburgh (34-31) in a heart
breaking nail biter and their hope of a playoff berth, finishing with a 7-9 record. Three Ravens play
ers traveled to the Pro Bowl: T Jonathan Ogden, LB Peter Boulware and Ist-timer TE Todd Heap.

January/February, 2003 Ozzie Newsome was named the NFL’s first minority general manager. The
executive VP and GM promoted 3 members of his staff: Phil Savage, player personnel director;
George Kokinis, pro personnel director; Eric DeCosla, college scouting director. Former Bears Hall
of Fame LB Mike Singletary launched his coaching career when he was hired by the Ravens as LB
coach. Art Modell entered his 43rd year in the NFL.

April 26-27, 2003 The Ravens had 1 1
draft picks going into the 67th Annual
NFL Selection Meeting, 4 of which were
compensatory picks. Baltimore made a
huge trade with the Patriots early in the
1st round. LB Terrell Suggs (Arizona'
State) was selected with the first pick I
(10th overall). In a draft-day trade with
the New England, the Ravens secured a
second Ist-round pick (19th overall) and
selected QB Kyle Boiler (California) in
exchange for their 2nd-round pick and
their 1st rounder in 2004.

May 6, 2003 Ravens Stadium was re
named M&T Bank Stadium in a press
conference held at the stadium at
Camden Yards. The 15-year $75 million agreement includes naming rights, as well as important
community-based programs that will be jointly administered. The 147-year old M&T Bank is head
quartered in Buffalo, New York.

M&T Bank Stadium, located at the south point of Camden Yards, is the crowning jewel of
the NFL’s premier sports facilities. M&T Bank Stadium offers Baltimore fans the latest
in technology, including state-of-the-art SmartVision video screens, combined with

extraordinary amenities, including a stunning view of the city’s skyline. With a capacity of 69,084.
this architecturally aesthetic home of the Baltimore Ravens draws its design from the community,
and houses 109 suites and 7.900 club seats. The stadium was completed in 1998 at an estimated

cost of $220 million. Developed by architectures from HOK. who also designed Oriole Park at
Camden Yards. M&T Batik Stadium was completed in less than two years and funded through a

combination of proceeds generated from the sale of tax-exempt revenue bonds, debt service being
paid by lottery proceeds, and the Ravens.

Last October, following the passing of Baltimore legend Johnny Unitas. the Ravens re-named the
front of Gate A Unilas Plaza. A statue sculpted by artist Frederick Kail was directed andarea in

funded by a grassroots group that included donations by Art Modell and the Baltimore Ravens, the
Steve Bisciotti Family, the Baltimore Orioles, and numerous others. One of the most significant
elements of the bronze work is the famous black high tops, Johnny’s signature foothall shoes.

Although the statue is a huge tourist draw and a great picture-taking area for vacationers, PSL sea-
ticket holders have the additional opportunity to locate their names etched on the PSL Walls

on the plaza.These names are part of the young history of M&T Bank Stadium. They represent the
great Ravens' footbtill fans who have supported the team, which in 2000, brought their fans and
the City of Baltimore a World Championship.

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RAVENS SWITCH TO TURF IN M&T BANK STADIUM

If an artificial turf gets Brian Billick's seal of approval, it’s got to be good.

The Ravens’ head coach has long made known his sentiments against playing on fake grass, includ
ing pulling his team out of a preseason game against the Eagles in 2001 due to seams in the Veterans
Stadium turf.

“The differences between your father’s Astroturf versus what this material now represents is like
looking at old 16mm film to now and the digitization we’re going through.’’ Billick said at a press
conference announcing the new partnership. “This technology has mirrored that technology.

“We’re excited about it,” he added. “1 think the players are going to be excited about it, having it both
in our indoor facility, [which opens this fall], and the stadium, and we’re looking forward to it.”

Mornetum is made from a mixture of sand and granular

rubber, with the 2.5-inch “grass" comprised of polyeth

ylene fibers, giving the siiiface a .soft, natural feel.

Sportexe president Nicholls said that his product is distinct
from similar realistic fields currently in the NFL. including
Detroit and Seattle. “We have great pride in our product. We
think it’s the best, and we were excited to let the Ravens sam
ple it and then choose us.” Nicholls said.

The team installed the field in July. The surface is unique
because its fibers are spaced the same across the field as they
are down the field.

While most of the competing surfaces space the blades more like corn rows. Sportexe’s Momentum
closely duplicates the growing pattern of actual grass.

This is all in an attempt to create a consistent, lush
playing environment, something that has proven
difficult to grow, with the weather conditions in
Baltimore, and the shading in the stadium.

dent David Modell.

“Previously, we would [have] a cut-off date in the middle offline where we really wouldn’t have any
other events, because the risk we would take with the natural grass field.”

Modell also joked that the surface should be called “Stover Turf Systems.” in honor of Matt Stover,
the team’s veteran place kicker.

“For a kicker, it’s like a golfer. You like to have a nice playing surface all the time. This brings that
consistency sideline to sideline that not only I look for, but all the players.”

Stover was a member of a group of players that drew up a resolution requesting that the players’
union promote either artificial turf, in the same vein as Momentum, or natural grass in climates that
can sustain it, year-round.

Momentum can easily handle the regular wear and tear of football, and is expected to hold up for the
next 15 years.

The Ravens picked Sportexe, which also provides the surfaces for the Arena Football League and
various indoor soccer leagues, alter an extensive search process. A patch of Momentum was placed
at the Ravens practice facility, and players tested it before the team selected the product.
