sk the people who know Steve Bisciotti the best about the kind of person he is and you’ll
hear a lot of: “He’s a regular guy." Steve is that “regular guy” who came from a working-
class family in a Baltimore suburb, helped build  a company that is one of the lop interna

tional staffing busines,ses, and then became an NFL team owner.

Born in Philadelphia on April 10, I960, Bisciotti moved to Baltimore with his family when he was
1 1 months old. Most of his close friends are long-time associates who met him in school or are

from his old neighborhood. Junior high school friend Nick Manis, a prominent Maryland lobby
ist and legislative analyst, says: “Steve is without pretense. You do hear people describe him as a
‘regular guy,’ and that’s what he is. Success hasn’t changed him. or his circle. Spend time with him
and you hear about his family, his friends, the Teips (Maryland) and golf.”

Until he bought the Ravens. Bisciotti’s incredible business .success was not well known on a
national level. In fact, it wasn’t even notable in the Baltimore area, where he has kept a low pro

file. That’s his style. “1 have no interest in notoriety, and wouldn’t mind being the least-known
owner in the NFL,” the outgoing Bisciotti says.
“1 know the media would like more from me, but

people like Ozzie (Newsome) and Brian
(Billick) can talk with more knowledge than me
about the Ravens. And I’m still learning how to
be an NFL owner.”

Bi.sciotti, who is 45 and the 2nd-youngest owner
in the NFL (to Daniel Snyder - 41), bought a
minority interest in the Ravens in 2000 and com
pleted the purchase of the franchise on April 9,
2004. Like Art Modell. the previous owner,
Steve is a successful business person who pur
chased an NFL team at a young age. Modell was
35 when he bought the Browns in 1961.

How does Bisciotti describe his ownership

style? “I’m very involved, but would not
describe myself as an owner who is involved in
the day-to-day decisions. 1 want to be included
and continually educated. But, in the end, 1 want
those qualified in their respective fields of
expertise to make the decisions,” Bi.sciotti says.
“1 don’t know more about acquiring players than
Ozzie. 1 don’t have the coaching expertise that
Brian has. 1 do think 1 know the right questions
to ask,” Bisciotti states.

Bisciotti is making sure his .senior management
team stays together. Newsome and Billick have
multi-year contracts, and Steve hired the highly-
respected Dick Cass as the team president.
“There are many reasons why Steve is success
ful. One of those is that he can inspire people to
do better. "We see that regularly here,” Cass adds.

One of the 1st projects Steve directed as owner of the Ravens was to build the team’s state-of-the-
art training and practice facility, which opened in October of 2004. “There is none better than
ours,” Billick says. “A facility can’t win a game for you,
but what Steve built gives us an edge. Players spend more
time here preparing to win because it’s a good place to get
work done and hang out with teammates and coaches.”

The Bisciottis moved to Baltimore (Severna Park) in
March of 1961 when Steve, the youngest of 3 children,
was 11 months old. His father, Bernard, took the children

to Orioles and Colts games. Sadly, Bernard died of
leukemia when Steve was 8. His mother, Patricia,  a huge
Ravens’ fan, then raised the children alone.

“I remember going to a couple of Colts games every sea
son with my Dad or Mom and brother (Mike) and sister
(Cathy Thomas). We were on the lO-yard line, lower
deck,” Bi.sciotti recalls. “We’d go to O’s games. My
favorite player was Paul Blair, because my brother already
claimed Brooks Robinson and wouldn’t let me take the

same guy. We’d also go to Westminster for Colts training
camp. We have pictures with various players, and  I have one with me wearing Johnny Unitas’ hel
met. 1 would always ask the players if I could wear their helmets.”

Growing up, Steve always worked part-time. He mowed lawns (including at St. John the
Evangelist Catholic Church), pumped gas and baby-sat. And he played sports. “1 wasn’t much of
a high school athlete, but played football, baseball and basketball all the time when 1 was growing
up,” Bisciotti adds. As a senior at Severna Park High School, Steve played on the football team for
head coach Andy Borland. (Bisciotti transferred to Severna Park after 2 years at Severn School.)

After graduating from Salisbury (MD) State with a degree in liberal arts in 1982, Bisciotti worked
in the temporary help industry. When he lost his job in 1983 (he was 23), he started Aerotek with
his first cousin, Jim Davis. They opened a basement office in Annapolis and furnished it with .sec
ond-hand desks purcha.sed from Goodwill. They offered aerospace and technology companies
access to skilled temporary employees. Starting with 2 employees and 2 clients, Bisciotti and
Davis produced $1.5 million in sales in the 1st year.

Aerotek grew into the Allegis Group, which currently is the 3rd-largest staffing firm in the United
States - 6th in the world. The company, which is based in the Baltimore area and has offices
throughout the U.S., Canada and Europe, has over 6,000 employees and 65,000 high-end contract
workers. Allegis Group, which does little self promotion or publicity, places employees in posi
tions from engineers to
cable installers, to comput
er programmers, to market
ing specialists.

Steve Bisciotti (far ieft) and his

Following that presen
tation, Model! received a medal
lion from St. Vincent's in appreci
ation of his philanthropy. Steve
has asked Art to stay with the
Ravens as a consultant.

As is his style, Steve quietly is devoted to a number of important causes and projects, some asso
ciated with his deep Catholic faith. He is a board member for both Catholic Charities and Mother
Seton Academy (Baltimore).

Steve, who enjoys golfing, boating and a devotion to Univensity of Maryland athletics, and his wife
Renee (Foote), are the parents of 2 sons, Jason,  a college freshman, and Jack, a high school .sen
ior. Renee spent a lot of time to help design the interior and selected the furnishings at the Ravens’
new complex. The family lives in Millersville, MD. PRONUNCIATION IS Bih-SHAH-tee.

FROM AND ABOUT STEVE ...

MARYLAND BASKETBALL COACH GARY WILLIAMS: “What really strikes me about Steve

his loyalty to the friends he’s had forever. A lot of people, when they become very suceessful
like Steve, they move on. His friends are the same ones he grew up with. That’s one of his
strengths.”

MARYLAND HOUSE SPEAKER MLCHAEL E. BUSCH (Who grew up 8 doors away from
Steve in Severna Park): “Steve values hard work, values his family. His friends today are the same

ones he had yesterday. He hasn’t changed his personality or his friends. There is nothing preten
tious about him. He’s the same guy I knew as a kid. He goes to his sons’ games, and he’s just as
enthusiastic there as he is at Ravens games.”

BISCIOTTI ON BEING A FAN: “You don’t stop being a fan when you’re an owner. I now get to

do what every fan would like to do - go into Ozzie and Brian’s offices and ask them what’s going
on. And, they have to tell me. That’s a fun side to all of this...I bought an organization that func
tions well. If I were to tell Brian how to coach that wouldn’t be smart. He’s been doing this for 30

years. I won’t be telling Ozzie how to draft or select veterans for us. He’s the best in the business.”

BISCIOTTI ON RAVENS FANS: “My re.sponsibility is not only to my family and the people who
work for the Ravens. There are over a million stockholders in the area that we have an obligation

to. They’re the fans that invest 3 hours on Sunday to watch, listen to, or attend our games. That’s
a big difference from owning a non-sports company.”

SEVERNA PARK HIGH SCHOOL FOOTBALL COACH ANDY BORLAND (Steve’s high

school coach): “Steve flew my grandson and me to the Ravens’ Super Bowl. He included an old
man like me, along with his close friends, on a charter flight. He gave us a memory that will last
a lifetime. That’s so typical of his generosity and devotion to his history.”

STEVE ON HIS BUSINESS SUCCESS: “We worked pretty hard for a lot of hours for a lot of

years. We had a lot of good people with great desire and a willingness to do all the right things to
sueceed. And, we had fun doing the work. It was never about calling attention to ourselves. We
were happy to just produce. There was some luck involved, but there was also incredible effort by
people of character.”

Arl Modell embodies the legacy of a true American success story. He’s been described as a
bold, competitive and compassionate entrepreneur. Modell finalized the sale of the World
Champion Baltimore Ravens to majority owner Steve Bisciotti in April 2004. Art was I of 15

fmali.sts for the Canton NFL Hall of Fame in 2001 and a semifinalist for the classes of 2004 and 2005.

Modell, who purchased the Cleveland Browns for what was an unprecedented price of $4 million in
1961, brought the NFL back to Baltimore in February of 1996. It was not an easy move to make for
the longtime Clevelander, but Modell did not leave the fans of Cleveland empty handed. Art left the
name “Browns,” the team colors and the great Browns’ history.

In his 43 .seasons of full ownership of the Browns and Ravens, Modell won 2 NFL championships
(1964 and 2000), and 3 other teams

(1965, 1968 and 1969) played in NFL
title games. Three more teams (1986,
1987 and 1989) lost memorable AFC

Championship battles against John
Elway and the Broncos. Ten other teams
earned playoff berths, while 6 more
entered the season’s final week with a chance to make the postseason.

Modell was the only elected NFL president in league history, serving in that capacity from 1967
through 1969. He chaired the negotiations for the 1st collective bargaining agreement with the play
ers in 1968, leading a committee that included Vince Lombardi and Jim Finks, both NFL Hall of
Famers. Modell might be most noted for his tenure as the NFL’s broadcast chairman. The contracts
he negotiated over a 31 -year period (1962-93) set the standard for sports TV.

Other key career highlights include:

Chairman of the Owners Labor Committee (1968), which successfully negotiated the
NFL’s 1st players’ collective bargaining agreement.

Served on the NFL-AFL Merger Committee, breaking the impasse for realignment of the 2 leagues
by moving the Browns to the AFC.

Worked closely with Pete Rozelle to establish NFL Films and became its 1st Chairman.

In 1970, Art was an important negotiator with ABC to launch Monday Night Football and volun
teered to host the Lst game in Cleveland. (The Browns won, 31-21, over the NY Jets.)

Personal: Art and his wife, Pat, are the parents of John and David. David lives in Baltimore
with his wife, Michele, and helps run Modell Ventures. He has 4 children: Breslin, Collier, Arthur and
David. John and his wife, Tracy, live in LA with son Dylan and daughter Isabella. He is a
composer/producer, and is president of Modular Entertainment, a music and mulit-media production
company. Art and Pat are residents of Cockeysville, MD and Vero Beach, FL.

Art gave 3 NFL head coaches - Marty Schottenheimer, BUI Belichick and Brian Billick - their 1st head
coaching opportunities. When traced as a family tree, this trio has now spawned almost half (IS) of the
league’s head coaches: Schottenheimer - Bill Cowher (Mike Mularkey, Dorn Capers, Jim Haslett), Tony
Dungy (l-ovie Smith); Billick (Marvin Lewis, Jack Del Rio and Mike Nolan); and Belichick (Nick Saban and
Romeo Crennel). Modell also gave Blanton Collier, who was the head coach of Modell’s 1964 World
Champions Browns, his 1st head coaching position.

ick Cass entered his 2nd year as president with the Bisciotti franchise. Cass oversees all
aspects of the Ravens’ organization, inckiding player and staff personnel, communications
and business ventures. Cass is not a newcomer to the NFL or its operations, as he has served

as counsel to a number of NFL owners, including both the Washington Redskins and the Dallas

Cowboys, and to the NFL office,

"Dick has hud involvement with every aspect of an NFL team, " says Steve Bisciotti. “His legal expertise,
his working knowledge of the hu.dness, his relationships at the league office, and the respect he has
already earned around the league is a significant asset for the franchise. ”

2004: (with Baltimore) Dick Cass, who was named president of the club in April, was Steve
Bisciotti’s 1st hire as the new majority owner of the Ravens...Cass brought a wealth of business
knowledge, plus legal and negotiating expertise to the team...He orchestrated a midseason move to
the new Ravens’ offices in Owings Mills, bringing together football operations and corporate into 1
state-of-the-art facility.

1972-2003: (with Wilmer, Cutler & Pickering) A partner of the DC-based law firm of WCP (31
years).. .Was chairman of the firm’s Business Transactions Section and a member of its Management
Committee...Had a general coiporate and securities practice, representing companies and entrepre
neurs in complex corporate partnership and securities transactions. 2003: Was counsel to the
Independent Commission of the US Olympics Committee. 2002: Was counsel to the owner of the
NBA Charlotte Hornets in the team’s relocation to New Orleans, 2000: Helped broker the purchase
of the Ravens from the Modell family to Steve Bisciotti. 1999: Represented the estate of Jack Kent
Cooke in the sale of the Washington Redskins to Daniel Snyder. 1992-93: Retained by NFL as an

advisor pursuant to the Collective Bargaining Agreement with players (continues to this day). 1980s:
Represented Dallas Cowboy owner Jerry Jones in the acquisition of the team and Texas
Stadium...Continued to advise Jones and the Cowboys on a variety of franchise matters, including

sponsorship contracts, the Collective Bargaining Agreement and salary cap, NFL broadcast arrange
ments, NFL Internet policies, stadium financing, estate planning, local broadcast partnerships, and
NFL substance abuse programs. 1979: Promoted to partner of WCP, 1972: 1st year as a member of
Wilmer, Cutler & Pickering law firm.

aintaining his quiet, dignified approach, Ozzie Newsome is noted throughout the NFL as
one of the game’s top leaders and personnel authorities. A Pro Football Hall of Famer,
Newsome was the architect of the Ravens’ Super Bowl XXXV championship team in

2000. He was promoted to general manager and executive vice president in the fall of 2002.

Under Newsome’s guidance, the Ravens own a remarkable draft success. In the team’s 1st 9 drafts,
Newsome selected Ist-rounders who have earned the Pro Bowl a total of 27 times. The team’s 1st

picks ever, Jonathan Ogden and Ray Lewis - the 4th and 26th selections in the 1996 draft - have
combined for 15 Pro Bowls. Both are considered likely NFL Hall of Famers. In those 9 drafts,
Baltimore has selected in the bottom half of the 1st round with uncanny success: Lewis, who has

twice been named as the NFL’s defensive player of the year; Todd Heap, at 31 in 2001, has been to
2 Pro Bowls; Ed Reed, the 24th pick in ’02, has gone to Hawaii twice and earned the NFL’s MVP of
defense in ’04; and Kyle Boiler, the 19th in ’03, who started as a rookie and continues as the Ravens’

starting QB.

Over the past 5 drafts (2000-04), the Ravens are the only NFL team to select more than 2 Pro
Bowlers in the 1st round (Jamal Lewis, Heap, Reed and Terrell Suggs). Reed is the only player in

that span who was picked in the bottom 3rd of the  I st round to go to the Pro Bowl. In the 1 st 9 years
of Ravens’ history, Newsome and his staff have drafted 10 players who have been selected to go to
Hawaii. Don Banks of Sl.com wrote on 4/20/05: “The Ravens are the NFL’s gold standard on draft

day, consistently making choices that stand the test of time.’’

2004: Baltimore, with key starters missing a total of 53 games, fell I game short of the playoffs, fin

ishing with a 9-7 mark... 1 st-round pick went to NE as part of ’03 trade for spot to draft Boiler.. .Five
of the 7 draft choices saw action, including 2nd-rounder DT Dwan Edwards, WR Devard Darling
(3rd), OLB Rod Green (5th), WR Clarence Moore (6th) and G Brian Rimpf (7th). QB Josh Harris

(6th) was signed off the practice squad by the Browns and RS Derek Abney (7th) missed the season
with a .shoulder injury...S Ed Reed, the Ravens’ 1st pick in 2002, was named the NFL’s defensive
player of the year.. .Reed, Ray Lewis, Chris McAlister, Ogden and Suggs all made the Pro Bowl.

2003: Ravens won their Ist-ever division title with a 10-6 record; Baltimore hosted the Titans in the

Wild Card, but lost 20-17...Ravens sent 8 draft picks to the Pro Bowl, including LB Adalius Thomas

(6)...In the draft, Newsome and his staff picked LB Terrell Suggs (la, 10th overall), who posted a
Ravens’ rookie record 12 sacks and
earned NFL Defensive Rookie of the

Year honors...Rookie QB Kyle
Boiler (lb, 19th overall) .started and
finished the 1st 8 games of the sea
son, leading the Ravens to a 5-3
mark. (Boiler was injured in the sec
ond

game)...Ravens selected Boiler with
NE’s 1st pick (19th) in 2003.

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2002: Newsome and his staff assembled the youngest team in NFL history.. .Most observers predict
ed the Ravens would win 2-to-4 games, but Baltimore entered game 15 with a 7-7 mark and a chance
to be the AFC’s top Wild Card playoff team...Two

well...The 1st 4 draft picks are current NFL .stand
outs: TE Todd Heap (1) went to 2 Pro Bowls in 2002-
03, after leading the Ravens in receiving for 2 those
straight years...LB Ed Hartwell (4), now with the

Falcons, and CB Gary Baxter (2), currently with
Cleveland, were Baltimore’s top 2 tacklers in
2002,..Hartwell (191 in 2002) was the only Raven
other than Ray Lewis (injured) to lead the team in tackles; and C Casey Rabach (3), with the
Redskins, started every game for Baltimore in ‘04.

2000: The architect of the Ravens’ Super Bowl XXXV championship team, Newsome and his staff
hit gold with the selection of RB Jamal Lewis (the team’s all-time leading rusher) with the 5th pick
in the 1st round...As a rookie, Lewis set a Ravens’ team record with 1,364 rushing yards and added
1,327 rushing yards in 2002, his 2nd active season with the Ravens. In 2003, Lewis was named NFL’s
Offensive Player of the Year when he led the NFL in rushing with 2,066 yards (2nd-best in NFL his
tory) and rushed for 500 yards in 2 games against Cleveland, the most yards against a single oppo
nent in a season in NFL history...A 2nd Ist-round pick (lOth), Travis Taylor, finished 2004 as the
leading receiver in Ravens hi.story...Standout LB Adalius Thomas was a 6lh-round .selection in that

draft.. .Thomas went to the 2003 Pro Bowl as a ST player.  ..Named NFL Executive of the Year.

1999: Continued his hot hand at drafting when he tabbed Arizona CB Chris McAlister with the 10th
pick in the 1st round...McAlister became the next member of the Ravens’ defense to earn Pro Bowl

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honors in 2003.. .Newsome and his staff also picked 2 starters, LG Edwin Mtilitalo and WR Brandon

Stokley, in the 4th-round of the draft... Stokley opened the scoring in SB XXXV with a 38-yard TD
grab from QB Trent Dilfer.

1998: Coordinated the selections of CB Duane Starks and WR Patrick .lohnson with the team’s 1st 2

picks...Starks tied for the NFL’s INT lead among rookies that year (equaling Charles Woodson’s 5
thefts)...Starks added 5 more thefts in his 2nd season, and led the Ravens with 6 in 2000...Starks
thrilled Ravens fans with a 49-yard INT for a TD against the Giants in the Super Bowl...Johnson

caught the game-winning TD in the final minute of the Ravens’ 1st win at Tennessee in 2000, allow
ing Baltimore to be the 1st visiting team to win at the Titans’ then-new stadium.

1997: In his 2nd draft, Newsojiie picked 4-time Pro Bowler LB Peter Botilware and LB Jamie

Sharper, S Kim Herring and C Jeff Mitchell—all 4 started against the Giants in the Super Bowl
XXXV victory...Boulware was consensus choice for the NFL’s 1997 Defensive Rookie of the Year,
and led the AFC in sacks in 2001 with 15.

1996: Under Newsome’s direction, this draft produced 2 perennial Pro Bowlers in LT Jonathan

Ogden and ILB Ray Lewis, who was MVP in Super Bowl XXXV and the NFL’s Most Valuable
Defensive player in 2000 and 2003...Also making the Pro Bowl (twice) as a return specialist was
Jermaine Lewis, a 5lh-round pick in that draft.

Free Agent Signings: Not only have Newsome’s drafts been productive, but free agent sign

ings have proven to be masterful as well. One of the game’s all-time great players, former CB/S Rod
Woodson, made the Pro Bowl as a safety for 3 seasons (1999-2001). DE Michael McCrary made the
Pro Bowl twice and was a 1st alternate in 2000. Along with adding Pro Bowl TE Shannon Sharpe,

Newsome recruited and signed DT Sam Adams, who produced his 1 st 2 Pro Bowl seasons as a Raven
(2000-01). Pro Bowlers Derrick Mason (WR) and Samari Rolle (CB), along with LB Tommy Polley
and G Keydrick Vincent, have been added for the 2005 campaign. “We’ve been able to recruit and
sign veterans who helped us win a Super Bowl and kept us competitive in other seasons,” Newsome
says.

Personal: Newsome’s influence is not only on the Ravens’ franchise, but in the NFL. Ozzie is a
member of the NFL’s Competition Committee, and was one of the 1st persons selected by
Commissioner Paul Tagliabue to serve on the NFL’s Diversity Committee, established in 2002.

Art Modell, former owner of the Ravens, did not hesitate to invite Newsome to join him as the

Ravens’ vice president of player personnel when he moved the franchise to Baltimore. “I’ve known
Ozzie for over 25 years,” Modell says. “I knew him as a great player, a Hall of Fame-type athlete; he
always worked hard to be the best.”

When Newsome retired following the 1990 sea,son, his 13th with the Cleveland Browns, Modell
asked him to join the front office as a special assignment scout. Two years later, “the Wizard” was
promoted to a very comprehensive assignment - assistant to the head coach/offense/pro personnel. “I
had to find out what direction my career would go,” Newsome explains. “Art gave me the opportu

nity to work with the coaches, and I enjoyed that. At the same time, 1 increased my experience with
the personnel department and decided that’s where  I wanted my career to head.” In 1994, Newsome

was named the Browns’ director of pro

pensonnel. Although he continued to
help on the field, Newsome provided
detailed studies on other NFL players
and recommended players the team
should try to acquire.

The 2004 player personnel team picture
included: (back row, left) Ozzie, Pat Moriarty,
Phil Savage, Vincent Newsome, Ron Marciniak,
Jeremiah Washburn, and Daniel Jeremiah.
Front row: 2004 intern Andrew Harden, Joe
Hortiz, Eric DeCosta, Joe Douglas, and intern
Chades Perez. Savage is currently the GM for
the Cleveland Browns; another former member
of Ozzie's staff, James Harris, is the vice presi
dent of player personnel for the Jaguars.
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Newsome has gained induction into
4 halls of fame—the NFL’s Pro
Football Flail of Fame in Canton.
OH (1999), the National Football
Foundation’s College Hall of Fame
(1994), the NCAA Hall of Fame
(1994) and the Slate of Alabama
Hall of Fame (1995). On the wall of

Newsome’s office is a sideline por
trait of Paul “Bear” Bryant. “Coach
[Bryant] helped me grow up. He
pushed me further than 1 thought I
could go, both on and off the Field,”
Newsome says.

Until Shaipe broke his records in
2001, Newsome’s pro career was
the best of any tight end in NFL his
tory:

1978-90: (with Cleveland) His 662 receptions for 7,980 yards are the 2nd most ever caught by a TE,
and the most in Browns history. Ozzie ended his career as the 4th-leading NF-L receiver of all time.
He earned 3 Pro Bowls (1981, 1984-85) and was a 4-time winner of the Cleveland Touchdown Club’s
Offensive Player of the Year award (1978. 1981. 1983 and 1984). His streak of 150 game-receptions
in a row with a catch is the 2nd longest in NFL history.

Newsome, who was named to the All-NFL team of the I980’s (2nd team), consistently received All-
AFC and All-NFL honors throughout his career. Ozzie was a 1978 No. 1 draft choice, along with
Clay Matthews, and the 2 are among an elite group of Browns to play for 3 decades. The others
Gene Hickerson (1958-60, 62-73), Dick .Schafrath (1959-71), and Don Cockroft (1968-80).

Newsome graduated from Alabama with a degree in recreation administration. In June of 2004, the
Pro Football Writers Assn, honored Ozzie with the Joe Horrigan Award for his cooperation and
understanding of the media. Winner of the 1990 Byron “Whizzer” White Award as the NFL’s top
community volunteer, Newsome is widely known for his willingness to help those in need. Ozzie,
who works out every day, his wife, Gloria, and their son, Michael Ryan, live in Cockeysville, MD.

Our scouts are on the same page with the way we gather information, and most of us have been
together since the Ravens started in 1996. We have a system in place that is time consuming and
thorough. The staff works very hard. We’ve tweaked the process along the way, and
are basically home grown. They grew up in our system,’’

NEWSOME ON CONTINUITY: “We have the support of ownership to assemble the best
ters. We have a head coach who is an outstanding teacher and motivator, plus he has a year-round
program for the players that works. And one of our real strengths is that most of the personnel
department has been together since the franchise started. We know each other well. We know

how to evaluate what each of us reports as we go through the scouting process of bringing
Ravens, either through the draft or free agency.”

NEWSOME ON THE DRAET: “Dratls are exciting. They remind me of getting ready for a big
game, like the Steelers or a playoff game. We feel pretty good about the players we acquired over
our 10 Ravens drafts. We have a certain type of player we want. Our scouts do a good job of find
ing ‘Raven-type players.’”

NEWSOME ON WINNING TITLES: “You can't make many mistakes drafting, especially in
the 1st rounds, and expect to win a title.

Ihe fraternity of NFL head coaches is elite. There are only 32 of them. In this collection, there
is an even more select group: those who have won  a Super Bowl as a head coach. There are 8
current NFL head coaches who guided teams to Super Bowl championships: Billick. Bill

Belichick. Joe Gibbs, Jon Gruden, Mike Holmgren. Bill Parcells, Mike Shanahan and Dick Vermeil.

After giving the Ravens their 1st non-losing season (8-8) in 1999, his 1st as head coach, Billick has
led Baltimore to the playoffs, or the brink of the postseason tournament every year. After winning
the Super Bowl in 2000, the Ravens came hack to the playoffs in 2001 and in 2003. The team did
not earn the postseason in 2002, when the Ravens fielded the youngest team in NFL history, and fell
a victory short in 2004 when key starters missed  a total of 53 games.

"The challenge for all teams is to gel to the playoffs and then find a way to win the Super Bowl, ”
Billick says. "We fell short last season, and I lake responsibility for that. At Ihe same lime, that frus
tration of watching other teams in the playoffs is part of Ihe drive for all of us - coaches, players and
the rest of the organization. We start 2005 as just another team trying to prove game-by-game that
we can compete at the highest levels. We'll .see where that takes us."

1

Billick became the Ravens’ head coach in 1999 (Jan. 19) after the new franchise had produced con

secutive seasons of 4-12 (1996), 6-9-1 (1997) and 6-10 (1998). Brian quickly changed the course for

the team, producing the 8-8 mark in his 1st season. In
year 2 (2000), Billick and the Ravens produced a 12-4
regular season record, sweeping through the playoffs
to the Super Bowl XXXV championship. In 2001,
with a spate of injuries to important contributors, his
team battled to a 10-6 mark, earned a Wild Card berth

and advanced to the Divisional Playofl round. After a

dramatic salary cap cleansing, and with the youngest
team in NFL history, the Ravens finished 2002 with a
7-9 mark. In 2003, with the 3rd-youngest team in the
league, the Ravens won the AFC North with a 10-6
record. Baltimore was 9-7 in 2004. falling one victory

short of the playoffs.

“Brian has a year-round

program for his players and

staff that gets the most out

of both. The team continu

ally improves. Our players
and coaches are fresh for

the playoff run, when some
teams are run down and

beat up. Brian gets it. We
have a big-time winner with
him. ”

Under Billick, the Ravens have always been a team
that features an outstanding defense, an offense that

the ball effectively, and special teams that areruns - Ozzie Newsome,
scrappy and effective. Reflecting his hard-nosed com
petitive zeal, his teams are noted for their physical,
tough style, and they are well conditioned. Above all,
Brian’s teams are ready for the playott runs of
November and December. Only Philadelphia (36-13), New England (32-16), Indianapolis (34-17)

and Green Bay (34-17) have better records over the season’s last 2 months than Billick’s Ravens (32-
17). (Records are from 1999, Brian’s 1st season in Baltimore, through 2004.)

General Manager

At 7 seasons, Billick is tied for 4th with the Eagles’ Andy Reid for NFL head coaching seniority with
the same team. Bill Cowher of the Steelers is 1st with 14. the Titans’ Jeff Fisher is 2nd with 12 sea-

followed by the Broncos’ Mike Shanahan with II.sons,

Billick, 51, has clearly demonstrated an ability to take NFL players to the highest levels of achieve
ment. There’s the Super Bowl victory following the 2000 season, along with his other successes in
his 1 St 6 seasons as head coach. And there are the numbers, both offensively and defensively. In 1998,
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Billick coordinated a Vikings’ offense that scored the most points in NFL history (556); and the 2000
Ravens’ defense set the NFL’s 16-game standard for fewest points (165). Prior to Billick’s arrival in
Baltimore in 1999, the Ravens’ defense had been

ranked no higher than 22nd in the league over the
team’s I st 3 seasons. In each of Coach Billick’s 1st 3
years as the Ravens’ head coach, Baltimore’s
defense ranked 2nd in the league. In 2003 and 2004,
the defense finished 3rd and 6th-best in the NFL,
respectively.

“Success in any sport at any level is based, on the
largest part, on talent. Usually, the teams with the
most talent win,” Billick says. “But, I do believe
coaching makes a difference. If I didn’t. I’d find

another challenge. I believe coaching and teaching
are synonymous. We are teachers. We have a staff of
good teachers, and 1 do think we make a difference.”
Already, 3 of Brian’s Raven assistants have become
NFL head coaches - Cincinnati’s Marvin Lewis

(Ravens defensive coordinator, 1996-2001),
Jacksonville’s Jack Del Rio (Ravens linebackers

coach, 1999-2001) and San Francisco’s Mike Nolan (Ravens defensive coordinator in 2003 and
2004 and receivers coach in 2002).

Spend enough time with Coach Billick, and you're going to hear 2 words often: passion and account
ability. They are cornerstones to his foundation of coaching and leadership. You want passion?
Watch the Ravens play games or practice. You want accountability? The team’s performance under
Billick speaks for itself.

“You have to have passion for the work you do to succeed. If a player doesn’t like to study, practice
or train, doesn t like the physicalily of the game, he’s going to have a very difficult time succeeding.
Passion is a lubricant for succe.ss.” Billick explains. “Accountability is obvious. You have to perform.
Accountability is also a sign of respect for your team. It is a reflection of a team’s integrity when
individuals take responsibility for their actions.”

Billick is 2nd to Joe Gibbs in consecutive playoff wins at the start of a career (5 to Gibbs’ 6). Billick,
whose 6-year record entering the 2005 season is 61 -42 (.592). became the 2nd head coach in Ravens
history when he accepted a 6-year contract from then-owner Art Modell on Jan. 19, 1999. He has
received 2 new contracts since then.

Here’s a year-by-year review of the Ravens under Coach Billick:

1999: The 8-8 Ravens produced the most victories in the franchise’s 4 years, won the most consec
utive games (4), the most road games (4), including the 1st victory at Pittsburgh, won 4 of the sea
son’s final 5 games, and finished with the best-ever Ravens’ defense (2nd in the NFL).

2000: In his 2nd year as a head coach at any level, Billick directed the 2000 Ravens to the ulti
mate prize with a 34-7 Super Bowl XXXV victory over the New York Giants. Baltimore finished
with a 16-4 record, blowing by opponents in the playoffs: 21-3 over Denver. 24-10 at Tennessee, and
16-3 at Oakland in the AFC Championship game. The Ravens finished 1st in 5 important league
wide defensive categories, including shutouts (4), points allowed per game (10.3), rushing yards
allowed per game (60.6), rushing yards allowed per attempt (2.7), takeaways (49) and fumble'’
cries (26). The team’s turnover ratio of-r23 was akso the NFL’s best. Baltimore, with then-rookie RB
Jamal Lewis gaining 1,364 yards, was the league’s 5th-best rushing team and was 2nd in time of pos
session. K Matt Stover led the NFL with 35 field goals; Jermaine Lewis was 1st in punt returns (16.1-
yard average) and P Kyle Richardson was 1st in the NFL with 35 punts inside-the-20. The Ravens
became the 4th Wild Card team to win the Super Bowl, following the ’97 Broncos, the ’80 Raiders
and the ’69 Chiefs. Brian’s ability to keep the team unified and focused that October, when the
Ravens did not score a TD (5 straight games) and suffered a 3-game losing streak, is notable.

2001: Ravens defended their title with passion, but fell short of the goal of winning consecutive
Super Bowl championships when they dropped a 27-10 decision at Pittsburgh, I game short of the

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AFC Championship. The list of injuries started early in 2001. Billick’s hope to combine a power run
ning game with the accurate passing of Elvis Grbac never materialized. RB Jamal Lewis and RT
Leon Searcy, the team’s significant offseason free
agent addition, suffered season-ending injuries in the
1 st week of training camp. TE Todd Heap, the team’s
2001 No. 1 draft choice who was expected to team
with Shannon Sharpe in 2-tight end sets, sustained a
high ankle sprain in week 2, and never fully recov
ered. There were games when none of the team’s sea
son-opening defensive front 4 could play. In all.
Ravens starters missed a total of 54 regular-season

games due to injuries, tops among the NFL’s 12 play
off teams. Despite these obstacles, the Ravens fin
ished the regular season at 10-6, and humbled the
Dolphins in Miami, 20-3, in a Wild Card showdown.
“1 was very proud of that team. Despite the injuries in
the 1st week of camp, they hung tough all year,”
Billick says.

2002; Despite the success in his 1st 3 seasons in
Baltimore, many NFL observers marvel at the job
Billick did in 2002. After an unprecedented salary cap
cleansing, and equipped with the youngest team in
NFL history (19 rookies on the opening day roster), the Ravens finished 7-9. Without Ray Lewis (5
games played) and starting QB Chris Redman (missed the final 9 games of the season with a back
injury), Baltimore scratched and clawed its way to a 7-7 mark and had legitimate playoff aspirations
before losing heartbreaking games to Cleveland and at Pittsburgh in the season’s final 2 games.

2003: With the 3rd-youngest team in the league, Billick pul the Ravens back in the playoffs for the
3rd time in 4 years. Baltimore led the NFL in rushing and finished 3rd in the league in defense when
the Ravens won their Ist-ever division title with  a 10-6 mark.

2004: Baltimore, still young - 3rd-youngest in the AFC and 7th in the NFL, finished 2nd in the AFC
North with a 9-7 mark, falling 1 game short of the playoffs. The Ravens lost 53 games to important

starters, including the entire season of OLB Peter
Boulware, 10 of TE Todd Heap, 7 of CB Deion
Sanders, 4 each by RB Jamal Lewis and LT
Jonathan Ogden and 7 of C Mike Flynn. At its
healthiest, Baltimore gave the Steelers (15-1) their
lone regular season loss (30-13) in week 2.

Here’s a review of Brian’s coaching career prior
to the Ravens:

1992-98 (with Minnesota); Was the architect of a
Minnesota offense that in 1998 eclipsed the NFL
record for most points scored in a season (556),
breaking the old mark (541) set by the 1983
Washington Redskins. The ’98 Vikings scored 53
of 56 times they were inside the 20. Minnesota
tied for the NFL lead with 41 TD passes, shatter

ing a team mark, and scored over 100 points in
each quarter for the 1st time in team history.
Minnesota ranked 2nd in the NFL (behind San

Francisco) with a team-record 6,262 net yards,
and 1st in the league with 4,328 yards passing.
Over his 5 full seasons as offensive coordinator,

Billick guided the Vikings into the top 5 in the
NFL in yards per game, passing yards per game,
completions and 3rd-down conversions. Under

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Billick’s guidance, the Vikings recorded their then top 3 offensive seasons (1998, 1995 and 1994).
and 5 of the top 10 offensive campaigns in team history. Most importantly, the Vikings advanced to
the playoffs all but I season (1995) during
Billick’s tenure. Minnesota played post-
season games in 1992-94 and 1997-98.

Here’s more from his Vikings’ tenure:
Hired in 1992 by Dennis Green as the
Vikings’ TEs coach...Named offensive
coordinator 3 games into the 1993 season;

im Fassel (pronoLiiiced FAH-sill), a former NFL Coach of the Year, look on a new role as the
Ravens’ offensive coordinator in 2005. Fassel replaced Malt Cavanaugh, who held that position
under Brian Billick for 6 years. A former head coach of the NY Giants, Jim took his 2000 team

to Super Bowl XXXV, where the Giants eventually lost to the Ravens. This marks the 1st time in
NFL history that 2 Super Bowl head coaches are on the same coaching staff.

Overview: Fassel joined the Ravens in 2004 as a senior consultant/offense...Eed the Giants to
2 NFC East titles, a conference championship, and an appearance in the Super Bowl, plus a Wild
Card playoff berth...

The Baltimore Ravens moved into their new 200,000-square-foot training facility in mid-
October of 2004. The building features a brick and stone exterior. The field house is 90,000
square feet and includes a strength-training area and a full-size indoor practice field.

The new headquarters, outdoor practice fields and field house sits on 32 acres and was completed in
December of 2004. Almost all of the physical construction on the project was provided by Baltimore
area companies and workers.

The facilities include a full-service kitchen, cafeteria, player support functions, basketball and rac-
quetball courts, and TV studio, plus state-of-the-art requirements for NFL training. There are execu
tive offices, meeting rooms, media areas, 3 outdoor fields and a full-length indoor practice field.

“Everything a team needs to help prepare it to win is available to us. Steve (Bisciotti) has delivered
a Ist-class, state-of-the-art training facility and office complex," general manager Ozzie Newsome
said.

Approximately 200 Ravens are housed at the Owings Mills headquarters. The Ticket Office and
Stadium Facilities staffs remain at M&T Bank Stadium.

Ozzie Newsome. “Pat is thorough and sound, plus creative in the structure of contracts. He has a
working knowledge of every team’s salary cap structure and knows the ins and outs of working with
the league office. His management of our cap helped us win the Super Bowl in 2000.”

Since 1996, Pat has negotiated contracts and coordinated the signing of 12 Ravens Ist-round draft
choices, as well as numerous free agents. This offseason, Pat signed free agent Pro Bowlers WR
Derrick Mason and CB Samari Rolle, as well as G Keydrick Vincent and LB Tommy Polley. During
the 2004 season, Moriarty re-negotiated the contracts of Pro Bowl CB Chris McAlister and Pro Bowl
T Jonathan Ogden. In addition, Pat has re-negotiated the contracts of several other key players,
including Pro Bowl LB Ray Lewis and G Edwin Mulitalo.

He later earned his master’s degree in business administration from John Carroll
University. He worked for Key Bank in Cleveland in the corporate lending division before joining
the Browns’ front office in 1994 as the team’s director of business operations. When the franchise
moved to Baltimore, Moriarty was named the organization’s chief financial officer.

A Cleveland native, Pat earned All-State honors in both football and track at Benedictine (Cleveland,
OH) HS and was inducted into the school’s athletic hall of fame in the spring of 2002. After college,
Moriarty played for his hometown Cleveland Browns. As a RB, he scored 2 TDs and also played spe
cial teams as a rookie free agent in 1979. Pat’s brother, Tom, played 5 years in the NFL as a DB, 4
with Atlanta and 1 with Pittsburgh.

Moriarty, who is on the NFL Management Council’s Working Club Executive Committee for the 2nd
straight year, is currently in his 3rd year at the University of Baltimore School of Law. He has been
a guest speaker at numerous engagements, including Loyola College, University of Maryland Law
School, University of Maryland Business School and the University of Baltimore School of Law,
where he was a guest lecturer on sports and entertainment law.

He and his wife, Lynn, are the parents of 3 children: Kevin (17), Laura (14) and Katherine (II). The
family lives in Hunt Valley, MD.

1 ric DeCosta, in his 3rd year overseeing college personnel, is the youngest college scouting
director in the NFL. DeCosta, 34, who has been with the Ravens’ organization since the team’s

ilst year in Baltimore (1996), manages the Ravens’ draft preparation and coordinates the evalu
ation and ranking process of hundreds of NFL prospects.

Last spring, Eric led the Ravens during the NFL Draft, selecting WR Mark Clayton (Oklahoma) as the
team’s No. 1 pick (22nd overall). Along with GM Ozzie Newsome, DeCosta and his staff followed

ith LB Dan Cody (Oklahoma) and T Adam Terry (Syracuse) in the 2nd round, both of whom should
contribute in 2005. The Ravens rounded out the draft with OL Jason Brown (4th round. North

Carolina), FB Justin Green (5th, Montana), QB Derek Anderson (6th, Oregon State) and LB Mike
Smith (7th, Texas Tech).

“Fifty percent of what we do is talking to sources, getting a feel for a player’s character and personal
ity,’’ DeCosta says. “We spend a lot of time talking to coaches and put a large emphasis on talking to
players at the Combine."

Since becoming the team's college scouting director (2003), Eric and the football personnel staff have
drafted the 2003 Defensive Rookie of the Year LB Terrell Suggs, starting QB Kyle Boiler, and key
players such as DE Jarret Johnson, RB Musa Smith, and WR Clarence Moore, who caught 4 TD pass
es as a rookie in 2004.

Prior to his promotion, Eric was the Ravens’ Midwest area scout (1998-2002) and evaluated a number
of current Ravens including RB Chester Taylor and DE Anthony Weaver. While an area scout,
DeCosta spent time researching and analyzing draft-day trades and helped evaluate free agent
prospects for the pro personnel department. On the same day Eric joined the Ravens in 1996 as a play
er personnel assistant, he was accepted to the University of Connecticut Law School. With the Ravens,
DeCosta worked with both the college and pro scouting staffs on the draft and free agency. Prior to the
1998 season, the Taunton, MA. native was promoted to area scout, after spending time in the fall of
’97 scouting the midwest. Eric’s earliest NFL experience came in 1995 with an internship in the
Washington Redskins’ player personnel department.

DeCosta coached DLs and LBs for 2 seasons at Trinity College from 1994-95, while earning his mas

ter’s degree in English. Eric’s 175-page thesis on King Philip’s War is published in the archives of
Trinity College. DeCosta has undergraduate degrees in English and the classics from Colby, earning
Dean’s List honors (1990-92).

A 3-year football letterman and captain at Colby, Eric played LB for head coach Tom Austin. As a sen
ior. he was selected as the Milletl Award recipient for outstanding athletic contributions over 4 years
at Colby. DeCosta attended Taunton (MA) HS, where he played FB and LB. earned 3 varsity letters,
and as a senior, was voted team captain. An avid runner, Eric, his wife, Lacie, and their daughter, Jane
Elizabeth (1), reside in Baltimore.

I ionel Vital was named the Ravens' national scout last May, after spending the past 5 years with
the New England Patriots as their assistant director of college scouting. Vital, who entered his

^16th season as an NFL scout, re-joined Baltimore, having spent the team’s inaugural year
(1996) with the Ravens.

While with the Patriots. Vital was the team’s national college scout his 1st year (2000), but was pro
moted to assistant director a year later. The Loreauville, LA, native worked closely with Patriots vice
president of player personnel Scott Pioli and scouting director Thomas Dimitroff.

Vital entered the NFL scouting ranks with the Cleveland Browns in 1991, after being hired by Bill
Belichick as a talent scout.

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> RAVENS 10TH ANNIVERSARY HIGHLIGHTS

he 2005 season marks the 10th Anniversary of Baltimore's re-entry as an NFL city. In that
decade. Ozzie Newsome and his staff seeded the Baltimore Ravens with arguably the best
NFL drafts in the league. Within 5 short years of the 1996 move, the club hired their 2nd

head coach, Brian Billick (replacing Ted Marchibroda in 1999). Brian would lead the team to a

Super Bowl season just one year later. It was the supreme feat that eluded Art Modell’s former
Cleveland team for close to 40 years.

On Nov. 6. 1995, the Browns announced the move from Cleveland to Baltimore. Then-owner Art

Modell left a legacy to the fans of Cleveland — the name [Browns], the history, and the team col
ors. A few months after relocating in Baltimore, Modell held
up a small white sign at a public gathering at the Inner
Harbor. It was March 29, 1996. The new. young team would
be known as the Baltimore Ravens, and the announcement

was made following the Baltimore Sun fan telephone poll.

Many long hours lay ahead for the personnel staff of the new
Ravens. Ozzie Newsome and the personnel staff worked
around the clock researching the field of players available in
their first NFL Draft. The goal was to choose the best avail
able athletes on the board when the Ravens were on the

clock. Newsome’s staff was on the money with their 1st of 9
well-documented and successful drafts. On April 20, 1996, a
call to New York cojifirmed T Jonathan Ogden (4th overall) and later, LB Ray Lewis (26th over
all), as their first-ever selections. Together, these two athletes would share 15 Pro Bowls by 2005.

As the team took the practice field at the first minicamp. Memorial Stadium was being prepared
for the Sept. I home opener. But, one last piece of the puzzle was yet to be revealed: on June 5th,

the team logo and uniform were introduced to the
Baltimore community in a glitzy fashion show at
Harborplace. QB Vinny Testaverde, WR Michael
Jackson and DE Rob Burnett modeled the striking
purple and black uniforms for hundreds of onlook
ers who took a noon break to see what their new
team would look like.

After the first August training camp at Western
Maryland College (now known as McDaniel
College), the team took the field on Sept. 1 and
faced the Oakland Raiders. It was Memorial

Stadium’s biggest crowd in Baltimore professional
sports history. Testaverde scored the team’s first
TD on a 9-yard rush. He led the team to a 19-14
victory in front of 64,124 fans. The Ravens fin
ished 1996 with a 4-12 record.

In 1998. the Ravens moved to their new home —

M&T Bank Stadium. The downtown facility (for
merly PSINet Stadium) at Camden Yards opened
with a game against the Pittsburgh Steelers after a
3-day celebration that included a Stevie Wonder
concert and black tie gala. In front of a crowd of
68,847. the Ravens lost to Pittsburgh, 20-13.

After 3 losing seasons, change was in the air. and Modell met with his executive management to
search for a new head coach. In February of 1999, Brian Billick, the highly successful offensive
coordinator from the Minnesota Vikings became the new head coach of the Ravens. In his first
season, Baltimore posted their best-ever record (8-8). The following year, the Ravens jumped
a roller coaster and climbed to a 12-4 record, becoming Modell’s first and only Super Bowl team.
After three thrilling playoff victories, Billick took the Ravens to Tampa, where Baltimore posted
a 34-7 win over the New York Giants in Super Bowl XXXV on Jan. 28, 2001.

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Several days before the Tampa trip, thousands of
fans surged into the Inner Harbor — the historical
site of so many Ravens announcements — to send
off the team. The players, coaches and staff made
their way through the throngs of well wishers. DT
Tony Siragusa and LB Ray Lewis promised fans
they would come back with a Super Bowl win.
True to their word, the team returned with the glis

tening Lombardi trophy. On the flight back, play
ers, coaches and staff passed the victory spoils
around the team plane and everyone had pictures
taken with their hard-fought prize. At BWI. fire
men arched fire hoses in a power shower of water
over the team plane as it rolled on the tarmac.
Amazingly, it was like being on the field again in
Tampa right after the win. The confetti, the emo
tion, the speeches all came back. And thankfully,
incredibly, that euphoric feeling was still there.

On the bus ride home, people stopped in their
tracks on the outer loop of 1-695. They stood by their cars or on the hills off the freeway and waved
and cheered. They saluted players with their signs and flags. On Owings Mills Boulevard, a cou
ple hundred fans stood outside of the facility waiting for the team buses to arrive. When buses
rolled in. a cheer went up from the crowd. David Modell and Brian Billick hopped off the bus —
trophy in hand — and walked out to the street. They shook hands with the surprised crowd and
offered them the chance to hold the trophy and pose for pictures. For those lucky fans, memories
of that experience will last forever.

The next day, in a virtual down
pour, Ravens fans — 200,000
strong — lined up along Pratt
Street. Humvees crawled along
the parade route, and fans were
so close that players could hear
what they were saying. People
hung out of windows and placed
20-foot high welcome signs on
buildings. Siragusa jumped off
his Hummer and walked down

the street with his little daughter,
Samantha. At City Hall,
"Goose" led the celebrating
crowd in song: We Are the
Champions (Queen). Mayor
Martin O’Malley presented Art
Modell with the key to the city.

Brian Billick and Ray Lewis spoke. Modell danced to Who Let the Dogs Out? (Baha Men).

That year. Steve Bisciotti became a minority owner. In April 2004. the NFL officially approved
his purchase of the Baltimore Ravens. Bisciotti took over the reins from Modell and built a state-
of-the-art practice facility in Owings Mills. The team moved to the new location in mid-October
2004. The 200.000 sq.ft, structure is designed to be a major recruiting tool for acquiring the best
NFL talent available. And of course, as always, the goal is to win another Super Bowl.

The Ravens were slyinied by the Browns on offense and beaten deep on defense, losing to their AFC North
nemesis, 20-3. The Browns, whose defense was porous in 2 Ravens victories last year, were disciplined and
stout. A year after surrendering 500 yards to Jamal Lewis in 2 legendary games in 2003, the Browns limit
ed the 2003 Offensive Player of the Year to 57 yards on 20 carries. Their offense won the game by scoring
17 points in the game’s final 16 minutes. With 24 seconds remaining in the third quarter, the Browns’
offense, which had managed less than 100 yards up to that point, exploited a defensive breakdown. WR
Qtiincy Morgan slipped behind the secondary and caught a 46-yard TD pass from QB Jeff Garcia, giving the
Browns a 10-3 advantage. On the Ravens’ ensuing drive, QB Kyle Boiler moved the Ravens into Cleveland
territory, but a deep pass to WR Kevin Johnson was intercepted by CB Anthony Henry. Throe plays later,
Garcia again found a hole in the Ravens’ secondary. This time, WR Andre Davis caught a 51-yard pass that
not only altered the field position, but put the Ravens on their heels. The Browns got close enough for K Phil
Dawson to knock through a 25-yard FG - his 2nd of the day - and extend the lead to 13-3 midway through
the fourth quarter. The Browns put the game away when DE Kenard Lang sacked Boiler on 2 consecutive
plays, the 2nd of which caused a fumble that the Browns recovered inside the Ravens’ 10. Three plays later,
Garcia scrambled to the end zone from 3 yards out. putting the game out of reach. After getting shut out in
the first half, the Ravens had their deepest penetration midway through the third quarter - the Browns’ 24-
yard line. The Ravens, who did not reach the Browns’ red zone the entire game, and had to settle for a 42-
yard FG by K Matt Stover, their only points of the game. Boiler went 22 of 38 for 191 yards, but threw 2
INTs and lost a fumble. TE Todd Heap had a game-high 9 catches for 86 yards in the loss.

Johnson’s fingertips, Baltimore’s fate was sealed. After Baltimore staked to a 3-0 lead on its 1st posses
sion, Kansas City marched 60 yards to the end zone. Chiefs QB Trent Green hooked up with backup TE
Jason Dunn for a 3-yard TD pass, capping the 1st of 5 long scoring drives. The Ravens managed a sea-
son-low 207 yards of total offense. However, they were also a victim of their own success. Two of their
3 TDs came just seconds after the Ravens' defense forced a punt. On Ist-and-IO from the Ravens’ own
47, Boiler traded laterals with RB Jainal Lewis and then connected with WR Randy Hymes on a per
fectly-thrown bomb, good for a 53-yard TD pass. The Ravens again were down a TD late in the first
half, but again, a big play kept them in the game. This time, it was Sams who provided the heroics, weav
ing through traffic and linding the end zone, tying the game at the half Lewis, who rushed for 73 yards
on 15 carries, did charge into the end zone from  1 yard out, but given the chance to win the game, the
Ravens’ offense came up a fingertip short.

Playing without 4 Pro Bowlers, the Ravens kept close with the NFL’s only undefeated team, but ulti
mately lost to Philadelphia 15-10. The Eagles capitalized on a fumble by RB Chester Taylor - who
started in place of Jamal Lewis (suspension) for the 2nd straight game - when QB Donovan McNabb
connected with WR Terrell Owens on an 11-yard TD pass that broke open the game midway through
the fourth quarter. However, the Ravens battled back, and thanks to perhaps the best game in QB Kyle
Boiler’s young career (16 games), the injury-depleted Ravens nearly completed the rally. After Owens’

After standing toc-to-toe with the defending World Champions for 30 minutes, the Ravens saw Ist-hand
what is needed to take the next step. New England capitalized on stout defense, a big turnover and made
virtually no mistakes in the game’s final half to defeat the Ravens 24-3, winning for the 17th straight time
at home. After playing New England to a draw in the first half, the Ravens were out-manned by the
Patriots in the decisive third quarter.

A toiTential rainstorm, which
converted Gillette Stadium into a mud pit, limited both teams’ ability to throw the ball, as neither Ravens
QB Kyle Boiler nor New England’s Tom Brady went over 200 yards or threw a TD. When the elements
are at their worst, teams rely on their RBs the most. With Lewis, the NFL’s rushing champion a year ago,
sidelined, RB Chester Taylor filled in admirably against a stout Patriots defense. However, he was out-
dueled by Dillon, who went over 100 yards against his longtime rivals for the 1st time in 3 years. The
former Bengals back churned out 123 yards and the TD on 30 caixies, with the bulk of his production
coming in the second half. Boiler finished the game 15 of 35 with 93 yards, throwing an INT and losing
a fumble that New England recovered in the end zone for a TD.

The Bengals scored 24 fourth-quarter points to win in Baltimore, 27-26, for the 1st time since 1996.
Cincinnati K Shayne Graham booted through a 24-yard FG as time expired to complete the 2nd-greatest
road comeback in Bengals history. Baltimore, which led 20-3 after 3 quarters, lost in a game that it led by
14 or more points for the 1st time in the Brian Billick era. The Ravens lost for just die 7th time in 35
games that they have had a 100-yard rusher, as RB Chester Taylor’s 139 yards went for naught. However,
nothing was more out of the ordinary than the defensive breakdowns in the fourth quarter, when the
Bengals scored on 4 consecutive possessions to end the game. QB Carson Palmer, who torched the
Ravens defense for 253 yards and 3 TDs in the second half, completed 81 percent of his passes. With the
Ravens leading 26-24 following a clutch 45-yard FG by K Matt Stover, the Bengals took over at their
own 34. On 2iid-and-long, Palmer had time to throw, and he lofted a pass to a wide-open WR T.J.
Hoiishmandzadeh, who cradled it 34 yards downfield. Four plays later, Chad Johnson pulletf in a pass for
22 more yards, putting the Bengals in position to win. Houshmandzadeh had 10 catches for 171 yards and
a TD, while Johnson had 10 for 161 and 2 scores. The Ravens TDs came on offense from Taylor who
scored from 1 yard out, and on defense from CB Chris McAlister who returned a fumble 64 yards in the
third quarter. Stover was a perfect 4-for-4 on FGs, moving into 12th on the NFL’s all-time scoringlist, but
the Ravens turned the ball over twice. RS B.J. Sams muffed a punt that led to the Bengals’ 1st TD, and
QB Kyle Boiler threw an INT.

After losing to Pittsburgh 20-7 in a game that was decided after the 1st series of the second half,
Baltimore dropped back-to-back games for the 2nd time in the last 5 weeks. With Pittsburgh leading 10-
7 at the beginning of the third quarter, the Steelers drove the length of the field on a 14-play, 8 1/2-minute
TD drive that was capped by a 2-yard scoring pass from QB Ben Roethlisberger to TE Jerame Tuman.
The only other pass Roethlisberger threw on the drive came on its 1st play, meaning the Steelers ran 12
consecutive times, gaining 62 yards, en route to the score. Future Hall of Fame RB Jerome Bettis churned
out 117 yards on 27 carries, going over the century mark for the 60th time in his illustrious career. The
Ravens had a chance to respond, as QB Kyle Boiler directed the Ravens to the Pittsburgh 26 on their
ensuing drive, setting up a 44-yard FG attempt by  K Matt Stover. However, the kick went wide right, and
when Steelers K Jeff Reed nailed a FG of his own on the ensuing possession, the game got away from
Baltimore. Pittsburgh controlled the line of scrimmage on both offense and defense. While the Steelers
produced 183 rushing yards, the Ravens gained just 71, with more than a third of those coming from
Boiler scrambles. RB Jamal Lewis had a 5-yard TD run, but that was only his 2nd-longest rush of the
day. The Steelers held the 2003 rushing champion to 26 yards on 14 carries. That put the burden on
Boiler, who completed 18 of 32 passes for 177 yards, but threw a costly INT late in the first quarter. On
third-and-7 from the Steelers’ 25, Boiler was hit by LB James Harrison while in the act of throwing. The
ball fluttered into the arms of Steelers LB Joey Porter, and led to a Steelers’ FG.

Ravens 30, Dolphins 23 at M&T Bank Stadium Q
Playing without some of their best players (LB Ray Lewis, TE Todd Heap and CB Deton Sanders), the
Ravens defeated the Dolphins 30-23 in their season finale. Baltimore surged to a 27-7 lead after inter

cepting Miami QB Sage Rosenfels 3 times, and then survived a late Dolphins rally for the victory.
However, it was how the Ravens responded early that may have won the game. On the 1st play in his
only start of the year, Rosenfels connected with WR Chris Chambers on a 76-yard TD pass, giving the
Dolphins a lead before the game really even started. On their 1st drive, QB Kyle Boiler, who completed
I4-of-27 passes for 142 yaras and a TD, and the Ravens marched down the field. The drive was capped
by a l-yard TD pass to TE Terry Jones. The game stayed knotted at 7-7 until the Ravens, behind hard
running by RB Jamal Lewis, drove deep into Dolphins territory and set up a 25-yard EG by K Matt
Stover. The Ravens would not trail again. In fact, it only took the team another 49 seconds to extend its
lead. Miami faced 3rd-and-l4 from the Dolphins’ 16 when DE Jarret Johnson tipped Rosenfels’ pass,
came down with the ball and rumbled into the end zone. The Ravens stretched the lead to 20-7 when

Stover knocked through a 19-yard FG with 8 seconds remaining in the half. In the third quarter, the
Ravens intercepted Rosenfels again, this time by  S Ed Reed, who returned it to the Dolphins’ 2. That gave
Reed 358 INT return yards on the season, breaking the NFL’s all-time record. On the very next play,
Lewis, who had 167 yards on 34 carries, powered into the end zone to give Baltimore a 27-7 lead. Stover
later kicked another FG and the Ravens held on to secure the 4th winning season in team history.

Ihe young and brash Baltimore Ravens began the 2000 NFL
season talking playoffs and ending it as champions, thanks
to one of the most dominant defenses in pro football histo

ry. The Ravens’ Super Journey began with an ominous regular
season schedule that included 5 road games in 7 weeks. In the
middle of it all was a 5-game streak without a touchdown.
Thankfully, the TD drought never divided the team.

The race toward the Lombardi trophy was not without its hurdles:
Ray Lewis rebounded from a trying offseason; Trent Dilfer
returned to Tampa Bay for the Super Bowl; an emotional Jermaine
Lewis dedicated a superb performance to the memory of his still
born son. Still, the team rallied the season, and it made the hard-
fought victory that much sweeter.

The Journey was about coming of age for talented kids like Jamal
Lewis, Chris McAlister, and Duane Starks. It also belonged to
tough veterans like Rod Woodson, Ray Lewis, Rob Burnett,
Shannon Sharpe, Matt Stover, Michael McCrary and Jonathan
Ogden. And The Journey belonged to Baltimore. The fans num

bered in the thousands at the downtown sendoff at Harbor Place in January. Banners and promises
hung in the air and were not broken.

While the hometown fans celebrated at
the Inner Harbor, the team left for
Tampa, and in a week’s time, beat the
Giants, 34-7, on January 28, 2001.

After the Ravens came home on that

sky-blue Monday following the Super
Bowl victory, the team learned the city
had scheduled a parade the next day.
That Tuesday was cold and rainy (bot
tom, right), yet fans numbered in the
hundreds of thousands and lined the city
streets to welcome their heroes home.

Ray Lewis earned Super Bowl XXXV
MVP honors, as well as Defensive
Player of the Year. The Ravens broke or
tied a number of records in the game,
including tying a Super Bowl record
with 4 INTs. They were only the 3rd
team in NFL history to not commit a
turnover in a Super Bowl, and most
exciting of all - 3 seesaw scores on 3
successive plays set a Super Bowl
record. The back-to-back kickoff
returns for touchdowns were also a new
record.

When handed the Vince Lombardi tro

phy (middle photo). Art Modell lifted
the silver prize in the air, and said;

“To the people of Baltimore City,
Baltimore County and the State of
Maryland, this belongs to you. From the
bottom of my heart, Thank You. ”

In June 2001. the entire organization,
players, coaches and staff were invited to
the White House to meet President

George W. Bush (top, right).

The Ravens chronicled their run to the

Super Bowl in the book Super Journey
(pictured above).

Baltimore awarded bankrupt Miami Seahawks franchise of the All-America
Football Conference. Renamed Colts via a fan contest.

AAFC /NFL reached merger agreement. Colts entered the NFL for 1950 season.

Colts finished 1-11 in their first NFL season with a 15-14 loss to the New York
Yanks at Yankee Stadium. The Yanks later became the Baltimore Colts.

Franchise withdrew from league and received $50,000 for players by the NFL.

No Colts team existed.

Commissioner Bert Bell challenged Baltimore to sell 15,000 tickets in 6 weeks
to re-enter NFL. The ticket drive reached its quota in 4 weeks, 3 days.

Carroll Rosenbloom headed an ownership group and Baltimore was awarded
the Dallas Texan franchise.

Colts defeated NYG, 23-17, at Yankee Stadium for World Championship.
This game sparked the emergence of the NFL as a televised sports giant.

Colts won 2nd straight World Championship over Giants, in Baltimore, 31-16.

Don Shula replaced Weeb Ewbank as head coach.

Browns beat Colts, 27-0, in Cleveland for NFL title. Art Modell wins 1st title.

NFL and AFL announced plans to merge in 1970. Colts, Browns and Steelers
later join AFC in NFL's realignment.

Jets defeated Colts, 16-7, in Super Bowl 111 at Orange Bowl after Joe Namath
guarantees New York victory.

Don Shula resigned to become head coach of Miami Dolphins.

Jim O’Brien kicked 32 FG with 5 seconds to play as Colts won Super Bowl V
over Dallas, 16-13, in Ist-ever AFC-NFC Super Bowl.

Robert Irsay traded the L.A. Rams to Carroll Rosenbloom for the Colts.

Ted Marchibroda named head coach.

Colts selected John Elway with I st pick in NFL draft, but traded him to Denver
for OT Chris Hinton, QB Mark Herrmann and Denver’s top pick in 1984.

In last NFL regular season game in Memorial Stadium (until 1996), the Colts
beat the Oilers, 20-10. TE Pat Beach scored the last TD of game on 12-yard pass
from Mike Pagel.

Colts franchise relocated to Indianapolis.

Cleveland Browns announced intention to move to Baltimore for 1996 season.

NFL approved franchise move.
Ted Marchibroda was named Baltimore Ravens 1st head coach 21 years and
1 month to the day he was hired by the then-Baltimore Colts in 1975.

Baltimore’s NFL franchise officially named Ravens after a Baltimore Sun tele
phone poll received record number of calls supporting the name Ravens.
Ravens opened Owings Mills training facility with start of offseason program.
Ravens selected UCLA OL Jonathan Ogden with their Ist-ever draft choice (4th
overall). U. of Miami LB Ray Lewis selected with 2nd pick in the 1st round
(26th overall).

The new Ravens’ logo, colors and uniforms were unveiled in a fashion show
at Harborplace.
Ravens sold over 50,000 season tickets in 14 days.

9/1 - The Ravens Ist-ever regular season game is played before 64,124 fans at Mem
orial Stadium, the largest crowd in Baltimore professional sports history. QB
Vinny Testaverde scored the 1st TD on a 9-yard run to propel the Ravens to a
19-14 win over the Oakland Raiders.

12/22 - The Ravens concluded their inaugural season with a 4-12 record following a
24-21 loss to the Houston Oilers. The Ravens were 4-4 at home, but 0-8 on
the road. The team sold out all 10 home games, including the 2 preseason
games. Baltimore held a second-half lead in 10 of its 11 final games, but won
only 2. QB Vinny Testaverde was voted to the Pro Bowl after throwing for
4,177 yards and 33 TDs. WRs Michael Jackson and Derrick Alexander both
eclipsed the 1,000-yard receiving mark and combined for 23 TD receptions.

1997... 3/18 - The Ravens and Western Maryland College entered into a 5-year agreement to
hold training camp at the Westminster, MD campus.

4/19 - The Ravens selected LB Peter Boulware with their 1st pick in the 1997 draft
(4th overall). Boulware went on to win NFL Defensive Rookie of the Year
honors and finished with 11.5 QB sacks, the 4th-best sack total by a rookie in
NFL history.

9/21 - The Ravens defeated the Tennessee Oilers, 36-10, to .start the season 3-1.

12/14 - Baltimore defeats Tennessee, 21-19, in the final game at Memorial Stadium.
13 of the 16 regular season games played by the Ravens at Memorial Stadium
were televised and all were sold out.

12/21 - Baltimore dropped a 16-14 game at Cincinnati to finish the season 6-9-1.
T Jonathan Ogden is named consensus All-Pro and is voted as a starter to the
Pro Bowl. LB Ray Lewis led the NFL in tackles with 210, was voted 1st alter
nate to the Pro Bowl, and then was selected as a “needs” player by coach Bill
Cowher.

The new NFL Stadium at Camden Yards (later named PSINet Stadium) was
the backdrop for an opening gala that included fireworks, a Stevie Wonder/
Baltimore Symphony Orchestra concert and a spectacular laser show.

The Ravens opened their new NFL Stadium in downtown Baltimore before a
host of dignitaries, a packed house and the Steelers. The Ravens lost, 20-13.

11/29 - The Colts returned to Baltimore for the 1st time since 1983. The Ravens over

came two 14-point deficits and scored 25 second-half points to win 38-31.

12/13 - The Ravens and Minnesota Vikings set an NFL record with 3 KORs for TDs, all
in the first quarter. Ravens Corey Harris and Patrick Johnson and Minnesota’s
David Palmer all scored TDs on returns in the Vikings’ 38-28 win. Gary And
erson set an NFL record when he kicked his 34th straight successful FG, 1 of
6 3-pointers.

12/28 - After a 6-10 finish, the Ravens did not renew Ted Marchibroda’s contract. Six
Ravens represented the AFC in the Pro Bowl: LB Peter Boulware, WR /RS
Jermaine Lewis, LB Ray Lewis, DE Michael McCrary,  T Jonathan Ogden and
S Bennie Thompson (special teamer).

1999... 1/19 - Brian Billick became the 2nd head coach in Baltimore Ravens history when he

accepted a 6-year contract from owner Art Modell. Billick, the highly success
ful offensive coordinator for Minnesota, directed  a Vikings’ attack that set a
variety of NFL and team records, including the league’s all-time scoring mark
of 556 points in 1998.

1/26 - PSINet Inc., the 1st and largest independent commercial Internet Service Pro
vider, announced a 20-year partnership with the Ravens to develop a global
Internet-based network for the Ravens. Under the agreement, the new down
town facility was named PSINet Stadium,

1/30 - Ravens Executive VP of Player Personnel Ozzie Newsome was selected for
induction into Pro Football’s Hall of Fame, along with Lawrence Taylor, Eric
Dickerson, Tom Mack and Billy Shaw. Newsome was the NFL’s all-time
leading TE in pass receptions, until Shannon Sharpe eclipsed Ozzie in 2001.

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4/17 - The Ravens selected Arizona CB Chris McAlister (10th overall) with their
1 St-round pick and traded their 2nd-round choice for Atlanta’s Ist-round
choice in 2000. Baltimore also acquired veterans QB Tony Banks, OL Everett
Lindsay and TE Lovett Purnell in trades involving 1999 picks.

9/12 - Brian Billick’s debut as head coach was spoiled in the regular season opener, as
St. Louis defeated the Ravens, 27-10, in the TransWorld Dome. QB Kurt Warn
er had his 1st NFL start.

9/26 - Billick notched his 1st win, 17-10, over the expansion Cleveland Browns. Sto-
ney Case started at QB, replacing Scott Mitchell.

10/31 - Tony Banks took over as the team’s starting QB against Buffalo in a 13-10
loss. He went 6-4 as a starter, including 4-0 in Dec. He threw a career-high
17 TDs and a career-low 8 INTs.

12/26 - The Ravens recorded their Ist-ever shutout, a 22-0 win over Cincinnati. The
victory completed a perfect Dec. and gave the Ravens a franchise-high 8 vic
tories. 5 players (LB Peter Boulware, LB Ray Lewis, DE Michael McCrary,
T Jonathan Ogden and S Rod Woodson) were named to the Pro Bowl. The
Ravens’ defense finished ranked 2nd in the NFL, and in the team’s 6-3 fin
ish, Baltimore outscored opponents, 324-277.

2000... 2/18 - The Ravens signed 7-time Pro Bowl TE Shannon Sharpe, an unrestricted free
agent who starred for 10 years with the Denver Broncos. Sharpe caught
552 passes for 6,983 yards and 44 TDs for Denver.

3/27 - NFL owners approved the sale of 49% of the Ravens to Anne Arundel
County (MD) business executive Steve Bisciotti. In it, Bisciotti had an
option to purchase the remaining 51% for $325 million in 2004.

4/15 - The Ravens went for offense in the 2000 NFL Draft, selecting Tennessee
RB Jamal Lewis (5th overall), Florida WR Travis Taylor (10th overall), and
Louisville QB Chris Redman (75th overall) with their 1st 3 picks.

Sept. - The Ravens opened the 2001 season with a 16-0 win at Pittsburgh in their
last visit to Three Rivers Stadium on 9/3. They won 3 of their 1st 4 games,
including a dramatic 39-36 win over Jacksonville (their 1st win over the
Jaguars) and a 37-0 shutout over Cincinnati.

Oct. - Baltimore finished Oct. at 2-3, and did not score a TD during the month.
Trent Dilfer replaced Tony Banks at QB on 10/29 vs Pittsburgh.

Nov./Dec. - Baltimore won its final 7 regular season games by a combined score of 193-63. On
11/26, Earnest Byner was the 1st person named to the Ravens’ Ring of Honor
during halftime of the 44-7 win over the Cleveland Browns. On 10/10, Art
Modell was honored in pre-game ceremonies for his 40 years of ownership,
and later that day was rewarded with the Ravens’ 1st playoff berth, defeating
San Diego, 24-3.

12/24 - The Ravens’ defense set a 16-game record by allowing only 165 total points.
Baltimore also set an NFL record by allowing only 970 yards rushing. The Ra
vens finished 12-4 after beating the New York Jets, 34-20, on Christmas Eve.
Rookie RB Jamal Lewis rushed for a team-record 1,364 yards in 2000.

12/31 - The Ravens defeated the Denver Broncos, 21-3, in an AFC Wild Card Playoff
Game at PSINet Stadium, the 1st home playoff game in Baltimore since 1977.
Jamal Lewis rushed for 110 yards on 30 carries and scored twice, while the de
fense allowed Denver’s rushing attack only 42 yards on the ground.

2001... 1/2 - LB Ray Lewis won NFL Defensive MVP honors from the Associated Press.

1/7 - The Ravens scored 14 fourth quarter points to defeat Tennessee, 24-10, at Adel-
phia Coliseum to advance to the AFC Championship. The go-ahead TD was a
90-yard return by Anthony Mitchell off a blocked FG; then Ray Lewis scored
on a 50-yard INT return to seal the win.

1/14 - The Ravens traveled to Oakland and defeated the Raiders, 16-3, in the AFC
Championship game to advance to Super Bowl XXXV. Shannon Sharpe
scored on an NFL postseason record 96-yard pass from Trent Dilfer. The Ra
vens limited the Raiders to 24 rushing yards.
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1/28- The Ravens defeated the New York Giants, 34-7, to capture their 1st World
Championship in Super Bowl XXXV, played at Raymond James Stadium in
Tampa, FL. Ray Lewis was named Super Bowl MVP and only Ron Dixon’s 97-
yard KOR for a TD averted a shutout against the Giants. A Super Bowl record
was set when 3 TDs were scored in a span of 36 seconds, including Duane
Starks’ 49-yard INT return and Jermaine Lewis’ 84-yard KOR.

Over 200,000 people turned out on a cold, rainy day to attend the Baltimore
Ravens’ Victory Parade. “This is the thrill of my life!” exclaimed then-owner
Art Modell.

The Ravens reached an agreement in principle on a 5-year contract with QB
Elvis Grbac. Grbac had thrown for a career-high 4,169 yards and 28 TDs for
Kansas City in 2000 and was named to his 1st Pro Bowl.

The Ravens .selected Arizona State TE Todd Heap with their 1st choice (31st
overall) in the 2001 draft, and Baylor S Gary Baxter in the 2nd round (62nd
overall). The Ravens held all of their own choices in each of the 7 rounds.

The Ravens opened training camp as defending World Champions with the en
tire nation watching, as HBO’s “Hard Knocks: Training Camp With the Balti
more Ravens” debuted with the Ravens as the featured team. RB Jamal Lewis

and RT Leon Searcy suffered season-ending injuries in the 1st week of camp.

The Ravens 1st preseason game vs. the Eagles was cancelled by NFL Commis
sioner Paul Tagliabue at Philadelphia’s Veterans Stadium because of hazardous
field conditions.

The Ravens won their 12th consecutive game and 2nd consecutive opener with
a 17-6 win over the Chicago Bears at PSINet Stadium. Two days later, on 9/11,
the World Trade Center collapsed following a terrorist attack. The 9/17 game
was postponed until January 7.

Matt Stover broke the NFL record for most consecutive games with a FG, snap
ping Fred Cox’s old mark of 31 games, when he booted 2 three-pointers in a 24-
14 loss to the Cleveland Browns at Cleveland Browns Stadium. Stover’s streak

ended at 38 games with a FGA on 12/16 vs. Pittsburgh.

TE Shannon Sharpe became the NFL’s all-time leading pass-catching TE (sur
passing Ravens Executive VP and GM Ozzie Newsome’s mark of 662), when
Sharpe caught a 29-yard pass on the 5th play of the game vs, the Cleveland
Browns. He finished the 2001 season with 692 career receptions for 8,604 yards
—both all-time NFL highs for a TE.

S Rod Woodson set an NFL record by returning a Peyton Manning INT 47 yards
for a TD, his NFL-best 10th career TD on an INT return in a 39-27 win over the
visiting Indianapolis Colts. Woodson’s TD snapped  a tie with Ken Houston,
who had 9 career INTs for TDs.

Corey Dillon of the Cincinnati Bengals rushed for 127 yards, snapping the Ra
vens’ streak of 50 games (including playoffs) of not allowing a 100-yard rush
er, the longest streak since the 1989-1992 Philadelphia Eagles had a 53-game
streak. The Ravens scored their 3rd consecutive home shutout win over the Ben
gals (16-0), the 1st time in 24 years (1975-77, Oakland over San Diego) that
a team had 3 straight home shutouts over the same opponent.

Six Ravens were selected to play in the Pro Bowl, tying the team mark set in
1998. Selected were LB Ray Lewis, T Jonathan Ogden, DT Sam Adams, RS
Jermaine Lewis, TE Shannon Sharpe and S Rod Woodson.

The Ravens played a postponed regular season game against Minnesota at Ra
vens Stadium and defeated the Vikings, 19-3, allowing Baltimore to advance to
the playoffs. The game had been scheduled for Monday, 9/17, but was re-sched
uled because of the 9/11 terrorist attack on the United States. The victory gave
the Ravens a 10-6 record and clinched a Wild Card spot as the AFC’s 5th seed.
LB Peter Boulware set a team record with 4 sacks vs. the Vikings to finish as
the AFC’s leading sacker with 15.

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The Baltimore Ravens traveled to Miami and defeated the Dolphins, 20-3, in a
AFC Wild Card Playoff game. Baltimore set a playoff team record with 226
rushing yards on 50 carries. The Ravens became the 1st team in NFL history to
win its 1st 5 playoff games. Only Joe Gibbs, who won his 1st 6 playoff games
surpassed Brian Billick’s mark of 5 (tied with Tom Flores).

After 5 consecutive playoff wins (including the Super Bowl run in 2000), the
Ravens were stopped at Heinz Field with a 27-10 loss to the Pittsburgh Steelers
in the AFC Divisional Playoff game. The Steelers jumped to a 20-0 first-half
lead and stifled Baltimore’s offense. Baltimore’s only TD came when RS Jer
maine Lewis set an NFL playoff record with an 88-yard punt return for a score
in the third quarter.

In the 66th Annual NFL Selection Meeting, the Ravens chose 10 players, many
of whom made an immediate impact. Baltimore picked S Ed Reed (24th over
all) out of Miami (FL) with its 1 st pick and DE Tony Weaver (Notre Dame) with
its 2nd (52nd overall). The Ravens had a total of 10 picks, 3 compensatory. Four
days later, the Ravens signed UFA QB Jeff Blake, who would replace QB Chris
Redman (back) following the 6th game of the 2002 season.

The Ravens and McDaniel College (formerly Western Maryland College) an
nounced a 3-year contract extension to keep Ravens training camp in West
minster, MD through the 2004 season. The team has trained at the Westmin
ster campus since the 1996 inaugural season.

With the youngest team in NFL history (19 Ist-year players), the Ravens drop
ped their 1st 2 games of the 2002 season, at Carolina (10-7) and at home on
9/15 vs. the Buccaneers (25-0). A moving tribute was paid to Hall of Famer
Johnny Unitas prior to the game, and QB Chris Redman, a close friend and ad
mirer, wore black hightops in honor of his hero. Johnny Unitas passed away on
Sept. I I, 2002.

Chris McAlister ran into the NFL record books against Denver. With 1 second
remaining in the first half. Broncos K Jason Elam’s FG attempt was short.
McAlister caught it in the end zone and returned it 107 yards for a TD - the
longest play of any kind in league history. The previous record was 106 yards
(3 KORs), last accomplished by Roy Green in 1979. Baltimore won 34-23. S Ed
Reed blocked the 1 st punt in Ravens history, leading to the Ravens’ 2nd TD of
the second quarter against the Broncos.

Johnny Unitas and 7 of his Hall of Fame teammates were enshrined into the
Ring of Honor at Ravens Stadium in front of a sellout crowd of 69,173 fans. A
bronze statue of Unitas' likeness was sculpted by local Baltimore artist Freder
ick Kail and dedicated at Gate A. newly named Unitas Plaza. In a joint effort,
the Baltimore Ravens, Art Modell, the Steve Bisciotti family, and others com
missioned the project. Enshrined with Unitas were: WR Raymond Berry, RB
Lenny Moore, DT Art Donovan, DE Gino Marchetti, TE John Mackey, OT Jim
Parker and LB Ted Hendricks.

RS Lament BrightfuTs 95-yard punt return was the longest PR in the NFL for
the 2002 season; S Ed Reed recorded a 2nd blocked punt, which he returned
for a TD in the victory vs. Tennessee, 13-12. The Ravens were 4-0 when scor
ing a TD on special teams in 2002.

The Ravens lost their Final game of the season at Pittsburgh (34-31) in a heart
breaking nailbiter. Hopes of a playoff berth ended, and the Ravens finished with
a 7-9 record. Three Ravens players traveled to the Pro Bowl: T Jonathan Og
den, LB Peter Boulware and Ist-timerTETodd Heap.

Ozzie Newsome was named the NFL’s 1st minority general manager. The Ex
ecutive VP and GM promoted 3 members of his staff: Phil Savage, player per
sonnel director; George Kokinis, pro personnel director; Eric DeCosta, col
lege scouting director. Former Bears Hall of Fame LB Mike Singletary
launched his coaching career when he was hired by the Ravens as LB coach. Art
Modell entered his 43rd (and final) year in the NFL as a franchise owner.

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The Ravens had 11 draft picks going into the 67th Annual NFL Selection
Meeting, 4 of which were compensatory picks. LB Terrell Suggs (Arizona
State) was selected with the 1st pick (10th overall). In a draft-day trade with
New England, the Ravens secured a 2nd Ist-round pick (19th overall) and
selected QB Kyle Boiler (California) in exchange for their 2nd-round pick in
2003 and their Ist-rounder in 2004.

Ravens Stadium was re-named M&T Bank Stadium in a press conference held
at the stadium. The 15-year $75 million agreement includes naming rights, as
well as important community-based programs that will be jointly administered.
Then-147-year old M&T Bank is headquartered in Buffalo, New York.

The average age of the Ravens was only 25.8 years at roster cutdown. Baltimore
had 18 1st- and 2nd-year players on the roster; 7 rookies and 11 2nd-year vet
erans. The average years of experience was just 4. The Ravens were the 3rd
youngest team in the NFL (Cleveland, 24.8 and Chicago, 25.3).

The Ravens opened the season on the road at Pittsburgh and lost to their divis
ion rivals, 34-15. Rookie QB Kyle Boiler started his 1st game as a pro. In
a reverse scenario, Baltimore rolled over the Cleveland Browns the follow

ing week 33-13 at M&T Bank Stadium. In that home opener, RB Jamal
Lewis broke an NFL record with 295 yards rushing on 30 carries and 2
TDs - nailing 1 TD for 82 yards. In the game at Cleveland (12/21), Lewis
rushed for 205 yards, setting the NFL mark for rushing yards in a season vs.
the same team - 500 yards.

A team-record 8 players were voted to the Pro Bowl (most-tied with the Chiefs):
LB Ray Lewis, S Ed Reed, LB Peter Boulware, T Jonathan Ogden, TE Todd
Heap, RB Jamal Lewis, CB Chris McAlister and LB/Special Teamer Adalius
Thomas.

Art Modell joined the Ravens Ring of Honor at M&T Bank Stadium with his
induction at the final game of the season, a 13-10 OT win over the Pittsburgh
Steelers. Baltimore finished 10-6, winning a Ist-ever AFC North Division
title.

Jamal Lewis and Ray Lewis were named AP's NFL Offensive and Defensive
Players of the Year, while LB Terrell Suggs was named AP’s NFL Defensive
Rookie of the Year.

The Ravens lost, 20-17, to the Titans in the AFC Wild Card game at M&T Bank
Stadium on Gary Anderson’s game-winning kick (46-yard FG), with 29 seconds
remaining.

Jim Fassel, former head coach of the NY Giants, was named senior consultant/
offense for the Baltimore Ravens. It marked the 1st time 2 Super Bowl head
coaches are on the same team.

The NFL approved Ravens new owner Steve Bisciotti’s purchase of the club.

Ravens and McDaniel College extended their partnership 6 years to keep train
ing camp in Westminster through 2010. The deal includes installation ot
Sportexe Momentum Turf on the college’s main athletic field with both parties
sharing costs.

The Ravens had 10 draft picks (3 compensatory) in the 68th NFL Selection
Meeting. Their 1st pick was traded in 2003 to NE for QB Kyle Boiler (19). The
Ravens selected DE/DT Dwan Edwards in the 2nd round (51st overall).
The 3rd- and 5th-round selections (88 and 155) were traded to Min. for
a 3rd-rounder (82) to select WR Devard Darling (Washington State).
OLB Roderick Green (Central Missouri State) was selected at the
153rd spot from Miami for the Ravens’ 5th (160) and 7th (222).

The Ravens opened the season on the road at Cleveland without the seiwices of
Pro Bowl LT Jonathan Ogden and Baltimore lost (20-3) in an upset to its
division rival. Baltimore struggled most of the season with injuries to key Pro
Bowl-type players, with regular starters missing  a total of 53 games.

M&T Bank Stadium - There isn’t a more exciting place to be in Baltimore for a Ravens’
home game. Why would you be anywhere else? M&T Bank Stadium is located at the
south point of Camden Yards and remains the crowning jewel of the NFL’s premier

sports facilities. Ravens fans - proud of their Baltimore heritage - enjoy the latest in technology,
including state-of-the-art SmartVision video screens. Combined with extraordinary amenities,
including a stunning view of the city’s skyline, the game’s excitement brings fans to their feet.
With a capacity of 70,107, this impressive structure is the home of the Ravens and draws its daz
zling design from Baltimore’s architecture.

Completed in 1998 at an estimated cost of $220 million, the stadium has 1 19 suites and 8,196 club
seats. HOK architects designed Oriole Park at Camden Yards and M&T Bank Stadium. The latter
was completed in less than 2 years and funded through a combination of proceeds generated from

the sale of tax-exempt revenue bonds, debt service
paid by lottery proceeds and the Ravens.

Quick Stadium FactS:
M&T Bank Stadium is 185 ft. high, which is 35 ft.

above Oriole Park.

The 2 Smari Vision video screens, located in each

end zone, generate 16 million colors, and at peak out
put, consume up to 80,000 watts of electricity.

M&T Bank Stadium has featured other events: the

Army-Navy clash (2000), Maryland vs. Georgia Tech,
Salisbury Slate vs. Frostburg State, and 3 Morgan
State games. The 1998 HFStival .sold out in under 90
minutes and staged 15 bands, alttracting over 80,000
fans. The 2005 HFStival attracted over 40.000 fans

and rocked the house. Navy vs. Notre Dame played in
2002, and the NCAA lacrosse tournaments were held

‘ Located at 1101 Russell St., M&T Bank Stadium is surrounded on all sides by the following
elevated roadways: 1-95 and the Hamburg St. bridge to the north; 1-95 and 1-395 (plus Light Rail
line) to the ea.st; the Ostend St. bridge to the south; and the Russell St. viaduct to the west.

Fans can easily access M&T Bank Stadium using mass transit. The Light Rail has a drop-off
point located directly outside of Gate B, and Park-and-Ride shuttles are available from various
locations around the greater Baltimore area.

One of the most significant
elements of the bronze work is the famous black high tops - Johnny’s signature shoe.

Although Unitas Plaza is a great picture-
taking area for Baltimoreans and vacationers,
PSL season ticket holders also have the
opportunity to locate their names etched on
the PSL Walls. These names are an integral
part of the young history of the Ravens and
M&T Bank Stadium. These names are a trib
ute to the great Ravens’ football fans who
have supported the team that brought the City
of Baltimore and the State of Maryland the
NFL World Championship with Super Bowl
XXXV in 2000.

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M&T BANK STADIUM HISTORY

M&T Bank Stadium

On May 6, 2003, M&T Bank and the
Baltimore Raven.s announced their

partnership, which included a 15-

year, $75 million agreement with

naming rights to the Ravens’ home
field, M&T Bank Stadium, as well

as several important community-

based programs that are jointly
administered.

At the announcement, Ravens owner
Steve Bisciotti said: “We knew from

the onset that we did not want a com

pany that was not established and

without a great track record. There

were other banks we were calling about naming rights, because that was the category we wanted
to fill, but the timing was perfect [with M&T], as they were coming into a new market.”

M&T Bank’s long history began in western New York, but the company has expanded all over the
