NEWS & NOTES
COLE IRVIN MAKES REHAB START: Left-hander Cole Irvin will make a 
rehab start on Tuesday against the Ports at Banner Island Ballpark in 
the opener of a six-game series with the Modesto Nuts. Irvin (shoul-
der tightness) landed on the Injured List on May 2 and is 2-1 with a 
2.93 ERA in five starts with the Athletics this season. He is the third 
Oakland A to make a rehab start for the Ports this season, following 
James Kaprielian (April 15 v MOD) and Lou Trivino (May 1 v FRE).

Irvin was selected by the Phillies in the 5th round of the 2016 MLB 
Draft out of the University of Oregon. The left-hander made his MLB 
Debut in 2019 with Philadelphia, going 2-1 with a 5.83 ERA in 16 
appearances (3 starts). He was purchased by the A’s on January 30, 
2021 and went 10-15 with a 4.24 ERA last season.

WORKHORSE STARTERS: Through the first 33 games of the California 
League season, the Ports’ starting rotation is tied with the Fresno 
Grizzlies for first in the league in innings pitched, logging 160 thusfar. 
The lead for the Ports and Grizzlies is by a wide margin: the Inland 
Empire 66ers are next up at 143/1 IP, 16.2 innings behind Stockton 
and Fresno.

EXPERIMENTAL RULES RETURNING TO CAL LEAGUE: Major League 
Baseball announced in March that experimental rules will expand in 
the California League for the 2022 season. The following rules will 
take effect:

•	 Pitch clock and pickoff limits remain: Pitchers must deliver 
within 14 seconds with the bases empty and 18 seconds with 
runners on base. HItters must be in the batter’s box and at-
tentive to the pitcher with 9 seconds left. Pitchers will also be 
limited to two pickoff attempts or step-offs per plate appear-
ance; any more without retiring the baserunner will effectively 
function as a balk

•	 Larger Bases: The size of first, second and third base will 
increase from 15 to 18 inches, a rule in place at Triple-A during 
the 2021 season. The increase is aimed to provide more 
room for players to operate around the bases, while modestly 
shrinking the distance between bases themselves. Addition-
ally, the larger bases will be composed of material that is 
expected to perform better in wet conditions.

•	 Defensive Position Restrictions: Teams must have a minimum 
of four defensive players on the infield when their pitcher 
delivers, with at least two infielders on either side of second 
base. The penalty for violation is an automatic ball, but if the 
hitter swings and gets a better outcome, the offensive team 
can take that. Goal is to increase batting average on balls in 
play.
