After Angel City’s inception last season, Gotham FC has 
faced off with the club in two matches thus far. Their first 
meeting was in LA on May 29, 2022, where Gotham FC 
secured a 1-0 win with a goal in the 57th minute. Their 
second meeting was on August 28, 2022, with a rematch 
win for Angel City and a final score of 3-1. The final goal 
of the match was secured for Gotham FC in the 52nd 
minute. Between these two matches the teams are tied in 
record 1-1, making their first meeting of the 2023 season a 
tie breaker.

WELCOME COACHES 

In November, Gotham FC announced that Juan Carlos 
Amorós has been named the club’s new Head Coach, 
signing a three-year contract. Prior to Gotham Fc, 
Amorós had served as a head coach of clubs in the top 
leagues in Spain, England, and the U.S.   

Additionally, new Gotham FC assistant coaches include 
former U.S. Women’s National Team player Jen Lalor, 
along with Shaun Harris and Ak Lakhani – who both 
previously coached alongside Amorós during his suc-
cessful tenure at Tottenham Hotspur FC. Over five years 
with their coaching, Tottenham Hotspur FC Women went 
from the third tier in England to the FA Women’s Super 
League. 

Jesús Botello Hermosa serves as Head of Tactical Analy-
sis and Adrián Benítez Jiménez joins the club as Strength 
and Conditioning Coach.  

Philip Congleton is now Head of Sports Science, and Bro-
dy Sams continues as Goalkeeper Coach, remaining with 
the club from last season. 

FRESH FACES

Coming back from an offseason full of major signings 
and trades, Gotham FC will have a debut from seven 
players. These players include GK Abby Smith; defenders 
Kristen Edmonds and Nealy Martin; midfielder Yazmeen 
Ryan; and forwards Svava Rós Guðmundsdóttir, Jenna 
Nighswonger, and Lynn Williams 

Lynn Williams has won three league championships in ad-
dition to being named the NWSL MVP and NWSL Golden 
Boot winner in the same season.

Abby Smith and Yazmeen Ryan were 2021 NWSL Shield recipients and members of the 2022 NWSL championship 
team, the Portland Thorns. one of her 50 appearances with her hometown club.

WELCOME BACK 

Gotham FC is welcoming back two returning players this season. First, Mandy Haught’s announced her return in Jan-
uary after a season away to compete in Sweden’s top-division league. Haught was selected by Gotham FC with the 
20th overall pick in the 2020 NWSL Draft. She spent two seasons with the club and appeared in a 1-1 draw at home 
against Kansas City in the 2021 season. 

“I truly believe this team is capable of great things. I am so ready to put my head down, do the work, and get the 
results with this group and for our fans!”   

Additionally, U.S. Women’s National Team defender, two-time FIFA World Cup champion, Olympic gold medalist, and 
NWSL champion Kelley O’Hara has returned to Gotham FC as well, signing a two-year contract through the 2024 
NWSL season. During her 2013-2017 stint with Gotham, O’Hara scored 15 goals in 75 matches and had 18 assists, the 
most of any player's career with the club. The 2023 season marks her 13th in professional soccer. 

“There’s so much to look forward to with a team like this. I can’t wait to get started. I’m so excited to be back in NYC/
NJ!”

INTERNATIONAL DUTY

Gotham FC’s most recent call ups include Ifeoma Onumonu for Nigeria, who participated in the 2023 Revelations 
Cup from Feb. 15-21. Meanwhile Bruninha for Brazil and Lynn Williams, Midge Purce, and Kristie Mewis for USWNT 
participated in the 2023 SheBelieves Cup from Feb. 16-22. Triumphant for the fourth consecutive year, The USWNT 
captured the 2023 SheBelieves title trophy after securing a 2-1 victory over Brazil. For Gotham FC, this featured a 
face-off between Kristie Mewis, Midge Purce and Lynn Williams of the USWNT and Bruninha of the Brazil Women’s 
National Team. 

FAREWELL SEASON 

The iconic USWNT and NWSL defender Ali Krieger announced that the 2023 NWSL season with Gotham FC will 
be the final chapter of her legendary playing career. Before joining Gotham FC via trade in December 2021, Krieger 
played four seasons for the Washington Spirit (2013-2016) – including the inaugural NWSL season in 2013 – and five 
with the Orlando Pride (2017-2021). In her third season as Washington’s captain in 2016, Krieger led the Spirit to the 
NWSL championship game. In 2017, she started every game, led the Pride to their first playoff berth, and was named 
to the NWSL Best XI. Krieger’s outstanding defensive play continued as a starter in four matches in the NWSL Chal-
lenge Cup and in 17 regular season matches in 2022 during his first year with Gotham FC.  
Over the span of her 108 appearances for the USWNT, Krieger was a member of three FIFA Women’s World Cup 
teams (2011, 2015, and 2019) – winning in 2015 and 2019.  

“I see the 2023 season as an opportunity to celebrate with our fans and my fellow players, but make no mistake – my 
entire focus is on winning the NWSL championship with Gotham FC,” said Krieger.

HARRISON, NJ – Gotham FC suffered a 3-1 defeat at the hands 
of Angel City FC in their return to Red Bull Arena.

In front of an energetic home crowd, Gotham FC looked to cre-
ate an energetic pace from the first whistle. Playing with good 
energy, the new shape and confidence instilled by interim Head 
Coach Hue Menzies was apparent. After setting the tone early, 
a floating shot in the 12th minute from inside the box by Ifeoma 
Onumonu seemed to put the home side ahead. However, the 
chance did not put Gotham FC on the board, leaving the match 
at a stalemate.

Not long after that Angel City FC kicked their attack into high 
gear, starting with a rocket off the foot of veteran Savannah 
McCaskill in the 16th minute. The visitors kept their foot on the 
gas with relentless pressure for the rest of the first half. In the 
24th minute, Simone Charley drove into the box and New York 
native Cari Roccaro put the ball away nothing her fourth tally 
of the season to make it 2-0. Their final goal came from Claire 
Emslie in the 31st on a long-distance strike to make it 3-0 going 
into the break in favor of the Los Angeles club.

Interim coach Hue Menzies commented on the multiple chances 
his team created in the first half. “We have to take care of our 
opportunities. We probably haven’t had this many shots in front 
of goal all year. We got take advantage opportunities we’re 
working so hard to get. It’s exciting football we’re playing, we 
just need to get the ball in the net,” said Menzies.

The NJ/NY side started the second half hungry, eventually pull-
ing within two via a Paige Monaghan goal in the 52nd minute. 
Finding the ball inside the box off a broken play, Monaghan 
buried it into the goal for her third of the season.

Gotham FC fought to establish themselves in the second half, 
however Monaghan’s goal would be the only one as the team 
fell 3-1 to Angel City. A disappointing result in front of a lively 
group of home supporters, Monaghan remarked on the team’s 
performance. “We can think of all the things that didn’t go our 
way, but at the end of the day that's just not who we are and it's 
not who we want to be,” she said.

This setback places Gotham FC at 12th in the league table, while 
Angel City FC sits right outside the playoff picture in seventh.

Gotham FC will continue their home stand in September as 
they welcome the North Carolina Courage to Red Bull Arena on 
September 4th. Fans can purchase tickets at GothamFC.com/

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JUAN CARLOS AMORÓS
HEAD COACH

Juan Carlos Amorós was named Gotham FC head coach on November 1, 2022. The 38-year-old Amorós, who 
last season led the Houston Dash as their interim head coach to a fourth-place finish and the team’s first-ever 
NWSL playoff appearance, has been signed by Gotham FC to a three-year contract.

Amorós brings a wealth of experience across global soccer to Gotham FC, having served as a head coach of 
clubs in the top leagues in Spain, England, and the U.S.  Prior to his stint in Houston, Amorós was coach of Real 
Betis Féminas from 2021 – 22 and led them to a club-record unbeaten streak in Spain’s top division. 

Before Real Betis, Amorós enjoyed enormous success as a coach in England. Over five years, he helped lead 
Tottenham Hotspur FC Women from the third tier in England to the FA Women’s Super League. In 2019, Tot-
tenham was promoted to the Super League after finishing second in the second-division FA Women’s Cham-
pionship League. He earned Manager of the Year honors that season, and won the same honor while coaching 
Tottenham Hotspur in the third-division FA Women’s National League.

In the 2022 NWSL season, Amorós began his tenure as interim head coach of the Houston Dash on July 16 with 
a 4-1 win over Chicago. He led Houston to a 6-3-2 record as the club earned the first playoff berth in its nine-
year history.

Amorós holds a UEFA PRO license – the highest-level UEFA license attainable – and received a diploma in 
Football Management from the League Managers Association Institute of Leadership and High Performance. He 
has also participated in elite coaching courses with the Royal Spanish Football Federation, and in 2018 earned a 
Master of Business Administration from Autonomous University of Madrid.
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Jen Lalor
ASSISTANT COACH

Jen Lalor joined Gotham FC in 2023. In addition to 
her duties as assistant coach, Lalor also will play an 
integral role for Gotham FC with the club’s player 
development pipeline. Lalor won the bronze medal 
with the USWNT at the FIFA Women's World Cup 
in 1995 and played professionally in Japan, Denmark 
and Sweden. She also played in the first women's 
professional league in the U.S. (Women’s United 
Soccer Association) with the New York Power and 
San Diego Spirit.

Lalor has worked 
extensively at U.S. Soccer in the youth national team 
system as a coach, scout, technical advisor, and club 
development manager. As a head coach, she has led 
two teams to national championships: San Diego 
SeaLions of the WPSL in 2013, and Albion SC San 
Diego U16 in 2022.

Shaun Harris
ASSISTANT COACH

Prior to joining the staff of Gotham FC in 2023, 
Shaun Harris spent the last twelve seasons with 
Tottenham Hotspur, including years when Amorós 
was Head Coach of the women’s team. As a senior 
member of the staff within the club’s Global Football 
Development team, he traveled around the world to 
deliver coaching education and player development 
programs and help implement coaching curriculums 
within national football associations. More recently, 
as lead technical coach, Harris played an integral 
role in helping Tottenham Hotspur Women reach 
fifth place in the table in 2021-22, their highest-ever 
finish in the Women’s Super League.
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Ak Lakani
ASSISTANT COACH

Ak Lakhani joined Gotham FC in 2023 from the Ja-
maican Football Federation, where he was the head 
of United Kingdom recruitment for the Women’s U17, 
U20 and Senior Women’s national team. He is also 
the assistant coach of the Jamaican Women’s Nation-
al Team that will compete in the 2023 FIFA Women’s 
World Cup, and was assistant coach when the team 
won the bronze medal at the 2022 Concacaf Wom-
en’s Championship in Mexico.
