KRISTEN EDMONDS IS HOME

New Jersey native Kristen Edmonds signed with her 
hometown team as a free agent in the offseason. 
As a starter in Gotham FC’s first two games of the 
2023 season, Edmonds has featured in all 180 
minutes played thus far. This weekend, the defender 
will face one of her former professional clubs, the 
Orlando Pride, with whom she earned 70 
appearances and scored nine goals from 
2016-2020.  
 
SINEAD FARRELLY’S INSPIRATIONAL COMEBACK

More than six years after her last NWSL match, mid-
fielder Sinead Farrelly entered Gotham FC’s exciting 
home opener in the 70th minute on April 1, marking 
her Gotham FC debut and first appearance in the 
NWSL since Sept. 4, 2015. Farrelly’s return to com-
petition established a new record for the longest 
stretch between NWSL appearances. In addition, 
Farrelly started and played 60 minutes for the Irish 
National Team in a friendly against the U.S. Wom-
en’s National Team in Austin on April 8. 
 

GOTHAM FC INTERNATIONAL CALL-UPS 

Gotham FC’s Kristie Mewis, Kelley O’Hara, and Lynn 
Williams were called up to the U.S. Women’s Na-
tional Team for a pair of friendly matches against 
Ireland in Austin, Texas on April 8 and St. Louis on 
April 11. The opposition featured Gotham FC mid-
fielder Sinead Farrelly, who debuted for Gotham FC 
on April 1 more than six years after her retirement 
from soccer. She started the April 8 match against 
the USWNT and totaled 60 minutes of playing time.

USWNT’S WILLIAMS TRIUMPHANT RETURN

Lynn Williams missed all of last season with a severe hamstring injury. She made her USWNT return earli-
er this year and scored a goal in her first match back in international competition. In similar fashion, in her 
first NWSL match since injury, it was Williams’ clutch goal that was the game-winner for Gotham FC over 
Angel City Football Club in Los Angeles on March 26. It was Williams’ first NWSL goal in 15 months, her 
16th game-winner in the NWSL, and the 58th goal of her NWSL career – thee most among U.S. players 
and third overall in league history.

CHESTER, PA – Gotham FC fell to the Orlando Pride 2-1 at Sub-
aru Park in the team’s fourth consecutive match away from Red 
Bull Arena.

Playing in front of a home crowd in Philadelphia, Gotham FC 
absorbed pressure from the Florida club in the early minutes of 
the match, with a shot from Julie Doyle hitting the post in the 
4th minute.

The best chance of the half for the home team belonged to 
Nicole Baxter, who earned her first-ever regular season NWSL 
start. Baxter found the ball at her feet after Paige Monaghan 
forced a turnover near Orlando’s goal in the 21st minute, but her 
shot was saved by Erin McLeod.

“I think my role is changing every day and kind of evolving the 
longer I’m here,” said Baxter when asked to react to her first 
start. “I think it’s always been in my head that it’s my job to keep 
the team connected on and off the field. I just see myself as 
someone who is going to do whatever she’s asked … I’m proud 
to be in that role.”

Gotham FC enjoyed several more chances in the first half, 
courtesy of Monaghan, Taylor Smith, and Ifeoma Onumonu, but 
neither team was able to find a breakthrough before the referee 
blew for halftime.

The visitors found the opener early in the second half, with Celia 
Jimenez poking the ball home in the 49th minute after a scram-
ble in the box. In her debut for Orlando, Ally Watt doubled the 
lead with a cross-body shot in the 73rd minute.

Gotham FC’s response was nearly immediate; two minutes later, 
two substitutes combined to pull a goal back for the hosts, with 
Naho Kawasumi serving a cross that Kristie Mewis headed into 
the back of the net. Unfortunately, the comeback did not mate-
rialize, and the match ended 2-1 in favor of Orlando.

“I think we did a good job at breaking them down a couple 
of times, but I think we need to be more ruthless with it,” said 
Mewis. “We’re still struggling a bit to get the final product … 
once we get that, we can be a really dangerous team. We’re 
just going to keep working this week and we just have to keep 
going.”

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JUAN CARLOS AMORÓS
HEAD COACH

Juan Carlos Amorós was named Gotham FC head coach on November 1, 2022. The 38-year-old Amorós, who 
last season led the Houston Dash as their interim head coach to a fourth-place finish and the team’s first-ever 
NWSL playoff appearance, has been signed by Gotham FC to a three-year contract.

Amorós brings a wealth of experience across global soccer to Gotham FC, having served as a head coach of 
clubs in the top leagues in Spain, England, and the U.S.  Prior to his stint in Houston, Amorós was coach of Real 
Betis Féminas from 2021 – 22 and led them to a club-record unbeaten streak in Spain’s top division. 

Before Real Betis, Amorós enjoyed enormous success as a coach in England. Over five years, he helped lead 
Tottenham Hotspur FC Women from the third tier in England to the FA Women’s Super League. In 2019, Tot-
tenham was promoted to the Super League after finishing second in the second-division FA Women’s Cham-
pionship League. He earned Manager of the Year honors that season, and won the same honor while coaching 
Tottenham Hotspur in the third-division FA Women’s National League.

In the 2022 NWSL season, Amorós began his tenure as interim head coach of the Houston Dash on July 16 with 
a 4-1 win over Chicago. He led Houston to a 6-3-2 record as the club earned the first playoff berth in its nine-
year history.

Amorós holds a UEFA PRO license – the highest-level UEFA license attainable – and received a diploma in 
Football Management from the League Managers Association Institute of Leadership and High Performance. He 
has also participated in elite coaching courses with the Royal Spanish Football Federation, and in 2018 earned a 
Master of Business Administration from Autonomous University of Madrid.
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Jen Lalor
ASSISTANT COACH

Jen Lalor joined Gotham FC in 2023. In addition to 
her duties as assistant coach, Lalor also will play an 
integral role for Gotham FC with the club’s player 
development pipeline. Lalor won the bronze medal 
with the USWNT at the FIFA Women's World Cup 
in 1995 and played professionally in Japan, Denmark 
and Sweden. She also played in the first women's 
professional league in the U.S. (Women’s United 
Soccer Association) with the New York Power and 
San Diego Spirit.

As a head coach, she has led 
two teams to national championships: San Diego 
SeaLions of the WPSL in 2013, and Albion SC San 
Diego U16 in 2022.

Prior to joining the staff of Gotham FC in 2023, 
Shaun Harris spent the last twelve seasons with 
Tottenham Hotspur, including years when Amorós 
was Head Coach of the women’s team. As a senior 
member of the staff within the club’s Global Football 
Development team, he traveled around the world to 
deliver coaching education and player development 
programs and help implement coaching curriculums 
within national football associations. More recently, 
as lead technical coach, Harris played an integral 
role in helping Tottenham Hotspur Women reach 
fifth place in the table in 2021-22, their highest-ever 
finish in the Women’s Super League.

Ak Lakhani joined Gotham FC in 2023 from the Ja-
maican Football Federation, where he was the head 
of United Kingdom recruitment for the Women’s U17, 
U20 and Senior Women’s national team. He is also 
the assistant coach of the Jamaican Women’s Nation-
al Team that will compete in the 2023 FIFA Women’s 
World Cup, and was assistant coach when the team 
won the bronze medal at the 2022 Concacaf Wom-
en’s Championship in Mexico.
