The teams split 
their two matches during the 2022 season.

Most recently, Gotham FC secured the club’s 
second win of the 2023 season with a 2-0 result 
over the Orlando Pride on April 15, 2023.

ROOKIE SENSATION
On May 7, Jenna Nighswonger scored her first 
NWSL career goal to mark the club’s fastest goal 
to date this season (5'). Her goal was Gotham FC’s 
first goal scored in the first half this year. 

Nighswonger also became the sixth rookie (fifth 
NWSL draftee) to score in the 2023 campaign.

Nighswonger's goal was also the 100th goal of the 
2023 regular season.

REGULAR SEASON DEBUT
Mandy Haught made her regular season debut with 
three saves and one clearance on May 7. She played 
the full 90 minutes.

Earlier this season, on April 19, Haught earned her 
first start of the year and played the full 90 minutes 
in 2023 UKG NWSL Challenge Cup action, posting a 
1-0 shutout over the Washington Spirit.

2023 GOALS
Lynn Williams has scored 4 goals this regular 
season. No player has more in the 2023 NWSL 
season thus far.

Lynn Williams scored her 61st regular season career goal on May 7, taking sole possession of the 
second-most goals scored in NWSL history. This goal broke the previous tie with Christine Sinclair, who 
moves down to third all-time with 60 goals.

LEADER
Lynn Williams' May 7 goal against Chicago was her 103rd career goal across all NWSL competitions, 
surpassing Sam Kerr (102) for the most goals in league history.

Allie Long and Lynn Williams have each played every minute of the regular season so far.

Most recently, Gotham 
FC advanced to the 2021 Challenge Cup Final – the 
club’s first-ever championship appearance in NWSL 
competition.

ORLANDO, FL (April 15, 2023) – Gotham FC se-
cured the club’s second win of the 2023 season 
with a 2-0 result over the Orlando Pride on Satur-
day night at Exploria Stadium, and once again, the 
victory came in dramatic fashion. After a scoreless 
first half, the decisive goal came 10 minutes into 
second half stoppage time in the waning moments 
of the hard-fought match. Both goals came late in 
the game, setting, and then resetting the National 
Women’s Soccer League record for the latest goals 
to ever be scored. 

Gotham FC was awarded a penalty kick following a 
VAR decision that the Orlando Pride had commit-
ted a handball offence in their own penalty area.  
Midge Purce stepped up and confidently scored in 
the top right corner, netting the latest goal ever to 
be scored in a match in NWSL history. Gotham FC 
added a second goal seven minutes later, when Lynn 
Williams overtook that brand-new record by scoring 
from close range after a pinpoint pass up field from 
Midge Purce.  

The match started with both teams earning at-
tacking chances and displaying a strong defensive 
presence, as neither team was able to break through 
until Gotham FC penalty kick. Gotham FC's goal-
keeper, Abby Smith, made several crucial saves to 
keep the score level, while Orlando's defense stood 
strong against Gotham FC's attacking line. 

With this win, Gotham FC improves their record to 
2-0-1, while Orlando Pride falls to 0-0-3. Gotham 
FC's head coach Juan Carlos Amorós praised the 
team's performance, saying, “the team did a mas-
terclass on how to play after going one-nil up in the 
last few minutes of a game.”

Gotham FC will look to build on this victory when 
they take on Washington Spirit at home for their 
first UKG Challenge Cup match on April 19th.

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JUAN CARLOS AMORÓS
HEAD COACH

Juan Carlos Amorós was named Gotham FC head coach on November 1, 2022. The 38-year-old Amorós, who 
last season led the Houston Dash as their interim head coach to a fourth-place finish and the team’s first-ever 
NWSL playoff appearance, has been signed by Gotham FC to a three-year contract.

Amorós brings a wealth of experience across global soccer to Gotham FC, having served as a head coach of 
clubs in the top leagues in Spain, England, and the U.S.  Prior to his stint in Houston, Amorós was coach of Real 
Betis Féminas from 2021 – 22 and led them to a club-record unbeaten streak in Spain’s top division. 

Before Real Betis, Amorós enjoyed enormous success as a coach in England. Over five years, he helped lead 
Tottenham Hotspur FC Women from the third tier in England to the FA Women’s Super League. In 2019, Tot-
tenham was promoted to the Super League after finishing second in the second-division FA Women’s Cham-
pionship League. He earned Manager of the Year honors that season, and won the same honor while coaching 
Tottenham Hotspur in the third-division FA Women’s National League.

In the 2022 NWSL season, Amorós began his tenure as interim head coach of the Houston Dash on July 16 with 
a 4-1 win over Chicago. He led Houston to a 6-3-2 record as the club earned the first playoff berth in its nine-
year history.

Amorós holds a UEFA PRO license – the highest-level UEFA license attainable – and received a diploma in 
Football Management from the League Managers Association Institute of Leadership and High Performance. He 
has also participated in elite coaching courses with the Royal Spanish Football Federation, and in 2018 earned a 
Master of Business Administration from Autonomous University of Madrid.
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Jen Lalor
ASSISTANT COACH

Jen Lalor joined Gotham FC in 2023. In addition to 
her duties as assistant coach, Lalor also will play an 
integral role for Gotham FC with the club’s player 
development pipeline. Lalor won the bronze medal 
with the USWNT at the FIFA Women's World Cup 
in 1995 and played professionally in Japan, Denmark 
and Sweden.

As a head coach, she has led 
two teams to national championships: San Diego 
SeaLions of the WPSL in 2013 and Albion SC San 
Diego U16 in 2022.

Prior to joining the staff of Gotham FC in 2023, 
Shaun Harris spent the last twelve seasons with 
Tottenham Hotspur, including years when Amorós 
was Head Coach of the women’s team. As a senior 
member of the staff within the club’s Global Football 
Development team, he traveled around the world to 
deliver coaching education and player development 
programs and help implement coaching curriculums 
within national football associations. More recently, 
as lead technical coach, Harris played an integral 
role in helping Tottenham Hotspur Women reach 
fifth place in the table in 2021-22, their highest-ever 
finish in the Women’s Super League.

Ak Lakhani joined Gotham FC in 2023 from the Ja-
maican Football Federation, where he was the head 
of United Kingdom recruitment for the Women’s U17, 
U20 and Senior Women’s national team.
