BRIDGEVIEW, Ill. - After a pair of first-half goals from 
first round draft pick Jenna Nighswonger and forward 
Lynn Williams, Gotham FC earned a 2-1 victory over 
the Chicago Red Stars to close out the club’s three-
match road swing.  The result marked the club’s first 
win over the Red Stars since 2021.

“This is a massive win. It shows the style and the win-
ning mentality that this team has,” said Gotham FC 
Head Coach Juan Carlos Amorós. “In the back of three 
away games in a week where we needed everyone to 
step up, everyone stepped up. And today, in the first 
half, it was fantastic. [In the second half], we were tired 
after the long week, but the team never gave up. Keep 
going, keep going, keep working and we were able 
to win away from home. Credit to all of the players, 
whether they played today or not, and to the staff. 
This is a big win for Gotham.” 

Rookie sensation Jenna Nighswonger scored the first 
goal of her NWSL career in the fifth minute to put the 
club ahead 1-0. Her goal marked the club’s fastest goal 
to date this season, and it was Gotham FC’s first goal 
scored in the first half this year. 

"It was all about [Taylor Smith] doing really well, get-
ting the 1v1, having the cross, and just putting myself 
in a good situation where if there's any rebounds...
just being there to get a tap in, which is kind of just 
what happened,” said Nighswonger. “I’m excited to 
have gotten the start at left wing and to have made an 
impact.” 

Gotham FC tallied 11 first-half shots before Lynn Wil-
iams solidified their lead, scoring her 61st regular 
season career goal and taking sole possession of the 
second-most goals scored in NWSL history. For Wil-
liams, this also marked her 103rd career goal contribu-
tion in all NWSL competitions. Sinead Farrelly’s assist 
on the play marked the midfielder’s first NWSL assist 
since August 2015, when she assisted on a Portland 
goal, also against Chicago. 

Mandy Haught made her regular season debut with 
three saves and one clearance, earning the full 90 min-

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JUAN CARLOS AMORÓS
HEAD COACH

Juan Carlos Amorós was named Gotham FC head coach on November 1, 2022. The 38–year–old Amorós, who 
last season led the Houston Dash as its interim head coach to a fourth–place finish and the team’s first–ever 
NWSL playoff appearance, has been signed by Gotham FC to a three–year contract.

Amorós brings a wealth of experience across global soccer to Gotham FC, having served as a head coach of 
clubs in the top leagues in Spain, England, and the U.S.  Prior to his stint in Houston, Amorós was coach of Real 
Betis Féminas from 2021 – 22 and led them to a club–record unbeaten streak in Spain’s top division. 

Before Real Betis, Amorós enjoyed enormous success as a coach in England. Over five years, he helped lead 
Tottenham Hotspur FC Women from the third tier in England to the FA Women’s Super League. In 2019, Tot-
tenham was promoted to the Super League after finishing second in the second–division FA Women’s Cham-
pionship League. He earned Manager of the Year honors that season, and won the same honor while coaching 
Tottenham Hotspur in the third–division FA Women’s National League.

In the 2022 NWSL season, Amorós began his tenure as interim head coach of the Houston Dash on July 16 with 
a 4–1 win over Chicago. He led Houston to a 6–3–2 record as the club earned the first playoff berth in its nine–
year history.

Amorós holds a UEFA PRO license – the highest–level UEFA license attainable – and received a diploma in 
Football Management from the League Managers Association Institute of Leadership and High Performance. He 
has also participated in elite coaching courses with the Royal Spanish Football Federation, and in 2018 earned a 
Master of Business Administration from Autonomous University of Madrid.
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Jen Lalor
ASSISTANT COACH

Jen Lalor joined Gotham FC in 2023. In addition to 
her duties as assistant coach, Lalor also will play an 
integral role for Gotham FC with the club’s player 
development pipeline. Lalor won the bronze medal 
with the USWNT at the FIFA Women's World Cup 
in 1995 and played professionally in Japan, Denmark 
and Sweden.

Diego U16 in 2022.

Prior to joining the staff of Gotham FC in 2023, 
Shaun Harris spent the last twelve seasons with 
Tottenham Hotspur, including years when Amorós 
was Head Coach of the women’s team. As a senior 
member of the staff within the club’s Global Football 
Development team, he traveled around the world to 
deliver coaching education and player development 
programs and help implement coaching curriculums 
within national football associations. More recently, 
as lead technical coach, Harris played an integral role 
in helping Tottenham Hotspur Women reach fifth 
place in the table in 2021–22, its highest–ever finish 
in the Women’s Super League.

Ak Lakhani joined Gotham FC in 2023 from the Ja-
maican Football Federation, where he was the head 
of United Kingdom recruitment for the Women’s 
U17, U20 and Senior Women’s national team.
