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K.S. “Bao” ADAMS, JR.
Owner / President

One of Texas’ premier business leaders, K.S. “Bud” Adams,
Jr., brought professional sports to the Gulf Coast when he found
ed the Houston Oilers football team. The hard-working and ag

gressive Adams helped co-found the American Football League
(AFL) on August 3, 1959 when the Oilers and the Dallas Texans
became the first two major league sports franchises in the State
of Texas.

Adams’ first love, his Houston Oilers, is a team rich in tradition

and pride. The Oilers have been in the playoffs a total of 11 times
during their 30-year history, and Adams was the leading force in
performing miracles during the early years of the AFL. Adams’
Oilers were the dominant team during the early 1960’s, winning

the championship in 1960 and 1961, finishing second in 1962,
and making the playoffs in 1967, 1969, 1978, 1979, 1980, 1987,
1988, and 1989.

Adams’ interest in sports was first displayed while attending
Culver Military Academy where he won letters in football, basket
ball, and baseball. Upon graduation from Culver, Adams attend
ed Menlo College in California, lettering in both rugby and foot
ball. Adams then transferred to the engineering school at the

University of Kansas, where he also lettered in football for the
Jayhawks. During his days at KU, Adams began his loyal affilia
tion with Sigma Chi fraternity.

During his early business career, he was an avid sponsor of
amateur and AAU teams in softball and basketball. His ADA

Oilers were a perennial power in the National Industrial Basket
ball League in the ’50s. His interest in sports has thus been further
manifested by past ownership participation in professional
basketball, baseball, and boxing.
Adams, a native of Bartlesville, Oklahoma, served in the U.S.

Naval Reserve during World War 11 and was stationed aboard a
PAC-Fleet carrier unit where he served as an aviation engineering

officer. Prior to his discharge in 1946, Lt. jg Adams served as an
aide in the U.S. Navy’s Congressional Liaison Office in

Washington.
Truly a “man for all seasons,” Adams has parlayed  a 1946

chance stop in Houston, resulting from fog which grounded his
plane, into a highly successful and diversified business empire
which ranks him among the better known and prominent busi
nessmen in the country.
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Adams launched his successful business career following mil
itary duty in World War II. In 1947, he incorporated ADA Oil
Company, which was a forerunner of the publicly-held American

Stock Exchange-listed Adams Resources & Energy, Inc., an
energy company engaged in oil and gas exploration, marine and

land transportation, and marketing of petroleum products.
Adams’ diverse business interests include extensive farming and
ranching in California and Texas, cattle and swine breeding, cat
tle feeding, real estate, automobile sales and leasing, a travel
agency, and western art.

The unknown side of Bud Adams is his charitable and philan
thropic activities that are most often anonymous. Very active in
national, state, and local programs, Adams is on the Board of
Directors of the Cherokee Indian National Historical Society; the
Board of Governors of the Sigma Chi Fraternity Foundation; the
Board of Trustees of the Pro Football Hall of Fame in Canton,

Ohio; the Board of Directors of the Boy Scouts of America, Sam
Houston Area Council; the Board of Directors of The Hundred
Club of Houston; and is a Lifetime Director of the Houston

Livestock Show and Rodeo. Adams also spearheaded the drive
for construction and operation of the Houston Ronald McDonald
House.

Adams has received numerous awards through the years, and
in February 1990, he was given Sigma Chi Foundation’s Semi-

Centennial Award. In January of 1988, he received the prestig
ious “Golden Buckle Award” by the Greater Houston Convention

and Visitor’s Bureau, symbolizing “outstanding promotion of
Houston as a premiere destination.” In addition, in October,

1987, Adams was recognized with the Distinguished American
Award, presented jointly by the Houston Chapter of the National
Football Hall of Fame and the Houston Athletic Committee

(Chamber of Commerce). Other noteworthy honors bestowed
upon Adams In the past have included “Houston Salesman of the
Year” In 1960 from the Houston Sales Association; “Mr. Sports
man” in 1961 by the Interfaith Charity Group; “Significant Sig”in
1963 by Sigma Chi Fraternity; “Westerner of the Year” in 1969

by the Houston Farm and Ranch Club; “Distinguished Alumnus”
In 1980 from the California Community and Junior College Asso
ciation; Culver Military Academy’s “Man of the Year” in 1981;

and Financial World Magazine’s 1981 “Outstanding Chief Execu
tive Officer.”

Bud and his wife Nancy have two daughters and five
grandchildren.



MIKE HOLOVAK
Executive Vice-President/General Manager

On February 2,1989, Mike Holovak was named General Manager
of the Oilers and was given the added responsibilities of Executive
Vice-President on July 2 of ’89. Long regarded as one of the top per
sonnel men in the National Football League, Holovak is a veteran of
over 40 years in football administration including 31 in the profes
sional ranks. Known for his honesty and integrity, Holovak joined
the Oilers on February 15, 1981 and previously held positions
within the club that included Director of Player Personnel and Assis
tant General Manager.

Holovak was an All-America football player for Boston College,
playing for the Eagles in 1940-42 (co-captain in ’42). In the January
1, 1943 Orange Bowl game, he set a record for the highest rushing
average in that game with a 15.8-yard mark on ten carries for 158
yards. BC lost that Orange Bowl to Alabama 37-21, but Holovak
scored three touchdowns (65,34,2 yds.). In January of 1984, he was
inducted into the prestigious Orange Bowl Hall of Honor. Holovak
was also inducted into the National Collegiate Hall of Fame in 1983
as well as being inducted into the State of Pennsylvania Hall of
Fame in Hershey, Pa. Holovak is a native of Lansford, Pa.

Following his collegiate career, Holovak was drafted in the first
round by the Los Angeles Rams, but first served in the Navy until
1946. He played for the Rams in ’46, before being traded to the
Chicago Bears. In two seasons with the Bears (1947-48) under Head
Coach George Halas, Holovak played fullback and linebacker.

Holovak retired from pro football in 1949 to become the Junior
varsity coach at Boston College, and from 1951-59 he was BC’s
head coach, posting a 49-29-3 record during his tenure. When the
new American Football League was formed, Holovak was one of the
first employees hired by the Boston Patriots, becoming their Direc
tor of Player Personnel in 1959. Elevated to head coach after the
fifth game in 1961, Holovak then guided the Patriots to the AFL
Eastern Division title, posting a 7-1-1 record in the final nine games.

In 1964, Holovak assumed the Patriots’ General Manager’s duties
along with his head coaching Job. With a 52-46-9 record, he remains
the winningest coach in Patriots’ history. He left the Pats in 1968 to
Join the San Francisco 49ers, and has also been associated with the
Oakland Raiders (1971) and the New York Jets (1972-76). He served
as the Jets’ head coach for one game in ’76 following the departure
of Lou Holtz. Holovak returned to the Patriots as  a personnel assis
tant in 1977 before being promoted to Director of College Scouting
the following year.
Mike and his wife Pauline live in Houston. They have two grown

daughters, Michele and Cindy.

On July 2, 1989, Mike McClure was named as the Oilers’ Exec

utive Vice-President/Administration. His current position marks
McClure’s second tenure with the Oilers after having previously
worked for the club from 1979-81.

In his post, McClure oversees all non-football aspects of the

Oilers’ operations including marketing, community relations,
media/public relations, accounting, computer services, and the
ticket office. During this past off-season, he also negotiated
lucrative radio and television packages for the Oilers.
The 48-year-old McClure came to the Oilers after serving as

Senior Vice-President of Marketing for baseball’s Chicago White
Sox. He joined the Sox in 1981 and helped to establish the three
highest single-season attendance totals in Comiskey Park
history. In his duties with the White Sox, McClure was responsi
ble for marketing, ticket sales, broadcast/publication advertising
sales, promotions, and public/community relations.

While with the White Sox, McClure was a member of the Board

of Directors of Major League Baseball Properties and was also on

Baseball’s Marketing Advisory Committee. He was primarily re
sponsible for the White Sox being a two-time recipient of that
sport’s Team Marketing Excellence Award.

Prior to joining the White Sox, McClure was the Oilers’ Vice-
President of Marketing/Public Relations as the club set single
season attendance records in his two full seasons with the team.

While with the Oilers, McClure was responsible for nurturing and
promoting the team’s highly successful “Luv Ya Blue” campaign.
In eight of McClure’s sixteen seasons in professional sports, he
has been involved with new single-season attendance records.
McClure began his professional sports career with the Chicago

Bulls of the NBA, serving as their Director of Marketing and Pub
lic Relations from 1973-78, From 1970-72, he was the Director of

the Big Ten Conference Service Bureau, in 1969, McClure held
the post of Sports Director and Account Executive for WLFI-TV
in Lafayette, Indiana after working as a Public Relations Super
visor for People’s Light and Gas Company from 1966-68. In
1964, McClure began his professional career as a reporter for the
City News Bureau of Chicago before moving to the Chicago Trib
une as a reporter/copy editor from 1965-66.
A native of Chicago, McClure holds a B.A. from DePauw Uni

versity. Mike and his wife Brenda have two sons, Michael (23) and
Matthew (20).

also serves as a liaison in the club’s day-to-day operation with
Adams.

A native of Houston, Smith has been involved with KSA Indus

tries since 1974. He is a graduate of the University of Texas with a

degree in finance.

Among his other activities. Smith is a past president and is cur

rently on the Board of Directors of the Houston Ronald McDonald
House. He is also the Director of Med Center Bank and is on the
Board of Directors of Adams Resources. Smith also serves on the
Board of Directors of three other agencies including the Red

Cross, the Texas Gulf Coast Chapter of the March of Dimes, and
the Post Oak Y.M.C.A. Additionally, he is a member of the Presi
dent’s Council of the Houston Grand Opera and is involved with

the Texas Children’s Hospital Development Council, in 1986,

Smith was the recipient of the Freedom Foundation Certificate of
Merit.

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FLOYD REESE
Assistant General Manager

This past January 30,Floyd Reese was appointed to the newly-
created position of Assistant General Manager for the Oilers, in
his new post, the 41-year-old Reese will assist in the team's

scouting department and in player contract negotiations, and will
assist Executive Vice-President/General Manager Mike Holovak
in a myriad of other front office responsibilities.

Prior to assuming his current position, Reese served as the

Oilers’ Linebackers Coach for the past four years. Last season,

three of the club’s top four tacklers were from Reese’s group, and
in '88, the team’s top three tacklers were all linebackers.

A native of Springfield, Missouri, Reese played linebacker at
UCLA from 1966-69, and played professionally for one season
(1970) as a defensive lineman for the Montreal Alouettes of the

CFL. Following his stint in Montreal, Reese began his coaching
career at Liberty Union High School in Brentwood, California. He
then returned to his alma mater in Westwood as an assistant
coach, remaining with the Bruins from 1971-73. Reese ended the
collegiate coaching portion of his career with one season at
Georgia Tech in 1974.

From 1975-77, Reese was the strength and conditioning coach
for the Detroit Lions where he first was associated with former
Oiler Head Coach Jerry Glanville. After his term with the Lions,

Reese joined the San Francisco 49ers for one season (1978)
before being added to Bud Grant’s staff as linebackers and special
teams coach for the Minnesota Vikings in 1979. He served in that

role until 1984 when he was elevated to the position of Defensive

Coordinator under then-Head Coach Les Steckel. Again under
Grant in 85, he reassumed the duties of linebackers coach.

Born August 8, 1948, Floyd and his wife Sally (4/3/72) have two
sons, Jeremy (9/19/76) and Sean (5/16/80), and reside in Sugar
Land, Texas.

In July of 1988, Dick Corrick accepted the position of Director
of College Scouting for the Oilers. In that role, Corrick oversees
the team’s four college scouts. In addition, he spends a great deal
of time on the road scouting top college prospects and also has in

put in putting together the Oilers’ draft.

The 56-year-old Corrick had been a member of the Green Bay
Packers’ organization since 1971 when he joined them as a col

lege scout. He served as Green Bay’s Director of Pro Personnel
from 1975-77 before assuming an executive role in the area of

team development. Then-Head Coach Bart Starr appointed Cor
rick as Director of Player Personnel in 1978, a post he held until

May, 1987 when he was named Director of College Scouting.

Prior to joining the Packers, Corrick was a successful coach on
the high school and college levels. After coaching in the Califor
nia high school system, he joined Iowa State as the Hawkeyes’ Of
fensive/Defensive Line Coach (1959-64). Corrick also coached the
offensive line at Arizona State (1964-66) before assuming a

similar position at the University of California (1967-71).

A native of La Jolla, California, Corrick played center and line

backer for Tommy Prothro at Oregon State. Dick and his wife,
Bonnie, have two children, Traci and Rowdy.

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JACK PARDEE
Head Coach

This past January 9, Jack Pardee became the 14th head coach

in Houston Oilers’ history when he signed a five-year contract.
Named to lead the Oilers into the 1990’s by Owner/President
K.S. “Bud" Adams, Jr., the challenges for Pardee will be great.
But Pardee has always been a man to meet challenges head on.
Pardee is a proven winner, a man who has won “Coach of the

Year" honors at every level he has been. Among his many other
honors, Pardee has won such accolades in the National Football

League, the United States Football League, the World Football
League, and the Southwest Conference. He inherits  a talented

team that has made three consecutive playoff appearances, but
has yet to achieve its ultimate goals.. .an AFC Central Division ti

tle, an AFC championship, and a Super Bowl trophy. Pardee
wants to help the Oilers reach that next plateau and he plans on
doing it the old fashioned way...with hard work, discipline, and
determination.

“Obviously, I'm very excited about joining the Oilers,” said
Pardee. “I’ve followed the Oilers since their inception and have
always been very impressed with their organization. It’s a privi
lege to be able to end up with a team that has had both great peo
ple and some great accomplishments associated with it. The Oil
ers have had some success over the last three seasons by making
the playoffs. I hope that we’ll be able to add to that success.’’

Pardee joins the Oilers from the University of Houston where
he had served as Head Coach since 1987. During his three Cou
gar seasons, his teams compiled a record of 22-10-1. In Pardee’s
first UH campaign, the team posted a 4-6-1 record but improved
to 9-2 in his second year in 1988. That season, the Cougars fin
ished in second place in the Southwest Conference while earning
an Aloha Bowl invitation where they lost to Washington State. In
’88, Houston established over 100 NCAA and SWC combined

records and finished in the top four nationally in per game
averages for total yards (484.6), passing yards (377.5), and
ing (41.1.). The Cougars also led the conference in total defense
and passing defense.

Last season, UH again finished with a 9-2 slate and a second
place finish (tied) in the Southwest Conference. The UH “Run ’N

Shoot" offense steamrolled over its opposition, again setting
over 100 NCAA/SWC records. The Cougars posted

ing statistics, leading the nation in per game averages for total

scor-

some amaz-
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yards (624.9), passing yards (511.3), and scoring (53.5). Houston
also finished sixth nationally (1st in SWC) by allowing just 13.6

points per contest. Additionally, Andre Ware, the Cougars’
Heisman Trophy-winning quarterback, set NCAA marks with 46
touchdown passes and 4699 yards passing.

Prior to his arrival at GH, Pardee spent 1986 as  a scout for the

Green Bay Packers. Before that, he served for two seasons
(1984-85) as the Head Coach for the Houston Gamblers of the
GSFL, compiling a 23-13 record. His ’84 squad won the division
title with a 13-5 record as he garnered Coach of the Year honors.

Led by quarterback Jim Kelly, the Gamblers led the league in
total offense and scoring in both of Pardee’s GSFL seasons.

Before leading the Gamblers, Pardee spent 1982 out of football,

working as the Vice-President/Marketing for Runnels Mud Com

pany in Midland, Texas. In 1981, he was the Defensive Coordi
nator for the NFL’s San Diego Chargers as that club won the
AFC’s Western Division and advanced to the conference cham

pionship game before losing to Cincinnati.
From 1978-80, Pardee was the Head Coach for the Washington

Redskins. In 1979, he led the team to a 10-6 record and Pardee
received Associated Press NFL Coach of the Year honors. In

1975, Chicago Bear General Manager Jim Finks made Pardee

the youngest head coach in the National Football League.
Pardee coached the Bears through the ’77 season when the team

earned their first playoff berth since 1963. Named NFC Coach of
the Year in 1976, Pardee’s Bear teams improved from 4-10 to 7-7
to 9-5.

Pardee received his first head coaching assignment in 1974
with the Florida Blazers of the World Football League. While also

carrying the title of general manager, Pardee led the Blazers to a
14-6 record, an Eastern Division title, and a berth in the league’s

championship game where they lost a 22-21 decision to Birming
ham, His coaching career had officially begun the year before
when he served as an assistant for the Redskins.

As a player, Pardee performed in the NFL for 15 years as one
of the top linebackers in the league. A second round draft choice
of the Los Angeles Rams in 1957, he played for them for 13 years

despite sitting out the 1965 campaign while recovering from
cancer (served as a special assistant at Texas A&M in ’65). He was
a Pro Bowler and an All-Pro selection for the Rams in 1963 and

recently named to the Rams’ All-Time 40th Anniversary
team. In 1971, Pardee was traded to the Redskins in a deal that

involved six players and eight draft choices, and he earned All-
Pro honors that year. In his two seasons with Washington, the
team advanced to the playoffs both years and lost Super Bowl VII
to the undefeated Miami Dolphins. He intercepted three passes in

game against the Cardinals in '71 and, upon his retirement
following the ’72 season, had notched 22 career interceptions
and scored five TDs.

Collegiately, Pardee attended Texas A&M where he played
both linebacker and fullback for Coach Paul “Bear” Bryant.

While at A&M, he earned All-America, Academic All-America,
and All-Southwest Conference honors. As a senior, Pardee

helped lead the Aggies to a 9-0-1 mark and he was selected to
play in the Blue-Gray and North-South all-star games.
He is a member of the Texas A&M Hall of Fame (inducted

1969), the National Football Foundation Hall of Fame (1986), the
Texas Sports Hall of Fame (1987), the College Football Hall of
Fame (1987), and the Senior Bowl Hall of Fame (1990).

Extensively involved in community and charitable causes,
Pardee is very active with the American Cancer Society on a
local, state, and national level. He also is involved with the

Fellowship of Christian Athletes, and donates his efforts to the
Police Athletic League and the Drug Enforcement Agency.
Born John Perry Pardee on April 19, 1936, he is a native of Ex-

ira, Iowa. Pardee was raised in Christoval, Texas where he starred

in six-man footbali. Jack and his wife Phyliis have five children
including sons Steven and Ted, and daughters Judee, Anne, and
Susan.

Defensive Coordinator

1st MFL Season, 1st with Oilers

Born: May 2, 1939

On January 12, Jim Eddy became the Oilers’ first Defensive
Coordinator since 1985. With several standout defensive players

like Ray Childress, John Qrimsley, and Johnny Meads in the prime
of their careers, Eddy’s task will be a challenging and interesting
one. Despite the fact that the Oilers’ defense finished statistically
in the NFL’s top half in 1989, their 13th ranking represented a five-
place drop over the previous campaign. A successful veteran
coach, Eddy plans to install a new “4-3” style as the team’s base
defense.

Eddy is certainly familiar with new Oiler Head Coach Jack
Pardee after spending five seasons coaching for him in the United
States Football League and on the collegiate level. Eddy served as
the Defensive Coordinator for the University of Houston for the

past three seasons as the Cougars posted a record of 22-10-1. In
1988, Houston led the Southwest Conference in total defense and

passing defense. In addition, the Cougars’ 3.69-yards allowed per
defensive play was the third best in the nation, trailing Auburn
(3.6) and Miami (3.67). Last season, UH led the SWC and finished
sixth nationally by allowing just 13.6 points per game.

Prior to joining UH, Eddy was the Defensive Coordinator under
Pardee for the Houston Gamblers of the USFL from 1984-85. The

team posted records of 13-5 (division championship) and 10-8 in
earning consecutive playoff berths.
From 1974-83, Eddy worked for four teams in the Canadian

Football League. During that span, his teams made eight playoff

appearances and earned berths in four Grey Cups. In 1974, he was
the Defensive Coordinator for the Saskatchewan Roughriders be

fore being elevated to Head Coach for the 1977-78 seasons. From
1979-80, Eddy was the Defensive Coordinator for the Hamilton
Tiger-Cats before being named Head Coach for the Montreal
Alouettes for the ’81 season. His final stint in the CFL came as

Director of Operations/Player Personnel for the Toronto Argo
nauts (1982-83).

Before joining the CFL, Eddy served as Assistant Head Coach/
Defensive Coordinator for Mew Mexico State (1965-70) and as
Defensive Coordinator at Texas-El Paso (1971-72). Following his
career as a defensive back and running back at New Mexico State

(1956-59), he coached high school football in Odessa, Texas.
Born May 2,1939 in Checotah, Oklahoma, Jim and his wife Dee

(9/6/59) have two grown daughters, Kelly and Connie. The Eddys
reside in Clear Lake.
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KEVIN GILBRIDE

Offensive Coordinator

2nd NFL Season, 2nd with Oilers

Born: August 27, 1951

Last January 30, Kevin Gilbride was elevated to the post of Of
fensive Coordinator after serving one season as the Oilers' Quar
terbacks Coach. In working with Pro Bowl QB Warren Moon last

season, the Oilers’ passing offense ended up as the fifth most pro
ductive in the AFC after achieving a tenth place ranking the year
before. In addition, under Qilbride’s tutelage. Moon eclipsed
career highs in completions, yards, touchdowns, completion per
centage, and QB rating. Also, the Oilers’ top four receivers all fin
ished with more than 40 receptions, in 1990, Gilbride will oversee
the installation of the potent “Run ’N Shoot” as the Oilers’ primary
offense.

Before arriving in Houston, Gilbride coached at East Carolina
University where he served as Offensive Coordinator in 1988 after
being the Pirates’ Passing Game Coordinator in 1987. In ’88, utiliz

ing the four-wide receiver offense, the Pirates averaged 390.5
yards and over 26 points per game playing a schedule that includ
ed six bowl teams (West Virginia, Miami, Florida State, Syracuse,
South Carolina, Southern Mississippi).

Prior to joining East Carolina, Gilbride was slated to be the Of
fensive Coordinator for the Montreal Alouettes of the Canadian

Football League for the ’87 campaign, but the club folded prior to
the season. From 1985-86, Gilbride coached the four-wide re

ceiver offense for the CFL’s Ottawa Roughriders, serving as Quar
terbacks/Receivers Coach in ’85 before being elevated to Offen
sive Coordinator. From 1980-84, he was the Head Coach at South

ern Connecticut State University in New Haven where the Owls
posted a 35-14-2 mark during his tenure. During that span, SCSU
was twice nationally ranked in NCAA Division II. While at South
ern Connecticut, Gilbride was named Division II Coach of the Year

(1982), New England Coach of the Year (1983), and Walter Camp
Division II Coach of the Year (1983).

Before joining SCSU, Gilbride served as Defensive Coordinator

at American International University in Springfield, Mass, from
1978-79, and as Defensive Coordinator at Tufts University from
1976-77. Gilbride began his college coaching career at Idaho
State where he was Defensive Ends Coach in 1974 and Secondary
Coach in '75.

Gilbride earned a bachelor’s degree from Southern Connecticut

Before Joining Boston University, Palmer served as the Head

Coach at the University of New Haven from 1986-87. During his
tenure with the Chargers, they posted consecutive 8-2 records. In
'87, the team finished the season as the 16th ranked team in Divi

sion 11 and set school records for consecutive wins (8) and points in
a season. After installing the “Run ’N Shoot” upon his arrival in
1986, UNH ended up ranked 18th in the nation. That ’86 team also

finished second nationally in passing offense and broke 54 school
records.

In 1984, Palmer served as Receivers Coach/Passing Game Coor
dinator for the New Jersey Generals of the United States Football
League. Promoted to Offensive Coordinator for the 1985
paign, the team posted records of 14-4 and 11-7 and twice qual
ified for the playoffs during his USFL stint, in '85, featuring an of
fense that included RB Herschel Walker, QB Doug Flutie, and
rent Oiler T/G Don Maggs, the Generals led the league in rushing.
Prior to coaching for the Generals, Palmer spent the 1983

In his third season as the Oilers’ Special Teams Coach, in
1990 Richard Smith will take on the added responsibility of
coaching the linebackers. He had previously also coached the
team's tight ends, but with the installation of the “Run ’N Shoot”

offense came the elimination of that position in Houston’s arsenal.
Since taking over the Oilers’ special teams, hustle, hard-hitting,
and desire have been that unit’s calling cards. After tying the NFL
record for blocked punts in a season in 1988 (5), Houston’s special
teams followed that up with four more (including playoffs) last
season. Additionally, the Oilers’ 17.4 yards allowed per kickoff
return tied for the fourth best in the NFL, and the club’s 8.0 yards
allowed per punt return tied for fifth best in the league.
Smith came to Houston after spending the 1987 season in a

In his one season at
Arizona, Smith helped the Wildcats finish 17th in the nation with a
21.2-yard kickoff return average, their highest mark in five years.
In addition, he vastly improved Arizona’s coverage teams. Only 19
of the Wildcats’ 51 punts were returned for a total of 54 yards (2.8
average) while opponents averaged only 15.4 yards on kickoff
returns. The Wildcats’ special teams also had five blocked kicks in
’87.

Prior to his arrival at the Tucson school, Smith was the Special
Teams/Outside Linebackers Coach for Joe Kapp at California
from 1984-86. From 1981-83, he was the Defensive Line Coach at

Fullerton State, helping the Titans reach the California Bowl in ’83
as PCAA champions. Smith also coached the offensive line at Rio
Hondo (Cal.) College from 1979-80.

Born: June 22, 1934

When Jim Stanley became the Oilers’ Defensive Line Coach this

past January 22, it was not a position totally unfamiliar to him.
Stanley spent half of the 1989 season with the Oilers, Initially be
ing called in when former Defensive Line Coach Doug Shively
underwent minor heart surgery. He continued as a “special assis
tant" following Shively’s return before returning to his home in
Stillwater, Oklahoma in early December.

Stanley takes over a defensive line that has established itself as
one of the AFC’s finest against the rush. Last season, the Oilers
ranked second in the conference by allowing the opposition a

stingy 104.3 yards rushing per game. In addition, Houston has lim
ited its opposition to under 100 yards rushing in 20 of the team’s
last 34 games (including playoffs) including eight of 17 in 1989.
The Oilers possess a stable of linemen entering their primes, with
no starter having more than six years of NFL experience.

Before joining the Oilers, Stanley served as the Defensive Coor
dinator for the Tampa Bay Buccaneers in 1986. Prior to that, he
was the Head Coach for the Michigan Panthers of the United States

Football League from 1983-84, compiling a 22-14 record during
that span. In 1983, his Panthers posted a 12-6 record as the team
won the inaugural USFL championship and Stanley earned Coach
of the Year honors. That squad featured such current NFL stars as
WR Anthony Carter and QB Bobby Hebert. From 1980-82, he was
the Defensive Line Coach for the Atlanta Falcons as that ’80 team

recorded a 12-4 mark. Stanley served in that same capacity for the
New York Giants in 1979.

Stanley was the Head Coach at Oklahoma State for six years
(1973-78), posting a 35-33-2 mark during that term. His teams
earned bowl victories in 1974 (Fiesta) and 1976 (Tangerine), and

his ’76 squad was the Big Eight co-champions (9-3). While holding
that post, he also was selected to coach in the East-West Shrine
Game (1973), the Hula Bowl (1977), and the Japan Bowl (1977).
Before being elevated to head coach, he was the Cowboys’ Defen
sive Coordinator/Assistant Head Coach for the 1972 campaign.
Prior to arriving at OSU, Stanley was the Defensive Coordinator
for the Winnipeg Blue Bombers of the Canadian Football League
(1971-72). He also worked as the Defensive Coordinator at Navy
(1969-70) and Oklahoma State (1963-68). His first two college
positions came as an assistant coach at SMG (1961) and at Texas-
E1 Paso (1962). Stanley began his coaching career in the Amarillo
high school system from 1959-60.
As a player, Stanley was a three-year starter at Texas A&M

under Paul “Bear” Bryant. While playing both ways for the Aggies
(guard and defensive tackle), one of his teammates was Oiler Head
Coach Jack Pardee. A&M’s 1956 squad was undefeated and Stan
ley earned All-Southwest Conference honors.

In assuming his first NFL
coaching job, Thomas wiii face a tough chailenge... the challenge
of solidifying the Oiler secondary. His pool of talent includes cor
ners Steve Brown, Patrick Ailen, and Richard Johnson, plus

safeties Terry Kinard and Bubba McDoweli, who was one of the
AFC’s top rookies iast season. In '89, the Oilers’ 21 interceptions
tied for fourth in the AFC.

Like new Oiier assistants Jim Eddy and Bob Young, Thomas

has spent five years as an assistant under Houston Head Coach
Jack Pardee. Thomas Joined the University of Houston staff when

chak and two-time Pro Bowler Bruce /Matthews. A durable bunch,

four of the Oilers’ five regulars in 1989 started every game. Hous
ton’s line did not permit a QB sack in six games in ’89, the most
sackless game by the Oilers since 1978. In addition, the offensive

line helped the Oilers rank in the AFC’s top half in both rushing
and passing.

Young came to the Oilers after spending the last five seasons as
an assistant under current Houston Head Coach Jack Pardee.
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From 1987-89, Young was the Offensive Line Coach for the Uni
versity of Houston as the Cougars posted records of 4-6-1,9-2 and

9-2. In 1989, Young's line blocked for Heisman Trophy winner An
dre Ware as the Cougars set over 100 NCAA/Southwest Confer
ence records for the second year in a row. UH led the nation in per
game averages for total yards (624.9), passing yards (511.3), and
scoring (53.5).

Two former Oilers have achieved the ultimate honor in their

sport—induction into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in Canton,
Ohio. The distinguished pair includes George Blanda (inducted in
1981) and Ken Houston (inducted in 1986).
Blanda played quarterback and was the placekicker for the

Oilers from 1960-66 during an NFL-record 26-year career (Bears
1949, Colts 1950, Bears 1950-58, Raiders 1967-75). His MFL career

records include most games (340), most points (2002), most PATs
(943), and second in most field goals (335). As an Oiler, Blanda led
the team to back-to-back AFL championships in 1960 and ’61. He
was the team’s leading passer and scorer in each of his seven Oiler
seasons. Blanda’s 36 touchdown passes in 1961 stood as an NFL
record for 23 years. Included among his Oiler records are most
yards passing (19,149), most passing attempts (2784), most pass
ing attempts in a season (505, 1964), most touchdown passes
(165), most points (596), most field goals (91), and most PATs
(299).

Houston is considered one of the finest safeties in NFL history.

Originally a ninth round draft choice from Prairie View (three-time
national champions), he played for 14 seasons, including 1967-72
for the Oilers and 1973-80 for the Redskins. He finished his career

with 49 interceptions before retiring to pursue a coaching career, in
14 seasons, Houston achieved Pro Bowl status an amazing 12 con
secutive times (1968-69 AFL, 1970-79 NFL), including five selec
tions as an Oiler and seven as a Redskin. At one point in his career,
Houston played in 183 consecutive games. He still holds NFL
records for most interceptions returned for a touchdown in a career
(9), in a season (4, 1971), and in a game (tied-2, vs. San Diego
12/19/71).

In the 30-year history of the Houston Oilers, only three players
have had the distinction of having their jersey number retired.
That honor belongs only to #43, Jim Norton; #65, Elvin Bethea;
and #34, Earl Campbell.

Norton played nine seasons for the Oilers (1960-68) as a safety
and as a punter, establishing team records at both positions. As a
rookie from the University of Idaho, Norton was a member of the

Oilers’ 1960 AFL Championship team. A four-time league all-star,
he holds the Oiler record for most interceptions in a career with 45.
Also an accomplished punter, Norton is tops in club history with
519 career punts, a 42.3-yard career average, a 44.2-yard single
season average (1965), and a long kick of 79 yards (11/22/64 vs.
Kansas City).

Bethea Joined the Oilers in 1968 after an outstanding career at
North Carolina A&T. He started at defensive end in the opener in
’68 and didn’t miss a game until breaking his arm in November,
1977. That streak of 135 consecutive games played still stands as a
club standard. Bethea also holds the Oiler records for most games
played (210), most seasons played (16, 1968-83), and most Pro
Bowl appearances (tied-7, 1971-75 and 1978-79). Bethea led the
team in quarterback sacks six times, including a career-best mark
of 14‘/2 in 1976. The Oilers honored him with an “Elvin Bethea Ap
preciation Night” on August 4, 1983.
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Campbell’s jersey is the most recent to be retired, being honored
at a ceremony on August 13, 1987. He came to Houston as the first

player selected in the 1978 NFL draft after having won the 1977
Heisman Trophy at the University of Texas (he was later selected as
the Southwest Conference’s Offensive Player of the Decade for the

1970’s). Campbell played eight NFL seasons (6V2 for Houston, IV2
for New Orleans) from 1978-85 and currently ranks as the seventh

leading rusher in league history with 9407 yards. In addition, he is
eighth all-time in NFL annals in both rushing touchdowns (74) and
attempts (2187). Known as “The Tyler Rose,” he led the league in
rushing in each of his first three seasons, winning the NFL’s Most
Valuable Player award in each of those years. Campbell’s string of
four consecutive 1000-yard seasons beginning with his rookie year
was

However, he posted his fifth 1000-yard effort the following season.
During his career, Campbell was selected to five Pro Bowls
(1978-81, 1983). Campbell holds virtually every Oiler rushing
record including most yards in a career (8574) and in a season

(1934 in 1980). His 19 rushing touchdowns in 1979 was the third
highest single-season total in NFL history while that 1934 yards in
'80 was also the third best in the league record book. One of Camp

bell’s highest honors occurred when he was officially designated as
a Texas Legend by the State Legislature. Davey Crockett, Sam
Houston, and Stephen F. Austin are the only others to achieve that

high-ranking honor, and Campbell is the only designee in this
century.

Norton, Bethea, and Campbell’s jerseys are permanently dis

played at the Oilers’ training facility and serve as a constant
reminder of their tremendous contributions to the City of Houston
and to the Oilers.

206 yards rushing. Club rushing record for single game is 216 yards by Bil
ly Cannon (Dec. 10, 1961 vs. New York Titans).

CHICAGO, OCT. 15—The Houston Oilers defeated the Chicago
Bears 33-28 before 64,383 fans at Soldier Field. The Oilers battled back to

win despite trailing by nine points with less than five minutes to play. Dur
ing the scoreless first quarter, the Oilers advanced to the Bears’ seven-yard
line but a Warren Moon pass was intercepted by CB Lorenzo Lynch (41-yd.
return). Beginning at their own 44, the Bears embarked on a 56-yard drive
that culminated with Mike Tomczak’s six-yard touchdown pass to RB Neal
Anderson on the third play of the second period.

This past January 30, it was announced that a multi-year agree
ment had been reached for KTRH-AM/KLOL-FM to broadcast all

Houston Oiler football games beginning in 1990. KTRH boasts
Houston’s highest rated news plus the top-rated “Sports Beat’’

nightly talk show. In addition, KTRH broadcasts the games for both
baseball’s Houston Astros and basketball’s Houston Rockets, mak

ing them one of the nation’s only stations that has the rights to one
city’s major league team in all three primary sports.
KTRH and KLOL have signals that blanket the South Texas re

gion. KTRH had previously broadcast Oiler football from 1976-84.
Their new package with the Oilers includes a simulcast on both sta
tions, a three-hour pre-game show, and a two-hour post-game show.
In addition, KTRH will carry “The Mike Holovak Show” and “The
Jack Pardee Show.”

Handling play-by-play chores for Oiler games will be Tom
Franklin. A member of KTRH’s sports staff since 1981, Franklin

served as the play-by-play man for Rice University football and
basketball in 1983-84 and 1989. Serving as the color commentator

will be KTRH Sports Director (and co-host of “Sports Beat”) John

O’Reilly. A veteran of some of the nation’s major media markets,
O’Reilly brings a wealth of solid experience to the broadcast booth.
From 1970-76, he was the Sports Director at KQO-TV in San Fran

cisco, winning three Emmys and also being named California
Sportscaster of the Year five times. O’Reilly has also worked as an
anchor at WNBC-TV in New York, at WMAQ-T'V in Chicago, and for
the ABC Radio Network. In addition, he recently spent his week

ends hosting a talk show on New York’s all-sports radio station,
WFAN. His previous football experience includes doing games for
Michigan and California, plus doing the Oilers from 1983-84 and
also the Mutual College Game of the Week.
The third man in the booth will be football analyst Bum Phillips,

who remains one of the all-time most popular Houston sports fig
ures. He served as the Oilers’ head coach from 1975-80 and is the

winningest coach in franchise history with a 55-35 record. Phillips
also was the head coach for the New Orleans Saints from 1981-85.

Last March 15, the Oilers entered into an agreement with

Raycom Sports and Entertainment to televise Oiler pre-season
games beginning this season. As the nation’s leading indepen
dent sports programmer, Raycom produces and markets college
football and basketball packages for the Big Eight, Big Ten,
Metro, PAC-10, Southwest, and Atlantic Coast Conferences.

Carrying Raycom’s production of Oiler pre-season games will
be Houston’s KHOG-TV (Channel 11). The CBS affiliate will air

one Raycom game live plus one on a tape-delay basis while two
others will be televised by national networks. The 1990 package
kicks off with tape-delayed coverage (unless sold out 72 hours
prior to kickoff) of the opener against the Detroit Lions on Thurs
day, August 9 at the Astrodome. Houston then hosts the New

York Giants on Saturday, August 18 in a game that will be na
tionally televised by ESPN (tape delayed if not sold out). The final
two games, both road affairs, will feature the Oilers taking on the
Minnesota Vikings on Sunday, August 26 in a CBS contest. The

pre-season concludes with the traditional Houston-Dallas game
from Texas Stadium on Saturday, September 1.

Raycom’s Oiler play-by-play announcer will be Dave Barnett
who is very familiar to sports fans around the Southwest. Barnett

has done play-by-play for baseball’s Texas Rangers and basket
ball’s Dallas Mavericks, plus for SMO, North Texas State, and the

Southwest Conference Game of the Week. Joining Barnett in the
booth as color analyst is KHOG Sports Director Gifford Nielsen.

Nielsen, who previously served in that capacity on radio, is a
former star quarterback at Brigham Young and for the Oilers
(1978-83).

SPANISH RADIO

Manny Lopez Miguel Delgado

For the second consecutive season, all Oiler games will be
broadcast in Spanish. This season, KLAT (AM 1010), known in
the Houston Hispanic community as “La Tremenda,” will carry all
of the Oiler action.

KLAT is considered Houston’s leading Spanish radio station
and has been broadcasting entirely in Spanish since 1979. KLAT
is owned by Tichenor Media System, the largest Spanish station
ownership group in the nation. Tichenor also owns stations in
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Chicago, New York, Miami, San Antonio, El Paso, Corpus Christi,
and Rio Grande Valley.
As he did last season, Manny Lopez will serve as the play-by-

play announcer. Employed as the News Director at Houston’s
KXLN-TV, Lopez has worked in Spanish radio/TV for 25 years.
Handling the color commentary will be KLAT Program Director
Miguel Delgado. He previously was sports director at stations in
New Mexico and Arizona, and has also done color analysis for the
Houston Astros’ AAA affiliate in Tucson.

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THE ASTRODOME

The Houston Oilers play their home games in the “new and im
proved” Astrodome. Since 1988, 10,000 seats have been added to

the Astrodome’s capacity, thus making its seating availability now
comparable to other domed stadiums, in early 1988, a state-of-the-

art "Magic Carpet” AstroTurf system was installed by AstroTurf in
dustries, making the Astrodome the only artificial turf stadium in
America with entirely separate fields for both football and baseball.

In addition, construction has been completed on 65 “Columbia
Suite” luxury boxes.

Officially named the Harris County Domed Stadium, the Astro

dome was financed by an $18 million general obligation bond
which passed in January of 1961. The cost of the project, including
off-site improvements, land acquisition, engineering fees, site
roads, and parking lot paving was $31.6 million.

A 1982 $42 million improvement program updated all of the
Astrodome Complex. Financed by Harris County’s portion of the
hotel-motel tax, the renovations included the installation of the first
Diamond Vision screen in the Astrodome scoreboard.

The stadium structure itself covers 9'/2 acres, and the entire com

plex, including exhibition halls and parking area, covers 260 acres.
The outside diameter of the stadium structure is 710 feet and the

floor of the stadium is approximately 25 feet below normal ground
level, affording minimum vertical travel by fans.

The permanent roof of the dome, which has a clear span of 642
feet (twice that of any previous structure), has  a maximum height of
208 feet above the playing field. This would allow the construction
of an 18-story building under the roof. The roof can withstand hur

ricane winds of 135 m.p.h. and gusts of 165 m.p.h.
The playing surface of the Astrodome is AstroTurf. Initially only

the infield was covered with the man-made turf. On July 19, 1966
the entire surface of the Astrodome was covered with AstroTurf. A

new surface was installed in April, 1978, and again in February
1988.

There are 51,000 cushioned, upholstered theatre seats in the

stadium and 4,000 pavilion seats with cushioned, upholstered seats
and wooden backs. The seating capacities are 54,816 for baseball,
60,502 for football, 68,000 for conventions and a maximum of

74,000 for boxing and similar events. To convert from baseball to

football seating, the stands holding additional seats move around
on steel rails until they parallel the football sidelines.

The Astrodome’s new scoreboard features pertinent information
throughout all events. The ’Dome is one of the only stadiums in the
country that now boasts two Diamond Vision screens. Each Dia

mond Vision is a 26'/2 by 37‘/2-foot screen that brings field action,
including instant replays, up close for spectators. The screen’s clear
picture is the product of a 35-mm tube with 43,200 CRT’s (a home
television set has one CRT). The Diamond Vision’s brain is a state-

of-the-art computer, operated by a nine-person crew that includes
technicians and cameramen.
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NFL PERSONNEL GUIDE
WAIVERS: The waiver system is a procedure by which player
contracts or NFL rights to players are made available by a club to
other clubs in the League. During the procedure, the 27 other
clubs either file claims to obtain the players or waive the oppor

tunity to do so—thus the term “waiver.” Claiming clubs are
assigned players on a priority based on the inverse of won-and-
lost standing. The claiming period normally is 10 days during the
off-season and 24 hours from early July through December. In
some circumstances another 24 hours is added on to allow the

original club to rescind its action (known as a recall of a waiver re
quest) and/or the claiming club to do the same (known as with
drawal of a claim). If a player passes through waivers unclaimed
and is not recalled by the original club, he becomes a free agent.
All waivers from July through December are no-recall and no
withdrawal. Cinder the Collective Bargaining Agreement, from
February 1 through October 16, any veteran who has acquired
four years of pension credit may, if about to be assigned to an
other club through the waiver system, reject such assignment
and become a free agent.

ACTIVE LIST: The Active List is the principal status for players

participating for a club. It consists of all players under contract,
including option, who are eligible for pre-season, regular season,
and post-season games. Clubs are allowed to open training camp
with 80 players but thereafter must meet two mandatory roster
reductions prior to the season opener. Teams will be permitted to
carry 47 players on their final roster. However, two of those play
ers must be designated as “inactive” prior to each game.

RESERVE LIST: The Reserve List is a status for players who,
for reasons of injury, retirement, military service, or other cir
cumstances, are not immediately available for participation with
a club. Those in the category of Reserve/Injured are players

physically unable to play football for a minimum of four weeks
from the date of going onto Reserve.
No player is eligible for activation unless he has missed at least

four regular season games. Each club will have five free re-activa
tions for players placed on Reserve/Injured after the final count
down. Any player placed on Reserve/Injured prior to or concur
rent with the final cutdown on September 3 may not return to the
club nor practice with the team that year. Clubs participating in
post-season competition will be granted an additional re-activa
tion for each post-season game, provided they have exhausted all
previous activations. Players who were terminated via waivers
from a club's Reserve/Injured List can be re-signed after the six-

game requirement has been fulfilled but must clear procedural
recall waivers to return to the same club’s Active List. Players in

the category of Reserve/Retired, Reserve/Did Not Report, or Re
serve/Veteran Free Agent Asked to Re-sign, may not be rein
stated during the period from 30 days before the end of the
regular season through the post-season.

TRADES: Unrestricted trading between the AFC and NFC is
allowed in 1990 through October 16, after which trading of
player contracts/rights will end until January 28, 1991.
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INSTANT REPLAY
For the fifth consecutive season, NFL clubs have approved a limited

system of Instant Replay on a one-year basis.

There is one significant change in the system from 1989. All replay
reviews which involve contact to the field from the Replay Booth will be a
maximum of two minutes in duration, timed from the moment when the Um

pire signals time out. The Replay Official will be assigned a regular of
ficiating crew and will attend crew meetings the day before each game.
The following table outlines the number of reversals and plays closely

reviewed by Instant Replay in each of the previous four seasons.

In 1986, the system was approved by a 23-4-1 vote. In 1987, the vote

21-7. In 1988, replay was cleared by a 23-5 margin. In 1989, the vote
24-4 and in 1990, it was 21-7

The NFL has discussed Instant Replay in some degree or other since the
early 1970s. The League experimented in 1976 and 1978 using two basic

frameworks—an independent system using cameras, replay machines, and

technicians separate from the network covering the games, and a “no frills"
approach using existing television coverage.

In 1985, the NFL used the network feed of nine nationally televised pre
season games to experiment with the basic system that later was adopted for
1986, 1987, and 1988. A total of 28 plays (17 confirmed call, 4 were incon

clusive, 1 reversed, and 6 no replay shown) were closely examined in the
1985 experiment.

Q—What is the objective of this system?

A—The clubs feel that on certain plays the telecast viewed by the general
public should be used to correct an indisputable error. The system will be
used to reverse an on-field decision only when the Replay Official has indis-
putabie visuai evidence available to him that warrants the change.
Q—Who wiii be invoived?

A—The Replay Official (a former NFL or collegiate official) will be posi
tioned in a sideline Replay Booth which will house two TV monitors and two

high-speed VCRs plus radio communications to the on-field officials. The

Replay Official makes the decision although a Communicator (normally a
member of the League Office staff) and a Technician also will be there to

lend logistical help.

Q—Why is the system referred to as “limited” Instant Replay?
A—This system will concentrate on plays of possession or touching

(e.g, fumbles, receptions, interceptions, muffs) and most plays governed by
the sidelines, goal lines, end lines, and line of scrimmage (e.g. receiver
or runner in or out of bounds, forward or backward passes, breaking the
plane of the goal line). It also will be used to determine whether there
more than 11 men on the field.

Q—Why aren’t most fouls included In this system?
A—It is recognized that in most circumstances the on-field officials have

the best vantage points involving fouls. It is for this reason that Instant

Replay will not review a list of the following 26 fouls:
1. Clipping

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Q—Is the television network carrying the game part of the review

process?
A—No. Although the Replay Official will be viewing the live network feed,

there is no communication to television personnel as to which plays to show

or not to show. The Replay Official does not hear the TV commentators.

Q—What Is the step-by-step procedure of a play review?

A—The Replay Official will view game action and a play will be replayed

immediately on one of the two monitors, while the other one continues to
record the live feed.

The Replay Official makes a determination if further study of the play is
needed. If not, there is no contact with the field and play continues without

interruption.

If the Replay Official believes an error may have been made, the Umpire
will be contacted via a headset.

The Replay Official will watch replay(s) on one or both monitors and com

plete his review within a reasonable period after the play is over.

The Replay Official will inform the Umpire of his decision, and the Referee

will make the appropriate announcement on the wireless microphone.

NFL RULES CHANGES
Among the major changes in the National Football League rules for 1990

are a few aimed at speeding up the game. For instance:

—The time interval between plays has been reduced. It used to be 45

seconds from the time a play ends and 30 seconds from the time the official

signals play to begin; now it's 45/25.
—Whenever a player goes out of bounds—except in the last two minutes

of the first half and the last five minutes of the second half—the game clock

is to be started when the ball is spotted at the hashmark and the referee gives

his ready signal, rather than at the snap.

— Following a kickoff return—except in the last two minutes of the first
half and the last five minutes of the second half—and unless there is an in

jury or television utilizes a commercial opportunity, the game clock will be
restarted when the referee gives the ready signal, rather than on the snap.

— Except in the last two minutes of the first half and last five minutes of
the second half, the game clock wil be started on the referee’s ready signal

following all declined penalties, rather than on the snap.
Also for the 1990 season, the League:

— Clarified the penalty for a player who butts, spears, or rams an oppo

nent, making it clear that, in addition to a penalty of 15 yards, the player may

be disqualified if the action is judged to be of  a flagrant or vicious nature.
— Reaffirmed that the league's long-standing Uniform Code Policy will be

strictly enforced. It was changed to permit a team to wear either all white or
all black shoes, whichever it chooses prior to the season. (Exception:

kickers, when they are in the act of kicking)

—Permitted still game photographs shot by video cameras to be used

during the playing of the game as long as the receiving unit is not located in
the bench area.

—Ordered the yard lines marking the five-yard intervals to be extended

four inches beyond the six-foot sideline borders to assist in properly setting
the chains at the start of each series.
