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K.S. "BUD" ADAMS, JR. 
Owner/Chairman of the Board/President 

One of Texas' premier business leaders, K.S. "Bud" Adams, Jr. 
brought professional sports to the Gulf Coast when he founded the ~ 
Houston Oilers football teani. The hard-working and aggressive 
Adams helped co-found the America.n Football League<(,f\FL) on 
August 3, 1959 when the Oilers and the Dallas Texans bediqie the 
first two major league sports franchises jn the State of Texas. .:' 

Adams' first love, his Houston Oil.ers, is a team rich in tr.aditiori and 
pride. The Oilers have been in the playoffs a total of 14 ~es 'koring 
their 33-year history, and Adams was the leading force in p'etJ.:d£1llii1g 
miracles during the early years of the AFL. . ' ' ii> · 

Adams' Oilers were the dominant team during the early 1960's, 
winning the championship in 1960 and 1961 , finishing second in 
1962, and making the playoffs in 1967, 1969, 1978, 1979, 1980, 
1987, 1988, 1989, 1990, 1991, and in 1992. In fact, the Oilers' streak 
of six consecutive playoff appearances is the longest current streak in 
the NFL. In 1991, Adams' Oilers captured their first-ever AFC Central 
Division Championship. . 

Adams' interest in sports was first displayed while attending Ct'.i_I,,. ~r 
Military Academy where _he won letters in football , basketb~_ll , afJ7' , 
baseball. Upon graduation from Culver, Adams attended 'Men1e ''­
College in California, lettering in both rugby and football. Adams then 
transferred to the engineering · school at the un;,versity of Kansas 
where he also lettered in football for the Jayhawk;;;l~uring his days at 
KU, Adams began his loyal affiliation with Sigma Cni -fi-aternity. 

Adams, a native of Bartlesville, Oklahoma, served :in the <4.S. Naval 
Reserve during World War II and was stationed aboard a PAC-F:leet 
carrier unit where he served as an aviation engineering officer. Prior to 
his discharge in 1946, Lt. jg. Adams served as an aide in. the U.S. 
Navy's Congressional Liaison Office in Washington. 

Truly a "man for all seasons," Adams has parlayed a 1946 chance 
stop in Houston, resulting from fog which grounded his plane, into a 
highly successful and diversified business empire which ranks him 
among the better known and prominent businessmen in the country. 

Adams incorporated ADA Oil Company, which was a forerunner of 
the publicly-held American Stock Exchange-listed Adams Resources 
& Energy, Inc. , an energy company engaged in oil and gas explo­
ration, crude oil marketing , intrastate and interstate petrochemical 
trucking, and wholesale and retail marketing of petroleum products. 
Adams' diverse business interests include extensive farming and 
ranching in California and Texas, cattle and swine breeding, cattle 
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feeding, real estate, automobile dealerships and leasing, a travel agen­
cy, western art, and Indian artifacts. 

During his early business career, Adams was an avid sponsor of 
amateur and MU teams in basketball and softball. His ADA Oilers 
were a perennial power in the National Industrial Basketball League in 
the '50s, ca pturing third place in the national MU tournament in 
1956. His interest in sports has been further manifested by past own­
ership participation in professional baseball, basketball, and boxing. 

The unknown side of Bud Adams is his charitable and philanthrop­
ic activities that are most often anonymous. Very active in national, 
state, and loca l programs, Adams is on the Board of Directors of the 
Cherokee Indian National Historical Society; the Board of Governors 
of the Sigma Chi Fraternity Foundation; the Board of Trustees of the 
Pro Football Hall of Fame in Canton, Ohio; the Board of Directors of 
the World League; the Board of Directors of the Boy Scouts of 
America, Sam Houston Area Council; the Board of Directors of The 
Hundred Club of Houston; th e Board of Trustees of the Culver 
Educational Foundation; and is a Lifetime Director of the Houston 
Livestock Show and Rodeo. Adams also spearheaded the drive for 
construction and operation of the Houston Ronald McDonald House. 
In addition, he is ·a m ember of the NFL's important Finance 
Committee. 

Adams has received numerous awards through the years, and in 
June, 1991 , he was giyen the Order of Constantine from Sigma Chi 
which is the highest honor that fraternity can bestow. In February, 
11990, he was given Sigma Chi Foundation's Semi-Centennial Award. 
In January of 1988, he -rece ived the prestigious "Go lden Buckle 
Award" by the Greater Houston Convention and Visitor's Bureau, sym­
bolizing "outstanding promotion of Houston as a premiere destina­
tion. " In addition, in October, 1987, Adams was recognized with the 
Distinguished American Award , presented jointly by the Houston 
Chapter of the National Football Hall of Fame and the Houston 
Athletic Committee (Chamber of Commerce). Other noteworthy hon­
ors bestowed upon Adams in the past have included " Houston 
Salesman of the Year" in 1960 from the Houston Sales Association; 
"Mr. Sportsman" in 1961 by the Interfaith Charity Group; "Significant 
Sig" in 1963 by Sigma Chi Fraternity; "Westerner of the Year" in 1969 
by the Houston Farm and Ranch Club; "Distinguished Alumnus" in 
1980 from the California Community and Junior College Association; 
Culver Military Academy's "Man of the Year" in 1981 ; Financial World 
Magazine's 1981 "Outstanding Chief Executive Officer"; and "King 
Capon" in 1983 from Bill Williams' annual Capon Charity Dinner, Inc. 

Bud and his wife Nancy have two daughters (Susie, Amy) and six 
grandchildren. 
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MIKE HOLOVAK 
Executive Vice-President/General Manager 

On February 2, 1989, Mike Holovak was named General Manager 
of the Oilers and was given the added responsibilities of Executive 
Vice-President on July 2 of '89. Long regarded as one of the top per­
sonnel men in the National Football League, Holovak is a veteran of 
over 40 years in football administration including 34 in the profession­
al ranks. Known for his honesty and integrity, Holovak joined the 
Oilers on February 15, 1981 and previously held positions within the 
club that included Director of Player Personnel and Assistant General 
Manager. · : "':• · '?. 

Holovak was an All-America football player for Boston t;Q.!'iege, 
playing for the Eagles from 1940-42 (co-captain in '42). In the 
January 1, 1943 Orange Bowl game, he set a record for the highest 
rushing average in that game with a 15.8-yard mark on ten carries for 
158 yards. BC lost that Orange Bowl to Alabama 37-21 , but Holovak 
scored three touchdowns (65, 34, 2 yds.). In January of 1984, he was 
inducted into the prestigious Orange Bowl Hall of Honor. Holovak was 
also inducted into the National Collegiate Hall of Fame in 1983 as well 
as being inducted into the State of Pennsylvania Hall of Fame i\l .~ 
Hershey, Pa. Holovak is a native of Lansford, Pa. . :~:·~* .~.., 

Following his collegiate career, Holovak was drafted in the fif,st " 
round by the Los Angeles Rams, but first served in the· Navy ufi'ffi; ,.' 
1946. He played for the Rams in '46 before being traded to the 
Chicago Bears. In two seasons with the Bears (1947-48) under Head 
Coach George Halas, Holovak played fullback and linebacker. 

Holovak retired from pro footba ll in 1949 to become the junior 
varsity coach at Boston College, and from 1951-59 he'-was BC's head 
coach, posting a 49-29-3 record during his tenure. Whe(\.;t,be new 
American Football League was formed, Holovak was one <irtiP,e first 
employees hired by the Boston Patriots, becoming their DJF~tor of 
Player Personnel in 1959. Elevated to head coach after the fi fth game 
in 1961 , Holovak then guided the Patriots to the AFL Eastern Division 
title, posting a 7-1-1 record in the final nine games. · 

In 1964, Holovak assumed the Patriots' General Manager's duties 
along with his head coaching job. With a 52-46-9 record, he remains 
the winningest coach in Patriots' history. He left the Pats in 1968 to 
join the San Francisco 49ers, and has also been associated with the 
Oakland Raiders (1971) and the New York Jets (1972-76). He served 
as the Jets' head coach for one game in '76 following the departure of 
Lou Holtz. Holovak returned to the Patriots as a personnel assistant in 
1977 before being promoted to Director of College Scouting the fol­
lowing year. 

Mike and his wife Pauline live in Houston. They have two grown 
daughters, Michele and Cindy. 
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MIKE McCLURE 
Executive Vice-President/Administration 

Mike McClure's tenure with the Houston Oilers is spread over six 
years, 1979-1980 and 1989- 1993 , and as he enters his seventh full 
season, every Oilers' team with whom he's been associated has had a 
winning season and earned a trip to the playoffs. 

He's one of a handful of people who've served in top level execu­
tive capacities in three major professional sports. In ten of his 19 
years, he has overseen marketing efforts which resulted in club atten­
dance records. 

Following six years in private business, McClure entered the sports 
field in 1970 as Director of the Big Ten Conference Service Bureau. In 
1973, he joined the NBA's Chicago Bulls, as Directo r of Pub lic 
Relations and Marketing. In his five seasons with the Bulls, attendance 
records were set which stood until Michael Jordan's arriva l at Chicago 
Stadium. 

In 1979, McClure joined the Oilers as Vice-President of Marketing 
and Public Relations. He conceived and administered the Oilers' "Luv 
Ya Blue! " promotion which has been hailed as one of the most suc­
cessful in sports history. 

McClure went to the Chicago White Sox in 1981 as Vice-President 
of Marketing and in 1983 the White Sox became the first baseball 
team in Chicago history to draw 2 mill ion fans. In 1983 and 1986, he 
was honored by Major League Baseball with t he coveted Team 
Marketing Excellence Award and is the only two-time recipient. 

During his 20-year career in sports, McClure has been associated 
with six men who currently serve as general managers and 12 men 
who serve as head coaches or managers of professional sports fran­
chises. 

H e was elevated to Senio r Vice-P resident of Marketing and 
Broadcasting in 1987 and played a key role in the planning and con­
struction of the new Comiskey Park. 

McClure has received numerous professional and commun ity 
awards, is a Significant Sig of Sigma Chi Fraternity, and serves on the 
Alumni Board of Trustees of his alma mater, DePauw University in 
Greencastle, Indiana. 

Mike and his wife Brenda, have two grown sons (Michael 26, 
Matthew 23) and reside in Sugar Land, Texas.

President of Operations and Finance for KSA Industries, the Oilers' 
parent company. 

Thompson's responsibilities with the Oilers comprise all financial 
aspects of the team's operations while monitoring treasury, account­
ing, and financial reporting functions. Additionally, Thompson is re­
sponsible for the companies' investments, dealings and negotiations 
with financial institutions, electronic data processing, and player insur­
ance. 

Thompson serves on the Board of Directors of Adams Resources 
& Energy Inc., an energy company engaged in oil and gas explorati1?)1:" 
He also serves on the Board of Crisis Intervention of Houston lnc:·;:,a 
non-profit telephone counseling agency. 

Prior to joining the Oilers, the 34-year-old Thompson was a Senior 
Manager for Arthur Andersen and Co., a world-wide accounting and 
consulting firm. In his ten years at Arthur Andersen, Thompson's main 
area of concentration was in banking, real estate, and sports indus­
tries. He was also heavily involved in deal structuring, financial consul­
tation, and strategic analysis. 

A native of Ft. Worth, Thompson graduated Magna Cum Laude 
from Stephen F. Austin University where he was actively involved as a 
member of Sigma Chi Fraternity. Scott and his wife Vanessa reside in 
Houston with their son Brandon and daughter Samantha.

Thomas S. Smith currently serves as the Executive Vice-President 
and Chief Operating Officer of KSA Industries, the parent company of 
the Houston Oilers. In add ition to that post , Smith is also th e 
Executive Assistant to K.S. "Bud" Adams, Jr. Smith is involved with 
long range planning for the Oilers' organization and also serves as a li­
aison in the club's day-to-day operation with Adams. Additionally, he is 
on the Board of Directors of Adams Resources. Smith played a lead 
role in the planning of the ·1988 Astrodome expansion. 

A native of Houston, Smith has been with KSA Industries since 
197 4. He is a graduate of the Univeristy of Texas with a degree in fi­
nance. 

Among his other activities, Smith is a past president and is cur­
rently on the Board of Directors of the Houston Ronald McDonald 
House. Smith also serves on the Board of Directors of the Red Cross 
(also on Executive Committee) and the Post Oak YMCA. In addition, 
he is chairman of the Steering Committee for the Texas Chi ldren's 
Development Council and is on the Board of Trustees of the Kinkaid 
School Endowment Fund. Previously, Smith was chapter chairman 
and a member of the Board of Directors and the Executive Committee 
for the March of Dimes. In 1986, Smith was the recipient of the 
Freedom Foundation Certificate of Merit.

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FLOYD REESE 
Assistant General Manager 

On January 30, 1990, Floyd Reese was appointed to the newly­
created position of Assistant General Manager for the Oilers. In his : . 
post, the 45-year-old Reese assists in the team's scouting department, 
in player contract negotiations, and also assists Executive Vic·e­
President/General Manager Mike Holovak in a myriad of other front of­
fice responsibilities 

Prior to assuming his current position, Reese served as the Oilers' 
Linebackers Coach for four years. In l 989, three of the club's top four 
tacklers were from Reese's group, and in '88, the team's top three 
tacklers were all linebackers. 

A native of Springfield, Missouri, Reese played linebacker at UCLA 
from 1966-69, and played professionally for one season (1970) as a 
defensive lineman for the Montreal Alouettes of the CFL. Following his 
stint in Montreal, Reese began his coaching career at Liberty Union 
High School in Brentwood, California. He then returned to his alma 
mater in Westwood as an assistant coach, remaining with the Bruins , 
from 1971-73. Reese ended the collegiate coaching portion of his ca~" 
reer with one season at Georgia Tech in 1974. 

From 1975-77, Reese was the strength and conditioning coach for 
the Detroit Lions. After his term with the Lions, Reese joined the San 
Francisco 49ers for one season (1978) before being added to Bud 
Grant's staff as linebackers and special teams coach for the Minnesota 
Vikings in 1979. He served in that role until 1984 when he was elevat­
ed to the position of Defensive Coordinator under then-Head Coach 
Les Steckel. Again under Grant in '85, he reassumed the duties of 
linebackers coach. 

Reese is a member of both the UCLA Athletic Hall of Fame and 
the Liberty Union High School Hall of Fame. Born August 8, 1948, . · 
Floyd and his wife Sally (4/3/72) have two sons, Jeremy (9/19/76) and 
Sean (5/16/80), and reside in Sugar Land, Texas. 
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JACK PARDEE 
Head Coach

Jack Pardee's Houston Oilers have qualified for the NFL playoffs 
in each of his three previous seasons as the team's Head Coach. As 
Pardee enters his fourth year at the Houston helm, he has his sights 
set on one thing ... continuing the Oilers' recent winning tradition and 
taking it a step further towards a Super Bowl title. 

Pardee's Oilers enter the 1993 season with a claim that no other 
NFL team can make ... Houston has earned a playoff berth in each of 
the last six years. Last season, the Oilers qualified for post-season play 
with a 10-6 record but lost a heartbreaking overtime contest at 
Buffalo. In 1991, Pardee led the Oilers to their first-ever outright AFC 
Central Division championship. Pardee became the Oilers' 14th head 
coach when he signed a five-year contract on January 9, 1990. Upon 
his hiring, Pardee announced that the Oilers would utilize the "Run 'N 
Shoot" offense, would play exciting football, and would attempt to 
continue the Oilers' streak of qualifying for post-season play. And he 
delivered. 

The 1992 season included several additional highlights for 
Pardee's Oilers. Among them: 

• For the third straight year, the Oilers ranked # 1 in the NFL in 
passing yards. Also for the third consecutive season, Houston 
was among the league's top three in total offense (1st in 1990, 
2nd in 1991, 3rd in 1992). 

• The Oilers' defense achieved their highest league ranking since 
the 1970 AFL-NFL merger by finishing third (first in AFC). The 
Oilers' 1980 defense held the previous high ranking of fifth in the 
league. 

• Both the Oilers' offense and defense ranked third in the league. 
No other AFC team boasted that high a ranking on both offense 
and defense, and only one other NFL team (Dallas) had a higher 
combined ranking. 

• The Oilers had nine players (tied with Buffalo for NFL-best) 
selected for the Pro Bowl including four starters. 

• The Oilers allowed just six rushing touchdowns in 1992 which 
equaled the 32-year-old team record that was established in 
1960. 

• Houston and New Orleans were the only NFL teams that did not 
permit a 100-yard receiver. Houston was also one of five NFL 
clubs that did not allow a 300-yard passer. 

• The Oilers ranked first in the AFC and second in the NFL (behind 
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49ers) in scoring efficiency inside the "red zone" (inside the 20). 
Houston made 54 trips inside the 20 and produced 33 touch­
downs and 14 fi eld goals (873 scoring efficiency). 

• Houston vastly improved its running game in 1992, moving from 
tenth in the NFL in 1991 to thi rd in average gain per rush. The 
Oilers also jumped five notches from 1991 in their NFL ranking in 
average rushing yards per game. 

• Since 1990, Houston has improved from 11 th to fi rst in the NFL 
in kickoff coverage while improving its average return allowed 
from 18.7 to 15.7. 

• From 1990-92, the Oilers have ranked in the NFL's top five in 
both third down efficiency and first downs per game. 

• Houston's touchdowns allowed has shrunk from 51 in 1989 prior 
to Pardee's arrival to 26 in 1991 and 28 in 1992. 

• The Oilers and the 49ers are the only two teams in the league 
to finish with winning records in each of the last six seasons. 

Pardee is a proven winner, a man who has won "Coach of the 
Year" honors at every level he has been. Among his many other hon­
ors, Pardee has won such accolades in .the National Football League, 
the United States Football League, the World Football League, and 
the Southwest Conference. He has a talented team that has made six 
consecutive playoff appearances, but has yet to achieve its ultimate 
goals ... an AFC championship and a Super Bowl trophy. Pardee wants 
to help the Oilers reach that next plateau and he plans on doing it the 
old fashioned way ... with hard work, discipline, and determination 

Pardee joined the Oilers from the University of Houston ·where he 
had served as Head Coach since 1987. During his three Cougar sea­
sons, his teams compiled a record of 22-10-1. In Pardee's first UH 
campaign, the team posted a 4-6-1 retard but improved to 9-2 in his 
second year in 1988. That season, the Cougars finished in second 
place in the Southwest Conference while earning an Aloha Bowl invita­
tion where they lost to Washington State. In 1988, Houston estab­
lished over 100 NCAA and SWC combined records and finished in the 
top four nationally in per game averages for total yards (484.6), pass­
ing yards (377.5), and scoring (41.1). The Cougars also led the con­
ference in total defense and passing defense. In 1989, UH again fin­
ished with a 9-2 slate and a second place finish (tied) in the Southwest 
Conference. The UH "Run 'N Shoot" offense steamrolled over its op­
position, again setting over 100 NCANSWC records. The Cougars 
posted some amazing statistics, leading the nation in per-game aver­
ages for total yards (624.9), passing yards (511.3), and scoring (53.5). 
Houston also finished sixth nationally (Jst in SWC) by allowing just 
13.6 points per contest. Additionally, Andre Ware, th e Cougars ' 
Heisman Trophy-winning quarterback, set NCAA marks wi th 46 
touchdown passes and 4699 yards passing. 

Prior to his arrival at UH, Pardee spent 1986 as a scout fo r the 
Green Bay Packers. Before that, he served for two seasons (J 984-85) 
as the Head Coach for the Houston Gamblers of the USFL, compiling 
a 23- 13 record. His '84 squad won the division title with a 13-5 record 
as he garnered Coach of the Year honors. Led by quarterback Jim 
Kelly, the Gamblers led the league in total offense and scoring in both 
of Pardee's USFL seasons. Before leading the Gamblers, Pardee spent 
1982 out of football , working as Vice-President/Marketing for Runnels 
Mud Company in Midland , Texas. In 1981, he was the Defensive 
Coordinator for the NFL's San Diego Chargers as that club won the 
AFC's Western Division and advanced to the conference champi­
onship game before losing to Cincinnati. 

From 1978-80, Pardee was the Head Coach for the Washington 
Redskins. In 1979, he led the team to a 10-6 record and Pardee re­
ceived Associated Press NFL Coach of the Year honors. In 1975, 
Chicago Bears General Manager Jim Finks made Pardee the youngest 
head coach in the National Football League. Pardee coached the 
Bears through the '77 season when the team earned their first playoff 
berth since 1963. Named NFC Coach of the Year in 1976, Pardee's 
Bear teams improved from 4-10 to 7-7 to 9-5. 
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Pardee received his fi rst head coaching assignment in 197 4 with 
the Florida Blazers of the World Football League. While also carrying 
the title of general manager, Pardee led the Blazers to a 14-6 record, 
an Eastern Division title, and a berth in the league's championship 
game where they lost a 22-21 decision to Birmingham. His coaching 
career had officia lly begun the year before when he served as an assis­
tant for the Redskins. 

As a player, Pardee performed in the NFL for 15 years as one of 
the top linebackers in the league. A second rou nd draft choice of the 
Los Angeles Rams in 195 7, he played for them for 13 years despite 
sitting out the 1965 campaign while recovering from cancer (served as 
a special assistant at Texas A&M in '65). He was a Pro Bowler and an 
All-Pro selection fo r the Rams in 1963 and was named to the Rams' 
All-Time 40th Anniversary team. In 1971, Pardee was traded to the 
Redskins in a deal that involved six players and eight draft choices, 
and he ea rned All-Pro honors that year. In his two seasons with 
Washington, the team advanced to the playoffs both years and lost 
Super Bowl VII to the undefeated Miami Dolphins. He intercepted 
three passes in one game against the Cardinals in '71 and, upon his 
retirement following the '72 season, had notched 22 career intercep­
tions and scored five TDs. 

Collegiately, Pardee attended Texas A&M where he played both 
linebacker and fullback for Coach Paul "Bear" Bryant. While at A&M, 
he earned All -America, Academic All -America, and All-Southwest 
Conference honors. As a senior, Pardee helped lead the Aggies to a 9-
0-1 mark and he was selected to play in the Blue-Gray and North­
South all-star games. 

He is a member of the Texas A&M Hall of Fame (inducted 1969), 
the National Football Foundation Hall of Fame (1986), the Texas 
Sports Hall of Fame (1987), the College Football Hall of Fame (1987), 
and the Senior Bowl Hall of Fame (J 990). 

Extensively involved in community and charitable causes, Pardee 
is very active with the American Cancer Society on a local, state, and 
national level. He also is involved with the Fellowship of Christian 
Athletes, and donates his efforts to the Pol ice Athletic League and the 

· · Drug Enforcement Agency. 
Born John Perry Pardee on April 19, 1936, he is a native of Exira, 

Iowa. Pardee was raised in Christoval, Texas where he starred in six­
man footba ll. Jack and his wife Phyll is have five children including 
sons Steven and Ted, and daughters Judee, Anne, and Susan.

ASSISTANT COACHES 

CHARLIE BAGGETT 

Receivers 

1st NFL Season, 1st with Oilers 

Born: January 21, 1953 

Charlie Baggett was named ·a·s the Oilers' Receivers Coach this 
past February 26. Baggett's ascension to the NFL coaching ranks is a 
personal dream come true. The same can be said about the ta lent he 
wi ll be directing. Houston 's "Fab Four" featuring Ernest Givins, 
Haywood Jeffires, Curtis Duncan, and Webster Slaughter is consid­
ered by many to be the best receiving corps in the league. Givins, 
Jeffires, and Duncan were ranked among the AFC's top six receivers 
in 1992 and all three were named to the Pro Bowl marking the first 
time ever that three WRs from the same team have earned a spot in 
that prestigious event. Besides a surplus of talent, Baggett will find his 
receivers to be an amazingly durable group. None of the projected 
four starters has missed a single game since 1989. 

Prior to joining the Oilers, Baggett spent ten years as an assistant 
coach at Michigan State, his alma mater. While at MSU, he tutored 
the receivers from 1983-84, 1986-87, and 1990-92, and coached the 
running backs in 1985 and 1988-89. Working for Spartan Head 
Coach George Perles, Baggett had several star pupils including cur­
rent Oiler Lorenzo White, Atlanta's Andre Rison, Miami's Mark Ingram, 
and Tampa Bay's Courtney Hawkins. 

From 1981-82 , Baggett served as the receivers coach at 
Minnesota for Head Coach Joe Salem. While at UM, Baggett gained 
experience in the "Run 'N Shoot" offense which the Gophers used ex­
clusively. He began his coaching career as the offensive backs coach 
at Bowling Green (1977-80) under former Michigan State Head Coach 
Denny Stolz. 

As a player, Baggett was a star quarterback at Michigan State after 
spending his freshman year at North Carolina. A Spartan QB from 
1972-75, he ended his MSU career as the school's all-time tota l of­
fense leader. As a senior, Baggett was the team's co-captain and set 
what was then an MSU single season tota l offense record (1713 
yards). During his career at Michigan State, Baggett was named the 
team's Most Valuable Player and was also named to several All-Big 
Ten teams. He had a brief stint with the Hamilton Tiger-Cats of the 
Canadian Football League before embarking on his coaching career. 

The 40-year-old Baggett owns a B.S. degree from Michigan State. 
A native of Fayetteville, North Carolina, Baggett has a daughter 
named Camille (4/ 1/88) and resides in Houston. 
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TOM BETTIS 

Defensive Backs 

28th NFL Season, 3rd with Oilers 

Born: March 17, 1933 

In 1993, Tom Bettis begins his second stint as Defensive Backs 
Coach for the Oilers having previously held that position from 1986-
87. A veteran of 27 years as an NFL coach, Bettis brings a wealth of 
knowledge and experience as a highly respected teacher of defensive 
backs. With the Oilers, Bettis will oversee a group of DBs that includes 
a mix of young veterans such as Cris Dishman and Bubba McDowell, 
with a talented quintet of age 24-or-under players like Marcus 
Robertson, Steve Jackson, Darryl! Lewis , Mike Dumas, and Tony 
Brown. 

Before rejoining the Oilers, Bettis spent the 1991 season as the 
Defensive Backs Coach for John Robinson's Los Angeles Rams. Prior 
to that, he served in the same capacity for the Philadelphia Eagles 
from 1989-90. While with the Eagles, Bettis worked for current Oiler 
Defensive Coordinator Buddy Ryan who was then Philadelphia 's head 
coach. In Bettis' first season in Philly, the Eagles led the NFL in inter­
ceptions while jumping 16 spots from the previous season in their 
league ranking for yards allowed. Also a member of that Eagles' staff 
and the Rams' staff that Bettis worked with was current Houston 
Linebackers Coach Ronnie Jones. 

Bettis spent the 1988 campaign in his second tour of duty as the 
defensive backs coach for the Kansas City Chiefs. He had returned to 
K.C. following his two seasons as DB coach for the Oilers. In Bettis' 
initial Houston season of 1986, the Oilers ranked second in the AFC 
in fewest passing yards permitted while allowing opposing quarter­
backs to complete just 46.53 of their passes. In 1985, Bettis held the 
post of defensive coordinator/ secondary coach for the Cleveland 
Browns. 

From 1978-84, Bettis was the defensive coordinator for the St. 
Louis Cardinals while also handling the secondary in his final three 
seasons there. In 1966, he joined Hank Stram's Chiefs staff and re­
mained in Kansas City through the 1977 season. Serving as both de­
fensive coordinator and defensive backs coach, Bettis' troops led their 
league or conference in interceptions from 1966-70 and in 197 4. 
During his first tenure in K.C. , the Chiefs appeared in a pair of Super 
Bowls (I, IV). Bettis was the Chiefs' interim head coach for the final 
seven games of the '77 season following the departure of Paul Wiggin. 
Bettis' non-playing career began when he served as a Chicago Bears' 
scout from 1964-65. 

A native of Chicago, Bettis was a three-time All-Big Ten and two­
time All-America selection (1953-54) at linebacker and guard at 
Purdue. He finished fourth in balloting for the 1954 Heisman Trophy 
and co-captained the 1955 College All-Stars. Bettis was Green Bay's 
first round draft choice in 1955 and he played linebacker for the 
Packers through 1961 (NFL champions that season). He was later 
traded to Pittsburgh and played for the Steelers in 1962 before finish­
ing his playing career with the World Champion Bears in 1963. 

Tom and his wife Valerie (6/4/55) have three grown daughters, 
Lisa, Karen, and Krista, plus six grandsons. The Bettis' live in Sugar 
Land, Texas. 
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FRANK BUSH 

Quality Control 

7th NFL Season, 7th with Oilers 

Born: January 10, 1963 

In 1993, Frank Bush's duties will include quality control while also 
assisting the defensive positional coaches. Bush's involvement with 
quality control will include "breaking down" film of Oiler opponents 
and compiling coaching reports on their offensive/defensive tenden­
cies. Last season, Bush's first as an assistant coach, he was responsi­
ble for the team's linebackers. Under Bush's tutelage, several mem­
bers of his LB corps had outstanding seasons. Al Smith earned All-Pro 
and Pro Bowl honors while Eddie Robinson was a productive contribu­
tor as a rookie. Bush was named a Houston assistant coach on May 
15, 1992 after serving as the Oilers' college scout for the western 
states since July 1, 1987. 

Bush, considered one of the most talented young players in the 
NFL, was an Oiler linebacker from 1985-86. He saw his playing career 
end in 1986 due to an irregularly narrow spinal canal. The 30-year-old 
Bush suffered a cervical sprain against Kansas City on September 21, 
1986 and doctors then diagnosed the condition that forced him to re­
tire. 

In his rookie season of 1985, Bush played in all 16 games with 11 
starts and contributed 114 tackles and four quarterback sacks. For his ;. i 
efforts, he was selected to UPl's First Team All-NFL Rookie squad. 
Bush opened the '86 season as the club's starting right outside 
linebacker. He was a fifth round draft choice of the Oilers in 1985 out 
of North Carolina State. As a three-year starter for the Wolfpack, Bush 
compiled 247 tackles, 15 sacks, and four interceptions. Bush earlier 
starred at Clarke Central High School in his hometown of Athens, 
Georgia. 

Born January 10, 1963, Frank and his wife Stephanie live in 
Houston. 

KEVIN GILBRIDE 

Offensive Coordinator 

5th NFL Season, 5th with Oilers 

Born: August 27, 1951 

In his four seasons with the Houston Oilers, Kevin Gilbride has es­
tablished himself as one of the top offensive minds in the National 
Football League. That claim is backed up by statistics: for the third 
straight year, the Oilers ranked # 1 in the NFL in passing yards; also 
for the third consecutive season, Houston was among the league's top 
three in total offense (first in 1990, second in 1991 , third in 1992); the 
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Oilers have scored more points over the last three years than 26 of the 
NFL's other 27 clubs; and from 1990-92, the Oilers ranked in the 
NFL's top five in both third down efficiency and first downs per game. 
Seven members of Gilbride's starting offensive unit in '92 earned Pro 
Bowl berths. The architect of the Oilers' explosive "Run 'N Shoot" of­
fense, Gilbride has served in his current capacity as offensive coordi­
nator since January 30, 1990. He was Houston's quarterbacks coach 
for the 1989 season and sti ll continues to tutor the team's QBs. 

Before arriving in Houston, Gilbride coached at East Carolina 
University where he served as Offensive Coordinator in 1988 after be­
ing the Pirates' Passing Game Coordinator in 1987. In '88, utilizing the 
four-wide receiver offense, the Pirates averaged 390.5 yards and over 
26 points per game playing a schedule that included six bowl teams 
(West Virginia, Miami, Florida State , Syracuse, South Carolina , 
Southern Mississippi). 

Prior to j oining East Caro lina, Gilbride was slated to be the 
Offensive Coordinator fo r the Montreal Alouettes of the Canadian 
Football League fo r the '87 campaign, but the club folded prior to the 
season. From 1985-86, Gilbride coached the four-wide receiver offense 
for the CFL's Ottawa Roughriders, serving as Quarterbacks/Receivers 
Coach in '85 before being elevated tb Offensive Coordinator. From 
1980-84, he was the Head Coach at Southern Connecticut State 
University in New Haven where the Owls posted a 35-14-2 mark dur­
ing his tenure. During that span, ·SCSU was twice nationally ranked in 
NCAA Division II. Whi le at Southern Connecticut, Gilbride was named 
Division II (ECAC region) Coach of the Year (1982) , New England 
Coach of the Year (1983), and Walter Camp Division II Coach of the 
Year (1983). 

Before joining SCSU, Gilbride served as Defensive Coordinator at 
American International University in Springfield, Mass. from 1978-79, 
and as Defensive Coordinator at Tufts University from 1976-77. 
Gilbride began his college coaching career at Idaho State where he 
was Defensive Ends Coach in 1974 and Secondary Coach in '75. 

,. . Last season , Gilbride 's courage captivated the football public. 
~· when a routine insurance physical revealed a cancerous kidney, 
; f Gilbride .was required to immediately have the kidney surgically re­

moved (December 11 ). Desp ite medical projections that sa id he 
would be "out of action" for three-six weeks, Gilbride courageously 
fought his way back to the team, missing just two games before his 
December 27 return to the Oiler sidelines. 

Gilbride earned a bachelor's degree from Southern Connecticut 
where he played quarterback and tight end as a three-year starter. A 
native of North Haven, Connecticut, Gilbride also has a master's de­
gree from Idaho State. Kevin and his wife Deborah (1 /4/75) live in 
Missouri City, Texas with their two daughters, Kelly (9/17/75) and 
Kristen (6/19/77), and son Kevin (12/14/79). 

RONNIE JONES 

Linebackers 

7th NFL Season, 1st with Oilers 

Born: October 17, 1955 

Ronnie Jones was named as the Oilers' linebackers coach this 
past February 1. Jones inherits a core group of LBs that has per­
formed well and has the talent to play even better. Al Smith has been 
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an All-Pro and a Pro Bowler in each of the last two seasons, former 
first round draft pick Lamar Lathon had an outstanding 1991 cam­
paign but had injury problems in '92, and Eddie Robinson showed 
considerable ability last season with 11 starts as a rookie. Add three­
time Pro Bowler Wilber Marshall to that group and it's clear that Jones 
has talent to work with. Reunited with current Oilers ' Defensive 
Coordinator Buddy Ryan, Jones' credo to his charges is clear: play 
hard, play smart, and play aggressively. 

Jones came to Houston after spending the 1992 season as 
linebackers coach for the Los Angeles Raiders under Head Coach Art 
Shell. Prior to that, he held the same position with the Los Angeles 
Rams for the 1991 campaign, working for then-Head Coach John 
Robinson. From 1987-90, Jones was an assistant coach for the 
Philadelphia Eagles, beginning as Philly's strength and conditioning 
coach before adding linebackers coach to his title in 1988. As an as­
sistant in Philadelphia under Ryan, Jones was· responsible for coach­
ing the Eagles' outstanding stable of linebackers that included Seth 
Joyner and Byron Evans. In '91, Jones and current Oiler Defensive 
Backs Coach Tom Bettis followed former Eagles ' Defensive 
Coordinator Jeff Fisher to the Rams. 

Jones was the strength and conditioning coach at Arizona State 
from 1985-86 after serving as the offensive line coach/recruiting coor­
dinator at Tulsa in 1984. From 1979-83, he worked with the defensive 
line and linebackers at Northeastern (Okla.) State while also handling 
duties as the school's head track coach and strength/conditioning 
coach for all sports. 

Jones was a small college All-America running back at 
Northwestern (Okla.) State who had tryouts with the Denver Broncos 
and the CFL's Saskatchewan Roughriders. He holds a B.S. from 
Northeastern State and a master's degree from Northwestern State. 
Ronnie and his wife Karla (5/29/76) reside in Missouri City, Texas. 

FRANK NOVAK 

Running BackS 

5th NFL Season, 5th with Oilers 

Born: May 18, 1938 

In his fifth season as the Oilers ' running backs coach , Frank 
Novak finds himself as one of two senior position members of the 
Houston staff (Kevin Gilbride is the other). One of the most popular 
coaches to ever work for the Oilers, Novak also assists in coaching 
Houston's special teams. In working with the Oi lers' one-back "Run 'N 
Shoot" offense, Novak's stable of running backs may be small but it 
was very effective in 1992. Houston ranked third in the NFL in average 
gain per rush (4.6) and the team finished among the league's top 
three offenses for the third straight season. Lorenzo White, Novak's 
star pupil, emerged as one of the most complete and productive 
backs in the NFL. The first-time Pro Bowler ran for 1226 yards and 
caught 57 passes for 641 yards. White's 1867 rushing/receiving yards 
was the second best tota l in team history and, amazingly, he did not 
lose a fumble despite handling the ball 322 times. Under Novak's di­
rection , Gary Brown cont inued his deve lopment whi le Spencer 
Tillman added veteran leadership to the RB group. 

The 55-year-old Novak came to Houston from the University of 
Missouri where he spent the 1988 season as the Tigers ' Running 
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Backs Coach. In 1986, he was the Quarterbacks Coach at th e 
University of Massachusetts. He accepted the position at UMass after 
the Birmingham Stallions of the United States Football League folded. 
Novak was slated to be the Stallions' Offensive Coordinator in 1986 
after serving as their Receivers Coach in '85. Novak spent the 1984 
campaign as the Running Backs Coach for the USFL's Oklahoma 
Outlaws under Head Coach Woody Widenhofer whom he would later 
work for at Missouri. 

Prior to joining the USFL, Novak served six seasons as an assistant 
coach at Holy Cross (1978-83). He was the Crusaders ' Offensive 
Backs Coach from 1978-81 befo re be ing elevat ed to Offensive 
Coordinator. From 1976-77, he was the Offensive Coordinator at 
Western Illinois after spending the 1974-75 seasons at the University 
of Virginia (Quarterback Coach in '74, Offensive Backfield Coach in '75). 

In 1973, Novak was hired to be the Offensive Coordinator at East 
Carolina as the Pirates won the Southern Conference championship 
that season. He began his college coaching career in 1966 at his alma 
mater , Northern Michigan. At NMU , he was the Offe nsive 
Backs/ Receivers Coach from 1966-70 before being promoted to 
Offensive Coordinator (1971-72) . Prior to that, Novak was a high 
school coach in New London, Connecticut and in Iron Mountain, 
Michigan. 

Novak was an AP Honorable Mention All-America quarterback at 
Northern Michigan where he received both his bachelor's and master's 
degrees. A native of Leominster, Massachusetts, Frank and his wife 
Ellen (3/23/8 1) have one son, Jason, and live in Missouri City, Texas. 
Frank also has four grown children who live in the New England area 
including son Frank Jr. and daughters Kimberly, Tracy, and Linda. 

BUDDY RYAN 

Defensive Coordinator 

24th NFL Season, 1st with Oilers 

Born: February 17, 1934 

Buddy Ryan joined the Oilers as their defensive coordinator this 
past January 29. A veteran of 23 NFL seasons including five as head 
coach of the Philadelphia Eagles, Ryan inherits an Oiler defense that 
managed to rack up some substantial accomplishments in 1992. The 
Houston "D" achieved their highest league ranking since the 1970 
AFL-NFL merger by finishing third (first in AFC). In '92, the Oilers 
matched a 32-year-old team record by permitting just six ru shing 
touchdowns, and Houston and New Orleans were the NFL's only 
clubs that did not allow a 100-yard rece iver or a 300-yard passer. 
However, it will be the things that Houston's defense has not accom­
plished in the past that Ryan will be looking to improve. 

Known as one of football 's most innovative and effective defensive 
coaches, Ryan has enjoyed success at all of his NFL coaching stops. 
He has served on the sta ff of three Super Bowl teams (1968 Jets, 
1976 Vikings, 1985 Bears). Ryan is the mastermind of the "46" de­
fense, a scheme that involves multiple variations of alignments and 
coverages. 

Ryan's most recent NFL post was as head coach of the Eagles, a 
job he held from January, 1986 through January, 1991. As head 
coach at Philadelphia, he led the Eagles to the playoffs in each of his 
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last three years with the club, thus ending the Birds' streak of seven 
seasons without a post-season berth. Ryan's overall record with the 
Eagles was 43-35-1. From 1988-90, Philadelphia posted marks of 10-
6, 11-5, and 10-6 while playing in the rugged NFC Eastern Division. 
Ryan's '88 squad won th e division champ ionship which marked 
Philly's first such crown since 1980. 

Prior to joining the Eagles, Ryan spent eight years as the Chicago 
Bears' defensive coordinator (1978-85). During that span, his unit 
ranked among the NFL's top ten on six occasions. He helped mold 
such great players as Mike Singletary, current Oiler Wilber Marshall, 
Dan Hampton, Steve McMichael, and Gary Fencik. In 1984, the Bears 
established an NFL record by accumulating 72 QB sacks while also 
lead ing the league in fewest ya rds allowed (241.3 per game) and 
fewest rushing yards permitted (86.1). In Chicago's Super Bowl sea­
son of 1985, Ryan 's charges led the NFL in nine defensive categories 
including fewest points allowed (12.4 per game), fewest total yards al­
lowed (258.4), fewest rushing yards allowed (82.4), fewest rushing 
TDs permitted (6), most interceptions (34), most turnovers (54), 
fewest first downs allowed (14.8), lowest opponent passing percentage 
(47.7), and lowest opponent time of possession (25:27). 

In Chicago's Super Bowl XX win over New England, Ryan's Bears 
held the Patriots to a Super Bowl record fewest fi rst downs (7) and 
fewest rushing fi rst downs (1) while allowing just 123 total yards. On 
the road to the Super Bowl, Chicago posted playoff shutouts of the 
Rams and Giants, an unprecedented accomplishment in NFL post­
season annals. 

From 1976-77 , Ryan served as defensive line coach fo r Bud 
Grant's Minnesota Vikings as the "Purple People Eaters" of Carl Eller, 
Alan Page, and Jim Marshall helped the Vikes reach Super Bowl XI. 
Ryan was a member of the Jets' defensive staff from 1968-75 under 
Hall of Fame Head Coach Weeb Ewbank. The '68 Jets, of course, de­
feated the Baltimore Colts in Super Bowl Ill. 

Prior to his stints in the NFL, Ryan was a college assistant coach 
at Buffalo (1 96 1-65), Vanderbilt (1966), and Pacific (1967). Ironically, 
Ryan began his coaching career in Texas as a high school coach in 
Ga insville (1957-59) and Marsha ll (1960). Ryan was a guard at 0 
Oklahoma State (1952-55) and also holds a master's degree from 
Middle Tennessee State. 

A native of Frederick, Oklahoma, Buddy and his wife Joan reside 
in Houston but also spend time on their horse fa rms in Ocala, Florida 
and Lawrenceburg, Kentucky. The Ryans have three grown children 
including Jim plus twins Rex and Rob. 

JIM STANLEY 

Defensive Line 

10th NFL Season, 5th with Oilers 

Born: June 22, 1934 

If there's a "star-studded" area on the Oilers' defense, it can probably 
be found on Jim Stanley's defensive line as three members of that unit 
(Ray Childress, Will iam Fuller, Lee Wil liams) have been to the Pro 
Bowl. A veteran coach with ve ry effective teaching skills, Stanley's 
group had another outstanding season in 1992. The Oilers racked up 
50 sacks which came within one of the team record of 51 established 
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in 1979. Houston tied for fifth in the NFL in sacks, the same position 
the Oilers occupied in 1991. In addition, the Oilers were tough against 
the run, tying a 32-year-old club record by allowing just six rushing 
TDs. Overall, Houston's defense ranked third in the league and first in 
the AFC, and some of the credit for that accomplishment goes to 
Stanley's charges. 

Stanley is currently in his tenth season of NFL coaching and owns 
more league coaching experience than anyone else on the Houston 
staff except for Buddy Ryan. Stanley joined the Oilers full-time in his 
current role in January, 1990 after spending half of the '89 campaign 
with the club when former Defensive Line Coach Doug Shively under­
went minor heart surgery. Stanley continued as a "special assistant" 
unti l December of that year following Shively's return. 

Before joining the Oi lers, St an ley served as th e Defens ive 
Coordinator for the Tampa Bay Buccaneers in 1986. Prior to that, he 
was the Head Coach for the Michigan Panthers of the United States 
Football League from 1983-84, compiling a 22-14 record during that 
span. In 1983, his Panthers posted a 12-6 record as the team won the 
inaugural USFL championship and Stanley earned Coach of the Year 
honors. That squad featured such current NFL stars as WR Anthony 
Carter and QB Bobby Hebert. From 1980-82, he was the Defensive 
Line Coach for the Atlanta Falcons as that '80 team recorded a 12-4 
mark. Stanley served in that same capacity for the New York Giants in 
1979. 

Stanley was the Head Coach at Oklahoma State for six years 
(1973-78) , posting a 35 -33 -2 mark during that term . His teams 
earned bowl victories in 197 4 (Fiesta) and 1976 (Tangerine), and his 
'76 squad was the Big Eight co-champions (9-3). While holding that 
post, he also was selected to coach in the East-West Shrine Game 
(1973), the Hula Bowl (1977), and the Japan Bowl (1977). Before be­
in g elevated to h ead coach , he was the Cowboys' Defensive 
Coordinator/Assistant Head Coach for the 1972 campaign. Prior to ar­
riving at OSU, Stanley was the Defensive Coordinator for the Winnipeg 
Blue Bombers of the Canadian Football League (1971-72). He also 
wo rked as th e Defensive Coo rdinator at Navy ( 1969-70) and 
Oklahoma State (1963-68). His first two college positions came as an 
assistant coach at SMU (1961) and at Texas El Paso (1962). Stanley 
began his coaching career in the Amarillo high school system from 
1959-60. 

As a player, Stanley was a three-year starter at Texas A&M under 
Paul "Bear" Bryant. While playing both ways for the Aggies (guard and 
defensive tackle), one of his teammates was Oiler Head Coach Jack 
Pardee. A&M's 1956 squad was undefeated and Stanley earned All ­
Southwest Conference honors. 

Born June 22, 1934 in Dunham, Kentucky, J im and his wife Sylvia 
have four grown children including daughters Rhonda (10/19/57) and 
Starlyn (6/14/62), plus sons Mark (2/ 12/60) and Matthew (10/ 19/67). 
The Stanleys reside in Houston. 

STEVE WATTERSON 

Strength and 
Rehabilitation 

10th NFL Season, 8th with Oilers 

Born: November 27, 1956 

Steve Watterson is recognized as one of the top strength and reha-
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bilitation experts in the NFL. In 1992, Watterson received the biggest 
honor of his career when he was named Professional Strength and 
Conditioning Coach of the Year. Watterson has been instrumental in 
helping to develop and implement various strength and conditioning 
programs with the Oilers. He directs the Oilers' successful off-season 
cond itioning program that is widely credited with helping towards 
Houston's ascent to perenn ial playoff status. Watterson joined the 
Oi lers in 1986 as Strength and Conditioning Coordinator before be­
coming an assistant coach in those areas prior to the 1988 season. 

Before coming to the Oilers, Watterson spent two seasons (1984-
85) as the assistant trainer for the Philadelphia Eagles. From 1979-80, 
he served as the Head Trainer at Tucson (Ariz.) High School before 
accepting a similar post at Amph itheater High School in Tucson 
(1980-84). Watterson's other activities have included serving as a 
trainer at the 1982 Olympic Development Camp and at the National 
Sports Festival in Colorado Springs in 1983. Following the 1990 sea­
son, Watterson received national attention when he personally super­
vised the rehabil itation of auto racing superstar A.J. Foyt. Foyt was 
ab le to com e back from severe leg injuries to race in the 199 1 
Indianapolis 500.

(quarterback) and baseball at Northeast Missouri State where he re-

BOB YOUNG 

Offensive Line 

4th NFL Season, 4th with Oilers 

Born: September 3, 1942 

In his three years with the Oilers, Bob Young has helped to mold 
an offensive line that protects the quarterback as well as any line in the 
NFL. Considering that in each of Young's Houston seasons, the Oilers 
have attempted more passes than any other NFL team, it is clear why 
Houston 's offensive success begins with its offensive line. And that line 
has allowed the Oilers to lead the NFL in passing and to rank among 
the league's top three offenses in each of the past three seasons. In 
1992, Houston permitted fewer sacks than 21 other clubs despite 
throwing more passes than any team. Young's line also keyed a run­
ning attack that ranked third in the league in average gain per rush 
(4.6). With perennia l Pro Bowlers like Mike Munchak and Bruce 
Matthews, young veterans such as David Williams, John Flannery, and 
Kevin Donnalley, plus first round draftee Brad Hopkins, Young's line 
corps should continue to be successfu l. 

Young came to the Oilers after spending five seasons as an assis­
tant under current Houston Head Coach Jack Pardee. From 1987-89, 
Young was the Offensive Line Coach for the University of Houston as 
the Cougars posted records of 4-6-1 , 9-2, and 9-2. In 1989, Young's 
line blocked for Heisman Trophy winner Andre Ware as the Cougars 
set over 100 NCAA/Southwest Conference records for the second year 
in a row. UH led the nation in per game averages for total yards 
(624.9), passing yards (511.3), and scoring (53.5). 

Before coaching for the Cougars, Young served as the Offensive 
Line/Strength and Conditioning Coach for the Houston Gamblers of 
the United States Football League from 1984-85. During his two 
Gambler seasons, the team twice led the league in total offense and 
scoring. In '84, the team posted a 13-5 mark and won a division title. 

Young enjoyed an outstanding 16-year professional playing career, 
primarily as a guard. He played for the Denver Broncos of the then­
American Football League from 1966-70 before being traded to the 
Oilers prior to the '71 campaign. After being acquired on waivers by 
St. Louis in September, 1972, Young launched a nine-year Cardinal 
career. During that time, he twice earned All-Pro honors whi le being 
part of the offensive line that set the NFC record for fewest QB sacks 
allowed in a season (7). Young returned to the Oi lers in 1980 before 
closing out his playing career with New Orleans in '8 1. 

Young began his co ll ege career at Texas under Head Coach 
Darrell Royal, earning All-Southwest Conference honors before trans­
ferring to Howard Payne. He holds a B.S. from Southwest Texas State 
and a master's from Sam Houston State.

Land, Texas with his wife, Mickey (2/7/90) who is a doctor. Bob also 
has three grown children including daughters Kathy (27) and Jill (25), 
and son West (23).

HALL OF FAME OILERS 
GEORGE BLANDA KEN HOUSTON 

EARL CAMPBELL 

Three former O ilers have achieved the ult imate honor in t heir 
sport-induction into the Prq Football Hall of Fame in Canton, Ohio. 
The distinguished trio includf!s George Blanda (inducted in 1981 ), 
Ken Houston (inducted in 1986), and Earl Campbell (inducted in 
199 1). .. 

Blanda played quarterback·and was the placekicker for the Oilers 
from 1960-66 during an NFL-record 26-year ca reer (Bears 1949, 
Colts 1950, Bears 1950-58, Raiders 1967-75). His NFL career records 
include most games (340), most points (2002), most PATs (943) , and 
second in most field goals (335). As an Oiler, Blanda led the team to 
back-to-back AFL championships in 1960 and '61. He was the team's 
leading passer and scorer in each of his seven Oiler seasons. Blanda's 
36 touchdown passes in 1961 stood as an NFL record for 23 years. 
Included among his Oi ler records are most touchdown passes (1 65) , 
most points (596), most field goals (91), and most PATs (299). 

Houston is considered one of the finest safeties in NFL history. 
Originally a ninth round draft .::hoice from Prairie View (three-time na­
tional champions), he played 14 season , including 1967-72 for the 
Oi lers and 1973-80 for the Redskins. He finished his career with 49 
interceptions before retiring to pursue a coaching ca reer. In 14 sea­
sons, Houston achieved Pro Bowl status an amazing 12 consecutive 
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times (1968-69 AFL, 1970-79 NFL) , including five selections as an 
Oiler and seven as a Redskin. At one point in his career, Houston 
played in 183 consecutive games. He still holds NFL records for most 
interceptions returned for a touchdown in a career (9), in a season (4, 
1971), and in a game (tied-2, vs. San Diego 12/19/71).

In the 33-year history of the Houston Oilers, only three players 
have had the distinction of having their jersey number retired. That 
honor belongs only to # 43, Jim Norton; #65, Elvin Bethea; and #34, 
Earl Campbell . 

Norton played nine seasons for the Oilers (1960-68) as a sa fety 
and as a punter, establishing team records at both positions. As a 
rookie from the University of Idaho, Norton was a member of the Oil­
ers' 1960 AFL Championship team. A four-time league all -star, he 
holds the Oi ler record for most interceptions in a career with 45. Also 
an accomplished punter, Norton is tops in club history with 5 19 ca­
reer punts for a 42.3-yard career average and a long kick of 79 yards 
(11 /22/64 vs. Kansas City). 

Bethea joined the Oilers in 1968 after an outstanding career at 
North Carolina A& T. He started at defensive end in the opener in '68 
and didn't miss a game until breaking his arm in November, 1977. 
That streak of 135 consecutive games played sti ll stands as a club 
standard . Bethea also holds the Oiler records for most games played 
(210), most seasons played (16, 1968-83), and most Pro Bowl ap­
pearances (tied-8, 1970, 1972-76, 1979-80). Bethea led the team in 
quarterback sacks six times, including a ca reer-best mark of 14 in 
1976. The Oilers honored him with an "Elvin Bethea Appreciation 
Night" on August 4, 1983 . 
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Campbell's jersey is the most recent to be retired, being honored 
at a ceremony on August 13, 1987 . He came to Houston as the first 
player selected in the 1978 NFL draft after having won the 1977 Heis­
man Trophy at the University of Texas (he was later selected as the 
Southwest Conference 's Offensive Player of the Decade for the 
1970's). Campbell played eight NFL seasons (6 1/2 for Houston, 1 1/2 
for New Orleans) from 1978-85 and ranked as the seventh leading 
rusher in league history with 9407 yards. In addition, he was eighth all­
time in NFL annals in both rushing touchdowns (74) and attempts 
(2187). Known as 'The Tyler Rose," he led the league in rushing in 
each of his first three seasons, winning the NFL's Most Valuable Player 
award in each of those years. Campbell 's string of four consecutive 
1000-yard seasons beginning with his rookie year was interrupted by 
the strike-shortened nine-game season in 1982. However, he posted 
his fifth 1000-yard effort the fol lowing season. During his career, 
Campbell was selected to five Pro Bowls (1978-81, 1983). Campbell 
holds virtually every Oiler rushing record including most yards in a ca­
reer (8574) and in a season (1934 in 1980). His 19 rushing touch­
downs in 1979 was the third highest single-season total in NFL history 
whi le that 1934 yards in '80 was also the third best in the league 
record book. One of Campbell 's highest honors occurred when he 
was officially designated as a Texas Legend by the State Legislature. 
Davy Crockett, Sam Houston, and Stephen F. Austin are the only oth­
ers to achieve that high-ranking honor, and Campbell is the only de­
signee in this century. 

Norton, Bethea, and Campbell's jerseys are permanently displayed 
at the Oilers' training facility and serve as a constant reminder of their 
tremendous contributions to the City of Houston and to the Oi lers.

December 10-Again with the enti re nation looking on, Houston defeats divi­
sion nemesis Pittsburgh 20-17, giving Oi lers spot in 1979 playoffs. 
December 17-Several Oilers lock up individual titles: Earl Campbell is NFL 
r'!shing champion for the second consecutive year; Mike Reinfeldt captures the 
-oerown for most interceptions in NFL with 12; Toni Fritsch is the most accurate 
· field goal kicker, connecting on 21-25 attempts; and Jesse Baker leads the AFC 
in QB sacks with 15 1/2 . 
December 23-ln first playoff game played in Houston since 1962, Oilers de­
fent Denver Broncos 13-7.

October 14-0ilers acquire All-Pro TE Dave Casper from Oakland for undis­
closed draft picks. 
October 19-Earl Campbell becomes only the second RB in the history of the 
Oiler franchise to rush for over 200 ya rds in a single game when he leads the 
Oilers to a 21- 14 triumph over Tampa Bay with 206 ya rds. Club rushing record 
for single game is 2 16 ya rds by Billy Cannon (Dec. 10, 1961 vs. New York Ti­
tans).

February 22-The Oilers name Kevin Gilbride to the post of Quarterbacks 
Coach. He joins the club alter serving as Offensive Coordinator at East Carolina. 
February 23-The Oilers complete their coach ing staff by add ing Frank No­
vak as Running Backs Coach. 
April 1-The Oilers end up losing 15 players and signing seven under the 
NFL's first "Plan B" free agency system. 
April 7-The Oilers sign QB Warren Moon to a new long-term contract. 
September 24-Despite a sellout crowd in the first game in the newly-ex­
panded Astrodome, the Oilers lose to the Buffalo Bills, 47-41 in overtime. The 
88 combined points are the most in a Houston game in 26 years, wh ile the Oil­
ers set team records for first downs (33) and combined first downs (56). 
October 1-The Oi lers defeat the Miami Dolph ins 39-7 as QB Warren Moon 
completes a career-best 82.6% of his passes (19/23). In addition, Houston·s de­
fense holds Dolphin QB Dan Marino to his worst game as a starter ( 11 /29, 103 
yds.). 
October 22-The Oilers record the ninth shutout in club history and thei r first 
in nine yea rs (spann ing "132 games) with a 27-0 whitewash of the Pittsburgh 
Steelers. Pittsburgh manages just 132 total yards, the fewest yards allowed by 
Houston in 12 seasons. 
November 13-The largest crowd ever to watch a football game in the A;,-, 
trodome (60,694) sees the O ilers defeat the Cincinnati Bengals 26-24 on .P:&. 
Tony Zendejas· 28-yard fie ld goal with two seconds lelt in a Monday night garo.?''· · 
December 3-The Oilers win at Pittsburgh 23- ·15 despite a blizzard and wind­
chi ll temperatures of -20 degrees. RB Lorenzo White's one-yard run with 21 sec­
onds remaining wins it as the Oi lers claim sole possession of first place after the 
season's 13th game for the fi rst time since 1967. 
December 10-The Oilers honor their 30th Anniversary "Dream Team·· whi le 
defeating the Tampa Bay Buccaneers 20-17. 
December 20-G Bruce Matthews, QB Warren Moon, and G Mike Munchak 
are named starters for the February 4 Pro Bowl. 
December 23-ln a regular season finale battle for the AFC Central Division 
title, the O ilers lose to the Cleveland Browns 24-20 on RB Kevin Mack"s TD with 
39 seconds lelt. The Oilers fall short after battling back from a 17-0 deficit as 
QB Warren Moon establishes personal bests for attempts (5 1), completions 
(32), and yards (414, most since George Blanda's 418 in 1961 ). Oilers set all­
time single season attendance record with 45 1,027 fans, ecl ipsing 411, 652 in 
1978. 
December 31-ln an AFC Wild Card playoff game, the Oilers lose a 26-23 
OT decision to the Pittsburgh Steelers as PK Gary Anderson kicks a 50-yard 
field goal. Houston WR Ernest Givins catches 11 passes for 136 yards and two 
TDs. 

1990 
January 6-Jerry Glanville leaves his position as Oilers' head coach by "mutu­
al agreement."' 
January 9---.Jack Pardee signs a five-year contract to become -the 14th head 
coach in Houston Oiler history. Pardee joins the Qilers alter enjoying a success­
ful three seasons as the head coach at the University of Houston. 
January 12- Head Coach Jack Pardee announces the hiring of three of his 
University of Houston assistant coaches to Oiler posts. Named to Pardee's Oiler 
staff are Defensive Coord inator Jim Eddy, Offensive Line Coach Bob Young, 
and Defensive Backs Coach Pat Thomas. 
January 22-The Oilers name Jim Stanley as their Defensive Line Coach. 
Stanley had served in a similar capacity for half of the 1989 season during Doug 
Shively's illness. 
January 30-The Oilers extend the contract of Executive Vice President/Gen­
eral Manager Mike Holovak. In addition the team names former LBs Coach 
Floyd Reese to the newly-created position of Assistant General Manager, and 
promotes Quarterbacks Coach Kevin Gilbride to O ffensive Coordinator. Also, 
the team announces the signing of a multi-year contract that allows KTRH­
AM/KLOL-FM to broadcast all Oiler football games beginning in 1990. 
January 31-The Oilers announce that Boston University Head Coach Ch:is 
Palmer will become Houston's Receivers Coach. 
March 15-The Oilers announce that Raycom Sports Network has agreed to a 
multi-year contract to televise Oi ler pre-season games plus a weekly wrap-up 
show. 
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September 23-The Oilers win their 1990 home opener 24-10 over the Indi­
anapolis Colts as QB Warren Moon becomes the all-time leading passer in club 
history. Moon throws for 308 ya rds (plus 3 TDs) to surpass George Blanda's 
team record of 19, 149 yards ... the record fell on a third quarter seven-yard pass 
to WR Haywood Jeffires. WR Drew Hill catches ten passes for 123 yards to help 
key the victory. 
September 30-The Oilers capture their first road win of the season, defeat­
ing the Chargers 17-7 as QB Warren Moon throws for 355 yards and WR Drew 
Hill records his 50th career touchdown. Moon"s 27 completions allows him to 
pass Dan Pastorini "s club record of 1,426. 
October 14-QB Warren Moon passes for 369 yards and a career-best five 
TDs as the Oilers hammer the Cincinnati Bengals 48-17. Moon thus becomes 
the first player in pro football history to throw for over 20,000 yards in two differ­
ent leagues (21,228 in Canadian Football League). 
November 18-QB Warren Moon celebrates his 34th birthday by throwing for 
322 yards and five scores as the Oi lers win 35-23 at Cleveland. 
December 2-Despite losing 13- 10 in overtime at Seattle, QB Warren Moon·s 
232 passing ya rds allow him to break his own single-season club passing record 
of 3,631 yards (set in 1989). 
December 9-The Oilers shatter severa l team records while drubbing Cleve­
land 58-14. Included among the records set are most points in a game, in a 
quarter (31 ), and in a half (45). RB Lorenzo White ties a club mark with four 
rushing touchdowns, the first time that"s been accomplished in the NFL in two 
years. 
December 16-The Oilers win a key road game, beating Kansas City 27- 10 
at Arrowhead Stadium. QB Warren Moon again supplies the big news, complet­
ing 27 of 45 passes for 527 yards. That represents the second best single game 
passing performance in NFL history. The record belongs to the Rams' Norm 
Van Bracklin, who threw for 554 yards against the New York Yanks on Septem­
ber 28, 1951. Moon had an opportunity to break the record but declined to do 
su based on the Oilers· comfortable lead. Almost overshadowed by Moon"s effort 
was WR Haywood Jeffires catching nine balls for 245 yards (including 87-yard 
TD) which marked the second best receiving day in Oiler history. Charles Henni­
gan had 272 receiving yards versus the Patriots on October 13, 1961. 
Oecember 19- Six Oi lers are named to the AFC squad for the February 3 Pro 
Bowl. The six include starters G Bruce Matthews, QB Warren Moon, and G Mike 
M.mchak, plus reserves DT Ray Childress, WR Ernest Givins, and WR Drew Hill. 
Only DE Elvin Bethea and LB Robert Brazile have been selected to more Pro 
Bowls (7) than Munchak"s six. 
December 23-The Oi lers lose an opportunity to cement their grasp on first 
place in the AFC Central Division by losing at Cincinnati 40-20. Add itiona lly, QB 
Warren Moon is lost for the remainder of the season after suffering an open dis­
location of his throwing thumb. 
December 29-0i ler Owner/ President K. S. '"Bud"" Adams and San Antonio 
Mayor Lila Cockrell jointly announce a tentative agreement for the Oi lers to hold 
their annual summer training camp in San Antonio. Also it is announced that 
the Oi lers will serve as the host team for pre-season games in San Antonio"s 
AlamoDome when that facility is completed in 1993. 
December 30-Led by back-up QB Cody Carlson, the Oilers earn a wild card 
playoff berth by defeating the Pittsburgh Steelers 34-14 in the Astrodome. Carl­
son completes 22 of 29 passes for 247 yards and three TDs. With the victory, 
the Oilers end up in a th ree-way tie for first place with Cincinnati and Pittsburgh 
in the AFC Central. 

1991 
,,anuary 6-The Oilers" 1990 season comes to a close as they are eliminated 
from the playoffs by the Cincinnati Bengals. Houston loses at Riverfront Stadium 
4 1-14 in an AFC Wild Card game. 
January 26-lt is announced that Earl Campbell has been voted into the Pro 
Football Hall of Fame. The announcement is made in Tampa, Florida. Camp­
bell is to be enshrined on July 27. 
May 17-The Oilers and the City of San Antonio formally sign six-year contract 
which wi ll allow the Oilers to hold training camp there. Trinity University is cho­
sen as the host school. 
September 16-ln a pre-game ceremony, Earl Campbell receives his Hall of 
Fame ring from Hall Executive Director Pete Elliott. In the game that follows, the 
Oi lers defeat Kansas City 17-7 to signal the fi rst 3-0 start in franchise history. 
October 13-ln a 23-20 victory over the Jets at Giants Stad ium, WR Haywood 
Jeffires ties Charlie Hennigan's 30-year-old team record for receptions in a 
game with 13 (186 yards). QB Warren Moon completes 35 of 50 passes for 423 
ya rds wh ich is the fifth best total in team annals. Also, WR Drew Hill surpasses 
Hennigan·s 410 catches to become the all-time leading receiver in Oiler history. 
November 3-Despite a 16-13 OT loss at Washington, WR Drew Hill moves 
past WR Ken Burrough"s 6,907 receiving yards to become the Oilers' all-time 
leader in that category. 
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November 10-QB Warren Moon establishes ca reer highs for completions 
(41) and attempts (56) as he throws for 432 yards, which is fourth best in team 
history, in Oilers' 26-23 OT victory over Dallas. Moon also passes Fran Tarken­
ton's 47,003 ya rds and moves into second place behind Ron Lancaster on all­
time professional passing yards chart. The game is watched by 63,00 1 fans (ac­
tua l attendance) which represents a franchise high for the Oilers. 
December 8-The Oilers defeat the Steelers 31-6 in the Astrodome as Hous­
ton captures its first-ever undisputed AFC Central Division championship. QB 
Warren Moon throws for 254 yards and becomes just the third QB in NFL histo­
ry (Miami's Dan Marino, San Diego's Dan Fouts) to have back-to-back 4,000-
yard seasons. 
December 15-QB Warren Moon surpasses Dan Marino's NFL record (378 in 
1 g86) for completions in a season as the Oilers beat the Browns 17-14. 
December 18-Eight Oi lers (t ied NFL-best), including a league-high six 
starters are named to the AFC team for the February 2 Pro Bowl. The six 
starters include CB Cris Dishman, DE William Fuller, WR Haywood Jeffi res, C 
Bruce Matthews, G Mike Munchak, and LB Al Smith. DT Ray Childress and QB 
Warren Moon are also named to the squad although Childress was eventually 
unable to play because of a back/rib injury. 
December 21-WR Haywood Jeffires becomes just the fifth player in NFL his­
tory to record 100 receptions in a single season despite the Oi lers' 24-20 road 
Joss to the Giants. Coupled with Drew Hill's 90 catches, that pair's 190 repre­
sents the most receptions by two teammates in one season in league anna ls. Jn 
addition, QB Warren Moon eclipses Dan Marino's NFL record (623 in 1986) for 
attempts in a season. DE William Fuller registers his 15th sack of the season 
and thus becomes the first O iler ever to lead the conference in that category. 
December 29-The Oilers defeat the New York Jets 17-10 in an AFC Wild 
Card playoff game before 6 1,485 fans in the Astrodome. S Bubba McDowell in­
tercepts two key passes inside the Oiler five-yard line to preserve the win. 

1992 
January 4-After leading for most of the game, the Oilers end up losing a 
heartbreaking 26-24 decision to the Denver Broncos in an AFC Divisional Play­
off game in front of 75,301 fans at Mile High Stadium. PK David Treadwell's 28-
ya rd field goal with 16 seconds left in the game proves to be the deciding points. 
The Joss mars a great performance by Oiler QB Warren Moon who completes 
753 of his passes (27 of 36) for 325 yards {ind three touchdowns. 
March 6-The Oilers name Steve Underwood as General Counsel. Underwood 
joins the Oilers from the Houston firm of Caldwell and Hurst where he has han­
dled most of the team's lega l work since 1977. 
May 15-The Oilers name former player and scout Frank Bush as LBs Coach. 
August 1-The Oilers defeat the Dallas Cowboys 34-23 in the American Bowl 
in Tokyo, Japan which marks Houston's first game outside of the United States. 
August 31-The Oilers and QB Warren Moon reach agreement on a new 
multi-year contract that includes a settlement of a controversial escalator clause. 
September 29-The Oi lers sign free agent WR Webster Slaughter to a two­
year contract. Slaughter had been one of four players who were declared free 
agents by a Minneapolis judge on September 24. 
October 11-ln a 38-24 win at Cincinnati, QB Warren Moon ties a personal 
best with five TD passes to eclipse George Blanda's team record for career 
touchdown passes ( 165, Moon now has 169). Also WR Haywood Jeffi res catch­
es three TD passes to tie the franchise record and RB Lorenzo White rushes for 
a career-best 149 yards. 
October 18-QB Warren Moon becomes the leading passer in professional 
football history by surpassing Ron Lancaster's 50,535 yards (in 19 years). After 
the Oi lers· heartbreaking 27-21 Joss at Denver, Moon now has 50,589 yard£. 
Moon's total, accumulated in less than 15 seasons, includes 21,228 yards in the 
CFL and 29,361 ya rds in the NFL. 
November 15-ln Houston's 17-13 win at Minnesota, QB Warren Moon suf .. 
fers a fractured upper left arm on a fourth quarter hit by Viking S Vencie Glenn 
and misses the next five games. Despite the injury, Moon becomes just the 14th 
NFL QB to surpass 30,000 passing yards as he accomplishes that faster (125 
games) than any player in league history except for Miami's Dan Marino (114 
games). 
November 26-Subbing for the injured Warren Moon, QB Cody Carlson 
throws for a ca reer-high 338 ya rd s as the Oilers defeat the Lions 24-21 on 
Thanksgiving Day in Detroit. 
December 11-After being diagnosed with kidney cancer, Offensive Coordi­
nator Kevin Gilbride undergoes surgery for the removal of his cancerous kidney. 
He misses two games as Receivers Coach Chris Palmer and injured QB Warren 
Moon help to handle Gilbride's game day responsibilities. 
December 23-An NFL-best nine Oilers earn Pro Bowl honors with four play­
ers designated as starters for the February 7 game. The starters include WR 
Haywood Jeffires, C Bruce Matthews, G Mike Munchak, and LB Al Smith. The 
Houston reserves feature DT Ray Childress, WR Curtis Duncan, WR Ernest 
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Givins, QB Warren Moon, and RB Lorenzo White. That marks Munchak·s eighth 
selection which ties Elvin Bethea for the team record. The inclusion of Jeffires, 
Givins, and Duncan represents the first time ever that th ree receivers from the 
same team have been designated as Pro Bowlers. 
December 20-Shortly after their exciting, come-from-behind 17-14 win at 
Cleveland, the Oilers learn that they have clinched a playoff berth for the sixth 
straight season. That represents the longest cu rrent post-season streak in the 
NFL. 
December 27-As Houston routs Buffalo 27-3 in the regular season finale, 
WR Haywood Jeffires catches six passes to finish with 90 receptions. He thus 
leads the AFC in that category for the third straight season, becoming only the 
second player since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger to accomplish that feat. 

1993 
January 3-The Oilers blow a 32-point third-quarter lead and lose a 4 1-38 OT 
decision at Buffalo in an AFC wild card playoff game. QB Warren Moon com­
pletes 36 of 50 passes for 37 1 yards and four first half touchdowns. 
January 4-The Oilers announce that they wi ll not offer new contracts to De­
fensive Coordinator Jim Eddy and Defensive Backs Coach Pat Thomas. 
January 29-The Oilers name Buddy Ryan as the team's defensive coord ina­
tor. 
July 2-NFL Commissioner Paul Tagliabue rules in a dispute between the Oi l­
ers and Redskins. Tagliabue comp letes a trade which sends Washington LB 
Wilber Marshall to Houston in exchange for the Oilers· third round draft choice 
in 1994 and their fifth rounder in 1995.

HOUSTON, SEPT. 6-The Houston O ilers were defeated by the Pittsburgh 
Steelers 29-24 before 63,7 13 fans in the Astrodome. By the midpoint of the first 
quarter. the Oilers had jumped out to a 14-0 lead. Their first score came when 
LB Lamar Lathon sacked Steeler QB Neil O'Donnell and forced a fumble that 
was scooped up and returned 15 yards for a touchdown by LB Johnny Meads. 
O n Pittsburgh's ensuing series, Lathon again forced a fumble as FB Merril 
Hoge's bobble was recovered by CB Jerry Gray at the Steelers' 26-yard line. One 
play later, WR Ernest Givins made a spectacular, leaping catch in the back of 
the end zone for an 11-yard TD. The Steelers came right back to trim their 
deficit to 14-7, moving 80 ya rds with the TD coming on RB Barry Fosters one­
yard run . Big plays in that series included O"Donnell's 39-yard pass to WR 
Dwight Stone and a 44-yard ga in on a fake punt as P Mark Royals completed a 
pass to FB Warren Williams. When Houston got the ball back, QB Warren Moon 
threw his first of five interceptions as S Darren Perry picked him off and returned 
the ball 34 yards to the Houston 20. Three plays later, Pittsburgh PK Gary An­
derson booted a 30-yard field goal. On their ensu ing series, the Oilers upped 
their advantage to 17-10 as RB Lorenzo White 's career-best 44-yard run helped 
set up PK Al Del Greco·s 36-yard FG. Halfway through the second period. Moon 
was intercepted by S Larry Griffin who brought the ball back to the O ilers· 34. 
The Steelers then closed to 17- 16 on WR Jeff Graham's 20-yard scoring catch 
(PAT blocked by Houston DT Ray Childress). The Oi lers then got the ball back 
with 76 seconds left in the half and promptly marched 83 ya rds in nine plays to 
take a 24-16 lead. The TD came on Moon's eight-yard toss to Givins with 12 
seconds left. To open the third quarter, O'Donnell's 41-yard hook-up with Stone 
set up Anderson 's 25-yard FG that made it 24- 19. Later in the quarter, the 
St~e l ers got another Anderson three-pointer (37 yds.) as Foster s 25-yard run 
got his team in position to narrow their deficit to 24-22. Early in the fourth quar­
ter, the Oilers advanced to the Pittsburgh three but Moon threw an end zone in­
terception that CB Rod Woodson returned 57 yards to the Oilers' 43 yard line. 
Fosters 19-yard run was the long play before O'Donnell connected with TE 
Adrian Cooper for a nine-ya rd score that proved to be the winning points. The

The game contin­
ued to see-saw as Marino then marched the Dolphins 68 yards in 13 plays with 
Stoyanovich again knotting the score with a 29-yard field goal. Midway through 
the final period, Houston was at the Dolphins' 39-yard line but Carlson was 
picked off by CB Bruce Alexander at the Miami 23. With 4: 17 remaining, the Oil­
ers got the ball back at their own 36. A 24-yard screen pass helped them move 
to the Miami 23. On third-and-three, Carlson 's pass was dropped in the end 
zone by Harris. On fourth down, Del Greco misfired on a 4 1-yard FG attempt. 
The Dolphins got the ball with 1 :49 left in the game and Marino moved them to 
the Oilers' 35. With six seconds remaining, Stoyanovich won the game with a 
52-yard fie ld goal.

HOUSTON 24, DETROIT 21 

PONTIAC, NOV. 26-The Houston Oilers defeated the Detroit Lions 24-21 
on Thanksgiving Day before 73, 711 fans in the Silverdome. The first quarter was 
scoreless although the Oilers did advance to Detroit's 18-yard line before PK Al 
Del Greco eventually missed a 46-yard field goal. The Lions got the game's first 
points on the first play of the second period as RB Barry Sanders' one-yard TD 
plunge ended a 14-play, 72-yard drive. Midway through the quarter, the Oilers 
embarked on a 68-yard march that featured QB Cody Carlson's 41-yard com­
pletion to WR Ernest Givins and ended when Del Greco kicked a 30-yard FG to 
shave Houston 's deficit to 7-3 at halftime. On the opening series of the third 
quarter, the Oilers rnoved to the Lions' 39 but Carlson was intercepted by CB 
Ray Crockett. On Houston's next possession, the Oilers moved to Detroit's ten­
yard line but Carlson was eventually picked off by CB Melvin Jenkins at the 21. 
One play later, Houston S Bubba McDowell sacked QB Erik Kramer, forc ing a 
fumble that was recovered by DE William Fuller who returned the ball ten yards 
for a touchdown and a 10-7 Oiler lead. That advantage was short-lived, howev­
er, as one play later, Kramer and WR Herman Moore combined for a 77-yard 
touchdown pass that put Detroit ahead 14-10. On the second play of the final 
p" riod , Houston CB Jerry Gray intercepted a Kramer pass with the Oi lers as­
suming possession on their own 39-yard line before WR Haywood Jeffires' four­
yard scoring catch gave Houston a 17-14 edge. The next time the Oi lers had 
the ball , P Greg Montgomery was unable to get his kick away and was tackled 
for a 14-yard loss at the Houston 13 by Bennie Blades. The Lions took a 21-17 
lead two plays later as Kramer tossed an eight-yard touchdown pass to Sanders. 
Houston got the ball back with 2:57 remaining and promptly drove 83 yards in 
just five plays. Carlson's completions to Givins (19 yds.) and Jeffires (37 yds.) 
were the long plays before White scored the game-winner on an eight-yard draw 
play.

Packers 16-14 before 57,285 fans in the Astrodome. Midway through the sec­
ond quarter, Houston WR Webster Slaughter caught a 21-yard pass but fum­
bled (forced by CB Carl Carter) with Green Bay CB Roland Mitchell recovering at 
the Oi lers' 43-yard line. Packer QB Brett Favre's 16-yard completion to WR 
Robert Brooks on third-and- 12 was the key play that set up PK Chris Jacke's 39-
yard field goal. With 11 seconds left in the half, the Oilers were at the Green Bay

Tom Franklin Russ Small Bum Phill ips 

On January 30, 1990, it was announced that a multi-year agree­
ment had been reached for KTRH to broadcast all Houston Oiler foot­
ball games beginning in 1990. KTRH boasts Houston's highest rated 
news plus the top-rated "SportsBeat" nightly talk show. In addition, 
KTRH also broadcasts the games for basketball's Houston Rockets. 

KTRH has a signal that blankets the South Texas region. KTRH 
had previously broadcast Oiler football from 1976-84. Their package 
with the Oilers includes a three-hour pre-game show and a two-hour 
post-game show hosted by Charlie Pallilo and Rich Lord. In addition, 
KTRH carries Oiler-related shows starring Head Coach Jack Pardee, 
QB Warren Moon, and Defensive Coordinator Buddy Ryan. 

Handling the play-by-play chores for Oiler games for the fourth 
consecutive season will be Tom Franklin. A member of KTRH's sp0rts 
staff since 1981 , Franklin served as the play-by-play man for Rice Uni­
versity footba ll and basketball in 1983-84 and 1989. Serving as the 
color commentator will be KTRH Sports Director (and co-host of 
"SportsBeat") Russ Small. Small joined KTRH in June of 1992 after 
serving as Sports Director at WXYf Radio in Detroit where he also 
served as the play-by-play man for Michigan State football and basket­
ball. 

The third man in the booth will again be football analyst Bum 
Phillips, who remains one of the all-time most popular Houston sports 
figures. He served as the Oilers' head coach from 1975-80 and is the 
winningest coach in franchise history with a 55-35 record. Phillips also 
was the head coach for the New Orleans Saints from 1981-85.

In March of 1990, the Oilers entered into an agreement with Ray­
com Sports and Entertainment to televise Oiler pre-season games be­
ginning in 1990. As the nation's leading independent sports program­
mer, Raycom produces and markets college football and basketball 
packages for the Big Eight, Big Ten, Metro, PAC-10, Southwest, and 
l.tiantic Coast Conferences. 

Raycom will televise three of the Oilers' four pre-season games 
with the additional contest being aired nationally by CBS. Carrying 
f~ <:. yc.orn ' s production of Oiler pre-season games wi ll be Houston's 
KHOU-lV (Channel 11 , CBS affiliate). KHOU will air two games live 
and two games on a tape-delayed basis. The 1993 package kicks off 
-.. 1ith live coverage of the opener against the New Orleans Saints on 
Saturday, August 7. That will mark the first football game ever played 
in San Antonio's new Alamodome. Houston then hosts the Detroit Li­
ons on MonC.'ly, August 16 in a tape-delayed Raycom telecast (unless 
sold out 72 hours prior to kickoff). On Saturday, August 2 1 in the 
Alamodome, the Oilers will have their annual pre-season meeting with 
the Dallas Cowboys in a game that will be nationally televised by CBS. 
The Oilers will close out their pre-season slate on Saturday, August 28 
when the Seattle Seahawks invade the Astrodome in another tape-de­
layed Raycom telecast. 

Raycom's Oiler play-by-play announcer wil be Dave Barnett who is 
very familiar to sports fans around the Southwest. Barnett has done 
play-by-play for baseball's Texas Rangers and basketball 's Dallas Mav­
ericks, plus for SMU, North Texas State, and the Southwest Confer­
ence Game of the Week. Joining Barnett in the booth as color analyst 
is KHOU Sports Director Gi fford Nei lsen. Neilsen, who previously 
se rved in that capacity on rad io, is a fo rmer star quarterback at 
Brigham Young and for the Oilers (1978-83). 

SPANISH RADIO 

Rick Vasquez Luis Rodriguez 

For the fifth consecutive season, all Oiler games will be broadcast 
in Spanish. This season, KLA T (AM 1010), known in the Houston His­
panic community as "La Tremenda," will again carry all of the Oiler 
action. Joining KLAT on the Oilers' Spanish radio network wi ll be San 
Antonio's KSAH. 

KLAT is considered Houston's leading Spanish radio station and 
has been broadcasting entirely in Spanish since 1979. KLAT is owned 
by Tichenor Med ia System , the largest Spanish station ownership 
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group in the nation. Tichenor also owns stations in Chicago, New 
York, Miami, San Antonio, El Paso, Corpus Christi, and Rio Grande 
Valley. 

The play-by-play will be handled by Rick Vasquez who served as 
the Oilers' Spanish color analyst for the second half of the 1992 sea­
son. Vasquez has previously been the play-by-play announcer for Sam 
Houston State football. Joining Vasquez in the booth as analyst wil l be 
Luis Rodriguez who also works as the sports director for Houston's 
KT MD-TV.

THE ASTRODOME 

The Houston Oilers play their home games in the "new and im­
proved" Astrodome. Since 1988, more than 10,000 seats have been 
a·Jded to the Astrodome's capacity, thus making its seating availability 
now comparable to other domed stadiums. In early 1988, a state-of­
the-art "Magic Carpet" AstroTurf system was installed by AstroTurf In­
dustries, making the Astrodome the only artificial tu rf stadium in 
,A.:nerica with entirely separate fields for both footba ll and baseball. In 
addition, construction has been completed on 65 "Columbia Suite" 
luxury boxes. 

Officially named the Harris County Domed Stadium, the Astrodome 
was financed by an $18 million general obligation bond which passed 
in Janua1y of 1961. The cost of the project, including off-site im­
provements, land acquisition, engineering fees, site roads, and park­
ing lot paving was $31.6 million. 

in I 932, a $42 million improvement program updated all of the As­
t;0dome Complex. Financed by Harris County's portion 0f the hotel­
r:1otel tax, the renovations included the installation of the first Dia­
mond Vision screen in the Astrodome scoreboard. 

The stadium structure itself covers 9 1/2 acres, and the enti re com­
plex, including exhibition halls and parking areas, covers 260 acres. 
1 :1e outside diameter of the stadium structure is 710 feP.t and the floor 
of the stadium is approximately 25 feet below normal ground level, af­
fording minimum vertical travel by fans. 

The permanent roof of the dome, which has a clear span of 642 feet 
(twice that of any previous structure), has a maximum height of 208 
feet above the playing field. This would allow the construction of an 
18-story building under the roof. The roof can withstand hurricane 
winds of 135 m .p.h. and gusts of 165 m.p.h. 

The playing surface of the Astrodome is AstroTurf. Initially only the 
infield was covered with the man-made turf. On July 19, 1966 the en­
tire surface of the Astrodome was covered with AstroTurf. A new sur­
face was installed in April , 1978, and again in February, 1988. 

There are 51 ,000 cushioned, upholstered theatre seats in the stadi­
um and 4,000 pavilion seats with cushioned, upholstered seats and 
wooden backs. The seati ng capaciti es are 53,821 for baseball , 
62. 439 for football , 68,000 for conventions and a maximum of 74,000 
for boxing and similar events. To convert from baseball to football 
seating, the stands holding additional seats move around on steel ra ils 
until they parallel the football sidelines. 

The Astrodome's new scoreboard fea tures pertinent information 
thrc,ughout all events. The 'Dome is one of the only stadiums in the 
country that now boasts two Diamond Vision screens. Each Diamond 
Vision is a 26 1/2 by 37 1/2-foot screen that brings field action, includ­
ing instant replays, up-close for spectators. The screen's clear picture 
is the product of a 35-mm tube with 43,200 CRT's ( a home television 
set has one CRT). The Diamond Vision's brain is a state-of-the-art 
computer, operated by a nine-person crew that includes technicians 
and cameramen. 
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On August 7, 1993, the Houston Oilers and the New Orleans Saints 
will play the first-ever football game in San Antonio's new Alamodome. 
The Oilers will also play the Dallas Cowboys in the Alamodome on .Au­
gust 2 1. In addition, Houston is scheduled to play a pair of pre-season 
games in 1994 in this new state-of-the-art facility. 

Already considered one of the nation's premier domed stadiums, 
the Alamodome hosted its first event this past May. Construction be­
gan in November, 1990 and the facility was completed on schedule at 
a cost of approximately $177 million. Financed by a 1/2 cent sales tax, 
the Alamodome will be debt-free by 1994. 

The Alamodome's seating capacity for football is 65,000 and for 
basketball is 32,500. The stadium, which sits on a site of 57 acres, 
featu res 160,000 gross square feet of exhibit space and 16 field level 
conference rooms. It has 12,000 retractable seats which is the lar .,, f:st 
retractable seating unit in the world. Additionally, the Alamodome js 

the only building in North America with two permanent ice rinks. Dur­
ing major events, the Alamodome has the capacity of satellite trans­
mission to countries throughout the world.

Trinity's William H. Bell Atheltic Center 

Th _; summer of 1993 marks the Oilers' third training camp at Trinity 
University in San Antonio. Trinity is a nationally-recognized liberal arts 
and sciences university that has been consistently ranked as onf' nf 
the '1ation's top colleges by U.S. News & World Report. 

With an enrollment of approximately 2,500, Trinity's student• ula-
tion includes representation from all 50 states and several reign 
c0t ;ntries. Hailing from a diversity of geographic, ethnic (miP .ty en­
rnllment is 18 percent), and socio-economic backgrounds, the one 
characteristic Trinity students do share is academic talent. 

More than 65 percent of the University's incoming freshmen rank in 
the top 10 percent of their high school graduating class. Increasingly, 
Trinity students receive prestigious national awards, including National 
SdP.nce Foundation grants, Truman Scholarships, National Endow­
ment for the Humanities, Young Scholars Awa rds, Mellon Fellows, 
and the Goldwater Scholarship in Science.

F0unded in 1869 in Tehuacana, Texas, Trinity was moved to Waxa­
hachie, Texas in 1902, and to San Antonio in 1942. In 1952, Trin ity 
moved to its current location, the "Skyline Campus" that overlooks the 
city. 
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NFL PERSONNEL GUIDE 
WAIVERS: The waiver system is a procedure by which player con­
tracts or NFL rights to players are made available by a club to other 
clubs in the League. During the procedure, the 27 other clubs either 
file cla ims to obtain the players or waive the opportunity to do so--thus 
the term "waiver". Claiming clubs are assigned players or\ a priority 
based on the inverse of won-and-lost standing. The claiming period 
normally is 10 days during the off-season and 24 hours from early Ju­
ly through December. In some circumstances, another 24 hours is 
added on to allow the orig inal club to rescind its action (known as a 
recall of a waiver request) and/or the cla iming club to do the same 
(known as withdrawal of a claim). If a player passes through waivers 
unclaimed and is not reca lled by the original club, he becomes a free 
agent. All waivers from July through December are no-recall and no 
withdrawal. Under the Collective Bargaining Agreement, from the be­
ginning of the waiver system each year through the trading deadline 
(October 19, 1993), any veteran who has acquired four years of pen­
sion credit is not subject to the waiver system if the club desires to re­
lease him. After the trading deadline, such players are subject to the 
waiver system. 

ACTIVE LIST: The Active List is the principal status for plzyers par­
cicipating for a club. It consists of all players under contrdct, including 
option, who are eligible for pre-season, regular season, and po<. '.-sea­
son games. Clubs are allowed to open training camp with 80 players 
but thereafter must meet two mandatory roster reductions prior to the 
~~ - -rin opener. Teams will be permitted an active list of 45 players 
ar.a inactive list of eight players for each regular and post-season 
garr. rhus, only 45 players plus an emergency quarterback may suit 
up f01 ich game. Each team may also establish a practice squad of 
up to t; players who are eligible to participate in practice, but remain 
free agents who may sign with any other team in the league. 

RESERVE LIST: The Reserve List is a status for players who, for 
reasons of injury, retirement, military service, or other circumstances, 
are not immediately available for participation with a club. Players on 
Reserv':!/ lnjured are not eligible to practice or return to the Active/ Inac­
tive list in the same season that they are placed on Reserve. 

Players in the category of Reserve/Retired or Reserve/Did Not Report 
may not be reinstated during the period from 30 days before the end 
of the regular season through the post-season. 

TRADES: Unrestricted trading between the AFC and NFC is allowed 
until October 19, 1993 after which trading of player contracts/rights 
wi ll end until February 1, 1994.
