THIS WEEK
The Colonials play the Sacramento Mountain Lions in the second of three consecutive road games for Hartford. It is the second meeting between the teams. The Colonials won the first game, 27-10, at Rentschler Field in East Hartford, CT. Hartford quarterback Josh McCown threw three touchdown passes and the Colonials defense held Sacramento to 201 total yards. Saturday’s rematch will be televised on the VERSUS network at 11 p.m. The game can also be heard on ESPN Radio 1410/WPOP-AM with Jason Page handling play-by-play and Rob Lunn providing analysis.
PREVIOUS WEEK
The Colonials are coming off a 24-21 overtime loss to Las Vegas at Sam Boyd Stadium. It was the first regular season OT game in UFL history. Trailing 21-13, Hartford forced overtime with an 11-play, 69-yard touchdown drive and subsequent two-point conversation with 1:04 left in regulation. The Colonials had a chance to win in overtime, but kicker Taylor Mehlhaff’s 38-yard field goal was wide right. Las Vegas took over and won it on a 53-yard field goal by Steve Hauschka with 17 seconds left in OT.
NEED TO WIN
The Colonials have lost four in a row. To avoid a second straight losing season, Hartford must win its remaining three games. The team went 0-6 last season as the New York Sentinels.

COLONIALS HEAD COACH CHRIS PALMER
Hartford Colonials Head Coach and General Manager Chris Palmer is in his 38th overall season as a football coach and 23rd year in the professional ranks. The UFL is the fourth different professional football league Palmer has been a coach. The other three: NFL (1990-2000, 2002-09), the defunct United State Football League (1984-85) and the Canadian Football League (1983). Palmer was the Quarterbacks Coach for the New York Giants the last three seasons (2007-09) and served in that role for one year (2006) with the Dallas Cowboys. Prior to that he was the Houston Texans Offensive Coordinator (2002-05), Cleveland Browns Head Coach (1999-2000), Jacksonville Jaguars Offensive Coordinator (’97-98), New England Patriots Wide Receivers and Quarterbacks Coach (1993-96), and Houston Oilers Receivers Coach (1990-92).
“QUOTABLE...”
Defensive end Maurice Fountain: “The mindset is just to get better. We’ve dug ourselves a bit of a hole, we still have a chance to finish 4-4. We have three games left in the regular season, we’re just looking forward to Sacramento. We’ve got to take it one week at a time.”
Wide receiver Pat Carter: “I think our mindset going into Sacramento is to take it one game at a time and build on our team. We’ll grow as a team, grow together and play harder. Just work on the little things that help us finish games and help us come over the top and hopefully get us a nice win this week.”

ROSTER MOVES
For  the second straight week, the Colonials made several roster moves. The team signed cornerback David Pittman and two players, linebacker Clint McPeek and defensive tackle Adrian Grady, were activated from the Injured Reserve list. The team released defensive end Julius Williams and offensive lineman Cliff Louis.
