Zaleski, 41, returns to the Knights in 2023 as the team’s pitching 
coach. This will be Zaleski’s fourth season as the Knights’ Pitching 
Coach. He began his coaching career in 2016 as pitching coach for 
Great Falls (Rookie). He later spent 2017 as the pitching coach for 
Kannapolis and the 2018-19 seasons as pitching coach at Winston-
Salem. Before his time as a pitching coach, the Arlington Heights, IL 
native appeared in a total of 316 games as a minor league pitcher 
(2004-14). He spent six of his 11 minor league seasons as a pitcher 
with the Knights from 2009-2014. He is the all-time leader in Knights 
franchise history in games started (74) and he also ranks second in 
franchise history in innings pitched (437.2). 

Matt Zaleski  PITCHING COACH

Justin Jirschele, who played for the Charlotte Knights over parts of 
two seasons (2014-15), enters his seventh season in the Chicago 
White Sox organization and first as manager of the Knights. He 
guided Kannapolis to playoff appearances in each of his two 
seasons as manager.

Seitzer, a native of Overland Park, KS, enters his fifth season with 
the White Sox organization and first with Charlotte in 2023. The 
33-year-old spent the 2022 season with Kannapolis as the team’s 
hitting coach. Previously, he spent one season as the hitting coach at 
Double-A Birmingham (2021) and one season in the same capacity 
at Great Falls (2019). As a player, the University of Oklahoma product 
played eight seasons in the minors from 2011-18 and combined to 
hit .270 (636-for-2359). His final two playing seasons were spent 
in the White Sox organization (2017-18). His father, former All-Star 
Kevin Seitzer, played 12 major league seasons with Kansas City, 
Milwaukee, Cleveland and Oakland.

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Mosquera is in his first season with the Chicago White Sox and 
he began the 2022 campaign as the organization’s catching 
coordinator.

He was signed 
by the White Sox as a free agent on November 10, 2011 and spent 
parts of three seasons with the Knights from 2012-15.

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The Charlotte Knights got off to a solid start and have 
had some major standout performers on the mound 
and at the plate in the month of April. Here’s a look 
at some of the top players through the team’s first 21 
games of the 2023 season.

OFFENSIVE LEADERS:

Zach Remillard
Infielder Zach Remillard picked up where he left off 
last season, being a key table setter for the Knights 
this season. The Coastal Carolina product was leading 
the team in runs scored (15), walks (15), stolen bases 
(six) and was tied for the most doubles (five) over 
Charlotte’s first 21 games of the season. Through 
April 23, Remillard was hitting .302 with three home 
runs and 10 RBI. The former 2016 College World 
Series champion had two masterful performances at 
the plate, the first on April 2 at Truist Field against the

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Memphis Redbirds. Remilllard went 4-4 to win the Sunday 
matchup with a double and two runs scored, including 
the winning run coming in to score in the eighth inning 
on a wild pitch. The other came against the Jacksonville 
Jumbo Shrimp, where Remillard hit two home runs and 
ended the night going 3-5 with four RBI and a double on 
April 11.

Víctor Reyes
Outfielder Víctor Reyes joined the White Sox organization 
this past offseason coming from the Detroit Tigers. 
Reyes has wasted no time in leaving his mark in Uptown, 
being a power bat in the lineup, shining brightly under the 
cityscape. Through April 23, the switch hitter was leading 
the team in batting average (.320), RBI (13) and was tied 
for second with three home runs. He also recorded four 
doubles through the team’s first 21 games, helping be 
a vital cog in the lineup for Charlotte. On April 1, Reyes 
played a crucial role in securing the opening series win, 
where they came through with a 5-4 win. In the game, 
Reyes hit a two-run homer to put the team ahead early 
in the second inning, then added a third RBI later in the 
fourth inning.

PITCHING LEADERS:

Davis Martin
Right-handed pitcher Davis Martin looked sharp over his 
first three starts for the Knights this season. Once again, 
he has been a successful part of the team’s rotation 
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posting a 2.81 ERA in 16.0 innings pitched. Against the 
Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp on April 14 at Truist Field, 
Martin threw six scoreless innings while striking out 
11 batters on 101 pitches while only allowing three hits. 
Charlotte went on to win the game 3-2 in extra innings. 
In that game, Martin had the wipeout slider working 
fanning seven batters on the pitch.

Nick Padilla
Nick Padilla has been a critical arm providing big-time 
relief performances out of the bullpen. Padilla, who 
earned a promotion to the White Sox for the team’s 
doubleheader onWednesday, April 19, returned to 
the Knights and has been solid. Over his first eight 
appearances of the season for the Knights, Padilla 
threw nine strong innings, posting a 2.00 ERA. The right-
handed pitcher went scoreless in seven of nine games 
pitched, not allowing a hit in five of his appearances. He 
has proved to be a valuable arm out of the bullpen for 
the Knights this season.
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For an entire weekend, Truist Field went back in 
time. On April 15 and April 16, the Charlotte Knights 
continued celebrating the legacy of Negro Leagues 
Baseball. Jackie Robinson’s contributions were 
honored on Jackie Robinson Day, April 15. A day 
later, the team welcomed one former Negro Leagues 
player, numerous Negro Leagues ambassadors, 
historians and even a local filmmaker to the ballpark 
to celebrate the history of Negro Leagues Baseball. 
For the first time in the eight years of Negro Leagues 
Baseball Tributes at Truist Field, the Knights took 
the field as the Charlotte Black Hornets. Even more 
special, the Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp donned 
Jacksonville Red Caps uniforms. It was a weekend 
that would have made Eddie G.G. Burton proud.

When the Knights opened Truist Field in 2014, a 
former Negro Leagues player and Charlotte resident 
was eager to tell his story. He was eager to share his

ideas and visions for a yearly celebration of Negro 
Leagues Baseball. On the first Negro Leagues Day 
in Truist Field history on April 15, 2014, Eddie G.G. 
Burton was honored. All Knights players wore #42 
for the game. In the next years, Burton brought 
some of his legendary friends to be honored. In 
2015, the Knights hosted a big celebration. It was 
the start of something special. 

Each year, Ray Banks brings his historic traveling 
museum from Baltimore to tell the story of the 
Negro Leagues. Banks was on hand again this year, 
telling the story of the players and teams that 
made history. His passion to tell the story of Negro 
Leagues Baseball is like no other. Local filmmaker 
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Ashleigh Gilliam, along with some of the actors 
from her film, Toni. Mami. Connie., were also 
on hand to share their thoughts. Michael Webb, 
a local Negro Leagues historian who has been 
a part of the annual tribute event since 2014, 
was also on hand. He threw out the first pitch at 
the first event in 2014 and has been an integral 
part of the event’s success. 
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Over the years, the celebration continued to 
grow. More fans came out to hear the stories. 
More media were on hand to tell the stories. 
More historians, ambassadors and Negro 
Leagues’ supporters came out. Sadly, over the 
years, some of the players the Knights have 
honored have passed away. Even the event’s 
founder, Eddie G.G. Burton left us in 2018. As 
the Knights continue to keep their memories 
alive, the team held a moment of silence on April 
16 for those who have taken part in this special 
event that have sadly passed away – Jimmy 
Bland, Carl “Satch” Forney, Larry LeGrande 
and Eddie G.G. Burton. As the ceremony came 
to a close and Council Member James Mitchell 
read the Proclamation on behalf of the City 
of Charlotte, the Knights announced that

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the Eddie G.G. Burton Memorial Scholarship 
would be established. Burton was passionate 
about sports and athletics, and the Knights are 
passionate to keep his memory and dreams 
alive. 

The Burton family was once again honored. 
Eddie’s wife, Gaile, and son, Keith, were there 
to continue his legacy. A big smile on their face 
as the scholarship was announced. A great way 
to honor a great man. The annual celebration 
could not continue without the support of Gaile, 
who continues to tell the story about Eddie to 
all who will hear. 

All and all, the 8th Annual Negro Leagues 
Tribute Weekend was one for the ages. Seeing 
the current players embrace the legends on 
hand was remarkable. The uniforms. The 
tributes. It truly was a special day.
