“We wanted aname which could be identified with Canada,” 
said Blizzard president Paul Morton, “a name which could 
meet the perception of Canada held by most North 

Americans and Europeans.” 

The name ‘Blizzard’ represents the exciting team Toronto 
will field. 

“It suggests strength and force, which is what fans look for in 
a good soccer team,” said Morton. 

The Blizzard signed a 15-year lease to play in modern 
Exhibition Stadium, on the shores of Lake Ontario. The 
54,472-seat complex is the home of the Canadian Football 

League Toronto Argonauts and the American Baseball 
League Blue Jays. 

“Exhibition Stadium is accessible by car and rapid transit,” 
explained Morton. ‘It has excellent parking facilities and will 

better serve our future suburban fans.” 

Exciting players — including Canadians Brian Budd and 
Peter Roe and International stars Peter Lorimer and Ivair — 

will perform for the '79 Blizzard. 

While the Blizzard plays in the NASL’s toughest division — 
with New York Cosmos, Rochester Lancers and Washington 
Diplomats —head coach Keith Eddy is not conceding a single 
point. : 

The soccer interest in Canada is fantastic. 

Ten Blizzard games — eight away and two home — will be 

carried live on the Global Television Network. Radio station 

CFRB will broadcast nine contests. 

The new owners are most appreciative of the efforts of the 

Croatian community, which kept the nine-year old profes- 
sional team alive the last four seasons; and brought a major 
league championship to this country in 1976.

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Exhibition Stadium 
  

Exhibition Stadium, where the Blizzard roars, is a famous 
Toronto landmark. 

In 1948 the Grandstand at the Canadian National Exhibition 

was rebuilt, after a fire, with a seating capacity of 20,679. 

In 1959 the addition of temporary bleachers on the south side 
of the Grandstand track added 12,135 more seats for use at 
home games of the Toronto Argonauts, the city’s Canadian 
Football League team — and other sports events. 

In 1974 Metropolitan Council decided to expand the 
Exhibition Grandstand into a full stadium complex. 

In preparation for the eventual big league baseball team (the 
Toronto Blue Jays arrived in 1977), the existing south 
bleachers were demolished and replaced with a new south 
and west stadium as well as a new artificially-turfed playing 
field at a cost of $17,805,000. 

Seating capacity was increased to over 54,000. 

In April 1978, the wooden seating of the north grandstand 
was replaced with individual plastic chairs, new handrails 
were installed, and the concrete seat deck repaired and 
cleaned.

e Most of the infield, including pitchers mound, home 

plate, and first base, is located outside of the soccer field 
area, allowing for permanentinstallation.

e 20 light standards, each 180 feet high, providing 250 
foot-candles of illumination on the field. 

e The $2 million electronic scoreboard, 41 feet high and 
131 feet long, presents a full range of videotape replays 
and programming, computerized images and anima- 
tions, and game-in progress information.

At 40, Paul Morton is a gifted administrator. 

He has run a chain of movie theatres, a professional football 

team, and now, a television network. 

The Blizzard president has pledged to implement an 

ambitious marketing and advertising program. Globai 

Communications Ltd., which Morton heads, will provide 

unprecedented soccer exposure. Global will televise 10 

Blizzard games during the 1979 regular season. 

“Soccer has an excellent future,” he predicts. “And we in 

Toronto wish to be an integral part of it.” 

Israel Asper, chairman of the board of Global Communica- 

tions Ltd., is equally enthusiastic. Asper is one of the 

foremost tax lawyers in Canada and the former leader of the 

Liberal Party of Manitoba. 

Born in Winnipeg, Morton graduated from law school at the 

University of Manitoba in 1962. 

He formed Odeon-Morton Theatres Ltd., with two movie 

outlets. His expansion program increased the number to 13. 

In 1970 he was appointed vice-president of the Winnipeg 

Blue Bombers of the Canadian Football League. Morton was 

president during 1974 and 1975, seasons in which the 

‘Bombers’ were a competitive and financial success. He was 

also chairman of the league radio and television committee. 

Morton moved East to assume the presidency of Global in 

1977. Televison in Toronto is a tough business — 16 English 

language stations can be picked up in the metropolitan area. 

“New York City isn't even a close second,” says Morton. 

If his track recordis any indication, Paul Morton will make the 

Blizzard howl in Toronto for many seasons to come.

Seymour Epstein is a media mogul. 

He is a director of more than 20 companies, and chairman of 
the board of Prosoccer Limited, which owns the Blizzard. 

“Soccer is the coming game,’ he says. “I'm looking forward 
to our involvement.” 

Born in Montreal, Epstein received a Bachelor of Engineer- 

ing degree from McGill University in 1962. He joined RCA 
Limited as an engineer, working in all phases of broadcast 
communications, until 1969. 

In 1972 Imagineering Limited, the company he started two 
years earlier, became the technical consultant and im- 
plementor for the Global Television Network. 

Epstein, who has a strong financial background, was 
instrumental in acquiring control, with his partners, of Global 
Communications Ltd. in 1974. Now, at 39, he is chairman of 

the executive committee and a member of the board of 
directors. He is also a member of the executive committee 

and director of CanWest Broadcasting Company Limited. 

Epstein is a member of the executive committee and the 

board of Universal Subscription Television Inc. of San 
Francisco. This company is already operating over-the-air 
pay-tv systems in Boston, Baltimore and New Orleans, with 
several other markets — including New York, Sacramento 
and Minnesota—not far behind. 

He is chairman of the board of Tee Vee Records, Inc., a 
major television supported record company in North 
America. 

In 1977, Epstein formed CantTel, Inc., a Michigan corpora- 
tion, which, along with others acquired a major independent 
station, WTTV Channel 4, in Indianapolis. He is chairman of 
the executive committee and a director of Teleco Inc., its 
parent company.

Born and educated in Edinburgh, Norman Sutherland 

arrived in the United States in 1961 as a member of the 

British Embassy Staff in Washington. In 1963, he formed the 

Washington Darts. He was 22 years old. 

As manager-coach, Sutherland led the Darts (who were 

ranked third among amateur clubs in the U.S.) to the 

Washington, D.C. and Maryland championships in 1966. 

Named the Darts’ president a year later, he entered 

Washington in the American Soccer League. The club 

finished second, with Sutherland acting as coach and 

general manager. 

The Darts won consecutive ASL titles in 1968 and 1969 

under general manager Sutherland. It was during this period 

that he served on the selection, promotion and fund-raising 

committees of the United States Soccer/Football Associa- 

tion (USSFA). 

In 1970 Washington joined the North American Soccer 

League, reached the NASL finals, and later won the NASL 

International Cup; an honour presented to the club with the 

best record against foreign opponents. 

Sutherland and the Darts moved to Miami in 1971, and were 

renamed the Toros a season later. In 1973 Sutherland 

moved to Denver as vice-president and general manager of 

the NASL Dynamos through March, 1975. 

He owned and operated a private, Miami-based business, 

before returning to soccer with the Blizzard.

Keith Eddy, the former English international star who 
captained New York Cosmos, is a natural leader. 

Born in Barrow-In-Furness, England, Eddy turned profes- 
sional at 17 with his hometown club. Within two years he 
was captain, an honour he was to relinquish for only three 

games during the remainder of his career. 

The Blizzard head coach is only 34. 

“The potential for soccer in Toronto is absolutely unlimited,” 
says Eddy. “When | played in New York, the Cosmos players 
often talked about this city as a future soccer hotbed. Nowit’s 

happening!” 

After five solid seasons with Watford, near London, the cool 
sweeper joined Sheffield United of the English First Division 

in 1971. 

“| was fortunate enough to be a member of the 1974 club, the 
most successful in modern times,” recalls Eddy. “To finish 

fourth in the first division was quite a feat.” 

He represented England 22 times in international exhibition 
play. 

Transferred to the Cosmos prior to the 1976 campaign, Eddy 

was named New York captain, voted to the NASL all-star first 

team with fellow Cosmos Pele, Giorgio Chinaglia and 
Ramon Misslin, and played for Team America against Italy, 

England and Brazil in Bicentennial Cup competition. 

Eddy also set an individual offensive league record by 
scoring eight goals on penalty kicks in 1976. He was 

eight-for-eight. 

A painful, recurring groin injury ended his playing days early 
in the 1977 season. Yet Eddy relishes the challenge of anew 
career in Toronto. 

“| want to blend strong midfield play with goal-producing 

penetration,’ he says.

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NASL History 
  

The North American Soccer League begins the 1979 season with 
anticipation of continued growth in prominence and popularity as one of 
North America’s major sports. The basis for this optimism stems from the 
ongoing enthusiastic support shown by the fans, the media and the 
business communities — total attendance has risen annually, the League 
has a network television contract with ABC, and marketing and business 
concerns are taking part in the biggest soccer explosion North America has 
ever seen. 

In recent years, skyrocketing attendance figures bear this growth out as 
over 5.3 million fans watched NASL games in 1978, a healthy 47% increase 
over 1977's total. This figure includes the record Soccer Bowl-78 crowd of 
74,901 who watched the New York Cosmos defeat the Tampa Bay Rowdies 
3-1 to become the first team in NASL history to win consecutive League 
Championships. 

The expanded 24-team League was arranged in a new conference 
alignment for 1978, which created important regional and national rivalries. 
The playoff format was revised, and as a result every game during the 
regular season had a bearing on the playoff picture. 

During the off-season major corporate involvement in the soccer boom was 
prominent with the purchase of the Washington Diplomats by Madison 
Square Garden and the acquisition by Global Television Network of the 
Toronto franchise. They join Warner Communications and Lipton Tea as 
corporate owners of NASL clubs, the Cosmos and Tea Men respectively. 

The success that soccer now enjoys in North America is what the United 
Soccer Association and the National Professional Soccer League had in 
mind when they introduced soccer here in 1967. These two competing 
leagues used different philosophies to achieve a common goal. The USA 
imported entire teams to represent their 12 franchise cities and the NPSL 
relied on recruiting domestic and foreign players for their 12 teams. 
However, the professional sports world then proved too small for two 
competing leagues and a merger in 1968 created the North American 
Soccer League. 

The NASL had 17 clubs that season in a two conference structure, the 
winners of each conference title meeting for the championship. The Atlanta 
Chiefs bested the San Diego Toros in the two-game, total goal series by 
scores of 0-0 and 3-0, becoming the first NASL champions. 

A partial collapse of the League after the 1968 season nearly meant the 
demise of the NASL. Atlanta, Baltimore, Dallas, Kansas City and St. Louis 
remained to play a 16 game schedule, however, in 1969 the Kansas City 
Spurs edged the Atlanta Chiefs by one point in the final standings to capture 
the League crown and ruin the Chiefs’ bid to repeat as champions. 

Two new entries in the NASL were the Rochester Lancers and the 
Washington Darts, while the Baltimore Bays left the League, bringing the 
number of teams to play the 1970 season up to six. It was these two new 
franchises that played for the championship, Rochester winning the two 
game set 4-3 on aggregate goals scored. 

The Dallas Tornado fashioned the NASL's first Cinderella story as this 
previously unsuccessful team marched through the playoffs, beating the 
defending Champion Rochester Lancers and disposing of the Atlanta 
Chiefs for the 1971 NASL title. Along the way, the Ron Newman-coached 
Tornado played three overtime games, including a 2-1 win in the longest 
playoff game in NASL history, 176 minutes against the Lancers. The 1971 
season also saw the arrival of three new teams and the departure of one: 
the Kansas City team dropped out while the Montreal Olympics, the New 
York Cosmos and the Toronto Metros came into existence. 

The League remained with eight members in 1972, with one franchise shift 
as the Washington Darts moved to Miami. The New York Cosmos and St. 
Louis Stars won their respective division titles, and after a single elimination 
semi-final game they played for the Championship. Joe Jelinek’s goal from 
the penalty spot at 86:00 was the margin of victory as the Cosmos became 
the fifth team in as many years to wear the NASL crown. 
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NASL History (Continued) 

The 1973 season was an important one in the North Americanization of the 
NASL. The leading scorer was Kyle Rote, who collected 30 points playing 
for his hometown Dallas Tornado team. The expansion Philadelphia Atoms 
surprised the League when they emerged as champions. Sporting a line-up 
dominated by Americans, coach Al Miller's Atoms swept through the 
playoffs unscored upon. 

The expansion to the West coast for the 1974 season gave the League a 
true North American image in areas that proved to be fast-growing hotbeds 
for soccer. The additions were in Denver, Los Angeles, San Jose, Seattle 
and Vancouver. In the East, Baltimore and Boston brought the number of 
NASL teams to fifteen. Attendance surpassed the million mark, including 
the 15,507 who were on hand at the Orange Bowl for the championship 
game between the Miami Toros and the Los Angeles Aztecs. The expansion 
Aztecs won the game in a penalty kick tiebreaker after tying the contest in 
the final three minutes. 

The 1975 expansion was in three dimensions: the Chicago, Hartford, 
Portland, San Antonio and Tampa Bay franchises were established, NASL 
Marketing, Inc. was formed and an indoor season was played as an 
experiment. The indoor schedule lasted from January to mid-March with the 
San Jose Earthquakes winning the title 8-5 over the Tampa Bay Rowdies. In 
the outdoor season, those same Rowdies played for the championship in 
Soccer Bowl-75. The Portland Timbers provided the opposition and the 
Rowdies were 2-0 winners, becoming the fourth expansion team to win the 
NASL's top honour. 

Besides the expansion at the playing and business ends of the League, the 
1975 season's most significant addition was the signing by the New York 
Cosmos of Pele. The Brazilian superstar gave soccer a needed respect and 
credibility in North America, setting attendance records wherever he 
played. 

In 1976, other stars joined Pele in the NASL: Bobby Moore, Rodney 
Marsh, George Best, and Giorgio Chinaglia. The fans responded by com- 
ing to the games in bigger numbers as the League average rose to 10,000. 

Two teams found new homes for the 1976 season. The Denver team moved 
and became the successful Minnesota Kicks, and Baltimore went West as 
the San Diego Jaws. 

There was an indoor season again, and the Tampa Bay Rowdies won the 
title over the Rochester Lancers. Soccer BowI-76 was played by the Atlantic 
Conference Champion Toronto Metros and the Pacific Conference 
Champion Minnesota Kicks, Toronto winning, 3-0. 

The NASL was an 18-team League in 1977 with the departure of 
Philadelphia and Boston, and three teams were relocated: Miami to Ft. 

Lauderdale, San Diego to Las Vegas and San Antonio to Hawaii. Pele’s last 
competitive season was 1977, and for the Cosmos and the League it was a 
memorable one. The Cosmos won the NASL Championship over the young 
and talented Seattle Sounders, and the sport enjoyed a national 
prominence not before seen. Attendance records were set all over the 

League, young, homegrown players like Jim McAlister and Glenn Myernick 
came into the spotlight, and Franz Beckenbauer and Carlos Alberto arrived 
to make their contribution to a sport that finally had a foothold in North 
America. 

On the heels of the successful 1977 season, the NASL forged ahead with a 
large expansion plan, making the League North America’s third biggest. 
New franchises were awarded in Colorado, Detroit, Houston, Memphis, 
New England and Philadelphia, four teams moved to new sites in Anaheim, 
Oakland, San Diego and Tulsa. 

Traditionally, expansion teams do well in the NASL, and 1978 was no 
exception as Detroit and New England came in first in their respective 
divisions. San Diego captured the other top spot in the American 
Conference, and Minnesota, New York and Vancouver were division titlists 
in the National Conference. At playoff time, however, it was the Tampa Bay 
Rowdies and the New York Cosmos emerging as Conference Champions to 
do battle in Soccer Bowl-78. The Cosmos won the NASL crown for the third 
time in seven years, their triumph sparked by two goals by Dennis Tueart. 

The upward trend in attendance over the last seven years continued as the 
League average rose to over 14,000, and of the top ten NASL attendances 
of all time, six were established in 1978. 

For 1979, the Atlanta Chiefs rejoin the NASL (moved from Colorado) and a 
third Canadian franchise has been added in Edmonton (moved from 
Oakland). Business and commercial involvement is at a new high, and 
overall the League looks forward with enthusiasm for continued growth and 
stability for the coming season, the NASL’s thirteenth in existence.

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Condensed Rules of Soccer 

Maximum 130 Yards Minimum 100 Yards 
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Rule 1—The Field of Play. (Diagram above). 

Rule 2 — The Ball (NASL approved Ball — Adidas) circumference 
27"-28", weight 14 0z.-16 oz. 

Rule 3— Number of Players. Each team consists of 11 players, one 
of whom must be the goalkeeper. A maximum of three 
substitutes may be used. 

Rule 4 — Player Equipment. Consists of a shirt, shorts, stockings 
and shoes. Goalkeeper must wear colors which distinguish him 
from the other players. 

Rule 5 — Referees. One referee is appointed for each match. He is 
responsible for control of the game and his decisions are final. 

Rule 6 — Linesmen. Two linesmen assist the referee by indicating 
offside, when the ball is out of play, and which team is entitled to the 
corner kick or thrown in. 

Rule 7 — Duration of the Game. Shall be two equal periods of 45 
minutes unless otherwise agreed upon. 

Note: See NASL Tiebreaker Procedure 

Rule 8 — The Start of Play. A flip of coin decides which team will kick 
off. Each team must stay on its own half of the field and the 
defending players must be at least 10 yards from the ball until it is 
kicked. 

After the goal the team scored upon will kick off. After halftime the 
teams change ends and the kickoff will be taken by the opposite 

team to that which started the game. A goal cannot be scored 
directly from a kickoff. 

Rule 9—Ball In and Out of Play. The ball is out of play when (a) it has 
wholly crossed the goal line or touchline, whether on the ground or 
in the air, or (b) when the game has been stopped by the referee. 

Rule 10— Method of Scoring. A goal is scored when the whole of the 
ball has passed over the goal line, between the goal posts and 
under the cross bar. 

Rule 11—Offside. A player is offside if he is nearer his opponents’ goal 
line than the ball at the moment the ball is played unless, (a) he is in 

his own half of the field of play, (b) there are two of his opponents 
nearer to their own goal line than he is, (c) the ball last touched an 

opponent or was last played by him or (d) he receives the ball 
directly from a goal kick, a corner kick, a throw-in, or when it was 
dropped by the referee. 

Note: This is the Traditional Rule. However, in 1973 the NASL 
introduced a “Blue Line” concept with a line drawn the width of the field 

35 yards from each goal (see diagram). Under the new rule an 
attacking player is not offside until he is within 35 yards of his 
opponents’ goal rather than midfield, as under the Traditional Rule.

Rule 12 —Fouls and Misconduct. A player who intentionally attempts 
to or actually: (a) kicks, (b) trips, (c) jumps at, (d) charges violently, 

(e) charges from behind, (f) strikes, (g) holds or (h) pushes an 

opponent, or (i) intentionally handles the ball shall be penalized by 
a direct free kick. Any one of these nine offenses committed in the 
penalty area by a defender will result in a penalty kick awarded the 

offensive team. 

A player committing less flagrant violations such as offside, 
dangerous plays, obstruction or ungentlemanly conduct will be 
penalized by an indirect free kick. 

Rule 13—Free Kicks. Are classified into two categories: “Direct” (from 
which a goal can be scored directly against the offending side) and 
“Indirect” (from which a goal cannot be scored unless the ball has 
been touched by a player other than the kicker before entering the 
goal). 

For all free kicks the offending team must be at least 10 yards from 
the ball until it is kicked. 

Rule 14— Penalty Kick. A direct free kick taken at the penalty mark. All 
players except the player taking the kick and the goalkeeper must 
stay outside the penalty area and at least 10 yards from the ball 

(hence the arc at edge of penalty area). 

Rule 15—Throw In. When the ball has wholly crossed the touchline it is 
put back into play by a throw in from the spot where it went out and 
by a player from the opposite team that last touched it. A goal 
cannot be scored directly from a throw in. 

Rule 16 — Goal Kick. When the ball has wholly crossed the goal line 
after being last touched by a player from the attacking team, it is 

put back into play by a kick from the goal area by the defending 
team. 

Rule 17—Corner Kick. When the ball has wholly crossed the goal line 
after being last touched by a player from the defending team, it is 

put back into play by a kick from the corner on the side the ball went 

out by the attacking team. 
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Glossary of Soccer Terms 
Center — to pass the ball from a wide position on the field into the 
penalty area. 

Charging — pushing the opponent off balance legally by shoulder to 
shoulder contact. 

Clear—a throw or kick by the goalkeeper or a kick by the defender in 
an attempt to get the ball away from the goal area. 

Cross —same type of pass as center. 

Defender —primarily a defensive player who assists the goalkeeper 

in protecting the goal. 

Dribble —a way of advancing the ball past defenders by a series of 
short taps with one or both feet. 

Forward — primarily an attacking player whose responsibility is to 
create and score goals. 

Goalkeeper — the last line of defense. The only player who can use 
his hands within the field of play. He is limited to using his hands only 
within the penalty area. 

Half-Volley — kicking the ball just as it is rebounding off the ground. 

Hands — illegal act of intentionally touching the ball with the hands 
or arms. 

Heading — a method of scoring, passing and controlling the ball by 
making contact with the head. 

Linkman-— another name for midfielder. 

Lob — a high, soft kick taken on the volley, lifting the ball over the 
heads of the opponents. 

Marking — guarding an opponent. 

Midfielder —both an offensive and defensive player who is primarily 

responsible for linking the forwards and defenders. 

Obstructing — preventing the opponent from going around a player 
by standing in his path. 

Overlap — the attacking play of a defender going down the touchline 
past his own winger. 

Pitch — another name for the field of play. 

Save — the goalkeeper stopping an attempted goal by catching or 

deflecting the ball away from the goal. 

Screen — retaining possession and protecting the ball by keeping 
your body between the ball and opponent. 

Shootout — the tie-breaking procedure used in NASL games when 
teams are tied after playing two sudden death overtime periods. 
Teams take five alternating shootout attempts at opposing 
goalkeepers in a one-on-one situation. 

Sliding Tackle — attempting to take the ball away from the opponent 
by sliding on the ground. 

Striker — a central forward position in the team with a major 
responsibility for scoring goals. 

Sweeper — a defender who roams either in front of or behind the 

defender line to pick up stray passes. 

Tackling — attempting to or taking the ball away from an opponent 

when both players are playing the ball with their feet. 

Trap — controlling a ball passed close to the player by means of the 
feet, thighs or chest. 
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Volley — kicking the ball while it is in flight. 

Wall Pass — a pass to a teammate followed by a first time return 
pass on the other side of the opponent (give and go). 

Wing — an area of the field near the touchline. 

Winger —name given to the right and left outside forwards. 

4-3-3 — the player formation most used today (a goalkeeper, four 

defenders, three midfielders, three forwards). 

4-2-4 — most used alternative formation to trie 4-3-3 (a goalkeeper, 

four defenders, two midfielders and four forwards). 

NASL Tie Breaker Procedure/ 

The Shootout 

NASL games which are tied at the end of regulation play will be 
extended by 15 minutes of “sudden death’ overtime (two 

7'/2-minute periods). A flip of the coin will decide which team will kick 

off. The first team to score a goal, either from the field or by a penalty 
kick, wins the game. 

If the game remains tied at the end of the second overtime period, 
the outcome will be decided by The Shootout which involves players 
on each team challenging the opposing goalkeeper in a one-on-one 
situation. 

The visiting team will kick first and each team will take five chances 
in alternate order. Attacking players will start with the ball on the 
35-yard line and must take their shot within five seconds. 

Goalkeepers have no movement restrictions within the five-second 
period in accordance with normal rules of play. 

The kicks shall be ended when one team has achieved an 
insurmountable advantage, such as scoring on its first three kicks 
while their opponents miss their first three. 

If the teams remain tied after the prescribed five attempts, they shall 

continue to take alternate kicks until one has scored more than the 
other after an equal number of attempts. Only players in the game at 

the end of the overtime period shall be eligible to take such kicks. 
Goalkeepers shall not take kicks. No player may take a second kick 

until all other eligible members of his team have done so, at which 
time they shall continue in any order the team may wish, i.e., they do 
not have to kick in the same rotation.
