X The Baltimore Ravens will play at the Washington Football Team
to close out preseason play on Aug. 28 (6 p.m. kickoff). Baltimore
has won 19 straight preseason games (streak dates back to 2016),
tying the Green Bay Packers (1959-62) for the most consecutive
preseason victories in NFL history.

X Ina20-3 road win at Carolina last week (Aug.21), QB Tyler Huntley
completed 24-of-34 passes for 187 yards, while Baltimore's offense
tallied 167 rushing yards. The Ravens outgained the Panthers in
total yards (354-189), with Baltimore's defense holding Carolina to
just 18 yards and zero points in the second half. TE Josh Oliver
posted a game-high 7 catches for 50 yards, while rookie free agent
RB Nate McCrary had 64 rushing yards and 1 TD on 15 carries.

X In 2020, the Ravens earned their third-straight playoff berth — and
ninth overall under head coach John Harbaugh — with an 11-5
record. Baltimore advanced to the Divisional Round of the playoffs
for the eighth time during Coach Harbaugh’s 13 years at the helm.

X In 2020, Baltimore won six-straight games — including a 20-13
Wild Card battle at No. 4 Tennessee — before falling, 17-3, in the
Divisional Round at No. 2 Buffalo to close out the season.

X The Ravens scored the NFL's seventh-most points (29.3) in 2020 and
allowed the NFLs second-fewest points (18.9). Baltimore produced
a league-high 25 FFs, while the offense finished with the NFL's No. 1
rushing attack (191.9 ypg) for the second-straight season.

John Harbaugh has led the Ravens to a playoff berth in nine
(2008-12, 2014 & 2018-20) of his 13 seasons, and in 2012,
captured the franchise’s second Super Bowl title. In 2019,
Coach Harbaugh became the first Ravens coach ever to win
Associated Press NFL Coach of the Year Award.

Here are several more Harbaugh quick hits:

X Harbaugh owns the most road playoff wins (eight) by a HC in
NFL history. Tom Landry (Dal.) and Tom Coughlin (Jax./NYG) are
second with seven each.
