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  BALTIMORE RAVENS GAME RELEASE

✗ It's a primetime battle when the Baltimore Ravens (4-3) take on 
the Tampa Bay Buccaneers (3-4) from Raymond James Stadium on 
Amazon Prime's Thursday Night Football (8:15 p.m. ET kickoff). Under 
head coach John Harbaugh, the Ravens are 33-16 in primetime 
matchups, producing the NFL's second-best such winning percentage 
(.673) since his 2008 Baltimore arrival (second only to Seattle's .698 
mark). Included in this total is an 8-4 record in Thursday night games. 
✗ Along with Cincinnati (also 4-3), Baltimore sits atop the AFC North 
standings, but does hold a head-to-head tiebreaker over the Bengals 
after securing a Week 5 victory at home. The Buccaneers, who have 
dropped two straight games, are tied for first with Atlanta in the NFC 
South, but do own a head-to-head tiebreaker after upending the 
Falcons, 21-15, in Week 5. 
✗ Under Coach Harbaugh, the Ravens are 3-0 against Tampa Bay, last 
winning a 20-12 battle at M&T Bank Stadium during the 2018 season. 
Overall in franchise history, the Ravens are 4-2 vs. the Buccaneers, 
including 2-1 on the road. Baltimore last played at Tampa in 2014, 
when the Ravens won 48-17. 
✗ In last Sunday's 23-20 home victory over Cleveland, LB Malik 
Harrison blocked a 60-yard Cleveland FGA with 2:09 remaining in 
the game to help secure a Baltimore win. The Ravens racked up 160 
rushing yards on the day, led by RB Gus Edwards (16 for 66), who 
scored 2 TDs in his first game action since 2020 after a serious knee 
injury held him out of the 2021 campaign. QB Lamar Jackson added 59 
rushing yards, while the defense tallied a season-high 5 sacks (OLB 
Justin Houston – 2, DE Calais Campbell, S Kyle Hamilton and ILB 
Patrick Queen). Queen registered a game-high 11 tackles, including 
3 of the Ravens' 8 overall TFL. 

COACH HARBAUGH ON QB LAMAR JACKSON:
“There’s nobody like Lamar. There are great quarterbacks, and you 
can’t take away anything from some of the great quarterbacks in this 
league, and he is in that group. I’ll take him over everybody. He’s ours; 
we love Lamar. I know Ravens fans feel the same way. Our players 
love him, our organization loves him, and everyone loves him for that 
reason. He does it his way, and he just wants to win. That’s what he 
cares about, and that’s why the guys respect him so much.”

S Marcus Williams (wrist) was injured in Week 5 and will miss 
significant time while on IR, as will RB J.K. Dobbins (knee), who 
was placed on IR on Oct. 21.

In a magnificent effort showcas-
ing thrilling performances by their 
defense, offense and special teams 
units, the Baltimore Ravens won 
Super Bowl XXXV with a 34-7 vic-
tory over the New York Giants. Al-
lowing the Giants a meager 152 
total net yards, New York’s attack 
crossed midfield just twice, while 
Baltimore’s “D” posted 4 INTs. LB

John Harbaugh has led the Ravens to a playoff berth in nine 
(2008-12, 2014 & 2018-20) of his 14 full seasons, and in 2012, 
captured the franchise’s second Super Bowl title. In 2019, 
Coach Harbaugh became the first Ravens coach ever to win 
Associated Press NFL Coach of the Year Award.

✗ Harbaugh owns the most road playoff wins (eight) by a HC in 
NFL history. Tom Landry (Dal.) and Tom Coughlin (Jax./NYG) are 
second with seven each. 

✗ Under Harbaugh, Baltimore is one of six teams (NE, GB, KC, 
Pit. & Sea.) to earn a playoff berth in at least nine of the past 14 
full seasons. Baltimore is also one of 10 teams (KC, Buf., GB, 
LAR, NE, NO, Phi. Sea. & Ten.) to make the playoffs in at least 
three of the past four seasons (2018-21).

✗ In 2019, the Ravens posted a franchise-best 14-2 record. 
Baltimore won a team-record 12 straight games to close out the 
regular season, earning its first-ever No. 1 playoff seed.

✗ Coach Harbaugh has led the Ravens to four AFC North 
Division titles (2011-12, 2018-19).

✗ The Ravens’ 11 playoff wins since 2008 tie (GB) for the second 
most in the NFL (New England - 16).

✗ Under “Harbs,” the Ravens have secured an appearance in 
three AFC Championship games (2008, 2011 & 2012).

✗ “Harbs” is the only head coach in NFL history to win a playoff 
game in each of his first four and five seasons.

✗ John and his brother, Jim (formerly of the 49ers), are the only 
head coaches to advance to three conference title games in the 
first five years as NFL bosses.

• Seven Ravens have earned 14 combined Pro Bowl honors 
during the John Harbaugh Era (since 2008): ST Brendon 
Ayanbadejo (2008), K Billy Cundiff (2010), RS Devin Duvernay 
(2021), RS Jacoby Jones (2012), K Justin Tucker (2013, 2016 
& 2019-21), LS Morgan Cox (2015, 2016 & 2019-20) and P 
Sam Koch (2015).

• Five-time Pro Bowl K Justin Tucker, who the Ravens signed 
as a rookie free agent, owns the NFL’s most FGs (340) since 
entering the NFL in 2012. With a 91.2% career success mark, 
“Tuck” is the most accurate kicker in league history (340-of-373 
on FGAs). Earning his first Pro Bowl nod in 2015, now-retired P 
Sam Koch’s 46.7 gross avg. ranked No. 9 in the NFL that season, 
while his 42.9 net avg. was No. 2. In 2017, Koch led the NFL in 
both punts inside the 10 (16) and the 20 (a franchise-record 40).

• Dating back to 2011, six different Ravens have returned 
punts for touchdowns: WR Michael Campanaro, WR Kaelin 
Clay, WR Tandon Doss, CB Cyrus Jones, WR Jacoby Jones 
and DB Lardarius Webb. 

•  In Week 2 vs. Miami, WR Devin Duvernay registered a 103-
yard KOR-TD to open the game, marking the league’s first 
KOR-TD of the 2022 season and the second (93 yards on 
9/28/20 vs. KC) of Duvernay’s career.

✗ Baltimore is 41-15 with QB Lamar Jackson as its regular 
season starter. Since his first NFL start (Week 11 of 2018), 
his 41 wins rank fifth most among all NFL QBs. 

✗ Jackson is the only QB in NFL history to record multiple 
career games (four) with at least 3 TD passes and 100 
rushing yards: 2022 at NE, 2022 vs. Mia., 2021 vs. Min. & 2019 
at Cle. Six other QBs have accomplished the feat just once.

✗ On 9/25/22 at NE, Jackson became the third player in 
NFL history to record 4 TD passes and rush for 100 yards 
in a single game, joining Cam Newton (2015) and Randall 
Cunningham (1990). He also became the first player to throw 
3+ TD passes and rush for 100 yards in back-to-back games.

✗ In 2021, Jackson recorded at least 200 passing yards and 
50 rushing yards in seven games, tying Randall Cunningham 
(1990) and Jackson's own 2019 campaign for the most such 
performances in NFL single-season history.

✗ In 2020, Jackson (1,005) became the first QB in NFL history 
to surpass the 1,000-yard rushing milestone in multiple 
seasons, also doing so in 2019 (1,206).

✗ Jackson (2019-20), Josh Allen (2020-21) and Deshaun 
Watson (2018-19) are the only QBs with at least 25 TD passes 
and 5 rushing TDs in consecutive seasons in NFL history.

✗ In 2019, Jackson became the only QB in NFL history to 
produce at least 3,000 passing yards and 1,000 rushing 
yards in a season. (He had 3,127 passing & 1,206 rushing.)

✗ Jackson was responsible for an NFL-best 43 total TDs  
(36 passing & 7 rushing) in 2019. His 36 TD passes led the 
NFL and are the most in franchise single-season history. 

✗ Jackson rushed for 1,206 yards in 2019, marking the most 
by a quarterback in NFL single-season history.

✗ Jackson produced the NFL single-season record for most 
100-yard rushing games (5 in 2019) by a quarterback.

✗ Jackson (36/7) also became the third QB in NFL history 
with at least 35 passing TDs & 7 rushing TDs. Steve Young 
(1994), Cam Newton (2015) and Josh Allen (2020) have also 
accomplished this feat.

✗ Jackson posted two perfect passer ratings in 2019 (at 
Cin. & Mia.), making him one of two QBs in NFL history (Ben 
Roethlisberger, 2007) to attain the 158.3 mark twice in a season.

✗ In Weeks 11 (vs. Hou.) and 12 (at LAR) of 2019, Jackson 
became the first NFL player ever to throw at least 4 passing 
TDs and have at least 50 rush yards in back-to-back games.

✗ In 2019’s Week 6 victory over Cincinnati, Jackson became 
the first player ever to pass for 200 yards (236) and rush for 
150 yards (152) in a regular season game. (Colin Kaepernick 
also accomplished this feat in a 2013 playoff game.)

✗ In the 2019 Divisional Playoff vs. Tennessee, Jackson 
became the first player in NFL history with at least 350 
passing yards (365) and 100 rushing yards (143) in any game.

TD in franchise history (9/18/22 vs. Mia.) and is one of two 
players with multiple KOR-TDs in a Ravens’ career (also WR 
Jacoby Jones, 4).

(Todd Heap – 9), Andrews also surpassed WR Torrey Smith for the second-
most TD receptions (31) in team history (Heap – 41).

CB Marcus Peters, who posted 2 takeaways (1 INT & 1 FR), has 41 total
takeaways (32 INTs), which are both good for the NFL’s most since entering
the league in 2015.

With 1 INT, CB Marlon Humphrey (10 INTs) became the third Raven in
franchise  history  to  register  double-digit  INTs  and  double-digit  FFs  (12)
throughout a career. In doing so, he joined Hall of Famers LB Ray Lewis (31
INTs & 19 FFs) and S Ed Reed (61 INTs & 11 FFs) as the only Ravens to
accomplish that feat.

GAME HIGHLIGHTS
LB Malik Harrison blocked a 60-yard Cleveland FGA with 2:09 remaining in
the game to help preserve Baltimore’s 23-20 lead. It marked Harrison’s first-
career block and the Ravens’ 17th overall dating back to the 2014 season,
marking the NFL’s fifth most during that span.

OLB Justin Houston registered a season-high 2 sacks on consecutive plays
in the second quarter,  including a strip-sack that stalled a late Cleveland
drive. He’s the fourth NFL defender this season (Maxx Crosby, Myles Garrett
& Khalil Mack) and first Raven since OLB Matthew Judon (11/25/18 vs. LV) to
notch a sack on back-to-back defensive plays.

Playing in his first regular season game since 2020 (1/3/21 at Cin.), RB Gus
Edwards produced 16 rushes for 66 yards and 2 TDs, marking his second-
career (also 12/14/20 at Cle.) multi-TD outing.

With  his  105th  multi-FG  outing,  K Justin  Tucker  surpassed  K  Stephen
Gostkowski for the most such performances through the first 11 seasons of an
NFL  career.  Tucker  connected  on  the  53rd  50+  yard  FG  of  his  career,
surpassing Jason Hanson (52) for the third-most makes from 50+ yards in NFL
history. He now trails only Matt Prater (66) and Sebastian Janikowski (58).
