X Baltimore is 8-4 for the sixth time in franchise history (also 2021,
2010, 2008, 2001 & 2000), with 2021 being the lone season the Ravens
didn't earn a postseason berth.

X In the all-time Baltimore-Pittsburgh series, the Steelers lead the
regular season count, 29-23, also going 3-1 in the playoffs. Under
head coach John Harbaugh, Baltimore is 14-17 (including playoffs)
against Pittsburgh, including 7-10 in Pittsburgh.

X The Ravens aim to end a four-game skid against the Steelers, with
those defeats coming by a combined 13 points (4 & 5 points in 2020;
1 & 3 points in 2021).

X Since his 2008 Baltimore arrival, Coach Harbaugh's Ravens own
the NFL's fourth-most total wins (156, including playoffs). Pittsburgh
ranks third in the league during this span, posting 157 total victories.

X The Ravens earned a hard-fought 10-9 victory last Sunday over
the visiting Broncos, when backup QB Tyler Huntley led a 16-play,
91-yard game-winning drive that was capped by his 2-yard TD run
with 28 seconds remaining. Filling in for injured starter QB Lamar
Jackson (knee), Huntley completed 27-0f-32 passes for 187 yards,
while adding a team-high 41 rushing yards on 10 carries, including
the game-tying TD burst that led to K Justin Tucker's go-ahead PAT.
Baltimore's defense was stout, limiting Denver to 272 yards and 2-of-
12 (16.7%) on third down.

X Jackson hasled the NFLin yards per reception four times in
his career: 2018 (18.9), 2016 (17.9), 2014 (20.9) and 2010 (22.5).

X Jackson produced the third-most receiving yards (6,512)
in Eagles franchise history, behind WRs Harold Carmichael
(8,978 — 1971-83) and Pete Retzlaff (7,412 — 1956-66).

X Jackson recorded one of the greatest plays in Eagles
history, known as the “Miracle at the New Meadowlands”
— a game-winning, 65-yard PR-TD as time expired at NYG
(12/19/10).

X In 2009, Jackson became the first player in NFL history to
earn a Pro Bowl berth at two different positions (WR and
RS) in the same season.

OLB Justin Houston registered a season-high 2 sacks on consecutive plays
in the second quarter, including a strip-sack that stalled a late Cleveland
drive. He's the fourth NFL defender this season (Maxx Crosby, Myles Garrett
& Khalil Mack) and first Raven since OLB Matthew Judon (11/25/18 vs. LV) to
notch a sack on back-to-back defensive plays.

Playing in his first regular season game since 2020 (1/3/21 at Cin.), RB Gus
Edwards produced 16 rushes for 66 yards and 2 TDs, marking his second-
career (also 12/14/20 at Cle.) multi-TD outing.

With his 105th multi-FG outing, K Justin Tucker surpassed K Stephen
Gostkowski for the most such performances through the first 11 seasons of an
NFL career. Tucker connected on the 53rd 50+ yard FG of his career,
surpassing Jason Hanson (52) for the third-most makes from 50+ yards in NFL
history. He now trails only Matt Prater (66) and Sebastian Janikowski (58).
