Under Kraft's leadership since he pur-
chased the team in 1994, the Patri-
ots have experienced one of the most
dramatic turnarounds in the history of
sports.

Kraft has led the two most dominant de-
cades in NFL history in terms of overall
wins — 141 (2010-19) and 126 (2000-09).

Kraft is the most successful owner since
he purchased the team in 1994 in terms
of wins (341), division titles (19), winning
percentage (.685), playoff wins (33) and
playoff seasons (22).

Since Robert Kraft purchased the team in
1994, the Patriots have experienced one of
the most dramatic turnarounds in the histo-
ry of sports. In his 28 seasons of ownership,
he has transformed one of the league’s least
successful clubs into what many observers
view as a model NFL franchise. In the five
seasons immediately preceding his pur-
chase (1989-93), the Patriots were a mor-
ibund team, winning just 19 of 80 games
(.238 pct.), the worst record in the NFL over
that span. When he bought the franchise on
Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft announced his intention
to bring a championship to New England, a tall order considering the team’s
previous success rate. But under Kraft's leadership, the Patriots have won
more division titles (19), conference crowns (10) and Super Bowl champion-
ships (6) than any other NFL team. Additionally, the Patriots have achieved the
most winning seasons (24) and are tied with Pittsburgh for the fewest losing
seasons (3) since Kraft assumed ownership beginning in 1994. Super Bowl LIII
was the 10th Super Bowl appearance since Kraft purchased the team, a period
during which no other team has appeared in more than four Super Bowils. In
Kraft's 28 seasons, the Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 22 times, more
than doubling the franchise’s accomplishments during its first 34 seasons, and
finished with a winning record 24 times.

The Patriots have played in 11 Super Bowls, the most by any team
in NFL history. Dallas, Denver and Pittsburgh have played in eight.

The Patriots are third in NFL history with 15 Conference Champion-
ship Game appearances, one behind the 16 by Pittsburgh and San
Francisco.

The New England Patriots have 37 postseason victories, the most
in NFL history. Pittsburgh and Green Bay are second with 36 playoff
wins all-time.

The New England Patriots earned seven No. 1 seeds, behind Den-
ver (8) and San Francisco (9) since playoff seeding began in 1975.

The Patriots earned a first-round playoff bye an NFL-best 14 times
since 1990. Pittsburgh and San Francisco are second with nine byes
since 1990. New England is the only team in NFL history with nine
straight first-round byes (2010-18).

The Patriots have played in 59 postseason games, fourth-most in
NFL history behind Dallas (64), Pittsburgh (63) and Green Bay (61).

New England Patriots cornerback J.C. Jackson, quarterback Mac Jones, linebacker Matthew Judon and special
teams captain Matthew Slater have been selected to represent the New England Patriots in the 2022 NFL Pro Bowl.
The 2022 Pro Bowl was played on Sunday, Feb. 6 at Allegiant Stadium in Las Vegas.

Jackson earned his first Pro Bow! berth. His eight interceptions in 2021 were the second-most in the NFL, behind
Dallas’ Trevon Diggs (11). Jackson has the most interceptions since entering the NFL in 2018 as a rookie free agent
out of Maryland with 25 picks. Those 25 interceptions in his first four NFL seasons are tied with Lester Hayes (25) and
JB JAGKSUN Everson Walls (25) for the most by a player in his first four seasons since 1970. Jackson was also named AP All-Pro

Jones was named to the 2022 Pro Bowl and joins Devin McCourty (2010), Curtis Martin (1995), John Stephens
(1988) and Mike Haynes (1976) as the only New Enngland rookie to earn a Pro Bowl selection. Jones led all rookie in
2021 with 3,801yards passing, the fifth-highest total by a rookie quaterback,. He also became the 12th rookie to lead
his team to a winning record since 1970. Jones was also named the PFWA All-Rookie Team.

Slater was named to his 10th career Pro Bowl as a special teams player, extending his record for most special
teams Pro Bowl honors in NFL history. Steve Tasker is second with seven. Slater moved out of a tie with John Hannah
(9) for sole possession for the second-most Pro Bowl selections in franchise history, behind the 14 by Tom Brady.
The former fifth-round draft pick out of UCLA earned a roster position with the Patriots as a rookie in 2008 with his
contributions on special teams. Entering the 2011 season, teammates elected him as their special teams captain. That
year, he was also selected to his first Pro Bowl. Since then, he has earned special teams captain honors to start each
season. In addition, he has been voted to the Pro Bowl every year since 2011, except 2018.

Slater also earned AP All-Pro Second Team honors as a special teamer for the second straight season and for
MI—\”HEW S“-\TER the third time in his career. He also garnered First Team accolades in 2016 and 2019, making 2021 his fifth career
10TH PRO BOWL SELECTION appearance as an All-Pro. Slater also was named the 2021 Art Rooney Sportsmanship Award winner.

WR Kendrick Bourne completed his first NFL pass attempt for a
25-yard touchdown pass to WR Nelson Agholor in the first quarter
against the New York Jets on Oct. 24, 2021, giving him a perfect pass-
er rating of 158.3.

BOURNE 10-YARD RUNS
Bourne had a 15-yard run in the first quarter, an 11-yard run in the sec-
ond quarter and a 17-yard run in the third quarter against Cleveland
on Nov. 14, 2021. He had six 10-yard runs in 2021. He had a 16-yard
run at the New York Jets on Sept. 19, a 12-yard run at Houston on
Oct. 10 and an 18-yard run at Indianapolis (12/18).

Harris had 929 yards rushing with 15 TDs in 2021, moving past the 641
yards and 5 TDs he had in 2020. He tied for second in the NFL with the
15 touchdowns in 2021.

HARRIS SCORES ON A CAREER-LONG TOUCHDOWN RUN
Harris scored on a career-long 64-yard touchdown run in the first quarter
at Buffalo (12/6/21). Harris’s previous long was a 41-yard run on Oct. 5,
2020 at Kansas City. It is the longest run and longest touchdown run
by the Patriots in the regular season since a 70-yard touchdown run by
Curtis Martin on Sept. 21, 1997 vs. Chicago.

PATH TO THE NFL

- The road to the NFL was anything but easy for linebacker and 2013
second-round draft pick Jamie Collins Sr. The youngest of five siblings
growing up in Quentin, Miss., Collins Sr. lost both of his parents when he
was six years old and was raised by one of his sisters. Collins Sr. turned
to football as an outlet to help him through the tough times.

- “It means a lot. It’s my living,” Collins Sr. told the Boston Herald. “It kept
me on track.” Collins Sr’s resiliency in dealing with adversity has made a
lasting impact on fellow Mississippi native and former Patriots teammate
Stevan Ridley, who grew up 30 miles west of Meadville in Natchez, Miss.,
and got to know Collins through a family friend.

- “What I've known about him, he really has been a strong person,” Ridley
told the Herald in 2013. “Anybody that’s gone through the things that
he’s gone through and still finds a way to be successful on the football
field, you have to be mentally tough. That’s what he’s kind of done as
a teammate here. He’s come in here and accepted his role and done a
pretty good job as a rookie.”

SACKS AND PICKS

- Since entering the NFL in 2013, Collins is the only player in the NFL with
at least 25 sacks and 10 interceptions. Collins has accumulated 26 2
sacks and 12 picks during his career. He is the first player to accomplish
the feat within his first 100 career games.

Dont’a Hightower (three Super Bowl championships and two national
titles at Alabama) and Russell Maryland (two national championships at
Miami and three Super Bowl Championships with Dallas) are the only two
players in NFL history with at least two national championships and two
Super Bowl wins.

However, he
was no stranger to volunteerism; growing
up, he would volunteer in the community at a
local soup kitchen and became a change agent
at a young age. He knew that when he became
a professional football player, he would then
have the vehicle and platform to give back on
a larger scale.

COMEBACKS FOR THE AGES

The Patriots have staged two historic come-from-behind victories
over the past several seasons:

Belichick coached the Patriots back from a 25-point deficit to win Super
Bowl LI. A comeback of that magnitude is extremely rare. There had
been 2,656 games in which a team led by 25 points or more in NFL
history, including the postseason. Teams leading by 25 had recorded
2,647 wins, seven losses and two ties, a winning percentage of .997.

New England came back from a 24-point deficit to defeat the Bron-
cos, 34-31, in overtime in a Sunday Night Football matchup on Now.
24, 2013, marking the largest regular season comeback win in team
history, after trailing 24-0 at halftime.

New England’s previous best comeback win was from a 23-0 defi-
cit to win, 38-23, vs. Seattle (09/16/84). The Patriots also came
back from 22 points down to win at the New York Giants, 23-22
(12/21/96). The Patriots have come from 21 points down to win four
times, most recently vs. Buffalo (01/01/12).
