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he Houston Texans will participate in the franchise’s

18th NFL Draft from Thursday, April 25 through

Saturday, April 27. Houston has seven picks in the
draft: one in the first round, two in the second, one in
the third, one in the fifth, one in the sixth and one in the
seventh round.

This marks the first time the Texans have three
selections in the first 55 overall picks since the franchise’s
inaugural draft in 2002 when they selected QB David
Carr, WR Jabar Gaffney and G Chester Pitts.

The Texans hold the 23rd overall pick in the first round,
which will mark Houston'’s first first-round selection since
drafting QB Deshaun Watson in the first round of the
2017 NFL Draft.

The Texans acquired the 22nd pick of the second
round (54th overall) from the Seattle Seahawks and
also hold the 23rd selection of the round (55th overall).
Houston will finish Day 2 with the 23rd pick (86th overall)
of the third round.

The Texans will continue on Day 3 with the 23rd
selection in the fifth round (161st overall), 23rd pick in
the sixth round (195th overall) and acquired the sixth
pick (220th overall) of the seventh round in a mid-season
trade with the Denver Broncos.

The first round of the 2019 NFL Draft will start on
Thursday with the second and third rounds on Friday,
followed by rounds four through seven on Saturday.

Texans fans are invited to come out to the Houston
Texans Draft Party presented by Miller Lite on April 25
at NRG Stadium. The Draft Party will begin at 6 p.m.
CT. Texans players will be available throughout the
concourse at “Pic with a Player” locations to take pictures
with fans, and Texans Ambassadors will be on hand to
sign autographs throughout the evening.

Texans WR DeAndre Hopkins will announce Houston’s second-round
pick in the 2019 NFL Draft. Since being selected by the Texans in the first
round of the 2013 NFL Draft, Hopkins has joined Randy Moss as the only
wide receivers to record at least 500 receptions, 7,400 yards and 47 touch-
downs through a player’s first six seasons in NFL history. The three-time
All-Pro wide receiver ranks second in franchise history in career receptions
(528), receiving yards (7,437) and receiving touchdowns (47).

LB ZAC DILES (2007, 7TH ROUND, 218TH PICK)

Played in 50 games (30 starts) from 2007-10 with Houston, compiling 212 tackles,
1.0 sack, an interception, five quarterback hits, 14 tackles for loss, three forced
fumbles, a fumble recovery, three passes defensed & 11 special teams tackles.

RB STEVE SLATON (2008, 3RD ROUND, 89TH PICK)

Set a team record as a rookie with 1,282 yards rushing and led the AFC in total
yards from scrimmage with 1,659. Ranks sixth in team history in career rushing
yards with 1,832. Played in 42 games (26 starts) for the Texans from 2008-2011.

S GLOVER QUIN (2009, 4TH ROUND, 112TH PICK)

Notched 310 total tackles (248 solo), 47 passes defensed, five interceptions,
three forced fumbles, three fumble recoveries and 14 tackles for loss in 63 games
played (60 starts) with the Texans (2009-12). Started all 16 games for three
straight seasons (2010-12) after starting 12 games as a rookie in 2009.

TE JAMES CASEY (2009, 5TH ROUND, 152ND PICK)
Appeared in 61 games (20 starts) and caught 66 passes for 752 yards (11.4 avg.)
and four touchdowns (2009-12). Also had 28 special teams tackles.

CB BRICE MCCAIN (2009, 6TH ROUND, 152ND PICK)

Appeared in 72 games from 2009-13 and posted 105 total tackles (88 solo), 33
passes defensed, five interceptions, including one returned for a touchdown, and
19 special teams tackles.

DT EARL MITCHELL (2010, 3RD ROUND, 81ST PICK)

Played in 63 games (17 starts) from 2010-13. Recorded 134 total tackles (81
solo), 3.5 sacks, six quarterback hits, six tackles for loss, one forced fumble, two
fumble recoveries and four passed defensed.

TE GARRETT GRAHAM (2010, 4TH ROUND, 118TH PICK)

Registered 100 receptions for 1,059 yards and 10 touchdowns in six seasons with
the Texans (2010-15). Started 31-0f-60 games played and tied for the team lead
in receiving touchdowns with five in 2013.

QB T.J. YATES (2011, 5TH ROUND, 152ND PICK)

Led Houston to its first playoff appearance, first division crown and first postsea-
son win in franchise history. Became the first rookie quarterback in 43 years to
lead a team to back-to-back fourth-quarter wins and was the fourth fifth-round
pick since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger to win his first start. Has served three stints
with the Texans (2011-13, 2015 and 2017) and appeared in 21 games (10 starts).
Re-joined the Texans as an offensive assistant in 2019.

T DEREK NEWTON (2011, 7TH ROUND, 214TH PICK)

Started in 68-0f-82 games he played in from 2011-16, including a 56-game start
streak from 2012-16, which marked the fifth-longest active streak in the league
at the time. Blocked for four 1,000-yard rushers and played LT, LG, RG and RT.

G BRANDON BROOKS (2012, 3RD ROUND, 76TH PICK)
Started 44-0f-50 games played for the Texans at guard from 2012-15 and blocked
for two 1,000-yard rushers.

C BEN JONES (2012, 4TH ROUND, 99TH PICK)

Named Texans Rookie of the Year in 2012 after starting 10 games and playing
in 16. Became a mainstay for the Texans on the offensive line and played in 64
consecutive games, including starting all 16 games in 2014 and 2015. Blocked for
two 1,000-yard rushers. Spent the 2012-15 seasons with the Texans.

DE JARED CRICK (2012, 4TH ROUND, 126TH PICK)

Registered 5.5 sacks, including a career-high 3.5 in 2014 with the Texans. Played
in 63 games (32 starts) from 2012-15, including starting 31-0f-32 games at defen-
sive end in 2014 and 2015. Also recorded 146 total tackles, 13 passes defensed
and 24 quarterback hits as a Texan.

TE RYAN GRIFFIN (2013, 6TH ROUND, 201ST PICK)
Has appeared in 77 games (36 starts) since 2013, logging 136 catches for 1,491
yards (11.0 avg.) and seven touchdowns.

TE C.J. FIEDOROWICZ (2014, 3RD ROUND, 65TH PICK)
Started 42-0f-51 games that he appeared in with the Texans from 2014-17, re-
cording 89 receptions for 881 (9.9 avg.) and six touchdowns.

RB ALFRED BLUE (2014, 6TH ROUND, 181ST PICK)

Set the franchise record for carries in a game (36) and tied a rookie rushing record
with 156 yards at Cleveland (11/16/14). Became the first player in franchise his-
tory with a rushing, receiving and return touchdown in the same season in 2014.
Had 2,407 rushing yards and 10 total touchdowns for Houston from 2014-18.

FB JAY PROSCH (2014, 6TH ROUND, 211TH PICK)

Played in 63-0f-64 possible games since getting drafted in 2014, including 13
starts. Blocked for two 1,000-yard rushers in four seasons. Also had 16 special
teams tackles from 2014-17.

S ANDRE HAL (2014, 7TH ROUND, 216TH PICK)

Played in 69 games (40 starts) and posted 180 total tackles (124 solo), 12 in-
terceptions, 31 passes defensed, six tackles for loss, two forced fumbles, two
quarterback hits and 1.0 sack. Led the Texans with 12 interceptions from 2014-18.

DE CHRISTIAN COVINGTON (2015, 6TH ROUND, 216TH PICK)

Appeared in 50 games, including nine starts, since getting drafted in 2015. Regis-
tered 65 total tackles (39 solo), 7.5 sacks, 16 quarterback hits, 11 tackles for loss,
one forced fumble and one pass defensed from 2015-18.

NT D.J. READER (2016, 5TH ROUND, 166TH PICK)

Set career highs in sacks (2.0) tackles for loss (five) and games started (16) in
2018. Tallied 102 total tackles (53 solo), 11 quarterback hits, 10 tackles for loss
and 4.0 sacks in 46 games (37 starts) since being drafted in 2016. Recorded a
sack in Houston’s Wild Card victory over the Raiders in 2016, becoming the third
Texans rookie to record a sack in the postseason.

FIRST IMPRESSIONS

The Texans saw a lot of production from their 2018 draft class on both
offense and defense.

TE JORDAN AKINS (3RD ROUND, 98TH OVERALL)
Recorded 17 receptions for 225 yards (13.2 avg.) in 16 games as a rookie.

WR KEKE COUTEE (4TH ROUND, 103RD OVERALL)

Set franchise records for the most receptions (11) and receiving yards
(109) in an NFL debut in Week 4 at Indianapolis. Finished his rookie sea-
son with 28 receptions for 287 yards (10.3 avg.) and one touchdown in
six games played.

OLB DUKE EJIOFOR (6TH ROUND, 177TH OVERALL)

Notched eight total tackles (six solo), 1.0 sack, two passes defensed,
two quarterback hits, one tackle for loss and one fumble recovery in 11
games. Became the fifth rookie in franchise history to record a sack in his
first career NFL game.

ILB PETER KALAMBAY! (6TH ROUND, 214TH OVERALL)
Tallied five total tackles (four solo) on defense and eight special teams
tackles in 15 games played as a rookie.

T MARTINAS RANKIN (3RD ROUND, 80TH OVERALL)
Appeared in all 16 games (four starts) at both left tackle and left guard.

S JUSTIN REID (3RD ROUND, 68TH OVERALL)

Compiled 81 total tackles (64 solo), three interceptions (including one re-
turned 101 yards for a touchdown), 10 passes defensed, one quarterback
hit, two tackles for loss, one forced fumble, two fumble recoveries and
seven special teams tackles in 16 games (12 starts), becoming the first
NFL player to record that stat line in a season since each stat became
officially tracked by the NFL.

TE JORDAN THOMAS (6TH ROUND, 211TH OVERALL)

Finished his rookie season with 20 receptions for 215 yards (10.8 avg.)
and four touchdowns, which tied Andre Johnson (four) for the second-most
touchdown receptions in a season by a rookie in team history. Thomas also
tied Mychal Rivera and Clarence Moore (four) for the second-most touch-
down receptions by a rookie selected in the sixth round-or-later since 1991.

BUILT THROUGH THE DRAFT

Despite not having a first- or second-round selection in the 2018 NFL
Draft, Texans rookies combined to play 18.73 percent of all team played
(4,600-0f-24,565) in 2018, which marked the third-highest among NFL
division leaders.

Houston’s rookie class played a total of 4,600 snaps on offense, defense
and special teams, which ranked 10th in the NFL. The Texans rookie
class played 16.96 percent of offensive and defensive snaps (2,911-of-
17,168) and led the NFL in percentage of special teams snaps played at
22.83 percent (1,689-0f-7,397 total special teams snaps.)

On offense, Texans rookie TE Jordan Thomas tied Andre Johnson for the
second-most touchdown receptions (four) by a rookie in franchise history,
while WR Keke Coutee set franchise records for the most receptions (11)
and receiving yards (109) in a player’s NFL debut.

On defense, Texans rookie S Justin Reid became the first player to re-
cord 81 total tackles, three interceptions, 10 passes defensed, two fumble
recoveries and seven special teams tackles in the NFL since each stat
became officially tracked by the NFL, while rookie OLB Duke Ejiofor be-
came just the fifth player in team history to record a sack in his NFL debut.

As for special teams, Texans rookie S A.J. Moore led the team with 11
special teams tackles, while rookie P Trevor Daniel finished fourth in the
NFL with 36 punts pinned inside the 20-yard line in 2018.

The Texans have drafted 21 players overall and at least one player in
all but the 2013, 2014 and 2016 drafts that either went to college or high
school in Texas or had some connection to the state.

Houston took Texas Tech WR Keke Coutee in the fourth round (103rd
overall) of the 2018 NFL Draft and OLB Duke Ejiofor in the sixth round
(177th overall). Coutee is from Lufkin, Texas and Ejiofor is from Houston.
This marked the second year in a row the Texans selected two players
with Texas ties.

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TEXANS DRAFT NOTES

Texans S Justin Reid—a third-round selection in the 2018 NFL Draft—recorded
the second-longest interception return for a touchdown in franchise history
with a 101-yard interception return at Washington in Week 11. Reid tied for the
second-longest interception return for a touchdown by a rookie in NFL history.

THE EIGHTH ROUND

The Texans have had success with college free agents, including a num-
ber of players on the current roster who have been contributiors.

ILB DYLAN COLE (2017) - Registered 38 total tackles (23 solo), 1.0
sack, two interceptions including one returned for a touchdown, six pass-
es defensed and seven special teams tackles in two seasons in Houston.

P TREVOR DANIEL (2018) - Ranked fourth in the NFL and tied a fran-
chise record with 36 punts pinned inside the 20-yard line as a rookie.

K KA'IMI FAIRBAIRN (2016) - Set franchise records and led the NFL in
points scored (150) and field goals made (37) in 2018, and connected on his
final 15 field goal attempts of the 2018 season.

C/G GREG MANCZ (2015) - Appeared in 45 career regular season games
with 27 starts at both center and guard. Also has appeared in three postsea-
son contests with two starts.

OLB BRENNAN SCARLETT (2016) - Finished with 12 total tackles (eight
solo), three passes defensed, two quarterback hits, one interception, one
forced fumble, one fumble recovery and six special teams tackles in 12
games played in 2018.

WR VYNCINT SMITH (2018) - In Week 16 at Philadelphia, became the
first college free agent to record a touchdown reception to tie or take the
lead in the final 2:30 of a game since Dolphins RB Damien Williams in
Week 16 of the 2014 season.

DIAMONDS IN THE ROUGH

In his first NFL draft at the helm, Texans General Manager Brian Gaine
selected several contributing rookies in the sixth round-or-later and signed
several college free agents who played vital roles for Houston in 2018.

Texans TE Jordan Thomas—selected with the 37th pick of the sixth
round (211th overall)—tied Mychal Rivera and Clarence Moore (four) for
the second-most touchdown receptions by a rookie selected in the sixth
round-or-later in the NFL since 1991.

Sixth-round selection OLB Duke Ejiofor became just the third Texans
rookie to record a sack in the first two weeks of a season and the first
since NT Amobi Okoye in Week 2 of the 2007 season, while fellow sixth-
round selection ILB Peter Kalambayi became a stalwart of the Texans
special teams units, recording eight special teams tackles in 15 games
played as a rookie.

Texans S A.J. Moore recorded the fourth-most special teams total
tackles (11) by a college free agent rookie in the NFL, P Trevor Daniel tied
a franchise record for the most punts pinned inside the 20-yard line with
36 and WR Vyncint Smith became the first rookie college free agent to
start in Week 1 for Houston in franchise history.

DEFENSIVE TREND

In 2017, for the second year in a row, the Texans drafted an offensive
player in the first round. It was the second time in team history the Texans
took a offensive player in the first round in back-to-back drafts and the first
time since 2002-03. Houston then drafted a defensive player in the sec-
ond round. Historically, the Texans have drafted mostly defensive players
in the first two rounds. Only seven of Houston’s 25 first- or second-round
picks since 2004 have been on the offensive side of the ball.

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BRIAN GAINE PRE-DRAFT TRANSCRIPT

Opening Statement

“First I'd like to start out by just thanking some groups of people here. It's
an exciting time to be in player personnel and scouting and to be involved
in the football operation here. But just a lot of people to thank behind the
scenes — the scouts, obviously. They've been out there on the road since
August, grinding away, sacrificing, countless hours and days spent on the
road away from their families. The coaching staff, pairing with them here
from January here all the way through April, the time spent on the evalua-
tions. They were out on the road for us as well. The trainers and the docs
(doctors), their commitment to providing us the medical evaluations, and
just the support staff. There’s a ton of people behind the scenes who re-
ally help us arrive here to this point in time. So, just a lot of gratitude and
appreciation to the staff to be here at this moment right now. We're very
excited in terms of our scouting operation, our player personnel operation,
the coaching staff. We have four picks here in the top 86, so we get four
selections here in the top three rounds. We're going to get four very good
players. As it relates to that, we have seven picks overall. We're certainly
excited about that. Ready to go to work. We'll let the board speak for itself
and let the board talk to us.”

Can you describe, in general, some areas of need for this team?

“As it relates to philosophy, | would say from our standpoint we're always
going to do what we can to improve the team at any position. We're fo-
cused more — not so much on need in the draft process, but we're focused
on the actual process. Get the board right, rank it correctly and really let
the board speak for itself. Our focus is more about our preparation and
the process of how we arrive to those decisions. So, those conversations
have already happened and are still happening to this date as it relates
to how the board will be finished, but the board will speak for itself and
the board will speak to us about the next best player to pick. If it happens
to be a position of need or perceived need and it happens to be the next
best player on the board, those are the best selections, obviously, when
it meets both of those. We want to make sure that the board speaks to us
as it relates to whoever we pick when we're on the clock.”

Do you feel good about some of the moves you made in free agency
to where you can now take the best players available throughout
the draft?

“Correct. We were able to address some situations in free agency, and
free agency'’s certainly more of a needs-driven environment. We felt like
we were able to add some pieces to the puzzle here to help us come
into this draft and to be in position to take the next best player. So, we're
pleased with some of the things we did in free agency and now we're
positioned here in the draft, | think, to go back to this, to get four players in
the top 86. We hope, at some point in time, all four of those players would
be starters or eventual starters if you're drafting them in the first three
rounds. So, we have an opportunity here and we have every intention of
getting it right, to potentially get four new starters in seven days’ time.”

How do you view the tackle class in this draft?

“| think there’s variating portions in this draft at tackle where you could get
a starting-caliber player, both in day one or day two. | think there’s some
contributing-level players there in the mid rounds where they could be
versatile swing players for you. There’s some players at various portions
in this draft at tackle where you see some flexibility to go play guard. So,
when you're thinking about managing your gameday roster there’s seven
players who dress. Some of those mid-round tackles have the ability, we
think, maybe, to be possible tackle-guard types. So, you save a spot as
it related to special teams. | think there’s some variating points, obviously
first round, day two, and then there’s portions in day three, the early por-
tion of day three, where you can get some of those versatile swing guys
when you're dressing only seven for a gameday.”

What do you think of the cornerback class?

“| think there’s variating portions in this draft where — look, is there a Pat-
rick Peterson, like an elite corner in this draft? Maybe, maybe not, OK?
But what | would say is there’s starting-caliber players in this draft, both
in day one and day two. Day two inclusive of the second and third round.
You might be able even to extend that to day [three], the early portion of
day [three]. So, | think there is a lot of volume. There’s guys that have
outside skillsets, there’s guys who have inside skillsets and there’s a few
players in this draft, | think, that offer the versatility to be either/or. You've
heard me say this before — we're going to try to acquire as much versatility
as we can. The best players who are also the most versatile to help save
some of those roster spots when you're only dressing 46.”

Can you address your philosophy of trading up in the draft versus
trading back?

“| think every situation is different. When it comes to supply and demand,
there’s certainly a player that’s falling down the draft board, we evaluate
every transaction that occurs. | think if there’s value on the board and that
player is dropping and you had a high value on him and a high grade and
you trust your process and that player’s starting to slide down the board,
perhaps that’s worth a conversation, maybe if you had to go up and get
him. | think conservatively speaking, | would always lend more toward ac-
cumulating more picks — more at-bats, more volume, more opportunities
to take more players.”

Do you feel like the second round is a pretty strong part of this draft?
“The second round has a lot of great value, | think, this year. | think there’s
great value from where we're picking from 23 all the way down to where
we're picking at 54. If we sat still and didn’t do anything at 54 and 55,
we’re going to get two very good players just based on our counts when
we look at the top 60 players in this draft. I'm excited about the idea of
getting at least three of those players if we just stood still, and | think we're
going to get two very good players at 54 and 55 if we just sat there and
took those players.”

What are the things you value in evaluating cornerbacks?

“First and foremost, obviously system fit, scheme fit. How do they fit to
what we’re going to ask our cornerbacks to do? Man coverage versus
zone coverage? The importance of height, weight, speed at the position.
We certainly have prototypical parameters that we have for every position
and we have those individually for corner as well. So, we evaluate their
skillset in man coverage, evaluate their skillset in zone coverage, their
ability to run support, their versatility to play outside or inside, can they
play off, can they play press or can they do one or the other. When we
get them we try to make sure we play to their strengths. That's critically
important. But if you're not in the top three — meaning if you're not a start-
ing corner, if you're not the second corner, you're not the third guy, play-
ing situational football, what special teams value do you have on fourth
down? That's their ticket to ride if they're going to the game when you're
dressing 46. Any of the skill or big skill positions, if you're not going to be
in the starting lineup or be in the contributing role, then what value do you
bring on fourth down? When it comes to fourth down, we're looking for
speed, range, athleticism, the ability to cover ground, the ability to make
tackles in space. There’s a lot that goes into it. That's a very good ques-
tion because, No. 1, it has to be a system, fit, No. 2, we're looking for cer-
tain parameters in height, weight, speed. No. 3, starter versus situational,
and No. 4, what do they do for you on fourth down?”

How do you value the balance between the versatility of a player as
opposed to a player mastering one position?

“That's a very good question because even if they're the fourth corner,
just staying on corner, they’re an injury away from having to go play in the
game. We want to have our cake and eat it too. You want that player to be
an upside player who has a chance to go in and play in the game, when
and if you need him, but also provide us the value on fourth down if they're
not going to be playing in those roles. We only get seven selections, and |
like to think that we can find seven players in the draft process who would
fit all of that criteria for us.”

What have you seen from players like RB D’Onta Foreman now that
they are back in the building?

“Just using D’Onta in this example, he’s come back in good shape. He
had an unfortunate situation. Very difficult injury to return from as it relates
to the running back position, so we're pleased with his progress. It looks
like he has put in the time and the commitment to be ready to go when
we got here, got back here for the first day of the offseason program. I've
been pleased with what I've seen, but there’s a lot of football left to be
played, there’s a lot of offseason left to complete, but so far so good in
terms of getting off on the right foot.”

How much does the synergy between Head Coach Bill O’Brien and
you help with the pre-draft process?

“It's critically important to have that with the head coach in terms of how
we want to build the football program. No. 1, how we want to build out
football, football philosophy, football systems, but when it comes to player
personnel in this process as it relates to the draft, just being able to see
players through the same prism of eyes, through the same prism of glass-
es that you wear. Look, there are going to be times and places where he
may see something that | don’t or | may see something that he doesn't,
but we (converse) and develop those conversations on a daily basis. We
meet on a daily basis here as we're getting to the final stages of our pre-
draft process, but | would just say that there’s just a whole lot of common
ground with how Coach O’Brien and | see players and then how they fit
into our system and how they fit into our program. There’s a degree of
trust that we both understand what types of players and what kinds of
guys that we're looking for for our program.”

Are you still hopeful you will get a long-term deal done with DE/OLB
Jadeveon Clowney?

“Yes. That's the spirit of the franchise tag. There’s a reason why we did
that — with every hope and intention of continuing to work on that. That's
a negotiation. It's a process. It has to be a deal that makes sense for both
sides — for the player, for the organization as it relates to short-term and
long-term. So, that's still the plan.”

What do you think of the undrafted free agency process and what’s
your pitch to undrafted free agents to come to Houston?

“I love the undrafted free agent process. | was one of them. We call it the
eighth round. We extend the draft. You only get seven selections now.
In the old days, it went on for rounds and rounds. A lot of these play-
ers end up making teams or they are put in a very good position to go
compete and make a team. We have a very unique circumstance here
where we can advertise and sell to a lot of undrafted free agents and
point to examples of players that we’ve signed that have made our team
as undrafted free agents and played contributing roles. There’s a lot of
examples of that. We spend a lot of time and energy on that process and
how we prepare for it so that if and when these players go undrafted,
we're able to execute those moves and those acquisitions that are readily
available to us as soon as the draft is over. We spend a lot of time in the
two or three months prior to that — | would even go back to the month
of December — where we're strategizing and ranking and prioritizing the
players that we might see who could get to the priority free agent market,
so that we're ready to go when that time comes and we know exactly who
the priority players are.”
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What did you like about S Tashaun Gipson Sr.?

“Tashaun Gipson’s a veteran player who has played in this division. We
played him twice a year. He offers the height, weight, speed we like at the
position. His versatility when you watch the tape, he has the versatility
to play zone, but also man coverage. He’s played a lot of man coverage
versus tight ends. That's an area and strength that we wanted to improve
at at the position. We also think his skillset complements Justin Reid very
well if those two guys are going to be our starters. He’s been a durable
player. He’s been an available player. He’s been a productive guy. There’s
alot of things you can do with him. You can play him from depth. You can
play him from down in the box. He's active in run support. He's just a
steady, dependable, productive player.”

Did S Andre Hal's retirement change the way you approach free
agency or the draft?

“Just to speak about Andre Hal — | haven't had a chance to address this
publicly. I've told this to Andre on a personal and professional level. Andre
Hal was an inspiration to a lot of people based on what he overcame and
how he came back to play pro football. No. 2, Andre Hal is a great story.
He was a seventh-round draft pick who played corner who we moved
to safety and became an NFL starter. They should write a book about
that. It's unbelievable what he’s been able to accomplish in such a short
period here in the NFL. Losing Andre hurts your depth a little bit, but we
have some young players here that are going to be given a great op-
portunity to come in and compete for spots at safety — No. 3 and 4. Right
now, going into the season we think (Tashaun) Gipson and Justin Reid
will be our starters, but we're always trying to look to improve our depth.
So, we'll toward the draft here to see if there are any possibilities to do
that. We'll continue to evaluate what we have. If we feel like we have to
do something to address that situation down the road via veteran free
agency, | think that would be more of a post-draft discussion than a now
discussion.”

What does it say about S Andre Hal that he wanted to inform you of
his decision to retire so that position could potentially be addressed
prior to the NFL Draft?

“| think it speaks for itself. That speaks to the character of the individual.
| think that speaks for itself that his thought process thought that way.
Andre Hal is going to be successful at whatever thing he turns to in the
rest of his life. I'm just curious what that's going to be because he’s going
to succeed.”

How do you measure draft-eligible players on the timetable for when
they can become starters for an NFL team?

“First and foremost, | have a lot of trust in our player development pro-
cess. In terms of getting a player for now, here’s what he is year one. He'’s
where he projects to be maybe year two. This is what he can grow to in
year three. Maybe here’s his ceiling if everything goes right. We have
the apparatus in place, and | firmly believe that, from our strength and
conditioning operation to how our coaches coach and how they develop
(players) in the classroom, our player development entity, what we do in
the café and the resources that are here for our players to develop and
ascend. We feel like the apparatus is in place, No. 1. No. 2, there’s an
emphasis on football and personal character when it comes to a player
reaching his ceiling. If they have all of the physical traits, I'm going to bet
on the fact that if they have the right personal and football character, those
two meshing with the physical qualities will allow them to reach their ceil-
ing. The other portion of that is — just from our grading system — if you're
taking a guy in the first round, you're anticipating them being an impactful
starter or being a starter. Taking a guy in the second round, you're hop-
ing he’s going to start pretty quickly, but at least be an eventual starter.
If you're taking a guy in the third round, | think you're hoping that he’s at
least going to be a contributing player early on, depending on what his
position is. He might have longer-range potential to start. In my mind,
I'm thinking if I'm taking these players at least in the first three rounds,
at some point we should be acquiring potential starters. Obviously, the
earlier more emphasis, the latter being eventually at that stage. That's
kind of how we think through those things.”

Do you have an idea of where WR Will Fuller V is in his recovery?
“Everything’s going well with Will. | won’t speak to specifics, but | antici-
pate when we kick off versus New Orleans, he'll be ready to go. He'll be
at full speed by then. I'm sure through the preseason, we'll be smart and
efficient with him as it relates to getting him right. Everything has gone
well. There’s been no setbacks, been very positive. Everything’s trending
in the right direction. He's been here the whole offseason. He’s looking
good — mind, spirit, body — everything’s going well for Will and we're ex-
cited about seeing him get back on the field.”

Was there anything that jumped out to you about the schedule?
“The schedule is what it is. Obviously, there are a lot of challenges. There’s
16 challenges on there. Opening up on the road on Monday night versus
New Orleans is going to be a big football game. What comes to mind with
me, and you heard me say it last year, it's singular purpose. It's one week
at a time. | think it's part of the reason why we won 11 games last year
under our circumstances. We just stayed in the moment, one game at a
time, just chip away, chip away and you're just thinking about that team.
Whoever’s on our schedule is on our schedule. They're paid professionals
just like we are. We're going to go out and try to win those games just like
they are. A lot of good competition on that schedule. It's hard to win in the
league. We're going to put in a lot of time and preparation in the offseason
to start getting ready for those games. It's exciting though when you do
see the schedule. You finally have the plan in place and the blueprints
in place. There are no hypotheticals, there’s no guessing, so I'm excited
about the season to come.”
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DE J.J. Watt said he wants to continue play for a long time. What
does it mean to have someone like Watt to be able continue to build
around?

“There’s a lot of value with that. First of all, J.J. is a great player. No. 2,
J.J.’s a leader. Just having his leadership here and his production, obvi-
ously the production certainly matters as well, but having a guy that feels
invested in the program here, he’s laid a lot of groundwork here. I'm sure
he wants to win a Super Bowl and win championships before he ever
exits the game. We all want that, but it's certainly good to hear that that's
his pursuits because we need his leadership, we need his production, we
need his participation. Having a great guy in the locker room, an example
to follow for our younger players, there’s certainly intangible value to that.”

What did you learn going through the draft process for the first time
as a General Manager last year?

“What | learned is it's hard to wait for two rounds until you can pick a
player in the third round. You do a lot of watching. But, what | learned is
a lot about the process. Just having a full calendar season to start this
process. What | mean by that is really going back to last June when you
get your draft list. You start basically in June. You build out your process
of how you're going to calendar out in terms of how we're going to do all
of these school visits, where the prospects are. You're doing it all through
the summer months. Then our scouts all depart in the month of August
hitting the two-a-day practices, putting the plan together through the fall
about where we're going — the A-schools, the B-schools, the C-schools,
the A-, B-, C-prospects — going through the season. Then doing this all
with the guys and with the staff for a full calendar year was very enjoyable,
and it’s nice just to see the plan come to fruition here where we're at at the
finish line to have that one full year with the staff.”

Is there a particular scouting plan you’ve pulled from from your prior
experience to create your plan in Houston?

“Yeah, | would say in all of my experiences | have been very fortunate and
lucky to have been around some great, great football minds and great
football people. | say that with great humility. | have learned something
from each one of them to make it ours, to make it our own, blend it with
Coach O'Brien’s and it's very seamless, smooth transition for the two of
us to do that. | got hired in the league by a gentleman by the name of Dick
Haley, and Dick Haley hired me at the New York Jets in 1999. He was one
of the scouting directors for the famed Steelers 1970 dynasty years. The
foundation that | learned about scouting and player personnel, | would be
remiss if | didn’t mention him as somebody who has been very influential
in my career.”

What kind of players are you looking for in the draft to fill out your
secondary?

“First and foremost, there’s requisite height, weight, speed we are looking
for at the safety position and corner position and equally the nickel posi-
tion. In an ideal situation, we would love to have interchangeable skillsets
at safety where they could play strong and free, free and strong. The more
versatility they have to come and play in the slot, play man coverage and
play nickel, that's great. At corner, we are looking for a certain requisite,
height, weight, speed as well. But, can you play off, can you play man,
can you play zone? We like corners who have instincts. We like guys that
have recovery speed. We like guys who can make plays on the ball to
get off the field on third down. We like guys who can run support. We are
looking for everything. I'm really not looking for any limitations. I'd like to
think if I'm getting seven chances to take players, that out of those seven
opportunities and the 15,000 evaluations that we have done, we can find
seven players that fit all of those criteria.”

With your criteria of height, weight and speed, have you seen suc-
cessful players that have that criteria?

“First and foremost, we want good football players. We always want to
find the best football players that we can find. The second thing is we
want good people. We want good guys with good character and good per-
sonal and football character who love playing football, who embrace the
process. But, the other portion of that is that we are looking for requisite
height, weight, speed at specific positions because that's who they are
playing against every Sunday. They are playing against somebody who
has perhaps similar skillset across from them. These are the best of the
best, the best of the best have the highest height, the highest weight and
the highest speed. The game boils down very often to matchup football.
We never want to be deficient in terms of being in certain matchups that
we can't handle because we don’t have the requisite height, weight and
speed. It really boils down to matchups.”

Where do you see T Matt Kalil filling out your roster?

“We signed and brought Matt here on a one-year deal to a compete for
a starting role. | said this when we first got Matt. He was a documented
four-year starter at tackle at two different organizations. Had some bad
luck in "16 with some injuries, but he rebounded and played a full 16-game
season in the 2017 season plus the playoff game versus the Saints, and
unfortunately he had his knee issue this past year. We are hoping that if
Matt returns to form, that we have a potential starting-caliber player here
in the building. It's a one-year deal. It's an opportunity for him to prove it.
It's an opportunity for us to evaluate it. He’s going to compete to start here
with Julién Davenport. The best player will get the job.”
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
