THE KOHL CENTER
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The home for Wisconsin basket-
ball is the Kohl Center, the third-
largest (17,142) arena in the Big Ten
Conference.

The facility is named after U.S.
Sen. Herb Kohl, a 1956 Wisconsin-
Madison graduate who donated $25
million toward the arena’s construc-
tion. Kohl’s gift is the single largest
private donation in UW history.

Former all-Big Ten baskethall
player Albert “Ab” Nicholas and his
wife, Nancy Johnson Nicholas,
pledged $10 million toward the proj-
ect. For their generosity, the facili-
ty’s practice gymnasium is called
the Nicholas-Johnson Pavilion.

The Kohl Center, which cost $76.4
million, also is home to UW women’s
baskethall, ice hockey and numer-
ous concerts, shows and sporting
events.

Among the well-known dignitaries
and performers who have already
appeared at the Kohl Center are
Elton John, ‘N Sync, Tom Petty and
the Heartbreakers, Shania Twain,
the Moody Blues, John Mellencamp,
Yanni, Cher, the Dave Matthews
Band and the Dalai Lama.

The group was
there for four Badger haskethall
games, as well as sightseeing
and touring.

The travel party left on
August 11 and arrived in Milan,
Italy, mid-day Saturday.
Everyone spent a couple days
looking around Milan and get-
ting acclimated to a different
culture hefore the Badgers won
their first game (78-49) on
August 14 over a club team
from Mattersburg, Austria.

The travel party then pro-
ceeded on to Venice where it
spent two days hefore heading
to Slovenia for games on
August 19 and 20. The UW
dropped its final two contests,
76-52 to a strong pro team from
Ljubljana, Slovenia, and 83-79
to another club team from
Ljubljana.

Coverage Guidelines

GAME CREDENTIALS

Requests for credentials may be placed
with Justin Doherty of the UW Sports
Information Office in writing, at least one
week in advance. Requests should be
made on company letterhead. Upon
receipt of applications, appropriate cre-
dentials are either mailed, or made avail-
able at the Sports Information Office or
with the parking attendant (white vehi-
cle) at the entrance to Lot 91 off of
Bedford Street, just east of the Kohl
Center.

Credentials will be issued according to
the following priority guidelines: 1)
National publications and newspapers fil-
ing for the following day’s publication. 2)
Newspapers designated by the visiting
sports information director. 3) Television
and radio stations originating a live
broadcast. 4) Television and radio stations
covering for nightly news. 5) All other
requests will be evaluated on a space-
available basis, with preferences given to
those who regularly cover Wisconsin bas-
ketball. '

Spouses, dates, children and other
non-workers are not allowed in any of
the media areas.

As per Big Ten policy, professmnal bas-
ketball scouts must purchase tickets
through the UW Ticket Office (1-800-
GO-BADGERS or 608-262-1440).

PARKING

A limited number of media parking
passes are available. They will be issued
on a priority basis similar to the guide-
lines for the issuance of credentials.
Media parking at the Kohl Center is on
the East side of the building along
Frances Street as well as in Lot 91. The
media entrance is on the northeast corner
of the Kohl Center.

VISI'I'ING RADIO

Each visiting radio station admitted for
broadcast should contact the UW Sports
Information Office at least one week prior
to the game they wish to cover. If cre-
dentials are not mailed, they may be
picked up at the Sports Information
Office. Visiting radio talent works from a
courtside location at the Kohl Center.

Coach Dick Bennett is available to the media at his weekly news conference, after Wisconsin

practice sessions and after Badger games.
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PHOTOGRAPHERS

The University of Wisconsin follows
NCAA and Big Ten guidelines regarding
event photography. Floor photo passes
are limited to daily newspaper, wire serv-
ice and television photographers.
Photographers must display their creden-
tials prominently at all times and must
work from either the southeast or north-
west corners of the baseline.
Photographers are not permitted along
the length of the floor.

PRAC'I'[CE COVEIIAGE

Wisconsin basketball practices for the
fall semester will run from approximately
1:30-4 p.m. Only the final hour (3-4
p.m.) of practice will be open to the
media. Members of the media are asked
to watch Kohl Center practices from the
auxiliary media area in the second level of
the building and practices in the
Nicholas-Johnson Pavilion from the des-
ignated seating on the south side of the
facility. Still and video photographers
shooting practice are asked to remain off
the court and away from the vicinity of
workouts. Gameday practice sessions are
closed.

PLAYER INTERVIEWS

Badger players are normally available
for interviews after practices once before
each game during the season.

All interviews should be arranged
through the Sports Information Office.
Please contact Justin Doherty at the SID
Office (608-262-1811) or prior to the end
of practice to secure interviews. No inter-
views will be granted the day of a game,
with the exception of postgame inter-
views.

Players’ telephone numbers will not be
made available to the media, and players
have been instructed not to conduct
interviews when contacted by phone
without prior approval from a member of
the Sports Information Office. For out-
of-town reporters, requests for collect-call
telephone interviews may be made with
Justin Doherty of the Sports Information
Office.



COACH BENNETT INTERVIEWS

Media

Head coach Dick Bennett will normal-
ly be available for interviews for approxi-
mately 15-20 minutes after practice once
before each game.

Additionally, Bennett holds a weekly
media conference throughout the season.
These sessions are generally at 1 p.m. in
the”W” Club Room in Camp Randall
Stadium or the media room at the Kohl
Center. Audio cuts from the conferences
are available after 4 p.m. on Mondays by

BIG TEN TELECONFERENCE

The Big Ten will hold a weekly tele-
conference with the league’s head coach-
es beginning in January. Specific times
were not available at the time this publi-
cation was printed.

PRESS ROW SERVICES

The primary working area (approxi-
mately 50 seats) for the media at the Kohl
Center is located at court level on the east
side of the floor. There also is an auxiliary
media area on the second level (Section
208) of the Kohl Center that can accomo-
date an additional 32 seats. Television
and radio broadcasters all work from the
court level location.

Media are provided with several statis-
tics monitors along the court level area.
Halftime boxes and play-by-play are
delivered to both working media loca-
tions by the Sports Information staff.

Pregame notes, statistics and game pro-
grams are also available in the workroom.

Media may store personal belongings
in the workroom from the time they
arrive at the Kohl Center until after the
game.

The workroom is located at the north-
east corner of the arena with easy access
to and from the court level press row. To
access the workroom from outside the
arena, just enter through the media gate
and proceed down the stairs on your
right.

Sometimes things come together
perfectly and that’s what happened last
March for Dick Bennett’s Wisconsin bas-
ketball team.

Bennett’s Badgers, a longshot just to
make the NCAA Tournament in mid-
February, shocked the college basketball
world, delighted their fans and lived
their dream six weeks later when they
won the NCAA West Regional and
advanced to the Final Four in
Indianapolis. Wisconsin fell to eventual
national champion Michigan State in
the semifinals, but that did little to
dampen what became the “feel good”
story of the tournament.

All things must pass, however, and
Bennett knows that the Badgers’ accom-
plishments, along with the fact that the
2000-01 club returns eight lettermen
from last season’s team, will only serve
to raise the bar of expectations for his
program.

“There are always expectations, but
[ think, in this case, there is heightened
interest in the upcoming season,” said
Bennett, who has guided the Badgers to
a school-record 22 wins in each of the

last two campaigns. “We certainly have
expectations for ourselves.”

Bennett believes there are three
keys to fulfilling the expectations that
he, his staff and the players have for the
new season.

The first is how much hunger and
motivation the Badgers will bring into
the 2000-01 campaign. “There is always
a concern that there is a contentment or
feeling of satisfaction that would render
our team ineffective if that were the
case,” Bennett said.

The second key will be the Badgers’
ability to replace long-range shooters
Jon Bryant, the 2000 West Regional’s
Most Outstanding Player, and Duany
Duany. “We are hopeful that a couple of
the guys who got significant minutes in
those roles last year, and started some-
times, will come through,” Bennett said.

Finally, Wisconsin will need to take
advantage of a sizeable and experienced
group of forwards that includes seniors
Mark Vershaw, Andy Kowske and
Maurice Linton, among others.

Wisconsin will attempt to meet its
own expectations against an extraordi-

narily difficult schedule that may be
even tougher than last year’s slate which
was ranked No. 1 in the country by the
Sagarin Ratings. The UW’s 2000-01
schedule includes games with Maryland,
Temple, Tennessee, Xavier, Marquette,
UW-Green Bay, UW-Milwaukee, Ohio,
Northern Illinois, Butler and South
Florida.

“The schedule offers no easy games
and the games within our state are hot
rivals,” Bennett said. “But there is no
disputing how much it helped us last
year, so we think we are onto a good
thing.”

GUARDS

Wisconsin returns four backcourt
players from last season’s team, includ-
ing two seniors, a junior and a sopho-
more.

Senior Mike Kelley, perhaps the
nation’s top perimeter defender, spear-
headed Wisconsin’s run to the Final
Four with his relentless defense and
careful ball-handling. Kelley’s 95 steals
last season were a school record and
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were the second-most in Big Ten history.
He also led all NCAA Tournament play-
ers with 19 thefts and was named to the
West Regional all-tournament team.
Further, he registered a Big Ten-best
3.26-to-1 assist-to-turnover ratio.
Kelley has never missed a game during
his UW career (99 straight). “Mike will
continue to be the glue that holds our
team together,” Bennett said. “T expect
that he will be the catalyst for much of
the good that happens to us.”

Fellow senior Roy Boone made the
transition from junior college ball and
finished among the team’s top five in
scoring, rebounding, assists, steals,
blocked shots and free throw percent-
age. He scored 12 points off the bench
in the West Regional final and 18 points
in the Final Four loss to Michigan State.
“The key for Roy will be his condition-
ing and his ability to play hard for long
stretches,” Bennett said. “If he comes
into the season in great shape T think
he’ll have a great senior year.”

Junior Travon Davis played in a
school record-tying 36 games, primarily
as a backup to Mike Kelley. He played
well off the bench, including a stretch of
14:29 of turnover-free ball in the first
half of the Badgers’ upset win over top-
seeded Arizona in the second round of
the NCAA Tournament. He was fourth
on the team with 45 assists. “Travon
gave us a good year last year,” Bennett
said. “He’s a good change of pace from
Mike and I think at times this year we
might be able to play them together.”

The fourth returning guard is soph-
omore Kirk Penney, who played for New
Zealand’s Olympic team this summer.
Penney played in a UW freshman-record
34 games, including six starts. He aver-
aged 10.0 ppg as a starter and had 17
points in his first start at Purdue. “Kirk
is coming off the Olympic Games and
our concern for him will be getting him
enough rest,” Bennett said. “He contin-
ues to make strides in his defense and
ball-handling and we know he can
shoot it.”

The Badgers also will add 6-2 fresh-
man Freddie Owens of Milwaukee and
6-4 junior college transfer Rick Bower to
the roster. Owens has the potential to

be a defensive stopper in the mold of
Mike Kelley. Bower brings solid outside
shooting abilities to the table. A pair of
walk-ons (freshmen Tke Ukawuba and
Pete Schmit) also are in the fold.

“We don't have a lot of numbers
and [ don't see us playing three guards,
but I do think we are a solid two-deep
in the backcourt,” Bennett said.

FORWARDS

Wisconsin will feature an experi-
enced and physically mature front line
this season. “The front line now
becomes a three-position part of the
lineup,” Bennett said. “We have ade-
quate numbers and I would like to take
advantage of that.”

Three seniors hold many of the keys
to Wisconsin'’s frontline success. Mark
Vershaw led the Badgers in scoring (11.8
ppg), assists (118, the most ever by a
UW forward), three-point FG percent-
age (.525) and minutes played (school-
record 1,122). He has never missed a
game during his career (99 straight).
“Mark is the guy we hope accepts the

challenge to get himself into shape and
play with greater intensity,” Bennett said.
“He is no longer an underclassman and
physically we would like to see him
improve and take over the four posi-
tion.”

Vershaw is joined up front by senior
Andy Kowske, who led the UW in field
goal percentage (.583), rebounds (6.2)
and blocked shots (27). A GTE All-
Academic District 5 and academic all-
Big Ten team member, Kowske averaged
11.5 points and 9.5 rebounds to earn a
spot on the all-West Regional squad last
March. He also held Arizona’s Michael
Wright, LSU’s Stromile Swift and
Purdue’s Brian Cardinal to a combined
27 points in the NCAA Tournament.
Like Kelley and Vershaw, Kowske has
never missed a game (99 in a row).
“Andy gives you everything he has,”
Bennett said. “His hustle, rebounding,
screening and hard play are staples we
have come to count on.”

A third senior is Maurice Linton,
who is pegged for the small forward
position. Linton started 18 games last
season. He was named Big Ten Player of
the Week on March 5 after a 16-point,

10-rebound performance against 14th.
ranked Indiana. He also had 14 points
in the upset NCAA Tournament win
over Arizona. “Maurice is really motivat-
ed to have an outstanding senior year,”
Bennett said. “He has worked hard and
accepted the challenge of becoming the
small forward we thought he could
become when he came here.”

Junior Charlie Wills, who redshirted
as a freshman, provides the Badgers
with toughness and a solid shot. He
started five times last season and aver-
aged 7.0 points and 4.6 boards in those
games. “Charlie screens well, he’s a
team player and he can shoot that medi-
um-range shot well,” Bennett said. “If
he will play with the tenacity and natu-
ral feel for the game that he has, he can
challenge for the four spot.”

Others who will be competing for
playing time are 6-11 redshirt freshman
Dave Mader; 2000 Wisconsin state high
school player of the year Michael
Wilkinson; and fellow rookie Kyle
Grusczynski, a small forward.
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DOMINANT DEFENSE

The Wisconsin roster features a total
of 15 players, 12 of which are from the
states of Wisconsin or Illinois. Seven
Badgers are natives of Wisconsin, while
five come from Illinois.

2002 REGIONAL IN MADISON

Wisconsin has led the Big Ten in
scoring defense for the last four seasons.
A year ago the Badgers limited oppo-
nents to 55.8 points per game. That was
fourth-best nationally.

TAKE CARE

Wisconsin’s Kohl Center will be the
site of the 2002 NCAA Men'’s Basketball
Midwest Regional on Friday and
Sunday, March 22 and 24. The last
men’s NCAA Tournament action in
Madison was the 1969 Mideast Regional
held at the UW Field House.

THE CHEESE LEAGUE

For the second straight season, the
Badgers will play games against each of
the other three Division I programs in
the state of Wisconsin. Included in the
slate will be the Badgers' first-ever trip
to UW-Green Bay, the school at which
Dick Bennett coached before coming to
Madison.

RAGS TO RICHES

Senior guard Mike Kelley, who was
not voted to any all-conference team
last season, has been selected as a
Wooden Award preseason top-25 candi-
date and a Naismith Award preseason
top-30 candidate for 2000-01.

IRON MEN

Senior forwards Mark Vershaw and
Andy Kowske and senior guard Mike
Kelley have each played in every game
during their Badger careers. Each has
played in 99 straight contests.

22 +22:=44

Wisconsin has won a school-record
22 games in each of the last two sea-
sons. The Badgers’ 44 victories during
that time rank fourth in the Big Ten
behind Michigan State, Ohio State and
Purdue.

Two seasons ago the Badgers set a
school record with a Big Ten-low 11.8
turnovers per game. Last season
Wisconsin improved upon that figure,
again leading the conference with only
11.3 giveaways per contest.

SUCCESS VS. THE BIG BOYS

Wisconsin set a school-record for
most wins over ranked opponents last
season when it knocked off eight top-25
foes, including three teams ranked in
the top 10. During the Dick Bennett era,
Wisconsin has won 23 games over
nationally ranked opposition. That is
more than twice as many as any other
coaching regime in school history.

STRONG SLATE

Wisconsin played the No. 1-ranked
schedule in the nation (Sagarin Ratings)
last season and figures to see more of
the same in 2000-01. The Badgers will
face Tennessee and Maryland, both
highly regarded nationally, among their
first three games. Additionally, the UW
has contests lined up against Temple,
Marquette, Xavier, in-state rivals UW-
Green Bay and UW-Milwaukee, as well
as South Florida, Butler, Northern
Mlinois and Ohio.

NEW LEVEL OF SUCCESS

Wisconsin had appeared in the
NCAA Tournament three times in the
first 97 years of the program’s existence.
Since Dick Bennett's arrival in Madison,
however, the Badgers have played in
three NCAA Tournaments and one NIT.

Dick Bennett said last

March that “somewhere
above goals, dreams float
around.”

Bennett and his Badgers
lived their collective dream
when they won the 2000 West
Regional and qualified for the
Final Four in Indianapaolis.

For Bennett, now in his
sixth year as head coach at
Wisconsin, it was a dream
some 35 years in the making.

From high school coaching
stops in towns like West Bend
and Eau Claire to college jobs
in Stevens Point, Green Bay
and, finally, Madison, Bennett
has spent his entire adult life
teaching the game of basket-
ball to young men in the state
of Wisconsin. History would
suggest he has been quite
successful.

The owner of a 451-257
(.637) overall mark in 24 years
on the collegiate scene, he is
91-68 (.572) since taking over
at Wisconsin. He has guided
the Badgers to three NCAA
Tournament appearances and
one NIT in five seasons. Prior
to his arrival, Wisconsin had
played in three NCAA
Tournaments in 97 seasons.

Bennett’s last two Badger
squads have each won a
school-record 22 games. No
Wisconsin club had won more
than 20 games prior to

e

Bennett’s tenure. He also has
directed the Badgers to 23
victories over top-25 opposi-
tion, more than twice as many
as any other UW coach.

Known throughout the
basketball world as one of the
game’s pre-eminent defensive
coaches, Bennett’s Badgers
have led the Big Ten in scor-
ing defense for four straight
seasons and have finished
among the top five in the
nation in that category three
times.

Statistics, however, don’t
tell the whole Dick Bennett
story. He is highly respected
by his peers. In fact, Sports
Illustrated polled 115 college
basketball coaches during the
1998-99 season and asked the
question, “If you could only
go to one coaching clinic,
whose would it be?” The top
four vote-getters were Duke’s
Mike Krzyzewski, Utah’s Rick
Majerus, Wisconsin’s Dick
Bennett and Bob Knight (then
at Indiana). A 1995 survey of
113 coaches at the Final Four
revealed that Bennett’s peers
felt that only Krzyzewski,
then-North Carolina coach
Dean Smith and Knight
ranked ahead of Bennett
when it comes to “strategiz-
ing the game.”

When others speak of
Bennett, one finds the same
words and phrases being
repeated again and again ...
humble, passionate, intense,
tough, competitive, funda-
mentally sound, a great
teacher.

Fresno State’s Jerry
Tarkanian once suggested to
his staff that they, “go spend
a week with Dick Bennett and
learn about the game. His
Wisconsin team executes bet-
ter than any I've seen.”

Bennett has passed along
his knowledge of the game of
basketball to others in his

family. There are now three
Bennetts coaching in the Big
Ten (daughter Kathi is head
women's basketball coach at
Indiana and son Tony is a
Badger assistant) and another
(younger brother Jack) is a
successful head coach at UW-
Stevens Point, the same
school at which Dick got his
college coaching start.

The success of Dick
Bennett’s teams over the
years is the result of taking
care of the basketball, work-
ing for good shots and play-
ing intense, hard-nosed, team
defense. The best of Bennett’s
players are not necessarily
spectacular but, rather, are
dependable, fundamentally

sound, intense and mentally
tough.

Bennett told a reporter last
March that, “truthfully, I
never wanted to leave the
high school ranks. I was
happy coaching and teaching
English. I didn't really ascribe
to go beyond that.”

Some 35 years later,
Bennett is, in many ways, still
that part-time coach, part-
time English teacher. He
stresses repetition, simplicity
and doing a few things well.
His teams are taught well and
they execute. His players
learn the game and they earn
their degrees. And along the
way they’'ve won quite a few
basketball games, too.

The Bennett Era at Wisconsin

1995-96

Most thought Dick Bennett's first
Wisconsin team would struggle to win 10
games. The club was a near-consensus
preseason choice to finish 10th in the Big
Ten. Those predictions were made under
the assumption that Wisconsin would
have a full roster.

What transpired, however, was some-
thing else. Freshman Duany Duany was
lost for the season after three games with
a broken foot. Starting guards Darnell
Hoskins (transferred in December) and
Sean Mason (knee injury) were lost for
the remainder of the season. And wing
starter Mosezell Peterson sustained a
career-ending knee injury in the second-
to-last game of the season.

Despite playing the entire Big Ten sea-
son with just eight scholarship players,
Wisconsin finished 17-15 (8-10 in the Big
Ten) and advanced to the second round of
the NIT. Forward Sam Okey was named
Big Ten Freshman of the Year after becom-
ing the first player in league history to
lead his team in points, rebounds, assists
and blocked shots.

It was just the seventh time in school
history that the UW won at least 17
games. No coach at Wisconsin had previ-
ously guided the Badgers to that many
wins in his rookie season. The resilient
squad never lost more than two games in
arow and was 9-6 in games decided by
10 points or less.

1996-97

There was no sophomore jinx for
Bennett in his second season at
Wisconsin. Rather, he guided the Badgers
to only the school’s second 18-win regu-
lar season in history. This team, which
earned the school’s fourth NCAA
Tournament bid, also won 11 league
games, the highest Big Ten win total at
Wisconsin since 1941. It also registered
the school’s first winning record in league
play since 1974.

Wisconsin was 18-10 overall (11-7 in
the Big Ten). The Badgers led the Big Ten
in scoring defense and field goal percent-
age defense and finished fourth nationally

in both categories.
Wisconsin’s run to the
NCAA Tournament was
helped by a six-game
winning streak in
February. The Badgers
ended the regular sea-
son with a thrilling 66-
65 win over No. 2-
ranked Minnesota at the
UW Field House.
Sophomore forward
Sam Okey was a sec-
ond-team all-Big Ten
choice and senior center
Paul Grant earned hon-
orable mention acclaim
from the conference.
The Badgers’season
ended with a 71-58 loss
to Texas in the first
round of the NCAA
Tournament.

1997-98

Bennett's third year
at Wisconsin was
marked by transition.
The program moved at
mid-season from the
historic UW Field House
to the new, $76 million
Kohl Center. The team
featured a number of
new faces, including
freshmen Mike Kelley,
Andy Kowske, Mark Vershaw and
Maurice Linton.

Wisconsin struggled to a 12-19 overall
mark, 3-13 in the Big Ten. Okey left the
program in January and the Badgers
played much of the season with the
freshmen seeing substantial action. The
UW’s schedule was ranked 20th-toughest
in the nation by the Sagarin Ratings.

Junior guard Sean Mason, who had
missed most of the previous two seasons
with knee injuries, led the team in scoring
and was an honorable mention all-Big
Ten choice. The Badgers again led the Big
Ten in scoring defense, finishing 19th
nationally in that category. Mike Kelley
set a UW freshman record with 58 steals.

1998-99

This was a breakthrough season for
the Badgers and Bennett. Led by three
solid guards -- Ty Calderwood, Sean

~ Mason and Mike Kelley -- Wisconsin

compiled a 22-10 record, including a 9-7
mark in league action. It was the first
time a UW squad had won more than 20
games. The Badgers reached the semifi-
nal of the Big Ten Tournament and quali-
fied for the NCAA Tournament for the
second time in three seasons.

Wisconsin finished the season ranked
17th nationally in the ESPN/USA Today
coaches poll and 18th by the Associated
Press. The Badgers were ranked as high

as 11th by the A.P. The UW started the 1999-2000

season 12-1. Wisconsin played a schedule
ranked No. 6 nationally by the Sagarin
Ratings. The Badgers again led the Big
Ten in scoring defense and also set school
records for total and average home atten-
dance.

Mason was a consensus second-team
all-Big Ten choice, Calderwood was an
honorable mention all-league selection
and Kelley was named the league’s
defensive player of the year. Bennett was
one of 15 finalists for the Naismith
National Coach of the Year Award and
one of 10 nominees for Associated Press
National Coach of the Year.

In contrast to the prior season,
Wisconsin was not at its best until late in
the season. The Badgers, 13-12 in mid-
February, won 11 of their last 15 games
on their way to the NCAA West Regional
title and a trip to the Final Four in
Indianapolis where they lost to eventual
national champion Michigan State. The
Spartans were the only team to defeat the
Badgers after Feb. 2.

Wisconsin finished the season with a
22-14 overall mark (8-8 in league play) to
tie the school record for wins set by the
1998-99 squad. The Badgers, who played
the nation’s most difficult schedule

The Badgers had no all-conference
players. Senior guard Jon Bryant was
named the MVP of the West Regional and
Mike Kelley and Andy Kowske earned
spots on the all-West Regional team.
Bennett became the first coach in school
history to take Wisconsin to three NCAA
Tournaments.

Wisconsin defeated a school-record
eight nationally ranked opponents,
including No. 4 Arizona, No. 10 LSU and
No. 25 Purdue during its march to
Indianapolis.

Dick Bennett came fo Wisconsin from UW-Green Bay, where he |
spent 10 seasons guiding the Phoenix info the national spotlight
and solidifying his welleamed reputation for coaching overachiev-
ers.

‘ He inherited a UWGB team that was 4-24 the year before he
arrived and, after his first squad went 5-23, guided the Phoenix fo
a 15-14 mark in 1986-87. It was just three more years before
Bennett and the Phoenix jumped info the national picture with a 24-
8 mark in 198990, Benneft was named 1990 Mid-Continent
Conference Coach of the Year and took the Phoenix fo the second
round of the National Invitation Tournament.

The 199091 campaign was an hisforic one for Bennett and the
Phoenix. led by Bennett's son, Tony, UW-Green Bay rolled to o
24-7 overall record and appeared in the schoal’s first NCAA four-
nament, losing 60-58 in the first round against Michigan State.

The Phoenix improved to 25-5 in 199192 and won their first regu-

| larseason conference tifle before falling in the first round of the NIT.
Bennett was named Mid-Continent Conference and Kedak/NABC
District 11 Coach of the Year in 1992.

Following a rebuilding campaign at UWGB in 199203,
Bennett guided the Phoenix to backdoback NCAA tournament
appearances in his final two seasons. The 1993-94 squad was
27-7, won another conference file and shocked the college basket-
ball world with @ firstround NCAA tournament win over a 16th-
ranked California squad that featured Jason Kidd and Lamond
Murray. Bennett was tabbed Kodak/NABC District 11 Coach of
the Year and Baskefball Times Midwest Coach of the Year that sea-
son. Bennett's Phoenix were 22-8 in 199495 and dropped a 49-
48 decision to Big Ten champion Purdue in the first round of the
‘@5 NCAA toumnament.

Bennett's first collegiate head coaching position was at UWW-
Stevens Point in 197677, Affer Bennett's initial season at Stevens
Point, the program’s winning percentage increased each year for
the next seven seasons. The only decrease in winning percentage
came in Bennett’s final season when the Pointers followed a 28-4
(.875) record with a 25-5 (.833) mark.

Bennett coached UW-Stevens Point to a 173-80 record in nine
seasons.

Brad Soderberg, a guard with
Dick Bennett’s strongest UW-
Stevens Point teams in the mid-
1980s, is in his sixth season at
Wisconsin and his first as assis-
tant head coach after serving as
an assistant coach his first five
years.

Soderberg, who was hired in
April of 1995 after two seasons as
head coach at South Dakota State,
has increased responsibilities at
practice, with game strategy and
scouting of opponents, in addi-
tion to a variety of in-office duties.

The 38-year-old Soderberg guided the Jackrabbits to a 36-18
(.667) record from 1993-95, including a 21-15 mark in the highly
regarded NCAA Division II North Central Conference.

Soderberg served as head coach at Loras College in Dubuque,
Towa, from 1988-93 and led the Duhawks to a 79-45 (.637) record
during his five-year stint. Loras was runner-up in the 1992
National Catholic Basketball Tournament and Soderberg was
named tournament Coach of the Year. Soderberg served as assis-
tant coach at Loras in 1987-88 before becoming head coach.

Prior to his arrival at Loras, Soderberg was an assistant coach
at UW-Stevens Point (1984-85), graduate assistant at Colorado
State (1985-86) and assistant coach at Fort Hays State (1986-87).

Soderberg is a 1985 graduate of UW-Stevens Point, where he
was a guard and team captain for Bennett’s 1984 NAIA national
runner-up, a team that included Terry Porter, now with the NBA’s
San Antonio Spurs. Soderberg and Porter started all 32 games in
the Pointers’backcourt in ‘83-84 and Soderberg was a first-team
all-conference and all-NATA District 14 selection. He earned the
“Hustle Award” at the ‘84 NAIA Tournament. Soderberg shot 56
percent from the field and 83 percent from the free throw line in
his two years at UW-Stevens Point.

A native of Stevens Point, Wis., Soderberg attended Pacelli
High, where his father recently retired as head basketball coach.
He has a bachelor’s degree in physical education from UW-
Stevens Point and a master’s in physical education from Colorado

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David Ward

Chancellor

David Ward was named chancellor of
the University of Wisconsin-Madison in
June 1993, becoming the 25th individual
to serve as the university’s chief executive.
Ward had served previously as interim
chancellor.

Ward has provided strong leadership
in his efforts to improve the quality of
undergraduate education. Changes
inspired by Ward include: enhanced stu-
dent advising, particularly for freshmen
and sophomores; expanded course access;
a core curriculum; and increased opportu-
nities for undergraduates to conduct
research.

The next step, according to Ward, is
redefinition of undergraduate education,
not simply through improvements of
existing programs and processes, but by
developing new ways for learning to
occur on college campuses. To that end,
he recently published a comprehensive
strategic plan, outlining priorities for the
next decade as the university works
toward balancing its teaching, research
and outreach missions. One way the uni-
versity can unify its activities, Ward says,
is by emphasizing learning as a central
goal.

The development of campus learning
communities recently was echoed by the
Kellogg Commission on the Future of
State and Land-Grant Universities. In its
first report, this 25-member group of uni-

versity chief executives, on which Ward
serves, called on public institutions to
become “genuine learning communities”
that are student-centered, support and
inspire learners of all kinds, and sustain a
healthy learning environment.

During his tenure, Ward has given
new expression to The Wisconsin Idea,
the venerable philosophical framework
for the university’s public service role.
The Wisconsin Idea is embodied by a vast
array of partnerships between the univer-
sity and both the public and private sec-
tors, says Ward, from economic develop-
ment activity and sharing of faculty
expertise, to educational collaborations
with K-12 schools.

Ward chairs the Board of Trustees of
the University Corporation for Advanced
Internet Development, a nonprofit group
spearheading the development of
Internet2, the next-generation use of the
Internet for teaching and research. He
also serves on the Board of Directors of
the National Association of State
Universities and Land-Grant Colleges
and is former chair of the Big Ten Council
of Presidents/Chancellors.

Ward was born in Manchester,
England, and received bachelor’s and
master’s degrees from the University of
Leeds. He earned a Fulbright Travel
award to the United States in 1960 and
received a doctorate from the UW-
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Madison in 1963.

Ward served as chair of the geography
department from 1974 to 1977 and as
associate dean of the Graduate School
from 1980 to 1987. He became vice chan-
cellor for academic affairs at UW-
Madison in 1989, and in 1991, Ward was
also named provost, chief deputy to the
chancellor. His UW-Madison faculty
career spans more than 30 years, and he
holds the Andrew Hill Clark
Professorship of Geography.

As a scholar, Ward is a recognized
authority in historical urban geography
and has pioneered research on English
and American cities during their rapid
growth of the 19th and early 20th cen-
turies. He is a past president of the
Association of American Geographers.
He has authored two books, edited two
books and contributed many articles in
leading academic journals. In recognition
of his postdoctoral research, Ward was
awarded an honorary degree by his
undergraduate alma mater.

Ward will step aside as chancellor in
January 2001 to direct a newly established
center for the study of post secondary
education and has been awarded an
endowed chair named in honor of
Charles Kendall Adams, fifth president of
the University of Wisconsin.




Pat Richter,
the dean of
Big Ten
Directors of
Athletics, is in
his 11th year
as the man in
charge of one
of the nation’s
most prosper-
ous college
athletic divi-
sions.

The former
Wisconsin all-star student-athlete and
Madison business executive, not only res-
cued the Badger athletic department in
the early 1990s, but also charted a plan
for a prosperous future in the new millen-
nium.

When Richter accepted then-
Chancellor Donna Shalala’s offer to run
the division in 1989, he inherited a $2.1
million debt, a downtrodden program on
the field, subpar facilities and deteriorat-
ing fan support.

Richter made his first major move by
hiring the nation’s hottest coaching
prospect, Barry Alvarez, to run the football
program. In four years, Alvarez took the
Badgers to the Rose Bowl, home atten-
dance skyrocketed 81 percent and the red
ink on the financial ledgers was gone.

As the department started to thrive,
Richter reinvested in the program by
building and improving facilities. Most
notable among the construction projects
were the magnificent Kohl Center, the
Fetzer Academic Center, the Goodman
Softball Diamond and the Dan McClimon
Track / Soccer Complex.

Richter is also proud that the Badgers
were Big Ten all-sports champs in 1998-
99 and rank near the top of the league in
total academic honorees during his
tenure. He also approved a five-year
financial plan at the end 0f“99, which
charts a plan for fiscal responsibility into
the next century.

is well-documented. He earned all-
America (1961-62) and academic all-
America (1962) honors as a tight end on
the football field.

In the first-ever college football game
between the No. 1 and No. 2-ranked
teams, Richter and his Badger teammates
dropped a 42-37 decision to USC in one
of the greatest Rose Bowls ever. He set a
game-record with 11 receptions.

Richter led the Big Ten in receiving
twice and topped the nation as a junior.
As a senior, Richter won Wisconsin’s
prestigious 1963 Big Ten Medal of Honor.

Richter was recognized for his college
gridiron exploits in 1997 with his induc-
tion into the National Football
Foundation College Hall of Fame.

He also earned all-league honors in
baseball at Wisconsin as a power-hitting
first baseman, but the 6-foot-5 center
received his scholarship at the UW for
basketball.

Pat was a first-round draft pick of the
Washington Redskins and played profes-
sionally from 1963-71. Richter earned his
B.S. degree from the UW-Madison in
landscape architecture (1964).

Upon retirement from the NFL, he
returned to the UW-Madison to earn his
law degree (1971).

THE 2000 TOURNEY

Wisconsin won the West Region title
with wins over ninth-seeded Fresno State
and top-seeded Arizona in Salt Lake City,
Utah, and victories over fourth-seeded
LSU and sixth-seeded Purdue in
Albuquerque, N.M. The Badgers then lost
a semifinal matchup with Midwest
Region and eventual national champion
Michigan State at the Final Four in
Indianapolis.

ALL-WEST REGION TEAM

Wisconsin’s Jon Bryant was named the
West Region’s Most Outstanding Player.
Badger juniors Mike Kelley and Andy
Kowske made the West Region all-tour-
nament team, as did Purdue’s Brian
Cardinal, Mike Robinson and Carson
Cunningham.

KELLEY STOLE THE SHOW

Guard Mike Kelley’s 19 steals (five
games) in the 2000 NCAA Tournament
led the tournament and tied for second-
most ever in a single tournament. The
record is 23 by Oklahoma’s Mookie
Blaylock in 1988 (six games).

NCAA TOURNAMENT HISTORY

Wisconsin has an all-time NCAA
Tournament record of 9-5 after its Final
Four loss to Michigan State on April 1.
The UW has earned bids in 1941, 1947,
1994, 1997, 1999 and 2000.
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Guard Mike Kelley led all 2000 NCAA
Tournament players in steals with 19.

AND THEN THERE WERE FOUR

Wisconsin, making its sixth NCAA
Tournament appearance in school history,
earned a spot in the Final Four for the
second time. The Badgers played in the
1941 Final Four, but it only took three vic-
tories to win the championship (which
the UW did).

This was the school’s fourth NCAA
Tournament appearance in the last seven
seasons and the third appearance in the
last four seasons. This also marked the
first time in school history that the
Badgers qualified for the”Big Dance”in
back-to-back seasons.

BIG TEN IS BIG TIME

Wisconsin and Michigan State gave
the Big Ten two Final Four participants for
the second straight season (Michigan
State and Ohio State in 1999).

Wisconsin was the sixth different Big
Ten team to advance to the Final Four
since 1992. The others are Indiana (1992),
Michigan (1992-93), Minnesota (1997),
Ohio State (1999) and Michigan State
(1999-2000).

NO PROPS? NO PROBLEM!

Wisconsin was the first team in NCAA
history to reach the Final Four without a
single player having made the league’s
first, second or third-team all-conference
squads. In fact, none of the 1999-2000
Badgers even garnered honorable men-
tion all-league acclaim.

WINNING WHEN IT COUNTS

Wisconsin was the only Big Ten team
ever to finish sixth or lower in the league
regular-season standings and then qualify
for the NCAA Tournament Final Four.

The Badgers’13 losses (as well as
North Carolina’s 13 defeats) in‘99-00
were the most ever by a team to reach the
Final Four. The previous high was 11 by
LSU in 1986 and Kansas in 1988.

CRAZY EIGHTS

The Badgers joined North Carolina as
the lowest seeds to reach the Final Four
since 11th-seeded LSU in 1986. Prior to
‘99-00, the last No. 8 seed to reach the
Final Four was the 1985 Villanova squad
that won the title. Last year marked the
first time two teams seeded eighth or
lower reached the Final Four in the same
season.

WISCONSIN SEEDS

The NCAA began seeding teams for
its tournament in 1979 and Wisconsin has
earned bids to four NCAA Tournaments
since then. Here are the Badgers” four
NCAA Tournament seeds.

1994: 9th in West
1997: 7th in East
1999: 5th in East
2000: 8th in West

Prior to 1989, Wisconsin had appeared
in only two postseason tournaments
(NCAAs in’41 and‘47) during the
school’s first 90 years of basketball. In the
last 12 seasons, however, the program has
qualified for postseason play eight times
(four NCAAs and four NITs).
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Jon Bryant made a school record-tying seven
three-point field goals against Fresno State in
the first round of the NCAA Tournament.

NCAA Tournament

FINAL FOUR
Wisconsin’s run in the NCAA
Tournament was stopped by eventual
national champion Michigan State, 53-41.

The Badgers got 18 points from guard
Roy Boone, but no one else scored in
double figures. Michigan State got 20
points from Morris Peterson, 11 from
Mateen Cleaves and 10 from Andre
Hutson.

Wisconsin trailed just 19-17 at the half
before the Spartans used a 13-2 run to
start the second half and open up a 32-19
lead. The Badgers, who were outre-
bounded 42-20, never got closer than 11
points after that.

ROUNDS 1 AND 2

The eighth-seeded Badgers defeated

No. 9 seed Fresno State and top-seeded
Arizona on March 16 and 18 in Salt Lake
City to advance to the West Regional
semifinal game.

In the first-round game with Fresno
State, the Badgers fell behind 34-30 at the

intermission before shutting down the
high-scoring Bulldogs in the second half.
Fresno State led 44-38 with 13:17 left to
play when the Badgers went on a 23-2
run (helped by four straight Jon Bryant
three-point field goals) that put the game
out of reach. UW guard Mike Kelley had
six steals and held national scoring leader
Courtney Alexander (25.3 ppg) to just 11
points. Bryant finished with a game-high
21 points on seven three-pointers.

In the second-round affair with
fourth-ranked and top-seeded Arizona,
the Badgers fell behind 2-0 and never
trailed again. The UW led 28-23 at the
half and opened up a 50-33 advantage
with 8:07 left to play. Forward Maurice
Linton scored nine of Wisconsin’s last 13
points to help secure the win. The
Badgers held Arizona scoring leader
Michael Wright to two points and four
field goal attempts in 37 minutes. Mark
Vershaw paced the UW with 15 points
and Andy Kowske added 10 points and
12 rebounds for his second consecutive
“double-double.”

SWEET 16 AND ELITE 8

Wisconsin knocked off fourth-seeded
and 10th-ranked LSU in the regional
semifinal and No. 6-seeded and 25th-
ranked Purdue in the regional champi-
onship game, which were played in
Albuquerque on March 23 and 25.

In the 61-48 win over LSU, the
Badgers held the Tigers to 14 points in the
first half and got a game-high 16 points
from guard Jon Bryant. Wisconsin led 22-
14 at the intermission and opened up a
36-18 advantage before cruising to victo-
ry. The Badgers forced 23 turnovers as
guard Mike Kelley grabbed five steals.
LSU shot just .362 from the field in pro-
ducing its lowest scoring output of the
season.

Wisconsin’s fourth meeting of the sea-
son with Purdue went down to the wire
before the Badgers pulled out a 64-60
decision and a trip to the Final Four. The
lead changed hands eight times in the
game. Jon Bryant made five three-point
field goals on the way to a game-high 18
points to lead the UW. The Badgers
gained a 31-28 edge at the half and
expanded that to 60-53 with just 1:08 left
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to play, but Purdue remained within strik-
ing distance until the end. The UW out-
rebounded (35-33) and outshot (468-
.396) the Boilermakers.

Team Notes
WINNINGEST SEASONS

Wisconsin had won exactly 20 games
in a season just twice in the 97 years
before Dick Bennett arrived in Madison.
In each of the last two seasons, however,
Bennett has guided the Badgers to a
school-record 22 victories.

THE LAST 13

Wisconsin's win over Michigan on Feb.
16 gave the Badgers a 13-11 overall
record and kept them from falling to .500
for the season. That game began a stretch
during which the Badgers went 10-3 (all
three losses to Michigan State) with wins
over five ranked opponents (No. 14
Indiana, No. 22 Purdue, No. 4 Arizona,
No. 10 LSU and No. 25 Purdue).
Wisconsin won 11 of its final 15 overall
with all four defeats coming against
Michigan State.

YEAR NO. 5 MAGIC

Dick Bennett’s rebuilding of the
Wisconsin basketball program took the
five years he said it would. It also took
Bennett five years to rebuild programs at
UW-Stevens Point and UW-Green Bay.
Here's a listing of records of Bennett's
fifth year at each of his college coaching
stops.

ANOTHER NEW STEALS MARK
Led by Mike Kelley (95 steals), the
Badgers set another school single-season

steals record (236), surpassing the record-
setting mark of 224 set in 1998-99.

ALL EVEN

Wisconsin’s win over Indiana on the
regular season’s final day gave the




Badgers an 8-8 record in league play.

The 2000 team became only the fourth
Badger squad since 1968 (31 years) to fin-
ish with at least a .500 record in confer-
ence play. Three of those four teams
(1997, 1999 and 2000) were coached by
Dick Bennett.

That was the first time since 1967 and
1968 that Wisconsin registered at least a
500 league mark in back-to-back sea-
sons.

FIVE STRAIGHT

Wisconsin’s win over 22nd-ranked
Purdue in the quarterfinals of the Big Ten
Tournament was the Badgers'fifth straight
victory. That marked the team’s longest
winning streak since a seven-game skein
in January of 1999. The five-game run
ended with the Big Ten Tournament semi-
final loss to fifth-ranked Michigan State
on March 11.

TRUE STUDENT-ATHLETES

Forward Andy Kowske was named to
the GTE Academic all-District 5 team.
Kowske, Mike Kelley and Erik Faust were
named to the academic all-Big Ten squad.

PLAYERS OF THE WEEK

Badger junior forward Maurice Linton
was named co-Big Ten Player of the Week
on March 6. Linton averaged 13.0 points
and 9.0 rebounds in the Badgers’ wins at
Northwestern on March 1 and at home
against Indiana on March 5. He was
Wisconsin’s second league player of the
week honoree. Fellow junior forward
Andy Kowske earned that honor in
December.

AROUND THESE BASES

Entering Wisconsin’s home game with
Michigan State on Feb. 12, Coach Dick
Bennett had outlined for his team what it
needed to do to reach the .500 mark in
Big Ten play. It had to win four of its last
six games. Bennett compared each
potential win to a base on a baseball field,
stating that home plate would be win No.
4 (he even drew a diamond on the
team’s chalkboard in the locker room and
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marked it off with each victory). The UW
got to the plate with wins over Michigan,
Iowa, Northwestern and Indiana.

During the six-game stretch in which
the Badgers went 4-2 (both losses to
Michigan State), they allowed a stingy
53.8 points per game and shot .404 from
three-point range. During those six
games, Duany Duany (9.3 ppg) was the
UW'’s second-leading scorer and Maurice
Linton (9.0 ppg) the squad’s No. 3 scorer
and No. 2 rebounder (5.3 rpg).

DOMINANT DEFENSE

Wisconsin’s defensive play was out-
standing in 1999-2000. The Badgers...

* led the Big Ten and ranked fourth
nationally in scoring defense (55.8 ppg).

* ranked 31st nationally in field goal
percentage defense (.397).

* led the Big Ten in scoring defense for
the fourth straight season.

* ranked fourth in the Big Ten in field
goal percentage defense (.397).

* held 10 opponents to fewer than 50
points.

* allowed just 52.4 ppg and .382 field
goal shooting at home.

* held No. 17 Temple to 44 points at
Wisconsin on Dec. 29, the fewest by a
ranked opponent vs. the Badgers since
1949.

* limited the following ranked oppo-
nents to their season-low point total of
1999-2000:

No. 4 Arizona (59 points)

No. 10 Texas (45 points)

No. 10 LSU (48 points)

No. 14 Indiana (53 points)

No. 17 Temple (44 points)

Ohio State, ranked 17th and fifth in its
two games with the UW, recorded its two
lowest point totals (53 and 51) of the sea-
son vs. the Badgers.

Wisconsin limited national champion
Michigan State to three of its seven low-
est offensive outputs of the season.

“ONLY” THIRD-BEST
Wisconsin’s excellent scoring defense
average of 55.8 points per game was
“only” the third-best of the Bennett era
in Madison. The 1998-99 team allowed
55.2 points per game and the’96-97
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squad gave up 55.3 per game. Not coin-
cidentally, those are Bennett's three
NCAA Tournament teams at Wisconsin.

VS. RANKED OPPONENTS

Following are several items about
Wisconsin’s games with nationally ranked
opponents in “99-00.

* UW was 8-8 vs. ranked opponents.
The eight wins were a school record for
victories over nationally ranked oppo-
nents. That gave the UW 14 wins over
ranked foes in the last two seasons.

* The Badgers’ win over No. 25 Purdue
on March 25 was their 23rd victory over a
ranked foe during the Bennett era. Prior
to Bennett, no UW coach had defeated
more than nine ranked opponents.

* UW is 15-7 at home vs. ranked
opponents in the Bennett era.

* UW was one of only two teams to
have outrebounded league co-champ
Michigan State, the nation’s top rebound-
ing club (29-26 in East Lansing on Feb.
19).

CARING FOR THE ROCK

Wisconsin averaged a Big Ten-low and
school-record 11.8 turnovers per game in
1998-99 and bettered that mark in99-00
with a remarkable 11.3 norm. The
Badgers turned it over just nine times
against LSU in the West Region semifinal,
the 12th time last season they committed
fewer than 10 turnovers in a game.

Wisconsin’s four turnovers against
Michigan State on March 11 were the
fewest for the Badgers in a game since
they committed just two turnovers against
Penn State on March 3, 1993.

BIG BLOCK

Junior Roy Boone’s blocked shot
toward the end of the Badgers win over
Purdue in the NCAA Tournament West
Regional final was named“Best Block” in
Compagq’s Plays of the Year contest.

GET TO 45 PERCENT
Wisconsin shot at least 45 percent

from the field 13 times in"99-00, includ-
ing a .468 performance against No. 25
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Purdue on March 25. During the Bennett
era, the Badgers own an impressive 50-6
(.893) record in games in which they con-
nect on at least 45 percent of their field
goal attempts.

THEY COULDN'T MISS

Wisconsin’s 11 straight three-point
field goals against Michigan on Feb. 16
tied the NCAA Division I record for con-
secutive threes made in a game. The
shots came from Duany Duany (five), Jon
Bryant (three) and Roy Boone (three).
The Badgers made their first 11 three-
pointers vs. Michigan.

NO CUPCAKES

Wisconsin's strength of schedule was
ranked No. 1 nationally by the final
Sagarin Ratings and No. 5 nationally
according to a March 12 duplication of
the RPI. The Badgers played 21 games
(12-9 record) against teams that made the
2000 NCAA Tournament field. .

BLOCK PARTY

Though not pegged as an extraordi-
nary shot-blocking team, the Badgers set
a school and Big Ten Tournament record
with 12 blocked shots against
Northwestern on March 9.

CLOSE, BUT ...

Five of Wisconsin’s eight Big Ten losses
were decided by a total of 20 points (4.0
per game). The Badgers lost by four at
Indiana, by two at home vs. Ohio State,
by six at home to Iowa, by three at Ohio
State and by five at Michigan State.

WINNERS NEVER QUIT

Wisconsin’s win over 14th-ranked
Indiana on March 5 marked the third
time in 1999-2000 and 11th time during
the Bennett era that the Badgers erased a
double-figure, second-half deficit to come

back and win a game. Wisconsin trailed
the Hoosiers by 12 points twice in the
second half.

THE BIG LINEUP

Coach Dick Bennett used 13 different
starting lineups in 1999-2000. The
Badgers found the most success with
starting lineups that included forwards
Maurice Linton, Mark Vershaw and Andy
Kowske. With that threesome starting,
the Badgers were 14-3.

LATE SEASON SUCCESS

Wisconsin’s five-game winning streak
in late February and early March helped
vault the team into the NCAA
Tournament. The last time the UW had a
five-game win streak in February and/or
March was in 1997 when it won six
straight in February. That team also
earned an NCAA bid.

Both the’97 team and the 1999-2000
squad featured veteran front lines. The
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‘97 front liners were senior center Paul
Grant, a future NBA first-round draft
choice, and forwards Sean Daugherty (a
junior) and Sam Okey (a sophomore who
had been starting since his freshman sea-
son). The99-00 Badgers found success
with junior big men Mark Vershaw,
Maurice Linton and Andy Kowske in
starting roles.

ANOTHER “LONG"” SEASON

Wisconsin played more games in
1999-2000 (36) than any other team in
school history. The 1995-96 and 1998-99
clubs (both coached by Dick Bennett) for-
merly held the record with 32 games.

WELL-ATTENDED

Wisconsin’s home attendance average
of 16,162 fans per game ranked third in
the Big Ten behind Ohio State (18,702)
and Indiana (16,257). The Badgers played
in front of six sellouts at the Kohl Center.

After completing a 10-game
schedule (all on the road), the
Badgers finish the year with a 7-3
record, their first winning season.

DEC. 2, 1904

Emmett Angell coaches the
Badgers for the first time and
watches his team rout Sparta’s
Company C, 75-10. Christian
Steinmetz scores 50 points in the
victory to set a pre-modern, sin-
gle-game scoring mark.

JANUARY, 1905

The Badgers make their first
road trip to the East and come
home with a 2-6 mark after
games in New Jersey, New York,
Pennsylvania and Ohio.

SPRING, 1905

Christian Steinmetz finishes
the season with 462 points, set-
ting a Wisconsin season scoring
mark that would stand for 61
years. Steinmetz is later named
the Badgers’ first all-American.

MARCH 15, 1907
Wisconsin defeats Purdue, 37-
10, to secure an 11-3 record and a
share of the school’s first Big Ten
championship.

MARCH 16, 1912

First-year coach Walter

The 1906-07 Badgers won the school’s first league fitle.

Meanwell, known as the”Little
Doctor,” guides the Badgers to a
32-21 win over Indiana to com-
plete an unbeaten season at 15-0.
Wisconsin wins the Big Ten title
outright and will win or share the
conference crown seven more
times before Meanwell’s coaching
career ends in 1934.

MARCH 16, 1918

Despite dropping a 19-11
decision to Minnesota, first-year
coach Guy Lowman'’s Badgers
win the school’s sixth Big Ten
championship in 12 years.

DEC. 18, 1930
The Badgers defeat Penn, 25-

The dedication game at the UW Field House was a 25-12 win over Penn on Dec. 18, 1930.
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12, in the dedication game for the
new Wisconsin Field House.

FALL, 1934

Harold“Bud” Foster, a former
all-America player for the
Badgers, takes over as head
coach. Foster will hold that posi-
tion for 25 years, longer than any
other basketball coach in school
history.

SPRING, 1935

In his first season as head
coach,”Bud” Foster leads the
Badgers to the Big Ten title with a
15-5 record.

MARCH 29, 1941

The”Cinderella” Badgers,
lower division finishers in the Big
Ten just one year earlier, top
Washington State, 39-34, to win
the NCAA Tournament. The
UW'’s John Kotz is named tourna-
ment MVP. Team captain Gene
Englund is the Big Ten MVP and
earns all-America honors.

SPRING, 1942

Wisconsin has the Big Ten
MVP for the second straight sea-
son when John Kotz earns the-
award. Kotz also garners all-
America kudos.

MARCH, 1947

The 15-5 Big Ten champion
Badgers are invited to play in the
NCAA Eastern Regionals in New
York’s Madison Square Garden.
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Wisconsin takes third place in the
East by squeaking past Navy, 50~
49, after losing the opener, 70-56,
to CCNY.

FEB. 28, 1949

Junior Don Rehfeldt takes 37
shots in a 70-47 trouncing of
Iowa. Rehfeldt’s 37 field goal
attempts still stand as a single-
game Wisconsin record.

SPRING, 1950

After being named the Big
Ten’s MVE. Don Rehfeldt
becomes Wisconsin’s last all-
American to date. He finishes his
career as the school’s all-time
leading scorer with 1,169 points.
Rehfeldt also is picked second
overall in the NBA Draft.

JAN. 3, 1953

Center Paul Morrow grabs
what remains a school-record 30
rebounds in a 50-46 victory over
Purdue.

JAN. 27, 1962

Despite Boilermaker Terry
Dischinger’s UW Field House-
record 50 points, the Badgers
defeat Purdue 89-86.

MARCH 3, 1962

The Badgers defeat a top-
ranked Ohio State squad (86-67)
that features all-Americans John
Havlicek and Jerry Lucas, as well
as reserve forward Bob Knight.
The powerful Buckeyes see their
47-game winning streak come to
an end.

MARCH 11, 1963

Senior Ken Seibel earns the
team’s MVP award for the third
consecutive season. He remains
the Badgers’ only three-time

MARCH 8, 1965

Ken Barnes scores a school-
record 42 points, along with 23
rebounds, in a 92-73 loss to
Indiana. Barnes’mark stands
alone until Michael Finley match-
es it in December of 1994.

MARCH 11, 1967

With 12 seconds remaining in
the season finale against Illinois,

sophomore Chuck Nagle makes a
layup to tie Christian Steinmetz
as the school’s single-season
scoring leader with 462 points.
Fouled on the play, Nagle con-
verts the free throw and sets the
record.

Wisconsin snaps a 31-game
losing streak to Indiana with a
71-58 victory over the Hoosiers at
the UW Field House. Wisconsin
leads 17-0 before Indiana scores.

FEB. 26, 1997

Seven-foot center Paul Grant
sets a school record with a 15-for-
15 performance at the free throw
line in a 49-48 victory over Towa
at the UW Field House.

MARCH 8, 1997
The Badgers lock up the
school’s second NCAA
Tournament bid in 50 years with
a 66-65 upset win over No. 2-
ranked Minnesota at the UW
Field House. It is the UW'’s first

win over a first or second-ranked
opponent since 1962. The win is
the Badgers’ 18th of the season
and makes the '96-97 squad just
the second in school history to
win that many regular-season
games.

MARCH 14, 1997

The Badgers lose 71-58 to
Texas in the first round of the
NCAA Tournament at
Pittsburgh’s Civic Arena.

Paul Grant becomes UW’s
second first-round NBA draft
choice in three years when he is
selected 20th overall by
Minnesota.

Wisconsin opens the new, $76
million Kohl Center with a 56-33

before 16,697 fans, including Sen.

1941 NCAA CHAMPIONS

Led by a pair of all-
Americans — Gene Englund
and John Kotz — and a
defense-minded coach (Bud
Foster) who taught a disci-
plined brand of basketball,
Wisconsin won its only NCAA
basketball title in 1941.

The Badgers opened the
season with three straight wins,
but dropped three of their next
five games, including a 44-27
setback at Minnesota to open
the conference season.

But the UW bounced back
from the loss to the Gophers
and won its last 15 consecutive
games, including a three-game
run through the NCAA
Tournament that culminated
with a 39-34 victory over
Washington State in the cham-
pionship game.

Wisconsin, however, earned
a second-half comeback win at
Iowa 10 days later that sparked
a month’s worth of incredible
victories, culminating in a Final
Four appearance in
Indianapolis.

The Badgers began their quest for the national
championship by rallying in the second half to
down Dartmouth in the NCAA East Regional
at the UW Field House. The lead changed
hands four times in the first half before
Dartmouth assumed a 24-22 lead at intermis-
sion. The Big Green managed to stay ahead or
even through the first 15 minutes of the second
half. The score was knotted at 42-42 with
about eight minutes left when three-time Ivy
League scoring champion Gus Broberg scored
inside to give Dartmouth a 44-42 lead. The
Badgers tied it again on a hook shot by Charles
Epperson, then took their first lead since early
in the game on an inside basket by Gene
Englund. Englund scored again minutes later,
and John Kotz added a pair of free throws to
put Wisconsin up 51-46 with just over a
minute remaining. Dartmouth scored the
game’s final four points, including a despera-
tion field goal from near half-court as the final
gun sounded. Englund and Kotz finished with
18 and 15 points, respectively, to lead the
Badgers, while Broberg paced Dartmouth with
20 points.

Wisconsin avenged a 36-34 home loss to
Pittsburgh earlier in the season with a 36-30
victory over the Panthers in the NCAA East
Regional title game at the UW Field House.
The Badgers jumped to a 10-5 lead and were in
front 12-9 before Pittsburgh’s Eddie Straloski
scored six straight points to give the Panthers a
15-12 lead. Pittsburgh led 18-14 at halftime
and built its lead to 23-18 early in the second
period. The Badgers scored the next six points
to go up 24-23, getting a basket from Gene
Englund and a field goal and two free throws
from John Kotz. They built the lead to 29-25
and eventually extended the margin to 36-26
to win handily. Wisconsin outscored the
Panthers 16-6 from the free throw line, going
to the stripe 20 times compared to Pittsburgh’s
seven. Englund was 7 of 8 from the line and
finished with 11 points, while Kotz made all
four charity tosses and totaled 10 points.
Straloski paced the Panthers with 12 points.

The Cougars
led 10-8 and 12-9, but the Badgers rallied to
take a 13-12 lead on a pair of baskets by John
Kotz and never trailed again. Wisconsin took a
21-17 lead to the locker room at halftime. Kirk
Gebert scored Washington State's first three
field goals in the second period to help the
Cougars pull even at 24-24, but free throws by
Kotz and Ted Strain and baskets by Gene
Englund and Charles Epperson gave the
Badgers a comfortable 30-24 lead. Gebert
pitched in three more field goals to help the
Cougars narrow the margin to 34-32, but the
Badgers nailed down the title on a field goal by
Kotz and a free throw by Strain. Englund had
13 points to pace the victors, while Kotz
totaled 12 points and was selected tournament
MVP. Gebert led the Cougars with a game-
high 21 points.

City College of New York ended Wisconsin’s
dreams of a second national championship
with an impressive second-half rally that car-
ried it to a 70-56 win at Madison Square
Garden in the opening round of the East
Regional. The Badgers seemed in complete
command in the first half, jumping to a 13-2
lead, extending the edge to 26-10 and cruising
to a 37-27 halftime advantage. The second
half, however, was dominated by CCNY. The
Beavers began with a 12-2 run that tied the
game at 39-39. The lead see-sawed for a few
minutes before City College took the lead for
good at 48-47. The Beavers pulled steadily
away from there and rolled to an easy victory.
The victors outscored Wisconsin 43-19 in the
final period, including a 24-9 run during one
stretch. Trwin Dambrot led CCNY with a
game-high 16 points, including 11 in the sec-
ond half, while Exner Menzel paced the
Badgers with 15 points.

The
Tigers, who shot under 41 percent from the
field the previous four games, shot a season-
high .680 against Wisconsin, including a siz-
zling .708 mark in the second half. Mizzou
connected on 6 of 6 three-point tries in the
second half and was 12 of 19 from beyond the
arc for the game (.632). The Badgers were led
by Michael Finley, who netted 36 points, and
Tracy Webster, who tallied 27 points, seven
assists and four steals. Webster tied the school
records for three-pointers (7) and three-point
attempts (13). Missouri jumped to a 26-13
lead and led 54-47 at halftime. The Badgers
cut the gap to 67-63 at the 13:24 mark, but the
Tigers responded with a 25-9 run to go up 92-
72 with less than seven minutes left.

Wisconsin 52, Penn State 51 (March 5)
Illinois 66, Wisconsin 61 (March 6)

The Badgers entered the inaugural Big Ten
Tournament with an eye toward making a new
start to what had been a difficult regular sea-
son. Wisconsin, forced because of personnel
losses to play four freshmen on a regular basis,
took an 11-18 overall record into its first-round
tournament game with Penn State. The 10th-
seeded Badgers trailed 25-24 at halftime and
40-31 with 12:01 left to play. A 10-1 UW run
over the next 6:27, however, tied the game at
41-41 with 5:34 remaining. Penn State’s Calvin
Booth hit a 15-footer to give the Nittany Lions
a 51-50 edge with 1:32 remaining, but fresh-
man forward Maurice Linton nailed a nine-
foot jumper with 3.7 seconds left to play and
the Badgers advanced with a 52-51 decision.

Wisconsin faced league champion Illinois in
the second round and fell behind 26-10 at the
half. The resilient Badgers, however, staged an
incredible second-half comeback and took a
46-45 lead with 6:14 left to play before Illinois
countered with an 11-0 run that finally put the
game out of reach. Sean Daugherty paced the
Badgers with a career-high 24 points in his
final game at Wisconsin.

Freshman Maurice Linton's nine-foot jumper
with 3.7 seconds left to play gave the Badgers
a 52-51 win over Penn State in 1998.

1999 (1-1)

Wisconsin 74, Iowa 60 (March 5)
Michigan State 56, Wisconsin 41 (March 6)

With a bid to the NCAA Tournament already
assured, Wisconsin entered the second confer-
ence tournament looking to get back on track
after dropping its last three regular-season
games. Wisconsin took on Iowa in a quarterfi-
nal game. After falling behind 25-23 at half-
time, the Badgers shot a blistering .737 from
the field in the second half and went on to win
74-60. Wisconsin trailed 49-48 with 9:34
remaining, but held the Hawkeyes to just three
field goals the rest of the way.

Just as they had the year before, the Badgers
faced the league champion (this time Michigan
State) in their second game. The teams played
to a 22-22 tie after the first half, but the
Badgers, who shot a then-season low .293
from the floor, scored only 19 points in the sec-
ond half. Michigan State opened the second
half on a 12-2 run and never again led by
fewer than 10 points.

Senior Sean Mason led the Badgers to a win
over lowa in 1999 with a 22-point perform-
ance.

They led 34-24 at the
half and made 9-11 free throw attempts down
the stretch to secure the win and, most likely,
an NCAA bid.

The UW then met Michigan State in the
semifinals for the second straight season.
Though the Spartans grabbed a 34-21 halftime
lead, the Badgers made a run that cut the
Michigan State lead to 49-44 with 5:29 remain-
ing to play. The league-champion Spartans
held the UW to just two points the rest of the
way.

JAMES C. ELSOM

(1899-1904)

Record of 25-14 (.641) in six years at UW ...
UW-Madison professor of physical education
and physical therapy from 1894-1936 ... over-
saw first Wisconsin teams as“coach” ... died in
1949.

EMMETT ANGELL

(1905-08)

Record of 43-15 (.741) in four years at UW
... coached Chris Steinmetz, UW’s first all-
American in 1905 ... owns highest winning
percentage of any Badger coach ... coached
UWs first two conference titles (1907 and
1908) ... a driving force in establishing basket-
ball at Wisconsin and in Western Conference
(now the Big Ten).

HASKELL NOYES
(1909-11)
Record of 26-15 (.634) in three years at UW

... guided Badgers to 23-2 homecourt record
during his tenure.

WALTER MEANWELL
(1912-17; '21-34)

Record of 246-99 (.712) in 20 years at UW
... second-winningest coach in Badger history
... Badgers were 92-9 in his first six years,
including one of school’s three 20-win seasons
in 1915-16 ... his 1911-12 and 1913-14 Badgers
were both 15-0, the only two undefeated sea-
sons in UW history ... coached two first-team
all-Americans (George Levis and Bud Foster)
... @ 1959 inductee into Naismith Memorial
Basketball Hall of Fame ... coached Wisconsin
to eight undisputed or shared Big Ten titles ...
legendary coach credited with launching mod-
ern basketball’s emphasis on finesse and offen-
sive strategy ... his famous”criss-cross, pivot
and pass” offense utilized all five players and
featured short passes, the revolutionary criss-
cross and weave, pivot in motion and screens
for the shooter ... known as the “Little Doctor”,
he held a medical degree from Maryland and
Ph.D from Wisconsin ... practiced medicine in
Madison until his death in 1953.

GUY LOWMAN

(1918-20)

Record of 34-19 (.642) in three years at UW
... coached UW to Big Ten title in his first sea-
son (1918) ... coached Badger football (1918)
and baseball (1918, 1921-32) teams, as well ...
directed UW Department of Physical Education
for 26 years ... died in 1943.

Steve Yoder guided the Badgers into the 1989
NIT, the school's first postseason appearance
since 1947.

HAROLD “BUD” FOSTER
(1935.59)

Record of 265-267 (.498) in 25 years at UW
... school’s all-time winningest coach ... guided
Badgers to school’s first two NCAA
Tournaments, including 1941 NCAA title ...
coached three — Gene Englund, John Kotz
and Don Rehfeldt — first-team all-Americans
... a 1964 inductee into Naismith Memorial
Basketball Hall of Fame ... coached Badgers to
one of school’s three 20-win seasons in 1941
(team had season-ending 15-game winning
streak) ... first-team all-America player in 1930.

JOHN ERICKSON

(1960-68)

Record of 100-114 (.467) in nine years at
UW ... fourth-winningest coach in Wisconsin
history and ranks third in school annals in Big
Ten wins (52) ... prior to 1997, his ‘62 squad
was last at UW to win 10 Big Ten games ... his
1961-62 team’s .708 (17-7) winning percentage
is highest at Wisconsin in the last 48 years.
