Hirsch Guides Wisconsin Athletic Program

Elroy “‘Crazylegs’’ Hirsch is in his 15th year
as Wisconsin’s Director of Athletics and he’s the
guiding force behind one of the finest athletic pro-
grams for men and women in the United States
today.

Wisconsin’s men’s and women'’s athletic pro-
grams have consistently ranked in the Big Ten’s
first division during his tenure over the past four-
teen years.

The Wausau native came back to Wisconsin —
where he gained collegiate fame as a star
sophomore running back in leading the Badgers
to a No. 3 ranking during the 1942 football season
— from the Los Angeles Rams on February 28,
1969.

His original appointment as athletic director —
slated to end in 1979 — was first extended in 1974
by the school’s athletic board through June 30,
1984, and again in April, 1979 through June 30,
1988 by Chancellor Irving Shain upon recom-
mendation of the Athletic Board.

Chancellor Shain stated in a letter to Hirsch,
‘I am very pleased to take this present action.
My own observations certainly support the opi-
nion of the Athletic Board that you are one of
the outstanding athletic directors, not only in
the Big Ten — our ‘home’ conference, but also
in the country at large. I am personally, as well
as professionally, delighted to have you as a
member of our university staff.”’

His career has been one of success.

Wisconsin fans, especially the older generation,
remember him as a triple threat halfback on Harry
Stuhldreher’s 1942 football team that won eight
games, lost only to Jowa, and tied Notre Dame.

Hirsch’s play as a 19-year-old sophomore on
Wisconsin’s 1942 football team carried the
Badgers to the brink of the national champion-
ship. The Wausau native rushed for 766 yards on
141 carries — his best was 174 yards on 22 at-
tempts vs. Missouri — and his overall contribu-
tion added 226 yards passing, 390 yards on recep-
tions and runbacks of punts, kickoffs, and in-
terceptions plus nine touchdowns, five by rushing
and four by passing.

He played at Michigan in 1943, as a Marine
trainee, and he not only played football, but also
basketball, track and baseball. He won his ‘“M’’
in each sport, the only athlete ever to accomplish
such a feat at Michigan.

He had a successful professional football career,
first as halfback with the Chicago Rockets of the
post-war All-American Conference, and later with
the Los Angeles Rams for nine seasons as one
of the all-time great ends.

It was at Los Angeles that ‘“‘Crazylegs’’ was
to attain new heights in his career. The Rams, in
transition to the modern passing game, often split
him wide as a receiver and finally moved him per-
manently to end — establishing him as the first
flanker.

Hirsch was one of the athletes — like Otto

Graham and Sam Huff and Gino Marchetti —
who brought special talents to the sport in the
1950’s as it changed from two-way players to of-
fensive and defensive specialists under free
substitution.

In 1951 Hirsch displayed all his talents as he
put together one of the finest seasons in National
Football League history. He gained 1,495 yards
on receptions, an all-time record approached on-
ly by Bobby Mitchell of the Washington Red-
skins (1,436 yards in 1963) and Hirsch had only
twelve games to set the record, not 14, like
Mitchell!

That same season Hirsch caught 17 touchdown
passes to tie the league record set by Don Hut-
son of the Packers in 1942. He also caught at least
one touchdown pass through 11 consecutive
games over the 1950 and 1951 seasons.

Elroy compiled a total of 343 passes caught for
6,299 yards and 53 touchdown catches during his
career with the Rams before retiring from NFL
play following the 1957 season.

He was a successful executive with the Rams,
first as general manager of the team, and later
assistant to the president of the team, a job he
relinquished to accept the job as Wisconsin athletic
director.

He’s been named to the Wisconsin Athletic Hall
of Fame (1965), to professional football’s Hall
of Fame in Canton, Ohio (1968), to the National
Football Hall of Fame in New York (1974), and
to the Madison Sports Hall of Fame (1977).

He’s also a member of the all-time NFL All-
Star team for his play as end and flanker during
his nine year career with the Los Angeles Rams.

Elroy and his wife, Ruth, are the parents of
son Win Stephen, Los Angeles, and daughter
Patricia Caroline, a recent University of Wiscon-
sin graduate.

Steve Yoder

Steve was named Wisconsin’s tenth head basketball coach in mid-April of 1982,
coming to the school from Ball State University where he had compiled a five year
record of 77-62 as head coach.

He was named the Mid-American Conference *‘Coach-of-the-Year” for both the
1980-81 and 1981-82 seasons. The 1980-81 Ball State team shared the MAC title
with three other schools and gained an NCAA tournament berth by winning the
conference’s post-season tournament.

Ball State compiled an overall 17-11 record during the 1981-82 season including
a 12-4 conference record that gave them the MAC championship. The Cardinals
lost to Northern lllinois 79-75 in overtime in the MAC post-season tournament title
game with the winner advancing to the NCAA meet.

Steve is a native of Plymouth, IN and 1958 graduate of Plymouth High School.
He attended lllinois Wesleyan University on a basketball and baseball scholar-
ship, winning four letters in baseball and two in basketball before graduating in
1962. He received his master’s degree from St. Francis College in Fort Wayne,
IN., in 1970.

He started his coaching career at Glen Ellyn, IL., junior high school, and in 1965
took an assistant’s position in basketball at Plymouth, IN.

He became head coach at Plymouth in 1967 and proceeded to guide the school
to three conference titles, three sectional crowns, a pair of regional titles, and two
finishes among the top ten teams in state rankings over a six year period.

Steve was named Indiana’s District One *‘Coach-of-the-Year” in 1973, and he
then accepted a job as assistant coach at Furman University. He came back to
Indiana in 1975 as head coach at Mishawaka’s Penn High School.

He then became assistant basketball coach at Ball State in 1976 and a year
later became head coach at the school.

ASSISTANT COACH RICK BOWEN

Rick Bowen came to Wisconsin with Steve Yoder after serving as an assistant
coach at Ball State and spending nine years as a high school head coach.
Rick tutors the Badgers’ inside players and scouts Wisconsin's opponents along
with his recruiting responsibilities.

The eldest son of former Indiana governor Dr. Otis R. Bowen, Rick coached
three Indiana high schools: East Central in Brookville (1977-81); Northwood in Nap-
panee (1971-75); and Pierceton (1970-71).

Rick’s 1970-71 Pierceton squad posted a 16-5 record, and his 1971-72 North-
wood team earned the Northern Lakes Conference championship.

A 1966 graduate of Indiana University, Rick completed his masters degree at
St. Francis College at Fort Wayne, Ind. in 1972. He served with the United States
Army in Vietnam as a combat medic and earned a bronze star.

Rick and his wife Sandra have two sons, Matthew, 12, and Michael, 9.

Brad McNulty came to Wisconsin from Ball State University where he served
as an assistant coach to Steve Yoder for five years. The Kokomo, Indiana native
is responsible for coaching the Badger perimeter shooters and coordinating
Wisconsin’s recruiting.

Brad joined the Ball State staff in 1976 after graduating from Purdue. After spend-
ing one year as a graduate assistant, Brad was named full-time assistant coach
in 1977 upon the promotion of Steve Yoder to head coach.

Brad is the son of Carl McNulty, one of Indiana’s most successful high school
basketball coaches. The elder McNulty has been a head coach in the Hoosier
. state for 27 years, the last 13 in Kokomo, and ranks among the top ten active
. coaches in Indiana in victories.

As a prep star Brad garnered second-team all-state honors and was a three-
time North Central Conference selection. He opted for Purdue on a basketball
scholarship, but injured his knee and served four years as a Boilermaker student
assistant coach.




ASSISTANT COACH WILLIAM ““‘BO”’ RYAN

William “‘Bo”’ Ryan enters his eighth season
as an assistant coach at Wisconsin. His respon-
sibilities include working with the guards and
serving as Executive Director of the Badger
Basketball Booster Club. He also plays a key role
in the recruiting process.

The 36-year-old native of Chester, PA., came
to Wisconsin in March of 1976 under Coach Bill
Cofield. He was in charge of the Wisconsin
defense during the 1979-80 season that was
among the best in the school’s modern history.

He is very involved in community activities and
served as the chairman of the 1983 American

’ Diabetes Association Sportathon. He was cap-
“Bo’’ Ryan tain and most valuable player during his senior
season at Wilkes College in Wilkes-Barre, PA. He
was a high scoring guard and still holds two school records — most points in a
conference game (43) and most field goals in a single game (18). Bo graduated
in 1969 with a bachelor’s degree in Business Administration and later did graduate
work at Villanova.

After serving as an assistant at Racine College, he went to Sun Valley High
School, where he was named Delaware County Coach of the Year guiding his
team to a second place finish in the Philadelphia Suburban League. His 1976 squad
was the first from the school to make it to the state tournament. Bo and his wife
Kelly have three children — Megan, 8, William Francis I, 5, and Matthew, 3.

GRADUATE ASSISTANT GREG DANDRIDGE

Greg returns this season as a graduate assis-
tant following four seasons on the hardcourt for
the Badgers. He saw action in 99 games during
his collegiate career, including 31 starts. His 182
career assists rank him in the top ten in the
Wisconsin record book. Greg had a career high
15 points against Purdue in 1981. He was named
a high school all-American and state high school
Player of the Year by HERTZ after leading his
team to 48 straight wins and two WISAA state
championships.

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1983-84 WISCONSIN BASKETBALL OUTLOOK

Basketball fortunes appear to be on
the upswing for the University of
Wisconsin 1983-84, as the Badgers
head into the second year of Coach
Steve Yoder’s rebuilding program with
nine returning lettermen.

For the second year in a row, Wiscon-
sin is still without a senior class, and
thus Yoder will have to rely primarily on
four juniors to provide a promising
group of underclassmen with leadership
and experience on the court. It won’t be
an easy task, but Yoder’s squad proved
last year that no matter what else, they
won't be outhustled or outworked.

““First of all, we think we’re going
to be a better basketball team than we
were a year ago, and basically
because we’ve had a chance to work
with the players for a year now,’’ said
Yoder. ‘“We still don’t have a senior
class, which is certainly going to hurt
us; in fact, | think we’re the only team
in the Big Ten without one. But we do
have eight players who have started
for us at one time or another coming
back and all five of our sophomores
and three of our juniors have started
in at least one Big Ten game. Yes, we
are young, but we’re also bigger and
stronger and hopefully, better too.”

So what can Steve Yoder hope to ac-
complish in his second season at
Wisconsin? “Obviously we'd like to get
out of the bottom of the league, and then
we'd like to shoot for a plus .500 season.

We think we have some young men that
can compete in this league and we feel
we improved in quite a few areas a year
ago. Our record might not show that, but
that doesn’t tell the whole story. We got
quite a bit of respectability back from
other teams in the Big Ten.”

Wisconsin posted an 8-20 overall
mark and a 3-15 conference record in
'82-83, but 12 of those 20 losses were
by ten points or less. One of the pro-
blems Yoder hopes to better this winter
concerns the team’s misfortunes on the
road. The Badgers had a respectable
7-8 record at home, but were able to
record only one victory away from
Madison. As Yoder knows, in the Big
Ten you win with upperclassmen and
you win with physical strength. And
since Wisconsin has been devoid of
seniors the past two years, one aspect
of the game they could work on is their
individual strength.

“‘One of our biggest areas of im-
provment has been in our physical
strength,’’ said Yoder. ‘“We have in-
creased measurably by each man in
the off-season and through the Fall,
and | am encouraged by that. Now
how much that will mean to us in
terms of victories I’'m not sure, but
this conference is definitely a
strength league. I think seventy-five
percent of the time, the strongest
team — physically — is going to
win.”’ (Continued on page 12)

ATHLETIC TRAINER JIM BOSANNY

Jim Bosanny starts his sixth season

as the head basketball trainer for the
University of Wisconsin. Jim has been
with the Wisconsin training staff for nine
years, the first four as a student trainer.

The Monroe, Wisconsin native is a
1977 graduate of Wisconsin with a
‘degree in physical education. He is cer-
tified by the National Athletic Trainers
Association (NATA).

In addition to his duties as a trainer,
he is the coordinator for all the player
meals, both at home and on the road.

Jim and his wife Vicki are the parents of a son, Matthew, 3.
Assisting Jim is student trainer Henry Perez.
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Top returnees for the Badgers this
Winter include 6-6 junior forward Cory
Blackwell and 6-1 sophomore guard
Rick Olson. Out of Chicago’s Crane
Tech High School, Yoder calls
Blackwell “‘one of the top five players
in the league.”” Cory led Wisconsin in
scoring in '82-83 with 511 points and an
18.3 points-per-game average. He was
also second in rebounding with a 7.4
norm and was the team’s top scorer in
14 games and the top rebounder in 15.
His personal best in points was 34 at
Minnesota, and he topped Wisconsin in
steals with 39.

““He’s just a fine basketball player,”’
said Yoder. ‘‘Cory has the ability to
do a lot of different things on the
court. He can score and he can re-
bound with most of the players in the
Big Ten. He plays a lot bigger than
6-6."

In Olson, Yoder has a second-year
guard with great potential. From
Madison’s LaFollete High School,
Olson started in every game as a
freshman. He averaged 11 points per
game and led the team in assists with
83. He will be counted on heavily this
year, as will fellow returning guards
David Miller and Jim Smith. A 6-4
sophomore from Chicago-Vocational,
Miller saw action in 25 games last
season, averaging 4.6 points. He also
chipped in 24 assists. Smith, out of
Toledo, Ohio’'s Scott High, is a 6-6
guard-forward who played in 19 games
— starting five — and averaged 4.9
points per game overall and 6.1 in Big
Ten play.

Other returning juniors are 6-7 for-
ward Jack Hippen (Chadwick, IL), 6-9
center John Ploss (Antioch, IL), and 6-7
forward Scott Roth (Brecksville, OH).
Hippen played in 13 games, Ploss
played in 23 and started ten, and Roth
saw action in all 28, starting in 12. Roth
averaged 5.8 points per game and 3.4
rebounds and was second on the team
in assists with 67. He also had 19 steals.

Second-year lettermen include 6-8
forward-center Jay Laszewski, and 6-8
forward Gregg Steinhaus. Laszewski is
from Stevens Point and played in 24
games as a freshman, 15 of which were
in the Big Ten, while Steinhaus from
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Steve Yoder

Portage, appeared in 25 games, starting
three, as a freshman.

Yoder is high on the four new players
who have enrolled at the UW, but cer-
tainly it will be a difficult adjustment for
them from high school to life in the Big
Ten. There is some outstanding poten-
tial there, and given time, Yoder ex-
pects them to be important contributors
to future success with the Wisconsin
basketball program.

The four freshmen are 6-3 guard Mike
Heineman from Connaorsville, IN; 6-10
forward-center Scott Plondke from
Dubuque, |A; 6-7 forward Ron Ripley
from Pulaski; and 6-7 forward J.J.
Weber from Wales.

“‘Each one of our freshman has a
chance to be a fine college basketball
player,” said Yoder, ‘‘but | don’t ex-
pect any of them to step in right away
and do the things you’d like to have
out of a junior or senior. | do think
they will contribute, and maybe even
see quite a bit of playing time, but we
have to give them the opportunity to
develop and get acclimated to Big
Ten basketball.”

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HISTORY OF THE WISCONSIN FIELDHOUSE

The Wisconsin Fieldhouse was a project of then Athletic Director George Little
when he arrived at Wisconsin in 1925 and it became a reality in 1930.

In 1927, Little proposed to the athletic council and regents the plan under which
the fieldhouse was to be constructed. This proposal met the approval of the board,
after two previous attempts had failed; one of those having passed the legislature
only to be vetoed by Governor Zimmerman.

The original layout had contemplated a $650,000 building to house both an in-
door training facility for intercollegiate teams and the required program of physical
education. The portion to be used for intercollegiate athletics was estimated at
$385,000.

This intercollegiate portion is represented in the present facility that houses both
the basketball teams and wrestling squad. lts actual cost was somewhat more
than the estimated totaling $434,000 with construction completed in September
of 1931.

The structure would be a part of Camp Randall Stadium, standing on the south
end of the field, with concrete stands built against its north wall. The fieldhouse
contained a basketball floor with a seating capacity of 12,000, a complete track
facility, and room for indoor football and baseball training.

In April of 1976, the state Building Commission approved $718,000 for the
renovation of the fieldhouse. The project was aimed mainly to improving the seating
facility and allowing for other activities to be presented in the building. Perma-
nent bleachers were added to the north, south, and west sides of the court with
portable seats and a stage area on the east side. This effort brought the seating
capacity to 12,204. New locker rooms and a training facility were constructed under
the west side seats and the existing locker rooms were renovated. A new lighting
system was added in 1977 to make the Wisconsin Fieldhouse one of the best
facilities in the Big Ten.

The University of Wisconsin-
Madison was established in the
same constitutional document
which proclaimed Wisconsin’s
statehood in 1848.

Today, the University of Wis-
consin-Madison ranks among the
great universities of the world in
size, scope, and academic excel-
lence.

Three faculty members have won Nobel Prizes, the most recent being Professor Howard M. Temin,
oncologist, who won the 1975 award in medicine. Dr. Joshua Lederberg won the 1958 prize for
his studies of the genetic material in bacteria, and Dr. Har Ghobind Khorana was recognized in
1968 for his pioneering work in the field of nucleic acid chemistry.

UW-Madison ranked eighth among the nation’s leading institutions in faculty quality in a survey
of more than 4,000 professors at four year colleges. UW-Madison departments won a ranking in
12 of the 19 academic fields in a 1977 survey by Evertt C. Ladd Jr., and Seymour Lipset, well-
known educational researchers. Results were published in 1979 by the Chronicle of Higher Education.

Highest ranking for UW-Madison were second in agriculture and third in biological sciences. Ranked
fourth were foreign languages and sociology. Education and history placed fifth, while chemistry
stood sixth and mathematics-statistics seventh. Engineering and political science were rated eighth,
economics ninth, and psychology tenth.

Wisconsin has ranked among the top ten educational institutions in the country in every published
study of faculty and administrative opinion since the early 1900’s.

The American Council on Education ranked the University ‘‘distinguished’’ or strong in 26 of 29
academic disciplines surveyed. Particular praise was given to the departments of chemical engineer-
ing, geography, Spanish, botany, history, bacteriology, and bio-chemistry.

The University also ranks high in several other areas: Second nationally in number of doctorates
awarded in the past four decades. Second in total expenditures for research and development.

Third in providing federal executives holding doctorates, in total gifts received by state univer-
sities, in contributions from business and corporations and in foreign student population.

Fifth in number of full-time students, and seventh among alma maters of presidents serving the
nation’s largest corporations.

Excellence results from the continued financial support provided by the citizens of Wisconsin, and
from the University’s dedication to providing maximum educational opportunities for all state citizens,
the acquisition of new knowledge through research, and the application of knowledge to the improvement
and use of society.
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
