Teamwork and leadership will be
the keys to success for the 1984-85
University of Wisconsin basketball
team. The Badgers will be returning
nine lettermen this season, three of
them starters, to face the always
tough opposition of the Big Ten.
According to Head Coach Steve
Yoder, “We are looking forward to
this season. For the first time in
three years we will have a senior
class.”

Despite returning nine lettermen,
the Badgers did lose the Big Ten’s
leading scorer and rebounder, Cory
Blackwell, to the pro draft. Also
gone is guard David Miller, who
lost his eligibility at Wisconsin and
transferred to Drake, and center
Scott Plondke, who left for North-
ern Iowa. Although these losses
may seem momentous, the Badgers
have a tight-knit group of players
that are greatly anticipating the

start of the new season. A summer
tour of Hungary and Austria
proved that the team could come to-
gether as a unit and play top-notch
basketball as they posted a respecta-
ble 4-2 record.

With Blackwell gone from the
Wisconsin line-up, the offensive re-
sponsibilities will rest mainly upon
the shoulders of Rick Olson and
Scott Roth. Olson, a 6-1 junior
guard from Madison, Wisconsin av-
eraged 14.0 points a game last year
and 11.0 as a freshman. Olson has
started every game for the Badgers
since coming to Wisconsin and will
certainly be a major contributor in
the upcoming season. “Ricky O,” as
he is called by the hometown fans,
was the offensive sparkplug on the
Badgers® European tour. The Wis-
consin scoring leader in every game,
Olson averaged 24.0 points per

game in the six contests and shot an
outstanding 63.9% from the field.
So impressive are his accomplish-
ments that respected publications
such as The Sporting News have in-
cluded Olson’s name as a legitimate
candidate for All-American honors
for the 1984-85 season.

Scott Roth will also add to the
Badgers’ scoring attack. The 6-9
senior out of Brecksville, Ohio aver-
aged 13.5 points per game last year
from his forward position. Roth,
like Olson, has the ability to shoot
from the outside and is very tough
to stop when he gets hot. Roth led
the Badgers last year in field goal
percentage and assists, two statistics
which reflect his excellent team-
play.

Wisconsin would desperately like
to get out of the Big Ten cellar that
they have found themselves in at the
end of last year, and improve upon
the 8-20 finishes that they have come
away with the past two seasons. The
Badgers open the year with five con-
secutive home games with non-con-
ference opponents. Says Yoder of
the schedule, “We hope to be able to
get out strong and build some mo-
mentum and a positive winning atti-
tude for the Big Ten season.”

The Badgers will need good per-
formances from everyone on the
roster, not just Olson and Roth, if
they are to attain that winning atti-
tude. Senior John Ploss, another re-
turning starter, should again see a
lot of action in the middle for the
Cardinal and White. At 6-9, 220
pounds, Ploss epitomizes a center in
the physical Big Ten. Mike Heine-
man, a 6-3 sophomore guard, came
off the bench last year and showed
that even as a freshman, he was
ready to play in one of the premier
conferences in college basketball. A
spunky, aggressive player, Heine-
man was dubbed “Mr. Full-of-En-
ergy”’ by the European fans, who
often gave him standing ovations
for his determined style of play.

Gregg Steinhaus (6-8 Jr.), J.J.
Weber (6-7 So.), and Jay Laszewski
(6-8 Jr.) are all contenders for a
starting role at the forward position.
Although none of them have seen
substantial action in past seasons,
the three have played enough so
that they should adjust well to the
increased responsibility that will be
placed on them. Also, adding to the
bench strength will be senior for-
ward Jack Hippen (6-7) and sopho-
more forward Rod Ripley (6-7).

Wisconsin basketball will also get
a boost this year, and in the years to
come, from the excellent job of
recruiting that Yoder and his staff
have done. The incoming freshmen
recruits are 6-8 forward Robert
Barnes of Racine, 5-10 Donnie Har-
ris, and 6-0 Shelton Smith, both
guards out of Indianapolis. Despite
having outstanding credentials, it is
unfair to expect these young players
to step into the limelight and emerge
superstars right away. However, the
coaching staff feels that, given time,
all three have the potential to be-
come very good collegiate basket-
ball players for the University of
Wisconsin.

JOHN PLOSS

A mixture of youth and experi-
ence, something Wisconsin basket-
ball has been deprived of in the last
few years, could be the combination
that helps the Badgers come to-
gether as a team and create an im-

portant winning attitude for the
1984-85 season.



YODER

Steve was named Wisconsin’s
tenth head basketball coach in mid-
April of 1982, coming to the school
. from Ball State University where he
compiled a five year record of 77-62
as head coach.

He was named the Mid-American
“Coach of the Year” for the 1980-
81 and 1981-82 seasons. The 1980-
81 Ball State team shared the MAC
title with three other schools and
gained an NCAA tournament berth
by winning the conference’s post-
season tournament.

Ball State compiled an overall 17-
11 record during the 1981-82 season
including a 12-4 conference record
that gave them the MAC champion-

ship. The Cardinals lost to North-
ern Illinois 79-75 in overtime in the
MAC post-season tournament title
game with the winner advancing to
the NCAA meet.

Steve is a native of Plymouth, In-
diana and a 1958 graduate of Plym-
outh High School. He attended Illi-
nois Wesleyan University on a
basketball and baseball scholarship,
winning four letters in baseball and
two in basketball before graduating
in 1962. He received his master’s de-
gree from St. Francis College in
Fort Wayne, Indiana in 1970.

He started his coaching career at
Glen Ellyn, Illinois, junior high
school, and in 1965 took an assist-
ant’s position at Plymouth, Indiana.

He became head coach at Plym-
outh in 1967 and proceeded to guide
the school to three conference titles,
three sectional crowns, a pair of re-
gional titles, and two finishes among
the top ten teams in state rankings
over a six year period.

Steve was named Indiana’s Dis-
trict One “Coach of the Year” in
1973, and he then accepted a job as
assistant coach at Furman Univer-
sity. He came back to Indiana in
1975 as head coach at Mishawaka’s
Penn High School.

He then became assistant basket-
ball coach at Ball State in 1976 and
a year later became head coach at
the school.




RICK BOWEN
ASSISTANT COACH

Rick came to Wisconsin with
Steve Yoder after serving as an as-
sistant coach at Ball State and
spending nine years as a high school
head coach. Rick tutors the Bad-
gers’ inside players and scouts Wis-
consin’s opponents along with his
recruiting responsibilities.

The eldest son of former Indiana
governor Dr. Otis R. Bowen, Rick
coached three Indiana high schools:
East Central in Brookville (1977-
81); Northwood in Napanee (1971-
75); and Pierceton (1970-71).

Rick’s 1970-71 Pierceton squad
posted a 16-5 record, and his 1971-
72 Northwood team earned the
Northern Lakes Conference
championship.

A 1966 graduate of Indiana Uni-
versity, Rick completed his master’s
degree at St. Francis College in Fort
Wayne, Indiana in 1972. He served
with the United States Army in Vi-
etnam as a combat medic and
earned a bronze star.

Rick and his wife Sandra have
two sons, Matthew, 13, and
Michael, 10.
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BRAD McNULTY
ASSISTANT COACH

Brad came to Wisconsin from
Ball State University where he
served as an assistant to Coach
Steve Yoder for five years. The
Kokomo, Indiana native is respon-
sible for coaching the Badger perim-
eter shooters and coordinating Wis-
consin’s recruiting.

Brad joined the Ball State staff in
1976 after graduating from Purdue.
After spending one year as a gradu-
ate assistant, Brad was named full-
time assistant coach in 1977 upon
the promotion of Steve Yoder to the
head coaching position.

Brad is the son of Carl McNulty,
one of Indiana’s most successful
high school coaches.

Ray owns the all-time scoring
record at Ball State, where he played
for four years, three of those years
under the direction of Steve Yoder.
Scoring in double figures 106 times
of the 115 games he played in, Ray
was a first-team all-Mid-American
selection three times and was named
the Most Valuable Player of the
conference his senior year. Also as a
senior, the 5-foot-9 guard was
awarded the 1983 Francis Pomeroy
Naismith Basketball Hall of Fame
Award for the nation’s outstanding
collegiate basketball player under
six feet tall.

In addition to serving as a gradu-
ate assistant at Ball State, Ray
played professional basketball in
the CBA and in Europe, and helped
coach at basketball camps after
graduating from Ball State in 1983.

ATHLETIC DIRECTOR
ELROY HIRSCH

ELROY HIRSCH

Elroy “Crazylegs” Hirsch is in his
16th year—longest tenure in the
school’s history—as Wisconsin’s
Director of Athletics and he’s the
guiding force behind one of the fin-
est athletic programs for men and
women in the United States today.

Wisconsin’s men’s and women’s
athletic programs have consistently
ranked in the Big Ten’s first division
during his tenure over the past 15
years.

The Wausau native came back to
Wisconsin — where he gained col-
legiate fame as a star sophomore
running back in leading the Badgers
to a No. 3 ranking during the 1942
football season — from the Los An-
geles Rams on February 28, 1969.

His original appointment as ath-
letic director — slated to end in 1979
— was first extended in 1974 by the
school’s athletic board through
June 30, 1984, and again in April,
1979 through June 30, 1988 by
Chancellor Irving Shain upon rec-
ommendation of the Athletic
Board.

His career has been one of success.

Wisconsin fans, especially the
older generation, remember him as
a triple threat halfback on Harry
Stuhldreher’s 1942 football team
that won eight games, lost only to
Iowa, and tied Notre Dame.

Hirsch’s play as a 19-year-old
sophomore on Wisconsin’s 1942
football team carried the Badgers to
the brink of the national champion-
ship. The Wausau native rushed for
766 yards on 141 carries — his best
was 174 yards on 22 attempts vs.
Missouri — and his overall contri-
bution added 226 yards passing, 390
yards on receptions and runbacks of
punts, kickoffs, and interceptions
plus nine touchdowns, five by rush-
ing and four by passing.

He played at Michigan in 1943, as
a Marine trainee, and he not only
played football, but also basketball,
track and baseball. He won his “M”
in each sport, the only athlete ever
to accomplish such a feat at
Michigan.

He had a successful professional
football career, first as a halfback
with the Chicago Rockets of the
post-war All-American Conference,
and later with the Los Angeles
Rams for nine seasons as one of the
all-time great ends.

It was at Los Angeles that
“Crazylegs’ was to attain new
heights in his career. The Rams, in
transition to the modern passing
game, often split him wide as a re-
ceiver and finally moved him perma-
nently to end — establishing him as
the first flanker.

Hirsch was one of the athletes —
like Otto Graham and Sam Huff and
Gino Marchetti — who brought spe-
cial talents to the sport in the 1950’s
as it changed from two-way players
to offensive and defensive specialists
under free substitution.

In 1951, Hirsch displayed all his
talents as he put together one of the
finest seasons in National Football
League history. He gained 1,495
yards on receptions, an all-time
record approached only by Bobby
Mitchell of the Washington Red-
skins (1,436 yards in 1963) and
Hirsch had only twelve games to set
the record, not 14 like Mitchell!

That same season Hirsch caught
17 touchdown passes to tie the
league record set by Don Hutson of
the Packers in 1942. He also caught

at least one touchdown pass
through 11 consecutive games over
the 1950 and 1951 seasons.

Elroy compiled a total of 343
passes caught for 6,299 yards and 53
touchdown catches during his ca-
reer with the Rams before retiring
from NFL play following the 1957
season.

He was a successful executive
with the Rams, first as general man-
ager of the team, and later assistant
to the president of the team, a job he
relinquished to accept the job as
Wisconsin athletic director.

He’s been named to the Wiscon-
sin Athletic Hall of Fame (1965), to
professional football’s Hall of Fame
in Canton, Ohio (1968), to the Na-
tional Football Hall of Fame in
New York (1974), and to the
Madison Sports Hall of Fame
(1977).

He’s also a member of the all-
time NFL All-Star team for his play
as end and flanker during his nine
year career with the Los Angeles
Rams.

Elroy and his wife, Ruth, are the
parents of son Win Stephen, Los
Angeles, and daughter Patricia Car-
oline, a recent University of Wiscon-
sin graduate.

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The Wisconsin Fieldhouse was a
project of then Athletic Director
George Little when he arrived at
Wisconsin in 1925 and it became a
reality in 1930.

In 1927, Little proposed to the
athletic council and regents the plan
under which the fieldhouse was to be
«constructed. This proposal met the
approval of the board, after two
previous attempts had failed; one of
those having passed the legislature
only to be vetoed by Governor
Zimmerman.

The original layout had contem-
plated a $650,000 building to house
both an indoor training facility for
intercollegiate teams and the re-
quired program of physical educa-
tion. The portion to be used for in-
tercollegiate athletics was estimated
at $385,000.

This intercollegiate portion is
represented in the present facility
that houses both the basketball
teams and wrestling squad. Its ac-
tual cost was somewhat more than
the estimated totaling $434,000 with
construction completed in Septem-
ber of 1931.

The structure would be a part of
Camp Randall Stadium, standing
on the south end of the field, with
concrete stands built against its
north wall. The fieldhouse con-
tained a basketball floor with a seat-
ing capacity of 12,000, a complete
track facility, and room for indoor
football and baseball training.

In April of 1976, the state Build-
ing Commission approved $718,000
for the renovation of the fieldhouse.
The project was aimed mainly to im-
proving the seating facility and al-

lowing for other activities to be
presented in the building. Perma-
nent bleachers were added to the
north, south, and west sides of the
court with portable seats and a stage
area on the east side. This effort
brought the seating capacity to
12,204. New locker rooms and a
training facility were constructed
under the west side seats and the ex-
isting locker rooms were renovated.
A new lighting system was added in
1977, and a new sound system has
just been completed to make the
Wisconsin Fieldhouse one of the
best facilities of its kind in the Big
Ten.
