CHATTANOOGA FOOTBALL CLUB’S

 LAMAR HUNTS U.S OPEN CUP RUN, 
ENDS IN THE THIRD ROUND! 

 Chattanooga FC advanced farther in 
the Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup than any 
non-MLS team in Tennessee but its run 
ended at the hands of champions Atlan-
ta United FC with a 6-0 defeat on April 
20, 2022.

 Chattanooga FC Head Coach Rod 
Underwood acknowledged the grav-
ity of the task before the game, say-
ing “We want to make sure we bring 
joy and excitement to the club, and to 
be in this environment, to have this 
chance, to play against one of the best 
clubs in America and one of the well-
known clubs around 
the world in terms 
of Atlanta United, we 
couldn’t be happier 
to have that oppor-
tunity.” Indeed, the 
visiting Chattanooga 
fans were in full voice 
throughout the match 
to support and show 
appreciation in a lop-
sided matchup.

 In the end, At-
lanta United played 
out a professional 
performance to earn 
their expected berth 
in the next round of 
the Open Cup.

 Chattanooga FC’s unlikely story in 
the Cup came to an end, but not with-
out a fight to be proud of. Captain Dix-
on recognized this, stating “It’s always 
good to play in the Open Cup. They’re 
one of the best teams in the country 
and it showed tonight. But this will 
make us better. Our focus now is on 
league play and winning a champion-
ship.”
 After the game, Coach Underwood 
voiced his appreciation for the fans and 
the opportunities within the club. “We 
always say two things are the lifeblood 
of our club. The youth development and 
the fans. We saw our CFC Academy 
players and we heard the Chattahoo-
ligans tonight. It was great to have so 
much support on the road.”

MATCHDAY 
CHECKLIST

Chattanooga FC has made matches more inclusive and accessible for neurodivergent supporters. The club has made 
available a matchday checklist, which outlines a supporter’s night - from getting to the stadium to the end of the 

match – to mitigate the unknown. 

Changes to routine can be difficult for people who are neurodiverse, particularly if this change is an overwhelming 
sensory occasion, such as a soccer match. By mapping out the night ahead, the checklist establishes a routine. This 

checklist can help reduce anxiety, who otherwise might find the loud noises, sights, and even new smells, from things 
like food stalls, unnerving. We call the list a blueprint for the night, as it covers all angles, such as getting to the game, 
where you sit, and how the game goes. The checklist can make the difference between a neurodivergent person going 

to a match or avoiding such nights out.

Chattanooga FC believes it is the responsibility of the club that neurodivergent persons are not seen as others, but as 
simply people in the community. They’re our sisters and brothers, and they are supporters!
