Steve Cleveland enters his third season at the helm
of the Cougars and had made made huge strides in
rebuilding BYU’s program in his first two seasons.
Taking over a program that had just suffered a 1-25
season, Cleveland has improved the Cougars each
season, posting 9-21 and 12 16 records and qualify-
ing for the conference tournament in each season.

Last year Cleveland coached BYU to its first WAC
Tournament win since 1994 when the Cougars upset
heavily favored TCU 90-74. The Cougars also
improved their home record to 9-5 from 4-10 and
were in nearly every game despite playing the con-
ference'’s toughest schedule. They lost six games by
four points or less, including one-point defeats to
California and Washington State and an overtime
defeat to Arizona.

Cleveland’s inaugural season was highlighted by an
83-62 upset of No.15-ranked New Mexico in the Pit,
which ended the Lobos’ 41-game home winning
streak. The Cougars then traveled to

Lyday out of Fresno City
College to help replace
Bigelow's scoring as well as
Utah’s top point guard,
Shawn Opunui, who will join
the Cougars after complet-
ing his mission.

Before assuming the head coaching posi-
tion at Dixie, Rose served as an assistant
coach at Dixie under Ken Wagner. He
coached multiple sports at Millard and
Pine View High Schools before joining the
staff at Dixie.

Rose was a two-sport athlete at Dixie
College before transferring to Houston,
where he was a co-captain of the famous
“Phi Slamma Jamma” team that was
ranked No. 1 nationally in 1983 and fin-
ished second in the NCAA tournament.

At Houston, Rose played in 1980-81, red-
shirted in 1981-82, and played his final
year in 1982-83.

Rose served an LDS Church mission to
Manchester, England between his two
years as a player at Dixie.

He is a native of Houston, Texas, where
he led District 16AAAA in scoring, was
first team all-district, All-Greater Houston
and team MVP for Northbrook High
School.

He is married to the former Cheryl Lang
and they have three children, Chanell,
18; Garrett, 15; and Taylor, 5.



Nathan Call, 31, joined BYU’s coaching
staff in April 1997. He is the team’s film
and camp coordinator and assists with
recruiting. Call also works and the team'’s
perimeter players and with the offense.

Prior to coming to BYU, Call was an assis-
tant coach to Jeff Reinert at Utah Valley
State College for three seasons.

At UVSC, he helped the Wolverines to
records of 22-10 in 1994-95, 29-6 in
1995-96, and 24-8 in 1996-97. He also
worked with athletic promotions and mar-
keting. Call has a bachelor's degree in
sports business management from BYU.

An All-Western Athletic Conference point
guard at BYU, Call earned honorable
mention All-America honors as well in
1992. That year he led the Cougars to a
25-7 record, the WAC title and an NCAA
tournament berth. He was named to the
WAC's all-defensive team and set a BYU
record for career games with 129.

The two best seasons for assists were
produced by Call, 204 assists in 1991-92
and 164 assists in 1990-91.

Called the most underrated player in the
WAC, the gritty point guard routinely
excelled with the toughest defensive
assignments.

But in 1992, Call answered the offensive
challenge in heroic fashion.

At Colorado State he drove the length of
the court in the closing seconds of regu-
lation to knot the game at 62-all. In
overtime he scored six of his 23 points to
lead BYU to victory. A couple of weeks
later in Provo, again in the closing sec-
onds of the game, Call drove the length
of the court against the University of
Utah and dished off to Gary Trost for the
winning layup.

At Tulsa (Okla.) the
honorable mention
All-America scored
a career-high 30
points and was
named WAC Player
of the Week.

Call served an LDS
Church mission to
La Paz, Bolivia.

Before playing at
BYU, Call was a
standout athlete at
Capistrano High in
California. He
earned All-CIF hon-
ors in basketball,
football, and base-
ball, and was
named Southern
California High
School Athlete of
the Year.




Heath Schroyer is in his third year at
BYU since coming with Coach Steve
Cleveland from Fresno City College in
1997. He is the defensive coordinator
and has primary responsibility for the
team’s preseason conditioning and indi-
vidual skill development.

Schroyer, 28, was an assistant coach for
Coach Cleveland at Fresno City College
in 1996-97, where he served as defen-
sive coordinator and carried responsibili-
ty for recruiting. Previously, he spent
two years as an assistant coach at Kings
River Community College in Reedley,
Calif.

He played his high school basketball for
the legendary Hall of Fame Coach
Morgan Wootten at DeMatha High
School in Hyattsville, Md., the legendary
prep school to produce talents like
Adrian Dantley. Wootten set the national
record for prep victories when he won
his 1,097th game last season, his 41st
at the helm. At DeMatha, Schroyer was
named captain and co-MVP. He was also
MVP in the Washington, D.C. city title
game when he scored 25 points in the
second half.

Schroyer was an all-league player and
captained the Final Four team at Kings
River CC during the 1991-92 sea-
son. He also played two years at
Armstrong State in Savannah,
Ga., where his team advanced in
the NCAA Tournament to the
Sweet 16. He earned his B.A. at
Armstrong State and his M.A.
from National University in
Fresno, Calif.

He grew up on a dairy farm in
Walkersville, Md., where he
escaped farm chores as long as
he attended basketball camps. As
a 12-year-old he was runner-up
in the Elks’ National Hoop Shoot
Contest. Now he helps conduct
BYU’s basketball camps, works at
Morgan Wootten’s camps, and

| last summer conducted the first
Heath Schroyer Offensive Skills
camp for youth.

In September 1998, he married
the former Karen Weymann.

Jeff Judkins is in his first year as the
Director of Basketball Operations at BYU.
He is the second person to hold the posi-
tion.

Judkins joined the Cougar staff in July
and follows the footsteps of former
University of Utah Head Coach Lynn
Archibald.

Judkins works with both the men’s and
women'’s basketball programs. His duties
include academic advisement, player
relations, scheduling, game manage-
ment, coordinating on-campus recruit-
ing, consulting and serving as a liaison
to the newly formed Student Athlete
Center.

The longtime University of Utah coach
and player comes to Provo with a proven
record of success that dates back to his
high school days at Highland High School
in Salt Lake City. An all-state selection in
basketball, football and baseball, Judkins
went on to play for the University of
Utah from 1974-78. During his career,
he averaged 16.1 points per game,
which still ranks six on Utah’s career
scoring list.

An excellent shooter, Judkins was also
calm under pressure and made nearly 87
percent of his free throw attempts dur-
ing his college career. While playing at
Utah, Judkins helped lead the Utes to
one conference championship and two
berths in the NCAA Tournament. He was
a second-team academic All-American
and three-time first-team District VII
academic selection. He also earned three
first-team All-Western Athletic
Conference honors and was a member of
the 1977 United States World Games
team that captured the gold medal.

Judkins went on to play five years in the
National Basketball Association for the
Boston Celtics, Portland Trailblazers,
Detroit Pistons and Utah Jazz. He was a
second-round pick of the Celtics in 1978,
the same year the Celtics selected Larry
Bird with the sixth pick overall.

After his NBA career, he returned to Utah
in 1989 and was an instrumental part of
the program’s success during his 10
years with the program. While at Utah,
he coached wing players, tutored players
on the art of jump shooting and was a
valuable recruiter. He worked with play-

Success begins with training and BYU has a state-of-the-art
strength and conditioning center with nearly 10,000 feet of
working space that ranks among the nation’s best. It features
106 stations to accommodate both female and male athletes.

A well-structured strength and conditioning program is
playing an increasingly vital role in the success of collegiate
basketball programs.

The primary goal of the BYU program is to keep ath-
letes healthy and prepared for competition by reducing
their susceptibility to injury. BYU’s strength and condi-
tioning staff has experienced excellent results through
its computer analyzed combination of a strict weight
and conditioning program, a carefully planned diet and
sufficient rest.
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There is no place quite like it in college basketball. Over
the past 28 years, the Marriott Center has been home to
the thrills and cheers of BYU basketball. With a history
full of game-winning shots, slam dunks and sellout sea-
sons, the Marriott Center’s 22,700 seats have seen plen-
ty of excitement since its opening game on December 3,
1971.

The Center, named for successful Utah businessman
J. Willard Marriott, consistently ranks in the top 10 in
ticket sales nationally and is the largest on-campus
arena in the country behind Syracuse’s Carrier Dome
(33,000) and Tennessee's Thompson-Boling Arena
(24,525).

Almost every year since the Marriott Center was
built, BYU has led the WAC in attendance. In 1994-95

BYU ranked fifth nationally in paid attendance behind
Syracuse, Kentucky, North Carolina and Arkansas.

Some of the great games played in the Marriott
Center include Danny Ainge and company’s 19-point
shellacking of the No. 7 Utah in 1981 before the Cougars’
run to the Elite Eight in the NCAA Tournament.

Dec. 15, 1978 was another night to remember at the
Marriott Center. BYU overcame Michael Brooks’ 51
points to beat La Salle 108 to 106 in triple overtime.

In 1972, 1977, 1979 and 1982, BYU hosted NCAA
Regionals and the 1988 Western Athletic Conference
Tournament in the Marriott Center.
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The Marriott Center covers three acres
and encloses eight million cubic feet. There
are approximately 10,100 chair seats with the
balance being bleacher seats. About 40 per-
cent of the seats are below the concourse
level. The distance around the concourse
level is a quarter of a mile.

The roof, which is the size of two football
fields placed side-by-side, is 10 stories high
and has 50,000 bolts in it. The four-million
pound roof was constructed first at ground
level, then raised 38 feet,

“People are always remarking how new
the Marriott Center looks compared to how
old it is,” said Special Events Director Larry
Duffin.

There are seven locker rooms, a
President’s room, two reception rooms, a
press and interview room, a team lounge, a
weight room, a classroom and a training
room.

Since the Marriott Center opened 28 seasons ago, Cougar fans have
watched BYU compile a record of 291-110, a .726 winning percentage.

In addition to the fans it draws for basketball, capacity crowds
have filled the arena for devotionals, commencement exercises,
concerts and pageants. As a sports venue, it has also accommo-
dated tennis, wrestling and volleyball matches and gymnastics
meets.

"The Marriott Center is one of the top five places to play in the
country, not just because of its size, but because its facilities are
fantastic,” newly-retired UTEP coach Don Haskins has said. “If
there is a better arena, I haven't seen it.”

The eight MWC schools — Air Force
Academy, Brigham Young University, Colorado
State University, University of New Mexico, San
Diego State University, UNLV, University of
Utah and Wyoming — all former members of
the Western Athletic Conference,
collectively decided to form a
smaller conference and
foster the tradi-
tional rivalries that
were born in the
'70s and '80s.

Back to the Future
BYU, New
Mexico, Utah and
Wyoming were charter
members of the WAC
in 1962, and Colorado State (1968), San Diego
State (1978) and Air Force (1980), were long-
standing members heading into the 1990s.
UNLV was the most recent addition, joining the
group in 1996.

Collectively and individually the eight uni-
versities bring a tremendous amount of fire-
power with them into the new MWC.

National Prominence

The 1998-99 WAC champions in football
(Air Force) and men’s basketball (Utah) are
members of the new Mountain West
Conference. The Utah men’s basketball team,

The
Cougars’ men’s track and field team also took
12th at the 1999 NCAA Qutdoor Track
Championships, while the women’s team
placed eighth outdoors and sixth indoors.

On the team side, BYU's
women's team won five con-
ference titles during the
1990s, while Utah’s men’s
team captured six league
championships. BYU’s men’s
team has finished in the top
30 at the NCAA
Championships the past two
years. In 1999, BYU and
UNLV both had individuals
place in the top 16 at the

San Diego State’s women'’s soccer team cap-
tured the 1998 WAC title and advanced, along
with BYU, to the third round of the NCAA
Tournament.

The 1998 NCAA men’s golf champion UNLV,
finished second behind BYU at the 1999 WAC
championships and advanced to the NCAA Finals
along with the Cougars, Colorado State and San
Diego State. The Rebels captured sixth, while BYU
took seventh at the 1999 NCAA Golf
Championships.

In tennis, UNLV captured men'’s individual sin-
gles and doubles National Championships in 1998
and sent the Rebel team along with San Diego
State and New Mexico to NCAA Regionals in 1999.
On the women'’s side, five MWC teams (BYU, New
Mexico, San Diego State, UNLV and Utah) have
qualified for NCAA Regionals the last three years,
including New Mexico and San Diego State in
1999.

Other MWC championship sports have turned
out all-star athletes over the years. Current
major-league baseball players Tony Gwynn, Mark
Grace, Travis Lee and Jeff Barry all hail from San
Diego State, Wally Joyner from BYU, and Matt
Williams, Todd Stottlemyre, Brian Boehringer, T.J
Mathews, Eric Ludwick and Donovan Osborne all
call UNLV their alma mater.

In the 1990s, baseball teams from BYU (1990,
94), San Diego State (1990-91) and UNLV (1996)
have all seen the postseason.

In addition to the 19 MWC-sponsored sports,
several universities sponsor other intercollegiate
programs with success. The most notable of the
group is Utah's skiing and women’s gymnastics
programs, which each have been crowned
National Champions 10 times during this century.
In 1999, BYU’s men’s volleyball team captured the
NCAA crown for the first time in school history.

He officially began his BYU
Presidential duties on January 1, 1996.
Bateman, 62, serves simultaneously as a
member of the First Quorum of the
Seventy for The Church of Jesus Christ of
Latter-day Saints. He succeeded the
late Rex E. Lee, who served as president
for six years before his death in
March 1996 after a long bout with cancer.

At his inauguration, President
Gordon B. Hinckley described Bateman as
“a man of large capacity and solid faith.
His academic credentials are spotless. His
experience in the real world...has been
remarkable. His service [in the Church]
has been constant and wonderful.”

Before receiving his call to be a gen-
eral authority, Bateman headed his

own consulting and capital management
companies. He was dean of the College of
Business and the School of Management at
BYU from 1975 to 1979. Before joining
the BYU faculty, he was an executive with
Mars, Inc. in England and the United
States ('71-75).

Born in Lehi, Utah, and raised in
neighboring American Fork, Bateman
earned a bachelor’s degree in economics at
the University of Utah and went on to
receive his doctorate in economics from
MIT. He was inducted into the Phi Kappa
Phi and Phi Beta Kappa Honor Societies in
1960 at the University of Utah. He was a
Woodrow Wilson Fellow from 1960 to 1961
and a Danforth Fellow from 1960 to 1964.

Early in his career, Bateman was an
assistant professor of economics at
the U.S. Air Force Academy (1964 to 1967)
and later an associate professor of eco-
nomics at BYU (1967 to 1971). He was
also a lecturer at the University of Ghana
in 1963,

Bateman has served the Church as a
missionary, bishop, stake high
councilor, stake president, regional repre-
sentative, and as Presiding Bishop he testi-
fied before the U.S. Senate Finance
Committee. He also helped lay the foun-
dation for the establishment of the Church
in Ghana and Nigeria.

He is married to Marilyn Scholes
(pronounced SKOLS) Bateman, and they
are the parents of seven children-four boys
and three girls. They also have 23 grand-
children.

In 1995, Elaine Michaelis added the
responsibility of Director of Women's
Athletics to her task of guiding one of
the top volleyball teams in the nation.

In her 37th year at the helm of
BYU’'s women'’s volleyball program,

: y Michaelis is No. 2 all-time in career
victories with more than 800 wins. She is also the only BYU
coach to have taken a team to an NCAA Final Four. She has
coached her teams to 10 top 5 finishes and 18 top 10
national finishes.

Her best finishes were second place in 1973, fourth
place in 1978, and an NCAA semifinal appearance in 1993,
She has taken her teams to the NCAA tournament 14 times
— placing 17th twice, 9th four times, 5th six times, and 3rd
once.

Michaelis earned B.S. and M.S. degrees in physical
education from BYU and has the rank of full athletic profes-
sional. In 1994 she was a recipient of the Dale Rex Award
given annually to the person who has contributed most to
amateur athletics in Utah. She was only the second woman
to ever receive the award in its 49-year history.

She has also served as director of women'’s intramural
and extramural programs at BYU for 10 years.

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1980-81 NCAR PLAYER OF THE YEAR

Known for his feisty, hard-nosed play-
ing style, Danny Ainge has become one of
the most famous athletes to graduate from
BYU.

During his four-year career as a
Cougar, Ainge was a Consensus All-
American, a two-time First Team Academic
All-American, the WAC Player of the Year
and a four-time All-WAC selection. He set
an NCAA record with 112 consecutive
games scoring in double digits and broke
the BYU and WAC all-time scoring records
with 2,467 points.

As a senior in 1981, Ainge led BYU to
the 1981 Eastern Regionals. He concluded
his senior season by winning the Eastman
Award as well as the John Wooden Award
— given annually to the top collegiate bas-
ketball player

in the nation.
Ainge beat
out Isiah
Thomas
(Indiana),
Sam Bowie
(Kentucky),
Mark Aguirre
(DePaul)
Ralph
Sampson
(Virginia) and
Steve Johnson
(Oregon
State) to win
the Wooden
Award. In
doing so, he
became the
fifth winner of
the award,

joining Marques Johnson, Larry Bird, Phil
Ford and Darrell Griffith.

As a two-sport star, Ainge was drafted
by both the Toronto Blue Jays for baseball
and the Boston Celtics for basketball.
After playing four seasons with the Blue
Jays, he chose to pursue an NBA career.

Ainge was a member of the Celtics’
1984 and 1986 Championship teams, and
played in six NBA finals with three different
teams (Boston, Portland and Phoenix). He
also played for the Sacramento Kings. He
became only the third player in NBA histo-
ry to make 1,000 three-point field goals,
finishing his 14-year career with 1,002.

Ainge played in 193 NBA playoff
games, second all-time to Kareem Abdul-
Jabbar who played in 237, and ahead of
Magic Johnson Robert Parrish, John
Havlicek and Bill Russell to name a few.

After retiring in 1995, Ainge was an
NBA basketball television analyst for
Turner Broadcasting for one year. He is
currently the head coach of the Phoenix
sSuns.

Ainge is currently a member of the
BYU Varsity Club.

WAC CHAMPIONSHIP TEAMS

1964-65

The 1964-65 team won the first WAC championship for BYU
and first conference title since 1957. The team finished the
season with a 21-7 mark and were ranked sixth nationally
in the final wire service poll of the season. BYU finished sec-
ond to Miami (Fla.) in scoring offense. John Fairchild was
named WAC Player of the Year and led the team with 21.5
points a game.

1966-67

The Cougars surprised many by winning a share of the WAC
title and finishing 14-10. There were no real standouts on
the team as eight players won game high honors during the
season. BYU remained undefeated for the second straight
year at home.

1968-69

BYU finished the season at 17-12 and had been picked in
the preseason polls to finish third or lower. They won a first
round berth in the NCAA tournament but lost to New Mexico
State. Remarkably, six players ended the season with scor-
ing averages in double figures.

1970-71

Th 1970-71 team was picked to finished sixth in the WAC
preseason polls. The Cougars finished 18-11 to grab the
WAC title. They lost to the eventual NCAA champion UCLA
in the NCAA Regionals. The team was led by Bernie Fryar,
who averaged 19.2 points and Steve Kelly who scored 17.9
points per game.

1971-72

The 1971-72 season was Coach Stan Watts final year and
one of the most exciting in Cougar history. The team fin-
ished with a 21-5 record and made it to the NCAA tourna-
ment. The year was the first that games were played in the
Marriott Center. Kresimir Cosic was the teams leading scor-
er, averaging 22.3 points per game.

1978-79

One of the most exiting aspects of the 1978-79 season was
the expectations that Cougar success would carry over into
the next year. The Cougars were 20-8 and were led by
Danny Ainge with 18.4 points per game. Ainge moved into
the top 10 in BYU scoring history after just two seasons.
The Cougars made it to the first round of the NCAA payoffs.

1979-80

A record of 24-5 was the best yet for a BYU team. The
Cougars had been ranked as high as sixth by sports writers.
All the starters from the previous year returned to help
defend the WAC title. Danny Ainge once again led the team
with 19.1 points per game, and moved into first place on
the BYU all-time scoring list. The team had four future NBA
players; Ainge, Devin Durrant, Fred Roberts, and Greg Kite.

1982-83

Although the 1982-83 team finished in a three way tie for
the WAC championship, it was the first time in the previous
five years that the Cougars did not advance to post season
play. The team’s record was 15-14. Devin Durrant led BYU
in scoring with 22.8 points per game. Greg Kite led the
team in rebounding with 8.8 per game.

1987-88

In the 70-year history of BYU basketball, only the 1950-51
team had more victories than the 1987-88 team, and no
team had a better winning percentage. The Cougars finished
26-6 in season play winning 17 games in a row to start the
year, a BYU basketball record. The team was led by All-
American Michael Smith who averaged 21.2 points and 7.8
rebounds per game.

1989-90

The Cougars went 21-9 and exceeded all expectations by
winning the WAC title. The team was projected to finish
sixth. They went on to lose a heart-breaker in the NCAA
East Regional to Clemson 49-47. It was Roger Reid’s first
year as head coach. Marty Haws led the lead in scoring with
18.5 points and 4.1 assists per game. Andy Toolson aver-
aged 18.3 points per game.

1990-91

With a 21-13 record, BYU finished in second place during
the regular season in the WAC but went on the win the WAC
Tournament and then advanced to the second round of the
NCAA tournament. Freshman Shawn Bradley led the nation
in blocked shots with 177 and averaged 14.8 points a game.
Steve Schreiner scored 14.2 points per game.

1991-92

Few thought at the beginning of the season that BYU would
finish the season 25-7 and win the WAC. The Cougars went
on to defeat UTEP in dramatic fashion at the WAC
Tournament thanks to a 54-foot buzzer-beater by Kevin
Nixon. The Cougars ran into Shag and LSU in the first round
of the NCAA Tournament to end the season. Gary Trost led
the team in scoring with 14.2 points per game.

1992-93

The Cougars posted a 25-9 record, including 15-1
in the WAC, which tied the conference record for most wins.
Nick Sanderson set a school record in three-point attempts
for a season with 209. Russell Larson set a new school
record in field goal percentage at .631. Gary Trost led the
team in scoring for the second straight year with 15.2
points per game. BYU lost to Kansas in the second round of
the NCAA Tournament.
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Stan

When considering the most influential
individuals in BYU basketball history, Stan
Watts has to be placed at the top of the
list.

During his 23 years at the helm
of the Cougar basketball program, Watts
led his teams to two NIT National
Championships (1951, 1966) and over-
saw the construction of the George Albert
Smith Fieldhouse and Marriott Center.

His nationally recognized accom-
plishments led to his induction into the
Basketball Hall of Fame in Springfield,
Mass., on March 6,1986, making him the

R first Cougar to
receive the presti-
gious honor.

Watts finished his
career after the
1971-72 season
with an overall
record of 372-254
(.594).

He was a member
of the NCAA's Rules
Committee, served
as president of the
National Association
of Basketball
Coaches and chaired
the U.S. Olympic
Basketball
Committee in 1976.
Watts also served
four years as BYU's
Athletic Director and
spent time on the
Cougar football and
baseball coaching
staffs.

Even more impressive than his
remarkable accomplishments as a coach,
is his impeccable character as a human
being. He is respected by coaches, fans

and players alike for his conduct both on
and off the court.

“His won-loss record speaks very
well for the kind of coach he was,” said
former player Harold Christensen, who
played for Watts on the 1951champi-
onship team. “His reputation among his
fellow coaches suggests how much they
respected him. He still has that and is
still honored in the community in which
he coached.”

Always a fighter, Watts overcame
a rare form of cancer in 1971 —only the
fourth-known case of this type of cancer
in medical history. Despite the fact that
the other three individuals died, Watts
refused to give up. After 14-hours of
surgery and a two-month stay in the hos-
pital, Watts returned to coach his team to
a WAC Championship the following year.

Known for his fast-break style of
offense, Watts remains an avid Cougar
fan. He once said, "It has always been
our contention that the average basket-
ball fan likes to see fast-scoring, speedy,
exciting basketball.”

By looking around the Marriott
Center during a Cougar game, there are
hints that Watts has been there. The
glass-encased exhibit in the halls outside
the arena pays tribute to one of the
greatest coaches and individuals ever to
grace the sidelines of a BYU athletic con-
test — as do the two NIT Championship
banners and the WAC title banners from
1965, 1967, 1969, 1971 and 1972.

“"The greatest tribute I can pay to Stan
Watts,” said Associate Athletic Director
Pete Witbeck, BYU's NCAA compliance
officer and former assistant to Watts for
many years, “is he’s truly a man of God.
He’s always been a gentleman and great
man. You don’t see that very often.”



Kresimir

(HALL FAME )

When it comes to describing Kresimir
Cosic, where do you start?

Few players in BYU history have
been able to capture the hearts of Cougar
fans like Kresimir Cosic did from 1970-73.
The 6-11 center from Zadar, Yugoslavia,
entertained fans during his stellar career
with his enthusiastic, guard-like play.

Whether it was leading the fast-
break, dribbling between his legs or
shooting a sky-hook, Cosic's enthusiasm
and on-court antics endeared him to
almost everyone who saw him play.

During his career at BYU, Cosic
used his versatile inside-outside game to
lead the Cougars in scoring (23.3) and
rebounding (13.0) as a junior and again
as a senior (20.2 points per game). His
unselfish attitude helped him to lead his
team in assists.

He ranks second on BYU's all-time
rebounding list with 919, an average of
11.6 per game. He was a three-time All-
WAC First Team selection and an All-
American his junior year. Behind the play
of Cosic, the Cougars won two WAC titles
and reached the NCAA Regional tourna-
ment in 1971 and 1972.

Cosic was a three-time All-WAC
first team selection and earned All-
American accolades following his junior
season.

Upon graduation, Cosic became
very much involved with basketball
throughout Europe. He played on four
Olympic teams with his native land of
Yugoslavia, winning a gold medal in 1980
and two silver medals in 1968 and 1976.
He ended his career as the all-time
Croatian scoring leader, and went on to
coach the Yugoslavian National Team for

many years.

His national and international
accomplishments led to his induction into
the Basketball Hall of Fame in Springfield,
Mass., on May 6, 1996, making Cosic the
second Cougar to receive the prestigious
honor.

In September of 1992, Cosic was
appointed as deputy
ambassador for
Croatia to the United
States. He and his
family lived in
Washington D.C
where he performed
his diplomatic duties
in the same excel-
lent manner in which
he played basketball.

On May 25,
1995, Cosic lost his
battle against the
toughest opponent
of his career; cancer.
During his 46 years
on earth, Cosic
became one of the
most influential and
well-known of all
European basketball
players. He left
behind the legacy
and credit of being
the individual that
first introduced the
American game of
basketball to Europe.

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BYU CONTINUES TO IMPROVE DURING SECOND YEAR OF THE CLEVELAND ERA

Highlighted by a 90-74 WAC Tournament upset over
heavily favored TCU, BYU's men’s basketball team contin-
ued its steady improvement under second-year coach
Steve Cleveland in 1998-99.

Cleveland’s Cougars improved to 12-16 and became the
first BYU squad to win a WAC Tournament contest since
1994 despite playing a schedule - the toughest in the
conference - that featured four Pac-10 teams and 13
games against schools that earned post-season tourna-
ment berths. The Cougars non-conference opponents
included NCAA No. 1 seed Auburn, No. 10-ranked
Arizona, NIT champion California, and NIT semifinalist
Oregon.

For the second time in as many years, Cleveland began
the season without a core group of returning players on
which to build. New recruits Mark Bigelow, a 6-foot-6
freshman guard from Olympia, Wash., and Silester
Rivers, a 6-foot-7 junior forward who transferred from
Utah Valley State College, joined returned missionaries
Michael Vranes, Nathan Cooper and Todd Christensen as
key players in Cleveland’s rotation.

After qualifying
- for the WAC
Tournament in their final regular season game the previ-
ous season, the Cougars earned a tournament berth with
several weeks remaining in 1999 and improved to the
fifth seed in the powerful WAC Pacific Division. BYU also
improved its home record from 4-10 to 9-5 and won its

148

second straight Cougar Classic title with wins over
Louisiana Tech and Cal State Northridge. Cougar Classic
MVP Nathan Cooper earned WAC Player of the Week hon-
ors while averaging 18.5 points and seven rebounds dur-
ing the Classic.

BYU won three straight games in January to jump out to a
3-1 conference record. The wins included road victories
over San Diego State and Hawai’i and a 75-44 drubbing of
San Jose State in the Marriott Center. Mekeli Wesley's
game-winning three-point shot in Hawaii capped a double-
digit Cougar comeback and was recognized nationally as
one of the Compaq College Basketball Shots of the Week.

The Cougars suffered their longest losing skid in the heart
of the conference schedule, dropping games to Fresno
State, UTEP, New Mexico and Utah. The Cougars nearly
pulled out a win over Fresno in front of 21,645 cheering
fans in the Marriott Center before falling by four, 79-75,
and attracted the largest crowd of the season, 22,502, in
the home loss to Utah. BYU’s swing through New Mexico
included Bret Jepsen’s backboard-shattering dunk.

Like Cleveland’s first season, BYU finished strong to end
the year, defeating UTEP in its final regular season game,
85-64, led by Silester Rivers’ 22 points and 10 rebounds.
The Cougars then hit a season-high 13 three pointers and
dished out a season-best 21 assists in its WAC
Tournament win over TCU. Freshman Michael Vranes
made 5-7 treys and dished out eight assists to comple-
ment Cooper’s 24 points and Rivers’ 10 rebounds. Rivers
continued to show signs of what people will see during his
senior season, scoring 23 points in one of his best perfor-
mances of the year in the final game against Utah.

On the year, Bigelow was BYU's top scorer, averaging 15
points per game. Against Washington State, he wowed his
home-state fans scoring 33 points, the second most
points ever scored by a freshman at BYU (Danny Ainge
scored 36 and 33). The freshman sensation, who earned
WAC Freshman of the Year, WAC Newcomer Team and All-
WAC Second Team honors, also led the Cougars in
rebounding (6.7 rpg) and steals (1.4). Vranes led the
team in assists with a 2.9 average.

As a team, the Cougars shot 45 percent from the floor, 37
percent from three-point range and nearly 73 percent
from the free throw line. BYU averaged 71.8 points per
game with a much improved offensive attack and out
rebounded their opponents on the year, averaging 36.2 to
the opposition’s 34.7.
