In seven years as head coach at Auburn, Bruce Pearl has led the Tigers
to 138 wins, two Southeastern Conference championships, consecutive
NCAA Tournament berths and the program’s first ever appearance in
the Final Four. In his 26 seasons, he has guided his teams to the NCAA
Tournament 19 times (what would be 20 if not for the cancelation of the
2020 postseason).

Pearl is one of just three head coaches to take four programs (with
three at the DI level) to the Sweet 16, joining Lon Kruger and Eddie
Sutton.

He has set single-season wins records at four different schools with
the most recent coming during the 2018-19 season when the Tigers
amassed 30 victories en route to the Final Four.

Pearl is only the 11th coach in SEC history to win four conference
titles in a 10-year span, joining the likes of Adolph Rupp (Kentucky),
Billy Donovan (Florida), Nolan Richardson (Arkansas) and Rick Pitino
(Kentucky) among others.

Pearl has produced one of, if not the, biggest turnaround in the entire
college basketball landscape. Before taking over prior to the 2014-15
season, the Tigers had an average RPI of 191.8. In the past three seasons,
Auburn finished its campaign 16th, 13th and 27th, respectively, in the
final RPI, highlighted by consecutive NCAA Tournament bids and a
pair of conference titles.

From 2017-20, Auburn was one of only four major programs to win
at least 25 games each year, joining Duke, Kansas and Kentucky.

His teams have been just as successful off the court as Auburn has had
32 graduates in five years — the most in the SEC.

Pearl has tutored the two most prolific shooters in SEC history in
Bryce Brown and Chris Lofton. Lofton (Tennessee) holds the career
3-point mark of 431 makes from downtown, while Brown is second at
382 3-pointers.

In the past five seasons, Auburn has the best non-conference record
in the SEC during the regular season at 53-8 (.869), while defeating pe-
rennial NCAA Tournament teams in Arizona, Dayton, Davidson, Iowa
State, Middle Tennessee, Murray State, NC State, Oklahoma, Texas
Tech, UConn, Washington and Xavier.

In the final game of the 2020-21 season, Pearl won his 600th career
game, becoming the 63rd coach in NCAA Division I history to achieve
the feat.

Sharife Cooper and JT Thor became the second and third “one-and-
done” players in program history and the third in just two years. Both
were selected in the 2021 NBA Draft, with Thor going to the Charlotte
Hornets with the 37th overall selection, while Cooper was drafted by
the Atlanta Hawks with the No. 48 pick.

Following the selections, the Tigers have had four players drafted in
the last three seasons, joining first-round selections Chuma Okeke (No.
16 in 2019) and Isaac Okoro (No. 5 in 2020). Auburn’s four draftees
since 2019 matches the program’s total number of selections from the
previous 25 years.

Despite a canceled postseason in 2019-20, the Tigers still reeled off
a 25-6 record and finished second in the SEC standings, marking the
third consecutive season Auburn has been in the top four of the league
standings.

The Tigers were one of the final two remaining unbeatens in the
country (San Diego State) after going undefeated in non-conference

play and winning the first three SEC games to begin the year 15-0. Au-
burn earned its first top-5 ranking since Jan. 17, 2000 when it appeared
at No. 5 in the AP poll on Jan. 6.

ESPN’s College GameDay came to Auburn for the first time in pro-
gram history on Feb. 1 prior to the Tigers’ battle against No. 13 Ken-
tucky, a 75-66 win for Auburn.

Samir Doughty became the first player to garner First Team All-SEC
honors since Chris Porter and Doc Robinson following the 1999 sea-
son. Isaac Okoro was selected to the All-SEC Second Team, All-Defen-
sive Team and All-Freshman Team. Okoro became just the sixth player
in SEC history to be named to an all-conference team, all-defensive
team and all-freshman team in the same season by the league’s coach-
es, joining Anthony Davis (Kentucky, 2012), Michael Kidd-Gilchrest
(Kentucky, 2012), Nerlens Noel (Kentucky, 2013), Jordan Mickey (LSU,
2014) and Robert Williams (Texas A&M, 2017).

The 2020 senior class became the winningest class in program history
with 99 wins through their four years, ahead of the 2001 class (87). The
2020 class also currently holds the best marks for most wins in a single
season (30 in 2018-19) and most wins in a 3-year period (81).

With a win at Tennessee in the final game of the regular season, Au-
burn set a program record for most SEC wins over a 3-year span with
36. The previous record of 35 was held during the stretch between 1958-
60.

The Tigers were especially good during overtime during the sea-
son as they went 5-0 in games that went into extra time. In four of the
five overtime wins, Auburn overcame a double-digit deficit, includ-
ing a 19-point, second-half comeback at Ole Miss, which ranks as the
third-largest comeback in program history.

Auburn welcomed 150,721 fans inside Auburn Arena for the 2019-20
season. The total is the highest ever recorded in Auburn Arena history.

Auburn sold out of season tickets for the sixth straight time in 2019-
20, all under Pearl, to continue the school record streak. Prior to Pearl,
the only other time the Tigers sold out of season tickets came in the
1999-2000 season.



The 2018-19 season was arguably the greatest season in Auburn bas-
ketball history. The Tigers won 30 games for the first time ever en route
to becoming the first team from the state of Alabama to reach the Final
Four.

During Auburn’s historic March Madness run in the 2018-19 season,
the Tigers became the first team ever to knock off the three winningest
programs in college basketball history in succession — Kansas, North
Carolina and Kentucky.

Auburn won the SEC Tournament title and, with their regular season
title from 2018, became one of only three programs to win an SEC regu-
lar season and tournament championship in back-to-back seasons since
1990, joining Florida and Kentucky.

The Tigers set an SEC record with 454 3-pointers, a mark that trails
only the 2017-18 Villanova team in NCAA history.

Auburn also got after it defensively, setting program records in steals
(369) and blocks (190).

After setting the attendance record in 2017-18, Pearl and the Tigers
welcomed 138,650 fans inside Auburn Arena in 2018-19, smashing the
previously held mark.

Chuma Okeke became the first Auburn player drafted since 2001 and,
at No. 16 overall, became the fifth-highest selection in program history
as well as the seventh first-round pick all-time.

In 2017-18, the Tigers set what would be program records for 3-point-
ers made (324), free throws made (647) and blocks (180) en route to
their third conference crown in program history.

Because of Pearl’s ability to raise Auburn’s national profile, the Tigers
were invited to take part in the 2018 Maui Invitational, the most presti-
gious non-conference tournament in the country.

In 2018, Auburn received an Academic Progress Rate Public Recog-
nition Award marking the first time the Tigers have been honored since
the award began tracking data in 2004. The NCAA annually honors
teams earning multiyear Academic Progress Rates in the top 10 percent
of all squads in each sport.

Auburn recently secured its fourth perfect APR score of 1,000 in mid-
May, something that has never been accomplished in program history.

In the past four years, Auburn men’s basketball has averaged an APR
of 995 (out of 1,000). In the previous four seasons before Pearl and his
staff arrived, Auburn’s APR average score was 940.

The 2017-2018 squad that captured the first SEC title since 1999 and
third all-time featured nine student-athletes with a cumulative GPA
over 3.0.

Shifting the focus back on to the court, Auburn has defeated Ken-
tucky, Alabama, Tennessee, Georgia and Arkansas in the same season
twice — something that had not been accomplished in over 48 years in
program history.

Known for his outstanding offensive mind, Pearl’s teams have topped
the 100-point mark 18 times in his career and have led the league in
scoring in 17 of 24 seasons.

Pearl became the 21st fastest coach to 500 wins in his 691st game in
Auburn’s 78-74 win over LSU on Jan. 19, 2017. He reached the histor-
ic mark between a pair of Hall of Famers, just behind Lute Olson and
ahead of Nolan Richardson.

Auburn and Pearl had as high as the No. 2 ranked recruiting class in
2017 before 17-year-old Austin Wiley enrolled in Auburn in December,
No. 25 in 2016, No. 15 in 2015 and No. 32 in 2014. The 2019 class was
No. 10 at the initial November signing period.

Pearl’s impact is also continually felt in the community. When he
isn’t out buying lunch for students on campus or dropping into Auburn
sports reporting classes, he can be found spreading the word of Auburn
basketball at Auburn Alumni events throughout the Southeast. And if
he isn’t there, there is a good chance he is in the stands supporting one
of the other Auburn programs.

Pearl and his wife, Brandy, also remain committed to giving back to
those in Alabama as they have raised over $1 million in only five golf
tournaments at Auburn for Children’s Harbor in Birmingham, benefit-
ting children with serious illnesses and their families.

Pearl started AUTLIVE at Auburn in 2015-16 to benefit cancer pa-

tients in the fight to beat cancer. AUTLIVE raises the awareness of can-
cer prevention and detection white t-shirt sales in 2016, orange t-shirt
sales in 2017 and blue t-shirt sales in 2018 along with donations raise
money to benefit cancer patients.

An ambassador for the university, Pearl’s selfless community service
work and generous stewardship made him one of the most influential
public figures in the states of Alabama and Tennessee.

He was given the “Spirit of Auburn” Award in the spring of 2015 and
was named “Knoxvillian of the Year” by Knoxville Metro Pulse in 2008
and also received the prestigious “Knoxville Award” in 2010. The UT
basketball program also earned the UT Men’s Community Outreach
Team Award twice in his six seasons.

Pearl realized a lifelong dream in the summer of 2008 when his coun-
try called upon him to serve as head coach of Maccabi USA’s open men’s
basketball team at the 18th World Maccabiah Games in Israel. He led
the American squad to the gold medal for just the third time in 24 years,
toppling favored Israel in the title game.

The Maccabiah gold marked Pearl’s 16th championship during his
head coaching career. Pearl has garnered seven National Coach of the
Year awards and his teams have won 18 championships with 19 appear-
ances in the NCAA Tournament.

Pearl’s 26 years of coaching experience covers four stops. He began
his head coaching career with a nine-year stay at Southern Indiana,
taking the program to the NCAA Tournament each season, going 231-
46 (.834) from 1992-2001. From there he made the move to Wiscon-
sin-Milwaukee, taking the Panthers to the NIT once and the NCAA
Tournament twice, including a 2005 Sweet 16 appearance. After compil-
ing an 86-38 (.694) record at UW-Milwaukee, Tennessee tabbed him as
its leader in 2005 and he responded by taking the program to six straight
NCAA Tournament appearances, two Sweet Sixteens (2007, 2008) and
the 2010 Elite Eight, which was the most successful six-year run in Vol-
unteers history.

Pearl’s coaching career began at his alma mater, Boston College, as a
student assistant coach to the legendary Dr. Tom Davis. After 14 seasons
seated to the right of Davis, the 32-year-old Pearl embarked on his own
head coaching career. But Pearl’s first break came during his undergrad-
uate career at BC when Davis offered him a position of student assistant
in 1978.1In 1981, the Eagles won the Big East Conference championship
and reached the Sweet Sixteen of the NCAA Tournament. The following
season, BC advanced to the Elite Eight.

When Davis moved on to Stanford in 1982, Pearl joined his staff as
an assistant coach and then, at the age of 23, was promoted to associate
head coach for the Cardinal. While in Palo Alto, Calif., they ended a
streak of 20 consecutive losing seasons with a 19-12 overall record in
1983-84, laying the groundwork for a resurgence in Stanford basketball.
During that time, they recruited four players who were drafted by the
NBA, including Todd Lichti, who finished his career as Stanford’s all-
time leading scorer with 2,336 career points.

After four seasons on the West Coast, Pearl followed Davis to Iowa
in 1986. Over the course of the next six seasons, the Hawkeyes received
five NCAA Tournament berths while compiling a 129-63 overall record.
In 1987, the Hawkeyes recorded a 30-5 mark and advanced to the Elite
Eight before falling to UNLV. And in 1988, Pearl was recognized as one
of the top Division I assistants in the country by Basketball Weekly
while helping direct the Hawkeyes to the Sweet Sixteen.

His six seasons in Iowa City helped produce 11 NBA draft picks for
the Hawkeyes, including Brad Lohaus, Kevin Gamble, B.]. Armstrong,
Roy Marble and Acie Earl.

Pearl’s first head coaching opportunity came at Southern Indiana, a
Division II school located in Evansville, Ind.

A native of Boston, Mass., Pearl received his bachelor’s degree in
business administration from Boston College in 1982, graduating cum
laude. Pearl has two daughters: Jacqui and Leah, two sons: Steven and
Michael, one granddaughter: Chaya and one grandson: Jaden. He is
married to the former Brandy Miller of Sevierville, Tenn.

4th year at Auburn

Ira Bowman enters his fourth season as an assistant coach on Bruce
Pearl’s staff at Auburn for the 2021-22 campaign.

In 2020-21, Bowman was key in developing Sharife Cooper. The
point guard was the Tigers’ second one-and-done in program history
and was selected by the Atlanta Hawks with the No. 48 overall pick in
the NBA Draft.

Cooper averaged 20.2 points, 8.1 assists and 4.3 rebounds per game
during the season and was one of just two players in the country to
average 20 points and eight assists per game in the last 25 years, joining
his future teammate Trae Young (Oklahoma).

Despite the 2019-20 season being cut short, the Tigers once again had
another successful campaign, going 25-6 and entertaining what would
have been a third consecutive NCAA Tournament bid.

Bowman was instrumental in the development of freshman phen-
om Isaac Okoro. Coming to Auburn as a fringe top-40 player, Okoro
became the first one-and-done in program history and is an expected
top-10 pick in the 2020 NBA Draft.

Okoro became just the sixth player in SEC history to be named to an
all-conference team, all-defensive team and all-freshman team in the
same season by the league’s coaches.

The Tigers became one of four major programs to record three con-
secutive 25-win seasons, joining Duke, Kansas and Kentucky.

Auburn went 5-0 in overtime games and produced multiple come-
backs of more than 10 points.

Despite playing at one of the fastest tempos in the country, the Tigers
held 29 of their 31 opponents under their scoring average in regulation.

Bowman and the staff signed a consensus top-10 recruiting class,
highlighted by the highest-rated recruit in program history in five-star
Sharife Cooper, the third McDonald’s All-American to enroll at Au-
burn.

In his first season on The Plains, the Tigers set a program record for
wins (30), 3-pointers (454), steals (369) and blocks (190) en route to an
appearance in the Final Four.

Auburn earned its way to the first Final Four by way of defeating the
three winningest programs in NCAA history - Kansas, Kentucky and
North Carolina - in consecutive games, becoming the first team ever to
do so.

The Tigers also won four games in four days to capture the second
Southeastern Conference Tournament title in the Auburn record books
(1985).

The Tigers finished the season ranked 14th in the final Associated
Press poll, the fourth-highest finish in program history.

Auburn also notched a top-10 recruiting class in November, high-
lighted by five four-star players.

Bowman came to Auburn after spending the past six seasons at the
University of Pennsylvania under head coach Steve Donahue. He was
instrumental in the recruitment of team’s top players and in the on-
court development of the Quakers’ perimeter players.

Last season, Bowman helped lead Penn to a 24-9 record, an Ivy
League title and a return to the NCAA Tournament for the first time in
11 seasons. It was the Quakers’ first conference crown since 2006-07.

Bowman guided seven all-conference players during his tenure at
Penn, including three during the 2017-18 season, and helped lead the
Quakers to 74 wins.

The Newark, N.J. native arrived at Penn after spending four years at
New Jersey Institute of Technology (NJIT), where he assisted in one
of the top turnaround jobs in the country. The year before Bowman
arrived at NJIT, the Highlanders were winless (0-29), and in his first

season, they went 1-30. After that, the Highlanders went 15-15 overall
including a 9-3 Great West Conference mark in 2010-11. His final year,
NJIT went 15-17 overall and advanced to the Great West Conference
championship game.

Before entering the collegiate coaching profession, Bowman spent
four years as director of the Assist by Knight Foundation. In addition,
he has experience with several aspects of the NBA including serving as
an administrator at the NBA’s FIBA Tournament in Las Vegas as well as
participating in the NBA’s Player Development Assistant Coaches Sum-
mit in 2007.

Bowman played two years at Penn, the 1994-95 and 1995-96 seasons,
after transferring from Providence College. In his first year with the
Quakers, Penn went 22-6 overall and 14-0 in Ivy League play en route to
its third straight Ancient Eight title. Bowman was Second Team All-Ivy
that season.

As a senior, Bowman was the Ivy League Player of the Year and First-
Team All-Philadelphia Big 5 as he led the Quakers to a 17-10 record that
included a 12-2 mark in Ivy play.

In his two seasons at Penn and two campaigns at Providence, Bow-
man combined for 918 points, 228 assists and 139 steals.

Following his playing days with the Quakers, Bowman enjoyed a pro-
fessional playing career that included stints with the NBA’s Philadelphia
76ers and Atlanta Hawks. He also played overseas in Italy and Australia,
as well as the Continental Basketball Association.

Bowman played his high school career at Seton Hall Preparatory
School where he was the school’s all-time leading scorer. He scored
1,488 points in his three-year varsity career, including 19.6 per game
during his senior season when he led the team to a 31-1 record.

Bowman and his wife, Rayna, have one son, Jeremiah.
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WES FLANIGAN

Assistant Coach
4th year at Auburn

Former Auburn standout Wes Flanigan enters his fourth season as an
assistant coach on Bruce Pearl’s staff after returning to his alma mater
prior to the 2018-19 season.

Flanigan helped develop Sharife Cooper and JT Thor who were the
second and third “one-and-done” players in program history. Thor was
selected by the Charlotte Hornets with the 37th overall selection, while
Cooper was drafted by the Atlanta Hawks with the No. 48 pick.

He also was key in guiding his son, Allen, to become the most im-
proved scorer in the SEC a season ago after raising his output by 11.1
from 3.2 points per game as a freshman to 14.3 points per tilt as a soph-
omore. Allen was one of three players in the conference to average 14.0
points, 5.0 rebounds and 2.5 assists per game, joining Tre Mann (Flori-
da) and Trendon Watford (LSU).

The 2019-20 season was another one for the record books as the Ti-
gers, despite having the postseason canceled, went 25-6 and finished
second in the SEC.

Auburn became one of four major programs to record three consec-
utive 25-win seasons, joining Duke, Kansas and Kentucky.

After losing five of their top eight scorers from the Final Four team,
the Tigers were led by Samir Doughty, who became the first First Team
All-SEC selection since 1999, and Isaac Okoro, who became just the
sixth player in SEC history to be named to an all-conference team,
all-defensive team and all-freshman team in the same season.

Flanigan and the staff signed a consensus top-10 recruiting class,
highlighted by the highest-rated recruit in program history in five-star
Sharife Cooper, the third McDonald’s All-American to enroll at Au-
burn.

In Flanigan’s first year with the Tigers, Auburn went to new heights
as a program after reaching the programss first Final Four. The Tigers
defeated Kansas, Kentucky and North Carolina on the historic run, be-
coming the first team ever to defeat the three winningest programs in
NCAA history in consecutive games in NCAA Tournament history.

Auburn also won its second Southeastern Conference Tournament
title in program history after winning four games in four days to join the
1985 squad as teams to hoist the prestigious trophy.

The Tigers set program records in wins (30), 3-pointers (454), steals
(369) and blocks (190) in their historic campaign.

Auburn also notched a top-10 recruiting class in November, high-
lighted by five four-star players.

Flanigan was most recently the head coach at the University of Ar-
kansas Little Rock for the past two seasons.

Flanigan played with the Tigers from 1993-97 and was a four-year
starter at point guard. He is the 22nd-leading scorer in program history
with 1,228 points.

Flanigan finished his career second in the Auburn record books with
573 assists. He is also fourth in career free throws with 338 makes from
the charity stripe.

The Little Rock, Ark. native was the Southeastern Conference indi-
vidual assist champion in 1996 when he dished out 214 dimes for an
average of 6.7 per game.

Flanigan was named All-SEC as a junior in 1996 and was a member
of the All-SEC Freshman Team in 1994.

Flanigan returns to The Plains after two stints with Little Rock, most
recently as the head coach for the past two seasons.

While with the Trojans for seven seasons from 2004-08 and 2015-18,
Flanigan helped Little Rock achieve new single-season program records
for wins, Sun Belt Conference victories and road wins.

Flanigan and the Trojans won their first-ever outright Sun Belt title
during the 2015-16 campaign and knocked off No. 5 seed Purdue in the
NCAA Tournament.

The Trojans won 18 or more games twice during Flanigan’s first run
in Little Rock. In the 2007-08 season, the Trojans won 20 games while
he served as the associate head coach and recruiting coordinator.

After his first stint at Little Rock, Flanigan was an assistant at UAB
from 2008-10 where the Blazers won 47 games and matched a program
record for wins a season with 25 set in the 2009-10 campaign.

Flanigan then went on to serve in the same capacity at Nebraska for
two seasons (2010-12) before joining Mississippi State from 2012-15.

Flanigan got his first start in coaching at Northwest Mississippi Com-
munity College where he was an assistant coach from 1999-2004.

The 1992-93 Gatorade High School Player of the Year, Flanigan en-
rolled at Auburn and was a four-year letterwinner for the Tigers. He
graduated with a degree in health promotion and was the recipient of
the Cliff Hare Award, presented annually to the university’s top stu-
dent-athlete.

He and his wife, Katrina, have three sons: Michael Lewis, Allen, who
is a junior on the Tigers, and Collin.




STEVEN PEARL

Assistant Coach
8th year at Auburn

Steven Pearl, who was promoted to assistant coach prior to the 2017-18
campaign, is in his eighth year overall on the Auburn coaching staff.

In his four seasons as an assistant coach, Pearl has been instrumental in
one of the biggest rebuilds - both on and off the court - in college basket-
ball.

His duties on the bench include opponent scouting, defensive strategies
and adjustments as well as in-game play calling. Pearl also has played a
huge role in the development of Auburn’s big men to go along with a fer-
vent recruiting strategy.

Pearl has been in charge of the team’s academics in one of the biggest
success stories on campus. Since he arrived on The Plains in 2014, the
Tigers have graduated 32 student-athletes - most in the SEC - and aver-
aged an Academic Progress Rate of 995 (out of 1,000), which includes four
perfect scores. In the previous four seasons, Auburn had an average score
of 940.

In 2020-21, Sharife Cooper and JT Thor became the second and third
“one-and-done” players in program history and the third in just two years.
Both were selected in the 2021 NBA Draft, with Thor going to the Char-
lotte Hornets with the 37th overall selection, while Cooper was drafted by
the Atlanta Hawks with the No. 48 pick.

Following the selections, the Tigers have had four players drafted in the
last three seasons, joining first-round selections Chuma Okeke (No. 16 in
2019) and Isaac Okoro (No. 5 in 2020). Auburn’s four draftees since 2019
matches the program’s total number of selections from the previous 25
years.

The Tigers had another banner year in 2019-20 after going 25-6, finish-
ing second in the SEC and what surely would have been a third consecu-
tive trip to the NCAA Tournament before it was canceled.

Auburn became one of four major programs to record three consecu-
tive 25-win seasons, joining Duke, Kansas and Kentucky.

Following a win in the season finale at Tennessee, the Tigers also set a
program record with most SEC wins over a 3-year period with 36, break-
ing a 60-year mark of 35 between 1958-60.

With a second-place finish in the regular season standings, Auburn se-
cured its fourth straight season inside the top four, joining Kentucky as the
only other team in the league to accomplish the feat.

Samir Doughty became the first Auburn player to be named First Team
All-SEC since 1999, while Isaac Okoro became just the sixth player in SEC
history to be named to an all-conference team, all-defensive team and
all-freshman team in the same season by the league’s coaches.

Pearl and the staff signed a consensus top-10 recruiting class, highlight-
ed by the highest-rated recruit in program history in five-star Sharife Coo-
per, the third McDonald’s All-American to enroll at Auburn.

Auburn had arguably the greatest season in program history in 2018-
19, highlighted by the program’s first trip to the Final Four. The Tigers de-
feated Kansas, Kentucky and North Carolina on the historic run, becom-
ing the first team ever to defeat the three winningest programs in NCAA
history in consecutive games in NCAA Tournament history.

Pearl was crucial in the development of Chuma Okeke, who was chosen
16th overall in the 2019 NBA Draft by the Orlando Magic. Okeke became
the first Auburn player drafted since 2001 and was the fifth-highest pick in
program history, including the seventh first-round choice all-time.

The Tigers also notched a top-10 recruiting class in November, high-
lighted by five four-star players.

The 2017-18 season was a record-breaking campaign as Auburn cap-
tured its third Southeastern Conference title in program history behind
a 26-8 record, including 13-5 in conference play. The 26 wins were the
second-most in a single season, while the Tigers accomplished 13 league

wins for just the third time ever. Auburn led the SEC wire-to-wire, leading
from a Jan. 2 win at Tennessee until clinching the title March 3 in a victory
against South Carolina.

Auburn made its ninth appearance in the NCAA Tournament in pro-
gram history and first since 2003. The 2018 Tigers were the third team in
the record books to have earned a 5 seed or higher.

Pearl helped coach four players who entered the NBA Draft, including
center Austin Wiley, who was invited to the NBA Combine.

Big man Anfernee McLemore was named to the SEC All-Defensive
Team after notching 73 blocks, the most by any player in the country to
play in less than 30 games. Fellow post Chuma Okeke pulled down 197
rebounds in his first season on campus, the highest total by a freshman
since Jeff Moore in 1984-85.

Pearl spent the 2015-16 and 2016-17 seasons as the director of basket-
ball operations after his first year as an assistant strength and conditioning
coach.

As the director of operations he was in charge of team travel while also
helping plan team practices, working with the team’s academics and all of
the Auburn Basketball Camps.

Pearl was a four-year letterwinner for his father, Bruce Pearl, at Ten-
nessee, playing in 101 games from 2007-11. He helped Tennessee to back-
to-back SEC East Championships in 2008 and 2009, with the ‘08 team
winning the league by two games over Kentucky and Mississippi State. He
also appeared in the NCAA Tournament each year he was a part of the
program with the Volunteers advancing to the Sweet 16 in 2007 and 2008
and the Elite 8 in 2010.

Pearl, who was a three-time member of the SEC Academic Honor Roll,
graduated from the University of Tennessee with a degree in Marketing
and International Business in December 2010. He has also taken classes
towards a graduate degree.

Following graduation, Pearl was a medical sales representative for
Stryker Corp for three years before joining the Auburn staff.

Pearl played for West High School in Knoxville, Tenn., where he was an
all-state and All-PrepXtra selection by the Knoxville News Sentinel. While
in high school he led the U.S. Men’s Basketball Team to a gold medal at the
2006 Maccabi Games in Sydney, Australia, an accomplishment he would
repeat as a gold medal winner in the 2009 Maccabi Games in Israel.
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CHAD PREWETT

Director of Operations/Chief of Staff
8th year at Auburn

Chad Prewett is entering his seventh season on head coach Bruce
Pearl’s staff. In his six seasons with the Tigers, Prewett has had a variety
of roles, including special assistant, interim assistant coach, director of
operations and chief of staff.

Auburn had another 25-win season - its third straight - during the
2019-20 campaign that ended with a 25-6 record, finishing second in
the SEC and what surely would have been a third consecutive trip to the
NCAA Tournament before it was canceled.

The Tigers touted the fifth-highest percent capacity in the country
after filling up 97.2 percent of Auburn Arena across 17 home games,
highlighted by 12 sellouts, which are the most in the building’s history.

The Tigers became the first team from the state of Alabama to reach
the Final Four during the 2018-19 season, which also included a South-
eastern Conference Tournament crown and a 30-10 record.

During Auburn’s historic run to the Final Four, the Tigers became
the only team to defeat Kansas, Kentucky and North Carolina - the
three winningest programs in NCAA history - in consecutive games in
NCAA Tournament history.

Auburn won the 2018 Southeastern Conference title, its third in pro-
gram history, behind a 26-8 record, including 13-3 in league play. The
Tigers also make their ninth NCAA Tournament appearance all-time
and defeated College of Charleston in the first round.

While serving as an assistant coach, Prewett primarily worked with
the team’s guards and played a key role in the development of the All-
SEC backcourt of Bryce Brown, Jared Harper and Mustapha Heron.
Brown was a Naismith Trophy Top 30 honoree and became the 36th
player in program history to reach 1,000 career points.

Prewett also had a hand in scouting opponents and was tasked with
running Auburn’s zone defense.

He returned to his role as director of basketball operations prior to
the 2018-19 season, a role in which he held for a few months following
the 2017 season. Prewett earned the promotion following three seasons
as the special assistant to Pearl after joining the program in June 2014.

Prewett handles the team’s budget and travel, while spearheading nu-
merous fundraising campaigns and events for the basketball program
and Coach Pearl.

He is heavily involved with the Pearls AUTLIVE initiative to benefit
cancer patients in the fight to beat cancer as well as the Bruce Pearl Fore
the Children Golf Classic and Bruce, Barkley and Basketball Golf Clas-
sic. He directs all of the Bruce Pearl Basketball Camps.

Prewett also offers support in the Auburn Tip-Off Club, which re-
sumed activities in 2014-15 following a two-year break and saw the
highest participation in club history.

Prewett joined the staff following a seven-year run at Lee-Scott Acad-
emy, which began in 2007, as both the boys and girls basketball and
track coach. He led the varsity boys basketball team to the 2012 AISA
State Championship, a runner-up finish in 2011 and the Final Four in
2009 and 2010. Over the years, the Lee-Scott boys teams went 139-31.
On the girls side, he led the program to four AISA State Championships
(2009, 2011, 2012, 2013), a runner-up finish in 2014 and the Final Four
in 2008 and 2010.

Five times he was named the AISA All-Star Game Coach, he was the
2009 AISA Coach of the Year and the OA News Coach of the Year four
times (2012 - boys; 2008, 2009, 2011 - girls). He also coached the AISA
Track State Champions in 2009, 2010 and 2011.

Prior to Lee-Scott, Prewett was the varsity boys basketball and track
coach at Faith Academy in Mobile from 2004-07. He led the boys bas-
ketball team to the 2006 AISA State Championship, the 2005 Final Four

and was the 2006 AISA All-Star Game Coach and Coach of the Year. He
led Faith Academy to a 63-21 record.

Prewett started his coaching career at Escambia Academy. From
1995-2004, he was a coach for the basketball, football, golf and track
teams and added the title of athletics director from 1998-2004. Escam-
bia was awarded the AISA Chairman’s Award for Outstanding Program
in 1998, 1999 and 2000.

Prewett earned a bachelor of science degree from Troy State Univer-
sity in 1994 in health, physical education and recreation and a master’s
degree in Foundations of Education in 2000. He and his wife, Tonya,
have three daughters: Madison, Mallory and Mary Mykal.

MIKE BURGOMASTER

Recruiting Coordinator /
Assistant to the Head Coach
6th year at Auburn

Mike Burgomaster was promoted to recruiting coordinator/assistant
to the head coach prior to the 2021-22 season. In his sixth season, he
previously served as assistant director of operations since the 2017-18
season. Prior to joining the staff in a full-time capacity, he came to Au-
burn as a graduate assistant, a position for which he was recognized as
the Managers on A Mission 2018 Graduate Assistant of the Year.

The Tigers had another standout season during the 2019-20 cam-
paign, highlighted by a 25-6 record and a second-place finish in the SEC
standings. Auburn finished in the top four of the final league standings
for the third consecutive season, something that had only been accom-
plished one other time in program history (1958-60).

Auburn is one of only four power-conference teams to have won at
least 25 games over the last three seasons, joining Duke, Kansas and
Kentucky.

During the 2018-19 season, the Tigers advanced to the Final Four,
won the 2019 Southeastern Conference Tournament and set a program
record for wins behind a 30-10 record.

During Auburn’s historic run to the Final Four, the Tigers became
the only team to defeat Kansas, Kentucky and North Carolina - the
three winningest programs in NCAA history - in consecutive games in
NCAA Tournament history.

Auburn finished the season ranked No. 14 in the final Associated
Press poll, the highest since capping the 1998-99 campaign at No. 4.

The 2017-18 season was a banner year for the program as the Tigers
won the 2018 Southeastern Conference title behind a 26-8 record, in-
cluding 13-5 in conference play. It was Auburn’s third league crown in
program history (1960, 1999, 2018).

The Tigers advanced to the NCAA Tournament for the first time
since 2003 and earned the No. 4 seed in the Midwest Region.

Auburn ended the season ranked 19th in the final Associated Press
poll. It was the first time the Tigers have ended the season ranked in the
final AP poll since 2000 when it ended the campaign at No. 24.

Burgomaster arrived on The Plains from the University of Miami.
While with the Hurricanes, he was a student manager for three years
before being promoted to head manager in his fourth season. Burgo-
master had a key hand in many areas under head coach Jim Larrafiaga



including player development, video coordination, camps, on-campus
recruiting and analytics.

During Burgomaster’s tenure, Miami went to two Sweet Sixteens in
2013 and 2016 and also won both the ACC regular season and tourna-
ment championships in 2013.

Burgomaster earned his master’s degree in business administration
from Auburn University in December of 2017. The Westford, Mass.
native received his bachelor of arts in finance from the University of
Miami.

MARQUIS DANIELS

Director of Player Development
4th year at Auburn

Former Auburn standout Marquis Daniels is entering his fourth sea-
son on head coach Bruce Pearl’s staff prior to the 2020-21 campaign.
Daniels started as a graduate assistant during the 2018-19 season before
being promoted to his current role of director of player development for
the 2019-20 season.

The Orlando, Fla. native was a two-time All-SEC performer and was
named a SEC Legend in 2017. Daniels was tabbed as the SEC Player of
the Year by the Birmingham News following his senior season.

Daniels finished his career with 1,532 points - currently 11th on Au-
burn’s all-time scoring list. He also is third in career steals with 208.

Daniels is tied for the single-season record with 34 double-fig-
ure-scoring games in 2002-03, a season in which he also set the Auburn
record with 78 steals.

The Tigers earned two NCAA Tournament bids during Daniels’ time,
including a run to the Sweet 16 as the 10th seed in 2003 in which he
averaged 23 points and seven rebounds.

After his career at Auburn, Daniels spent 10 years in the NBA, amass-
ing 4,319 career points in stints with the Dallas Mavericks (2003-06),
Indiana Pacers (2006-09), Boston Celtics (2009-12) and Milwaukee
Bucks (2012-13).

Daniels is married to former Auburn women’s basketball player, Sha-
na Askew, and the couple has a daughter, Syriah, and a son, Antwane.
He is a two-time Auburn University graduate, earning a bachelor’s de-
gree in sociology in 2003 and a master’s in adult education in 2019.

IAN BORDERS

Video Coordinator
4th year at Auburn

Tan Borders enters his fourth season as the video coordinator for
the Auburn program. In his current role, he is in charge of cutting and
breaking down film of opponents and practices, scouting and facilitat-
ing on-campus recruiting.

Under the di-
rection of head coach Steve Simpson, the team won the regional cham-
pionship twice, leading to the first two trips to the state tournament in
school history.

Borders earned his bachelor’s degree in 2007 from the University of
Louisville. He and his wife, Sarah, have one daughter, Cecilia, and one
son, Lennox.
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DAMON DAVIS

Strength & Conditioning Coach
13th year at Auburn

Damon Davis enters his 10th season as the strength and conditioning
coach responsible for the training of men’s basketball.

Davis” innovate approach has helped many Tigers transform their
bodies and be ready for the next level, most recently with first-round
draft choice Chuma Okeke after he was selected 16th overall in the 2019
NBA Draft.

In his 13th year at Auburn, he also works with the men’s and women’s
golf teams.

Davis spent his first four years at Auburn as assistant strength and
conditioning coach, the last two with the baseball team.

Davis was an assistant strength and conditioning coach at the Univer-
sity of Iowa from 2004-08, working with baseball, track and field, cross
country and softball while assisting all other sports.

Davis is a Certified Strength & Conditioning Specialist with the Na-
tional Strength and Conditioning Association, is certified by the Colle-
giate Strength & Conditioning Coaches Association Strength & Condi-
tioning Coach Certified and is certified as a Sports Performance Coach
by United States of America Weightlifting.

He is married to the former Yari Schmidt of Rockford, Ill. They have
one son, Magnus, and a daughter, Nellie Elizabeth.

CLARK PEARSON

Athletic Trainer
13th year at Auburn

Clark Pearson is in his 13th year at Auburn and his seventh working
with coach Bruce Pearl and Auburn men’s basketball.

Pearson spent the previous six seasons as the head athletic trainer for
football, overseeing the care, prevention and rehabilitation of injuries
for the football team.

Pearson served as the head football athletic trainer at the University
of Wisconsin for four years beginning in 2005. Prior to that, he was As-
sistant Athletic Trainer at the University of Oklahoma from 1997-2005.

While at Auburn, Pearson has presented case reports on non-opera-
tive treatments of Lisfranc injuries as well as crisis management. Pear-
son was also published in the American Journal of Orthopedics in 2016
for his work on “Contact Ulnar Fracture in a Collegiate Baseball Player”

He conducted a two-year research study while at Oklahoma in con-
junction with the Gatorade Sports Science Institute -- “Salt Depletion
and Cramping in Collegiate Football Players”. He served on the 2001 Big
12 Athletic Training Staff of the Year.

At Wisconsin, Pearson completed a Post-Surgical Hamstring Proto-
col Case Report and conducted the Collegiate Lineman Type II Diabetes
Study. He was a participant in the Big Ten/NFL Shoe and Surface Study.

He is a member of the National Athletic Trainer’s Association, the
Southeastern Athletic Trainers” Association and the Alabama Athlet-
ic Trainers’ Association. Pearson holds various certifications in Blood
Flow Restriction Therapy, Graston Technique, Class IV Therapeutic La-
ser and Whole Body Cryotherapy.

A native of Franklin, Ky., Pearson and his wife, Nancy, have a son,
Bradley, and a daughter, Katherine. He earned a bachelor’s degree in
sports management from the University of Kentucky in 1995, and a
master’s degree in human relations from the University of Oklahoma in
1997.

Auburn University
President

Jay Gogue returned to his alma mater on July 16, 2007, as
Auburn University’s 18th president and retired as president
emeritus on July 1, 2017. He was appointed by the universi-
tys Board of Trustees to serve as interim president effective
July 8, 2019, and later named president. The Waycross, Ga., na-
tive earned bachelor’s and master’s degrees from Auburn and a
doctorate in horticulture from Michigan State University.

During his tenure as president, the academic strength of Auburn’s
student population increased, a new research center was established in
Huntsville, Ala., a common book program that generates a shared ac-
ademic experience was instituted and outreach partnerships with un-
derserved schools in surrounding communities were established. His
leadership during a period of sharp reductions in state support for the
university budget protected Auburn’s academic quality and prevented
elimination of academic programs. During his brief retirement, Dr.
Gogue remained engaged in the realm of academia, advising colleagues
at numerous universities and teaching a course on higher education
leadership to Auburn students.

Dr. Gogue was selected in 2013 for the Michigan State University
Distinguished Alumni Award. In 2012, he was inducted into the Ala-
bama Academy of Honor, a group of 100 Alabamians “chosen for ac-
complishment or service greatly benefitting or reflecting great credit on
the State”

Before returning to Auburn, Dr. Gogue served as president of New
Mexico State University beginning in 2000 and, in 2003, he was named
president of the University of Houston and chancellor of the Universi-
ty of Houston System. He started his higher education administration
career in 1986 at Clemson University as vice president for research and
vice president/vice provost for agriculture and natural resources. Utah
State University selected him as provost in 1995.

Dr. Gogue is a member of the Phi Kappa Phi and Golden Key honor
societies, Sigma Chi Fraternity, Sigma Xi scientific research society and
the National Society of Scabbard and Blade, the honorary military soci-
ety for all branches of service. He met his wife, Susie, in the 8th grade,
and they married during their undergraduate years at Auburn. Like Dr.
Gogue, Mrs. Gogue also earned two Auburn degrees. They are the par-
ents of three children and have one grandchild.

ALLEN GREENE

Director of Athletics

(

Allen Greene, an 18-year industry veteran, is known as a dynam-
ic, energetic and student-athlete focused leader. Greene is in his fourth
year at Auburn after being named the program’s 15th director of athlet-
ics on Jan. 18, 2018. He served in the same capacity at the University at
Buffalo from November 2015 until his arrival at Auburn.

A leader and visionary in the ever-changing landscape of intercol-
legiate athletics, Greene’s national perspective and well-rounded experi-
ences place him in high regard among his peers. He is currently serving
on the Executive Committee of the National Association of Collegiate
Directors of Athletics (NACDA), 1st Vice Chair for LEAD1 and is the
Co-Chair of the Black AD Alliance.

Under Greene’s leadership, Auburn has had 35 programs finish
ranked in the top 25 nationally, including 12 programs in the top 10.
The Auburn equestrian program has won a pair of national champion-
ships since his arrival and the men’s and women’s golf programs each
advanced to the national semifinals. In 2019 the men’s basketball pro-
gram made its first-ever trip to the Final Four, while the baseball pro-
gram returned to the College World Series for the first time in 22 years.

Auburn student-athletes are excelling academically under Greene’s
leadership. The cumulative grade-point average for all Auburn Athlet-
ics teams has risen from 3.19 to 3.25 during his tenure, with nearly 70
percent of student-athletes earning 3.0 or higher GPAs during the 2020-
21 academic year. Eleven teams earned perfect 1,000 Academic Prog-
ress Rates in 2020-21 with seven programs earning multi-year APRs of
1,000. In 2020-21, 244 Auburn student-athletes earned recognition on
the SEC Academic Honor Roll.

Greene’s fundraising acumen has been on full display during his tenure
at Auburn, highlighted by numerous capital projects totaling $165 mil-
lion, including the approval and construction of the $92 million Foot-
ball Performance Center due for completion in 2022. This transforma-
tional facility is the largest capital project in Auburn Athletics history.
The fundraising efforts toward the Football Performance Center have
included two of the three largest philanthropic gifts ever to the athletics
department.

Auburn Athletics has experienced a transformation during
Greene’s three and a half years on the Plains. He has hired six coaches,
including newly minted football coach Bryan Harsin, and has renegoti-
ated the contracts of seven successful Auburn coaches.

While at the University at Buffalo, Greene’s leadership was noted for
success on the field and in the classroom, as well as donor and corporate
development efforts that led to an array of facility enhancements. Prior
to being named AD at Buffalo, Greene served as the senior associate
athletic director for administration and deputy director of athletics at
UB. He previously worked in fundraising at Ole Miss for three years and
Notre Dame for two years in development and five years in compliance.

A graduate of Notre Dame with a degree in finance, Greene was a
three-year starter for the Fighting Irish baseball team and played three
years in the New York Yankees minor league system. He later earned his
master’s degree from Indiana University’s South Bend campus.

Allen and his wife, Christy, have three children, daughters Rian
and Seneca, and son Samuel.

USBWA MOST COURAGEOUS AWARD

Wes Flanigan was presented the United States Basketball Writers’ “Most
Courageous Award” at the 1997 NCAA Final Four in Indianapolis. Flan-
igan, an All-SEC point guard as a junior at Auburn in 1995-96 season,
was diagnosed with bone cancer and underwent successful four-hour
surgery in May 1996 before his senior season. He returned to the court five
months later and ended up leading the 1996-97 Tigers in scoring (11.0)
and assists (4.5). Flanigan’s story was featured on CBS, ESPN, CNN, FOX
SportsSouth, Intersport Television, Atlanta Journal-Constitution, Mem-
phis Commercial Appeal, Louisville Courier-Journal, Arkansas-Democrat
Gazette, The State (Columbia, S.C.), every major newspaper in the state
of Alabama among others.
