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Coach Matt McMahon Notes
�Matt McMahon comes to LSU as its 25th 
head coach after a very successful seven 
years as the head coach at Murray State 
… He won 154 games, posted a 69.7% win 
percentage, won 75 percent of league 
games and won four league titles with 
three NCAA appearances.

�McMahon coached NBA star Ja Morant 
and brings with him to LSU the OVC Player 
of the Year in fifth-year senior KJ Williams, 
a two-time OVC First Team member who 
averaged 18.0 points, 8.4 rebounds and 
shot 53.8 percent from the field while 
leading the OVC in scoring and second in 
rebound average … Williams was Top 50 in 
NCAA stats in rebound average and field 
goal percentage

Murray St. Transfers
Also coming from Murray State are 
guardsJustice Hill and Trae Hannibal. Hill 
was a first-team All-OVC selection after 
recording a season that made him one of 
the most improved players in NCAA Divi-
sion I with an average of 13.4 points and 5.1 
assists per game.

Roster Rebuild
One of the biggest storylines of this 2022-
23 season is the fact that Coach McMahon 
had to build this roster from scratch after 
graduations, departures to the profession-
al leagues and to the transfer portals.

Coach McMahon used the three phases 
to rebuild the roster -- the transfer portal, 
recruiting and retention. Recruiting started 
with his three players that joined him 
from Murray State, along with high school 
recruits Corneilous Williams, Jalen Reed, 
Tyrell Ward and Shawn Phillips.

LSU with its four recruits was ranked 16th 
in the 247sports.com composite ranking 
and the six transfers were ranked 11th in 
the transfer rankings. 	

Coming Back Stronger
Retention came in getting three players 
to return to LSU from the 2022-23 roster 
-- Mwani Wilkinson, Justice Williams and 
Adam Miller. 

Wilkinson will be in his third season at 
LSU, having started well over half the 
games over his first two seasons. He 
averaged 4.0 points per game with 25 
three-point games a season ago, making 
40.3 percent of his attempts over two 

seasons. 

Justice Williams was hurt early in his 
freshman season and didn’t see action 
until the SEC opener in late December 
2021 at Auburn. He played in 20 games 
and averaged 10.6 minutes per game and 
1.7 points per contest. 

In the preseason of the 2021-22 season, 
Miller looked like he would be a big addi-
tion to the Tigers after transferring from 
Illinois. But a knee injury prior to the first 
exhibition game put him out for the entire 
season and now he hopes to continue his 
successful career this season. 

Miller started every game at Illinois in 
2020-21 as a freshman ... Miller ranked 
fifth at Illinois in scoring with an average of 
8.3 points with 52 three-pointers and led 
all league freshman with 52 three-point-
ers. 

Transfer Portal
When it came to the transfer portal, Mc-
Mahon brought in players who can assist 
the program in many ways -- Kendal 
Coleman from Northwestern State, Derek 
Fountain from Mississippi State and Cam 
Hayes from NC State to go with the three 
Murray State transfer portal pickups. 

Kendall Coleman from Northwestern State 
averaged a double double last season for 
the Demons in his sophomore season. The 
Shreveport, Louisiana native also had a 
double double  when the Demons came 
to Baton Rouge for a Dec. 2021 game -- 16 
points, 13 rebounds. 

Season Outlook
The Tigers were 22-12 a season ago, ad-
vancing to a third straight NCAA Tourna-
ment that was competed. LSU posted its 
fourth straight non-losing SEC season with 
a 9-9 record. 

The Tigers open the 2022-23 season at 
home against Kansas City on Nov. 9. High-
lighting the schedule is a three-game MTE 
in the Cayman Islands (Nov.21-23) and will 
travel to Atlanta to face Wake Forest in 
the Holiday Hoopsgiving on Dec. 10. LSU 
hosts Texas Tech in the SEC/Big 12 Chal-
lenge to complete a brutal opening SEC 
schedule that will see LSU open against 
Arkansas, travel to Kentucky and Texas 
A&M, host Florida, travel to Alabama, host 
Auburn and Tennessee before a return 
trip to Arkansas.

Tari Is Ready For Liftoff
For the second straight year, the Tigers 
had a first-round pick in the NBA Draft 
as Tari Eason, the SEC’s Sixth Man of the 
Year, was selected by the Houston Rock-
ets with the 17th pick in the 2022 Draft. He 
became the 17th first-round selection in 
the Draft from LSU.

Pete Maravich Statue
LSU this past July added to its basketball 
statues with a statue unveiling of Pistol 
Pete Maravich. The statue joins Shaquille 
O’Neal and Bob Pettit in the plaza area on 
the north side of the Maravich Center. The 
three players have their jerseys hanging 
from the rafters of the building, are on the 
NBA at 50 and 75 teams and all three are 
members of the Naismith Basketball Hall 
of Fame. 

The Coaching Staff
The LSU Assistant Coaching staff of Casey 
Long, Ronnie Hamilton and Cody Toppert 
has a combined 31 years of college coach-
ing experience coming to LSU this season 
to work with Matt McMahon. Long has 
served the last few seasons with Coach 
McMahon at Murray State. Hamilton came 
to LSU from Ole Miss and Toppert arrived 
after a stint at Memphis. 

Former LSU player and staff member 
Tasmin Mitchell continues with the Tigers 
in the 2022-23 season as Special Assis-
tant to the Head Coach. This is the sixth 
season for Mitchell on the LSU staff, 
whose name dots the pages of the LSU 
record book, including third in career 
scoring and sixth in rebounding.

      The Southeastern Conference Men’s Basketball Tournament 
returns to Nashville and Bridgestone Arena after a one-year visit to 
Tampa.  
	 This will mark the start of a long run that will make the city of 
Nashville and the Arena the home of the event well into the 2030s. 
	 The winner of the 13-game tournament receives the SEC’s automatic 
bid to the NCAA Tournament. The tournament seeds are determined 
by the 18-game conference schedule during the regular season. Teams 
are seeded 1-14 based on their regular season conference finish.
     Atlanta served as host of the inaugural SEC Tournament played 
following the 1932-33 season and did so again after the 1933-34 
season. The event was held every year through 1952, with the 
exception of 1935. After a 26-year layoff (1953-78), the tournament 
was renewed in 1979. The 2022 tournament will be the 63rd in league 
history and the 43rd since the renewal.
	 It will be the 12th time that the city has served as the host
of the SEC Tournament. The building has seen a champion crowned on
nine occasions in 2001, 2006, 2010, 2013, 2015, 2016, 2017, 2019 and 
2021. The 2020 Tournament was halted after one day because of the 
nationwide pandemic that stopped all sports.
	 Also the home of the NHL’s Nashville Predators, Bridgestone Arena 
has
the distinction of being one of the busiest venues in the United States
over the past decade and a half, hosting more than 18 million guests
during that time. Seating capacity is approximately 19,395 for 
basketball
games.
     The event has helped set the stage for SEC teams in the NCAA 
Tournament, as 24 of the tournament champions since the tournament 
resumed in 1979 have advanced to at least the Sweet 16. Three of the 
last 13 SEC Tournament champions have gone on to win the national 
championship.    
	 Kentucky leads the league with 31 SEC Tournament titles. Alabama 
is second with seven, while Tennessee is third wtih five and Florida 
has  won four. Mississippi State has three championship trophies while 
Auburn, Georgia, Ole Miss and Vanderbilt have two. Arkansas, LSU 
and former league member Georgia Tech have each won one SEC

SEC Players, Freshman of Year/McWhorter 

All-Americans/SEC POY/SEC FOY
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Bob Pettit once said of himself as a youngster 
who would grow up to be a collegiate All-
American and a force in the National Basketball 
Association: 

“The greatest thing that ever happened to me 
is that when I first picked up a basketball I was 
terrible. If things come naturally, you might not 
bother to work at improving them, and you can 
fall short of your potential.”

Being terrible meant being gangly and not 
very good. He was tall, but he wasn’t able to 
yet make the moves that made him a future 
star. He was the last man on the junior varsity 
his freshman year at Baton Rouge High. As a 
sophomore, he was cut from the varsity. But 
because of that, he took his interest in basketball 
to heart and began to work hour- after-hour in 
back of the house in Baton Rouge. 

As a 6-4 junior, he began to be noticed. His 
skills were still raw and undeveloped, but his 
size made him worth a second glance. He grew 
to 6-7 as a junior, and BRHS won the state 
championship. 

Pettit once wrote: “Teammates. . .were miles 
ahead of me in all-around ability, but college 

scouts gave me the big rush act because I was 
six-seven by then. Fifteen schools offered me 
the standard scholarship.”

LSU fans loved what they saw in Pettit, and 
he didn’t disappoint. Here was a three-time First-
Team All-SEC member who led his Tigers to a 
second place finish in 1952, conference titles in 
1953 and 1954 and the NCAA Final Four in 1953.

He led the league in scoring all three years, 
with the highest averages seen to date in the 
league: 25.5 points in 1952, 24.9 in 1953 and 31.4 
points per game in 1954. At the same time, he 
was averaging 13.1 (1952), 13.9 (1953) and an LSU 
best 17.3 (1954) rebounds per game. Only Pete 
Maravich and Chris Jackson would also break 
the 30-point average barrier at LSU.

Coach Cliff Wells of Tulane summed up Bob 
Pettit’s days at LSU, “He’s the best big man in 
college basketball today, and I’ve seen them all.” 
LSU Coach Harry Rabenhorst called him, “the 
greatest LSU player since Sparky Wade.”

He was a first round draft choice in 1954 of 
the then Milwaukee Hawks. Pettit played his 
entire 11-year career with the Hawks, moving 
with the club to St. Louis in 1955. He wrote nearly 
every record in the Hawks’ record book and 
was a four-time MVP of the annual NBA All-
Star game. He led the Hawks to the 1958 NBA 
Championship and five NBA Finals. 

In 1954, his number 50 was retired at LSU, the 
first number in any sport retired in Tiger Town. In 
1964, he became the first NBA player to exceed 
the 20,000-points scored barrier. In 1970, he 
was elected to the Basketball Hall of Fame and 
in 2006 to the National Collegiate Basketball Hall 
of Fame.

“Those were great years at LSU,” Pettit once 
said. “They were such great years. I couldn’t 
have asked for anything better than my four 
years at LSU. I received my degree in Business, 
played the sport I loved and made so many 
friends.”

In 2009, he was honored again by the school 
he loved and continues to support as he was 
named one of the members of LSU’s “All-
Century Team.”

Pettit still lives in South Louisiana and can be 
seen several times a season watching his Tigers 
play at the Maravich Center. He was back for 
a special weekend in 2013, honoring the 60th 
anniversary of the LSU 1953 NCAA Final Four 
team.

In February 2016, Pettit and his family unveiled 
a statue in front of the LSU Practice Facility at 
the Pete Maravich Assembly Center forever 
honoring his great basketball accomplishments.

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	 Pete Maravich was billed as the 
one who would put Louisiana basketball 
on the map from the first day he 
joined his father Press at LSU. People 
weren’t disappointed. His freshman year 
they packed the old John M. Parker 
Agricultural Center (known as the “Cow 
Palace”) to watch the freshman team and 
then left quickly as the varsity Tigers won 
just three games in 1967.
	 By Pete’s senior year, the Tigers 
would improve to 20-8 and wind up in 
New York City at the National Invitation 
Tournament, a fitting place for the big-
city Maravich Show to close its LSU run.
	 To those who never saw him play 
live, but only watched what few games 
were on television or listened on radio, 
the Maravich story at LSU may seem 
larger than life. But his skills were 
perfected through hours and hours of 
repetitious drills at all hours of the day 
and night and in all kinds of settings.
	 Maravich ended up receiving the 
richest contract ever offered a college 
player at the time to sign with the Atlanta 
Hawks ($1.9 million), but during his 
10-year career with the Hawks, the New 
Orleans and Utah Jazz and the Boston 
Celtics, his dream of a championship 
wasn’t fulfilled. Pete was finding that life 
wasn’t very fulfilling either.
	 There were hard times when he went 
in search of something to make his life 
complete. He had money, he had fame. 
He didn’t have real happiness. But in 1982, 
Pistol Pete accepted Jesus Christ.
	 He began enjoying life, enjoying times 
with his wife and children. Television 
executives were discovering his 
knowledge of the game again as a color 
commentator and best of all for LSU fans, 
a rift that grew between star and college 
had diminished and was forgotten.
	 But the Pistol’s life suddenly ended 
on Jan. 5, 1988, just over a month after 

appearing at the Assembly Center for an 
emotional ceremony to formally present a 
portrait of Pete and his father to him.

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	 Shaquille O’Neal brought LSU to new heights 
during his three years with the Tigers, and the 
7-1 center became a national celebrity in the 
days of saturation coverage of basketball by 
the media. But he earned his celebrity status 
with great play and an intimidation factor that 
made him the envy of coaches throughout the 
country.
	 After leaving LSU in April 1992, he was the 
number one pick of the National Basketball 
Association by the Orlando Magic and signed 
a multi-year contract estimated at over $40 
million.  In 1996, as a free agent, he signed 
with the Los Angeles Lakers. Following the 
2004 season, O’Neal was traded to the Miami 
Heat. He also played in Phoenix, Cleveland and 
Boston before retiring after the 2011 season. 
He presently serves as a studio analyst for TNT 
Sports.

	 Durand “Rudy” Macklin, whose 
recruitment to LSU marked the beginning 
of the Tigers rise to the top of college 
basketball under Dale Brown, received his 
long overdue recognition as his jersey was 
retired to the rafters of the Pete Maravich 
Assembly Center during the 2009-10 
season.
	 Macklin came to LSU from Louisville, 
Ky., surprising many by leaving his home 
state to play for Coach Brown and a 
program that was still looking for its true 
direction.
	 But ever since his first game at LSU, 
Macklin showed he would be the leader 
and leave a mark on the program that is 
still talked about to this day.
	 In that first game, he set a school 
rebounding record that no one has come 
close to, pulling down 32 boards in a win 
against Tulane.
	 After his magnificent LSU career, 
he became the school’s all-time leading 
rebounder with 1,276 rebounds (a 10.4 
rebounds per game average). That figure 
remains on top of the school chart. He also 
became the second leading scorer all-time 
at LSU behind Pete Maravich (2,080 points, 
16.9 points per game average).
	 He is just the second player to score 
2,000 points at LSU, and still to this day 
remains in the top 20 in league scoring 
totals. 
	 Much of his success and his two All-
American seasons in 1980 and 1981 were 
after returning from a serious knee injury 
that forced him to miss all but two games 
of the 1978-79 season.
	 In 1980, he averaged 17.6 points per game 
as the Tigers just missed winning the league 
title in a dramatic last-game overtime loss to 
Kentucky only to come back a week later and 
win the school’s only SEC title. The Tigers that 
year advanced to the Elite 8 before losing to 
Louisville.
	 In 1981, he was also named Southeastern 
Conference Player of the Year and led the 
Tigers to their first NCAA Final Four since 1953. 
He beat out a star-studded cast of players 
which included Georgia’s Dominique Wilkins, 
Kentucky’s Sam Bowie and other future NBA 
players such as Jeff Malone of Mississippi 
State, Dale Ellis of Tennessee, Eddie Phillips of 
Alabama and teammate Howard Carter.
	 In Macklin’s four years, LSU had records of 
18-9, 23-6, 26-6 and 31-5. The Tigers won one 
SEC title, one SEC Tournament championship, 
advanced to the Elite 8 and the Final Four 
during the Macklin days.
	 One writer wrote of Macklin, “Macklin’s 
aggressiveness has never been questioned in 

the Southeastern Conference. If they gave an 
award for the hardest worker, Macklin would 
have been the consensus choice of his peers, 
who marvel at how much effort he puts into 
the game.”
	 Today, Macklin is still in Baton Rouge, 
heading the Governor’s Council on Physical 
Fitness and Sports for over a decade and now 
serving as Director of the Office of Minority 
Health.
	 “Rudy is far more than a basketball 
player,” Brown said. “He is a magnificent 
human being that contributes to society daily. 
He is a superb role model and an outstanding 
gentleman.”
	 “We didn’t win (the NCAA title) but LSU 
was pretty far down when I came here and 
pretty near the top when I left. I kind of feel like 
we accomplished our mission.”	
	 In 2000, he was honored as the school’s 
Living Legend at the SEC Basketball 
Tournament. In 2005 he was elected to the 
Louisiana Sports Hall of Fame and in 2009 he 
was named a member of LSU’s All-Century 
team.

	 The No. 35 worn by Abdul-Rauf, who 
was known as Chris Jackson during his 
LSU playing career as the Tigers’ point 
guard, joined the No. 50 worn by Bob 
Pettit, the No. 23 worn by Pete Maravich, 
the No. 40 worn by Rudy Macklin and the 
No. 33 worn by Shaquille O’Neal as retired 
jerseys in the LSU men’s basketball 
program.
	 Abdul-Rauf, a native of Gulfport, Miss., 
became the 14th LSU athlete or coach to 
have his/her jersey retired, joining Pettit, 
Maravich, Macklin and O’Neal; football 
players Billy Cannon, Tommy Casanova 
and Jerry Stovall; women’s basketball 
players Seimone Augustus and Sylvia 
Fowles; baseball coach Skip Bertman and 
baseball players Ben McDonald, Eddy 
Furniss and Todd Walker.
	 “By a unanimous decision, Mahmoud 
now joins one of the most elite groups 
in college basketball - the five men’s 
basketball players whose jerseys LSU 
has retired,” said LSU Director of Athletics 
Scott Woodward. “He’s one of the 
greatest of all time at LSU and incredibly 
deserving of this honor.”
	 Abdul-Rauf was named a first-team 
All-American in 1989 and 1990, becoming 
in 1989 just the second freshman to receive 
first-team All-America recognition from the 
Associated Press. He averaged 30.2 points 
per game during the 1988-89 season, and he 
is still the only freshman in college basketball 
history to average over 30 points per game.
	 Abdul-Rauf was a two-time consensus 
SEC Player of the Year, and he scored in 
double figures in 63 of his 64 games at LSU, 
including over 20 points 52 times, over 30 
points 28 times, over 40 points 11 times and 
over 50 points four times.
	 At the end of his collegiate career, he 
held the LSU all-time record for most three-
point field goals made (172), and he still holds 
the school single-season mark for highest 
free-throw percentage (91 percent).
	 In two years he scored 1,854 points, 
eighth all-time at LSU in career scoring and 
the most points scored by any player who 
played just two seasons at LSU. He had 232 

assists and 107 steals, averaging 3.6 assists 
in 64 career games. 
	 Abdul-Rauf was the third overall pick in 
the 1990 NBA Draft by the Denver Nuggets , 
and he played in the league for nine seasons 
with the Nuggets, the Sacramento Kings and 
the Vancouver Grizzlies. He twice led the 
NBA in free throw percentage, and he voted 
the league’s Most Improved Player in 1993.
	 After his NBA career concluded in 2001, 
Abdul-Rauf continued to compete in multiple 
leagues around the world, and he currently 
plays in the BIG3 three-on-three professional 
basketball league that is headquartered in 
Los Angeles.
	 He played, 586 games in the NBA, 
averaging 14.6 points for his career and 3.5 
assists per game.

	 He was named an All-American in 1935 while leading LSU to the 
mythical national championship, averaging 12.7 points per game.
	 A native of Jena, Wade is considered the greatest dribbler and 
backcourt star in LSU basketball history.
	 Before moving to LSU, he was named to the high school All-State 
team three times from 1928 to 1930. He was elected MVP of the 
national high school championship playoffs as a senior.
	 Former Baton Rouge Morning Advocate sports editor Bud Montet, 
remembers Wade in these words:
	 “He could do everything with a basketball but dunk it, and make it 
sing. If there was an extraordinary floor-leader in the South at that time, 
it had to be Wade.”
	 The three-time All-SEC selection is also a member of the Louisiana 
Sports Writers and Louisiana Association of Basketball Coaches Hall of 
Fame.
	 He was the “Little Giant from Jena.” You can’t talk LSU basketball 
without mention of the school’s first All-American and first showman 
who could pass, score and dribble with the best of his and many others 
era.

Bobby Lowther

	 Bobby Lowther officially was recognized as a first-team All-American 
in 1995 after a historian of the Helms Foundation confirmed that all 
members of the 1946 team had been upgraded to first-team status.
	 Lowther is the only two-sport All-America athlete in LSU’s storied 
sports history. In 1946, he made the Helms Foundation basketball All-
America squad and was a two-event All-American in track and field, 
finishing second at the NCAA Championships in the javelin and fourth in 
the pole vault.
	 The 6-5, 185-pound Alexandria native was also the triple jump 
champion at the 1946 National AAU Championships.
	 In basketball, he averaged 14.7 points per game as he also earned 
first-team All-SEC honors.
	 He was voted LSU’s “Best All-Around Athlete” in 1947 in a field that 
also included such future professional stars as Y. A. Tittle, Alvin Dark 
and Joe Adcock.
	 Lowther is a member of the Louisiana Sports Writers Association 
Hall of Fame and was chosen to be the “Living Legend” honoree 
representing LSU at the 2005 Southeastern Conference basketball 
tournament in Atlanta.

	 Glen Davis was at his best during the Tigers’ 2006 season when he 
was named SEC Player of the Year and a First-Team All-American for 
the Wooden Award.
	 Davis starred as the Tigers captured the SEC regular-season 
championship with a 14-2 record and then went on to defeat four 
teams en route to the NCAA Final Four. 	
	 In the regional rounds, the Tiger magic and Davis’ personality 
was on display to the nation as he helped lead LSU to upsets over No. 
1-ranked Duke and an overtime win over No. 9 Texas that got LSU to its 
first NCAA Final Four in 20 years. 
	 Davis would earn all-region honors for his play in the NCAA 
Tournament in a year in which he led the SEC in both scoring (18.6) and 
rebounding (9.7). In 2007, in his junior season and despite injuries and 
intense pressure to perform, he again led the league in rebounding 
(10.2) and earned SEC First-Team honors. He was a second round pick 
of the NBA’s Seattle Supersonics in the 2007 NBA Draft. He was traded 
to the Boston Celtics and became an NBA champion in his first year 
with the team. 

Ben Simmons
Forward • 6-10 • Melbourne, Australia
2016

	 Simmons, in his one season at LSU, earned first-team SEC honors 
and All-America honors after averaging 19.2 ppg, 11.8 rpg and 4.79 apg. 
He was the consensus national Freshman of the Year, including winning 
the prestigious Wayman Tisdale Award. He was named LSU’s ninth 
first-team A-A by the United States Basketball Writers Association.
	 Simmons was fourth in the SEC in points average, first in rebounds, 
third in field goal percentage (56.0%) and second in steals per game 
(1.97). His 199 made free throws was the most in a season since Pete 
Maravich and only Maravich and Bob Pettit made more in a year. He 
was the first player in the SEC in the top five in points-rebounds-assists.
He finished the season with 23 double-doubles. He had six games of 
20 points-15 rebounds and 5 assists and 17 games of 20 or more points. 
	 Simmons was the school’s second No. 1 pick in the NBA Draft, 
selected by the Philadelphia 76ers in June 2016.

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	 The Pete Maravich Assembly Center and 
LSU Basketball continues its legacy as the 
historic home of LSU basketball as the Tigers 
begin their 52nd season in the multi-purpose 
venue which opened late in 1971 and hosted 
its first men’s hoops game in Jan. 1972.
	 For a program that will play its 114th 
season, the former LSU Assembly Center 
is the venue that LSU has called its official 
home the longest following in the primary 
venues of the Huey Long Field House (now 
the Cox Communications Academic Center 
for Student-Athletes) and the Ag Center 
on the opposite side of the campus, more 
commonly known to basketball fans as the 
“Cow Palace.”
	 Even after all these years, the Maravich 
Center is still a great place for basketball on 
the portable wood playing surface.

	 The building took on a much needed 
new look for the 2017-18 season with the 
magnficent giant side and end video boards 
installed above the court that allows fans 
everywhere in the building to have a clear 
look at video and statistics. 
	 There is also new modern light cabilities 
that offers some of the best light intensity 
that has been seen in the history of the 
building. 
	 The building has seen constant changes 
since a three-year campaign began in 2005 
to spruce up the building by the LSU Athletic 
Department. 
	 In a year when the building would also 
become famous worldwide as the site of the

	 Before moving across from Tiger 
Stadium (in the 1971-72 season), the Tigers 
set up shop in the Pavilion on the old 
LSU campus, the Huey Long Field House 

Gym Armory (now the Cox 
Communications Academic 
Center) and the John M. Parker 
Agricultural Center. LSU and 
SEC fans knew the latter as the 
“Cow Palace” as it served as the 
primary home for LSU basketball 
for four decades.
 	 The building opened as 
the LSU Assembly Center, but 
during the summer of 1988, then 
Louisiana Governor Buddy Roemer 
signed legislation changing the 
official name of the building to the 
Pete Maravich Assembly Center in 
honor of the LSU star who had died 
tragically earlier that same year.

	 The building also includes a central two-
story lobby and staircase that ascends to the 
second level that has a room (The Legends 
Club) that can hold approximately 500 people 
for pre-game and post-game functions that 
leads into the Maravich Center concourse. 
	 The lobby of the building showcases 
team displays and graphics, trophy cases 
(featuring the hardware of some of the great 
seasons) and memorabilia from the long 
history of LSU basketball.
	 Also design work is featured in the men’s 
basketball halfways complete with vibrant 
pictures that lead players and coaches down 
to the dressing room rotunda and hallway to 
the arena floor. 
	 The display and wall graphics were 
designed by ZE Design of Centerville, Ohio.
	 The facility was constructed by Guy 
Hopkins Construction of Baton Rouge

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	 It was a different time and a different 
era. But in 1935, in the days before the NCAA 
Tournament and the National Invitation 
Tournament sprung to life and created 
true March Madness, there was a national 
championship being claimed on the hardwood at 
LSU.
	 Led by the school’s first All-American, 
Sparky Wade, and Buddy Blair, the Tigers of 10th 
year head coach Harry Rabenhorst pulled off a 
feat that many people feel is the first magical 
moment of LSU basketball. The Tigers, after a 
13-1 regular season and a co-championship in the 
Southeastern Conference (the best team in the 
South), went to Atlantic City and played the best 
team in the East, the Pittsburgh Panthers, and 
won.
	 They called Wade the “Little Giant from 
Jena,” and he could make a basketball do almost 
anything. He was 5-6 and a smaller preview of 
what would come in the late 1960s with Pete 
Maravich. 
	 In 1935, the Tigers had a very favorable 
schedule that saw them play only three of 14 
games away from the comfort of the Gym-
Armory. The road games weren’t bad trips at all, 
even in those days. One was to Houston to face 
Rice and the other two were to New Orleans to 
face Tulane.
	 The only loss of the season was that game 
against Rice, 56-47. Wade jokingly said in later 
years of that game, “ The Rice Gym was an old 
auditorium with one chandelier with twenty-five 
watt bulbs. You could not see your feet or the 
color of uniforms. Even the floor was unwaxed.”
	 But that was the only time the Tigers 
stumbled. Ironically, there was no SEC 
Tournament that particular year so LSU and 
Kentucky would not meet in basketball that 
season. Kentucky, undefeated in the conference, 
had not lost to LSU in a hoops contest and 
wouldn’t until 26 years later.
	 So LSU and Pittsburgh were invited to the 
battle for the American Legion Bowl before some 
5,000 at the Atlantic City Auditorium. LSU won 
by four, 41-37, but that tells so little of the story. 
	 It was April 13, 1935. Doc Carlson’s Panthers 
were 18-5 on the season. The Tigers started 
out very, very slow at a time when scoring 
points could be easily at a premium. The Tigers 

trailed 18-4 and still were down by nine, 26-17, at 
the half. 
	 Gradually LSU rallied back. Buddy Blair 
made a long shot to give LSU a 35-33 lead. He 
then followed it with the next six points for the 
Tigers. Pittsburgh outscored LSU 17-16 in field 
goals, but LSU had a 9-3 advantage from the free 
throw line.
	 Blair led all scorers with 20 points, 
Shongaloo Lindsey added eight, Sparky Wade 
five, Jack Harris four and Arnold Bryan and Ben 
Journeay two apiece. While Wade’s point total 
was down, his ball handling and court presence 
meant much to LSU’s win.
	 The Advocate trumpeted the news the next 
day: “Louisiana State University, power in the 
Southeastern Conference, came from far behind 
tonight to defeat the University of Pittsburgh, 
Eastern Conference champion, 41-37, in their 
intersectional basketball game.”
	 “The Bayou Tigers from Baton Rouge, 
trailing 26-17 at the half, smothered Pittsburgh 
in the second half with their flashy passing and 
scored goal after goal from the field.”
	 “Pittsburgh used a figure-eight offense,” 
Buddy Blair once said. “We had not seen this 
before and it hindered us in the first half. In the 
second half, we got our fast break going and just 

about ran them crazy.”
	 In the days before Bob Pettit arrived on 
campus, Harry Rabenhorst said in 1951 that 
Wade was head and shoulders the best player 
on campus. “We’ve had some great boys here 
at LSU. We’ve had some great ones, but Sparky 
Wade was the most spectacular and most 
colorful. He was a showman and probably the 
greatest dribbler in basketball. Sparky came to 
delight the fans. He never came up short on that 
count.”
	 “I’m not as great as they say I am,” Sparky 
once said. “I’m just a little fellow – five-eight if I 
stretch – but you know, basketball is the silliest 
game in the world. You have 10 guys and only 
one basketball, and if I have the ball, who can 
beat me?”
	 In 1935, only one team could beat the Tigers 
and powerful Pittsburgh couldn’t stop a second 
half onslaught that led to a special moment in 
LSU basketball: a chance to claim a national 
championship.
	 In 1994, the remaining living members of 
the team were honored and a banner lowered 
from the Maravich Center to forever honor the 
accomplishments of this great team in Tiger 
basketball history.
	 In 2009, the widow of Sparky Wade and 
her family took part in LSU basketball’s 100th 
anniversary celebration as Wade was named 
one of the 16 members of the LSU All-Century 
team.

2006
Record: 27-9, 14-2 in the SEC • Coach: John Brady
The Tigers won the Southeastern Conference with a 14-2 record, extending 
an unbeaten string of SEC wins in the Maravich Assembly Center to 17 games 
dating back to March 2004. LSU was the fourth seed in the NCAA Tournament’s 
Atlanta Regional and was sent to Jacksonville, Fla., to begin tournament play. 
After dispatching Iona in the first round, LSU’s battle with Texas A&M would 
be the first of three-straight epic battles that LSU would face on the road to 
the Final Four. It would take a Darrel Mitchell three-pointer with less than five 
seconds to play to get LSU the Round of 16, with a 58-57 win over the Aggies. 
The Tigers advanced to the Atlanta Regional semifinals where LSU downed the 
tournament top seed and the nation’s No. 1-ranked team, Duke, and then went 
on to knock off No. 9 Texas in overtime, 70-60, to bring LSU back to the Final 
Four for the first time in 20 years.

1986
Record: 26-12, 9-9 in the SEC • Coach: Dale Brown
A season that started 14-0, had a chickenpox scare in the middle, and finished 
the regular season with eight losses in the last 13 games, still had much promise 
to it at the end. The Tigers, coming off an SEC Championship the year before, 
still showed enough to earn a spot in the NCAA Tournament field of 64. LSU was 
seeded 11th, but would get to play its first two games in the then LSU Assembly 
Center. The Tigers first beat Purdue in double-overtime, then used an Anthony 
Wilson buzzer beater to down Memphis. From there, it was a win over Georgia 
Tech and then Ricky Blanton, Don Redden, Wilson and Derrick Taylor pulled off 
the impossible, beating Kentucky in the regional finals after the Wildcats had won 
three previous meetings earlier in the year. LSU was at that time the lowest seed 
ever to make the NCAA Final Four, a mark that stood until 2006.

1981
Record: 31-5, 17-1 in the SEC • Coach: Dale Brown
It has been over 30 years since LSU fans were “Silly in Philly” over LSU’s trip 
to the Final Four. It was a year in which an LSU team, which featured Durand 
“Rudy” Macklin, Greg “Cookieman” Cook, Ethan Martin, Howard Carter, Leonard 
Mitchell and Willie Sims among others, would win 26 straight games, including 
the first 17 in the league to advance as high as No.2 in the nation. Coach Dale 
Brown got the draw he wanted in the tournament, a route that would take 
him to the Final Four through the Louisiana Superdome. With the majority of 
30,000-plus fans on hand pulling for LSU, the Tigers beat Arkansas (72-56) and 
Wichita State (96-85) in the regional rounds to advance to the Final Four. But 
Macklin was hurt in the Wichita game and was less than 100 percent. Again 
Indiana would be the team to beat LSU in the national semifinals, 69-47.

1953
Record: 22-3, 13-0 in the SEC • Coach: Harry Rabenhorst
The NCAA Tournament was enlarged to a whopping 22 teams in 1953, adding 
four new conference winners and two more at-large entries. LSU, led by junior 
Bob Pettit, went through the conference undefeated in a year when Kentucky 
was barred from fielding a team, and advanced to the Final Four in Kansas City 
by downing Lebanon Valley (89-76) and Holy Cross (81-73). The Tigers were 
unable to sustain the momentum in the national semifinals, losing to Indiana, 
80-67.

 

Four NCAA Final Fours for LSU: 1953, 1981, 1986, 2006. All with different heroes and much different circumstances. LSU’s first Final Four 
appearance came at the time when it wasn’t a media event in the days before television. The second came at a time when the LSU program 
was at a zenith, winning 17-straight conference games. LSU’s 1986 Final Four trip came when LSU fans least expected it, or even imagined it. LSU 
returned to the Final Four again in 2006, taking a conference championship season and moving through the tournament, upsetting the No. 1 team 
in the tournament and the country in the process.

1953 Final Four
60 YEARS LATER

	 It is time again to remember one of the 
great teams in LSU men’s basketball history 
and the stars who helped LSU to its first 
NCAA Final Four appearance, 60 years ago, 
in 1953.
	 Don’t remember 1953? Ike was 
president. Cokes were a nickel, movies a 
dime. 
	 Now back in those days, the NCAA 
Tournament was this tournament that just 
22 teams were invited to. LSU knew before 
the season was over it would be going to 
the tournament, knew where it would be 
going and knew it would play one of two 
teams in the second round after a first-
round bye.
	 A Big Deal? Sure it was. As big a 
deal as today? In some ways, it’s your 
reflections of the time. The Final Four? 
That title wouldn’t even come about until 
the mid-1970s. The Associated Press 

called the semifinals and finals a “two-day 
showdown.”
	 But how did it happen? How did these 
Tigers make such a great run in 1953? 
How did they do it with a coach who was 
declared “too old to win?”
	 That was the petition of some LSU 
alumni to athletic director Thomas Heard 
that Harry Rabenhorst well, “Harry was too 
old” was how Heard told the story to New 
Orleans columnist Hap Glaudi. By the end of 
the season, Heard was telling Glaudi, “Why 
Harry’s been with us for something like 27 
years and I know he ain’t too old to win.” 
	 The Tigers were the favorites to win 
the SEC with Kentucky not eligible in 1953. 
But Rabenhorst was having nothing of it 
with the media. “Nothing’s certain but death 
and taxes.” But he did say that LSU had “a 
better than average ball club, although I 
don’t think we’re as good as people say.”

	 Rabenhorst was able to mold a perfect 
lineup from a young team to go with his 
lanky junior star Bob Pettit. He needed a 
smart fast guard and that came from Benny 
McArdle, who would be voted the league’s 
top playmaker. The forward Rabenhorst 
needed who could make outside shots was 
Don Belcher. Another big man who could 
play defense came in the form of Ned Clark 
and the other guard who could be a terrific 
driver and shooter was Norman Magee. 
	 Other members of the team were 
Kenny Bridges, Bob Freshley, Don 
Loughmiller, Bill Lee, Jim McNeilly, Charlie 
Roberts, Darrell Schultz, Don Sebastien, Skip 
Jones and Paul Brayman. 
	 The regular season was near 
perfection for the Tigers, going through 
the SEC undefeated. Even a spell of viral 
pneumonia that knocked 6-9 star Pettit out 
for several games couldn’t stop LSU as the 
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Tigers continued winning. 
	 “That’s what brought us together,” 
McArdle would say. “We gained confidence 
knowing we could win even without Bob.”
	 Dan Hardesty wrote in the local paper: 
“The other Tigers may not be Pettits, but 
neither are they nice guys named Joe. 
They include several boys who might have 
been individual headliners if they had gone 
to another school. At LSU, they seem glad 
enough to be shock troops while big Bobby 
sets the records and that attitude toward the 
game is what has made a good team into a 
near-great one this year.”
	 “I think that helped from the standpoint 
of the confidence it gave the other players,” 
said Clark. “I think that made us a stronger 
team because we saw what we could do. 
When Bob returned we were an even 
stronger team at that point.”
	 It helped even more when defenses 
tried to shut down Pettit. “It was all right with 

me if they dropped two or three back on 
me,” Pettit said. “That means they left some 
of our guys open.”
	 Two games before the end of the 
regular season, an LSU 63-48 win over 
Ole Miss at the Cow Palace proved to lead 
to a laundry list of accomplishments – 
clinching the school’s first undisputed SEC 
championship, qualifying for the NCAA 
Tournament for the first time, extending the 
all-time school winning streak to 15 (it would 
reach 19 before it ended) and extended the 
team’s home winning streak to 22 straight 
games. 
	 On the same night, Coach Harry 
Rabenhorst won his 300th game and junior 
Pettit reached 1,000 points, becoming at that 
time only the third to reach the lofty goal at 
LSU. 
	 LSU would head to Raleigh, N.C., for its 
NCAA second round game (after a first round 
bye) and its opponent became clear when 

Lebanon Valley upset Fordham.
	 LSU would win, 89-76, and then have to 
face Holy Cross in the equivalent of the East 
Regional Final. The Tigers were just too much 
and won, 81-73. Pettit was named to the All-
NCAA Eastern Regional Tournament team. In 
the game, Pettit would become the school’s 
all-time leading scorer and the first to top the 
1,100 mark. 
	 But the national semifinals in Kansas 
City would be the point where LSU would 
stumble. LSU ran into a buzz saw in Indiana, 
a team whose fast-paced style wore down 
the Tigers, who liked to play a slower paced 
game.
	 One night in Jan. 1993, the living 
members of the team came together again. 
The memories were as bright as the sun. 
They were back on the LSU Campus where 
it all began. They were honored with the 
rings they so deserved. For one night, 1953 
seemed so fresh in the memory.

	 Before there was Dale Brown, there 
was Harry Rabenhorst. In an era when 
college basketball wasn’t big news and 
when cable didn’t send hundreds of games 
all across the country, Rabenhorst laid the 
foundation for those that would follow him in 
the LSU job.
	 Like Maravich with Pete, like Dale with 
Rudy, Chris and Shaq, Rabenhorst coached 
two of the legends of the game: Sparky 
Wade and Bob Pettit. Like Brown, he took 
his team to a Final Four in the days before 
anyone realized what a major event the 
NCAA Tournament was. But unlike any 
other LSU coach, Rabenhorst laid claim to 
a national championship, mythical though it 
may have been. It was a year to remember 
for Rabenhorst, but it was a long way from 
the end of his career.
	 The Baton Rouge native, however, 
came to LSU holding a record of a much 
different kind. He was a star athlete at Wake 
Forest in the years following World War I and 
holds the world record for the single longest 
punt of 110 yards.
	 After serving in the U.S. Army in World 
War I, Rabenhorst began his career in 
coaching in 1921 at Greensboro High School 
in Greensboro, N.C. After that, he moved to 
New Mexico Military Academy where he 
coached for three seasons before moving 
back to Baton Rouge and the start of a long 
and dedicated lifetime of service to LSU.
	 In any capacity he served, he showed 
the same gracious understanding of the 
individual and devotion to duty that have set 
him apart from the ordinary.
	 He was a walking encyclopedia of LSU 
athletics and could recall in a moment the 
big game, the big play and the individual star 
of almost every athletic success enjoyed by 
the Tigers during his tenure.
	 Few men alive in college athletics 
numbered among their close personal 
friends the great and near great personalities 
who dominated the athletic scene for much 
of the first 60 years of the 20th century. His 
list of associates reads like a “Who’s Who” 
of American Collegiate Athletics, names 
that capture the imagination of sports fans 
and historians everywhere -- Knute Rockne, 
Amos Alonzo Stagg, Pop Warner, Fielding 
Yost, Wallace Wade, Adolph Rupp -- and 
many more.
	 Rabenhorst’s career at LSU meant 
more than victories and championships. 
A popular and respected coach and 
administrator, he brought LSU distinction 
with his long and brilliant service and 
developed athletes who became 

outstanding students, and later outstanding 
citizens. 
	 Harry Rabenhorst was a competitor. He 
was also a gentleman. He proved that you 
can be both and be successful.
	 When Coach Rabenhorst passed 
away in March, 1972, at the age of 73, then 
athletic director Carl Maddox said, “Coach 
Raby was revered and respected nationally 
by the many who came to know him in the 
world of intercollegiate athletics -- but more 
significant is the esteem and the love he 
earned from the men who played for him.”
	 “I always enjoyed competing with him,” 
said Adolph Rupp. “He was a great credit 
to the game. He developed some of LSU’s 
outstanding players and teams.”
	 He is still revered today by many and 
joined just the second class of administrators 
and coaches inducted into the LSU Athletic 
Hall of Fame in 2009.
	 Coach Raby was a man for all seasons 
and still to this day remains one of the 
league’s all-time winningest basketball 
coaches. Those who played for him, loved 
him. Those who knew him, respected him. 
There’s not much better can be said.

	 When he arrived from Washington 
State via Minot, N. D., there weren’t that many 
basketball fans in the state of Louisiana who 
knew who Dale Brown was. When he retired 
after the 1996-97 season, you would have been 
hard pressed to find a college basketball fan in 
the country who didn’t have some inkling about 
who Dale Brown was and what he stood for.
	 When Brown arrived in Baton Rouge 
in March, 1972, he arrived with a dream 
that was perceived by many who knew the 
LSU basketball program as impossible. The 
dream was to make basketball important in 
football-crazy Tiger country. When Brown was 
introduced as the Tiger coach, LSU fans were 
still remembering the Pete Maravich era. Final 
Fours? Rudy Macklin? Chris Jackson? Shaq? 
All a dream. In those years, fans had to be 
convinced to come to the new arena known as 
the LSU Assembly Center.
	 Brown traveled from one end of the state 
to the other telling all who would listen about 
the future of LSU basketball. Some thought him 
foolish. Others questioned his statements. But 
none who saw or heard him criticized his effort and 
his tireless energy.
	 His first LSU team shocked the basketball 
world by knocking off third-ranked Memphis State 
in Brown’s home opener in December, 1972. The 
Hustlers, as they were dubbed, gave the competition 
fits all season long. They won 14 games, finished 
9-9 in the SEC and drew praise from all around the 
country for their determination. For his achievements 
with a team picked last in the league, Brown was 
named SEC Coach of the Year, the first of four such 
honors he would receive.
	 Starting with the 1976-77 season, the Tigers 
increased their victory total ever year for the next six 
seasons. The streak was highlighted by a 31-5 record 
in 1980-81 (the most wins in a season in LSU history) 
and the first of Brown’s two trips to the Final Four. For 
his success that season Brown was honored as the 
1981 National Coach of the Year.
	 Even more impressive was his second trip to 
the Final Four in 1985-86 when his Tigers were the 
lowest seeded team ever to make it to the Final Four 
after knocking off teams seeded first, second and 
third in the region (the only team ever to accomplish 
that feat on the road to the Final Four).
	 The Tigers won four SEC titles under Brown 
and only Adolph Rupp and Joe B. Hall at Kentucky 
won more SEC titles. His 448-301 record with 238 
wins in regular season SEC play, put him second 
behind only Rupp in wins in the league. He was only 
the third SEC coach to coach 25 years as a head 
coach in the league.
	 Brown was part of 38.5 percent of LSU’s 1,164 
total victories in the first 89 seasons of basketball. 
Also, no coach in LSU history coached more 
consecutive games -- 749.
	 In 1990, Brown was the winning coach, 
capturing the Gold Medal for the South in the Olympic 
Festival in Minneapolis.
	 Brown was born in 1935 in Minot, a small 
railroad town in the northwest corner of North Dakota. 
In high school, he was the leading scorer in both 
football and basketball at St. Leo’s of Minot. As a 
senior, he was the state scoring leader in basketball 

with a state record scoring average. He also set a 
school record in the 440-yard dash.
	 Brown earned 12 letters in basketball, football 
and track at Minot State University, making him the 
school’s only athlete to achieve that goal.
	 John Chaney of Temple called Brown, “. . . 
.one of the true statesmen of college basketball. His 
contributions to the game and society have impacted 
many. He is an outstanding coach and an outstanding 
person.”
	 Legendary coach John Wooden of UCLA said: “I 
will always remember Dale for his enthusiasm. There 
are those who say he is a put-on -- they just can’t 
believe that he can be what he professes. But I never 
questioned that. He amazed me because there is a lot 
more depth to the man. He was much more than a 
basketball coach.”
	 At halftime of the Kentucky game in February 
2004, athletics director Skip Bertman and the 
LSU basketball program honored Coach Brown with 
a banner in his honor to permantly hang from the 
rafters of the Maravich Asembly Center.
	 In March, 2012, the United States Basketball 
Writers Association at its annual breakfast at the 
NCAA Final Four weekend in New Orleans, honored 
Coach Brown and his two Final Four teams. 
	 The honors have continued to come for Coach 
Brown as in September 2013,  he was formally 
inducted under the coach/administrators category of 
the LSU Athletic Hall of Fame and in November 2014 
he and star player Shaquille O’Neal were inducted 
into the National Collegiate Basketball Hall of Fame in 
Kansas City.

	 John Brady’s tenure of nearly 11 
seasons as the LSU basketball coach can 
be looked at in many different ways. But his 
tenure is an important part of the history of 
the program as he was able to win division 
and league champions, develop players that 
captured top league honors on a regular 
basis and take his team to post-season play. 
In 2006, he joined Harry Rabenhorst and 
Dale Brown as the only LSU coaches to take 
teams to the NCAA Final Four.
	 Brady was able to take the LSU 
program and remake it a couple of times 
during his tenure to go to the NCAA Sweet 
16 in 2000 and to the pinnacle of college 
basketball in 2006, the school’s first NCAA 
Final Four in 20 years. Along the way he won 
the school’s first-ever division titles and won 
the first outright SEC title in 21 years.
	 Coach Brady arrived following in the 
unenviable position of taking over the 
program after Coach Dale Brown’s 25 years. 
However, Brady arrived with a plan, and 
while his early teams were undermanned, 
undersized and underdogs, the team played 
hard and gave the best of teams problems. 
But it was the little things that kept them from 
getting many wins.
	 Brady’s teams would win two SEC titles, 
three division crowns and at one point had 
six-consecutive winning seasons, the fourth 
longest streak of consecutive years with 
a positive overall record in the program’s 
history. 
	 In 2000, the Tigers advanced to the 
Sweet 16 as part of a 28-win season, the 
second-most wins in school history. In 2005, 

LSU captured the Western Division title and 
came back the next year for a special season 
Tiger fans will always remember. 
	 LSU won 14-of-16 conference games in 
2006 to win the title. The Tigers had success 
in the NCAA Tournament, defeating No. 1 
Duke and No. 9 Texas to win the regional 
title comprised mainly with a lineup of 
homegrown athletes from the city and the 
state of Louisiana.
	 The win over Duke marked the second 
time that Brady’s Tigers defeated a standing 
No. 1 team as the Tigers also defeated No. 
1 Arizona, 66-65, in December 2002 at the 
Maravich Center, only the second time No. 1 
had gone down in the building.
	 A major part of the success of the 
LSU program at that time was player 
development. John Brady coached the SEC 
Player of the Year three times (Stromile Swift 
in 2000, Brandon Bass in 2005 and Glen 
Davis in 2006). He had the SEC Freshman 
of the Year four times (Torris Bright in 2000, 
Brandon Bass in 2004, Glen Davis in 2005, 
Tyrus Thomas in 2006).
	 Brady, who ended his career as the third 
winningest and the third-longest tenured 
coach in Tiger history, came to LSU after five 
years at Samford as head coach. Prior to 
that he served successful stints at Mississippi 
State and UNO as an assistant coach. 
	 After his LSU days, he coached for eight 
years at Arkansas State before retiring from 
coaching following the 2016 season with 402 
career wins. He currently is the analyst for the 
LSU Sports Radio Network.

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	 They were three of the greatest to ever 
play the game at LSU in completely different 
eras. 
	 They were three of the greatest to ever 
play professionally in the Natonal Basketball 
Association in completely different eras. 
	 But their outstanding play has been linked 
in so many ways including being named the 
NBA at 50 and NBA at 75 teams showcasing the 
great starts in the leagues first 50 and 75 year 
marks.
	 At LSU, not only do their names hang 
forever above the rafters of the Maravich 
Assembly Center honoring their careers, but the 
trio has statues honoring not only their college 
achievements, but their professional careers as 
well.
	 The three statues are located in the plaza 
on the north side of the Maravich Center. 
Shaquille O’Neal statue was dedicated and 
unveiled in September 2011, while the Pettit 
statue was unveiled in February 2016. 
	 The latest was the statue honoring the 
building’s namesake -- Pete Maravich -- which 
came in July 2022. 
	 Pistol Pete Maravich, who dazzled crowds 
at the John M. Parker Ag Center (the infamous 
“Cow Palace”) from 1968-70, had his likeness 
unveiled by his wife Jackie and sons Jaeson 
and Josh in ceremonies on a beautiful sun-
splashed late afternoon. 
	 The statue shows Pete at his best, with 
another perfect behind-the-back pass to a 
teammate for an easy bucket. The pose was 
chosen by Maravich’s two sons.
	 Peter Press Maravich scored 3,667 points 
in his three seasons at a time when there was 
no three-point shot, no shot clock and despite 
not being able to play varsity as a freshman 
under then-NCAA rules. He finished with an 
amazing scoring average of 44.2 points a game, 
an average that would have been well over 50 
points with a three-point shot.
	 He was considered to be one of the 
greatest creative offensive talents ever and one 

of the best ball handlers of all time.
	 Pete was the third pick of the 1970 NBA 
Draft by the Atlanta Hawks. In his 10 seasons, 
he played for the Hawks, New Orleans and Utah 
Jazz, and the Boston Celtics. He averaged 24.2 
points and 5-plus assists in some 658 career 
games with four all-star game appearances.
	 In introducing the unveiling moment for the 
statue, emcee Dan Borne said, “But tonight, it is 
all about the man who wore 23 with the floppy 
socks and the shaggy hair. Both were of another 
time and place, but Pistol Pete’s fabled game 
is as current as this season’s box scores. Fifty-
plus years later, he is and always will remain, 
timeless.”
	 Pete’s wife summed up her late husband in 
this way when she took the microphone:
	 “Over Pete’s lifetime, many have described 
him as an entertainer, artist, showman or 
basketball wizard. Whatever the adjective 
used, they describe and represent the joy 
and excitement Pete brought to the game of 
basketball ...”
	 “He could truly manipulate the ball to do 
anything he wanted. His unassuming look, tall 
and skinny with floppy hair and socks gliding 
up the court only made him more intriguing to 
watch.”
--
	 The first statue unveiling in the plaza was 
of Shaquille O’Neal in 2011 and was unveiled by 
the big man, his mom Lucille, then LSU Coach 
Trent Johnson and Shaq’s college coach Dale 
Brown. Together they pulled the necessarily 
large white cloth that covered the 900-pound 
bronze statue that unveiled a young LSU player 
named O’Neal dunking a basketball.
	 O’Neal saluted the fans and invited all the 
former and the members of the 2011-12 LSU 
Basketball team to surround him as he made 
his remarks after the unveilling, admitting later 
to the media that he never imagined the statue 
would be that big. 
	 O’Neal played at LSU from 1989-92 and in 
his three seasons was named National Player 

of the Year in 1992 and runnerup for Player 
of the Year in 1992. He also earned NBA MVP 
honors, making him the only student-athlete in 
LSU history to win National Player of the Year in 
college and then a professional MVP honor.
	 O’Neal played 19 NBA seasons before 
announcing his retirement in June of this 
season. He has joined TNT Sports as a studio 
analyst when the NBA resumes play.
	 “They sent me little sculptures of what it 
would look like so I thought it was one of those 
little things,” he said..

	 Pettit remains one of the greatest to play 
at LSU, leading the Tigers to the 1953 NCAA

In 2005, LSU’s Durand “Rudy” Macklin, a member of the 1981 
Final Four team and the No. 1 rebounder and No. 2 scorer in LSU men’s 
history, along with late former LSU women’s head coach Sue Gunter 
were inducted. 

In 2009, the late Dr. Martin J. Broussard became the first athletic 
trainer ever inducted iinto the Louisiana Sports Hall of Fame.

In 2013, LSU and NBA icon Shaquille O’Neal delighted a packed house 
for his induction ceremony.

General
	 Each Bearer must be and hereby represents that 
he or she is acting on a specific assignment for an 
accredited media agency and has a legitimate working 
function in connection with the Event attended. The 
credential is not transferable and may be revoked at any 
time. 
	 The rights and privileges granted to Bearer may 
be terminated if any term or condition for use of the 
Credential is breached. The unauthorized use of 
Credential subjects Bearer to ejection from  Event.

Print
	 Daily newspapers are eligible to apply for credentials 
and access to media opportunities. The granting and 
number of credentials will be based on newspapers’ 
circulation on a space available basis.

	 • �The maximum number of credentials that a web 
site may receive is two based on space available 
and the discretion of the media relations or sport 
information director.

Internet Use – Video and Audio
	 Upon execution of a separate agreement with terms 
and conditions governing the use thereof, Bearer will 
be afforded access to video and audio of broadcast 
Events for use on Bearer’s official news website(s), at no 
premium or charge. Otherwise, except as specifically 
permitted herein (with respect to online, non-archived 
simulcasts), Bearer shall not post, place, distribute or 
make available video (or audio from broadcast feeds)

FM stations and two clear-signal 50,000 watt AM stations, LSU Fighting Tiger 
Basketball  is distributed by satellite throughout the South. The LSU Sports Radio 
Network is anchored by flagship WDGL Eagle 98.1 FM in Baton Rouge.

The LSU Sports Radio Network is one of the most progressive college radio 
networks in the country, utilizing an in-house radio studio to originate more than 
250 live broadcasts of LSU football, men’s and women’s basketball, baseball and 
softball annually.

Eagle 98.1 is also the home of football and baseball. WYPY Talk 107.3 FM serves 
as a flagship station for women’s basketball and softball. 

In addition to live games, network programming includes a weekly live coaches’ 
shows for football, men’s and women’s basketball, and baseball.

The Matt McMahon Show
The Matt McMahon Show, a weekly one-hour 

radio program returns for the 2022-23 season. It 
is designed to give Tiger fans a chance to visit and 
hear from LSU Coach Matt McMahon.
